Mail kiosk site for the north eastern development does not meet Hall 
County requirements 
Recommend GDOT comments regarding access proximity to SR 365 
and SR 52.   

c. Utilities: Hall County will serve the property with sanitary sewer via a 
proposed new on-site pump station, by interrupting repumping the 
existing force main located along the property frontage on Hwy 365.  
We have no objections to this plan. Please note, the proposed new 
pump station shall be designed and installed at the developer’s 
expense.
