Commissioner Jeff Stowe, District 4, announced he will be running for re-
election as District 4 Commissioner in 2024. He stated the following, "First let
me start off by thanking you for allowing me to serve the last eleven (11) years
as your District 4 commissioner. We as a board have been able to accomplish
many projects that benefit the residents of District 4. We worked with several
communities to make their neighborhoods more walkable. This includes
sidewalks in the Floyd Rd area, Highland's to Island's trail expansions along
Atlanta Highway and connecting to UNG-Oakwood campus. We worked with
GDOT for safety improvements on Athens Street Bridge over 985 and Atlanta
Highway Bridge over Flat Creek. We opened our first new park in 10 years and
Butler Park is the new standard of parks going forward. We as a board also
worked with Gainesville, Flowery Branch and Oakwood to start an exit
beautification program to enhance our existing entry points into the county. The
Department of Transportation was responsible for cutting and maintaining the
exits and they were being cut once a quarter. Our partnership hired a guard and
uses inmate labor to now cut and pick up litter every other week. We also
partnered with Gainesville on a project to help preserve Lake Lanier. We
installed a Band along which removes trash from Flat Creek before it enters Lake
Lanier. We also partner with the Lake Lanier Association on projects to better
protect Lake Lanier. For our employees, the board opened its first clinic and
pharmacy. This has allowed county employees access to care at no cost to them
and prescription medications at a far reduced cost. Health Care insurance has
been maintained at the same level for the last eight (8) years with no increase
passed on to employees. We implemented a compensation study and have been
able to get employees fairly compensated for the job compared to like jobs in
the area. Most employees saw around a 20% increase in pay over the last 24
months. We have continued to invest in capital to make sure our employees
have the best equipment to serve our citizens. In the fire department alone, we
have purchased16 new pumper trucks in last two years and we buy 3-4
ambulances every year. We have completed all these it ems and many more
without having to raise taxes. This board has rolled back the millage rate every
year, for the last six (6) years, and 10 of the 11 years that I have been on the
board. When I entered the office, our general fund balance was $14 million
dollars. Our fund balance today is well over $42 million while also paying down
long-term debt by over $20 million. We currently have the lowest millage rate
since 1987 and the largest fund balance in the county's history. This financial
strength has allowed the hospital to restructure their debt that is backed by the
county for savings of more than 60 million dollars. This ensures them to
continue to grow services and provide one of the strongest health care facilities
in the count ry. It also allowed Chicopee Woods to recently refinance their bonds
and save hundreds of thousands of dollars on their debt. Over the next 4 years I
hope to see the connection of Butler Park to the Midtown Greenway from start
and finish and the renovation of the health department campus and expanded
services. I don't make promises that I don't have a plan to help make happen.
You want and deserve a leader that has the experience and the ability to work
with the other commissioners to ensure the gains we have made over the last
eleven (11) years continue. I plan to seek re-election as District 4 Commissioner
in 2024."

Everbridge may suspend, with or 
without notice, the Solution or any portion for (i) emergency 
network repairs, threats to, or actual breach of network security; 
or (ii) any legal, regulatory, or governmental prohibition affecting 
the Solution. In the event of a suspension, Everbridge shall use 
its best efforts to notify Customer through its Customer Portal 
and/or via email prior to such suspension and shall reactivate any 
affected portion of the Solution as soon as possible. 

6. PROPRIETARY RIGHTS.

PERSONAL INJURY (INCLUDING DEATH) OR PROPERTY 
DAMAGE ARISING FROM FAILURE OF THE SOLUTION TO

CAUSED AND UNDER ANY THEORY OF LIABILITY, EVEN IF

If no implied warranties are given, an express warranty of at least 60 days 
must be given in accordance with FAR 12.404(b)(2) 

c. Limitation of Liability.  Except as otherwise provided by an express or implied warranty, the Contractor will not 
be liable to the ordering activity for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

 

4. TECHNICAL SERVICES 

The Contractor, without additional charge to the ordering activity, shall provide a hot line technical support number (866-

In the event that either party to this Contract breaches this Contract, including by 

failure to meet the timetables set forth herein, the non-breaching party shall provide 

written notice to the breaching party which describes the breach of this Contract.  

The party whose breach is alleged shall have thirty (30) days from the date of receipt 

of the written notice to cure the breach or to otherwise negotiate a resolution of the 

breach.   

 

If the breach has not been cured and the parties hereto have not resolved the issue 

described in the notice letter by thirty (30) days after receipt of the notice letter, the 

party authoring the letter shall be entitled to seek any and all remedies allowed by 

Georgia law, including damages, equitable relief, declaratory relief, specific 

performance, and/or seeking relief as to any bonds issued hereon. Additional 

provisions are; 

     

A. Delay or Impossibility of Performance.  Any failure or delay must be beyond the 

control of and without the fault or negligence of the Contractor. If the Services to 

be provided to the County are interrupted by a Force Majeure Event, as defined 

below, the County will be entitled to an equitable adjustment to the fees and 

other payments due to the Contractor under this Contract. If delay results from a 

subcontractor’s negligent conduct or failure to perform, the Contractor shall not 



 

be excused from compliance with the terms and obligations of the Contract. 

Epidemics and pandemics are not considered Force Majeure events by the 

County. 

Neither party shall be held liable or responsible to the other party nor be deemed 

to have defaulted under or breached this Agreement for failure or delay in 

fulfilling or performing any obligation under this Agreement when such failure or 

delay is caused by or results from causes beyond the reasonable control of the 

affected party, including but not limited to fire, floods, embargoes, acts of war, 

civil unrest, insurrections, riots, strikes, lockouts or other labor disturbances, or 

acts of God; provided, however, that the party so affected shall use reasonable 

commercial efforts to avoid or remove such causes of nonperformance, and shall 

continue performance hereunder with reasonable dispatch whenever such 

causes are removed. Either party shall provide the other party with prompt 

written notice of any delay or failure to perform that occurs by reason of Force 

Majeure. 

Definition: The term ‘force majeure’ as defined in Black’s Law Dictionary, is ‘an 

event or effect that can be neither anticipated nor controlled. It is a contractual 

provision allocating the risk of loss if performance becomes impossible or 

impracticable, especially as a result of an event that the parties could not have 

anticipated or controlled.”  

B.  Obligations beyond Contract Term.  The Contract shall remain in full force and 

effect to the end of the specified term or until terminated or canceled pursuant 

to the Contract. 

C.  Transition Cooperation with the County and Cooperation with other 

Contractors. Contractor agrees that upon termination of this Contract for any 

reason, it shall provide sufficient efforts and reasonable cooperation and 

assistance to the County to ensure an orderly and efficient transition to the 

County or an alternative Contractor. Further, in the event that the County has 

entered into or enters into contracts with other Contractors related to the 

Services, Contractor agrees to cooperate fully with such other Contractors.  

Contractor shall not engage in any act that will interfere with the performance of 

work by any other Contractor(s).  

  

ARTICLE # 108 - TERMINATION:                   

 

The County may terminate this Contract by providing sixty (60) days written notice to 

the other party at any time.  Should either party terminate this Contract prior to the 

date of automatic termination, Contractor shall provide the County with all deliverables 

up to the date of termination thirty (30) days after the Notice to Terminate is issued. 

The County shall pay the Contractor for all work properly performed in compliance with 

the terms of the Contract up to the date of termination. 

 



 

A. Termination for Convenience. Following sixty (60) days written notice, either 

party may terminate the Contract in whole or in part for any reason without the 

payment of any penalty or incurring any further obligation to the Contractor.  

B.  Termination for Cause. The occurrence of any one or more of the following 

events shall constitute cause for the County to declare the Contractor in default 

of its obligations under the Contract:  

  

1. The Contractor fails to deliver or has delivered nonconforming Services or fails to 

perform, to the County’s satisfaction, any material requirement of the Contract 

or is in violation of a material provision of the Contract, including, but without 

limitation, the express warranties made by the Contractor.    

2. The County determines that contractor’s satisfactory performance of the 

Contract substantially endangered or that default is likely to occur.  

3. The Contractor fails to make substantial and timely progress toward 

performance of the Contract.  

4. The Contractor becomes subject to any bankruptcy or insolvency proceeding 

under federal or state law to the extent allowed by applicable federal or state law 

including bankruptcy laws; the Contractor terminates or suspends its business; or 

the County reasonably believes that the Contractor has become insolvent or 

unable to pay its obligations as they accrue consistent with applicable federal or 

state law.  

5. The Contractor has failed to comply with applicable federal, state and local laws, 

rules, County ordinances, regulations and orders when performing within the 

scope of the Contract.   

6. The Contractor has engaged in conduct that has or may expose the County or the 

State to liability, as determined in the County’s sole discretion; or a material 

breach of the terms of the Contract by County upon County’s failure to cure such 

material breach after written notice thereof has been delivered in accordance 

with ARTICLE #108.C. below constitutes cause for the Contractor to declare that 

the County is in default of its obligations under the Contract. 

 

C. Notice of Default.  If either party causes one or more of the default events 

set out in ARTICLE #108, then either party shall issue a written Notice-of-

Default to the party that causes one or more of the default events, 

requesting that the breach or noncompliance be remedied within the 

period of time specified in the party’s Notice-of-Default to the Contractor.  

If the breach or noncompliance is not remedied within the period specified 

in the written notice, the non-breaching party may:  



 

1. Immediately terminate the Contract for default without additional written 

notice. 

2. In the event of a breach by the Contractor, the County may procure 

substitute Services from another source and charge the difference 

between the Contract and the substitute Contract to the defaulting 

Contractor; and/or,  

3. Enforce the terms and conditions of the Contract and seek any legal or 

equitable remedies.  

D. Termination Due to Non-Availability of Funds.  

This Contract will terminate immediately and absolutely if the County 

determines that adequate funds are de-appropriated such that the County 

cannot fulfill its obligations under the Contract, such determination being at 

the County's sole discretion and conclusive. County agrees to provide prompt 

written notice to Contractor in the event of any de-appropriation. 

 

E. Termination due to Failure of Contractor to Act.  

The County may terminate the Contract for any one or more of the following 

reasons effective immediately without advance notice: 

 

1. In the event that the Contractor must be certified or licensed as a condition 

precedent to providing the Services, the revocation or loss of such license or 

certification may result in immediate termination of the Contract effective as of 

the date on which the license or certification is no longer in effect.  

2. The County determines that the actions, or failure to act, of the Contractor, its 

agents, employees or sub-Contractors have caused, or reasonably could cause, 

life, health or safety to be jeopardized.  

3. The Contractor furnished any statement, representation, or certification in 

connection with the Contract or the bidding process, which is materially false, 

deceptive, criminal activity, incorrect or incomplete.  

4. Failure of the Contractor to obtain, provide, maintain, and deliver the 

Performance and Payment Bonds (if required) as and when required under this 

Contract, or failure to comply with any requirement pertaining to the appropriate 

amounts thereof as set forth in ARTICLE #123 - PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT 

BOND REQUIREMENT.  

F. Payment Limitation in Event of Termination.  In the event of termination of the 

Contract for any reason by either party, the County shall pay only those amounts, 

if any, due and owing to the Contractor for Services actually received and 

accepted by the County up to and including the date of termination of the 

Contract and for which the County is obligated to pay pursuant to the Contract.   



 

G. The Contractor’s Termination Duties.  Upon receipt of notice of termination, the 

Contractor shall:  

1. Cease work under the Contract and take all necessary or appropriate 

steps to limit disbursements and minimize costs and furnish a report 

within thirty (30) days of the date of notice of termination, describing the 

status of all work under the Contract, including, without limitation, 

results accomplished, conclusions resulting therefrom, and any other 

matters the County may require.  

2. Immediately cease using and return to the County, any personal property 

or materials, whether tangible or intangible, provided by the County to 

the Contractor.  

3. Comply with the County’s instructions for the timely transfer of any active 

files and work product produced by the Contractor under the Contract.   

4. Cooperate in good faith with the County, its employees, agents, and 

Contractors during the transition period between the notification of 

termination and the substitution of any replacement Contractor; and  

5. Contractor is to immediately return any payments made by the County 

for goods and services that were not delivered by the Contractor.  

H. Liquidated Damages. In the event that the Contractor unreasonably delays 

completion of the project, or who abandons the project before completion, the 

Contractor shall pay the County liquidated damages an amount equal to the 

percentage of work not completed. 

 

 ARTICLE # 109 – NO DEFENSE OR INDEMNIFICATION BY COUNTY:       

       

The parties agree that the County shall not be responsible for defending or indemnifying any 

Contractor from any claim brought by any third party against the Contractor.  

 

       

ARTICLE #110 - ASSIGNMENT AND DELEGATION BY CONTRACTOR:              

  

The Contractor shall not assign or delegate this Contract, or any performance 

required by it, in whole or in part, without the prior express written consent of the 

County. 

 

 ARTICLE #111 – USE OF THIRD PARTIES (SUB-CONTRACTORS):         

  

This Contract is for the benefit of the parties hereto only and is not intended to benefit 

any third-party or give rise to any duty or causes of action for any third party. All 

restrictions, obligations and responsibilities of the Contractor under the Contract shall 



 

also apply to third parties such as sub-Contractors, if allowed in writing by the County.  

Any Contract with a subcontractor must also preserve the rights of the County.    

 

ARTICLE #112 – SUPERSEDES FORMER CONTRACTS 

  

Unless otherwise specified in the Contract, this Contract supersedes all prior 

Contracts or Agreements between the County and the Contractor for the Services 

provided in connection with the Contract.  

ARTICLE #113 - SEVERABILITY:                      

  

If any paragraph, sub-paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase, or portion of this Contract 

is declared invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of competent jurisdiction or if the 

provisions of any part of this Contract as applied to any particular situation or set of 

circumstances shall be declared invalid or unconstitutional, such invalidity shall not be 

construed to affect the remaining portions of this Contract not so held to be invalid or 

the application of this Contract to other circumstances not so held to be invalid.  

 

ARTICLE # 114 - RECORDS:                         

  

    A. Public Records Request.  The Georgia Open Records Act, as provided in O.C.G.A. 

§ 50-18-70 et seq, requires procurement records and all other records received 

by or prepared or maintained on behalf of the County, shall be made open to 

public inspection, unless otherwise provided by law.  

B. Record Retention and Access.  The Contractor shall maintain books, records, and 

documents in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles and 

procedures and which sufficiently and properly document and calculate all 

charges billed to the County throughout the term of the Contract for a period of 

at least five (5) years following the date of final payment or completion of any 

required audit, whichever is later.  Records to be maintained include both 

financial records and service records.   

 ARTICLE # 115 - ADDITIONAL TERMS:           

  

   A. The County shall not be bound by any terms and conditions included in any 

Contractor’s literature, packaging, invoice, catalog, brochure, technical data 

sheet, on-line representation, warranties or service level agreement or other 

document which attempts to impose any condition in variance with or in 

addition to the terms and conditions contained herein. 

  

B. The County shall not be bound to any Terms and Conditions of the Contractor 

that are only accessible by hyper-link. All Terms and Conditions must be in 

print and approved by the County. 

 



 

ARTICLE # 116 - WAIVER:            

  

The failure of any party hereto to seek a remedy for any alleged breach of this 

Contract shall not constitute a waiver of any claim, cause of action, or remedy 

allowed by Georgia law for breach thereof. 

 

ARTICLE # 117 - CONTRACTOR AND COUNTY RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS:    

                       

A. The County has the right at any time to require the Contractor to put an 

immediate stop to any procedure, or the use of any equipment (chemical, 

material, etc., if applicable) considered by the County to be hazardous (or 

toxic) to persons, buildings, or surfaces.  The Contractor will utilize acceptable 

substitutes as quickly as possible. In the event of such replacement, Contractor 

shall notify County of any resulting replacement, (ii) introduce the individual 

serving as the replacement to County, and (iii) provide County with a résumé 

and any other information regarding the individual that may be reasonably 

requested by County. 

 

B. The County has the right to require the Contractor to reassign or remove any 

employee or subcontractor’s employee from the premises temporarily or 

permanently when, in the County’s sole opinion, the employee is not suitable.  

The County’s decision on this matter shall be final, and Contractor will remove 

this employee immediately and replace with a person of at least equivalent 

training, experience and requisite qualifications as quickly as possible, subject 

to the County’s prior approval. 

 

C. Contractor agrees to obtain prior written approval from the County for the use 

of sub-Contractors to provide the Services described in SCOPE OF SERVICES 

prior to subcontractor’s performance of work.  

 

ARTICLE # 118– INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:  

 

Workers Compensation Insurance: Required for all contracts. 
a. $500,000 Bodily Injury by Accident Each Accident 
b. $500,000 Bodily Injury by Disease  Each Disease

The Contractor represents and warrants 

that it has full authority to enter into and perform its obligations under the 

Contract and that the Contract constitutes a legal, valid, and binding obligation 

upon the Contractor in accordance with its terms. The representatives of the 

parties hereto also represent and warrant that they are authorized to sign this 

Contract on behalf of each party hereto.”  

  

B. Solicitation.  The Contractor warrants that no person or selling agency (except 

bona fide employees or selling agents maintained for the purpose of securing 

business) has been employed or retained to solicit and secure the Contract 

upon an agreement or understanding for commission, percentage, brokerage 

or contingency. 

  

C. Vehicles and Equipment.  With the exception of any specified County Owned 

Equipment and Vehicles listed herein, Contractor warrants that no Contractor 

employees, sub-contractors or others will not use County owned vehicles or 

equipment in the performance of this Contract without express written 

consent.  Contractor shall be responsible for providing all transportation 

necessary to deliver Services under the Contract.  

 

 

 

 



 

ARTICLE # 120 – INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS and OWNERSHIP:           

 
Contractor agrees it will not use the name or any intellectual property, including but 
not limited to, County trademarks or logos in any manner, including commercial 
advertising or as a business reference, without the expressed prior written consent 
of the County.   

  

ARTICLE # 121 - COMPENSATION:            

  

A. The County will pay the Contractor for the Services provided pursuant to this 

Contract and in accordance with the prices quoted and conditions set forth in 

the Bidder’s response on Exhibit C – Mandatory Cost Proposal Worksheet, which 

is attached hereto and incorporated into this Contract as if fully set forth herein.  

Payments will be made monthly in arrears to the Contractor after acceptance of 

the Contractor’s delivered Services by the County, and after receipt of 

undisputed invoice to the County. 

    

B. Prices quoted shall be firm and fixed throughout the term of this Contract, 

unless otherwise Amended or Modified by mutual agreement. 

   

C. Cost may be prorated for Services added or removed under this Contract to 

align cost with the remaining term of Contract. 

  

D. It is understood that this bid or proposal is made without collusion or fraud.  

Contractor understands and acknowledges that collusive bidding is a violation 

of state and federal law and may result in the cancellation of the Contract. 

 

 ARTICLE # 122 - COUNTY PAYMENT TO CONTRACTOR:     

  

A.  The County will issue a Notice to Proceed (NTP) to the Contractor, and Purchase 

Order(s) (herein after ‘PO’). The terms of this Contract shall be incorporated by 

reference into any and all PO(s) issued prior to the expiration or termination of 

this Contract. The County will issue the PO by electronic mail (e-mail) to the 

Contractor’s representative in ARTICLE #103 - NOTICES.  A PO is considered 

“issued” when the e-mail containing the PO is sent by the County to the 

Contractor.  

  

The Contractor shall not deliver any Services, equipment, devices, or 

components thereof until authorized in writing by the County through issuance 

of a PO, which shall provide a commencement Notice to Proceed date.  Any 

work, including but not limited to travel, preliminary meetings, planning, etc., 

performed outside of the terms and conditions of and before the issuance of the 

PO will not be considered for payment. Contractors are not to begin work or ship 

any product on any verbal communication from within the County. The County 



 

will not be liable for payment for any work or product with the issuance of a 

verbal communication. 

 

The Scope of Services shall remain in effect from the Notice to Proceed to 

completion of the project. The Parties agree that the County will not pay or 

otherwise compensate the Contractor for any Services, materials, equipment, 

devices or components thereof outside of the Scope of Work and/or beyond the 

term of this Contract, unless specifically authorized in writing as evidenced by an 

amendment (see ARTICLE #106 - CONTRACT AMENDMENTS &, MODIFICATION), 

a time extension letter, or as otherwise authorized by the County.   

B.   Invoice/Payment.    

  

1. Contractor shall invoice the County via email each month solely to 

accountspayable@hallcounty.org and only after the County inspects and 

accepts the Services provided.  Receipt of the Services does not constitute 

acceptance. Invoice amounts shall not exceed the Contractor’s pricing set 

forth in ARTICLE #102.  

2. Each invoice shall include the Contractor’s current “Remit to” address; a 

description of the Services provided; the invoice amount; the Contract 

number; and the associated PO number issued.  Each properly prepared 

invoice must be sent in accordance with the instructions listed on the PO.  

Standard payment terms are net 30 days (N30) in arrears from the date the 

invoice is accepted, following delivery of the Services.  

3. The County does not pay for services not yet received but only in arrears.  

4. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for paying all costs, expenses and 

charges it incurs in connection with its performance under the Contract.  

  

C. Unsatisfactory Performance; Delay of Payment.  

  

1. If the County determines that the quality of the Services provided are 

deficient, unacceptable, or unsatisfactory, the County’s Project Manager 

identified in ARTICLE #103 shall issue a written notice to Contractor.  

Contractor agrees that upon receipt of the written notice, it shall make 

every effort to correct the deficiency (ies) within the timeframe prescribed 

therein.  If the Contractor fails to timely correct the deficiencies, the County 

reserves the right to delay or deny payment pursuant to this ARTICLE #122 

or terminate the Contract (ARTICLE #108 – TERMINATION PROVISIONS).  

2. Delay of Payment Due to Contractor’s Failure.  If the County determines 

that the Contractor has failed to perform or deliver any Services as required 

by the Contract, the Contractor shall not be entitled to any compensation 

under the Contract until such Services are delivered and accepted.  In this 

event, the County may withhold that portion of the Contractor’s 

compensation, which represents payment for Services that were not 

delivered.  To the extent that the Contractor’s failure to perform or deliver

in a timely manner causes the County to incur costs, the County may deduct 

the amount of such incurred costs as liquidated damages from any amounts 

payable to Contractor.  The County’s authority to deduct such incurred 

costs shall not in any way affect the County’s authority to terminate the 

Contract.    

D. Set-Off Against Sums Owed by the Contractor.  In the event that the Contractor 

owes the County any sum under the terms of the Contract, pursuant to any 

judgment, or pursuant to any law, the County may set off the sum owed by the 

Contractor against any sum owed to the Contractor, in the County’s sole 

discretion. 

  

E. Final Payment.  Contractor shall issue an invoice for final payment to the County 

no later than thirty (30) days following the expiration or termination date of the 

Contract.  

  

F. The Contractor must not “Factor or Assign Payments” to another or a financial 

institution.  The County will only pay the party to whom it is contracted with. The 

County will not in any circumstances pay a third-party.  

 

ARTICLE #123 – PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT BONDS  

 

The Contractor must furnish to the County both a Performance and Payment Bond, both equal 

to one-hundred percent (100%) of the Contract’s total initial award dollar amount. The County 

will only issue a Notice-to-Proceed after the bonds are received. Only surety companies licensed 

to do business in the State of Georgia are acceptable. The Contractor is required to provide new 

bonds at the issuance of each Renewal Option Term(s) or Extension(s) that follow. 

 

The Contractor must provide all required bonding instruments to the County prior to 

commencement of any work.  The County will consider any work done prior to the receipt of 

bonding instruments as null-and-void and thus not eligible for compensation. 

 

ARTICLE #124 – RETAINAGE  

 

The County may retain funds to be withheld from compensation in compliance with Georgia 

law.  Hall County may hold up to five-percent (5%) retainage throughout the entire project and 

will release said retainage at the point of completion and final acceptance by the County. 

  

     ARTICLE #125 – VENUE AND GOVERNING LAW      

  

The parties agree that this Contract shall be interpreted, construed, and enforced in 

accordance with the laws of the State of Georgia.  To the extent that either party may 

bring a legal suit to enforce the terms of this Contract, including suit in equity, the parties 

agree and consent to file any such suit in the Superior Court of Hall County, Georgia.  

 



 

ARTICLE # 126 - NOTICE OF INTENT TO LITIGATE  

  

Contractor hereby agrees not to file any civil action of disputes or claims relating to 

the Contract except after first giving thirty days (30) written notice to the County of 

the claim and the intent to initiate a civil action.   

ARTICLE # 127- GEORGIA SECURITY AND IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE ACT (E-Verify):       

  

A. By signing this Contract, the Contractor certifies that prior to and throughout 

the performance of all applicable work under this Contract it will remain in full 

compliance with all federal and state immigration laws, including but not

In the event that either party to this Contract breaches this Contract, including by 

failure to meet the timetables set forth herein, the non-breaching party shall provide 

written notice to the breaching party which describes the breach of this Contract.  

The party whose breach is alleged shall have thirty (30) days from the date of receipt 

of the written notice to cure the breach or to otherwise negotiate a resolution of the 

breach.   

 

If the breach has not been cured and the parties hereto have not resolved the issue 

described in the notice letter by thirty (30) days after receipt of the notice letter, the 

party authoring the letter shall be entitled to seek any and all remedies allowed by 

Georgia law, including damages, equitable relief, declaratory relief, specific 

performance, and/or seeking relief as to any bonds issued hereon. Additional 

provisions are; 

     

A. Delay or Impossibility of Performance.  Any failure or delay must be beyond the 

control of and without the fault or negligence of the Contractor. If the Services to 

be provided to the County are interrupted by a Force Majeure Event, as defined 

below, the County will be entitled to an equitable adjustment to the fees and 

other payments due to the Contractor under this Contract. If delay results from a 

subcontractor’s negligent conduct or failure to perform, the Contractor shall not 

be excused from compliance with the terms and obligations of the Contract. 

Epidemics and pandemics are not considered Force Majeure events by the 

County. 



 

Neither party shall be held liable or responsible to the other party nor be deemed 

to have defaulted under or breached this Agreement for failure or delay in 

fulfilling or performing any obligation under this Agreement when such failure or 

delay is caused by or results from causes beyond the reasonable control of the 

affected party, including but not limited to fire, floods, embargoes, acts of war, 

civil unrest, insurrections, riots, strikes, lockouts or other labor disturbances, or 

acts of God; provided, however, that the party so affected shall use reasonable 

commercial efforts to avoid or remove such causes of nonperformance, and shall 

continue performance hereunder with reasonable dispatch whenever such 

causes are removed. Either party shall provide the other party with prompt 

written notice of any delay or failure to perform that occurs by reason of Force 

Majeure. 

Definition: The term ‘force majeure’ as defined in Black’s Law Dictionary, is ‘an 

event or effect that can be neither anticipated nor controlled. It is a contractual 

provision allocating the risk of loss if performance becomes impossible or 

impracticable, especially as a result of an event that the parties could not have 

anticipated or controlled.”  

B.  Obligations beyond Contract Term.  The Contract shall remain in full force and 

effect to the end of the specified term or until terminated or canceled pursuant 

to the Contract. 

C.  Transition Cooperation with the County and Cooperation with other 

Contractors. Contractor agrees that upon termination of this Contract for any 

reason, it shall provide sufficient efforts and reasonable cooperation and 

assistance to the County to ensure an orderly and efficient transition to the 

County or an alternative Contractor. Further, in the event that the County has 

entered into or enters into contracts with other Contractors related to the 

Services, Contractor agrees to cooperate fully with such other Contractors.  

Contractor shall not engage in any act that will interfere with the performance of 

work by any other Contractor(s).  

  

ARTICLE # 108 - TERMINATION:                   

 

The County may terminate this Contract by providing sixty (60) days written notice to 

the other party at any time.  Should either party terminate this Contract prior to the 

date of automatic termination, Contractor shall provide the County with all deliverables 

up to the date of termination thirty (30) days after the Notice to Terminate is issued. 

The County shall pay the Contractor for all work properly performed in compliance with 

the terms of the Contract up to the date of termination. 

 

A. Termination for Convenience. Following sixty (60) days written notice, either 

party may terminate the Contract in whole or in part for any reason without the 

payment of any penalty or incurring any further obligation to the Contractor.  



 

B.  Termination for Cause. The occurrence of any one or more of the following 

events shall constitute cause for the County to declare the Contractor in default 

of its obligations under the Contract:  

  

1. The Contractor fails to deliver or has delivered nonconforming Services or fails to 

perform, to the County’s satisfaction, any material requirement of the Contract 

or is in violation of a material provision of the Contract, including, but without 

limitation, the express warranties made by the Contractor.    

2. The County determines that contractor’s satisfactory performance of the 

Contract substantially endangered or that default is likely to occur.  

3. The Contractor fails to make substantial and timely progress toward 

performance of the Contract.  

4. The Contractor becomes subject to any bankruptcy or insolvency proceeding 

under federal or state law to the extent allowed by applicable federal or state law 

including bankruptcy laws; the Contractor terminates or suspends its business; or 

the County reasonably believes that the Contractor has become insolvent or 

unable to pay its obligations as they accrue consistent with applicable federal or 

state law.  

5. The Contractor has failed to comply with applicable federal, state and local laws, 

rules, County ordinances, regulations and orders when performing within the 

scope of the Contract.   

6. The Contractor has engaged in conduct that has or may expose the County or the 

State to liability, as determined in the County’s sole discretion; or a material 

breach of the terms of the Contract by County upon County’s failure to cure such 

material breach after written notice thereof has been delivered in accordance 

with ARTICLE #108.C. below constitutes cause for the Contractor to declare that 

the County is in default of its obligations under the Contract. 

 

C. Notice of Default.  If either party causes one or more of the default events 

set out in ARTICLE #108, then either party shall issue a written Notice-of-

Default to the party that causes one or more of the default events, 

requesting that the breach or noncompliance be remedied within the 

period of time specified in the party’s Notice-of-Default to the Contractor.  

If the breach or noncompliance is not remedied within the period specified 

in the written notice, the non-breaching party may:  

1. Immediately terminate the Contract for default without additional written 

notice. 

2. In the event of a breach by the Contractor, the County may procure 

substitute Services from another source and charge the difference 



 

between the Contract and the substitute Contract to the defaulting 

Contractor; and/or,  

3. Enforce the terms and conditions of the Contract and seek any legal or 

equitable remedies.  

D. Termination Due to Non-Availability of Funds.  

This Contract will terminate immediately and absolutely if the County 

determines that adequate funds are de-appropriated such that the County 

cannot fulfill its obligations under the Contract, such determination being at 

the County's sole discretion and conclusive. County agrees to provide prompt 

written notice to Contractor in the event of any de-appropriation. 

 

E. Termination due to Failure of Contractor to Act.  

The County may terminate the Contract for any one or more of the following 

reasons effective immediately without advance notice: 

 

1. In the event that the Contractor must be certified or licensed as a condition 

precedent to providing the Services, the revocation or loss of such license or 

certification may result in immediate termination of the Contract effective as of 

the date on which the license or certification is no longer in effect.  

2. The County determines that the actions, or failure to act, of the Contractor, its 

agents, employees or sub-Contractors have caused, or reasonably could cause, 

life, health or safety to be jeopardized.  

3. The Contractor furnished any statement, representation, or certification in 

connection with the Contract or the bidding process, which is materially false, 

deceptive, criminal activity, incorrect or incomplete.  

4. Failure of the Contractor to obtain, provide, maintain, and deliver the 

Performance and Payment Bonds (if required) as and when required under this 

Contract, or failure to comply with any requirement pertaining to the appropriate 

amounts thereof as set forth in ARTICLE #123 - PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT 

BOND REQUIREMENT.  

F. Payment Limitation in Event of Termination.  In the event of termination of the 

Contract for any reason by either party, the County shall pay only those amounts, 

if any, due and owing to the Contractor for Services actually received and 

accepted by the County up to and including the date of termination of the 

Contract and for which the County is obligated to pay pursuant to the Contract.   

G. The Contractor’s Termination Duties.  Upon receipt of notice of termination, the 

Contractor shall:  

1. Cease work under the Contract and take all necessary or appropriate 

steps to limit disbursements and minimize costs and furnish a report 

within thirty (30) days of the date of notice of termination, describing the 



 

status of all work under the Contract, including, without limitation, 

results accomplished, conclusions resulting therefrom, and any other 

matters the County may require.  

2. Immediately cease using and return to the County, any personal property 

or materials, whether tangible or intangible, provided by the County to 

the Contractor.  

3. Comply with the County’s instructions for the timely transfer of any active 

files and work product produced by the Contractor under the Contract.   

4. Cooperate in good faith with the County, its employees, agents, and 

Contractors during the transition period between the notification of 

termination and the substitution of any replacement Contractor; and  

5. Contractor is to immediately return any payments made by the County 

for goods and services that were not delivered by the Contractor.  

H. Liquidated Damages. In the event that the Contractor unreasonably delays 

completion of the project, or who abandons the project before completion, the 

Contractor shall pay the County liquidated damages an amount equal to the 

percentage of work not completed. 

 

 ARTICLE # 109 – NO DEFENSE OR INDEMNIFICATION BY COUNTY:       

       

The parties agree that the County shall not be responsible for defending or indemnifying any 

Contractor from any claim brought by any third party against the Contractor.  

 

       

ARTICLE #110 - ASSIGNMENT AND DELEGATION BY CONTRACTOR:              

  

The Contractor shall not assign or delegate this Contract, or any performance 

required by it, in whole or in part, without the prior express written consent of the 

County. 

 

 ARTICLE #111 – USE OF THIRD PARTIES (SUB-CONTRACTORS):         

  

This Contract is for the benefit of the parties hereto only and is not intended to benefit 

any third-party or give rise to any duty or causes of action for any third party. All 

restrictions, obligations and responsibilities of the Contractor under the Contract shall 

also apply to third parties such as sub-Contractors, if allowed in writing by the County.  

Any Contract with a subcontractor must also preserve the rights of the County.    

 

ARTICLE #112 – SUPERSEDES FORMER CONTRACTS 

  



 

Unless otherwise specified in the Contract, this Contract supersedes all prior 

Contracts or Agreements between the County and the Contractor for the Services 

provided in connection with the Contract.  

ARTICLE #113 - SEVERABILITY:                      

  

If any paragraph, sub-paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase, or portion of this Contract 

is declared invalid or unconstitutional by any Court of competent jurisdiction or if the 

provisions of any part of this Contract as applied to any particular situation or set of 

circumstances shall be declared invalid or unconstitutional, such invalidity shall not be 

construed to affect the remaining portions of this Contract not so held to be invalid or 

the application of this Contract to other circumstances not so held to be invalid.  

 

ARTICLE # 114 - RECORDS:                         

  

    A. Public Records Request.  The Georgia Open Records Act, as provided in O.C.G.A. 

§ 50-18-70 et seq, requires procurement records and all other records received 

by or prepared or maintained on behalf of the County, shall be made open to 

public inspection, unless otherwise provided by law.  

B. Record Retention and Access.  The Contractor shall maintain books, records, and 

documents in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles and 

procedures and which sufficiently and properly document and calculate all 

charges billed to the County throughout the term of the Contract for a period of 

at least five (5) years following the date of final payment or completion of any 

required audit, whichever is later.  Records to be maintained include both 

financial records and service records.   

 ARTICLE # 115 - ADDITIONAL TERMS:           

  

   A. The County shall not be bound by any terms and conditions included in any 

Contractor’s literature, packaging, invoice, catalog, brochure, technical data 

sheet, on-line representation, warranties or service level agreement or other 

document which attempts to impose any condition in variance with or in 

addition to the terms and conditions contained herein. 

  

B. The County shall not be bound to any Terms and Conditions of the Contractor 

that are only accessible by hyper-link. All Terms and Conditions must be in 

print and approved by the County. 

 

ARTICLE # 116 - WAIVER:            

  

The failure of any party hereto to seek a remedy for any alleged breach of this 

Contract shall not constitute a waiver of any claim, cause of action, or remedy 

allowed by Georgia law for breach thereof. 



 

 

 

ARTICLE # 117 - CONTRACTOR AND COUNTY RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS:    

                       

A. The County has the right at any time to require the Contractor to put an 

immediate stop to any procedure, or the use of any equipment (chemical, 

material, etc., if applicable) considered by the County to be hazardous (or 

toxic) to persons, buildings, or surfaces.  The Contractor will utilize acceptable 

substitutes as quickly as possible. In the event of such replacement, Contractor 

shall notify County of any resulting replacement, (ii) introduce the individual 

serving as the replacement to County, and (iii) provide County with a résumé 

and any other information regarding the individual that may be reasonably 

requested by County. 

 

B. The County has the right to require the Contractor to reassign or remove any 

employee or subcontractor’s employee from the premises temporarily or 

permanently when, in the County’s sole opinion, the employee is not suitable.  

The County’s decision on this matter shall be final, and Contractor will remove 

this employee immediately and replace with a person of at least equivalent 

training, experience and requisite qualifications as quickly as possible, subject 

to the County’s prior approval. 

 

C. Contractor agrees to obtain prior written approval from the County for the use 

of sub-Contractors to provide the Services described in SCOPE OF SERVICES 

prior to subcontractor’s performance of work.  

 

ARTICLE # 118– INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:

The Contractor represents and warrants 

that it has full authority to enter into and perform its obligations under the 

Contract and that the Contract constitutes a legal, valid, and binding obligation 

upon the Contractor in accordance with its terms. The representatives of the 

parties hereto also represent and warrant that they are authorized to sign this 

Contract on behalf of each party hereto.”  

  

B. Solicitation.  The Contractor warrants that no person or selling agency (except 

bona fide employees or selling agents maintained for the purpose of securing 

business) has been employed or retained to solicit and secure the Contract 

upon an agreement or understanding for commission, percentage, brokerage 

or contingency. 

  

C. Vehicles and Equipment.  With the exception of any specified County Owned 

Equipment and Vehicles listed herein, Contractor warrants that no Contractor 

employees, sub-contractors or others will not use County owned vehicles or 

equipment in the performance of this Contract without express written 

consent.  Contractor shall be responsible for providing all transportation 

necessary to deliver Services under the Contract.  

 

ARTICLE # 120 – INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS and OWNERSHIP:           

Contractor agrees it will not use the name or any intellectual property, including but 
not limited to, County trademarks or logos in any manner, including commercial 
advertising or as a business reference, without the expressed prior written consent 
of the County.   

