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CONFIRMATION AND THIRTEENTH EXTENSION OF LETTER OF
INTENT OF JANUARY 15,2010 AS AMENDED AND EXTENDED HERETOFORE

WHEREAS, Hall County, by and through the Chairman of the Hall County Board of
Commissioners, and Glade Farm, LLC, under the authority of its attorney-in-fact, Carl R. Nichols,
executed a Letter of Intent dated January 15, 2010, and styled as "Glades Reservoir Lease Management
Agreement Amendment" (the Letter of Intent"); and

WHEREAS, The Letter of Intent was further amended by that certain Letter Agreement
between Hall County and Glade Farm, LLC dated September 10, 2010 (the "First Amendment"); and

WHEREAS, Hall County, Glade Farm, LLC, Gainesville and Hall County Development
Authority entered into that certain Letter Agreement styled "Agreement to Adopt and Amend the Letter
of Intent dated January 15, 2010 as Amended on September 21, 2010, for the purpose of, among other
things, extending the date as to finalization of all items set forth in the Letter of Intent to January 31,
2012, and reaffirming the Letter of Intent as amended (the "Second Amendment"); and

WHEREAS, the Letter of Intent was further amended by that certain Extension Agreement
between Hall County and Glade Farms, LLC, dated January 26, 2012 (the "Third Amendment")
whereby the deadline was extended to the date of July 31, 2013; and

WHEREAS, the Extension Agreement between Hall County and Glade Farm, LLC dated
January 26, 2012 ("Third Amendment") was adopted by the Gainesville and Hall County Development
Authority on the 3rd day of April; and

WHEREAS, the parties hereto, thereafter, extended the deadline ("Fourth Amendment) for all
items set forth in the Letter of Intent to July 31, 2015; and

WHEREAS, the parties hereto entered into a "Confirmation and Fifth Extension of the Letter
of Intent of January 15, 2010" which extended the deadline until December 31, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the parties hereto entered into a "Confirmation and Sixth Extension of the Letter
of Intent of January 15, 2010" which extended the deadline until December 31, 2017; and

Application under the Clean Water Act be temporarily withdrawn without prejudice for the resumption
of consideration to allow the supplementation of the application; and

WHEREAS, the parties hereto believe that this extension will be sufficient to allow for further
negotiation and development of information needed to address those items contained in the Letter of
Intent as well as to provide sufficient time for the renewal of the Application with additional and
supplemental information supporting the Application and approval of the 404 Permit;

NOW, THEREFORE, the undersigned parties hereby agree as follows:

1. The deadline is hereby extended to the date of December 31, 2024.

2. Except as otherwise amended heretofore, the Letter of Intent and the First, Second, Third,
Fourth, Fifth, Sixth, Seventh, Eighth, Ninth, Tenth, Eleventh, and Twelfth Amendments
are hereby ratified and confirmed by the parties hereto.

This End User License Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered
into by and between Everbridge, Inc. (“Everbridge”) and an
Ordering Activity, an entity entitled to order under GSA Schedule
contracts as defined in GSA Order ADM 4800.2H, as may be
revised from time to time (“Customer”), effective on the date of
signature by an authorized signatory on the Quote or other
ordering document (“Effective Date”). Everbridge and
Customer are each hereinafter sometimes referred to as a
“Party” and collectively, the “Parties.”

1. SERVICE.

11 Orders. Everbridge shall provide Customer access
to its proprietary interactive communication solutions (the
“Solutions”) subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this
Agreement and the description of services and pricing provided
in the applicable quote (the “Quote”). If applicable, Everbridge
shall provide the training and professional services set forth in
the Quote. Collectively, the Solutions and professional services
are referred to as the “Services”. Everbridge shall provide
Customer with login and password information for each User (as
defined below) and will configure the Solution to contact the
maximum number of Contacts (as defined below) or Users, as
applicable depending on the Solutions ordered. Unless
otherwise provided in the applicable Quote or documentation,
Services are purchased as annual subscriptions.

1.2 Users; Contacts. “Users” are individuals who are
authorized by Client from time to time to use the Solutions for
the purposes of sending notifications, configuring templates,
reporting or managing data, serving as system administrators,
or performing similar functions, and who have been supplied
user identifications and passwords by Client.

competes with the Software; (iv) remove, obscure or alter any
proprietary notices or labels on the Software or any portion of the
Solutions; (v) create internet “links” to or from the Solutions, or
“frame” or “mirror” any content forming part of the Solutions, other
than on Customer’s own intranets for its own internal business
purposes; (vi) use, post, transmit or introduce any device,
software or routine (including viruses, worms or other harmful
code) which interferes or attempts to interfere with the operation
of the Solutions; (vii) use the Solutions in violation of any
applicable law or regulation; or (viii) access the Solutions for
purposes of monitoring Solutions availability, performance or
functionality, or for any other benchmarking or competitive
purposes.

6.3 Reservation of Rights. Other than as expressly set
forth in this Agreement, Everbridge grants to Customer no license

7. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION.

7.1 Definition;  Protection. As used herein,.
“Confidential Information” means all information of a Party
(“Disclosing Party”) disclosed to the other Party (“Receiving
Party”), whether orally, electronically, in writing, or by inspection
of tangible objects (including, without limitation, documents or
prototypes), that is designated as confidential or that reasonably
should be understood to be confidential given the nature of the
information and the circumstances of disclosure.

Confidential Information shall not include any information that: (i)
is or becomes generally known to the public without breach of
any obligation owed to the Disclosing Party; (ii) was known to the
Receiving Party prior to its disclosure by the Disclosing Party
without breach of any obligation owed to the Disclosing Party; (iii)
was independently developed by the Receiving Party without
breach of any obligation owed to the Disclosing Party; or (iv) is
received from a third party without breach of any obligation owed
to the Disclosing Party. The Receiving Party shall not disclose or
use any Confidential Information of the Disclosing Party for any
purpose other than performance or enforcement of this
Agreement without the Disclosing Party’s prior written consent,
unless (but only to the extent) otherwise required by a
governmental authority. The Receiving Party shall not disclose
any Confidential Information of the Disclosing Party except: (i) to
the personnel of the Receiving Party or its parent, subsidiary or

affiliate organizations having a need to know; or (i) to the
personnel of the Receiving Party’s consultants and service
providers having a need to know, and only then if such
consultants and service providers are bound by confidentiality
and non-disclosure commitments substantially similar to those
contained herein. Each Party agrees to protect the Confidential
Information of the other Party with the same level of care that it
uses to protect its own confidential information, but in no event
less than a reasonable level of care.

8.  WARRANTIES; DISCLAIMER.

8.1 Everbridge Warranty. Everbridge shall use
commercially reasonable efforts to provide the Services herein
contemplated. To the extent professional services are provided,
Everbridge shall perform them in a professional manner
consistent with industry standards.

