What security does this 
provide for us? 

• Can you remember the time when God called you? For some God called over many years, but for others 
he called in a moment.  Testify to God’s calling of you. 

• How does the Spirit sanctify you? 

• Are you a thankful person? What brings forth gratitude in you?
