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“Students should be put into situations where 
they might experience failure...young people 
grow most profoundly when challenged 
and given latitude to make mistakes” (Tom 
Sturtevant, former Head of School at Northfield 
Mount Hermon Prep).

The end of the school year is not just a time for 
relief, but also for reflection; it is an opportunity 
to look back on the struggles and failures of 
the school year with an eye to learning.

Consider the baseball player who takes a cut 
at a bad pitch for the third strike, the scholar 
who draws a blank because of a lack of 
preparation for the big test, the musician who 
hits a wrong note during a solo, or the friend 
who posts something on social media that 
cripples a relationship.

You can pay for failure by suffering the 
consequences, and then putting your head 
down and grumbling at the world, getting 
angry at someone, or making yourself the 
victim of circumstance. Or, you can invest in 
failure by looking at the lesson learned, and 
the actions, habits, or attitudes that need to 
change, asking, “What is the message I am 
supposed to be getting about me here?”

The Psalmist said, “So teach us to number our 
days that we may get a heart of wisdom” 
(Psalm 90:12). The Apostle Paul echoed this 
when he said, “Look carefully then how you 
walk, not as unwise but as wise, making the 
best use of the time, because the days are 
evil” (Ephesians 5:15-16).

Carole Hyatt and Linda Gottlieb, co-authors 
of When Smart People Fail, offer this take on 
redeeming failure:

“I divide the world into learners and  
nonlearners. There are people who learn, 
who are open to what happens around them, 
who listen, who hear lessons. When they do 
something stupid, they don’t do it again. And 
when they do something that works a bit, they 
do it even better and harder the next time. 
The question to ask is not whether you are a 
success or a failure, but whether you are a 
learner or a nonlearner.”

Perhaps there is no failure, only feedback. 
Perhaps we should not be asking ourselves 
why we failed, but what we learned. That is 
one way we can redeem our days. May we 
look back on this year and see only successes 
and growing pains!

$1,000, enabling them reach their $6,400 goal.

In honor of the day, HCA high 
schoolers held a Prayer Lunch where they led their 
classmates and teachers in prayer to intercede for 
America’s leaders and families.
