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A WORD IN SEASON

FAITH FOOTSTEPS

“Train a child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not turn from it.” Proverbs 22:6

The statistics are grim. Anywhere from 50-70%
of young people struggle with or walk away
from their faith after high school. This raises @
crucial question for parents: What makes the
others continue in their faithe

The good news is that parents have the biggest
impact on their children’s journey of faith. But
what practices help young people confinue
to embrace their faithe

Discuss your own faith journey. Emphasize
your relationship with Christ, His grace, and His
forgiveness. Use life events to make faith real
as you converse about how knowing God and
understanding Scripture can impact the world.

Allow kids to wrestle with tough questions.
Be quick fo listen and challenge kids to think
through their issues and doubts, but be slow
to give simple answers. Provide resources that
can help them understand and grow.

Encourage kids to interact with Christian adults.
As they grow older and become independent,
they need other frustworthy adults who can
speak into their lives.

Let kids enjoy the experience of serving others.
This will create understanding and empathy

for those who are different. It will allow them
to understand that they are stewards, not
owners, of their gifts, time, and resources.

Finally, be what you hope to see in your child.
A faith that is alive and exciting will most likely
be imitated. Praying, doing devotions, and
vocalizihg God's work in your life will help kids
see what a normal Christian walk is like.

University of Notre Dame sociologist, Christian
Smith, says that parents, for better or worse,
are actually the most influential pastors of their
children. Every child has free will, and there are
no magic formulas, but planting and watering
the seeds prepare the spiritual soil.

HCA parents have the benefit of critical
reinforcements in their efforts. Daily Bible
classes with opportunities to wrestle with serious
questions and apply God's Word to life's
challenges, Christian teacher-mentors who
model the love of Christ, and the discipline
of exercising love and grace in a faith-filled
community, all support the work of our parents.
We are grateful for that partnership that makes
HCA special, as we work together to build a
solid foundation so that our young people can
walk in their parents’ faith footsteps.
