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While there have been plenty of kit variations for 
the Black-and-Red since 1996, the jerseys’ core 
elements have remained clean, sharp, and at the 
forefront of MLS designs since the club’s inception.

From the 1996 black shirt with three white 
horizontal stripes across the chest, to the famous 
“Cat in the Hat” blue jersey with red and white 
striped sleeves, United have worn some of the 
most iconic jerseys in the league over the past 22 
seasons. In MLS’ early years, while other clubs 
were focused on producing a counterculture image 
through bold, flashy designs, the Black-and-Red set 
the bar for a classic yet easily identifiable kit,

and other teams soon followed suit. Since then, 
the designs have changed and the stars above the 
crest have accumulated, but United’s sharp, direct 
aesthetics have stayed at the forefront of the club’s 
jersey designs. 

United will don their new gray and black, 
horizontally striped primary jerseys during their 
inaugural season at Audi Field. With silver numbers 
and lettering, Audi Field’s coordinates on the neck, 
and a D.C. boundary stone jock tag, the 2018 jersey 
honors the club’s history while welcoming the new 
era at Audi Field.

JERSEY HISTORY
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1996 MLS CUP CHAMPIONS
D.C. United 3–2 L.A. Galaxy  |  10/20/96

The first MLS Cup final was held at Foxboro 
Stadium outside of Boston in pouring rain and 
with steady winds. D.C. United came back from a 
two-goal deficit to seal a 3-2 victory over the Los 
Angeles Galaxy. Tony Sanneh was first to score for 
United and then Shawn Medved followed his lead, 
equalizing the game in the 82nd minute of play. The 
match entered the golden goal overtime period and 
Eddie Pope drove a header from the near post past 
Jorge Campos to give United the honor of being 
the first club to raise the Alan I. Rothenberg Trophy.

1996 L AMAR HUNT

Ten days after their MLS Cup triumph, D.C. United 
collected their second trophy of MLS’ inaugural 
year by defeating the USL’s Rochester Raging 

Rhinos 3-0 at RFK Stadium to win the Lamar Hunt 
U.S. Open Cup. Raúl Díaz Arce, Eddie Pope, and 
Jaime Moreno all scored to help United secure 
the win, giving the Black-and-Red the first-ever 
“double” in U.S. soccer history.

The lone goal of the game came 
off the sole of Eddie Pope’s cleat in the 41st minute 
to lead United in their first international tournament 
triumph. The win also marked the first time that 
an American club team had won a continental 
championship.

Facing South American Champion CR Vasco 
de Gama of Brazil, United lost the home leg 1-0 on 
November 14 at RFK Stadium before 26,213 fans. 
In the away leg, played at Lockhart Stadium in Fort 
Lauderdale, Fla., Tony Sanneh’s first-half goal drew 
the teams level on aggregate before Eddie Pope’s 
goal in the 77th minute gave United the 
historic victory.

United 
defended in depth after the first 45 minutes, not 
allowing the Galaxy a single shot on goal, while 
nearly notching additional goals with a number of 
quality counter attack chances. The win gave United 
their third MLS Cup in four seasons.

D.C. United won their fourth Major League Soccer 
championship in nine seasons with a wildly 
entertaining 3-2 victory against the Kansas City 
Wizards at the Home Depot Center in Carson, 
California. Alecko Eskandarian scored in the 19th 
and 23rd minutes, a Kansas City own goal provided 
a third and United earned their first MLS Cup since 
1999.

D.C. United won their second Lamar Hunt U.S. 
Open Cup by defeating the USL’s Charleston 
Battery 2-1 at RFK Stadium. Luciano Emilio opened 
up the scoreboard in the 4th minute before Fred 
scored the decisive goal in the 50th minute and 
help United secure the win, giving the Black-and-
Red their first U.S. Open Cup since 1996.

D.C. United won the 100th edition of the Lamar 
Hunt U.S. Open Cup on October 1 with a 1-0 
victory–courtesy of a Lewis Neal goal–over Real 
Salt Lake at Rio Tinto Stadium in Sandy, UT. 
With the win, United claimed their third Lamar 
Hunt U.S. Open Cup (1996, 2008, 2013) and added 
to the club’s record-setting trophy haul.

