After five years of negotiations, the Houston Dynamo’s downtown stadium finally celebrated a groundbreaking 
on February 5, 2011. When the 22,000-seat venue opens on May 12, 2012, the players, coaches, employees, and 
fans will finally have a home to call their own. On December 14, 2011, BBVA Compass officially came on board as the 
stadium naming rights partner.

BBVA Compass Stadium has been designed by Populous, the firm that designed the new Yankee Stadium in New 
York, as an iconic piece of architecture that echoes both the rich industrial heritage of the urban East Downtown site 
and the Dynamo’s aspirations to be an elite brand in North American soccer.

The stadium will be located closer to downtown than any other American stadium built for soccer, while its clear 
sightlines and intimate setting will make it unique among Houston stadiums. Combine those factors with the 
passion of Houston soccer fans and the team’s vibrant orange, and a gameday at the Dynamo’s new stadium will 
be like no other.

Situated on a six-block urban site near other Houston landmarks such as Minute Maid Park, the George R. Brown 
Convention Center, and the Toyota Center, the new stadium will be easily accessible for patrons from the entire 
Houston metropolitan area. The stadium will be recognizable thanks in part to its distinctive facade. The stadium 
skin will consist of tessellated aluminum mesh, enclosing the stadium while also allowing air to circulate throughout 
the facility.

Inside the stadium, fans will utilize one wide concourse to access both the lower and upper bowls. Fans throughout 
the stadium, from field-side seats to luxury suites to upper-bowl sections, will feel like part of the game action 
thanks to their proximity to the playing surface.

In 2012, when orange-clad fans erupt after a Dynamo goal, soccer in Houston will finally have its new home.

work for the Houston Aeros of the International Hockey League (IHL) as Director of Community Relations and Executive 
Director of Houston Aeros Charities, their non-profit foundation. 

After receiving many accolades for his work in Houston and for the IHL, Tagliarino joined the National Hockey League’s

Currently in his second stint with the Dynamo, Tim Hanley returned to the Dynamo as the club’s 
goalkeepers coach in 2009. Hanley was the team’s original goalkeeping coach in 2006.

Hanley has coached in Major League Soccer for 13 seasons and in American soccer for more than 20 years. 
Hanley coached three Goalkeeper of the Year winners in a four-year span from 2002-05 (Joe Cannon 2002; 
Pat Onstad 2003, 2005). Hanley worked in MLS with the San Jose Clash, San Jose Earthquakes, and the 

LA Galaxy, and has also coached in the A-League, in the Premier Development League, and at Stanford University (2002-05).

As a player, Hanley played six seasons in the United States and the United Kingdom. He began his career training with Blackpool 
and Coventry City in England, then returned to the United States to play in the North American Soccer League. He played with the 
Tampa Bay Rowdies, San Jose Earthquakes, and Golden Bay Earthquakes, sandwiched around a stint at Scottish club Hibernian.

Off the field, Hanley is heavily involved in community activities and devotes time to rebuildingtogetherpeninsula.org and the 
Square Peg Foundation. His eldest son John plays baseball at Menlo College in Atherton, Calif., and younger son Riley plays soccer 
at St. Mary’s College in Moraga, Calif.

Dominic Kinnear
HEAD COACH

Former U.S. international Dominic Kinnear is entering his ninth season as a head coach 
in 2012, having guided the Dynamo to MLS Cup championships in 2006 and 2007, to the 
SuperLiga championship game in 2008, the Western Conference championship game in 
2009, and the MLS Cup Final in 2011.

In six years as Dynamo head coach, Kinnear has led the team to two MLS Cup titles 
(2006, 2007), three MLS Cup Finals (2006, 2007, 2011), two semifinal appearances in 
the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup (2007, 2008), the quarterfinal stage of the inaugural 
CONCACAF Champions League (2008-09), one appearance in the final (2008) and two 
appearances in the semifinals (2007, 2010) of SuperLiga, two first-place regular-season 

finishes in the Western Conference (2008, 2009-tied), and the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup semifinals twice (2006, 2009). He 
has been nominated for MLS Coach of the Year three times (2006, 2007, 2008).

With the San Jose Earthquakes, Kinnear spent three seasons as the club’s top assistant coach, winning MLS Cup titles in 2001 
and 2003, and then took over as head coach in 2004. He was named MLS Coach of the Year in 2005, when San Jose won the 
Supporters’ Shield with a record of 18-4-10, still a league record for most points in a season.

A native of Glasgow, Scotland, Kinnear moved to California at age three and grew up in Fremont, Calif. 

Kinnear played professionally in the American Professional Soccer League (APSL) and Mexico. He spent five seasons with the 
San Francisco Bay Blackhawks, helping them win a championship in 1991. In 1995, Kinnear signed with Necaxa of the Mexican 
First Division, and helped lead the team to the Mexican Cup that year. He then signed with the APSL’s Seattle Sounders, where 
he again was part of a championship team.

Kinnear earned 54 caps for the U.S. national team, with nine goals and two assists. His best year in a national team jersey 
was 1993, when he led the team in scoring with seven goals and one assist. He was captain of the national team for its match 
against his native Scotland on May 17, 1992, in Denver, Colo.

He played five years in MLS, including the 1997 season with the San Jose Clash, the forerunner of the Earthquakes. That season 
he played in a career-high 28 games and registered eight points. Kinnear also played with the Colorado Rapids and the Tampa 
Bay Mutiny in his 117-game MLS career, scoring six goals and recording 26 assists. Kinnear served as the Mutiny’s captain in 
1999 and led them to the playoffs that season.

Kinnear has a USSF “A” coaching license. He is married to Colleen and they have three children: David, Sophia, and Grace. In his 
spare time, Kinnear enjoys watching his children play soccer and listening to music. His favorite bands include Robert Cray, U2, 
and Alice in Chains.

Wade Barrett
ASSISTANT COACH

Former Dynamo team captain Wade Barrett is entering his third season as an assistant coach in 2012.

Barrett retired prior to the 2010 season with the third-highest totals in games, starts, and minutes in 
Dynamo history. He won MLS Cup twice with Houston, in 2006 and 2007, and was also part of the San Jose 
Earthquakes’ 2001 MLS Cup championship and 2005 Supporters’ Shield-winning teams. 

The Virginia Beach, Virginia native attended the College of William & Mary and completed a B.A. in economics via correspondence 
in his early days as a professional with the San Jose Clash. Barrett remained in San Jose as the franchise became the Earthquakes 
and won the 2001 MLS Cup title, then played with Aarhus (Denmark) and Fredrikstad (Norway) from 2002-04.

He rejoined the Earthquakes in 2005, Dominic Kinnear’s second year as head coach, as club captain, and helped them capture 
the Supporters’ Shield. Prior to the 2006 season, Barrett moved to Houston along with the rest of the players and team staff to 
become the Dynamo. He assisted on the first goal in team history and played every league and playoff game except one in the 
Dynamo’s back-to-back championship seasons of 2006 and 2007. He was slowed by injuries slightly in 2008 and 2009.

Capped twice for the United States national team, Barrett was an MLS All-Star and named to the MLS Best XI in 2002. He finished 
his Dynamo career with 140 games, 139 starts, and 12,399 minutes played in all competitions. He appeared in 99 career regular 
season and 11 career playoff games for Houston. One of the fittest players in league history, Barrett wore the captain’s armband 
for 138 of his 140 all-time appearances with Houston. Barrett recently received his USSF “B” coaching license. 

Off the field, he was a three-time winner (1998-99, 2002) of San Jose’s Geneva McAlavey Memorial Award for community service.

STEVE RALSTON
ASSISTANT COACH

All-time Major League Soccer assist leader Steve Ralston is in his second full season as an assistant coach 
with the Dynamo in 2012, having joined the club immediately following his retirement in July 2010.

