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THE RSL VISION

Belief. Passion. Desire. Determination. Commitment. Sacrifice.

Words once written by current Real Salt Lake Head Coach Jason Kreis describing the organization’s core values in an open letter to the
community, these are the tenets by which RSL players, fans, front office and ownership conduct themselves each day. The utmost ad-
herence to these values allowed RSL to win Major League Soccer’s 14th Cup title in 2009, just the team'’s fifth season, despite long odds
and a plethora of cynics, naysayers and non-believers along the way.

The 2010 title defense came to a sudden and shocking end at the hands of upstart rival FC Dallas, the team to hand RSL two of its three
rare losses between May 1 and November 6 (Cruz Azul was the other). An air of “unfinished business” permeated the locker room, driv-
ing the club’s CONCACAF Champions League ambitions in 2011. Other silverware in the offing a year ago at this time were MLS Cup,
Supporters Shield, U.S. Open Cup and the FIFA Club World Cup.

However, RSL left 2011 empty-handed, equaling the regular-season win total from a year before at 15, but those points came in a very
different fashion. A disappointing home loss in the CONCACAF Champions League Final was followed up by a gruesome ankle injury
suffered by talisman Javier Morales just ten days later, the season bookended with a five-game suspension to Captain Kyle Beckerman.

Last year, a star-studded rematch with rival Los Angeles in the West Final saw a wounded RSL overpowered by the eventual MLS Cup
Champions, paced by Landon Donovan, David Beckham and Robbie Keane. The offseason saw the departure of several long-time
veterans, as Robbie Russell and Jean Alexandre (traded), Collen Warner (expansion draft) and the lone remaining RSL original Andy
Williams (retired) saw their on-field time with the club end. On the eve of the 2012 season, several others are rehabbing injuries that
might jeopardize their opening day availability, as perennial starters Nat Borchers (ruptured quad tendon), Alvaro Saborio (knee), Javier
Morales (ankle) and Will Johnson (adductor) work hard to return. However, with a 267-day MLS season (the League’s longest-ever] cul-
minating in MLS Cup 2012 on December 1 - and potentially 50+ games for Jason Kreis' side prior to that date - testing the club’s depth
in March could be a blessing in disguise.

“RSL Nation” always harbors hope that the club they love can emerge as it did late in 2009, when despite an 11-12-7 regular season
record, and the necessary combination of several dozen scenarios, RSL won six of its final seven games en route to capturing MLS Cup.
Continuing to embrace its “Team is the Star” philosophy to vanquish not one, not two, but a trio of designated players - Guillermo Bar-
ros Schelotto, Cuauhtemoc Blanco and David Beckham - as well as the Columbus Crew, Chicago Fire and Los Angeles Galaxy sides
which surrounded them.

“Audentis Fortuna Juvat” - Latin for Fortune Favors the Bold - was Kreis’ mantra in May, 2007 when he abruptly traded his captain’s
armband for the head coaching reins of Real Salt Lake. In the 55+ months since that time, Kreis became the youngest MLS head coach
to win a title, guided RSL to become the first-ever MLS team (and just the 3rd non-Mexican side) to win a CONCACAF Champions
League group, and the first U.S. team to get to the CCL Final. Meanwhile, the RSL organization, inspired by its fans, has established a
dominant home-field advantage, with just three home losses in any competition between the 2008/10 seasons (a total equaled last year,
in the several months played without Morales).

In 2008, the value of unselfishly placing the collective ahead of the individual was also embraced by those workers, engineers, archi-
tects, and visionary partners that brought Rio Tinto Stadium from concept to reality. Exhibited by everyone from the Real Salt Lake
locker room to the Rio Tinto Stadium front office, these are the values upon which organizational success is built, those demanded from
every individual responsible for executing ownership’s vision for world-class sports and entertainment on the Wasatch Front. Nothing
but the utmost adherence to these tenets is tolerated.
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The early expansion years marked by turnover and transition, Real Salt Lake has now reached unprecedented heights with its Playoff
runs in 2008/09 and extensive domestic and international success throughout 2011, achieving a multitude of organizational milestones
signifying the growth, permanence and promise of the franchise. Remaining committed to building an organization that will consistently
compete for championships, on and off the field of play, President Bill Manning embraces the principle that the Team truly is the Star,
recognizing that players, fans, staff, management and the community at large compose the team. Only through the team concept in all
facets of the organization, working together as one, can Real Salt Lake achieve glory, honor and success.

On the field, General Manager Garth Lagerwey, Coach Kreis and the technical staff accomplished the goal of deepening the roster to
create competition at every one of the 11 positions, instilling a collective focus on heightening the intensity at each practice, at each
game, in every way. The massive overhaul four years ago has now fostered the ability for Real Salt Lake to become a more cohesive
unit, to think and react at a quicker speed of play, to pressure the opponent, to compete as one entity. From this, competitive success is
ensured, evident from the team’s late-season runs in 2008/09 and its wire-to-wire success in multiple competitions in 2010/11.

Now Real Salt Lake is focused on continuing to carry the MLS flag internationally, hoping to extend the window of success for the fran-
chise and establish an annual soccer dynasty right here on the Wasatch Front.

It is no coincidence that the organization’s recent success was fostered by the advent and opening of Rio Tinto Stadium, the state-of-
the-art sports and entertainment facility in Utah, providing a stunning new home for world-class events, one with breathtaking views
of both the Oquirrh and Wasatch Mountain ranges. With its vast, natural grass pitch, its intimate proximity allowing 20,000+ spectators
to exert themselves as the 12th man, it is the sweeping canopy roofs on the east and west sides to keep elements out, atmosphere in,
serving as iconic beacons for the community gathering place.

Located in Sandy, Utah, at the heart of the Wasatch Front, Rio Tinto Stadium opened its arms to the world in 2009, during its first full
season of operation, serving as the host of the 2009 MLS All-Star Game, a dramatic, penalty-kick decided event vs. England’s Everton
FC (and a foreboding of things to come!). Major League Soccer’s midseason showcase was a perfect example of the Stadium as a new
class of venue in the Intermountain West, attracting events that would not otherwise visit Utah, bolstering the state’s reputation as an
international sports and entertainment destination. Both the MLS All-Star Game and the U.S. Men'’s National Team’s World Cup Quali-
fier against El Salvador in Sept. 2009 were televised worldwide to more than 140 countries via the ESPN family of networks, bringing
significant media attention to the State of Utah, positively impacting tourism efforts.

While “The Beautiful Game"” and its premier events have an established home at Rio Tinto Stadium, in 2010, none other than Sir Paul
McCartney graced the venue in his first-ever performance in the State of Utah, expanding the Stadium’s horizon as concert perfor-
mances are concerned, as legendary rockers the Eagles and country music icon Kenny Chesney did in 2009. Aesthetically and acousti-
cally, Rio Tinto Stadium will fulfill its promise to become one of the most desirable outdoor attractions in the United States, its capacity
rising to nearly 27,000 for concerts and other events, the diversity of which creates numerous job opportunities on both permanent and
seasonal bases. In March, 2008, the Stadium was recognized by Forbes as one of “10 New Super-Stadiums” in development worldwide.

Making A Mark

Since its inception, Real Salt Lake continually strives to establish new and everlasting traditions in the Utah sports landscape and break
new ground in virtually every aspect of its business. In addition to developing the team’s Independence Day and Pioneer Day soccer/fire-
works traditions, RSL accomplishments include: in the establishment of new MLS standards for season-ticket renewal rates; exhibiting
the truest home-field advantage in U.S. Men’s National Team history; forming a groundbreaking partnership with Real Madrid, RSL's
namesake and the world’s foremost sports brand; and becoming the first American major-league sports team to feature aq o
sponsor - Utah-based XanGo - emblazoned across its jersey front. Teadar |
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THE RSL VISION

That distinctive Real Salt Lake jersey was worn by a quartet of American soccer luminaries during the team’s first three seasons. Head
Coach Jason Kreis, the team’s charter captain and first-ever player, was the first American-born Major League Soccer MVP in 1999
and retired to seize the RSL coaching reins as MLS" All-Time leading scorer. U.S. Soccer icon Clint Mathis - re-acquired mid-Summer
2008 - was the team’s first allocation, bringing his Mohawk to the Wasatch Front in 2005. Teenage phenom Freddy Adu utilized RSL

in 2007 as a springboard to Europe. Legendary U.S. defender Eddie Pope, regarded worldwide as the finest American defender ever,
retired after the 2007 season as Real Salt Lake’s all-time leader in games started (69) and minutes played (5,930), as well as RSLs lone
All-Star selection (2005, 2007).

Real Salt Lake's first-ever home game featured a dramatic, 81st-minute header by former U.S. Olympic Captain Brian Dunseth to give
RSL a 1-0 victory over Rocky Mountain Cup rivals Colorado Rapids, sending 25,000+ fans into pandemonium. The June 4, 2005 visit by
the U.S. Men’s National Team for a World Cup Qualifying match against Costa Rica raised the bar for fan intensity, the United States’
3-0 win witnessed by more than 40,000 fans. That turnout and support demonstrated to the American soccer community that the savvy,
pro-U.S. crowd could impress even those who thought they had seen it all, including then-U.S. manager Bruce Arena and superstar
Landon Donovan, each of whom left Rice-Eccles that day glowing about the National Team's newest home. That historic occasion set
the stage for future visits by international opponents from Spain, England, Argentina, Chile, Mexico, China, Fiji, Costa Rica and Jamaica,
highlighted by the August 12, 2006 visit by Real Madrid.

The late-Summer 2006 trip by Real Madrid to Utah, which included a week in Salt Lake for high-altitude training, a pair of games vs.
MLS sides D.C. United (involving a day trip to Seattle) and RSL, a visit to the Governor’'s Mansion and the ceremonial groundbreaking of
what is now Rio Tinto Stadium in Sandy, again served notice to the world about the burgeoning soccer culture in the Rocky Mountains.
International superstars such as David Beckham, Roberto Carlos, Raul, Fabio Cannavaro, Ruud van Nistelrooy and manager Fabio
Capello - all legends of the highest world soccer standards, thriving on the World Cup and European stages - were ebullient in their
praise of RSL fans and the passion, excitement and emotion exhibited just two years into the club’s existence. Van Nistelrooy’s first-
half penalty kick and Robinho's second-half brilliance were overshadowed by the flashbulbs glimmering throughout Rice-Eccles when
David Beckham entered the game, as Madrid downed its namesake, 2-0, in the most-attended professional sporting event in Utah since
the 2002 Winter Olympics.

The team’s former Rice-Eccles home was the site of several individual milestones during its three-plus MLS seasons in Utah, as Cap-
tain Jason Kreis became the first-ever MLS player to score 100 career goals, something only four players have now ever accomplished.
Fan favorite Andy Williams, the lone iIRSL Originali remaining in 2011, scored the 5,000th goal in MLS history midway through the inau-
gural 2005 campaign, also the team’s first score in Rice-Eccles north end. Former goalkeeper Scott Garlick became just the third MLS
netminder to accrue 100 career wins, a feat accomplished in 2006 during his lone season with the club.

Major League Soccer Arrives

The dramatic arrival of a second major-league organization further establishes Utah as a progressive, growing climate for top-level
sports and all types of innovative entertainment. The state has been home to the Utah Jazz of the NBA since 1979. During the Jazz's
tenure, Salt Lake City has played host to multiple NBA playoff series (including two NBA Finals) as well as an NBA All-Star Game. Utah
was also the host of the enormously successful 2002 Olympic Winter Games, which brought positive attention from sponsors, athletes
and media around the world.




“MLS expansion to Salt Lake City reminds me of the early days of the American Foot-
ball League,” said the late MLS Investor-Operator Lamar Hunt, the only man inducted
into three major sports Halls of Fame (soccer, football and tennis.] “The inclusion

of Salt Lake City is a very important step for Major League Soccer. It's a city of great
vitality and achievement from a sports and entertainment standpoint. The Utah Jazz
have been among the leaders in attendance of the NBA year after year, and no one
will ever forget the grandeur of the Salt Lake Winter Olympics.”

Utah's unique demographics make it particularly appealing to MLS. Boasting a signif-
icant soccer fan base, Utah has the highest per-capita participation in organized youth
soccer, the third-fastest growing Hispanic and Latino population in the U.S., as well
as a significant Eastern European population. Beyond just the sports entertainment
value, Salt Lake's MLS team brings significant socio-economic benefits to the region.

“Soccer is a great sport, a great unifier,” said SCP Worldwide Founder and Chairman
Dave Checketts, Real Salt Lake’s founder and co-owner, a visionary sports entre-
preneur and a native Utahn. ilt provides affordable, exciting family entertainment.
The excitement will surely continue to build here, and we're going to have a lot of fun
watching this team grow. We're very happy about this opportunity and truly believe
that this city is well-positioned to not only support a Major League Soccer team, but to
serve as the bellwether in every aspect for the sport in this country. Utah is the right
market, with the right fan base, with the Wasatch Front believing in all of the things
that Major League Soccer represents: players as role models, players that are con-
nected to the community, a team that cares about the community, and a League that
is committed to growing the sport of soccer in this country with great integrity.”

While the team’s dedication to the community is unparalleled, its entrenchment in
Utah and ability to lead the sport took a massive step forward with the opening of its
Rio Tinto Stadium home last Fall in Sandy, just 15 minutes from downtown Salt Lake
City. Nestled in the heart of the Wasatch Front, virtually equidistant between Ogden
in the North and Provo in the South, the team’s new location is perfectly placed in the
population center of the nearly 2.75 million people residing in the Salt Lake Valley.

MLS Thrives In Utah

In July of 2004, Checketts and Major League Soccer Commissioner Don Garber an-
nounced that the dream of bringing world-class soccer to the great state of Utah had
come to fruition. The mission was simple: create an internationally-recognized soccer
brand, one which would become the flagship franchise of a growing American soccer
league.

The addition of Checketts and SCP Worldwide completed a one-year period where
Major League Soccer doubled its investor base, as CD Chivas USA owner Jorge
Vergara and Colorado Rapids owner Stan Kroenke joined longtime visionaries Phil
Anschutz, Lamar Hunt and Robert Kraft. July 14, 2004 was the fateful day when Utah
was officially awarded the 12th MLS franchise. In attendance were many of Utah's top
government, youth soccer, business and community leaders.

“I believe that Major League Soccer is the sports league of the future, and | am ex-
cited that Utah has a chance to be a part of it,” said Checketts at the historic event,
attended by many of Utah's top government, youth soccer, business and community
leaders. "Salt Lake’s success on the international stage with the Olympics was a
major part of what went into making this decision for the league. | can assure you, we
fought long and hard to bring this team to Utah. We faced serious competition from
other cities who desperately wanted an MLS franchise. We are thrilled that we were
successful in showing the MLS that Salt Lake was the right place for the League's
next team. | am excited at the prospect of leading this team to much success here
in my home state, just as we were fortunate enough to do with the Jazz for so many
years.

“In less than one year, we've attracted three new investors who share in the passionate,
collective and inspirational vision for American soccer as our existing team owners,”
said Commissioner Garber, whose League celebrated its 10th Season in 2005, the
same year as Real Salt Lake’s inaugural season. "We're very pleased to welcome a new
visionary to the MLS family. A man who has proven to be one of the most successful
executives in professional sports, a man who has had countless opportunities to get in-
volved in many different sports, a man who stepped up and said, ‘| choose to be involved
in soccer.” That man is Dave Checketts, and we're very, very pleased to welcome him to
the family.”

“Soccer is the number one sport in the world,” stated Checketts.”It is growing rapidly in
this country and this is a League filled with dedicated ownership and talented manage-
ment. These are people who are committed to soccer. These are people that | have been
familiar with in the NHL, NBA and the NFL. | have complete confidence in the leader-
ship of MLS and | am excited to be their partner.”

Just seven years later, Real Salt Lake has established itself as a leader in its commu-
nity, a developer of young soccer talent on the field and one of Major League Soccer’s
business leaders. Real Salt Lake has both uncovered and cultivated a vibrant soccer
culture in the InterMountain West, one which has demonstrated a surprising level of
acumen and sawvy regarding the international nature of the sport, and one whose loy-
alty and dedication to the RSL shield inspires the organization.

Since Day One, RSL has set its collective sights on employing talented players of the
highest character and deeply committed administrators, each of whom have served as
solid community citizens, singularly focused on fulfilling that covenant with RSL fans of
a winning, world-class organization, providing inspiration and aspiration to soccer fol-
lowers around the globe.

Youth Development

In the Spring of 2007, Real Salt Lake announced its foray into the recent MLS Youth
Development Initiative, introducing four elite youth teams at the U-16 and U-17 age
groups. Real Salt Lake has two bases for this initial step, with the RSL Utah and RSL
Arizona clubs entering teams in both age groups out of the Salt Lake City and Phoenix
areas, respectively. In the Summer of 2008, RSL's U-17 team - composed of players
from both states - captured the SUM U-17 Cup, earning a prestigious trip to Madrid,
Spain, for the Junior Club World Cup, also known as the Trofeo Quixote Sub-17

These teams take the field wearing the RSL badge in @ manner aimed to inspire the
very best players in this region to pursue soccer as the sport of choice for elite athletes
RSL continues to work alongside clubs in Utah and Arizona to ensure that these pro-
grams give players opportunities under the RSL umbrella without encroaching upon
existing commitments to their clubs, high schools, state ODP programs, or collegiate
aspirations. Instead, the RSL Youth Development Initiative facilitates the identification
and cultivation of emerging soccer talent in a professional environment.

Coming Together As A Team

In Real Salt Lake's 110 games from mid-August, 2007 to October, 2010 - the equivalent
of three-and-a-half seasons - the team posted a record of 45-32-33, easily its most
successful stretch ever. During that time, not coincidentally just months after Jason
Kreis assumed the coaching reins and the arrival of Garth Lagerwey, Real Salt Lake
turned the corner from an expansion team struggling to find its way on the field to a
competitive, cohesive unit.

While 41 players came and went from the RSL roster between May, 2007 and August,
2008 - a turnover rate not seen since the circa-1996 New England and New York rosters
- the foundation is now set with a core of both proven and emerging players, youth and
experience hailing from all corners of the globe. Every single player currently on the
roster was either acquired or saw his contract extended by the current regime.



Royal Name, Royal Aspirations
One word - Real [pronounced RAY-al) - celebrates the international elegance and multi-cultural distinction of Utah’s second major-
league professional sports organization.

