MLSE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
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Larry Tanenbaum was appointed Chairman of Maple Leaf Sports 
& Entertainment in July 2003. His ownership (MLSE) dates 
back to 1996 with the predecessor company of MLSE – Maple 
Leaf Gardens Ltd. He also serves as a Governor of the NBA for 
the Toronto Raptors, of the NHL for the Toronto Maple Leafs 
and of Major League Soccer for Toronto FC. Toronto FC is the 
latest addition to the MLSE sports family, and began play in 
spring 2007 at the new 21,140 seat BMO Field located on the 
Exhibition grounds. 

Mr. Tanenbaum was the primary force in bringing an NBA franchise 
to Toronto. In the early 1990’s, Tanenbaum attempted to move 
established NBA clubs to Toronto and then, as head of the Palestra 
Group, he initiated the expansion process that opened the eyes 
of the NBA to Canada. Although he was unsuccessful in being 
awarded the initial expansion franchise, Tanenbaum established 
himself in NBA circles and the city as a legitimate NBA home.

In 1996, Mr. Tanenbaum acquired an interest in the Toronto 
Maple Leafs of the National Hockey League and Maple Leaf 
Gardens, Limited (now Maple Leaf Sports & Entertainment). 
With MLG’s purchase of the Raptors and Air Canada Centre in 
February 1998, Tanenbaum fulfilled his goal of NBA and NHL 
ownership in Toronto under the same group.

In 2000, Mr. Tanenbaum was appointed to the Planning 
Committee of the NBA Board of Governors. He also serves on 
the Advisory/Finance Committee - the senior most committee 
of the NBA Board of Governors which considers and makes 
recommendations to the Board concerning a wide range of 
financial and league business matters. 

Mr. Tanenbaum is currently Chairman and Chief Executive 
Officer of Kilmer Van Nostrand Co. Limited (KVN), having served 
as President & CEO from 1968 to 2000. Under his direction, 
Kilmer developed into a multi-faceted construction operation 
with operating divisions and subsidiaries covering road building 
and paving, ready-mix concrete, aggregates, heavy construction, 
trucking and pipe manufacturing. Through December 2000, 
Kilmer’s road building, paving and aggregates operations were 
conducted through Kilmer’s wholly owned subsidiary, The Warren 
Paving & Materials Group Limited. Mr. Tanenbaum served as 
Chairman of Warren, which was Canada’s largest asphalt paving 
company. Warren’s activities also included major commercial 
aggregates operations, liquid asphalt trading and distribution 
and road maintenance. In December 2000, Warren was merged 
into Lafarge Corporation, North America’s largest diversified 
supplier of construction materials. As a result of this merger, 
Kilmer became a significant shareholder in Lafarge NA, and 
Mr. Tanenbaum served on the Board and chaired its Finance 
Committee until the 2006 buyout by Lafarge SA. Kilmer today 
manages infrastructure investments through Kilmer Brownfield 

Equity Fund LP, Quickload CEF Inc., Host Kilmer Service Centres 
Inc. (ONroute) and Dundee Kilmer (PAN-AM Village Development).

Kilmer also has significant investments in various sports-
related entities, including Insight Sports Ltd, which is a leading 
sports media company involved in the creation, production 
and broadcasting, on all platforms, of sports and related 
lifestyle content. Insight Sports holds equity positions in several 
Canadian specialty television services including The NHL 
Network and Score Media and owns and/or operates the World 
Fishing Network (WFN) and Game TV. In 2003, through Plaza 
Gaming and Entertainment, Kilmer invested in the charitable 
gaming industry. Over the course of its investment, Plaza’s 
facilities have raised in excess of $60 million per year for local 
municipal charities. 

In addition, Mr. Tanenbaum serves as Chairman of Kilmer Capital 
Partners, a private equity investment fund, which provides equity 
capital to small to mid-market companies, and is dedicated to 
building leading companies in partnership with management. 
Kilmer Capital’s portfolio includes Unisync Group Ltd., Algorithme 
Pharma Inc., Coalision, Tribal Sportswear and Compact Power.

Mr. Tanenbaum served as National Revenue Chair of the 
Liberal Party of Canada during Prime Minister Paul Martin’s 
term of office. He currently serves as a member of the Ontario 
Investment and Trade Advisory Council, and recently served as 
a member of the Toronto Prosperity Initiative. He has also served 
on the Independent Fiscal Review Panel of the City of Toronto 
and the Mayor’s Economic Competitiveness Advisory Committee 
of the City of Toronto.

