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EXECUTIVE BIOGRAPHIES

BOB LENARDUZZI

Bob Lenarduzzi has been involved with
Whitecaps FC for over three decades, excelling
as a player, coach, general manager, director of
soccer operations, and now president. Playing
with his hometown Whitecaps FC (1974-1984),
Lenarduzzi was the North American Soccer
League’s all-time leader in games played with
312. He was the only Canadian to win the North
American Player of Year, and in 1979, he was a
key member of Whitecaps FC’s championship-
winning team. He represented Canada 47 times
as a player, helping them qualify for the 1984 Los
Angeles Olympics and the 1986 FIFA World Cup
in Mexico. For his efforts, Lenarduzzi was named
among CONCACAF’s top 30 players of the past
century. As a player/coach, he won four straight
Canadian Soccer League championships and
was twice named CSL Coach of the Year. He
went on to coach Canada’s men’s national team
from 1992 to 1997.

Lenarduzzi served as the general manager

and director of soccer operations of Vancouver
86ers and Whitecaps FC from 1988 to 1993,
and 1998 to 2007. In 2000, he received the USL
First Division Executive of the Year award, while
he was also a member of the FIFA U-20 World
Cup Canada 2007 Steering Committee.

Lenarduzzi has been inducted into the North
American Soccer Hall of Fame, the Canadian
Soccer Hall of Fame, the British Columbia Sports
Hall of Fame, and the United Soccer Leagues
Hall of Fame. In 2005, he received the Order of
British Columbia — the highest form of recognition
that the province can extend to its citizens - for
his contribution to the sport of soccer.

RACHEL LEWIS

Rachel Lewis has been in the field of sport

and event management for nearly a decade,
joining Vancouver Whitecaps FC in 2003 as
director of event management and stadium
development. In 2007, she assumed the role
of chief operating officer.

Prior to joining Whitecaps FC, Lewis spent
three years with Vancouver’s PGA Tour Stop,
the Air Canada Championship. As tournament
director, she was responsible for overseeing all
day-to-day operations. Lewis also represented
BMO Financial Group as project manager for
their sponsorship of the BMO Financial Group
Canadian Women’s Open. She holds a BA
(honours) from the University of Victoria and an
MBA from the University of British Columbia.

Lewis has a strong passion for community.

She currently sits on the Board of Directors

and Executive Committee of Kidsport Canada,
is a board member of the Gastown Business
Improvement Society, is a former Director of
Sport BC, and is a former Trustee with the BC
Sports Hall of Fame and Museum. She also
volunteered as a member of the FIFA U-20 World
Cup Canada 2007 Steering Committee. In 2008,
Lewis was recognized as a recipient of the
Business in Vancouver “40 Under 40” awards,
while in 2011, she was named one of “BC’s 100
Women of Influence” by The Vancouver Sun.

KIM JACKMAN

In September 2011, Kim Jackman was

named Whitecaps FC vice president of brand
& partnerships after previously serving as
director of marketing and communications. In
her current role, Jackman oversees the club’s
partner relationships and the development of a
strong and sustainable brand.

Since 2007, Jackman has been a contributor to
the club’s management team, including playing
a key role in the development of the Whitecaps
2009 bid for an MLS franchise, and the evolution

and re-launch of the Whitecaps brand in 2010/11.

Prior to joining Whitecaps FC, Jackman was an
account director at global marketing agencies
RMG Connect and Ogilvy & Mather, where she
worked with a wide range of local and Fortune
500 clients including LifeScan - a Johnson &
Johnson Company, Telus Communications,
Intrawest, BC Hydro, Mountain Equipment Co-
op, and VanCity Savings. Jackman holds a BA
(honours) from McGill University.

DON FORD

Don Ford joined Whitecaps FC in January 2011,
and is responsible for the financial management
of the club including financial planning,
reporting, and accounting. He also manages
the financial relationships with Major League
Soccer and the external financial community.

Prior to joining the Whitecaps FC front office,
Ford was the director of revenue finance for

the Vancouver Organizing Committee for the
2010 Olympic and Paralympic Winter Games
(VANOC), where he oversaw the implementation
of all aspects of VANOC's revenue streams.

Ford has also worked as a senior manager in the
audit and assurance practice for the Vancouver
office of PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP, serving
the forestry, technology, and retail sectors.

Born in Alberta and raised in Ontario, Ford is

an active recreational hockey player and golfer.
He holds a Bachelor of Commerce (Hons.) from
Queen’s University and is a Chartered Accountant
and Certified Public Accountant (lllinois).

DIRECTOR BIOGRAPHIES

GREG ANDERSON

Greg Anderson joined the Whitecaps FC

front office in 2004. He is responsible for the
management of the men’s first team. Anderson
also sits on the Canadian Soccer Association
board of directors.

Prior to joining the club, Anderson worked in
pulmonary research at St. Paul’s Hospital in
Vancouver. In order to make a career change
and explore his passions for sport and
development, Anderson completed an MBA at
the Thunderbird School of Global Management,
during which time, he was invited to join the
United Nations Graduate Study Program, where
he had the opportunity to study and work
abroad in France and Costa Rica. Anderson
also holds a BSc in Biology from the University
of Western Ontario.

TOM SOEHN

Having been part of Major League Soccer since
its inception in 1996, Tom Soehn brings a vast
wealth of experience to his role as Whitecaps
FC director of soccer operations. A native of
Chicago, lllinois, Soehn joined the club on
January 19, 2010.

With ten years’ experience as a coach in MLS,
including last season with Whitecaps FC and
the previous three as head coach of D.C.
United. Soehn’s role is to develop and oversee
the creation and operation of the club’s player
scouting, identification, and recruitment system,
as well as collaborate with the technical staff to
formulate the roster for their MLS season.

Soehn came to Whitecaps FC after six seasons
on the coaching staff at D.C. United. From 2004
to 2006, he served as assistant coach to Peter
Nowak at the Washington, D.C. outfit. During
that time, United won both the 2004 MLS Cup
title and the 2006 MLS Supporters’ Shield

as regular season champions. On December
21, 20086, Soehn succeeded Nowak as head

N
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coach and enjoyed a successful first season
with United, with the club defending their MLS
Supporters’ Shield title in 2007. His second
season in charge saw United win the 2008 Lamar
Hunt US Open Cup title before he led the club
into the group stages of the inaugural (2008-09)
CONCACAF Champions League. As Lamar Hunt
US Open Cup winners, United returned to the
CONCACAF Champions League for the 2009-
10 season and reached the group stages for a
second straight year. As United head coach from
2007 to 2009, Soehn registered a 55W-48L-31D
record in all competitions, including an overall
MLS record of 36W-31L-25D.

