Soccer League (NWSL] in 2012 following the disbandment of the
WPS. It wan its first NWSL playoff match since 2013 during the 2020
NWSL Challenge Cup. In April 2021, the Club underwent a major
rebrand and officially changed its name to NJ/NY Gotham FC. The
name, logo and colors were selected after extensive fan involvement
and will guide the club into the future with bold international ambitions.
