Reno has never lost to Tacoma Defiance (previously Seattle 
Sounders 2), owning a 2-0-3 all-time record. The two clubs 
played to a 1-1 draw when they met earlier this year at 
Tacoma, but Tacoma has yet to win a road match on the 
season, going 0-9-3 thusfar.

career year
With seven matches to go, forward Corey Hertzog owns 13 
goals. The total is just one short of tying his career high of 14, 
set in 2017 with Pittsburgh Riverhounds SC. That year, Hertzog 
earned All-League second team honors. This season, Hertzog 
was named July’s Player of the Month.

dynamic duo
Matt Bersano ranks 22nd in the USL with 50 saves, and JT 
Marcinkowski ranks 23rd with 48. No other team has two 
keepers ranked in the top 25. The pairing has combined for 
five clean sheets on the season, including four at Greater 
Nevada Field.

chasing history
With seven matches left to go in Reno’s third season, the team 
owns 46 regular season wins. The total is tied for third all time 
in USL history for a club’s first three seasons. If 1868 can earn 
four wins in the final seven matches, the team will become 
just the second ever to win 50. Reno can also become just the 
sixth team ever to make the playoffs in each of their first three 
seasons.

MUSOVSKI’S TWO GOALS NOT ENOUGH TO COMPLETE COMBACK
FRESNO CONVERTED PENALTY IN 94TH MINUTE TO WIN

RENO, Nev. – Danny Musovski’s two goals in three minutes were not enough for 
Reno 1868 FC to complete the comeback against Fresno FC tonight, as Los Azules 
fell 3-2. Reno would tally two goals in the 89th and 92nd minutes to even the score 
before a converted penalty kick in the 94th minute ended the comeback bid.

“I thought we were slow in the first half,” said head coach Ian Russell. “We changed 
things up in the second half and guys responded. Unlucky not to get a point.”

Fresno would control the first half, with Jaime Chavez scoring in the 23rd minute and 
Juan Pablo Caffa converting a penalty in the 35th minute to make it 2-0 heading into 
the break.

The score would hold until the 89th minute, when Musovski would head a Duke Lac-
roix cross into the back of the net. In the second minute of stoppage time, Musovski 
would head another Lacroix cross into the net to bring the match to a 2-2 draw.

The goals were Musovski’s sixth and seventh of the season, putting him alone in 
second on the team behind Corey Hertzog’s 14. The seven goals tie his total from last 
season, his first year in the USL. Lacroix’s pair of assists bring his season total to eight, 
passing Raul Mendiola for the team lead. The eight assists would have Lacroix tied for 
third most in the USL.

In the fourth minute of stoppage time, Fresno would be awarded a penalty. The 
converted penalty made it a 3-2 final score.

Cuban forward Luis Paradela made his first appearance with the boys in blue, sub-
bing in for Hertzog in the 72nd minute.

“It’s good to have a quick turnaround, the guys are eager to play again,” said Russell.

Reno will be back in action soon, with Tacoma Defiance coming to town on Tues-
day. Kickoff at Greater Nevada Field is set for 6:45 p.m. PT. Tickets are available 
at Reno1868fc.com or the Greater Nevada Field ticket office. The match will be 
streamed online via ESPN+, and will be broadcasted locally on Nevada Sports Net.

Russell played for the University of Washington and later started his professional career with the Seattle Sound-
ers of the USL First Division in 1998 and 1999. Russell was drafted by the San Jose Earthquakes in 2000 and 
continued to play seven seasons in MLS. Six of those seasons came with the Earthquakes, where Russell helped 
the team win two MLS Cups in 2001 and 2003. In 2008, Russell returned to the Earthquakes as an assistant 
coach, a position he held for eight seasons. He helped lead the club to the postseason twice, while earning the 
Supporters’ Shield for best regular season record (19-6-9) in 2012. Russell was also instrumental in the Quakes’ 
international and collegiate scouting efforts, and briefly helped oversee the club’s youth development as the 
academy’s technical director. He served as the Earthquakes interim head coach for the final two games of the 
2014 season and holds a U.S. Soccer Federation “A” coaching license.

Tate joined the Reno 1868 FC staff in 2017 and served as an Assistant Coach under Head 
Coach Ian Russell for the inaugural season. He came to Reno 1868 from the University of 
Nevada where he spent 8 seasons as the Assistant Coach for the Wolf Pack Soccer pro-
gram, being promoted to Head Coach Interim for the 2016 season.  Tate helped lead the 
Pack to two postseason appearances and in 2016 posted the program’s highest win total 
since its inaugural season in the Mountain West Conference.  He has also been involved 
in the Reno/Tahoe youth soccer community for the past eight years and was the Director 
for several elite local clubs.
