Trittschuh joins Saint Louis FC after managing Colorado Switchbacks FC during the 2015-2019 seasons. He was appointed the club’s first head coach in 2015 
and led the team to a 14-10-4 record and league second-best 53 goals scored as they finished third in the USL Championship Western Conference. 
Trittschuh’s second year in charge would be similar as the team finished third in the USL Championship Western Conference with a 14-9-7 record in 2016.  In 
his last two seasons with Colorado Springs, Trittschuh compiled a record of 15-28-8.
