Darren Powell is entering his second season as head coach of San Antonio FC. As the head of the 
technical staff, Powell oversees all on-field aspects of the SAFC first team and academy. 2017 will mark 
nearly 20 years of coaching for Powell. 

In Powell's first season with San Antonio FC, the club went 10-12-8, narrowly missing the playoffs by 
just three points. Under Powell, the club won its inaugural USL match, and had 10 Team of the Week 
honorees as well as one Player of the Week (Matt Cardone). SAFC went 7-4-4 at Toyota Field in 2016 and 
only allowed multiple goals in a single USL match nine times.

In January of 2016, Darren Powell was introduced to San Antonio as the first ever head coach of the 
later named San Antonio FC. Powell became the face of a new franchise in San Antonio and began 
working towards putting his roster and staff together for the 2016 USL season.

Powell joined SAFC from MLS side Orlando City SC where he was the club’s academy director. 

Powell led all aspects of the Orlando City Academy from its inception after OCSC was awarded an MLS 
expansion spot. Powell would help develop the style of play between all age groups in the academy 
that would match the MLS first team.

Prior to his time with Orlando City, Powell was the head coach of Elon University since December 2004. 
During Powell’s tenure, the program produced 45 All-Southern Conference performers, four conference 
players of the year and two league freshmen of the year. Powell has been named the SoCon’s Coach of 
the Year four times.

In 2013 the Powell-led Phoenix won 15 games and became only the third team in league history to 
capture three consecutive SoCon Tournament titles. Powell earned his second straight SoCon Coach of 
the Year accolade and fourth overall.

In 2012, Powell led the Phoenix to arguably its best season ever at the Division I level. The program 
won 15 games, including four against ranked competition, and captured the league’s regular-season 
and tournament title for he first time in school history. Powell was rewarded as the SoCon’s Coach of 
the Year for the third time in his career and led the maroon and gold to its second consecutive NCAA 
Tournament appearance.  

The 2010 squad battled a tough schedule on its way to an 8-6-5 overall ledger, the sixth consecutive 
winning season for the program.  In 2009, Elon finished the year with a .500 or better record for the fifth 
consecutive year, earning a 10-8-2 mark that included a victory over ACC-foe Clemson. The Phoenix 
also advanced to the SoCon Tournament championship game for the first time in program history. 

In 2008, Powell guided Elon to its first-ever NCAA Division I league title and a perfect 7-0-0 mark in 
conference play during the regular season. Powell was honored as the conference’s top coach, his 
second such honor in four seasons with the Phoenix. Under Powell’s leadership, the Elon program 
claimed its first-ever NCAA Division I national ranking in 2006.

Powell joined Elon after serving four seasons as an assistant coach at Southern Conference rival UNC 
Greensboro.

During Powell’s four seasons at UNCG, the Spartan program posted a 55-26-3 mark and became the 
nation’s top-ranked program during the regular season in 2004. Powell assisted in all aspects of the 
program, including recruiting, scheduling and academic development. Powell was honored as one of 
the top NCAA Division I assistant coaches by College Soccer News and coached three MLS players.

Prior to joining the Spartan staff, Powell headed the Greensboro College men’s soccer program for 
three seasons, posting a 50-12-3 ledger. He led the Pride to the NCAA Division III finals in 1998 and 
Dixie Conference titles in 1998, 1999 and 2000. 

Following a four-year collegiate career at UNC Greensboro, Powell played professionally for the Carolina 
Dynamo USISL team, the Raleigh Flyers A-League team and the Wilmington Hammerheads USISL team 
from 1995-1999. At UNCG, Powell helped the Spartans to two NCAA Tournament appearances in 1993 
and 1994. He was a two-time captain, team MVP and All-South Region selection as well as a three-time 
All-Big South Conference honoree. Powell became the first Spartan player to score over 100 career 
points at the Division I level.

Powell graduated from UNC Greensboro in 1995 with a bachelor’s degree in leisure studies. He and his 
wife, Elise, have two children – Naomi and Caleb.

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HISTORY OF THE US OPEN CUP

HISTORY OF THE US OPEN CUP

*Dating back to 1914, the U.S. Open Cup is the oldest cup competition in United States soccer and is among the oldest 
in the world. Open to all affiliated amateur and professional teams in the United States, the annual U.S. Open Cup is a 

100-plus-year-old single-elimination tournament.

