LAST TIME OUT - FTL STRIKERS 0 : 0 INDY
The Fort Lauderdale Strikers were all over Indy Eleven
from the beginning last Saturday at Lockhart Stadium, but
Eleven goalkeeper Jon Busch was there at every turn to
help the visitors earn a crucial standings point from a 0-0
draw in a rain-delayed affair in South Florida.

Busch came through with an inspired effort, making a
season-high six stops — a few of the highlight-reel variety —
to help keep “Indiana’s Team” in line for a result. A pair of
highlight-quality stops in the first 12 minutes on Geison
Moura’s deflected shot and Maicon Santos’ blast would set
the tone for the evening for Busch, who nearly equaled his
season tallies to date (8 in 5 games) on the evening.

The 20-year-pro would save the best for last, stopping
Nana Attakora’s wide-open rocket from 10 yards out in the
89" minute and Dalton’s free header off a set piece in
stoppage time to salvage the road point for Indiana’s
Team. The best chance for the visitors would come
midway through the second half when Nemanja Vukovic’s
dipping shot from distance was saved on the goalline by
Strikers’ goalkeeper Diego Restrepo.

Halftime was an extended affair, as a passing storm
system tacked an extra 90 minutes onto the break for both
teams.

STILL STREAKING! Indy Eleven might have been
thankful to get the point from last weekend’s draw at Fort
Lauderdale, but style points don’t matter — just standings
points do. The 0-0 tie at Lockhart Stadium allowed Indy
Eleven to post its longest single-season undefeated streak
in the club’s growing history, which stands at 6 games (2
wins & 4 draws) heading into Saturday’s showdown vs.
Minnesota. The squad’'s previous single-season best
unbeatned runs were a pair of five-gamers that kicked
ended the 2014 Fall campaign and spanned the 2015
Spring and Fall Seasons, both 3W-2D-0L streaks.

Indy Eleven’s club-record undefeated streak actually
stands at nine games, as it tacked on a four-game
unbeaten run to start 2015 onto its end-of-2014 stretch.

FIGHT FOR FIRST: With just four games remaining for
both the Eleven and Minnesota United FC, Saturday’s
clash could ultimately determine how the table shakes out,
with the Spring Season champion being crowned in under
a month’s time. The Week 7 slate could be equated to a
golf tournament’s Saturday “moving day” as the top six will
be pitted against each other in three crucial match-ups:
Indy v. Minnesota on Saturday and FC Edmonton/Carolina
and New York/Tampa Bay both on Sunday.

A win for the “Boys in Blue” on Saturday could see them
catapult into a tie for first place with their weekend foe (at
least for 24 hours), while a loss could all but eliminate
them from contention for a first shot at hardware in 2016.
In between the two sides are three teams Indy Eleven has
a game in hand on — FCE and the Cosmos, both of whom
have already made their visit to Circle City, as well as
Carolina, which the Eleven welcomes in the final game of
the spring on June 11.

On the task at hand, Coach Tim Hankinson said, “We have
a game in hand as they do, and three points puts you in a
tie for first place, so it’s a first-place game. You have to get
good at winning those, because if you're ever going to
expect to win a championship, when those games come
along that’s performance time.”

INJURY REPORT: Indy Eleven’s few injury woes
continue to center in on the team’s corps of central
midfielders. Brad Ring will continue to be out of
consideration as he works to recover from a right MCL
sprain suffered in the 2" half of Indy Eleven’s 1-1 draw
with FC Edmonton in the team’s last home match on May
7. Meanwhile, another veteran midfielder, Sinisa
Ubiparipovic, will be questionable for Saturday’s big
meeting with Minnesota, a lingering hip issue putting his
status into doubt for head coach Tim Hankinson.

DOING IT WITH DEFENSE: Some injuries and a
formation change have forced Coach Hankinson to shift
around his midfielders and forwards, but his backline has
been as steady as can be. The backfield quintet of
goalkeeper Jon Busch and defenders Nemanja Vukovié¢
(LB), Greg Janicki (LCB), captain Colin Falvey (RCB) and
Lovel Palmer (RB) have started all 6 games to this point
and have been on the field together for 515 of the team’s
540 minutes played thus far.

That cohesion has led to the league’s best defensive
numbers through six games alongside this weekend’s
opponent at “The Mike,” Minnesota United FC. Both teams
have allowed a league-low four tallies and posted a
league-best 0.67 goals against average, while Indy Eleven
remains the lone team in 2016 to not have conceded
multiple goals in a match.

GORKA GETS GOING: One switch Hankinson did
make last weekend at Fort Lauderdale was the insertion of
midfielder Gorka Larrea into the Starting XI for the first
time this season. The steady 32-year-old Spaniard and
former La Liga performer was charged with slotting behind
playmaker Sinisa Ubiparipovic in a true “No. 6” role and
went the full 90 minutes after making end-of-game
appearances in his first three outings in Indy’s checkers.

AFTER STAYING OUT LATE, ATTACK WAKING

UP EARLY: In three of its first four games Indy Eleven
showed a tendency towards late game drama. While it has
mixed things up with two of its last three tallies put on the
board in the first half, the “Boys in Blue have still scored
four of its six goals — and earned seven of its 10 standings
points — courtesy of goals scored in the final quarter-hour
of their matches:

The
“assistance” started April 30 with Sinisa Ubiparipovi¢’s ball
over the top that Jair Reinoso finished to open the scoring
in 2-1 win. The supply chain continued May 7 vs. FC
Edmonton on a set-piece, with Nicki Peterson serving in a
far-post ball that Greg Janicki finished in acrobatic fashion
midway through the first half. The Eleven now have two
assists from their six goals scored thus far.

