STREAKING TOWARDS THE TOP! The fact that
Indy Eleven extended its longest single-season
undefeated streak in club history to seven games (3 wins
& 4 draws) was a merely one of several fun footnotes to
last Saturday’s 4-2 win over Minnesota.

Prior to this year, the squad’s previous single-season best
unbeaten runs were a pair of five-gamers that ended the
2014 Fall campaign and spanned the 2015 Spring and Fall
Seasons, both 3W-2D-OL streaks. Indy Eleven’s club-
record undefeated streak actually stands at nine games,
as it tacked on a four-game undefeated run (1W-3D-0L) to
start 2015 onto its end-of-2014 stretch.

FIGHT FOR FIRST: The biggest takeaway from last
Saturday’s monumental win was that, with just three
games remaining, Indiana’s Team pushed its Spring
Season title chase status from contending to nearly
controlling its own destiny. While the Eleven may sit in
fourth place, Indy (13 pts) has a game in hand on the top
two teams — New York (15 pts) and FC Edmonton (14 pts)
— and closed the goal differential gap on third-place
Minnesota to just 1.

While we tabbed last weekend’s slate as a “moving day”
that could potentially separate some of the top 6 clubs, all
it did was remove one team from contention — the then 6"
place Tampa Bay Rowdies — and further condense the top
5 squads into a two-point logjam, with Carolina joining Indy
and Minnesota within striking distance on 13 points.

While three wins to close out the Spring and making up
just one goal against the “Loons” in the differential
category would guarantee Indy Eleven the Spring title, the
squad could use some help from the bottom half of the
table. That's because just one of the 15 games left on the
NASL’s Spring calendar — Indy Eleven’s finale against
Carolina on June 11 — features a showdown between the
five title contenders. While the schedule appears to favor
Indy Eleven with games against the bottom two teams on
the table in back-to-back trips to the Sunshine State at
Jacksonville and Miami, coach Tim Hankinson is taking
nothing for granted:

“We've tried to make sure the players keep everything in
perspective and focus on one thing at a time. We actually
talked about climbers that try to scale Mt. Everest. They're
told to not look at the top, don't look three steps ahead.
Focus on your next step because if that's not planted
perfectly and firmly you fall and it's all over. It’s all about
our next practice and then Jacksonville. If we can take
care of that we’re that much closer.”

“l told the guys that we’ve got to go into this game against
Jacksonville preparing ourselves the way we would
against the Cosmos or Minnesota. If we can do that we
can go down and win it. If we don’t do that, Jacksonville
can have their day and we let the Spring [title] slip away
from us.”

INJURY REPORT: While Indy Eleven took all three
points last weekend against Minnesota, it also took some
knocks against the Loons. Most notable among that group
was defender Greg Janicki, who suffered a facial fracture
on an aerial challenge around the 70" minute, forcing him
to be removed from the lineup for the first time this season.
Janicki and Brad Ring, who continues to come back from a
right MCL sprain suffered May 7 vs. FC Edmonton, are the
only players to be completely ruled out of action for this
weekend’s match at Jacksonville (as of Thursday night).

SHOOTING “FOUR” A RECORD: Indy Eleven’s
attack hit an efficient peak last weekend, placing five of its
11 shots on frame and putting four of those past
Minnesota ‘keeper Sammy Ndjock. Those four goals were
the most by Indy Eleven in regular season play, hitting the
threshold for the first time in its 64" NASL game. Indy had
previously hit three goals four previous times in league
action — three occasions coming last season, including a
3-0 home win over Armada FC on Sept. 5.

ATTACK AWAKENING: Finishing always seems to be
the last thing to come around when a new squad is
assembled ... and if last Saturday’s 4-goal output is any
indication, Indy Eleven’s offseason transformation is nearly
complete. The squad’s 10 goals is tied for 3" most in the
NASL, 3 behind the prolific New York Cosmos and
Minnesota.

Indy Eleven’s output also put a chink in the armor of the
Loons’ impressive defensive numbers in 2016, as the four
goals allowed were equal to the number Minnesota had let
into the back of the net in its first six games combined.

DOING IT WITH DEFENSE: Some injuries and a
formation change have forced Coach Hankinson to shift
around his midfielders and forwards quite often this
season — but his backline has been as steady as can be.
The quintet of goalkeeper Jon Busch and defenders
Nemanja Vukovi¢ (LB), Greg Janicki (LCB), captain Colin
Falvey (RCB) and Lovel Palmer (RB) have started all 7
games to this point and have been on the field together for
589 of the team’s 630 minutes played thus far. However,
that will change this weekend, as a facial fracture suffered
by Janicki last Saturday will rule him out at Jacksonville,
with Cory Miller projected to take his place in the first XI.

