16, 2013, to play in the North American Soccer League, beginning with the 
2014 season. Originally born under the Indy Pro Soccer moniker, the club of-
ficially adopted its Indy Eleven identity on April 25, 2013, during a ceremony 
held at the iconic Soldiers and Sailors Monument - 152 years to the day of 
the initial enlistment of the 11th Indiana Regiment during the Civil War.
