Series History

Indy Eleven will look to improve upon its 3W-1L-0D record against Sporting
Kansas City II, a series that began last year after the “artist formerly
known as Swope Park Rangers” jumped to the USL Championship’s Eastern
Conference.

Indy kicked off the first of four home matches against SKCIl on July 16in a
hrilling 2-1 win against the visitors. Indy forward Tyler Pasher opened the
scoring - his fourth goal in three games - at the edge of the first half, but it
was long into the second stanza before SKC's Wilson Harris leveled the game.
Eleven captain Paddy Barrett stepped up and put the game-winning goal into
he net just after the hour mark. Their second meeting on August 1 marked
a historic win for SKC II, as their shock 1-0 upset powered by Daniel Barbir’s
70th minute tally snapped Indy Eleven’s 28-game home unbeaten streak and
1-game home winning streak (more on those below).

hanks to the unbalanced schedule provision in place this season, the Eleven
will also host the remaining two games in the season series this Wednesday
night and on Sept. 30, the latter marking Indy’s regular season home finale.

yler Pasher is the only player on Indy’s current roster to have played for
Sporting KC II, donning the “baby blues” of then-Swope Park Rangers (SPR)
rom 2016-17. In addition to scoring five goals in that stint, Pasher’s seven
assists still places sixth in the category all-time for the club. Other former
Eleven players to have suited up for both sides are Dane Kelly (Indy in 2019;
SPR in 2016) and Soony Saad (Indy in 2018, SPR in 2017).

On the Sporting Kansas City Il side, 18-year-old Brooks Thompson is the only
Hoosier on SKCII's active roster. The Jefferson-born and Floyds Knobs-native
hompson was signed by the Sporting Kansas City Academy from IMG
cademy in 2018 and offered a USL Championship contract on March 7, 2019.
One other connection to the Hoosier State is goalkeeper Eric Dick, a graduate
of Butler University who suited up for SKC Il last season and is currently on-
loan to Phoenix Rising.

Indy Eleven had been hanging its hat on defense as of late, making the three
irst half goals allowed to Louisville City FC on Saturday night all the more
shocking ...

-The result marked just the second time in 11 matches in 2020 in which Indyj
Eleven had allowed multiple goals, the first dating back to the start of the
season on 3/07 @ MEM (a 4-2 win for Indy)

-The three goals allowed only the third time in the last two seasons (a total
of 48 games) in which Indy Eleven had conceded at least three times - this
after seven such games in 2018.

-The last time Indy allowed three goals also came against LCFC in last
year's USL Championship Eastern Conference Final on 11/09, when the visitors{
scored at the death of second half stoppage time and broke through for two
more in added extra time

-The last time the Eleven conceded thrice in regular season play was last
Sept. 28 in a 3-0 loss at PIT (breaking a span of 14 regular season games)

-The output also marked the first time Indy Eleven had allowed three goals
in the first half of a game in its USL Championship era (breaking a span of 82
games overall)
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Sharing Means Caring

Eight players have registered an assist through as many games - Andrew
Carleton with a team-high three (T-10th in USLC, T-5th in East); Nick Moon,
Karl Ouimette and Itija Ilic all with two and Tyler Pasher, Carl Haworth, Ayoze,
and the recently-departed Macauley King all with one. Of Indy’s 15 goals thus
ar, only two have gone unassisted.

hen it comes to pure passes, Indy Eleven defender Neveal Hackshaw won't
be passed up on the leaderboard either! The 2019 USL Championship First
eam defender and Trinidad & Tobago international currently places second
with 747 passes on the season, now just six distributions behind league-
leading Grant Stoneman in San Diego.

USLC’s “Save-ior” Evan Newton First Member of 50 Clean Sheet Club

ith every outing this year, goalkeeper Evan Newton will look to pad his USL
Championship career leads in a trio of categories, which currently stand at
50 shutouts, 468 saves, and 69 wins (career record 69W-47L-39D). The 2018
Championship Golden Glove winner (as a member of FC Cincinnati) is part of
an 11-player logjam tied for 4th place across the Championship with three
clean sheets, placing three behind league-leader Evan Mauro of Tampa Bay
and one behind both LOU's Ben Lundt and ELP’s Logan Ketterer.

Home Streaks End at 28 & 11

Indy Eleven’s 0-1 defeat to Sporting Kansas City on August 1 marked the end
of its remarkable 28-game regular season home undefeated streak (21W-0L-
7D), giving Indiana’s Team its first taste of defeat at Lucas Oil Stadium in
more than two years (since July 4, 2018, to be exact). Due to that result,

he Eleven settled for a share of the second-longest such streak in USL
Championship history ...

The most impressive part of this home stretch? The Eleven closed it out
with 11 consecutive wins at home, a run that began with a 2-0 victory over
Loudoun United last July 20. That also stands as the second-longest stretch
in USL history, placing two wins behind Orlando City’s record run of 13 during
heir 2014 campaign.

