Series	History	
Tampa	Bay	is	1-6-1	(W-T-L)	against	Indy	all-time,	meaning	matches	between	the	sides	
are	always	tightly-contested.	The	Rowdies	and	Indy	have	met	twice	this	season,	a	0-0	
draw	in	St.	Pete	on	opening	day	and	a	1-1	draw	in	Indy	on	September	3.	

The	Rowdies’	lone	win	against	Indy	came	on	July	9,	2014	in	Indianapolis,	a	2-1	win	
with	Georgi	Hristov	scoring	the	winner	in	the	89th	minute.	

The	Championship	Race	
Tampa	Bay	is	in	a	tightly-contested	race	for	the	fourth	and	final	spot	in	The	
Championship,	the	NASL’s	four-team	playoffs.	Coming	into	the	match,	the	Rowdies	
trail	both	Minnesota	United	FC	and	Rayo	OKC	by	three	points,	having	played	one	
fewer	game.	The	Rowdies	are	level	on	points	with	Fort	Lauderdale	and	one	point	
ahead	of	both	Miami	FC	and	Carolina.	

	

Connecting	the	Squads	
Rowdies	midfielder	Walter	Ramirez	was	a	member	of	Indy’s	inaugural	squad	in	2014,	
making	seven	total	appearances	for	the	Eleven	before	departing	midseason.	

Indy	has	no	former	Rowdies	on	its	roster.

The	Rowdies	remain	home	to	host	Ottawa	Fury	FC	on	Saturday	night	before	wrapping	
up	the	regular	season	in	Jacksonville	next	weekend.

He	had	
previously	led	the	team	against	Minnesota	United	FC	on	August	22.	
	
Campbell,	38,	has	been	with	the	Rowdies	since	December	27,	2011,	originally	joining	as	a	player	for	the	2012	
season	before	transitioning	to	roles	as	an	assistant	coach	and	now	head	coach.	In	his	first	season	with	the	
Rowdies,	Campbell	played	31	matches	as	a	defensive	stalwart,	guiding	the	Rowdies	to	the	NASL	
Championship.	
	
He	served	a	player	and	assistant	coach	in	2013,	before	becoming	a	full-time	assistant	coach	last	season	and	
resuming	that	in	2015.	In	August	of	last	year,	he	was	appointed	head	coach.	
	
Campbell	spent	most	of	his	playing	career	with	Bristol	Rovers,	making	288	appearances	for	the	Gas	between	
2004	and	2011.
