4 CHICAGO WHITE SOX

Jerry Reinsdorf begins his 39th 
season as chairman of the Chicago 
White Sox in 2019, having surpassed 
club founder Charles Comiskey 
(1900-31) for the longest ownership 
tenure in franchise history. 

During his time as chairman of 
the White Sox, Reinsdorf’s two 

professional sports teams – the Sox and the NBA’s Chicago Bulls 
– have delivered seven World Championship titles to the city of 
Chicago and its fans. Reinsdorf accepted the Commissioner’s 
Trophy from Bud Selig on October 26, 2005, after the White Sox 
swept their way to the team’s fi rst World Series Championship 
since 1917. The championship was celebrated by a ticker-tape 
parade attended by nearly 2 million Chicagoans.

The White Sox have reached the postseason fi ve times during 
Reinsdorf’s tenure, most recently in 2008 when they captured 
the American League Central Division title in a one-game playoff .  
The Sox also claimed division titles in 1983, 1993, 2000 and 
2005. Every one of the club’s Top 20 single-season attendance 
totals have come since 1981, including a franchise-record 2.95 
million fans in 2006.

Reinsdorf and the White Sox have received four prestigious 
honors in recognition of the franchise’s ongoing commitment 
to giving back to the community.  In June 2011, Reinsdorf 
traveled to Washington D.C. to accept the Jeff erson Award, 
one of the nation’s top honors for community service and 
volunteerism, known as the “Nobel Prize for Public Service.” 
In August 2011, Reinsdorf received the Barnes and Thornburg 
Jackie Robinson Award for diversity in the workplace, and in 
November 2011, Reinsdorf and the White Sox were honored 
by Commissioner Bud Selig with the Commissioner’s Award 
for Philanthropic Excellence for the club’s Volunteer Corps.  
In September 2012, Reinsdorf and the White Sox were again 
recognized nationally, receiving the Steve Patterson Award 
for Excellence in sports philanthropy for the team’s Volunteer 
Corps program. Reinsdorf’s life-long support for charitable 
and community organizations has resulted in numerous other 
awards and recognitions.

In response to President Barack Obama’s call to service in 2009, 
Reinsdorf and the White Sox created the White Sox Volunteer 
Corps to support the Chicagoland community through service.  
The Corps, now consisting of staff , players and nearly 5,000 fan 
volunteers, has mobilized to provide more than 45,000 hours 
of community service with an estimated value of close to $1 
million during its decade of existence, including work renovating 
Chicago Public Schools, remodeling local Boys & Girls Clubs 
and donating time at the Greater Chicago Food Depository.

Both of Reinsdorf’s sports franchises have donated millions of 
dollars to causes in the Chicago community through a variety 
of eff orts, including Chicago White Sox Charities and Chicago 
Bulls Charities.  Chicago White Sox Charities has donated more 
than $22 million to Chicagoland organizations in the past 10 
years, moving the team’s non-profi t arm to nearly $32 million in 
cumulative giving since its inception. In 2015, the Chicago Bulls 
received honors as the inaugural ESPN Sports Humanitarian 
Team of the Year, and in 2017, the White Sox were fi nalists for the 
same award, which celebrates and recognizes how members 
of the sports industry use sport to serve their communities and 
make a positive impact. In December 2017, owners for fi ve

Chicago sports teams – the Bears, Blackhawks, Bulls, Cubs 
and White Sox – joined together as the Chicago Sports Alliance 
to donate $1 million to the UChicago Crime Lab and two other 
programs in an ongoing eff ort to support solutions to the violence 
that plagues some neighborhoods in Chicago.

In 2019, the White Sox will host the 12th annual “Double Duty 
Classic,” a high school baseball All-Star Game featuring many of 
the nation’s top inner-city baseball players.  The Classic, named 
for Negro League great Ted “Double Duty” Radcliff e, celebrates 
the community’s pride in the Negro League East-West All-Star 
Games, held annually at Comiskey Park in Chicago from the 
1930s until the 1960s, while a symposium before the game 
teaches players about the game’s history and importance.

Reinsdorf and the White Sox created the Amateur City Elite 
(ACE) youth baseball program in 2007. Sponsored by Chicago 
White Sox Charities, ACE provides urban-based and largely 
minority youth the opportunity to play in a high-quality travel 
baseball program. In its 12 years, 20 ACE players have been 
drafted, while over 190 have signed scholarships to play college 
baseball.  ACE alums have won NCAA Championships and 
have been drafted as high as the fi rst round (fi fth pick overall).

In recognition of his life-long commitment to promoting diversity, 
Reinsdorf’s White Sox hosted Major League Baseball’s 2013 
Diversity Summit in Chicago, and the franchise also was chosen 
to host the annual Civil Rights Game and Beacon Awards 
Luncheon in August 2014.

Reinsdorf has been responsible for the construction of four new 
sports facilities in Chicago. In addition to the building of new 
Comiskey Park (1991), Reinsdorf initiated construction of three 
other major facilities for the Bulls. The United Center, home for 
the Bulls and Chicago Blackhawks, opened for the 1994-95 
season, the Sheri L. Berto Center served as the Bulls training 
facility from 1992-2014, and the Advocate Center, which opened 
in 2014 and now serves as the Bulls practice and training facility 
in downtown Chicago. The White Sox and Los Angeles Dodgers 
also opened a state-of-the-art spring training complex, named 
Camelback Ranch — Glendale, in 2009.  

For much of the past 16 years, Reinsdorf, the White Sox and 
the Illinois Sports Facilities Authority have undertaken dramatic 
off season renovations to Guaranteed Rate Field with the goal of 
improving the ballpark experience for White Sox fans. In 2016, 
three new, state-of-the-art video boards were installed in the 
ballpark, and the team added “The Goose Island,” an innovative 
seating area in right fi eld, in 2019.

Since heading the limited partnership that purchased the White 
Sox in January 1981, Reinsdorf has been involved in Major 
League Baseball initiatives at an industry-wide level. Currently, 
he serves on the Commissioner’s Executive Council. In the 
past, he has served on many other committees, including Player 
Relations, Relocation, Ownership & Legislative, Business and 
Media Board and Long-Range Labor Planning.

He was instrumental in the formation of the Diverse Business 
Partners (DBP) Program in 1998, and Major League Baseball 
honored Reinsdorf and the White Sox with the Club Appreciation 
Award in 2018 to celebrate the program’s 20th anniversary.  
Over the past 20 years, Major League Baseball and its clubs 
have purchased hundreds of millions of dollars in goods and 
services from minority and women-owned businesses, and the 
White Sox annually rank among baseball’s leaders in the DBP 
program.  In 2008, his long history of donating time to Major 
League Baseball led to Reinsdorf being asked to serve on the 
Board of The Baseball Hall of Fame.  White Sox great Frank 
Thomas and former manager Tony La Russa were inducted as 
members of the Hall of Fame’s Class of 2014, former White Sox 
Tim Raines in 2017, Sox Special Assistant Jim Thome in 2018, 
and Harold Baines is set to be inducted this July.

Reinsdorf expanded his involvement in professional sports in 
March 1985 by purchasing controlling interest in the Chicago 

Bulls. During his tenure as chairman of the Bulls – the 
third-longest in the NBA – the team has captured six World 
Championships (1991-93, ’96-98). Reinsdorf was inducted 
into the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame Class of 2016 in 
Springfi eld, Mass., becoming the 10th NBA owner to be honored.

Reinsdorf has played a critical role in the development of 
the west side area surrounding the United Center and was 
responsible for introducing an innovative reading program 
to the Chicago Public Schools. Through the Chicago Bulls/
Sox Training Academy, which opened in 2001, and outreach 
eff orts such as White Sox Training Centers and Chicago Bulls 
Basketball Schools, Reinsdorf’s franchises promote sports 
to thousands of youth each year while instilling a love of the 
game in future fans.  

Reinsdorf’s Silver Chalice Ventures, formed in 2009, joined with 
Sinclair Broadcast Group, MLB, the NHL, the PGA TOUR and 
Meredith Corp. in 2017 to launch Stadium, a 24/7 multiplatform 
sports network available across the country. 

Born in Brooklyn, N.Y. on February 25, 1936, Reinsdorf 
graduated from George Washington University in Washington 
D.C. and earned a law degree from Northwestern University 
after moving to Chicago in 1957. Reinsdorf and his wife, Martyl, 
have three surviving children and nine grandchildren.

HOWARD PIZER
SENIOR EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT

Howard Pizer begins his 39th season 
with the White Sox after being 
promoted to the position of senior 
executive vice president by Jerry 
Reinsdorf on October 26, 2012.

Pizer, who attends Major League 
Baseball owners’ meetings on 
the club’s behalf, has primary 

responsibility for the business and administrative operations 
of the White Sox as well as continuing oversight of the club’s 
legal matters and governmental relations. The 40-plus-year 
business associate of Jerry Reinsdorf joined the White Sox 
in 1981 to handle the club’s transition from former owner Bill 
Veeck to the Reinsdorf-Einhorn group. He served as the club’s 
executive vice president from 1981-2012.

During his 38-year tenure with the White Sox, Pizer has 
supervised the franchise’s hosting of two Major League All-
Star Games (1983 and 2003), the team’s fi ve postseason 
appearances (1983, 1993, 2000, 2005 and 2008), and the 
2005 World Series, the fi rst won by a Chicago baseball team 
in 88 years. Pizer also has coordinated the team’s last two Hall 
of Fame induction celebrations, for Frank Thomas in 2014 and 
Harold Baines in 2019. 

Prior to its opening on April 18, 1991, Pizer’s primary focus 
was on the necessary steps to create new Comiskey Park, 
now Guaranteed Rate Field. He utilized this experience in 
connection with the development and operation of the United 
Center, the state-of-the-art facility which opened for the 1994-
95 Chicago Bulls and Chicago Blackhawks season.

He also participated in the development of the Advocate 
Center, the new Bulls training center located next to the United 
Center and the MB Ice Arena, the new Blackhawks practice 
facility and community ice center. Pizer is the White Sox chief 
liaison with the Illinois Sports Facilities Authority (ISFA), the 
state agency that serves as owner of Guaranteed Rate Field.

Pizer is responsible for the overall relationships between the 
White Sox and their concessionaires, Illinois Sportservice, and 
Levy Restaurants, and he leads the club’s ongoing eff orts to 
improve the ballpark experience for fans attending games at 
Guaranteed Rate Field.

Pizer lends his organizational ability to the board of directors 
of Chicago Baseball Cancer Charities; Special Children’s 
Charities, the fundraising arm of Chicago Special Olympics; 
Local Initiatives Support Corporation/Chicago Board of 
Advisors; and Near West Side Community Development 
Corp. The Chicago native also has participated in White Sox 
Volunteer Corps community service events, as well as the 
club’s support of community eff orts to develop the Wentworth 
Gardens and Bronzeville areas near the ballpark. Pizer also 
serves as vice president and secretary for Chicago White Sox 
Charities.

Born on October 23, 1941, in Chicago, Ill., Pizer is a graduate 
of the University of Wisconsin. He is also a magna cum laude 
graduate of the Northwestern University School of Law. Pizer 
and his wife, Sheila, have two children: Jacqueline and Rachel; 
and four grandchildren.

KEN WILLIAMS
EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT

Ken Williams begins his 38th season 
in baseball and his seventh as 
executive vice president after being 
promoted to the position on October 
26, 2012. In his present role, 
Williams has increased the scope 
and range of his involvement with 
the club while continuing to maintain 

oversight and fi nal approval on major baseball decisions. He 
also attends Major League Baseball owners’ meetings on the 
club’s behalf. 

Beginning in December 2016, the baseball department’s 
executive team of Williams and General Manager Rick 
Hahn began a long-term process to refocus the White Sox 
organization toward an emphasis on youth, development and 
sustained winning. Despite promotions of several marquee 
prospects like RHP Michael Kopech, INF Yoán Moncada and 
RHPs Lucas Giolitto and Reynaldo López to the major-league 
club, the White Sox farm system still was ranked by multiple 
sources among the top three in baseball entering the 2019 
season. RHP Dylan Cease was named MLB Pipeline Pitcher 
of the Year in 2018, while OF Eloy Jiménez was named the No. 
3 prospect in baseball. Overall, the White Sox system has six 
of the Top 100 prospects, according to MLB Pipeline, the third-
highest total in baseball.

On May 27, 2017, the White Sox outbid several competing 
teams to sign Luis Robert, the highly-touted Cuban center 
fi elder, to a minor league contract, which included a $26-million 
signing bonus. Williams also played a key role in the scouting 
of Cuban fi rst baseman José Abreu to a six-year, $68-million 
contract in 2014, the largest player contract ever given by the 
Sox. Abreu was named to the American League All-Star Team 
in 2014 and 2018, led all of baseball in slugging percentage in 
2014, has won two Silver Slugger Awards and unanimously 
was awarded the BBWAA AL Rookie of the Year Award.

Williams spent 12 seasons (2001-12) as the White Sox 
general manager, producing the best winning percentage by 
any general manager in club history. The White Sox claimed 
a World Series Championship in 2005 – the franchise’s fi rst in 
88 years – two division titles (2005 and 2008) and fi ve second-
place fi nishes. The club fi nished .500 or better nine times, 
going 1,014-931 (.521) over his 12 seasons.

Williams capped his fi fth season as general manager in 2005 
by winning the third World Series title in the franchise’s history 
and the fi rst since 1917. The 2005 World Champion White Sox 
became just the second team in major-league history to lead 
its division wire-to-wire and sweep the World Series in four 
games. The other was the 1927 Yankees. The Sox were 11-1 
in postseason play, winning their fi nal eight games.

Following the 2005 World Series Championship, the 2006 
White Sox posted a 90-72 record, winning 90 or more games 
in back-to-back seasons for just the fi fth time in franchise 
history and fi rst since 1963-65. The 2008 White Sox became 
the second team to capture an AL Central division title during 
Williams’ tenure.

Prior to the 2005 championship season, the White Sox signed 
fi ve free agents – OF Jermaine Dye, RHP Dustin Hermanson, 
RHP Orlando Hernández, Japanese INF Tadahito Iguchi and 
C A.J. Pierzynski – and each played a key role in helping the 
team to the World Series title. The Sox also acquired OF Scott 
Podsednik and RHP Luis Vizcaíno in a December 13 trade with 
the Brewers. In 2004, Williams signed RHP Shingo Takatsu, 

Japan’s all-time saves leader, who was the fi rst Japanese 
player for the White Sox.

During his tenure, Williams acquired 171 players in 72 trades 
involving the major-league roster. His teams included four 
Cuban players, José Contreras, Orlando Hernández (2005), 
Alexei Ramírez (2008-15) and Dayan Viciedo (2010-14), and 
two Japanese players (Tadahito Iguchi and Shingo Takatsu). 
In 2005, Iguchi became the fi rst Japanese player in baseball 
history to win a World Series title.

Williams was the fi rst African-American general manager in 
Chicago sports history and the third in major-league history, 
following Bill Lucas (Atlanta, 1979) and Bob Watson (Houston, 
1994-95/Yankees, 1996-97). From 2001-03, Williams and Jerry 
Manuel formed the fi rst African-American general manager/
manager tandem in major-league history. He was honored at 
the McDonald’s 365Black Awards in July 2013 as one of the 
nation’s history makers of today and tomorrow.

Williams has spent 37 seasons in baseball in various capacities, 
including player, scout, director of minor league operations, 
special assistant to the chairman, vice president of player 
development and general manager. He joined the front offi  ce 
in November 1992 as a scout, specializing in the inner cities, 
and was named special assistant to Jerry Reinsdorf in 1994.

He served as director of minor-league operations from 1995-
96 and vice president of player development from 1997-2000. 
Under his direction, the Sox were named 2000 Organization of 
the Year by Baseball America and USA Today.

Active in the organization’s community outreach programs, 
Williams takes part in the annual “Double Duty Classic” at the 
ballpark, speaking to young amateur baseball players about 
their role in the history of the sport. Williams supports the 
team’s Amateur City Elite (ACE) youth baseball program, which 
has had 20 players drafted and over 190 players sign college 
scholarships to play baseball since it began in 2007. In 2013, 
he was named to MLB’s Diversity Committee, an 18-member 
task force given the objective of increasing diversity in the 
game, particularly among black players.

Williams has been active in the team’s “Becoming A Man” 
program, an initiative aimed at teaching young, at-risk men 
how to resolve confl ict in a non-violent manner. The BAM 
program was recognized by President Barack Obama for its 
positive impact on the fi ght against urban violence.

A former outfi elder with the White Sox (1986-88), Detroit 
(1989-90), Toronto (1990-91) and Montreal (1991), Williams 
appeared in 451 major-league games.

Born on April 6, 1964, in Berkeley, Calif., Williams attended 
Stanford University, where he played football. Williams is 
married to Zoraida Sambolin, the morning news anchor for 
WMAQ Channel 5. Together, she and Williams promote 
prostate and breast cancer awareness, education and early 
screening. In January 2019, the couple teamed with a local 
restaurant and St. Sabina’s Church to off er free meals to 
workers negatively impacted by the government shutdown. 
Williams has three sons: Kenny Jr., who works on special 
assignments in the White Sox baseball operations department, 
Kyle, who played six years in the NFL including with the Super 
Bowl champion Denver Broncos in 2015, and Tyler, who 
played minor league baseball. Williams also has two step 
children: Nico, a member of the University of Iowa basketball 
team, and Sofi a.
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RICK HAHN
SENIOR VICE PRESIDENT/GENERAL MANAGER

Rick Hahn, who begins his seventh 
season as White Sox general 
manager in 2019, has been with the 
club since October 2000 and helped 
build the 2005 World Series Champion 
and 2008 postseason teams. The 
Chicago-area native was named the 
club’s senior vice president/general 

manager on October 26, 2012, and his duties include oversight 
of all player personnel matters, coaching staff  decisions and the 
club’s player development and scouting operations. Beginning 
in December 2016, the baseball department’s executive team 
of Executive Vice President Ken Williams and Hahn began a 
long-term process to refocus the White Sox organization toward 
an emphasis on youth, development and sustained winning.

Hahn has added a number of talented prospects to the 
organization over the past three years, including INF Yoán 
Moncada, Baseball America’s Minor League Player of the Year 
in 2016, OF Luis Alexander Basabe and RHP Michael Kopech 
from the Boston Red Sox and RHP Lucas Giolito, RHP Reynaldo 
López and RHP Dane Dunning from the Washington Nationals. 
During the 2017 season, Hahn acquired OF Eloy Jiménez, 
baseball’s No. 3 ranked prospect, and RHP Dylan Cease, 2018 
MLB Pipeline Pitcher of the Year, from the Chicago Cubs. This 
off season, Hahn added RHP Alex Colomé, RHP Iván Nova, 1B/
DH Yonder Alonso, C James McCann, RHP Kelvin Herrera and 
OF Jon Jay to the White Sox roster.

Despite promotions of Moncada, Giolito and López to the major 
league club, the White Sox farm system remains top-ranked 
entering the 2019 season with six of the Top 100 prospects in 
baseball, according to MLB.com: Jiménez (3rd), Kopech (18th), 
Cease (21st), OF Luis Robert (40th), INF Nick Madrigal (47th) 
and Dunning (80th).

Three of Hahn’s seven fi rst-round picks as general manager 
have reached the majors, with SS Tim Anderson (2013), LHP 
Carlos Rodón (2014) and RHP Carson Fulmer (2015) already 
appearing for the White Sox. Other fi rst-round picks currently in 
the Sox system include C Zack Collins (2016), RHP Zack Burdi 
(2016), 3B Jake Burger (2017) and Madrigal (2018).

The White Sox made international headlines twice during Hahn’s 
tenure as general manager. Hahn signed free agent Cuban 
fi rst baseman José Abreu to a six-year, $68-million contract on 
October 29, 2013, the largest player contract ever given by the 
White Sox. Abreu was named to the American League All-Star 
Team in 2014, led all of baseball in slugging percentage, won 
a Silver Slugger Award and unanimously was awarded the 
BBWAA AL Rookie of the Year Award. In 2017, Abreu became 
just the third player in major-league history to begin his career 
with four or more seasons of 25-plus homers and 100-plus RBI, 
joining Hall of Famer Joe DiMaggio (1936-41) and Albert Pujols 
(2001-10). Abreu added a second Silver Slugger Award in 2018. 
On May 27, 2017, the White Sox outbid several teams to sign 
Robert, the highly-touted Cuban center fi elder, to a minor-league 
contract which included a $26-million signing bonus.

Hahn named Rick Renteria White Sox manager on October 3, 
2016. With the selection of Renteria and the promotion of Nick 
Capra (third base coach) and Curt Hasler (bullpen) in 2017, 
every member of the White Sox coaching staff  has lengthy player 
development experience.

Under Hahn’s supervision, the White Sox have expanded 
the baseball operations, analytics and scouting departments, 
increasing the staff  with several new positions. In 2016, Hahn 
named Chris Getz, a former Sox second baseman, as director of 
player development. Hahn promoted Nick Hostetler to director of 
amateur scouting in August 2015 and also added Hall of Famer 
Jim Thome to the organization in July 2013, naming the popular 
former slugger a special assistant.

Hahn has traveled to the Dominican Republic multiple times as 
the White Sox signed several Latin American free agents behind 
the international scouting of Marco Paddy. The Sox signed OF 
Micker Adolfo, the No. 2 ranked international prospect by MLB 
in 2013, to a $1.6-million contract and followed up annually with 
signings of top prospects SS Amado Nuñez (2014), OF Franklin 
Reyes (2015) and OF Josue Guerrero (2016), among others.

During his 12 seasons as White Sox vice president/assistant 
general manager, Hahn worked with Williams on roster 
composition, player acquisitions, talent evaluations and 
contract negotiations. Since joining the organization, Hahn 
has negotiated numerous multiyear contracts, including with 
current Sox players Abreu, Anderson, C Welington Castillo and 
RHP Nate Jones.

Hahn has been credited with playing a key role in moves such as 
signing eventual Cy Young Award runner-up Esteban Loaiza to 
a minor-league deal prior to the 2003 season, the waiver claim 
of Bobby Jenks prior to the 2005 World Series championship 
season, the 2007 acquisition of Most Valuable Player-candidate 
Carlos Quentin, and the signing of Chris Sale, the club’s 2010 
fi rst-round pick and a fi ve-time All-Star with the White Sox.

Prior to joining the White Sox, Hahn spent two years as an 
associate at Steinberg, Moorad & Dunn, a sports agency based 
in Newport Beach, Calif., representing more than 150 athletes 
from Major League Baseball, the National Football League and 
the National Basketball Association.

Hahn is active in the organization’s community outreach eff orts 
as he has met with the organization’s Amateur City Elite (ACE) 
youth baseball teams and volunteered his time serving meals to 
families at the Ronald McDonald House in downtown Chicago.

Hahn is a native of Winnetka, Ill. and a graduate of New Trier 
High School, the University of Michigan, Harvard Law School, 
and Northwestern’s Kellogg Graduate School of Management. 
He and his wife, Jean, have two children: Jacob and Charlie.

TIM BUZARD
SENIOR VICE PRESIDENT, ADMINISTRATION

Beginning his 38th season with the 
Chicago White Sox in 2019, senior 
vice president of administration Tim 
Buzard is responsible for the club’s 
accounting, ticket offi  ce, human 
resources, data processing and 
communications departments. 

Buzard, who has the longest tenure 
of any chief fi nancial offi  cer in Major League Baseball, spent 
much of the 1993 season as a member of Major League 
Baseball’s Chief Financial Offi  cers’ Committee studying 
revenue sharing, and he has played a major role in the 
implementation of baseball’s revenue-sharing agreement. 
He has overseen a ticket offi  ce customer service campaign, 
the development of a human resources department with the 
White Sox and is responsible for the organization’s integrated 
approach to communications. Buzard is a member of the Major 
League Baseball Non-Uniformed Personnel Pension Plan 
Committee and the Subscribers’ Advisory Committee of the 
Major League Baseball Assurance Exchange Society, MLB’s 
captive insurance company.

After joining the club in 1981, Buzard served as controller 
for fi ve years, as vice president of fi nance for 12 and as vice 
president of administration and fi nance for six. He oversaw 
the automation of the accounting department and assisted 
in an organization-wide computerization project. Buzard also 

has initiated new cash management and comprehensive risk 
management systems, which reduced risk exposures and 
costs for the franchise. 

Promoted to senior vice president in 2004, Buzard was 
instrumental in the opening of the Chicago Bulls/Chicago White 
Sox Training Academy, located in Lisle, Ill. The state-of-the-
art facility, recently rebranded as the West Suburban Sports 
Complex, opened in 2001 and has hosted over a half million 
visitors, off ering professional baseball, softball and basketball 
instruction for kids of all ages up to professional athletes. “The 
Vault,” a fun interactive area for kids that combines physical 
activity, sports and the latest technology to help youth fi ght 
childhood obesity through exercise, opened at the Academy in 
2011 and is a popular fi eld trip and birthday party destination 
for 20,000 kids each year.

Buzard graduated in 1978 from the University of Illinois with a 
degree in accounting and became a certifi ed public accountant 
in 1981. He served as a senior accountant for Ernst & Whinney 
for three years prior to joining the Sox. Buzard was born on 
September 13, 1955, in Evanston, Ill. He and his wife, Sandra, 
have two children: Jacqueline and Kevin. The family resides in 
Riverwoods, Ill. The Buzards donate their time as members of 
the White Sox Volunteer Corps, the club’s community outreach 
program, and SHORE Community Services supporting 
individuals with developmental disabilities.

TERRY SAVARISE
SENIOR VICE PRESIDENT, STADIUM OPERATIONS

Entering his 39th season with the 
Chicago White Sox, senior vice 
president of stadium operations, 
Terry Savarise is directly responsible 
for all aspects of the operation of 
Guaranteed Rate Field, including 
more than 2,000 employees who staff  
the ballpark on game days.

Savarise, who was promoted to senior vice president in 2004, 
was responsible for the planning and construction of the new 
ballpark, which opened in 1991. He also has overseen the 
ballpark’s many popular renovations and remodeling eff orts 
over the past 16 seasons, including the installation of three 
new video boards in 2016 and construction of the Goose Island 
seating area in right fi eld in 2019.

Each of the renovations to Guaranteed Rate Field have 
focused on improving the game experience for fans by creating 
a more intimate and fun atmosphere. Among the changes, the 
Sox added the popular Fan Deck in center fi eld, changed the 
color scheme of the ballpark and in its most dramatic change, 
removed the top eight rows of the ballpark’s upper deck and 
added a fl at roof over the back rows of the upper deck.

Among the specifi c makeover changes are construction of the 
Chicago Sports Depot, an apparel and merchandise store and 
ChiSox Bar & Grill, a high-end sports bar popular with Sox fans 
before and after games. In 2017, the White Sox opened Suite 
134, located on the main concourse behind home plate.

Savarise serves as executive vice president -- COO of the 
United Center, home of the six-time World Champion Chicago 
Bulls and the six-time Stanley Cup Champion Chicago 

Blackhawks. The arena hosts over 220 major events per year, 
making it one of the busiest in the United States. Savarise was 
responsible for all design and construction of the state-of-the-
art, multi-purpose arena and recently supervised a $150-million 
renovation of the United Center, including the construction of 
a 190,000-square foot offi  ce building for the arena, Bulls and 
Blackhawks staff .

He also coordinated the operation of the 1996 Democratic 
National Convention at the United Center. Savarise oversaw 
the design and construction of the Bulls training facility, the 
Advocate Center, which opened in 2014 and directed the 
design and construction of MB Ice Arena, the new practice 
facility and community ice center for the Blackhawks, which 
opened in 2017. 

Savarise spearheaded the design and construction of 
Camelback Ranch – Glendale, the award-winning White Sox 
and Los Angeles Dodgers spring training facility in Glendale, 
Ariz., which opened in spring 2009. Savarise sits on the board 
of the joint venture which runs Camelback Ranch – Glendale.

During his career, Savarise also directed the design and 
construction of two other spring training ballparks for the White 
Sox: Tucson Electric Park (1998-2008) and Ed Smith Stadium 
and Sports Complex in Sarasota, Fla. (1989-97).

Savarise is a member of the Arena Managers’ Association and 
the International Association of Auditorium Managers and has 
served on the board of directors of the Stadium Managers’ 
Association. He is a graduate of the Ohio University Sports 
Administration program. He and his wife, Tara, have two 
children: Katie and Jon.
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BROOKS BOYER
SENIOR VICE PRESIDENT, SALES AND MARKETING

Brooks Boyer enters his 16th 
season with the White Sox in 2019, 
overseeing the team’s marketing, 
corporate partnerships sales and 
service, ticket sales and service, 
premium seating sales and service, 
broadcasting, game operations, 
promotions, advertising, licensing, 
business analytics and development.

During Boyer’s tenure, the White Sox set a franchise-record 
attendance with 2,957,111 in 2006. His game operations 
staff is responsible for developing the team’s “take the 
fi eld” montage, orchestrating fan participation in the historic 
“blackout game” tiebreaker vs. Minnesota in 2008, establishing 
annual promotions such as Family Sundays, Dollar Hot Dog 
Wednesdays and Free T-shirt Thursdays, arranging the 10-year 
anniversary reunion weekend for the 2005 World Series team 
in July 2015, ceremonies to honor Hall of Famer Jim Thome in 
2018, those to retire former Sox greats Paul Konerko’s No. 14 
and Mark Buehrle’s No. 56 as well as the ceremony to salute 
White Sox broadcast legend Hawk Harrelson in his fi nal 2018 
season in the booth – all before sellout crowds – and overseeing 
the setting of a Guinness Book of World Records record for most 
dogs attending a sporting event (1,122). 

With a leadership style centered on fan engagement, Boyer 
oversaw the construction of a data warehouse to gain insight and 
information to identify and meet guests’ needs in the ballpark. 
Boyer also focuses attention on the long-term development of 
the White Sox fan base by helping establish the team’s youth 
marketing initiatives including partnering with youth baseball 
leagues in communities throughout Illinois, including Oak Park, 
Park Ridge, Elmhurst, Downers Grove, Naperville, Orland Park, 
Oak Lawn, Western Springs, LaGrange, Frankfort Square as 
well as Dyer, Indiana.

Other notable accomplishments under Boyer’s leadership 
include: securing the multiyear sponsorship agreement with 
naming rights partner Guaranteed Rate for Guaranteed Rate 
Field and Guaranteed Rate Club in 2016; the opening of 
ChiSox Bar & Grill and the Chicago Sports Depot in 2011; 
transformation of the right fi eld section into “The Goose Island” 
featuring premium seating, group party area and individual 
seating completely surrounding by running water features, and 
securing naming rights for ballpark attractions, such as the 

Beggars Pizza Pub, Goose Island Craft Kave, Magellan Scout 
Seats, Huntington Bank Stadium Club, New Era Cap Corner, 
CIBC Fan Deck, CIBC Fan Box and the XFINITY Kids Zone.

Boyer oversees the annual advertising and branding 
campaigns, as well as the introduction and implementation 
of mobile ticketing and dynamic pricing. He also directs the 
club’s relationships with its broadcast partners, WGN-TV and 
NBC Sports Chicago, WGN Radio (720 AM) and its Spanish-
language radio partner, WRTO 1200 AM Univision America. 

Boyer also led the national search to select Jason Benetti as 
the play-by-play television announcer for White Sox games 
alongside Steve Stone. Benetti, a Chicago-area native, 
continues to work at ESPN where he has served as the play-
by-play announcer for college baseball, basketball, football and 
lacrosse over the past eight years.   

Boyer serves as the club’s marketing liaison to Major League 
Baseball and is one of four members of the board of directors 
for Camelback Ranch-Glendale, the spring training home of the 
White Sox and the Los Angeles Dodgers. Boyer also is a board 
member of the White Sox Youth Academy in Lisle, Illinois, and 
Chicago White Sox Charities.

Boyer was a co-founder of Silver Chalice Ventures, formed in 
2009, which joined with Sinclair Broadcast Group, MLB, the 
NHL, the PGA TOUR, Disney Streaming, and Meredith Corp. to 
launch Stadium, a 24/7 multiplatform sports network available 
in broadcast and cable markets across the country as well as 
through leading digital platforms, including Facebook, Twitter, 
Twitch, the Roku Channel, SlingTV, Samsung’s TV Plus, fuboTV, 
Sony Playstation Vue, PlutoTV, Xumo, and WatchStadium.
com along with Stadium-branded iOs, Android, and AppleTV 
applications. Boyer serves as a board member for Stadium.

SCOTT REIFERT
SENIOR VICE PRESIDENT, COMMUNICATIONS

As senior vice president of 
communications, Scott Reifert 
is responsible for the club’s 
communications with White 
Sox fans. He oversees strategic 
communications eff orts, media 
services, digital communications 
functions, social media, digital 

video production, branding, public relations activities, 
including the annual SoxFest fan convention, as well as the 
club’s community relations initiatives.

In addition to his various communications responsibilities, 
Reifert serves as president of Chicago White Sox Charities 
(CWSC), which has donated more than $22 million to 

Chicagoland organizations over the past 10 years, moving 
the team’s not-for-profi t arm beyond $32 million in cumulative 
giving since its inception. CWSC celebrated its 25th year in 
2016.

Under Reifert’s leadership, the White Sox digital 
communications team, SoxTV, has won two prestigious EMMY 
awards from the Chicago/Midwest Chapter of the National 
Academy of Television Arts and Sciences in the category of 
Outstanding Achievement for Sports Program for a Feature/
Segment, and in 2018, partnered with NBC Sports Chicago 
to produce the well-received documentary, “Hawk,” that 
chronicled the baseball career of Ken Harrelson during the 
broadcaster’s fi nal season.
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10 CHICAGO WHITE SOX

In 2011, the White Sox Volunteer Corps program was 
selected by Major League Baseball to receive the prestigious 
Commissioner’s Award for Philanthropic Excellence, and 
in 2012, the White Sox program was recognized with the 
Steve Patterson Award for sports philanthropy. This Corps – 
consisting of staff , players and nearly 5,000 fan volunteers 
– has mobilized over the last nine seasons to renovate Boys 
& Girls Clubs, remodel Chicago Public Schools and provide 
more than 48,000 hours of community service valued at over 
$1 million of volunteer labor. 

In 2008, Chicago White Sox Charities unveiled a brick baseball 
diamond as well as granite and bronze sculpture located 
outside the ballpark’s main entrance that celebrates the 
franchise’s 2005 World Series Championship. To mark the 
10-year anniversary of the World Series in 2015, White Sox 
Charities sold a limited number of commemorative bricks in 
this plaza with proceeds supporting its community eff orts. 
CWSC also held A Season To Remember, a fundraising event 
featuring conversations with several members of the 2005 
team at the Chicago Theatre to raise funds for charity. 

In 2018, CWS Charities held its fi rst “Beyond The Diamond” 
fundraising dinner in April, which highlighted the team’s 
commitment to the Amateur City Elite (ACE) program in a 
unique event at the United Center Atrium. This April’s “Beyond 
The Diamond” will take place April 10 at the Field Museum.

The White Sox created the Amateur City Elite (ACE) youth 
baseball program in 2007. Sponsored by Chicago White Sox 
Charities, ACE provides urban-based and largely minority 
youth the opportunity to play in a high-quality travel baseball 
program. In its 12 years, 20 ACE players have been drafted 
and over 190 have signed scholarships to play college 
baseball.  ACE alums have won NCAA Championships and 
have been drafted as high as the fi rst round (fi fth pick overall).

In 2019, the White Sox will celebrate the 12th anniversary 
of the Double Duty Classic, a high school baseball All-Star 
Game featuring many of the top inner-city talent. The Classic, 
named for Negro League great Ted “Double Duty” Radcliff e, 
celebrates the community’s pride in the Negro League East-
West All-Star Game, which was played annually at Comiskey 
Park from the 1930s until the 1960s. The Classic highlights 
the team’s commitment to youth baseball by showcasing top 
baseball talent from the city’s inner-city baseball programs. 

Reifert also oversees the team’s market research initiatives to 
gather feedback on the White Sox and fan perceptions. In his 
28th season with the club, Reifert is a member of the team’s 
advertising committee and is involved in the commissioning of 
bronze sculptures of past Sox greats that stand at Gate 4 and 
in center fi eld on the main concourse.

Reifert, who joined the White Sox in 1991 as assistant director 
of public relations before being promoted to director of public 
relations in 1997, was named vice president of communications 
in April 2004. He was promoted to senior vice president in 
2010. During his tenure, the White Sox have hosted the 2003 
All-Star Game and reached the postseason four times (1993, 
2000, 2005, 2008), capturing the World Series in 2005.

Reifert received Major League Baseball’s Robert Fishel Award 
for public relations excellence at the 2008 Winter Meetings.

Prior to joining the White Sox, Reifert worked at Wirz & 
Associates, a Connecticut-based sports marketing and public 
relations fi rm. A graduate of the University of Iowa, Reifert also 
has a master’s degree in sport management from Western 
Illinois University.

The White Sox selected INF Nick Madrigal in the fi rst round 
(fourth overall) of the 2018 draft out of Oregon State Univer-
sity. Madrigal, who helped lead Oregon State to the 2018 na-
tional championship, enters the 2019 season rated by Baseball 
America as the No. 4 prospect and Best Defensive Infi elder in 
the organization. He combined to hit .303 (47-155) with just fi ve 
strikeouts (none over his fi rst 72 plate appearances) over 43 
games between the Arizona Rookie League White Sox, Class 
A Kannapolis and Class A Winston-Salem in his pro debut.

Under his supervision, the White Sox have drafted 12 of the 
organization's Top 20 prospects per MLB.com.

Recent Sox draft picks included in Baseball America’s 2019 
Best Tools list include OF Joel Booker (22nd, 2016; Fastest 
Baserunner), Collins (Best Strike-Zone Discipline), RHP Lin-
coln Henzman (4th, 2017; Best Control) and C Nate Nolan 
(8th, 2016; Best Defensive Catcher).

Hostetler worked as an area scout with the White Sox from 
2002-04 and the Atlanta Braves from 2005-07 and as the Sox 
East Coast Crosschecker from 2008-11 before being promoted 
to assistant scouting director in 2012.

Among the players Hostetler has scouted during his second 
stint with the club include RHP Daniel Hudson (2008), INF Gor-
don Beckham (2008) and LHP Chris Sale (2010).

Hostetler attended Youngstown (Ohio) State Univeristy and the 
Univsersity of Akron. He and his wife, Nicole, reside in Hebron, 
Ky. with their three children: Kayla, Lacey and Andrew.

Latin American scouting eff orts, with 
an emphasis on international signings.

Under Paddy’s watch, the White Sox 
have signed nearly 100 international free agents, including 
16-year-old OF Micker Adolfo (Zapata) in 2013. Adolfo, the No. 
2 ranked international prospect by MLB.com in 2013, was signed 
to a $1.6 million contract and has been followed up annually with 
signings of top prospects SS Amado Núñez (2014), OF Franklin 
Reyes (2015) and OF Josue Guerrero (2016), among others. 

In May 2017, the Sox signed OF Luis Robert to a minor-league 
contract which included a $26-million signing bonus. Robert 
enters the 2019 season rated by MLB.com as the No. 44 
prospect in baseball.

Paddy spent 2007-11 as Director of Latin America Operations 
with the Toronto Blue Jays. Among Toronto’s international sign-
ings during his tenure were pitcher Henderson Álvarez, who 
posted a 2.65 ERA for the Miami Marlins in 2014, and Adeiny 
Hechavarria, the Marlins starting shortstop in 2013-14.

Prior to joining the Blue Jays, Paddy spent 14 seasons with the 
Atlanta Braves, serving as an area scout (1993-2002), assistant 
director of player development (2002-03) and director of Latin 
America operations (2004-06).

Paddy, a native of Panama, graduated in 1988 from Southern 
University in Baton Rouge, La. with a degree in mechanical 
engineering technology and earned his masters degree in public 
administration in 1993.

Paddy was selected by Atlanta in the 56th round of the 1988 
amateur draft and played one year in the Braves farm system. 
He was born on April 27, 1964 in Panama Canal Zone - Colon. 
Paddy resides in Palm Coast, Fla. He has two children: Marco 
Jr. and Victoria.

BILL SCHERRER
SPECIAL ASSISTANT TO THE GENERAL MANAGER

Bill Scherrer is in his 17th season with 
the White Sox and his 14th as special 
assistant to the general manager. 
Scherrer, who was hired as a profes-
sional scout prior to the 2003 season, 
works directly for General Man-
ager Rick Hahn on special assignment 
scouting of major league clubs.

Scherrer, a left-handed pitcher, spent seven seasons in the 
major leagues with the Cincinnati (1982-84, 1987), Detroit 
(1984-86), Baltimore (1988) and Philadelphia (1989), going 
8-10 with 11 saves and a 4.08 ERA (141 ER/311.1 IP) in 228 
games (two starts).

In his fi rst full season in the majors with the Reds in 1983, he 
compiled a 2.74 ERA (28 ER/92.0 IP) with 10 saves and tied 
for fourth in the National League with 73 appearances. Scher-

rer was a member of the 1984 World Champion Detroit Tigers 
and made three relief appearances in the World Series vs. San 
Diego, allowing one run in 3.0 IP.

After retiring as a player in 1991, Scherrer worked seven 
seasons (1992-98) as an area scout for the Florida Marlins and 
four (1999-2002) as a crosschecker with the Reds. He was 
selected in the sixth round of the 1976 draft but attended UNLV 
for one semester, where he tried out for the basketball team. 
Scherrer was drafted again by the Reds with the fi rst overall 
pick in January 1977.

Scherrer was born in Tonawanda, N.Y. on January 20, 1958 and 
resides in Phoenix with his wife, Michelle. He has six children: 
Lynn, Michael, C.J., Mary, Lore and Grace. His older brother, 
Jack, attended the University of Buff alo, where he played 
basketball against future NBA stars Bob Lanier, Calvin Murphy 
and Randy Smith.

JIM THOME
SPECIAL ASSISTANT TO THE GENERAL MANAGER

Hall of Famer Jim Thome, one of eight 
players in major-league history to hit 
600 home runs, rejoined the White 
Sox on July 2, 2013 as a special assis-
tant to General Manager Rick Hahn.

Thome’s responsibilities include 
consulting with Hahn and Director 
of Player Development Chris Getz, 

working with the White Sox major league staff  and players, and 
visiting Sox minor-league affi  liates throughout the summer to 
evaluate player performance.

Thome, who will be enshrined into the National Baseball Hall of 
Fame in July 2018, hit .276 (2,328-8,422) with 612 home runs, 
1,699 RBI, 1,583 runs scored and 1,747 walks in 2,543 games 
over 22 major-league seasons with Cleveland (1991-2002, 
‘11), Philadelphia (2003-05, ‘12), the White Sox (2006-09), Los 
Angeles-NL (2009), Minnesota (2010-11) and Baltimore (2012).

He ranks among baseball’s all-time leaders in numerous cat-
egories, including home run ratio (5th, 13.76), walks (7th), home 
runs (8th), OPS (18th, .956), slugging percentage (22nd) and 
RBI (27th). Thome’s 612 homers are the fourth-highest total in 
major-league history by a left-handed hitter, trailing only Barry 
Bonds (762), Babe Ruth (714) and Ken Griff ey Jr. (630).

Thome hit 40 or more home runs six times and drove in 100-plus 
runs nine times. His 17 postseason home runs are tied with 
David Ortiz for the seventh-highest total in major-league history.

Thome batted .265 (469-1,770) with 134 home runs and 369 
RBI in four seasons with the Sox. He hit his 500th home run on 
September 16, 2007 vs. the Angels and a game-winning solo 
shot on September 30, 2008 to give the White Sox a 1-0 victory 
over Minnesota in a one-game playoff  at U.S. Cellular Field.

Thome and his wife, Andrea, reside in Burr Ridge, Ill., with their 
two children: Lila and Landon.

BASEBALL OPERATIONS
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ROGER BOSSARD
HEAD GROUNDSKEEPER

The man responsible for building and 
maintaining Guaranteed Rate Field’s 
highly regarded playing fi eld is head 
groundskeeper Roger Bossard, now 
in his 53rd season with the White Sox.

Groundskeeping is a Bossard family 
tradition, with six members combining 
for more than 250 years of experience 

in the business. Roger’s grandfather, Emil, served as head 
groundskeeper with the Cleveland Indians from 1932-68, his 
uncle, Marshall, was inducted into the MLB Groudskeepers 
Hall of Fame in 2019, and his father, Gene, was in charge with 
the White Sox from 1940-83. Roger joined the Sox in 1967 as 
an assistant to his father before taking over following Gene’s 
retirement in 1983. 

Bossard designed and built the playing fi elds for Camelback 
Ranch-Glendale, the White Sox spring training complex that 
opened in 2009. He designed and built new playing fi elds at 
Wrigley Field (2007 off season) after performing the same task 
at the new Busch Stadium in St. Louis (2005), Boston’s Fen-

way Park and Washington’s RFK Stadium (2004). Among the 
highlights of Bossard’s resume, he is a consultant for 14 Major 
League Baseball teams and four NFL teams. 

In addition to Guaranteed Rate Field, Bossard has designed 
and built major-league fi elds in Arizona, Boston, Detroit, Mil-
waukee, St. Louis (both old and new Busch Stadium), Seattle 
and Washington, as well as spring training complexes for Cin-
cinnati, Montreal, the Yankees, St. Louis, Arizona, the White 
Sox and Dodgers.

In 1984-85, Bossard designed and built the fi rst natural turf soc-
cer fi elds in Saudi Arabia for the Royal Family, where he contin-
ues to serve as a consultant. Nineteen of 30 major-league teams 
use a patented drainage system that he developed specifi cally 
for the opening of Guaranteed Rate Field in 1991. As part of the 
ballpark’s 2000 off season renovation, he built new bullpens and 
reconfi gured the outfi eld grass, irrigation and drainage systems.

Bossard and his wife, Geri Lynn, have two children: Brittany and 
Brandon, who is a member of the baseball team at St. John's 
University in New York City. The family resides in Lemont, Ill.

DAVE YOAKUM
SPECIAL ASSISTANT TO THE GENERAL MANAGER

Dave Yoakum, a member of the 
Professional Baseball Scouts Hall 
of Fame since 2010, enters his 28th 
season with the White Sox, serving 
as special assistant to the general 
manager. Yoakum, who was hired 
following the 1991 season, works di-
rectly for General Manager Rick Hahn 

on special assignment scouting of other major league clubs.

At the 2018 Professional Baseball Scouts Foundation Awards 
Dinner in Beverly Hills, Calif., Yoakum shared the George 
Genovese Lifetime Achievement Award in Scouting with Wash-
ington's Dan Jennings and the late Stan Zielinski of the Cubs. A 
bronze plaque in his honor is permanently on display at the home 
of the Class A Fort Myers Miracle in the Florida State League.

A former infi elder in the Detroit Tigers system (1966-70), Yoa-
kum has worked as a coach, instructor, scouting supervisor or 
major-league scout for over three decades. Following his play-
ing career, Yoakum was a player/coach in the Houston Astros 

organization (1971), a scouting supervisor/infi eld instructor for 
the Astros (1972) and New York Yankees (1974-76), a scout-
ing supervisor/minor league instructor with the Toronto Blue 
Jays (1977-80) and a major league advance scout for the Blue 
Jays (1981-91).

During his minor-league playing career, Yoakum was a team-
mate of four future major-league managers: Cito Gaston, Gene 
Lamont, Jim Leyland and Stump Merrill. In his 40 seasons as a 
scout, Yoakum has worked for executives Tal Smith, Pat Gillick, 
Ron Schueler and Ken Williams.

In January 2003, Yoakum, along with Dennis Gilbert, Roland 
Hemond and fellow scout Harry Minor (Mets), created the Pro-
fessional Scouts Foundation. The foundation provides support 
to scouts who have been in baseball at least 25 years but may 
have fallen on fi nancial hard times due to illness, retirement or 
the non-renewal of their contracts.

Yoakum was born in Middlesboro, Ky. on December 15, 1946, 
and graduated from New Albany (Ind.) High School. He and his 
wife, Nina, have three children: Mark, Anna and Dax.

1940-1949

Feb. 29, 1940 ........A federal judge awards Grace Comiskey, J. Louis’ widow, 
her dower rights and denies the First National Bank of 
Chicago a petition to seek outside bids to sell the Sox.

March 4, 1941........Grace Comiskey is elected team president and her 
daughter, Dorothy Rigney, is appointed secretary.

July 5, 1947 ...........The AL color barrier is broken at Comiskey Park when 
22-year old Larry Doby is sent to pinch-hit for Cleveland.

Oct. 4, 1948 ...........Chuck Comiskey is appointed vice president of the Sox.

1950-1959

July 11, 1950 .........The All-Star Game returns to Comiskey Park.  The NL 
wins, 4-3, in 14 innings.

May 1, 1951 ...........Minnie Miñoso, a 
native of Havana, 
Cuba, breaks the 
White Sox color 
barrier.  In his fi rst 
plate appearance, 
Miñoso homers 
off  Vic Raschi of 
the Yankees at 
Comiskey Park.

Dec. 10, 1956 ........The “grand lady of baseball,” Grace Comiskey, dies.  
Controlling interest in the White Sox is retained by her 
daughter, Dorothy.

Dec. 20, 1958 ........Bill Veeck and his partners gain majority control of the 
White Sox after a lengthy court battle with the Comiskey 
heirs.

Sept. 22, 1959 .......The Sox end a 40-year pennant drought, clinching the 
AL title at Cleveland.

1960-1969

May 1, 1960 ...........The new scoreboard explodes for the fi rst time when Al 
Smith hits a two-run homer off  Detroit’s Jim Bunning in 
game one of a doubleheader.

June 10, 1961 ........Due to failing health and other considerations, Bill Veeck 
sells his White Sox holdings to his former business as-
sociate, Arthur Allyn Jr.  A year later, Chuck Comiskey 
sells his minority interest in the team to Allyn.

1968-69 .................To bolster attendance, the White Sox play “home” games 
at County Stadium in Milwaukee against each AL op-
ponent, going 1-8 in 1968 and 7-4 in 1969.

1969.......................AstroTurf is installed in the Comiskey Park infi eld.  It is 
replaced with natural grass in 1976.

Sept. 24, 1969 .......Arthur Allyn Jr. sells the Sox to his brother, John, ending 
speculation that the Sox will relocate to Milwaukee.

1970-1979

Dec. 10, 1975 ........AL owners reverse their position and accept Bill Veeck’s 
bid to purchase the White Sox from John Allyn.

July 3, 1976 ...........The Sox lose to Texas, 3-0, in the fi rst morning game in 
Comiskey Park history.  First pitch is at 10:30 a.m.

July 12, 1979 .........The celebrated “Disco Demolition Night” results in a 
forfeit to the Detroit Tigers.

PRE-1900

Nov. 20, 1893 ........At a meeting at the Grand Hotel Indianapolis, the Western 
League is formally organized.  Charles Comiskey nomi-
nates Ban Johnson for league president.  The Sioux City 
franchise is awarded to local businessman H. H. Drake.  
A year later, Comiskey’s contract with the Cincinnati Red-
legs expires.  At the behest of Ban Johnson, Comiskey 
purchases the Sioux City team and moves it to St. Paul.

Oct. 11, 1899 .........The American League is formed in Chicago, amid rumors 
that the St. Paul club will transfer to the South Side.

1900-1909

March 21, 1900......An agreement is signed which lands the St. Paul Saints 
in Chicago.

April 2, 1900 ..........Playing as the Chicago team for the fi rst time, the White 
Stockings defeat the University of Illinois, 10-9, in Cham-
paign.  Roy Patterson is the victor.

April 21, 1900 ........The Chicago White Sox play their fi rst game in a small 
wooden ballpark located at 39th and Princeton.  The Sox 
lose to Milwaukee, 5-4.

April 22, 1900 ........The Sox defeat the Brewers, 5-3, behind Roger Denzer 
for their fi rst victory.

June 9, 1903 ..........The White Sox are incorporated under Illinois law with 
$5,000 capital.

Oct. 14, 1906 .........The Sox claim the only all-Chicago World Series, defeat-
ing the Cubs, 8-3, in the Game 6 fi nale.

Jan. 19, 1909 .........Charles Comiskey purchases a tract of land near the 
corner of 35th and Shields from Roxanna Bowen, a 
descendant of former Chicago Mayor John Wentworth.  
Later in the year, Zachary Taylor Davis is commissioned 
by the Sox to design a ballpark on the site.

Oct. 6, 1909 ...........Davis submits his proposed ballpark design to Comiskey 
for approval.

1910-1919

March 17, 1910......The cornerstone of Comiskey Park is laid on St. Patrick’s 
Day.

July 1, 1910 ...........Comiskey Park opens to a packed house but the Sox 
lose to St. Louis, 2-0.

Oct. 15, 1917 .........Chicago wins its second World Series title by defeating 
the New York Giants, 4-2.

1920-1929

Sept. 29, 1920 .......Eight White Sox players are suspended by Charles 
Comiskey for their part in the 1919 World Series fi x.

Aug. 2, 1921 ..........After two hours of deliberation, the jury in the “Black Sox” 
trial returns a not-guilty verdict, but later the players are 
banned for life by Judge Kenesaw Mountain Landis.

April 20, 1927 ........The expanded Comiskey Park reopens, but the Sox lose 
to Cleveland, 5-4.  The new outfi eld upper deck accom-
modates 23,200 additional fans.

1930-1939

Oct. 26, 1931 .........Charles Comiskey dies at his summer resort in Eagle 
River, Wis., leaving an estate valued at $1,529,707 to 
his son, J. Louis.

July 6, 1933 ...........The fi rst All-Star Game is played at Comiskey Park.  
The American League wins behind starting pitcher Lefty 
Gomez. 

July 18, 1939 .........J. Louis Comiskey dies at the age of 56 at the family’s 
Eagle River, Wis. resort.

Aug. 14, 1939 ........The fi rst night game is played in Chicago at Comiskey 
Park before a crowd of 30,000.  The Sox prevail over the 
Browns, 5-2.

Milwaukee at Comiskey Park.  Harold Baines ends the 
two-day, 25-inning marathon with a home run.

Dec. 5, 1986 ..........The Illinois General Assembly passes funding legislation 
to build a new home for the White Sox across the street 
from Comiskey Park.

Oct., 1987 ..............The Illinois State Senate confi rms four gubernatorial 
appointees to the Illinois Sports Facilities Authority.  The 
vote, in concert with the three previous mayoral appoint-
ments, fi nalizes formation of the body charged with the 
development of the new White Sox stadium.

June 30, 1988 ........At the stroke of midnight, the Illinois General Assembly 
approves an amended stadium bill ensuring that the club 
will remain in Chicago.  The stadium is scheduled to open 
in 1991.

May 7, 1989 ...........Mayor Richard M. Daley and Governor James Thompson 
are among those who participate in ground-breaking 
ceremonies for the new Comiskey Park.

1990-1999

July 1, 1990 ...........Comiskey Park celebrates its 80th birthday.  New York’s 
Andy Hawkins throws a no-hitter but loses to the White 
Sox, 4-0.

Sept. 30, 1990 .......The White Sox edge Seattle, 2-1, in the fi nal game at old 
Comiskey Park.  The Sox fi nal regular-season record at 
old Comiskey Park is 3,024-2,926 (.508).

April 18, 1991 ........New Comiskey Park opens before a sellout crowd of 
42,191 as the Tigers shut out the Sox, 16-0.

Aug. 12, 1994 ........The Sox lead the AL Central by 1.0 game over Cleveland 
when the season is postponed due to a strike.

June 16, 1997 ........The White Sox and Cubs meet for the fi rst time during the 
regular season. The Cubs win the opener, 8-3, but the 
Sox win the fi nal two games, 5-3 and 3-0, at Comiskey 
Park.

2000-2009

Jan. 31, 2003 .........U.S. Cellular and the White Sox sign a 23-year, $68-mil-
lion naming rights agreement as Comiskey Park, opened 
in 1991, becomes U.S. Cellular Field. Revenue from the 
agreement allows the Sox and the Illinois Sports Facili-
ties Authority to undertake renovations to the ballpark.

July 15, 2003 .........The White Sox host the 74th All-Star Game, as the 
American League rallies for a 7-6 victory before 47,609 
at U.S. Cellular Field.

Sept. 13-14, 2004 .....Due to Hurricane Ivan, U.S. Cellular Field becomes the 
site of the fi rst two games of the Florida-Montreal series.  
It marks the fi rst time that a NL team has hosted a regular-
season game in an AL park since 1946.

The Sox 
retain an option under the team’s lease, which if exercised, 
could extend this naming rights deal an additional year 
through 2030. The White Sox played at new Comiskey Park 
from 1991-2002 before a naming rights agreement changed 
the ballpark’s name to U.S. Cellular Field from 2003-2016.

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CONFERENCE AND LEARNING CENTER

Since its opening in 2001, the Conference & Learning 
Center at Guaranteed Rate Field has been the site of 
hundreds of conferences and seminars, while also serv-
ing as a meeting location for civic and charity functions, 
and as the site for all White Sox press conferences and 
media events.

The facility, a joint partnership between Illinois Sports 
Facilities Authority and the White Sox, was designed by 
Campbell Tiu Campbell, Inc. and built by the joint venture 
of Walsh/Riteway. 

The CLC, which features the latest in communication and 
presentation technology, off ers users full-service catering 
by Levy Restaurants and on-site parking. It is available 
year-round for rental for meetings and events. The center 
is available for use by local non-profi t organizations, businesses and community groups. Non-profi t, civic and municipal organiza-
tions can use the CLC for reduced or no cost.

Beyond the entertainment provided by baseball’s on-the-fi eld activities, the facility allows ISFA and the Chicago White Sox to off er 
students unique educational opportunities that will allow them to benefi t from the experience and knowledge of the organization, 
its staff  and its supporters.

The CLC features a large amphitheater-style auditorium with a seating capacity of 130 and a meeting room that seats 60. The 
large auditorium features individual consoles at each seat, providing direct audio and data connections and computer signal inputs 
for projection or plasma display.

CHAMPIONS PLAZA AND CHAMPIONSHIP MOMENTS

“Champions Plaza” and “Championship Moments” monument 
is a diamond-shaped plaza featuring a prominent bronze and 
granite monument celebrating the White Sox 2005 World Se-
ries championship. 

The brick plaza, located at U.S. Cellular Field’s main entrance, 
was unveiled during the 2008 season and is comprised of “leg-
acy bricks” inscribed with personal messages from fans and 
features a historic timeline highlighting franchise milestones. 

The large monument is made of a combination of white bronze 
and black granite and was designed by the same studio (The 
Fine Art Studio of Rotblatt-Amrany) that developed the popular 
sculptures of Charles Comiskey, Minnie Miñoso, Carlton Fisk, 
Luis Aparicio, Nellie Fox, Billy Pierce, Harold Baines, Frank 
Thomas and Paul Konerko, which are located on the outfi eld 
concourse at U.S. Cellular Field.

As part of the 10-year anniversary of the 2005 World Series 
title, White Sox fans were again given the opportunity to pur-
chase bricks on the plaza in support of Chicago White Sox 
Charities. Those bricks were installed in spring 2015.

Paul Konerko became the ninth White Sox great immortalized in bronze at U.S. Cellular Field on September 27, 2014. Konerko 
retired following the 2014 campaign after an 18-year career (16 with the Sox). He is the White Sox all-time leader in total bases 
(4,010) and ranks second in homers (432), RBI (1,383) and games (2,268). Konerko, the White Sox captain from 2006-14, was a 
six-time All-Star and led the Sox to the 2005 World Series title. The “Paulie” sculpture joined those of club founder Charles Comis-
key (2004), outfi elder Minnie Miñoso (2004), catcher Carlton Fisk (2005), the double-play combination of Luis Aparicio and Nellie 
Fox (2006), pitcher Billy Pierce (2007), outfi elder/designated hitter Harold Baines (2008) and Frank Thomas (2011).

The distinctive complex covers 141 acres, making CR-G the 
largest campus in the Cactus League.

WHITE SOX CHARITIES

The White Sox are dedicated to making Chicago a better place to live, work and play. This commitment is felt 
throughout the organization as current and former players, ambassadors, front offi  ce staff , corporate partners, 
volunteers and more community members answer the call to serve. The 501(c)3 non-profi t organization’s eff orts 
are supported through an array of signature events, including: Beyond the Diamond Gala, Field of Greens 
celebrity golf outing, bobblehead fundraiser, Sox Split 50/50 raffl  e and more. 

WHITE SOX CHARITIES GRANT RECIPIENTS

Chicago White Sox Charities (CWSC) has donated more than $32 million to Chicagoland organizations since its 
inception in 1990. In 2018, CWSC awarded nearly $2.2 million in grants and other donations. Donations in 2018 
included $725,500 in grants to 30 Chicagoland non-profi t organizations through the White Sox Community Fund, 
a McCormick Foundation Fund. In addition, CWSC awarded grants totaling $170,000 to nine agencies providing 
services throughout the community. The Chicago White Sox Community Fund is supported through a major grant 
from CWSC and matching funds provided by the Robert R. McCormick Foundation.

CWSC also made donations totaling nearly $1.3 million to support White Sox urban youth baseball initiatives – 
including the Amateur City Elite (ACE) and Reviving Baseball in Inner Cities (RBI) programs – and to fund non-profi t 
organizations, such as the National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum and the University of Chicago Urban Labs.

All 2018 grant recipients were recognized during Sox Serve Week in a special on-fi eld ceremony presented by 
Peoples Gas with White Sox Ambassador Harold Baines, Robert R. McCormick Foundation Senior Vice President 
of Philanthropy Don Cooke, Peoples Gas Chief of Staff  Polly Eldringhoff , CWSC Executive Director Christine 
O’Reilly and CWSC President Scott Reifert.

WHITE SOX IN THE COMMUNITY
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WHITE SOX VOLUNTEER CORPS

The White Sox established the fi rst-of-its-kind Volunteer Corps in 2009. More than 5,000 fans have volunteered 
alongside players, coaches and club executives during community service projects to make Chicago a better 
place to live, work and play beyond the diamond. 

Since its inception, the Volunteer Corps 
has logged nearly 49,000 hours of 
service and provided nearly $1.1 million 
in labor (based on U.S. Department 
of Labor calculations). The impact 
included 392 events ranging from 
renovating local schools to serving 
meals at Ronald McDonald Houses 
and more. Of the 66 events in 2018, 
the largest was a playground build in 
the Pullman neighborhood that was 
held in partnership with KaBOOM! 
CWSC donated $100,000 in addition to 
providing volunteers to help transform 
the abandoned city lot into a beautiful 
play space for children in the community.

The White Sox Volunteer Corps was 
honored with the Commissioner’s Award for Philanthropic Excellence in 2011 and the Robert Wood Johnson 
Foundation’s Steve Patterson Award for Excellence in Sports Philanthropy in September 2012.

CHICAGO SPORTS ALLIANCE

In November, the White Sox along with the Chicago Bears, Blackhawks, Bulls and Cubs announced the second 
consecutive year of the Chicago Sports Alliance and its contributions. Together, the fi ve championship sports 
teams are lending their broad reach and resources in support of solutions to decrease violence in Chicago. For 
the second consecutive year, the group will donate a total of $1 million in one-time grants to continue supporting 
partnerships with the University of Chicago Crime Lab and Choose to Change (C2C) as well as a new partner-
ship for targeted transitional job training program with READI Chicago (Rapid Employment and Development 
Initiative). The White Sox will provide additional support to spread awareness with player appearances and 
community relations eff orts during the 2019 season.

WHITE SOX IN THE COMMUNITY

White Sox players, coaches and community ambassadors, along with 
members of the Volunteer Corps, particpated in a day of service at Armour 
Elementary School in the Bridgeport neighborhood in May 2018.

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MULTICULTURAL COMMUNITY OUTREACH

The White Sox have a long, distinguished history of being one 
of the most active teams in Major League Baseball in both 
community outreach and partnership with the African American 
and Latino communities. In 2018, the White Sox reached 
2.9 million members of Chicago’s multicultural communities 
through 38 various neighborhood events.

This includes participation in community events such as: Día 
del Niño, presented by the National Museum of Mexican 
Art; Fiesta Back of the Yards, presented by the Back of the 
Yards Neighborhood Council; The 26th Street Mexican 
Independence Day Parade, presented by Little Village 
Chamber of Commerce; Taste of WVON, presented by WVON 
1690AM; Englewood Back-to-School Parade, presented by 
the Englewood Parade committee; The Illinois State Black 
Chamber of Commerce Convention, presented by the Illinois 
State Black Chamber of Commerce and the Chosen Few 
Picnic & Festival, presented by the Chosen Few Disco Corp.

The White Sox also hold events such as Cinco de Mayo, Game 
Changers: Latinos in Sports Business panel discussion, private 
viewings of the Negro Leagues Baseball Museum's Béisbol 
traveling exhibition and Hispanic Heritage Night. 

The Sox eff orts in the Latino and African American communities 
are focused on partnering with organizations that support 
cultural, athletic and academic programs. 

In 2010, Chicago White Sox Charities donated $1 million to 
the Salvation Army Chicago Metropolitan Division to help build 
the Ray and Joan Kroc Corps Community Center in Chicago’s 
West Pullman neighborhood. Today, the Kroc Center boasts a 

facility that includes baseball and softball diamonds, where the 
White Sox Amateur City Elite (ACE) youth baseball program 
plays and trains.

Since the inception of the ACE program in 2007 – the club’s 
showpiece youth baseball initiative – almost 200 athletes have 
received aid to play collegiate baseball, with 70 competing at 
the NCAA Division I level and 20 drafted by professional teams.

The White Sox will host the annual Double Duty Classic in 
2019, continuing their eff ort to grow the game and develop 
inner-city baseball talent. Each year since 2008, the White Sox 
have brought together many of the best inner-city high school 
baseball players to play in the Double Duty Classic – an event 
celebrating the history and tradition of Negro Leagues baseball 
in Chicago and promoting the next generation of inner-city 
baseball players. The event is named after Negro League 
legend Ted “Double Duty” Radcliff e and commemorates the 
historic Negro Leagues All-Star game played at old Comiskey 
Park. Players dress in uniforms similar to those of the Negro 
Leagues and play a game at Guaranteed Rate Field.

In the past, players have attended a symposium prior to the 
game, where they learn about the original East-West game 
and interact with dignitaries from Major League Baseball. 
Past participants include Tyrone Brooks and Tony Reagins of 
Major League Baseball, Sharon Robinson (daughter of Jackie 
Robinson), Negro Leagues Baseball Museum president Bob 
Kendrick, Scoop Jackson and Michael Wilbon of ESPN, White 
Sox hitting coach Todd Steverson, Sox Hall-of-Famer Frank 
Thomas and the team’s executive vice president Ken Williams.

The White Sox announced on December 15, 2017 that 2005 
World Series Champion A.J. Pierzynski and Hall-of-Famer Tim 
Raines have rejoined the organization as team ambassadors.

Pierzynski batted .279 (1,087-3,896) with 198 doubles, 118 
home runs, 460 RBI and 452 runs scored in 1,068 games over 
eight seasons with Chicago from 2005-12. He ranks third all-
time among Sox catchers in home runs.

The two-time American League All-Star catcher spent 19 sea-
sons in the major leagues, hitting .280 (2,043-7,290) with 407 
doubles, 188 home runs, 909 RBI and 807 runs scored over 
2,059 games.

Pierzynski is tied for the major-league record with 13 consecu-
tive seasons (2001-13) with at least 100 games caught and 
ranks sixth in major-league history with 16,335.1 IC.

Raines batted .283 (697-2,461) with 98 doubles, 28 triples, 50 
home runs, 277 RBI, 440 runs scored and 143 stolen bases in 
648 games with the Sox from 1991-95..

The seven-time All-Star played 23 major-league seasons, 
hitting .294 (2,605-8,872) with 430 doubles, 113 triples, 170 
home runs, 980 RBI, 1,571 runs scored, 808 stolen bases, 
a .385 on-base percentage and .425 slugging percentage in 
2,502 games. Raines, who was inducted into the Baseball Hall 
of Fame in 2017, ranks fi fth in major-league history in stolen 
bases and ninth in stolen-base percentage (84.3).

Pierzynski and Raines join other White Sox legends as team 
ambassadors, including Hall of Famers Harold Baines and 
Carlton Fisk, Mike Huff , Bo Jackson, Ron Kittle, Carlos May, 
Bill Melton, Donn Pall, Dan Pasqua and Mike Squires.

Media credentials 
are to be picked up at the Gate 4 reception desk starting 4.5 hours prior to 
game time. Earlier credential pick up should be arranged in advance with the 
media relations offi  ce.

Please note: Transferral of working press credentials or autograph 
requests by working media will result in termination of privileges for 
the individuals involved. Also, all credentials must include a headshot.

Full-Season Credentials: Full-season credentials for all White Sox games at 
Guaranteed Rate Field are available to all accredited daily newspapers and 
area radio and television reporters who cover the Sox on a regular basis, as 
well as websites affi  liated with an accredited newsgathering outlet. All requests 
should be submitted via credentials.mlb.com.  For further information, contact 
Hannah Sundwall at 312-674-5300.

All full-season credentials require a photo. Photos may be submitted with 
the credential application on the MLB system. Full-season credentials 
will not be issued without photo I.D.

Daily Credentials: All other media outlets will be credentialed on a per-
game basis. A credential application from an editor, sports director/producer 
or assignment editor should be submitted at least 24 hours in advance at 
credentials.mlb.com. All daily credentials must include a headshot and, per 
MLB guidelines, must be submitted to the online credential system. Media 
outlets will no longer be allowed to submit requests via phone or email.

Photo Requests: Requests for photos from accredited newsgathering agen-
cies should be sent via email to Ron Vesely (rvesely@chisox.com) or Hannah 
Sundwall (hsundwall@chisox.com) in the Media Relations department.

Admission: Enter Guaranteed Rate Field at Gate 4 (Administrative Offi  ces). 
Television crews that park in the back of the ballpark enter through the loading 
dock. A MLB Working Pass, BBWAA card or White Sox credential is necessary 
for admittance. All visitors will are required to pass through a metal detector and 
bags entering the ballpark will be searched. We appreciate your cooperation 
and apologize in advance for any inconvenience.

Additional Note: Media may be asked to show a photo ID prior to entering 
the park and will not be granted access to the ballpark until 4.5 hours 
prior to fi rst pitch.

Broadcast Booths: Television and radio booths are located on the 300 level 
and may be accessed by entering Gate 4. There are seven broadcast booths: 
Booth 1 (Reserved), Booth 2 (Home TV), Booth 3 (Visiting TV), Private Booth 
(Offi  cial Scorer), Booth 4 (Home Radio), Booth 5 (Visiting Radio), Booth 6 
(White Sox Pre/Post) and Booth 7 (Home Spanish Radio).

Cellular Phones and Tablets: Per Major League Baseball guidelines, the use 
of cellular phones and tablets in the clubhouse is prohibited.

Clubhouses: Credentials must indicate clubhouse access. Enter at Gate 4 
and proceed to the service tunnel. As you reach the service tunnel, the White 
Sox clubhouse (third base side) is to the left and the visitors’ clubhouse (fi rst 
base) is to the right. The clubhouses will open to the media 3.5 hours prior to 
game time and close at the start of batting practice. Following the game, the 
White Sox clubhouse will open to the media no later than 10 minutes after the 
last out. The trainer’s room, weight room, and players lounge are closed to the 
media. Media are asked not to lounge in the clubhouse or conduct full-length 
interviews after a game unless pre-arranged with the media relations offi  ce.

Photographer Work Space: Enter at Gate 4 and proceed to the service 
tunnel. The work space is located at the entrance to the fi rst base photo box. 

Elevators: Two elevators are located to the right after entering Gate 4. Proper 
credentials are necessary for access to the elevators. Take either elevator to 
Level 4 for the Press Box, Level 3 for the Bards Room (dining) and Broadcast 
Booths or Level 5 for the Upper Photo Boxes (Sections 524 and 540).

Field: Credentials must indicate fi eld access. The fi eld and dugouts must be 
cleared following pre-game batting practice. Postgame live shots can be done 
from the warning track areas immediately in front of the fi rst and third base 
photo boxes. However, postgame interviews will not be allowed in or near 
the dugouts, without special permission, until 10 minutes after the last out.

Game Tickets: Limited complimentary tickets are available to the media on a 
fi rst-come, fi rst-served basis. Media may request up to four tickets for a game 
by emailing the request to Hannah Sundwall at least 24 hours in advance. If 
complimentary tickets are unavailable, tickets are available for purchase with 
a credit card. Tickets may be picked up at Gate 4, Window 10.

Interview Procedures: Contact the White Sox Media Relations department 
to schedule interviews requiring special arrangements. Media requesting an 
interview with a member of the front offi  ce staff  should do so through a member 
of the Sox Media Relations department.

Media Dining: Meals are served in the Bard’s Room from 2.5 hours prior to 
all games until game time for a fee. Bard’s Room privileges are available only 
to those media with BBWAA cards or White Sox credentials. Selected food 
from Levy Restaurants will be available in the Press Box.

Media Guides: Media guides are available in the Press Box and may be 
obtained from a White Sox Media Relations representative.

Parking: Limited parking for the media is available in Lots C and G, as des-
ignated on the parking pass. Daily parking is available by contacting Hannah 
Sundwall in the Media Relations department before noon on weekdays and 
before 2:00 p.m. on Friday for the weekend.

Photo Areas: Enter at Gate 4 and proceed to the service tunnel. As you reach 
the service tunnel, the third base photo box is to the left and the fi rst base photo 
box is to the right. Still photographers are not allowed in the tunnel behind 
home plate or in the clubhouses, without special permission.

Postgame Interview Room: Approximately 10 minutes following the conclu-
sion of the game, manager Rick Renteria and selected players are available 
in the postgame interview room. The interview room is located across the 
service tunnel from the visiting clubhouse. Interviews are broadcast into the 
press box and a multbox is available for TV/radio use. The postgame interview 
room feed is available to off -site media through The Chicago Switch, LLC (call 
312-640-1850 or email info@thechicagoswitch.com).

Press Box: Take the elevator to Level 4. The Press Box contains 100 seats, 
individual storage bins and a lounge area. Guests are not allowed in the Press 
Box without prior approval from the Media Relations department.

Game-Related Materials: Media materials and game information are avail-
able at whitesoxpressbox.com or mlbpressbox.com. Please see a media 
relations staff  member for login information. A limited number of lineup sheets, 
rosters, news releases and miscellaneous game information will be made 
available in the Press Box. Boxscores, play-by-play reports and postgame 
notes are available in the Press Box after the game.

Television Minicam Crews: Television minicam trucks will be allowed to park 
at the rear of the ballpark near the Players Lot (corner of 35th St. and Went-
worth Ave.). Crews parking in this area enter the stadium with their equipment 
via the loading dock. Security personnel may search vehicles and request 
identifi cation from camera and truck crews. Access to the fi eld is via fi rst and 
third base photo boxes off  the service tunnel. Access to photo boxes on the 
upper concourse is via the freight elevator in the left fi eld corner of the stadium.

Per Major League Baseball guidelines, no game action may be shown during 
a live shot. Use of lights in the stadium during the game is prohibited. Proper 
credentials are necessary for access to the clubhouses. Following the game, 
interviews will not be allowed in or near the dugouts, without permission, until 
10 minutes after the fi nal out.

Roving through the stands and concourses is prohibited without prior 
arrangements with the White Sox. Likewise, fi eld level access during the 
game is limited to the fi rst and third base photo boxes.

 Will join the late Roy Halladay, Edgar Martínez, Mike Mussina, 
Mariano Rivera and Lee Smith in the Class of 2019 at the 80th 
anniversary induction ceremonies on 7/21/19 in Cooperstown, 
N.Y. … joins Frank Thomas (2014), Ken Griff ey Jr. (2016), Tim 
Raines (2017) and Jim Thome (2018) as former Sox players 
inducted since 2014.
 Was elected by the Today’s Game Era Committee, receiving 
12 of 16 votes for 75.0 percent required for enshrinement … 
becomes the 15th person in franchise history elected (with the 
White Sox serving as the primary team and the ninth from that 
group who began his Hall of Fame career with the organization).

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS

 Played 22 seasons in the major leagues with the White Sox 
(1980-89, ’96-97, 2000-01), Texas (1989-90), Oakland (1990-
92), Baltimore (1993-95, ’97-99) and Cleveland (1999), hitting 
.289 with 488 doubles, 384 home runs, 1,628 RBI, 1,299 runs 
scored and 1,062 walks over 2,830 games.
 His 13 career grand slams are tied for 13th in major-league 
history, and his 1,628 RBI rank 34th.
 Six-time All-Star hit above .300 eight times and drove in 100-
plus runs three times … reached double fi gures in home runs 
for 21 straight seasons from 1980-2000. 
 Is the only player in major-league history to play at least 1,000 
games at designated hitter and another position.
 From 1980-99, ranked in the Top 5 in the majors in RBI (2nd, 
1,583), total bases (3rd, 4,474), extra-base hits (4th, 896), hits 
(5th, 2,783) and doubles (5th, 474) … the only other players 
to record more hits during that span were Hall of Famers Tony 
Gwynn, Wade Boggs, Cal Ripken Jr. and Paul Molitor.
 Ranks among the all-time DH leaders in games (2nd, 1,643), 
hits (2nd, 1,690), runs (3rd, 771), RBI (3rd, 981), doubles (4th, 
293) and home runs (4th, 236).
 Batted .324/.378/.519 (33-102) with fi ve home runs and 16 
RBI over 31 postseason games … his .324 average is the 11th-
highest mark since 1969 (min. 100 at-bats).
 Is one of just three players in Sox history to hit 20-plus home 
runs in six consecutive seasons (1982-87).
 His uniform No. 3 was retired by the White Sox in 1989, and 
a statue in his honor was unveiled at Guaranteed Rate Field in 
2008 … was on the Sox coaching staff  from 2004-15, serving 
as bench coach for the 2005 World Series Champions.

2001 HIGHLIGHTS

 Missed most of his fi nal season with a strained hip fl exor … 
played his fi nal game on 9/27 vs. Minnesota … collected his 
fi nal hit on 6/14 vs. Cincinnati, a single off  Jim Brower.

2000 HIGHLIGHTS

 Was acquired from Baltimore with C Charles Johnson on 7/29 
in exchange for four players … hit his fi nal home run on 8/15 at 
Baltimore, a three-run shot off  Jason Johnson … went 1-4 with 
a double and run scored in the ALDS vs. Seattle.

1999 HIGHLIGHTS

 At age 40, combined to hit .312 (134-430) with 25 home runs 
and 103 RBI with Baltimore and Cleveland and earned a spot on 
the AL All-Star Team … his .533 slugging percentage was the 
highest in major-league history by a player 40 or older, breaking 
the mark of .508 set by Stan Musial in 1962.

1998 HIGHLIGHTS

 Batted .300-plus for the third straight season and seventh 
time in his career.

1997 HIGHLIGHTS

 Began the season with the White Sox before being traded to 
Baltimore on 7/29 … collected his 2,500th career hit on 7/11 at 
Kansas City.

1996 HIGHLIGHTS

 His 95 RBI were his most since 1985 (113) … hit 20-plus home 
runs for the 10th time in his career … hit a pair of grand slams 
for the second straight season … drove in 29 runs in May.

1995 HIGHLIGHTS

 Ranked 10th in the AL with a .403 on-base percentage … hit 
his 300th career home run on 9/22 at Milwaukee (off  Mark Kiefer) 
… played in his 1,000th game as a DH on 6/22 vs. Boston … 
hit two grand slams.

1994 HIGHLIGHTS

 Fell .006 shy of hitting .300 in a strike-shortened season … 
hit the then-longest home run by an Oriole at Camden Yards on 
7/30 vs. Toronto (442 feet off  Todd Stottlemyre).

1993 HIGHLIGHTS

 Batted a career-high .313 … would have ranked among the 
AL leaders in average, slugging percentage (.510) and on-base 
percentage (.390) with 22 more plate appearances … tied the 
Orioles record by reaching base safely in 13 straight plate ap-
pearances from 4/30-5/2 … recorded his 2,000th career hit on 
7/24 vs. Minnesota, an infi eld single off  Scott Erickson.



1992 HIGHLIGHTS

 Batted .440 (11-25) for Oakland in the postseason … his 11 
hits tied the ALCS record (since broken) … recorded his 1,000th 
career RBI on 5/18 at Baltimore … drove in a career-high seven 
runs on 6/23 vs. Seattle.

1991 HIGHLIGHTS

 Received a franchise-record 22 intentional walks with the A’s 
… went 3-3 with a double, three home runs, seven RBI and four 
runs scored on 5/7 vs. Baltimore.

1990 HIGHLIGHTS

 Was acquired by Oakland from Texas on 8/29 … did not start 
a game against a left-hander until Game 3 of the World Series, 
homering in his fi rst at-bat off  Tom Browning.

1989 HIGHLIGHTS

 Won the Silver Slugger Award … ranked seventh in the AL in 
on-base percentage (.395), eighth in average (.309) and 10th in 
slugging percentage (.465) … was traded to Texas on 7/29.

1988 HIGHLIGHTS

 Was named the top DH in the AL for the second straight 
season … tied for sixth in the AL with a career-high 39 doubles.

1987 HIGHLIGHTS

 Was named to the AL All-Star Team for the third straight 
season … was named the top DH in the AL … recorded 10 
home runs and 36 RBI in June.

1986 HIGHLIGHTS

 Became the fi rst player in Sox history to hit 20-plus home 
runs in fi ve straight seasons … ranked fourth in the AL with 15 
assists in his fi nal full season in the outfi eld.

1985 HIGHLIGHTS

 Was named to The Sporting News All-Star Team after hitting 
.300 with 20-plus home runs for the second straight season … 
collected a career-high 198 hits … his 158 starts led all AL right 
fi elders … singled off  Nolan Ryan in his fi rst All-Star Game.

1984 HIGHLIGHTS

 Led the AL with a .541 slugging percentage … hit .379 with 19 
homers and 59 RBI over 70 games from the end of May through 
mid-August … his 25th-inning home run on 5/9 off  Milwaukee’s 
Chuck Porter ended the longest game in major-league history 
(8:06) … hit three home runs on 9/17 at Minnesota.

1983 HIGHLIGHTS

 Set a then major-league record with 22 game-winning RBI 
… his sacrifi ce fl y on 9/17 vs. Seattle drove home Julio Cruz 
with the winning run as the Sox captured the AL West title to 
reach the postseason for the fi rst time since 1959 … compiled 
a career-best, 19-game hitting streak from 9/3-23.

1982 HIGHLIGHTS

 At age 23, became the youngest player in Sox history to reach 
100 RBI … his 105 RBI were the most by a Sox player since 
Dick Allen in 1972 (113) … hit three home runs on 7/7 at Detroit.

1981 HIGHLIGHTS

 Improved his average by 31 points from 1980 … tied for 
second in the AL with seven triples.

1980 HIGHLIGHTS

 Made his major-league debut on 4/10 vs. Baltimore … re-
corded his fi rst career hit on 4/17 vs. the Yankees (off  Jim Kaat) 
and his fi rst home run on 4/19 at Baltimore (off  Jim Palmer).

MISCELLANEOUS | PERSONAL

 Married Marla … has four children: Antoinette, Britni, Harold 
Jr., and Courtney and two grandchildren … was born, raised 
and still resides in St. Michaels (Md.) where as a Little Leaguer 
he attracted the attention of former White Sox owner Bill Veeck 
… six years later (1977), the White Sox selected Baines with 
the fi rst pick in the country … Veeck and then general manager 
Roland Hemond traveled to Baines’ home the night before the 
draft and signed him to a contract … every January 9th is “Harold 
Baines Day” in St. Michaels.
