The clubs will 
meet again at Cheney Stadium in Tacoma in Wednesday, 
August 29 (7:00 p.m. / ESPN+).

Seattle on Saturday will look to build upon a 3-0 victory 
over Las Vegas Lights FC in its last match on July 26 in 
Tacoma. S2 is looking for its first road victory this season, 
as they have posted a 0-7-2 mark away from home in 
2018. 

Saint Louis is coming off a 2-1 victory at Reno 1868 FC 
on July 28, and are 3-2-4 at home at Toyota Stadium this 
season. The club sits in 11th place in the Western Confer-
ence, just five points out of the last playoff spot.

Sounders FC 2 (4-13-2, 14 points) on July 26 scored a 
season-high-tying three goals and Calle Brown posted 
his second clean sheet of 2018 in a 3-0 victory over Las 
Vegas Lights FC (6-9-5, 23 points) at Cheney Stadium 
in Tacoma. David Estrada tallied his ninth marker of the 
season, while Federal Way native Lamar Neagle scored 
in his first match for S2 in the South Sound.

Midfielder Antonee Burke-Gilroy opened the scoring 
with a brilliant solo effort in the sixth minute to put S2 
ahead, 1-0. He found space at the top of the 18-yard-
box, feigned a pass to his right and chipped a shot over 
Las Vegas goalkeeper Ricardo Ferriño and into the back 
of the net. The goal was the first of Burke-Gilroy’s S2 
career. Las Vegas was reduced to nine men late in the 
first half when Marcelo Alatorre and Carlos Alvarez were 
both sent off.

S2 increased the pressure offensively during the second 
half and was rewarded with a penalty kick in the 68th 
minute. Estrada, who came on as a 60th minute sub-
stitute, converted with a picture-perfect strike into the 
bottom left corner to extend S2’s lead to 2-0. Just four 
minutes later, he chipped a terrific through ball to Neagle, 
who extended S2’s lead to 3-0 in the 72nd minute. It was 
Neagle’s second S2 appearance of 2018, and the first 
start at Cheney Stadium. The Thomas Jefferson High 
School graduate is the fourth all-time leading scorer in 
Sounders FC history with 28 goals in nine seasons of 
MLS regular season play. It marked the first assist of the 
season for Estrada.

Brown made two saves to post his first shutout since 
April 21 at Colorado Springs. He has not allowed more 
than two goals in each of his last five starts, posting a 
1.40 goals-against average in those contests.

ESTRADA IN RACE FOR GOLDEN BOOT

S2 forward David Estrada ranks tied for fourth in the 
Western Conference and tied for ninth in the USL with 
nine goals scored this season. He is just three markers 
behind the league leaders (through games of 8/1). 
Estrada scored his ninth goal of the season in his last 
match on July 26 against Las Vegas Lights FC.

The 30-year-old has recorded a brace in two games this 
season, and has five goals in his last eight matches. He 
has accounted for 45.0% of the total goals scored by S2 
in 2018 (9 of 20).

2018 SOUNDERS FC 2 STATISTICS
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Seattle Sounders FC and the Tacoma Rainiers announced on November 1, 2017 that beginning in 2018, Sounders FC 2’s 
previously-announced transition to Tacoma is accelerating, allowing S2 to play its home matches at Cheney Stadium, while 
progress continues toward a new soccer-specific facility. Earlier in 2017, the two clubs reached a historic agreement to 
build a 5,000-seat facility in Central Tacoma on the footprint of Cheney Stadium. While that process moves forward, South 
Sound soccer fans are now able to see their USL side play in Tacoma several seasons ahead of schedule.

“Our organization was already thrilled to be moving ahead with the Rainiers and the City of Tacoma on the new stadium 
project, but when we learned of the opportunity to begin playing USL games as soon as 2018 in a facility like Cheney 
Stadium, we embraced the chance,” said Sounders FC Owner Adrian Hanauer. “From Rainiers leadership to the many 
civic officials in Tacoma that are working hard to deliver professional soccer to their city, we’re humbled to have such willing 
partners in this effort. As soon as next season, fans can enjoy a first-class experience at Cheney, allowing the club to make 
a tangible connection to the City of Tacoma earlier than expected.”
 
Originally announced in May of 2017, the partnership brings together two of the Northwest’s premier professional sports 
organizations to reach a first-of-its-kind relationship in USL within the same regional market. The Tacoma Rainiers are 
an award-winning franchise that has been a staple of the South Sound community for over 50 years, operating as the 
top affiliate of Major League Baseball’s Seattle Mariners. They will operate the business side of the new era of the USL 
club, taking advantage of the decades of experience operating a professional organization in the Tacoma market, while 
Sounders FC is set to maintain leadership over soccer operations and sporting infrastructure. With key details coming 
together - including a name for the organization that is representative of its new home - it was announced today that much 
like the naming of the Sounders FC First Team, Tacoma fans will have influence over the identity of their new club. Details 
for that process are forthcoming, with the team to play under the S2 brand in the near-term during this transition.
