GHAIRMAN AND ALTERNATE NBA GOVERNOR

JERRY REINSDORF

CHAIRMAN AND ALTERNATE NBA GOVERNOR

Jerry Reinsdorf, whose fwo professional sports feams -- the Chicago

Bulls and Chicago White Sox - have combined fo win seven World
Championships for the city of Chicago and ifs sporfs fans, became
Chairman of the Bulls on March 13,1985, when a group he led purchased
controlling interest in the franchise. Reinsdorf also is Chairman of the White
Sox, wha claimed the 2005 World Series. During his tenure as Chairman

of the Bulls, the team has captured six World Championships (1991-93,
1996-38).

Reinsdorf celebrated 30 years with the Bulls in March 2015, the third-longest
acfive ownership fenure in the NBA behind only the Buss family of the Los
Angeles Lakers and Herbert Simon of the Indiana Pacers.

During his three decades of leadership, the Bulls have made 24 postsea-
son appearances, posted a .536 overall winning percentage (1477-1280),
reached the Eastern Conference Finals on seven occasions and claimed
eight Central Division fitles. The Reinsdorf-era Bulls have featured six NBA
MVPs (five by Michael Jordan and one for Derrick Rose), three Rookie of the
Year winners, three Executive of the Year honors and two Coach of the Year
winners. The Bulls also own two of the fop three best single-season victory
fotals in NBA history, going 72-10 in the 1935-96 season and 63-13 in the
1996-97 season (tied with the Lakers' 1971-72 season). The Bulls have led the
NBA in attendance nine ou of the last 10 seasons.

Reinsdorf has spearheaded the consfruction of three major facilities for
the Bulls - the United Center, home of the Bulls and the NHL's Chicago
Blackhawks, which opened for the 1994-35 season; the Sheri L. Berto Center,
the Bulls practice facility in Deerfield, lll, from 1982-2014; and the Advocare
Center, the Bull state-of-the-art downfown practice facility, which opened in
the summer of 2014 and is located across from the United Cener. Reinsdorf
was also responsible for the construction of Guaranteed Rate Field, home
of the Chicago White Sox since 1991, as well as the United Center's east
addition.

In2009, Reinsdorf co-founded Silver Chalice Ventures, a digital sports media
holding company, which is partnered with the Sinclair Broadcasting Group,
Time, Inc., BAMTech, the digifal arm of Major League Baseball, the NHL and
the PGA TOUR to own and operate Stadium, a multi-platform sports network
that brings fogether exclusive live games and events, extensive highlights,
classic games, original programming and daily live studio programming.

Both of Reinsdorf's sports franchises support the Chicago area community
through a variety of efforts, including the team charifies - Chicago Bulls
Charities and Chicago White Sox Charities. Chicago Bulls Charities places
particular giving emphasis on youth education, youth health and wellness,
violence prevention and military support, and has supported worthy orga-
nizations throughout Chicagoland including: After School Matters, Ann and
Robert H. Lurie Children's Hospital of Chicago; Gilda's Club Chicago; Chicago
Public Schools; the James Jordan Boys &Girls; Salvation Army Ray and Joan
Kroc Corps Community Genter; Youth Guidance; Mercy Home for Boys &Girls;
and Ronald McDonald House Charifies. The Bulls, under Reinsdorf's leader-
ship, provided funding to help establish Chicago Bulls College Prep School
on the west side in 2009. A Noble Streer Charter School, CBCP's first gradu-
ating class walked in June 2013, and 100% of the 165 seniors graduated and

were accepred fo a four-
vear college. Reinsdorf's
franchises also promote
sports 1o thousands  of
children each year through
the programs and outreach
provided by the Bulls/Sox
Training Academy, which
opened in 2001,

Reinsdorf has been widely

recognized for his profes-

sional, civic and charitable

contributions. Mosf recent-
Iy, he was named fo the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame Class of 2016.
He is the 10th NBA owner fo be honored as an inductee. In 2015, the Bulls
were named the inaugural ESPN Sports Humanitarian Team of the Vear,
and in 2017, the White Sox were finalists for the same honor. The award
celebrates and recognizes how members of the sports industry use sport
fo serve communities and make a posifive impact. In 2013, he received
the SportsBusiness Daily/Journal Lifetime Achievement Award recognizing
his record of business and philanthropic success. In 2012, Reinsdorf and
the White Sox received the Steve Patterson Award for Excellence in sports
philanthropy, while in 2011, he received the Jefferson Award, one of the
nation’s top honors for community service and volunteerism, Major League
Baseball's Commissioner's Award for Philanthropic Excellence, and the
Barnes and Thornburg Jackie Robinson Award for diversity in the workplace.

Reinsdorf was the 1997 recipient of the Order of Lincoln Award, the Stare
of lllinois™ highest award. He has also been honored by such organi-
7ations as: Kesher, Interfaith Organizing Project, American Academy of
Achievement, Cysfic Fibrosis Foundation, Trial Lawyers Club of Chicago,
Chicago Historical Society, Chicago Jewish Sporting Hall of Fame, National
Jewish Sporting Hall of Fame and Chicago Sports Hall of Fame, He has been
awarded the Chicago Park District's 1990 Chicagoan of the Year Award, the
PUSH Bridgebuilder Award, National Ifalian-American Friendship Award,
Northwestern University's Award of Merit, US. Air Force American Spirit
Award, Ellis Island Medal of Honor, Mayor's Medal of Honor, Guardian of
Children Award from the Jewish Council of Youth Services, Sports Lawyers
Award of Excellence and an honorary degree in Humane Letters from llinois
College. Chicago Baseball Gancer Charities has twice conferred its Hallmark
Award fo Reinsdorf in recognition of his efforts.

Inaddition to his sports inferests, Reinsdorf is an attomey, a certified public
accountant, a specialist in real esfare securifies, a registered morfgage
underwriter and a certified review appraiser. In 1987 Reinsdorf completed
employment as chairman of the board of a real estare investment firm he
co-founded in the early-1970's and sold fo American Express. Currenily, he
is a partner in Bojer Financial Ltd, a real estate investment company. He is a
former member of the board of directors of Shearson Lehman Brathers, Inc.,
the Northwestern University Law School Alumni Association, LaSalle Bank,
Equity Office Properties and numerous other corporafions and charities.
He is presently a Life Trustee of Northwestern University and in 2008 was
apnointed a Trustee of the National Baseball Hall of Fame & Museum.

Born in Brooklyn, N.Y. on Feb. 25, 1936, Reinsdorf graduated from George
Washington University in Washington, D.C., and earned a law degree from
Northwestern University after moving to Chicago in 1957. Reinsdorf and his
wife, Martyl, have three surviving children and nine grandchildren.

JOHN PAXSON

EXEGUTIVE VIGE PRESIDENT - BASKETBALL OPERATIONS

— Paxson remains at the forefront of the organization in his role as Executive
Vice President of Baskefball Operations and works in tandem with General
Manager Gar Forman in an effort to bring an NBA Championship back to
Chicago .. Paxson has been a part of the organization as a player, coach,
broadcaster or front office executive since 1985 ... Paxson is the sixth
individual to head basketball operations in the history of the Chicago Bulls,
joining Dick Klein (1966-69), Pat Williams (1969-73), Dick Motta (1973-76),
Rod Thorn (1978-85) and Jerry Krause (1385-2003) .. during the 2017-18
season, Paxson was named a member of the NBA Competition Committee fo
add valuable perspective on improving the game of basketball ... in collabo-
ration with General Manager Gar Forman, Paxson has positively implemented
change upon the Bulls roster, coaching staff and hasketball operations department, with the Bulls making playoff
appearances in 11 of his 16 years as head of basketball aperations (2005-07, 2008-2015, 2017) ... in 2004-05,
Paxson quickly fransformed Chicago’s roster via the NBA Draft, catapulting the Bulls to 47 victories (a 24-game
improvement from the previous season) with 13 of his player acquisitions leading the way fo secure the team's first
postseason appearance since 1998 .. in overseeing his first five NBA Drafts (the Bulls were without a pick in 2005),

Paxson drafted Memphis guard Derrick Rose with
the first overall pick in the 2008 NBA Draft, Rose went on to be named 2009 NBA Rookie of the Year and NBA MVP
in 2010-11... Paxson has also proven to have an eye for untapped potential, as evidenced by his selection of Jimmy
Butler with the 30th pick in the 2011 Draft ... Butler was selected to three All-Star teams (2015, 2016, 2017), a member
of the AII-NBA Third Team (2016-17) and was named the NBA's Most Improved Player of 2014-15 ... also active on
the free agent front, Paxson signed Spanish League star Andrés Nocioni prior fo the 2004-05 season and watched
the Argentina native significantly bolster the Bulls’ frontline ..

Paxson was also
responsible for one of the most memorable shots in NBA history during the 1993 NBA Finals, sinking a game-and-
series-winning 3-pointer with 3.9 seconds remaining fo defeat the Phoenix Suns on the road in Game 6, giving the
Bulls their third straight NBA World Championship ... his NBA career began after being selected by the San Antonio

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INTERNATIONAL AMPHITHEATRE HISTORY

INTERNATIONAL AMPHITHEATRE HISTORY

The International Amphitheatre opened in 1934 adjacent to the Union Stock Yard on Chicago's south side. Built for $1.5 million, the venue hosted a myriad
of conventions, frade shows, concerts and sporting events. Professional sports franchises that called the Amphitheatre home include the NBA's Chicago
Packers (1961-62), the Chicago Bulls (1966-67) and the World Hockey Association’s Chicaga Gougars (1972-75).

It was the site of Bulls home games during their inaugural season before the team moved fo the Chicago Stadium. The Bulls compiled a 17-19 record in their
brief tenure at the Amphitheatre.

The Amphitheatre helped mark Chicago as a convention capiral. The building hosted three Democratic and two Republican National Conventions between
1952 and 1968. Other events held ar the Amphitheatre include Ringling Brothers and Barnum Bailey Circuses, shows by Elvis Presley, Frank Sinatra, The
Beatles, Black Sabbath, The Who and numerous theatrical performances.

The Amphitheatre was sold fo a real-estate investor in 1983 and control was later transferred to the Gity of Chicago. It was demolished in 1999,

Opened on March 28,1929, the Chicago Stadium served host fo
numerous sporfing events, concerts and political conventions.

Dver the years, the Stadium played host to the NBA, the NHL, the
NASL and MISL, and even the NFL. On Dec. 15,1330, the Chicago
Bears and the St. Louis Cardinals played the NFL's first indoor
football game on an 80-yard field. The game, played as an
exhibition contest that the Bears won 3-7, served as a charity
game 1o aid those affected by the Great Depression. Just over
two years later, on Dec. 18,1932, the Bears refurned fo play the
Portsmouth (Ohio) Spartans in the 1932 NFL Championship Game.

For 65 years, the Chicago Blackhawks called historic Chicago
Stadium home. After playing their inaugural season at
International Amphitheatre in 1986-67, the Chicago Bulls moved
to the west side in the fall of 1967.

UNITED GENTER HISTORY

Following more than two years of construction, the United
Center officially opened its doors on Aug. 18, 1994. The end

-~ result produced the largest arena in the United States (in phys-
ical size, nof capacity), covering more than 360,000 square
feer and sitfing on 46 acres west of the Chicago Loop, and one
block west of the former site of Chicago Stadium.

The building held its first major event on Aug. 29, when it
plaved host to the WWF's SummerSlam, while the Bulls opened
the UC playing the first-gver regular season game in the
building on Nov. 4,1994. Before a record Bulls crowd of 22,313,
Chicago defeated the Charlotte Homers 89-83, as Scottie
Pippenled the way with a game-high 22 points.

Home fo the Bulls and the Chicago Blackhawks, for more than
80 games a year, the building holds 20,917 for Bulls games and
19917 for Blackhawks contests.

Annually, the Unired Genter hosts in upwards of 200 events. In
addition to the Bulls and Blackhawks, the building has hosted

Inan effort fo provide a professional working environment, the Bulls
have established the following guidelines for the 2019-20 season:

CREDENTIALS

We will honor all reasonable requests for credentials from
recognized newspapers, magazines, radio and television outlefs.
The only season passes that will be honored at the United Center
are Bulls season credentials and NBA season credentials. Each of
those credentials will admit the bearer to the United Center, the
upstairs press hox, press row, the press work room and both locker
rooms. However, IN ORDER TO RESERVE SEATING, MEDIA MEMBERS
HOLDING SEASON PASSES SHOULD NOTIFY THE BULLS PUBLIC AND
MEDIA RELATIONS DEPARTMENT IF THEY ARE PLANNING TO GOVER
A GAME. Individual single-game press and photo credentials can

be secured for accredited media members by contacting the Bulls
Public and Media Relations Department (bullspr@bulls.com) no later
than 5 p.m. the day before a game (by 5 p.m. Friday for a weekend or
Monday game). Single-game passes can be picked up at Gate 3112
on the northeast comer of the United Center.

Credentials must be visibly worn n the United Genfer o assure prop-
er access fo designated areas. In all cases, season and single-game
passes are non-fransferable. Any unauthorized use will subject the
bearer to ejection from the United Center and the forfeiture of the
credential.

PHOTOGRAPHERS

Asingle-game credential will be issued fo accredited photographers
from large-circulation Chicagoland daily newspapers. Photographers
from other newspapers or magazines wishing fo work specific
games must have their photo editor submit a request for a
single-game pass.
