DEAN GRIFFING

General Manager — Denver Broncos

Personable Dean Griffing, probably
the most experienced general manager In
the American Football League, brings a
lifetime of football background and know-
how — both administrative and coaching
—to Denver and America’s newest major
sports circuit. T

In fact, the 45-year old Griffing be-
came a general manager in the profession-
al football ranks just two years after he
had graduated from Kansas State as an
All-Big Six center in 1934.

The native of Wichita, Kan., moved
right into the dual role of coach and gen-
eral manager of the Saskatchewan Rough-
riders in the Canadian League. Success

was quick in coming. In his first splash
into the rough and rugged waters of pro
football, his Roughriders were Western
Conference champions.

Later he served with Toronto and Ca_l-
gary, then returned to Saskatchewan in
1952 to team with Frank Filchock, now
head coach of the Broncos, and the two
collaborated to build one of the finest clubs
and organizations in the Canadian League.

For almost a quarter of a century,
Griffing coached and directed the fortunes
of Canadian League teams.

A desire to retire after those many
successful years in the tough Canadian
grid circuit, led Griffing to Tucson, Ariz..,
and acceptance of the post of executive di-
rector of the Optimist Bowl — a game that
annually pits the stars of major and minor
colleges against each other in that city.

But, after two years in that capacity,
Griffing heeded the call to return to pro-
fessional football and accepted his present
post with the Denver Broncos where he
has been an invaluable leader in the build-
ing of the Mile High City’s initial venture
into the pro sport.

Returning to the American coaching ranks after a suc-
cessful career in the Canadian League, the 43-year-old
Filchock brings with him an outstanding offensive back-
ground. Using a variation of the winged T, commonly
referred to as the double fullback system, Filchock finished
in the Canadian League playoffs eight out of nine years.
Being a former quarterback in both the National Football
and Canadian Leagues, Filchock builds his offense around
the forward pass. A native of Grindstone Gulch, Pa., Fil-
chock was a brilliant passer for the late Bo McMillian at
Indiana University from 1935 through 1937 before joining
the Washington Redskins in 1938. He teamed with Sammy
Baugh, currently the coach of the New York Titans in the
AFL, through the early '40’s to make Washington one of
the top clubs in pro football history.

Filchock still holds the NFL record for the longest pass
play. He and teammate Andy Farkas hooked up for a
99-yard touchdown aerial against Pittsburgh in 1939. He
quarterbacked the New York Giants to the Eastern Divi-
sion Conference championship in 1946 before going to
Canada. In 1949, his third year in the Canadian style of
play, Filchock was named Canadian Athlete of the Year
after leading Montreal to the Gray Cup Championship.
Teamed with Bronco general manager Dean Griffing at
Regina to build one of the league’s top clubs, beginning in
1953. Came to Denver after being backfield coach at Cal-
gary in 1959. Frank, his wife Dorothy and their two chil-
dren, Gladys, 18, and John, 17, have made Wheat Ridge,
Colo., their permanent home,

JIM CASON . .. Backfield Coach . . . a great defensive
back for eight years in the National Football League, play-
ing with the San Francisco 4%rs and Los Angeles Rams.
Cason, 33, is beginning his first year in coaching after two
years of operating an insurance business in Harlingen, Tex.
An outstanding running back with L.S.U. in 1945, '46 and
'47, Cason broke in with the 49ers in 1948. He played with
San Franecisco through '52 and then went to Canada one
year to play under Filchock at Regina. In 1954 he was back
with San Francisco, switching to the Rams in 1955 and '566.
In ’55 the Rams won the Western Conference crown with
Cason performing brilliantly at defensive halfback. Jim
played his high school ball in Victoria, Tex., where he let-
tered three years in both football and track. Jim and his
wife, Helen, live in Harlingen during the off season with
their two children, Becky Jean, 8, and Pete, 4.

DALE DODRILL . . . Line Coach . . . A former Colorado
State University and Pittsburgh Steeler great, Dodrill, 33,
will be serving his first year in the coachi:}ﬁ ﬁmfession as
he guides the Bronco line prospects. Dodrill has been one
of the top middle guards and linebackers in the NFL for
the past nine years. He was an All Pro defensive choice
in 1953, '54 and '55. He spent his entire career with Pitts-
burg and he holds the Steeler record for the longest blocked
kick return —an 83-yard run against the Los Angeles
Rams in 1952. An employee of a Denver insurance firm
during the off-season, Dodrill lettered four years at Colo-
rado State U. lglaying with such pro greats as Thurman
McGraw, Jim David and Jack Christiansen. Dodrill was
twice All Skyline. The Stockton, Kan., native closed out
his collegiate career with outstanding performances in the
1950 East-West Shrine Fme and the College All-Star
game of 1951. He was All State in football in 1942 and 43
at Loveland, Colo., high school. Living in Lakewood, Colo.,
Dale and his wife Janet are the parents of two sons, Gar-
rett, 4, and Michael, 2.

KEN ADAMSON . . . Offensive guard . . . 6-2
...215...21 ... Notre Dame . . . One of the
hardest workers on the squad and a tremendous
competitor. Has developed into stand-out blocker,
both in the line and downfield. Excellent speed
makes him the key man on many Bronco plays that
go wide. Captained last year’s Notre Dame squad
ending g brilliant two-year career. Claims his big-
gest thrill was playing in Notre Dame’s traditional
Old Timer games held each year at the conclusion
of spring practice when former Irish greats return
to play the varsity. His father, Colonel K. S.
Adamson, is with the Air Force Defense Command
in Colorado Springs, Colo.

BUDDY ALLISTON . . . Linebacker . . . 6-1 . . .
225 ... 26 ... Mississippi . . . Recently acquired
from the Oakland Raiders for an undisclosed
future draft choice. Veteran of Canadian League
football. Tremendous potential and should be a
Bronco leader on defense. Quick and strong, can
play either corner or middle linebacker. Joined
Denver just days before the regular season opened.
Hometown, Jackson, Miss.

HENRY BELL . . . Offensive holfbaock . . . 5-10 . . . 210 . . . Service Ball
. . . Explosive runner with power and speed. Ployed four years of service boll
in the Army ofter groduating from Yaldosta, Go., high school where he
eorned All City honors his senior year. In 1956, his first yeor of service
competition, he was chosen on the All Army teom while playing with Howaii.
Bell was the first string left half on Howaii's 1957 team that went undefeoted
in 10 games. That year he received o bid to ploy in the Hula Bowl. In 1958

and ‘59 he played with Ft. Riley, Kan., ronking os one of the top rushers in
service ball both years.

RED BRODNAX . . . Offensive fullback . . . 6-0
.. .195 ... LS.U. ... Played first string full-
back on L.S.U.’s national championship club of
1958. Clearing the way for the much publicized
Billy Cannon, Brodnox was voted the most valuable
player in the Southeastern Conference that year
and was also awarded the Jacobs trophy, given
annuolly to the outstanding blocker in the league.
Steady performer who's always ready when the
going gets tough. Has developed into good power
runner and still retains his blocking ability. A
native of Bastrop, La., where he played high school
ball, Brodnax is playing his first year of pro ball.

AUSTIN GONSOULIN . . . Defensive halfback . . .
6-3 ...200...22.., Baylor. . . An out-
standing end and halfback with Baylor in the
Southwest Conference the last two years. Obtained
by Denver in the trade with Dallas that sent Jack
Spikes of T.C.U. to the Texans for Gonsoulin and
end Don Carothers. The first day in camp Gon-
soulin was tried at defensive half and he’s been
there ever since. Speed, size and good hands make
him a potential great as a defensive back. Can do
everything well and for a rookie has amazing re-
actions in pass coverage. Played high school ball
in Port Arthur, Tex., with Bronco teammate Carl
Larpenter.

JOHN HATLEY . . . Defensive tackle . . . 6-4 . . .
260 . ..30... Sul Ross (Tex.) . . . Another small
college graduate who developed after he turned
pro. A four-year veteran of the NFL with the
Chicago Bears, who he broke in with, the Chicago
Cards and Philadelphia Eagles. Particularly tough
to the inside and is very rarely trapped. Was with
the Dallas Texans during most of exhibition sea-
son then came to the Broncos in a trade that
sent defensive halfback Bob Rosbaugh of Miaomi
U. to Dallas. A quiet, serious leader who does most
of his talking on the field, Hatley is from Uvalde,
Tex.

BILL JESSUP . . . Offensive end . . . 6-1 . . . 195
... 30 ... Southern California . . . Entering his
ninth year of pro ball; seven-year veteran with the
San Francisco 49ers. Was a key performer on the
1957 Forty-Niner squad that led the NFL in for-
ward passing efficiency. Played on the same West
club with Bronco line coach Dale Dodrill in the
1950 East-West Shrine aame. Los Anaeles native.

DON KING . . . Defensive end . . . 6-3 . . . 255
.. .29 ... Kentucky . . . The other half of the
Bronco’s defensive end corps, Big Don is a tough
man to run around or through. Shows five years
of experience in the National Football League
with the Cleveland Browns, Philadelphia Eagles and
Green Bay Packers. A firey leader in the defensive
forward wall, King has good lateral movement as
well os a strong, straight ahead charge making
him a threat to break up the wide sweep or the
off-tackle slant. Learned his football young in
Turtle Creek, Pa., where he played high school
ball. One of the most well-proportioned men on
the Bronco squad.



GEORGE HERRING . . . Quarterback . . . 6-3 . . .
200 . .. 26 . . . Miss. Southern . . . A two-year
veteran of the Canadian League who could be one
of the American Football League’s outstonding
punters. Quarterbacked one of the -nuhon’s top
small college teams in 1956 when Miss. Southern
won 9 and lost 1. Was fifth in the nation that
year in punting and went on to play in the Senior
Bowl. Herring performed for Vancouver and Regina
in the Canadian League, playing offensive quarter-
back and handling all the punting. Both years he
was omong the league’s leading punters with bet-
ter than a 40-yard average. Joined the Broncos
as a punting specialist but soon made it known
he could also do the job at offensive quarterback.
A native of Gadsden, Ala., Herring’s development
at quarterback gives the Broncos the deepest and
most experienced set of signal callers in the AFL.

GORDY HOLZ . . . Offensive tackle . . . 6-4 . . .
270 . . . . 26 . . . .Minnesota . . . A teammate of
Bronco halfback Bob McNamara both in college
and pro ball. Played with ““Mac’ at Minnesota
and later at Winnipeg in the Canodion League.
Obtained by the Broncos during the exhibition sea-
son from the Boston Patriots in exchange for
center Larry Cundiff. Big and strong with plenty
of speed, Holz can really go get ‘em. Playing both
ways in Canada he developed good lateral move-
ments which makes him a tough man to get by.
While ot Minnesota became known around the
Big 10 os one of hardest hitters in the league.
A native of St. Paul, Minnesota.

FRANK KUCHTA . . . Offensive center . . . 6-3
...235...24 ... Notre Dame . . . Joined the
Broncos after the regular season got underway.
Can also handle a linebacking assignment. A two-
year pro vet with the Washington Redskins; a
three-year letterman at Notre Daome. Played in
the 1958 East-West Shrine gome ot San Fran-
cisco. An All-Mid-West selection his senior year.
Hobby is listening to hi-fi stereo records. Lives
and works as an accountont in his native Cleve-
land, Ohio, during the off-season. Married.

FRANK BERMARDI . . . Defensive holfback . . . 5-9 . .. 185 ... 26 .. .
Colorado . . . Hord-nosed tackler and defender who comes to play. Four years
of experience as o defensive back with the Chicage Cards has made him a
smort defender. Comes up fost to meet running plays and is rarely cought
out of positi One of Colorado University's oll-time greots making second
team All Americon in 1954 os well as the All Big 8 squad. His second year
in the pro ranks, 1956, he set o record in the National Football League that
still stonds. Against Washington he legged a punt return 95 yords for a
touchdown, the third longest punt return in NFL history.

HARDY BROWN . . . Linebacker . . . 6-0 . . . 190
...32 ... Tulsa.. . Probably the hardest hit-
ting back ever to come out of the Missouri Valley
Conference. Was All Missouri Valley three years,
graduating in 1948. Started out as a defensive
back in pro ball with the Chicago Hornets of the
old All American Conference and later with the
Washington Redskins and the Chicago Cards in the
NFL. Starting his 10th year in pro ball, Brown
has been moved to middle linebacker in Coach Fil-
chock’s defensive scheme. Has proved to be a
rugged tackler who likes to hit. One of the few
who has played in aoll three pro circuits . . . the
old AAC, the NFL and now the AFL.

AL CARMICHAEL . . . Offensive halfbock . . . 6-0 . .. 190 . . .30 ...
U.S.C. .. . Six-year veteran of the pro wars, oll with the Green Bay Packers.
Great kickoff and punt return specialist besides being o good runner and pass
receiver. Holds the NFL record for the longest kickoff return — 106 yards
ogainst the Chicoge Bears in 1956. Carmichoel olse heolds the NFL mark for
most kickolf returns — 153 covering six seasons for 3,907 yords. He's second
in most kickoffs and yards returned for one season — 33 for 927 yords end
a 28.1 averoge, oll in 1956. An All Pacific Coost Conference choice in 1950
and ‘52 with Southern California, Carmicheel is a Hollywood stunt man in
both the movies ond television during the off season,

BILL DANENHAUER . . . Defensive end . . . 6-5 . .. 235 ...25 .. .
College of Emporia (Kan.) . . . Like his brother Elden, o leon, tough football
player who thrives on contact. After leading Clay Center, Kan., high school
te three unbeaten seasons enrolled ot College of Emporia. Lettered all four
years, maoking the Kansas Christion Athletic Conference All Stor squad three
years in @ row. His sophomore year was named to the Little All American
squad and his senior year the All N.A.lLA, team. Started his pro career in
1956 with the Baltimore Colts os o defensive end. A native of Clay Center,

6-4 . ..235...25. .. Pittsburg St. (Kan.) . ..
An excellent blocker with tremendous strength and
desire. One of two brothers on the Bronco squad,
Eldon is playing his first year in pro ball. He
started at College of Emporia in Kansas, the same
school his brother Bill attended, but switched to
Pittsburg St. to make quite a name for himself
his senior year. He and Bill, who's one year older
than Eldon, teamed up at Clay Center, Kan.,, high
school for three unbeaten seasons covering 27
games to rank as one of the top high school teams
in the state during 1951,

AL DAY . .. Linebacker . .. 6-2...216 .. .22 ... Eost Michigan Uni-
versity . . . Another pro rockie, has played end and offensive fullback, but
excells on defense; good reactions and speed. “Big AI" was team’s Most
Valuable Player during his senior college year. Biggest thrill came during
high school football when he scored winning point off a foke placement and
pass to give Detroit Pershing o state championship title before @ huge Briggs
Stadium throng.

SKIP DOYLE . . . Defensive hoifback . . . 6-0 ... 190 . . . 29 . . . Ohio
State . . . Another late addition to the Bronco squad. A two-year veteran
with the Pittsburgh Steelers; o three-yeor lettermon ond on All-Big 10
selection ot Ohio State. Handled both offensive and defensive halfback
chores with the Buckeyes. Hobbies are golf and sports of all kinds. Married
(mary) and hos o son, George (2/27/54). Lives in Columbus, Ohie, during
the off-season where he ond John Hlay, o former Buckeye teammote ond
Green Bay pro vet, are partners in @ night club.

CHUCK GAVIN . . . Defensive end . . . 6-1 . . .
240 . .. 24 . . . Tennessee A&| . . . Starting de-
fensive end for Vancouver of the Canadian League
last season. Tough, rugged competitor who handles
himself well. Entering third season of pro ball;
youngest and smallest of Bronco defensive ends.
A native of Laurel, Miss.

JIM GREER . . . Offensive end . . . 6-3 . . . 215
... 26 ... Elizabeth State, N. C. Third year in
the professional game, formerly played with the
Philadelphia Eagles and the Hamilton Tiger Cats
of the Canadian League. Possessor of great hands.
Picked up 14 letters in college, four each in foot-
ball, basketball and baseball and two in track.
Hails from Huntington, W. Va.

CARL LARPENTER . . . Offensive tackle or guard . . . 6-3 . .. 230... 23
.. Texas . . . Making his debut in pro ball ofter completing service. “Larp”
has good potential for either offensive tockle or guard due to his speed ond
size. Wicked blocker in the line os well os being @ man who can pull out
and lead the ploy. Was an end in high school at Port Arthur, Tex., ond ployed
both offense and defense. When he enrolled ot Texas they decided to make
o tackle out of him and he's been at the position ever since. He and Bronco
defensive halfback Austin Gonsoulin played high school ball together.

PETE MANGUM . . . Linebacker . . . 6-1 . . . 220
.. . 27 . . . Mississippi . . . A five-year veteran
of the National Football and Canadian Leagues.
After graduation in 1954 signed with the New
York Giants and turned out to be one of their top
linebackers before going into service in 1956. Re-
turning from service he played with the Giants for
two years and one year in Canada. Lettered three
years at Ole Miss, being nomed to the All South-
eastern Conference defensive platoon in 1953, the
last year the free substitution rule was in effect
in the college ranks. Good reactions and can play
either the corner or middle linebacking spots.

BUD McFADIN . . . Defensive tackle . . . 6-4 . . .
280 .. .32 ... Texas . . . Destined to be a de-
fensive great in the American Football League.
Terrific size and crushing strength, all man in
every respect. Addition has given the Bronco
defensive corps a tremendous boost—a “‘take
charge” leader on the field. An outstanding per-
former with the Los Angeles Rams from 1952
through 1956: All Pro defensive tackle several
seasons. Haod a great season in 1955 when the
Rams were Western Division champs in the NFL. A
Ram teammate of Bronco backfield coach Jim
Cason. An All American for the Longhorns at
guard in both 1949 and ’'50; named “’Lineman of
the Year’ aofter senior season. Started for. the
College All Stars at left guard against the Cleve-
land Browns in 1951 All Star game. A native of
Houston, Tex.

GENE MINGO . . . Offensive halfback . . . 6-]

oot 2000 2V L U Service Ball s o A st
year pro who didn’t play any college football.
“The Hawk” will handle most of the Bronco’s
place-kicking chores. A versatile, smooth runner
with good power; can also handle a defensive half-
back assignment if called upon. All-Navy two
years; standout high school athlete at Akron,
Ohio. Biggest thrill is playing service ball with
football greats Ralph Guglielmi, Roosevelt Grier
and Sherman Plunkett.



BOB McNAMARA . . . Offensive halfback . . . 6-0
... 185...26 ... Minnesota . . . One of the
outstanding backs ever to perform in the Big 10,
“Mac” was a concensus All American in 1954.
After graduation he signed with Winnipeg in the
Canada League and played four years. In 1956,
his second year in the league, he was the top
rusher with 1,157 yards and was named to the
Canadian League All Star squad. Besides being
a good runner McNamara has an uncanny knack
of getting open to receive passes. For that reason
he’ll be a flanker back in Coach Filchock’s offen-
sive setup. During the off season ““Mac”’ operates
a restaurant and lounge in Minneapolis, Minn.

MIKE NICHOLS . . . Offensive center . . . 6-3 . . .
225 . . . 21 . . . Arkansas A&M. Taking his
initial crack at the pro sport after being an All
Conference lineman in college for four consecutive
years. Captained his team in his senior year
(1959). A nine-letter winner during his high school
days at Monticello, Ark., High School. Biggest
thrill returning an intercepted pass back 70 yards
to set up a winning touchdown in college ball.

DAVE ROLLE . . . Offensive fullbock . .. 6-0 . . .
205 . ..23 ... Oklahoma . . . A power runner
who's tough to bring down. Can go to the outside
with good speed on either the quick pitchout or
flare pass. A member of outstanding Oklahoma
teams of 1956, ‘57 and ‘58 which lost only two
games, one to Notre Dame, 7-0, and the other to
Texas, 15-14. A .starting fullback his last two
years, Rolle’s main job was to serve as a blocker
for Oklahoma’s speedy halfbacks. His development
as a runner stems from his blocking experience,
as he has learned to use his shoulders to bowl
over would-be tacklers. This is his second year
in pro ball having played last seasen with Edmon-
ton in the Canadian League.

JOHNNY PYEATT . . . Defensive halfback . . . 6-3
...200...26 ... Canadian Ball . . . Another
performer who can play two positions — either of-
fensive end or defensive halfback. Started the
1960 season aos on end but then took over as a
defensive half. Didn’t play any college ball but
signed with the Canadian League after service.
Tﬂe last two years was one of the leading receiv-
ers in the Caonadian League os well as being a
stick-out defensive halfback. A full-blooded In ian
who is a policeman during the off season in
Phoenix, Ariz.

AL ROMINE . . . Defensive halfback . . . 6-2 . . .
195 . . .27 ... Florence St. (Ala.) . . . Rugged,
on offensive ends because of determination not to
be beaten when going for a pass. Great competitor
and a second team Little All American at Florence
St. in 1953. Lettered three years in basketball and
football. Played five years of pro ball beginnir!g
with the Chicago Bears under George Halas in
1955. Was a first string defensive half with Green
Bay during 1956, ‘57 and ‘58 and then moved to
Ottawa in Canada to help them get into the play-
offs last season. Nicknamed “Monk,” the Haley-
ville, Ala., native is a farmer during the off season.

Professional football is the fastest growing
spectator sport in America today, and the ABC-
TV Network holds a similar position in the broad-
casting field, so it was only natural that the two
join forces. AL

The telecast schedule calls for 32 games to be
aired on 17 dates. Thirty of these games will be
broadeast on 15 Sunday afternoon playing dates
with one game offered to the eastern half of the
country and another game presented in the West-
ern portion of the United States. On Thanksgiving
Day one game will be aired nationally and at the
close of regular season play, the championship
game between the Eastern and Western divisional
winners will be broadcast. Oakland, incidentally,
has the honor of opening the telecast schedule in
the West on Sept. 11, playing host to the Houston
Oilers. That same date Buffalo at New York will
be aired in the East. Oakland will appear on six
regular season national telecasts.

The playing talent gathered by the eight AFL
teams represents the cream of the 1959 college
stars, including such standouts as Billy Cannon
of LSU, Richie Lucas of Penn State, Charlie Flow-
ers of Mississippi and many fine players with
previous pro experience in the United States and
Canada. The presence of these fine players on
the AFL elevens insures top-flight competition in
every game.

To mold these stars into precision gridiron
units the AFL has eight of the country’s top
coaches in Oakland’s Eddie Erdelatz, Sammy
Baugh with New York, Frank Filchock of Denver,
Sid Gillman of Los Angeles, Lou Rymkus of Hous-
ton, Buster Ramsey of Buffalo, Lou Saban of
Boston and Hank Stram of Dallas.