  

ARTICLE # 121 - COMPENSATION:            

  



 

A. The County will pay the Contractor for the Services provided pursuant to this 

Contract and in accordance with the prices quoted and conditions set forth in 

the Bidder’s response on Exhibit C – Mandatory Cost Proposal Worksheet, which 

is attached hereto and incorporated into this Contract as if fully set forth herein.  

Payments will be made monthly in arrears to the Contractor after acceptance of 

the Contractor’s delivered Services by the County, and after receipt of 

undisputed invoice to the County. 

    

B. Prices quoted shall be firm and fixed throughout the term of this Contract, 

unless otherwise Amended or Modified by mutual agreement. 

   

C. Cost may be prorated for Services added or removed under this Contract to 

align cost with the remaining term of Contract. 

  

D. It is understood that this bid or proposal is made without collusion or fraud.  

Contractor understands and acknowledges that collusive bidding is a violation 

of state and federal law and may result in the cancellation of the Contract. 

 

 ARTICLE # 122 - COUNTY PAYMENT TO CONTRACTOR:     

  

A.  The County will issue a Notice to Proceed (NTP) to the Contractor, and Purchase 

Order(s) (herein after ‘PO’). The terms of this Contract shall be incorporated by 

reference into any and all PO(s) issued prior to the expiration or termination of 

this Contract. The County will issue the PO by electronic mail (e-mail) to the 

Contractor’s representative in ARTICLE #103 - NOTICES.  A PO is considered 

“issued” when the e-mail containing the PO is sent by the County to the 

Contractor.  

  

The Contractor shall not deliver any Services, equipment, devices, or 

components thereof until authorized in writing by the County through issuance 

of a PO, which shall provide a commencement Notice to Proceed date.  Any 

work, including but not limited to travel, preliminary meetings, planning, etc., 

performed outside of the terms and conditions of and before the issuance of the 

PO will not be considered for payment. Contractors are not to begin work or ship 

any product on any verbal communication from within the County. The County 

will not be liable for payment for any work or product with the issuance of a 

verbal communication. 

 

The Scope of Services shall remain in effect from the Notice to Proceed to 

completion of the project. The Parties agree that the County will not pay or 

otherwise compensate the Contractor for any Services, materials, equipment, 

devices or components thereof outside of the Scope of Work and/or beyond the 

term of this Contract, unless specifically authorized in writing as evidenced by an 



 

amendment (see ARTICLE #106 - CONTRACT AMENDMENTS &, MODIFICATION), 

a time extension letter, or as otherwise authorized by the County.   

B.   Invoice/Payment.    

  

1. Contractor shall invoice the County via email each month solely to 

accountspayable@hallcounty.org and only after the County inspects and 

accepts the Services provided.  Receipt of the Services does not constitute 

acceptance. Invoice amounts shall not exceed the Contractor’s pricing set 

forth in ARTICLE #102.  

2. Each invoice shall include the Contractor’s current “Remit to” address; a 

description of the Services provided; the invoice amount; the Contract 

number; and the associated PO number issued.  Each properly prepared 

invoice must be sent in accordance with the instructions listed on the PO.  

Standard payment terms are net 30 days (N30) in arrears from the date the 

invoice is accepted, following delivery of the Services.  

3. The County does not pay for services not yet received but only in arrears.  

4. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for paying all costs, expenses and 

charges it incurs in connection with its performance under the Contract.  

  

C. Unsatisfactory Performance; Delay of Payment.  

  

1. If the County determines that the quality of the Services provided are 

deficient, unacceptable, or unsatisfactory, the County’s Project Manager 

identified in ARTICLE #103 shall issue a written notice to Contractor.  

Contractor agrees that upon receipt of the written notice, it shall make 

every effort to correct the deficiency (ies) within the timeframe prescribed 

therein.  If the Contractor fails to timely correct the deficiencies, the County 

reserves the right to delay or deny payment pursuant to this ARTICLE #122 

or terminate the Contract (ARTICLE #108 – TERMINATION PROVISIONS).  

2. Delay of Payment Due to Contractor’s Failure.  If the County determines 

that the Contractor has failed to perform or deliver any Services as required 

by the Contract, the Contractor shall not be entitled to any compensation 

under the Contract until such Services are delivered and accepted.  In this 

event, the County may withhold that portion of the Contractor’s 

compensation, which represents payment for Services that were not 

delivered.  To the extent that the Contractor’s failure to perform or deliver 

in a timely manner causes the County to incur costs, the County may deduct 

the amount of such incurred costs as liquidated damages from any amounts 

payable to Contractor.  The County’s authority to deduct such incurred 

costs shall not in any way affect the County’s authority to terminate the 

Contract.    

D. Set-Off Against Sums Owed by the Contractor.  In the event that the Contractor 

owes the County any sum under the terms of the Contract, pursuant to any

judgment, or pursuant to any law, the County may set off the sum owed by the 

Contractor against any sum owed to the Contractor, in the County’s sole 

discretion. 

  

E. Final Payment.  Contractor shall issue an invoice for final payment to the County 

no later than thirty (30) days following the expiration or termination date of the 

Contract.  

  

F. The Contractor must not “Factor or Assign Payments” to another or a financial 

institution.  The County will only pay the party to whom it is contracted with. The 

County will not in any circumstances pay a third-party.  

 

ARTICLE #123 – PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT BONDS  

 

The Contractor must furnish to the County both a Performance and Payment Bond, both equal 

to one-hundred percent (100%) of the Contract’s total initial award dollar amount. The County 

will only issue a Notice-to-Proceed after the bonds are received. Only surety companies licensed 

to do business in the State of Georgia are acceptable. The Contractor is required to provide new 

bonds at the issuance of each Renewal Option Term(s) or Extension(s) that follow. 

 

The Contractor must provide all required bonding instruments to the County prior to 

commencement of any work.  The County will consider any work done prior to the receipt of 

bonding instruments as null-and-void and thus not eligible for compensation. 

 

ARTICLE #124 – RETAINAGE  

 

The County may retain funds to be withheld from compensation in compliance with Georgia 

law.  Hall County may hold up to five-percent (5%) retainage throughout the entire project and 

will release said retainage at the point of completion and final acceptance by the County. 

  

     ARTICLE #125 – VENUE AND GOVERNING LAW      

  

The parties agree that this Contract shall be interpreted, construed, and enforced in 

accordance with the laws of the State of Georgia.  To the extent that either party may 

bring a legal suit to enforce the terms of this Contract, including suit in equity, the parties 

agree and consent to file any such suit in the Superior Court of Hall County, Georgia.  

 

ARTICLE # 126 - NOTICE OF INTENT TO LITIGATE  

  

Contractor hereby agrees not to file any civil action of disputes or claims relating to 

the Contract except after first giving thirty days (30) written notice to the County of 

the claim and the intent to initiate a civil action.   

ARTICLE # 127- GEORGIA SECURITY AND IMMIGRATION COMPLIANCE ACT (E-Verify):       

  



 

A. By signing this Contract, the Contractor certifies that prior to and throughout 

the performance of all applicable work under this Contract it will remain in full 

compliance with all federal and state immigration laws, including but not 

limited to 8 U.S.C. § 1324a and the Georgia Security and Immigration 

Compliance Act (O.C.G.A. §13-10-90 et seq.), as amended by the Illegal 

Immigration Reform and Enforcement Act of 2011, regarding the verification 

of employment eligibility of employees under the Immigration Reform and 

Control Act of 1986.

B. Contractor further certifies its compliance with the aforementioned federal 

and state immigration laws set forth by signing a sworn affidavit, the Georgia 

Security and Immigration Compliance Act Affidavit, notarized by an Official 

Notary Public, and obtaining the same affidavits from any sub-contractor 

providing services pursuant to this Contract.  

 

 ARTICLE # 128 – ORDER OF PRECEDENCE:           

  

In the event of any inconsistency, ambiguity, or conflict among the specific provisions 

of the Contract and the Contractor’s Response, the order of precedence shall be as 

follows:  

 A.  First, any amendments to the Contract, including all Exhibits thereto. 

 B. Second, the Contract itself, including all Exhibits thereto. 

 C. Third, Attachments appended to the Contract.

The County is exempt from Federal Excise Taxes and from Georgia State and Local Sales 

and Use Taxes on the Services.

ARTICLE #133 – HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT  

The successful respondent hereby agrees to indemnify, hold free and harmless, Hall County  

Government, County Commissioners, its agents, servants, employees, officers, directors and 

elected officials, or any other person(s) against any loss or expense. This includes attorney fees, 

because of any liability imposed by law upon the County, except in cases of the County’s sole 

negligence, sustained by any person(s) on account of bodily injury or property damage arising 

out of or in the consequence of this agreement. 

 

ARTICLE # 134 – CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

1. All purchases must comply with The Official Code of Hall County Sections 3.10.010 – 
3.10.190. 

2. If any conflict or ambiguity arises between the Terms and Conditions herein, and The Official 
Code of Hall County, the latter will govern. 

3. The Terms and Conditions set forth herein shall supersede and govern over all Contractor’s 
Terms and Conditions or Service Level Agreements. 

4. Hall County, Georgia, herein referred to as ‘The County’, retains the right to ‘red-line’ 
sections of the Supplier’s Terms and Conditions if such are in conflict with the best interest 
of the County. 

5. Acceptance of a Purchase Order (PO) and delivery of Goods or Services serves as the 
Supplier’s full and complete acceptance of The County’s Terms and Conditions. 

6. The terms; supplier, vendor, bidder, offeror, Contractor, Contractor, designer, distributor, 
dealer or manufacturer or otherwise purveyor or source of supply or performance of service 
shall mean one-and-the-same, herein denoted as ‘Supplier’ for goods and ‘Contractor’ for 
services.

Understanding and other such Agreements. 

20. In all cases, the jurisdiction shall be the State of Georgia, County of Hall, for arbitration or 
other legalities

EXHIBIT F 
MANDATORY ETHICS AFFIDAVIT 

Contractors, consultants, and vendors of any service or commodity to Hall County, 
Georgia must read and affirm to adhere to the following ethics requirements for 
compliance with the Official Code 3.10.070 of Hall County - Ethics. 

A. It is the policy of Hall County to seek the best overall value when procuring goods 
and services. Toward this end, the county finds and declares that its objectives
will best be achieved through an open, competitive process with a broad range
of responsible vendors wishing to furnish products and services to the county.
Hall County will establish and conduct a procurement program that maximizes
service benefit to the community and awards contracts to vendors who offer the
best quality and value.

B. Hall County declares that county employees and officials, along with those
wishing to do business with the county, have the shared responsibility for
avoiding biased, anticompetitive, or unethical practices.

C. Hall County employees, officials, and their family members are prohibited from
seeking, requesting, or receiving any material payment, gift, job offer, security,
promise of future benefit, or any other tangible or intangible thing of value when 
such receipt has the potential to influence a procurement decision or to gain
undue advantage in a procurement competition.

D. Prospective vendors must compete for county business within the parameters
of the solicitation process and are prohibited from seeking to obtain inside
information, attempting to skew the writing of specifications, or influencing a
procurement decision through any means outside the process established for
the particular solicitation. This principle applies to any contractor, subcontractor, 
representative, employee, or agent that may be associated with a procurement
transaction.

E. Bidders and proposers shall disclose on competitive bid responses any
individual(s), firm(s), and/or county official(s) who do business with the county
if there is an appearance of a conflict of interest.

F. Ethical business practices are important, both, during a solicitation, and after the 
decision to grant an award. The county seeks to establish relationships with
business partners whose ongoing ethical standards of business conduct are
congruent with those outlined here. The purchasing manager, subject to the
approval of the director of financial services, is charged with establishing
methods for ongoing monitoring for non-compliance with these principles. The
prohibition against the offering of or the acceptance of kickbacks, gratuities,
payments or any other instrument of value extends beyond and outside any
specific procurement or solicitation.

G. A vendor's contract compliance history with Hall County and other contractual
parties is a valid element in the decision to award, or not, a contract.



H. Hall County stipulates that the furtherance of its strategic goals for job creation, 
stability and growth in the tax base, business retention, and other fiscal and 
economic development objectives may be considered during the procurement 
process. The purchasing manager, subject to the approval of the director of 
financial services, is authorized to establish procurement initiatives consistent 
with the county's strategic economic development objectives. These 
procurement practices shall be applied consistently and equitably and shall have 
a direct relationship to the county's goals. 

I. Hall County employees, officials, and their family members are generally 
prohibited from participation in any procurement decision or any gain of undue 
advantage in a procurement competition as a result of contemporaneous 
employment with a potential or actual business partner. 

J. It is unethical for any county employee to purchase commodities or services 
from a county contract for personal use. 

K. With the exception of solicitations for the sale of real property, individuals, firms 
and businesses seeking an award of a Hall County contract may not initiate or 
continue any verbal or written communications regarding a solicitation with any 
county officer, elected official, employee or other county representative other 
than the purchasing associate named in the solicitation, or the county's financial 
advisor, between the date of the issuance of the solicitation and the date of the 
final contract award by the board of commissioners. The purchasing manager 
will review violations. If determined that such communication has compromised 
the competitive process, the offer submitted by the individual, firm or business 
may be disqualified from consideration for award. Solicitations for the sale of 
real property may allow for verbal or written communications with the 
appropriate Hall County representative. 

L. All county commissioners, officials, and employees shall adhere to the standards 
outlined in the Hall County Code of Ethics.  

M. (AMENDED) The purchasing division of the financial services department shall 
determine and implement methods of educating all prospective contractors, 
bidders, proposers, and vendors on the requirements and provisions of Code 
Section 3.10.070, including, but not limited to, requiring each prospective 
contractor, bidder, proposer, and vendor that expresses an intent to do business 
with the County to sign an affidavit attesting that they have read this Chapter 
and have more specifically also read Code Section 3.10.070.”

At their October 2, 2023 meeting, the Hall County Planning Commission voted 
to recommend approval (5-0). 
 
There were no comments submitted in advance of the Planning Commission 
meeting and no one spoke during the public hearing.  
 
There have been no changes to the request since the Planning Commission took 
action. 
 
Telecommunications facilities are highly regulated by both the federal and state 
laws; this proposed amendment will ensure that Hall County’s regulations are 
compliant with the state and federal regulations while providing grounds on 
which telecommunication antennae or tower applications may be denied.

• Telecommunications towers and facilities are highly

– 47 U.S.C. § 332
– Nothing shall limit or affect the authority of a state or local 

government over decisions regarding the placement of cell 
towers (statement gives lip service to local government

Telecommunications Ordinance
Revision (Cell Towers and Facilities)

• The FTA restricts local governments as follows:
• Local governments shall not unreasonably discriminate among providers of functionally 

equivalent services
• Local governments shall not prohibit or have the effect of prohibiting the provision of 

personal wireless services
• Local governments shall act on any request for authorization to place, construct, or 

modify personal wireless service facilities within a reasonable period of time after the 
request is duly filed (shot clock)

• Local governments shall render decisions to deny a request to place, construct, or modify 
personal wireless service facilities in writing and support them with “substantial 
evidence” contained in a written record (Requires the hiring of an expert engineer to 
present at public hearings)

• Local governments may not regulate the placement, construction, and modification of 
personal wireless service facilities on the basis of the “environmental effects of radio 
frequency emissions” to the extent that such facilities comply with FCC regulations

• “Any person adversely affected” by local government action may appeal to court within 
30 days

Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision (Cell Towers and Facilities)

• Georgia Laws Relating to Towers and Facilities:
– O.C.G.A. §§ 36-66B-1 to 36-66B-7 (Mobile Broadband 

Infrastructure Leads to Development Act) provides 
comprehensive regulations

– O.C.G.A. §§ 36-66C-1 to 36-66C-21 (Streamlining Wireless 
Facilities and Antennas Act) also provides comprehensive 
regulations

– O.C.G.A. § 32-4-42 (6) provides that counties have the authority 
to establish reasonable regulations for the installation, 
construction, maintenance, etc. of cables, wires, poles, towers, 
and other equipment or facilities in, on, along, over, or under

• The County’s two telecommunications ordinances 
were last revised in 2002

Telecommunications Ordinance
Revision (Cell Towers and Facilities)

• Hall County’s current ordinances contain provisions that need to be changed –
examples include:

– We currently disfavor sites within 4 tower lengths of residentially-zoned property
– We require setbacks of at least 2 tower lengths from the base of the tower to all property 

lines
– We require setbacks from any residential structure of either 4 tower lengths or 500 feet, 

whichever is greater
– There are no tower height restrictions in any non-residential zoning districts (only 195 

foot height restriction in AR-III and AR-IV)
– Our fees may in some instances exceed legal maximums (up to $3000)
– We do not currently have a process for hiring an engineer to evaluate cell tower 

applications based upon factors that may be legitimate grounds for denial of applications
– Our ordinances do not require conformity with the FCC’s shot clock requirements 

(especially for towers and antennas)

Revision – Major Points

• The new ordinance applies to all telecommunications 
towers and antennas that are installed at a height of 
50 feet or more

• Government facilities and structures are exempted
• Pre-existing towers are exempt - except from federal 

requirements and building/safety codes
• Amateur radio antennas less than 75 feet are exempt 

if they are receive-only or owned and operated by a 
federally-licensed amateur radio operator

Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• Towers not operated for a continuous period of six months are 
considered abandoned and must be removed within 60 days of 
receipt of notice of designation as abandoned

• If not removed within 60 days of receipt of notice, the County 
may remove the antenna or tower at the owner’s expense under 
O.C.G.A. §§ 41-2-7 to 41-2-17

• Prior to issuance of a permit for tower/antenna construction, the 
owner must post a bond of not less than $25,000 conditioned 
upon removal of the tower/antenna

• The bond must be from a Georgia surety with a Hall County 
office

Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• Each calendar year the owner of a telecommunications tower 
must register the tower with the Director of Planning and 
Development on County forms

• The registration requires disclosure of all relevant information, 
including information on all structures and equipment on site

• The owner must disclose any ownership transfers or 
modifications to the tower

• After ten years, the tower must be inspected every three years 
by an appropriate engineer and certified as not hazardous

• Yearly registration fees are $100.00 (first year) and $50.00 
thereafter
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Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• The Planning and Development Department must maintain an 
inventory of all towers or alternative tower structures present in the 
County

• Essential information, including suitability for co-location, shall be 
maintained

• Tower/antenna applicants must submit affidavits setting forth an 
inventory of its existing towers and structures present in the County or 
its cities, or within 1 mile of the County border

• Tower/antenna applicants must submit specific information about each 
such tower, including coordinates, height, design, tower type, suitability 
for co-location, etc.

• The information can be shared with other applicants by the County

Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• All towers must be designed to accommodate co-
location of other cellular telecommunications 
antennas

• Towers up to 125 feet must be designed to 
accommodate at least two providers

• Towers greater than 125 feet must be designed to 
accommodate at least four providers

• All towers must also meet all applicable building and 
safety codes
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Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• No new tower shall be permitted unless the applicant 
demonstrates to the satisfaction of the Department and Board of 
Commissioners that no existing tower or alternative structure 
can accommodate the applicant’s proposed antenna

• All evidence must be signed and sealed by appropriate licensed 
professionals and industry experts

• The ordinance provides a list of evidence that must be provided 
by the applicant to show co-location is not possible

• The applicant must include, for each listed evidentiary 
conclusion, an affidavit listing the existing towers which were 
considered and rejected and a detailed explanation of why the 
existing towers are not useable

Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• The new ordinance contains extensive provisions on 
aesthetics
– Tower finish
– Landscaping, color, and material to blend into environment
– Neutral color antennas when not on towers
– No lighting unless required by the FAA and lighting alternatives 

should be considered (including lowering tower)
– No signs or commercial identifying markings on towers or 

antennas
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Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• The ordinance includes setbacks and separation 
requirements:
– ½ the height of the tower from tower base to any public 

way or property line
– Towers in residentially zoned areas in excess of 50 feet 

require a setback of one full tower height from any 
adjoining off-site residential structure

– In zoning districts other than S-S, H-B, I-I, and I-II, towers 
over 100 feet in height cannot be located closer than 
1500 feet from any existing tower that is over 100 feet

Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• The ordinance requires installation of security chain-link fencing 
and anti-climbing devices

• The ordinance contains extensive landscaping requirements for 
the area surrounding and in the vicinity of towers

• The Department must review applications to ensure that any 
proposed tower structure does not interfere with County public 
airways or the operation of airports

• Towers must meet or exceed all federal standards, including FCC 
and FAA standards or face removal at owner’s expense

• Towers must meet all building codes and safety standards
• The Department must be notified of all transfers of ownership

Revision – Major Points

• Permitted zoning uses:
– Co-location is required unless applicant demonstrates that 

that co-location is not possible
– Towers are permitted uses in S-S, H-B, I-I, and I-II districts 

provided that towers must be located a minimum of 2 
times the tower height from any residentially zoned 
property and all setback, screening, and buffer 
requirements are satisfied

– Installation of antennas up to 20 feet in height on existing 
structures (other than a tower) that are 50 or more feet in 
height is a permitted use in S-S, H-B, I-I, and I-II
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Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• Permitted zoning uses that are subject to the Board 
of Commissioners’ approval:
– Co-location is required unless applicant demonstrates that 

that co-location is not possible
– Towers are uses subject to the approval of the Board in 

AR-III and AR-IV districts provided that towers must be 
located a minimum of 2 times the tower height from any 
residentially zoned property and all setback, screening, 
and buffer requirements are satisfied

– Towers on residentially-zoned property cannot exceed 
100 feet in height

Revision – Major Points

• Uses that can be approved by the 
Department after an administrative review:
– Antennas less than 20 feet in height installed on

Revision – Major Points

• Applications for building permits for tower construction 
trigger public notice via signs and newspaper 
advertisement

• If an objection is raised to the permit application, then 
the Planning Commission determines the validity of the 
application

• The ordinance contains strict timing requirements for 
such appeals

• Appeals to the Planning Commission are also allowed for 
Department administrative denials of building permits

Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• Tall Structure Permit (TSP) – Required in any zoning district when the proposed 
location, height, setback, or other aspect of a tower or antenna cannot comply with 
the minimum requirements in the ordinance

– In granting a TSP, the Board may impose necessary conditions to minimize adverse effects
– New towers on residentially-zoned property may not exceed 100 feet in height, and all 

other new towers cannot exceed 195 feet in height
– Applicants must submit all listed applicable information from experts and engineers
– County then sends the information to a radio-frequency engineer for review and 

recommendation which is then submitted to the Board and the Applicant for review
– The Applicant is given the opportunity to withdraw its application
– If no withdrawal, the Board holds an advertised public hearing on the TSP
– Application fee consistent with law and calculated to reimburse County for services of 

processing TSP application
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Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Major Points

• TSP permit timelines comply with the FCC’s shot 
clock requirements

• Any denial of a request to place, construct, or modify 
a telecommunications facility must be in writing and 
supported by substantial evidence contained in a 
resolution signed by the Chairman and Board –
Complies with federal law

• The ordinance lists various legitimate factors that the 
Board may consider in acting upon a TSP
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Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Small Wireless Facilities

• Applies to all equipment at a fixed location or 
locations that enable communication or surface 
wave communication between user equipment 
and a communications network and:
– Each provider’s antenna could fit within an enclosure 

of six cubic feet, and
– All other associated wireless equipment is 

cumulatively no more than 28 cubic feet in volume
– Does not include pole(s) or cables

Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Small Wireless Facilities

• A permit is required to co-locate a small wireless facility (SWF) in 
the public ROW or to install, modify, or replace a pole or 
decorative pole in the ROW

• State law exempts certain activities from the permit requirement
• Permits are sought via applications
• Pre-application meetings with Planning and Development are 

required 30 days or more prior to submitting an application
• Applications are required to include certain listed information
• Application fees are consistent with Georgia law maximums 

together with built-in increases ($100/$250/$1000)
• Application review periods consistent with Georgia law
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Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Small Wireless Facilities

• The ordinance contains a list of reasons why an 
SWF application may be denied.  Examples:
– Interferes with operation of traffic control equipment
– Interferes with sight lines or clear zones for 

transportation or pedestrians
– Fails to comply with federal law relating to disabled 

pedestrian access
– Fails to comply with applicable codes or Georgia law

Telecommunications Ordinance 
Revision – Small Wireless Facilities

• In residential zones the Department can propose alternate locations 
within 100 feet of the location set forth in the application

• Permit holders must submit to the County the maximum occupancy fee 
payment allowed by Georgia law on an annual basis, including built-in 
annual increases ($100/$200/$40 attachment fee)

• The County charges permit fees as allowed by Georgia law
• The County may revoke permits if the wireless provider or its 

equipment is not in compliance with the ordinance or Georgia law 
relating to small wireless facilities

• Co-location on County poles is allowed and the provider will need to 
perform the “make-ready” work or pay the estimated cost thereof

Revision – Small Wireless Facilities

• The ordinance includes strong provisions relating to 
removal, relocation, replacement, and abandonment 
of SWFs
– Upon removal of a SWF the ordinance requires the ROW

– The County can require relocation to accommodate 
certain County projects

– Providers must notify the County upon abandonment of 
SWFs

CHAPTER 17.410 – TELECOMMUNICATIONS 
 
ARTICLE I. – TOWERS AND ANTENNAS 
 
DIVISION 1 – GENERALLY 
 
17.410.010. – Purpose. 
 
 The purpose of this Chapter is to establish guidelines for the siting of all wireless, cellular, 
television, and radio telecommunications towers and antennas.  The goals of this Chapter include the 
following. 
 

1. To encourage the location of towers in nonresidential areas; 
2. To minimize the total number of towers within the community necessary to provide adequate 

personal wireless communications services to residents of the county; 
3. To encourage the joint use of new and existing tower sites among service providers; 
4. To locate telecommunications towers and antennas in areas where adverse impacts on the 

community are minimized; 
5. To encourage design and construction of towers and antennas to minimize adverse visual 

impacts; and 
6. To enhance the ability of the telecommunications service providers to deliver such services 

to the community effectively and efficiently. 
 

17.410.020. – Definitions. 
 
(a) Except as specifically defined herein, all words used in this Chapter shall be as defined in The 
Latest Illustrated Book of Development Definitions (2007, Rutgers).  Words not defined herein or in the 
above-referenced text shall be construed to have the meaning given by common and ordinary usage and 
shall be interpreted within the context of the sentence, section, and article in which they occur. 
(b) For the purpose of this Chapter, certain words or terms used herein shall be defined as follows. 
 1. The term “erected” includes the terms “constructed,” “located,” and/or “relocated.” 
 2. The term “map” or “zoning map” means the official zoning map of the county. 
 3. The term “parcel” includes the terms “plot” and/or “lot.” 
 4. The terms “used” or “occupied” include the words “intended, arranged, or designed to 
be used or occupied.” 
(c) Definitions.  The following words, terms, and phrases, when used in this Chapter, shall have the 
meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning: 
Alternative tower structure means clock towers, bell towers, church steeples, light/power poles, electric 
transmission towers, manmade trees (without accessory buildings/structures), and similar natural or 
manmade alternative-design mounting structures that camouflage or conceal the presence of antennas 
or towers. 
Antenna means any exterior apparatus designed for wireless telecommunication, radio, or television 
communications through the sending and/or receiving of electromagnetic waves. 
Co-location means the placement of the antennas of two or more service providers upon a single tower 
or alternative tower structure. 
Department means the county department of planning and development. 
FAA means the Federal Aviation Administration. 
FCC means the Federal Communications Commission. 



Geographic antenna placement area means the general vicinity within which the placement of an antenna 
is necessary to meet the engineering requirements of an applicant’s cellular network or other 
broadcasting need. 
Governing authority means the Hall County Board of Commissioners. 
Height means the distance measured from ground level of a tower or other structure to the highest point 
on the same tower structure or lightning rod or appurtenance attached to the tower, when the term is 
used to refer to a tower or other structure. 
Pre-existing tower and/or antenna(s) means structures as set forth in subsection 17.410.030 (d). 
Public officer means the director of the county department of planning and development when used in 
reference to the procedures and legal remedies found in O.C.G.A. §§ 41-2-7 to 41-2-17. 
Scenic views means those geographic areas containing visually significant or unique natural features, as 
indicated on the county’s comprehensive plan or other official county documentation. 
Tower means any structure that is designed and constructed primarily for the purpose of supporting one 
or more antennas, including self-supporting lattice towers, guy towers, or monopole towers.  The term 
“tower” includes radio and television transmission towers, microwave towers, common-carrier towers, 
cellular telecommunication towers, manmade trees (with accessory buildings/structures), and other 
similar structures. 
Visual quality means the appropriate design, arrangement, and location of tower structures in relation to 
the built or natural environment to avoid abrupt or severe differences. 
 
17.410.030. – Application of chapter. 
 
(a) District height limitations.  Except as set forth in subsection (c) of this section, the requirements 
of this chapter shall govern the location of telecommunications towers that exceed, and antennas that 
are installed at a height in excess of, 50 feet. 
(b) Governmental exemption.  The provisions of this chapter shall not apply to governmental facilities 
and structures, including those of Hall County, Georgia. 
(c) Amateur radio; receive-only antennas. This chapter shall not govern any tower, or the installation 
of any antenna, which is 75 feet or less in height and is owned and operated by a federally-licensed 
amateur radio station operator from the operator’s residence, or which is 75 feet or less in height and is 
used exclusively as a receive-only antenna. 
(d) Pre-existing towers and antennas.  Any tower or antenna for which a permit has been properly 
issued prior to the effective date of the ordinance from which this chapter is derived shall not be required 
to meet the provisions of this chapter, other than the requirements of sections 17.410.160 and 
17.410.170.  Any such towers or antennas shall be referred to in this chapter as “pre-existing towers” or 
“pre-existing antennas.” 
(e) Additional antennas.  If an additional antenna is co-located upon a pre-existing tower after 
adoption of this chapter, then fencing and landscaping requirements of sections 17.410.130 and 
17.410.140 shall be met as part of the permitting process. 
 
17.410.040. – Removal of abandoned towers and antennas. 
 
(a) Any tower or antenna that is not operated for a continuous period exceeding six months shall be 
considered abandoned, and the owner of any such antenna or tower shall remove the structure within 60 
days of receipt of notice from the department that the tower or antenna is considered by the county to 
be abandoned. 
(b) If, after receipt of notice of abandonment from the department, the owner of a tower or antenna 
does not remove the abandoned tower or antenna within 60 days, the governing authority may, in the 



manner provided by O.C.G.A. §§ 41-2-7 to 41-2-17, remove such antenna or tower at the owner’s expense.  
If there are two or more users of a single abandoned tower or antenna, then notice shall not be sent by 
the department until all users cease to utilize the tower or antenna. 
(c) Prior to the issuance of a permit for the construction of a tower or antenna, the owner of the 
tower or antenna facility shall procure a bond or a letter of credit from a surety doing business in the State 
of Georgia with an office located in Hall County, Georgia, in an amount not less than $25,000.00 
conditioned upon the removal of the tower and/or antenna, should it be deemed abandoned under the 
provisions set forth in this section.  Such bond or letter of credit must be renewed at least every two years 
during the life of the tower or antenna, and the failure to renew a bond or letter of credit shall be grounds 
for revocation of the tower or antenna permit. 
 
17.410.050. – Legal status provisions. 
 
 Whenever the regulations of this chapter require a greater width, depth, or size of yard or impose 
other more restrictive standards than are required in or under any other statute or covenants, the 
requirements of this chapter shall govern.  Whenever the provisions of any other statute or covenants 
require more restrictive standards than those of this chapter, the provisions of such statutes or covenants 
shall govern. 
 
17.410.060. – Annual registration of telecommunications towers. 
 
(a) On or before May 1 of each calendar year, the owner of any telecommunications tower shall 
register such tower with the director of the county department of planning and development on a form 
(or via electronic means) prescribed by the department.  The initial annual registration shall identify such 
telecommunications tower by tax parcel number, physical street address, and/or GIS coordinates, and 
shall describe all structures and equipment on site associated with such telecommunications tower.  
Annually thereafter, each subsequent registration shall identify any transfer of ownership or such tower, 
and/or any modifications to such tower which occurred during the preceding calendar year. 
(b) For all telecommunications towers which were constructed more than ten years prior to the 
submittal of the annual registration, at least once every three years the owner of such tower shall submit 
certification to the director that such tower was inspected and that a registered professional engineer has 
determined that no signs of defect, disrepair, or other hazardous condition exist. 
(c) Any telecommunications tower owner which owns more than 20 towers that are subject to 
subsection (b) of this section shall be deemed to be in compliance with its requirements so long as all of 
such tower owner’s towers which are more than ten years old are inspected within three years of the first 
deadline for registration under this section. 
(d) The annual registration fee for each telecommunications tower shall be $100.00 for the first 
registration year and $50.00 per tower per year thereafter. 
 
DIVISION 2 – GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 
17.410.070. – Principal or accessory use. 
 
 A tower and/or antenna is considered a principal use if located on any lot or parcel of land as the 
sole or primary structure, and is considered an accessory use if located on a lot or parcel shared with a 
different existing primary use or existing structure.  An existing use or structure on the same lot or parcel 
shall not preclude the installation of an antenna or tower.  For purposes of determining whether the 
installation of a tower or antenna complies with zoning district requirements, including, but not limited 



to, setback, buffer, and other requirements, the dimensions of the entire lot or parcel shall control, even 
though the antenna or tower may be located on a leased area within such lot or parcel.  Towers that are 
constructed, and antennas that are installed, in accordance with the provisions of this chapter shall not 
be deemed to constitute the expansion of a nonconforming use or structure. 
 
17.410.080. – Inventory of existing sites. 
 
(a) The county’s department of planning and development shall maintain an inventory of all towers 
or alternative tower structures, active and inactive, which are present in the county.  This inventory shall 
include specific information about the location (latitude and longitude coordinates), height, design, tower 
type, and general suitability for antenna co-location of each tower, and other pertinent information as 
may be decided by the department. 
(b) To facilitate the co-location of antennas, each applicant seeking to locate a new tower, alternative 
tower structure, or antenna, or modify any such existing structure, shall provide to the department an 
affidavit setting forth an inventory of its existing towers or alternative tower structures as provided for 
below.  The applicant shall specifically identify its towers or alternative structures, active or inactive, which 
are present in the county.  Applicants seeking to erect an amateur radio tower or antenna shall be exempt 
from this provision. 
(c) The applicant’s affidavit shall include all of its structures that are within the jurisdiction of the 
governing authority; within a municipality located in whole or in part within the county; or within one 
mile of the border of the county, and shall include specific information about the location (latitude and 
longitude coordinates), height, design, tower type, and general suitability for antenna co-location of each 
such tower, and other pertinent information as may be required by the department.  The department 
may share such information with other applicants for a tall structure permit under this chapter or other 
organizations seeking to locate towers or antennas within the jurisdiction of the governing authority, 
provided however that the department shall not, by sharing such information, in any way be deemed to 
have represented or warranted that such sites are available or suitable. 
(d) An application for a tall structure permit shall not be considered complete without this affidavit 
of inventory. 
 
17.410.090. – Co-location; design requirements. 
 
 In addition to all applicable building and safety codes, all towers, except amateur radio towers, 
shall be designed to accommodate the co-location of cellular telecommunication antennas according to 
the following criteria: 

1. For towers up to 125 feet in height, the structure and fenced compound shall be designed 
to accommodate at least two providers; and 

2. For towers greater than 125 feet in height, the structure and fenced compound shall be 
designed to accommodate at least four providers. 

 
17.410.100. – Co-location; availability of suitable existing structures. 
 

(a) No new tower, except amateur radio towers, shall be permitted unless the applicant 
demonstrates to the satisfaction of the department and board of commissioners that no existing 
tower or existing alternative tower structure can accommodate the applicant’s proposed 
antenna.  All evidence submitted shall be signed and sealed by appropriate licensed professionals 
or qualified industry experts and shall consist of more than mere conclusory statements that no 



existing tower is suitable.  Evidence submitted to demonstrate that no existing tower or structure 
can accommodate the proposed antenna shall consist of one or more of the following: 

1. That no existing towers or suitable alternative tower structures are located within the 
geographic antenna placement area required to meet the applicant’s engineering 
requirements. 

2. That existing towers or structures do not have sufficient structural strength to support 
the applicant’s antenna and related equipment. 

3. That the applicant’s proposed antenna(s) would cause electromagnetic interference with 
the antenna(s) on the existing towers or structures, or the antenna(s) on the existing 
towers or structures would cause interference with the applicant’s proposed antenna(s). 

4. That the cost or contractual provisions required by the tower owner to share an existing 
tower or structure or to adapt an existing tower or structure for sharing are unreasonable.  
Costs exceeding new tower development are presumed to be unreasonable. 

5. That the applicant adequately demonstrates that there are other limiting factors that 
render existing towers and structures unsuitable. 

(b) For each of the above, the applicant must submit an affidavit listing the existing towers which 
were considered, and ultimately rejected, by the applicant and provide a detailed explanation of 
why the existing towers are not useable. 

 
17.410.110. – Aesthetics. 
 
 The guidelines set forth in this section shall govern the design and construction of all towers, and 
the installation of all antennas governed by this chapter. 
 

1. Towers and/or antennas shall either maintain a galvanized steel or concrete finish, or, 
subject to any applicable standards of the FAA, be painted a neutral color so as to reduce 
visual obtrusiveness. 

2. At all tower sites, the design of all buildings and related structures shall use materials, 
colors, textures, screening, and landscaping that will blend the tower facilities to the 
natural setting and building environment. 

3. For antennas installed on a structure other than a tower, the antenna and supporting 
electrical and mechanical ground equipment shall be a neutral color so as to make the 
antenna and related equipment visually unobtrusive. 

4. Towers shall not be artificially lighted, unless required by the FAA or other applicable 
authority.  If lighting is required, the governing authority may review the available lighting 
alternatives and approve the design that would cause the least disturbance to the 
surrounding views.  In the event that a tower requires lighting by virtue of its height, the 
county may require the construction of the tower at a lower height in order to avoid 
lighting requirements. 

5. No signage or other identifying markings of a commercial nature shall be permitted upon 
any tower or alternative tower structure within the county. 
 

17.410.120. – Setbacks and separation. 
 
 The following setbacks and separation requirements shall apply to all towers: 
 

1. Towers shall be set back a distance equal to one-half of the height of the tower, from its base, to 
any public way or property line of the lot or parcel containing the tower.  All towers in 



residentially-zoned areas in excess of 50 feet shall be set back a distance equal to the full height 
of the tower from any adjoining off-site residential structure. 

2. Guy-wires and accessory buildings and facilities shall meet the minimum accessory use location 
and setback requirements. 

3. In zoning districts other than S-S, H-B, I-I, and I-II, or county-owned property, towers over 100 feet 
in height shall not be located closer than 1,500 feet from any existing tower that is over 100 feet 
in height.  This requirement shall not apply to amateur radio towers. 

 
17.410.130. – Security fencing/anti-climbing devices. 
 

(a) All towers and supporting equipment shall be enclosed by fencing not less than six feet in height 
and shall also be equipped with appropriate anti-climbing devices.  Fencing shall be of chain link, 
work, or other approved alternative. 

(b) Amateur radio towers and antennas, or receive-only antennas, shall not be subject to the 
provisions of this section unless compliance is required by the board of commissioners through 
the tall structure permit process. 

 
17.410.140. – Landscaping. 
 
The following requirements shall govern landscaping surrounding (and in the general vicinity of) all 
towers: 
 

1. Where adequate vegetation is not present, tower facilities shall be landscaped with a strip of plant 
materials which effectively screens the view of the tower, accessory buildings and equipment, 
and the tower compound generally.  Landscaped strips of plant material shall be a minimum of 
ten feet in width and located outside the fenced perimeter of the tower compound.  Landscaped 
strips of plat material shall satisfy the minimum design and planting requirements for landscaped 
buffers established in the county’s tree protection ordinance and other applicable ordinances 
relating to buffers. 

2. Existing mature tree growth and natural land forms on the site shall be preserved to the maximum 
extent possible.  Where natural vegetation around the perimeter of the site would provide an 
adequate visual screen, an undisturbed buffer may be utilized. 

3. Amateur radio towers and antennas, or receive-only antennas, shall not be subject to the 
provisions of this section unless compliance is required by the board of commissioners through 
the tall structure permit process. 

 
17.410.150. – Review of tower and antenna erection. 
 
 If, upon receipt of an application for the erection of any tower or alternative tower structure 
governed by this chapter, the department deems that the proposed structure may interfere with the use 
of the airway of the county by the public or interfere with the operation of existing or proposed airport 
facilities, a copy of the application shall be submitted by the department for review to the appropriate 
governmental or aviation authority. 
 
17.410.160. – Federal requirements. 
 
 All towers must meet or exceed current standards and regulation of the FAA, FCC, and any other 
agency of the federal government with the authority to regulate towers and antennas.  If such standards 



and regulations are changed, the owners of the towers and antennas governed by this chapter shall bring 
such towers and antennas into compliance with any such revised standards and regulations within six 
months of the effective date of such standards and regulations unless a more or less stringent compliance 
schedule is mandated by the controlling federal agency.  Failure to bring towers and antennas into 
compliance with such revised standards and regulations shall constitute grounds for the removal of the 
tower or antenna at the owner’s expense.  Any such removal by the governing authority shall be in the 
manner provided by O.C.G.A. §§ 41-2-7 through 41-2-17. 
 
17.410.170. – Building codes; safety standards. 
 
 To ensure the structural integrity of towers, the tower’s or alternative tower structure’s owner, 
permittee, or subsequent lessee shall ensure that it is maintained in compliance with standards contained 
in applicable local building codes and the applicable standards for towers that are published by the 
Electronic Industries Association, as amended.  If, upon inspection, the department concludes that a tower 
fails to comply with all applicable codes and standards, or constitutes a danger to persons or property, 
then upon receipt of written notice to the owner, permittee, or lessee of the tower, said party shall have 
15 days to bring the tower into compliance with such standards.  If the owner, permittee, or lessee fails 
to bring the tower into compliance within the 15-day period, the governing authority may remove the 
tower at the expense of the owner, permittee, or lessee.  Prior to the removal of any tower, the 
department may consider detailed plans submitted by the owner, permittee, or subsequent lessee for 
repair of substandard towers, and may grant a reasonable extension of the above-referenced compliance 
period.  Any such removal by the governing authority shall be in the manner provided in O.C.G.A. §§ 41-
2-7 through 41-2-17. 
 
17.410.180. – Change of ownership notification. 
 
 Upon transfer of ownership of any tower, alternative tower structure, or lot upon which such a 
structure has been erected, the tower permittee shall notify the department of the transaction in writing 
within 30 days of the effective date of the transaction. 
 
DIVISION 3 – PERMITTED USES 
 
17.410.190. – Generally. 
 
 The uses listed in this division are deemed to be permitted uses and shall not require 
administrative review or approval of a tall structure permit.  However, all such uses shall comply with 
requirements set forth in division 2 of this article and all other applicable codes and ordinances. 
 
17.410.200. – Co-location of antennas required. 
 
 Applicants for the erection of a tower or placement of an antenna shall be required to co-locate 
upon an existing tower or alternative tower structure.  An exception to co-location shall only be made if 
the applicant adequately demonstrates that an existing tower suitable for co-location does not exist in 
the geographic antenna placement area utilizing the tower inventory maintained by the department, and 
that no suitable alternative tower structure is available as set forth in section 17.410.100. 
 
 
 



17.410.210. – Uses. 
 

(a) If it is adequately demonstrated that antenna co-location, as required by section 17.410.200, 
is not possible for a given geographic antenna placement area, the following uses are 
permitted uses. 
 

1. Constructing a new tower, including the placement of a service building or other supporting 
equipment used in connection with said tower or antenna, in the following zoning districts 
provided, however, that all structures shall meet the setback, screening, and buffer requirements 
contained herein, and shall be located a minimum distance of two times the height of the tower 
from any residentially-zoned property: 

 
A. S-S (Suburban Shopping District); 
B. H-B (Highway Business District); 
C. I-I (Industrial District); 
D. I-II (Heavy Industrial District). 

 
2. Installation of an antenna on an existing structure other than a tower (such as a building, sign, 

light pole, water tower, or other freestanding nonresidential structure) that is 50 feet in height or 
greater, if the additional antenna height adds no more than 20 feet to the height of the existing 
structure, subject to the zoning district restrictions of subsection (1) of this section in the following 
zoning districts: 
 

A. S-S (Suburban Shopping District); 
B. H-B (Highway Business District); 
C. I-I (Industrial District); 
D. I-II (Heavy Industrial District); 
E. POD (Planned Office District); 
F. PCD (Planned Commercial District); 
G. PID (Planned Industrial District).  

 
(b) If it is adequately demonstrated that antenna co-location, as required by section 17.410.200, 

is not possible for a given geographic antenna placement area, the following uses are 
permitted subject to approval by the county’s board of commissioners per the provisions of 
section 17.380 et seq. of the Hall County Code of Ordinances. 

 
1. Constructing a new tower, including the placement of a service building or other supporting 

equipment used in connection with said tower or antenna, in the following zoning districts 
provided, however, that all structures shall meet the setback, screening, and buffer requirements 
contained herein, and shall be located a minimum distance of two times the height of the tower 
from any residentially-zoned property: 

 
A. AR-III (Agricultural Residential - III District); 
B. AR-IV (Agricultural Residential – IV District). 

 
 
 
 



17.410.220. – Public Notice/appeal. 
 

(a) At least ten days prior to the issuance of a building permit for the construction of a tower as 
a permitted use, the department of planning and development shall cause a sign to be posted 
on the property and the publication of public notice in a newspaper of general circulation 
within the territorial boundaries of the county.  Said public notice shall state the nature of the 
application, street location of the proposal and height of the proposed structure. 

(b) If during the public notice period an objection to the building permit application is raised, the 
validity of the application and all pertinent documentation shall be determined by the 
county’s planning commission.  The objection shall be placed on the first available agenda of 
a regularly scheduled meeting following the expiration of the ten day appeal period.  The 
planning commission shall dispense with the objection by either determining that the 
application is valid and meets all applicable criteria of this chapter, which shall result in the 
issuance of a building permit, or determining that the application is in error.  Applications 
found to be in error must, as a result, be processed through the tall structure permit process 
set forth in division 5 of this article. 

 
17.410.230. – Appeal of administrative determination. 
 
 If a building permit application for a tower as a permitted use is determined by the department 
of planning and development to not meet all applicable criteria of this chapter, the building permit 
applicant may appeal the determination to the county’s planning commission.  The planning commission 
shall dispense with the objection by either: 
 

1. Determining that the application is valid and meets all applicable criteria of this chapter, 
which shall result in the issuance of a building permit; or 

2. Determining that the application does not satisfy all applicable criteria of this chapter.  
Applications that do not satisfy all applicable criteria must, as a result, be processed through 
the tall structure permit process set forth in division 5 of this article. 

 
DIVISION 4 – ADMINISTRATIVE APPROVALS 
 
17.410.240. – General. 
 

(a) The department may administratively approve the placement of additional antennas upon 
towers or alternative tower structures as set forth in section 17.410.260. 

(b) Each applicant requesting an administrative approval under this chapter shall submit a scaled 
site plan, scaled elevation view and supporting drawings, calculations, and other 
documentation, signed and sealed by appropriate licensed professionals, showing the 
location and dimensions of all improvements, including topography (utilizing minimum two-
foot contour intervals), tower height requirements, setbacks, access driveways or easements, 
parking, fencing, landscaping, adjacent uses, and any other information deemed by the 
department to be necessary to assess compliance with this chapter and compatibility with 
surrounding uses. 

(c) Amateur radio antennas shall meet the requirements of the county’s construction code.  
Certain documentation requirements of this section may be waived by the director for 
amateur radio antenna applications. 



(d) The department shall respond to each application within 30 days of its receipt by either 
approving or denying it.  One 30-day extension of this review period may be exercised by the 
department if such additional time is deemed necessary to adequately assess the request.  If 
the department fails to respond to the applicant within a maximum of 60 days, the application 
shall be deemed to be approved. 

(e) As part of any administrative approval, the department may administratively reduce setback 
requirements by up to ten percent to compensate for irregularly shaped lots or parcels. 

(f) If a request for administrative approval is denied, the applicant may appeal the decision to 
the county’s planning commission.  In such an instance, the planning commission may 
authorize such variances from the terms of the telecommunications tower and antenna 
ordinance as will not be contrary to the public interest where, owing to special conditions, a 
literal enforcement of the ordinance will, in an individual case, result in unnecessary hardship, 
so that the spirit of the ordinance shall be observed, public safety and welfare secured, and 
substantial justice done.  Such variances may be granted in such individual cases of 
unnecessary hardship upon a finding by the planning commission that the denial of the 
variance presents a significant detriment to the telecommunications service provider making 
application, and that the denial of the variance is insubstantially related to the public welfare. 

 
17.410.250. – Co-location of antennas required. 
 
 Applicants for the erection of an antenna, except for amateur radio operators, shall be required 
to co-locate upon an existing tower structure.  An exception to co-location shall only be made if the 
applicant adequately demonstrates that an existing tower suitable for co-location does not exist in the 
geographic antenna placement area utilizing that tower inventory maintained by the department, and 
that no suitable alternative tower structure is available as set forth in section 17.410.100.  The applicant 
must present an affidavit that lists the available existing towers and reasons why co-location on those 
towers is not possible. 
 
17.410.260. – Uses allowed by administrative approval. 
 
 The following uses may be approved by the department after conducting an administrative 
review. 
 

1. Installation of an antenna on any alternative tower structure, and further including the 
placement of additional structures or other supporting equipment used in connection with 
said antenna, provided that any such addition does not add more than 20 feet to the height 
of the existing structure; 

2. Installation of an antenna on an existing tower of any height, including a pre-existing tower, 
and further including the placement of additional buildings or other supporting equipment 
used in connection with said antenna, provided that any such addition does not add more 
than 20 feet to the height of the existing tower. 

 
DIVISION 5 – TALL STRUCTURE PERMIT REQUIRED 
 
17.410.270. – Generally. 
 

(a) If the proposed location, height, setback, or other aspect of a tower or antenna cannot comply 
with the minimum requirements established in division 3 or division 4 of this article, then a 



tall structure permit shall be required for the construction of a tower or the placement of an 
antenna in any zoning district. 

(b) The following provisions shall also govern the issuance of tall structure permits for 
telecommunications and personal wireless service towers and antennas: 

 
1. In granting a tall structure permit, the board of commissioners may impose conditions to 

the extent that the board concludes such conditions are necessary to minimize adverse 
effects from the proposed tower on adjoining or nearby properties, including limiting the 
height of proposed towers located in or near residential areas.  In no event shall a new 
tower exceeding 100 feet in height be placed on residentially-zoned property, nor shall a 
new tower exceeding 195 feet in height be placed on property with any zoning 
classification. 

2. All information of an engineering nature that the applicant submits, whether civil, 
mechanical, or electrical, shall be certified by a licensed professional engineer or qualified 
industry expert. 

3. Amateur radio antennas shall meet the requirements of all applicable county codes. 
 
17.410.280. – Application; contents; fee. 
 
 All applications for tall structure permits shall be submitted to the department of planning and 
development.  Each application shall contain as a part thereof detailed plans and specifications as set forth 
in section 17.410.290.  An application for a tall structure permit shall not be accepted for processing 
without the information required in this chapter.  An application fee shall be charged by the department 
for each such application consistent with applicable law in an amount calculated to reimburse the County 
for the cost of processing and administering the tall structure application. 
 
17.410.290. – Exhibits required. 
 
 Each applicant requesting a tall structure permit under this chapter shall submit a scaled site plan, 
scaled elevation view, and supporting drawings, calculations, and other documentation signed and sealed 
by appropriate licensed professionals or qualified industry experts, showing the location and dimensions 
of all improvements, including topography (utilizing minimum two-foot contour intervals), tower height 
requirements, setbacks, access driveways or easements, parking, fencing, landscaping, adjacent uses, 
affidavit of inventory as set forth in section 17.410.080, and any other information deemed by the 
department to be necessary to assess compliance with this chapter and compatibility with surrounding 
uses. 
 
17.410.300. – Review of application by radio-frequency engineer. 
 
(a) Within five business days of accepting a tall structure permit application, the department of 
planning and development shall refer that tall structure permit application to a radio-frequency engineer 
for review and recommendation.  Within 30 business days after receiving the tall structure permit 
application for review, the radio-frequency engineer shall submit a detailed report and findings regarding 
the application to the department of planning and development, including, but not limited to, the need 
for the tower in the proposed location, whether or not the height of the tower should be lower than the 
height requested by the applicant, and possible alternatives for the location of the tower.  These findings 
shall be submitted to the county’s board of commissioners and the applicant for review within ten 
business days of receipt by the department of planning and development, along with any staff report or 



recommendations prepared by the department of planning and development for the board of 
commissioners’ consideration. 
(b) The applicant shall have ten business days after receiving the findings of the radio-frequency 
engineer and staff report to withdraw the tall structure permit application without prejudice.  If the 
application is not withdrawn by the applicant within such time period, it shall be placed on the next 
available agenda for a public hearing by the board of commissioners, consistent with the notice 
requirements of section 17.410.320. 
 
17.410.310. – Co-location of antennas required. 
 
 Applicants for the erection of a tower or antenna, except amateur radio operators, shall be 
required to co-locate upon an existing tower structure.  An exception to co-location shall only be made if 
the applicant adequately demonstrates that an existing tower suitable for co-location does not exist in 
the geographic antenna placement area utilizing the tower inventory maintained by the department, and 
that no suitable alternative tower structure is available as set forth in section 17.410.100.  An applicant 
must provide a detailed affidavit listing all towers within one mile of the proposed tower and explain why 
it cannot co-locate on each of the existing towers. 
 
17.410.320. – Public hearing. 
 
 Before taking action upon the proposed tall structure permit, the board of commissioners shall 
hold a public hearing on the matter.  At least 30 days prior to the date of the public hearing, the following 
notice requirements shall be met by the applicant: 

1. A sign shall be erected, in a conspicuous location, on or adjacent to each road frontage of the 
property under consideration.  The sign shall state the time, place, location, and purpose of 
the public hearing. 

2. A letter shall be sent by regular mail to all property owners of record of abutting parcels, and 
all residentially-zoned parcels lying in whole or in part within a distance of 1,000 feet of the 
subject property, giving notice of the public hearing.  Owners of record shall be as indicated 
by the county tax commissioner’s records.  The letter shall state the same information as 
required for the sign, referenced in subsection (1) of this section. 

 
17.410.330. – Considerations in approval or denial of a tall structure permit. 
 
 Any denial of a request to place, construct, or modify a telecommunications facility shall be in 
writing and supported by substantial evidence contained in a resolution signed by the chairman of the 
county’s board of commissioners.  The governing authority shall consider, but is not limited to, the 
following factors in acting upon a tall structure permit application under the provisions of this chapter: 
 

1. The height and setbacks of the proposed tower; 
2. The proximity of the tower to residential structures and residential district boundaries; 
3. The nature of uses, as well as the height of existing structures, on adjacent and nearby 

properties; 
4. The surrounding topography; 
5. The surrounding tree coverage and foliage; 
6. The design of the tower, with particular reference to design characteristics that have the 

effect of reducing or eliminating visual obtrusiveness; 
7. The proposed ingress and egress to the tower area; 



8. The availability of suitable existing towers or other structures for antenna co-location; 
9. The impact of the proposed tower upon scenic views and the visual quality of the surrounding 

area; 
10. The evidence submitted regarding the need for the tower in the area, including, but not 

limited to, propagation maps and other similar materials; 
11. The portion of the tower that will be visible from adjacent and nearby residential properties; 
12. The number of required trips to the tower site on a monthly basis; 
13. The tower’s effect on property values of adjacent and nearby residential properties; 
14. The ratio of the height of the proposed tower to the height of the tallest adjacent and nearby 

residential structure; 
15. Safety concerns associated with the proposed tower or antenna; 
16. The tower’s effect upon potential purchasers of adjacent and nearby residentially-zoned 

property; and 
17. The coverage or lack of coverage experienced by cell phone users in the area of the proposed 

tower. 
 
CHAPTER 7.412 – SMALL WIRELESS FACILITIES AND ANTENNAS 
 
ARTICLE I – GENERALLY 
 
17.412.010. – Authority and applicable law. 
 
 Federal law, specifically Title 47 U.S.C. § 253 (c) provides that counties, including Hall County, have 
the authority to manage their public rights-of-way.  State law, specifically O.C.G.A. § 32-4-42 (6) provides 
that counties, including Hall County, have the authority to establish reasonable regulations for the 
installation, construction, maintenance, renewal, removal, and relocation of pipes, mains, conduits, 
cables, wires, poles, towers, traffic signals and other signals, and other equipment, facilities, or appliances 
in, on, along, over, or under the public roads of the county.  Finally, the Georgia Streamlining Wireless 
Facilities and Antennas Act, found at O.C.G.A. Title 36, Chapter 66C (the “SWFAA”), addresses the 
placement of small wireless facilities in the public rights-of-way belonging to counties. 
 
17.412.020. – Findings. 
 
 The county finds that it is in the best interest of the county, and its residents and businesses to 
establish requirements, specifications, and reasonable conditions regarding placement of small wireless 
facilities and poles in the public rights-of-way.  These requirements, specifications, and conditions are 
adopted in order to protect the public health, safety, and welfare of the residents and businesses of the 
county and to reasonably manage and protect the public rights-of-way and its uses in the county.  The 
goals of this chapter are to: (i) implement the SWFAA and (ii) ensure use of the public rights-of-way is 
consistent with the design, appearance, and other features of nearby land uses; protects the integrity of 
historic, cultural, and scenic resources; and does not harm residents’ qualify of life. 
 
17.412.030. – Definitions. 
 

(a) Words not defined shall be construed to have the meaning given by common and ordinary 
usage and shall be interpreted within the context of the sentence, section, and article in which 
they occur. 

(b) The following words shall be defined as follows in the following subsections. 



 
Antenna means communications equipment that transmits, receives, or both transmits and receives 
electromagnetic radio frequency signals used in the provision of wireless services or other wireless 
communications; or other similar equipment used for the transmission, reception, or both transmission 
and reception of surface waves.  Such term shall not include television broadcast antennas, antennas 
designed for amateur radio use, or satellite dishes for residential or household purposes. 
 
Applicable laws means applicable local, state, and federal law, including uniform building, fire, safety, 
electrical, plumbing, or mechanical codes adopted by a recognized national code organization to the 
extent such codes have been adopted by the state or county or are otherwise applicable in the county. 
 
Applicant means any person that submits an application. 
 
Application means a written request submitted by an applicant to the county for a permit to (i) co-locate 
a small wireless facility in a right-of-way, or (ii) install, modify, or replace a pole or decorative pole in a 
right-of-way on which a small wireless facility is or will be co-located. 
 
Articles means Articles I, II, and III of chapter 7.412 of the Official Code of Hall County, Georgia. 
 
Authority pole means a pole owned, managed, or operated by or on behalf of the county.  Such term shall 
not include poles, support structures, electric transmission structures, or equipment of any type owned 
by an electric supplier. 
 
Co-locate or co-location means to install, mount, modify, or replace a small wireless facility on or adjacent 
to a pole, decorative pole, or support structure. 
 
Communications facility means the set of equipment and network components, including wires and cables 
and associated equipment and network components, used by a communications service provider to 
provide communications services. 
 
Communications service provider means a provider of communications services. 
 
Communications services means cable service as defined in 47 U.S.C. § 522 (6); telecommunications 
service as defined in 47 U.S.C. § 153 (53); information service as defined in 47 U.S.C. § 153 (24), as each 
such term existed on January 1, 2019; or wireless services. 
 
Consolidated application means an application for the co-location of multiple small wireless facilities on 
existing poles or support structures or for the installation, modification, or replacement of multiple poles 
and the co-location of associated small wireless facilities. 
 
Decorative pole means an authority pole that is specially designed and placed for aesthetic purposes. 
 
Electric supplier means any electric light and power company subject to regulation by the Georgia Public 
Service Commission, any electric membership corporation furnishing retail service in this state, and any 
municipality which furnishes such service within this state. 
 
Eligible facilities request means an eligible facilities request as set forth in 47 U.S.C. § 1.40001(b)(3), as it 
existed on January 1, 2019. 



 
FCC means the Federal Communications Commission of the United States. 
 
Fee means a one-time, nonrecurring charge based on time and expense. 
 
Historic site  means: (i) any site, building, structure, or object included in, or eligible for inclusion in, the 
National Register of Historic Places maintained by the secretary of the interior of the United States in 
accordance with Section VI.D.1.a.iv of the Nationwide Programmatic Agreement codified by 47 U.S.C. § 
Part 1; (ii) any area designated as a historic district under Article 2 of Chapter 10 of Title 44, referred to as 
the Georgia Historic Preservation Act; or (iii) any area designated as a historic district or property by law 
prior to April 26, 2019. 
 
Law means and includes any and all federal, state, or local laws, statutes, common laws, codes, rules, 
regulations, orders, or ordinances. 
 
Micro wireless facility means a small wireless facility not larger in dimension than 24 inches in length, 15 
inches in width, and 12 inches in height that has an exterior antenna, if any, no longer than 11 inches. 
 
Permit means a written authorization, in electronic or hard copy format, required to be issued by the 
county to initiate, continue, or complete the collocation of a small wireless facility or the installation, 
modification, or replacement of a pole or decorative pole upon which a small wireless facility is collocated. 
 
Person means and individual, corporation, limited liability company, partnership, association, trust, or 
other entity or organization. 
 
Pole means a vertical pole such as a utility, lighting, traffic, or similar pole made of wood, concrete, metal, 
or other material that is lawfully located or to be located within a right-of-way, including without 
limitation a replacement pole and an authority pole.  Such term shall not include a support structure, 
decorative pole, or electric transmission structure. 
 
Rate means a recurring charge. 
 
Reconditioning work means the activities associated with substantially painting, reconditioning, 
improving, or repairing authority poles. 
 
Replace, replacement, or replacing means to replace a pole or decorative pole with a new pole or a new 
decorative pole, similar in design, size, and scale to the existing pole or decorative pole consistent with 47 
C.F.R. § 1.40001 (b) (7) as it existed on January 1, 2019, in order to address limitations of, or change 
requirements applicable to, the existing pole to structurally support the collocation of a small wireless 
facility. 
 
Replacement work means the activities associated with replacing an authority pole. 
 
Right-of-way means, generally, property or any interest therein, whether or not in the form of a strip, 
which is acquired for or devoted to a public road; provided, however, that such term shall apply only to 
property or an interest therein that is under the ownership or control of the county and shall not include 
property or any interest therein acquired for or devoted to an interstate highway or the public rights, 
structures, sidewalks, facilities, and appurtenances of buildings for public equipment and personnel used 



for or engaged in administration, construction, or maintenance of public roads or research pertaining 
thereto or scenic easements and easements of light, air, view, and/or access. 
 
Small wireless facility means radio transceivers; surface wave couplers; antennas; coaxial, fiber optic, or 
other cabling; power supply; backup batteries; and comparable and associated equipment, regardless of 
technological configuration, at a fixed location or fixed locations that enable communication or surface 
wave communication between user equipment and a communications network and that meet both of the 
following qualifications: 
 

1. Each wireless provider’s antenna could fit within an enclosure of no more than six cubic feet 
in volume; and 

2. All other wireless equipment associated with the facility is cumulatively no more than 28 cubic 
feet in volume, measured based upon the exterior dimensions of height by width by deptch 
of any enclosure that may be used.  The following types of associated ancillary equipment are 
not included in the calculation of the volume of all other wireless equipment associated with 
any such facility: 
 

 a. Electric meters; 
 b. Concealment elements; 
 c. Telecommunications demarcation boxes; 
 d. Grounding equipment; 
 e. Power transfer switches; 
 f. Cut-off switches; and 
 g. Vertical cable runs for connection of power and other services. 
 
 Such term shall not include a pole, decorative pole, or support structure on, under, or within 
which the equipment is located or collocated or to which the equipment is attached and shall not include 
any wireline backhaul facilities or coaxial, fiber optic, or other cabling that is between small wireless 
facilities, poles, decorative poles, or support structures or that is not otherwise immediately adjacent to 
or directly associated with a particular antenna. 
 
State means the State of Georgia. 
 
Support structure means a building, water tank, or any other structure to which a small wireless facility is 
or may be attached.  Such term shall not include a decorative pole, electrical transmission structure, or 
pole. 
 
Wireless infrastructure provider means any person, including a person authorized to provide 
telecommunications services in this state, that builds, installs, or operates small wireless facilities, poles, 
decorative poles, or support structures on which small wireless facilities are or are intended to be used 
for collocation but that is not a wireless services provider. 
 
Wireless provider means a wireless infrastructure provider or a wireless services provider. 
 
Wireless services means any services provided to the public using licensed or unlicensed spectrum, 
including the use of Wi-Fi, whether at a fixed location or mobile. 
 
Wireless services provider means a person that provides wireless services. 



 
Wireline backhaul facility means an above ground or underground wireline facility used to transport 
communications data from a telecommunications demarcation box associated with a small wireless 
facility or facilities to a network. 
 

(c) In the event that any federal or state law containing definitions used in this chapter is 
amended, the definition in the referenced section, as amended, shall control. 

 
17.412.040. – Permit. 
 
 A permit is required to co-locate a small wireless facility in the public right-of-way or to install, 
modify, or replace a pole or a decorative pole in the public right-of-way.  A permit is not required to 
perform the activities described in O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-6 (e) or (f). 
 
17.412.050. – Application. 
 
 Any person seeking to collocate a small wireless facility in the public right-of-way or to install, 
modify, or replace a pole or decorative pole in the public right-of-way shall submit an application to the 
county department of planning and development for a permit.  Applications are available from the county 
department of planning and development.  Any material change to information contained in an 
application shall be submitted in writing to the county department of planning and development within 
30 days after the events necessitating the change. 
 
17.412.060. – Pre-application meeting. 
 
 Any person who intends to submit an application to the county pursuant to this chapter shall meet 
with the county department of planning and development at least 30 days prior to the submitting an 
application for a permit.  The purpose of such meeting shall be to inform the county, in good faith, when 
the applicant expects to commence deployment of small wireless facilities and poles within the county, 
the number of small wireless facilities and poles it expects to deploy during the 24 months after 
commencement, and the expected timing of such deployment.  All documents or other information 
provided by the applicant in the course of or in association with such pre-application meeting shall be 
presumed confidential and proprietary and a trade secret as such term is defined in O.C.G.A. § 10-1-761 
and exempt from disclosure as specified in Article 4 of Chapter 18 of Title 50, known as the Georgia Open 
Records Act. 
 
17.412.070. – Requirements for application. 
 
 All small wireless facility permit applications required by this chapter shall be filed via the county’s 
electronic permitting system.  Each application shall be submitted by the applicable wireless provider or 
its duly authorized representative and shall contain the following: 
 

1. The applicant’s name, address, telephone number, and e-mail address, including emergency 
contact information for the applicant; 

2. The names, addresses, telephone numbers, and e-mail addresses of all consultants, if any, 
action on behalf of the applicant with respect to filing the application; 

3. A general description of the proposed work and the purposes and intent of the proposed 
facility.  The scope and detail of such description shall be appropriate to the nature and 



character of the physical work to be performed, with special emphasis on those matters likely 
to be affected or impacted by the physical work proposed; 

4. Detailed construction drawings regarding the proposed use of the right-of-way; 
5. To the extent the proposed facility involves collocation on a pole or support structure, a 

structural report performed by a duly licensed engineer evidencing that the pole or support 
structure will structurally support the collocation (or that the pole or support structure can 
and will be modified to meet structural requirements) in accordance with applicable codes; 

6. For any new above-ground facilities, visual depictions or representations if not included in the 
construction drawings; 

7. Information indicating the horizontal and approximate vertical location, relative to the 
boundaries of the right-of-way, of the small wireless facility for which the application is being 
submitted; 

8. If the application is for the installation of a pole, a certification that complies with O.C.G.A. § 
36-66C-6(k). 

9. If the small wireless facility will be collocated on a pole or support structure owned by a third 
party, a certification that the wireless provider has permission from the owner to collocate 
on the pole or support structure; 

10. If the applicant is not a wireless services provider, a certification that a wireless services 
provider has requested in writing that the applicant collocate the small wireless facilities or 
install, modify, or replace the pole or decorative pole at the requested location; and 

11. The applicant may designate portions of its application materials that it reasonably believes 
contains trade secrets or other proprietary or confidential information by submitting with it 
an affidavit affirmatively declaring that specific information in the records constitutes trade 
secrets pursuant to Article 27 of Chapter 1 of Title 10.  The applicant shall be solely responsible 
for clearly identifying and labeling as “proprietary” or “confidential” each page of such 
materials, but shall undertake all reasonable efforts to minimize the scope and frequency of 
such designations.  If the applicant submits such an affidavit, the county and the applicant 
shall follow the requirements of O.C.G.A. § 50-18-72 (a) (34). 

 
17.412.080. – Application fees. 

 
 Each application for a permit shall include the maximum application fees permitted under 
O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-5 (a) (1), (a) (2), and (a) (3).  Such maximum application fees shall automatically increase 
on January 1 of each year beginning on January 1, 2024, as provided under O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-5 (b). 
 
17.412.090. – Application review period. 
 
 The county department of planning and development shall review applications for permits 
according to the timelines and using the procedures identified in O.C.G.A. §§ 36-66C-7 and 36-66C-13. 
 
17.412.100. – Approval of application. 
 
 Applications for permits shall be approved unless the requested collocation of a small wireless 
facility or the requested installation, modification, or replacement of a pole or decorative pole: 
 

1. Interferes with the operation of traffic control equipment; 
2. Interferes with sight lines or clear zones for transportation or pedestrians; 



3. Fails to comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act, 42 U.S.C. Section 12101, et seq., or 
similar laws of general applicability regarding pedestrian access or movement; 

4. Requests that ground-mounted small wireless facility equipment be located more than seven 
and one-half feet in radial circumference from the base of the pole, decorative pole, or 
support structure to which the small wireless facility antenna would be attached, provided 
that the county shall not deny the application if a greater distance from the base of the pole, 
decorative pole, or support structure is necessary to avoid interfering with sight lines or clear 
zones for transportation or pedestrians or to otherwise protect public safety; 

5. Fails to comply with applicable codes; 
6. Fails to comply with the maximum limitations set forth in O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (h) or (i); 
7. With respect to an application to install a pole or decorative pole, interferes with the 

widening, repair, reconstruction, or relocation of a public road or highway by the county or 
the department of transportation that has been advertised for bid and scheduled for 
completion within six months after the application is filed; 

8. With respect to an application to install a pole or decorative pole, interferes with a public 
works construction project governed by Chapter 91 of Title 36 which is advertised for bid and 
scheduled for completion within six months after the application is filed; 

9. Fails to comply with O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-10, O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-11, or O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-12; 
10. Fails to comply with laws of general applicability addressing pedestrian and vehicular traffic 

and safety requirements; or 
11. Fails to comply with laws of general applicability that address the occupancy or management 

of the right-of-way and that are not inconsistent with this division. 
 
17.412.110. – Special rules for deployment in residentially zoned areas. 
 
 For application for new poles in the public right-of-way in areas zoned for residential use, the 
county department of planning and development may propose an alternate location in the public right-
of-way within 100 feet of the location set forth in the application, and the wireless provider shall use the 
county department of planning and development proposed alternate location unless the location imposes 
technical limits or significant additional costs.  The wireless provider shall certify that it has made such a 
determination in good faith, based on the assessment of a licensed engineer, and it shall provide a written 
summary of the basis for such determination to the county department of planning and development. 
 
17.412.120. – Nature of permission authorized by permit. 
 
 A permit issued under this chapter shall authorize such person to occupy the public rights-of-way 
to: (i) collocate a small wireless facility on or adjacent to a pole or a support structure that does not exceed 
the limitations set forth in O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (h) (3) or on or adjacent to a decorative pole in compliance 
with O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-12; and (ii) install, modify, or replace a pole or decorative pole for collocation of a 
small wireless facility that does not exceed the limitation set for the in O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (h) (1) and (h) 
(2). 
 
17.412.130. – Annual payments. 
 
 Upon the issuance of a permit under this division, and on each anniversary of such issuance, every 
person issued a permit shall submit to the county the maximum annual payments permitted under 
O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-5 (a) (4) and (a) (5); provided, however, that if such person removes its small wireless 
facilities from the public rights-of-way pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-5 (e), then such person shall be 



responsible for the pro rata portion of the annual payment based on the number of days of occupation 
since the last annual payment.  Upon making such pro rata payment and removal of the small wireless 
facilities, the person’s annual payment obligations under this section shall cease as of the date of the 
actual removal.  The maximum annual payments shall automatically increase on January 1 of each year 
beginning on January 1, 2023, as provided under O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-5 (b). 
 
17.412.140. – Permit fees. 
 
 Any person issued a permit shall pay the fees identified in O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-5 (a) (6) and (a) (7), 
as applicable. 
 
17.412.150. – Revocation of permit. 
 
 The county may revoke a permit issued pursuant to this chapter if the wireless provider or its 
equipment placed in the public right-of-way under that permit subsequently is not in compliance with any 
provision of this chapter or the Georgia Streamlining Wireless Facilities and Antennas Act.  Upon 
revocation, the county may proceed according to section 17.412.160. 
 
17.412.160. – Restoration of right-of-way upon revocation. 
 
 If a wireless provider occupies the public rights-of-way without obtaining a permit required by 
this chapter or without complying with the SWFAA, then the county may, at the sole discretion of the 
county, restore the right-of-way to the extent practicable in the reasonable judgment of the county, to its 
condition prior to the unpermitted collocation or installation and to charge the responsible wireless 
provider the reasonable, documented cost of the county in doing so, plus a penalty not to exceed 
$1,000.00.  The county may suspend the ability of the wireless provider to receive any new permits from 
the county under this chapter until the wireless provider has paid the amount assessed for such 
restoration costs and the penalty assessed, if any; provided, however, that the county may not suspend 
such ability of any applicant that has deposited the amount in controversy in escrow pending an 
adjudication of the merits of the dispute by a court of competent jurisdiction. 
 
17.412.170. – Public inspection of applications. 
 
 All accepted applications for permits shall be publicly available subject to the limitations identified 
herein and in O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-6 (c). 
 
17.412.180. – Consolidated application for multiple installations. 
 
 An applicant may file a consolidated application related to multiple small wireless facilities, poles, 
or decorative poles so long as such consolidated application meets the requirements of O.C.G.A. § 36-
66C-13. 
 
17.412.190. – Completion of installation. 
 
 Activities authorized under a permit shall be completed within the timelines provided in O.C.G.A. 
§ 36-66C-7 (k) (2). 
 
 



17.412.200. – Authorized activities. 
 
 Issuance of a permit authorizes the applicant to: (i) undertake the collocation, installation, 
modification, or replacement approved by the permit and (ii) operate and maintain the small wireless 
facilities and any associated pole covered by the permit for a period of ten years. 
 
17.412.210. – Permit renewal. 
 
 Permits shall be renewed following the expiration of the term identified in section 17.412.200 
upon the terms and conditions identified in O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (k) (2) (B). 
 
17.412.220. – Collocation on county poles. 
 
 If an application for a permit seeks to collocate small wireless facilities on authority poles in the 
public rights-of-way, then the county shall, within 60 days of receipt of the completed application: (i) 
provide a good faith estimate for any make-ready work necessary to enable the authority pole to support 
the proposed facility; or (ii) notify the wireless provider that the wireless provider will be required to 
perform the make-ready work.  Any make-ready work performed by the county shall be completed 
pursuant to and in accordance with the provisions of O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (n). 
 
ARTICLE II – REMOVAL, RELOCATION, RECONDITIONING, REPLACEMENT, AND ABANDONMENT 
 
17.412.300. – Removal by owner/operator. 
 
 A person may remove his or her small wireless facilities from the public rights-of-way according 
to the procedures of O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-5 (e). 
 
17.412.310. – Required restoration upon removal and county’s recovery of costs. 
 
 In the event of a removal under section 17.412.300. the right-of-way shall be, to the extent 
practicable in the reasonable judgment of the county, restored to its condition prior to the removal.  If a 
person fails to return the right-of-way to its condition prior to the removal as determined by the county’s 
reasonable judgment within 90 days of the removal, the county may, at its sole discretion, restore the 
right-of-way to such condition and charge the person at issue the county’s reasonable and documented 
cost of removal and restoration, plus a penalty not to exceed $500.00.  The county may also suspend the 
person’s ability to receive any new permits until the person has paid the amount assessed for such 
restoration costs and the penalty assessed, if any; provided, however, that the county will not suspend 
the ability of any person to receive any new permits who has deposited the amount in controversy in 
escrow pending an adjudication of the merits of the dispute by a court of competent jurisdiction. 
 
17.412.320. – Relocation to accommodate certain county projects. 
 
 If, in the reasonable exercise of police powers, the county determines: (i) a pole or support 
structure unreasonably interferes with the widening, repair, reconstruction, or relocation of a public road 
or highway, or (ii) relocation of poles, support structures, or small wireless facilities is required as a result 
of a public project, the wireless provider shall relocate such poles, support structures, or small wireless 
facilities pursuant to and in accordance with the provisions of O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (I).  If the wireless 
provider fails to relocate a pole, support structure, or small wireless facility or fails to provide a written 



good faith estimate of the time needed to relocate the pole, support structure, or small wireless facility 
within the time period prescribed in O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (I), then the county may take any action 
authorized by O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (o), in addition to any other powers under applicable law. 
 
17.412.330. – Reconditioning and replacing county poles. 
 
 The county shall recondition and replace authority poles consistent with the provisions of O.C.G.A. 
§ 36-66C-7 (m).  Wireless providers shall accommodate and cooperate with reconditioning and 
replacement consistent with the provisions of O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (m). 
 
17.412.340. – Required notification upon abandonment. 
 
A wireless provider must notify the county of its decision to abandon any small wireless facility, support 
structure, or pole pursuant to and in accordance with the provisions of O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (p) (1).  The 
wireless provider shall perform all acts and duties identified in O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (p) regarding 
abandonment.  The county may take all actions and exercise all powers authorized under O.C.G.A. § 36-
66C-7 (p) upon abandonment, in addition to any other powers authorized by applicable law. 
 
ARTICLE III – STANDARDS 
 
17.412.400. – Standards applying to installations. 
 
 Small wireless facilities and new, modified, or replacement poles to be used for collocation of 
small wireless facilities are authorized in the public right-of-way: (i) upon a receipt of a permit; (ii) subject 
to applicable codes; and (iii) so long as such small wireless facilities and new, modified, or replacement 
poles to be used for collocation of small wireless facilities comply with the appropriate provisions of 
O.C.G.A. § 36-66C-7 (h). 
 
17.412.410. – Concealment. 
 
 Unless it is determined that another design is less intrusive, or placement is required under 
applicable law, small wireless facilities shall be concealed as follows: 
 

(1) Antennas located at the top of poles and support structures shall be incorporated into the 
pole or support structure, or placed within shrouds of a size such that the antenna appears to 
be part of the pole or support structure; 

(2) Antennas placed elsewhere on a pole or support structure shall be integrated into the pole or 
support structure, or be designed and placed to minimize visual impacts; 

(3) Radio units or equipment cabinets holding radio units and mounted on a pole shall be placed 
as high as possible, located to avoid interfering with, or creating any hazard to, any other use 
of the public rights-of-way, and located on one side of the pole.  Unless the radio units or 
equipment cabinets can be concealed by appropriate traffic signage, radio units or equipment 
cabinets mounted below the communications space on poles shall be designed so that the 
largest dimension is vertical, and the width is such that the radio units or equipment cabinets 
are minimally visible from the opposite side of the pole on which they are placed. 

(4) Wiring and cabling shall be neat and concealed within or flush to the pole or support structure, 
ensuring concealment of these components to the greatest extent and degree possible. 

 



 
 
 

 
17.412.420. – Historic place or district. 
 
 Notwithstanding any provision of this chapter to the contrary, an applicant may collocate a small 
wireless facility within a historic district, and may place or replace a pole within a historic district only 
upon satisfactory issuance of a permit pursuant to this chapter and compliance with applicable codes. 
 
17.412.430. – Collocation on decorative poles. 
 
 Notwithstanding any provision of this chapter to the contrary, an applicant may collocate a small 
wireless facility on a decorative pole, or may replace a decorative pole with a new decorative pole, in the 
event the existing decorative pole will not structurally support the attachment, only upon satisfactory 
issuance of a permit pursuant to this chapter and compliance with applicable codes. 
 
17.412.440. – Existing right-of-way agreements for deployment of small wireless facilities. 
 
 Any existing right-of-way agreement for small wireless facility deployment by and between the 
county and any wireless provider that is effective and not terminated prior to the effective date of this 
Chapter shall remain in effect until its expiration or earlier termination and provided therein, to the extent 
permissible by law.

Concerns were noise, amount of 
trucks, traffic, safety, and commercial sales.  
 

Summary Analysis 

The applicant is requesting to rezone a combined 15.75± acres of Agricultural Residential IV (AR-IV, 17.120) 
zoned land to Planned Industrial Development (PID, 17.180.090) for the purpose of establishing a dump truck 
parking facility with a company office. This acreage falls partially within the Gateway Corridors Overlay 
District (GCOD, 17.420) along Belmont Highway (State Route 332). The GCOD governs non-residential 
property development. 

The applicant has submitted a letter of intent stating that the existing agricultural building[s] and gravel 
areas will be utilized as the company office, employee parking, and dump truck storage. The site plan, 
dated July 31, 2023, displays the current conditions and proposed improvements to the property. This plan 
shows seven existing buildings on the property, which the applicant states have been used for agricultural 
purposes. The submitted plan and letter of intent do not specify which building(s) will be converted for

business use, how they will be used in addition to the office, if any residential uses will remain on the 
property, or if any demolition will be required as part of the site development. It should be noted that Hall 
County code requires that any building to be utilized for the business must be inspected for compliance with 
commercial building code requirements. 

The letter of intent states that as part of the relocation of the business to the property, the applicant intents 
to install a 1 acre gravel lot for the employee and dump truck parking, which will be connected by an existing 
gravel driveway to Belmont Highway. A stormwater detention facility is proposed to the northeast of the 
gravel storage area, adjacent to a springhead on the property. No other improvements have been proposed 
as part of the development. The site plan shows the required 50-foot transitional buffer (17.420.050(C)) 
adjacent to all external property lines and a 10-foot landscape strip adjacent to Belmont Highway. Each side 
of the property features mature trees, which have been supplemented by the applicant with newly-planted 
evergreen trees. The buffer composition will be verified to be compliant with development standards during 
the permitting process, (17.420.050(C)). The letter of intent states that business operations will not be visible 
from Belmont Highway due to the topography of the site.  

The submitted letter of intent states that approximately 30 dump trucks will utilize this site. Truck ingress and 
egress will take place between 6:30AM and 6:30PM on weekdays, with limited Saturday operations between 
6:30AM and 12:30PM. Specific hours of operation for the office have not been specified. 

Note: Only the 15.75± acre portion of the parcel in Hall County is subject to this request. No approval of a 
use in Hall County shall constitute approval of the use on any portion of the property within Jackson 
County.   

Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the requested zoning designation is not consistent with the 
Hall County Comprehensive Plan future land use designation of “Rural Residential.” The intent of this 
character area is to preserve the established residential/rural character and create a transition between the 
rural and residential character areas. Future development will continue to include agricultural and low-
density detached single-family residential uses. 

17.180.090. - Planned industrial development (PID). 

A Planned Industrial Development (PID, 17.180.090) allows for more flexibility in the design and development 
of the property. This provides for planned, organized and controlled industrial use, compatible the surrounding 
land uses. 

A. Characteristics. A planned industrial development should consist of land which has been designated 
for a planned, organized and controlled industrial use or for multiple but compatible industrial uses 
in a planned industrial park. The standards employed should be designed to encourage the 
formation and continuance of a compatible environment for the planned industrial uses and the 
surrounding land uses. Carefully planned office and commercial uses may be incorporated as part of 
a planned industrial development. 

B. Required plans. All of the general and special requirements for planned developments shall be 
provided. The following specific items shall also be addressed: 

1. A site plan indicating the proposed site preparation and grading, streets and parking areas, 
loading zones, outdoor storage areas, rail facilities, storm drainage, water, gas and sewage 
systems and all buffer areas. The applicant has submitted a site plan which addresses some

of these standards, but a full set of construction documents, including the site grading, 
have not been provided. 

2. The development controls for the district shall be detailed (lot coverage, setbacks, building 
heights, lot sizes, etc.). If standards are not specifically proposed, then the applicable 
standards in the light industrial (I-I) district, together with the screening and buffer 
requirements, shall apply. The application materials do not specify specific development 
controls, and as such, the applicable Light Industrial District-I (I-I, 17.160) standards shall 
apply. 

3. If office or commercial uses are proposed in conjunction with the planned industrial 
development, then the applicable requirements in the planned office development or the 
planned commercial development [district] shall be provided. The proposed office is 
complementary to the industrial use of the site for truck storage and is not a separate, 
unassociated use. As such, this standard is not applicable. 

4. A proposed development schedule and listing of proposed uses shall be provided. The 
applicant has described the proposed use of the property. A specific development 
schedule has not been provided, but the applicant understands that the property must go 
through the development permit process prior to relocating the business to the site. 

 

GCOD Analysis 

With regard to the Gateway Corridors Overlay District (GCOD, 17.420) staff has developed a chart to 
summarize recommendations for establishing or bringing properties into compliance with the standards in 
the Corridors. Decision makers may use the assessment in developing conditions that warrant compliance 
based on the scale and scope of proposed development.

Zoning Analysis 

When considering a zoning amendment to the zoning maps, the following items must be considered by the 
Planning Commission and the Hall County Commission pursuant to 17.380.060: 
 
1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use and development of 

adjacent and nearby property; The proposal is not suitable compared to the use and development of 
nearby properties. The introduction of an industrial trucking business will contrast with the nearby 
low-density agricultural and residential uses.   

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby 
property; The proposal will bring an increase in general activity to the site and surrounding area, but 
staff is unable to determine any adversities that may arise. 

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has reasonable economic use as currently 
zoned. The property has reasonable economic uses as currently zoned (Agricultural Residential IV 
(AR-IV, 17.120)), and was previously used for agricultural purposes. 

4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome 
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities; The introduction of a fleet of heavy 
commercial vehicles to this corridor will undoubtedly increase the volume of traffic. However, this 
may not be excessive, as Belmont Highway is a state route.   

5. Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the land use plan; The 
proposal does not conform to the future land use designation of “Rural Residential.” Industrial uses 
are not envisioned for this character area, nor do any exist in the vicinity.  

6. The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff is unable to 
determine the extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions.  

7. The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes 
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact of 
property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including 
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a 
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed. 

8. The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property owner; 
Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently 
zoned.

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9. The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land development 
in the area in the vicinity of the property; The property is currently developed with several agricultural 
buildings, and tax records indicate the existence of a manufactured home on this property since 1987. 

10. Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the 
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; Staff 
is not aware of any changing conditions that affect the use and development of the property. 

11. Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The zoning 
change would create an isolated district within Hall County. The nearest industrial zoning is located 
0.67 miles away. 

12. Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions in 
the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn. 

13. Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate 
neighborhood; The proposal is out of scale with the needs of the neighborhood; however, Hall County 
has a growing, in-demand industrial sector. 

14. Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and 
already appropriately zoned; There are many sites within Hall County appropriately zoned to 
accommodate the applicant’s proposal. 

15. Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [Planning 
Commission]; The request could not be handled alternatively as a variance. 

16. Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the land 
if the request is granted; Staff is unable to determine the extent to which ecological and pollution 
impacts may occur as a result of the applicant’s request. 

17. Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate a 
mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no indication that a mistake was made 
in the original zoning. 

A Planned Industrial Development (PID, 17.180.090) allows for more flexibility in the design and development 
of the property. This provides for planned, organized and controlled industrial use, compatible the surrounding 
land uses. 

17.380.050. – Submission requirements for a rezoning request 

A. Any person or persons requesting a change in the official zoning map or use subject to approval of 
the county commission shall file an application with a plat or map of the property attached 
thereto, together with payment of such fees set forth in chapter 17.30 to cover administrative and 
advertising costs, in the planning department office. Such person or persons or their authorized 
agent shall appear in person at the public hearing held to consider the district change. The 
proposal meets the requirement. The applicant has paid the appropriate fees and understands 
that someone must be present at both the Hall County Planning Commission meeting and the 
voting meeting of the Hall County Board of Commissioners. 

B. All applications for a change of zoning classification or use subject to approval of the county 
commission shall include:

2. A site plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying 
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous 
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site 
improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a 
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat 
or map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county 
commission shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use 
permitted in the proposed district. Proposal does meet the requirement. The applicant has 
provided a site plan and included much of the necessary information to properly assess the 
development. 

C. For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see  chapter 17.20), the following 
additional requirements apply. This standard is not applicable, as the site will be served by an 
onsite septic system. 

D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic 
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning 
commission. At the applicant's expense, the traffic impact study shall be prepared by a 
professional engineer in accordance with requirements established by the Hall County Engineering 
Department. The engineering department shall review the traffic impact study and forward any 
comments to the Hall County Planning Commission. As there are not 100 or more residential 
dwelling units proposed, this criterion is not applicable.

In an email dated August 30, 2023, John Hornick, NPQ Fire Inspector 1, Plans Review Lieutenant provided the 
following comments:

Minor changes can be 
approved by the Planning Director provided there are no reductions in buffers, no changes in the 
structural design and materials, and the changes do not create the need for a variance from the Hall 
County development standards.  

2. The proposed dump truck storage shall be limited to a maximum of 35 trucks on-site at any one 
time. 

3. Light fixtures shall be installed with full cut-offs. Any existing fixtures shall be retrofitted to be full 
cut-off. 

4. All proposed on-site improvements shall be located beyond proposed GDOT project limits.  
5.  Any building to be utilized for the business shall be inspected for compliance with commercial 

building code requirements. Should any improvements be required for compliance, work shall be 
completed and inspected prior to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy or business license.

The request before you is the application of Walker Anderson Homes to 
Rezone from Agricultural Residential III (AR-III) and Planned Residential 
Development (PRD) to Planned Residential Development (PRD) to allow a 
95-unit townhome development. This item is located within Commission 
District 1.  
  
At their October 2, 2023 meeting, the Hall County Planning Commission 
voted to recommend approval with nine (9) conditions (3-2, Pilcher & Varner 
opposed). 
 
There were no comments submitted in advance of the Planning 
Commission meeting and one person spoke during the public hearing.  
 
Since the Planning Commission took action, the applicant submitted an 
updated elevation rendering of the proposed townhome development.  
 
Planning Commission Conditions:  
 
1. The development shall not exceed a maximum of 95 units and may be 

modified as necessary for compliance with development standards 
enforced at the time of site plan approval. Minor changes can be approved 
by the Planning Director provided there are no reductions in buffers, no 
changes in the structural design and materials, and the changes do not 
create the need for a variance from the Hall County development 
standards.  

2. Standard Hall County Development Review and permitting processes shall 
be followed. Approval of this request does not supersede development 
standards, or processes, in effect when the plans are submitted for review. 
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Such standards include, but are not limited to, stormwater management 
and emergency access requirements. 

3. The minimum heated floor area (HFA) shall be 1,800 square feet.  
4. Building elevations shall be composed of a mixture of cement siding, stone, 

and/or brick façade, with a minimum of brick or stone accents on the front 
of the homes. The balance of the home may be the same material or of 
fiber-cement material. Vinyl siding is prohibited. Homes shall be consistent 
with the submitted renderings. 

5. The development shall have a 50 foot exterior buffer per the requirement 
of 17.180.060, Planned Residential Development along all exterior 
boundaries.  

6. All associated stream buffers shall be contained completely within HOA 
common areas and shall not be on any individual lot.  

7. All conditions of zoning shall be made a part of any plats or construction 
plans created for the subdivision. 

8. The development shall be limited to a maximum of two (2) model homes 
prior to recording of the final plat. 

9. The following variances are granted herein:  
a. 70% of garage door area shall be allowed.  
b. The street design as presented in the conceptual plan shall be 

subject to review and approval of the Hall County Engineering 
Department.  

c. The design shall be subject to review and approval of Hall County 
Fire Marshal. 

d. Sewer design shall be subject to review and approval of the County 
Engineer. 

e. The building elevations shall be reviewed and approved by the 
Planning Director.

Public Forum: 
 
Joel Bell, 6756 Spout Springs Road, Flowery Branch, spoke in opposition. Concerns were lack of information 
obtained.   
 

Summary Analysis 

The applicant is requesting to rezone a combined 22.88± acres of Agricultural Residential (AR-III, 17.110) and 
Planned Residential Development (PRD, 17.180.060) property to Planned Residential Development (PRD, 
17.180.060). A rezoning request was approved, with conditions, for a 58-unit, detached single-family 
residential development by the Board of Commissioners on March 10, 2022. An application to amend the 
original PRD proposals is being considered concurrent to this request.  

In 2022, the PRD was approved as a 58-unit, detached single-family residential development. The applicant is 
requesting to amend the previous approval to develop the site as a 95-unit attached residential development 
(townhomes) instead. Concurrently, the applicant is requesting to rezone a 2.51± acre parcel from AR-III to 
PRD to be utilized as open space within this development.  

With the addition of the 2.51± parcel (15042 000140) to the project, the overall density of the development 
will be 4.15 dwelling units per acre, when using the advertised GIS combined acreage of 22.88±. Note: the 
applicant’s site plan shows a combined acreage of 21.46± acres, which would result in a density of 4.43 
dwelling units per acre. In both instances, the proposed density of the development exceeds the 
recommended density of 2.0 units per acre established in the PRD ordinance (17.180.060) and the Residential 
future land use classification in the Comprehensive Plan. 

The narrative explains that the proposed site layout utilizes the topography of the site, which falls away 
approximately 100 feet from Spouts Springs Road to the rear of the property. A single entrance is proposed

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from Spout Springs Road. The proposed road network is “u-shaped”, with the road extending towards the 
back, before turning to the left and heading back towards Spout Springs Road, where it ends in a cul-de-sac. 
The amenity area is located at the end of the cul-de-sac and is proposed to include a cabana, swimming pool 
and dog park/dog walk area, with a pedestrian path and street crossing connecting the pool and dog park.  

The narrative states that internal sidewalks will be installed on both sides of all streets constructed as part of 
the development. However, the proposed width of the sidewalks is four feet, which is substandard to the five 
foot wide requirement of the PRD ordinance (17.180.060). Each household will be provided with four parking 
spaces: two garage spaces and two driveway spaces. The driveways will be a minimum of 22 feet in length 
from the back of sidewalk to the front building façade, and 16 feet in width, with individual curb cuts from a 
public street, according to the site plan. The western portion of the proposal, adjacent to lots 76 and 77, 
includes eight on-street parallel parking spaces for visitors and to access the centralized mail kiosk; on-street 
parking is not compliant with the design standards of the PRD (17.180.060) district. 

The rear setback for each townhome will be 15 feet, allowing for a minimum of 30 feet of separation 
between townhomes with bordering rear yards. There will be a minimum of 20 feet of side building 
separation between adjacent units. Within lots 17, 18 and 19, the 75-foot impervious setback encroaches on 
the rear yards and appears to come within a few feet of each of the dwellings proposed on these lots.

No variances have been submitted as part of this request.  

Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the requested zoning designation is not consistent with the 
Hall County Comprehensive Plan future land use designation. Although the proposed use is consistent with 
the “Residential” designation in general, the Residential designation envisions a maximum density of 2 
dwelling unit per acre, similar to the maximum density requirement within a Planned Residential 
Development (PRD, 17.180.060). The development has proposed a density of 4.15 DU/acre. The Residential 
land use category is characterized by moderate-density residential development and neighborhoods. The 
intent of this land use category is to preserve established neighborhoods and create new residential 
development consistent to surrounding suburban densities, which range from low to moderate. Future 
development will continue to be detached, single family homes at moderate densities.  
 
The table below provides the density of several approved multi-family developments at nearby properties as 
outlined below: 

The Wren 11.2 units/acre 
Harrison at Braselton (City Limits of Braselton) 20.2 units/acre 
Phoenix (City Limits of Gainesville) 11.1 units/acre 
Chateau Senior Living 26.34 units/acres 

 
The subject property is bordered to the west and south by Lancaster, a 187-lot subdivision which was 
approved by the Board of Commissioners on October 13, 2016 at a density of 1.84 units per acre. To the 
north are several developed and undeveloped Agricultural-Residential-III (AR-III) tracts, as well as the open 
area of Cambridge, a 130-lot subdivision approved by the Board of Commissioners on February 25, 2016 at a 
density of 2.44 units per acre. Both Cambridge and Lancaster are zoned PRD. The property across Spout 
Springs Road was approved for rezoning to a 393-unit mixed use development on September 23, 2021.  
  
 
Zoning Analysis 
 
When considering a zoning amendment to the zoning maps, the following items must be considered by the 
Planning Commission and the Hall County Commission pursuant to 17.380.060: 
 
1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use and development of 

adjacent and nearby property; The zoning proposal may be suitable given the context of the

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surrounding area, though the proposed development is more dense than the surrounding 
developments with an overall density of 4.15 du/acre.   

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby 
property; No, it is not anticipated that the proposed residential use will adversely affect adjacent 
properties. 

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has reasonable economic use as currently 
zoned. The property appears to have reasonable economic use as currently zoned. 

4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome 
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities; No, the proposed use is not expected to 
cause an excessive or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities. No 
letters of service have been provided confirming the availability or capacity to provide water or 
sewer service to the property. The property falls within the Hall County sewer service district. 

5. Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the land use plan; The 
proposed use is not consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and the “Residential” land use 
designation. Density is envisioned to be a maximum of two dwelling units per acre. The proposed 
development is proposing a density of 4.15 dwelling units per acre.  

6. The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff is unable to 
determine the extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions.  

7. The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes 
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact of 
property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including 
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a 
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed. 

8. The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property owner; 
Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently 
zoned. 

9. The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land development 
in the area in the vicinity of the property; Hall County property tax records show the properties are a 
mixture of vacant and developed parcels, which include a number of residential structures and 
accessory building, to be removed as part of the development process.  

10. Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the 
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; Staff is 
not aware of any changing conditions that affect the use and development of the property. 

11. Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The 
proposed zoning is a Planned Residential Development (PRD, 17.180.080). Per the Official Code of Hall 
County, Planned Development Districts (17.180) are to be utilized as a "floating zone" which shall 
mean that areas will not be pre-designated as planned development districts but rather each such 
designation shall result from a specific and separate application for amendment. That being said, the 
proposed density is higher than that found on surrounding properties.

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12. Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions in 
the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn. 

13. Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate 
neighborhood; The proposed density is higher than that found on immediately surrounding properties 
but in general the use does not appear to be out of scale with the needs of the County as a whole, as 
there is a need for additional and varied housing. 

14. Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and 
already appropriately zoned;  There are no other properties within the county that are currently zoned 
to support the type of development being proposed without requiring zoning action. 

15. Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [Planning 
Commission]; The request could not be handled alternatively as a variance. 

16. Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the land 
if the request is granted; Any land disturbance activities on the property shall be required to go 
through the land development permitting process and as a result are subject to local, state, and 
federal regulations. As a result, there should not be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from 
any modification to the land if the request is granted. 

17. Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate a 
mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no indication that a mistake was made 
in the original zoning. 

A Planned Residential Development (PRD, 17.180.080) allows for more flexibility in the design and 
development of the property. This provides for a mixture of housing types and encourages maximum use of 
natural features through proper site planning measures. The development should conform to the existing 
character and development pattern of the surrounding area.  

17.380.050. - Submission requirements for a rezoning request 

A. Any person or persons requesting a change in the official zoning map or use subject to approval of 
the county commission shall file an application with a plat or map of the property attached 
thereto, together with payment of such fees set forth in chapter 17.30 to cover administrative and 
advertising costs, in the planning department office. Such person or persons or their authorized 
agent shall appear in person at the public hearing held to consider the district change. Proposal 
meets the requirement. Applicant has paid the appropriate fees and understands that someone 
must be present at both the Hall County Planning Commission meeting and the voting meeting 
of the Hall County Board of Commissioners. 

B. All applications for a change of zoning classification or use subject to approval of the county 
commission shall include: 

1. A narrative statement identifying the existing and proposed use of the property and 
addressing each of the criteria set forth in section 17.380.060.C of this section [chapter]. 
Proposal does provide a narrative outlining the intent of the development however, the 
applicant has not prepared a response to each of the criteria listed in 17.380.060.C.   

2. A site plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying 
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous 
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site

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improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a 
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat 
or map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county 
commission shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use 
permitted in the proposed district. Proposal does meet the requirement. The applicant has 
provided a site plan and included the necessary information to properly assess the 
development. 

C. For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see  chapter 17.20), the following 
additional requirements apply. The proposed development will utilize public sewer and water; as 
such, this is not applicable.   

D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic 
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning 
commission. At the applicant's expense, the traffic impact study shall be prepared by a 
professional engineer in accordance with requirements established by the Hall County Engineering 
Department. The engineering department shall review the traffic impact study and forward any 
comments to the Hall County Planning Commission. The proposed development contains less 
than 100 residential dwelling units, and as such is exempt from this requirement.  

Development Support and Constraints – Departmental / Agency Comments 
 
Hall County Environmental Health 
In an email dated August 31, 2023, Emily McGahee stated “Public sewer. Any abandoned well shall be 
properly closed as per Water Well Standards Act. Any abandoned septic tank shall be pumped by a State 
certified pumper/hauler and crushed/filled.” 

Hall County Fire Marshal  
In an email dated August 31, 2023 John Hornick, NPQ Fire Inspector 1, Plans Review Lieutenant stated the 
following:  
 

Current concept plan will need to be modified to meet the below fire code requirement: 
 
International Fire Code 503.1.1 Buildings and facilities. 2018 Edition 
Approved fire apparatus access roads shall be provided for every facility, building or portion of a building 
hereafter constructed or moved into or within the jurisdiction. The fire apparatus access road shall 
comply with the requirements of this section and shall extend to within 150 feet (45 720 mm) of all 
portions of the facility and all portions of the exterior walls of the first story of the building as measured 
by an approved route around the exterior of the building or facility. 
 

Hall County Public Works and Utilities 
In a memorandum from Public Works and Utilities dated August 31, 2023, Bill Nash, Director, stated the 
following: 
 

Engineering: 
The site may require a stormwater management report should the site plan indicate the proposed 
development meets stormwater thresholds for impervious surfaces and/or disturbed acreage.

Applicant’s Presentation: 

 
Randi Doveton, Planning Director, presented a summary of the request. 
 
Steve Gilliam, 340 Jesse Jewell Parkway, Gainesville, presented the request. The applicant stated that the 
previous approval wasn’t viable. The applicant presented renderings of the attached townhomes and went 
over the site plan. The applicant requested variances to allow the garage to be 70% of the front façade and to 
allow on-street parking for the kiosk. The applicant is willing to add more fire hydrants to meet fire marshal 
requirements. The applicant stated that there is no room to build a cul-de-sac on two ends so they would like 
flexibility to work with the Engineering department to utilize hammerhead road terminations.

Minor 
changes can be approved by the Planning Director provided there are no reductions in buffers, 
no changes in the structural design and materials, and the changes do not create the need for a 
variance from the Hall County development standards.  

2. Standard Hall County Development Review and permitting processes shall be followed. Approval 
of this request does not supersede development standards, or processes, in effect when the 
plans are submitted for review. Such standards include, but are not limited to, stormwater 
management and emergency access requirements. 

3. The minimum heated floor area (HFA) shall be 1,800 square feet.  
4. Building elevations shall be composed of a mixture of cement siding, stone, and/or brick façade, 

with a minimum of brick or stone accents on the front of the homes. The balance of the home 
may be the same material or of fiber-cement material. Vinyl siding is prohibited. Homes shall be 
consistent with the submitted renderings. 

5. The development shall have a 50 foot exterior buffer per the requirement of 17.180.060, 
Planned Residential Development along all exterior boundaries.  

6. All associated stream buffers shall be contained completely within HOA common areas and shall 
not be on any individual lot.  

7. All conditions of zoning shall be made a part of any plats or construction plans created for the 
subdivision. 

8. The development shall be limited to a maximum of two (2) model homes prior to recording of 
the final plat. 

9. The following variances are granted herein:  
a. 70% of garage door area shall be allowed.  
b. The street design as presented in the conceptual plan shall be subject to review and 

approval of the Hall County Engineering Department.  
c. The design shall be subject to review and approval of Hall County Fire Marshal. 
d. Sewer design shall be subject to review and approval of the County Engineer.

Summary 

The accompanying applications seek a change of conditions through on the existing 

PRD zoned on parcel 15042-000018, 20.3 acres, concurrent with the rezoning of 

1.16 acres (from AR-III to PRD) on parcel 15042 000140 a for a total of 21.46 acres 

of undeveloped property located on Spout Springs Road in south Hall County. The 

intent is to develop 95 Fee Simple Townhouse units of quality, traditional housing 

with an amenity area and 65% open space. Parcel 15042 000018 was rezoned from 

PCFD to PRD in March of 2022.

Site Description 

The overall tract has approximately 570  LF of frontage along Spout Springs Road  The 

overall tract is mostly rectangular in shape and is approximately 1200 LF deep with 

an average width of 700 LF. The site has very challenging topography with a 100 

foot change in elevation between Spout Springs Road and the rear of the property. 

In this case, the topography is best handled by adjusting the finished floor elevation 

of the attached fee simple homesites. Domestic water provided by the City of 

Gainesville is located Spout Springs Road. Hall County will also serve the site 

through an existing gravity sanitary sewer easement into the Lancaster subdivision 

adjacent to the Hall County Water Reclamation Facility.

The development of the community shall be controlled by the Conceptual Master 

Plan (the "Plan") attached as exhibit "A". The plan is considered conceptual in 

nature, and as such may require minor modifications during the engineering and 

development process. Modifications to the locations and arrangement of lots, roads, 

amenities, and other improvements that do not conflict with specific standards and 

requirements of these conditions may be made by the Developer so long as such 

modifications do not change the land use, increase the overall density of the project 

or reduce any established exterior buffers or setbacks. 

Variances  

Applicant is requesting a variance to 17.180.060.B,11 to allow for parallel visitor 

parking, and a variance to 16.120.160  to allow two short stub streets without cul 

de sacs, one 50’ long and one 90’ long.  Both of these will facilitate turnaround for

compensation for such rights, in violation of Article I, Section I, Paragraph I 

and Section III, Paragraph I of the Constitution of the State of Georgia of 1983, and 

the Due Process Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the Constitution of the 

United States. 

The application of the Hall County Development Code, facially and as 

applied to the Property, which restricts the Property to any uses, conditions, 

land use designations, development standards, or to any zoning district other 

than in accordance with the application as proposed by the Applicant is 

unconstitutional, illegal, null and void, constituting a taking of Applicant's 

Property in violation of the Just Compensation Clause of the Fifth Amendment to 

the Constitution of the United States; Article I, Section I, Paragraph I, and 

Section III, Paragraph I of the Constitution of the State of Georgia of 1983; and the 

Equal Protection and Due Process Clauses of the Fourteenth Amendment to the 

Constitution of the United States denying the Applicant an economically viable use 
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of its land while not substantially advancing legitimate state interests. 

A denial of this Application would be unconstitutional under the Takings 

Clause of the Fifth Amendment to the Constitution of the United States and the 

Just Compensation Clause of Article I, Section III, Paragraph I of the 

Constitution of the State of Georgia of 1983. A refusal by the Hall County 

Board of Commissioners to approve the zoning conditions as requested would 

constitute a taking of the Applicant's property. 

A denial of this Application would constitute an arbitrary and capricious 

act by the Hall County Board of Commissioners without any rational basis 

therefore constituting an abuse of discretion in violation of Article I, Section I, 

Paragraph I and Section III, Paragraph I of the Constitution of the State of 

Georgia of 1983, and the Due Process Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to 

the Constitution of the United States. A refusal to grant the PRD zoning request 

would lack objective justification and would result only from neighborhood 

opposition, which would constitute an unlawful delegation of the zoning power 

to non-legislative bodies in violation of the Georgia Constitution, Article IX, 

Section II, Paragraph 4. 

A refusal by the Hall County Board of Commissioners to approve this 

Application for the Property in accordance with the criteria as requested by the 

Applicant would be unconstitutional and discriminate in an arbitrary, 

capricious and unreasonable manner between the Applicant and owners of the 

similarly situated property in violation of Article I, Section I, Paragraph II of 

the Constitution of the State of Georgia of 1983 and the Equal Protection Clause 

of the Fourteenth Amendment to the Constitution of the United States. Any 

rezoning of the Property subject to conditions which are different from the 

conditions requested by the Applicant, to the extent such different conditions 

would have the effect of further restricting Applicant's utilization of the 

Property, would also constitute an arbitrary, capricious and discriminatory act 

in zoning the Property to a unconstitutional classification and would likewise 

violate each of the provisions of the State and Federal Constitutions set forth

Joel Bell, 6756 Spout Springs Road, Flowery Branch, spoke in opposition. Concerns were lack of information 
obtained.   
 

Summary Analysis 

The applicant is requesting to amend the previously approved conditions of a Planned Residential 
Development (PRD, 17.180.060). The request was originally approved, with conditions, for a 58-unit, 
detached single-family residential development by the Board of Commissioners on March 10, 2022. 
Concurrent with this request is an application to rezone a 2.51± acre parcel from AR-III to PRD to be utilized 
as open space within this development.  

In 2022, the PRD was approved as a 58-unit, detached single-family residential development. The applicant is 
requesting to amend the previous approval in order to develop the site as a 95-unit attached residential 
development (townhomes) instead.  

With the addition of the 2.51± parcel (15042 000140) to the project, the overall density of the development 
will be 4.15 dwelling units per acre, when using the advertised GIS combined acreage of 22.88±. Note: the 
applicant’s site plan shows a combined acreage of 21.46± acres, which would result in a density of 4.43 
dwelling units per acre. In both instances, the proposed density of the development exceeds the 
recommended density of 2.0 units per acre established in the PRD ordinance (17.180.060) and the Residential 
future land use classification in the Comprehensive Plan. 

The narrative explains that the proposed site layout utilizes the topography of the site, which falls away 
approximately 100 feet from Spouts Springs Road to the rear of the property. A single entrance is proposed 
from Spout Springs Road. The proposed road network is “u-shaped”, with the road extending towards the 
back, before turning to the left and heading back towards Spout Springs Road, where it ends in a cul-de-sac.

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The amenity area is located at the end of the cul-de-sac and is proposed to include a cabana, swimming pool 
and dog park/dog walk area, with a pedestrian path and street crossing connecting the pool and dog park.  

The narrative states that internal sidewalks will be installed on both sides of all streets constructed as part of 
the development. However, the proposed width of the sidewalks is four feet, which is substandard to the five 
foot wide requirement of the PRD ordinance (17.180.060). Each household will be provided with four parking 
spaces: two garage spaces and two driveway spaces. The driveways will be a minimum of 22 feet in length 
from the back of sidewalk to the front building façade, and 16 feet in width, with individual curb cuts from a 
public street, according to the site plan. The western portion of the proposal, adjacent to lots 76 and 77, 
includes eight on-street parallel parking spaces for visitors and to access the centralized mail kiosk; on-street 
parking is not compliant with the design standards of the PRD (17.180.060) district. 

The rear setback for each townhome will be 15 feet, allowing for a minimum of 30 feet of separation 
between townhomes with bordering rear yards. There will be a minimum of 20 feet of side building 
separation between adjacent units. Within lots 17, 18 and 19, the 75-foot impervious setback encroaches on 
the rear yards and appears to come within a few feet of each of the dwellings proposed on these lots.

No variances have been submitted as part of this request.  

Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the requested zoning designation is not consistent with the 
Hall County Comprehensive Plan future land use designation. Although the proposed use is consistent with 
the “Residential” designation in general, the Residential designation envisions a maximum density of 2 
dwelling unit per acre, similar to the maximum density requirement within a Planned Residential 
Development (PRD, 17.180.060). The development has proposed a density of 4.15 DU/acre. The Residential 
land use category is characterized by moderate-density residential development and neighborhoods. The 
intent of this land use category is to preserve established neighborhoods and create new residential 
development consistent to surrounding suburban densities, which range from low to moderate. Future 
development will continue to be detached, single family homes at moderate densities.  
 
The subject property is bordered to the west and south by Lancaster, a 187-lot subdivision which was 
approved by the Board of Commissioners on October 13, 2016 at a density of 1.84 units per acre. To the 
north are several developed and undeveloped Agricultural-Residential-III (AR-III) tracts, as well as the open 
area of Cambridge, a 130-lot subdivision approved by the Board of Commissioners on February 25, 2016 at a 
density of 2.44 units per acre. Both Cambridge and Lancaster are zoned PRD. The property across Spout 
Springs Road was approved for rezoning to a 393-unit mixed use development on September 23, 2021.  
 
Zoning Analysis 
 
When considering a zoning amendment to the zoning maps, the following items must be considered by the 
Planning Commission and the Hall County Commission pursuant to 17.380.060: 
 
1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use and development of 

adjacent and nearby property; The zoning proposal may be suitable given the context of the 
surrounding area, though the proposed development is more dense than the surrounding 
developments with an overall density of 4.15 du/acre.   

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby 
property; No, it is not anticipated that the proposed residential use will adversely affect adjacent 
properties. 

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has reasonable economic use as currently 
zoned. The property appears to have reasonable economic use as currently zoned. 

4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome 
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities; No, the proposed use is not expected to

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cause an excessive or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities. No 
letters of service have been provided confirming the availability or capacity to provide water or 
sewer service to the property. The property falls within the Hall County sewer service district. 

5. Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the land use plan; The 
proposed use is not consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and the “Residential” land use 
designation. Density is envisioned to be a maximum of two dwelling units per acre. The proposed 
development is proposing a density of 4.15 dwelling units per acre.  

6. The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff is unable to 
determine the extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions.  

7. The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes 
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact of 
property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including 
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a 
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed. 

8. The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property owner; 
Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently 
zoned. 

9. The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land development 
in the area in the vicinity of the property; Hall County property tax records show the properties are a 
mixture of vacant and developed parcels, which include a number of residential structures and 
accessory building, to be removed as part of the development process.  

10. Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the 
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; Staff is 
not aware of any changing conditions that affect the use and development of the property. 

11. Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The 
proposed zoning is a Planned Residential Development (PRD, 17.180.080). Per the Official Code of Hall 
County, Planned Development Districts (17.180) are to be utilized as a "floating zone" which shall 
mean that areas will not be pre-designated as planned development districts but rather each such 
designation shall result from a specific and separate application for amendment. That being said, the 
proposed density is higher than that found on surrounding properties. 

12. Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions in 
the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn. 

13. Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate 
neighborhood; The proposed density is higher than that found on immediately surrounding properties 
but in general the use does not appear to be out of scale with the needs of the County as a whole, as 
there is a need for additional and varied housing. 

14. Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and 
already appropriately zoned;  There are no other properties within the county that are currently zoned 
to support the type of mixed-use development being proposed without requiring zoning action.

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15. Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [Planning 
Commission]; The request could not be handled alternatively as a variance. 

16. Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the land 
if the request is granted; Any land disturbance activities on the property shall be required to go 
through the land development permitting process and as a result are subject to local, state, and 
federal regulations. As a result, there should not be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from 
any modification to the land if the request is granted. 

17. Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate a 
mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no indication that a mistake was made 
in the original zoning. 

A Planned Residential Development (PRD, 17.180.080) allows for more flexibility in the design and 
development of the property. This provides for a mixture of housing types and encourages maximum use of 
natural features through proper site planning measures. The development should conform to the existing 
character and development pattern of the surrounding area.  

17.380.050. - Submission requirements for a rezoning request 

A. Any person or persons requesting a change in the official zoning map or use subject to approval of 
the county commission shall file an application with a plat or map of the property attached 
thereto, together with payment of such fees set forth in chapter 17.30 to cover administrative and 
advertising costs, in the planning department office. Such person or persons or their authorized 
agent shall appear in person at the public hearing held to consider the district change. Proposal 
meets the requirement. Applicant has paid the appropriate fees and understands that someone 
must be present at both the Hall County Planning Commission meeting and the voting meeting 
of the Hall County Board of Commissioners. 

B. All applications for a change of zoning classification or use subject to approval of the county 
commission shall include: 

1. A narrative statement identifying the existing and proposed use of the property and 
addressing each of the criteria set forth in section 17.380.060.C of this section [chapter]. 
Proposal does provide a narrative outlining the intent of the development however, the 
applicant has not prepared a response to each of the criteria listed in 17.380.060.C.   

2. A site plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying 
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous 
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site 
improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a 
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat 
or map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county 
commission shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use 
permitted in the proposed district. Proposal does meet the requirement. The applicant has 
provided a site plan and included the necessary information to properly assess the 
development. 

C. For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see  chapter 17.20), the following 
additional requirements apply. The proposed development will utilize public sewer and water; as 
such, this is not applicable.

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D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic 
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning 
commission. At the applicant's expense, the traffic impact study shall be prepared by a 
professional engineer in accordance with requirements established by the Hall County Engineering 
Department. The engineering department shall review the traffic impact study and forward any 
comments to the Hall County Planning Commission. The proposed development contains less 
than 100 residential dwelling units, and as such is exempt from this requirement.  

Development Support and Constraints – Departmental / Agency Comments 
 
Hall County Environmental Health 
In an email dated August 31, 2023, Emily McGahee stated “Public sewer. Any abandoned well shall be 
properly closed as per Water Well Standards Act. Any abandoned septic tank shall be pumped by a State 
certified pumper/hauler and crushed/filled.” 

Hall County Fire Marshal  
In an email dated August 31, 2023 John Hornick, NPQ Fire Inspector 1, Plans Review Lieutenant stated the 
following:  
 

Current concept plan will need to be modified to meet the below fire code requirement: 
 
International Fire Code 503.1.1 Buildings and facilities. 2018 Edition 
Approved fire apparatus access roads shall be provided for every facility, building or portion of a building 
hereafter constructed or moved into or within the jurisdiction. The fire apparatus access road shall 
comply with the requirements of this section and shall extend to within 150 feet (45 720 mm) of all 
portions of the facility and all portions of the exterior walls of the first story of the building as measured 
by an approved route around the exterior of the building or facility. 
 

Hall County Public Works and Utilities 
In a memorandum from Public Works and Utilities dated August 31, 2023, Bill Nash, Director, stated the 
following: 
 

Engineering: 
The site may require a stormwater management report should the site plan indicate the proposed 
development meets stormwater thresholds for impervious surfaces and/or disturbed acreage. 
 
Show stream buffer and impervious setback from wrested vegetation not centerline of stream. 
 
Current layout provided for zoning does not meet Hall County Road standards. 
 
No on-street parking on public right-of-way. 
 
Floodplain present on site. 
 
Traffic: 
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Will need to coordinate entrance design and location with Hall County Engineering with regards to Spout 
Springs Road Phase 2 Widening. 
 
Utilities:  
Sewer required off-site easement 
Must extend 30 feet sanitary sewer to up stream proposed line. 

 
Georgia Department of Transportation 
In an email dated August 25, 2023, Veronica Chavers, D1TO Civil Engineer 3, stated GDOT coordination would 
not be required for this development.  

 
 Excerpts from the minutes of the October 2, 2023 meeting 

 
Applicant’s Presentation: 

 
Randi Doveton, Planning Director, presented a summary of the request. 
 
Steve Gilliam, 340 Jesse Jewell Parkway, Gainesville, presented the request. The applicant stated that the 
previous approval wasn’t viable. The applicant presented renderings of the attached townhomes and went 
over the site plan. The applicant requested variances to allow the garage to be 70% of the front façade and to 
allow on-street parking for the kiosk. The applicant is willing to add more fire hydrants to meet fire marshal 
requirements. The applicant stated that there is no room to build a cul-de-sac on two ends so they would like 
flexibility to work with the Engineering department to utilize hammerhead road terminations.  
 
Corbitt Woods, 390 Brogdon Road, Suwanee, presented the request. The applicant stated that they are in 
the process of figuring out sewer with the county. The applicant stated that there will not be any 
disturbances to the rear of the property.  

 
Public Forum: 
 
Joel Bell, 6756 Spout Springs Road, Flowery Branch, spoke in opposition. Concerns were lack of information 
obtained.   

 
Planning Commission Comments: 

 
Mr. Braswell questioned the width of the two-car garage. The applicant stated about 16 feet. Mr. Braswell 
questioned who will be in charge of the HOA. The applicant stated that it will be managed by the applicants 
up until they are done and it is handed off to the residents.  
 
Motion: A motion to approve, with conditions was made by Mr. Sosebee and seconded by Mr. Hunt. Vote: 
3-2 (Pilcher & Varner opposed)  
 
Conditions: 
 

1. The development shall not exceed a maximum of 95 units and may be modified as necessary for 
compliance with development standards enforced at the time of site plan approval. Minor 
changes can be approved by the Planning Director provided there are no reductions in buffers, 
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no changes in the structural design and materials, and the changes do not create the need for a 
variance from the Hall County development standards.  

2. Standard Hall County Development Review and permitting processes shall be followed. Approval 
of this request does not supersede development standards, or processes, in effect when the 
plans are submitted for review. Such standards include, but are not limited to, stormwater 
management and emergency access requirements. 

3. The minimum heated floor area (HFA) shall be 1,800 square feet.  
4. Building elevations shall be composed of a mixture of cement siding, stone, and/or brick façade, 

with a minimum of brick or stone accents on the front of the homes. The balance of the home 
may be the same material or of fiber-cement material. Vinyl siding is prohibited. Homes shall be 
consistent with the submitted renderings. 

5. The development shall have a 50 foot exterior buffer per the requirement of 17.180.060, 
Planned Residential Development along all exterior boundaries.  

6. All associated stream buffers shall be contained completely within HOA common areas and shall 
not be on any individual lot.  

7. All conditions of zoning shall be made a part of any plats or construction plans created for the 
subdivision. 

8. The development shall be limited to a maximum of two (2) model homes prior to recording of 
the final plat. 

9. The following variances are granted herein:  
a. 70% of garage door area shall be allowed.  
b. The street design as presented in the conceptual plan shall be subject to review and 

approval of the Hall County Engineering Department.  
c. The design shall be subject to review and approval of Hall County Fire Marshal. 
d. Sewer design shall be subject to review and approval of the County Engineer. 
e. The building elevations shall be reviewed and approved by the Planning Director.

Summary 

The accompanying applications seek a change of conditions through on the existing 

PRD zoned on parcel 15042-000018, 20.3 acres, concurrent with the rezoning of 

1.16 acres (from AR-III to PRD) on parcel 15042 000140 a for a total of 21.46 acres 

of undeveloped property located on Spout Springs Road in south Hall County. The 

intent is to develop 95 Fee Simple Townhouse units of quality, traditional housing 

with an amenity area and 65% open space. Parcel 15042 000018 was rezoned from 

PCFD to PRD in March of 2022.  The proposed change in conditions will allow a 

fee simple product to be supplied to the area that is consistent with the Hall County 

Comprehensive Plan for residential use and appropriate for Hall County’s Planned 

Residential Development (PRD) District for this location. Completion of 

development is anticipated by 2025.  The revised site plan also uses the building 

foundation layouts to work with the challenges of the site’s topography, as the site 

falls 100 feet from the front to the back of the buildable area.    Since the original 

rezoning of this parcel, the applicant is acquiring an additional acre between Spout 

Springs Road and the adjoining property to provide additional open space.  This 

narrative is specific to parcel 15042 000018. 
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Site Description 

The overall tract has approximately 570  LF of frontage along Spout Springs Road  The 

overall tract is mostly rectangular in shape and is approximately 1200 LF deep with 

an average width of 700 LF. The site has very challenging topography with a 100 

foot change in elevation between Spout Springs Road and the rear of the property. 

In this case, the topography is best handled by adjusting the finished floor elevation 

of the attached fee simple homesites. Domestic water provided by the City of 

Gainesville is located Spout Springs Road. Hall County will also serve the site 

through an existing gravity sanitary sewer easement into the Lancaster subdivision 

adjacent to the Hall County Water Reclamation Facility. All other dry utilities are 

located along the frontage of Spout Springs Road. There are no known impediments 

to its successful development for the purposes intended.

Applicant is requesting permission for an entry monument type of sign with a 

natural stone base with a sign size (monument base and signage) totaling 

approximately 42 SF.  

The entrance may include the following structural items: 

• Masonry walls 

• Wood or PVC fencing 

• Illuminated Signage in accordance with the Hall County Sign Ordinance 

• Ornamental Sculpture 

• Landscaping and Irrigation 

Conceptual Master Plan 

The development of the community shall be controlled by the Conceptual Master 

Plan (the "Plan") attached as exhibit "A". The plan is considered conceptual in 

nature, and as such may require minor modifications during the engineering and 

development process. Modifications to the locations and arrangement of lots, roads, 

amenities, and other improvements that do not conflict with specific standards and 

requirements of these conditions may be made by the Developer so long as such 

modifications do not change the land use, increase the overall density of the project 

or reduce any established exterior buffers or setbacks. 

Variances  

Applicant is requesting a variance to 17.180.060.B,11 to allow for parallel visitor 

parking, and a variance to 16.120.160  to allow two short stub streets without cul 

de sacs, one 50’ long and one 90’ long.  Both of these will facilitate turnaround for 
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emergency vehicles, one will serve the kiosk in a more central location and one will 

allow for access to the pond. 

 

REQUIRED CONSTITUTIONAL AND ANTE LITEM NOTICE 

 

Georgia law and the procedures of Hall County requires the Applicant  

to raise Federal and State constitutional objections during the PRD master plan 

application process. While the Applicant anticipates a smooth application 

process, failure to raise constitutional objections at this stage may mean that the 

Applicant will be barred from raising important legal claims later in the process. 

Accordingly, the following constitutional objections are stated: 

The portions of the Hall County Development Code, facially and as 

applied to the Property, which restrict the Property to any uses, conditions, land 

use designations, development standards, or to any zoning district other than 

that proposed by the Applicant are unconstitutional in that they would destroy 

the Applicant's property rights without first paying fair, adequate and just 

compensation for such rights, in violation of Article I, Section I, Paragraph I 

and Section III, Paragraph I of the Constitution of the State of Georgia of 1983, and 

the Due Process Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the Constitution of the 

United States. 

The application of the Hall County Development Code, facially and as 

applied to the Property, which restricts the Property to any uses, conditions, 

land use designations, development standards, or to any zoning district other 

than in accordance with the application as proposed by the Applicant is 

unconstitutional, illegal, null and void, constituting a taking of Applicant's 

Property in violation of the Just Compensation Clause of the Fifth Amendment to 

the Constitution of the United States; Article I, Section I, Paragraph I, and 

Section III, Paragraph I of the Constitution of the State of Georgia of 1983; and the 

Equal Protection and Due Process Clauses of the Fourteenth Amendment to the 

Constitution of the United States denying the Applicant an economically viable use 
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of its land while not substantially advancing legitimate state interests. 

A denial of this Application would be unconstitutional under the Takings 

Clause of the Fifth Amendment to the Constitution of the United States and the 

Just Compensation Clause of Article I, Section III, Paragraph I of the 

Constitution of the State of Georgia of 1983. A refusal by the Hall County 

Board of Commissioners to approve the zoning conditions as requested would 

constitute a taking of the Applicant's property. 

A denial of this Application would constitute an arbitrary and capricious 

act by the Hall County Board of Commissioners without any rational basis 

therefore constituting an abuse of discretion in violation of Article I, Section I, 

Paragraph I and Section III, Paragraph I of the Constitution of the State of 

Georgia of 1983, and the Due Process Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to 

the Constitution of the United States. A refusal to grant the PRD zoning request 

would lack objective justification and would result only from neighborhood 

opposition, which would constitute an unlawful delegation of the zoning power 

to non-legislative bodies in violation of the Georgia Constitution, Article IX, 

Section II, Paragraph 4. 

A refusal by the Hall County Board of Commissioners to approve this 

Application for the Property in accordance with the criteria as requested by the 

Applicant would be unconstitutional and discriminate in an arbitrary, 

capricious and unreasonable manner between the Applicant and owners of the 

similarly situated property in violation of Article I, Section I, Paragraph II of 

the Constitution of the State of Georgia of 1983 and the Equal Protection Clause 

of the Fourteenth Amendment to the Constitution of the United States. Any 

rezoning of the Property subject to conditions which are different from the 

conditions requested by the Applicant, to the extent such different conditions 

would have the effect of further restricting Applicant's utilization of the 

Property, would also constitute an arbitrary, capricious and discriminatory act 

in zoning the Property to a unconstitutional classification and would likewise 

violate each of the provisions of the State and Federal Constitutions set forth 
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hereinabove.

Virginia Martin, Gainesville, spoke in opposition. Concerns were access to the driveway easement, amount 
of dogs, approval process, and property owners.  
 
Kathryn Askew, 8720 Forrester Road, Lula, spoke in opposition. Concerns were the driveway, breeding, and 
approval process.   
 
Summary Analysis  

The applicant is requesting a (A) Use Subject to County Commission Approval for the expansion of an existing 
commercial kennel within a 5.57± acre lot zoned Agricultural Residential IV (AR-IV, 17.120). Concurrent to 
this request, the applicant is seeking relief from the conditions of 17.240.060 that require commercial kennel 
structures to conform with a 200-foot setback from adjacent properties. The applicant is requesting a 
reduction in the required setbacks (B) from 200 feet to 48 feet, and (C) from 200 feet to 44 feet for existing 
kennel structures. 
  
The applicant is seeking these requests retroactively. The submitted site plan reflects current conditions of 
the property, including setback lines. The commercial kennel was originally approved, with conditions, by the 
Board of Commissioners on August 23, 2007. One of the conditions of the 2007 conditional use permit 
required “any expansion of the facility or kennel activity would be subject to further review and approval” by 
the Board of Commissioners. On November 5, 2007, the Hall County Planning Commission approved a 
retroactive setback variance for a 42 foot by 118 foot kennel, which was constructed without a building 
permit.   
 
Since then, the commercial kennel has been expanded beyond the original approval through the addition of 
kennel-related structures and outdoor facilities, resulting in these requests.  While minor additions or 
adjustments to the site may be permissible, the addition of additional structures and facilities is beyond what 
would be considered minor. This expansion has included the installation of four (4) structures, covered 
concrete play areas, and associated fencing added without Board approval. The expansion and needed 
variances were discovered earlier in 2023 when the applicant was granted approval to subdivide the 
property, separating the commercial kennel from the residential uses on the property.  
 
The applicant has stated the installation of additional buildings and improved surfaces has been for the sole 
purpose of broadening and improving business offerings, including canine massage therapy, quarantine, 
emergency care, and e-commerce inventory storage. The applicant also explains that many of these 
improvements have been required by the Department of Agriculture and at the recommendation of the 
applicant’s veterinarian. These expansions, and new internal property line dividing the kennel from the 
residential property, have led to the applicant requesting relief from the 200-foot setback requirement for 
commercial kennel structures and outdoor runs (17.240.060).

Specifically, the expansion brings the kennel facilities within 48 feet of the eastern property line and 44 feet 
of the western property line, variance requests (B) and (C), respectively. 
 
As part of the application, the applicant is requesting two (2) variances from the setback requirements for 
commercial kennels established in 17.240.060. Specifically, the applicant is requesting relief from the 
following requirement, if the application, as presented, is approved:

Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the requested use consistent with the Rural future land use 
classification of the in the Comprehensive Plan. The primary future land uses within the “Rural” Character 
Area, which includes agriculture and low-density residential uses. The intention is to preserve agriculture and 
the rural character of this area.  
  
Zoning Analysis  

(A) Use Subject to County Commission Approval | expansion of a commercial kennel within the Agricultural 
Residential IV district 17.120.040 

Per Planning Commission and Hall County Commission consideration and decision (17.380.060), the planning 
commission shall study the need and justification for the change based on a determination of the facts 
applicable to the particular case, and the following general lines of inquiry shall be considered, to wit: 
  
1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use and development of 

adjacent and nearby property; Yes, the proposed use is suitable in view of the use and development of 
adjacent and nearby property, though the use is slightly more intensive than traditional agricultural 
and residential uses in the area. Many adjacent properties host low-intensity agricultural uses. It 
should be noted, the commercial kennel is an existing use and the current request is to being into 
compliance the expansion and noncompliance with setback standards.   

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby 
property; The zoning proposal should not adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or 
nearby properties as the kennel is existing and the expansion is being considered retroactively. 

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has reasonable economic use as currently 
zoned. The subject property is zoned Agricultural Residential IV (AR-IV, 17.120) and is developed with a 
single-family residence and a commercial kennel. The commercial kennel was established in 2007.

4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome 
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities; No, the proposed use should not cause an 
excessive or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities.  

5. Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the land use plan; Yes, the 
requested zoning designation is consistent with the future land use classification of Rural in the 
Comprehensive Plan, but at a higher intensity. 

6. The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff has not 
identified that the existing property values have been impacted by the existing zoning.  

7. The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes 
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact of 
property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including 
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a 
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed.  

8. The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property owner; 
Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently zoned. 
  

9. The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land development 
in the area in the vicinity of the property; The site has been developed with a residential building since 
at least 2000, per Property Tax records.   

10. Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the 
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; There 
are no known changing conditions affecting the use or development of the property.  

11. Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The current 
request is to retroactively expand a conditional use and the underlying Agricultural Residential IV (AR-
IV, 17.120) will remain unchanged. All neighboring parcels are zoned similarly, or are a Planned 
Commercial Farm District (PCFD, 17.180.100). 

12. Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions in 
the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn.  

13. Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate 
neighborhood; The proposed use is not out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole. This 
establishment provides dog boarding services, which are important to the community and promote the 
well-being of dogs.  

14. Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and 
already appropriately zoned; Commercial kennel are subject to county commission approval and are 
not permitted by right in any zoning district, so it would be impossible to find a district in which this 
use is inherently permitted. 

15. Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [Planning 
Commission]; No, the request could not be handled alternatively as a variance as the requested use 
requires conditional use approval in the underlying Agricultural Residential IV district (AR-IV, 17.120).

Seeking approval to modify the conditions and the usage for the commercial kennel as stated in 
the 2007 approval for the business.  
 
Seeking approval for the following:  
Keep awnings, porches, porte-cocheres, and existing covered let out and exercise areas as is. 
(These were necessitated by the Dept. of Agriculture and my veterinarian). Let out areas were 
covered and insulated and wall units were installed for better temperature control.  
 
I would like to keep the tiny houses/portable buildings. These were added to allow separation 
for bio-security per veterinarian ’s request. The proximity of two of the buildings located near 
the house is pertinent to the functionally. Sometimes puppies require round the clock care and 
our ICU units are located in one of the buildings so the closeness to the home is vital to be able 
to get to those very quickly. The other building is our Quarantine building which is used to 
isolate puppies/dogs that could be contagious or infectious. It is seldomly used but when 
needed, it is priceless. The other 3 portable buildings are used as a “Labor and Delivery” where 
pregnant moms come to deliver their puppies, retail space which services our e-commerce and 
serves as a handoff location for puppies, and a training/Zen building that is used for a quiet 
space for meetings, k9 massage, ultrasounds, etc. When I purchased these buildings, I was told I 
didn’t need a building permit or wiring permit as they were already constructed and prewired. I 
understand now that I did need a wiring permit which I am happy to get.  
 
I am in the process of added a PVC privacy fence around 2 sides of the kennel. This should cut 
down on the noise significantly as the dogs will not be able to see people and wildlife in the 
surrounding fields. We are also planting corn in the fields which will act as a buffer.  
 
Seventeen years ago, I started building this business completely unaware of the success it would 
have. The changes have all been by the advice and recommendations of the Dept of Agriculture 
and our veterinarian. I didn’t see the portable buildings as an expansion. They improve the 
functionality of the services I was already provided. In the course of seventeen years, it was 
never my intention to be big but to be good.  
 
I request is that this be heard by the Board of Commissioners on August 24th as I will be out of 
the country.

Public Forum: 
 
Virginia Martin, Gainesville, spoke in opposition. Concerns were access to the driveway easement, amount 
of dogs, approval process, and property owners.  
 
Kathryn Askew, 8720 Forrester Road, Lula, spoke in opposition. Concerns were the driveway, breeding, and 
approval process.   
 
Summary Analysis  

The applicant is requesting a (A) Use Subject to County Commission Approval for the expansion of an existing 
commercial kennel within a 5.57± acre lot zoned Agricultural Residential IV (AR-IV, 17.120). Concurrent to 
this request, the applicant is seeking relief from the conditions of 17.240.060 that require commercial kennel 
structures to conform with a 200-foot setback from adjacent properties. The applicant is requesting a 
reduction in the required setbacks (B) from 200 feet to 48 feet, and (C) from 200 feet to 44 feet for existing 
kennel structures. 
  
The applicant is seeking these requests retroactively. The submitted site plan reflects current conditions of 
the property, including setback lines. The commercial kennel was originally approved, with conditions, by the 
Board of Commissioners on August 23, 2007. One of the conditions of the 2007 conditional use permit 
required “any expansion of the facility or kennel activity would be subject to further review and approval” by 
the Board of Commissioners. On November 5, 2007, the Hall County Planning Commission approved a 
retroactive setback variance for a 42 foot by 118 foot kennel, which was constructed without a building 
permit.   
 
Since then, the commercial kennel has been expanded beyond the original approval through the addition of 
kennel-related structures and outdoor facilities, resulting in these requests.  While minor additions or 
adjustments to the site may be permissible, the addition of additional structures and facilities is beyond what 
would be considered minor. This expansion has included the installation of four (4) structures, covered 
concrete play areas, and associated fencing added without Board approval. The expansion and needed 
variances were discovered earlier in 2023 when the applicant was granted approval to subdivide the 
property, separating the commercial kennel from the residential uses on the property.  
 
The applicant has stated the installation of additional buildings and improved surfaces has been for the sole 
purpose of broadening and improving business offerings, including canine massage therapy, quarantine, 
emergency care, and e-commerce inventory storage. The applicant also explains that many of these 
improvements have been required by the Department of Agriculture and at the recommendation of the 
applicant’s veterinarian. These expansions, and new internal property line dividing the kennel from the 
residential property, have led to the applicant requesting relief from the 200-foot setback requirement for 
commercial kennel structures and outdoor runs (17.240.060).

As part of the application, the applicant is requesting two (2) variances from the setback requirements for 
commercial kennels established in 17.240.060. Specifically, the applicant is requesting relief from the 
following requirement, if the application, as presented, is approved:  
 

• (B) Required 200 foot setback from the property line for the keeping of dogs and cats from the 
property line as found in 17.240.060 

o The applicant is requesting to reduce the setback to 48 feet along tax parcel 12128 000009, 
(Parcel “A”) in order to bring the existing commercial kennel facilities into compliance. 

• (C) Required 200 foot setback from the property line for the keeping of dogs and cats from the 
property line as found in 17.240.060 

o The applicant is requesting to reduce the setback to 44 feet along tax parcel 12128 000007 
(Parcel “C”) in order to bring the existing commercial kennel facilities into compliance. 

 
Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the requested use consistent with the Rural future land use 
classification of the in the Comprehensive Plan. The primary future land uses within the “Rural” Character 
Area, which includes agriculture and low-density residential uses. The intention is to preserve agriculture and 
the rural character of this area.  
  
Zoning Analysis  

(A) Use Subject to County Commission Approval | expansion of a commercial kennel within the Agricultural 
Residential IV district 17.120.040 

Per Planning Commission and Hall County Commission consideration and decision (17.380.060), the planning 
commission shall study the need and justification for the change based on a determination of the facts 
applicable to the particular case, and the following general lines of inquiry shall be considered, to wit: 
  
1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use and development of 

adjacent and nearby property; Yes, the proposed use is suitable in view of the use and development of 
adjacent and nearby property, though the use is slightly more intensive than traditional agricultural 
and residential uses in the area. Many adjacent properties host low-intensity agricultural uses. It 
should be noted, the commercial kennel is an existing use and the current request is to being into 
compliance the expansion and noncompliance with setback standards.   

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby 
property; The zoning proposal should not adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or 
nearby properties as the kennel is existing and the expansion is being considered retroactively. 

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has reasonable economic use as currently 
zoned. The subject property is zoned Agricultural Residential IV (AR-IV, 17.120) and is developed with a 
single-family residence and a commercial kennel. The commercial kennel was established in 2007.

4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome 
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities; No, the proposed use should not cause an 
excessive or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities.  

5. Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the land use plan; Yes, the 
requested zoning designation is consistent with the future land use classification of Rural in the 
Comprehensive Plan, but at a higher intensity. 

6. The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff has not 
identified that the existing property values have been impacted by the existing zoning.  

7. The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes 
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact of 
property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including 
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a 
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed.  

8. The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property owner; 
Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently zoned. 
  

9. The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land development 
in the area in the vicinity of the property; The site has been developed with a residential building since 
at least 2000, per Property Tax records.   

10. Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the 
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; There 
are no known changing conditions affecting the use or development of the property.  

11. Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The current 
request is to retroactively expand a conditional use and the underlying Agricultural Residential IV (AR-
IV, 17.120) will remain unchanged. All neighboring parcels are zoned similarly, or are a Planned 
Commercial Farm District (PCFD, 17.180.100). 

12. Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions in 
the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn.  

13. Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate 
neighborhood; The proposed use is not out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole. This 
establishment provides dog boarding services, which are important to the community and promote the 
well-being of dogs.  

14. Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and 
already appropriately zoned; Commercial kennel are subject to county commission approval and are 
not permitted by right in any zoning district, so it would be impossible to find a district in which this 
use is inherently permitted. 

15. Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [Planning 
Commission]; No, the request could not be handled alternatively as a variance as the requested use 
requires conditional use approval in the underlying Agricultural Residential IV district (AR-IV, 17.120).

16. Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the land 
if the request is granted; There are no significant changes proposed to the site that should have an 
ecological or pollution impact.  

17. Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate a 
mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no evidence to indicate a mistake was 
made in the original zoning of the property.   

(B) and (C) Variance | 17.240.060 to reduce the required setback for commercial kennels in Agricultural 
Residential IV (AR-IV, 17.120). 

Section 17.420.070, appeals and modifications states that “if substantial modifications or changes are 
necessary, any person, firm, group or organization may apply for relief from the requirements set forth in this 
chapter to the Hall County Planning Commission, unless otherwise specified in this chapter.” 

The Planning Commission is hereby authorized to grant variances from the strict application of this Resolution 
upon proof by a preponderance of the evidence that 2.60.030.J provided the request meets the criteria set 
forth in 2.60.030.K. 

1. There are extraordinary and exceptional conditions pertaining to the particular lot in question because 
of its size, shape or topography (the hardship must relate to the physical character of the lot and not 
to a personal or economic hardship); There do not appear to be extraordinary or exceptional 
conditions pertaining to the subject property. 
 

2. The application of the requirements of this Title 17 to this particular piece of property would create 
an unusual hardship; The applicant would have to make modify the site, removing several concrete 
enclosures and existing building. 
 

3. Such conditions are peculiar to the particular piece of property involved and are not common to other 
properties in the neighborhood; No, the conditions are not peculiar to the subject parcel but the 
result of the use of the property. 
 

4. Such conditions are not the result of any actions of the property owner; the site has been developed 
as a commercial kennel by the applicant, who failed to follow proper procedures regarding the 
expansion of the commercial kennel, which may have prevented the need for variances.  
 

5. Relief, if granted, would not cause substantial detriment to the public good or impair the purposes 
and intent of Title 17; provided, however, that no variance may be granted for a use of land or 
building or structure that is prohibited by Title 17 or for a conditional use which has been denied by 
the county planning commission. Relief, if granted, would not cause substantial detriment to the 
public good or impair the purposes and intent of Title 17.

2. A site plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying 
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous 
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site 
improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a 
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat or 
map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county commission 
shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use permitted in the 
proposed district. The submitted site plan is drawn to scale and includes the necessary details 
to assess the request.    

C. For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see  chapter 17.20), the following 
additional requirements apply. This standard is not applicable as the site will be served by an onsite 
septic system.  

D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic 
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning 
commission.

Seeking approval to modify the conditions and the usage for the commercial kennel as stated in 
the 2007 approval for the business.  
 
Seeking approval for the following:  
Keep awnings, porches, porte-cocheres, and existing covered let out and exercise areas as is. 
(These were necessitated by the Dept. of Agriculture and my veterinarian). Let out areas were 
covered and insulated and wall units were installed for better temperature control.  
 
I would like to keep the tiny houses/portable buildings. These were added to allow separation 
for bio-security per veterinarian ’s request. The proximity of two of the buildings located near 
the house is pertinent to the functionally. Sometimes puppies require round the clock care and 
our ICU units are located in one of the buildings so the closeness to the home is vital to be able 
to get to those very quickly. The other building is our Quarantine building which is used to 
isolate puppies/dogs that could be contagious or infectious. It is seldomly used but when 
needed, it is priceless. The other 3 portable buildings are used as a “Labor and Delivery” where 
pregnant moms come to deliver their puppies, retail space which services our e-commerce and 
serves as a handoff location for puppies, and a training/Zen building that is used for a quiet 
space for meetings, k9 massage, ultrasounds, etc. When I purchased these buildings, I was told I 
didn’t need a building permit or wiring permit as they were already constructed and prewired. I 
understand now that I did need a wiring permit which I am happy to get.  
 
I am in the process of added a PVC privacy fence around 2 sides of the kennel. This should cut 
down on the noise significantly as the dogs will not be able to see people and wildlife in the 
surrounding fields. We are also planting corn in the fields which will act as a buffer.  
 
Seventeen years ago, I started building this business completely unaware of the success it would 
have. The changes have all been by the advice and recommendations of the Dept of Agriculture 
and our veterinarian. I didn’t see the portable buildings as an expansion. They improve the 
functionality of the services I was already provided. In the course of seventeen years, it was 
never my intention to be big but to be good.  
 
I request is that this be heard by the Board of Commissioners on August 24th as I will be out of 
the country.

Summary Analysis  

The applicant is requesting a (A) Use Subject to County Commission Approval for the expansion of an existing 
commercial kennel within a 5.57± acre lot zoned Agricultural Residential IV (AR-IV, 17.120). Concurrent to 
this request, the applicant is seeking relief from the conditions of 17.240.060 that require commercial kennel 
structures to conform with a 200-foot setback from adjacent properties. The applicant is requesting a 
reduction in the required setbacks (B) from 200 feet to 48 feet, and (C) from 200 feet to 44 feet for existing 
kennel structures. 
  
The applicant is seeking these requests retroactively. The submitted site plan reflects current conditions of 
the property, including setback lines. The commercial kennel was originally approved, with conditions, by the 
Board of Commissioners on August 23, 2007. One of the conditions of the 2007 conditional use permit 
required “any expansion of the facility or kennel activity would be subject to further review and approval” by 
the Board of Commissioners. On November 5, 2007, the Hall County Planning Commission approved a 
retroactive setback variance for a 42 foot by 118 foot kennel, which was constructed without a building 
permit.   
 
Since then, the commercial kennel has been expanded beyond the original approval through the addition of 
kennel-related structures and outdoor facilities, resulting in these requests.  While minor additions or 
adjustments to the site may be permissible, the addition of additional structures and facilities is beyond what 
would be considered minor. This expansion has included the installation of four (4) structures, covered 
concrete play areas, and associated fencing added without Board approval. The expansion and needed 
variances were discovered earlier in 2023 when the applicant was granted approval to subdivide the 
property, separating the commercial kennel from the residential uses on the property.  
 
The applicant has stated the installation of additional buildings and improved surfaces has been for the sole 
purpose of broadening and improving business offerings, including canine massage therapy, quarantine, 
emergency care, and e-commerce inventory storage. The applicant also explains that many of these 
improvements have been required by the Department of Agriculture and at the recommendation of the 
applicant’s veterinarian. These expansions, and new internal property line dividing the kennel from the 
residential property, have led to the applicant requesting relief from the 200-foot setback requirement for 
commercial kennel structures and outdoor runs (17.240.060).   
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3.  

Specifically, the expansion brings the kennel facilities within 48 feet of the eastern property line and 44 feet 
of the western property line, variance requests (B) and (C), respectively. 
 
As part of the application, the applicant is requesting two (2) variances from the setback requirements for 
commercial kennels established in 17.240.060. Specifically, the applicant is requesting relief from the 
following requirement, if the application, as presented, is approved:  
 

• (B) Required 200 foot setback from the property line for the keeping of dogs and cats from the 
property line as found in 17.240.060 

o The applicant is requesting to reduce the setback to 48 feet along tax parcel 12128 000009, 
(Parcel “A”) in order to bring the existing commercial kennel facilities into compliance. 

• (C) Required 200 foot setback from the property line for the keeping of dogs and cats from the

Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the requested use consistent with the Rural future land use 
classification of the in the Comprehensive Plan. The primary future land uses within the “Rural” Character 
Area, which includes agriculture and low-density residential uses. The intention is to preserve agriculture and 
the rural character of this area.  
  
Zoning Analysis  

(A) Use Subject to County Commission Approval | expansion of a commercial kennel within the Agricultural 
Residential IV district 17.120.040 

Per Planning Commission and Hall County Commission consideration and decision (17.380.060), the planning 
commission shall study the need and justification for the change based on a determination of the facts 
applicable to the particular case, and the following general lines of inquiry shall be considered, to wit: 
  
1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use and development of 

adjacent and nearby property; Yes, the proposed use is suitable in view of the use and development of 
adjacent and nearby property, though the use is slightly more intensive than traditional agricultural 
and residential uses in the area. Many adjacent properties host low-intensity agricultural uses. It 
should be noted, the commercial kennel is an existing use and the current request is to being into 
compliance the expansion and noncompliance with setback standards.   

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby 
property; The zoning proposal should not adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or 
nearby properties as the kennel is existing and the expansion is being considered retroactively. 

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has reasonable economic use as currently 
zoned. The subject property is zoned Agricultural Residential IV (AR-IV, 17.120) and is developed with a 
single-family residence and a commercial kennel. The commercial kennel was established in 2007.

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4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome 
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities; No, the proposed use should not cause an 
excessive or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities.  

5. Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the land use plan; Yes, the 
requested zoning designation is consistent with the future land use classification of Rural in the 
Comprehensive Plan, but at a higher intensity. 

6. The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff has not 
identified that the existing property values have been impacted by the existing zoning.  

7. The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes 
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact of 
property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including 
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a 
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed.  

8. The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property owner; 
Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently zoned. 
  

9. The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land development 
in the area in the vicinity of the property; The site has been developed with a residential building since 
at least 2000, per Property Tax records.   

10. Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the 
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; There 
are no known changing conditions affecting the use or development of the property.  

11. Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The current 
request is to retroactively expand a conditional use and the underlying Agricultural Residential IV (AR-
IV, 17.120) will remain unchanged. All neighboring parcels are zoned similarly, or are a Planned 
Commercial Farm District (PCFD, 17.180.100). 

12. Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions in 
the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn.  

13. Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate 
neighborhood; The proposed use is not out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole. This 
establishment provides dog boarding services, which are important to the community and promote the 
well-being of dogs.  

14. Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and 
already appropriately zoned; Commercial kennel are subject to county commission approval and are 
not permitted by right in any zoning district, so it would be impossible to find a district in which this 
use is inherently permitted. 

15. Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [Planning 
Commission]; No, the request could not be handled alternatively as a variance as the requested use 
requires conditional use approval in the underlying Agricultural Residential IV district (AR-IV, 17.120).

Seeking approval for the following:  
Keep awnings, porches, porte-cocheres, and existing covered let out and exercise areas as is. 
(These were necessitated by the Dept. of Agriculture and my veterinarian). Let out areas were 
covered and insulated and wall units were installed for better temperature control.  
 
I would like to keep the tiny houses/portable buildings. These were added to allow separation 
for bio-security per veterinarian ’s request. The proximity of two of the buildings located near 
the house is pertinent to the functionally. Sometimes puppies require round the clock care and 
our ICU units are located in one of the buildings so the closeness to the home is vital to be able 
to get to those very quickly. The other building is our Quarantine building which is used to 
isolate puppies/dogs that could be contagious or infectious. It is seldomly used but when 
needed, it is priceless. The other 3 portable buildings are used as a “Labor and Delivery” where 
pregnant moms come to deliver their puppies, retail space which services our e-commerce and 
serves as a handoff location for puppies, and a training/Zen building that is used for a quiet 
space for meetings, k9 massage, ultrasounds, etc. When I purchased these buildings, I was told I 
didn’t need a building permit or wiring permit as they were already constructed and prewired. I 
understand now that I did need a wiring permit which I am happy to get.  
 
I am in the process of added a PVC privacy fence around 2 sides of the kennel. This should cut 
down on the noise significantly as the dogs will not be able to see people and wildlife in the 
surrounding fields. We are also planting corn in the fields which will act as a buffer.  
 
Seventeen years ago, I started building this business completely unaware of the success it would 
have. The changes have all been by the advice and recommendations of the Dept of Agriculture 
and our veterinarian. I didn’t see the portable buildings as an expansion. They improve the 
functionality of the services I was already provided. In the course of seventeen years, it was 
never my intention to be big but to be good.  
 
I request is that this be heard by the Board of Commissioners on August 24th as I will be out of 
the country.

Summary Analysis 

The applicant is requesting to (A) rezone 20.16± acres from Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and 
Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 17.180.080) to Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) for the purpose of 
developing the site with a boat and RV storage business. Additionally, the applicant intends to use one of two 
existing residences on the property as a contractor’s office. A 10,800 square foot warehouse building is 
proposed for storage of items related to the contractor’s business. (B) Concurrent to this request is a Use 
Subject to County Commission Approval to permit outdoor storage within the Gateway Corridors Overlay 
District (GCOD, 17.420). The GCOD provides supplemental development standards for non-residential 
development (17.420.050.), and the applicant is requesting a (C) variance to reduce the required transitional 
buffer in the GCOD. 
 
The submitted site plan shows an existing residence located to the north of the proposed site access. The 
submitted narrative states that the residence is registered as a historic place, and the intention is to preserve 
and renovate the structure for an office use. A 90-foot by 120-foot warehouse is proposed in the rear of the 
property, adjacent to the existing farm pond. Much of the remaining property is proposed to be utilized as 
covered or uncovered storage for boats and RVs, for a total of 483 storage spaces, access to which is gated. 
There is no information regarding the architectural style of the covered storage buildings, and it is unknown if 
the structure will be open sided or if it will be enclosed. The submitted narrative states that non-spill LED 
lighting will be used for the covered storage spots.

The canopy structures will be located a minimum of 100 feet from the centerline of Cleveland Highway, as 
required by 17.240.040, setbacks from arterial streets. The setback adjacent to Donna Drive is 50 feet. The 
proposed side and rear yard setbacks are each 20 feet, consistent with the setback requirements found in 
table 17.240.010 for the Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) district.  
 
The submitted site plan and narrative describe the proposed transitional buffers and landscaping standards 
for the development. The applicant is requesting relief from 17.420.050(C)(2)(c), transitional buffers, which 
requires where an industrial zoning district abuts property zoned for residential or agricultural use the 
transitional buffer shall be 50 feet. The applicant is requesting to reduce the transitional buffer along tax 
parcels 10143 000003, 10144 000029A, and a small portion of parcel 10144 000038 to 30 feet but is 
proposing to provide an enhanced buffer. It is unclear as to how the buffer will be enhanced, as the 
application does not provide those details. The entrance and frontage will be landscaped with a 6-foot-tall 
wrought iron style fence accented with brick columns every 200 feet and at the corners. Landscaping will be 
planted in front of this fence to further enhance the aesthetics and screen the project from the highway. Per 
the narrative, one monument sign, compliant with the sign ordinance, is proposed at the entrance on 
Cleveland Highway. 
 
One (1) variance related to landscaped buffer requirements will be necessary if the site plan, as presented, is 
approved because the proposal does not meet the requirements.  

• 50-foot landscaped buffer where a commercial zoning district abuts property zoned for residential 
use as found in 17.420.050(C)(2)(c).  

o The applicant is requesting to reduce the transitional buffer along tax parcels10143 000003, 
10144 000029A, and a small portion of parcel 10144 000038 from 50 feet to 30 feet and is 
proposing to provide an enhanced buffer for the reduction.

Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the zoning request inconsistent with the Lake Area 
Residential future land use classification in the Comprehensive Plan. This land use category is characterized 
by low-density residential development and neighborhoods. The intent of this land use category is to 
preserve established neighborhoods and create opportunities for permanent vacation residences similar in 
land use patterns to Residential Areas but at lower residential densities. Future development is envisioned to 
continue to be detached, single family homes at low densities in addition to less intensive agricultural uses 
that are found in the northwestern part of the land use classification.  
 
Zoning Analysis 

Per Planning Commission and Hall County Commission consideration and decision (17.380.060), the Planning 
Commission shall study the need and justification for the change based on a determination of the facts 
applicable to the particular case, and the following general lines of inquiry shall be considered, to wit:

1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use, development and 
zoning of adjacent and nearby property; The proposed rezoning and use of the property as boat and 
RV storage and an office/warehouse is inconsistent with the development pattern of nearby 
properties. To the south is an adjacent 13.43± acre parcel zoned Residential I (R-I, 17.60). To the north 
is a PCD-zoned property Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 17.180.080); this rezoning was 
approved in 1992 for a shopping center, but remains undeveloped. The remainder of the adjacent 
parcels on the subject side of the street are other Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) 
properties.  

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby 
property; The proposed zoning classification of Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) is inconsistent with the 
existing development along Cleveland Highway and could have an impact on nearby residential and 
agricultural parcels.  

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has a reasonable economic use as currently 
zoned; Yes, the properties have reasonable economic use as currently zoned, from Agricultural 
Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 17.180.080), but the 
proposed business cannot occur as described without approval of the rezoning request to Light 
Industrial (I-I, 17.160).  

4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome 
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, utilities, schools, police protection, fire protection, 
public health facilities or emergency medical service; The proposed use should not cause an excessive 
or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, utilities, schools, police protection, 
fire protection public facilities, or emergency medical service.

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5. Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the future land use plan for 
the physical development of the area; The parcels fall within the Lake Area Residential future land use 
category of the Comprehensive Plan. This land use category is characterized by low-density 
residential development and neighborhoods. The intent of this land use category is to preserve 
established neighborhoods and create opportunities for permanent vacation residences similar in 
land use patterns to Residential Areas but at lower residential densities. Future development is 
envisioned to continue to be detached, single family homes at low densities in addition to less 
intensive agricultural uses that are found in the northwestern part of the land use classification. The 
request to rezone the property is inconsistent with the future land use classification. 

6. The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff is unable 
to determine the extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions. 

7. The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes 
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact 
of property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including 
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a 
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed. 

8. The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property 
owner; Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently 
zoned. 

9. The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land 
development in the area in the vicinity of the property; Aerial imagery shows that the property is 
primarily undeveloped, though there are various residential and/or agricultural structures located 
on the parcels. If approved, the existing residence located on 3419 Cleveland Highway will remain 
and serve as an office for the contractor’s business. 

10. Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the 
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; 
GDOT plans for a future realignment of Cleveland Highway show that the subject property is 
anticipated to be affected.  

11. Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The 
rezoning of the property to Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) would be a more intensive use than the 
existing Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 
17.180.080) classification and it would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding 
districts, as there is no I-I zoning established in the area. 

12. Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions 
in the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn. 

13. Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate 
neighborhood; The close proximity to Lake Lanier and recent residential growth within the City of

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Gainesville and the county may suggest there is a need for this sort of storage in this portion of the 
county. 

14. Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and 
already appropriately zoned; There may be other industrially zoned properties in the county where 
the proposed use would be permitted without zoning action. 

15. Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [planning 
commission]; No, the request could not be handled instead by a variance as the proposed uses are 
not permitted within the Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) or Planned Commercial 
Development (PCD, 17.180.080) districts. 

16. Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the 
land if the request is granted; Any land disturbance activities on the property shall be required to go 
through the land development permitting process, and as a result are subject to local, state, and 
federal regulations. As a result, there should not be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from 
any modification to the land if the request is granted. 

17. Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate 
a mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no indication that a mistake was 
made in the original zoning. 

(C) Variance | 17.420.050.C.2 to reduce the required transitional buffer in Gateway Corridors Overlay 
District (GCOD, 17.420) 

Section 17.420.070, appeals and modifications states that “if substantial modifications or changes are 
necessary, any person, firm, group or organization may apply for relief from the requirements set forth in this 
chapter to the Hall County Planning Commission, unless otherwise specified in this chapter.” 

The Planning Commission is hereby authorized to grant variances from the strict application of this Resolution 
upon proof by a preponderance of the evidence that 2.60.030.J provided the request meets the criteria set 
forth in 2.60.030.K. 

1. There are extraordinary and exceptional conditions pertaining to the particular lot in question because 
of its size, shape or topography (the hardship must relate to the physical character of the lot and not 
to a personal or economic hardship); There does not appear to be extraordinary or exceptional 
conditions pertaining to the subject property. There are no physical characteristics of the property 
that would prevent the applicant from meeting the transitional buffer requirements as required by 
the Gateway Corridors Overlay District (GCOD, 17.420).  
 

2. The application of the requirements of this Title 17 to this particular piece of property would create 
an unusual hardship; The applicant would have to make modification to the proposed site layout, to 
meet the transitional buffer requirements of the Gateway Corridors Overlay District (GCOD, 17.420). 
As a result, there may be a reduction in the number of covered storage spaces for the proposed 
development, though it is unlikely this would create an unusual hardship.

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3. Such conditions are peculiar to the particular piece of property involved and are not common to other 
properties in the neighborhood; No, the conditions are not peculiar to the subject parcel but the 
result of the proposed use of the property. 
 

4. Such conditions are not the result of any actions of the property owner; the proposed site layout has 
been proposed by the applicant.  
 

5. Relief, if granted, would not cause substantial detriment to the public good or impair the purposes 
and intent of Title 17; provided, however, that no variance may be granted for a use of land or 
building or structure that is prohibited by Title 17 or for a conditional use which has been denied by 
the county planning commission. Relief, if granted, would not cause substantial detriment to the 
public good or impair the purposes and intent of Title 17. 

17.380.050. - Submission requirements  

A. Any person or persons requesting a change in the official zoning map or use subject to approval of 
the county commission shall file an application with a plat or map of the property attached thereto, 
together with payment of such fees set forth in chapter 17.30 to cover administrative and 
advertising costs, in the planning department office. Such person or persons or their authorized 
agent shall appear in person at the public hearing held to consider the district change. Proposal 
meets the requirement. Applicant has paid the appropriate fees and understands that someone 
must be present at the Hall County Planning Commission.      

B. All applications for a change of zoning classification or use subject to approval of the county 
commission shall include:  

1. A narrative statement identifying the existing and proposed use of the property and addressing 
each of the criteria set forth in section 17.380.060.C of this section [chapter]. The applicant has 
submitted a narrative and site plan but has not explicitly addressed the criteria listed in 
17.350.120.    

2. A site plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying 
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous 
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site 
improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a 
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat or 
map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county commission 
shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use permitted in the 
proposed district. The applicant submitted a site plan drawn to scale.    

C. For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see  chapter 17.20), the following 
additional requirements apply. This standard is not applicable as the site will be served by an onsite 
septic system.  

D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic 
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning 
commission. At the applicant's expense, the traffic impact study shall be prepared by a professional 
engineer in accordance with requirements established by the Hall County Engineering Department. 
The engineering department shall review the traffic impact study and forward any comments to the

In a memo dated August 18, 2023, Bill Nash, Director of Public Works and Utilities, provided the following 
comments:  

Engineering:  
This site may require a stormwater management report should the site plan indicate the proposed 
development meets stormwater thresholds for impervious surfaces and/or disturbed acreage Show stream 
buffer and impervious setback from wrested vegetation not centerline of stream. Proposed GDOT project 
goes right through this parcel. 
 
Traffic:  
Permit from GDOT will be required for connection to Cleveland Highway. 
  
Utilities  
No sewer connection within feasible distance. 

Georgia Department of Transportation  
In an email dated August 15, 2023 from Veronica Chavers, D1TO Civil Engineer 3, she confirmed that the project 
will require GDOT coordination for access on Cleveland Highway.

Mark Kirves, 3338 Wilkerson Drive, Gainesville, spoke in opposition. Concerns were property value, traffic, 
and safety. 
 
Planning Commission Comments: 
 
Mr. Braswell requested clarification on the fencing and landscaping. The applicant stated that they will install 
bushes and trees along the frontage as well as having a fence to help shield the view. Mr. Braswell 
questioned how access will be controlled. The applicant stated that it will be controlled electronically by a 
phone app. Mr. Hunt questioned if the applicant is willing to change the closing time to 11:00 pm. The 
applicant agreed.

In regards to the rezoning application by Dutton Properties on Cleveland Hwy (129), I am strongly 

opposed to this rezoning from Agricultural/Residential and Planned Commercial to Light Industrial.  The 

major reasons for my opposition are as follows: 

A. Rezoning this property to Light Industrial is not in keeping with the Hall County Comprehensive 

Plan and the Lake Area Residential future land use classification.  Quoting from the 

Comprehensive Plan, “Intent: PRESERVE established neighborhoods and CREATE opportunities 

for permanent and vacation residences similar in land use patterns to Residential Areas but at 

lower residential densities.”  The property described in the application is surrounded by 

residential communities that either border Lake Lanier or are near Lake Lanier.  There are no 

Community Crossroads in our neighborhood.  Locating an RV and boat storage facility in an area 

where there is no other Light Industrial would deviate from the Hall County Comprehensive Plan 

and would negatively affect our neighborhood.  This project would not add value to our 

residential neighborhood. 

B. The Planning Committee Staff Report recommended DENIAL for all parts of the application (A, B 

and C).   I agree with their assessment and conclusions. 

C. Traffic is heavy on Cleveland Hwy (Hwy 129) and adding additional traffic, if this application is 

approved, would make this area more congested.  I am particularly concerned that many 

counties in northeast Georgia use Hwy 129 as the major corridor to Gainesville.  For many EMS 

ambulances from these areas, Hwy 129 is the only route to Northeast Georgia Medical Center 

and trauma level 1 and emergency care.  

D. I am very concerned about the ecological and environmental damage that this project could 

cause.  The property currently has many trees and is a natural habitat for wildlife in the area.  If 

these trees are clear cut and the land leveled as was stated at the October 2 Planning 

Committee meeting, this would remove the habitat and displace most of the wildlife.  I have 

recently seen two bald eagles in this area—what a wonderful sight!  I would request that an 

environmental impact study be done on this property due to the potential damage this plan 

could do to plants and animals on this 20 acre parcel. 

I respectively request that the Board of Commissioners deny this application.

We are residential homeowners surrounding and across Cleveland Highway from the said 

property.  (See Map 1).  We comprise approximately 100 taxpayers and voters. We voiced our 

opposition at the October 2, 2023, Planning Committee meeting.  After a presentation by the 

Planning Committee Staff Report recommending DENIAL of this application and seven opposing 

witnesses were heard, our opposition was voted down, and a resolution was approved by the 

Planning Committee 4-1 “shortly” after hearing the witnesses.   

However, the Planning Committee hearing did not abide by their own published procedures.  

After each of the seven witnesses were selected to be heard, they were constrained to a 

maximum of 3 minutes each.  There were more citizens wishing to express their opposition but 

were not allowed to speak.  This does not follow the procedures in the Hall County Planning 

Department’s ‘Application & Procedures’ brochure: “The applicant and any other citizens 

concerned with the request are given an opportunity to speak during the hearing.  After all 

comments are heard, the Planning Commission makes its decision.” Please note there is no 

mention of a number of allowed witnesses nor duration. 

We oppose the Planning Committee’s recommendation for approval to rezone from 

agricultural residential and planned commercial development to light industrial zoning and 

placement of a “boat and RV storage and an office/warehouse” facility on the 20.16 acres of 

undeveloped land within the residential surroundings.  We do so for the following reasons: 

A. This proposed Rezoning would place an unnecessary and significant burden upon 

the already congested Hwy 129 which is designated as a Gateway Corridor Overlay 

District leading into Gainesville as described in the Hall County Comprehensive 

Plan.   Traffic in this 1 mile stretch of 129 Cleveland Highway is already congested.  

Homeowners presently experience a wait time to enter north or south upon 

Cleveland Highway especially during rush hours in the morning and evening.  With 

Gainesville’s vital importance to the poultry industry, there are often truckloads of 

chickens being transported along this stretch as well as growing numbers of 

employees going back and forth from North Georgia to their worksites in Gainesville.  

The wait to enter the highway is much more extensive than it was a few years ago. 

For example, a resident of this area recently counted 17 cars coming south on 

Cleveland Highway that he had to await before turning right to enter this southern 

caravan to Gainesville – it would have been much more difficult to turn left to enter 

heading north.

B. Additional traffic entering the highway and traveling upon it will invariably add to 

the number of accidents on this stretch of highway especially since this additional 

traffic will be composed in large part by trailed boats, RVs, and construction 

equipment.  This stretch of Cleveland Highway ends in a curving pattern onto the 

Bells Mill bridge over the east bank of the Little River.  Several years ago, a truck load 

of chickens overturned before entering the bridge stopping traffic in both directions.  

This is not to suggest that even without an advent of the proposed facility there will 

be no accidents; it’s merely to offer that the likelihood of increasing numbers of 

accidents will occur with an addition of relatively slow trailered boats, RVs, and 

construction equipment.  Note there is presently (see next point of opposition) no 

relatively easy alternative to enter Gainesville from this section of North Georgia 

including traffic and EMS emergency vehicles from White, Lumpkin, Habersham and 

other counties which NGMC serves. With NE Georgia Medical Center’s designation 

as a Trauma I hospital (Grady Hospital in Atlanta is the only other Trauma I hospital 

in Georgia), EMS transport of trauma patients will likely be impacted. 

  

C. There is currently a planned rerouting of this area of Hwy 129 by the Georgia DOT 

to change and improve this section (and beyond) of Cleveland Highway.  The 

change and improvement will divide the Dutton property into two parcels, one on 

each side of the new route of Hwy 129 (see Map 2).   This GDOT change is 

forthcoming, and the rezoning may impair, alter, and cost considerably more to 

undergo if the proposed rezoning and development goes through as proposed.  A 

review of the DOT site and planned rerouting view is attached to underscore its 

conflict with the said proposal. 

 

D. If the rezoning is approved, it would create an isolated district unrelated to 

surrounding districts, furthermore the GDOT planned rerouting of Hwy 129 and the 

dividing of this property by a 4-lane highway, will create two ‘spot zones’ of Light 

Industrial on opposite sides of the new highway surrounded by the currently zoned 

residential and agricultural properties.  In either case, it is undesirable to have an 

isolated district (Light Industrial) surrounded by unrelated districts (Agricultural 

Residential and Planned Commercial).  The Planning Commission Staff Report 

specifically addresses this issue on page 6, Item 10 and 11 “…and it would create an 

isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts, as there is no I-I zoning 

established in the area.”    

 

E. Residential property values are likely to decrease from what they would otherwise 

be if the said proposal is approved.  It is difficult to envision a residential area value 

being anything but damaged by an adjacent property being rezoned “industrial”.   To 

emphasize this negative result on this community, at the 10/2/23 Planning 
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Committee meeting, an opposing resident tearfully asserted that she had recently 

taken out a 30-year mortgage on a home she purchased for her and her children 

along this stretch of Cleveland Highway and she feared that the property would now 

be worth less than her mortgage as a consequence of an acceptance of the said 

proposal.  This rezoning would have a negative impact on individual citizens, 

taxpayers, and neighborhoods even if this proposed development results in greater 

Hall County taxes than presently collected for the 20.16 acres of undeveloped 

property. 

 

F. The site plan is for more than simply the use for boat and RV storage as it states 

additionally “…office/warehouse”.   The plan proposes a 10,000 square foot facility 

for construction equipment.   The definition of Light Industrial in Hall County code 

for zoning includes “Any industry which does not cause injurious or obnoxious 

noise, vibrations, smoke, gas, fumes, odors, dust, fire hazards or other 

objectionable conditions.” We are naturally concerned about the boat and RV 

storage adherence to these requirements, but because the application is not clear 

about the use of the warehouse, we are additionally concerned that the 

construction business would include the large and obnoxious noise, smoke, gas 

fumes etc.  The proposal does not state whether the owner of the facility may be 

planning for this new building to house construction equipment for another work 

purpose than simply the stated boat and RV storage; yet we hope this is not the 

case.  The engineer for the proposal stated during the 10/2/23 hearing that they did 

not anticipate significant additional traffic congestion.  However, even if accurate, 

with the many residences on Shope Road and the large mobile home park across 

Hwy 129 from the property that already incur significant traffic congestion, why not 

use a site further from the lake rather than this one with ever-growing residential 

development. 

 

G. The Planning Committee Staff report for this application recommended to DENY A, 

B and C of the proposal.    We fully agree and support their recommendation which 

is detailed in their Report.  Among their stated reasons which we firmly agree with 

are that this zoning request is not consistent with the Hall County Comprehensive 

Plan which specifically addresses the Lake Area Residential future land use 

classification.  One stated purpose of this category is “…to preserve established 

neighborhoods and create opportunities for permanent vacation residencies…” 

(page 4, Planning Committee Staff Report).   Additionally, as staff states on page 5, 

issue 5, “The request to rezone the property is inconsistent with the future land use 

classification.”  

 

H.  Has an Environmental Impact Statement study been completed for this project?  

This area of proposed development is part of the territory of the Northern Long 
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Eared Bat which is listed as Critically Endangered on the Federal list for Endangered 

Species.  During summer, spring, and fall, The Northern Long Eared Bat depends on 

forested area for roosting sites underneath bark, in crevices and cavities of both 

dead and live trees.  Destruction of the forest areas in its roosting and foraging 

territories will push this fragile species to the point of no return.  Along with the 

Northern Long Eared Bat, Georgia DNS communicate that the Tricolored Bat is 

almost certainly at this site and is proposed to go on the endangered species list as 

well.  The Northern Pine Snake and the Chattahoochee Crayfish are also of concern 

in this area.  Elimination of habitat for these animals would have a devastating 

impact.   

 

In addition, Eagles including Bald Eagles and numerous other wildlife including 

foxes, deer, ground hogs, raccoons, and numerous bird species have been sighted 

by neighbors surrounding this area, and it is likely that many occupy these 20 acres 

and the small pond on the property.  At the Planning Committee meeting on 

10/2/23, the engineer stated that the hill on the property would be cut down 

ostensibly to level the property.  This would mean that most of the trees on the land 

would be cut down which would have devastating impacts on the area wildlife.  

Currently there are road kills of deer along highway 129 from this area and into 

Gainesville.  As habitat for deer and other wildlife are removed, there will likely be 

more car accidents involving deer and other wildlife. 

 

I. Disruption of neighborhood.  This community will contend with several years of 

disruption for the realignment of Hwy 129 Cleveland highway.  If this rezoning is 

approved, it will add more time of disruption including more traffic disruption and air 

pollution with the movement of land, cutting of trees and pavement of large areas to 

level the property for RV and boat storage as described at the Planning Committee 

meeting on Oct 2, 2023, all of which will decrease the desirability of this residential 

neighborhood and is inconsistent with the Hall County Comprehensive Plan and Lake 

Area Residential. 

 

J. Additional and still pertinent questions for opposing:  

a.  Could run-off water carrying with it any spilled oil or fuel from the boats and 

transportation vehicles and from the added asphalt and concrete surface-

covering enter the adjacent creek and subsequently enter and possibly 

contaminate and pollute Lake Lanier?   

b. Could future use of the proposed plan be to purchase abutting property 

enabling dock-access to the lake?  Will this increase the boat use of an already 

heavily used Little River area of Lake Lanier.   
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THE FOLLOWING COMMENTS PERTAIN TO THE HALL COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION STAFF 

REPORT:  

K. Recommended Condition 4. “The applicant shall coordinate and receive approval 

from the Georgia Department of Transportation for the site access and proposed 

location of the covered storage areas.”  Even if such approval is provided, it says 

nothing to any additional cost thereby incurred and consequential to a GDOT 

approval which would have to be borne by taxpayers for this unnecessary rezoning 

project. This is underscored by a statement within the Engineering section which 

says “Proposed GDOT project goes right through this project” and in fact appears to 

bifurcate the storage project such that two “spot zones” would be created with only 

residential agricultural and planned commercial zone areas surrounding them. 

 

L. Within the “Summary Analysis”, it states “A 10,800 square foot warehouse building 

is proposed for storage items related to the contractor’s business.”  Why must the 

contractor’s other business activities and related transportation requirements such 

as equipment transportation along Cleveland Highway have to be done on this 

undeveloped, natural site close to Lake Lanier requested for boat and RV storage?  

The same question is asked for item 9. Beneath “Zoning Analysis” regarding the 

“...office for the contractor’s business”. 

 

M. Under “Zoning Analysis” item 2. Staff asserts that the request “...could have an 

impact on nearby residential agricultural parcels.”  We wholeheartedly agree.  

Additionally, this would create a type of spot zoning in which one industrial zone 

would be entirely surrounded by agricultural residential zoning begging the question 

as to whether there might be a movement later to encroach upon adjacent 

agricultural residential property to expand this industrial zone. 

 

N. Under “Zoning Analysis” item 4, Staff states “The proposed use should not cause 

an excessive or burdensome use of existing streets...”  We strongly disagree and 

would like to see the traffic impact study to which the staff bases this assertion. 

 

O. Under “Zoning Analysis” item 7.  Staff report states “Staff is unable to comment on 

the impact of property values without a full market analysis.”  Staff suggests “Often 

it is difficult to determine the effect of a development on adjacent properties until 

the development is completed.”  Needless to say, at that juncture it is too late to 

undo the development if a market analysis study indicates that it would have a 

negative impact on property values.   We suggest that a market analysis be 

conducted.  Could a large local residential realtor conduct such a study? 
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P. “Zoning Analysis” item 10 which states “GDOT plans for a future realignment of 

Cleveland Highway show that the subject property is anticipated to be affected.”  

This realignment will essentially cut through the widest part of the property (see 

attached site views).  GDOT has confirmed that this realignment is planned and 

approved.  As stated above, this will create two smaller parcels on either side of 

Cleveland Hwy that would be surrounded by agricultural residential and planned 

commercial.  We would hope that this would not cause additional harm to taxpayers 

and the neighborhood.   

 

Q. Under Zoning Analysis” item 13. Staff suggests that there may be a need for this 

sort of storage in this portion of the county and bases this suggestion upon 

residential growth within the City of Gainesville.   This may or may not be a valid 

cause and effect.   It seems like a percent occupancy investigation of present storage 

facilities in the area is needed to justify this statement.  Also, regardless of this issue, 

it fails to justify the need for the site to be used for the contractor’s business and 

equipment requiring a 10,000 square foot building. In addition, even if there’s a 

need for more storage facilities, this does not justify locating the facility in a Lake 

Area Residential neighborhood as defined in the Comprehensive Plan for future 

growth of Hall County. 

 

R.  Under Submission requirements item D, Staff Report states “As there are not 100 

or more residential dwelling units proposed this criteria is not applicable.”  The 

criteria relate to the requirement of a traffic impact study to be submitted prior to 

consideration of the application. This Submission Requirement may strictly relate to 

the need for a traffic study due to “more residential dwellings” on the site.  However, 

isn’t it reasonable to assume that 483 trailered boats & RVs plus construction 

equipment could increase traffic as would 100 residential dwellings? Clearly, the 

addition of traffic from RVs, boat transports and construction equipment from 

storage would impact this already congested traffic area.  We believe it could 

negatively impact the entire area.  

 

Rezoning to Light Industrial will place further complications for residents returning 

to their homes along Shope Road and its side streets (Mark Trail, Bills Circle, James 

Ed Drive, Trotter Road, Dairy Lane and Edwin Drive) whose only access to Hwy 129 

Cleveland Hwy is on Shope Road.  There are numerous residential homes off Shope 

Road which begins at Cleveland Highway and adjacent to or near the proposed 

zoning change.   Presently when traveling north along Cleveland Highway out of 

Gainesville during the afternoon hours, it is common to sit in backup traffic for 

turning left onto Shope Road from Cleveland Highway.  There is no turning lane for 

Shope road.  This congestion will certainly get worse.  We respectively request that a 

traffic impact study be done for this application.

7. If the rezoning is approved, the property in question will effectively become two separate pieces 

of property, each with the new zoning and each needing a separate entrance onto both sides of 

the new US129.  This would mean that two different, and unspecified at this point in time, 

businesses could be built without any further zoning changes.  This could further cause negative 

undesirable impact on the surrounding community as well as causing more traffic problems in 

the area.

Dear Hall County Commissioners,


I am writing you today to ask you to please vote “no” to a land rezoning proposal for 3405, 3419, 3443, 
3505 Cleveland Highway and 3906 Donna Drive. Dutton Properties is the applicant for this project.  If 
approved, Dutton Properties would rezone the current property from Agricultural Residential and planned 
Commercial Development to Light Industrial with a planned RV and boat storage for 483 units, and office 
and a 10,800 sq ft storage building for construction equipment.  My understanding of the project after 
reading the plan submitted to Hall County, is that the forest area will be basically razed, the topography 
flattened, and a huge paved parking lot with a giant warehouse will be put on this property.  While I have 
many objections to this project and why it is a bad idea for this area, I would like to give you my main 
objection today.  


It has come to my attention that on the land for the proposed project, there is a critically endangered 
species called the Long Eared Northern Bat (the Northern Myotis) that may well occupy this area as its 
habitat.  The Long Eared Northern Bat’s existence is incredibly fragile and loss of more of its habitat 
territory would be devastating.  


Except from federalregister.gov : “We, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, propose to reclassify the 
northern long-eared bat (Myotis septentrionalis), a bat species found in all or portions of 37 U.S. States, 
the District of Columbia, and much of Canada, as an endangered species under the Endangered 
Species Act of 1973, as amended (Act).”


North Georgia, which includes the areas surrounding Lake Lanier is part of the Northern Long Eared 
Bat’s territory in the United States.  During the summer and portions of the fall and spring, northern long-
eared bats may be found roosting singly or in colonies underneath bark, in cavities or in crevices of both 
live trees and snags, or dead trees in forested areas. Males and non-reproductive females may also roost 
in cooler places, like caves and mines. Northern long-eared bats seem to be flexible in selecting roosts, 
choosing roost trees based on suitability to retain bark or provide cavities or crevices. Northern long-
eared bats use forested areas not only for roosting, but also for foraging and commuting between 
summer and winter habitat. Conditions that contribute to the loss of this species are summer habitat 
losses: Highway construction, commercial development, surface mining/forest conversion and wind 
facility construction.  All of these forest changes  permanently remove habitat, disturb or destroy 
hibernacula, and are activities prevalent in many areas of this bat’s range. Summer habitat loss may 
result in longer flights between suitable roosting and foraging habitat, fragmentation of maternity 
colonies and direct injury or mortality.


Available evidence, including both winter and summer data, indicates northern long-eared bat 
abundance has and will continue to decline substantially under current demographic and stressor 
conditions.


For the sake of this critically endangered species alone, I strongly believe that razing this forested area 
for the proposed industrial use is wrong and irresponsible to the ecosystems that depend on the 
forested area.  


**In researching information on the Northern Long Eared Bat, I have been in contact with Katrina Morris, 
project manager of wildlife conservation in the Wildlife Resources Division of the Georgia Department of 
Natural Resources.  In my communications with Ms. Morris, she has also informed me that in addition to 
the critically endangered Northern Long Eared Bat, they have records for a tricolored bat (Perimyotis 
subflavus) that is proposed for listing as federally endangered.  The habitat for the tricolored bat is 
“almost certainly” (to quote Ms Morris) at that site for the proposed industrial development.  Ms. Morris 
also stated there is a state threatened crayfish (the Cambaris howardi, or Chattahoochee Crayfish) and a 
snake species (the Pituophis melanoleucus, or Northern Pine Snake) that is of concern in that area.

****I sincerely ask you as commissioners who are charged with decisions that can save our critically 
endangered species, please do not allow this vital tract of land to become a parking lot with a giant 
warehouse for machinery that will leak oil and fuel onto the ground where rainwater runoff will drain into 
fragile water and ecosystems, and most importantly, create forest loss which will eliminate habitat for 
these endangered species.  There are other areas in Hall County where such a development would be far 
better suited.  Please, please, please vote NO to allowing this areas to be rezoned for industrial 
development.

I strongly oppose the requested rezoning by Dutton Properties of 5 parcels totaling 20.6 acres located 
on the western side of Cleveland Highway (US129) just north of the intersection of the highway with 
Donna Drive.  This property and all surrounding parcels are currently zoned AR-III except for one parcel 
along Cleveland Highway just north of the proposed rezoning that is currently vacant and zoned PCD.  
The requested rezoning is clearly out of character and use of the surrounding properties.  The Hall 
County Planning Commission staff evaluated the proposal and recommended against it in an extensive 
detailed report. 
 
I attended the Hall Planning Commission meeting on October 2, 2023, when they approved the rezoning 
by a 4-1 vote.  They first allowed a representative of the developer to speak for 10 minutes in favor of 
the rezoning.  Then they allowed 7 persons each to speak for 3 minutes against the rezoning, despite  
that the Hall County Zoning Application Process and Procedures document specifically states that ”after 
all comments are heard” the decision will be made.  This clearly did not happen at the Planning 
Commission meeting.  The 7 persons speaking against the proposal were randomly selected from hands 
raised in the audience with several persons beyond the seven denied a chance to speak against the 
proposal.  After a response from the developer’s representative, the vote was immediately taken with 
no real discussion or questions about the opposition to the proposal.  It seemed to me that the 
discussions and decisions by the committee already been made before the public meeting.  
 
There are numerous reasons that the rezoning is undesirable, including environmental, traffic volume 
and safety, the existing nature of the surrounding community, the principles of the Hall County 
Comprehensive Plan and other valid objections. 
 
I want to specifically address a situation that is important and was not addressed in the rezoning 
application or in any discussion the Planning Commission at the meeting.  The Georgia Department of 
Transportation (GDOT) has already planned and approved the 4-laning of a several mile section of 
Cleveland Highway (US129) that now passes adjacent to the requested rezoning property, The GDOT 
plan includes a re-routing of the highway that begins just south of that property.  The re-routed 4-lane 
highway will cut through the middle of the property for which the rezoning is requested.  That will make 
the plans for covered storage for 483 boats and RVs and the construction of a 10,800 square-foot 
storage building for construction equipment not feasible.  Additionally, the rezoned property would be 
divided into two properties on opposite sides of the new 4-lane highway, both zoned light industrial. 
Who knows how those separate properties could then be used? A copy of the GDOT map that I have 
annotated for clarity is also submitted.

Summary Analysis 

The applicant is requesting to (A) rezone 20.16± acres from Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and 
Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 17.180.080) to Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) for the purpose of 
developing the site with a boat and RV storage business. Additionally, the applicant intends to use one of two 
existing residences on the property as a contractor’s office. A 10,800 square foot warehouse building is 
proposed for storage of items related to the contractor’s business. (B) Concurrent to this request is a Use 
Subject to County Commission Approval to permit outdoor storage within the Gateway Corridors Overlay 
District (GCOD, 17.420). The GCOD provides supplemental development standards for non-residential 
development (17.420.050.), and the applicant is requesting a (C) variance to reduce the required transitional 
buffer in the GCOD. 
 
The submitted site plan shows an existing residence located to the north of the proposed site access. The 
submitted narrative states that the residence is registered as a historic place, and the intention is to preserve 
and renovate the structure for an office use. A 90-foot by 120-foot warehouse is proposed in the rear of the 
property, adjacent to the existing farm pond. Much of the remaining property is proposed to be utilized as 
covered or uncovered storage for boats and RVs, for a total of 483 storage spaces, access to which is gated. 
There is no information regarding the architectural style of the covered storage buildings, and it is unknown if 
the structure will be open sided or if it will be enclosed. The submitted narrative states that non-spill LED 
lighting will be used for the covered storage spots.

The canopy structures will be located a minimum of 100 feet from the centerline of Cleveland Highway, as 
required by 17.240.040, setbacks from arterial streets. The setback adjacent to Donna Drive is 50 feet. The 
proposed side and rear yard setbacks are each 20 feet, consistent with the setback requirements found in 
table 17.240.010 for the Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) district.  
 
The submitted site plan and narrative describe the proposed transitional buffers and landscaping standards 
for the development. The applicant is requesting relief from 17.420.050(C)(2)(c), transitional buffers, which 
requires where an industrial zoning district abuts property zoned for residential or agricultural use the 
transitional buffer shall be 50 feet. The applicant is requesting to reduce the transitional buffer along tax 
parcels 10143 000003, 10144 000029A, and a small portion of parcel 10144 000038 to 30 feet but is 
proposing to provide an enhanced buffer. It is unclear as to how the buffer will be enhanced, as the 
application does not provide those details. The entrance and frontage will be landscaped with a 6-foot-tall 
wrought iron style fence accented with brick columns every 200 feet and at the corners. Landscaping will be 
planted in front of this fence to further enhance the aesthetics and screen the project from the highway. Per 
the narrative, one monument sign, compliant with the sign ordinance, is proposed at the entrance on 
Cleveland Highway. 
 
One (1) variance related to landscaped buffer requirements will be necessary if the site plan, as presented, is 
approved because the proposal does not meet the requirements.  

• 50-foot landscaped buffer where a commercial zoning district abuts property zoned for residential

o The applicant is requesting to reduce the transitional buffer along tax parcels10143 000003, 
10144 000029A, and a small portion of parcel 10144 000038 from 50 feet to 30 feet and is 
proposing to provide an enhanced buffer for the reduction.

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Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the zoning request inconsistent with the Lake Area 
Residential future land use classification in the Comprehensive Plan. This land use category is characterized 
by low-density residential development and neighborhoods. The intent of this land use category is to 
preserve established neighborhoods and create opportunities for permanent vacation residences similar in 
land use patterns to Residential Areas but at lower residential densities. Future development is envisioned to 
continue to be detached, single family homes at low densities in addition to less intensive agricultural uses 
that are found in the northwestern part of the land use classification.  
 
Zoning Analysis 

Per Planning Commission and Hall County Commission consideration and decision (17.380.060), the Planning 
Commission shall study the need and justification for the change based on a determination of the facts 
applicable to the particular case, and the following general lines of inquiry shall be considered, to wit: 

(A) Rezone from Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and Planned Commercial Development (PCD,

1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use, development and 
zoning of adjacent and nearby property; The proposed rezoning and use of the property as boat and 
RV storage and an office/warehouse is inconsistent with the development pattern of nearby 
properties. To the south is an adjacent 13.43± acre parcel zoned Residential I (R-I, 17.60). To the north 
is a PCD-zoned property Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 17.180.080); this rezoning was 
approved in 1992 for a shopping center, but remains undeveloped. The remainder of the adjacent 
parcels on the subject side of the street are other Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) 
properties.  

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby 
property; The proposed zoning classification of Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) is inconsistent with the 
existing development along Cleveland Highway and could have an impact on nearby residential and 
agricultural parcels.  

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has a reasonable economic use as currently 
zoned; Yes, the properties have reasonable economic use as currently zoned, from Agricultural 
Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 17.180.080), but the 
proposed business cannot occur as described without approval of the rezoning request to Light 
Industrial (I-I, 17.160).  

4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome 
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, utilities, schools, police protection, fire protection, 
public health facilities or emergency medical service; The proposed use should not cause an excessive 
or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, utilities, schools, police protection, 
fire protection public facilities, or emergency medical service.

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5. Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the future land use plan for 
the physical development of the area; The parcels fall within the Lake Area Residential future land use 
category of the Comprehensive Plan. This land use category is characterized by low-density 
residential development and neighborhoods. The intent of this land use category is to preserve 
established neighborhoods and create opportunities for permanent vacation residences similar in 
land use patterns to Residential Areas but at lower residential densities. Future development is 
envisioned to continue to be detached, single family homes at low densities in addition to less 
intensive agricultural uses that are found in the northwestern part of the land use classification. The 
request to rezone the property is inconsistent with the future land use classification. 

6. The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff is unable 
to determine the extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions. 

7. The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes 
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact 
of property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including 
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a 
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed. 

8. The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property 
owner; Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently 
zoned. 

9. The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land 
development in the area in the vicinity of the property; Aerial imagery shows that the property is 
primarily undeveloped, though there are various residential and/or agricultural structures located 
on the parcels. If approved, the existing residence located on 3419 Cleveland Highway will remain 
and serve as an office for the contractor’s business. 

10. Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the 
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; 
GDOT plans for a future realignment of Cleveland Highway show that the subject property is 
anticipated to be affected.  

11. Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The 
rezoning of the property to Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) would be a more intensive use than the 
existing Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 
17.180.080) classification and it would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding 
districts, as there is no I-I zoning established in the area. 

12. Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions 
in the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn. 

13. Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate 
neighborhood; The close proximity to Lake Lanier and recent residential growth within the City of

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Gainesville and the county may suggest there is a need for this sort of storage in this portion of the 
county. 

14. Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and 
already appropriately zoned; There may be other industrially zoned properties in the county where 
the proposed use would be permitted without zoning action. 

15. Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [planning 
commission]; No, the request could not be handled instead by a variance as the proposed uses are 
not permitted within the Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) or Planned Commercial 
Development (PCD, 17.180.080) districts. 

16. Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the 
land if the request is granted; Any land disturbance activities on the property shall be required to go 
through the land development permitting process, and as a result are subject to local, state, and 
federal regulations. As a result, there should not be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from 
any modification to the land if the request is granted. 

17. Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate 
a mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no indication that a mistake was 
made in the original zoning. 

(C) Variance | 17.420.050.C.2 to reduce the required transitional buffer in Gateway Corridors Overlay 
District (GCOD, 17.420) 

Section 17.420.070, appeals and modifications states that “if substantial modifications or changes are 
necessary, any person, firm, group or organization may apply for relief from the requirements set forth in this 
chapter to the Hall County Planning Commission, unless otherwise specified in this chapter.” 

The Planning Commission is hereby authorized to grant variances from the strict application of this Resolution 
upon proof by a preponderance of the evidence that 2.60.030.J provided the request meets the criteria set 
forth in 2.60.030.K. 

1. There are extraordinary and exceptional conditions pertaining to the particular lot in question because 
of its size, shape or topography (the hardship must relate to the physical character of the lot and not 
to a personal or economic hardship); There does not appear to be extraordinary or exceptional 
conditions pertaining to the subject property. There are no physical characteristics of the property 
that would prevent the applicant from meeting the transitional buffer requirements as required by 
the Gateway Corridors Overlay District (GCOD, 17.420).  
 

2. The application of the requirements of this Title 17 to this particular piece of property would create 
an unusual hardship; The applicant would have to make modification to the proposed site layout, to 
meet the transitional buffer requirements of the Gateway Corridors Overlay District (GCOD, 17.420). 
As a result, there may be a reduction in the number of covered storage spaces for the proposed 
development, though it is unlikely this would create an unusual hardship.

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3. Such conditions are peculiar to the particular piece of property involved and are not common to other 
properties in the neighborhood; No, the conditions are not peculiar to the subject parcel but the 
result of the proposed use of the property. 
 

4. Such conditions are not the result of any actions of the property owner; the proposed site layout has 
been proposed by the applicant.  
 

5. Relief, if granted, would not cause substantial detriment to the public good or impair the purposes 
and intent of Title 17; provided, however, that no variance may be granted for a use of land or 
building or structure that is prohibited by Title 17 or for a conditional use which has been denied by 
the county planning commission. Relief, if granted, would not cause substantial detriment to the 
public good or impair the purposes and intent of Title 17. 

17.380.050. - Submission requirements  

A. Any person or persons requesting a change in the official zoning map or use subject to approval of 
the county commission shall file an application with a plat or map of the property attached thereto, 
together with payment of such fees set forth in chapter 17.30 to cover administrative and 
advertising costs, in the planning department office. Such person or persons or their authorized 
agent shall appear in person at the public hearing held to consider the district change. Proposal 
meets the requirement. Applicant has paid the appropriate fees and understands that someone 
must be present at the Hall County Planning Commission.      

B. All applications for a change of zoning classification or use subject to approval of the county 
commission shall include:  

1. A narrative statement identifying the existing and proposed use of the property and addressing 
each of the criteria set forth in section 17.380.060.C of this section [chapter]. The applicant has 
submitted a narrative and site plan but has not explicitly addressed the criteria listed in 
17.350.120.    

2. A site plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying 
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous 
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site 
improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a 
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat or 
map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county commission 
shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use permitted in the 
proposed district. The applicant submitted a site plan drawn to scale.    

C. For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see  chapter 17.20), the following 
additional requirements apply. This standard is not applicable as the site will be served by an onsite 
septic system.  

D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic 
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning 
commission. At the applicant's expense, the traffic impact study shall be prepared by a professional 
engineer in accordance with requirements established by the Hall County Engineering Department. 
The engineering department shall review the traffic impact study and forward any comments to the

In a memo dated August 18, 2023, Bill Nash, Director of Public Works and Utilities, provided the following 
comments:  

Engineering:  
This site may require a stormwater management report should the site plan indicate the proposed 
development meets stormwater thresholds for impervious surfaces and/or disturbed acreage Show stream 
buffer and impervious setback from wrested vegetation not centerline of stream. Proposed GDOT project 
goes right through this parcel. 
 
Traffic:  
Permit from GDOT will be required for connection to Cleveland Highway. 
  
Utilities  
No sewer connection within feasible distance. 

Georgia Department of Transportation  
In an email dated August 15, 2023 from Veronica Chavers, D1TO Civil Engineer 3, she confirmed that the project 
will require GDOT coordination for access on Cleveland Highway.

Concerns were traffic, safety, 
new highway, major residential area, and environmental impact. 
 
Michael O’Chasey, 3340 Wilkerson Drive, Gainesville, spoke in opposition. Concerns were number of bays, 
traffic, number of boats on lake, traffic on the Little River, and safety.    
 
Mark Kirves, 3338 Wilkerson Drive, Gainesville, spoke in opposition. Concerns were property value, traffic, 
and safety. 
 
Planning Commission Comments: 
 
Mr. Braswell requested clarification on the fencing and landscaping. The applicant stated that they will install 
bushes and trees along the frontage as well as having a fence to help shield the view. Mr. Braswell 
questioned how access will be controlled. The applicant stated that it will be controlled electronically by a 
phone app. Mr. Hunt questioned if the applicant is willing to change the closing time to 11:00 pm. The 
applicant agreed. Mr. Hunt requested clarification on buffers. Mr. Braswell stated that the new narrative 
stated there will be a vinyl chain link fence around the entire perimeter.

There is an existing farm pond that will 
remain on the site. 
 
Proposed Development 
The proposed property will be used for boat and RV storage and have a 10,800 s.f. warehouse 
for a contractor’s office. Access will be controlled by an automated gate. A turnaround will be 
provided outside of the gate in case someone is not able to access and needs to leave. An 
existing historic home will remain as an office at the entrance to the development.  Lighting 
will be LED non-spill fixtures under the canopy or attached to the structures. 
 
One monument sign will be placed at the entrance on Cleveland Highway. All signs will 
comply with the current county sign requirements.  
 
The entrance and frontage will be landscaped with a 6-foot-tall wrought iron style fence 
accented with brick columns every 100 feet and at the corners. Landscaping will be planted in 
front of this fence to further enhance the aesthetics and help screen the project from the 
highway. The remainder of the development will be surrounded by a black vinyl coated chain 
link fence for security purposes.  
 
The proposed use will provide a low impact, low traffic use along the Cleveland Highway 
corridor and the surrounding residential properties.  
 
The boat & RV storage will be a lake supportive land use as recommended by the county’s 
Comprehensive Future Land Use Plan. 
 
Storm Water Detention 
Storm water will be detained in a combination of a proposed pond and infiltration trenches.  
The pond discharges into an existing farm pond which eventually flows into an existing creek 
along the western property line.

An 
existing historic home will remain as an office at the entrance to the development.  Lighting 
will be LED non-spill fixtures under the canopy or attached to the structures. 
 
One monument sign will be placed at the entrance on Cleveland Highway. All signs will 
comply with the current county sign requirements.  
 
The entrance and frontage will be landscaped with a 6-foot-tall wrought iron style fence 
accented with brick columns every 200 feet and at the corners. Landscaping will be planted in 
front of this fence to further enhance the aesthetics and help screen the project from the 
highway. 
 
The proposed use will provide a low impact, low traffic use along the Cleveland Highway 
corridor and the surrounding residential properties.  
 
The boat & RV storage will be a lake supportive land use as recommended by the county’s 
Comprehensive Future Land Use Plan. 
 



 

Storm Water Detention 
Storm water will be detained in a combination of a proposed pond and infiltration trenches.  
The pond discharges into an existing farm pond which eventually flows into an existing creek 
along the western property line.  The pond will comply with all current storm water 
regulations for Hall County.

Dear Hall County Board of Commissioners: 

In regards to the rezoning application by Dutton Properties on Cleveland Hwy (129), I am strongly 

opposed to this rezoning from Agricultural/Residential and Planned Commercial to Light Industrial.  The 

major reasons for my opposition are as follows: 

A. Rezoning this property to Light Industrial is not in keeping with the Hall County Comprehensive 

Plan and the Lake Area Residential future land use classification.  Quoting from the 

Comprehensive Plan, “Intent: PRESERVE established neighborhoods and CREATE opportunities 

for permanent and vacation residences similar in land use patterns to Residential Areas but at 

lower residential densities.”  The property described in the application is surrounded by 

residential communities that either border Lake Lanier or are near Lake Lanier.  There are no 

Community Crossroads in our neighborhood.  Locating an RV and boat storage facility in an area 

where there is no other Light Industrial would deviate from the Hall County Comprehensive Plan 

and would negatively affect our neighborhood.  This project would not add value to our 

residential neighborhood. 

B. The Planning Committee Staff Report recommended DENIAL for all parts of the application (A, B 

and C).   I agree with their assessment and conclusions. 

C. Traffic is heavy on Cleveland Hwy (Hwy 129) and adding additional traffic, if this application is 

approved, would make this area more congested.  I am particularly concerned that many 

counties in northeast Georgia use Hwy 129 as the major corridor to Gainesville.  For many EMS 

ambulances from these areas, Hwy 129 is the only route to Northeast Georgia Medical Center 

and trauma level 1 and emergency care.  

D. I am very concerned about the ecological and environmental damage that this project could 

cause.  The property currently has many trees and is a natural habitat for wildlife in the area.  If 

these trees are clear cut and the land leveled as was stated at the October 2 Planning 

Committee meeting, this would remove the habitat and displace most of the wildlife.  I have 

recently seen two bald eagles in this area—what a wonderful sight!  I would request that an 

environmental impact study be done on this property due to the potential damage this plan 

could do to plants and animals on this 20 acre parcel. 

I respectively request that the Board of Commissioners deny this application.

We are residential homeowners surrounding and across Cleveland Highway from the said 

property.  (See Map 1).  We comprise approximately 100 taxpayers and voters. We voiced our 

opposition at the October 2, 2023, Planning Committee meeting.  After a presentation by the 

Planning Committee Staff Report recommending DENIAL of this application and seven opposing 

witnesses were heard, our opposition was voted down, and a resolution was approved by the 

Planning Committee 4-1 “shortly” after hearing the witnesses.   

However, the Planning Committee hearing did not abide by their own published procedures.  

After each of the seven witnesses were selected to be heard, they were constrained to a 

maximum of 3 minutes each.  There were more citizens wishing to express their opposition but 

were not allowed to speak.  This does not follow the procedures in the Hall County Planning 

Department’s ‘Application & Procedures’ brochure: “The applicant and any other citizens 

concerned with the request are given an opportunity to speak during the hearing.  After all 

comments are heard, the Planning Commission makes its decision.” Please note there is no 

mention of a number of allowed witnesses nor duration. 

We oppose the Planning Committee’s recommendation for approval to rezone from 

agricultural residential and planned commercial development to light industrial zoning and 

placement of a “boat and RV storage and an office/warehouse” facility on the 20.16 acres of 

undeveloped land within the residential surroundings.  We do so for the following reasons: 

A. This proposed Rezoning would place an unnecessary and significant burden upon 

the already congested Hwy 129 which is designated as a Gateway Corridor Overlay 

District leading into Gainesville as described in the Hall County Comprehensive 

Plan.   Traffic in this 1 mile stretch of 129 Cleveland Highway is already congested.  

Homeowners presently experience a wait time to enter north or south upon 

Cleveland Highway especially during rush hours in the morning and evening.  With 

Gainesville’s vital importance to the poultry industry, there are often truckloads of 

chickens being transported along this stretch as well as growing numbers of 

employees going back and forth from North Georgia to their worksites in Gainesville.  

The wait to enter the highway is much more extensive than it was a few years ago. 

For example, a resident of this area recently counted 17 cars coming south on 

Cleveland Highway that he had to await before turning right to enter this southern 

caravan to Gainesville – it would have been much more difficult to turn left to enter 

heading north. 
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B. Additional traffic entering the highway and traveling upon it will invariably add to 

the number of accidents on this stretch of highway especially since this additional 

traffic will be composed in large part by trailed boats, RVs, and construction 

equipment.  This stretch of Cleveland Highway ends in a curving pattern onto the 

Bells Mill bridge over the east bank of the Little River.  Several years ago, a truck load 

of chickens overturned before entering the bridge stopping traffic in both directions.  

This is not to suggest that even without an advent of the proposed facility there will 

be no accidents; it’s merely to offer that the likelihood of increasing numbers of 

accidents will occur with an addition of relatively slow trailered boats, RVs, and 

construction equipment.  Note there is presently (see next point of opposition) no 

relatively easy alternative to enter Gainesville from this section of North Georgia 

including traffic and EMS emergency vehicles from White, Lumpkin, Habersham and 

other counties which NGMC serves. With NE Georgia Medical Center’s designation 

as a Trauma I hospital (Grady Hospital in Atlanta is the only other Trauma I hospital 

in Georgia), EMS transport of trauma patients will likely be impacted. 

  

C. There is currently a planned rerouting of this area of Hwy 129 by the Georgia DOT 

to change and improve this section (and beyond) of Cleveland Highway.  The 

change and improvement will divide the Dutton property into two parcels, one on 

each side of the new route of Hwy 129 (see Map 2).   This GDOT change is 

forthcoming, and the rezoning may impair, alter, and cost considerably more to 

undergo if the proposed rezoning and development goes through as proposed.  A 

review of the DOT site and planned rerouting view is attached to underscore its 

conflict with the said proposal. 

 

D. If the rezoning is approved, it would create an isolated district unrelated to 

surrounding districts, furthermore the GDOT planned rerouting of Hwy 129 and the 

dividing of this property by a 4-lane highway, will create two ‘spot zones’ of Light 

Industrial on opposite sides of the new highway surrounded by the currently zoned 

residential and agricultural properties.  In either case, it is undesirable to have an 

isolated district (Light Industrial) surrounded by unrelated districts (Agricultural 

Residential and Planned Commercial).  The Planning Commission Staff Report 

specifically addresses this issue on page 6, Item 10 and 11 “…and it would create an 

isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts, as there is no I-I zoning 

established in the area.”    

 

E. Residential property values are likely to decrease from what they would otherwise 

be if the said proposal is approved.  It is difficult to envision a residential area value 

being anything but damaged by an adjacent property being rezoned “industrial”.   To 

emphasize this negative result on this community, at the 10/2/23 Planning 
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Committee meeting, an opposing resident tearfully asserted that she had recently 

taken out a 30-year mortgage on a home she purchased for her and her children 

along this stretch of Cleveland Highway and she feared that the property would now 

be worth less than her mortgage as a consequence of an acceptance of the said 

proposal.  This rezoning would have a negative impact on individual citizens, 

taxpayers, and neighborhoods even if this proposed development results in greater 

Hall County taxes than presently collected for the 20.16 acres of undeveloped 

property. 

 

F. The site plan is for more than simply the use for boat and RV storage as it states 

additionally “…office/warehouse”.   The plan proposes a 10,000 square foot facility 

for construction equipment.   The definition of Light Industrial in Hall County code 

for zoning includes “Any industry which does not cause injurious or obnoxious 

noise, vibrations, smoke, gas, fumes, odors, dust, fire hazards or other 

objectionable conditions.” We are naturally concerned about the boat and RV 

storage adherence to these requirements, but because the application is not clear 

about the use of the warehouse, we are additionally concerned that the 

construction business would include the large and obnoxious noise, smoke, gas 

fumes etc.  The proposal does not state whether the owner of the facility may be 

planning for this new building to house construction equipment for another work 

purpose than simply the stated boat and RV storage; yet we hope this is not the 

case.  The engineer for the proposal stated during the 10/2/23 hearing that they did 

not anticipate significant additional traffic congestion.  However, even if accurate, 

with the many residences on Shope Road and the large mobile home park across 

Hwy 129 from the property that already incur significant traffic congestion, why not 

use a site further from the lake rather than this one with ever-growing residential 

development. 

 

G. The Planning Committee Staff report for this application recommended to DENY A, 

B and C of the proposal.    We fully agree and support their recommendation which 

is detailed in their Report.  Among their stated reasons which we firmly agree with 

are that this zoning request is not consistent with the Hall County Comprehensive 

Plan which specifically addresses the Lake Area Residential future land use 

classification.  One stated purpose of this category is “…to preserve established 

neighborhoods and create opportunities for permanent vacation residencies…” 

(page 4, Planning Committee Staff Report).   Additionally, as staff states on page 5, 

issue 5, “The request to rezone the property is inconsistent with the future land use 

classification.”  

 

H.  Has an Environmental Impact Statement study been completed for this project?  

This area of proposed development is part of the territory of the Northern Long 
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Eared Bat which is listed as Critically Endangered on the Federal list for Endangered 

Species.  During summer, spring, and fall, The Northern Long Eared Bat depends on 

forested area for roosting sites underneath bark, in crevices and cavities of both 

dead and live trees.  Destruction of the forest areas in its roosting and foraging 

territories will push this fragile species to the point of no return.  Along with the 

Northern Long Eared Bat, Georgia DNS communicate that the Tricolored Bat is 

almost certainly at this site and is proposed to go on the endangered species list as 

well.  The Northern Pine Snake and the Chattahoochee Crayfish are also of concern 

in this area.  Elimination of habitat for these animals would have a devastating 

impact.   

 

In addition, Eagles including Bald Eagles and numerous other wildlife including 

foxes, deer, ground hogs, raccoons, and numerous bird species have been sighted 

by neighbors surrounding this area, and it is likely that many occupy these 20 acres 

and the small pond on the property.  At the Planning Committee meeting on 

10/2/23, the engineer stated that the hill on the property would be cut down 

ostensibly to level the property.  This would mean that most of the trees on the land 

would be cut down which would have devastating impacts on the area wildlife.  

Currently there are road kills of deer along highway 129 from this area and into 

Gainesville.  As habitat for deer and other wildlife are removed, there will likely be 

more car accidents involving deer and other wildlife. 

 

I. Disruption of neighborhood.  This community will contend with several years of 

disruption for the realignment of Hwy 129 Cleveland highway.  If this rezoning is 

approved, it will add more time of disruption including more traffic disruption and air 

pollution with the movement of land, cutting of trees and pavement of large areas to 

level the property for RV and boat storage as described at the Planning Committee 

meeting on Oct 2, 2023, all of which will decrease the desirability of this residential 

neighborhood and is inconsistent with the Hall County Comprehensive Plan and Lake 

Area Residential. 

 

J. Additional and still pertinent questions for opposing:  

a.  Could run-off water carrying with it any spilled oil or fuel from the boats and 

transportation vehicles and from the added asphalt and concrete surface-

covering enter the adjacent creek and subsequently enter and possibly 

contaminate and pollute Lake Lanier?   

b. Could future use of the proposed plan be to purchase abutting property 

enabling dock-access to the lake?  Will this increase the boat use of an already 

heavily used Little River area of Lake Lanier.   
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THE FOLLOWING COMMENTS PERTAIN TO THE HALL COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION STAFF 

REPORT:  

K. Recommended Condition 4. “The applicant shall coordinate and receive approval 

from the Georgia Department of Transportation for the site access and proposed 

location of the covered storage areas.”  Even if such approval is provided, it says 

nothing to any additional cost thereby incurred and consequential to a GDOT 

approval which would have to be borne by taxpayers for this unnecessary rezoning 

project. This is underscored by a statement within the Engineering section which 

says “Proposed GDOT project goes right through this project” and in fact appears to 

bifurcate the storage project such that two “spot zones” would be created with only 

residential agricultural and planned commercial zone areas surrounding them. 

 

L. Within the “Summary Analysis”, it states “A 10,800 square foot warehouse building 

is proposed for storage items related to the contractor’s business.”  Why must the 

contractor’s other business activities and related transportation requirements such 

as equipment transportation along Cleveland Highway have to be done on this 

undeveloped, natural site close to Lake Lanier requested for boat and RV storage?  

The same question is asked for item 9. Beneath “Zoning Analysis” regarding the 

“...office for the contractor’s business”. 

 

M. Under “Zoning Analysis” item 2. Staff asserts that the request “...could have an 

impact on nearby residential agricultural parcels.”  We wholeheartedly agree.  

Additionally, this would create a type of spot zoning in which one industrial zone 

would be entirely surrounded by agricultural residential zoning begging the question 

as to whether there might be a movement later to encroach upon adjacent 

agricultural residential property to expand this industrial zone. 

 

N. Under “Zoning Analysis” item 4, Staff states “The proposed use should not cause 

an excessive or burdensome use of existing streets...”  We strongly disagree and 

would like to see the traffic impact study to which the staff bases this assertion. 

 

O. Under “Zoning Analysis” item 7.  Staff report states “Staff is unable to comment on 

the impact of property values without a full market analysis.”  Staff suggests “Often 

it is difficult to determine the effect of a development on adjacent properties until 

the development is completed.”  Needless to say, at that juncture it is too late to 

undo the development if a market analysis study indicates that it would have a 

negative impact on property values.   We suggest that a market analysis be 

conducted.  Could a large local residential realtor conduct such a study? 
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P. “Zoning Analysis” item 10 which states “GDOT plans for a future realignment of 

Cleveland Highway show that the subject property is anticipated to be affected.”  

This realignment will essentially cut through the widest part of the property (see 

attached site views).  GDOT has confirmed that this realignment is planned and 

approved.  As stated above, this will create two smaller parcels on either side of 

Cleveland Hwy that would be surrounded by agricultural residential and planned 

commercial.  We would hope that this would not cause additional harm to taxpayers 

and the neighborhood.   

 

Q. Under Zoning Analysis” item 13. Staff suggests that there may be a need for this 

sort of storage in this portion of the county and bases this suggestion upon 

residential growth within the City of Gainesville.   This may or may not be a valid 

cause and effect.   It seems like a percent occupancy investigation of present storage 

facilities in the area is needed to justify this statement.  Also, regardless of this issue, 

it fails to justify the need for the site to be used for the contractor’s business and 

equipment requiring a 10,000 square foot building. In addition, even if there’s a 

need for more storage facilities, this does not justify locating the facility in a Lake 

Area Residential neighborhood as defined in the Comprehensive Plan for future 

growth of Hall County. 

 

R.  Under Submission requirements item D, Staff Report states “As there are not 100 

or more residential dwelling units proposed this criteria is not applicable.”  The 

criteria relate to the requirement of a traffic impact study to be submitted prior to 

consideration of the application. This Submission Requirement may strictly relate to 

the need for a traffic study due to “more residential dwellings” on the site.  However, 

isn’t it reasonable to assume that 483 trailered boats & RVs plus construction 

equipment could increase traffic as would 100 residential dwellings? Clearly, the 

addition of traffic from RVs, boat transports and construction equipment from 

storage would impact this already congested traffic area.  We believe it could 

negatively impact the entire area.  

 

Rezoning to Light Industrial will place further complications for residents returning 

to their homes along Shope Road and its side streets (Mark Trail, Bills Circle, James 

Ed Drive, Trotter Road, Dairy Lane and Edwin Drive) whose only access to Hwy 129 

Cleveland Hwy is on Shope Road.  There are numerous residential homes off Shope 

Road which begins at Cleveland Highway and adjacent to or near the proposed 

zoning change.   Presently when traveling north along Cleveland Highway out of 

Gainesville during the afternoon hours, it is common to sit in backup traffic for 

turning left onto Shope Road from Cleveland Highway.  There is no turning lane for 

Shope road.  This congestion will certainly get worse.  We respectively request that a 

traffic impact study be done for this application.

Comments on map  

 

1. The four-lane and rerouted US129 cuts through the middle of the property. The solid red line on 

each side of the new highway is the Required Right of Way for the new road. 

 

2. Removing this right of way property takes a significant portion of the property in the rezoning 

request, meaning that the proposed plan is not feasible. 

 

3. The Environmentally Sensitive Area (ESA) Boundary lines shown on the map also significantly 

affect the usability of the proposed use of the property. 

 

4. The end of Donna Drive that currently junctions with the current path of US129 will be Subject 

to Pavement Eradication.  The new Donna Drive junction to the new path of US129 means there 

will be no access from Donna Drive to either half of the property in question. 

 

5. Access to the Historic Resource House will be from the old path of US129, and that house is also 

located within the Environmentally Sensitive Area (ESA) Boundary. 

 

6. The wrought iron fence and landscaping discussed in the rezoning application to shelter the view 

of the property from the highway will have to be built on both sides of the new path of US129 as 

well as on the side of the old path of US129 adjacent to the property. 

 

7. If the rezoning is approved, the property in question will effectively become two separate pieces 

of property, each with the new zoning and each needing a separate entrance onto both sides of 

the new US129.  This would mean that two different, and unspecified at this point in time, 

businesses could be built without any further zoning changes.  This could further cause negative 

undesirable impact on the surrounding community as well as causing more traffic problems in 

the area.

Dear Hall County Commissioners,


I am writing you today to ask you to please vote “no” to a land rezoning proposal for 3405, 3419, 3443, 
3505 Cleveland Highway and 3906 Donna Drive. Dutton Properties is the applicant for this project.  If 
approved, Dutton Properties would rezone the current property from Agricultural Residential and planned 
Commercial Development to Light Industrial with a planned RV and boat storage for 483 units, and office 
and a 10,800 sq ft storage building for construction equipment.  My understanding of the project after 
reading the plan submitted to Hall County, is that the forest area will be basically razed, the topography 
flattened, and a huge paved parking lot with a giant warehouse will be put on this property.  While I have 
many objections to this project and why it is a bad idea for this area, I would like to give you my main 
objection today.  


It has come to my attention that on the land for the proposed project, there is a critically endangered 
species called the Long Eared Northern Bat (the Northern Myotis) that may well occupy this area as its 
habitat.  The Long Eared Northern Bat’s existence is incredibly fragile and loss of more of its habitat 
territory would be devastating.  


Except from federalregister.gov : “We, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, propose to reclassify the 
northern long-eared bat (Myotis septentrionalis), a bat species found in all or portions of 37 U.S. States, 
the District of Columbia, and much of Canada, as an endangered species under the Endangered 
Species Act of 1973, as amended (Act).”


North Georgia, which includes the areas surrounding Lake Lanier is part of the Northern Long Eared 
Bat’s territory in the United States.  During the summer and portions of the fall and spring, northern long-
eared bats may be found roosting singly or in colonies underneath bark, in cavities or in crevices of both 
live trees and snags, or dead trees in forested areas. Males and non-reproductive females may also roost 
in cooler places, like caves and mines. Northern long-eared bats seem to be flexible in selecting roosts, 
choosing roost trees based on suitability to retain bark or provide cavities or crevices. Northern long-
eared bats use forested areas not only for roosting, but also for foraging and commuting between 
summer and winter habitat. Conditions that contribute to the loss of this species are summer habitat 
losses: Highway construction, commercial development, surface mining/forest conversion and wind 
facility construction.  All of these forest changes  permanently remove habitat, disturb or destroy 
hibernacula, and are activities prevalent in many areas of this bat’s range. Summer habitat loss may 
result in longer flights between suitable roosting and foraging habitat, fragmentation of maternity 
colonies and direct injury or mortality.


Available evidence, including both winter and summer data, indicates northern long-eared bat 
abundance has and will continue to decline substantially under current demographic and stressor 
conditions.


For the sake of this critically endangered species alone, I strongly believe that razing this forested area 
for the proposed industrial use is wrong and irresponsible to the ecosystems that depend on the 
forested area.  


**In researching information on the Northern Long Eared Bat, I have been in contact with Katrina Morris, 
project manager of wildlife conservation in the Wildlife Resources Division of the Georgia Department of 
Natural Resources.  In my communications with Ms. Morris, she has also informed me that in addition to 
the critically endangered Northern Long Eared Bat, they have records for a tricolored bat (Perimyotis 
subflavus) that is proposed for listing as federally endangered.  The habitat for the tricolored bat is 
“almost certainly” (to quote Ms Morris) at that site for the proposed industrial development.  Ms. Morris 
also stated there is a state threatened crayfish (the Cambaris howardi, or Chattahoochee Crayfish) and a 
snake species (the Pituophis melanoleucus, or Northern Pine Snake) that is of concern in that area.

****I sincerely ask you as commissioners who are charged with decisions that can save our critically 
endangered species, please do not allow this vital tract of land to become a parking lot with a giant 
warehouse for machinery that will leak oil and fuel onto the ground where rainwater runoff will drain into 
fragile water and ecosystems, and most importantly, create forest loss which will eliminate habitat for 
these endangered species.  There are other areas in Hall County where such a development would be far 
better suited.  Please, please, please vote NO to allowing this areas to be rezoned for industrial 
development.

Comments on map  
 

1. The four-lane and rerouted US129 cuts through the middle of the property. The solid red line on each side of the new highway is the Required Right of 

Way for the new road. 

 

2. Removing this right of way property takes a significant portion of the property in the rezoning request, meaning that the proposed plan is not feasible. 

 

3. The Environmentally Sensitive Area (ESA) Boundary lines shown on the map also significantly affect the usability of the proposed use of the property. 

 

4. The end of Donna Drive that currently junctions with the current path of US129 will be Subject to Pavement Eradication.  The new Donna Drive junction 

to the new path of US129 means there will be no access from Donna Drive to either half of the property in question. 

 

5. Access to the Historic Resource House will be from the old path of US129, and that house is also located within the Environmentally Sensitive Area (ESA) 

Boundary. 

 

6. The wrought iron fence and landscaping discussed in the rezoning application to shelter the view of the property from the highway will have to be built 

on both sides of the new path of US129 as well as on the side of the old path of US129 adjacent to the property. 

 

7. If the rezoning is approved, the property in question will effectively become two separate pieces of property, each with the new zoning and each 

needing a separate entrance onto both sides of the new US129.  This would mean that two different, and unspecified at this point in time, businesses 

could be built without any further zoning changes.  This could further cause negative undesirable impact on the surrounding community as well as 

causing more traffic problems in the area.

I strongly oppose the requested rezoning by Dutton Properties of 5 parcels totaling 20.6 acres located 
on the western side of Cleveland Highway (US129) just north of the intersection of the highway with 
Donna Drive.  This property and all surrounding parcels are currently zoned AR-III except for one parcel 
along Cleveland Highway just north of the proposed rezoning that is currently vacant and zoned PCD.  
The requested rezoning is clearly out of character and use of the surrounding properties.  The Hall 
County Planning Commission staff evaluated the proposal and recommended against it in an extensive 
detailed report. 
 
I attended the Hall Planning Commission meeting on October 2, 2023, when they approved the rezoning 
by a 4-1 vote.  They first allowed a representative of the developer to speak for 10 minutes in favor of 
the rezoning.  Then they allowed 7 persons each to speak for 3 minutes against the rezoning, despite  
that the Hall County Zoning Application Process and Procedures document specifically states that ”after 
all comments are heard” the decision will be made.  This clearly did not happen at the Planning 
Commission meeting.  The 7 persons speaking against the proposal were randomly selected from hands 
raised in the audience with several persons beyond the seven denied a chance to speak against the 
proposal.  After a response from the developer’s representative, the vote was immediately taken with 
no real discussion or questions about the opposition to the proposal.  It seemed to me that the 
discussions and decisions by the committee already been made before the public meeting.  
 
There are numerous reasons that the rezoning is undesirable, including environmental, traffic volume 
and safety, the existing nature of the surrounding community, the principles of the Hall County 
Comprehensive Plan and other valid objections. 
 
I want to specifically address a situation that is important and was not addressed in the rezoning 
application or in any discussion the Planning Commission at the meeting.  The Georgia Department of 
Transportation (GDOT) has already planned and approved the 4-laning of a several mile section of 
Cleveland Highway (US129) that now passes adjacent to the requested rezoning property, The GDOT 
plan includes a re-routing of the highway that begins just south of that property.  The re-routed 4-lane 
highway will cut through the middle of the property for which the rezoning is requested.  That will make 
the plans for covered storage for 483 boats and RVs and the construction of a 10,800 square-foot 
storage building for construction equipment not feasible.  Additionally, the rezoned property would be 
divided into two properties on opposite sides of the new 4-lane highway, both zoned light industrial. 
Who knows how those separate properties could then be used? A copy of the GDOT map that I have 
annotated for clarity is also submitted. 
 
I and the others in this community all request that you do not approve this rezoning.

Summary Analysis 

The applicant is requesting to (A) rezone 20.16± acres from Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and 
Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 17.180.080) to Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) for the purpose of 
developing the site with a boat and RV storage business. Additionally, the applicant intends to use one of two 
existing residences on the property as a contractor’s office. A 10,800 square foot warehouse building is 
proposed for storage of items related to the contractor’s business. (B) Concurrent to this request is a Use 
Subject to County Commission Approval to permit outdoor storage within the Gateway Corridors Overlay 
District (GCOD, 17.420). The GCOD provides supplemental development standards for non-residential 
development (17.420.050.), and the applicant is requesting a (C) variance to reduce the required transitional 
buffer in the GCOD. 
 
The submitted site plan shows an existing residence located to the north of the proposed site access. The 
submitted narrative states that the residence is registered as a historic place, and the intention is to preserve 
and renovate the structure for an office use. A 90-foot by 120-foot warehouse is proposed in the rear of the 
property, adjacent to the existing farm pond. Much of the remaining property is proposed to be utilized as 
covered or uncovered storage for boats and RVs, for a total of 483 storage spaces, access to which is gated. 
There is no information regarding the architectural style of the covered storage buildings, and it is unknown if 
the structure will be open sided or if it will be enclosed. The submitted narrative states that non-spill LED 
lighting will be used for the covered storage spots.

The canopy structures will be located a minimum of 100 feet from the centerline of Cleveland Highway, as 
required by 17.240.040, setbacks from arterial streets. The setback adjacent to Donna Drive is 50 feet. The 
proposed side and rear yard setbacks are each 20 feet, consistent with the setback requirements found in 
table 17.240.010 for the Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) district.  
 
The submitted site plan and narrative describe the proposed transitional buffers and landscaping standards 
for the development. The applicant is requesting relief from 17.420.050(C)(2)(c), transitional buffers, which 
requires where an industrial zoning district abuts property zoned for residential or agricultural use the 
transitional buffer shall be 50 feet. The applicant is requesting to reduce the transitional buffer along tax 
parcels 10143 000003, 10144 000029A, and a small portion of parcel 10144 000038 to 30 feet but is 
proposing to provide an enhanced buffer. It is unclear as to how the buffer will be enhanced, as the 
application does not provide those details. The entrance and frontage will be landscaped with a 6-foot-tall 
wrought iron style fence accented with brick columns every 200 feet and at the corners. Landscaping will be 
planted in front of this fence to further enhance the aesthetics and screen the project from the highway. Per 
the narrative, one monument sign, compliant with the sign ordinance, is proposed at the entrance on 
Cleveland Highway. 
 
One (1) variance related to landscaped buffer requirements will be necessary if the site plan, as presented, is 
approved because the proposal does not meet the requirements.  

• 50-foot landscaped buffer where a commercial zoning district abuts property zoned for residential 
use as found in 17.420.050(C)(2)(c).  

o The applicant is requesting to reduce the transitional buffer along tax parcels10143 000003, 
10144 000029A, and a small portion of parcel 10144 000038 from 50 feet to 30 feet and is 
proposing to provide an enhanced buffer for the reduction.

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Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the zoning request inconsistent with the Lake Area 
Residential future land use classification in the Comprehensive Plan. This land use category is characterized 
by low-density residential development and neighborhoods. The intent of this land use category is to 
preserve established neighborhoods and create opportunities for permanent vacation residences similar in 
land use patterns to Residential Areas but at lower residential densities. Future development is envisioned to 
continue to be detached, single family homes at low densities in addition to less intensive agricultural uses 
that are found in the northwestern part of the land use classification.  
 
Zoning Analysis 

Per Planning Commission and Hall County Commission consideration and decision (17.380.060), the Planning 
Commission shall study the need and justification for the change based on a determination of the facts 
applicable to the particular case, and the following general lines of inquiry shall be considered, to wit: 

(A) Rezone from Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 
17.180.080) / Gateway Corridors Overlay District (GCOD, 17.420) to Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) / 
Gateway Corridors Overlay District (GCOD, 17.420) and  

(B) Use Subject to County Commission Approval | 17.420.050. outdoor storage 

1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use, development and 
zoning of adjacent and nearby property; The proposed rezoning and use of the property as boat and 
RV storage and an office/warehouse is inconsistent with the development pattern of nearby 
properties. To the south is an adjacent 13.43± acre parcel zoned Residential I (R-I, 17.60). To the north 
is a PCD-zoned property Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 17.180.080); this rezoning was 
approved in 1992 for a shopping center, but remains undeveloped. The remainder of the adjacent 
parcels on the subject side of the street are other Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) 
properties.  

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby 
property; The proposed zoning classification of Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) is inconsistent with the 
existing development along Cleveland Highway and could have an impact on nearby residential and 
agricultural parcels.  

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has a reasonable economic use as currently 
zoned; Yes, the properties have reasonable economic use as currently zoned, from Agricultural 
Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 17.180.080), but the 
proposed business cannot occur as described without approval of the rezoning request to Light 
Industrial (I-I, 17.160).  

4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome 
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, utilities, schools, police protection, fire protection, 
public health facilities or emergency medical service; The proposed use should not cause an excessive 
or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, utilities, schools, police protection, 
fire protection public facilities, or emergency medical service.

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5. Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the future land use plan for 
the physical development of the area; The parcels fall within the Lake Area Residential future land use 
category of the Comprehensive Plan. This land use category is characterized by low-density 
residential development and neighborhoods. The intent of this land use category is to preserve 
established neighborhoods and create opportunities for permanent vacation residences similar in 
land use patterns to Residential Areas but at lower residential densities. Future development is 
envisioned to continue to be detached, single family homes at low densities in addition to less 
intensive agricultural uses that are found in the northwestern part of the land use classification. The 
request to rezone the property is inconsistent with the future land use classification. 

6. The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff is unable 
to determine the extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions. 

7. The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes 
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact 
of property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including 
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a 
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed. 

8. The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property 
owner; Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently 
zoned. 

9. The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land 
development in the area in the vicinity of the property; Aerial imagery shows that the property is 
primarily undeveloped, though there are various residential and/or agricultural structures located 
on the parcels. If approved, the existing residence located on 3419 Cleveland Highway will remain 
and serve as an office for the contractor’s business. 

10. Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the 
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; 
GDOT plans for a future realignment of Cleveland Highway show that the subject property is 
anticipated to be affected.  

11. Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The 
rezoning of the property to Light Industrial (I-I, 17.160) would be a more intensive use than the 
existing Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) and Planned Commercial Development (PCD, 
17.180.080) classification and it would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding 
districts, as there is no I-I zoning established in the area. 

12. Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions 
in the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn. 

13. Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate 
neighborhood; The close proximity to Lake Lanier and recent residential growth within the City of

Gainesville and the county may suggest there is a need for this sort of storage in this portion of the 
county. 

14. Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and 
already appropriately zoned; There may be other industrially zoned properties in the county where 
the proposed use would be permitted without zoning action. 

15. Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [planning 
commission]; No, the request could not be handled instead by a variance as the proposed uses are 
not permitted within the Agricultural Residential III (AR-III, 17.110) or Planned Commercial 
Development (PCD, 17.180.080) districts. 

16. Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the 
land if the request is granted; Any land disturbance activities on the property shall be required to go 
through the land development permitting process, and as a result are subject to local, state, and 
federal regulations. As a result, there should not be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from 
any modification to the land if the request is granted. 

17. Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate 
a mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no indication that a mistake was 
made in the original zoning. 

(C) Variance | 17.420.050.C.2 to reduce the required transitional buffer in Gateway Corridors Overlay 
District (GCOD, 17.420) 

Section 17.420.070, appeals and modifications states that “if substantial modifications or changes are 
necessary, any person, firm, group or organization may apply for relief from the requirements set forth in this 
chapter to the Hall County Planning Commission, unless otherwise specified in this chapter.” 

The Planning Commission is hereby authorized to grant variances from the strict application of this Resolution 
upon proof by a preponderance of the evidence that 2.60.030.J provided the request meets the criteria set 
forth in 2.60.030.K. 

1. There are extraordinary and exceptional conditions pertaining to the particular lot in question because 
of its size, shape or topography (the hardship must relate to the physical character of the lot and not 
to a personal or economic hardship); There does not appear to be extraordinary or exceptional 
conditions pertaining to the subject property. There are no physical characteristics of the property 
that would prevent the applicant from meeting the transitional buffer requirements as required by 
the Gateway Corridors Overlay District (GCOD, 17.420).  
 

2. The application of the requirements of this Title 17 to this particular piece of property would create 
an unusual hardship; The applicant would have to make modification to the proposed site layout, to 
meet the transitional buffer requirements of the Gateway Corridors Overlay District (GCOD, 17.420). 
As a result, there may be a reduction in the number of covered storage spaces for the proposed 
development, though it is unlikely this would create an unusual hardship.

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3. Such conditions are peculiar to the particular piece of property involved and are not common to other 
properties in the neighborhood; No, the conditions are not peculiar to the subject parcel but the 
result of the proposed use of the property. 
 

4. Such conditions are not the result of any actions of the property owner; the proposed site layout has 
been proposed by the applicant.  
 

5. Relief, if granted, would not cause substantial detriment to the public good or impair the purposes 
and intent of Title 17; provided, however, that no variance may be granted for a use of land or 
building or structure that is prohibited by Title 17 or for a conditional use which has been denied by 
the county planning commission. Relief, if granted, would not cause substantial detriment to the 
public good or impair the purposes and intent of Title 17. 

17.380.050. - Submission requirements  

A. Any person or persons requesting a change in the official zoning map or use subject to approval of 
the county commission shall file an application with a plat or map of the property attached thereto, 
together with payment of such fees set forth in chapter 17.30 to cover administrative and 
advertising costs, in the planning department office. Such person or persons or their authorized 
agent shall appear in person at the public hearing held to consider the district change. Proposal 
meets the requirement. Applicant has paid the appropriate fees and understands that someone 
must be present at the Hall County Planning Commission.      

B. All applications for a change of zoning classification or use subject to approval of the county 
commission shall include:  

1. A narrative statement identifying the existing and proposed use of the property and addressing 
each of the criteria set forth in section 17.380.060.C of this section [chapter]. The applicant has 
submitted a narrative and site plan but has not explicitly addressed the criteria listed in 
17.350.120.    

2. A site plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying 
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous 
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site 
improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a 
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat or 
map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county commission 
shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use permitted in the 
proposed district. The applicant submitted a site plan drawn to scale.    

C. For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see  chapter 17.20), the following 
additional requirements apply. This standard is not applicable as the site will be served by an onsite 
septic system.  

D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic 
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning 
commission. At the applicant's expense, the traffic impact study shall be prepared by a professional 
engineer in accordance with requirements established by the Hall County Engineering Department. 
The engineering department shall review the traffic impact study and forward any comments to the

Proposed GDOT project 
goes right through this parcel. 
 
Traffic:  
Permit from GDOT will be required for connection to Cleveland Highway. 
  
Utilities  
No sewer connection within feasible distance. 

Georgia Department of Transportation  
In an email dated August 15, 2023 from Veronica Chavers, D1TO Civil Engineer 3, she confirmed that the project 
will require GDOT coordination for access on Cleveland Highway.

In regards to the rezoning application by Dutton Properties on Cleveland Hwy (129), I am strongly 

opposed to this rezoning from Agricultural/Residential and Planned Commercial to Light Industrial.  The 

major reasons for my opposition are as follows: 

A. Rezoning this property to Light Industrial is not in keeping with the Hall County Comprehensive 

Plan and the Lake Area Residential future land use classification.  Quoting from the 

Comprehensive Plan, “Intent: PRESERVE established neighborhoods and CREATE opportunities 

for permanent and vacation residences similar in land use patterns to Residential Areas but at 

lower residential densities.”  The property described in the application is surrounded by 

residential communities that either border Lake Lanier or are near Lake Lanier.  There are no 

Community Crossroads in our neighborhood.  Locating an RV and boat storage facility in an area 

where there is no other Light Industrial would deviate from the Hall County Comprehensive Plan 

and would negatively affect our neighborhood.  This project would not add value to our 

residential neighborhood. 

B. The Planning Committee Staff Report recommended DENIAL for all parts of the application (A, B 

and C).   I agree with their assessment and conclusions. 

C. Traffic is heavy on Cleveland Hwy (Hwy 129) and adding additional traffic, if this application is 

approved, would make this area more congested.  I am particularly concerned that many 

counties in northeast Georgia use Hwy 129 as the major corridor to Gainesville.  For many EMS 

ambulances from these areas, Hwy 129 is the only route to Northeast Georgia Medical Center 

and trauma level 1 and emergency care.  

D. I am very concerned about the ecological and environmental damage that this project could 

cause.  The property currently has many trees and is a natural habitat for wildlife in the area.  If 

these trees are clear cut and the land leveled as was stated at the October 2 Planning 

Committee meeting, this would remove the habitat and displace most of the wildlife.  I have 

recently seen two bald eagles in this area—what a wonderful sight!  I would request that an 

environmental impact study be done on this property due to the potential damage this plan 

could do to plants and animals on this 20 acre parcel. 

I respectively request that the Board of Commissioners deny this application.

We are residential homeowners surrounding and across Cleveland Highway from the said 

property.  (See Map 1).  We comprise approximately 100 taxpayers and voters. We voiced our 

opposition at the October 2, 2023, Planning Committee meeting.  After a presentation by the 

Planning Committee Staff Report recommending DENIAL of this application and seven opposing 

witnesses were heard, our opposition was voted down, and a resolution was approved by the 

Planning Committee 4-1 “shortly” after hearing the witnesses.   

However, the Planning Committee hearing did not abide by their own published procedures.  

After each of the seven witnesses were selected to be heard, they were constrained to a 

maximum of 3 minutes each.  There were more citizens wishing to express their opposition but 

were not allowed to speak.  This does not follow the procedures in the Hall County Planning 

Department’s ‘Application & Procedures’ brochure: “The applicant and any other citizens 

concerned with the request are given an opportunity to speak during the hearing.  After all 

comments are heard, the Planning Commission makes its decision.” Please note there is no 

mention of a number of allowed witnesses nor duration. 

We oppose the Planning Committee’s recommendation for approval to rezone from 

agricultural residential and planned commercial development to light industrial zoning and 

placement of a “boat and RV storage and an office/warehouse” facility on the 20.16 acres of 

undeveloped land within the residential surroundings.  We do so for the following reasons: 

A. This proposed Rezoning would place an unnecessary and significant burden upon 

the already congested Hwy 129 which is designated as a Gateway Corridor Overlay 

District leading into Gainesville as described in the Hall County Comprehensive 

Plan.   Traffic in this 1 mile stretch of 129 Cleveland Highway is already congested.  

Homeowners presently experience a wait time to enter north or south upon 

Cleveland Highway especially during rush hours in the morning and evening.  With 

Gainesville’s vital importance to the poultry industry, there are often truckloads of 

chickens being transported along this stretch as well as growing numbers of 

employees going back and forth from North Georgia to their worksites in Gainesville.  

The wait to enter the highway is much more extensive than it was a few years ago. 

For example, a resident of this area recently counted 17 cars coming south on 

Cleveland Highway that he had to await before turning right to enter this southern 

caravan to Gainesville – it would have been much more difficult to turn left to enter 

heading north. 
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B. Additional traffic entering the highway and traveling upon it will invariably add to 

the number of accidents on this stretch of highway especially since this additional 

traffic will be composed in large part by trailed boats, RVs, and construction 

equipment.  This stretch of Cleveland Highway ends in a curving pattern onto the 

Bells Mill bridge over the east bank of the Little River.  Several years ago, a truck load 

of chickens overturned before entering the bridge stopping traffic in both directions.  

This is not to suggest that even without an advent of the proposed facility there will 

be no accidents; it’s merely to offer that the likelihood of increasing numbers of 

accidents will occur with an addition of relatively slow trailered boats, RVs, and 

construction equipment.  Note there is presently (see next point of opposition) no 

relatively easy alternative to enter Gainesville from this section of North Georgia 

including traffic and EMS emergency vehicles from White, Lumpkin, Habersham and 

other counties which NGMC serves. With NE Georgia Medical Center’s designation 

as a Trauma I hospital (Grady Hospital in Atlanta is the only other Trauma I hospital 

in Georgia), EMS transport of trauma patients will likely be impacted. 

  

C. There is currently a planned rerouting of this area of Hwy 129 by the Georgia DOT 

to change and improve this section (and beyond) of Cleveland Highway.  The 

change and improvement will divide the Dutton property into two parcels, one on 

each side of the new route of Hwy 129 (see Map 2).   This GDOT change is 

forthcoming, and the rezoning may impair, alter, and cost considerably more to 

undergo if the proposed rezoning and development goes through as proposed.  A 

review of the DOT site and planned rerouting view is attached to underscore its 

conflict with the said proposal. 

 

D. If the rezoning is approved, it would create an isolated district unrelated to 

surrounding districts, furthermore the GDOT planned rerouting of Hwy 129 and the 

dividing of this property by a 4-lane highway, will create two ‘spot zones’ of Light 

Industrial on opposite sides of the new highway surrounded by the currently zoned 

residential and agricultural properties.  In either case, it is undesirable to have an 

isolated district (Light Industrial) surrounded by unrelated districts (Agricultural 

Residential and Planned Commercial).  The Planning Commission Staff Report 

specifically addresses this issue on page 6, Item 10 and 11 “…and it would create an 

isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts, as there is no I-I zoning 

established in the area.”    

 

E. Residential property values are likely to decrease from what they would otherwise 

be if the said proposal is approved.  It is difficult to envision a residential area value 

being anything but damaged by an adjacent property being rezoned “industrial”.   To 

emphasize this negative result on this community, at the 10/2/23 Planning 
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Committee meeting, an opposing resident tearfully asserted that she had recently 

taken out a 30-year mortgage on a home she purchased for her and her children 

along this stretch of Cleveland Highway and she feared that the property would now 

be worth less than her mortgage as a consequence of an acceptance of the said 

proposal.  This rezoning would have a negative impact on individual citizens, 

taxpayers, and neighborhoods even if this proposed development results in greater 

Hall County taxes than presently collected for the 20.16 acres of undeveloped 

property. 

 

F. The site plan is for more than simply the use for boat and RV storage as it states 

additionally “…office/warehouse”.   The plan proposes a 10,000 square foot facility 

for construction equipment.   The definition of Light Industrial in Hall County code 

for zoning includes “Any industry which does not cause injurious or obnoxious 

noise, vibrations, smoke, gas, fumes, odors, dust, fire hazards or other 

objectionable conditions.” We are naturally concerned about the boat and RV 

storage adherence to these requirements, but because the application is not clear 

about the use of the warehouse, we are additionally concerned that the 

construction business would include the large and obnoxious noise, smoke, gas 

fumes etc.  The proposal does not state whether the owner of the facility may be 

planning for this new building to house construction equipment for another work 

purpose than simply the stated boat and RV storage; yet we hope this is not the 

case.  The engineer for the proposal stated during the 10/2/23 hearing that they did 

not anticipate significant additional traffic congestion.  However, even if accurate, 

with the many residences on Shope Road and the large mobile home park across 

Hwy 129 from the property that already incur significant traffic congestion, why not 

use a site further from the lake rather than this one with ever-growing residential 

development. 

 

G. The Planning Committee Staff report for this application recommended to DENY A, 

B and C of the proposal.    We fully agree and support their recommendation which 

is detailed in their Report.  Among their stated reasons which we firmly agree with 

are that this zoning request is not consistent with the Hall County Comprehensive 

Plan which specifically addresses the Lake Area Residential future land use 

classification.  One stated purpose of this category is “…to preserve established 

neighborhoods and create opportunities for permanent vacation residencies…” 

(page 4, Planning Committee Staff Report).   Additionally, as staff states on page 5, 

issue 5, “The request to rezone the property is inconsistent with the future land use 

classification.”  

 

H.  Has an Environmental Impact Statement study been completed for this project?  

This area of proposed development is part of the territory of the Northern Long 
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Eared Bat which is listed as Critically Endangered on the Federal list for Endangered 

Species.  During summer, spring, and fall, The Northern Long Eared Bat depends on 

forested area for roosting sites underneath bark, in crevices and cavities of both 

dead and live trees.  Destruction of the forest areas in its roosting and foraging 

territories will push this fragile species to the point of no return.  Along with the 

Northern Long Eared Bat, Georgia DNS communicate that the Tricolored Bat is 

almost certainly at this site and is proposed to go on the endangered species list as 

well.  The Northern Pine Snake and the Chattahoochee Crayfish are also of concern 

in this area.  Elimination of habitat for these animals would have a devastating 

impact.   

 

In addition, Eagles including Bald Eagles and numerous other wildlife including 

foxes, deer, ground hogs, raccoons, and numerous bird species have been sighted 

by neighbors surrounding this area, and it is likely that many occupy these 20 acres 

and the small pond on the property.  At the Planning Committee meeting on 

10/2/23, the engineer stated that the hill on the property would be cut down 

ostensibly to level the property.  This would mean that most of the trees on the land 

would be cut down which would have devastating impacts on the area wildlife.  

Currently there are road kills of deer along highway 129 from this area and into 

Gainesville.  As habitat for deer and other wildlife are removed, there will likely be 

more car accidents involving deer and other wildlife. 

 

I. Disruption of neighborhood.  This community will contend with several years of 

disruption for the realignment of Hwy 129 Cleveland highway.  If this rezoning is 

approved, it will add more time of disruption including more traffic disruption and air 

pollution with the movement of land, cutting of trees and pavement of large areas to 

level the property for RV and boat storage as described at the Planning Committee 

meeting on Oct 2, 2023, all of which will decrease the desirability of this residential 

neighborhood and is inconsistent with the Hall County Comprehensive Plan and Lake 

Area Residential. 

 

J. Additional and still pertinent questions for opposing:  

a.  Could run-off water carrying with it any spilled oil or fuel from the boats and 

transportation vehicles and from the added asphalt and concrete surface-

covering enter the adjacent creek and subsequently enter and possibly 

contaminate and pollute Lake Lanier?   

b. Could future use of the proposed plan be to purchase abutting property 

enabling dock-access to the lake?  Will this increase the boat use of an already 

heavily used Little River area of Lake Lanier.   
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THE FOLLOWING COMMENTS PERTAIN TO THE HALL COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION STAFF 

REPORT:  

K. Recommended Condition 4. “The applicant shall coordinate and receive approval 

from the Georgia Department of Transportation for the site access and proposed 

location of the covered storage areas.”  Even if such approval is provided, it says 

nothing to any additional cost thereby incurred and consequential to a GDOT 

approval which would have to be borne by taxpayers for this unnecessary rezoning 

project. This is underscored by a statement within the Engineering section which 

says “Proposed GDOT project goes right through this project” and in fact appears to 

bifurcate the storage project such that two “spot zones” would be created with only 

residential agricultural and planned commercial zone areas surrounding them. 

 

L. Within the “Summary Analysis”, it states “A 10,800 square foot warehouse building 

is proposed for storage items related to the contractor’s business.”  Why must the 

contractor’s other business activities and related transportation requirements such 

as equipment transportation along Cleveland Highway have to be done on this 

undeveloped, natural site close to Lake Lanier requested for boat and RV storage?  

The same question is asked for item 9. Beneath “Zoning Analysis” regarding the 

“...office for the contractor’s business”. 

 

M. Under “Zoning Analysis” item 2. Staff asserts that the request “...could have an 

impact on nearby residential agricultural parcels.”  We wholeheartedly agree.  

Additionally, this would create a type of spot zoning in which one industrial zone 

would be entirely surrounded by agricultural residential zoning begging the question 

as to whether there might be a movement later to encroach upon adjacent 

agricultural residential property to expand this industrial zone. 

 

N. Under “Zoning Analysis” item 4, Staff states “The proposed use should not cause 

an excessive or burdensome use of existing streets...”  We strongly disagree and 

would like to see the traffic impact study to which the staff bases this assertion. 

 

O. Under “Zoning Analysis” item 7.  Staff report states “Staff is unable to comment on 

the impact of property values without a full market analysis.”  Staff suggests “Often 

it is difficult to determine the effect of a development on adjacent properties until 

the development is completed.”  Needless to say, at that juncture it is too late to 

undo the development if a market analysis study indicates that it would have a 

negative impact on property values.   We suggest that a market analysis be 

conducted.  Could a large local residential realtor conduct such a study? 
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P. “Zoning Analysis” item 10 which states “GDOT plans for a future realignment of 

Cleveland Highway show that the subject property is anticipated to be affected.”  

This realignment will essentially cut through the widest part of the property (see 

attached site views).  GDOT has confirmed that this realignment is planned and 

approved.  As stated above, this will create two smaller parcels on either side of 

Cleveland Hwy that would be surrounded by agricultural residential and planned 

commercial.  We would hope that this would not cause additional harm to taxpayers 

and the neighborhood.   

 

Q. Under Zoning Analysis” item 13. Staff suggests that there may be a need for this 

sort of storage in this portion of the county and bases this suggestion upon 

residential growth within the City of Gainesville.   This may or may not be a valid 

cause and effect.   It seems like a percent occupancy investigation of present storage 

facilities in the area is needed to justify this statement.  Also, regardless of this issue, 

it fails to justify the need for the site to be used for the contractor’s business and 

equipment requiring a 10,000 square foot building. In addition, even if there’s a 

need for more storage facilities, this does not justify locating the facility in a Lake 

Area Residential neighborhood as defined in the Comprehensive Plan for future 

growth of Hall County. 

 

R.  Under Submission requirements item D, Staff Report states “As there are not 100 

or more residential dwelling units proposed this criteria is not applicable.”  The 

criteria relate to the requirement of a traffic impact study to be submitted prior to 

consideration of the application. This Submission Requirement may strictly relate to 

the need for a traffic study due to “more residential dwellings” on the site.  However, 

isn’t it reasonable to assume that 483 trailered boats & RVs plus construction 

equipment could increase traffic as would 100 residential dwellings? Clearly, the 

addition of traffic from RVs, boat transports and construction equipment from 

storage would impact this already congested traffic area.  We believe it could 

negatively impact the entire area.  

 

Rezoning to Light Industrial will place further complications for residents returning 

to their homes along Shope Road and its side streets (Mark Trail, Bills Circle, James 

Ed Drive, Trotter Road, Dairy Lane and Edwin Drive) whose only access to Hwy 129 

Cleveland Hwy is on Shope Road.  There are numerous residential homes off Shope 

Road which begins at Cleveland Highway and adjacent to or near the proposed 

zoning change.   Presently when traveling north along Cleveland Highway out of 

Gainesville during the afternoon hours, it is common to sit in backup traffic for 

turning left onto Shope Road from Cleveland Highway.  There is no turning lane for 

Shope road.  This congestion will certainly get worse.  We respectively request that a 

traffic impact study be done for this application.

Comments on map  

 

1. The four-lane and rerouted US129 cuts through the middle of the property. The solid red line on 

each side of the new highway is the Required Right of Way for the new road. 

 

2. Removing this right of way property takes a significant portion of the property in the rezoning 

request, meaning that the proposed plan is not feasible. 

 

3. The Environmentally Sensitive Area (ESA) Boundary lines shown on the map also significantly 

affect the usability of the proposed use of the property. 

 

4. The end of Donna Drive that currently junctions with the current path of US129 will be Subject 

to Pavement Eradication.  The new Donna Drive junction to the new path of US129 means there 

will be no access from Donna Drive to either half of the property in question. 

 

5. Access to the Historic Resource House will be from the old path of US129, and that house is also 

located within the Environmentally Sensitive Area (ESA) Boundary. 

 

6. The wrought iron fence and landscaping discussed in the rezoning application to shelter the view 

of the property from the highway will have to be built on both sides of the new path of US129 as 

well as on the side of the old path of US129 adjacent to the property. 

 

7. If the rezoning is approved, the property in question will effectively become two separate pieces 

of property, each with the new zoning and each needing a separate entrance onto both sides of 

the new US129.  This would mean that two different, and unspecified at this point in time, 

businesses could be built without any further zoning changes.  This could further cause negative 

undesirable impact on the surrounding community as well as causing more traffic problems in 

the area.

Dear Hall County Commissioners,


I am writing you today to ask you to please vote “no” to a land rezoning proposal for 3405, 3419, 3443, 
3505 Cleveland Highway and 3906 Donna Drive. Dutton Properties is the applicant for this project.  If 
approved, Dutton Properties would rezone the current property from Agricultural Residential and planned 
Commercial Development to Light Industrial with a planned RV and boat storage for 483 units, and office 
and a 10,800 sq ft storage building for construction equipment.  My understanding of the project after 
reading the plan submitted to Hall County, is that the forest area will be basically razed, the topography 
flattened, and a huge paved parking lot with a giant warehouse will be put on this property.  While I have 
many objections to this project and why it is a bad idea for this area, I would like to give you my main 
objection today.  


It has come to my attention that on the land for the proposed project, there is a critically endangered 
species called the Long Eared Northern Bat (the Northern Myotis) that may well occupy this area as its 
habitat.  The Long Eared Northern Bat’s existence is incredibly fragile and loss of more of its habitat 
territory would be devastating.  


Except from federalregister.gov : “We, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, propose to reclassify the 
northern long-eared bat (Myotis septentrionalis), a bat species found in all or portions of 37 U.S. States, 
the District of Columbia, and much of Canada, as an endangered species under the Endangered 
Species Act of 1973, as amended (Act).”


North Georgia, which includes the areas surrounding Lake Lanier is part of the Northern Long Eared 
Bat’s territory in the United States.  During the summer and portions of the fall and spring, northern long-
eared bats may be found roosting singly or in colonies underneath bark, in cavities or in crevices of both 
live trees and snags, or dead trees in forested areas. Males and non-reproductive females may also roost 
in cooler places, like caves and mines. Northern long-eared bats seem to be flexible in selecting roosts, 
choosing roost trees based on suitability to retain bark or provide cavities or crevices. Northern long-
eared bats use forested areas not only for roosting, but also for foraging and commuting between 
summer and winter habitat. Conditions that contribute to the loss of this species are summer habitat 
losses: Highway construction, commercial development, surface mining/forest conversion and wind 
facility construction.  All of these forest changes  permanently remove habitat, disturb or destroy 
hibernacula, and are activities prevalent in many areas of this bat’s range. Summer habitat loss may 
result in longer flights between suitable roosting and foraging habitat, fragmentation of maternity 
colonies and direct injury or mortality.


Available evidence, including both winter and summer data, indicates northern long-eared bat 
abundance has and will continue to decline substantially under current demographic and stressor 
conditions.


For the sake of this critically endangered species alone, I strongly believe that razing this forested area 
for the proposed industrial use is wrong and irresponsible to the ecosystems that depend on the 
forested area.  


**In researching information on the Northern Long Eared Bat, I have been in contact with Katrina Morris, 
project manager of wildlife conservation in the Wildlife Resources Division of the Georgia Department of 
Natural Resources.  In my communications with Ms. Morris, she has also informed me that in addition to 
the critically endangered Northern Long Eared Bat, they have records for a tricolored bat (Perimyotis 
subflavus) that is proposed for listing as federally endangered.  The habitat for the tricolored bat is 
“almost certainly” (to quote Ms Morris) at that site for the proposed industrial development.  Ms. Morris 
also stated there is a state threatened crayfish (the Cambaris howardi, or Chattahoochee Crayfish) and a 
snake species (the Pituophis melanoleucus, or Northern Pine Snake) that is of concern in that area.

****I sincerely ask you as commissioners who are charged with decisions that can save our critically 
endangered species, please do not allow this vital tract of land to become a parking lot with a giant 
warehouse for machinery that will leak oil and fuel onto the ground where rainwater runoff will drain into 
fragile water and ecosystems, and most importantly, create forest loss which will eliminate habitat for 
these endangered species.  There are other areas in Hall County where such a development would be far 
better suited.  Please, please, please vote NO to allowing this areas to be rezoned for industrial 
development.

Comments on map  
 

1. The four-lane and rerouted US129 cuts through the middle of the property. The solid red line on each side of the new highway is the Required Right of 

Way for the new road. 

 

2. Removing this right of way property takes a significant portion of the property in the rezoning request, meaning that the proposed plan is not feasible. 

 

3. The Environmentally Sensitive Area (ESA) Boundary lines shown on the map also significantly affect the usability of the proposed use of the property. 

 

4. The end of Donna Drive that currently junctions with the current path of US129 will be Subject to Pavement Eradication.  The new Donna Drive junction 

to the new path of US129 means there will be no access from Donna Drive to either half of the property in question. 

 

5. Access to the Historic Resource House will be from the old path of US129, and that house is also located within the Environmentally Sensitive Area (ESA) 

Boundary. 

 

6. The wrought iron fence and landscaping discussed in the rezoning application to shelter the view of the property from the highway will have to be built 

on both sides of the new path of US129 as well as on the side of the old path of US129 adjacent to the property. 

 

7. If the rezoning is approved, the property in question will effectively become two separate pieces of property, each with the new zoning and each 

needing a separate entrance onto both sides of the new US129.  This would mean that two different, and unspecified at this point in time, businesses 

could be built without any further zoning changes.  This could further cause negative undesirable impact on the surrounding community as well as 

causing more traffic problems in the area.

I strongly oppose the requested rezoning by Dutton Properties of 5 parcels totaling 20.6 acres located 
on the western side of Cleveland Highway (US129) just north of the intersection of the highway with 
Donna Drive.  This property and all surrounding parcels are currently zoned AR-III except for one parcel 
along Cleveland Highway just north of the proposed rezoning that is currently vacant and zoned PCD.  
The requested rezoning is clearly out of character and use of the surrounding properties.  The Hall 
County Planning Commission staff evaluated the proposal and recommended against it in an extensive 
detailed report. 
 
I attended the Hall Planning Commission meeting on October 2, 2023, when they approved the rezoning 
by a 4-1 vote.  They first allowed a representative of the developer to speak for 10 minutes in favor of 
the rezoning.  Then they allowed 7 persons each to speak for 3 minutes against the rezoning, despite  
that the Hall County Zoning Application Process and Procedures document specifically states that ”after 
all comments are heard” the decision will be made.  This clearly did not happen at the Planning 
Commission meeting.  The 7 persons speaking against the proposal were randomly selected from hands 
raised in the audience with several persons beyond the seven denied a chance to speak against the 
proposal.  After a response from the developer’s representative, the vote was immediately taken with 
no real discussion or questions about the opposition to the proposal.  It seemed to me that the 
discussions and decisions by the committee already been made before the public meeting.  
 
There are numerous reasons that the rezoning is undesirable, including environmental, traffic volume 
and safety, the existing nature of the surrounding community, the principles of the Hall County 
Comprehensive Plan and other valid objections. 
 
I want to specifically address a situation that is important and was not addressed in the rezoning 
application or in any discussion the Planning Commission at the meeting.  The Georgia Department of 
Transportation (GDOT) has already planned and approved the 4-laning of a several mile section of 
Cleveland Highway (US129) that now passes adjacent to the requested rezoning property, The GDOT 
plan includes a re-routing of the highway that begins just south of that property.  The re-routed 4-lane 
highway will cut through the middle of the property for which the rezoning is requested.  That will make 
the plans for covered storage for 483 boats and RVs and the construction of a 10,800 square-foot 
storage building for construction equipment not feasible.  Additionally, the rezoned property would be 
divided into two properties on opposite sides of the new 4-lane highway, both zoned light industrial. 
Who knows how those separate properties could then be used? A copy of the GDOT map that I have 
annotated for clarity is also submitted. 
 
I and the others in this community all request that you do not approve this rezoning.

the existing structure would (B) place the dwelling within 14 feet of the centerline of Conner Street, running 
along the southern boundary of the lot.  

The submitted site plan shows the 519-square foot building addition being added to the western end of the 
home, bringing it as near as 2.5 feet to the property line and within 14-feet of the centerline of the Conner 
Street right-of-way. The narrative states that, along with a proposed wooden deck and staircase shown on 
the site plan, these modifications will allow for the addition of an in-law suite and bonus room area. 
Concurrent with these plans, the applicant also identifies the intention to incorporate a tie-in to a Gainesville 
City sewer line to supplement a strained septic system. It is unclear based on the narrative and submitted 
documentation whether the “prop. 1,500 gal. septic tank” on the subject property and adjacent lot are 
existing or proposed as a scope of this work since the same structures are noted on the site survey.  

The principal structure on this property, a 1,762 square foot single-family dwelling, was constructed in 1920. 
The proposed home expansions will not further reduce the setback to Atlanta Highway, only to Conner 
Street.  

The front yard setback requirement is 55 feet from centerline of road as found in table 17.240.010 for the 
Highway Business district (H-B, 17.150). The existing structure currently encroaches to within 15.5 feet of the 
centerline of Conner Street. The proposed addition necessitates the request for one (1) variance to allow the 
addition to encroach beyond the existing plane of the house, as close as 14 feet from the centerline of 
Conner Street.  

One (1) variance related to setback requirements will be necessary if the site plan, as presented, is approved 
because the proposal does not meet the requirements.  

• Front yard setback requirement of 55 feet from centerline of road as found Table 17.240.010 for the
Highway Business (H-B, 17.150) district.

Zoning Analysis 

Per Planning Commission and Hall County Commission, consideration and decision (17.340), the Planning 
Commission shall study the need and justification for the change based on a determination of the facts 
applicable to the particular case, and the following general lines of inquiry shall be considered, to wit: 

(A) Use Subject to Planning Commission Approval | 17.340 expansion of a non-conforming use.

17.340.020 Continuation of nonconforming use in hardship cases 

The planning commission may grant, with the exception of slow rate land treatment systems ([see 
definition in] chapter 17.20), which require county commission approval as a use subject to approval of the 
county commission (chapter 17.380), the change, re-establishment or enlargement of a nonconforming use 
or the enlargement, rebuilding, alteration, repair or replacement of a nonconforming structure upon the 
following findings: 

A. The change, re-establishment, enlargement, rebuilding, alteration, repair or replacement would be no
more detrimental to the surrounding area than the existing or previous use. The addition to the home will
affect the expansion of a non-conforming residential use in a commercial zoning district. It is unlikely
this expansion would cause detriment to the surrounding area.

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B. The structure cannot economically be modified so as to be suitable for uses permitted in the district.
The applicant has not identified any intention to modify the existing nonconforming use so that it is
compliant with the underlying zoning district. Instead, the applicant seeks to expand the area of the
nonconforming use by way of this request.

C. The structure would have to be removed to permit development of the property for conforming uses.
Staff is unable to determine if the current structure can reasonably support a conforming use.

D. The structure has such value that removal to permit development of conforming uses would cause
economic hardship to the owner. The owner purchased the home in 2022; however, the owner has not
expressed concerns of economic hardship.

E. The proposed change, re-establishment, enlargement, rebuilding, alteration, repair or replacement
would not cause substantial detriment to the public good or impair the purposes and intent of this title. .
Any proposed land use would be limited by the use, bulk, and density regulations applied to the
property based on the designated zoning district. Despite the fact that the current and proposed use
does not conform to Highway Business district standards, (H-B, 17.150), staff does not find that there
will be any substantial detriment to the public good, if relief is granted from 17.340.

F. The requirements of this title for rezoning would prevent the current zoning from being changed to a
classification that would allow the proposed change, re-establishment, enlargement, rebuilding, alteration,
repair or replacement. The residential use exists within a Highway-Business district (H-B, 17.150), a
commercial district that does not permit non-commercial uses by-right. At around 10,890 square feet,
this property falls short of minimum lot requirement for all residential districts per table 17.240.010;
therefore, any alternative request to bring the property into compliance from a use perspective would
have additional deficiencies to reconcile.

(B) Variance | 17.240.010 to reduce the front-yard setback from 55 feet to 14 feet from the centerline of
Conner Street.

The Planning Commission is hereby authorized to grant variances from the strict application of this 
Resolution upon proof by a preponderance of the evidence that 2.60.030.J provided the request meets the 
criteria set forth in 2.60.030.K. 

1. There are extraordinary and exceptional conditions pertaining to the particular lot in question
because of its size, shape or topography (the hardship must relate to the physical character of the
lot and not to a personal or economic hardship); The lot is relatively small at 0.25± acres, and it is a
corner lot. These two factors combine to constrain the available land for infrastructure additions
and improvements.

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2. The application of the requirements of this Title 17 to this particular piece of property would
create an unusual hardship; The property is permitted to continue to be used and enjoyed as a
nonconforming use without special permission. Staff has not identified an unusual hardship
unique to this particular piece of property.

3. Such conditions are peculiar to the particular piece of property involved and are not common to
other properties in the neighborhood; Many other properties along this corridor are not used for
residential purposes, but this parcel is smaller than most others along this portion of Atlanta
Highway.

4. Such conditions are not the result of any actions of the property owner; The property owner
purchased this lot in 2022 with the current improvements and development constraints.

5. Relief, if granted, would not cause substantial detriment to the public good or impair the purposes
and intent of Title 17; provided, however, that no variance may be granted for a use of land or
building or structure that is prohibited by Title 17 or for a conditional use which has been denied
by the county planning commission. Any proposed land use would be limited by the use, bulk,
and density regulations applied to the property based on the designated zoning district. Despite
the fact that the current and proposed use does not conform to Highway Business district
standards, (H-B, 17.150), staff does not find that there will be any substantial detriment to the
public good, if relief is granted from 17.340.

17.380.050. - Submission requirements 

A. Any person or persons requesting a change in the official zoning map or use subject to approval of
the county commission shall file an application with a plat or map of the property attached thereto,
together with payment of such fees set forth in chapter 17.30 to cover administrative and
advertising costs, in the planning department office. Such person or persons or their authorized
agent shall appear in person at the public hearing held to consider the district change. The proposal
meets the requirement, and the applicant understands that someone must be present at the Hall
County Planning Commission.

B. All applications for a change of zoning classification or use subject to approval of the county
commission shall include:

1. A narrative statement identifying the existing and proposed use of the property and addressing
each of the criteria set forth in section 17.380.060.C of this section [chapter]. The applicant has
submitted a narrative, but has not explicitly addressed the criteria listed in 17.380.060.C.

2. A site plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site
improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat or
map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county commission
shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use permitted in the
proposed district. The applicant submitted a site plan. Staff noted potential inconsistencies
with past versus proposed improvements on the plans in the Summary Analysis.