8.2 Disclaimer. NEITHER EVERBRIDGE NOR ITS
LICENSORS WARRANT THAT THE SOLUTION WILL
OPERATE ERROR FREE OR WITHOUT INTERRUPTION.
WITHOUT LIMITING THE FOREGOING, IN NO EVENT SHALL
EVERBRIDGE HAVE ANY LIABILITY TO CUSTOMER,
USERS, CONTACTS OR ANY THIRD PARTY FOR
PERSONAL INJURY (INCLUDING DEATH) OR PROPERTY
DAMAGE ARISING FROM FAILURE OF THE SOLUTION TO
DELIVER AN ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATION, HOWEVER

Customer shall (a)
promptly give notice of the Claim to Everbridge once the Claim is
known; (b) cooperate with Everbridge’s efforts to defend and
settle the Claim; and (c) provide Everbridge with all available
information and reasonable assistance in connection with the
defense of the Claim.

10. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. Except for breaches of
Section 6, neither Party shall have any liability to the other Party
for any loss of use, interruption of business, lost profits, costs of
substitute services, or for any other indirect, special, incidental,
punitive, or consequential damages, however caused, under
any theory of liability, and whether or not the Party has been
advised of the possibility of such damage. Notwithstanding
anything in this Agreement to the contrary, in no event shall
Everbridge’s aggregate liability, regardless of whether any
action or claim is based on warranty, contract, tort,
indemnification or otherwise, exceed amounts actually paid by
Customer to Everbridge hereunder during the 12 month period
prior to the event giving rise to such liability. Customer
understands and agrees that these liability limits reflect the
allocation of risk between the Parties and are essential elements
of the basis of the bargain, the absence of which would require
substantially different economic terms. This clause shall not
impair the U.S. Government’s right to recover for fraud or crimes
arising out of or related to this Agreement under any federal
fraud statute.

11.1 Non-Solicitation. As additional protection for
Everbridge’s proprietary information, for so long as this
Agreement remains in effect, and for one year thereafter,
Customer agrees that it shall not, directly or indirectly, solicit,
hire or attempt to solicit any employees of Everbridge; provided,
that a general solicitation to the public for employment is not
prohibited under this section.

11.3 Waiver; Severability. The failure of either Party
hereto to enforce at any time any of the provisions or terms of
this Agreement shall in no way be considered to be a waiver of
such provisions. If any provision of this Agreement is found by

any court or other authority of competent jurisdiction to be
invalid, illegal or unenforceable, that provision shall, to the
extent required, be deemed deleted and the remaining
provisions shall continue in full force and effect.

11.4 Assignment. Neither this Agreement nor any
rights granted hereunder may be sold, leased, assigned
(including an assignment by operation of law), or otherwise
transferred, in whole or in part, by Customer, and any such
attempted assignment shall be void and of no effect without the
advance written consent of Everbridge, which shall not be
unreasonably withheld.

11.5 Governing Law. This Agreement shall be
governed and construed in accordance with the federal laws of
the United States of America.

11.6 Notices. Either party may give notice at any time
by any of the following: letter delivered by (i) nationally
recognized overnight delivery service; (i) first class postage
prepaid mail; or (iii) certified or registered mail, (certified and first
class mail deemed given following 2 business days after mailing)
to the other party at the address set forth below. Either Party
may change its address by giving notice as provided herein.
Invoices shall be sent to the Customer’s contact and address
following Customer’s signature below.

11.7 No Third-Party Beneficiaries. There are no third-
party beneficiaries to this Agreement.

11.9 Marketing. Everbridge shall obtain Customer’s
express written consent in order to reference Customer’'s name
and logo as an Everbridge customer in Everbridge publications,
its website, and other marketing materials.

11.10 Survival. Sections 2, 3.2, 5.2, 6, 7, 9-11 and the
applicable provisions of Exhibit A shall survive the expiration or
earlier termination of this Agreement.

11.11 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed
in one or more counterparts, all of which together shall constitute
one original document. A facsimile transmission or copy of the
original shall be as effective and enforceable as the original.

11.12 Export Compliant. Neither Party shall export,
directly or indirectly, any technical data acquired from the other
pursuant to this Agreement or any product utilizing any such
data to any country for which the U.S. Government or any
agency thereof at the time of export requires an export license
or other governmental approval without first obtaining such
license or approval.

11.13 Equal Employment Opportunity. Everbridge, Inc.
is a government contractor and is subject to the requirements of
Executive Order 11246, the Rehabilitation Assistance Act and
VEVRAA.

In
addition, such feeds are provided solely on an “AS IS” and “AS AVAILABLE” basis and Everbridge disclaims any and all
liability of any kind or nature resulting from any inaccuracies or failures with respect to such Data Feeds. “Data Feed”
means data content licensed or provided by third parties to Everbridge and supplied to Customer in connection with the
Solution (e.g., real time weather system information and warnings, 911 data, third party maps, and situational intelligence).

2. Incident Management/IT Alerting. For Customers purchasing the Incident Management or IT Alerting Solution, unless
designated as unlimited: (a) Customers may only designate the number of Users set forth on the Quote, and such

Conditions:

Minor changes can be
approved by the Planning Director provided there are no reductions in buffers, no changes in the
structural design and materials, and the changes do not create the need for a variance from the Hall
County development standards.

2. The proposed dump truck storage shall be limited to a maximum of 35 trucks on-site at any one time.

3. Light fixtures shall be installed with full cut-offs. Any existing fixtures shall be retrofitted to be full cut-
off.

4. All proposed on-site improvements shall be located beyond proposed GDOT project limits.

5. Any building to be utilized for the business shall be inspected for compliance with commercial building
code requirements. Should any improvements be required for compliance, work shall be completed
and inspected prior to the issuance of a certificate of occupancy or business license.

6. All truck parking shall be located outside of the 300-foot Gateway Corridors Overlay District limit as
depicted on Hall County GIS maps.

7. No gravel shall be permitted within the Gateway Corridors Overlay District. All employee parking areas
and driveways shall be paved with asphalt or concrete.

8. No approval of the proposed use in Hall County shall constitute approval of the use on any portion of
the property within Jackson County.

9. Plans for any further improvements or development of the property shall be submitted for review and
appropriate permits obtained.

10. The following statement regarding the potential impacts of agricultural operations in the area shall be
made a part of any plat recorded on the property:

“Owners, occupants, and users of property shown on this plat are hereby informed of the impacts
associated with normal farming practices which may take place on adjacent and nearby property
including, but not limited to, noise, odors, dust, the operation of machinery of any kind, the storage
and disposal of manure, and the application of fertilizers, herbicides, and pesticides. Therefore,
owners, occupants, and users of the property shown on this plat should be prepared to expect the
effects of such practices.”

11. The hours of operation for the business shall be 6:30am-7:00pm Monday through Friday, and 6:30am-
12:30pm on Saturday, and the business will be closed on Sundays.

12. The driveway shall be paved from the edge of road to the limits of the Gateway Corridors Overlay
District (measuring 300 feet from the centerline of the road).

13. The existing manufactured home and accessory buildings located within the limits of the Gateway
Corridors Overlay District (measuring 300 feet from the centerline of the road) shall be exempt from
GCOD standards, as the use will be dedicated to a caretaker/employee’s residence for the business.

14. Direct sales of dirt, sand, gravel, mulch, and rock is prohibited on site.

Public Forum:

William Jenkins, 3950 Belmont Highway, Talmo, spoke in opposition. Concerns were noise, amount of
trucks, traffic, safety, and commercial sales.

Summary Analysis

The applicant is requesting to rezone a combined 15.75+ acres of Agricultural Residential IV (AR-IV, 17.120)
zoned land to Planned Industrial Development (PID, 17.180.090) for the purpose of establishing a dump truck
parking facility with a company office. This acreage falls partially within the Gateway Corridors Overlay
District (GCOD, 17.420) along Belmont Highway (State Route 332). The GCOD governs non-residential
property development.

The applicant has submitted a letter of intent stating that the existing agricultural building[s] and gravel
areas will be utilized as the company office, employee parking, and dump truck storage. The site plan,
dated July 31, 2023, displays the current conditions and proposed improvements to the property. This plan
shows seven existing buildings on the property, which the applicant states have been used for agricultural
purposes. The submitted plan and letter of intent do not specify which building(s) will be converted for
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business use, how they will be used in addition to the office, if any residential uses will remain on the
property, or if any demolition will be required as part of the site development. It should be noted that Hall
County code requires that any building to be utilized for the business must be inspected for compliance with
commercial building code requirements.

The letter of intent states that as part of the relocation of the business to the property, the applicant intents
to install a 1 acre gravel lot for the employee and dump truck parking, which will be connected by an existing
gravel driveway to Belmont Highway. A stormwater detention facility is proposed to the northeast of the
gravel storage area, adjacent to a springhead on the property. No other improvements have been proposed
as part of the development. The site plan shows the required 50-foot transitional buffer (17.420.050(C))
adjacent to all external property lines and a 10-foot landscape strip adjacent to Belmont Highway. Each side
of the property features mature trees, which have been supplemented by the applicant with newly-planted
evergreen trees. The buffer composition will be verified to be compliant with development standards during
the permitting process, (17.420.050(C)). The letter of intent states that business operations will not be visible
from Belmont Highway due to the topography of the site.

The submitted letter of intent states that approximately 30 dump trucks will utilize this site. Truck ingress and
egress will take place between 6:30AM and 6:30PM on weekdays, with limited Saturday operations between
6:30AM and 12:30PM. Specific hours of operation for the office have not been specified.

Note: Only the 15.75+ acre portion of the parcel in Hall County is subject to this request. No approval of a
use in Hall County shall constitute approval of the use on any portion of the property within Jackson
County.

Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the requested zoning designation is not consistent with the
Hall County Comprehensive Plan future land use designation of “Rural Residential.” The intent of this

character area is to preserve the established residential/rural character and create a transition between the
rural and residential character areas. Future development will continue to include agricultural and low-
density detached single-family residential uses.

17.180.090. - Planned industrial development (PID).

A Planned Industrial Development (PID, 17.180.090) allows for more flexibility in the design and development
of the property. This provides for planned, organized and controlled industrial use, compatible the surrounding
land uses.

A. Characteristics. A planned industrial development should consist of land which has been designated
for a planned, organized and controlled industrial use or for multiple but compatible industrial uses
in a planned industrial park. The standards employed should be designed to encourage the
formation and continuance of a compatible environment for the planned industrial uses and the
surrounding land uses. Carefully planned office and commercial uses may be incorporated as part of
a planned industrial development.

B. Required plans. All of the general and special requirements for planned developments shall be
provided. The following specific items shall also be addressed:

1. Asite plan indicating the proposed site preparation and grading, streets and parking areas,
loading zones, outdoor storage areas, rail facilities, storm drainage, water, gas and sewage
systems and all buffer areas. The applicant has submitted a site plan which addresses some
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of these standards, but a full set of construction documents, including the site grading,

have not been provided.

2. The development controls for the district shall be detailed (lot coverage, setbacks, building

heights, lot sizes, etc.). If standards are not specifically proposed, then the applicable

standards in the light industrial (I-1) district, together with the screening and buffer

requirements, shall apply. The application materials do not specify specific development

controls, and as such, the applicable Light Industrial District-I (I-1, 17.160) standards shall

apply.

3. If office or commercial uses are proposed in conjunction with the planned industrial

development, then the applicable requirements in the planned office development or the

planned commercial development [district] shall be provided. The proposed office is

complementary to the industrial use of the site for truck storage and is not a separate,

unassociated use. As such, this standard is not applicable.

4. A proposed development schedule and listing of proposed uses shall be provided. The
applicant has described the proposed use of the property. A specific development
schedule has not been provided, but the applicant understands that the property must go

through the development permit process prior to relocating the business to the site.

GCOD Analysis

With regard to the Gateway Corridors Overlay District (GCOD, 17.420) staff has developed a chart to

summarize recommendations for establishing or bringing properties into compliance with the standards in
the Corridors. Decision makers may use the assessment in developing conditions that warrant compliance
based on the scale and scope of proposed development.

17.420.060 — Signs Unknown Staff has not identified any existing
signage on the property nor has any been
proposed as part of the application

materials.

Zoning Analysis

When considering a zoning amendment to the zoning maps, the following items must be considered by the
Planning Commission and the Hall County Commission pursuant to 17.380.060:

1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use and development of
adjacent and nearby property; The proposal is not suitable compared to the use and development of
nearby properties. The introduction of an industrial trucking business will contrast with the nearby
low-density agricultural and residential uses.

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby
property; The proposal will bring an increase in general activity to the site and surrounding area, but
staff is unable to determine any adversities that may arise.

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has reasonable economic use as currently
zoned. The property has reasonable economic uses as currently zoned (Agricultural Residential IV
(AR-IV, 17.120)), and was previously used for agricultural purposes.

4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities; The introduction of a fleet of heavy
commercial vehicles to this corridor will undoubtedly increase the volume of traffic. However, this
may not be excessive, as Belmont Highway is a state route.

5. Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the land use plan; The
proposal does not conform to the future land use designation of “Rural Residential.” Industrial uses
are not envisioned for this character area, nor do any exist in the vicinity.

6. The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff is unable to
determine the extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions.

7. The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact of
property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed.

8. The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property owner;
Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently
zoned.

The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land development
in the area in the vicinity of the property; The property is currently developed with several agricultural
buildings, and tax records indicate the existence of a manufactured home on this property since 1987.

Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; Staff
is not aware of any changing conditions that affect the use and development of the property.

Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The zoning
change would create an isolated district within Hall County. The nearest industrial zoning is located
0.67 miles away.

Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions in
the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn.

Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate
neighborhood; The proposal is out of scale with the needs of the neighborhood; however, Hall County
has a growing, in-demand industrial sector.

Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and
already appropriately zoned; There are many sites within Hall County appropriately zoned to
accommodate the applicant’s proposal.

Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [Planning
Commission]; The request could not be handled alternatively as a variance.

Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the land
if the request is granted; Staff is unable to determine the extent to which ecological and pollution
impacts may occur as a result of the applicant’s request.

Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate a
mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no indication that a mistake was made
in the original zoning.

A Planned Industrial Development (PID, 17.180.090) allows for more flexibility in the design and development
of the property. This provides for planned, organized and controlled industrial use, compatible the surrounding
land uses.

17.380.050. — Submission requirements for a rezoning request

A. Any person or persons requesting a change in the official zoning map or use subject to approval of
the county commission shall file an application with a plat or map of the property attached
thereto, together with payment of such fees set forth in chapter 17.30 to cover administrative and
advertising costs, in the planning department office. Such person or persons or their authorized
agent shall appear in person at the public hearing held to consider the district change. The
proposal meets the requirement. The applicant has paid the appropriate fees and understands
that someone must be present at both the Hall County Planning Commission meeting and the
voting meeting of the Hall County Board of Commissioners.

B. All applications for a change of zoning classification or use subject to approval of the county
commission shall include:
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1. A narrative statement identifying the existing and proposed use of the property and
addressing each of the criteria set forth in section 17.380.060.C of this section [chapter].
Proposal does provide a narrative outlining the intent of the development; however, the
applicant has not prepared a response to each of the criteria listed in 17.380.060.C.

2. Asite plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site
improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat
or map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county
commission shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use
permitted in the proposed district. Proposal does meet the requirement. The applicant has
provided a site plan and included much of the necessary information to properly assess the
development.

C. For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see chapter 17.20), the following
additional requirements apply. This standard is not applicable, as the site will be served by an
onsite septic system.

D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning
commission. At the applicant's expense, the traffic impact study shall be prepared by a
professional engineer in accordance with requirements established by the Hall County Engineering
Department. The engineering department shall review the traffic impact study and forward any
comments to the Hall County Planning Commission. As there are not 100 or more residential
dwelling units proposed, this criterion is not applicable.

Development Support and Constraints

Hall County Environmental Health

In an email dated August 31, 2023, Emily McGahee stated “Must meet all Environmental Health commercial
septic system permitting requirements. A detailed business plan must be submitted to Hall County
Environmental Health for review. Additional items, including, but not limited to: recorded plat, soil
evaluation, and septic system installation/modification may be required after review of business plan.”

Hall County Fire Marshal

In an email dated August 30, 2023, John Hornick, NPQ Fire Inspector 1, Plans Review Lieutenant provided the
following comments:

“The Hall County Fire Marshal’s Office has no comments as proposed.”

Hall County Public Works and Utilities

In a memo dated August 31, 2023, Bill Nash, Director of Public Works and Utilities, provided the following
comments:

Engineering:
This site may require a stormwater management report should the site plan indicate the proposed
development meets stormwater thresholds for impervious surfaces and/or disturbed acreage. Show
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stream buffer and impervious setback from wrested vegetation not centerline of stream. Proposed GDOT
project goes right through this parcel.

Traffic:
Access must be approved/permitted by GDOT.

Utilities
No sewer connection within feasible distance.

Georgia Department of Transportation

In an email dated August 25, 2023, Veronica Chavers, D1TO Civil Engineer 3, confirmed that the project will
require GDOT coordination.

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4. Building elevations shall be composed of a mixture of cement siding, stone, and/or brick fagade,
with a minimum of brick or stone accents on the front of the homes. The balance of the home
may be the same material or of fiber-cement material. Vinyl siding is prohibited. Homes shall be
consistent with the submitted renderings.

5. The development shall have a 50 foot exterior buffer per the requirement of 17.180.060,
Planned Residential Development along all exterior boundaries.

6. All associated stream buffers shall be contained completely within HOA common areas and shall
not be on any individual lot.

7. All conditions of zoning shall be made a part of any plats or construction plans created for the
subdivision.

8. The development shall be limited to a maximum of two (2) model homes prior to recording of
the final plat.

9. The following variances are granted herein:

a. 70% of garage door area shall be allowed.

b. The street design as presented in the conceptual plan shall be subject to review and
approval of the Hall County Engineering Department.

c. The design shall be subject to review and approval of Hall County Fire Marshal.

d. Sewer design shall be subject to review and approval of the County Engineer.

e. The building elevations shall be reviewed and approved by the Planning Director.

Public Forum:

Joel Bell, 6756 Spout Springs Road, Flowery Branch, spoke in opposition. Concerns were lack of information
obtained.

Summary Analysis

The applicant is requesting to rezone a combined 22.88+ acres of Agricultural Residential (AR-Ill, 17.110) and
Planned Residential Development (PRD, 17.180.060) property to Planned Residential Development (PRD,
17.180.060). A rezoning request was approved, with conditions, for a 58-unit, detached single-family
residential development by the Board of Commissioners on March 10, 2022. An application to amend the
original PRD proposals is being considered concurrent to this request.

In 2022, the PRD was approved as a 58-unit, detached single-family residential development. The applicant is
requesting to amend the previous approval to develop the site as a 95-unit attached residential development
(townhomes) instead. Concurrently, the applicant is requesting to rezone a 2.51+ acre parcel from AR-Ill to
PRD to be utilized as open space within this development.

With the addition of the 2.51+ parcel (15042 000140) to the project, the overall density of the development
will be 4.15 dwelling units per acre, when using the advertised GIS combined acreage of 22.88+. Note: the
applicant’s site plan shows a combined acreage of 21.46+ acres, which would result in a density of 4.43
dwelling units per acre. In both instances, the proposed density of the development exceeds the
recommended density of 2.0 units per acre established in the PRD ordinance (17.180.060) and the Residential
future land use classification in the Comprehensive Plan.

The narrative explains that the proposed site layout utilizes the topography of the site, which falls away
approximately 100 feet from Spouts Springs Road to the rear of the property. A single entrance is proposed
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from Spout Springs Road. The proposed road network is “u-shaped”, with the road extending towards the
back, before turning to the left and heading back towards Spout Springs Road, where it ends in a cul-de-sac.
The amenity area is located at the end of the cul-de-sac and is proposed to include a cabana, swimming pool
and dog park/dog walk area, with a pedestrian path and street crossing connecting the pool and dog park.

The narrative states that internal sidewalks will be installed on both sides of all streets constructed as part of
the development. However, the proposed width of the sidewalks is four feet, which is substandard to the five
foot wide requirement of the PRD ordinance (17.180.060). Each household will be provided with four parking
spaces: two garage spaces and two driveway spaces. The driveways will be a minimum of 22 feet in length
from the back of sidewalk to the front building facade, and 16 feet in width, with individual curb cuts from a
public street, according to the site plan. The western portion of the proposal, adjacent to lots 76 and 77,
includes eight on-street parallel parking spaces for visitors and to access the centralized mail kiosk; on-street
parking is not compliant with the design standards of the PRD (17.180.060) district.

The rear setback for each townhome will be 15 feet, allowing for a minimum of 30 feet of separation

between townhomes with bordering rear yards. There will be a minimum of 20 feet of side building

separation between adjacent units. Within lots 17, 18 and 19, the 75-foot impervious setback encroaches on

the rear yards and appears to come within a few feet of each of the dwellings proposed on these lots.

No variances have been submitted as part of this request.

Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the requested zoning designation is not consistent with the
Hall County Comprehensive Plan future land use designation. Although the proposed use is consistent with
the “Residential” designation in general, the Residential designation envisions a maximum density of 2

dwelling unit per acre, similar to the maximum density requirement within a Planned Residential
Development (PRD, 17.180.060). The development has proposed a density of 4.15 DU/acre. The Residential
land use category is characterized by moderate-density residential development and neighborhoods. The
intent of this land use category is to preserve established neighborhoods and create new residential
development consistent to surrounding suburban densities, which range from low to moderate. Future
development will continue to be detached, single family homes at moderate densities.

The table below provides the density of several approved multi-family developments at nearby properties as
outlined below:

The Wren 11.2 units/acre
Harrison at Braselton (City Limits of Braselton) 20.2 units/acre
Phoenix (City Limits of Gainesville) 11.1 units/acre
Chateau Senior Living 26.34 units/acres

The subject property is bordered to the west and south by Lancaster, a 187-lot subdivision which was
approved by the Board of Commissioners on October 13, 2016 at a density of 1.84 units per acre. To the
north are several developed and undeveloped Agricultural-Residential-Ill (AR-Ill) tracts, as well as the open
area of Cambridge, a 130-lot subdivision approved by the Board of Commissioners on February 25, 2016 at a
density of 2.44 units per acre. Both Cambridge and Lancaster are zoned PRD. The property across Spout
Springs Road was approved for rezoning to a 393-unit mixed use development on September 23, 2021.

Zoning Analysis

When considering a zoning amendment to the zoning maps, the following items must be considered by the
Planning Commission and the Hall County Commission pursuant to 17.380.060:

1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use and development of
adjacent and nearby property; The zoning proposal may be suitable given the context of the

surrounding area, though the proposed development is more dense than the surrounding
developments with an overall density of 4.15 du/acre.

Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby
property; No, it is not anticipated that the proposed residential use will adversely affect adjacent
properties.

Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has reasonable economic use as currently
zoned. The property appears to have reasonable economic use as currently zoned.

Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities; No, the proposed use is not expected to
cause an excessive or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities. No
letters of service have been provided confirming the availability or capacity to provide water or
sewer service to the property. The property falls within the Hall County sewer service district.

Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the land use plan; The
proposed use is not consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and the “Residential” land use
designation. Density is envisioned to be a maximum of two dwelling units per acre. The proposed
development is proposing a density of 4.15 dwelling units per acre.

The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff is unable to
determine the extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions.

The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact of
property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed.

The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property owner;
Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently
zoned.

The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land development
in the area in the vicinity of the property; Hall County property tax records show the properties are a
mixture of vacant and developed parcels, which include a number of residential structures and
accessory building, to be removed as part of the development process.

Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; Staff is
not aware of any changing conditions that affect the use and development of the property.

Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The
proposed zoning is a Planned Residential Development (PRD, 17.180.080). Per the Official Code of Hall
County, Planned Development Districts (17.180) are to be utilized as a "floating zone" which shall
mean that areas will not be pre-designated as planned development districts but rather each such
designation shall result from a specific and separate application for amendment. That being said, the
proposed density is higher than that found on surrounding properties.

Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions in
the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn.

Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate
neighborhood; The proposed density is higher than that found on immediately surrounding properties
but in general the use does not appear to be out of scale with the needs of the County as a whole, as
there is a need for additional and varied housing.

Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and
already appropriately zoned; There are no other properties within the county that are currently zoned
to support the type of development being proposed without requiring zoning action.

Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [Planning
Commission]; The request could not be handled alternatively as a variance.

Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the land
if the request is granted; Any land disturbance activities on the property shall be required to go
through the land development permitting process and as a result are subject to local, state, and
federal regulations. As a result, there should not be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from
any modification to the land if the request is granted.

Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate a
mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no indication that a mistake was made
in the original zoning.

A Planned Residential Development (PRD, 17.180.080) allows for more flexibility in the design and
development of the property. This provides for a mixture of housing types and encourages maximum use of
natural features through proper site planning measures. The development should conform to the existing
character and development pattern of the surrounding area.

17.380.050. - Submission requirements for a rezoning request

A. Any person or persons requesting a change in the official zoning map or use subject to approval of
the county commission shall file an application with a plat or map of the property attached
thereto, together with payment of such fees set forth in chapter 17.30 to cover administrative and
advertising costs, in the planning department office. Such person or persons or their authorized
agent shall appear in person at the public hearing held to consider the district change. Proposal
meets the requirement. Applicant has paid the appropriate fees and understands that someone
must be present at both the Hall County Planning Commission meeting and the voting meeting
of the Hall County Board of Commissioners.

B. All applications for a change of zoning classification or use subject to approval of the county
commission shall include:

1. A narrative statement identifying the existing and proposed use of the property and
addressing each of the criteria set forth in section 17.380.060.C of this section [chapter].
Proposal does provide a narrative outlining the intent of the development however, the
applicant has not prepared a response to each of the criteria listed in 17.380.060.C.

2. Asite plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site
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improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat
or map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county
commission shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use
permitted in the proposed district. Proposal does meet the requirement. The applicant has
provided a site plan and included the necessary information to properly assess the
development.

C. For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see chapter 17.20), the following
additional requirements apply. The proposed development will utilize public sewer and water; as
such, this is not applicable.

D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning
commission. At the applicant's expense, the traffic impact study shall be prepared by a
professional engineer in accordance with requirements established by the Hall County Engineering
Department. The engineering department shall review the traffic impact study and forward any
comments to the Hall County Planning Commission. The proposed development contains less
than 100 residential dwelling units, and as such is exempt from this requirement.

Development Support and Constraints — Departmental / Agency Comments

Hall County Environmental Health

In an email dated August 31, 2023, Emily McGahee stated “Public sewer. Any abandoned well shall be
properly closed as per Water Well Standards Act. Any abandoned septic tank shall be pumped by a State
certified pumper/hauler and crushed/filled.”

Hall County Fire Marshal
In an email dated August 31, 2023 John Hornick, NPQ Fire Inspector 1, Plans Review Lieutenant stated the
following:

Current concept plan will need to be modified to meet the below fire code requirement:

International Fire Code 503.1.1 Buildings and facilities. 2018 Edition

Approved fire apparatus access roads shall be provided for every facility, building or portion of a building
hereafter constructed or moved into or within the jurisdiction. The fire apparatus access road shall
comply with the requirements of this section and shall extend to within 150 feet (45 720 mm) of all
portions of the facility and all portions of the exterior walls of the first story of the building as measured
by an approved route around the exterior of the building or facility.

Hall County Public Works and Utilities
In a memorandum from Public Works and Utilities dated August 31, 2023, Bill Nash, Director, stated the
following:

The site may require a stormwater management report should the site plan indicate the proposed

development meets stormwater thresholds for impervious surfaces and/or disturbed acreage.
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Show stream buffer and impervious setback from wrested vegetation not centerline of stream.

Floodplain present on site.

Will need to coordinate entrance design and location with Hall County Engineering with regards to Spout

In an email dated August 25, 2023, Veronica Chavers, D1TO Civil Engineer 3, stated GDOT coordination would
not be required for this development.

Applicant’s Presentation:

Randi Doveton, Planning Director, presented a summary of the request.

Steve Gilliam, 340 Jesse Jewell Parkway, Gainesville, presented the request. The applicant stated that the
previous approval wasn’t viable. The applicant presented renderings of the attached townhomes and went
over the site plan. The applicant requested variances to allow the garage to be 70% of the front facade and to
allow on-street parking for the kiosk. The applicant is willing to add more fire hydrants to meet fire marshal
requirements. The applicant stated that there is no room to build a cul-de-sac on two ends so they would like
flexibility to work with the Engineering department to utilize hammerhead road terminations.

Please find Environmental Health comments below:
Items 1A-C, 8730 Forrester Road, Crumley: No comment.

Item 2, 4057 Sargent Circle, Drees: All proposed structures must meet all residential permitting requirements
and/or required setbacks to existing septic system. Area for a feasible, full conventional recovery system must
be available for the number of bedrooms requested. Existing system evaluation and/or septic system
modification may be required for system serving existing home on property. Level 3 Soil Evaluation will be
required prior to application if existing septic system will not be used. Any abandoned well shall be properly
closed as per Water Well Standards Act by a certified well driller.

Items 3A&B, 812 Atlanta Hwy, Murillo: Connecting to Public sewer. Any abandoned septic tank shall be
pumped by a State certified pumper/hauler and crushed/filled.

The request before you is the application of Walker Anderson Homes to
Amend Condition of PRD to allow a 95-unit townhome development. This
item is located within Commission District 1.

At their October 2, 2023 meeting, the Hall County Planning Commission
voted to recommend approval with nine (9) conditions (3-2, Pilcher & Varner
opposed).

There were no comments submitted in advance of the Planning
Commission meeting and one person spoke during the public hearing.

Since the Planning Commission took action, the applicant submitted an
updated elevation rendering of the proposed townhome development.

Public Forum:

Joel Bell, 6756 Spout Springs Road, Flowery Branch, spoke in opposition. Concerns were lack of information
obtained.

Summary Analysis

The applicant is requesting to amend the previously approved conditions of a Planned Residential
Development (PRD, 17.180.060). The request was originally approved, with conditions, for a 58-unit,
detached single-family residential development by the Board of Commissioners on March 10, 2022.
Concurrent with this request is an application to rezone a 2.51+ acre parcel from AR-Ill to PRD to be utilized
as open space within this development.

In 2022, the PRD was approved as a 58-unit, detached single-family residential development. The applicant is
requesting to amend the previous approval in order to develop the site as a 95-unit attached residential
development (townhomes) instead.

With the addition of the 2.51+ parcel (15042 000140) to the project, the overall density of the development
will be 4.15 dwelling units per acre, when using the advertised GIS combined acreage of 22.88+. Note: the
applicant’s site plan shows a combined acreage of 21.46+ acres, which would result in a density of 4.43
dwelling units per acre. In both instances, the proposed density of the development exceeds the
recommended density of 2.0 units per acre established in the PRD ordinance (17.180.060) and the Residential
future land use classification in the Comprehensive Plan.

The narrative explains that the proposed site layout utilizes the topography of the site, which falls away
approximately 100 feet from Spouts Springs Road to the rear of the property. A single entrance is proposed
from Spout Springs Road. The proposed road network is “u-shaped”, with the road extending towards the
back, before turning to the left and heading back towards Spout Springs Road, where it ends in a cul-de-sac.
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The amenity area is located at the end of the cul-de-sac and is proposed to include a cabana, swimming pool
and dog park/dog walk area, with a pedestrian path and street crossing connecting the pool and dog park.

The narrative states that internal sidewalks will be installed on both sides of all streets constructed as part of
the development. However, the proposed width of the sidewalks is four feet, which is substandard to the five
foot wide requirement of the PRD ordinance (17.180.060). Each household will be provided with four parking
spaces: two garage spaces and two driveway spaces. The driveways will be a minimum of 22 feet in length
from the back of sidewalk to the front building facade, and 16 feet in width, with individual curb cuts from a
public street, according to the site plan. The western portion of the proposal, adjacent to lots 76 and 77,
includes eight on-street parallel parking spaces for visitors and to access the centralized mail kiosk; on-street

parking is not compliant with the design standards of the PRD (17.180.060) district.

The rear setback for each townhome will be 15 feet, allowing for a minimum of 30 feet of separation

between townhomes with bordering rear yards. There will be a minimum of 20 feet of side building

separation between adjacent units. Within lots 17, 18 and 19, the 75-foot impervious setback encroaches on

the rear yards and appears to come within a few feet of each of the dwellings proposed on these lots.

No variances have been submitted as part of this request.

Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the requested zoning designation_is not consistent with the

Hall County Comprehensive Plan future land use designation. Although the proposed use is consistent with
the “Residential” designation in general, the Residential designation envisions a maximum density of 2

dwelling unit per acre, similar to the maximum density requirement within a Planned Residential
Development (PRD, 17.180.060). The development has proposed a density of 4.15 DU/acre. The Residential
land use category is characterized by moderate-density residential development and neighborhoods. The
intent of this land use category is to preserve established neighborhoods and create new residential
development consistent to surrounding suburban densities, which range from low to moderate. Future
development will continue to be detached, single family homes at moderate densities.

The subject property is bordered to the west and south by Lancaster, a 187-lot subdivision which was
approved by the Board of Commissioners on October 13, 2016 at a density of 1.84 units per acre. To the
north are several developed and undeveloped Agricultural-Residential-Ill (AR-Ill) tracts, as well as the open
area of Cambridge, a 130-lot subdivision approved by the Board of Commissioners on February 25, 2016 at a
density of 2.44 units per acre. Both Cambridge and Lancaster are zoned PRD. The property across Spout
Springs Road was approved for rezoning to a 393-unit mixed use development on September 23, 2021.

Zoning Analysis

When considering a zoning amendment to the zoning maps, the following items must be considered by the
Planning Commission and the Hall County Commission pursuant to 17.380.060:

1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use and development of
adjacent and nearby property; The zoning proposal may be suitable given the context of the
surrounding area, though the proposed development is more dense than the surrounding
developments with an overall density of 4.15 du/acre.

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby
property; No, it is not anticipated that the proposed residential use will adversely affect adjacent
properties.

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has reasonable economic use as currently
zoned. The property appears to have reasonable economic use as currently zoned.

4. Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities; No, the proposed use is not expected to

cause an excessive or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities. No
letters of service have been provided confirming the availability or capacity to provide water or
sewer service to the property. The property falls within the Hall County sewer service district.

Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the land use plan; The
proposed use is not consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and the “Residential” land use
designation. Density is envisioned to be a maximum of two dwelling units per acre. The proposed
development is proposing a density of 4.15 dwelling units per acre.

The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff is unable to
determine the extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions.

The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact of
property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed.

The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property owner;
Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently
zoned.

The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land development
in the area in the vicinity of the property; Hall County property tax records show the properties are a
mixture of vacant and developed parcels, which include a number of residential structures and
accessory building, to be removed as part of the development process.

Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; Staff is
not aware of any changing conditions that affect the use and development of the property.

Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The
proposed zoning is a Planned Residential Development (PRD, 17.180.080). Per the Official Code of Hall
County, Planned Development Districts (17.180) are to be utilized as a "floating zone" which shall
mean that areas will not be pre-designated as planned development districts but rather each such
designation shall result from a specific and separate application for amendment. That being said, the
proposed density is higher than that found on surrounding properties.

Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions in
the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn.

Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate
neighborhood; The proposed density is higher than that found on immediately surrounding properties
but in general the use does not appear to be out of scale with the needs of the County as a whole, as
there is a need for additional and varied housing.

Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and
already appropriately zoned; There are no other properties within the county that are currently zoned
to support the type of mixed-use development being proposed without requiring zoning action.
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15. Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [Planning
Commission]; The request could not be handled alternatively as a variance.

16. Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the land
if the request is granted; Any land disturbance activities on the property shall be required to go
through the land development permitting process and as a result are subject to local, state, and
federal regulations. As a result, there should not be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from
any modification to the land if the request is granted.

17. Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate a
mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no indication that a mistake was made
in the original zoning.

A Planned Residential Development (PRD, 17.180.080) allows for more flexibility in the design and
development of the property. This provides for a mixture of housing types and encourages maximum use of
natural features through proper site planning measures. The development should conform to the existing
character and development pattern of the surrounding area.

plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat
or map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county
commission shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use
permitted in the proposed district. Proposal does meet the requirement. The applicant has
provided a site plan and included the necessary information to properly assess the
development.

For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see chapter 17.20), the following
additional requirements apply. The proposed development will utilize public sewer and water; as
such, this is not applicable.
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D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning
commission. At the applicant's expense, the traffic impact study shall be prepared by a
professional engineer in accordance with requirements established by the Hall County Engineering
Department. The engineering department shall review the traffic impact study and forward any
comments to the Hall County Planning Commission. The proposed development contains less
than 100 residential dwelling units, and as such is exempt from this requirement.

Any abandoned septic tank shall be pumped by a State
certified pumper/hauler and crushed/filled.”

Hall County Fire Marshal
In an email dated August 31, 2023 John Hornick, NPQ Fire Inspector 1, Plans Review Lieutenant stated the
following:

Current concept plan will need to be modified to meet the below fire code requirement:
International Fire Code 503.1.1 Buildings and facilities. 2018 Edition
Approved fire apparatus access roads shall be provided for every facility, building or portion of a building
hereafter constructed or moved into or within the jurisdiction. The fire apparatus access road shall
comply with the requirements of this section and shall extend to within 150 feet (45 720 mm) of all
portions of the facility and all portions of the exterior walls of the first story of the building as measured
by an approved route around the exterior of the building or facility.

Hall County Public Works and Utilities

In a memorandum from Public Works and Utilities dated August 31, 2023, Bill Nash, Director, stated the
following:

The site may require a stormwater management report should the site plan indicate the proposed
development meets stormwater thresholds for impervious surfaces and/or disturbed acreage.

Show stream buffer and impervious setback from wrested vegetation not centerline of stream.

Current layout provided for zoning does not meet Hall County Road standards.

No on-street parking on public right-of-way.

Floodplain present on site.

Traffic:
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Will need to coordinate entrance design and location with Hall County Engineering with regards to Spout
Springs Road Phase 2 Widening.

Utilities:

Sewer required off-site easement

Must extend 30 feet sanitary sewer to up stream proposed line.
Georgia Department of Transportation
In an email dated August 25, 2023, Veronica Chavers, D1TO Civil Engineer 3, stated GDOT coordination would
not be required for this development.

Applicant’s Presentation:

Randi Doveton, Planning Director, presented a summary of the request.

Steve Gilliam, 340 Jesse Jewell Parkway, Gainesville, presented the request. The applicant stated that the
previous approval wasn’t viable. The applicant presented renderings of the attached townhomes and went
over the site plan. The applicant requested variances to allow the garage to be 70% of the front facade and to
allow on-street parking for the kiosk. The applicant is willing to add more fire hydrants to meet fire marshal
requirements. The applicant stated that there is no room to build a cul-de-sac on two ends so they would like
flexibility to work with the Engineering department to utilize hammerhead road terminations.

Summary Analysis

The applicant is requesting a (A) Use Subject to County Commission Approval for the expansion of an existing
commercial kennel within a 5.57+ acre lot zoned Agricultural Residential IV (AR-IV, 17.120). Concurrent to
this request, the applicant is seeking relief from the conditions of 17.240.060 that require commercial kennel
structures to conform with a 200-foot setback from adjacent properties. The applicant is requesting a
reduction in the required setbacks (B) from 200 feet to 48 feet, and (C) from 200 feet to 44 feet for existing
kennel structures.

The applicant is seeking these requests retroactively. The submitted site plan reflects current conditions of
the property, including setback lines. The commercial kennel was originally approved, with conditions, by the
Board of Commissioners on August 23, 2007. One of the conditions of the 2007 conditional use permit
required “any expansion of the facility or kennel activity would be subject to further review and approval” by
the Board of Commissioners. On November 5, 2007, the Hall County Planning Commission approved a
retroactive setback variance for a 42 foot by 118 foot kennel, which was constructed without a building
permit.

Since then, the commercial kennel has been expanded beyond the original approval through the addition of
kennel-related structures and outdoor facilities, resulting in these requests. While minor additions or
adjustments to the site may be permissible, the addition of additional structures and facilities is beyond what
would be considered minor. This expansion has included the installation of four (4) structures, covered
concrete play areas, and associated fencing added without Board approval. The expansion and needed
variances were discovered earlier in 2023 when the applicant was granted approval to subdivide the
property, separating the commercial kennel from the residential uses on the property.

The applicant has stated the installation of additional buildings and improved surfaces has been for the sole
purpose of broadening and improving business offerings, including canine massage therapy, quarantine,
emergency care, and e-commerce inventory storage. The applicant also explains that many of these
improvements have been required by the Department of Agriculture and at the recommendation of the
applicant’s veterinarian. These expansions, and new internal property line dividing the kennel from the
residential property, have led to the applicant requesting relief from the 200-foot setback requirement for
commercial kennel structures and outdoor runs (17.240.060).

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Specifically, the expansion brings the kennel facilities within 48 feet of the eastern property line and 44 feet
of the western property line, variance requests (B) and (C), respectively.

As part of the application, the applicant is requesting two (2) variances from the setback requirements for
commercial kennels established in 17.240.060. Specifically, the applicant is requesting relief from the
following requirement, if the application, as presented, is approved:

e (B) Required 200 foot setback from the property line for the keeping of dogs and cats from the
property line as found in 17.240.060

o The applicant is requesting to reduce the setback to 48 feet along tax parcel 12128 000009,
(Parcel “A”) in order to bring the existing commercial kennel facilities into compliance.

e (C) Required 200 foot setback from the property line for the keeping of dogs and cats from the
property line as found in 17.240.060

o The applicant is requesting to reduce the setback to 44 feet along tax parcel 12128 000007
(Parcel “C”) in order to bring the existing commercial kennel facilities into compliance.

Based on the future land-use plan, staff finds the requested use consistent with the Rural future land use
classification of the in the Comprehensive Plan. The primary future land uses within the “Rural” Character
Area, which includes agriculture and low-density residential uses. The intention is to preserve agriculture and
the rural character of this area.

Zoning Analysis

(A) Use Subject to County Commission Approval | expansion of a commercial kennel within the Agricultural
Residential IV district 17.120.040

Per Planning Commission and Hall County Commission consideration and decision (17.380.060), the planning
commission shall study the need and justification for the change based on a determination of the facts
applicable to the particular case, and the following general lines of inquiry shall be considered, to wit:

1. Whether the zoning proposal will permit a use that is suitable in view of the use and development of
adjacent and nearby property; Yes, the proposed use is suitable in view of the use and development of
adjacent and nearby property, though the use is slightly more intensive than traditional agricultural
and residential uses in the area. Many adjacent properties host low-intensity agricultural uses. It
should be noted, the commercial kennel is an existing use and the current request is to being into
compliance the expansion and noncompliance with setback standards.

2. Whether the zoning proposal will adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or nearby
property; The zoning proposal should not adversely affect the existing use or usability of adjacent or
nearby properties as the kennel is existing and the expansion is being considered retroactively.

3. Whether the property to be affected by the zoning proposal has reasonable economic use as currently
zoned. The subject property is zoned Agricultural Residential IV (AR-1V, 17.120) and is developed with a
single-family residence and a commercial kennel. The commercial kennel was established in 2007.

Whether the zoning proposal will result in a use which will or could cause an excessive or burdensome
use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities; No, the proposed use should not cause an
excessive or burdensome use of existing streets, transportation facilities, or utilities.

Whether the zoning proposal is in conformity with the policy and intent of the land use plan; Yes, the
requested zoning designation is consistent with the future land use classification of Rural in the
Comprehensive Plan, but at a higher intensity.

The extent to which property values are diminished by the existing zoning restrictions; Staff has not
identified that the existing property values have been impacted by the existing zoning.

The extent to which the destruction of the subject property's value under the existing zoning promotes
the health, safety, morals or general welfare of the public; Staff is unable to comment on the impact of
property values without a full market analysis. Multiple factors impact property value including
construction types, proposed uses, and maintenance. Often it is difficult to determine the effect of a
development on adjacent properties until the development is completed.

The relative gain to the public as compared to the hardship imposed upon the individual property owner;
Staff has not identified a hardship imposed on the property owner as the property is currently zoned.

The length of time the property has been vacant as zoned considered in the context of land development
in the area in the vicinity of the property; The site has been developed with a residential building since
at least 2000, per Property Tax records.

Whether there are other existing or changing conditions affecting the use or development of the
property which give supporting grounds for either approval or disapproval of the zoning proposal; There
are no known changing conditions affecting the use or development of the property.

Whether the change would create an isolated district unrelated to the surrounding districts; The current
request is to retroactively expand a conditional use and the underlying Agricultural Residential IV (AR-
1V, 17.120) will remain unchanged. All neighboring parcels are zoned similarly, or are a Planned
Commercial Farm District (PCFD, 17.180.100).

Whether the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions in
the area; There is no evidence that the present zoning district boundaries are illogically drawn.

Whether the change requested is out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole or the immediate
neighborhood; The proposed use is not out of scale with the needs of the county as a whole. This
establishment provides dog boarding services, which are important to the community and promote the
well-being of dogs.

Whether it is impossible to find adequate sites for the proposed use in districts permitting such use and
already appropriately zoned; Commercial kennel are subject to county commission approval and are
not permitted by right in any zoning district, so it would be impossible to find a district in which this
use is inherently permitted.

Whether the need for rezoning could be handled instead by a variance request to the [Planning
Commission]; No, the request could not be handled alternatively as a variance as the requested use
requires conditional use approval in the underlying Agricultural Residential IV district (AR-1V, 17.120).

Whether there would be an ecological or pollution impact resulting from major modifications to the land
if the request is granted; There are no significant changes proposed to the site that should have an
ecological or pollution impact.

17. Whether there is reasonable evidence based upon existing and anticipated land use that would indicate a
mistake was made in the original zoning of the property; There is no evidence to indicate a mistake was
made in the original zoning of the property.

The Planning Commission is hereby authorized to grant variances from the strict application of this Resolution
upon proof by a preponderance of the evidence that 2.60.030.) provided the request meets the criteria set
forth in 2.60.030.K.

1. There are extraordinary and exceptional conditions pertaining to the particular lot in question because
of its size, shape or topography (the hardship must relate to the physical character of the lot and not
to a personal or economic hardship); There do not appear to be extraordinary or exceptional
conditions pertaining to the subject property.

2. The application of the requirements of this Title 17 to this particular piece of property would create
an unusual hardship; The applicant would have to make modify the site, removing several concrete
enclosures and existing building.

2. Asite plan drawn to scale designating the area covered by the application and identifying
existing and proposed buildings and uses, adjacent existing land uses, zoning on contiguous
parcels, including those across an abutting public right-of-way, and any other significant site
improvements proposed to accommodate the proposed use or buffer adjacent uses, etc., or a
plat of the subject property where no specific land use is proposed. In cases where only a plat or
map is provided and no land use is proposed, the planning commission and county commission
shall evaluate the application based on the most intense possible land use permitted in the
proposed district. The submitted site plan is drawn to scale and includes the necessary details
to assess the request.

C. For any application for a slow rate land treatment system (see chapter 17.20), the following
additional requirements apply. This standard is not applicable as the site will be served by an onsite
septic system.

D. For any application proposing the development of 100 or more residential dwelling units, a traffic
impact study shall be submitted prior to consideration of the application by the planning
commission.