D.C. United, the most decorated club in American 
soccer, have won 13 trophies over the past 22 
seasons. 
 
The Black-and-Red have won the joint-most 
Supporters’ Shields with four, have won the MLS 
Cup four times and the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open 
Cup three times.

They are also one of only two teams to ever 
win a CONCACAF regional tournament, 
defeating Club Toluca in the 1998 Champions’ 
Cup, the predecessor to the CONCACAF 
Champions League. United also won the Copa 
Interamericana the same year, beating Brazilian 
side Vasco da Gama. They are the only MLS team 
to ever win an intercontinental tournament.

TROPHY CASE 
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United played the first-ever Major League Soccer 
match at RFK Stadium on April 20, 1996, at what 
could be considered the United State’s first home 
for soccer. Over the next 22 seasons, the Black-
and-Red built a storied history within the stadium, 
becoming MLS’ most-decorated franchise while 
playing 347 regular season matches, 25 playoff 
games and winning four trophies at RFK. 

The stadium served as the backdrop to many of 
the club’s biggest accomplishments between 1996 
and 2017. In 1996, United captured their first U.S. 
Open Cup at RFK and completed the first American 
“double” by winning MLS Cup and the U.S. Open 
Cup in the same year. The next season, United 
became the first team to repeat as MLS Cup 

champions and the first team to win an MLS Cup 
on home soil. The Black-and-Red also hosted the 
CONCACAF Champions’ Cup, CONCACAF Giants’ 
Cup, Interamerican Cup, and three U.S. Open Cup 
championships at RFK. 

After 22 seasons, United ended their tenure at their 
original home on Oct. 22, 2017 with #LastCallatRFK 
and Legends Weekend. United icons—including 
Jaime Moreno, Marco Etcheverry, John Harkes and 
Hristo Stoichkov—reunited at the historic stadium 
for the final time in a Legends Match to celebrate 
the club’s rich history. D.C. United then played their 
last MLS regular season game against the New 
York Red Bulls.

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1996 / 16-16-0 
MLS CUP CHAMPIONS, U.S. OPEN CUP CHAMPIONS
The club’s inaugural season in 1996 proved to be a fruitful one for the Black-and-Red. After a slow start in 
league play, United found the right balance and went into the postseason as the team to beat. They proved 
to be just that, defeating the Los Angeles Galaxy 3-2 in overtime via a golden goal header by defender 
Eddie Pope to capture the first MLS Cup title on Oct. 20. One trophy was not enough for the Black-and- 
Red that fall, as three days later, United shut out the Rochester Raging Rhinos of the A-League (now the 
USL First Division) 3-0 to win the U.S. Open Cup, the country’s oldest soccer tournament. The Black-and-
Red became the first club to capture America’s version of the “double.”

CONCACAF CHAMPIONS’ CUP WINNERS, INTER AMERICAN CUP WINNERS
United failed to capture domestic honors for the first time in their short history, losing to the Chicago Fire 
2-0 in MLS Cup ‘98. Though United would be disappointed on the home front, their previous success gave 
them the opportunity to seek honors on a larger stage. After reaching the semifinals of the CONCACAF 
Champions’ Cup in 1997, the Black-and-Red made it one step further to the finals in 1998, where they 
faced Mexican ‘supercampeon’ Toluca. A dramatic 1-0 victory at RFK Stadium not only gave the Black-
and-Red their first international trophy, but also the chance for a second by earning a berth to the 1998 
InterAmerican Cup. Legendary Brazilian side Vasco da Gama was South America’s representative, and 
they proved formidable, winning the first leg of the championship at RFK Stadium by a 1-0 score. However, 
United shocked the Brazilian team, and much of the soccer world, by winning the away leg at Lockhart 
Stadium in Ft. Lauderdale by a 2-1 margin. Thanks to a pair of road goals, United won the fixture and came 
away with the InterAmerican Cup trophy and the title “Champion of the Americas.” That contest proved 
to be a fitting farewell for head coach Bruce Arena, who left the District of Columbia to conquer further 
international battles as the head coach of the U.S. Men’s National Team.

CLUB HISTORY

THE CLUB
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2005 / 16-10-6

In 2005, after a mediocre start to the season, United rebounded and finished second in the Eastern 
Conference with a record of 16-10-6. The 16 wins were the most since 1999, when the team won 23 games. 
Jaime Moreno again led the Black-and-Red offensively, tallying 16 goals – tied for his career best. The team 
also played in the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup, Copa Nissan Sudamericana and an international friendly 
against the reigning English Premier League Champion, Chelsea FC. The club’s MLS season ended with a 
disappointing loss in the first round of MLS Cup Playoffs to the Chicago Fire. 
 

2006 / 15-7-10 
SUPPORTERS’ SHIELD WINNERS

D.C. United reasserted themselves as the best team in Major League Soccer in 2006, bringing home their 
third Supporters’ Shield trophy with a 15-7-10 record. United started off the season in spectacular form 
– going unbeaten from May 1 to July 29 – for a team-best 14 straight matches. Christian Gómez led the 
league’s most potent offense, chalking up 12 goals and 11 assists on his way to the MLS MVP award. Other 
highlights for the year included a 4-0 victory over Scotland’s Celtic FC and an impressive 1-1 draw against 
the famed Real Madrid of Spain. The club’s MLS season ended with a 1-0 loss in the Eastern Conference 
championship to the visiting New England Revolution.

2007 / 16-7-7 
SUPPORTERS’ SHIELD WINNERS

Tom Soehn became the fifth head coach in United history after Peter Nowak left to become an assistant 
coach with the U.S. Men’s National Team. Soehn, who had served as an assistant under Nowak since 
2004, got off to a slow start, beginning the season 0-3. The Black-and-Red, however, rebounded and for 
the second consecutive season had the most potent attack in MLS. United won their fourth Supporters’ 
Shield, becoming the first team in league history to win the award in back-to-back years. The addition of 
Brazilians Luciano Emilio and Fred, along with veterans Jaime Moreno, Christian Gómez and Ben Olsen 
helped the team score 56 regular season goals. In August, Moreno scored his 109th career regular season 
goal, breaking the MLS record. He finished the season with 112 career goals. The campaign also featured 
the club’s participation in the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup, the inaugural SuperLiga and Copa Nissan 
Sudamericana.

2008 / 11-15-4 
L AMAR HUNT U.S. OPEN CUP CHAMPIONS

Though United added their 12th major piece of silverware to the trophy case, the campaign was largely a 
disappointment as D.C. missed out on the MLS Cup Playoffs for the first time since 2002. After a terrible 
2-7 start in league play, the team found their groove through the middle part of the year, going 8-3-1 from 
May 4 until Aug. 23. Unfortunately, injuries decimated Tom Soehn’s side and the team’s record down the 
stretch was a dismal 1-5-3. Being forced to play the most games in club history – an astonishing 47 fixtures, 
complicated matters. The team fell short in international competitions as well, failing to capture hardware in 
the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup, SuperLiga and CONCACAF Champions League. The lone bright spot was 
the team’s second Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup championship, which was captured after a 2-1 win over the 
Charleston Battery of United Soccer League’s First Division.

2000 / 8-18-6

For the first time in club history, United failed to qualify for postseason competition or capture any sort of 
silverware. The team managed a record of just 2-9-1 to start the season and never recovered from their 
early struggles, finishing last in the Eastern Division. The team’s midseason 3-1 win over Newcastle United 
at RFK Stadium was one of the positives in a difficult campaign. Another bright spot during the 2000 
campaign was the debut of 16-year-old midfielder Bobby Convey, who at the time of his first game—March 
25 against the Los Angeles Galaxy—was the youngest player to play in an MLS game. 
 

2001 / 8-16-2

United supporters suffered another difficult year as the club finished last in the Eastern Division and missed 
the playoffs for the second consecutive season. For the second year in a row, United had a player debut as 
the youngest in league history when Santino Quaranta came on as a substitute against the New England 
Revolution on May 9. The 16-year-old also became the youngest player to be named as a Player of the Week 
and an MLS All-Star. 
 

2002 / 9-14-5

After two disappointing seasons, United named former Miami Fusion skipper Ray Hudson as the club’s third 
head coach on Jan. 8. Hudson and his new club’s push for the postseason lasted until the final match of the 
schedule, but the Black-and-Red missed out on the MLS Cup Playoffs for a third straight season. 2002 did 
have some bright spots, however, with a trio of club and league firsts. Domestically, United hosted the 2002 
MLS All-Star Game at RFK Stadium for the first time and also won the inaugural Atlantic Cup trophy in their 
yearly season series with New York. Internationally, the Black-and-Red became the first MLS side to travel 
to England when they defeated Tottenham Hotspur 1-0 in a tribute match at the famed White Hart Lane in 
October. 
 

2003 / 10-11-9

Following a third unsuccessful campaign, the club used the time before the start of the 2003 season to 
make drastic changes to the squad. U.S. National Team star Earnie Stewart was allocated to the club, 
bringing the veteran home from Holland, where he enjoyed unparalleled success for an American expatriate. 
Richie Williams, Eddie Pope and Jaime Moreno all headed north to join the New York MetroStars, while 
defender Mike Petke made the reverse journey to join the Black-and-Red. Former Indiana University 
standout and MLS All-Star Dema Kovalenko was also brought in to shake things up in the midfield, while 
his Fire teammate and Bulgarian legend Hristo Stoitchkov was added as a player/coach. Though United 
struggled early in the season to pick up points, the off-season moves did pay off, as the club posted a 
regular season record of 10-11-9, sending the club back to the MLS Cup Playoffs for the first time since 
winning the Cup in 1999. However, United fell to the Chicago Fire in the first round of the postseason, 
ending a run for the team’s fourth MLS Cup.

2004 / 11-10-9 
MLS CUP CHAMPIONS

The beginning of 2004 was an exciting time for the Black-and-Red, as head coach Peter Nowak and teen 
phenom Freddy Adu both joined the club in January. Nowak became the fourth coach in team history, while 
Freddy was the first overall selection in the MLS SuperDraft. Jaime Moreno returned to D.C. following a 
one-year stint with the New York MetroStars. After a 5-5-5 start during the first part of the MLS regular 
season, United began to buy into Coach Nowak’s hardworking, aggressive and team-oriented strategy 
and finished the regular season with an 11-10-9 record. In the final game of the regular season, the team 
registered a thrilling 3-2 victory over the MetroStars that vaulted them past New York and into second 
place in the Eastern Conference standings. United carried their hot streak into the playoffs, eliminating the 
MetroStars in the first round and the New England Revolution in the Eastern Conference championship on 
the way to their fifth MLS Cup championship game. In the MLS Cup final, United defeated the Kansas City 
Wizards 3-2 at the Home Depot Center in Carson, Calif. to raise the club’s fourth MLS Cup.
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2009 / 9-8-13
Despite the fact that United made significant changes to the 2008 team, the Black-and-Red found 
themselves at the end of the 2009 campaign without hardware and, for the second year in a row, out of 
the playoffs. The team drew a league-record 13 matches as D.C. put together a 9-8-13 record. The club 
began the season well and were in first place in the Eastern Conference at the midpoint of the season 
with a record of 5-2-8. As the summer wore on and the games piled up, D.C. did not get the results they 
needed, managing a record of just 4-6-5 in the second half of the year. United also fell short in non-league 
competition. An impressive run in the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup ended with a deflating 2-1 loss to 
expansion side Seattle Sounders FC at RFK Stadium. The team showed vast improvement in CONCACAF 
Champions League play, finishing the group stage with a 3-2-1 record, but failed to advance to the next 
round. The play of rookies Chris Pontius and Rodney Wallace, along with newcomers Dejan Jakovic, Julius 
James and Josh Wicks, in particular, gave United fans hope the team would soon reestablish themselves 
atop Major League Soccer.

2010 / 6-20-4
Steadying the ship in United’s most tumultuous season, Ben Olsen took over as interim head coach from 
Curt Onalfo on Aug. 7 at New England. The Black-and-Red showed improvement under Olsen, winning 2-0 
over the Philadelphia Union on Aug. 22 and beating eventual MLS Cup champions Colorado Rapids 1-0 on 
the road on Oct. 1. United also reached the semifinal round of the 2010 Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup, falling 
in extra time to the Columbus Crew. The lasting image of the 2010 campaign was of club captain and 15-
year MLS veteran Jaime Moreno taking his lap of honor around RFK Stadium on Oct. 23 in his final match 
for D.C. United against Toronto FC. Moreno retired as MLS’s all-time leading goal scorer with 133 goals. 
MLS Rookie of the Year: Andy Najar

2011 / 9-13-12
United made big strides in 2011, staying in the playoff hunt until the final week of the season. The mid-
season acquisition of Dwayne De Rosario provided D.C. the playmaker they’d been lacking as the Canadian 
tallied 13 goals and seven assists in 17 games en route to the league’s scoring title and MVP award. 
Through 25 games, United had the best record of all Eastern Conference teams, but injuries to Chris 
Pontius and Dejan Jakovic hampered the Black-and-Red’s success, who went 1-6-2 to finish the season. 
The year also included friendlies against reigning Dutch champion AFC Ajax and England’s Everton FC.

2012 / 17-10-7
After a disappointing end to the 2011 campaign and the fourth straight season without making the 
postseason, Head Coach Ben Olsen and the technical staff made the difficult decision to part ways with 
several club veterans. Santino Quaranta (10 seasons in D.C.), Clyde Simms (7 seasons), Devon McTavish 
(6 seasons), and Marc Burch (5 seasons) all departed as United rebuilt. The club went undefeated at home 
dating back to opening night and had two players named to the MLS All-Star Game roster (Pontius, De 
Rosario), while Olsen was named the game’s coach. After 2011 MLS MVP Dwayne De Rosario went down 
with an injury while on Canadian National Team duty, the season looked likely to end on a sour note, but 
United went undefeated in their next seven games to lock up their first playoff berth in five years along 
with the number two seed in the 2014 MLS Cup Playoffs.

2013 / 3-24-7

L AMAR HUNT U.S. OPEN CUP CHAMPIONS
Out of a season full of difficulty, injuries, bad luck and disappointment, D.C. United completed a stirring 
run in the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup, capturing the title for the third time. United opened the competition 
with a penalty shootout win over its USL Pro affiliate, the Richmond Kickers, before beating Philadelphia, 
New England and Chicago en route to the final on the road at Real Salt Lake. Lewis Neal’s goal was the 
difference at Rio Tinto Stadium, where the Black-and-Red stunned the hosts, 1-0. The trophy celebration 
brought relief as United set an MLS record for fewest victories in a season. Perry Kitchen, who made 31 
appearances (all starts), was named the team’s most valuable player.

2014 / 17-9-7
With a rebuilt roster full of new faces and a maturing group of young players under the stewardship of 
General Manager Dave Kasper and Head Coach Ben Olsen, D.C. United completed the biggest single 
season turnaround in MLS history, finishing the season 45 points higher from their finish in 2013. The 
Black-and-Red’s defense was one of the toughest in MLS, led by team captain Bobby Boswell manning 
the backline and GK Bill Hamid, who went on to win MLS Goalkeeper of the Year. Boswell was a finalist for 
Defender of the Year in his first year back in D.C. after a six-season absence alongside Rookie of the Year 
finalist Steven Birnbaum, and Fabián Espíndola was an outside contender for MLS MVP. United captured 
first place in the Eastern Conference and posted a perfect 4-0-0 record in CONCACAF Champions League 
group play to qualify for the quarterfinals of the competition in early 2015.

2015 / 15-13-6

En route to their 12th postseason appearance in 20 seasons, D.C. United set the pace early in the regular 
season. With three 1-0 victories in their first four matches, the Black-and-Red took over first place in early 
April and held it until mid-September, meanwhile establishing a new club record of 20 straight matches at 
home without a defeat. United utilized 29 different starting lineups in 34 matches, had a goal or assist from 
18 different players, came from behind to win eight times and won 11 one-goal matches. The Black-and-Red 
went 3-0-1 in the group stage of the Scotiabank CONCACAF Champions League.

2016 / 11-10-13

2016 was a year of two halves for the Black-and-Red.  While second-year goalkeeper Travis Worra filled in 
admirably for Homegrown goalkeeper Bill Hamid early on, starting 12 of the first 13 matches, Ben Olsen’s 
side started slowly, not winning consecutive matches until late in the season. Loan acquisition Luciano 
Acosta proved to be a solid contributor in midfield, leading the team in assists and winning MLS Goal 
of the Month for his chip against the New England Revolution on April 23. After United acquired winger 
Lloyd Sam and forward Patrick Mullins in July,  the Black-and-Red were the most dominant offensive force 
in Major League Soccer, scoring more goals than any other side over the final 15 matches of the regular 
season.  And while the first-round loss to the Montreal Impact was disappointing, the Black-and-Red ended 
the year scoring multiple goals in ten consecutive matches.

2017 / 9-20-5

In the final season of their 22-year tenure at RFK Stadium, United dealt with injuries to key players and a 
shortage of luck in defining moments. The Black-and-Red struggled to recapture the offensive force that 
characterized the second half of the 2016 season. United ownership and management made major roster 
moves in the summer transfer window by acquiring Young Designated Player and capped USMNT winger 
Paul Arriola along with Hungarian National Team player Zoltán Stieber, Bolivian National Team player Bruno 
Miranda and TSG 1899 Hoffenheim’s U.S. Youth National Team midfielder Russell Canouse in an effort to 
build a promising core of players for the future. United will transition to their new home at Audi Field in 
July 2018.

Introduced along with Jason Levien as D.C. United Managing General Partner 
on July 10, 2012, Erick Thohir is an Indonesian entrepreneur and sports investor.

In addition to D.C. United, his International Sports Capital company acquired 
a controlling stake of the Italian Serie A professional soccer club, F.C. 
Internazionale Milano in November of 2013. Thohir was subsequently elected 
the 21st President in Internazionale’s 106 year history. The combination of 
these two football/soccer properties advances the global strategy of his sports 
portfolio, which includes former co-ownership of the NBA’s Philadelphia 76ers 
as well.

Thohir is also the founder of the Mahaka Group, a business which focuses 
on media and entertainment holdings. Mahaka’s interests include a ticketing 
company, top ranked radio and television stations, and numerous additional 
restructured businesses.

JASON M. LEVIEN
Managing General Partner & CEO

D.C. United's Managing General Partner Jason Levien oversees the 
organization on behalf of ownership, including soccer and business operations.  
He serves on Major League Soccer's Board of Governors.

Since 2012, Levien has led the efforts that resulted in the development of the 
club's new state-of-the-art 20,000 seat Audi Field home and adjoining mixed-
use development in D.C.'s Southwest waterfront. It is the largest ever public 
investment in a soccer stadium in the United States.

United were entering their fifth consecutive season without reaching the 
playoffs when current ownership arrived. In the six seasons since, D.C. United 
have qualified for the playoffs all but twice, reached the Eastern Conference 
Finals and won the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup.

Levien is the founder of Levien Sports and Entertainment (LSE), a diversified 
global investment and advisory company.  LSE has sports-focused investments 
which, in addition to Major League Soccer, include interests in autonomous 
video production, eSports and Swansea City A.F.C. of the English Premier 
League where Levien serves as Co-Managing Partner.

Previously, Levien served as CEO and Managing Partner of the NBA's 
Memphis Grizzlies and the FedexForum. During his tenure, the team had their 
most successful period in franchise history, including the most regular season 
wins and deepest playoff run (Western Conference Finals), as well as being 
named the Number One Professional Sports Franchise in North America by 
ESPN.

Levien graduated from Pomona College, where he was a member of the 
basketball team. He received a Juris Doctor from the University of Michigan 
Law School, where he served as a law review editor. He earned a Master's in 
Public Policy from the University of Michigan.

Troy fills the role of Vice President of Stadium Development and Operations where he 
will lead D.C. United’s efforts on Stadium planning, design and construction. Troy comes 
from the facility and event operations world where his background is in managing large 
scale capital projects, as well as a proven high degree of experience in facility and event 
management. He also has strong local government and corporate ties. He most recently 
served as the Vice President of Operations for Events DC.

Levien served as a judicial law clerk for the Honorable Diana Motz of the U.S. Court 
of Appeals for the 4th Circuit and subsequently worked at Williams & Connolly LLP 
in Washington, D.C.

Levien has been an adjunct professor at the University of California Berkeley School 
of Law as well as being awarded fellowships at the University of Michigan and 
Harvard Law School.
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DAVE K ASPER
GENER AL MANAGER 
AND VICE PRESIDENT OF SOCCER OPER ATIONS
During Kasper’s 16-year tenure, D.C. United have won five major trophies: the 
2004 MLS Cup, two MLS Supporters' Shields (2006 and 2007) and two Lamar 
Hunt U.S. Open Cups (2008 and 2013). Kasper has guided United to nine playoff 
appearances, including three as the first-place team in the Eastern Conference. 
United also reached the 2009 Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup finals.

He has managed 16 MLS Best XI selections, including three MLS MVPs: 
Christian Gomez (2006), Luciano Emilio (2007) and Dwayne De Rosario (2011). 
He has also had two goalkeepers of the year, Troy Perkins (2006) and Bill Hamid 
(2014), one defender of the year, Bobby Boswell (2006), and one rookie of the 
year, Andy Najar (2010). In addition to Najar, four other D.C. United players have 
also been named as rookie of the year finalists in six seasons: Chris Pontius 
(2009), Perry Kitchen (2011), Nick DeLeon (2012) and Steven Birnbaum (2014).  

Kasper joined D.C. United in 2002 and has continued the club’s winning 
tradition while building a deep and talented roster and expanding the club’s 
reach in player development. After coming on board as Technical Director, 
Kasper was named General Manager in 2007.  He was an integral force in the 
biggest single-season turnaround in Major League Soccer history in 2014, when 
the Black-and-Red finished atop the Eastern Conference for the first time since 
2007. Following the 2014 season, Kasper was named Vice President of Soccer 
Operations in addition to his role as General Manager. 

Kasper has also overseen the dramatic growth and success of D.C. United’s 
youth development efforts, including the D.C. United Academy. He has been 
largely responsible for one of the strongest academy systems in Major League 
Soccer, bringing nine local products through the ranks to the First Team: Andy 
Najar, Bill Hamid, Ethan White, Conor Shanosky, Michael Seaton, Collin Martin, 
Jalen Robinson, Chris Durkin and Ian Harkes. Najar, who played for Honduras 
at the 2014 FIFA World Cup, was the first Homegrown player to be named 
MLS Rookie of the Year in 2010 and the first Homegrown player to permanently 
move to a European side when he was signed by Belgium’s R.S.C. Anderlecht 
in January 2013. Hamid was the first Homegrown player to be named MLS 
Goalkeeper of the Year in 2014.

Kasper has a vast array of soccer experience as a player, coach and front 
office executive. During his playing career, Kasper was a standout forward 
at the University of Maryland, earning All-ACC honors while also serving as 
a member of the U-20 U.S. Men’s National Team. He played professionally 
for the Milwaukee Wave (1989-90) and the Pittsburgh Stingers (1990-94) and 
transitioned into Duquesne University’s first-ever head coach. Kasper was 
named general manager of the Pittsburgh Riverhounds in 1998 (USL-1). The 
following year, Kasper led the organization to the playoffs and to Organization 
of the Year honors. In 2016, he was inducted into the Virginia-D.C. Soccer Hall 
of Fame.

 

THE TEAM
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BEN OLSEN
HE AD COACH 

Ben Olsen is the longest-tenured head coach in D.C. United history, having 
served since the middle of the 2010 season. With Olsen on the sideline, the 
Black-and-Red have qualified for the MLS Cup Playoffs three times in the last 
five years, including back-to-back-to-back seasons in 2014-15-16. In 2014, Olsen 
was named MLS Coach of the Year after helping guide the Black-and-Red to the 
biggest single-season turnaround in Major League Soccer history, finishing the 
regular season in first place in the Eastern Conference for the first time since 
2007 and with the most points in team history.

Since 2014, Olsen has a coaching record of 84-107-59 in the MLS regular 
season and has averaged over 11 wins a season since 2011. In July of 2016, he 
coached his 200th game at the helm of the Black-and-Red.  At the start of the 
2018 season, Olsen is fifth among active coaches in wins (84) and one of 14 
coaches in league history with at least 80 victories.

Following his retirement as a player, Olsen's coaching career began in 2010 as 
an assistant under Curt Onalfo. Midway through the campaign, Olsen replaced 
Onalfo, making his debut as Interim Head Coach on Aug. 7 at New England. 
Olsen won his first match in charge on Aug. 22 against Philadelphia and was 
hired permanently on Nov. 29, 2010. At 33 years old he was the youngest 
coach in Major League Soccer. In 2012, Olsen guided D.C. United to the MLS 
Cup Playoffs for the first time in five years and was named as a finalist for MLS 
Coach of the Year.

Olsen was among the club’s all-time leaders in several categories at the time 
of his retirement – second in games played (221), minutes played (17,098) and 
game-winning goals (13), third in assists (49) and seventh in goals (29). He won 
eight total trophies with D.C. United, including two MLS Cups (1999 & 2004). 
He was also a two-time All-Star (1998 & 1999), the 1998 MLS Rookie of the 
Year, the 1999 MLS Cup MVP, the 2003 USSF Humanitarian of the Year and was 
named to the MLS Best XI in 2007.

Olsen also had an illustrious career with the U.S. Men’s National Team, earning 
37 caps and scoring six goals. He was a member of the 2006 World Cup team 
and part of the team that reached the bronze medal game at the 2000 Sydney 
Olympics. Olsen made his full international debut against Australia on Nov. 6, 
1998, and scored his first goal against Chile on Feb. 21, 1999.

Prior to his professional career, Olsen spent three seasons at the University of 
Virginia from 1995-1997. During his time with the Cavaliers, the team posted a 
56-8-8 record. The midfielder compiled 34 goals with 41 assists and started and 
played every game (69) of his collegiate career. After his junior season, he was 
named the 1997 Soccer America Player of the Year and was a finalist for the 
Hermann Trophy.

CHAD ASHTON
ASSISTANT COACH
Chad Ashton first joined D.C. United’s technical staff prior to the start of the 
2007 season. He currently serves as an Assistant Coach to Ben Olsen after 
holding the same position under Tom Soehn from 2007-2009. In 2010, Ashton 
served as the club’s Technical Director, before a move back to the sidelines 
when Olsen was named Interim Head Coach midway through the 2010 season.

Ashton was first introduced as an Assistant Coach on January 17, 2007, and 
helped guide the team to the Supporters’ Shield in his first season. He also 
helped the team capture two U.S. Open Cups during 2008 and 2013.

Ashton joined United after ten seasons as the Head Coach of men’s soccer 
at University of Denver, where he compiled a record of 85-85-14, ranking him 
as the second most winning coach in school history. In 2006, he was named 
Mountain Pacific Sports Federation Co-Coach of the Year after guiding the 
Pioneers to an 11-5-2 record. It was his second Coach of the Year honor, having 
also won the award in 2004.