A native of St. Louis, Ralston retired as the all-time MLS leader in assists (135), games (378), starts (372), 
and minutes played (33,143). As a midfielder, he played in four MLS Cup finals for New England, including 
two against the Dynamo in 2006 and 2007. Ralston was named an MLS All-Star seven times and to the 

MLS Best XI three times. He is the only three-time recipient of the MLS Fair Play Award.

On the international level, Ralston appeared 36 times for the U.S. national team and scored four goals, including the game-winner 
against Mexico on Sept. 3, 2005, as the United States clinched qualification for the World Cup. He was an alternate for the World 
Cup squad but has represented the United States at the Gold Cup three times, including championship squads in 2005 and 2007.

In his club career, Ralston was drafted by the Tampa Bay Mutiny out of Florida International University in 1996, the league’s 
inaugural season, and won the first MLS Rookie of the Year award that season. He played six years for Tampa Bay before the 
club was contracted, including three years as a teammate of Kinnear. Ralston was then selected by the Revolution in the MLS 
Allocation Draft and spent the next eight years with New England. After a brief stint with hometown club AC St. Louis in 2010, he 
rejoined the Revolution in June. His club championships include the 2007 U.S. Open Cup and 2008 SuperLiga titles.

Ralston is married to Rachel, and the couple has two daughters, Anna and Clara, and one son, Liam.

AEG announces that the San Jose Earthquakes will move 
to Houston. Oliver Luck, CEO of the Harris County-Houston 
Sports Authority, is named general manager of the new 
Houston franchise.

January 20, 2006  
The Houston franchise makes its first-ever selection in the 
MLS SuperDraft: defender Patrick Ianni of UCLA, the eighth 
pick overall.

January 25, 2006  
The team name is unveiled at Lanier Middle School: Houston 
1836, in honor of the year the city of Houston was founded. 
The name led the online poll conducted by the team. The 
franchise logo and colors are also announced: Wildcatter 
Orange, Space City Blue and Raven Black.

March 6, 2006  
After some in the Houston community deem “Houston 
1836” offensive, the team unveils a new name: the Houston

Dwayne De Rosario scores the winning goal and earns MVP

Pat Onstad was in goal 
for 547 minutes of the streak, with Zach Wells backstopping 
the other 180 minutes.

July 25, 2007  
Hosting the SuperLiga opener before a crowd of more than 
18,000, the Dynamo beat famed Mexican power Club América 
1-0 behind a first-half goal from Nate Jaqua.

August 14, 2007  
The Dynamo face Pachuca again in the SuperLiga semifinal. 
Despite a red card in the 13th minute and another in extra 
time, the Dynamo rally for a 2-2 tie before losing in a 
dramatic penalty kick shootout. Pachuca goes on to win the 
SuperLiga title in another shootout.

August 15, 2007  
The Dynamo announced a four-year sponsorship agreement 
with Amigo Energy that made the Houston-based retail 
electricity provider the team’s first jersey sponsor. The team 
debuted the jerseys four days later against FC Dallas.

August 19, 2007  
Houston breaks a two-game MLS losing streak and clinches 
El Capitán, the howitzer awarded to the winner of the season 
series with rival FC Dallas, with a 1-0 win over Dallas at 
Robertson Stadium.

November 2, 2007  
Trailing 2-0 on aggregate in the second half of the second leg 
of the Western Conference semifinal against FC Dallas, the 
Dynamo respond with two goals to send the series into extra 
time before completing a 4-1 win to take the series before a 
sellout crowd of 30,088.

November 10, 2007  
Playing before a third consecutive home crowd of more than 
30,000, the Dynamo advance to their second consecutive 
MLS Cup with a 2-0 win over the Kansas City Wizards. Nate 
Jaqua and Dwayne De Rosario score in the win.

November 18, 2007  
Houston becomes the second team in MLS history to repeat 
as league champion, rallying from a 1-0 deficit in the second 
half to take a 2-1 win on goals from Joseph Ngwenya and 
Dwayne De Rosario. 

February 20, 2008  
The Dynamo, as defending MLS Cup champions, compete 
in the Pan-Pacific Championship in Hawaii and open the 
tournament with a 3-0 win over Australian club Sydney FC. 
Brian Ching notches two assists, but the Dynamo lose the 
tournament final three days later.

February 26, 2008  
Dynamo parent company AEG announces its intention to 
bring on Oscar De La Hoya and the Brener International Group 
as equity partners. AEG retained 50 percent ownership and 
operating responsibility of the franchise. De La Hoya was 
introduced to Houston at a downtown rally three days later.

March 19, 2008  
The Dynamo beat Guatemalan champion CSD Municipal 3-1 
at home to win their CONCACAF Champions’ Cup quarterfinal 
series on aggregate and advance to the semifinals, where 
they lose to Costa Rican power Deportivo Saprissa.

July 29, 2008  
The Dynamo shut out Pachuca 2-0 at Robertson Stadium 
behind goals from Bobby Boswell and Corey Ashe to advance 
to the SuperLiga championship game, the first international 
final in team history.

August 5, 2008  
The Dynamo play to a 2-2 tie with the New England 
Revolution in the SuperLiga championship game but fall short 
of the championship in an eight-round shootout.

September 30, 2008  
Playing their second game in the inaugural CONCACAF 
Champions League, the Dynamo take a 2-0 lead but wind up 
with a 4-4 draw against Mexican power Pumas in Mexico City. 
The result makes the Dynamo the first US club team to ever 
earn a point from a road match in Mexico.

October 18, 2008  
The Dynamo roll to a 3-0 win over the LA Galaxy before a 
sellout crowd of 30,361, clinching a first-place finish in the 
Western Conference for the first time.

Tied 1-1 after the first leg, the Dynamo are stunned in a 3-0 
home loss to New York in the Western Conference semifinals, 
ending Houston’s reign as MLS Cup champions.

Three days after the MLS Cup final is contested without 
them, the Dynamo edge Salvadoran club Luis Angel Firpo 1-0 
to become the only United States team to advance to the 
quarterfinal round of the CONCACAF Champions League.

February 4, 2009  
The Dynamo and KHOU announce a ground-breaking 
partnership that will see 17 Dynamo games and more than 
100 hours of coverage air on KHOU’s digital Channel 11.2 
during the 2009 season.

February 27, 2009  
The Dynamo become the second team in league history to 
sign a player through the league’s homegrown player rule, 
adding 20-year-old goalkeeper Tyler Deric, a Klein High School 
graduate who was one of the first players signed to the 
Dynamo Academy in 2007.

April 19, 2009  
Dynamo goalkeeper Pat Onstad helps the Dynamo earn their 
first win of 2009 by saving a penalty kick and the rebound 
to preserve a 1-0 win over the Colorado Rapids. The win is 
part of a 491-minute shutout streak and 11-game unbeaten 
streak, and the saves are later honored as Major League 
Soccer’s first ever Save of the Year.

April 24, 2009  
Head coach Dominic Kinnear, the league’s all-time leader in 
winning percentage, agrees to a contract extension through 
the 2012 season.

June 13, 2009  
The Dynamo beat rival FC Dallas 3-1 on the road to move into 
first place, clinch El Capitán for the third time in four years, 
and run their unbeaten streak to 10 games. The mark reaches 
a club-record 11 games the following week before coming to 
an end on June 28.

Midfielder Ricardo Clark becomes the first player in Dynamo 
history to start in a major international final as the United 
States falls to Brazil, 3-2, in the championship game of the 
2009 FIFA Confederations Cup. Clark started four of the 
United States’ five games in the tournament.

July 26, 2009  
Dynamo midfielder Stuart Holden is named to the all-
tournament team for the CONCACAF Gold Cup after making 
his senior national team debut and scoring two goals, 
including a dramatic late equalizer against Haiti, during the 
tournament.

July 27, 2009  
Major League Soccer announces that Houston will host the 
MLS All-Star Game in 2010, featuring the MLS All-Stars 
against an international club to be announced. The game is 
later set for Reliant Stadium, the largest potential venue in 
the city.

August 18, 2009  
The Houston Dynamo Academy U-17 team beats Real Madrid 
3-2 during its 2009 European tour thanks to goals from 
Reagan Haisler, Christian Camera, and Josue Morales. The 
Dynamo went 3-3 on the tour, including becoming the first 
team in more than a year to hold Barcelona to one goal in a 
1-0 loss.

August 20, 2009  
The Dynamo sign the first designated player in team history 
with the announcement of a year-and-a-half loan deal for 
Mexican forward Luis Angel Landín from Mexican clubs 
Monarcas Morelia and Cruz Azul. Landín also becomes the 
first Mexican player in club history.

September 25, 2009  
The Dynamo announce they have signed forward, all-time 
leading scorer, and United States international Brian Ching to 
a contract extension through the 2013 season, expected to 
keep him in Houston for the remainder of his career.

October 11, 2009  
Robertson Stadium hosts the first ever Dynamo Charities Cup, 
which the Dynamo win 2-1 against Mexican club Monterrey 
on goals from Geoff Cameron and Dominic Oduro. Proceeds 
benefit Dynamo Charities.
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November 8, 2009  
Facing the Seattle Sounders for the fifth time in one season, 
the Dynamo edge Seattle 1-0 in overtime to win the clubs’ 
Western Conference semifinal series on aggregate by the 
same score. All-time leading scorer Brian Ching provides the 
winner with his 50th career goal scored in Dynamo orange.

November 13, 2009  
Playing in their first road conference championship game on 
Friday the 13th, the Dynamo lose 2-0 in overtime to the Los 
Angeles Galaxy in a match that ends at 11:30 p.m. PT due to 
multiple light failures at The Home Depot Center.

March 9, 2010  
The Dynamo sign the second homegrown player in team 
history, 18-year-old Francisco Navas Cobo, from the Dynamo 
Academy. Navas Cobo becomes the youngest player in team 
history.

May 6, 2010  
The Dynamo and Major League Soccer announce that 
Manchester United, one of the most storied clubs in the 
world, will be the opponent for the MLS All-Stars in the 2010 
AT&T MLS All-Star Game at Reliant Stadium in Houston, 
hosted by the Dynamo.

July 28, 2010  
A crowd of 70,728 – a Reliant Stadium record for soccer 
– watches the 2010 AT&T MLS All-Star Game in Houston. 
Manchester United defeats the MLS All-Stars 5-2, with 
Dynamo forward Brian Ching netting a goal for MLS.

August 21, 2010  
Brian Ching converts a stunning hat trick, including a 
spectacular bicycle kick goal and a game-winning header in  

the 85th minute, to lift the Dynamo to a dramatic 4-3 win 
over the Chicago Fire at Robertson Stadium.

October 16, 2010  
Goalkeeper Tyler Deric, a Klein High School graduate and 
the first Dynamo Academy player signed by the first team, 
makes his professional debut and becomes the first Dynamo 
Academy player to start an MLS match. Deric makes three 
saves, records the team’s first shutout since July 10, and helps 
Houston to a 1-0 win.

November 16, 2010  
Having served as Chief Operating Officer since early 2006, 
Chris Canetti is introduced as the second president in club 
history, succeeding Oliver Luck, who left in June to accept 
a position as Athletics Director at his alma mater, West 
Virginia.

December 7, 2010  
The Dynamo introduce Greenstar Recycling as the club’s 
new jersey sponsor, the second in team history, as part of 
a sponsorship deal of at least three years. The team’s new 
jersey is unveiled at Discovery Green Park in downtown 
Houston.

January 13, 2011  
At the annual MLS SuperDraft, the Dynamo pull off a surprise 
by trading for an additional first-round pick and come away 
with two Generation adidas players who had been projected 
to go in the first five picks: defender Kofi Sarkodie (No. 7 pick) 
and forward Will Bruin (No. 11 pick).

february 5, 2011  
After years of rumors and speculation, the Dynamo officially 
break ground on their new stadium, located on the east side 
of downtown Houston.

April 13, 2011  
The Dynamo unveil their new training field, the Methodist 
Champions Field, at Houston Amateur Sports Park south of 
downtown Houston. 

April 29, 2011  
In a 4-1 victory over D.C. United, Will Bruin scored two goals 
in the first half and one goal in the second to become the first 
Dynamo rookie to score a hat trick in a game. 

May 15, 2011  
The Manhattan Construction Company begins pouring the 
concrete foundations of the new stadium. 

July 5, 2011  
The Dynamo, in partnership with the City of Houston and the 
Houston Parks Board, host the official opening ceremonies of 
the Houston Amateur Sports Park 

July 20, 2011  
The Dynamo face Bolton Wanderers at Robertson Stadium in 
the third annual Dynamo Charities Cup. It marks the first time 
they play an English Premier League club in team history. 
Proceeds from the match go toward saving youth soccer 
programs in Houston’s East End.

August 15, 2011  
Doug Hall is named general manager of the new Dynamo 
Stadium. 

August 20, 2011  
Humble, Texas native Alex Dixon scores a stoppage-time 
game-winner over Real Salt Lake to become the first Dynamo 
Academy product to score a goal in a first team match.

October 23, 2011  
In front of 30,018 fans, the Dynamo defeat the LA Galaxy 
3-1 in the final regular season match at Robertson Stadium. 
With the win, the Dynamo finished second in the Eastern 
Conference standings. The win over LA also gave Dominic 
Kinnear 100 career regular season victories

November 3, 2011  
The Dynamo play their final game at Robertson Stadium, 
defeating the Philadelphia Union 1-0 in front of 24,749 fans 
to advance to their fourth conference championship game in 
six years. Brian Ching, who scored four goals in the first-ever 
Dynamo game at Robertson Stadium, scores the only goal off 
a cross from Brad Davis.

November 6, 2011  
The Dynamo win their third conference championship 
in six years with a 2-0 win over Sporting Kansas City at 

LIVESTRONG Sporting Park in Kansas City.

November 10, 2011  
The Dynamo host a groundbreaking ceremony for the new 
Medical and Training Facility at the Houston Amateur Sports 
Park with building owner Competitive Edge Sports and 
tenants Methodist Center for Sports Medicine. 

November 14, 2011  
The Dynamo hold a Topping Out Ceremony for the new 
stadium. Guests and construction workers sign the final piece 
of steel in the southeast corner of the stadium site. 

November 20, 2011  
The Dynamo are defeated in the MLS Cup for the first time, 
as LA Galaxy beat Houston 1-0 at The Home Depot Center in 
Carson, Calif. 

December 14, 2011  
The Dynamo and Sunbelt bank BBVA Compass announce a 
multi-year naming rights agreement for the new downtown 
stadium, which will be called BBVA Compass Stadium. 

FEBRUARY 16, 2012  
After months of negotiations, the Dynamo re-acquired 
all-time goal scoring leader Brian Ching from the Montreal 
Impact in exchange for a conditional draft pick. Ching was 
selected by Montreal in the 2011 Expansion Draft.

CONCACAF CHAMPIONS LEAGUE
The CONCACAF Champions League 
crowned its first champion in 
April 2009 as the successor to 
the CONCACAF Champions’ Cup, 
which crowned the regional club 
champion from 1962-2008.

The tournament includes 24 teams from 10 countries 
and the Caribbean. Between 2008-09 and 2011-12, eight 
teams qualified directly to the group stage and the other 
16 competed in a qualifying round. Under the new format, 
the preliminary round has been eliminated, and the group 
play consists of eight groups of three teams each, with each 
group winner advancing to the quarterfinals the following 
spring. The tournament champion advances to the FIFA Club 
World Cup, to be held in Morocco in December 2013.

The Dynamo qualified for the group stage of the 2008-
09 Champions League as the 2007 MLS Cup champion. 
Houston then became the only United States club to 
advance to the quarterfinals. For 2009-10, the Dynamo 
qualified for the group stage again as the runners-up for 
the MLS Supporters’ Shield, won by the MLS Cup champion 
Columbus Crew.

In 2012-13, the United States representatives are: Los 
Angeles Galaxy (MLS Cup champion); Houston Dynamo 
(MLS Cup runner-up); Seattle Sounders (Lamar Hunt U.S. 
Open Cup champion); Real Salt Lake (Supporter’s Shield 
third place, by virtue of LA and Seattle already clinching a

SuperLiga was a regional competition featuring four teams 
from Major League Soccer and four teams from the Primera 
Division de Mexico. The tournament awarded the largest 
winner’s purse - $1 million – in North American soccer 
history.

LAMAR HUNT U.S. OPEN CUP
Dating back to 1914, the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup is the 
oldest cup competition in United States soccer and is among 
the oldest in the world. Open to all affiliated amateur and 
professional teams in the United States, the annual U.S. 
Open Cup is a single-elimination tournament.

The U.S. Open Cup is very similar to domestic cup 
competitions popular throughout Europe, South America 
and the rest of the world. Cup competitions, which usually 
run concurrent with a country’s league season, are open in 

the early stages to any club that can 
qualify, giving local amateur teams a 
chance to compete against the best 
teams a country has to offer.

MLS teams have taken part in the 
competition and dominated it 

since 1996, making the tournament a true “national” 
championship. In fact, the only non-MLS team to win the 
title since 1996 were the Rochester Raging Rhinos in 1999, 
with current Dynamo goalkeeper Pat Onstad in net. The 
Chicago Fire have won four Open Cup titles in their 10 years 
of existence.

For the first time in 2012, all 16 domestic MLS clubs will 
directly enter the competition in the third round. The 
competition will begin on May 15 with MLS clubs to enter 
the tournament on May 29.

DRAFT HISTORY
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Established in 2007, the Houston Dynamo Youth 
Development System, presented by Statoil, is already 
molding and producing soccer talent, with a plan to increase 
the availability and success of its programs to ensure that 
young talent will train with Dynamo coaches from an early 
age.

Dynamo programs include players aged 5-18, with prospects 
hopefully progressing up the pyramid from seasonal camps 
to Centers of Excellence to Dynamo Elite Camps to the 
Junior Academy to the Academy U-16 and U-18 teams to the 
homegrown player list to the Dynamo first team.

Establishing these programs is a long process still in its 
infancy, but the Dynamo Youth Development System is 
well on its way to becoming one of the top talent-nurturing 
soccer organizations in the United States.

In only four years, the Dynamo Academy has produced four 
players for the Dynamo first team in goalkeeper Tyler Deric 
(2009) and midfielders Francisco Navas (2010), Alex Dixon 
(2011) and Josue Soto (2011). Deric and Navas Cobo made 
their MLS debuts in 2010, with Deric winning his first two 
starts and becoming the first homegrown goalkeeper in 
league history to record a shutout in his debut. Dixon made 
his debut in 2011 and became the first Academy product 
to score in a first team match.

RULES OF COMPETITION
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2012 MLS PLAYER RULES AND REGULATIONS SUMMARY

I. MLS ROSTER COMPOSITION
A Major League Soccer club’s first team roster is comprised 
of up to 30 players. All 30 players are eligible for selection 
to each 18-player game-day squad during the regular 
season and playoffs. 

Salary & Budget: Players occupying roster spots 1-20 
count against the club’s 2012 salary budget of $2,810,000, 
and are referred to collectively as the club’s Salary Budget 
Players.

• Roster spots 19 and 20 are not required to be filled, 
and teams may spread their salary budget across only 
18 Salary Budget Players. A minimum salary budget 
charge will be imputed against a team’s salary budget 
for each unfilled senior roster slot below 18. 
• The maximum budget charge for a single player is 
$350,000.*
• A Designated Player 20 years old or younger** 
(referred to as Young Designated Players or Young 
DPs) to counts as $150,000 against the club’s salary 
budget
• A Designated Player 21-23 years old** counts as 
$200,000 against the club’s salary budget. 
• The budget charge for the midseason signing of 
a Young DP is $150,000 and this amount cannot be 
lowered with allocation funds. 
• Clubs will not have to buy the third DP roster slot 
to accommodate a Young Designated Player whereas 
clubs are normally required to buy that slot for a one-
time fee of $250,000.
• Clubs are responsible for all amounts above the 
budget charge for all Designated Players.
* See section entitled Allocation Money below, under 
Player Acquisition Mechanisms, for details on buying 
down a player’s budget charge.
** Age of player is determined by year (not date) of 
birth.

Players occupying roster spots 21-30 do not count against 
the club’s salary budget, and are referred to collectively as 
the club’s Off-Budget Players (maximum of 10 per team).

• All Generation adidas players are Off-Budget players.
• Players occupying roster spots 1-24 will earn at least 
$44,000 in 2012.
• Players occupying roster spots 25-30 will earn at 
least $33,750 in 2012.
• Clubs may elect to leave up to two of these roster 
spots (25-30) vacant and use $35,000 for each empty 
spot as allocation money.
• Clubs may sign up to two Homegrown Players 
contracts above the minimum salary and similar to 
Generation adidas player contract amounts.

Age Designations: Any player making $33,750 must be 
under the age 25 (does not turn 25 or older in 2012).

Domestic/International: In 2012, a total of 152 
international slots are divided among the 19 clubs. Each 
club began with eight international slots, which are 
tradable. There is no limit on the number of international 

slots on each club’s roster. 

• The remaining roster slots must belong to domestic 
players. For clubs based in the United States, a 
domestic player is either a U.S. citizen, a permanent 
resident (green card holder) or the holder of other 
special status (e.g., refugee or asylum status).

The three MLS clubs based in Canada – Montreal Impact, 
Toronto FC and Vancouver Whitecaps FC – began with eight 
international slots, but their domestic slots may be filled 
with either Canadian or U.S. domestic players. 

• MLS clubs based in Canada are required to have a 
minimum of three Canadian domestic players on their 
rosters.
• Players with the legal right to work in Canada are 
considered Canadian domestic players (i.e., Canadian 
citizen, permanent resident, part of a protected class). 

NOTE: The terms Homegrown and Generation adidas are 
used to describe mechanisms by which players are acquired. 
They are not roster designations. All players’ roster slots are 
determined by their compensation and/or age as outlined 
above. 

II. PLAYER ACQUISITION MECHANISMS
MLS teams may acquire players and add them to their 
rosters via the following mechanisms: 

(A) ALLOCATION RANKING
The allocation ranking is the mechanism used to determine 
which MLS club has first priority to acquire a U.S. National 
Team player who signs with MLS after playing abroad, or a 
former MLS player who returns to the League after having 
gone to a club abroad for a transfer fee. The allocation 
rankings may also be used in the event two or more clubs 
file a request for the same player on the same day when the 
discovery period opens in December. The allocations will be 
ranked in reverse order of finish for the 2011 season, taking 
playoff performance into account. 

Once the club uses its allocation ranking to acquire a player, 
it drops to the bottom of the list. A ranking can be traded, 
provided that part of the compensation received in return is 
the other club’s ranking. At all times, each club is assigned 
one ranking. The rankings reset at the end of each MLS 
League season.

Allocation Money: Allocation money is a resource 
available to clubs in addition to their respective salary 
budgets. 

A club may receive allocation money for: 
(1) failure to qualify for the MLS Cup Playoffs; 
(2) the transfer of a player to a club outside of MLS for 	
	 value; 
(3) expansion status; 
(4) qualification for the CONCACAF Champions League; 
(5) trading in up to two Off-Budget roster spots;

Soccer games will be managed on the field by the referee. 
If necessary, the referee may also allot extra time (a.k.a. 
“stoppage time”) at the end of each period (first half, 
second half, and if applicable, first overtime period and 
second overtime period during playoff matches) to allow for 
injuries, time-wasting or other disturbances. 

The stadium clock will display the time from 0:00 to 
45:00 and from 45:00 to 90:00 (plus stoppage time 
where applicable in each half). For statistical purposes, 
the minutes for goals, substitutions, yellow cards, etc., 
will be listed from the first minute until the 90th minute. 
A goal scored at 15 minutes 10 seconds will be listed as 
having been scored in the 16th minute. Events occurring 
during stoppage time will follow the international norm by 
being demarcated with a “+” sign and the extra minutes. 
For example, a goal scored three minutes into first half 
stoppage time will be officially identified as happening at 
“48+”.

GAME DAY ROSTERS: Each team can nominate 18 
players for a game day roster. Teams are allowed three 
substitutions per game. 

CAUTIONS AND SUSPENSIONS: A player will be suspended 
for one game upon receiving his fifth yellow card – 
regardless of the nature of the infraction which resulted in 
his being awarded a yellow card. A second suspension of 
one game would result after the awarding of an additional 
three cards as would a third suspension after the awarding 
of card number eleven. With the “Good Behavior” incentive 
it is possible for a player to have a caution expunged. If a 
player goes three games without receiving a yellow card, 
after an initial warning, the player will have one yellow 
card expunged. A player may take advantage of the “Good 
Behavior” incentive only once throughout the season. 

MLS CUP PLAYOFFS: FORMAT

WHO QUALIFIES: Ten teams, the top five in points from each 
conference at the end of the regular season, qualify for the 
2012 MLS Cup Playoffs. 

The fourth and fifth place teams in each conference will play 
a single knockout game, the winner of which will advance to 
the Conference Semifinals and face the first place team in 
the conference.

The four Conference Semifinals will be decided by two-game 
aggregate series, with the lower seed hosting the first leg 
and the higher seed hosting the second leg. If the aggregate 
score is tied after 180 minutes of play, two 15-minute extra 
time periods will be played in their entirety, followed by 
penalty kicks, if necessary. 

The two Conference Championships will be decided by a 
two-game aggregate series, with the lower seed hosting 
the first leg and the higher seed hosting the second leg. If 
the aggregate score is tied after 180 minutes of play, two 
15-minute extra time periods will be played in their entirety, 
followed by penalty kicks, if necessary. 

MLS Cup will be a single championship match hosted by the 
higher seed. If the score is tied after 90 minutes of play, 
two 15-minute extra time periods will be played in their 
entirety, followed by penalty kicks, if necessary.

TEAM-STANDINGS TIE-BREAKING PROCEDURES
The team awarded the highest position in the MLS 
standings will be the team with the greatest number of 
points (three points for a win, one point for a tie, zero 
points for a loss). In the event that two teams finish 
the regular season with an equal number of points, the 
following system will be used to break the tie: 

1) The highest position shall be awarded to the team with 
the better win/loss record in current regular season games 
against all other teams equal in points. (head-to-head 
competition)

2) If the teams are still equal in the standings, the highest 
position shall be awarded to the team with the greater 
goal difference against all other teams during the regular 
season. (goal differential)

3) If the teams are still equal in the standings, the highest 
position shall be awarded to the team scoring the greatest 
number of total goals against all other teams during the 
regular season. (total goals)

4) If the teams are still equal in the standings, the 
procedures described in this section shall be applied only 
to games played on the road by each team against all other 
teams during the regular season. (road 1-3)

5) If the teams are still equal in the standings, the 
procedures described in this section shall be applied only to 
games played at home by each team against all other teams 
during the regular season. (home 1-3)

6) If the teams are still equal in the standings, the highest 
position shall be awarded to the team with the fewest team 
disciplinary points in the League Fair Play table during the 
regular season.

7) If the teams are still equal in the standings, the highest 
position in the standings shall be determined by the toss 
of a coin.

8) The first tiebreaker in a three-way tie is also head-to-
head, but it is determined via points-per-game versus the 
other two teams. If two teams are tied in points-per-game 
head-to-head, the next tie breaker is goal difference. 

NOTE: If two teams remain tied after another teams with 
the same number of points advances during any step, the tie 
breaker reverts to step 1 of the two-team format.
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(6) funds from purchased third designated player 	
	 roster spots.

Each year the MLS Competition Committee determines 
the allocation amount to be made available to each club. 
Allocation money can be traded by clubs. Allocation money 
does not count against a club’s salary budget and can be 
used:

• To sign players new to MLS (that is, a player who did 
not play in MLS during the previous season).
• To re-sign an existing MLS player, subject to League 
approval.
• To “buy-down” a player’s salary budget charge below 
the League maximum of $350,000.
• In connection with the exercise of an option to 
purchase a player’s rights or the extension of a player’s 
contract for the second year provided the player was 
new to MLS in the immediately prior year. 

NOTE: To protect the interests of MLS and its clubs during 
discussions with prospective players or clubs in other leagues, 
amounts of allocation money held by each club will not be 
shared publicly. 

(B) DESIGNATED PLAYER
The Designated Player Rule allows clubs to acquire up to 
three players whose salaries exceed their budget charges, 
with the club bearing financial responsibility for the amount 
of compensation above each player’s budget charge. 
Designated Player slots may be used to acquire players new 
to MLS or to retain current MLS players, subject to League 
approval.

In 2012, a Designated Player over the age of 23** will carry 
a salary budget charge of $350,000, unless the player 
joins his club in the middle of the season, in which case his 
budget charge will be $175,000. 

A Designated Player 20 years old or younger** counts as 
$150,000 against the club’s salary budget and a Designated 
Player 21-23 years old counts as $200,000 against the 
club’s salary budget. 

Clubs have the option of “buying down” the budget charge 
of a Designated Player with allocation money. The reduced 
charge may not be less than $150,000. 

The budget charge for the midseason signing of a young 
Designated Player (23 years old and younger) is $150,000 
and this amount cannot be lowered with allocation funds. 

Each club has two Designated Player slots and clubs are 
allowed to “purchase” a third Designated Player slot for 
a one-time fee of $250,000 that will be dispersed in the 
form of allocation money to all clubs that do not have three 
Designated Players. Clubs will not have to buy the third DP 
roster slot to accommodate Designated Players 23 years old 
and younger.

Designated Player slots are not tradable.
** Age of player is determined by year (not date) of birth.

(C) SUPERDRAFT
The 2012 MLS SuperDraft, held Jan. 12 in Kansas City, 
Mo., consisted of two rounds of 19 picks for a total of 38 
player selections. A supplemental draft was held Jan. 17 via 
teleconference and consisted of four rounds of 19 picks.

The majority of draft prospects are NCAA college seniors 
who have exhausted their college eligibility. Generation 
adidas players and non-collegiate international players 
are also eligible for selection in the SuperDraft and 
supplemental draft. Clubs may nominate players for the 
League’s draft-eligible list, and only players from that list 
may be selected.

Generation adidas is a joint program between MLS 
and adidas that is dedicated to developing exceptional 
domestic talent in a professional environment. Each year, a 
handful of top domestic underclassmen and youth national 
team players are signed to the league and placed in the 
SuperDraft through this program. Generation adidas players 
also receive an educational stipend.

Draft Order: The Montreal Impact held the first overall 
selection in the 2012 MLS SuperDraft as expansion clubs 
are always given the top spot in the SuperDraft and the 
Supplemental Draft. The next eight selections went to clubs 
that did not qualify for the 2011 MLS Cup Playoffs beginning 
with the club with fewest regular season points (3 points 
per win, one point per tie). The remaining ten positions 
were ranked by fewest regular season points among the 
teams that were eliminated in the same round of the MLS 
Cup Playoffs.

Unless claimed on waivers, a player who was drafted by a 
particular team through the SuperDraft or supplemental 
draft and did not sign with the League, is placed on that 
team’s “College Protected List” until the second December 
31 following the draft in question, after which the team 
loses the rights to the player.

(D) TRADES
Players, SuperDraft and Supplemental draft picks, 
allocation money, allocation rankings, and international 
player slots may all be exchanged in trades approved by 
the MLS League Office, provided all of the necessary rules 
regarding roster and salary budget compliance are met 
and the trade is completed during a valid trading period. 
No trades may occur after the Roster Freeze Deadline of 
September 15, 2012 at 5 p.m. ET.

(E) DISCOVERY SIGNINGS
Clubs may make discovery claims on players not yet under 
MLS contract who are not subject to the allocation ranking 
or lottery mechanisms. 

Each club has the opportunity to make six discovery 
signings per season (expansion teams may make 10 
discovery signings in their inaugural season). A club may 
have up to 10 discovery claims on unsigned players at any 
time and may remove or add players at any time. The last 
day for discovery player signings is September 15, 2012 – 
coinciding with the roster freeze date and trade deadline. 

The six discovery signings can be used to fill senior roster 
spots only. If multiple clubs claim the same player using a 
discovery, the club that filed the claim first will have first 
rights to the player. Discovery claims expire following each 
season. If the League and player are unable to reach an 
agreement during the season, the club that first filed the 
discovery retains the right of first refusal in the event the 
player is later signed by the League.

Note: To protect interests of MLS clubs in scouting and 
negotiations with prospective players, the League office will 
not publicize the names of players on club discovery lists, 
nor specify if a discovery claim has been filed on a particular 
player.

(F) HOME GROWN PLAYER SIGNINGS
A club may sign a player to his first professional contract 
without subjecting him to the MLS SuperDraft if the 
player has trained for at least one year in the club’s 
youth development program and has met the League’s 
Homegrown Player criteria. Players joining MLS through 
this mechanism are known as Homegrown Players. 

There is no limit to the number of Homegrown Players a 
club may sign in a given year.

(G) RE-ENTRY PROCESS
The 2012 Re-Entry Process will commence after MLS Cup. 
The priority order for the Re-Entry Draft is reverse order of 
finish in 2012, taking into account playoff performance.

Available to all teams in Stage 1 of the Re-Entry draft will 
be: 

1. Players who are at least 23 years old and have a 
minimum of three years experience in MLS whose 
options were not exercised by their clubs (available at 
option salary for 2013).
 
2. Players who are at least 25 years old with a 
minimum of four years of MLS experience who are out 
of contract and whose club does not wish to re-sign 
them at their previous salary (available for at least 
their 2012 salary).

3.	 Players who are at least 30 years old with a 
minimum of eight years of MLS experience who are out 
of contract and whose club does not wish to re-sign 
them (available for at least 105% of their 2012 salary).

Players who are not selected in Stage 1 of the Re-Entry 
Draft will be made available in Stage 2. Clubs selecting 
players in Stage 2 will negotiate a new salary with the 
player. 

Players who remain unselected after Stage 2 will be 
available to any MLS club on a first come, first serve basis.

(H) WAIVERS
A team may place a player on waivers at any time during 
the regular season at which point he is made available to 
all other teams. The waiver claiming period shall commence 
on the first business day after the League delivers notice to 
teams and shall expire at 5 p.m. EST on the second business 

day after the Waiver Period Commencement Date. The 
claiming period is 48 hours. 

The Waiver Draft order is determined via points per game 
once all teams have played at least three MLS League 
games. If the waiver takes place prior to all teams playing 
in at least three League games, priority shall be granted 
based upon the prior year’s performance, taking playoff 
performance first, with teams eliminated from playoff 
contention at the same stage separated according to their 
point totals through the end of the regular season. New 
expansion teams shall be at the bottom of the waiver order. 

Once a team selects a player off waivers, that club is 
automatically moved to the bottom of the priority list for 
subsequent waiver selections in a given season, regardless 
of its points-per-game total. Players who may be placed on 
the MLS waiver wire are as follows:

(i) A player waived by an MLS team in the current 
season;

(ii) A player who completed his college eligibility 
within the past season, who was not made available in 
the SuperDraft or supplemental draft; 

(iii) A player who has remaining college eligibility 
(and was not made available in the SuperDraft 
or supplemental draft), but the League at its 
discretion and after taking into account exceptional 
circumstances determines the player may be offered 
an MLS contract;

(iv) A player who has played in MLS previously where 
his last MLS team does not wish to exercise their right 
of first refusal, except in the case of returning U.S. 
National Team players as stated above. 

(v) A player who was drafted in the SuperDraft or 
supplemental draft, and who after a trial with the club 
is not offered a contract by the first Monday of June. 

(I) LOTTERY
Some players shall be assigned to MLS teams via the 
weighted Lottery process. Any team assigned a player 
through the lottery in any particular season shall not be 
assigned another lottery player that season unless and 
until all teams have received a lottery player or have agreed 
to waive their option to participate in a Lottery. The players 
made available through lotteries include: 

(i) Generation adidas players signed after the MLS 
SuperDraft; 

(ii) Draft eligible players to whom an MLS contract was 
offered but who failed to sign with the League prior 
to the Draft.

The weighted lottery takes into consideration each 
team’s performance over its last 34 regular season 
games and the most recent postseason. The team with 
the worst record over its last 34 regular season games 
(dating back to previous season if necessary and taking 
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playoff performance into account) will have the greatest 
probability of winning the lottery. Teams are not required 
to participate in a lottery. Players are assigned via the 
lottery system in order to prevent a player from potentially 
influencing his destination club with a strategic holdout. 

(J) EXTREME HARDSHIP CALL-UPS
Teams may add players to their roster in cases of “extreme 
hardship” as follows: (1) a club with three goalkeepers 
on its 30-man roster, but has less than two available 
goalkeepers or (2) a team has less than 15 available players. 
Extreme hardship call-ups are made on a game-by-game 
basis. 

(K) SEASON-ENDING INJURY REPLACEMENTS
A team with a player lost to a season-ending injury 
can place the player on the Season Ending Injury List 
and replace that player on its roster, while remaining 
responsible for the full amount of the injured player’s 
salary. A player can be placed on the season-ending injury 
list once another player has been signed as a replacement 
(provided the team has budget space). International player 
limits still apply at the time a season-ending replacement is 
made (with the player being replaced not counting against 
those limits). 

(L) SHORT-TERM INJURY REPLACEMENTS
A player who has a short-term injury can be placed on the 
Disabled List once another player has been signed as a 
replacement (provided the team has budget space). The 
team will remain responsible for the full amount of the 
injured player’s salary on the salary budget. Note: the 
injured player will have to sit out a minimum of six MLS 
League matches before he can rejoin the team’s roster.

International player limits still apply at the time a short-
term replacement is made (with the player being replaced 
not counting against those limits).

NOTE: No changes may be made to a team’s active full 
roster during the period beginning on September 16, 2012 
(day after Roster Freeze Date) through the day after MLS 
Cup. Nevertheless, a team may obtain players in accordance 
with the extreme hardship rules and procedures to replace 
players who are injured or otherwise legitimately unavailable 
after the Roster Freeze Date. Any other replacements after 
the Roster Freeze Date may only be made in exceptional 
circumstances in the League’s sole and absolute discretion.

(III.) METHODS OF RELEASING PLAYERS
(A) WAIVERS
Teams may waive players based on performance at any time 
during the MLS season. Players with guaranteed contracts 
will continue to have their salary budget charge applied 
to the team salary budget, subject to any settlement. 
Players on semi-guaranteed contracts can be waived prior 
to July 1 of any year and free up the corresponding budget 
space. If a player on a semi-guaranteed contract is waived 
after July 1, his salary budget charge will count against the 
team’s salary budget and the team waiving the player will 
not receive a replacement except under the normal player 
acquisition mechanisms. Any settlement amount will be 
charged to the team’s salary budget. 

(B) TRANSFERS AND LOANS
An MLS player may be transferred or loaned at any time 
to a team outside the League (subject to that team’s 
Federation’s transfer window), subject to the consent of 
the player. 

The registration windows – the dates between which 
MLS may request the transfer certificate of a player under 
contract in another country – are as follows:

January 21 – April 15 (Primary Window) 
June 27 – July 27 (Secondary Window) 

(C) CONTRACT EXPIRATION
When a player’s contract expires, the player does not 
count against the roster or budget of the team in question. 
Subject to the Re-Entry Draft rules, a team retains the 
rights to the player indefinitely following the expiration of a 
contract only if attempts were made to re-sign the player. 

(D) BUYOUT OF GUARANTEED CONTRACT
Teams may have the ability to buyout one guaranteed 
player as follows:

• A Team may buy out one (1) guaranteed player 
(including a DP’s) contract during the off-season and 
free up the corresponding budget space. Such a buyout 
is at the particular MLS Team’s own expense.
• A Team may not free up budget space with a buyout 
of a player’s salary budget charge during the season. 
Such a buyout will be conducted by the League and 
count on a Club’s budget in a manner consistent with 
current MLS guidelines.

(IV.) RIGHT OF FIRST REFUSAL
Right of first refusal grants one MLS club the first 
opportunity to add a player to its roster in the event that 
the player signs with MLS. Holding a right of first refusal 
applies only within MLS and does not indicate holding of 
the player’s International Transfer Certificate. 

OUT OF CONTRACT PLAYERS / OPTIONS NOT PICKED UP: 
Subject to the Re-Entry Draft rules, a team retains the right 
of first refusal to the player indefinitely only if attempts 
were made to re-sign the player.

DRAFTED BUT NOT SIGNED: A player who was drafted by 
a particular team through the SuperDraft or supplemental 
draft and did not sign, or who as of the first Monday in June 
is not offered a contract after a trial and clears waivers, 
is placed on that team’s “College Protected List” until the 
second December 31 immediately following the draft in 
question, after which the team loses the rights to sign the 
player.

PLAYER TRANSFERRED OUTSIDE MLS: If a team receives 
allocation money as a result of a player’s transfer, the team 
does not retain a right of first refusal.

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The MLS All-Star Game has honored the league’s top players since 1996, when more than 78,000 fans packed Giants Stadium 
to see a doubleheader featuring MLS All-Stars and a Brazilian national team friendly. 

Since then, the match has gone through several different formats, eventually evolving into its current format, in which the 
MLS All-Stars take on a prominent club team from around the world.

This uniquely competitive format was adopted for the first time in 2003, when a sold-out crowd saw the MLS All-Stars beat 
Chivas 3-1. The biggest win for MLS so far came in 2006, when Dynamo midfielder Dwayne De Rosario scored the only goal 
and Dynamo defender Eddie Robinson saved a goal in the MLS All-Stars’ 1-0 win over Chelsea. MLS has also beaten Fulham, 
Celtic, and West Ham but lost on penalty kicks to Everton in 2009 after a 1-1 tie that included a goal from Dynamo midfielder 
Brad Davis.

The MLS All-Star Game came to Houston in 2010, with the Dynamo helping to bring the biggest opponent in league history, 
Manchester United. A Reliant Stadium soccer record crowd of 70,728 watched Manchester United roll to a 5-2 win, with 
Dynamo forward Brian Ching scoring for MLS and Dynamo midfielder Brad Davis hitting the post.

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The Houston Dynamo Department of Communications looks forward to working with media during the 2012 season. Please 
review the following information regarding credentials, access to team functions, interview procedures, team publications 
and parking at BBVA Compass Stadium. Please note that these rules and procedures are typical of professional press boxes 
across the country.

Credentials
Media with 2012 Houston Dynamo full season credentials will have access to all Houston Dynamo home games, including 
exhibition, friendly, playoff, international, and U.S. Open Cup games.

Individual Game Credentials
Requests for individual-game credentials must be made at least 48 hours prior to kickoff and e-mailed to the Houston 
Dynamo Department of Communications at press@houstondynamo.com. 

Any member of the media using media passes for unauthorized purposes or any manner deemed unsuitable by the Houston 
Dynamo will have their credential revoked. All credentials are intended for the working media only and are non-transferable. 

Media gate and check-in
Media will enter through the Media Gate (The Methodist Hospital System Gate A, on the northwest side of BBVA Compass 
Stadium, facing Texas St., adjacent to the team store). The Media Gate opens two-and-one-half (2:30) hours before kickoff. 
All media must be credentialed with 2012 credentials or day-of-game passes to access BBVA Compass Stadium through this 
gate.

Day-0f-game passes and photo bibs may be picked up at the media will call window, (window #12 in the box office area).
After the game, media bibs may be dropped off at the media gate.

Press Box
The press box is located on the west side of BBVA Compass Stadium. From the media gate, follow the concourse due south 
and make an immediate left turn. The entrance to the press box and media work room will be near the southwest gate of the 
stadium, over sections 102 and 103, respectively. Access to both the press box and media work room will be monitored by 
security personnel. Please be prepared to show your media credential to gain access.

Credentialed media will not be allowed to escort anyone who does not have a 2012 Dynamo season or day-of-game credential 
into the press box or media work room. No exceptions will be made to this rule.

NOTE: The press box is a working area. Only members of the media will be allowed in the press box. Cheering and loud noises 
of any kind will not be tolerated in the press box. Cheering and loud noises of any kind will not be tolerated and will result 
in expulsion from the press box.

Post Game locker room and press conference access
For post-game interviews, media may access the locker rooms and press conference room by coming down to the field 
through the stairs on sections 102 and 103. From there, media must enter through the player tunnel. Locker rooms and press 
conference room will be located left of the entrance.

Access at games and other team functions
Unless otherwise noted, credentialed media will be granted access to all team-related functions, including practice sessions 
at the Houston Amateur Sports Park and team press conferences.

Credentialed media will have access to all the regular media areas (press box and locker room) with the exception of the field 
of play, unless otherwise noted. TV crews are allowed into all regular media areas as well as on the field. Crews are asked to 
shoot from behind the field boards on the north and south end zones.

Still photographers are allowed in regular media areas, except for the locker room. Locker rooms are off-limits to still 

photographers at all times.

Freelance photographers will not be granted credentials unless special approval is given by the Houston Dynamo Department 

of Communications.

Telephone lines
Phone lines are available in the press box and radio booths. Phone lines are for the exclusive use of photographers and 

reporters. Priority will be given to those colleagues working on deadline.

Team availability
Media will have access to players and coaches after all practices and games. Media wishing to gain access to the team prior 

to practices or games must first contact the Department of Communications. Training rooms, shower areas, and coaches’ 

offices are strictly off-limits to all members of the media.

Interviews
All one-on-one interviews must be coordinated through the Dynamo Communications Department at press@

houstondynamo.com. Media members are strongly encouraged not to contact players or team staff directly via phone, 
e-mail or social media outlets.

Media Parking
Media with full-season parking passes must park in Astros parking lots B and C, located on the northwest side of BBVA 

Compass Stadium, accessible via Texas Street. Single-game parking passes will be available and must be requested at least 

48 hours prior to each home match. Passes must be displayed on the windshield. Limited parking on either lot will be 

available on a first-come, first-served basis.

Practices
Unless otherwise noted, Houston Dynamo practices are open to the media and the general public. Practice times are normally 

from 10-11:45 a.m. each day. Practice times and locations are subject to cancellation and/or change. Media are advised to 

check with the Dynamo Communications Department prior to each day’s scheduled practice. 

Team availability
Players and coaches will be available to the media after every practice session, unless otherwise noted.

Off-Limit Areas
The locker rooms at BBVA Compass Stadium are off limits to members of the media. For MLS regular season games, locker 

rooms will be open to media 15 minutes after the team reaches the locker room following the game. 

2012 media guidelines
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The Dynamo will enter the 2012 season with their most 
comprehensive broadcast platform in the team’s history.

Each MLS regular-season game will be broadcast on TV and 
radio. For the first time, Dynamo matches will air on an over-
the-air station, as the club has entered into agreement with 
KPRC Local 2 to broadcast six matches in High Definition on 
their main channel. In addition, 16 additional regular season 
matches will be seen on either FOX Sports Houston or FOX 
Sports Houston Plus. Games will also be broadcast locally in 
Spanish on MultiMedios. Local radio broadcasts will be on 
SportsTalk 790 AM in English and 850 AM La Ranchera in 
Spanish.

In addition to game broadcasts, the Dynamo and KPRC will 
collaborate on a monthly show that will include news stories, 
player features, and analysis of past and future Dynamo 
matches. There will also be a segment in the KPRC weekly 
sports show dedicated to the Dynamo. This broadcasting 
agreement will supplement the 12 Dynamo matches that are 
scheduled to air on national TV in 2012.

Radio programming includes Dynamo All-Access with Glenn 
Davis on SportsTalk 790 and La Hora del Dynamo on 850 AM.

TV BROADCAST PARTNERS
KPRC LOC AL 2
KPRC enters its first season as the Dynamo’s primary television 
broadcaster, airing six Dynamo games in High Definition on its 
main channel (Channel 2). In addition to game broadcasts, the 
Dynamo and KPRC will collaborate on a monthly show that 
will include news stories, player features, and analysis of past 
and future Dynamo matches. Dynamo games on KPRC will be 
produced by the world-renowned Tupelo-Honey Productions.

FOX SPORT S HOUSTON 
FS Houston returns for its fourth consecutive and fifth total 
year as a Dynamo television partner. FSH and FSH+ will air 16 
total games in 2012, and its coverage will also include content 
on FSHouston.com. FS Houston is part of the FOX Sports 
Networks, owned by the News Corporation, one of the largest 
publicly-traded media companies in the world and the owner 
of the FOX Broadcasting Company, the London Times, the Wall 
Street Journal and MySpace, among many other assets.

BROADCAST TEAM
GLENN DAVIS 
A veteran of soccer broadcasting and the Houston soccer 
scene, Davis enters his third year as the Dynamo’s TV play-by-
play voice after several years of doing color commentary. Davis 
also hosts Dynamo All-Access with Glenn Davis each week on 
SportsTalk 790. Davis has called numerous worldwide soccer 
events, including the 2002, 2006, and 2010 World Cups, 
Italian Serie A, UEFA Champions League, Copa América and 
U.S. men’s and women’s national team matches. Davis is also 
part of broadcast teams with ESPN.

EDDIE ROBINSON
After a ten-year playing career that included four MLS Cup 
trophies, Eddie Robinson retired to join the Dynamo front 
office. His role includes serving an assistant coach for the 
Dynamo Academy and as an ambassador to the community 

for Dynamo Charities. In addition, he will serve as a color 
commentator for select radio and TV broadcasts in 2012. 

MULTIMEDIOS
MultiMedios returns as the Dynamo’s official Spanish-
language television partner. As part of the partnership, 
MultiMedios will broadcast 16 Dynamo regular-season 
games starting on Saturday, March 17, when the Dynamo 
take on the San Jose Earthquakes. The partnership includes a 
weekly, 30-minute studio show and “Dynamo al Día,” a daily 
15-minute show that provides interviews and team-related 
content. Broadcasts will feature play-by-play broadcaster 
Ernesto Chavana and color analysts Willie Gonzalez and 
Heliodoro Hinojosa.

RADIO BROADCAST PARTNERS
SPORT STALK 790 AM
SportsTalk 790 is one of Houston’s most popular radio 
stations among sports fans and is entering its sixth season 
as the home of Dynamo soccer. SportsTalk 790 will air most 
Dynamo games in all competitions, with select games aired 
on KPRC 950 AM. The station is owned by Clear Channel 
Communications, the largest radio station group owner in the 
U.S., with over 1,100 stations.

BROADCAST TEAM
MAT T PEDERSEN
Dynamo Communications Manager Matt Pedersen enters his 
first season as the team’s radio play-by-play voice in 2012. A 
California native, Pedersen began his broadcasting career at 
San Francisco State University, where he called play-by-play 
for baseball and soccer games. In addition, Pedersen has 
called minor league baseball games for the Savannah Sand 
Gnats, Inland Empire 66ers and most recently the Salem-
Keizer Volcanoes. In addition to radio broadcasts, Pedersen 
is a contributor to HoustonDynamo.com and serves as the 
primary contact for media needs.

L A R ANCHER A 850 AM
For the seventh straight season, La Ranchera (formerly La 
Norteña) will be the official Spanish-language radio station of 
the Dynamo. La Ranchera, owned by Liberman Broadcasting, 
Inc. (LBI), will broadcast all Dynamo regular-season games 
and most international games. Liberman Broadcasting Inc. 
is the highest-grossing privately held, Spanish language 
broadcaster in the United States. LBI currently has radio and 
television clusters in Los Angeles and Houston, the first- 
and fourth-largest Hispanic markets in the United States, 
respectively. LBI is also a broadcast leader in Dallas and San 
Diego.

DANIEL MEJIA
Mejía enters his fourth season as play-by-play commentator 
of the Spanish radio broadcasts of Houston Dynamo games 
done on La Ranchera 850 AM and his fifth overall season 
working on Dynamo broadcasts. Mejía began his broadcasting 
career with YSU Radio Cadena in El Salvador in 1993, and has 
since covered international and World Cup matches in Central 
America, Mexico, and the United States.

SPORTSTALK 790
AM

The Houston Amateur Sports Park (HASP) is the permanent home and professional training center for the Houston Dynamo 
first team and youth academy. The multi-field facility is located off State Highway 288, approximately 10 miles south of the 
Dynamo’s new downtown stadium site.

Located near the intersection of Highway 288 and Airport Blvd., HASP includes one grass championship field, one artificial 
turf multipurpose field, and five more grass multipurpose fields. Since it opened in 2011, the multipurpose fields have been 
used by the Houston community for soccer, football, rugby, lacrosse, and more.

HASP has been funded and developed by the City of Houston with the assistance of the Houston Parks Board LGC. A second 
phase of construction is planned that will include a further 11 fields, restrooms, picnic facilities, trails, playground, and more 
parking.