“Internationally, the Real brand signifies soccer at its highest level — soccer with excitement, tradition and flair,” says Checketts. "The
name symbolizes dignity, history and, quite literally, royalty. It is our daily mission to establish those attributes for our team.”

The presence of the sport of soccer on the international stage inspired the team’s unique nomenclature. Real Salt Lake aims to think
and act globally in its vision, with the bilingual name demonstrating passion and respect for soccer’s heritage and reflecting its lofty
aspirations for competitive excellence and crowning achievements in the community.

“The name, colors and shield of Real Salt Lake represent soccer’s spirit as a unifying sport, as well as the state of Utah’s rapidly
expanding diversity,” said Checketts. "Real Salt Lake will lead what MLS Commissioner Don Garber calls the New America” and will
serve as a tremendous source of pride not only across the Wasatch Front, but also for fans around the world who recognize our aspira-
tions for a competitive, family-oriented organization. As we continue to grow as a league, the RSL tradition will define our path and our
core values will resonate across the global sports marketplace.”

On May 3, 2007, upon his introduction, Real Salt Lake's second head coach, Jason Kreis, uttered the latin phrase “Audentis Fortuna
Juvat” - "Fortune Favors the Bold.” Kreis certainly believes in the power of this concept to his core, introducing bold changes during his
first nine months at the helm, expecting the moves to bring imminent fortune.

In Kreis’ words, “Real Salt Lake fans are the best in MLS, and have been since day one. That RSL fans share the same values - Belief,
Passion, Desire, Determination, Commitment and Sacrifice - motivates every player, coach, and administrator in the RSL organization
to forge ahead and redouble efforts to achieve our lofty goals.”

Real Salt Lake’s goals are lofty, its aspirations regal. Each and every day, in every endeavor, RSL seeks to serve the Salt Lake Valley,
Utah and the Intermountain West as a visionary community citizen, intent on delivering on its commitment to build and develop a win-
ning, world-class organization, one which will not only stand shoulder-to-shoulder with the world’'s most recognizable and revered
sports brands, but one which is dynamic, diverse, family-oriented, ambitious, community-based and internationally-minded.

The 2012 Major League Soccer season in Utah is upon us, and the organization from the ownership, to the players, fans and staff are
elated to embark on what promises to be a fantastic and rewarding journey. RSL believes that the fan experience with Real Salt Lake
will be nothing short of thrilling, combing a competitive team on the field with an electric atmosphere off it. That goal is the common
thread that binds Real Salt Lake and the Utah soccer community not only again this season, but for many successful decades to come.

Visionary sport entrepreneur David W. Checketts, whose career spans over
four decades, is one of the most heralded media and entertainment execu-
tives in the industry, and currently serves as Chairman and CEO of Legends
[(www.legendshm.com), a multi-faceted company owned by the New York
Yankees, the Dallas Cowboys, Goldman Sachs and the Checketts Partners
Investor Fund. The three-pronged Legends venture consists of Legends
Hospitality Management - the premier provider of general concessions,
premium food & beverage, catering, retail merchandise and tours; Legends
Sales and Marketing - an industry leader offering team owners, facility
operators and athletic departments premium tickets sales and service,
PSL sales execution, sponsorship and naming rights capabilities and sales
training; and CSL International, which provides project feasibility and eco-
nomic impact studies, funding plans and business operational reviews.

A Utah native, born in Bountiful, Mr. Checketts founded SCP Worldwide

in 2006. Under his direction and leadership, SCP acquired an impressive
stable of assets in the sports, entertainment and media industries. In June
2006 the company acquired the St. Louis Blues of the National Hockey
League, Scottrade Center and Peabody Opera House (which re-opened this
fall to rave reviews after an extensive and heralded renovation project] as
well as purchasing the Blues” AHL affiliate Peoria Rivermen in July 2008.

In 2004, SCP acquired the twelfth Major League Soccer (MLS) franchise
launching Real Salt Lake and in October of 2008 opened, to critical acclaim,

Rio Tinto Stadium - a 20,000 seat multi-purpose open air facility in Sandy,
Utah. In October 2009 Real Salt Lake became Champions of Major League

The 56-year old Checketts created his sports media company after a suc-
cessful ten-year career at Madison Square Garden (MSG). As President and
RiDT'ml.G Chief Executive Officer for seven years, Mr. Checketts oversaw all opera-

tions of one of the most powerful sports and entertainment companies
globally, including the "World's Most Famous Arena” and its three sports
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franchises, the New York Knickerbockers of the NBA, the New York Rang-
ers of the NHL, and the New York Liberty of the WNBA - along with the
award winning MSG Network and FOX Sports Network. In 1997, while at his
post, Mr. Checketts took on the ambitious acquisition and comprehensive
restoration of New York’s historic Radio City Music Hall. Although MSG,
under his leadership, was awarded with many accomplishments such

as being named Arena of the Year for six straight years, the achievement
he takes most pride in is the establishment of the MSG “Cheering for
Children” foundation which created after school programs for thousands of
New York City school children.

Mr. Checketts began his career at Madison Square Garden as President
of the New York Knicks in March 1991. In the four seasons he served as
President, the team finished twice in first place, made it to the Eastern
Conference Finals twice and captured the Eastern Conference Champion
Title in 1994. During this time, the team set records in attendance, ratings
and revenues including setting the all-time sellout streak of 460 games at
The Garden. Forbes named the Knicks the most valuable franchise in the
NBA.

In his role as Governor of the Knicks (NBA), Rangers (NHL) and Liberty
(WNBA)J, Mr. Checketts was instrumental in all three leagues development
and mission. For the NBA, he was part of both the Planning Committee
and the Labor Relations Committee which included being a lead negotiator
in the Collective Bargaining Agreement (CBA) in 1999. For the WNBA, he
was one of the founding partners and served on the League’s Operating
Committee.

Prior to joining the Knicks, Mr. Checketts spent one year as General Man-
ager of NBA International, working with NBA Commissioner David Stern
on building a presence for the league in broadcasting and licensing around
the world.

Mr. Hansen serves as Vice Chairman and Alternate Governor for Real Salt
Lake and works closely with the RSL management team regarding the
direction and strategy of each business unit, as well as the potential real
estate development around Rio Tinto Stadium.

“We are delighted to have Dell Loy and his family joining ours,” said Dave
Checketts, the Founder of Real Salt Lake as Major League Soccer’s 12th
team in July, 2004. “Many other MLS franchises have been fortunate to
have added significant partners to their ownership groups in recent years,
but what makes this stand out from the others are Dell Loy’s strong local
roots and knowledge of the marketplace. For someone with his stature to
make a bold statement of support like this speaks volumes to the inroads
we have made in this community. His partnership helps fortify the enter-
prise and sets us up for long-term success and growth. | look forward to
working closely with Dell Loy and look forward to growing these businesses
and deepening their reach into the community together.”

Mr. Hansen, President of Wasatch Property Management, Inc., is a lifelong
Utah resident with deep roots in Cache Valley, in the northern part of

the state. His passion to build youth athletic facilities led to the creation

of the Sports Academy in North Logan in 1995. Many truly outstanding
swimmers, soccer and tennis players have developed their skills at Sports
Academy. "Personal success” is at the root of the Academy experience and
reflects Mr. Hansen's core values.

Under former Utah Governor Michael Leavitt, Mr. Hansen served nine
years on the State’s Board of the Department of Business and Economic
Development, including two of those years as Chairman. During that time
he came to appreciate the great business opportunities that exist in Utah.

“I'was proud to serve Governor Leavitt in growing our economy,” said Mr.
Hansen on that November day at Rio Tinto Stadium, upon his introduc-
tion as co-owner.

20 commercial buildings with
2.4 million of rental square
footage throughout the west-
ern United States. Wasatch
and its affiliated investor-
owned entities maintain a
real estate portfolio in excess
of $1.2 Billion.

Mr. Hansen is also an owner
in eight venture companies,
with approximately 900
employees located across
Utah, Idaho and California.
The companies range from a

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Bill Manning was named President of Real Salt Lake and what would
become Rio Tinto Stadium in April 2008, and is responsible for all team

and venue operations, both on and off the field. Manning also oversees the
operation of a third property, ESPN 700 Sports Radio. Last October, follow-
ing 3+ years of outstanding growth for the organization, Manning agreed to
a contract extension to remain in Utah through 2015.

In his first four years Manning has helped transform the Real Salt Lake
franchise into a winner. During his tenure, the team brought the state of
Utah its first major-league professional sports championship in nearly 40
years and successfully sold naming rights and opened one of America’s
premier sports and entertainment venues, Rio Tinto Stadium. With Man-
ning leading the charge, tickets sales & sponsorship revenue has more
than tripled since his arrival, it and it did not take long for the business
community to take notice, as in February 2010 the Salt Lake Chamber
named Real Salt Lake only the third-ever honoree of the Salt Lake Cham-
ber’s "President’s Award” in the Chamber’s 107-year history.

Under Manning’s guidance, Real Salt Lake has vaulted into the League’s
elite in virtually every metric, including winning percentage, Sponsorship
& ticket sales revenue, merchandising and media coverage. With a focus
across the organization on customer service, the club under Manning’s di-
rection has broadened the ticket sales functionality with the establishment
of a Fan Relations department, resulting in a 90% annual renewal rate and
extremely high loyalty quotient by fans for the club and its partners. Man-
ning has the 70+ person staff so clearly invested in the company’'s values
and goals that the club culture is featured in an upcoming book by a pair of
The New York Times best-selling authors this spring.

Mr. Manning, 46, has a wealth of experience on the soccer field and in the
sports business, where he has enjoyed a successful 19-year career includ-
ing executive positions in the NFL, NBA & MLS. He has been intimately
involved in the establishment and opening of the Toyota Center (NBA
Houston Rockets) and Rio Tinto Stadium (MLS Real Salt Lake), as well as
the growth of Lincoln Financial Field (NFL Philadelphia Eagles] after its
opening just prior to his arrival there.

Prior to his relocation to Utah, Mr. Manning served four years as Vice
President of Sales & Service for the Philadelphia Eagles of the NFL, where
he was responsible for all corporate sponsorships and premium seating.
During his tenure, the Eagles saw a 50% increase in corporate sponsor-
ship from the 2004 thru 2007 seasons, and in August 2007, Forbes cited
the Eagles as the fastest-growing brand in the NFL using a value formula
that included sponsorships and ticket sales. In June 2006, Mr. Manning
was selected to represent the Eagles at the prestigious NFL Program for
Managers at the Stanford Graduate School of Business.

A native of Massapequa, New York (Long Island], Mr. Manning received na-
tional recognition as a college player and was selected to play in the 1986
Intercollegiate Soccer Association of America East-West All-Star Game. As
a sophomore at the University of Bridgeport, he helped the Purple Knights
to a NCAA quarterfinal berth, and as a senior in 1986 he led his team to a
final four appearance while earning first-team All-America honors. Mr.
Manning continued his playing career after college and won a U.S. Open
Cup with the Brooklyn Italians in 1991, and played professionally in the




United Soccer Leagues (USL) with the Penn-Jersey Spirit (1991), Valley Golden Eagles (1993) and New York Fever
(1994-95). While with the Fever, Mr. Manning began advancing his coaching education and eventually completed his
U.S. Soccer National "A" License in March 2001.

Mr. Manning began his sports management career by joining the front office of the Continental Indoor Soccer
League during its inaugural season in 1993. Ayear later, he returned home to play with the New York Fever and
become more involved as an administrator doing double duty as Director of Marketing & Operations. In 1996, Mr.
Manning was hired as Vice President & General Manager of the Long Island Rough Riders, where he helped lead
the Rough Riders to consecutive USL final four appearances in 1996 and 1997. During Mr. Manning’s tenure in Long
Island, the club was honored twice by Soccer Business International as the recipient of the publication’s Marketing
Excellence Award for best overall marketing in the USL.

After the 1997 season, Mr. Manning left Long Island for the Minnesota Thunder to become President & General
Manager, and immediately made an impact as Minnesota advanced to the 1998 USL A-League championship match
after a sub .500 finish the previous season. The following year, Mr. Manning was named USL Executive of the

Year after Minnesota won the 1999 championship and developed the second-highest revenue base in the league.
Bolstered by Mr. Manning's key player acquisitions, the Thunder capped a 24-2-8 season with a 2-1 champion-

ship victory over the defending champion Rochester Rhinos. While with the Thunder, Mr. Manning earned national
acclaim as one of Soccer Business International magazine's individuals “To Watch” in 2000. Mr. Manning was also
named to Minneapolis-based CityBusiness magazine’'s 1999 40 Under 40 list, which recognized the next generation
of Twin Cities business and community leaders, and also was selected as one of "100 People to Watch” by Mpls St.
Paul Magazine.

Mr. Manning’s first entry into Major League Soccer came in February 2000 when he was named President & General
Manager of the Tampa Bay Mutiny. After a promising first season on the field, which saw Mr. Manning named 2000
MLS Executive of the Year by the Washington Post, the 2001 campaign turned out to be a low point in Manning's
career as the Mutiny, a league-owned team, were contracted prior to the 2002 season. At a career crossroads, Mr.
Manning ventured away from soccer to the NBA, where he joined the Houston Rockets as Director of Corporate
Partnerships. In Houston, Manning helped generate nearly $10M in new cash sponsorships prior to the opening of
the state-of-the-art Toyota Center in November 2003.

Mr. Manning received his BS (1987) and MBA (1989) from the University of Bridgeport in Connecticut. He has been
inducted into the Berner High School Hall of Fame with the class of 1987 and into the University of Bridgeport Hall
of Fame with the class of 2006. Since his arrival in Utah, Manning has become involved with the business commu-
nity and has been appointed to the Board of Directors at the Salt Lake Chamber of Commerce and Junior Achieve-
ment of Utah. Mr. Manning is also serves on the Executive Advisory Committee for the Utah Sports Commission and
as a Board Member for USA Wrestling Utah.

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GARTH LAGERWEY

General Manager/Senior Vice President of

Soccer Operations
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Trained as an attorney, Garth Lagerwey oversees all aspects of the soccer
team’s off-field business, conducting Real Salt Lake’s personnel acquisi-

tions, managing the team’s salary and operations budgets and cultivating

the reserve team and youth development programs.

Named Real Salt Lake’s second General Manager on September 19, 2007,
the former MLS goalkeeper has worked tirelessly, along with Head Coach
Jason Kreis and team President Bill Manning, to transform both the team
and management cultures of the organization, overseeing one of the most
remarkable competitive turnarounds in modern American sports. When
Mr. Lagerwey, 38, joined the Real Salt Lake technical staff, he gave RSL
the unique distinction in MLS circles as the lone entity among the League’s
now 19 teams where the GM and entire coaching staff boast MLS playing
experience.

Under his direction over the last four-plus years in Utah, RSL has evolved
from league laughingstock in 2007 to MLS Cup Champions just two sea-
sons later. Since moving into Rio Tinto Stadium in October, 2008, Real Salt
Lake has dropped just 7 out of 72 games across all competitions at home,
advanced to three of the last four MLS Conference Finals, become the first
American side to win a CONCACAF Champions League group and the first
team from either the U.S. or Canada to advance to the CCL Final.

While the team’s 2010 title defense was not rewarded with hardware, the
paucity of five losses in eight months across MLS and CCL play was a
testament to a masterfully-constructed roster with an unusual amount
of depth. That depth was decimated by injuries throughout 2011, forcing
Lagerwey and the technical staff to recently construct the most massive
overhaul in RSL history since the 2007/08 offseason, as potentially nine
new players will join the Claret-and-Cobalt for 2012.

With annual aspirations to compete across multiple competitions (MLS
league play, CONCACAF Champions League and Lamar Hunt U.S. Open
Cup), RSL has long valued contribution throughout the entire roster, as 14
different players scored at least one goal and a total of 25 players started
games and logged significant minutes last season.

Currently built for international success, Lagerwey and RSL currently boast
the longest-tenured core in MLS history, as 10 players will kick off at least
their fifth season together on opening day. Six of those 10 arrived in 2007,
the same year as Kreis and Lagerwey arrived - GK Nick Rimando, GK

Kyle Reynish, MF Javier Morales, FW Fabian Espindola, DF Chris Wingert
and MF and current Captain Kyle Beckerman. The following year, DF Tony
Beltran was drafted while DF Jamison Olave & DF Nat Borchers - the
most imposing and successful center-back tandem of the last several

MLS seasons - along with MF Will Johnson were brought to the U.S. from
foreign shores.

As the locker room has matured, both the day-to-day and long-term
philosophies implemented by Lagerwey and the team staff have also grown
and evolved. Initially, the massive roster overhaul completed by Mr. Lager-
wey, Kreis and the coaching staff was rewarded in 2008 as RSL secured
its first-ever MLS Cup playoff berth, advancing to the Western Conference
Final.

His second season saw the evolution of a competitive core built around
“The Team is the Star” mantra, borne out in Real Salt Lake's victorious trip
to MLS Cup 2009, the state of Utah's first major-league professional sport
championship in nearly forty years.




In developing the Real Salt Lake “player archetype,” Mr. Lagerwey has
successfully brought European-based American players back to Major
League Soccer (i.e. Borchers, Johnson, Clint Mathis and Robbie Russell);
added young yet experienced South or Central American professionals
[Saborio and Paulo Junior enter the 2012 season with high expectations],
claimed RSL standout Ned Grabavoy off waivers and brought minor-league
MVPs Yordany Alvarez and Jonny Steele into the fold. Various drafts have
also deepened the RSL core of players, as Luis Gil, Cody Arnoux and Chris
Schuler are poised to provide contribution in 2012, while new young players
such as Enzo Martinez, Sebastian Velasquez, Leone Cruz, Diogo de Al-
meida and Emiliano Bonfigli represent the most pronounced influx of new
blood in the RSL locker room in many years. An offseason trip to the Far
East has resulted in a camp invitation for outside back Terakazu Tanaka, a
young but experienced player from Japan's top two tiers.

Mr. Lagerwey joined the RSL front office from the law firm of Latham &
Watkins, LLC, where he served as an associate in the Corporate Depart-
ment of the firm’s Washington, D.C. office. A graduate of both Duke
University (BA, 1994) and Georgetown University Law School (JD, 2004),
Mr.Lagerwey's experience in the practice’s Sports, Media & Entertainment;
Investment & Strategic Ventures; and Mergers & Acquisitions divisions
included assistance in a client’s acquisition of a minority portion of the SCP
Worldwide's St. Louis Blues [NHLJ; the buying and selling of companies in
a variety of fields; and extensive fund formation and management of the
investment funds for the Carlyle Group, with emphasis in the energy sector.
Latham & Watkins, LLC, also spawned such soccer busi ness luminaries
as Alan |. Rothenberg, the founder of Major League Soccer for whom the
championship trophy is named, MLS President Mark Abbott, the League’s
first employee and author of the single-entity business plan, and former
MLS Deputy Com missioner Ivan Gazidis, now Chief Executive of legendary
English soccer power Arsenal.

Intimately involved in Major League Soccer circles since the League’s
inception in 1996, Mr. Lagerwey spent his five-year career as an MLS goal-
keeper for the Kansas City Wizards (1996), the Dallas Burn (1997-98), and
Miami Fusion FC (1999-2000). Mr. Lagerwey’s career during the League's
early days allowed him to cross paths with a handful of current RSL play-
ers and coaches, including Andy Williams, Nick Rimando, Kyle Beckerman,
Jeff Cassar and Jason Kreis, alongside whom Lagerwey also spent his
four-year collegiate career at Duke University.

Mr. Lagerwey’s sharp wit and knowledge of American soccer at all levels
made him a natural fit in the media realm, getting his start by filling in as

a guest writer for Sports Illustrated and Sl.com writer Grant Wahl's weekly
soccer column. Lagerwey traded his pen for a microphone upon retirement
and served as a color analyst for D.C. United’s television broadcasts on
Comcast Sportsnet during parts of seven MLS seasons (2001-07), in addi-
tion to being an analyst for XM Satellite Radio’s World Cup 2006 daily show
and seeing spot duty on New England Revolution TV and radio broadcasts.
The Elmhurst, IlL., native resides in Salt Lake City, with wife Hilary and
newborn son Bennett. His experience as a player and executive, combined
with his vision and work ethic make him a key member of various MLS and
U.S. Soccer technical committees, helping plot the future of the game in
our region of the world.

Once the building
was operational, he was responsible for staff and planning for the venue’s
first 200+ shows. In addition to his experience at the E Center, Mr. Steele
has experience as Event Coordinator for the Hartford Civic Center and
Sector Coordinator for the Boxing Venue for the Atlanta Committee for the
Olympic Games.

Mr. Steele, who studied Sports Management at the University of Massa-
chusetts at Amherst from 1989 to 1994, his wife Niki, and children Shaylie,
Megan and Heather reside in South Jordan, Utah.

THE TEAM




JASON KREIS

Head Coach

Real Salt Lake Head Coach Jason Kreis traded in his record-setting boots
and captain’s armband on May 3, 2007 to become the organization’s second
head coach, overhauling a previously moribund locker room to become just
two seasons later the youngest Cup-winning coach in MLS history, guiding
RSL to the title in 2009. Under his watch, RSL has also advanced to three
of the last four Conference Finals, become the first American side to win a
CONCACAF Champions League group and the first U.S. team to advance to
the CCL Finals.

With back-to-back 15-win MLS seasons in 2010 and 2011, Kreis" teams
have earned points in two out of every three matches they play, as the
intense, demanding leader now owns an all-time 72-64-52 mark as a head
coach, breaking down as follows: MLS regular-season (57-50-43), CONCA-
CAF Champions League (6-3-3), MLS Cup Playoff (4-4-4), Lamar Hunt U.S.
Open Cup (2-5-1) and international friendlies (3-2-1).

Kreis — who retired as Major League Soccer’s all-time leading scorer with
108 career goals on that fateful early May day in 2007 - was honored by the
club last Summer in a special Independence Day ceremony following its
come-from-behind, short-handed 3-3 draw against the New England Revo-
lution at Rio Tinto Stadium, as the organization retired the iconic jersey #9
worn by the Omaha, Neb., native as a player for the Claret-and-Cobalt from
2005-07.

“As I've said many times in the nearly seven years since he became the
face of our franchise, Jason continues to fit the profile of every great leader
eAL | have worked with throughout my career,” said RSL Founder Dave Check-
™ etts. "Not only is he one of the best young coaches in MLS, he's one of the
SALT LAKE best - period. We are thrilled not just for what he has done to revive, solidify

and inspire the RSL family, but to have him continue to blaze new trails for
the sport in our community for a very long time.”

Despite the unorthodox nature of a number retirement in soccer circles,
Checketts was insistent that the ceremony is the appropriate gesture for
someone who has contributed so much to Real Salt Lake.

EEL “It will be a great day ... when we officially recognize Jason for his contribu-
tions to the Real Salt Lake club,” said Checketts. “We understand that
\ ML5-CU P retiring a player's number is unprecedented, according to soccer protocol.
200% While we have great respect for the game, we seek to honor an exceptional
player and coach for our organization. Jason was the first player signed
at Real Salt Lake, he established and broke significantMLS records while
wearing our uniform and has provided exceptional leadership both on and

off the field. In my mind, no one at RSL should ever wear #9 again.”

Kreis became the first player in Real Salt Lake history on November 17,
2004, when the then-nine-year MLS veteran was acquired from FC Dallas
in exchange for future considerations. He has the unique distinction of
scoring the first-ever goals in two MLS team histories, firing the inaugural
strike for both RSL and the Dallas Burn. Interestingly, career strikes #1




and #100 shared a common opponent - the Kansas City Wizards, also the
victim of Kreis’ lone career MLS hat trick on March 20, 1999. Until the he-
roics of former RSL striker Robbie Findley in the 2009 home opener, Kreis
was the lone RSL player ever to notch three goals in one game, albeitin a
4-6 Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup loss at Minnesota in 2005.

Kreis, an American soccer icon and Major League Soccer pioneer, was

the first American-born player in MLS history to earn MVP honors (Kreis
remains one of just three U.S.-born MVPs in 16 MLS seasons), capturing
the 1999 award after leading Dallas in goals (18) and assists (15), a stellar
campaign which marked the first-ever "15-15" season in League annals.
Coming through in the clutch was a Kreis trademark, with an astounding
31 of his 108 career goals counting as game-winners. Despite being retired
for more than four years, the Duke graduate still ranks among the top 20
MLS career leaders in games played (305), starts (282, minutes (25,242),
shots (818) and shots on goal (370).

All told, 17 of Kreis 108 goals were scored for Real Salt Lake, for which
the Mandeville (La.) High School star played the final 58 games of his
stellar professional career. Goal number 100 came on August 13, 2005, at
Rice-Eccles Stadium, celebrated by Kreis' trademark round-off back-flip,
making him the first player in MLS to reach the century mark.

Kreis abruptly retired with 108 career goals to his credit, becoming just the
eighth person in the history of the five major U.S. sports leagues to serve
as a head coach while holding his league’s career scoring record (and

only the third athlete in the post-World War Il era). The first MLS player to
break the century mark in goals scored, Mr. Kreis' 108 total goals scored
still ranks fifth behind Jeff Cunningham (134), Jaime Moreno (133), Landon
Donovan (115) and Ante Razov (114) heading into the 2012 season.

Audentis Fortuna Juvat - Fortune Favors the Bold

Kreis became the second head coach in Real Salt Lake history on May 3,
2007, when Checketts tabbed Kreis to seize the reins of Utah’s Division |
professional soccer team and reverse its on-field misfortunes. The Duke
University product was the eleventh ex-MLS player (not including interim
stints) to take over a League side, and is currently one of 13 head coaches
in the League to make the switch from an MLS pitch to the sideline.

At the time of his hire, Mr. Kreis became the youngest active head coach

in MLS at 34 years and 127 days of age. Kreis works closely with former
Blue Devil and Dallas Burn teammate and current RSL General Manager
Garth Lagerwey regarding player acquisitions, scouting, the MLS Draft and
all player personnel-related matters. The Kreis-Lagerwey partnership has
resulted in the implementation of a culture where players, staff and fans
work as one for the RSL shield, epitomizing a “Team is the Star” attitude.
Kreis, Lagerwey and the team’s coaching staff - Jeff Cassar, Miles Joseph

and C.J. Brown - compose the lone technical staff among MLS’ 18 teams
comprised entirely of ex-MLS players. This distinction means that the RSL
braintrust now boasts cumulative MLS experience of 74,811 total minutes,
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JASON KREIS

covering 923 games and including 128 goals and 22 shutouts (the equivalent of nearly 30 complete seasons
of service). The RSL staff has the unparalleled ability to tap into personal experience as it guides, assists and
develops current RSL players.

“Jason has been a massive part of who we are as an organization, both from his days as a player and now as a

coach, and he is incredibly worthy of enjoying this honor,” said Lagerwey. "As an organization that is still young
it is important that we establish traditions, and to have Real Salt Lake be forever associated with Jason Kreis is
a fitting place to start.”

In 2009, RSL finished the reqular season with an 11-12-5 mark, earning the final MLS Cup Playoff spot on the
last day of the season with a complete and dominating 3-0 win over rival Colorado. Kreis became the youngest
Championship-winning manager in MLS’ first 15 years when his Real Salt Lake team won six of its final seven
regular-season and postseason games, including a dramatic penalty-kick win over a star-studded Los Angeles
team in MLS Cup 2009. Just as in the year before, RSL played its best when the pressure was highest, reeling
off four consecutive postseason wins to bring the State of Utah its first major league professional title in nearly
40 years.

The 2010 squad dropped just five games across eight months in all competitions, yet were sent home uncer-
emoniously in the first round of the 2010 MLS Cup Playoffs by finalist FC Dallas - the organization for whom
Kreis toiled from 1996-2004. While RSL did not repeat in 2010 - something that has happened just twice in the
16 years of MLS - Kreis’ organization and leadership, drive and determination inspired Real Salt Lake (15-4-11,
56 points, Supporters’ Shield runners-up) to a nearly unprecedented run, amassing 64 points in 30 games com-
bined - the equivalent of an MLS season - from May 1 to Oct. 19 in both MLS and CCL play, a points haul equal
to the 3rd-best run EVER by an MLS team (Los Angeles - 70 pts - Sept. 7, 1997 to Aug. 8, 1998; Los Angeles -
66 pts - June 28, 2009 to June 26, 2010).

Kreis led the 2010 RSL side to become the first-ever MLS team [and one of just three non-Mexican teams) to
win a CONCACAF group, posting a 4-1-1 mark and advancing to the final stage in 2011, where RSL succumbed
3-2 on aggregate to Mexican power Monterrey. The former striker’s side was also the 2nd highest-scoring
team in CONCACAF's group stage, with 17 goals in six games (2.83 goals/game). In MLS play, the following
milestones established new league standards, as the 2010 RSL squad set new all-time MLS standards in these
categories: fewest goals allowed (20), overall goal differential (+25), total home points (37), fewest home losses
(0] and fewest home goals allowed (7). In addition to those league marks, the 2010 edition of the Claret-and-
Cobalt set RSL franchise records in wins (15 - equaled in 2011}, goals (45), scoring output (1.50/game), points
(56), shutouts (15], road points (19] and road goal differential (+1).

“It is imperative that the competitive side of our organization maintain continuity and build off of recent season’s
success,” said RSL President Bill Manning in January, 2011, when announcing the extension of Kreis" contract
through the end of 2013 season. “The dedication, work ethic and commitment to excel on the team side have
been exemplary under Jason’s direction, and | felt it was important to secure the future of our coaching staff
before going long into the last year of his current deal. We could not be more pleased as an organization that
Jason will continue to guide our team on the field.”

Intense and passionate, Mr. Kreis went 6-13-7 (25 points) during the partial 2007 season, enduring an expect-
edly steep learning curve before steadying his squad to a 4-4-3 finish down the stretch, a sign of things to come.
In his first full season at the helm in 2008, Kreis led Real Salt Lake to its first-ever playoff berth on the heels of
a 10-10-10 (40 points) regular season, a turnaround for which Kreis was rewarded with a three-year contract

extension through the 2011 MLS season. Just days prior to the team’s 2011 home opener in late March, Kreis’
deal was extended another two seasons, through 2013.




The 2008 campaign reflected the results of an extensive team overhaul, which saw the team mold 21 new
faces - added since the final half of the 2007 season - into a competitive unit. The landmark 2008 season
under Kreis' direction saw Real Salt Lake open the state-of-the-art Rio Tinto Stadium, dramatically qualify
for the MLS Cup Playoffs in the final minute of the year and defeat the higher-seeded Chivas USA in the West
Semifinals before ultimately bowing to the New York Red Bulls one step shy of MLS Cup, all resulting in the
most successful and competitive campaign in Real Salt Lake’s four-season history both on and off the field,
prior to the Cup win one year later.

Onwards & Upwards

“Jason is a hard-working, dedicated over-achiever who refuses to accept anything less than maximum effort
from everyone around him,” said a prescient Checketts back in May, 2007, upon Kreis” move from RSL Captain
to Head Coach. "And while we have made great strides thus far under his leadership, | know we are bound for
unprecedented heights, and | know that Jason is the right person to help guide our team’s ascent.”

Kreis, an avid woodworker, oenophile and golfer with a voracious appetite for reading, resides in Park City,
Utah, with his wife, Kimberly, and two sons.

“When | was hired nearly five years ago, | stated that it was time for action, that | was embracing a complete
and utter challenge, undertaking tremendous responsibility,” said Kreis upon inking a contract extension
earlier this year. "We have enjoyed some success here now at Real Salt Lake and the entire organization -
players, coaches, staff, ownership, management and most importantly, the fans - believes, as | do, that ‘The
Team is the Star.” Everyone involved in establishing and raising our expectations continues to work towards
earning championships, and no one takes that responsibility lightly. | am thrilled to have the opportunity to
continue in this great endeavor.”

Assistant Coach
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Former Major League Soccer goalkeeper Jeff Cassar was added to the
Real Salt Lake technical staff on May 24, 2007, exactly three weeks after his
former teammate Jason Kreis assumed the head coaching duties for Real
Salt Lake.

Under Cassar and the entire RSL Technical Staff, goalkeeping and defen-
sive performances at Real Salt Lake have established new standards for
Major League Soccer. The 2010 season was a record-setting campaign, as
the RSL goalkeeping contingent of Nick Rimando and Kyle Reynish allowed
just 20 goals across 30 league games - surpassing the previous low of 23
(Houston, 2007) - and RSL conceded only 7 goals at home in 15 regular-
season matches. Rimando was recognized as an MLS All-Star for his work
with Cassar, and was one of three finalists for 2010 MLS Goalkeeper of

the Year. Reynish shone well for a young player in his limited Open Cup,
regular-season and CONCACAF action spelling Rimando, a testament to
the manner in which Cassar’s experience deftly guides netminders at vari-
ous career stages.

Mr. Cassar, 38, has been involved in Major League Soccer since the
league’s inception in 1996, spending 11 seasons between the posts for
three squads from 1996-2006 before retiring to become FC Dallas's
goalkeeper coach in January 2007. During his career with Dallas (1996-97,
2003-06), Miami Fusion FC (1998-2001), and the MetroStars (2002), Cassar
made 79 appearances (76 starts), posting a 1.76 goals against average, a
28-36-10 record, and recording 13 shutouts. Prior to his entry into the col-
lege and professional ranks, the Michigan native appeared numerous times
for the U.S. U-18, U-20, and Olympic National Team programs.

Mr. Cassar also appeared in five MLS Cup Playoff contests while with the
Fusion and helped a pair of squads - the 2000 Fusion and 2005 FC Dallas
teams - reach the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup Final. In addition to his MLS
experience, Mr. Cassar also spent time with English sides Ipswich Town
and Bolton Wanderers following the 2002 season before returning to Dallas
in the summer of 2003.

In addition to sharing Florida International University alumnus status with
another prominent Utah sporting personality, Utah Jazz guard Raja Bell,
Mr. Cassar is also intimately linked to several Real Salt Lake performers,
both past and present. On top of his Kreis connections, Mr. Cassar com-
peted for playing time in Miami with current RSL General Manager Garth
Lagerwey as well as current RSL goalkeeper Nick Rimando. During his
second stint with Dallas, Mr. Cassar would become teammates with former
RSL netminders D.J. Countess and later, Scott Garlick.

Mr. Cassar resides with his wife, Jennifer, in Sandy, UT, and has three
children - daughters Sloan and Dylan and son Luke.
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MILES JOSEPH

Assistant Coach

Now entering his third season as a member of the Real Salt Lake technical
staff, former MLS player Miles Joseph has been a part of 38 wins across
all competitions the last two years, kicking off his coaching career with a
number of milestones in Real Salt Lake's history-making 2010 campaign.
Fans saw an RSL team set innumerable team records and set various
League marks under the tutelage of Joseph and the RSL Technical Staff,
including a new mark for goal difference (+25) in the non-shootout era.
Last year, RSL became the first U.S./Canadian team to advance to the
CONCACAF Champions League Final, dropping a 2-3 aggregate scoreline
to Monterrey (Mex.).

Mr. Joseph, a native of Clifton, N.Y., played in six MLS seasons from 1996-
2001 for the [NY/NJ) MetroStars, Columbus Crew and Dallas Burn. Joseph
scored 12 career goals in 125 total games for the teams, and was a team-
mate of current RSL Head Coach Jason Kreis during the 2001 campaign in
Dallas.

Joseph earned All-America honors at Clemson University - where he was
named to the Atlantic Coast Conference 50th Anniversary Team - before
being drafted with the 12th overall pick in the 1996 MLS College Draft by
the MetroStars. A standout on the United States U-18 and U-20 Men's
National Teams, Joseph was selected for the roster of the U.S. team at the
1993 U-20 World Cup held in Australia, scoring a goal in the 6-0 victory
over Turkey. The U.S. went 1-1-1in group play, qualifying for the second

round where it fell to Brazil.

eAL In 1996, U.S. coach Bruce Arena named Joseph to that year's U.S. Men's
™ Olympic Team, participating in the Atlanta Summer Games. Once again,

SALT LAKE the team went 1-1-1, but this time failed to make the second round. Joseph
earned his first cap with the full U.S. National Team when he came on for
Cobi Jones in the 89th minute of a 3-1 win over El Salvador on August 30,
1996. In addition to having been coached by National Soccer Hall of Fame
manager Arena, Joseph has also gained knowledge and experience while
playing for international luminaries Fabio Capello (the current England
National Team coach oversaw Joseph's trial with AC Milan in 1997), Carlos
Quieroz (current Portugal National Team Coach), Carlos Alberto Parreira
(former Brazil National Team Coach) and Bora Milutinovic (Bora coached
five different National Teams), each of whom managed the MetroStars dur-
ing Joseph's MLS career.

Since 2003, Joseph, 37, had been the Technical Director and Director

of Coaching for the Players Soccer Academy. Joseph also concurrently
served as Executive Director of NY Elite FC, located in his hometown of
Clifton Park, N.Y., a club that is presently composed of 25 elite boys and
girls teams. Prior to those positions, Joseph served as an Assistant Coach
on the Siena College women'’s program. During his Shenendehowa High
School career, Joseph won three N.Y. state championships, and was named
the Gatorade H.S. Player of the Year while earning All-America honors.

Another former Major League Soccer standout, defender C.J. Brown, was added
to the Real Salt Lake technical staff on January 18, 2011, filling the vacancy left
when Robin Fraser assumed the head coaching duties at Chivas USA. When Real
Salt Lake visits Brown's former Chicago home on May 9, 2012, the current RSL
assistant will be inducted into the Chicago MLS club’s "Ring of Fire,” honoring C.J.
for his enormous contributions to the organization, on and off the field.

Brown’s addition to the Real Salt Lake staff allows the 2009 MLS Cup champion-
ship side to keep its distinction as the lone Technical Staff across the now 18-team
League comprised solely of MLS alumni, joining RSL GM Garth Lagerwey, Head
Coach Jason Kreis, and fellow assistant coaches Jeff Cassar and Miles Joseph.
The five-man RSL braintrust now boasts cumulative MLS playing experience
[regular season and playoffs) of 74,811 total minutes - spanning 923 games across
47 seasons - and eight domestic championships (one MLS Cup and seven Lamar
Hunt U.S. Open Cups), giving the staff the unparalleled ability to tap into personal
experience as it quides, assists and develops the current RSL roster.

Brown, 36, retired from the playing field in October, 2010, after 13 seasons as
one of the most respected and consistent center backs in MLS history, compiling
nearly 300 regular season appearances as a member of the Chicago Fire from
1998-2010. Known as one of the League’s most dependable and cerebral defend-
ers, his 296 games played (T-13th); 290 starts (T-7th); and 25,738 minutes played
(8th) all rank towards the top of the MLS record books - and are indeed atop the
Fire's career charts.

The last remaining “Fire Original” from the team’s 1998 inaugural campaign also
played an integral part in all five of the Chicago’s domestic championships, as
Brown helped lead the “Men in Red” to the 1998 MLS Cup and four Lamar Hunt
U.S. Open Cup titles (1998, 2000 2003, and 2006), in addition to a spot in the 2003
MLS Cup final. The 2001 MLS All-Star would also finish his career among the
League’s top 10 with 35 MLS Cup Playoff starts (T-5th] in as many appearances
(T-7th).

Upon finishing his collegiate career at San Jose State, the Bay Area native stayed
close to home to begin his road to a professional career with the USISLs San
Francisco Bay Seals, playing the first two of his three years with the side as an
amateur. Arun to the U.S. Open Cup Semifinals in 1997 by the Bay Seals would
serve as Brown’'s coming out party to MLS, and the then-expansion Fire would
take the talented center back with the first selection in the 1998 Supplemental
Draft. In addition to his standout MLS career, Brown would catch the attention of
the U.S. National Team program, making 15 “caps” for the Red, White & Blue's
senior squad between 1998 and 2003.

Brown is no stranger to the coaching ranks, with stints as the Assistant Director
of Coaching for the Chicago Fire Juniors and the Director of Coaching for the
Elmhurst (ILL) Elite youth clubs counting among the several youth coaching posi-
tions he held since beginning his professional career in 1998. Brown has already
acquired his National "B" License for coaching from the United States Soccer
Federation and is planning on beginning to work towards the USSF "A” License in
the next 12-18 months.

The Hayward, Calif,, native has relocated his family to the Wasatch Front, consist-
ing of his wife, Kim — whom he married one day after winning the U.S. Open Cup
title in October 2000 - and two daughters, Canessa (7) and Kali (6).

After plying his trade in Major League Soccer for the last 14 seasons,
former Real Salt Lake midfielder Andy Williams announced his retirement
from professional soccer on Dec. 6, 2011, marking the end of an era for the
last remaining on-field "RSL Original” from the Utah side’s 2005 inaugural
season. While the 34-year-old Williams will no longer suit up in the team’s
familiar Claret-and-Cobalt colors on the field, the RSL fan-favorite will re-
main with the club after accepting the "Head Scout” position on the team’s
Technical Staff.

“I wouldn't change [my time with RSL] for the world, and I'm glad | came
to Salt Lake City, as my family and | have been able to call the area home,”
said an emotional Williams. “I'm excited about the opportunity the front
office has given me by allowing me to continue to be a part of RSL. | think
I've got a lot to offer off the field and | look forward to helping bring in
players that will make our team better and hopefully provide some more
championship rings. The transition will be a learning opportunity for me,
but | couldn’t be happier to do it on behalf of the team, fans and city that |
love. I'm going to take this new endeavor and put all of my heart into it, just
like I did on the field.”

Williams ended his playing days as Real Salt Lake’s regular season career
leader in games played (189), shots (232) and fouls suffered (269), while
placing second in club annals in assists (29], games started (122}, minutes
played (11,536), shots on goal (83) and corner kicks (225). In addition, Wil-
liams appeared in all 12 of RSL's MLS Cup Playoff appearances since 2008,
including the 2009 MLS Cup Final against the LA Galaxy, when he gamely
went the full 120 minutes in helping the Utah side register a 1-1 draw
through regulation and overtime, an effort that eventually ended with RSL
gaining the first professional sports title for a team from Utah in nearly 40
years. Williams was one of the first players to join Real Salt Lake after the
Utah side claimed him from the Chicago Fire in the 2004 MLS Expansion
Draft on Nov. 19, 2004, just two days after current Head Coach Jason Kreis
became the squad’s first player signing.

“Andy Williams has been an integral member of Real Salt Lake since

the club’s inception, an important player and a critical leader on and off
the field, an integral part of the changing of the culture of our club and,
most importantly, a terrific personal friend and family member of RSL,”
said Kreis. "While it is always disheartening to see the playing career of
someone you truly care about come to an end, | can honestly say that | am
pleased it has come to an end wearing the RSL colors, and that he has
chosen to stay with this club as we look to strengthen our squad and reload
during a challenging offseason. There is no doubt that we at RSL have lost
one of the all-time greats on the field today, but | truly feel we may have
gained someone that can contribute in an even more significant fashion
now off it.”

After becoming one of the most prolific scorers in NCAA history (52 goals &
45 assists) while at the University of Rhode Island, Williams began his MLS
career in 1998 with the Columbus Crew, coming back from his stint with
the Jamaican National Team at the FIFA World Cup in France to register 12
assists in only 13 appearances to end the regular season. Despite produc-




ing at every stop, Williams would bounce around to five different MLS sides in his first seven seasons in the league
- Columbus (1998-99]), Miami Fusion FC (2000), New England Revolution (2001-02), MetroStars (2002) and Chicago
Fire [2003-2004) - before ending his nomadic days by landing with Real Salt Lake.

“We would like to thank Andy for all of his commitment and service on behalf of Real Salt Lake,” said RSL General
Manager Garth Lagerwey. “There is good reason why he is recognized as arguably the most memorable player in
our franchise’s history, and we are honored that he has chosen to accept our invitation to stay on and join our Tech-
nical Staff. Leaving the playing field is never an easy decision, but Andy is a gifted person who will continue to help
RSL off the field just as he led us on the field for the past seven years.”

Williams finishes his MLS career amongst the league’s best in a number of regular season categories, with his final
numbers including 332 appearances (6th all-time]; 86 assists (8th), 680 fouls suffered (2nd); 231 starts (T-32nd);
21,698 minutes played (28th); 30 goals and 441 corner kicks (10th]. In addition to his MLS Cup title with Real Salt
Lake in 2009, Williams also claimed hardware with Chicago by helping the Fire win the 2003 Lamar Hunt U.S. Open
Cup title, one of his record-tying five LHUSOC Finals appearances in the tournament’s professional era (1998, 2000,
2001, 2003 & 2004). The veteran midfielder also played a vital role in helping RSL set new league benchmarks dur-
ing the 2010-11 CONCACAF Champions League, scoring a goal and tallying a team-high seven assists in 11 appear-
ances en route to the Utah side becoming the first MLS club to win its group and advance to the Semifinal and Final
rounds of the regional club championship.

“It has been night and day since my first seasons in Utah. When we came into the league we were not winning a

lot of games, but we always had our fans at Rice-Eccles; they came and supported us from the get-go,” continued
Williams. “I'm happy we stuck in there and came away with a championship to reward both our efforts on the field
and the fans’ efforts as well. You will always go through good times and bad, and I'm happy that | was able to end my
career at Real Salt Lake, and with a championship ring.”

In addition to his standout league career, Williams was also a long-time contributor to the Jamaican Men’s National
Team, scoring 15 goals in 93 appearances on behalf of the "Reggae Boyz" from 1998-2010. After making his senior

international debut at the age of 20 during the 1998 FIFA World Cup, Williams was a regular for Jamaica in CONCA-
CAF region World Cup Qualifying contests and the Reggae Boyz" CONCACAF Gold Cup appearances in 2000, 2003 &
2005.

Real Salt Lake enters the 2012 Major League Soccer campaign - the team'’s eighth - on the heels of two very different 15-win seasons,
seeking to overcome a rampant injury bug that has spilled into this year from last and hoist various iterations of available hardware, in
chronological order - the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup, MLS Supporters Shield and MLS Cup.

The 2012 calendar also offers Jason Kreis' team a return to CONCACAF Champions League action, as one of four U.S.-based sides which
enter the continental tourney in a revamped group-stage setup. This time around, RSL must repeat its 2010 feat as the first-ever American
group winner in order to advance to the championship round, and must do so in only four contests this fall, with eight groups of 3 teams
each in a round-robin, home-and-home format competing for the group title. The four U.S. teams will be separated from the four from
Mexico; the draw takes place on or around June 1.

Back for 2012 are 10 players who have been part of the Lagerwey/Kreis “Team is the Star” ethos since 2008 or earlier, as GK Nick Riman-
do, GK Kyle Reynish, DF Chris Wingert, MF Kyle Beckerman, MF Javier Morales and FW Fabian Espindola each arrived on the Wasatch
Front in 2007, joined a year later by DF Tony Beltran, DF Nat Borchers, DF Jamison Olave and MF Will Johnson. This group of 10 repre-
sents the longest-tenured “core” in MLS history, surpassing the eight New England Revolution teammates who spent the five 2003-2007
seasons together.

While proud of winning MLS Cup 2009 and advancing to three Conference Finals in the last four seasons, as well as galvanizing the soccer
community in the U.S. and Canada with last Spring’s history-making run to the 2010/11 CONCACAF Champions League Final, Real Salt
Lake’s players, coaches, staff and fans know that this group probably needs additional hardware to be remembered as one of the elite
groups in MLS'’ first two decades. The team’s consistently attractive possession game and record-setting offensive and defensive prowess
on display the last two seasons is expected to continue in 2012, with the veteran group beginning to pass the torch to several solid young
contributors, with the ultimate goal in the next 18 months making deep Open Cup, Supporters Shield and MLS Cup runs, along with taking
the extra step in CONCACAF and advancing to the FIFA Club World Cup in Morocco in 2013.

Since Rio Tinto Stadium became the seventh Major League Soccer sports and entertainment venue to open since Columbus Crew Stadium
in 1999 - joining The Home Depot Center, 2003 (Carson, Calif.); Pizza Hut Park, 2005 (Frisco, Tex.); Toyota Park, 2006 (Bridgeview, IlL);
Dick’s Sporting Goods Park (Commerce City, Col.J and BMO Field (Toronto) in 2007 - Real Salt Lake has enjoyed a dominant home-field
advantage, losing just 7 of 72 home games in the venue’s history and setting a new MLS mark for consecutive unbeaten matches (29).
Four new team-operated buildings have opened doors since “The RioT" three full seasons ago: Red Bull Arena (New York) and PPL Park
[Philadelphia) in 2010, LIVESTRONG Park (Sporting Kansas City) and JELD-Wen Field (Portland) last season. In 2012, Houston Dynamo
indoctrinates its long-awaited home, BBVA Compass Stadium, while the expansion Montreal Impact - MLS™ 19th team - will open its pro-
prietary home mid-season.

Many players start to think about the next stage of their
careers after a dozen seasons in the pros, the portion
involving final contracts, farewell tours and the like.
However, most players aren’t like Kyle Beckerman, whose
12th season only propelled him towards bigger heights
both with his club and for his country, as 2011 saw the RSL
captain go from a perennial MLS All-Star and part-time
U.S. Men’s National Team performer to a legitimate league
MVP candidate and First Xl stalwart for Jurgen Klinsmann’s
USA squad. Beckerman’s ability to step up his game in the
absence of main playmaker Javier Morales showed both on
and off the stat sheet, his increased leadership role on the
field during an adversity-filled 2011 proving just as crucial
as his career-best nine assists (including six game-winning
helpers) across regular season play.

The 29-year-old Beckerman is hitting his peak as he
enters 2012, a year in which he’ll likely leap into the
league’s all-time top 20 in games played and started while
also playing an integral role for the US Men’s National
Team as it begins its qualifying journey for the 2014 FIFA
World Cup Finals in Brazil. While an offseason adductor
strain might have slowed RSL’s heart-and-soul down
temporarily, Beckerman should be ready to set the tone
for the Claret-and-Cobalt right out of the gates in what he
hopes is a lucky 13th season in MLS.

After playing the second-most minutes of his career in
2011, Tony Beltran again showed why he belongs in the
discussion with the best outside backs in Major League
Soccer. For the second time in his career the 24-year-old
made more than 20 starts and helped solidify a back line
that was depleted by injuries all season long — until he
unfortunately suffered one of his own, limiting his minutes
in the final two months of the season.

While his staunch 1-v-1 defending continued to be rock
solid, the cerebral and supremely fit Beltran has also
provided more consistency when jumping into the attack,
his flying runs up either flank ending with dangerous
service into the area more often than during his previous
three seasons of play. It can’t be long until Beltran

sheds the status of one of the most underrated outside
defenders in Major League Soccer, but, until then, the

RSL braintrust will be more than happy to unleash the
mature-beyond-his-years winger upon opponents that may
underestimate the UCLA product’s considerable talent and
tenacity.

The path to the ranks of Major League Soccer for Leone
Cruz was not a common one, but, in the end, the talented
center back appears to have found a willing dance partner
in Real Salt Lake the second time around.

Seemingly overshadowed by other forwards every since
he joined Real Salt Lake five years ago, the attention
turned Fabian Espindola’s way in 2011 seemed to increase.

Real Salt Lake’s philosophy for the development of Luis
Gil had always been “slow and steady,” but then Javier
Morales’ devastating ankle injury and a slew of national
team call-ups hit in the spring, and the acceleration of
Gil’s learning curve soon followed. RSL Head Coach Jason
Kreis originally took a committee approach to replacing
Morales as the summer progressed, but the rotation
would eventually include a heavy dose of the then-17-
year-old Gil, who indeed proved capable of rising to the
challenge while also doing plenty of “on-the-job” training.

During his third season in Claret-and-Cobalt in 2011, Ned
Grabavoy continued to find more minutes in the platoon
system with Andy Williams on the right side of Real Salt
Lake’s diamond midfield, but, due to injuries and national
team call-ups, the veteran also found himself at other
spots in the diamond through necessity. Despite suffering
from a nagging hamstring injury of his own late in the
campaign, the gritty Grabavoy was able to register the
second most appearances, starts and minutes of his eight
seasons in Major League Soccer.

With Williams retiring during the offseason, the versatile
Grabavoy will be depended upon even more by Head

Coach Jason Kreis to set the tone on the field and in the
locker room as one of the team’s core members. The good
news for Kreis and fans of RSL is that, thanks to a new
offseason contract, the 28-year-old midfielder will put his
masterful on-the-ball ahility, vision and tenacity on display
at Rio Tinto Stadium for at least the next three seasons.

Will Johnson was a busy guy in 2011, but when you’re
depended upon to be a stalwart for both your club and
country, well, that just goes with the territory. But with
Johnson possessing one of — if not the best — motors in all
of Major League Soccer, the industrious 25-year-old not only
has the stamina to handle the added workload, but the pride
and character to relish it. He also has the history to prove
he can handle the added miles as well, playing at least 2,000
minutes and in at least 25 regular season contests for the
Claret-and-Cobalt in each of his first three full seasons ...
and that’s not counting the additional wear-and-tear (and
pressure) endured during Cup competitions.

With another round of World Cup qualifying in store for his
Canadian National Team and another run in the CONCACAF
Champions League on the docket for Real Salt Lake, it’s
going to be another chock full calendar in 2012 for Johnson,
who will again be depended upon to man the left side of
RSL’s midfield diamond. While a procedure to correct a
sports hernia issue might slow Johnson down for the first
few weeks of the season, the RSL faithful can rest assured
his odometer will start spinning furiously sooner rather than
later.

Perhaps no player in Major League Soccer was poised to
have a better 2011 than Javier Morales. From the get-gg,
the Argentine midfield maestro was pulling the strings for
a Real Salt Lake side on the cusp of international glory,
his infectious attitude, quiet leadership and abundant
skill helping a pioneering club earn plaudits from every
corner of America’s soccer landscape. So while RSL’s
disappointment at the end of its CONCACAF Champions
League run in late April was a tough blow for the squad,
it’s quite telling that the result’s effect on the team’s
season paled in comparison to the loss of Morales to an
ankle injury just 10 days after the stinging defeat.

It is also telling that, during a stretch of two weeks when
clumsy challenges like the one Morales suffered from
felled some of MLS’ other brightest attacking talents,
RSL’s playmaker vowed to come back before season’s
end. Anyone who saw the incident must have thought
Morales’ thoughts were wishful thinking at best, but they
also weren’t witness to the hard work he put in day after
day. While the air was sucked out of the building that day,
Morales knew it wasn’t sucked out of the season, and he
wanted to make sure he could help the squad finish the
challenge it had laid down at the start of the year — add
hardware to the trophy case.

While that goal wouldn’t come to fruition, the comeback

of Morales inspired not only his teammates, but the RSL
faithful as well, who could not get enough updates on the
status of “Javi” and when — not if — he would return to the
field. While Morales was never back to 100% during the
final six weeks of the season, he showed plenty enough to
make it clear that he was closer than anyone, save himself,
might have thought. But, perhaps more than anything, his
comeback allowed everyone the opportunity to remember
a different image of #11 at Rio Tinto Stadium in 2011 — the
thunderous standing ovation he received upon entering
the Sept. 28 match against Chicago in front of the largest
crowd in the stadium’s history. 20,762 fans, all there to pay
tribute to the heart-and-soul of RSL, to see the maestro
pick up his baton once again.

The start of the 2012 campaign sees Morales continuing to
overcome injury, an offseason procedure to clean out bone
spurs in his left foot and a right quad strain suffered during
the preseason limiting him during the squad’s preparations
for the upcoming season. But if 2011 proved anything, it’s
that Morales will be able to overcome any challenge thrown
at him ... and likely sooner than anyone could imagine.

Real Salt Lake broke new ground last fall when it agreed to
terms with Nico Mufiiz, making the midfielder the first RSL-
Arizona Academy member to jump straight to the “big club”
from Casa Grande. While technically unable to perform for
the MLS outfit until the new year, the now 19-year-old Mufiz
joined the first team in Utah upon the announcement in
September, giving him a leg up on preparations for his first
professional campaign with what amounted to a seven week

It seemed to take a couple of years for MLS fans and
pundits to fully appreciate the depth of talent that RSL
center back Jamison Olave possessed. However, now that
he’s a known commodity, the RSL center back can’t seem
to stop the plaudits coming his way, the ultra-athletic
center back garnering spots on the MLS Best XI and MLS
All-Star teams for a second consecutive season in 2011. He
began the year by not only displaying his usual defensive
prowess, but also securing himself an even bigger spot

in RSL lore courtesy of some offense, as it was his goal
at Deportivo Saprissa that would swing the CONCACAF
Champions League Semifinal series the Utah side’s way.

While RSL fans loved seeing “The Verb” represent the
Claret-and-Cobalt against Manchester United in the All-
Star Game once again, they were also left holding their
collective breath after a sliding tackle sidelined him with
an MCL sprain in his left knee. Success, it appeared, might
come at a price. However, Olave would return after missing
only a month, using his unigue blend of size and closing
speed - in addition to a growing sense of comfort with the
ball at his feet — to keep opposing forwards on lockdown.
Olave would again suffer from injury, this time a quadriceps
strain, during the 2011 postseason, but the 2012 preseason
sees the Colombian fit as a fiddle and ready to lead the
RSL backline to more impressive and historic numbers —
more specifically the ones in the “W” and “S0” columns.
And, speaking of numbers, the 30-year-old Olave will hit a
nice round one the next time he sees the field, as his next
appearance on the field will mark his 100th in MLS regular
season play.

Nick Rimando would have been hard-pressed to duplicate
the record-setting 2010 campaign he presided over
between the posts for Real Salt Lake, but his 2011 season
was not all that far behind. Once again finishing at or near
the top of Major League Soccer in goals against average,
shutouts and wins, Rimando’s 12th MLS season gave
credence to the theory that the shelf life of the American
goalkeeper is almost limitless .. a good sign now that

the 32-year-old Rimando is the elder statesman of the
Claret-and-Cobalt after the offseason retirement of Andy
Williams. That being said, it takes more than age to climb
towards the top of MLS’ record books, which is exactly
what Rimando has done by ranking second in all-time
shutouts (87) and third in wins (121), games played in
goal (288), starts in goal (also 288) and minutes in goal
(26,073).

Much like teammate Kyle Beckerman, Rimando’s
international career has also picked up steam once again,
as the Southern California native has been a regular call-
up under the new regime of Jurgen Klinsmann since his
appointment as USMNT’s sideline boss last summer. If
Rimando can continue to produce sparkling performances
like the first half he turned in against Panama in January,
it will be a busy year of shuffling between club and country
for the RSL fanbase’s favorite “homeboy.”

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As a forward there’s always pressure to perform, and in
2011 the pressure seemed to be both a blessing and a
curse for Alvaro Saborio, who began the year with a new
contract that heaped on the added weight of becoming
Real Salt Lake’s first-ever “Designated Player” (though
the title was more a technicality thanks to the transfer
fees involved in obtaining his full rights).

What a difference a year made for defender Chris Schuler.
After showing a glimpse of promise that was cut short
due to injury in 2010, the Chicagoland native returned to
the field with a vengeance in 2011, playing in 26 matches
across all competitions as injuries and suspensions
wrecked havoc at times on the RSL backline. Five months
after breaking his foot just the day after RSL clinched a
spot in the CONCACAF Champions League knockout phase,
it was perhaps fate that Schuler would be called upon to
serve in place of the suspended Nat Borchers right off
the bat against Columbus in the CCL Quarterfinals. The
24-year-old would pass that test with flying colors, and,
as the RSL Technical Staff began to grow more and more
comfortable with him, Schuler would also begin to draw
assignments at outside back as situations dictated.

While some may think it unfortunate to sit behind one of
the best center back tandems in league history on the
depth chart, it is clear during the 2012 preseason that
Schuler has been soaking up knowledge from Borchers and
Jamison Olave over the course of his first two pro seasons.
Learning the tricks of the trade from those pillars both
technically and leadership-wise will certainly pay off with
even better performances when called upon down the road,
which may occur just as much this season with another
congested schedule on the docket for the Claret-and-
Cobalt.

The outside back position in RSL’s 4-4-2 system is perhaps
one of the most challenging spots in Major League Soccer
— to call them “defenders” is simply not doing them justice.
The role requires players to have the physicality to defend
one-on-one, the speed and stamina to make run after run
up and down the flank to provide width in attack and the
technical acumen to make things happen with the ball, be
it by providing crosses into the area or quick combinations
with the midfield. You have to be smart, disciplined and in
ridiculously good shape ... in other words, you almost have to
be Chris Wingert.

The 29-year-old Wingert will enter the 2012 season as RSL’s
longest-tenured field player, beating out his former ex-
Colorado teammate Kyle Beckerman for the honor by three
days courtesy of their back-to-back trades in mid-July 2007.
That longevity has not only shot him up the RSL all-time
rankings in numerous categories, but it’s also allowed him
to master the abilities necessary to thrive on the island that
can sometimes be the outside back position in Jason Kreis’
preferred line-up. To protect against the wear-and-tear

that saw nagging injuries effect the three-man rotation of
Wingert, Tony Beltran and the departed Robbie Russell last
season, the Claret-and-Cobalt will hope Wingert can mentor
whichever two players emerge in the back-up battle out
wide during preseason to increase the rotation to four by
midseason. If there’s anyone up for the task of mentoring

it would be Wingert, a locker room leader who also has the
NSCAA Scholar-Athlete of the Year honor from his Senior
season at St. John’s in his back pocket.

2011 SEASON IN REVIEW

The 2011 season didn’t quite go
according to plan for Real Salt Lake.
Despite all of the preseason talk
centered around which trophies the
Claret-and-Cobalt would be taking
home this year (MLS Cup, Support-
ers’ Shield, US Open Cup and CON-
CACAF Champions League), it ended
up falling short on each count. RSL
finished the year with a 15-11-8
record, with only the record-breaking
defense of LA bettering its total of 36
goals against.

The Utah outfit certainly showed they
had a solid backbone to the team,
yet came up short at key times in

the year, just when it looked as if
glory was on the horizon. The season
turned out to be one full of struggles
and adversity, as injuries, national
team call-ups and fatigue took their y
toll at various points in the year. Still, RSL was still able to claw its way into third place on the league table (earning
the squad a 2012/13 CCL berth in the process) and defeated a talented Seattle Sounders FC squad in the opening
round of the MLS Cup Playoffs, prior to succumbing to the eventual champion Galaxy in an entertaining Western
Conference Championship at The Home Depot Center.

The campaign started early due to CCL Championship Stage play, a captivating run that began against fellow MLS
side Columbus Crew in the Quarterfinals. After a scoreless Leg One in frigid Central Ohio on Feb. 22, RSL warmed
up on the chilly Wasatch Front a week later, a 4-1 thumping setting up a Semifinal Round showdown against Costa
Rican power Deportivo Saprissa.

Playing against the club he helped lead to the 2005 CONCACAF Champions Cup title, striker Alvaro Saborio tallied
the opener for Real in a 2-0 triumph in Sandy in the opening leg on March 15. RSL carried that momentum across
the three-week break between legs down to Estadio Ricardo Saprissa, where Jamison Olave’s second half tally
made the difference in a 1-2 defeat that was good enough to produce a 3-2 aggregate win, allowing the Utahns to
become the first MLS team to earn a spot in the CCL Finals.

Arguably RSL's finest moment of the year came on April 20, when it earned a stunning 2-2 draw at Monterrey's Esta-
dio Tecnolégico in the first leg of the Champions League finals back in April. Twice the visitors went down in hostile
conditions, but Nat Borchers and Javier Morales were able to answer back, the latter’s equalizer in the waning
moments setting up a dramatic finale back at Rio Tinto Stadium in the return leg.

Real Salt Lake's quest for CCL glory piqued the interest of soccer fans across North America, giving MLS supporters
the rare opportunity to galvanize behind a squad in international competition. Despite having the support of MLS
fans across North America and needing just a 0-0 or 1-1 draw to add to the trophy case, the April 27 decider failed
to fall RSL's way as Chilean international Humberto Suazo’s close-range goal just before the half would stand tall
for Monterrey in their 1-0 victory. The defeat not only dashed a historic moment for the Claret-and-Cobalt, but also
pierced the club’s invincibility at Rio Tinto Stadium, the result marking RSL's first loss in Sandy in 33 competitive
games, a stretch that dated back to May 2009.

While a defeat with so much on the line would normally count as the low point in a season, RSL's morale suffered

an even bigger blow less than two weeks later on May 7, when playmaker Javier Morales suffered a horrific ankle
injury at home against Chivas USA. The image of the Argentine’s agony after suffering a hard challenge from Marcos
Mondaini was hard to erase from the collective memory of "RSL Nation,” but the impact of losing Morales for what
many thought would be the remainder of the year was even more was profound. Real Salt Lake's “Team is the Star”




mantra would be put to the test more than it ever had been in the Jason Kreis era, and while the squad would fail to
hit on all cylinders across much of the summer, the collective still had more than enough quality pieces in place to
build on its strong start and stay towards the top of the MLS table.

In the absence of Morales, several players had the chance to pull the strings at the top of RSL's midfield diamond,
but none took better advantage of the opportunity than young Luis Gil. By necessity, the budding playmaker an-
nounced himself to MLS fans at the age of 17, his blast from outside of the area against the New York Red Bulls at
Rio Tinto Stadium in August opening his MLS scoring account and symbolizing signs of good things to come for the
talented Californian. On the opposite end of the field (and the RSL roster’s age-range), another SoCal native helped
pick up the slack, as veteran 'keeper Nick Rimando registered 13 shutouts and a 1.09 GAA during another standout
campaign.

In a season full of emotional twists
and turns, captain Kyle Beckerman
was a rock. The gritty midfielder
cranked his game up a notch in
the absence of Morales, tallying a
career-high nine assists and help-
ing to keep his team’s head above
water when it could have easily
folded at various points along the
way. With the exception of a regret-
table and out-of-character lapse
of judgment when he headbutted
Chicago’s Daniel Paladini in late
September - a stunt that earned
him a five-game suspension - he
was among the top performers in
the League, meriting serious MVP
consideration and resulting in a
re-birth of his senior international
career for the USA over the sum-
mer thanks to new boss Jurgen
Klinsmann.

With Beckerman'’s suspension and
periodic absences due to interna-
tional duty, it was important for
RSL to find a fill-in at the holding
midfielder spot. They found one
with the late-season addition of
Yordany Alvarez, who was coming
off a championship-winning season
in which he was named the USL
Pro league MVP for his efforts with
Orlando City SC.
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Despite suffering through mountains of adversity, a franchise-record five-game winning streak across late-August
and September allowed RSL to stay in a fierce three-team race for the Supporters Shield alongside fellow West-

ern foes Seattle and Los Angeles. However, a five-game losing swoon and disappointing 1-1 draw at home against
Portland in the regular season finale followed, the two vastly different runs echoing the roller-coaster that was RSL's
2011 campaign. The one bright spot for RSL down the stretch was the inspirational return of Morales, who came off
the bench on Sept. 28 against Chicago to a true hero's welcome, evoking one of the loudest ovations in the three-plus-
year history of Rio Tinto Stadium.

So why would the playoffs be any different? An “unfair” meeting, according to Kreis, between RSL and Seattle in the
Western Conference Semifinals would pit league powers against each other in the opening round, and it was the
Utahns that answered the bell quickly. Using a brace by Saborio and an ultimately pivotal late tally by Ned Grabavoy,
Real Salt Lake jumped out to a 3-0 lead in the aggregate series, but the win would prove costly as the centerback
tandem of Nat Borchers and repeat MLS Best XI performer Jamison Olave both left the match due to injury. RSL then
held on for dear life in the second leg at CenturyLink Field, using a key first half goal mouth block by defender Tony
Beltran and a lockdown last 10 minutes to stave off the Sounders, a 0-2 defeat good enough to register a 3-2 aggre-
gate win and a date in LA against the Galaxy in the Western Conference Championship.

Despite both teams working on short rest, the showdown at The Home Depot Center was both entertaining and
exhausting to watch. Real Salt Lake came firing out of the gates in the opening quarter-hour, but a PK conversion by
Landon Donovan would put the home side up against the run of play 21 minutes in. However, Saborio would answer
by heading home less than two minutes later to keep the crowd on edge - and the Galaxy on notice. RSL became the
latest victim of Mike Magee's postseason offensive firestorm, a header of his own put the Galaxy back on top just shy
of the hour mark. RSL almost answer straight away once again, but Fabian Espindola - who enjoyed a breakout cam-
paign with 10 reqular season goals - saw his spectacular, twisting effort from distance clank off the crossbar, signify-
ing the coming of the end for the Claret-and-Cobalt.

CONCACAF CHAMPIONS LEAGUE

Real Salt Lake's MLS Cup 2009 crown not only put the Utah side on top of the domestic soccer land-
scape, but it also opened up the door for international glory, as the title automatically qualified RSL for
the 2010/11 edition of the CONCACAF

Champions League. The regional tournament annually includes the best teams from North America,
Central America, and the Caribbean, with Jason Kreis' Claret-and-Cobalt side nearly advancing to the
prestigious FIFA Club World Cup in its first foray into an international competition. Despite earning

a dramatic, last-minute draw on the road in the CCL Final first leg at Monterrey courtesy of Javier
Morales’ heroics, RSL dropped an 0-1 decision at home in the second leg - the second time in as many
tries that RSL has failed to secure hardware in front of a sold-out Rio Tinto Stadium crowd (2008 MLS
West Finalv NY, also an 0-1 loss).

In the Fall of 2010 Real Salt Lake became the first-ever MLS team to win its CONCACAF Champions
League group (and only the 3rd non-Mexican side to do so), earning the right to pursue international
glory with a championship stage battle in February, 2011, nearly a whole month prior to its MLS breth-
ren. However, the draw was kind to RSL, as instead of squaring off against a Mexican or Central Ameri-
can side in the midst of its regular league campaign, Utah’s side was paired against the very familiar
Columbus Crew, whom RSL ousted from the 2009 MLS Cup playoffs as an underdog, despite the Crew's
status as defending league champion and reigning Supporters Shield holders.

Following a 0-0 draw in Leg 1 at Crew Stadium, Real Salt Lake cruised to a 4-1 victory in the 2nd leg to
become the first-ever MLS side to advance to the CCL Semifinals. MF Javier Morales and RSL Original
Andy Williams combined for three goals and three assists while FW Alvaro Saborio scored his seventh

goal in as many CCL games for RSL, which extended its vaunted home undefeated streak to 34 games
in all competitions at Rio Tinto Stadium.

Costa Rica’s Deportivo Saprissa claimed the final spot in the CONCACAF Champions League’s Semi-
final Round on March 3, 2011, courtesy of a 2-1 win at Honduran champion CD Olimpia in San Pedro
Sula. The result, which gave Saprissa a 3-1 aggregate series win, set up the opportunity for “El Monstuo
Morado” (the “purple monster”] to make its second-ever visit to Utah, hosted by its one-time prized
prodigy, current RSL FW Saborio. The Costa Rican international advanced to the FIFA Club World Cup

in 2005 with his Saprissa team, bagging an incredible 95 goals across 149 appearances for “the Purple
Monster” from 2001-06. Saborio helped Saprissa to the 2005 CONCACAF Champions Cup title, the
team’s third to go along with the 1993 & 1995 regional crowns (Saborio tied three others as

the leading scorer in the 2005 FIFA Club World Cup, including English standout Peter Crouch). In addi-
tion to Saborio and Saprissa’s previous visit to Salt Lake, more familiarity between the regional powers
was evident as Saprissa DF Douglas Sequeira - who once called Rice-Eccles Stadium home, for the
2006 MLS season - could not quite provide much of a scouting report on his former side, as all but one
member of the RSL roster - MF Andy Williams - had turned over since “Douglas” made 18 appearances
in Claret-and-Cobalt back in 2006. Also, Saborio and Sequiera were teammates on the Costa Rican
2006 FIFA World Cup side in Germany that Summer.

RSL burst out to a 2-0 series lead courtesy of a dominant home win the first leg of the Saprissa series,
paced by a pair of Andy Williams assists, setting up “Sabo” in the 9th minute of the opening stanza and
then creating a golden Fabian Espindola opportunity just 10 minutes into the 2nd half. On the return leg
to Central America, RSL made its fans slightly nervous by allowing a goal in the opening seconds of the
second half, but 15 minutes later DF Jamison Olave clinched the series - and a berth in the CCL Final -
with a side-volley from the top of the box to earn a 3-1 series aggregate lead along with the critical road
goal tiebreaker. Saprissa pulled one goal back with an 87th-minute PK, but it was too little, too late, with
the result sending RSL through to the final round.




The opponent emerging from the opposite
side of the bracket was FMF leader Mon-
terrey, who outlasted RSL's Mexican group
nemesis, Cruz Azul. Arguably RSLs best

hostile conditions, but DF Nat Borchers and

MF Javier Morales were able to quickly an-

swer back, the latter’s equalizer in the waning

moments setting up a dramatic finale back at

Rio Tinto Stadium in the return leg.

Real Salt Lake's quest for CCL glory piqued the interest of soccer fans across North America,
giving MLS supporters the rare opportunity to galvanize behind a domestic squad in international
competition. Despite having the support of MLS fans across the U.S. and Canada, needing just a
0-0 or 1-1 draw to add to the trophy case, the April 27 decider failed to fall RSL's way as Chilean
international Humberto Suazo’s close-range goal just before the half would stand tall for Monter-
rey in their 1-0 victory. The defeat not only dashed a historic moment for the Claret-and-Cobalt,
but also pierced the club’s invincibility at Rio Tinto Stadium, the result marking RSL's first loss in
Sandy in 33 competitive games, a stretch that dated back to May 2009.

Despite the disappointment of last year, RSL's 2012 aspirations once again include the CONCA-
CAF tourney, as the club is one of four U.S. MLS sides to advance in the 24-team competition. By
virtue of the Los Angeles Galaxy's duplicate MLS Cup and Supporters Shield slots, as well as the
Seattle Sounders’ 2011 U.S. Open Cup title, RSLs third-best point total amassed over last year's
regular-season - despite missing Morales for nearly six months - qualified Jason Kreis' team, in
addition to MLS Cup runners-up Houston Dynamo.

The 2012/13 CONCACAF Champions League marks the 47th edition of the regional competition
that dates back to 1962, and the fifth year of its revamped 24-team “league” format. However, a
new wrinkle emerges in 2012, as all 24 teams enter at the same stage - gone are the preliminary
“home and home” mini-series between lower-seeded teams - in eight groups of three teams
each. Teams from Mexico and the United States will be kept separate in the draw, with only

the top point-earners in each of the eight groups emerging after four games to advance to the
Championship Stage in March, 2013. The quarterfinals, semifinals and final all contested across
home and away legs, with the away goal rule in effect for the Championship Rounds; should that
not separate the teams, a 30-minute overtime will be played in its entirety at the conclusion of
the second leg, and kicks from the penalty spot will decide a winner if the opponents remain tied
following the overtime period.
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RSL IN THE OPEN CUP

The Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup, recognized as U.S. Soccer’s National Championship, is an annual, single-elimination
competition open to all amateur and professional soccer teams affiliated with U.S. Soccer. The tournament has
crowned a champion for 98 consecutive years dating back to 1914, with the year's champion earning a $100,000 prize
and receiving the honor of having its name inscribed on the base of the historic Dewar Challenge Trophy, the oldest
trophy in American team sports. The tournament’s runner-up will collect $50,000, while the top Division Il, Division Il
and amateur clubs will each receive a $10,000 prize.

From an expanded tournament field to an equal opportunity to host matches, the 99th edition of the Lamar Hunt
U.S. Open Cup features an assortment of strategic changes. The 2012 U.S. Open Cup includes a 64-team field, which
represents the largest in the modern era (1995 to present), and will include all Division |, I and IIl professional clubs for the first time ever.

The Division | field includes all 16 U.S.-based Major League Soccer teams, marking the first time since 2006 that all Division | teams will
take part. Meanwhile, all six U.S.-based North American Soccer League teams [Division 11} and all 10 U.S.-based USL PRO teams (Division
111 will complete the balance of the 32 professional sides competing [also a modern record). The amateur entries will feature 32 teams
from various leagues affiliated with the U.S. Adult Soccer Association (including USASA regional qualifiers, the United Soccer Leagues
Premier Development League and the National Premier Soccer League) and US Club Soccer.

Another revision heading into this year's U.S. Open Cup includes a random selection process for determining home teams from the first
round through the quarterfinals among clubs that have applied to host. This change gives each participating team with a venue meeting
tournament standards an equal chance at hosting its possible opponent for these rounds. All 2012 U.S. Open Cup matches until the final

are scheduled for Tuesdays, with the championship taking place on either Tuesday, Aug. 7, or Wednesday, Aug. 8.

2010 SEASON IN REVIEW

Real Salt Lake’s title defense lasted nearly 10 months
from March to November, a sometimes arduous stretch
that saw the six-year old organization’s first foray into
meaningful international competition, a visit to the
White House to commemorate the MLS Cup Champion-
ship in 2009 and an ultimately shocking and disappoint-
ing "game for the ages” in Mexico City that had the U.S.
soccer blogosphere hyperventilating with anticipation.

On a November evening in the RSL locker room, eyes
filled with tears found it impossible to believe that after
losing just four games out of 38 in all competitions over
the previous six months that an incredibly dynamic,
record-setting season - one when many “firsts” were
accomplished - was now over, and that another team -
eventually, its chief rival - would be crowned MLS Cup
champion.

While Real Salt Lake did not repeat - something that
has occurred just twice in Major League Soccer’s 15
seasons - Jason Kreis' team accomplished several
franchise and American soccer milestones that contrib-
ute to an “unfinished business” fuel for 2011. Depth was
a massive key to the team’s success in 2010, as RSL
saw 16 different players score in three competitions,
and a total of 23 players earning starts. Therefore, it can truly be called a TEAM effort as Real Salt Lake established
new all-time MLS standards in several categories, including: fewest goals allowed (20), overall goal differential
[+25), total home points (37, fewest home losses (0) and fewest home goals allowed (7) during the 2010 season.

While RSL was the highest-scoring team in MLS last year with 45 goals in 30 games for an average of 1.50 goals/
game, defense takes precedence in Jason Kreis' “Team is the Star” system. The total commitment of all 11 players
on the field to the defensive side of the ball allowed 2010 Real Salt Lake to amass two of the top four shutout streaks
in MLS history. GK Nick Rimando played all 568 minutes of the third longest streak for a team and goalkeeper
during August and September, which surpassed - by one minute - the run accumulated from late May to mid-July,
during which Rimando contributed 511 minutes of spotless soccer.

RSL concluded the 2010 season with just 20 goals allowed in 30 games - smashing the previous record of 23 goals
conceded in 30 games, a mark set by the 2007 Houston Dynamo. The average of just 0.67 goals allowed per game
was by far the lowest GAA in team history (2009, 1.17 goals/game]. The total of 15 shutouts (14 Rimando, 1 Reynish]
far surpasses the all-time team season mark of 10 clean sheets, set during the MLS Cup-winning 2009 campaign.
Rimando surpassed by three clean sheets his personal-best season total of 11 shutouts, set in 2005 with D.C.
United, when he appeared between the pipes for all 2700 minutes of his team’s 30 regular-season games.

The team’s commitment to defense resulted in not one, but both regular centerbacks - Nat Borchers and Jamison
Olave, the combination affectionately known as “Bor-Lave” - named to the 2010 MLS Best XI, while All-Star GK Nick
Rimando was a finalist - and, ultimately, an unceremonious snub - for the League’s annual Goalkeeper of the Year
honor.

Also receiving year-end accolades around MLS was team MVP Javier Morales, finally receiving the richly-deserved
league-wide recognition that had eluded him in 2008 and 2009 as the sublime playmaker joined Borchers and Olave
on the Best Xl selection. Also an All-Star, Morales was a two-time MLS Player of the Week, each following two-goal
performances against San Jose and Columbus, earned Goal of the Week honors against Houston, and tallied the
game-winning goal in the 80th minute of a mid-June game - albeit controversially - at home just prior to the FIFA
World Cup 2010 South Africa over previously-undefeated Los Angeles.




Morales was the straw that stirred the potent drink that was the RSL attack, the team setting franchise records in
wins (15], goals (45), scoring output (1.50/game), points (56), shutouts (15), road points (19) and road goal differential
[+1). The prime beneficiary of Morales” mastery? The man who would win MLS Newcomer of the Year honors, Costa
Rican striker Alvaro Saborio.

“Sabo” joined RSL late in the preseason on loan from Swiss club FC Sion after a dismal period at Bristol City in Eng-
land. The former Saprissa star made an immediate impact for Jason Kreis' team, coming off the bench in the team’s
home opener against Seattle and tallying a stoppage-time equalizer to ensure that the sell-out crowd - many of
whom had come to celebrate the pre-game raising of the MLS Cup 2009 championship banner and the players’ ring
ceremony - went home happy. That goal was the first of 18 in 32 MLS and CCL games for Saborio, who tallied five
games with two or more goals and demonstrated a penchant for clutch scores, with two stoppage-time equalizers
and two game-winning goals in the 85th minute or beyond.

Never was Real Salt Lake's "never stop fighting” attitude on display brighter than it was in the regular-season finale
at Colorado in a game that would determine the winner of the 2010 Rocky Mountain Cup. RSL, seemingly exhausted
by the 22,000 miles spent criss-crossing North America as part of CONCACAF Champions League Group Play, was
down 0-2 to the rival Rapids in a game that had MLS Cup Playoff seeding and Supporters Shield implications for
both teams.

In the 90th minute, Colorado 'keeper Matt Pickens took a little extra time clearing a back pass, allowing the “always
hunting” Saborio to get his outstretched foot on the ball, which bounced off the ground behind Pickens and struck
the Colorado crossbar. With a backtracking Pickens losing his balance searching to recover from the gaffe, Saborio,
in true poacher fashion, stammed home the ball to cut the Colorado lead to just one goal in perhaps the most
bizarre scoring play of the MLS season. Five minutes later, deep into stoppage time, Sabo converted a penalty kick
for the equalizer, which ensured that RSL - despite its worst performance in months - would earn a point to tie Los
Angeles in the Supporters Shield race entering the final day of the season and retain the valued Rocky Mountain
Cup for the fourth consecutive season.
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2010 SEASON IN REVIEW

Saborio also shone brightest in key moments during RSL's CONCACAF run, scoring six goals in five group games
and leading the Claret-and-Cobalt to become the first-ever MLS team [and one of just 3 non-Mexican teams) to win
a CONCACAF group, posting a 4-1-1 mark (with 13 points, one ahead of Mexican power Cruz Azul) and advancing to
the Championship Stage. Real Salt Lake, which also saw Will Johnson, Fabian Espindola, Paulo Junior, Kyle Beck-
erman, Javier Morales, Jamison Olave and Collen Warner score CCL goals, was the 2nd highest-scoring team in the
2010/11 tournament, with 17 goals across six games (2.83 goals/game).

The team’s CCL campaign will be remembered by MLS fans across the globe due to the team’s rain-soaked tilt with
Mexican power Cruz Azul. Hailed as an instant classic and a game for the ages, RSL trailed 0-1 in Mexico City before
earning a 2-1 halftime lead and a 3-1 advantage in the 74th minute, courtesy of a Saborio brace and his set-up for
Fabian Espindola. In devastating fashion on a pitch with massive amounts of standing water, Cruz Azul scored three
goals in the final quarter-hour (75', 88", 89') amid the monsoon-like conditions to take the lead into stoppage time.

In yet another “never say die” moment for RSL, Canadian international Will Johnson slotted home a ball at 92+ to
knot the game at 4-4, but Mexican international Christian Jimenez scored just seconds after the ensuing kickoff to
deny RSL - and MLS - the first-ever American club victory on Mexican soil. From May 1 to Oct. 19, RSL amassed 64
points in 30 games played - the equivalent of an MLS season - in combined MLS and CCL play, a points haul equal
to the 3rd-best run EVER by an MLS team (Los Angeles in 1997/98 and 2009/10 accrued 70 and 66 points over a
30-game period).

In 2010, RSL extended its Rio Tinto Stadium dominance (11-0-4 MLS, 3-0-0 CCL) to become just the second MLS
team to post an undefeated home campaign (San Jose 2005). Entering 2011, the home unbeaten streak is at 25 MLS
games and counting, 33 if you include Playoffs, CCL and international exhibitions. In MLS play, RSL has outscored
league opponents 53-12, with 15 different scorers (Saborio and former striker Robbie Findley lead with nine goals
each).

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2009 SEASON IN REVIEW

Real Salt Lake entered the 2009 campaign with an unfamiliar
aura: an unprecedented amount of roster stability, combined
with heightened expectations due to 2008's Western Confer-
ence Final run. For a team that boasted just one player - fan
favorite Andy Williams - from its inaugural team in 2005, the
stability established by returning 12 of the 14 players who had
appeared in the disappointing 0-1 home playoff loss to New
York was most evident at the team’s Rio Tinto Stadium home
during 2009 [only Dema Kovalenko and Fabian Espindola
were absent as the season kicked off, although Espindola
returned in late May to the RSL fold).

The team’s 9-1-5 mark - and 34-10 aggregate goal margin
on its natural Rio Tinto Stadium pitch - resulted in the best
home record in MLS in 2009. While tying a league record
established by the 1998 Chicago Fire for home goal differen-
tial (+24), RSL also rewrote team record books with several
historic moments - most notably the first-ever RSL hat trick
in League play from FW Robbie Findley in the home opener
against Columbus (April 2, four unanswered goals in the
second half to erase a 0-2 halftime deficit in a 4-2, Pioneer
Day win over FC Dallas (July 24), and a six-goal second-half
outburst in a 6-0 rout of New England (April 25), one which
featured goals by six different players.

The late-April win over the Revolution would be the team’s
last for nearly seven weeks, as all of May and early June
represented a swoon that saw Real Salt Lake shut out four
times in seven games, scoring just four goals (not including
a 1-4 road loss in a U.S. Open Cup Qualifier at Seattle]. Two of the goals came in a disappointing 2-2 home draw
that saw RSL hold not one but two leads in second-half stoppage time. Catharsis came with a 2-0 road win at Los
Angeles against the Galaxy in mid-June, in one of the most complete road performances of the season, if not the
team’s brief history.

The return of Espindola and a switch to a 4-3-3 formation, away from the trademark diamond midfield employed by
Head Coach Jason Kreis since taking over the team shook things up throughout the rest of June all the way to late
August, by whence RSL had dropped just two of 10 games, and won over several thousand of the Utah market’s His-
panic fans with a dominating 1-0 win in an international friendly vs. Club America. Findley and Movsisyan combined
to score 8 of the 14 RSL goals scored during that span, Movsisyan's red-hot June surely a factor in his decision
depart Major League Soccer and sign a pre-contract with Danish club Randers FC on July 1, six months prior to the
expiry of his MLS/RSL obligation.

The Real Salt Lake defense stepped up big during the late Summer emergence, with GK Nick Rimando tallying six
shutouts in an 11-game span and the central pairing of team MVP Nat Borchers and Defender of the Year Jamison
Olave controlling the rearguard. Only three times in that 11-game run did RSL allow more than one goal, albeit in
three-goal road losses at Columbus and at New England. It was the home shutouts against Chivas and Houston in
August that inspired hope for the team, as well as a gritty, 1-0 road win at Kansas City that saw newcomer Pablo
Campos notch the game-winner, even with RSL playing the final 45+ minutes a man down due to a Ned Grabavoy
red card.

However, the home domination demonstrated by Real Salt Lake during the 2008 and 2009 seasons - a mark of 19-
3-11in MLS play in Utah's thin air - contrasted sharply with the team’s ongoing struggles on the road. On Labor Day
Weekend, RSL had just six games remaining - three each in September and October, sandwiched around a bizarre
18-day break in early October - to seize the day and attempt to go one step further than it had in 2008. Kreis used
the 18-day break as a “mini-Preseason” to put each player on the roster on notice that his job was up for grabs, and
to install a renewed confidence in the locker room. A return to the 4-4-2 diamond and an electric 1-1 draw in an




international friendly with Mexican powerhouse Chivas de Guadalajara did just that, as RSL entered the final stretch
with resolve to prove that the preseason hype was legitimate, and that the Claret-and-Cobalt belonged among Major
League Soccer’s elite.

The inability to win away from home in the late months - a heart-breaker at Houston, a devastatingly embarrass-
ing performance at last-place FC Dallas and a loss in perhaps the team’s best road form at Toronto - kept RSL
from competing for the West's top spot, instead leaving the Utah squad fighting for its postseason lives through the
final days of the season, right up until the final weekend. With the now-traditional season-finale showdown against
Rocky Mountain Cup rival Colorado determining the playoff fate of at last one of the teams for the third consecutive
year, it was Real Salt Lake once again stepping it up with a dominant 3-0 triumph at home, sparked by two Findley
goals and a Yura Movsisyan dagger that helped RSL control what it could of its playoff destiny. The results of two
other concurrent matches - and three others in total - on the final Saturday of 2009 conspired to Jason Kreis' team
clinching an unlikely spot in the MLS Cup Playoffs for a second straight season.

“The one thing that sticks out in my mind more than anything is how we managed to stay together and really keep
believing when everybody else didn't believe in us anymore,” said All-Star midfielder Will Johnson.

As the eighth overall seed, but the fifth-place finisher in the Western Conference, Real Salt Lake provided fodder
for the critics with its sub-.500 regular season record of 11-12-7. Crossing over into the Eastern Conference playoff
bracket, RSL hoped to duplicate the run of the Red Bulls that stung the Utahns just a year prior. It was déja vu

all over again in the first round against the defending champion Columbus Crew, as a late goal in the first leg at
home, this time by Robbie Findley, pushed RSL out to a 1-0 series lead. Real Salt Lake straightened out its road
form at just the right time, a shock 3-2 win in the second leg propelling the visitors on to the East Final at Chicago
the following week. After a hard-fought and scoreless 120 minutes of regulation and overtime at Toyota Park, RSL
goalkeeper Nick Rimando would step to the forefront, saving three of the Fire's seven penalty kick attempts, the last
of which set up Ned Grabavoy's conversion that gave the Utah club a 5-4 PK win and the fifth-year club its first-ever
MLS Cup appearance.

Through the struggles on the road and inconsistent stretches of play, however, RSL players and coaches never
relinquished their belief they could put it all together when it came time to do so. Real coach Jason Kreis said his
team never felt like the underdog at any point in the season.

“I'guess that's the image that was portrayed and a lot of people feel that way about us,” Kreis said. "But, inside the
locker room, we were never a Cinderella team. Inside the locker room, we've been favorites all along. This feels a
little better because we've really been down to the depths of despair. To see a result like that: hard-fought, well-
deserved, on the road - everything that went into that game is gratifying.”

With two “designated players” in Schelotto and Blanco vanquished, RSL and its “Team is the Star” philosophy were
once again thrust into the “underdog” role against David Beckham, Landon Donovan and the star-laden Los Angeles
Galaxy. Carrying its momentum into Seattle’s Qwest Field just five days before Thanksgiving, 2009. Despite having
never won a road game on artificial turf in its history (entering MLS Cup, RSL was 0-8-3 all-time on road turf, having
been outscored 6-21), RSL was confident, just a step away from claiming the Philip F. Anschutz trophy. RSL had
beaten the Galaxy on the road and earned a draw with them at home. Because of that, the team liked its chances -
especially since the group was once again an underdog going into the championship match.

“We had nothing to lose, so that was the mentality we had going in there,” Findley said. "All the pressure was on
the Galaxy. We went in and did the same thing we've done for the past month - play our game and just focus on
ourselves, really.”

Drama played out early in the title match, as RSL engine Javier Morales suffered a hard tackle from Beckham in the
14th minute, and was removed minutes later in favor of grizzled MLS and U.S. National Team veteran Clint Mathis.
The first 45 minutes in Seattle were labeled by many in the RSL family as the worst half played in the 2009 season,
RSL fortunate not to be facing more than a one-goal deficit, thanks to Beckham and Donovan setting up Mike
Magee’s 41st minute goal against the run of play. Adding insult to injury, one of the team’s midfield engines, Will
Johnson, was removed at halftime due to illness, replaced by one of the heroes from the week before, Ned Grabavoy.
Early in the second half, with Beckerman, Grabavoy, Mathis and Andy Williams controlling the midfield, RSL equal-
ized as the team’s 2009 Golden Boot winner Robbie Findley would score the last of his 15 combined regular and




postseason goals. The 1-1 scoreline remained through regulation and overtime, setting up the second consecutive
week of penalty kick drama. Rimando would stand tall once again, forcing a miss out of Landon Donovan and mak-
ing more two saves, and the seventh round would again be kind to Real Salt Lake, as defender Robbie Russell's low
kick inside the left post would sneak in, giving the “Claret-and-Cobalt” the first title in team history - and the State
of Utah its first major-league professional sports title since the 1971 ABA Utah Stars, a span of nearly 40 years.

Seeing the joy in the faces of his teammates was a priceless moment for Russell because they had earned the top
prize in MLS by traveling a long, hard road.

“Maybe it makes it sweeter,” Russell said. "I don't how it would feel like any other way. Getting a championship is
always great. But we had to fight a little bit harder for it and it makes it that much more worthwhile.”

Just two days later, on the steps of the Utah State Capitol during a ceremony with Governor Gary Herbert and sev-
eral other dignitaries, Real Salt Lake founder Dave Checketts challenged Jason Kreis and the team to win the title
again in 2010, delivering on the promise of a budding MLS dynasty.

“We're just starting to scratch the surface of this team,” RSL Captain Kyle Beckerman said. “This is a big moment
for our team and | think this is going to help us a lot to move forward and really get better and really make Salt Lake
a team that is always consistently good.”

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2008 SEASON IN REVIEW

Real Salt Lake entered the 2009 campaign with an unfamiliar
aura: an unprecedented amount of roster stability, combined
with heightened expectations due to 2008's Western Confer-
ence Final run. For a team that boasted just one player - fan
favorite Andy Williams - from its inaugural team in 2005, the
stability established by returning 12 of the 14 players who had
appeared in the disappointing 0-1 home playoff loss to New
York was most evident at the team’s Rio Tinto Stadium home
during 2009 [only Dema Kovalenko and Fabian Espindola
were absent as the season kicked off, although Espindola
returned in late May to the RSL fold).

The team’s 9-1-5 mark - and 34-10 aggregate goal margin
on its natural Rio Tinto Stadium pitch - resulted in the best
home record in MLS in 2009. While tying a league record
established by the 1998 Chicago Fire for home goal differen-
tial (+24), RSL also rewrote team record books with several
historic moments - most notably the first-ever RSL hat trick
in League play from FW Robbie Findley in the home opener
against Columbus (April 2, four unanswered goals in the
second half to erase a 0-2 halftime deficit in a 4-2, Pioneer
Day win over FC Dallas (July 24), and a six-goal second-half
outburst in a 6-0 rout of New England (April 25), one which
featured goals by six different players.

The late-April win over the Revolution would be the team’s
last for nearly seven weeks, as all of May and early June
represented a swoon that saw Real Salt Lake shut out four
times in seven games, scoring just four goals (not including
a 1-4 road loss in a U.S. Open Cup Qualifier at Seattle]. Two of the goals came in a disappointing 2-2 home draw
that saw RSL hold not one but two leads in second-half stoppage time. Catharsis came with a 2-0 road win at Los
Angeles against the Galaxy in mid-June, in one of the most complete road performances of the season, if not the
team’s brief history.

The return of Espindola and a switch to a 4-3-3 formation, away from the trademark diamond midfield employed by
Head Coach Jason Kreis since taking over the team shook things up throughout the rest of June all the way to late
August, by whence RSL had dropped just two of 10 games, and won over several thousand of the Utah market’s His-
panic fans with a dominating 1-0 win in an international friendly vs. Club America. Findley and Movsisyan combined
to score 8 of the 14 RSL goals scored during that span, Movsisyan's red-hot June surely a factor in his decision
depart Major League Soccer and sign a pre-contract with Danish club Randers FC on July 1, six months prior to the
expiry of his MLS/RSL obligation.

The Real Salt Lake defense stepped up big during the late Summer emergence, with GK Nick Rimando tallying six
shutouts in an 11-game span and the central pairing of team MVP Nat Borchers and Defender of the Year Jamison
Olave controlling the rearguard. Only three times in that 11-game run did RSL allow more than one goal, albeit in
three-goal road losses at Columbus and at New England. It was the home shutouts against Chivas and Houston in
August that inspired hope for the team, as well as a gritty, 1-0 road win at Kansas City that saw newcomer Pablo
Campos notch the game-winner, even with RSL playing the final 45+ minutes a man down due to a Ned Grabavoy
red card.

However, the home domination demonstrated by Real Salt Lake during the 2008 and 2009 seasons - a mark of 19-
3-11in MLS play in Utah's thin air - contrasted sharply with the team’s ongoing struggles on the road. On Labor Day
Weekend, RSL had just six games remaining - three each in September and October, sandwiched around a bizarre
18-day break in early October - to seize the day and attempt to go one step further than it had in 2008. Kreis used
the 18-day break as a “mini-Preseason” to put each player on the roster on notice that his job was up for grabs, and
to install a renewed confidence in the locker room. A return to the 4-4-2 diamond and an electric 1-1 draw in an




international friendly with Mexican powerhouse Chivas de Guadalajara did just that, as RSL entered the final stretch
with resolve to prove that the preseason hype was legitimate, and that the Claret-and-Cobalt belonged among Major
League Soccer’s elite.

The inability to win away from home in the late months - a heart-breaker at Houston, a devastatingly embarrass-
ing performance at last-place FC Dallas and a loss in perhaps the team’s best road form at Toronto - kept RSL
from competing for the West's top spot, instead leaving the Utah squad fighting for its postseason lives through the
final days of the season, right up until the final weekend. With the now-traditional season-finale showdown against
Rocky Mountain Cup rival Colorado determining the playoff fate of at last one of the teams for the third consecutive
year, it was Real Salt Lake once again stepping it up with a dominant 3-0 triumph at home, sparked by two Findley
goals and a Yura Movsisyan dagger that helped RSL control what it could of its playoff destiny. The results of two
other concurrent matches - and three others in total - on the final Saturday of 2009 conspired to Jason Kreis' team
clinching an unlikely spot in the MLS Cup Playoffs for a second straight season.

“The one thing that sticks out in my mind more than anything is how we managed to stay together and really keep
believing when everybody else didn't believe in us anymore,” said All-Star midfielder Will Johnson.

As the eighth overall seed, but the fifth-place finisher in the Western Conference, Real Salt Lake provided fodder
for the critics with its sub-.500 regular season record of 11-12-7. Crossing over into the Eastern Conference playoff
bracket, RSL hoped to duplicate the run of the Red Bulls that stung the Utahns just a year prior. It was déja vu

all over again in the first round against the defending champion Columbus Crew, as a late goal in the first leg at
home, this time by Robbie Findley, pushed RSL out to a 1-0 series lead. Real Salt Lake straightened out its road
form at just the right time, a shock 3-2 win in the second leg propelling the visitors on to the East Final at Chicago
the following week. After a hard-fought and scoreless 120 minutes of regulation and overtime at Toyota Park, RSL
goalkeeper Nick Rimando would step to the forefront, saving three of the Fire's seven penalty kick attempts, the last
of which set up Ned Grabavoy's conversion that gave the Utah club a 5-4 PK win and the fifth-year club its first-ever
MLS Cup appearance.
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2008 SEASON IN REVIEW

The 2008 season will forever be remembered as a year of firsts for Real Salt Lake, the tipping point in the team’s
evolution, when the roster turnover and inconsistency of the organization’s first three campaigns dissipated,
replaced by a competitive core with purpose, drive and ambition. In the span of a few months, RSL went from Major
League Soccer’s basement to the precipice of an MLS Cup title, the lone remaining Western Conference team in the
league’s final four.

Head Coach Jason Kreis guided his squad into its postseason debut in a year that also saw the club ascend atop

the Western Conference for the first time in club history, holding the top spot mid-Summer for three weeks, and
never dropping below a tie for third place after the first week of June. In somewhat traditional RSL fashion, the team
was slow out of the gates in April and May, with 17 new faces learning how to play together with losses in five of

the first 10 games. However, interspersed were a pair of 4-0 home wins over MLS sides D.C. United and San Jose
Earthquakes (in a U.S. Open Cup play-in game) that saw Captain Kyle Beckerman tally four of the eight goals, while
the strike trio of Yura Movsisyan, Robbie Findley and Fabian Espindola showed the attacking prowess which would
blossom later in the season.

RSL's dramatic, come-from-behind road victory over San Jose on 9/27 sparked a 7-game unbeaten run
that saw the squad through to the 2008 Western Conference Final. It was the strongest run of form in
franchise history, coinciding with the most crucial stretch of games the club has ever seen.

RSL rebounded in the middle third of the year to catapult itself to unprecedented heights in the standings, going
undefeated in eight of 10 games in June and July. Despite suffering scoring droughts that would have doomed the
team in the past, a rock-solid defense led by GK Nick Rimando, central defenders Nat Borchers and Jamison Olave
and the versatile Chris Wingert allowed less than a goal per game in that span, including six shutouts. The staunch
defense allowed RSL to gain 16 points in 10 games despite averaging exactly one goal per game of its own, moving
atop the Western Conference for the first time ever on July 12, and moving above .500 for the first time - EVER - on
July 28.

Kreis and General Manager Garth Lagerwey utilized the midsummer break to add depth and experience from Eu-
rope to the roster, plugging in key pieces during the league’s international transfer window. In that time, RSL added
the versatility of 2005 star Clint Mathis, Canadian-American midfielder Will Johnson and utility man Robbie Russell,
all three playing key roles in the team’s postseason run. Johnson instantly earned a starting role, playing every min-
ute of the latter half of the season, even tallying MLS Goal of the Year honors for his pivoting long-range blast at Rio
Tinto Stadium against Dallas. Mathis and Russell gradually moved into the first Xl as well, possessing high
degrees of work rate and meshing well with the existing core of the team.




Kreis credited Lagerwey’s knack for finding the best players available, as the RSL technical staff logged hundreds of
thousands of frequent-flier miles, crossing the globe and scouting not only domestic players, but also visiting Eng-
land, Scotland, Argentina, Peru, Ecuador, Costa Rica, Germany, Norway, Trinidad and Mexico in search of the right
pieces to the puzzle. Many of the players themselves hoped for good things when they joined RSL at midseason.
What they experienced as the season wound down exceeded even their fondest expectations.

Real Salt Lake’s 2008 Team MVP, playmaker Javier Morales, emerged as a dark-horse candidate for league MVP
honors, gaining a national reputation as the key to the team’s success. His combination of clutch goals and assists
during the year's closing stretch authored RSL's attacking prowess, which saw the club lead MLS in both shots and
shots on goal.

The final third of the 2008 campaign also became the Armenian-American Movsisyan’s time to shine, scoring seven
goals in the final 11 games, several in dramatic fashion. Yura locked down a starting spot and responded with a
torrid goal-scoring pace, leading RSL to capture points in seven of the final 10 games of the season, dramatically
pushing the team into the postseason with a 90th-minute equalizer against Rocky Mountain Cup rival Colorado.
That final road draw against the Rapids was emblematic of the team’s late-season road success, where it won or
tied four of its final five games away from home. The fulcrum of Real Salt Lake’s growth and emergence was its
come-from-behind, 3-2 win at San Jose, a triumph in late September which set off an seven-game unbeaten streak
that ended with a dominating, yet disappointing, 1-0 loss to New York in the Western Conference Final. Clearly, the
signature moment of Real Salt Lake’s fourth season was the move from its rented Rice-Eccles Stadium home -
where the team dropped just one game all year on the artificial turf - to its permanent Rio Tinto Stadium venue, a
breathtaking, state-of-the-art facility which envelops the fans and makes them part of the action.

Once RSL reached the MLS Cup Playoffs, the team was not content to simply sit back and call it a season. The Utah
side upset expansion partner Chivas USA and earned a surprise berth into the Western Conference Championship -
as the host. Beckerman said that the team’s unexpected success was an appropriate reward to a cadre of loyal fans
that have continued to support RSL even in bleaker moments.

The bitter 1-0 loss at home to the Red Bulls in the West final has RSL wanting more going into the 2009 season. And
while the team is focused on rising to even further heights, it will be hard to eclipse what happened in this historic
“coming-of-age” season - simply because how quickly the team rose after enduring mediocrity for so long.

DF Chris Wingert and his RSL teammates hoisted
the Rocky Mountain Cup in heart stopping fashion
for the second straight season. Not only did Yura
Movsisyan's 90th minute strike earn the 1-1 draw
and Cup victory for the Utah side, it booked the
squad'’s spot in the MLS Cup Playoffs and elimi-
nated the Rapids from contention.

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2007 SEASON IN REVIEW

As is the case for every team, a large dose of optimism and expectation welcomed Real Salt Lake as the 2007 campaign approached,
with the club bringing back a veteran nucleus and adding a few high-profile additions to a side that saw its late-season playoff charge
the year prior fall just three points short. And the reasons for such optimism were valid, as the squad was returning a healthy and
rejuvenated Eddie Pope, defending MLS Golden Boot winner Jeff Cunningham, MLS all-time leading scorer Jason Kreis, veteran flanker
Chris Klein and playmaker Andy Williams while also adding a veteran goalkeeper in Nick Rimando and the electrifying Freddy Adu.

As Real Salt Lake prepared to open its season at Rice-Eccles Stadium for the first time, it appeared the new plan under head coach
John Ellinger would come together quicker than expected with the squad holding a late lead against FC Dallas. But a breakdown

in stoppage time would result in the game’s equalizer for the Hoops - and a draw that felt like a loss for the home side. That the
breakdown was only beginning, as a scoreless draw at home the next weekend against Columbus would be followed by a 4-0 road loss
at Chivas USA. After suffering a bitter 2-0 defeat at home to archrival Colorado on April 30th, the changing of the guard would be swift
and surprising, as three days later General Manager Steve Pastorino resigned, Ellinger was re-assigned to a Technical Director role,
and Kreis hung up his boots so that he could take over the head coaching reigns.

Kreis' sideline tenure started in entertaining fashion just two days later, as late goals by Cunningham and Chris Brown helped RSL
garner a point out of a 3-3 home draw against the New York Red Bulls. A month-long, four-game road trip would coincide with the
first of many major personnel moves, an exchange of strikers on May 22nd that sent Cunningham to Toronto FC and brought Alecko
Eskandarian to Salt Lake City. June would see a bittersweet announcement from Pope, as the defender announced prior to the team'’s

Jason Kreis became

the second head coach

in Real Salt Lake history on

May 3, 2007, when RSL Owner

Dave Checketts selected the team's
first-ever player and the League’s
all-time leading scorer to seize the
reins of Utah’s Division | professional
soccer team. The Duke University
product was the eleventh ex-MLS
player (not including interim stints] to
take over a League side.

June 14th contest against FC Dallas that the 2007 campaign would be the last in his legendary MLS career. A heartbreaking 1-0 loss
in that contest and a 3-2 defeat against Los Angeles would follow, with a daunting home clash against a top-of-the-table D.C. United
side on tap next. But before that match another trade was on the horizon on June 21st, when RSL acquired a pair of up-and-comers
from the LA Galaxy, Robbie Findley and Nathan Sturgis coming to Utah in exchange for Klein. The move paid dividends immediately as
two days later Findley tallied twice in his Real Salt Lake debut, the goals lifting RSL to a stunning 2-1 upset that gave the squad its first
three-point result and stopped United’s seven-game unbeaten streak in the process.

July was full of ups and downs for Real Salt Lake, as the club dropped its four League matches during the month but showed well against a
pair of international opponents in its XanGo Cup 2007 double bill over the Pioneer Day weekend. The 2-0 win over Everton FC and 1-1 draw
against Boca Juniors also allowed the chance for Kreis to work in two of his latest acquisitions from the Rapids, defender Chris Wingert and
midfielder Kyle Beckerman, the latter picked up in a trade that sent Mehdi Ballouchy to Colorado. Real Salt Lake would see one more player
depart late in the month, as Adu transfered to Portuguese power Benfica, leaving RSL after just 11 appearances with the club.

The in-season roster makeover appeared to be taking shape as August hit, as Real Salt Lake won three out of five contests beginning
with a surprising 1-0 victory on Aug. 4th over a Houston Dynamo side that had gone undefeated in 11 straight contests. A3-1home
triumph over Kansas City on Aug. 29th and the squad’s first road win of the campaign at the Galaxy three days later began a 4-4-3 finish
to RSL's year, with the high note coming on the last day of the season on Oct. 20 at Colorado. Real Salt Lake’s 1-0 win over the Rapids
on Sept. 22nd would even up the Rocky Mountain Cup series at 1-1-1, and late into their season finale at Dick's Sporting Goods Park it
looked like the sides would share the spoils out of a scoreless draw. But it was again Findley coming to the rescue, as his 87th minute
tally gave the visitors a lead that Rimando would preserve with a highlight-reel save in stoppage time, giving RSL a 1-0 triumph that
sent Pope into retirement on a well-deserved winning note. The result not only eliminated RSL's archrival from postseason competition,
but gave the Utah side its first Rocky Mountain Cup series victory, a well-earned reward for a team that endured a roller coaster ride of
a 2007 season.

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2006 SEASON IN REVIEW

Led by forward Jeff Cunningham, last-minute heroics permeated the team’s existence in 2006. Despite its slow start out of the
gates, going 0-5-1 prior to losing Eddie Pope and Douglas Sequeira to World Cup duty, RSL was the lone team with more than
one second-half comeback (four wins), as former Head Coach John Ellinger's squad led MLS with 15 of its 45 goals - exactly
one-third - in the final 15 minutes of games, a testament to the team’s cardiac personality.

Season highlights included the team’s first-ever road win, a 3-0 victory at Los Angeles against the Galaxy in The Home Depot
Center, sparking a 3-0-1 run during the month of May that also saw Cunningham score in a team-record four consecutive
games. Real later went on a 6-2-1 run in late July and the month of August, the most successful surge in team history, one
which included several highlights, including: the squad’s first-ever come-from-behind win on the road, a 2-1 thriller at Columbus
featuring a 72nd-minute Chris Klein equalizer and a 90th-minute Carey Talley game-winner; the record-setting four goals scored
ina 4-1win at Colorado just 3 days prior to Real Madrid’s visit; a 3-1 win at New England highlighted by Cunningham’s twisting
50-yard dribbling exhibition through eight Revolution defenders; and a scintillating 3-3 draw at Kansas City which saw three lead
changes and Jason Kreis' 108th and ultimately final career goal.

Cunningham scored 16 goals in 2006 to lead MLS, capturing the Golden Boot, adding 11 assists and honored with an MLS Best XI
selection. Real Salt Lake’s emotional leader in 2006 was Carey Talley, the unequivocal "heart and soul” of RSL, the tenacious tackler
and relentless motivator whose highlight-reel goal from 35 yards out in July against rival Chivas nearly won MLS Goal of the Year
honors. Goalkeeper Scott Garlick notched career win #100, only the third "keeper in MLS history to attain that threshold, in a season
in which he started 31 games, a team record, and his 10 wins, 9 ties and 2,745 minutes also setting the club standard.

In the second half of RSL's second season, the team dropped just four of its final 16 games, turning the corner from an expansion
team struggling to find its way to one which finished just two points shy of a Western Conference playoff berth. As the third-
highest scoring team in MLS in 2006, RSL entered 2007 with high hopes and a “playoffs or bust” attitude.

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2005 SEASON IN REVIEW

Real Salt Lake's inaugural campaign offers several highlight-reel moments, most notably the diving Brian Dunseth header in the 81st
minute against regional rival Colorado. The emotional victory, in front of 25,000-plus at Rice-Eccles Stadium and a live, national
ESPN2 audience, imitated Dunseth’s goal celebration, figuratively planting the RSL flag in the ground and establishing Major League
Soccer in Utah.

In expansion terms, RSL burst out of the gates with a 3-3-2 record, with three defensive clean sheets and 11 points good for third place
in the Western Conference. Future head coach Jason Kreis, the team’s captain, scored the organization's inaugural goal at Los Angeles
before a sell-out crowd of 27,000, one week after the squad drew 0-0 vs. New York at Giants Stadium, the game marred by a Nor'easter
that rendered the ball hardly controllable on the turf. Kreis also recorded the team’s first-ever multi-goal game with a “brace” in the

2-2 draw against San Jose.

However, for the next two months from mid-May to mid-July, Real Salt Lake struggled mightily, recording a 0-9-2 mark during
a stretch that saw a record 556-minute scoring drought, as well as the team’s first-ever own goals, dubiously recorded in
back-to-back games.

The winless streak came to a crashing halt during a Pioneer Day spectacular with a 3-0 win against FC Dallas. Former Burn defender
Dunseth tallied the team’s earliest goal in history in the game’s 3rd minute, while Jordan Cila and Clint Mathis also scored in the first
30 minutes. RSL followed that game up with a fiery, 2-1 win at home against expansion brethren Chivas, a game which saw double red
cards just 18 minutes in, Andy Williams scoring Major League Soccer’s 5,000th goal early in the second half and captain Kreis providing
the 74th-minute game-winning goal.

Kreis again provided the metaphorical fireworks just four days later, becoming the first MLS player in the league’s 10-year history to
score 100 career goals, as his blistering volley from 22 yards out blazed past Kansas City goalkeeper Bo Oshoniyi and into the upper
corner. That was the high point of the 2005 campaign, as the historic goal came in the midst of a 0-11-1 run after the August 6 Chivas
win, RSL not tasting victory again until the season-ending “Chupacabra” exhibition game vs. Chivas at Rice-Eccles on Oct. 28, as both
expansion teams watched the MLS Cup Playoffs from home.

Despite the expansion blues, hope sprang eternal as the season closed down, with the announcement on October 12, 2005, by Real Salt
Lake Owner Dave Checketts and Sandy City Mayor Tom Dolan, joined by Utah State Legislators John Valentine, Greg Curtis and Curt
Bramble, announced that a plot of land on State Street in Sandy between 9000 and 9400 South, one which had lain fallow for nearly 40
years, would the be the site of the new RSL Stadium.

2005 expansion brethren, CD Chivas USA, quickly became a Western Conference nemesis.

STRUCTURE: The 19 MLS teams are divided into two conferences:

Eastern Conference - Chicago Fire, Columbus Crew, D.C. United, Houston Dynamo, Sporting Kansas City, Montreal Impact, New
England Revolution, New York Red Bulls, Philadelphia Union, Toronto FC.

Western Conference - Chivas USA, Colorado Rapids, FC Dallas, LA Galaxy, Portland Timbers, Real Salt Lake, San Jose Earthquakes,
Seattle Sounders FC, Vancouver Whitecaps FC.

SCHEDULE: Each team plays a 34-game regular season schedule; 17 home games, 17 away games.

Western Conference - 24 in-conference + 10 out-of-conference games:

. Western Conference teams will play each West opponent three times (24 games):
o West teams will play four conference opponents twice at home and once away
o They will play the other four conference opponents once at home and twice away.
o The home and away games will be reversed in 2013.

. Western Conference teams will play each East opponent once each (10 games):
o Five of these will be at home and five will be away.
o The East opponents each team faces at home and away will be reversed in 2013.

Eastern Conference - 25 in-conference + 9 out-of-conference games:
. . Eastern Conference teams will play 25 games against other East teams:
o East teams will play seven conference opponents three times each (21 games) and
o Two conference opponents twice each (four games).
. Eastern Conference teams will play each West opponent once each (9 games):
o Some will play four at home and five away while others will play five at home and four away.
The West opponents each team faces at home and away will be reversed in 2013.

POINT SYSTEM: Teams will receive three points for a win, one point for a tie and zero points for a loss.

REFEREES: All referees in MLS are either USSF (United States Soccer Federation) or CSA (Canadian Soccer Association) National
Referees. All MLS games played in the US will be assigned by USSF and all games played in Canada will be assigned by CSA.

GAME CLOCK: The official game time for all Major League Soccer games will be managed on the field by the referee. If necessary, the
referee may also allot extra time (a.k.a. “stoppage time”] at the end of each period [first half, second half, and if applicable, first over-
time period and second overtime period during playoff matches] to allow for injuries, time-wasting or other disturbances.

The stadium clock will display the time from 0:00 to 45:00 and from 45:00 to 90:00 (plus stoppage time where applicable in each half).
For statistical purposes, the minutes for goals, substitutions, yellow cards, etc., will be listed from the first minute until the 90th min-
ute. A goal scored at 15 minutes 10 seconds will be listed as having been scored in the 16th minute. Events occurring during stoppage
time will follow the international norm by being demarcated with a “+" sign and the extra minutes. For example, a goal scored three
minutes into first half stoppage time will be officially identified as happening at "48+".

GAME DAY ROSTERS: Each team can nominate 18 players for a game day roster. Teams are allowed three substitutions per game.




COMPETITION RULES AND REGULATIONS

CAUTIONS AND SUSPENSIONS: A player will be suspended for one game upon receiving his fifth yellow card - regardless of the nature
of the infraction that resulted in his being awarded a yellow card. A second suspension of one game would result after the awarding of
an additional three cards, as would a third suspension after the awarding of card number eleven. With the "Good Behavior” incentive, it
is possible for a player to have a caution expunged. If a player goes three games without receiving a yellow card, after an initial warning,
the player will have one yellow card expunged. A player may take advantage of the “Good Behavior” incentive only once throughout the
season.

MLS CUP PLAYOFFS: FORMAT

WHO QUALIFIES: Ten teams, the top five in points from each conference at the end of the reqular season, qualify for the 2012 MLS Cup
Playoffs.

The fourth and fifth place teams in each conference will play a single knockout game, the winner of which will advance to the Confer-
ence Semifinals and face the first place team in the conference.

The four Conference Semifinals will be decided by two-game aggregate series, with the lower seed hosting the first leg and the higher
seed hosting the second leg. If the aggregate score is tied after 180 minutes of play, two 15-minute extra time periods will be played in
their entirety, followed by penalty kicks, if necessary.

The two Conference Championships will be decided by a two-game aggregate series, with the lower seed hosting the first leg and the
higher seed hosting the second leg. If the aggregate score is tied after 180 minutes of play, two 15-minute extra time periods will be
played in their entirety, followed by penalty kicks, if necessary.

MLS Cup will be a single championship match hosted by the higher seed. If the score is tied after 90 minutes of play, two 15-minute
extra time periods will be played in their entirety, followed by penalty kicks, if necessary.

TEAM-STANDINGS TIE-BREAKING PROCEDURES

The team awarded the highest position in the MLS standings will be the team with the greatest number of points (three points for a win,
one point for a tie, zero points for a loss). In the event that two teams finish the regular season with an equal number of points, the
following system will be used to break the tie:

1. The highest position shall be awarded to the team with the better win/loss record in current regular season games against all
other teams equal in points. (head-to-head competition)

2. If the teams are still equal in the standings, the highest position shall be awarded to the team with the greater goal difference
against all other teams during the regular season. (goal differential)

3. If the teams are still equal in the standings, the highest position shall be awarded to the team scoring the greatest number of
total goals against all other teams during the regular season. (total goals)

4. If the teams are still equal in the standings, the procedures described in this section shall be applied only to games played on
the road by each team against all other teams during the regular season. (road 1-3)

5. If the teams are still equal in the standings, the procedures described in this section shall be applied only to games played at
home by each team against all other teams during the regular season. (home 1-3)

6. If the teams are still equal in the standings, the highest position shall be awarded to the team with the fewest team disciplinary
points in the League Fair Play table during the regular season.

7. If the teams are still equal in the standings, the highest position in the standings shall be determined by the toss of a coin.

8. The first tiebreaker in a three-way tie is also head-to-head, but it is determined via points-per-game versus the other two teams.
If two teams are tied in points-per-game head-to-head, the next tie breaker is goal difference.

NOTE: If two teams remain tied after another teams with the same number of points advances during any step, the tie breaker reverts
to step 1 of the two-team format.

Major League Soccer is bolstering its Canadian credentials in 2012 with the addition of the Mon-
treal Impact as the League’s 19th team. After showing tremendous growth and support in recent
years both on the field and in the stands, the Impact is carrying over its identity and history as it
makes the jump from the second tier of North American soccer to MLS, joining fellow north-of-
the-border sides Toronto FC and Vancouver Whitecaps FC in the league.

Following years of discussions on a possible move to the MLS ranks, Impact Owner Joey Saputo
and MLS Commissioner Don Garber officially announced Montreal as the League’s newest expan-
sion team on May 7, 2010. The Impact was founded in 1993 by the Saputo family and quickly be-
came a regular contender in the various editions of what is now the second tier of North American
soccer - the American Professional Soccer League (1993-1994), the A-League (1997-98, 2000-03),
the USL First Division (2004-2009), the USSF D-2 Pro League (2010) and the NASL (2011).

The Impact front office and sideline will include plenty of MLS experience, as the club hired 14-year
league staple Jesse Marsch as its head coach and Matt Jordan, who played eight MLS campaigns
before ending his career with four seasons in Montreal, as its Director of Soccer Operations. The
Impact's Technical Staff will be headed by Sporting Director Nick De Santis, a Montreal native and
club legend who is second in team annals with 219 appearances.

Assistant Coach / Residential Administrator

Freddy Juarez enters his second season as Assistant Coach and Residential Advisor for Grande
Sports Academy, Home of Real Salt Lake- Arizona Academy (RSL-AZ]. Juarez's efforts on and
off the field were vital in the successful inaugural season for the RSL-AZ teams. The U16 team
finished third at Nationals and the U18 team completed their season in the top 16 in the United
States.

Prior to his arrival at Grande Sports Academy, Juarez served as Coaching Director for New
Mexico Striker FC from 1998-2010. He coached nine teams to the New Mexico State Champion-
ships, and his efforts resulted in 35 players who earned college scholarships. Juarez has
developed seven players to the US Youth National teams, along with countless others who were
selected for the Regional Team. He has three former players who play professionally, most
notably Edgar Castillo, who currently plays for Club America—Mexico’s biggest soccer club.
Juarez also coached New Mexico's ODP teams from 2003-2010, building a reputation as one of
the most successful for Region IV.

Juarez began his professional playing career with the El Paso Patriots in 1998, where he
clocked over 12,000 minutes and started every game until 2004. Juarez contributed to El Paso’s
successful run for four postseason appearances and earned Defensive Player of the Year twice.

After the 2004 season, Juarez was picked up by division rival Minnesota Thunder. He started ev-
ery game for three years and helped lead the club to two postseason appearances, along with
one quarterfinal and semifinal in the US Open Cup. Juarez was also called into camp for the US
Men’s National Team in 2005. Juarez was versatile and adapted well on many playing surfaces
and conditions, including playing indoor soccer for the NPSL Wichita Wings. He was a member
of the US Men’s Futsal National Team for the Pan American Games in Brazil in 2007.

John Galas
Director of Goalkeeping

John Galas enters his first full-time season as Director of Goalkeeping at Grande Sports
Academy, Home of Real Salt Lake-Arizona Academy (RSL-AZ). He joined the team part-time in
2010-2011, and his coaching was essential in the successful inaugural season for the RSL-AZ
teams.

Before joining University of Arizona, Galas had a dual role as Director of Soccer Operations and
Assistant Coach at the Portland Timbers for the seasons of 2006-2007. Galas’s responsibilities
included opponent scouting, video coordination and analysis. He coached numerous players
who played or are currently playing in Major League Soccer, including Josh Saunders, Terry
Boss and Nate Jaqua, Ty Harden, and Mike Chabala.

Galas served as the Head Coach for the U18 team for the Oregon United for 2005-2006, and
prior to that as the Assistant Coach for the University of Oregon from 2003-2005. While in
Oregon, Galas trained numerous All-Conference and All American players across the nation.
Galas's successful collegiate career began with the Florida State Seminoles in 2000, where
he helped guide them to three consecutive NCAA postseason appearances—including a pair
of trips to the round of 16 and first-ever ACC Tournament Championship Match. Florida State
went 42-23-6 in three seasons with Galas. <




RSL-ARIZONA ACADEMY

The crowning jewel of Real Salt Lake's Youth Development endeavors is the Real Salt Lake-Arizona Academy, the United States’ first
soccer residency program affiliated with a Major League Soccer club. Based out of the state-of-the-art, $20 million Grande Sports
World training facility in Casa Grande, Arizona, the goal of the RSL-Arizona Academy is straightforward - to teach the next generation
of potential Real Salt Lake players how to train and play “the RSL way” while providing them with a quality education both on and off the
field.

In 2010, the RSL-Arizona Academy was invited to participate in the nationwide US Soccer Development Academy, whose philosophy is
to increase the focus of training for the nation’s top players and lessen the total of games played in favor of more quality competition.
The RSL-Arizona Academy’s U-15/16 and U-17/18 squads shot out of the gates during their first season of USSDA play, as both teams
finished towards the top of the highly-competitive Southern California Division and qualified for the USSDA's postseason tournament,
with the U-16 side eventually finishing third in the country. Even more impressive than the teams’ results was the validation of the
RSL-Arizona Academy's overall philosophy on the field, as the program was one of only two teams in the 78-club system to receive the
highest rating for style of play from US Soccer.

The RSL-Arizona Academy’s reputation grew even stronger in July 2011 with the addition of Martin Vasquez as the Director of Soccer
Operations, as the former United States and Mexican National Team performer and current U.S. Men's National Team assistant coach
now oversees all on-the-field aspects for the burgeoning program. With Vasquez's intimate knowledge of Major League Soccer both

as a player and coach, the RSL-Arizona Academy will continue to revolutionize the way youth development is looked at in MLS circles,
leading a coaching staff committed to teaching the core values of the Real Salt Lake system and providing continuous access to profes-
sional training methods and the most outstanding soccer training facility in the country at Grande Sports World.

The RSL-Arizona Academy’s tight-knit relationship with Real Salt Lake has already begun to bear fruit for the Utah outfit, as the profes-
sional side signed a pair of former Academy members, midfielder Nico Muniz (Sept. 2011) and goalkeeper Lalo Fernandez (Feb. 2012),
to Homegrown Player contracts. In addition, Real Salt Lake called upon six RSL-Arizona Academy players to participate in MLS Reserve
League action in 2011, and utilized the services of another half-dozen players to bolster training sessions during the squad’s spring
training trips to Arizona across February of 2012.

However, it has been the RSL-Arizona youngsters that have received the biggest benefits from the close partnership with Real Salt
Lake, as the year-round relationship has included frequent direction from and contact with the RSL first team coaching staff and its
players, providing inspiration unique to the program. In addition, every member of the first senior class to graduate from the RSL-
Arizona Academy in 2011 was offered a collegiate scholarship, providing opportunities for the young men that pass through to continue
to develop on the field and in the classroom. With Grande Sports World hosting more and more Major League Soccer clubs during the
league’s preseason every year, the increased exposure for the RSL-Arizona participants will allow them to soak up incredible amounts
of knowledge on what it takes to be a professional athlete, giving a glimpse of what the next steps outside of Casa Grande may entail.