Mr. Tanenbaum’s involvement in Community Associations  
includes the following: Vice-Chairman, Board of Directors,  
Mount Sinai Hospital – a tertiary care teaching hospital 
associated with the University of Toronto; Co-Chairman of the 
Samuel Lunenfeld Research Institute; Member, Board of Directors, 
Brain Canada; Member, University Council, Cornell University; 
Member, Honourary Board & Advisory Board, Baycrest Centre for 
Geriatric Care; Member, Dean’s Advisory Council, Schulich School 
of Business, York University; Member, Advisory Council, Toronto 
Board of Trade; Member, Board of Directors, Miller Thomson 
Foundation; Founding Member, Centre for Israel and Jewish 
Affairs, and Co-Chair, Tomorrow Campaign for UJA Federation.

In recognition of his contributions in the areas of business, 
philanthropy, and volunteerism, Mr. Tanenbaum was appointed 
an Officer of the Order of Canada on October 25, 2007. The 
Order of Canada is the centrepiece of Canada’s honors system 
and represents its highest civilian award. 

Mr. Tanenbaum has a Bachelor of Science degree in Economics 
from Cornell University (1968).

MLS GOVERNOR, TORONTO FC

CHAIRMAN OF THE BOARD
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Tim Leiweke was named President and Chief Executive Officer 
of Maple Leaf Sports & Entertainment (MLSE) on April 26, 2013. 
Leiweke brings more than 30 years of sports and entertainment 
experience to MLSE, having been deeply involved in the growth 
and development of the NHL, NBA and MLS.

Leiweke joins MLSE after 17 years with AEG, one of the leading 
sports and entertainment presenters in the world. In 2013, he 
ranked fifth on the Sports Business Journal’s 50 Most Influential 
People in Sports Business and eighth on Billboard’s 100 Most 
Powerful Music Industry Executives – the only President & CEO  
to rank on both lists.

One of Leiweke’s first moves upon officially taking the reins at 
MLSE on June 3, 2013, was hiring the 2012-13 NBA Executive 
of the Year, Masai Ujiri as President and General Manager, 
Basketball Operations of the Toronto Raptors. 

In his time at AEG, Leiweke led the acquisition or merger of more 
than 60 divisions and companies to help create a global live 
entertainment organization capable of developing, producing, 
promoting, marketing and managing sports and entertainment 
programming in both facilities owned and operated by AEG, as 
well as other venues.  

Leiweke guided the $150 million, 85-acre development of StubHub 
Center (formerly The Home Depot Center), built on the campus of 
California State University Dominguez Hills in Carson, California.  
The Center - the largest-ever private investment in amateur 
athletics - is the home to the Los Angeles Galaxy and Chivas USA 
and has been designated an official U.S. Olympic and Paralympic 
Training Site as well as the USTA’s High Performance Training 
Center and the U.S. Soccer Federation’s team training and 
Athletes’ Performance training center.

It was under Leiweke’s vision and executive guidance that the 
four million square foot, $2.5 billion L.A. LIVE complex was built 
in downtown Los Angeles, adjacent to the STAPLES Center and the 
Los Angeles Convention Center. The AEG-operated development 
features a 2,300-capacity live music venue, a 7,100-seat live 
theatre and a 54-story, 1001-room convention destination 
featuring the Ritz-Carlton, Los Angeles and JW Marriott L.A. LIVE. 
In 2011, AEG introduced AXS Ticketing, the first phase of its 
new entertainment platform serving as the company’s primary 
consumer brand which will also feature mobile and video content 
services.  In 2012, AEG formed a partnership with HDNet, Ryan 
Seacrest Productions and CAA, to launch AXS TV, a new linear 
cable channel focusing on live entertainment and lifestyle 
programming.  

In addition to the Los Angeles Kings and LA Galaxy, AEG Sports 
shares ownership of additional professional sports franchises 

such as the Houston Dynamo (MLS), the Manchester (New 
Hampshire) Monarchs (AHL), the Ontario Reign (ECHL), and three 
professional ice hockey teams in Europe. During Leiweke’s time at 
AEG, he fostered a culture of winning which saw his teams claim 
11 championships, most recently being the 2012 Stanley Cup 
Champion Los Angeles Kings and the 2011 and 2012 MLS Cup 
Champion LA Galaxy.

Prior to moving to Los Angeles to join the Los Angeles Kings 
in 1996, Leiweke served as President and CEO for U.S. Skiing.  
Previously, he was President of the Denver Nuggets (1991-95)  
and played an important role in the negotiations around the 
relocation of the Quebec Nordiques to Colorado and helped guide 
the initial development and design of the Pepsi Center.  

The first employee hired by the Minnesota Timberwolves in 1988, 
Leiweke spent two seasons as Vice President for the NBA franchise 
and was responsible for dealing with naming rights, marketing 
and sales for all events at the Target Center.

Leiweke’s career in sports administration began in 1979 in his 
hometown as the assistant General Manager of the Major Indoor 
Soccer League’s St. Louis Steamers.  The following year, at the age 
of 24, he became the youngest General Manager in professional 
sports with the Baltimore Blast of the MISL.  He became Vice 
President and General Manager of the MISL’s Kansas City Comets 
in 1981-82, and eventually became the club’s President in 1986.

In each of the cities they have lived in, Tim and his wife, 
Bernadette, have been extremely active in the community, 
dedicating their time to a range of charitable causes and 
initiatives. As a result, Leiweke has been recognized by numerous 
organizations for his efforts. Among the honours he has received: 
the Spirit of Life Award (which raised nearly $9 million in his name 
in January, 2010) from City of Hope, the Saint John’s Hospital 
2012 Corporate Leadership Award, the 2009 Global Corporate 
Leadership Award from the Asia Society Southern California, the 
Anti-Defamation League’s 2007 Humanitarian Award, the Neil 
Bogart Memorial Fund’s 2003 Children’s Choice Award, Father of 
the Year by the American Diabetes Association and the Muscular 
Dystrophy Association’s Man of the Year. 

He has also been recognized for his contributions by organizations 
such as Para Los Niños, the Greater Los Angeles African American 
Chamber of Commerce, the Latin Business Association, the Korean 
American Federation and Special Olympics of Southern California. 
He is also a current member of the Boards of Directors for the 2015 
Special Olympics World Summer Games and Visit California.  

Tim and his wife reside in Toronto and have a daughter, Francesca.

PRESIDENT & CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER
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Tim Bezbatchenko, 32, was named General Manager of Toronto FC on 
September 20, 2013.

Since joining Toronto FC, the club has made a number of key 
acquisitions through signings and trades acquiring three Designated 
Players: Jermain Defoe, Michael Bradley, and Gilberto. Along with 
Dwayne De Rosario, Justin Morrow and Jackson.

Prior to joining Toronto FC, Bezbatchenko spent three years as the 
Senior Director of Player Relations and Competition with Major 
League Soccer (MLS). In that role, he was responsible for negotiating 
and drafting player contracts, as well as finalizing loan and transfer 

agreements for the import and export of players to and from MLS. In addition he oversaw all MLS rosters, the 
MLS player pool, and team salary budgets. He was also responsible for youth and player development initiatives 
for the league, including the home-grown player signing process. Bezbatchenko also helped the Player 
Department manage the relationship between the Players Union and interpretation of the league’s collective 
bargaining agreement (CBA). He also served as a liaison with the US Soccer Federation and the Canadian 
Soccer Association. During the 2013 season MLS announced a partnership with the French Football Federation 
(FFF) to create an educational course for MLS Academy Directors that was managed by Bezbatchenko.

During his tenure at D.C. United, he made 81 appearances, 
posting seven goals and five assists. He served as Team Captain from 2003 to 2004 and was twice named as MLS’s 
Best XI in 2003 and 2004. 

In 2005, Nelsen moved to the English Premier League, playing for Blackburn Rovers from 2005 to 2012, posting

arrival with the team. In 2012, he signed with Tottenham Hotspur as a free agent on a six-month contract. He 
made nine appearances, five League and four FA Cup, scoring one goal in all competitions for the Spurs. 

In June 2012, Nelsen signed with Queens Park Rangers and went on to make 24 appearances for the club. He played 
his final professional game on Tuesday, January 29 against the defending EPL Champions, Manchester City. The game 
ended in a 0-0 draw.

Since 1999, Nelsen has more than 40 caps for New Zealand’s All Whites National Team.  He also captained the 
All Whites at the 2008 Beijing Olympics, the 2010 FIFA World Cup in South Africa and most recently, at the 2012 
London Olympics. 

In 2011, Nelsen was named an Officer of the New Zealand Order of Merit for his services to football.  
He also co-authored a book with fellow New Zealander Tony Smith called Ryan Nelsen’s Road to the World Cup.

The completion of KIA Training Ground and KIA 
Toronto FC Academy completes the club’s sport and 
development vision to grow the game in Canada and 
provide Canadian players a world-class facility that 
will allow the next generation of professional soccer 
players to hone their skills.

Launched in 2008, the Academy Program’s goal is to 
provide the most talented, committed and dedicated 
soccer players in the country an opportunity to receive 
advanced coaching instruction within the Academy 
structure and program.  Currently there are close to 
50 players enrolled in the KIA Toronto FC Academy.

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BMO Field, located at Exhibition Place in Toronto, is Canada’s 
first soccer-specific stadium. With a capacity of 21,140,  
BMO Field is home to Toronto FC, Canada’s first Major League 
Soccer Team as well as the Canadian National Team. 

In the summer of 2007, it was the main venue for the third 
most watched sporting event in the world, the FIFA U-20 World 
Cup, in which it hosted over 260,000 people and 12 games. In 
its first year of operation, over 500,000 people entered through 
BMO Field’s gates. Toronto FC hosted their first International 
match on May 23, 2007 in a game that featured Portuguese 
club Benfica.

There are over 200 points of sale for food and beverage 
throughout the building. Its unique and original food offerings 
make it an industry leader and set it apart from any other venue 
in North America.

The Will Call window is located at the main ticket office located 
at Gate 1 on the north side of the stadium.

You 
should also bring with you the credit card used to order the 
tickets with and your Ticketmaster confirmation number. On 
days of events, you may also pick up tickets ordered through 
Ticketmaster at the ticket office.

For your convenience, BMO Field is equipped with four ATM 
machines. Locations are behind Section 107, Section 111, 
Section 121/122 and Section 125/225.

NEW PITCH AND EXPANSION 
BMO Field’s artificial playing surface was replaced with a new 
permanent grass pitch ahead of the 2010 season. The total 
cost of the project was $5.5 million of which $2 million was 
earmarked for community sports facilities. Toronto’s new pitch 
was laid using Kentucky bluegrass brought in from Alliston, 
Ontario. The 7,850-square metre playing field is the first major 
sports field in Canada to employ a SubAir System, which acts 
like a huge underground vacuum to pull away excess water.  
34 kilometres of tubing lies beneath the pitch to heat the field.

As well as the new pitch, over 1,400 seats were added to BMO 
Field’s capacity ahead of the 2010 season with the building of 
the new North End Stand which cost around $2.5 million.

Season credentials are limited to local reporters covering Toronto FC 
on a regular basis. Requests for single match credentials must be 
made by phone or email, 48 hours before kick-off. No requests will 
be accepted past this time. Credential requests must indicate the 
access required (media or photo). Credentials must be worn at all 
times and are non-transferable. Please note that a credential does 
not guarantee press box seating.

ROAD MATCHES
Media members wishing to cover Toronto FC on the road should 
contact Toronto FC’s media relations department at least three 
days in advance of the match. Media should make requests for 
credentials through Toronto FC and not the host team.

ACCREDITATION COLLECTION
Gate 4 – located on the west side of BMO Field off Ontario Drive. 
Single match credentials can be picked up 90 minutes prior to 
kick-off. The media will call desk will close 15 minutes after kick-off. 
Any media members arriving after kick-off must contact Toronto FC 
media relations staff to gain access to the stadium.

SEATING
The press box and broadcast booths are located on level three on 
the west side of the stadium. Enter through Gate 4 and turn left. 
Head through the double doors and take the elevator to the third 
level.

Press conferences at BMO Field are held in the Press Conference 
Room on the ground floor. When coming from the press box, take 
the elevator to the ground floor. On exiting the elevator, turn left 
and head straight forward. The press conference room is on the 
left, just past the stairs.

PHOTOGRAPHERS WORK ROOM
Located on the ground floor. Enter Gate 4 and turn left. Head 
through the double doors and turn right. The work room is on the 
left, just past the stairs.

PROFESSIONAL CONDUCT:
The use of cell phones by media members in the press conference 
room and locker room is strictly prohibited. No autographs are to 
be asked of any team, along with personal photographs during 
media access periods. Failure to comply will result in ejection and 
loss of credential.

PHOTO/VIDEO
All photographers and television camera operators must stay 
behind the field boards at all times, unless released by the on-
site photo marshall. Each photographer will be permitted to use 
one monopod – but no tripods. No seats other than ‘lawn type’ 
photographer seats will be permitted. Stand alone remote units 
will not be permitted at any time on or around the goalposts. 
Units mounted on top of field boards behind the end line will be 
permitted at the stadium’s discretion, provided the equipment 
does not interfere with the clear display of the field board and 
does not impede the operation of the broadcast equipment.

Photographers and camera operators shall be permitted in the 
area between the field boards and the touchline in the area 
bounded by the edge of the penalty area and the end line. Once 
situated, no movement between the two halves of the field shall be 
allowed until half time. No photographer will be permitted to move 
from end to end on the bench side of the pitch.