Prior to joining D.C. United, Soehn served as
assistant coach with hometown club Chicago
Fire. He first assisted current United States
national team head coach Bob Bradley during
both the 2001 and 2002 seasons before serving
in the same role for then Fire head coach Dave
Sarachan in 2008.

Soehn’s time in professional soccer also
included a distinguished 13-year playing career
as a defender/midfielder in both the indoor and
outdoor game in North America. This included
four seasons in MLS with Dallas Burn (now
known as FC Dallas) and Chicago. After being
selected in the second round (13th overall) of the
MLS Inaugural Player Draft in February 1996,
Soehn missed out on the league’s first season
of existence through injury before returning to
action the next year, as Dallas won the 1997
Lamar Hunt US Open Cup title. In 1998, Soehn
returned home to join expansion club Chicago
following a mid-season trade from Dallas.

He then helped the lllinois-based outfit to a
memorable first year of existence, as the Fire
won both the MLS Cup and Lamar Hunt US
Open Cup titles that year. That was followed

by another Lamar Hunt US Open Cup title with
Chicago in 2000.

Soehn’s playing career also included a spell in
the old Canadian Soccer League with Ottawa
Intrepid and Hamilton Steelers in 1989 and
1990. He then played a further three seasons in
the old American Professional Soccer League
(APSL) with Colorado Foxes from 1992 to 1994.
During his time with Colorado, the defender/
midfielder won two APSL championship

titles in 1992 and 1993. He also claimed the
1992 ‘Professional Cup’ North American

Club Championship with Colorado, with the
Foxes defeating Whitecaps FC (known then as
Vancouver 86ers) 5-3 on aggregate in the first
round of the competition. Soehn also spent part
of his career playing professional indoor soccer.
This included spells with Wichita Wings in the
Major Indoor Soccer League/Major Soccer

League (1988 to 1992) and National Professional
Soccer League (NPSL - 1993 to 1996), Denver
Thunder (NPSL — 1992-93 season), and Las
Vegas Dustdevils (Continental Indoor Soccer
League — 1995 season).

Soehn and his wife Jean have four children
named TJ, Payton, Sydney, and Addison.

CARLY JOKIC

Carly Jokic joined Whitecaps FC as director

of communications and broadcast in March
2011. She holds more than 15 years of
communications and marketing experience in
both public and private sectors in organizations
ranging from 20 to 1,500 people with revenues
up to $800 million.

Prior to joining Vancouver Whitecaps FC, Jokic
was with the Vancouver Organizing Committee
for the 2010 Olympic and Paralympic

Winter Games (VANOC). A key part of the
communications senior management team,
Jokic acted as communications liaison for all
65 corporate sponsors for day-to-day and
long-term issues management and strategic
communications planning. A primary link to the
CEOQ office, she also managed a broad variety
of crucial programs - such as the launch of

the 2010 Olympic and Paralympic medals, the
infamous Red Mittens campaign, and the launch
of the Canadian team uniform.

Vancouver Whitecaps FC is modeled after
a European style football club with a
development path and programming from
grassroots to professional.

The Whitecaps Community Soccer System
forms the foundation of the model helping to
grow the game and reaching over 21,000 youths
through a combination of free community,
school, and pre-game clinics.

The Whitecaps Player Development Program

is the next step for many of the Community
Soccer System youth. Local and regional
camps, academies, and showcase events offer
aspiring players of all levels the opportunity to
further develop their skills under the guidance
of professional Whitecaps coaches. These
programs reach over 7,000 youths and provide
a scouting network for player selection to the
Whitecaps FC Residency program.

Vancouver Whitecaps FC Professional
Development begins with the Whitecaps FC
Residency program and the Girls Elite program.

Whitecaps FC Residency is a full-time, fully
funded, player development program unlike
any other in North America. Residency is
designed to maximize a player’s potential on
and off the field through a “soccer lifestyle”
philosophy linking technical and personal
development. By integrating training, education
and accommodation, all conveniently situated
in Burnaby, BC, Whitecaps FC Residency
provides the perfect conditions to develop and
prepare elite athletes for the mental and physical
demands of professional environments in North
America and Europe.

In September 2011, the Residency program
grew from a squad of 25 players in the U-17

to U-19 age range to teams in the U-14, U-16,
and U-18 categories. With this expansion, the
full-time Residency program is now primarily
comprised of 80 of the top players from across
British Columbia and Canada. Aspiring players
can now enter the Whitecaps FC club system
full-time as early as age 12, and be nurtured in
an age appropriate learning environment, with
gradational steps that will help them attain a
successful professional and national team career.

The Whitecaps FC Girls Elite program is a
funded player development program for U-14
to U-18 girls that will evolve over the next two
years. The program is based around a funded,
full-time U-18 training development program
for players who have been identified to move
beyond community club soccer. Players in this
program train and compete from September to
July as full-time Whitecaps youth. The program
now also includes a part-time seasonal training
camp program for U-14 to U-16 girls that is
integrated with the new EA Sports BC Soccer
Premier League.

Exceeding Vancouver Whitecaps FC Soccer
Development is the First Team Operations.
Vancouver Whitecaps FC men’s team are

the top of the club model with entry into

Major League Soccer in 2011. The Whitecaps
women'’s team is the pinnacle program for
young female athletes to compete in the USL
W-League. Players are mixed with internationals
to represent Vancouver Whitecaps FC in elite
competition in the Western Conference.

The Whitecaps Foundation is the charitable arm
of the Whitecaps organization. The Foundation
both raises funds from the community
(individuals, foundations, government, and
corporations) and gives back to the community
through the donation of tickets, merchandise,
and from time to time, helping other
organizations raise cash funds.

The mission of the Foundation is to help create
the fittest generation of BC youth by 2020.

We will measure our success by the physical,
mental, emotional, social, and cultural fithess of
the youth we reach, and their readiness to make
positive and lasting contributions to society.
We will reach our goal by providing accessible
soccer programs for youth in communities
throughout Western Canada, by leveraging our
greatest resource (YOU — the players) to act

as role models and help deliver and reinforce
messages related to the importance of healthy
living, nutrition, education and life balance, and

by complementing existing community initiatives.

Currently, the Foundation is raising funds

to support all of the Whitecaps youth
programs, the women’s program and

Whitecaps FC play in beautiful BC Place
Stadium, which completed significant
renovations in September 2011. The ‘Caps have
a proud history with BC Place. In what was the
first sporting event to be played in the stadium,
a sold-out crowd of 60,342 saw the Whitecaps
defeat Seattle Sounders 2-1 on June 20, 1983.

Now in its second incarnation, BC Place
stadium includes a, a state-of-the-art retractable
roof, new synthetic FIFA-approved 2-Star
FieldTurf, as well as a centrally hung electronic
scoreboard. Additional soccer-specific
renovations - designed to increase the intimacy
of the venue - include modular floor-level
hospitality areas, floor-level loge seats (bringing
fans closer to the pitch), and an upper deck
draping limits the capacity of the stadium to
approximately 21,000 seats (from 54,313).

The completed stadium also features improved
access for persons with disabilities, and

the redevelopment of all common spaces,
concessions, washrooms, exterior plazas,
media facilities, dressing rooms, and general
public areas, as well as a comprehensive
refurbishment of all suites, and the
establishment of a club seat area.

TRAINING FACILITIES

The $31.5-million capital project, which
includes a commitment of $17.5 million from
the BC provincial government, will serve as the
training base for the Whitecaps FC men’s and
women’s teams, the club’s full-time Residency
program, youth sides, and visiting teams.
Plans for the NSDC also include a clubhouse
for national and professional teams, a training
facility, and several fields.

An up-and-coming head coach that has

already enjoyed tremendous success in North
American professional soccer, Martin Rennie
was appointed Vancouver Whitecaps FC head
coach on August 9, 2011. The native of Thurso,
Scotland, took charge of the Blue and White
following the 2011 Major League Soccer season.

Rennie comes to Whitecaps FC after three
impressive seasons as head coach of Carolina
RailHawks at the North American second
division level. In the inaugural season of the new
North American Soccer League in 2011, the
Scotsman guided the RailHawks to an NASL
regular season title with a record of 17W-8L-3D.
The North Carolina club finished the campaign
as league leaders in goals scored with 50 in 28
matches and conceded a league-best 26 goals.
Though Carolina clinched a bye to the playoff
semifinals, Rennie saw his tenure as RailHawks
head coach come to a disappointing end when
they lost 5-3 on penalties to eventual NASL
champions NSC Minnesota Stars following a 4-4
aggregate draw in their semifinal series.

In 2010, Rennie guided the RailHawks to the
NASL Conference title with a 13W-9L-8D
regular-season record. Carolina then earned
their first playoff win and won their first playoff
series in club history. They advanced all the
way to the United States Soccer Federation
Division-2 Professional League championship
series before falling 3-1 on aggregate to Puerto
Rico Islanders.

In his first season with Carolina in 2009, Rennie
guided the RailHawks to a 16W-7L-7D regular-
season record, a runners-up finish in the United
Soccer Leagues First Division (USL-1) standings,
and a berth in the USL-1 quarterfinals, where
they fell 1-0 on aggregate to Whitecaps FC.
Under Rennie that season, the RailHawks
established new team records for wins, points,
shutouts, goals scored, goals allowed, and the
longest winning streak.

Prior to joining the RailHawks, Rennie enjoyed
two very successful seasons with Cleveland
City Stars in the old third-tier United Soccer
Leagues Second Division (USL-2). He guided
the Ohio-based outfit to a 10W-1L-9D regular
season record in 2007 and a runners-up finish
in the USL-2 standings. The Stars outscored
their opponents 31 to 14 during the regular
season and posted eight shutouts. They
reached the semifinals of the USL-2 playoffs
that year before Rennie was named the
league’s Coach of the Year.

Despite replacing more than three-quarters of
the roster for 2008, Rennie and the Stars posted
a 10W-3L-7D record to finished third in the USL-
2 standings. They outscored their opponents
33 to 16 and logged 11 shutouts on the year.
After failing to win three straight matches at

any point during the regular season, Cleveland
won three straight playoff matches and claimed
the 2008 USL-2 championship title in just their
second season of existence. In his two seasons
as Cleveland head coach, Rennie compiled a
26W-7L-16D record in all competitions.

Rennie began his coaching career in 2005

with Cascade Surge of the USL's Premier
Development League (PDL). The Surge placed
sixth overall (12W-2L-2D, 38 points) in the 54-
club PDL, with the Oregon-based outfit claiming
the Western Conference, Northwest Division
regular season title and the league’s Fair Play
award. Under Rennie, the Surge also qualified
for the Lamar Hunt US Open Cup for the only
time in the club’s history.

His coaching credentials include UEFA ‘A’

and ‘B’ Coaching Licenses, as well as a UEFA
Youth License. Rennie is one of only a handful
of coaches worldwide who possesses both

the UEFA ‘A’ and Youth Licenses. Rennie

holds a Bachelor of Arts degree in Business
Administration and Management from Glasgow
Caledonian University in Scotland.

Born May 22, 1975, in Thurso, Scotland, Rennie
grew up in Falkirk, Scotland. Rennie and his wife
Amy have two girls named Lauren and Chloe.
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Rennie became the 15th head coach in the
club’s history in 2012.

A talented striker known for his physical
strength and technical ability, Eric Hassli
joined Whitecaps FC as the club’s first
Designated Player on Mar. 4, 2011. The native
of Sarreguemines, France, comes to the Major
League Soccer club after spells in Switzerland,
France, and England.

MAJOR LEAGUE SOCCER

2011: Hassli’s first season in MLS was highly
eventful, as the Frenchman started all but five
of his 26 league appearances for Whitecaps
FC that season. Only Hassli and strike partner
Camilo Sanvezzo scored 10 or more goals
during Vancouver’s inaugural MLS season, with
the Frenchman finishing the campaign as the
MLS co-leader for multi-goal games with four.
His MLS debut will long be remembered by
Whitecaps FC fans. In the club’s debut match
at Empire Field on Mar. 19, the striker scored
the club’s first-ever goal in MLS before adding
Vancouver’s fourth goal in Whitecaps FC’s 4-2
home win over Canadian rivals Toronto FC. He

2002: Lee’s third and final season with South
Korean Professional Football League (K-League)
side Anyang LG Cheetahs (now FC Seoul) was
a busy one, as the defender was committed
during the year to the South Korea squad for
their co-hosting of the 2002 FIFA World Cup. In
the spring, Anyang reached the semifinals of the
K-League Cup after winning Group B. Following
the World Cup, Lee returned to Anyang and
appeared in all but four of his club’s 27 league
matches, as the Cheetahs finished fourth in the
K-League standings. His only goal that season
came in a 3-1 home win over Pohang Steelers
on July 31.

The defender also
made three appearances during his country’s
co-hosting of the 2001 FIFA Confederations
Cup, as they finished third in Group A. Lee
also played twice against Canada in the 2000
and 2002 CONCACAF Gold Cup when South
Korea participated in the tournament as a guest
nation. The defender also appeared in three
Asian Football Confederation (AFC) Asian Cup
tournaments. He played in all six matches of
South Korea’s third-place finish at the 2000
AFC Asian Cup in Lebanon. In China in 2004,
Lee played all four AFC Asian Cup matches

for his country, as South Korea reached the
quarterfinals before falling 4-3 to Iran on July
31, 2004. It was at the 2011 AFC Asian Cup in
Qatar that Lee brought his international career
to a close, as he appeared in all six matches
for the Taeguk Warriors. His final international
appearance was in the third-place match, as
South Korea defeated Uzbekistan 3-2 on Jan.
28, 2011. U-23: As a member of South Korea’s
U-23 Olympic squad, the defender started

all three matches for his country at the 2000

Sydney Olympics. South Korea missed out on
the quarterfinals of the 2000 Men’s Olympic
Football Tournament after finishing third in
Group B.

An MLS All-Star in
2010, the native of Mont-Saint-Aignan, France,
has emerged as one of the premier strikers in

the league, having scored the second most
points in the league over the last two seasons
with 25 goals and 20 assists. Le Toux started his
MLS career with Pacific Northwest rivals Seattle
Sounders FC in 2009 and also enjoyed spells
with Seattle at the North American second
division level and in his native France.
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MAJOR LEAGUE SOCCER

2011: Le Toux’s second season with Philadelphia
saw the Frenchman lead the Union in goals

and assists for a second straight season, as

the Pennsylvania-based outfit reached the MLS
Cup Playoffs for the first time in club history
after finishing third in the Eastern Conference
standings. For a second straight year, the striker
was awarded the MLS Individual Fair Play Award
after only committing 20 fouls all season. For a
third straight year, Le Toux completed an MLS
season without receiving a yellow or red card.
He was the only Union player to start every MLS
regular season and playoff match that season,
with his performances earning him the league’s
Player of the Month award for September. His

11 goals included three two-goal performances
- a2-2 draw versus FC Dallas (Aug. 13); a 4-4
draw versus New England Revolution (Sept. 7);

Individual Fair Play Award after committing only
10 fouls and receiving no bookings. The striker
was named MLS Player of the Week for Week
Three after scoring a hat-trick in the Union’s

3-2 victory over Eastern Conference rivals D.C.
United at Philadelphia’s Lincoln Financial Field
on Apr. 10. This included Philadelphia’s first-
ever goal in MLS, with Le Toux also making

an important contribution to the Union’s first-
ever win in the league. He had a goal and two
assists in 3-1 home win over former club Seattle
Sounders FC on June 27 before claiming a goal
and an assist in a 2-1 victory at home to Toronto
FC on July 17. Le Toux won the MLS Goal of the
Week in Week 18 for his bending strike in a 1-1
home draw versus Eastern Conference rivals
New England Revolution on July 31. He scored
the consolation goal in Philadelphia’s 2-1 away
play-in match defeat to MLS Eastern Conference
rivals New York Red Bulls in the Lamar Hunt US
Open Cup on Apr. 27 before striking the winner
in a 1-0 friendly result over Scottish giants Celtic
FC on July 14. Le Toux also appeared in the 1-0
friendly defeat to English Premier League giants
Manchester United FC on July 21. 2009: The
striker started his MLS career with expansion
club Seattle Sounders FC, having been the
club’s first-ever signing on May 8, 2008. Le Toux
started just over half of his 28 appearances for
Sigi Schmid’s side that season, with the forward

A midfielder/striker with playing experience in
North America, Europe, and Southeast Asia,
Lee Nguyen joined Whitecaps FC via the MLS
weighted Lottery process on Dec. 15, 2011,

The native of Yverdon-les-Bains,
Switzerland, initially signed with Vancouver in
Aug. 2010 before spending the remainder of the
year on loan at FC Zrich.

2011: Rochat was the first MLS recipient of the
Jock MacDonald Unsung Hero Award following
an impressive first season with Whitecaps FC.
He was third in league appearances for the
Blue and White, while leading all defenders,
after starting all but one of his 28 MLS matches
that year. Rochat split his time between left

and centre back and also started the Apr. 10
match against Houston Dynamo as a holding
midfielder. The experienced defender also
started six matches wearing the captain’s
armband, which includes the international
friendly against Manchester City. Starting at left
fullback, Rochat made his MLS debut in the
club’s inaugural match on Mar. 19, as Whitecaps
FC defeated Canadian rivals Toronto FC 4-2 at
Empire Field. He then scored his first goal for
Whitecaps FC during a 2-1 home defeat to FC
Dallas on Apr. 23 before assisting on Mouloud
Akloul’s goal in extra time of Whitecaps FC’s 1-1
home draw with Montreal Impact in the second
leg of their Nutrilite Canadian Championship
semifinal on May 4. The draw earned Whitecaps
FC a 2-1 aggregate victory over Montreal in

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2012 MLS PLAYER RULES AND REGULATIONS

I. MLS ROSTER COMPOSITION

A Major League Soccer club’s first team roster is
comprised of up to 30 players. All 30 players are
eligible for selection to each 18-player game-day
squad during the regular season and playoffs.

SALARY & BUDGET:

Players occupying roster spots 1-20 count
against the club’s 2012 salary budget of
$2,810,000, and are referred to collectively as
the club’s Salary Budget Players.

Roster spots 19 and 20 are not required to
be filled, and teams may spread their salary
budget across only 18 Salary Budget Players.
A minimum salary budget charge will be
imputed against a team’s salary budget for
each unfilled senior roster slot below 18.

The maximum budget charge for a single
player is $350,000.*

A Designated Player over the age of 23
counts as $350,000 against the club’s salary
budget, unless the player joins his club in
the middle of the season, in which case his
budget charge will be $175,000.

A Designated Player 20 years old or
younger** (referred to as Young Designated
Players or Young DPs) to counts as $150,000
against the club’s salary budget

A Designated Player 21-23 years old** counts
as $200,000 against the club’s salary budget.

The budget charge for the midseason signing
of a Young DP is $150,000 and this amount
cannot be lowered with allocation funds.

Clubs will not have to buy the third DP roster
slot to accommodate a Young Designated
Player whereas clubs are normally required to
buy that slot for a one-time fee of $250,000.

Clubs are responsible for all amounts above
the budget charge for all Designated Players.

Players occupying roster spots 21-30 do not
count against the club’s salary budget, and are
referred to collectively as the club’s Off-Budget
Players (maximum of 10 per team).

* See section entitled Allocation Money below, under Player Acquisition
Mechanisms, for details on buying down a player’s budget charge.
** Age of player is determined by year (not date) of birth.

All Generation adidas players are Off-Budget
players.

Players occupying roster spots 1-24 will earn
at least $44,000 in 2012.

Players occupying roster spots 25-30 will
earn at least $33,750 in 2012.

Clubs may elect to leave up to two of these
roster spots (25-30) vacant and use $35,000
for each empty spot as allocation money.
Clubs may sign up to two Homegrown
Players contracts above the minimum salary
and similar to Generation adidas player
contract amounts.

AGE DESIGNATIONS:

Any player making $33,750 must be under the
age 25 (does not turn 25 or older in 2012).

DOMESTIC/INTERNATIONAL:

In 2012, a total of 152 international slots

are divided among the 19 clubs. Each club
began with eight international slots, which are
tradable. There is no limit on the number of
international slots on each club’s roster.

The remaining roster slots must belong to
domestic players. For clubs based in the
United States, a domestic player is either a
U.S. citizen, a permanent resident (green card
holder) or the holder of other special status
(e.g., refugee or asylum status).
The three MLS clubs based in Canada —
Montreal Impact, Toronto FC and Vancouver
Whitecaps FC — began with eight international
slots, but their domestic slots may be filled with
either Canadian or U.S. domestic players.

MLS clubs based in Canada are required to
have a minimum of three Canadian domestic
players on their rosters.
Players with the legal right to work in Canada
are considered Canadian domestic players
(i.e., Canadian citizen, permanent resident,
part of a protected class).
NOTE: The terms Homegrown and Generation
adidas are used to describe mechanisms
by which players are acquired. They are not
roster designations. All players’ roster slots are
determined by their compensation and/or age
as outlined above.

II. PLAYER ACQUISITION MECHANISMS

MLS teams may acquire players and add them
to their rosters via the following mechanisms:

(A) ALLOCATION RANKING

The allocation ranking is the mechanism used
to determine which MLS club has first priority
to acquire a U.S. National Team player who
signs with MLS after playing abroad, or a former
MLS player who returns to the League after
having gone to a club abroad for a transfer
fee. The allocation rankings may also be used
in the event two or more clubs file a request
for the same player on the same day when
the discovery period opens in December. The
allocations will be ranked in reverse order

of finish for the 2011 season, taking playoff
performance into account.

Once the club uses its allocation ranking to
acquire a player, it drops to the bottom of the
list. Aranking can be traded, provided that part
of the compensation received in return is the
other club’s ranking. At all times, each club is
assigned one ranking. The rankings reset at the
end of each MLS League season.

Allocation money is a resource available to clubs
in addition to their respective salary budgets.
A club may receive allocation money for:
(1) failure to qualify for the MLS Cup Playoffs;
(2) the transfer of a player to a club outside of
MLS for value;
(8) expansion status;
(4) qualification for the CONCACAF Champions
League;
(5) trading in up to two Off-Budget roster spots;
(6) funds from purchased third designated player
roster spots.
Each year the MLS Competition Committee
determines the allocation amount to be made
available to each club. Allocation money can
be traded by clubs. Allocation money does not
count against a club’s salary budget and can
be used:
To sign players new to MLS (that is, a player
who did not play in MLS during the previous
season).
To re-sign an existing MLS player, subject to
League approval.

To “buy-down” a player’s salary budget charge
below the League maximum of $350,000.

In connection with the exercise of an option to

purchase a player’s rights or the extension of a
player’s contract for the second year provided

the player was new to MLS in the immediately

prior year.

NOTE: To protect the interests of MLS and

its clubs during discussions with prospective
players or clubs in other leagues, amounts of
allocation money held by each club will not be
shared publicly.

(B) DESIGNATED PLAYER

The Designated Player Rule allows clubs to
acquire up to three players whose salaries
exceed their budget charges, with the club
bearing financial responsibility for the amount
of compensation above each player’s budget
charge. Designated Player slots may be used to
acquire players new to MLS or to retain current
MLS players, subject to League approval.

In 2012, a Designated Player over the age

of 23** will carry a salary budget charge of
$350,000, unless the player joins his club in the
middle of the season, in which case his budget
charge will be $175,000.

A Designated Player 20 years old or younger™*
counts as $150,000 against the club’s salary
budget and a Designated Player 21-23 years old
counts as $200,000 against the club’s salary
budget.

Clubs have the option of “buying down” the
budget charge of a Designated Player with
allocation money. The reduced charge may not
be less than $150,000.

The budget charge for the mid-season signing
of a young Designated Player (23 years old and
younger) is $150,000 and this amount cannot be
lowered with allocation funds.

Each club has two Designated Player slots
and clubs are allowed to “purchase” a third
Designated Player slot for a one-time fee of
$250,000 that will be dispersed in the form of
allocation money to all clubs that do not have
three Designated Players. Clubs will not have
to buy the third DP roster slot to accommodate
Designated Players 23 years old and younger.

Designated Player slots are not tradable.

** Age of player is determined by year (not date) of birth
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(C) SUPERDRAFT

The 2012 MLS SuperDraft, held Jan. 12 in
Kansas City, Mo., consisted of two rounds

of 19 picks for a total of 38 player selections.

A supplemental draft was held Jan. 17 via
teleconference and consisted of four rounds of
19 picks.

The majority of draft prospects are NCAA
college seniors who have exhausted their
college eligibility. Generation adidas players

and non-collegiate international players are

also eligible for selection in the SuperDraft and
supplemental draft. Clubs may nominate players
for the League’s draft-eligible list, and only
players from that list may be selected.

Generation adidas is a joint program between
MLS and adidas that is dedicated to developing
exceptional domestic talent in a professional
environment. Each year, a handful of top
domestic underclassmen and youth national
team players are signed to the league and
placed in the SuperDraft through this program.
Generation adidas players also receive an
educational stipend.

Draft Order: The Montreal Impact held the first
overall selection in the 2012 MLS SuperDraft as
expansion clubs are always given the top spot
in the SuperDraft and the Supplemental Draft.
The next eight selections went to clubs that

did not qualify for the 2011 MLS Cup Playoffs
beginning with the club with fewest regular
season points (3 points per win, one point per
tie). The remaining ten positions were ranked by
fewest regular season points among the teams
that were eliminated in the same round of the
MLS Cup Playoffs.

Unless claimed on waivers, a player who

was drafted by a particular team through the
SuperDraft or supplemental draft and did not
sign with the League, is placed on that team’s
“College Protected List” until the second
December 31 following the draft in question,
after which the team loses the rights to the
player.

(D) TRADES

Players, SuperDraft and Supplemental draft
picks, allocation money, allocation rankings, and
international player slots may all be exchanged
in trades approved by the MLS League Office,
provided all of the necessary rules regarding
roster and salary budget compliance are met
and the trade is completed during a valid trading
period. No trades may occur after the Roster
Freeze Deadline of September 15, 2012 at 5
p.m. ET.

(E) DISCOVERY SIGNINGS

Clubs may make discovery claims on players
not yet under MLS contract who are not subject
to the allocation ranking or lottery mechanisms.

Each club has the opportunity to make six
discovery signings per season (expansion
teams may make 10 discovery signings in their
inaugural season). A club may have up to 10
discovery claims on unsigned players at any

time and may remove or add players at any time.

The last day for discovery player signings is
September 15, 2012 — coinciding with the roster
freeze date and trade deadline.

The six discovery signings can be used to fill
senior roster spots only. If multiple clubs claim
the same player using a discovery, the club that
filed the claim first will have first rights to the
player. Discovery claims expire following each
season. If the League and player are unable to
reach an agreement during the season, the club
that first filed the discovery retains the right of
first refusal in the event the player is later signed
by the League.

Note: To protect interests of MLS clubs in
scouting and negotiations with prospective
players, the League office will not publicize the
names of players on club discovery lists, nor
specify if a discovery claim has been filed on a
particular player.

(F) HOMEGROWN PLAYER SIGNINGS

A club may sign a player to his first professional
contract without subjecting him to the MLS
SuperDraft if the player has trained for at least
one year in the club’s youth development
program and has met the League’s Homegrown
Player criteria. Players joining MLS through this
mechanism are known as Homegrown Players.

There is no limit to the number of Homegrown
Players a club may sign in a given year.

(G) RE-ENTRY PROCESS

The 2012 Re-Entry Process will commence after
MLS Cup. The priority order for the Re-Entry
Draft is reverse order of finish in 2012, taking into
account playoff performance.

Available to all teams in Stage 1 of the Re-Entry
draft will be:

1. Players who are at least 23 years old and have
a minimum of three years experience in MLS
whose options were not exercised by their
clubs (available at option salary for 2013).

2. Players who are at least 25 years old with a
minimum of four years of MLS experience
who are out of contract and whose club does
not wish to re-sign them at their previous
salary (available for at least their 2012 salary).

3. Players who are at least 30 years old with a
minimum of eight years of MLS experience
who are out of contract and whose club does
not wish to re-sign them (available for at least
105% of their 2012 salary).

Players who are not selected in Stage 1 of the
Re-Entry Draft will be made available in Stage 2.
Clubs selecting players in Stage 2 will negotiate
a new salary with the player.

Players who remain unselected after Stage 2
will be available to any MLS club on a first come,
first serve basis.

(H) WAIVERS

A team may place a player on waivers at any
time during the regular season at which point he
is made available to all other teams. The waiver
claiming period shall commence on the first
business day after the League delivers notice

to teams and shall expire at 5 p.m. EST on the
second business day after the Waiver Period
Commencement Date. The claiming period is
48 hours.

The Waiver Draft order is determined via points
per game once all teams have played at least
three MLS League games. If the waiver takes
place prior to all teams playing in at least three
League games, priority shall be granted based
upon the prior year’s performance, taking
playoff performance first, with teams eliminated
from playoff contention at the same stage
separated according to their point totals through
the end of the regular season. New expansion
teams shall be at the bottom of the waiver order.

Once a team selects a player off waivers, that
club is automatically moved to the bottom of the
priority list for subsequent waiver selections in a
given season, regardless of its points-per-game
total. Players who may be placed on the MLS
waiver wire are as follows:

(i) A player waived by an MLS team in the
current season;

(i) A player who completed his college eligibility
within the past season, who was not made
available in the SuperDraft or Supplemental
Draft;

(iii) A player who has remaining college eligibility
(and was not made available in the SuperDraft
or Supplemental Draft), but the League at
its discretion and after taking into account
exceptional circumstances determines the
player may be offered an MLS contract;

(iv)A player who has played in MLS previously
where his last MLS team does not wish to
exercise their right of first refusal, except in
the case of returning U.S. National Team
players as stated above.

(v) A player who was drafted in the SuperDraft or
supplemental draft, and who after a trial with
the club is not offered a contract by the first
Monday of June.

(1) LOTTERY

Some players shall be assigned to MLS teams
via the weighted Lottery process. Any team
assigned a player through the lottery in any
particular season shall not be assigned another
lottery player that season unless and until all
teams have received a lottery player or have
agreed to waive their option to participate in

a Lottery. The players made available through
lotteries include:

(i) Generation adidas players signed after the
MLS SuperDraft;

(i) Draft eligible players to whom an MLS
contract was offered but who failed to sign
with the League prior to the Draft.

The weighted lottery takes into consideration
each team’s performance over its last 34 regular
season games and the most recent postseason.
The team with the worst record over its last

34 regular season games (dating back to
previous season if necessary and taking playoff
performance into account) will have the greatest
probability of winning the lottery. Teams are

not required to participate in a lottery. Players
are assigned via the lottery system in order to
prevent a player from potentially influencing his
destination club with a strategic holdout.
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(J) EXTREME HARDSHIP CALL-UPS

Teams may add players to their roster in cases
of “extreme hardship” as follows: (1) a club with
three goalkeepers on its 30-man roster, but

has less than two available goalkeepers or (2) a
team has less than 15 available players. Extreme
hardship call-ups are made on a game-by-game
basis.

(K) SEASON-ENDING INJURY REPLACEMENTS
(SEASON ENDING INJURY LIST)

A team with a player lost to a season-ending
injury can place the player on the Season
Ending Injury List and replace that player on its
roster, while remaining responsible for the full
amount of the injured player’s salary. A player
can be placed on the season-ending injury

list once another player has been signed as a
replacement (provided the team has budget
space). International player limits still apply at the
time a season-ending replacement is made (with
the player being replaced not counting against
those limits).

(L) SHORT-TERM INJURY REPLACEMENTS
(DISABLED LIST)

A player who has a short-term injury can be
placed on the Disabled List once another player
has been signed as a replacement (provided the
team has budget space). The team will remain
responsible for the full amount of the injured
player’s salary on the salary budget. Note: the
injured player will have to sit out a minimum of
six MLS League matches before he can rejoin
the team’s roster.

International player limits still apply at the time a
short-term replacement is made (with the player
being replaced not counting against those
limits).

NOTE: No changes may be made to a team’s
active full roster during the period beginning

on September 16, 2012 (day after Roster

Freeze Date) through the day after MLS Cup.
Nevertheless, a team may obtain players in
accordance with the extreme hardship rules and
procedures to replace players who are injured
or otherwise legitimately unavailable after the
Roster Freeze Date. Any other replacements
after the Roster Freeze Date may only be made
in exceptional circumstances in the League’s
sole and absolute discretion.

(I.) METHODS OF RELEASING PLAYERS

(A) WAIVERS

Teams may waive players based on
performance at any time during the MLS
season. Players with guaranteed contracts will
continue to have their salary budget charge
applied to the team salary budget, subject to
any settlement. Players on semi-guaranteed
contracts can be waived prior to July 1 of any
year and free up the corresponding budget
space. If a player on a semi-guaranteed contract
is waived after July 1, his salary budget charge
will count against the team’s salary budget and
the team waiving the player will not receive a
replacement except under the normal player
acquisition mechanisms. Any settlement amount
will be charged to the team’s salary budget.

(B) TRANSFERS AND LOANS

An MLS player may be transferred or loaned at
any time to a team outside the League (subject
to that team’s Federation’s transfer window),
subject to the consent of the player.

The registration windows — the dates between
which MLS may request the transfer certificate
of a player under contract in another country —
are as follows:

January 21 — April 15 (Primary Window)
June 27 — July 27 (Secondary Window)

(C) CONTRACT EXPIRATION

When a player’s contract expires, the player
does not count against the roster or budget of
the team in question. Subject to the Re-Entry
Draft rules, a team retains the rights to the player
indefinitely following the expiration of a contract
only if attempts were made to re-sign the player.

(D) BUYOUT OF GUARANTEED CONTRACT

Teams may have the ability to buyout one
guaranteed player as follows:

A Team may buy out one (1) guaranteed player
(including a DP’s) contract during the off-
season and free up the corresponding budget
space. Such a buyout is at the particular MLS
Team’s own expense.

A Team may not free up budget space with
a buyout of a player’s salary budget charge
during the season. Such a buyout will be
conducted by the League and count on a
Club’s budget in a manner consistent with
current MLS guidelines.

(IV.) RIGHT OF FIRST REFUSAL

Right of first refusal grants one MLS club the first
opportunity to add a player to its roster in the
event that the player signs with MLS. Holding

a right of first refusal applies only within MLS
and does not indicate holding of the player’s
International Transfer Certificate.

OUT OF CONTRACT PLAYERS /
OPTIONS NOT PICKED UP

Subject to the Re-Entry Draft rules, a team
retains the right of first refusal to the player
indefinitely only if attempts were made to re-sign
the player.

DRAFTED BUT NOT SIGNED

A player who was drafted by a particular team
through the SuperDraft or supplemental draft
and did not sign, or who as of the first Monday
in June is not offered a contract after a trial and
clears waivers, is placed on that team’s “College
Protected List” until the second December 31
immediately following the draft in question,

after which the team loses the rights to sign the
player.

PLAYER TRANSFERRED OUTSIDE MLS

If a team receives allocation money as a result
of a player’s transfer, the team does not retain a
right of first refusal.
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2012 MLS RULES OF COMPETITION

STRUCTURE

The 19 MLS teams are divided into two
conferences:

Eastern Conference - Chicago Fire,
Columbus Crew, D.C. United, Houston Dynamo,
Sporting Kansas City, Montreal Impact, New
England Revolution, New York Red Bulls,
Philadelphia Union, Toronto FC.

Western Conference - Chivas USA, Colorado
Rapids, FC Dallas, LA Galaxy, Portland Timbers,
Real Salt Lake, San Jose Earthquakes, Seattle
Sounders FC, Vancouver Whitecaps FC.

SCHEDULE

Each team plays a 34-game regular season
schedule; 17 home games, 17 away games.

WESTERN CONFERENCE
24 in-conference + 10 out-of-conference games:
Western Conference teams will play each West
opponent three times (24 games):
West teams will play four conference
opponents twice at home and once away
They will play the other four conference
opponents once at home and twice away.
The home and away games will be reversed
in 2013.
Western Conference teams will play each East
opponent once each (10 games):
Five of these will be at home and five will be
away.
The East opponents each team faces at
home and away will be reversed in 2013.

EASTERN CONFERENCE
25 in-conference + 9 out-of-conference games:
Eastern Conference teams will play 25 games
against other East teams:
East teams will play seven conference
opponents three times each (21 games) and
Two conference opponents twice each (four
games).
Eastern Conference teams will play each West
opponent once each (9 games):
Some will play four at home and five away
while others will play five at home and four
away.
The West opponents each team faces at home
and away will be reversed in 2013.

POINT SYSTEM

Teams will receive three points for a win, one
point for a tie and zero points for a loss.

REFEREES

All referees in MLS are either USSF (United
States Soccer Federation) or CSA (Canadian
Soccer Association) National Referees. All MLS
games played in the US will be assigned by
USSF and all games played in Canada will be
assigned by CSA.

GAME CLOCK

The official game time for all Major League
Soccer games will be managed on the field by
the referee. If necessary, the referee may also
allot extra time (a.k.a. “stoppage time”) at the
end of each period (first half, second half, and

if applicable, first overtime period and second
overtime period during playoff matches) to allow
for injuries, time-wasting or other disturbances.

The stadium clock will display the time from
0:00 to 45:00 and from 45:00 to 90:00 (plus
stoppage time where applicable in each half).
For statistical purposes, the minutes for goals,
substitutions, yellow cards, etc., will be listed
from the first minute until the 90th minute. A
goal scored at 15 minutes 10 seconds will

be listed as having been scored in the 16th
minute. Events occurring during stoppage
time will follow the international norm by being
demarcated with a “+” sign and the extra
minutes. For example, a goal scored three
minutes into first half stoppage time will be
officially identified as happening at “48+".

GAME DAY ROSTERS

Each team can nominate 18 players for a
game day roster. Teams are allowed three
substitutions per game.

CAUTIONS AND SUSPENSIONS

A player will be suspended for one game upon
receiving his fifth yellow card - regardless of the
nature of the infraction that resulted in his being
awarded a yellow card. A second suspension
of one game would result after the awarding

of an additional three cards, as would a third
suspension after the awarding of card number
eleven. With the “Good Behavior” incentive,

it is possible for a player to have a caution
expunged. If a player goes three games without
receiving a yellow card, after an initial warning,
the player will have one yellow card expunged.
A player may take advantage of the “Good
Behavior” incentive only once throughout the
season.

MLS CUP PLAYOFFS

FORMAT

WHO QUALIFIES: Ten teams, the top five in

points from each conference at the end of the
regular season, qualify for the 2012 MLS Cup
Playoffs.

The fourth and fifth place teams in each
conference will play a single knockout game, the
winner of which will advance to the Conference
Semifinals and face the first place team in the
conference.

The four Conference Semifinals will be decided
by two-game aggregate series, with the lower
seed hosting the first leg and the higher seed
hosting the second leg. If the aggregate score
is tied after 180 minutes of play, two 15-minute
extra time periods will be played in their entirety,
followed by penalty kicks, if necessary.

The two Conference Championships will be
decided by a two-game aggregate series,

with the lower seed hosting the first leg and

the higher seed hosting the second leg. If the
aggregate score is tied after 180 minutes of play,
two 15-minute extra time periods will be played
in their entirety, followed by penalty kicks, if
necessary.

MLS Cup will be a single championship match
hosted by the higher seed. If the score is tied
after 90 minutes of play, two 15-minute extra
time periods will be played in their entirety,
followed by penalty kicks, if necessary.

TEAM-STANDINGS TIE-BREAKING
PROCEDURES

The team awarded the highest position in the
MLS standings will be the team with the greatest
number of points (three points for a win, one
point for a tie, zero points for a loss). In the
event that two teams finish the regular season
with an equal number of points, the following
system will be used to break the tie:

1) The highest position shall be awarded to
the team with the better win/loss record in
current regular season games against all
other teams equal in points. (head-to-head
competition)

2) If the teams are still equal in the standings,
the highest position shall be awarded to the
team with the greater goal difference against
all other teams during the regular season.
(goal differential)

3) If the teams are still equal in the standings,
the highest position shall be awarded to the
team scoring the greatest number of total
goals against all other teams during the
regular season. (total goals)

4) If the teams are still equal in the standings,
the procedures described in this section shall
be applied only to games played on the road
by each team against all other teams during
the regular season. (road 1-3)

5) If the teams are still equal in the standings,
the procedures described in this section shall
be applied only to games played at home by
each team against all other teams during the
regular season. (home 1-3)

6) If the teams are still equal in the standings,
the highest position shall be awarded to
the team with the fewest team disciplinary
points in the League Fair Play table during the
regular season.

7) If the teams are still equal in the standings,
the highest position in the standings shall be
determined by the toss of a coin.

8) The first tiebreaker in a three-way tie is also
head-to-head, but it is determined via points-
per-game versus the other two teams. If two
teams are tied in points-per-game head-to-
head, the next tie breaker is goal difference.

NOTE: If two teams remain tied after another
teams with the same number of points advances
during any step, the tie breaker reverts to step 1
of the two-team format.

VIDEO AND AUDIO CONTENT

GAME

No Media member may post, transmit or
otherwise exhibit game video, other than
through MLS QuickKicks, without the express
written permission of MLS.

NON-GAME

In accordance with the following usage
restrictions and conditions, a Media Member
may post, transmit or exhibit a reasonable
number of non-game video and audio content,
including but not limited to practices, interviews
with MLS employees, including players, and
press conferences.

USAGE RESTRICTIONS FOR GAME AND
NON-GAME AUDIO AND VIDEO CONTENT

Such video or audio content may not be
archived for more than 72 hours without team
or League approval.

Footage
may appear on pages with banners and
contextual ads, but the ads may not be related
in any way to the MLS video /audio content.

PHOTOGRAPHS

A Media Member may post a reasonable
number, as determined by MLS, of photographs
each day on its Website. Any photograph posted
on a Media Member’s Website or otherwise
transmitted online may be used only for editorial
coverage of the MLS Game and not for any
commercial, advertising or promotional purpose.

WRITTEN CONTENT

Online reports concerning MLS Games while
they are in progress (“Live Blogs”) are subject to
following conditions:
Live Blogs must contain original commentary
s0 as not to undercut the authorized Match
Tracker at MLSsoccer.com.
Live Blogs must provide television and radio
broadcast information for that MLS Game.
For example: “Tonight’s MLS Game is being
broadcast live on (name of television/radio
station).”
Live Blogs may not use any audio, video or
graphic simulations of MLS Game action. A
Media Member may post a reasonable number
of photographs together with the Live Blog.

COPYRIGHT

Any and all copyrights, trademarks and other
proprietary interests in and to MLS Games,
MLS and each of its teams, and accounts and
descriptions of each MLS Game shall remain
vested solely with Major League Soccer, L.L.C.
(or its designated licensees).

MLS reserves the right to take action against
any Media Member who does not comply with
this policy, including without limitation, revoking
such Media Member’s credentials.