In a nutshell, the U.S. Open Cup is very similar to domestic cup competitions popular throughout Europe, South 
America and the rest of the world. Cup competitions, which usually run concurrent with a country’s league season, are 

open in the early stages to any club that qualifies, giving local amateur teams a chance to compete against the best 
teams a country has to offer.

In leagues like the English Premier League, Serie A in Italy and the Bundesliga in Germany, cup competitions are 
prestigious tournaments waged between countries’ strongest teams such as Manchester United, AC Milan and Bayern 
Munich, and smaller teams like the amateur French side Calais that made it to the finals of the 2000 Coupe de France 

only to fall to defending champions Nantes on an injury time penalty kick. Watford F.C. in England, was another small-
time club that hit it big in 1984 by making it all the way to the F.A. Cup Final. Unfashionable Chesterfield of the Second 

Division (the third flight in England) advanced to the semifinals of the 1997 F.A. Cup in England before finally losing. 
And the U.S. has seen its share of Cinderella runs, the most recent of which saw amateur side Cal FC advance past two 
professional clubs (Division III USL Pro side Wilmington Hammerheads and Division I MLS team Portland Timbers) on 

its march to the Round of 16 in 2012.

The winner of each country’s domestic cup competition, in addition to taking home the prize money, is automatically 
placed into a tournament to compete against neighboring countries’ cup winners. 

In 1999, the U.S. Open Cup was renamed the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup to honor the long-time soccer supporter 
and pioneer. Hunt, who died in 2006, was one of the sport’s first major ownership figures in the United States and is a 

member of the National Soccer Hall of Fame. His family continues to operate FC Dallas in Major League Soccer.

The winning team of the U.S. Open Cup has its name engraved on the Dewar Challenge Trophy, which has been 
permanently retired and remains at U.S. Soccer House in Chicago. At present, Seattle Sounders FC are the reining 

Open Cup champion after defeating the Philadelphia Union to claim the 2014 title - the Sounder's fourth in the last six 
years.*

2017 USL Playoff Format

2017 Season Format
The USL’s 2017 regular-season schedule features a 480-game slate kicking off on March 25, with 13 
matches set for the opening weekend. The biggest regular season in the USL’s history will last 30 
weeks. The USL’s 30 teams are divided into two conferences – Eastern and Western – with each team 
playing 32 regular-season games. Teams will play two games (one home, one away) against each 
conference rival, and the remaining four matches will be played against regional foes. Teams will not 
face each other more than three times during the regular season.

2017 Playoff Format
The top eight teams from the Eastern Conference and the top eight teams from the Western Confer-
ence will advance to the 2017 USL Cup Playoffs, with four weeks of postseason action set to crown 
the league’s next champion. The fixed-seed format concludes with the USL Cup Final, which is held 
at the venue of the conference champion with the best regularseason record. The postseason stages 
include the conference quarterfinals (Oct. 20-22), conference semifinals (Oct. 27-29), conference 
finals (Nov. 3-5) and the 2017 USL Cup Final (Nov. 10-12).

The SAFC Pro Academy is structured to be a collaborative initiative between all local youth clubs and organizations in the 
San Antonio community by the opportunity to be an active part of the player identification process, as well as providing recogni-
tion and benefits to such participating clubs.

SAN ANTONIO SPURS
In the summer of 1973, a group of local investors leased the Dallas Chaparrals and relocated the team 
to San Antonio. Midway through their first season in the Alamo City, the group purchased the team 
outright and the Spurs have been a mainstay in San Antonio culture ever since. The Silver and Black 
played their first three seasons in the ABA before joining the NBA in the summer of 1976, along with 
the Nets, Nuggets and Pacers.

Over the last 20 years, the Spurs have enjoyed a tremendous amount of success. Since Tim Duncan 
joined the team in 1997-98 the Spurs have captured five NBA Championships and have posted the best 
regular season winning percentage of any team in the four major U.S. sports (MLB, NBA, NFL and NHL). 
During that time, San Antonio has posted the NBA’s best record five times (1998-99, 2000-01, 2002-03, 
2011-12 and 2013-14) and has won 11 division titles. The Spurs record during that span ranks as the 
best 20-year run of any team in league history. San Antonio has also posted 50-or-more wins in 17 
consecutive seasons, the longest such streak in NBA history.

In September 2012, ESPN the Magazine name the Spurs the “Team of the Decade” in its annual Ultimate 
Standings survey. San Antonio has been named the best franchise in professional sports three times 
(2003, 2005 and 2014) and is the only franchise to rank in the Top 10 every year since ESPN introduced 
its annual survey in 2003.  

The Spurs are led by head coach Gregg Popovich, who has been at the helm for the past 21 seasons. 
The longest tenured coach with the same team in all of the four major U.S. professional sports, 
Popovich holds the third-best winning percentage (minimum 250 games coached) in NBA history. 

On the court the Spurs are led by Kawhi Leanord, Lamarcus Aldridge, Manu Ginobili and Tony Parker.

GREGG POPOVICH
Is in his 21st season as the Spurs head coach … the longest tenured coach with the same team among the 122 NBA, 
NFL, NHL and MLB franchises … has led the Spurs to five NBA Championships (1999, 2003, 2005, 2007 and 2014) … 
one of five coaches in history with five-or-more NBA Championships (along with Phil Jackson, Red Auerbach, John 
Kundla and Pat Riley) … he and Eric Spoelstra are the only two active coaches with multiple NBA titles … finished 
the 2015-16 season with a career mark of 1,089-485 … career winning percentage of .692 ranks third in NBA history 
(behind Jackson and Billy Cunningham) … ranks eighth in NBA history in career victories and first among active 
coaches … his 1,089 wins with one team ranks second all-time in NBA history behind Jerry Sloan (1,127) … posted his 
1,000th career win at Indiana on February 9, 2015 … his 158 playoff wins rank third in NBA history (behind Jackson 
and Riley) and his playoff career winning percentage of .617 (158-98) is the fourth-best in league history (minimum 
100 games) … named NBA Coach of the Year in 2003, 2012 and 2014 … has led San Antonio to the NBA’s best regular 
season record five times (1998-99, 2000-01, 2002-03, 2011-12 and 2013-14) … the Western Conference All-Star 
coach in 2005, 2011, 2013 and 2016 … has been the NBA Coach of the Month 16 times, the most in league annals … 
the Spurs all-time leader in both regular season and playoff wins … a 1970 graduate of the United States Air Force 
Academy with a degree in Soviet studies … played four seasons at the Air Force Academy … as a senior was the 
team’s captain and leading scorer … following his graduation in 1970 served his five-year military commitment … 
during that time toured Eastern Europe and the Soviet Union as a member of the U.S. Armed Forces Team … selected 
to represent the U.S. on the national AAU Team touring the Soviet Union … in 1972 was the captain of the Armed

Golden State … spent the next two seasons with the Warriors … returned to San Antonio on May 31, 1994, as the 
Spurs executive vice president of basketball operations/general manager (served as GM for eight seasons before 
turning the job over to R.C. Buford on July 1, 2002) … named the Spurs head coach in December of 1996 … selected 
as the head coach of the USA Basketball Men’s National Team for the 2017-20 quadrennium in October of 2015 … 
served as an assistant coach for USA Basketball’s Men’s Senior Team for three consecutive summers (at the 2002 
World Basketball Championship, the 2003 FIBA America Men’s Olympic Qualifying Tournament and the 2004 Olympic 
Games) … a very active member of the San Antonio community … in 1991 teamed with Frank Martin to create the 
Spurs Youth Basketball League … today the league plays at 75 locations in San Antonio and through-out South Texas 
… over 15,000 boys and girls, ages 7 to 16, played in the league in 2011-12 … prior to every game, each participant

American Hockey League

SAN ANTONIO RAMPAGE
The San Antonio Rampage begin the 2016-17 campaign with a 15th consecutive 
season in the American Hockey League and second as the top affiliate of the 
National Hockey League’s Colorado Avalanche… The Rampage and Avalanche 
inked a five-year deal before the start of last season, securing the partnership 
until the 2020-21 season… before Colorado, the Silver and Black were previously 
affiliated with the Florida Panthers (2002-05 and 2011-15) and the Phoenix 
Coyotes (2005-11)… the Colorado Eagles of the East Coast Hockey League join the 
Rampage as an affiliate of the Avalanche after signing a new deal in the summer 
of 2015… San Antonio is one of 30 teams seeking to play into early June and 
ultimately hoist the AHL’s Calder Cup… Over the course of a 76-game season, the 
Silver and Black will face off against 15 different opponents, all within the Western 
Conference… The Rampage compete in the Pacific Division along with seven 
other teams and will face their in-state rival the Texas Stars 14 times (seven home, 
seven away)… the Rampage opened the 2015-16 campaign on a 10-game points 
streak, marking their best start in franchise history… the season featured a handful 
of CCM/AHL accolades thanks to netminders Calvin Pickard and Spencer Martin, 
and rookie sensation Mikko Rantanen… Rantanen broke the Rampage’s single-
season rookie records in goals, assists, and points while becoming the second-
youngest player to be selected to the AHL All-Star Classic… the Finland native was 
also the second Rampage player to be named to the AHL All-Rookie team, and 
first-ever Dudley (Red) Garrett Memorial Award winner in franchise history… San 
Antonio finished the 2015-16 season 33-35-8-0, falling short of a playoff bid… in 
a battle against childhood cancer, the Rampage will begin their eighth  season 
of the Face Off Against Kids Cancer program… The children and their Rampage 
“buddies” will participate in a series of events throughout the season with the goal 
of forming lasting relationships while raising awareness for childhood cancer in 
the San Antonio community… Since the inception of the program, the Rampage 
players and staff have befriended over 125 buddies and their families while raising 
more than $90,000 for organizations that work to bring awareness and funds to 
the fight against pediatric cancer.

Head Coach

ERIC VEILLEUX
Eric Veilleux (VAY-you) enters his first season as head coach of the San Antonio 
Rampage. Veilleux, 44, spent the last two seasons with the Norfolk Admirals, first as 
an assistant in the American Hockey League during the 2014-15 season and then 
as the head coach when the team moved to the ECHL for the 2015-16 campaign.

A Quebec City native, Veilleux has spent the majority of his coaching career in the 
Quebec Major Junior Hockey League (QMJHL), where he accumulated 346 wins in 
598 games with the Shawinigan Cataractes (2005-12) and Baie-Comeau Drakkar 
(2012-14), posting a .579 win percentage. 

Veilleux’s teams made the playoffs in each of his nine seasons as a head coach 
in the QMJHL, advancing to the President’s Cup Final three times, once with 
Shawinigan in 2009 and twice with Baie-Comeau in 2013 and 2014. In his final 
season with Shawinigan in 2012, he led the Cataractes to the franchise’s first-ever 
Memorial Cup.

After becoming the head coach of Baie-Comeau the following season, Veilleux 
coached the Drakkar to two consecutive finals appearances with a 46-20 record 
and a .697 win percentage in 2013-14, earning the Ron Lapointe Trophy for the 
QMJHL’s Coach of the Year.

Prior to coaching, Veilleux played seven seasons in the AHL, a career that included 
three seasons with the Avalanche’s AHL affiliate, the Cornwall Aces during the 
1995-96 campaign and the Hershey Bears from 1996-98.
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SAN ANTONIO STARS
The San Antonio Stars posted a 7-27 record for the 2016 season. Prior to the start of the 
season, Head Coach/General Manager Dan Hughes announced his retirement from the 
Stars and the WNBA after 11 seasons at the helm of San Antonio and 17 seasons in the 
league. In April of 2016, the Stars announced the hiring of General Manager Ruth Riley 
as part of a succession plan for Hughes to mentor the next generation of basketball 
operations leadership. Following a season of celebrating Hughes’ accomplishments in 
women’s basketball, the Stars announced the promotion of former San Antonio and 
assistant coach Vickie Johnson to head coach on Dec. 22, 2016. The Stars drafted 
guard Moriah Jefferson with the No. 2 pick in the 2016 WNBA Draft. Jefferson joined 
2014 No. 3 pick Kayla McBride, and with the combination of the 2017 Nos. 1 and 5 
picks, the Stars are setting a core foundation for the future. 

In 2003 the Utah Starzz, one of the WNBA’s founding franchises, relocated to San 
Antonio and became the San Antonio Silver Stars. The Silver Stars enjoyed the 
winningest season in franchise history during the 2008 campaign when the team 
posted a 24-10 record to reach the WNBA Finals before falling to the Detroit Shock in 
three games. Prior to the 2014 season, the team announced a rebranding campaign, 
dropping the “Silver” and becoming the San Antonio Stars. Additionally, H-E-B was 
named the marquee partner for the franchise. The Stars are currently one of 12 teams 
comprising the WNBA, which celebrated its 20th season in 2016. Created on April 24, 
1996, when the NBA Board of Governors approved the concept for a women’s league, 
the first WNBA game was played in June 1997. The WNBA’s 34-game regular-season 
schedule runs from May through September. For more information on the Stars, contact 
the communications department at (210) 444-5738.

Head Coach 

VICKIE JOHNSON
A two-time WNBA All-Star (1999, 2001), Johnson served as an assistant coach for 
the Stars since 2011. Johnson was the first player in WNBA history to record 4,000 
points, 1,000 rebounds and 1,000 assists in a career, and retired with 4,243 points, 
1,641 rebounds and 1,205 career assists. She played 13 WNBA seasons, nine with 
the New York Liberty and four with the San Antonio Stars, retiring as the league’s 
all-time leader in games (410) and minutes played (12,435). Johnson posted career 
averages of 10.3 points, 4.0 rebounds and 2.9 assists per game in 13 seasons in the 
WNBA, averaging double-digit points in seven seasons. She started all but two of her 
410 career games, and amassed a 159 games-started streak, which currently ranks 
eighth in WNBA history. A native of Coushatta, La., Johnson was originally selected 
12th overall by the New York Liberty in the WNBA Elite Draft on February 27, 1997 
and became the first player in league history to play 300 games on July 7, 2006. 
She signed with San Antonio as a free agent on February 9, 2006, becoming the 
first building block of the Stars’ 2008 Western Conference Champion squad. Johnson 
helped lead the Stars to their first WNBA Finals appearance and earned the Kim 
Perrot Sportsmanship Award following the 2008 season. Johnson, who also played 
professionally in Israel, France, Hungary and Turkey, retired from the WNBA following 
the 2009 season. Johnson was a two-time All-American and Sun Belt Conference 
MVP at Louisiana Tech University. She led Louisiana Tech to the 1994 Final Four, was 
named Sun Belt Conference Player of the Year in 1995 and earned Louisiana Player of 
the Year honors in 1996. She finished her collegiate career with 1,891 career points 
and 831 rebounds and was inducted into the Louisiana Tech Hall of Fame in 2007.
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AUSTIN SPURS

NBA D-League

AUSTIN SPURS

The Austin Spurs came out strong in the 2015-16 season. Led by returning head coach Ken McDonald 
and new assistant coaches Patrick Mutombo and AJ Diggs, Austin captured victories in their first five 
games and only allowed three losses in the first two months of play. Their early momentum was the 
beginning of what would turn out to be a successful season.

The journey all began with the 2015-16 D-League Draft, when Austin selected six players: Jean Victor 
Nguidjol, Demetri McCamey, Rodney Glasgow, Ruben Guillandeaux, Mouhamadou Ndoye and Musa 
Abdul-Aleem. Following the draft, the team announced their 17-man training camp roster consisting 
of their six draft picks, returning players Bryce Cotton, Jarell Eddie, Orlando Johnson, Mfon Udofia, 
Devondrick Walker and Keith Wright, San Antonio Spurs affiliates Youssou Ndoye, Keifer Sykes, Deshaun 
Thomas and Julian Washburn, and San Antonio’s second-round draft pick Cady Lalanne.

After training camp ended, the coaches had narrowed down the roster to the 12 players who would 
begin the season as the 2015-16 Austin Spurs: Bryce Cotton, Jarell Eddie, Orlando Johnson, Cady 
Lalanne, Demetri McCamey, Youssou Ndoye, Jean Victor Nguidjol, Keifer Sykes, Deshaun Thomas, Mfon 
Udofia, Julian Washburn and Keith Wright.

Coach McDonald led the team to a 30-20 regular-season record, a Southwest Division title and the 
second seed in the Western Conference. Austin came out victorious in the Western Conference 
Semifinals, defeating Rio Grande Valley 2-1 in the series. They advanced to the Western Conference 
Finals, where they fell to Los Angeles 1-2. Leading Austin in the postseason, Thomas averaged 21.3 PPG, 
Fields averaged 18.7 PPG and Sykes averaged 18.2 PPG.

Both Lalanne and Sykes represented Austin at the 2016 NBA D-League All-Star weekend. Playing in 
the All-Star Game for the Western Conference team, Lalanne recorded 10 points and 4 rebounds in 12 
minutes of action. Sykes, standing at 5-foot-11, competed in the Slam Dunk Contest. 

Austin’s roster changed up throughout the season. After Cotton and Eddie received call-ups, Austin 
enhanced their roster by acquiring Nick Johnson from the available player pool on Dec. 28. The 6-foot-3 
guard averaged 10.4 points, 3.7 rebounds, 3.0 assists and 1.0 steals in 28.9 minutes per game in 34 
regular-season games. Following Cotton’s and Udofia’s decision to leave Austin to play overseas, Austin 
added former player Mouhamed Sene on Feb. 26, who was later waived on March 22. Austin also made 
two trades this season. 

Several NBA assignees contributed to Austin’s success this season, including San Antonio Spurs 
assignees Jonathon Simmons, Boban Marjanovic and Ray McCallum, Atlanta Hawks assignees Walter 
Tavares, Lamar Patterson and Tim Hardaway Jr., and Chicago Bulls assignee Cameron Bairstow. Tavares, 
a 7-foot-3 center, led the D-League in blocked shots per game for the season, rejecting 90 shots in 28 
regular-season games for an average of 3.2 blocks per game.

HEAD COACH

KEN MCDONALD
Ken McDonald is entering his fourth season as head coach with the Austin Spurs. During his 
first three seasons, he led the Spurs to an 87-75 overall record, including two playoffs runs, 
where they advanced to the semifinals both times.  He served as an assistant coach during 
the 2012-13 season with the Toros, helping lead the team to a 27-23 overall record and to the 
semifinals of the 2013 NBA D-League Playoffs. McDonald has also served as head coach at 
Western Kentucky University (2008-11), where he led the team to the Sun Belt Regular Season 
Championship and Sun Belt Tournament Championship (2009). McDonald spent four seasons 
(2008-2012) as an assistant coach at the University of Texas under Head Coach Rick Barnes, who 
he has considered his mentor during his coaching career. In addition to guiding the Longhorns 
to four straight NCAA Tournament appearances, he also helped the team reach a 106-35 (.752) 
record throughout the four seasons he was with the team, which is still ranked as the most 
victories in a four-year period in school history. McDonald has also served as an assistant coach 
at the University of Georgia (2003-04), Western Kentucky University (1998-2003) and Clemson 
University (1994-98). He graduated from Providence College, where he played shooting guard 
(1991-92), before playing professionally for the St. Paul Revelles in Ireland (1993-94). While 
playing at the Community College of Rhode Island (1989-90) prior to transferring to Providence, 
McDonald was a first-team Junior College All-American and set school records for single-season 
scoring (754 points) and 3-pointers made in a game (9) and season (109). McDonald was born 
and raised in Providence, R.I. He has one daughter, Ella, who was born in 2008. 
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AT&T CENTER
As the premier entertainment venue in South Texas, the AT&T Center opened in November of 
2002. The AT&T Center was built by the initiatives of a public-private venture amongst Bexar 
County, the Coliseum Advisory Board, the San Antonio Livestock Show & Rodeo and Spurs 
Sports & Entertainment. The facility hosts four anchor tenants: the NBA Spurs, the AHL Rampage, 
the WNBA Stars and the San Antonio Stock Show & Rodeo. Additionally, the venue attracts a 
multitude of concerts, family shows and special events. In 14 years of operation, the AT&T Center 
has hosted over 1,000 events with entertaining in excess of 15 million guests. George Strait, 
the Rolling Stones, Billy Joel & Elton John, The Police, Luciano Pavarotti, George Lopez, Cirque 
du Soleil, Lady Gaga, Justin Bieber, Garth Brooks and Bon Jovi are just a few of the musical acts 
that have visited the AT&T Center. Other events include NCAA Basketball, WWE Royal Rumble, 
Walking with Dinosaurs and the Harlem Globetrotters. The AT&T Center recently underwent 
a $100+ million renovation to enhance the fan experience at all levels of the Bexar County-
owned arena. Renovations to the AT&T Center included all new seating arena-wide, along with 
infrastructure and technology improvements. Technology enhancements to the AT&T Center 
were prevalent arena-wide with the installation of high definition televisions and LED signage 
throughout the arena. The addition of LED displays to the NE, SE and SW ticket towers give the 
exterior a striking new look and provide the ability to showcase game action, event highlights 
and promotional messaging. The centerpiece of the technology updates is the installation of a 
brand new center-hung video board that will provide a state-of-the-art, high-definition display 
and have more than four times the viewable area of the previous board. A new audio system and 
improved Wi-Fi capabilities round out the technology enhancements that will help elevate and 
create a more immersive fan experience. Infrastructure improvements included expanded and 
updated concourses, enhancements to the arena entrances and updates to all the suites. There 
is something new for everyone at all levels of the AT&T Center. The AT&T Center offers diverse 
events to the San Antonio community and all of South Texas thanks in part to its various seating 
capabilities, building configurations, curtaining system and technology upgrades. Configurations 
from an ice show, to basketball, to rodeo, to boxing, to theater can all be accomplished at the 
AT&T Center. To leverage its ancillary meeting spaces and exhibition/trade configurations, the 
AT&T Center offers MSEs, Meetings and Special Events, throughout the year. This additional 
amenity further illustrates the facility’s full-service approach and has resulted in non-traditional 
bookings such as Toyota’s 2007 National Dealer Meeting and Product Launch, Ford’s Customer 
Appreciation Concert with Toby Keith, and AT&T’s 2007 National Leadership Meeting. Built in a 
“ranch tech” style, the AT&T Center is designed to present a sense of place, both inside and out. 
The external view, in addition to its distinctive architecture, features park-like landscaping that’s 
both visually appealing and environmentally friendly. Inside, the design continues to capture the 
South Texas ambiance with festive colors and imaginative details. Adding to the interior appeal 
of the AT&T Center is a collection of fine art commissioned by Spurs owners Peter and Julianna 
Holt. The diverse collection is valued in excess of one million dollars and features Texas modern 
and basketball styled themes. “We are enormously proud of the AT&T Center and what it brings 
to the community,” said Holt, chairman of Spurs Sports & Entertainment. “We’re proud to provide 
South Texas with some of the best sports and entertainment available anywhere in the US.

TOYOTA FIELD

TOYOTA FIELD
Toyota Field is a soccer-specific stadium in San Antonio, Texas, United States. Located next 
to Heroes Stadium, and adjacent to the STAR Soccer Complex, the facility opened on April 
13, 2013. The stadium is the home of San Antonio FC and has a capacity of 8,250 for soccer 
matches. Toyota Motor Corporation currently holds the sponsor naming rights for the 
facility.

In November 2015, the City of San Antonio and Bexar County jointly acquired the stadium 
for $18 million. Spurs Sports & Entertainment (SS&E) paid an additional $3 million to 
Hartman, bringing the total purchase price of the facility to $21 million. SS&E received an 
initial 20 year lease to operate the facility with a new professional soccer team. Toyota Field 
is the current host of USL club, San Antonio FC, that started play in April of 2016.

Toyota Field was originally owned and operated by S.O.A.R. Inc., a non-profit organization 
founded by San Antonio philanthropist Gordon Hartman. Construction of Toyota Field ran 
from February 2012 through April 2013. On April 13, 2013, the San Antonio Scorpions of the 
NASL started play at Toyota Field in a match against the Tampa Bay Rowdies.

Toyota Field was host of Soccer Bowl 2014.

Toyota Field was designed by San Antonio architecture firm, Pro Sports Developments 
(PSD), which is the sports entertainment division of Luna Architecture and Design. The 
stadium was designed as a soccer-specific stadium, to strategically expand to upwards 
of 18,000 seats in 3 total phases and to accommodate UIL, NCAA, MLS and FIFA standard 
international soccer events. The design also accommodates lacrosse, American football, 
boxing and concerts. 

The soccer field playing surface was designed and built by sports field contractor Texas 
Multi-Chem, of Kerrville, Texas. The field’s natural grass surface is TifSport hybrid Bermuda 
and the root zone consists of an 8” layer of USGA sand and Dakota peat. The field also 
contains an internal drainage system to help avoid rain outs.
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STAR SOCCER COMPLEX
STAR Soccer Complex is a 13-field facility adjacent to Toyota Field, catering to youth, adult 
and professional soccer. The complex is the home training ground for San Antonio FC and 
the SAFC Pro Academy.

In November 2015, the City of San Antonio and Bexar County jointly acquired STAR Soccer 
Complex along with Toyota Field for $18 million. SS&E received an initial 20 year lease to 
operate the facility along with the stadium. STAR and Toyota Field are the current hosts of 
USL club, San Antonio FC, that started play in April of 2016.

STAR is used for all SAFC home training sessions and also is the home field of the SAFC Pro 
Academy. The complex also hosts organizational events for Spurs Sports & Entertainment 
and serves as the premier youth soccer training destination in San Antonio. STAR has also 
hosted major events such as the Copa Lonestar Tournament, the Defender's Cup and the 
Adidas Kick-Off Tournament. 

STAR Soccer Complex was originally owned and operated by S.O.A.R. Inc., a non-profit 
organization founded by San Antonio philanthropist Gordon Hartman.

Post-Game: Club postgame media access will be opened to accredited media no later than 10 minutes following the conclusion of the match. A member of the 
club’s communications staff must be present. The postgame media session will remain open to media for a period of 30 minutes. Still photography is not permitted 
during postgame media access unless previously approved by club communications.

Training: All SAFC training sessions are open to the media. Please check with the communications staff regarding open practice times for that day. No interviews 
will take place prior to practice without advance arrangements being made through the communications department. All interviews will take place on the practice 
field at STAR Soccer Complex. 

Preseason/Regular Season Matches
Media credentials are issued to working media only. All single-game credentials may be picked up at media will call, located inside the Northwest VIP entrance 
of Toyota Field. All credentials are non-transferable and any unauthorized use will subject bearer to ejection from Toyota Field and confiscation of the pass. 
NOTE: All personal items are subject to search upon entering Toyota Field. Individual game credentials should be requested through the San Antonio FC 
Communications Department a minimum of 24 hours prior to game time or by 3 p.m.  for all weekday matches.
 
Media members covering SAFC on a regular basis will be issued full season credentials. Reserved seating requests should be made to the communications office 24 
hours prior to match day by contacting the SAFC Communications Department at ppetri@attcenter.com.

Single-game credentials will be issued on a space available basis. Credentials are good for admittance to the stadium, media workroom and postgame media 
areas.

ABSOLUTELY NO AUTOGRAPHS DURING THE MEDIA ACCESS PERIOD.

Interviews that need advance preparation or special accommodation should be arranged by contacting the SAFC Communications Department. This includes all 
live television interviews for pre- and post-game.

All photographers are required to wear a photo bib and credential to gain field level access during play. The photography areas of Toyota Field are located behind 
either end line of the field. Photographers are prohibited from entering the sideline areas in front of or behind the team benches or in front of fans on the East 
sideline. In addition, photographers are asked to observe USL guidelines.

All interview requests for San Antonio FC players and staff should be directed to Communications Manager Preston Petri. Interview requests will be accomodated 
per the USL Media Access Policies, listed above. PLEASE CONTACT THE SAFC COMMUNICATIONS DEPARTMENT TO VERIFY PRACTICE TIMES, AS SESSIONS 
ARE ALWAYS SUBJECT TO CHANGE.

The media workroom is located in the back of the press box, behind the operations booth and is only accessible with a valid credential. The room opens two hours 
prior to game time. The professional intent of the media workroom is to provide a working area for writers, photographers, broadcasters and game personnel. 
Family members and guests will not be admitted. Any abuse of the media workroom and/or press privleges will result in forfeiture of credentials. The media 
workroom is equipped with electrical outlets and Wifi access. 

Reserved media seating has been designated along press row in the outdoor seating section of the press box. All seats are reserved for each individual media 
member. Seating charts, if applicable, will be posted on display throughout the press box. Electrical outlets are placed on press row for your convenience. Statistics 
will be distributed at halftime and after the game. Media are asked to finish and file stories in the press area to facilitate changeover at Toyota Field.

The media entrance is located at the Northwest entrance of Toyota Field. All media members must enter the building through this entrance. USL and SAFC season 
passes will be honored and single-game credentials will be available at the will call desk for pickup. The press doors open two hours prior to kick-off. For those 
media members who receive season parking privileges, the media parking is located in Lot 2 across from the Northwest entrance. Media covering SAFC on a 
game-by-game basis can request parking access along with their single-game credential.