LONG AND WINDING ROAD: With its 2-1 win at Rayo
OKC on April 30 and 0-0 draws at Tampa Bay (April 2) and
Fort Lauderdale (May 14), Indy Eleven has earned points
from all three of its away contests thus far in 2016. Those

The 23-year-old striker will stay
in Oklahoma City for the rest of the USL side’'s 2016
season through September and report back to Indianapolis
for the remainder of the Eleven’s NASL campaign. Wojcik
had made one appearance off the bench this far in 2016,
this after he started 13 of 21 appearances during his first
season with the club in 2015.

INDY GET LOUISVILLE CITY FC REMATCH IN

U.S. OPEN CUP: Indy Eleven learned Wednesday that it
will start the 2016 edition of the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open
Cup the same way it began last year’s, with a Third Round
affair against USL side Louisville City FC. The rematch will
again take place at IUPUI's Carroll Stadium with a 7:30
p.m. kickoff on Wednesday, June 1.

The then-expansion Louisville City squad surprised the
“Boys in Blue” in last year's meeting, notching twice in
extra added time to win 2-0 after a scoreless 90 minutes of
regulation. The winner of the Indy Eleven/LCFC contest
will take on MLS’ Chicago Fire SC in a Fourth Round
contest on June 15, with Indy taking to the road and
Louisville set to host.

GORDON NAMED MVP OF JAMAICAN RSPL:
While he didn’t impact the league’s final two weekends
ago, recently-added Indy Eleven forward Omar Gordon did
manage to earn the MVP award for the Jamaican Red
Stripe Premier League for his exploits across its season
with Montego Bay United. Gordon finished the RSPL’s
season as the Golden Boot winner as well with 19 tallies,
surpassing his Montego Bay United teammate Dino
Williams, who was tabbed to join the “Boys in Blue” before
being unable to pas his entrance physical last month.
Gordon helped MBU to the 2013/14 Red Stripe Premier
League title and to a runner-up finish in 2014/15, and
scored one of its goals in their playoff semifinal round
contest just a few weeks ago. The 24-year-old Gordon has
started and played the full 90 minutes in Indy Eleven’s last
three matches.

ARE YOU EXPERIENCED? The common thread with
Indy Eleven’s batch of 12 newcomers can be summed up
in one word — experience. Nine of the dozen new “Boys in
Blue” are in their 30’s, while two of the other three — Nelil
Shaffer (27) and Justin Braun (29) — have served as
captain at their previous stop. The average age of the
group (as of May 5) was 28.27 years, which ranked third in
the NASL and just a shade behind Miami FC (28.28) and
Rayo OKC (28.36). Goalkeeper Jon Busch, now in his 20"
professional season in American soccer circles, serves as
the oldest of the group at 39 years of age, while second-
year forward Duke Lacroix is the youngster at 22.

ZAYED LATEST TO BRACE HIMSELF: While
Eamon Zayed’'s two goals were enough to earn the full
three points against New York on April 16, the Irishman
ran out of time to chase the team’s first-ever hat trick in
NASL play. While Wojciech Wojcik tallied thrice in
preseason play against Arizona United back in March and
Blake Smith did the deed in U.S. Open Cup play in 2014
against the Dayton Dutch Lions, Indy Eleven is still looking
for its first hat trick in league action. Zayed became the
fifth member of the “Boys in Blue” to tally a brace in regular
season play — and is the only one on that list currently on
the roster:

American coaching veteran Tim Hankinson as the club’s
second permanent head coach on Dec. 2, and changes to
the roster of “Indiana’s Team” would be soon to follow. As
it turns out, the 22-man roster as it currently stands is split
nearly down the middle between returning players and
newcomers — a trend that carried over to Hankinson’'s
coaching staff thanks to the return of Tim Regan to an
assistant role and the addition of veteran goalkeeper Jon
Busch, who will serve as the squad’s goalkeeping coach in
addition to the team’s first-choice netminder. 10 of those
12 players would end up making their Indy Eleven debut

HANKINSON AT THE HELM: Indy Eleven’s offseason
began in earnest on December 2, when veteran coach Tim
Hankinson was named the second full-time head coach of
“Indiana’s Team.” Indy Eleven is the latest stop on a now
36-year coaching journey that has seen Hankinson lead
teams at nearly every level of the sport in the United
States — including two years in the North American Soccer
League and nine years in Major League Soccer — and
taken him across the globe. The native of New York City is
familiar with the NASL after being named the first head
coach of the San Antonio Scorpions in 2012, helping the
expansion squad to the league’s regular season
championship in his first season. Hankinson is now 23W-
15D-18L in 56 games overall in the NASL, the first 50 of
which came with San Antonio from 2012-13.

Hankinson was also one of the pioneers in Major League
Soccer coaching circles during his nine years in the league
from 1996-2004. His MLS tenure began in 1996 by serving
as the nascent league’s Director of Player Development
for two seasons, during which he led the league’s scouting
and player development activities and coached the Nike
Project-40 developmental team. Hankinson would move
back to the full-time coaching ranks by taking the helm of
MLS’ Tampa Bay Mutiny from 1998-2000, helping the
squad to postseason appearances in two of his three
seasons. From there it was on to fellow MLS side
Colorado Rapids, where he racked up three more playoff
nods in four seasons from 2001-04. Between his start in
coaching with a decade in the collegiate ranks and his stop
here in the Hoosier State, Hankinson trotted the globe to
coach club teams in Iceland, India, Brazil and, most
recently, Jamaica, in addition to Guatemala’s U-17 MNT.