The backline’s cohesion and a commitment to defensive
duties all across the pitch have led to some of the league’s
top defensive numbers through seven games — despite
becoming the last NASL team to allow multiple goals in a
game during last Saturday’s 4-2 win over Minnesota.
Indy’s six goals conceded is tied with New York for second
in the league — both sitting just one behind FC Edmonton —
while its 0.87 team GAA is 3" (FCE leads w/ 0.63, followed
by NYC’s 0.75).

INDY GETS SMART START: It's been a roller-coaster
May for Don Smart, who went from being left off the 18-
man roster for the first time in his three seasons in Indy on
May 7 vs. Edmonton to being placed in the starting XI by
head coach Tim Hankinson for the first time this season
last Saturday vs. Minnesota. The move paid dividends, as
Smart’s active 77 minutes out wide provided a different
threat for the “Boys in Blue,” who scored 3 of its 4 goals
with the Jamaican winger on the pitch.

MILLER TIME: While Smart got his first start of 2016,
center back Cory Miller got his first minutes on the field
this season last Saturday, logging the final 16 minutes in
place of the injured Greg Janicki. With the new central
partnership of Janicki and captain Colin Falvey, the 27-
year-old Miller has had to wait his turn for time this year,
this after the Olivet Nazarene University product finished in
the top 5 on the club last season in games played (21),
starts (21) and minutes (1,751).

GORKA GETS GOING: One switch Hankinson did
make last weekend at Fort Lauderdale was the insertion of
midfielder Gorka Larrea into the Starting Xl for the first
time this season. The steady 32-year-old Spaniard and
former La Liga performer was charged with slotting behind
playmaker Sinisa Ubiparipovic in a true “No. 6” role and
went the full 90 minutes after making end-of-game
appearances in his first three outings in Indy’s checkers.

FLAIR FOR THE DRAMATIC: Indy Eleven has mixed
things up a bit as of late with three of its last seven tallies
put on the board in the first half, but the Eleven have still
scored 7 of its 10 goals — and earned 8 of its 13 standings
points — courtesy of finishes in the final 15 minutes of
matches:

While Eamon Zayed became the first “Boy in Blue” to three
goals last weekend vs. Minnesota — good for a 6-way tie
for 3" place on the NASL’s Golden Boot chart — last
Saturday also diversified Indy’s scoring portfolio as three
players — Omar Gordon, Justin Braun and Nicki Paterson —
all notched their first goals in checkers.
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LONG AND WINDING ROAD: With its 2-1 win at Rayo
OKC on April 30 and 0-0 draws at Tampa Bay (April 2) and
Fort Lauderdale (May 14), Indy Eleven has earned points
from all three of its away contests thus far in 2016. Those
results have pushed Indy Eleven’s all-time road record to
7W-11D-13L (34 GF /53 GA).

OVER THE HUMP AT HOME: After going winless in
its first 12 home games at Carroll Stadium in 2014, Indy
Eleven has since gone 10W-6D-5L in its last 21 league
outings at “The Mike.” “Indiana’s Team” has received
plenty of support at home over the last two seasons,
leading the NASL in attendance both in 2014 (10,285) and
2015 (9,809) ... it sits second in that category so far in
2016 at 8,529, behind only Minnesota’s 8,996.

18 that forward Wojciech Wojcik would be loaned to OKC
Energy FC. The 23-year-old striker will stay in Oklahoma

remainder of the Eleven’s NASL campaign. Wojcik had
made one appearance off the bench for Indy in 2016, this
after he started 13 of 21 appearances during his first
season with the club in 2015.

INDY GETS LOUISVILLE CITY FC REMATCH IN

U.S. OPEN CUP: Indy Eleven will start the 2016 edition
of the Lamar Hunt U.S. Open Cup the same way it began
last year’'s, with a Third Round affair against USL side
Louisville City FC. The rematch will again take place at
IUPUI's Carroll Stadium with a 7:30 p.m. kickoff next
Wednesday, June 1.

The then-expansion Louisville City squad surprised the
“Boys in Blue” in last year's meeting, notching twice in
extra added time to win 2-0 after a scoreless 90 minutes of
regulation. The winner of the Indy Eleven/LCFC contest
will take on MLS’ Chicago Fire SC in a Fourth Round
contest on June 15, with Indy taking to the road and
Louisville set to host.

GORDON NAMED MVP OF JAMAICAN RSPL:
While he didn’'t impact the league’s final two weekends
ago, recently-added Indy Eleven forward Omar Gordon did
manage to earn the MVP award for the Jamaican Red
Stripe Premier League for his exploits across its season
with Montego Bay United. Gordon finished the RSPL’s
season as the Golden Boot winner as well with 19 tallies,
surpassing his Montego Bay United teammate Dino
Williams, who was tabbed to join the “Boys in Blue” before
being unable to pas his entrance physical last month.
Gordon helped MBU to the 2013/14 Red Stripe Premier
League title and to a runner-up finish in 2014/15, and
scored one of its goals in their playoff semifinal round
contest just a few weeks ago. The 24-year-old Gordon has
started and played the full 90 minutes in Indy Eleven’s last
three matches.
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ARE YOU EXPERIENCED? The common thread with
Indy Eleven’s batch of 12 newcomers can be summed up
in one word — experience. Nine of the dozen new “Boys in
Blue” are in their 30’s, while two of the other three — Neil
Shaffer (27) and Justin Braun (29) — have served as
captain at their previous stop. The average age of the
group (as of May 5) was 28.27 years, which ranked third in
the NASL and just a shade behind Miami FC (28.28) and
Rayo OKC (28.36). Goalkeeper Jon Busch, now in his 20"
professional season in American soccer circles, serves as
the oldest of the group at 39 years of age, while second-
year forward Duke Lacroix is the youngster at 22.

ZAYED LATEST TO BRACE HIMSELF: While
Eamon Zayed’s two goals were enough to earn the full
three points against New York on April 16, the Irishman
ran out of time to chase the team’s first-ever hat trick in
NASL play. While Wojciech Wojcik tallied thrice in
preseason play against Arizona United back in March and
Blake Smith did the deed in U.S. Open Cup play in 2014
against the Dayton Dutch Lions, Indy Eleven is still looking
for its first hat trick in league action. Zayed became the
fifth member of the “Boys in Blue” to tally a brace in regular
season play — and is the only one on that list currently on
the roster:

American coaching veteran Tim Hankinson as the club’s
second permanent head coach on Dec. 2, and changes to
the roster of “Indiana’s Team” would be soon to follow. As
it turns out, the 22-man roster as it currently stands is split
nearly down the middle between returning players and
newcomers — a trend that carried over to Hankinson’s
coaching staff thanks to the return of Tim Regan to an
assistant role and the addition of veteran goalkeeper Jon
Busch, who will serve as the squad’s goalkeeping coach in
addition to the team’s first-choice netminder. 10 of those
12 players would end up making their Indy Eleven debut
on April 2 in Tampa Bay, with 8 of them being penciled into
the starting lineup

HANKINSON AT THE HELM: Indy Eleven’s offseason
began in earnest on December 2, when veteran coach Tim
Hankinson was named the second full-time head coach of
“Indiana’s Team.” Indy Eleven is the latest stop on a now
36-year coaching journey that has seen Hankinson lead
teams at nearly every level of the sport in the United
States — including two years in the North American Soccer
League and nine years in Major League Soccer — and
taken him across the globe. The native of New York City is
familiar with the NASL after being named the first head
coach of the San Antonio Scorpions in 2012, helping the
expansion squad to the league’s regular season
championship in his first season. Hankinson is now 23W-
15D-18L in 56 games overall in the NASL, the first 50 of
which came with San Antonio from 2012-13.

Hankinson was also one of the pioneers in Major League
Soccer coaching circles during his nine years in the league
from 1996-2004. His MLS tenure began in 1996 by serving
as the nascent league’s Director of Player Development
for two seasons, during which he led the league’s scouting
and player development activities and coached the Nike
Project-40 developmental team. Hankinson would move
back to the full-time coaching ranks by taking the helm of
MLS’ Tampa Bay Mutiny from 1998-2000, helping the
squad to postseason appearances in two of his three
seasons. From there it was on to fellow MLS side
Colorado Rapids, where he racked up three more playoff
nods in four seasons from 2001-04. Between his start in
coaching with a decade in the collegiate ranks and his stop
here in the Hoosier State, Hankinson trotted the globe to
coach club teams in Iceland, India, Brazil and, most
recently, Jamaica, in addition to Guatemala’s U-17 MNT.