Indy's defeat to Louisville on Saturday night marked only the sixth loss in 40
outings at Lucas 0il Stadium, pushing the Eleven's record at the corner of
Capitol & South to 25W-6L-9D.

Forward Josh Penn Back Home Again

fter blazing a trail as Indy Eleven'’s first USL Academy contract signing in
2019, forward Josh Penn became the first such product to sign with Indiana’s
eam as a professional when he officially rejoined the squad on Aug. 25. At
he time of his USL Academy Contract signing on February 21, 2019, Penn was
he youngest player ever signed by the Eleven at the age of 18 years, three
months and 27 days - a record since surpassed by most of the club’s eight

cademy Contract signings over the last 18 months.

During his first stint with Indy Eleven, the native of Naperville, IlL, started
wo of his five appearances and took a pair of shots in 157 minutes of USL
Championship regular season action. Penn departed last summer to join
perennial NCAA powerhouse Indiana University, helping a young Hoosiers
squad to a 15W-3L-4D record and the Big Ten Conference’s regular season
and postseason
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Fast Start

Indy Eleven’s four straight wins to start 2020 made it just the fifth team to
open a Championship campaign with four consecutive victories, matching the
2018 editions of Louisville City FC and Real Monarchs SLC for the third best
start in league annals.

NEWS & NOTES

Eleven Move Macca King, Release Yeferson Contreras

Indy Eleven recently parted ways with a pair of Boys in Blue, transferring
defender Macauley King to El Paso Locomotive FC on Aug. 11and ending

he loan of forward Yeferson Contreras from Colombian side America de
Cali on Aug. 18. King started 19 of his 25 appearances with Indiana’s Team
across 2019-20, including two of three games this season, and contributed
a goal and four assists in those contests. Contreras’ long appearance with
Indy came via a start in this season’s opener on March 7 at Memphis 901
FC, his return to the team becoming too complicated after the 21-year-old
has returned to his native Colombia for the birth of his first child during the
league’s spring hiatus in play.

Prior to 2020, Indy had never managed to start a campaign with even

wo consecutive wins - although it did start the 2016 season by going 13

games unbeaten (6W-O0L-7D). Indiana's Team began all four seasons of its

INASL tenure from 2014-17 with two draws, while each of its first two USL

Championship campaigns began with a win and a loss - although last year’s

season opening defeat at Saint Louis FC was followed by four consecutive
ictories for the Circle City squad.

Comeback for the Ages

Indy Eleven did itself no favors by going into a 0-2 hole within the first 20
minutes in its season-opener at Memphis 901 FC back on March 7 ... but it did
set Indiana’s Team up for some club history. The 4-2 win allowed the club to
rewrite a few club records, including:

Most goals scored during the USL Championship era (72 regular
season & postseason games)

Most goals scored in an away match in club history

First win in club history after being down two goals

Eleven Adds to Academy Signings with New Trio
Indy Eleven expanded its reach for young talent with the August 5
announcement that three promising players - midfielder Patrick McDonald,
orward Matthew Roou, and defender Matthew Senanou - have signed USL

cademy contracts with the squad. They will replace a trio of previous USL

cademy products - goalkeeper Holden Brown and midfielders Kyle Folds
and Emerson Nieto - who were officially released from their contracts the
same day.

he win at Memphis broke a 121-game streak (counting regular season and
postseason league outings) in which Indy Eleven had failed to notch at least
our goals in a game - something the squad has now accomplished twice in
its first six games in 2020 (club record of five goals was accomplished in a
5-2 win over Jacksonville Armada FC on Aug. 3, 2016). In fact, the only two
other times in which the Eleven scored at least four goals also came during
hat 2016 NASL campaign - a 4-2 win over Minnesota United FC on May
21,2016, and the “Miracle at the Mike” 4-1triumph over the then-Carolina
RailHawks (now North Carolina FC) on June 11, 2016.

In joining the club as USL Academy signings, McDonald (Germantown, Wis.,
Shattuck-Saint Mary’s), Roou (Greenshoro, N.C.; NC Fusion), and Senanou
(Plainfield, ILL; Chicago Sockers) will retain their future NCAA eligibility. With
he addition of goalkeeper Alex Svetanoff on July 17, Indy Eleven continues to
have four USL Academy players on its 25-man roster. Since the start of the
2019 season, Indy Eleven has inked nine players to USL Academy contracts,
making it one of the USL Championship’s trend-setters when it comes to
utilizing the roster mechanism.

Blue Debuts in 2020

0f the 12 newcomers to the squad on the current roster (and yes, we're
counting Josh Penn ... see above), seven have made their debut for Indiana’s
eam. ALl but two of those new signings - Carl Haworth (31) & Conner Antley
(25) - are age 24 or younger, signifying a youth movement under Head Coach
Martin Rennie (more on that next). This year's Boys in Blue debuts:
