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On January 4, 2012, Shahid Khan became the owner of the Jacksonville Jaguars. His 
dream of owning an NFL team had become reality on December 14, 2011, in a unani-
mous 32-0 vote by NFL owners in support of his purchase of the franchise. 

A magnate in the automotive parts industry, Khan was familiar with Jacksonville 
long before purchasing the team.  Jacksonville’s port at one time was the United 
States’ largest for automobile shipments, and Khan’s fledgling business brought him 
to Jacksonville’s Blount Island terminal to install his patented bumpers on the import 
vehicles.

Khan’s passion for the National Football League also took root long before his entry 
into the league. His dream of one day owning an NFL team began while watching 
games with his fraternity brothers in the basement of the Beta Theta Pi house as a 
student at the University of Illinois. Through the success of his own business, his 
dream came true 40 years later.

Khan is president and owner of Flex-N-Gate Corporation, the 12th-largest North Ameri-
can automotive supplier and 46th largest company of its kind in the world, employing 
more than 18,750 people at 55 manufacturing facilities and nine product development 
and engineering facilities throughout Canada, the United States, Mexico, Argentina, 
Brazil and Spain. Flex-N-Gate’s major product lines include complete bumper assem-
blies, mechanical assemblies, exterior plastic trim, and complex welded structural 
assemblies for the light vehicle market. 

Khan’s history with Flex-N-Gate started in 1970, when he began working at the com-
pany while he was an engineering student at the University of Illinois, Urbana-Cham-
paign.  A naturalized U.S. citizen, Mr. Khan came from his native Pakistan in 1967 at 
the age of 16 to attend college.  When he graduated in 1971, with a B.S. in industrial 
engineering, he became Flex-N-Gate’s engineering manager.  In 1978, Khan left Flex-
N-Gate and with $13,000 in savings and a $50,000 loan from the Small Business Loan 
Corporation, and he created the start-up Bumper Works, which revolutionized the 
industry through an innovative one-piece bumper design—a lightweight, continuous 
piece of metal with no seams to rust or corrode.  His innovative design is still consid-
ered the industry standard for all seamless steel bumpers worldwide.

Bumper Works embodied two of Mr. Khan’s many strengths—a deep understanding of 
design and a strong entrepreneurial streak.  When Flex-N-Gate came on the market 
two short years later, Khan purchased his former employer and brought Bumper Works 
into the fold.  During the decade that followed, Flex-N-Gate transitioned from an 
aftermarket parts producer to an Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM).  Needing to 
expand his client base, Khan made sales calls for over five years to all the Japanese 
auto manufacturers, who, at the time, were more open to new ideas and working with 
smaller suppliers. This dogged determination resulted in Flex-N-Gate acquiring con-
tracts for all the Japanese-produced trucks imported into the U.S.  By the late 1980s 
Toyota had selected the Bumper Works facility to be the first American parts supplier 
to receive Toyota’s lean manufacturing training—an event Khan identifies as having a 
profound effect on Flex-N-Gate’s ability to grow and prosper.

Widely recognized for his vision, acumen and leadership, Khan has grown Flex-N-Gate 
both horizontally and vertically through integration of processes and commodities. 
From the company’s modest beginning with only the ability to stamp and weld the 
bumper shell, Flex-N-Gate has continually expanded to bring all the necessary pro-
cesses in-house. This carefully planned expansion reduced costs and improved control, 
consistently making Flex-N-Gate more competitive in the industry. By leveraging what 
he learned working directly with automotive customers, Khan grew the company by 
purchasing other OEM facilities, expanding into different commodity types and broad-
ening his client base.

Today, Flex-N-Gate has a global footprint reaching from Canada to Argentina and from 
the United States into Europe and Asia. The company’s clients include all of the major 
automotive manufacturers in North America, Japan and Europe.  In 2007 Mr. Khan 

received the Minority Business Leadership Award from the National Minority Supplier 
Development Council and has continued to earn honors throughout the world for his 
example as a successful minority business owner, which extends to the NFL as in 2011 
he became the first team owner of minority ethnicity in league history.

Khan serves today on the NFL’s influential finance committee and was named a charter 
board member of the NFL Foundation.  And his vision for international growth, both 
for his Jaguars and the NFL, has been celebrated throughout sports and business 
circles as he is the only team owner who made a long-term commitment to play one 
home game each season in the important London and UK market.  His initial four-year 
agreement to play one home game in each season from 2013 to 2016 was recently 
extended through 2020 with all games scheduled for Wembley Stadium, the national 
stadium for England.

In 2013, Khan complemented his sports club portfolio with his purchase of the Lon-
don-based Fulham Football Club.  As chairman of Fulham, Khan became the only 
person in the world to own 100 percent of both an NFL club and a Barclays Premier 
League team. Fulham will play in the Sky Bet Championship division of The Football 
League in 2016-2017.

Since early 2012, Shad and Ann Khan have focused their philanthropic giving in the 
Jacksonville community through the Jaguars Foundation. Through the Foundation 
they provided more than $1.4 million in grants in 2012, over $1.6 million in 2013 and 
more than $1.7 million in 2014 to children’s and family programs, as well as other 
NFL and team-related initiatives. In 2015, the Foundation awarded more than $2.1 
million to local nonprofit agencies. Since its first grants were awarded in 1995, the 
Foundation has awarded grants totaling more than $23 million to worthy programs 
in northeast Florida. The level of giving is among the top few in professional sports.
The Foundation also donates more than 11,000 charitable tickets with an in-kind val-
ue of nearly $500,000 annually. The Khans’ charitable initiatives include a $1 million 
commitment to the City of Jacksonville’s Veterans Resource and Reintegration Center, 
as a partner in the city’s initiative to military service members transitioning back to 
civilian life.  The Khans also made a six-figure challenge matching grant to the North 
Florida Boy Scouts, contributions to fund the NFL/Jaguars Play 60 program in partner-
ship with Baptist Health, and grants to support community improvements. 

Mr. Khan has served as an active member on many University of Illinois boards, in-
cluding the Engineering Board of Visitors; Department of Mechanical and Industrial 
Engineering Alumni Board; MechSE Extern Program; University of Illinois Foundation 
Board of Directors; and the Presidents Council, and was inducted into the Engineering 
at Illinois Hall of Fame in 2010.  Mr. Khan is the current president of the Chief Ex-
ecutives Organization, a global community of the top 2,000 leaders in the business, 
government, and non-profit sectors. He also currently serves on three NFL committees: 
the Finance Committee, Investment Committee and the NFL Foundation.

Along with his wife, fellow University of Illinois alum Ann Carlson Khan, the Khans’ 
gifts to the University of Illinois have enriched the university and community through 
donations to the Krannert Center for the Performing Arts, the University Library; the 
College of Business; and the College of Applied Health Sciences, where they have 
funded five endowed Khan Professorships and the Khan Annex—a 24,000 square foot 
facility with state-of-the-art laboratories, instructional, and professional collabora-
tion spaces. The Khan Outdoor Tennis Complex on the University of Illinois campus 
hosted the 2013 NCAA Men’s and Women’s Tennis Championships.

In 2007, the Khan Foundation was formed to expand research in the Applied Health 
Sciences, with Mrs. Khan serving as the foundation’s president. Since its inception, 
the Foundation has given out more than five million dollars in grants nationwide—to 
libraries; organizations such as Crisis Nursery and the YMCA; and to UCLA for pediatric 
non-embryonic stem cell research.  In 2011 Mr. Khan became a Lincoln Laureate, the 
state’s highest award for achievement given by the Lincoln Academy of Illinois, for his 
philanthropic work in the state.

Mr. Khan shares his passion for the American dream with his family.  The Khans have 
passed on their commitment to work and service to their two grown children, Shanna 
and Tony Khan. Tony is the Jaguars’ senior vice president of football technology and 
analytics.

Mark Lamping was named president of the Jacksonville Jaguars on February 13, 2012. 
A veteran of more than 20 years as an executive in professional sports, Lamping 
became the Jaguars’ first president since the end of the 1996 season. His career high-
lights include 13 years as a marketing executive with Anheuser-Busch, 14 seasons as 
president of Major League Baseball’s St. Louis Cardinals and four years as CEO of New 
Meadowlands Stadium Company where he oversaw the construction and operation of 
MetLife Stadium.  The New York Giants’ 2012 Super Bowl victory enabled Lamping to 
become one of the few sports executives to have received both a Super Bowl ring and 
World Series Championship ring.  Lamping earned his World Series ring as president of 
the St. Louis Cardinals following their 2006 championship season.

As president, Lamping oversees all business operations for the Jaguars. In 2014, the 
Jaguars under Lamping’s direction completed a number of major fan-friendly enhance-
ments to EverBank Field including the installation of the world’s largest video boards.  
Lamping has been at the forefront of the team’s development projects including this 
year’s complete renovations of the US Assure Clubs inside EverBank Field, as well as 
the construction of an amphitheater and covered flex field near the stadium to create 
a vibrant entertainment and leisure district.  Again this fall and continuing through 
the 2020 season, the Jaguars will play one regular season home game each year at 
London’s Wembley Stadium.  Lamping also serves on the NFL Stadium Security and Fan 
Behavior Committee.  In 2013, Lamping was named as a non-executive board member 
of Fulham Football Club in London.

Lamping previously served as president and CEO of the New Meadowlands Stadium 
Company, LLC beginning on April 1, 2008. The New Meadowlands Stadium Company is 
the joint venture formed between the New York Giants and the New York Jets to devel-
op the new $1.6 billion stadium in East Rutherford, N.J.  Lamping was responsible for 
managing the construction, sales, marketing and operation of MetLife Stadium, which 
opened in April 2010.  MetLife Stadium is the only NFL stadium which is the home of 
two NFL teams.  In addition to the minimum of 20 NFL games that are played each 
season, MetLife Stadium hosts events ranging from college football to international 
soccer tournaments to major concerts and more. In addition to numerous awards, 
in both 2010 and 2011, Billboard magazine named MetLife Stadium as the highest 
grossing stadium in North America.  Lamping also helped lead the successful bid to 
host the 2014 Super Bowl.  The 2014 Super Bowl was the first Super Bowl played in 
an open air stadium in a cold weather city.

Prior to joining the New Meadowlands Stadium Company, Lamping was the president 
of the St. Louis Cardinals from September 1, 1994 until March 31, 2008. In addition to 
the club’s 1996, 2000, 2001, 2002 and 2005 Central Division titles and 2004 National 
League Championship, the Cardinals earned their 10th World Championship in 2006. 
In 1999 and again in 2003, the Cardinals were honored by United Sports Fans of Amer-
ica as Major League Baseball’s Fan Friendly Team for their superior efforts to make a 
day at the ballpark more affordable and enjoyable. In addition to managing the club’s 
business and facility operations, Lamping led the Cardinals’ new ballpark initiative. On 
April 10, 2006, the Cardinals officially dedicated the new privately financed ballpark, 
Busch Stadium. The perfect ending to the inaugural season at new Busch Stadium was 
the Cardinals winning their 10th World Championship. 

From 1989 to 1994 Lamping served as Anheuser-Busch’s group director of sports mar-
keting. In that position, he managed all domestic and international sports marketing 
activities for Anheuser-Busch’s beer brands, including sponsorship agreements with 
the Olympics, FIFA World Cup and all major professional sports, including Major League 
Baseball, the National Football League, the National Hockey League and the National 
Basketball Association.  Lamping also oversaw BudSports Productions, Anheuser-Bus-
ch’s TV and radio sports production company.

Lamping joined Anheuser-Busch in 1981 in the company’s Corporate Planning Execu-
tive Development Program.  He then served in a variety of positions including district 
sales manager in Southern Illinois and Central Iowa, senior brand manager for new 
products and director of sales operations before being named group director of sports 

marketing in 1989. 

Lamping currently serves on the boards of directors of the American Heart Association, 
Edward Waters College Board of Trustees, Florida Forum Advisory Board, Jacksonville 
Civic Council, Jacksonville  Sports Council, Jacksonville University Public Policy Insti-
tute, JAXUSA Policy Council, Ronald McDonald House Charities of Jacksonville, Inc., 
and Special Olympics Florida Advisory Council.  In 2015, Lamping was honored by the 
North Florida Chapter of the Multiple Sclerosis Society’s MS Dinner of Champions and 
Community Connections’ Florence N. Davis Award for Community Achievement. While 
in St. Louis, Lamping was involved in a variety of charitable organizations, including 
board of directors, Habitat for Humanity and St. Louis Cardinals Community Fund; 
chairperson of the Make-A-Wish Foundation Golf Classic in 1997, 1998, and 1999; 
chairman of the St. Louis Archdiocese Catholic Charities 2000 and 2001 Christmas Ap-
peal and he also served as a chairperson for Pope John Paul’s 1999 visit to St. Louis. 

In 1998, Lamping was honored as Man of the Year by the St. Louis chapter of Sudden 
Infant Death Syndrome Resources and received the James O’Flynn Award from St. 
Patrick’s Center in recognition of his work to help the homeless in the St. Louis area. 
In addition Lamping was the recipient of the Catholic Youth Council 2000 Community 
Achievement Award and the 2001 Marianist Youth Medal in recognition of his support 
of youth throughout the St. Louis area. Big Brothers and Big Sisters of St. Louis hon-
ored Lamping with its 2001 Legacy Award. In 2006 Lamping was presented the Gate-
way Leadership Award from the International Leadership Network. Lamping has been 
inducted into the Vianney High School Hall of Fame and was named 2000 Alumnus of 
the Year for outstanding achievement by Rockhurst University.

A St. Louis native, Lamping holds a Bachelor of Science degree in accounting from 
Rockhurst University in Kansas City, Missouri, and a master’s degree in business ad-
ministration from Saint Louis University.  Mark and his wife Cheryl have three children; 
Brian, Lauren, and Timothy.

David Caldwell is in his fourth year as the general manager of the Jaguars after being 
named to the post on January 8, 2013. A veteran of 20 years in the NFL, Caldwell 
spent five seasons (2008-12) with the Atlanta Falcons before joining the Jaguars. 
Previously with the Carolina Panthers and Indianapolis Colts, Caldwell was with teams 
that went to the playoffs in 13 of his first 17 NFL seasons in Carolina, Indianapolis 
and Atlanta.

In the 2016 NFL Draft, Caldwell selected seven players (six defensive), including 
first-round selection CB Jalen Ramsey from Florida State with the fifth-overall se-
lection and LB Myles Jack from UCLA in the second-round (36th overall). Caldwell’s 
2015 draft class, which was highlighted by third-overall pick DE Dante Fowler Jr., 
who missed the season with a knee injury, combined to appear in 62 games with 27 
starts. Second-round RB T.J. Yeldon started all 12 games in which he appeared and 
third-round OL A.J. Cann filled in at RG for the injured Brandon Linder and started 13 
of 15 games in 2015.

In the first round of the 2014 draft, Caldwell selected his franchise QB with the 
third-overall selection in Blake Bortles from UCF. In the second round, the Jaguars 
drafted WRs Allen Robinson from Penn State and Marqise Lee from USC. Bortles has 
started 29 of 30 games over the past two seasons, including all 16 games in 2015 
and broke the single-season franchise records for completions (355), attempts (606), 
passing yards (4,428) and passing TDs (35). Bortles’ 35 passing TDs were the sec-
ond-most in the NFL in 2015, trailing only Tom Brady’s 36. Bortles became the third 
QB in NFL history to throw for 4,000 yards, 35 passing TDs and rush for 300 yards 
in a single season, joining Daunte Culpepper (2004) and Steve Young (1998). In 
2015, Robinson was named to his first Pro Bowl, becoming the first player Caldwell 
has drafted to be selected to the Pro Bowl. Robinson started all 16 games in  2015 
and finished the season with 80 receptions for 1,400 yards and a franchise-record 14 
receiving TDs, which tied for the most in the NFL.

Caldwell reshaped the roster in his first season with the Jaguars with 68 different 
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players appearing on the active roster during the regular season, the third-most in 
the NFL, and 31 players finishing the season with the club that were not on the roster 
the previous season. Caldwell and his staff made 151 transactions from the preseason 
to the conclusion of the 2013 regular season during their opening campaign. His first 
draft class included eight players who combined to play in 92 games as rookies with 
44 starts, and 20 of the 53 players on the final roster were rookies or first-year players. 
Five of the eight draft picks saw action in at least 15 games. The group was led by 
offensive tackle Luke Joeckel who was selected with the second overall pick.  Sec-
ond-round pick Johnathan Cyprien started 15 games at safety and ranked second on 
the team with 92 tackles, the highest total among rookie defensive backs in the NFL. 
The Jaguars signed five unrestricted free agents in 2013 with four playing prominent 
roles in linebacker Geno Hayes (14 starts), cornerback Alan Ball (15 starts), defensive 
tackle Sen’Derrick Marks (16 starts) and defensive tackle Roy Miller (14 starts).

Caldwell, 42, served the 2012 season as the Falcons’ director of player personnel 
where he was responsible for both college and pro scouting efforts under Falcons 
General Manager Thomas Dimitroff.  Caldwell spent his first four seasons with the Fal-
cons as the director of college scouting overseeing Atlanta’s college area and regional 
scouts.  His primary role was evaluating the hundreds of draft-eligible college players 
on an annual basis.

In Caldwell’s five seasons in Atlanta, the Falcons advanced to the postseason four 
times and were the only NFC team to post five consecutive winning seasons.  The 
Falcons had a 56-24 regular season record in Caldwell’s tenure.  Several of the players 
responsible for the Falcons’ success were drafted during Caldwell’s time including wide 
receiver Harry Douglas (3rd round, 2008), DE Kroy Biermann (5th round, 2008), line-
backer Sean Weatherspoon (1st round, 2010), wide receiver Julio Jones (1st round, 
2011) and running back Jacquizz Rogers (5th round, 2011).  Eight rookies from the 
five draft classes started on opening day in 2012.

Prior to joining the Falcons, Caldwell spent 10 seasons (1998-2007) with the India-
napolis Colts under General Manager Bill Polian, helping to build a roster that claimed 
a victory in Super Bowl XLI and consisted of multiple Pro Bowl players drafted by the 
club.  Caldwell was the western regional scout in his final two seasons with the Colts 
where he covered major college football conferences, including the Pac-10, Big 10 and 
Big 12.  He joined the Colts in 1998 as an area scout and remained in that role for 
seven seasons, covering the Midwest and West Coast regions.

In 1996, Caldwell broke into the NFL as a scouting assistant with the Carolina Pan-
thers, where he spent two seasons.  He served as the liaison between the college 
scouting director and multiple area scouts while focusing on draft preparations.

Caldwell graduated with a bachelor’s degree in finance/business administration in 
1996 from John Carroll University where he was a two-year letterman at outside 
linebacker and played from 1992-96.  A native of Buffalo, New York, he and his wife, 
Joelle, have a son, David Michael II.

Dan Edwards, the Jaguars’ senior vice president, communications, marks his 23rd year 
with the Jaguars and his 33rd season in the NFL in 2016. He is responsible for the 
Jaguars’ communications division, which includes public relations, digital media con-
tent and broadcasting.

Joining the Jaguars in May of 1994 from the Pittsburgh Steelers, Edwards at that 
time had ten seasons of NFL experience with the Steelers, the Miami Dolphins and the 
league office.  He was promoted to vice president in 2003, when the Jaguars’ commu-
nity relations and Internet content departments were added to his responsibilities. He 
is one of six current Jaguars staff members who have been with the franchise since 
its first year in 1994.  

Edwards received a scholarship from NFL Charities in 1984 and began his NFL career 
that year as a public relations intern in the NFL office in New York. He spent the 1984 
football season working in publicity for the Miami Dolphins, who played in Super Bowl 
XIX that year, before joining the Steelers in 1985. 

During Edwards’ nine years with the Steelers, the last seven as public relations direc-
tor (1987-93), the team’s public relations staff received the 1991 Pete Rozelle Award 
from the Pro Football Writers of America. Edwards has worked with the NFL staff at 29 
Super Bowls in addition to the 1990 Pro Bowl.  

Prior to entering the NFL, Edwards worked in professional baseball as an administra-
tive assistant with the Eugene (Ore.) Emeralds, a single-A affiliate of the Cincinnati 
Reds. He played football and baseball for Montgomery College (Md.) before transfer-
ring to the University of Oregon. 

Edwards received his undergraduate degree in business administration with a major 
in management from the University of Oregon in 1981, and a master’s degree in 
sports administration/facility management from Ohio University in 1984. In 2004 he 
attended the NFL-Stanford Program for Managers at Stanford University, and for the 
past nine years he has served as an adjunct professor in sport communication at the 
University of North Florida.

Edwards serves on the board of directors of Big Brothers Big Sisters of Northeast Flori-
da and is a member of the Leadership Jacksonville class of 2009. He and his wife Tricia 
have four children: sons Christian and Preston and daughters Danielle and Victoria.

A Jacksonville native, Kelly Flanagan was named the Jaguars’ senior vice president 
and Chief Financial Officer in August 2014, after joining the organization in 2012 and 
being promoted to vice president in 2013. She is responsible for developing and lead-
ing the team and related entities’ financial strategy, including planning and business 
analytics, corporate accounting and financial reporting and analysis. 

Flanagan has extensive experience in sports business. Prior to joining the Jaguars, 
along with now Jaguars President Mark Lamping, she was a member of the executive 
team at the New Meadowlands Stadium, later MetLife Stadium, home to the New York 
Giants and New York Jets. Flanagan served in the finance department during the con-
struction and commissioning of the new stadium, ultimately being named controller 
and lead stadium finance representative to the venue’s primary tenants and owners, 
the Giants and Jets.

Prior to serving at MetLife Stadium, Flanagan was a member of the Entertainment 
& Media practice of PricewaterhouseCoopers in New York City, where she consulted 
for both public and private sports and entertainment clients and obtained her C.P.A. 
license.  She has been named a “Game Changer” by SportsBusiness Journal.

A graduate of Episcopal School of Jacksonville where she currently serves as a member 
of its Board of Trustees, Flanagan holds a M.S. in Sports Management degree from 
Columbia University in New York City and a bachelor’s degree in Accounting as well 
as an M.B.A. from the Ervin K. Haub School of Business at Saint Joseph’s University 
in Philadelphia.  She was appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the City Council 
to serve as a member of the Board of Directors of the Jacksonville Electric Authority.

Chad Johnson joined the Jaguars as vice president, sales in May of 2012, and was 
promoted to his current position in February 2013. Johnson is responsible for the 
sales and revenues in all ticketing areas, including suites, premium seating, season 
tickets, and group and single game tickets as well as the team’s ticket service and 
operations departments. He also oversees guest services, events and entertainment, 
and cheerleader and mascot programs.
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Scott Massey joined the Jaguars in 2012 as senior vice president of corporate part-
nerships. In this role, Massey is responsible for leading the sales team tasked with 
securing new corporate partners, as well as the service team that ensures existing 
partners receive significant value for their investment with the Jaguars. 

Prior to the Jaguars, Massey spent nine years at the PGA TOUR as vice president of 
business development/title sponsor relations. Before moving into the title sponsor ca-
pacity, he managed several of the PGA TOUR’s largest official marketing partnerships. 

An experienced sports executive before joining the PGA TOUR, Massey previously held 
sales roles with several sports-related companies including International Management 
Group (IMG), golfweb.com and Quokka Sports.

Massey grew up in Boulder, Colo., and is a graduate of the University of Colorado 
where he earned his bachelor’s degree in finance in 1987. He and his wife Nancy have 
two sons, Hanks (19) and Davis (17).

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Johnson worked for the Miami Marlins as senior director, 
new ballpark sales.  During his time with the Marlins he was responsible for the sales 
of premium seating, luxury suites and season tickets, and group ticket packages for 
the Marlins’ new ballpark which opened in 2012.

Prior to joining the Marlins, Johnson served as senior vice president, sales and market-
ing for Sunrise Sports & Entertainment and the Florida Panthers Hockey Club. In that 
role he oversaw all ticket sales and service operations for all the entities associated 
with Sunrise Sports & Entertainment and the Florida Panthers, including suite sales 
and premium seating, as well as the club’s marketing and broadcasting efforts. 

Johnson joined Sunrise Sports & Entertainment in October of 2003 as vice president 
of sales & service, before being promoted in April of 2005. Prior to joining Sunrise 
Sports & Entertainment Johnson spent five years with the Tampa Bay Lightning as 
director of sales.

Johnson, who is originally from Chicago, graduated from Augustana College in Rock 
Island, Illinois. He made Jacksonville his home in July of 2012. Johnson has one 
daughter, Victoria, and he and his wife MaryBeth were recently married in Amelia 
Island.

Hussain Naqi, based in London, was named senior vice president, international de-
velopment in October, 2015.  He oversees the Jaguars brand development and spon-
sorship sales efforts in the UK. He is also responsible for driving synergies between 
the Jacksonville Jaguars and Fulham Football Club, which share common ownership.

Before moving to London, Naqi served as senior vice president of fan engagement, 
responsible for oversight of the Jaguars game day operations, in-stadium business 
operations, and non-NFL event business. In the 2014-2015 NFL season, the Jaguars 
unveiled a $63 million renovation to EverBank Field, featuring two swimming pools 
on a party deck in the north end zone of the stadium, as well as the two largest video 
boards in the world.  Naqi was responsible for the programming, activation and con-
tent development of these new game day elements, which resulted in a number one 
overall fan experience ranking in the NFL, voted upon by season ticket members in 
the League’s Voice of the Fan.

Naqi arrived in Jacksonville in 2013 following four years with the New Meadowlands 
Stadium Company in East Rutherford, N.J., where he served as Vice President of Busi-
ness Planning and General Counsel at MetLife Stadium, the home of the New York Jets 
and New York Giants.

Naqi began his career in the sports industry in 1997 with the law firm of Covington 
and Burling in Washington, D.C., which led to a four-year stint with the National 
Football League, working in the League’s Management Council.  After leaving the NFL 
in 2002, Naqi was named Assistant Director of Enforcement for the NCAA.

Naqi attended Cornell University, earning his bachelor’s degree in Industrial and Labor 
Relations in 1997.  In 2003, he returned to school to complete a joint Juris Doctor 
and Masters of Business Administration degree at Northwestern University. While at 
Northwestern’s Kellogg School of Management, he developed a continuing education 
program for current and former NFL players to equip them with basic business skills 
during and after their playing careers. Upon graduation, Naqi joined the Executive 
Development Program with Major League Baseball and the New York Mets, serving two 
years in that capacity.

He is a member of the New York State Bar.

Megha Parekh joined the Jaguars as vice president and general counsel on March 1, 
2013, and is currently senior vice president, chief legal officer.

In her role, Ms. Parekh is responsible for oversight of all legal matters, including trans-
actions, compliance, disputes, risk-management, government relations, and insurance, 
as well as people development and training and information technology. Since joining 
the Jaguars, Ms. Parekh has worked on team-owner Shahid Khan’s acquisition of Ful-
ham Football Club, the $63 million public-private funded improvements to EverBank 
Field in 2014, and the current $90 million project involving renovations to the US As-
sure Clubs in addition to construction of an amphitheater and flex field to be complet-
ed in 2017.  Ms. Parekh has also worked on the extension of EverBank’s naming rights 
and selection of a new food, beverage and merchandise provider for EverBank Field.

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Ms. Parekh worked in the New York office of the law firm 
Proskauer, which is an international law firm known for its preeminent sports law 
group.  During her time at Proskauer, she worked on public and private acquisitions 
and financings and securities offerings, including the acquisition of the Jacksonville 
Jaguars, the Houston Astros and the Cleveland Browns. While at Proskauer, Ms. Parekh 
also worked on a variety of matters including public and private company acquisitions 
and equity and debt financings. 

Ms. Parekh was named in December 2012 and 2013 to Forbes Magazine’s 30 Under 30 
Sports List, which honored the country’s top sports athletes and executives under the 
age of 30 who “represent the entrepreneurial, creative and intellectual best of their 
generation.”  Ms. Parekh has also been named a Woman of Influence (2014) and Ulti-
mate Attorney (2016) since coming to Jacksonville. 

Ms. Parekh joined Proskauer in 2009 after graduating magna cum laude from Harvard 
College and Harvard Law School. While in school she was a sports writer for The Har-
vard Crimson and served as an intern for the Boston Red Sox.  Ms. Parekh also serves 
on the board of the Florida Sports Foundation and works with Women in Sports and 
Events.
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As president of the Jaguars Foundation, the philanthropic arm of the Jaguars, Peter 
Racine oversees grant making, community outreach and other charitable initiatives 
on behalf of the Khan family and team in the greater Jacksonville area.  The Foun-
dation’s mission is to support the community primarily through five major program 
areas: 1) children, youth and families, 2) military and veterans, 3) women’s health and 
well-being, 4) youth football and the NFL Play 60 fitness and nutrition initiative, and 
5) community and neighborhood revitalization. 

Beginning his nonprofit career as a college volunteer at the Covenant House homeless 
and runaway youth shelter in New York City, Racine went on to help begin Covenant 
House shelters in Houston, Texas and Toronto, Canada.  From 1987 to 1992, he and 
his spouse Kelly established and operated Covenant House’s programs for street chil-
dren in Honduras, Central America where he served as executive director.  Racine was 
featured on Dateline-NBC for his work with young glue addicts and in Time Magazine 
for work on behalf of minors exploited by prostitution rings.  Upon returning to the 
United States, Racine was hired as the first executive director of the Northeast Florida 
Exchange Club Center for the Prevention of Child Abuse, where he served until joining 
the Jaguars Foundation in September of 2000.

Racine has been a partner in various national and international initiatives, including 
the Community Partnership for Protecting Children in partnership with the Edna McCo-
nnell Clark Foundation; the Early Childhood Violence Prevention Project in partnership 
with the U. S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, University of Florida and 
Jacksonville Children’s Commission; Outreach to Urban Street Children in partnership 
with the European Economic Community; the Sports Philanthropy Project in partner-
ship with The Robert Wood Johnson Foundation; the JCCI JAX-2025 Community Vi-
sioning initiative, the Local Initiatives Support Corporation (LISC)-Jacksonville’s EPIC 
neighborhood revitalization initiative in partnership with The Community Foundation, 
the Jessie Ball duPont Fund and the City of Jacksonville; and the PROJECT 17 initiative 
to provide full-time Athletic Trainers in all 17 Duval County public high schools, in 
partnership with the NFL, Jacksonville Sports Medicine Program, Duval County Public 
Schools and other local partners.

In 2013, Racine won a Suncoast Regional EMMY® Award as executive co-producer of 
the “Jaguars Teen Talk…Game Plan for Success” television show, which was broadcast 
on all local independent stations, cable and network affiliates.  In 2016, he was rec-
ognized at the Jacksonville Innovators in Education Awards ceremony for his work on 
behalf of Mr. Khan and the Jaguars Foundation in support of our military transitioning 
to civilian life with their educational needs, specifically through the aviation program 
at Jacksonville University, as well as other comprehensive support services.

Racine received his B.A. at Rutgers University in New Jersey, and his M.T.S. at Catholic 
Theological Union in Chicago. He and his spouse Kelly reside in Jacksonville.

Nik Sobic joined the Jaguars in August of 2015 as Director of Strategic Initiatives. He 
is responsible for oversight of development projects at EverBank Field and surrounding 
Jacksonville, including the $90 million of public/private funding that supports the 
amphitheater, covered flex field and US Assure Club improvements. Additionally, he 
manages the Jaguars’ concessions and merchandise business and vendors, as well as 
other local revenue initiatives and business ventures.

Prior to arriving in Jacksonville, Sobic spent seven years with Wells Fargo at the com-
pany’s corporate mortgage headquarters in Des Moines, Iowa. While there, he provided 
leadership and analytical support to the mortgage department. During the mortgage 
crisis, he helped deliver more than one million loan modifications to borrowers, along 
with a multi-billion dollar reduction in the non-performing assets portfolio.

Sobic is a Harvard University graduate, earning his bachelor’s degree in economics in 
2007. While at Harvard, he earned All-Ivy League honors as a left tackle in 2007 and 
was part of an undefeated football season. Prior to leaving the game due to injury, 
Sobic signed a free agent contract with the NFL’s New Orleans Saints.

He is a native of Milwaukee, Wis.

Steve Ziff joined the Jaguars as vice president, marketing & digital media in Septem-
ber of 2014. He is responsible for all areas of branding, content marketing, creative, 
and digital media, including game day presentation and in-stadium production.

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Ziff worked for the San Diego Padres as senior vice presi-
dent, sales & service, responsible for the sales and development of ticketing, premium 
seating and suites, and all non-ballpark events and concerts.

Ziff served as senior vice president of marketing & brand strategy for the Florida 
Panthers and the BB&T Center before joining the Padres. There he oversaw all areas 
of marketing, creative, partner brand activation, game presentation, grassroots and 
fan development, and community development for the Club and the Arena, as well as 
the Florida Panthers Foundation. His responsibilities also included generating new 
revenue streams and leveraging partnerships for the Panthers and Sunrise Sports & 
Entertainment.

Before joining Sunrise Sports & Entertainment in April of 2007, Ziff spent two years 
at Office Depot leading the company’s retail, local, and college marketing for North 
American stores. Ziff also served with Alloy Marketing + Media and AMP Agency, based 
in Boston, Mass., leading strategic development and execution of national marketing 
promotions for some of the largest Fortune 500 brands including Reebok, Verizon 
Wireless, Volkswagen, Heineken, Dunkin Donuts, and New Balance.

A native of South Florida, Ziff received his B.S. in Marketing from the University of 
Central Florida. Ziff and his wife Allison reside in Saint Johns, Fla., with daughter. 
Riley and son, Cade.
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Gus Bradley was named the fifth head coach in Jacksonville Jaguars history on Jan-
uary 17, 2013. Bradley has 26 years of coaching experience, including 10 seasons in 
the NFL.

The Bradley-led Jaguars finished the 2015 campaign with a 5-11 (.313) regular season 
record, placing third in the AFC South standings for the third consecutive season. The 
Jaguars’ 5-11 campaign was their winningest season under Bradley, and also marked 
the club’s most victories since 2011 (5-11). Jacksonville remained alive in the AFC 
South division race up until Week 16, when Houston defeated Tennessee and math-
ematically eliminated the Jaguars from contention. Offensively, the Jaguars made 
impressive strides, finishing as the NFL’s 14th-ranked scoring unit (23.5 points per 
game), after placing 32nd (15.6) a season prior. The Jaguars additionally scored 376 
points, the fifth-most in single-season franchise history and the most overall since 
2007. Jacksonville posted 44 touchdowns, the third-most in single-season franchise 
history and the most overall since the team tallied 50 scores in 2007.

In 2014, the Jaguars finished Bradley’s second season as head coach with 43 of the 
53 players on the roster joining the club in the last two seasons.  Rookies combined 
for an NFL-high 82 starts for the club with 10 different rookies making starts.  Sixteen 
different rookies have started at least one game for the Jaguars over the last two 
seasons.  Offensively, the Jaguars started at least four rookies in 15 of 16 games, 
including quarterback Blake Bortles, who started the final 13 games and set the fran-
chise rookie record for passing yards.  Defensively, the Jaguars improved from 31 
sacks in Bradley’s first season to 45 in 2014, the sixth-most in the NFL.  The Jaguars 
led the NFL with 12 sack/forced fumbles and ranked third in the NFL with 19 total 
forced fumbles.  

Bradley led the Jaguars to a 4-12 mark in 2013, his first season at the Jaguars 
helm. The Jaguars overhauled their roster in 2013, with 31 newcomers and rookies 
combining to make 44 starts. Of the 53 players on the final roster, 20 were rookies 
or first-year players. The club posted a 4-4 mark following the bye week with three 
of the wins on the road. Six of the club’s first eight games were against 2013 playoff 
teams and the club played seven games overall against playoff teams including both 
Super Bowl participants.

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Bradley spent four seasons (2009-12) with the Seattle 
Seahawks as defensive coordinator and played a vital role in the club advancing to 
the postseason twice. The Seahawks posted an 11-5 mark in 2012, the third-best in 
franchise history, and advanced to the divisional round of the playoffs.

Bradley developed the Seattle defense into one of the NFL’s top units during his ten-
ure. The Seahawks ranked sixth in the NFL in total defense (319.2 yards per game) 
from 2011-12, third in points per game (17.5), fifth in takeaways (62), first in oppo-
nents passer rating (73.2) and fifth in interceptions (40).

Under Bradley’s direction in 2012, the Seahawks led the NFL by allowing a fran-
chise-record low 15.3 points per game despite playing with the third-youngest (25 
years, 195 days) defensive starting unit in the league. The Seahawks allowed a fran-
chise-low 306.2 yards per game which ranked fourth in the NFL, finishing 10th against 
the run (103.1) and sixth against the pass (203.1). 

Bradley was responsible for the development of two rookies who played key roles 
for the Seahawks in defensive end Bruce Irvin and linebacker Bobby Wagner. Irvin, 
the 15th overall pick of the draft, led all rookies with eight sacks while Wagner (2nd 
round) ranked second among rookies in tackles with 140, and fourth with three in-
terceptions. Safety Earl Thomas was voted to his second consecutive Pro Bowl. Sec-
ond-year cornerback Richard Sherman earned first-team Associated Press All-Pro hon-
ors after leading the team and tying for second in the NFL with eight interceptions. 
Defensive end Chris Clemons excelled under Bradley’s tutelage, posting 33.5 sacks in 
48 games including a career-high 11.5 in 2012. 

In 2011, Bradley’s defensive unit ranked ninth in the NFL, allowing 332.2 yards per 
game, finishing in the top-10 for only the sixth time in the club’s 36-year history and 
for the first time since 1997. Nine of his 11 regulars started at least 14 games on a 
squad that ranked the second-youngest in the NFL (26 years, 59 days). Seattle ranked 
in the top-10 in multiple categories, including second in fewest touchdowns allowed 
in the second half (11), third in second half points allowed (119), fourth in opponent 
yards per rush attempt (3.79), fifth in turnover differential (+8), fifth in most take-

aways (31) and seventh in points allowed per game (19.7).

Bradley’s group sent three players to the 2012 Pro Bowl, with Thomas voted as a 
starter. He was joined in Hawaii by fellow secondary mates, safety Kam Chancellor and 
cornerback Brandon Browner.

In Bradley’s first year as defensive coordinator, the Seahawks posted two shutouts at 
home, the first time since 1986 they accomplished that feat.

Bradley joined Seattle after spending three years (2006-08) with the Tampa Bay Buc-
caneers under defensive coordinator Monte Kiffin, serving the last two as linebackers 
coach after joining the Bucs in 2006 as their defensive quality control coach. Derrick 
Brooks earned Pro Bowl appearances in 2007 and 2008 under Bradley’s guidance.

Prior to Tampa Bay, Bradley spent 10 seasons (1996-2005) as an assistant coach at his 
alma mater, North Dakota State, including six as the assistant head coach (2000-05). 
He also served as defensive coordinator for the Bison from 1997- 2002, and again 
in 2005. Under Bradley’s guidance, North Dakota State’s defense led the Great West 
Football Conference in scoring defense (13.7 points per game), pass defense (150.3 
yards), total defense (272.4) and turnover margin (+1) in 2005.

Bradley was the head coach at Fort Lewis College for four months (December 1995 - 
March 1996) and was defensive coordinator/linebackers coach at Fort Lewis for four 
seasons (1992-1995). Prior to Fort Lewis, he was a graduate assistant coach at NDSU 
for two seasons (1990-1991).

Bradley played collegiately at North Dakota State (1984-1988), where he was a free 
safety and punter, a four-time academic All-North Central Conference selection and 
a valuable member of the 1988 national championship football team. He earned his 
bachelor’s degrees in business administration (1989) and physical education (1990) 
from North Dakota State as well as a master’s degree in athletic administration from 
NDSU in 1992.

Bradley has been actively involved in the local community since his arrival in Jack-
sonville. He is the spokesperson for the Ashley Furniture HomeStores Hope to Dream 
program which provides beds to underprivileged children. In addition, Bradley has 
made numerous appearances on behalf of the Jaguars and served as the keynote 
speaker at a variety of events. 

Bradley and his wife, Michaela, have four children; Carter, Anna, Eli and Ella.

BRADLEY’S COACHING CAREER
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Greg Olson, who has 29 years of coaching experience, was named offensive coordina-
tor on January 21, 2015.  Olson was assistant head coach/quarterbacks coach for the 
Jaguars during a prior stint with the team in 2012.  His coaching experience includes 
14 years in the NFL and 15 at the collegiate level.  His resume includes eight seasons 
as an offensive coordinator in the NFL with Detroit (2005), St. Louis (2006-07), Tam-
pa Bay (2009-11) and Oakland (2013-14).

In his first season of his second stint with Jacksonville, Olson revamped the Jaguars 
offense into the NFL’s 14th-ranked scoring unit (23.5 points per game), after placing 
32nd (15.6) in 2014. Jacksonville’s +18 rise in the league’s points per game rankings 
tied Carolina (19th to first) for the second-largest increase in 2015, trailing only 
Arizona (22nd to second). The Jaguars scored 127 more points in 2015 (376) than 
they did in 2014 (249). Their 376 points scored were the fifth-most in single-season 
franchise history and the most overall since 2007, when they totaled a club-record 
411 points. Jacksonville also averaged 24.7 pointers per game against AFC South 
opponents, the fourth-best mark against division opponents in franchise history and 
the club’s best such figure since 2005 (25.2). 

In 2015, the Olson-led Jaguars registered five 30-plus-point games for the first time 
since 2010 and posted a single-game franchise record for points when they defeated 
the Colts, 51-16, in Week 15. Jacksonville also strung together 17-plus points in 11 
straight games from Week 5-16, marking the second-longest streak in team history 
(17 games from 1997-98).

In addition, the 2015 Jaguars totaled 44 touchdowns (35 passing, five rushing, four 
returns), the third-most in single-season franchise history and the most overall since 
posting a franchise-record 50 touchdowns in 2007. The Jaguars’ 5,581 total yards 
were also the team’s most since 2007 (5,719), ranking the fifth-most in single-season 
franchise history. Jacksonville finished 18 first downs (313) shy of tying the club’s 
single-season franchise record set in 1999 (331).

Prior to rejoining the Jaguars, Olson spent two seasons with Oakland as offensive 
coordinator where he tutored three young quarterbacks in Terrelle Pryor, Matt McGloin 
and 2014 first-round draft pick Derek Carr. Olson played a key role in the development 
of Carr, who threw for 3,270 yards and 21 touchdowns, tops among rookie quarter-
backs.  His 21 touchdown passes ranked 15th overall in the NFL.  The Raiders allowed 
only 28 sacks, the sixth-fewest in the NFL. The Raiders ranked 12th in the NFL in 
rushing (125.0) in 2013, sixth in yards per rush (4.6) and third with 18 rushes of 20-
plus yards.  The Raiders became the first team since 1978 to have four different play-
ers record a 100-yard rushing game in the same season. Pryor set the single-season 
franchise record for a quarterback with 576 rushing yards and ranked second among 
NFL quarterbacks.  

Olson served four seasons with the Buccaneers including the last three as offensive 
coordinator.  He spent the 2008 season as quarterbacks coach.  Olson was responsible 
for the development of quarterback Josh Freeman, the 17th overall pick in the 2009 
draft.  Under Olson’s guidance Freeman threw for 8,898 yards and 51 touchdowns in 
his first three seasons as a starter.  In 2011 Freeman ranked eighth in the NFL with a 
62.8 completion percentage and 13th with 3,592 passing yards.  

In Olson’s second season as offensive coordinator in 2010, Freeman ranked sixth in 
the NFL with a 95.9 passer rating while throwing for 3,451 yards, 25 touchdowns 
and only six interceptions, placing him ninth for touchdown-to-interception ratio in 
NFL single-season history. Olson helped guide the Buccaneers to one of their best 
offensive seasons in team history, setting franchise records for yards per play (5.61), 
average per rush (4.64 yards), average per pass play (7.21), passer rating (96.2) and 
fewest interceptions thrown (six). The Buccaneers also finished with the fourth-most 
points scored (341), third-most yards in total offense (5,362) and second-best third 
down percentage (42.2%) in a single season in team history. 

The Buccaneers were the youngest team in the NFL in 2010 and wide receiver Mike 
Williams, a fourth-round draft pick, finished the year leading all rookie receivers in the 
league in every major receiving category while setting a single-season team record 
with 11 touchdown receptions. Running back LeGarrette Blount’s 1,007 rushing yards 
led all rookie running backs and he became just the second undrafted rookie running 
back in NFL history to finish with over 1,000 yards. It marked the first time since 1968 
that a team had two different players lead all rookies in rushing and receiving yards. 

Despite his late elevation to the coordinator position in 2009, Olson’s offense showed 
consistent growth around Freeman. The offense recorded three games of 400-plus 

yards of total offense, including 469 yards at Carolina for the fifth-best single-game 
performance in team history and the most by the team in over 20 years. Working close-
ly with Olson, Freeman led all rookie quarterbacks in completion percentage (54.5) 
while setting Buccaneer rookie records for touchdown passes (10) and passing yards 
(1,855) despite starting in just nine games. 

In his first season in Tampa Bay in 2008, Olson was part of an offense that ranked 14th 
in the NFL and ninth in the NFC in total offense. In addition, the Buccaneers featured 
the 11th-ranked passing offense in the NFL as Tampa Bay signal callers passed for 
3,788 yards. The Buccaneers offense finished the season amassing 5,456 total yards, 
the highest total in team history, while scoring 361 points, the second-highest total 
in team annals. Under Olson’s tutelage, Jeff Garcia tied for second in the NFL for 
fewest interceptions (six), was ninth in the league and third in the NFC in completion 
percentage (64.9%) and ninth in the NFL and fifth in the NFC in quarterback rating 
(90.2).

Prior to joining Tampa Bay Olson spent two seasons (2006-07) as offensive coordina-
tor for the St. Louis Rams. In his first year with the Rams in 2006 he helped guide a 
high-powered offense that ranked sixth in the NFL in total offense (360.4 yards per 
game) and a passing offense that ranked third (247.6) in the NFC. 

Under Olson’s direction, the 2006 Rams became just the fourth team in NFL history 
to produce a 4,000-yard passer (Marc Bulger), a 1,500-yard rusher (Steven Jackson) 
and two 1,000-yard receivers (Torry Holt and Isaac Bruce). Bulger, Jackson and Holt 
were all selected to the Pro Bowl. Bulger also posted career-highs in passing yards 
(4,301), passing touchdowns (24) and passing attempts (588) and completions (370) 
while ranking second in the NFL in interception percentage (1.4%). Jackson also had 
a career-year in 2006, leading the NFL in yards from scrimmage with 2,334, and he 
led all NFL running backs with 90 receptions and was fifth in the NFL in rushing yards 
with 1,528. 

Prior to his time with the Rams, Olson spent one season as quarterbacks coach (2004) 
and one season as offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach (2005) for the Detroit 
Lions. In 2004, Olson took over play-calling duties for the Lions with three games 
remaining in the season and the Lions offense went on to average 403.6 total yards 
per game. In 2005, Olson was named offensive coordinator of the Lions in Week 11. 

Olson entered the NFL as quarterbacks coach for the San Francisco 49ers in 2001 
under head coach Steve Mariucci. In 2001, 49ers quarterback Jeff Garcia threw for a 
career-high 32 touchdown passes while posting a career-best 94.8 passer rating and 
62.7 completion percentage.  Following one season as tight ends/recruiting coordi-
nator at Purdue, Olson spent one season as quarterbacks coach for the Chicago Bears 
in 2003.  

From 1997-2000, as quarterbacks coach at Purdue, Olson played a key role in the de-
velopment of Pro Bowl and Super Bowl-winning quarterback Drew Brees. Under Olson, 
Brees was a Heisman Trophy finalist in 1999 and 2000, while winning the Maxwell 
Award as the nation’s most outstanding player in 2000. Brees finished his collegiate 
career as the Big Ten and Purdue’s all-time leader in passing yardage (11,792), touch-
down passes (90), total yards (12,693), completion percentage (61.1%), completions 
(1,026) and attempts (1,678). He also ranked fourth in NCAA Division I-A history for 
total offense, completions and attempts upon his departure from Purdue. Under Olson, 
Brees had seven 400-yard passing games and 16 300-yard passing games. Brees earned 
Big Ten player of Year honors in 1998 and 2000 and All-Conference accolades for three 
straight years (1998-2000). 

Olson began his coaching career in 1987 as a graduate assistant under the tutelage of 
head coaches Dennis Erickson (1987-88) and Mike Price (1989) at Washington State, 
where he earned his master’s degree in athletic administration.  He spent four seasons 
(1990-93) as an assistant at Central Washington University and two seasons at Idaho 
(1994-96).  At Central Washington Olson developed quarterback Jon Kitna, who went 
on to become an NFL starter at Seattle, Cincinnati and Detroit.   

A native of Richland, Washington, Olson played quarterback at Spokane Falls Junior 
College from 1981-82 and at Central Washington from 1983-84, earning his bachelor’s 
degree in education.

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Having finished his third season with the Jaguars, Todd Wash was promoted to defen-
sive coordinator on January 22, 2016. Wash originally joined the team when he was 
named defensive line coach on January 28, 2013 and was promoted to defensive line 
coach/run game coordinator in 2015. Wash and Jaguars Head Coach Gus Bradley were 
on the same staffs in Seattle (2011-12) and Tampa Bay (2007). They also coached 
together at North Dakota State (2002-03), where they both played collegiately.
 
Under the guidance of Wash, the Jaguars’ rush defense has shown steady improve-
ment over the past three seasons. The team ranked 15th (106.8) in opponent rushing 
yards per game in 2015, an improvement from 27th (127.1) in 2014. The Jaguars 
also ranked fifth in opponent rushing average (3.68), up from 12th (4.07) in 2014. 
In addition, DL Jared Odrick led the team with 5.5 sacks, while DE Andre Branch 
and DT Roy Miller III had 4.0 sacks apiece. Since Wash joined the team in 2013, the 
Jaguars defense has led the NFL with 28.0 sack-fumbles, including a league-high 12.0 
sack-fumbles in 2014. Jacksonville’s defense tied for the NFL’s fourth-most sack-fum-
bles (8.0) in 2015, trailing only New England (10.0), N.Y. Jets (9.0) and Philadelphia 
(9.0). In addition, the Jaguars defense has produced five fumble recov¬ery TDs since 
2013, tied with Atlanta, Dallas, Green Bay, Kansas City, New England and St. Louis for 
the most in the NFL.
 
Wash has also tutored a productive pass rush. The Jaguars ranked sixth in the NFL 
with 45.0 sacks in 2014, the fourth-most in franchise history and most since 2005. 
Among the 45.0 sacks, 37.0 were credited to defensive linemen. The Jaguars forced 
five fumbles in Week 12 at Indianapolis, the most in single-game franchise history. 
Sixth-year DT Sen’Derrick Marks had the best statistical season of his career, totaling 
8.5 sacks, 15 tackles for loss and 16 QB hits. Veteran DE Chris Clemons registered eight 
sacks and second-year DE Ryan Davis notched a career-high 6.5 sacks. In Wash’s first 
year with the Jaguars in 2013, the club improved their sack total from 20.0 in 2012 
to 31.0 and totaled 19.0 sacks in the last seven games.
 
Wash coached the Seahawks defensive line from 2011-12 and helped the unit rank 
sixth in the NFL in yards per game (319.2), third in fewest points allowed (17.5), first 
in opponents passer rating (73.2) and fifth in takeaways (62) during that span. The 
Seahawks registered an 11-5 regular season record in 2012, the third-best mark in 
franchise history, and advanced to the divisional round of the playoffs. The Seahawks 
led the NFL by allowing a franchise-record low 15.3 points per game and ranked fourth 
in total defense (306.2 yards per game).
 
Wash entered the NFL coaching ranks with the Buccaneers, where he spent four sea-
sons (2007-10), serving the last three as defensive line coach. Prior to joining the 
Buccaneers, Wash had two stints (2002-03, 2005-06) as an assistant coach at his alma 
mater, North Dakota State. While with the Bison, Wash coached the defensive line and 
coordinated the run defense. In between appointments at NDSU, he spent the 2004 
season as defensive coordinator/linebackers coach at Missouri Southern State. Wash 
began his coaching career at Fort Lewis College in 1996 as defensive coordinator 
and was promoted to head coach/defensive coordinator for three seasons (1997-99). 
He worked as defensive coordinator at Nebraska-Kearney from 2000-01. A two-time 
All-North Central Conference outside linebacker at North Dakota State, Wash played 
on two national championship teams with the Bison in 1988 and 1990. A preseason 
All-American and team captain in 1991, he had a tryout as an undrafted free agent 
with the Houston Oilers in 1992. He holds two degrees from NDSU, including a bach-
elor’s degree in physical education (1994) and a master’s in athletic administration 
(1996). 

Wash, born July 19, 1968, and his wife, Darci, have two daughters, Alyssa and Jenae, 
and one son, Marcus. Darci was an All-America basketball player at NDSU and played 
on three national championship teams. She was inducted into the Bison Athletic Hall 
of Fame in 2012.

Mike Mallory was named special teams coordinator for the Jaguars on January 21, 
2013. He has 30 years of coaching experience, including 22 years at the collegiate 
level.

The 2015 Jaguars special teams unit was ranked third in the NFL in the Dallas Morning 
News’ annual special teams rankings. Dallas Morning News columnist Rick Gosselin 
uses a points system based on 22 categories to rank each of the 32 NFL teams’ special 
teams units at the end of each season. Jacksonville finished with 295 points and 
was ranked third in 2015, trailing only Baltimore (231) and N.Y. Giants (271.5). The 
Jaguars jumped from 27th place in 2014 to third place in 2015 in Gosselin’s rankings, 
the highest increase by any team this past season.

Mallory’s special teams unit led the NFL in 2015 in yards per punt return (11.7), 
ranked second in opponent net punting average (36.4), ranked sixth in opponent 
gross punting average (43.9) and finished 10th in gross punting average (46.3). The 
club was also fifth in the AFC and 12th in the NFL with an 86.7 percent (26 of 30) 
made field goal percentage.

Mallory’s unit also had an impressive season returning punts. Rookie WR Rashad 
Greene, who was named AFC Special Teams Player of the Week after returning a punt 
73 yards for a touchdown in the Jaguars’ 51-16 victory in Week 14 vs. Indianapolis, 
returned 18 punts for 301 yards (16.7 punt return average) in 2015. Greene’s 73-yard 
punt return was the fourth-longest in Jaguars history and the first-ever punt return for 
touchdown by a Jaguars rookie. Greene’s 16.7 punt return average ranked first among 
NFL players with at least 15 punt returns in 2015. 
 
In 2015, Mallory also tutored first-year kicker Jason Myers, who converted 86.7 pct. of 
his field goal attempts, the best career mark by a Jaguars kicker (min. 30 attempts). 
Myers capped the season making each of his final 13 field goals, as well as 19 of his 
last 20 (95 pct.) overall dating back to Week 5. In Week 2 vs. Miami, Myers connected 
on a career-long 58-yard field goal, the second-longest in franchise history. Myers’ 
58-yarder tied with Kyle Bridgza for the third-longest made field goal by an NFL kicker 
in 2015. In addition, Myers made two game-winning field goals: in Week 10 at Bal-
timore, he nailed a 53-yarder with no time on the clock to give the Jaguars a 22-20 
road victory; and in Week 2 vs. Miami, he kicked a 28-yarder that gave Jacksonville a 
23-20 advantage with 40 seconds remaining in the game. 

In 2014, the Jaguars ranked 10th in opponents average starting field position after 
a kickoff (21.2 avg.) and 13th in average starting position after kickoff (21.9 avg.).  
Punter Bryan Anger ranked among NFL leaders in gross punting average (2nd, 47.4), 
punts of 50-plus yards (1st, 39) and punts of 60-plus yards (1st, 12).  Kicker Josh 
Scobee led the team with 83 points, his seventh consecutive season with 80-plus 
points, and was successful on 10 field goals of 40-plus yards and two onside kicks.    
 
The Jaguars’ special teams unit in 2013 ranked among the best in the NFL. The Jaguars 
improved from 20th in the NFL to 2nd in opponents average starting field position 
(19.6), 27th to 3rd in kickoff return average (25.9) and 27th to 9th in average start-
ing field position after kickoff (22.5). The Jaguars led the NFL in highest percentage 
(85.4) of kickoff returns of 20-plus yards and allowed the fewest opponent kickoff 
returns of 20-plus yards (12). Scobee produced one of the best statistical seasons of 
his 10-year NFL career, leading the team with 91 points and connecting on 23 of 25 
field goals (92.0). The 92 percent tied for the second-best of his career. Anger led 
the NFL with 95 punts for 4,338 yards, surpassing the previous franchise records he

set as a rookie. Jordan Todman finished with a 27.4-yard kickoff return average, the 
second-highest in franchise history for a season. The Jaguars blocked two kicks and 
forced one fumble on special teams.

Mallory previously spent five seasons (2008-12) with the New Orleans Saints, four 
as assistant special teams coach and one season as assistant secondary coach. From 
2008-10 and in 2012, Mallory worked solely with the Saints special teams. He assisted 
in the development of kicker Garrett Hartley and punter Thomas Morstead. Hartley has 
converted 84.5 percent of his field goals since entering the NFL in 2008. Morstead, a 
2009 fifth-round draft pick, has a 47.1-yard career average on 64 punts with a 40.3 
net. He ranked second in the NFL in 2012 with a career-best 50.1-yard average and 
43.2-yard net average. Thomas Morstead and safety, Chris Reis, played an important 
role in its Super Bowl XLIV victory with the successful execution of “Ambush” at the 
beginning of the second half with the surprise onside kick.

As assistant secondary coach in 2011, Mallory helped tutor a unit where safeties Ro-
man Harper (116) and Malcolm Jenkins (97) ranked among the team’s top two leaders 
in tackles, while Harper’s 7.5 sacks were a team-high and the second-highest total 
by an NFL defensive back since sacks were recognized as an official statistic in 1982. 
Cornerback Jabari Greer posted a career-high 83 tackles and 23 passes defensed, while 
Patrick Robinson led the club with four interceptions in his second season.

Mallory spent the 2007 season at Louisville where he served as secondary coach. He 
served as linebackers coach at Kansas in 2006 after five seasons (2001-05) as an as-
sistant at Illinois including his final two seasons as defensive coordinator/linebackers 
coach. He was promoted to linebackers in 2003 after spending his previous two years 
working with the safeties.

Mallory began his coaching career at Indiana from 1986-87 and also had stints at 
Kent State (1988-90), Eastern Illinois (1991-92), Rhode Island (1993-95), Northern 
Illinois (1996-99) and Maryland (2000). He had a standout career as a linebacker at 
Michigan, twice earning All-Big Ten honors and was a two-year captain. He was a 
finalist for the 1985 Butkus Award, given to the nation’s premier linebacker. During 
his collegiate career, he played in four bowl games and graduated with a bachelor’s 
degree in sports administration. 
 
A native of Bowling Green, Ohio, Mallory is from a distinguished football family. He is 
the son of Bill Mallory, who has served as a head coach at Indiana, Colorado, Northern 
Illinois and Miami University (Ohio).  His brother, Doug, is currently the defensive 
assistant/secondary coach for the Atlanta Falcons.  His youngest brother, Curt, is 
currently the secondary/pass game coordinator for the University of Wyoming.

Mallory and his wife, Kim, have a daughter, Kathryn, and a son, William.

A veteran of 24 years in coaching, Marrone joined the Jaguars as assistant head 
coach-offense/offensive line coach on January 20, 2015.  Marrone has spent 10 years 
in the NFL including two seasons as head coach of the Buffalo Bills from 2013-14.  

In his first season with the Jaguars, Marrone’s offensive line provided protection for 
QB Blake Bortles, who set single-season franchise records with 355 completions, 606 
attempts, 4,428 yards and 35 touchdowns. In addition, Marrone’s squad blocked for 
rookie RB T.J. Yeldon, who accounted for 740 rushing yards and 279 receiving yards in 
2015, becoming the first Jaguars rookie to surpass 1,000 scrimmage yards since Mau-
rice Jones-Drew (1,377) in 2006. Yeldon also placed third among AFC RBs this season 
with 84.9 scrimmage yards per game, trailing only LeSean McCoy and Chris Ivory. 

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Marrone compiled a 15-17 mark at the Bills helm includ-
ing a 9-7 mark in 2014, the most wins since 2004. He became only the third coach in 
Bills history to win 15 games in his first two seasons (Marv Levy, 19; Wade Phillips, 
21). The Bills had six Pro Bowl selections during Marrone’s two seasons.  

The Bills had three different players with 60 receptions in 2014 for the first time in 
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Tom Myslinski is entering his fifth season with the Jaguars after being named head of 
strength and conditioning on January 27, 2012. Myslinski played nine seasons as an 
offensive lineman in the NFL, including one season as a guard on the Jaguars’ 1995 
inaugural team, and spent three seasons as strength and conditioning coach for the 
Cleveland Browns.

Myslinski spent two seasons on the collegiate level, serving as strength and condition-
ing coach for football at North Carolina in 2011 and Memphis in 2010. He was respon-

sible for planning and designing the interior of a $3 million, 13,000-square-foot weight 
room at Memphis. Myslinski was instrumental in maintaining a 92 and 88 percent start 
rate throughout the last two seasons.

A native of Rome, N.Y., Myslinski previously served three seasons (2007-09) with the 
Browns as the head strength and conditioning coach. He was the club’s assistant 
strength and conditioning coach in 2004 and also worked for the Browns on a part-time 
basis in 2003. He spent two seasons (2005-06) as head strength and conditioning coach 
at Robert Morris.

A fourth-round draft pick of Dallas in 1992, Myslinski played in 60 games with 25 starts 
including stints with Washington (1992), Buffalo (1993), Chicago (1993-94), Jackson-
ville (1995), Pittsburgh (1996-97, 2000), Indianapolis (1998) and Dallas (1999). 

While playing in the NFL, Myslinski served as a volunteer assistant strength and condi-
tioning coach at the University of Pittsburgh from 1998-2001, working primarily with 
offensive and defensive linemen. Prior to his stint at Pittsburgh, he spent 1996 as the 
volunteer strength and conditioning coach at the University of North Florida, where he 
managed all aspects of physical and mental development with the school’s student-ath-
letes. He also has served as a martial arts consultant to numerous collegiate athletic 
programs. 

Myslinski developed and patented the “Tunch Punch Ladder” hand agility pad and has 
trained under offensive line guru Tunch Ilkin, who is the developer of the Tunch Punch 
system, which is used extensively by offensive line coaches throughout the NFL. He has 
published peer-reviewed research in the Journal of Strength and Conditioning Research 
on the development of strength and power using heavy chains and bands in addition 
to weights. 

Myslinski is registered and certified by the National Strength and Conditioning Asso-
ciation (NSCA) and serves as an adviser on the organization’s Coaching Performance 
Committee. In addition, he is a member of the 2016 Gatorade NFL Advisory Board.

Myslinski earned all-conference honors at the University of Tennessee and earned eight 
varsity letters including four in football and four in in track and field. He started at 
guard for back-to-back SEC championship teams (1989-90) and was also a member of 
the Volunteers’ 1991 NCAA Champion track and field team. He earned a Bachelor of 
Science degree in kinesiology in 1992 and was a two-time Academic All-SEC member. He 
later earned his master’s degree from the University of Pittsburgh in exercise physiology. 
Myslinski and his wife, Amy, have three children: Thomas, Emily and Michael. 
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John Benton was hired as the team’s assistant offensive line coach on March 21, 2016. 
Benton has 29 years of coaching experience, including 12 seasons in the NFL and 17 
seasons in the collegiate ranks. Benton joins the Jaguars after a two-year stint as the 
offensive line coach with the Miami Dolphins. Benton originally joined Miami as the 
assistant offensive line coach on Jan. 29, 2014 and was promoted to offensive line 
coach on March 1, 2014.

In Benton’s first season with the Dolphins in 2014, his offensive line helped produce 
361 first downs, tied for the second-most in franchise history and most since 1985, 
when the team had the same amount. The line created running lanes for running back 
Lamar Miller who surpassed the 1,000-yard rushing mark (1,099) for the first time in 
his career, and helped protect quarterback Ryan Tannehill en route to a 4,045-yard 
season (most since Dan Marino’s 4,453 in 1994). Miller and Tannehill combined to 
become the first duo in franchise history to produce a 1,000-yard rusher and 4,000-
yard passer in a season. In 2015, Benton’s offensive line allowed a sack on 7.7 
percent of pass attempts and the Dolphins averaged 4.35 yards-per-rush attempt, the 
ninth-highest mark in the NFL.

Previously, Benton spent eight seasons (2006-13) as the Houston Texans offensive 
line coach. With the Texans, Benton’s offensive line was instrumental in establishing 
one of the NFL’s top-ranked offensive attacks, setting franchise marks for rushing 
yards (2,448) in 2011, and passing yards (4,654) and total offense (6,129 yards) in 
2009. Behind All-Pro left tackle Duane Brown and All-Pro center Chris Myers, Hous-
ton’s offensive line helped All-Pro running back Arian Foster become the 13th fastest 
player in NFL history to reach 5,000 career rushing yards. Additionally, Foster regis-
tered three consecutive 1,000-yard seasons (2010-12), a franchise-record 25 career 
100-yard regular season rushing games and, entering the 2014 season, he leads the 
AFC at 90.7 rushing yards per game since 2010.
 
Prior to joining the Texans in 2006, Benton spent two seasons (2004-05) with the 
St. Louis Rams, coaching an offensive line that was anchored by All-Pro left tackle 
Orlando Pace. In 2005, the Rams offensive line helped All-Pro running back Stephen 
Jackson rush for 1,046, the first 1,000 rushing season of his career. 

Benton began his coaching career at Colorado State as a graduate assistant (1987-90) 
prior to serving as the offensive line coach and recruiting coordinator (1990-94) at 
California University (Pa.). Benton returned to Colorado State as the offensive line 
coach in 1995, a position he held until 2000, when he was named the school’s co-of-
fensive coordinator from 2000-03.

Benton was a four-year starter as an offensive lineman at Colorado State (1983-86), 
and earned honorable mention All-WAC honors during his junior and senior seasons. 
He was named to the WAC’s All-Academic team as a senior in 1986. A native of Duran-
go, Colo., he and his wife, Nicole, have two daughters, Gabrielle and Paige.

team history (Fred Jackson, 65; Sammy Watkins, 62; Robert Woods, 61) and the club 
produced six individual 100-yard receiving games.  Watkins set team rookie records 
for receptions and receiving yards (982).   The Bills ranked sixth in the NFL in 2014 
with a plus-seven turnover differential.  

In 2013, Marrone was at the helm of an offensive unit that led the AFC and finished 
second in the NFL in rushing (144.2 avg.) while also leading the league with 95.5 pct. 
red zone efficiency mark.  Rookie quarterback E.J. Manuel started 10 games and set 
team rookie records for passing touchdowns (11) and completions (180).  

Prior to joining the Bills, Marrone spent four seasons (2009-12) as the head coach 
of his alma mater, Syracuse, where he led the program to a 21-17 record in the last 
three seasons.   He guided the Orange to an 8-5 record in 2010 and 2012 and both 
seasons culminated with a New Era Pinstripe Bowl Championship.  The Orange set 
several school records in 2012, including total yards (5,681), passing yards (3,619) 
and first downs (300).   Marrone earned the American Football Coaches Association 
(AFCA) Region 1 Coach of the Year honors in 2011 and was a finalist for the Liberty 
Mutual Coach of the Year Award.  

Marrone spent seven seasons in the NFL (2002-08) before becoming a collegiate 
head coach.  From 2006-08, Marrone served as the offensive coordinator for the New 
Orleans Saints. He directed an offense that led the NFL in total offense (391.5 avg. 
in 2006; 410.7 avg. in 2008) and passing yards per game (281.4 avg. in 2006; 311.1 
in 2008) in two different seasons (2006-08).   The Saints’ offensive line held their 
opponents to the fewest sacks allowed in the NFL in 2006 (16) and tied for the fewest 
sacks in the NFL from 2006-08 with 52 despite leading the NFL with 1,868 passing 
attempts during that span.  Quarterback Drew Brees captured the NFL passing title in 
2006 (4,418) and 2008 (5,069) and became just the second passer in NFL history to 
eclipse 5,000 passing yards in NFL history (Dan Marino, 1984).   

Prior to his arrival in New Orleans, the franchise had never had a 4,000-yard passer 
or registered more than 5,700 yards of offense. Brees eclipsed 4,000 passing yards 
and the offense posted more than 5,700 yards in each of Marrone’s three seasons 
with the Saints.  The Saints established a team record with an NFL-best 6,264 yards 
of offense in 2006, 5,780 in 2007 (4th in the NFL) and led the NFL again in 2008 
with 6,571 yards.  

In his first season as an NFL offensive coordinator in 2006, left tackle Jammal Brown 
was voted to the All-Pro team and to the Pro Bowl in his first year at the position, 
while guard Jahri Evans was a unanimous All-Rookie selection.  The Saints ranked 
fourth in in the NFL in 2007 for total offense and set an NFL record for completions 
(440) and had franchise bests for passing first downs (222), attempts (652), touch-
down passes (28) and completion percentage (67.5).  In 2008, the Saints led the NFL 
in total offense while setting team records for points (463), total yards (6,571), net 
passing yards (4,977), touchdowns (57) and first downs (354).  

Marrone was the offensive line coach of the New York Jets from 2002-05 and the team 
made two postseason appearances (2002, 2004) with him on the staff.  In 2004, the 
Jets produced the NFL’s third-best rushing offense (149.3 avg.) and Curtis Martin led 
the NFL with 1,697 rushing yards.  

Before arriving in New York, Marrone served as tight ends/tackles coach at the Uni-
versity of Tennessee in 2001.  He spent the 2000 season at the University of Georgia 
as offensive line coach after spending the previous five seasons (1995-99) at Georgia 
Tech where he was part of three consecutive bowl appearances.  He was director of 
football operations for the Yellow Jackets in 1995 before coaching the tight ends in 
1996 and offensive line from 1997-99. 

Marrone began his coaching career in 1992 at Cortland (N.Y.) state as the school’s 
tight ends coach before having stints as the offensive line coach at U.S. Coast Guard 
Academy (1993) and Northeastern University in 1994.   A native of Bronx, New York, 
Marrone was a sixth-round draft pick of the Los Angeles Raiders in 1986 and played 
two years in the NFL.  He played with the Miami in 1987 and with the Saints in 1989.  
He also playing stints with Pittsburgh, Dallas and Minnesota before closing his career 
with the NFL Europe’s London Monarchs from 1991-92.  Marrone was a three-year 
letterman at Syracuse.  He returned to Syracuse and graduated in 1991 with a degree 
in liberal arts.  

He and his wife, Helen, have two daughters, Madeline and Anne, and a son, Mack.

Nathaniel Hackett is in his second season as the Jaguars quarterbacks coach after 
being named to the post on January 29, 2015.  Hackett spent the last two years with 
the Buffalo Bills as offensive coordinator.

Under Hackett’s tutelage, second-year QB Blake Bortles made impressive gains during 
the 2015 season. Bortles set single-season franchise records in passing touchdowns 
(35), passing yards (4,428), completions (355), and attempts (606). He also broke 
franchise marks with 72 completions of 20-plus yards and passing TDs in 15 consec-
utive games (Weeks 1 – 16). Bortles became the youngest of only three NFL players 
to record 4,000-plus passing yards, 35-plus passing touchdowns and 300-plus rushing 
yards (310) in a single season, joining Daunte Culpepper (4,717-39-406) in 2004 
and Steve Young (4,170-36-454) in 1998. In addition, Hackett helped Bortles join 
Dan Marino (48) in 1984 and Matthew Stafford (41) in 2011 as the only NFL QBs age 
23-or-younger to throw for at least 35 touchdowns in a single season.
 
Prior to joining the Jaguars, Hackett directed a Bills offense in 2014 that finished with 
an 86.0 passer rating, the highest for a Bills team since 2002.  The Bills tallied 33 
plays of 25-plus yards, the sixth-most in the NFL, and most for a Bills team since 2000.  
Bills quarterbacks combined for only 13 interceptions, the third-fewest in franchise 
history, and rookie wide receiver Sammy Watkins set team rookie records in 100-yard 
games (4), receiving yards (982) and receptions (65).  Quarterback Kyle Orton posted 
a career-best 64.2 completion percentage, the third-highest in franchise history, and 
an 87.8 passer rating (second-highest of his career).
 
In his first year as an NFL offensive coordinator in 2013, Hackett oversaw an offense 
that featured rookie quarterback EJ Manuel and the running back duo of Fred Jackson 
and C.J. Spiller.  The Bills ranked second in the NFL, first in the AFC, with a 144.2-yard 
rushing average while ranking second in the AFC with 56 rushes of 10-plus yards.  The 
Bills led the NFL with a 95.5 percent red zone scoring mark. Manuel started 10 games 
and set franchise rookie records for passing touchdowns (11) and completions (180).   
Rookie wideout Robert Woods ranked fifth among all rookies with 40 receptions for 587 

John Donovan was hired as the team’s offensive quality control coach on March 21, 
2016. Donovan joins the Jaguars staff with 19 years of collegiate coaching experience, 
including the last two as the offensive coordinator and tight ends coach at Penn State.  
Donovan directed a 2014 offense that saw Christian Hackenberg and DaeSean Hamil-
ton break Penn State single-game and season records and tight end Mike Gesicki was 
selected to the BTN.com All-Freshman team. In 2015, Hackenberg became the school’s

Daniel Bullocks was named assistant defensive backs coach on January 22, 2016. 
Bullocks comes from Eastern Michigan University, where he served as assistant coach/
cornerbacks coach for one year. Previously, he served as assistant coach/secondary 
coach at Northern Iowa for three years.

In 2015, Bullocks helped EMU improve from 11th to second in pass defense in the 
Mid-American Conference. 

In three seasons at UNI, Bullocks helped the Panthers reach new heights, spending 
a combined 23 weeks ranked in the Football Championship Subdivision (FCS) polls. 
During the 2014 campaign, Bullock’s secondary totaled 17 interceptions and three 
players were recognized by the Missouri Valley Football Conference (MVFC) for all-con-
ference accolades. UNI finished as the nation’s leader in sacks (51) and ranked third 
in third-down conversion defense (72 percent), fourth in turnover margin (31) and 
12th in interceptions.

In 2014, the Panthers ranked first nationally in kickoff return yards, seventh in rushing 
defense and 10th in total defense. Strong safety Tim Kilfoy was named CSM National 
Defensive Player of the Week on No. 1, and free safety Ray Mitchell set a school record 
with 270 career interception return yards.
 
In 2013, Northern Iowa ranked second in punt blocks and eighth in scoring defense. 
Strong safety Tate Omli earned CSM National Defensive Player of the Week on Nov. 17, 
while Mitchell earned CFPA National Defeisve Player of the Week on Nov. 25.

Bullocks began his coaching career after a four-year playing stint with the Detroit 
Lions (2006-10). A second-round pick in the 2006 draft, Bullocks led all NFC rookies 
with 70 tackles (54 solo) and four passes defensed. In 2008, he was the team’s Ed 
Block Courage Award winner and was named the Chuck Hughes Most Improved Player. 
He finished his career with 168 tackles.

Bullocks played collegiately at the University of Nebraska, where he appeared in 48 
games. He was named to the Second Team All-Big 12 and Big 12 Fall Commissioner’s 
Academic Roll in 2005. In addition, Bullocks set a school record with 22 career pass 
breakups by a safety and ranked second in school history with 226 tackles as a de-
fensive back.

A native of Chattanooga, Tenn., Bullocks is the founder of the Bullocks Foundation, 
which mentors and establishes scholarships for student-athletes to further education 
in his hometown.

all-time leading passer, while RB Saquon Barkley and WR Chris Godwin were one of 
only two tandems in the Big 10 with a 1,000 yards rushing and receiving, respectively. 

From 2011-13, Donovan was the offensive coordinator and running backs coach for 
three of the most productive offensive seasons in Vanderbilt’s modern-era history. 
Under Donovan’s direction, Zac Stacy ran for 1,193 yards in 2011 and 1,141 yards in 
2012 to become the first Vanderbilt player with consecutive 1,000-yard seasons in 
program history. Stacy earned second team All-SEC honors and was drafted by the St. 
Louis Rams in 2013. 

Donovan’s offensive units earned three of the top four total yardage marks in school 
history dating back to 1945, gaining at least 4,400 yards each season, including a 
school record 4,936 yards in 2012. The Commodores averaged 30.0 points per game 
in 2012, marking the first time in school history they averaged 30 or more points per 
game, and followed with another program record of 30.1 points per game in 2013.
 
Donovan also worked for Ralph Friedgen at the University of Maryland from 2001-10. 
He began his coaching career at Georgia Tech (1998-2000) and Villanova (1997).

From River Edge, N.J., Donovan graduated with a sociology degree from Johns Hopkins 
University. A defensive back, he grabbed 12 interceptions during his career with the 
Blue Jays. He also earned a master’s degree in economics from Georgia Tech. Donovan 
and his wife, Stacey, have one son, John Patrick, and two daughters, Cate and Shea.

Hackett came to the Bills after three years at Syracuse working under current Jaguars 
assistant head coach/offensive line coach Doug Marrone.  Hackett served as offensive 
coordinator and quarterbacks/tight ends coach from 2011-12 after spending the 2010 
season as quarterbacks/passing game/tight ends coach.  Under his direction, the 
Orange set numerous records in 2012 including total offense (6,188 yards), yards per 
game (476.0), passing yards (3,757), touchdown passes (26), completions (295) and 
first downs (328).  The school featured a 3,000-yard passer, 1,000-yard rusher and 
1,000-yard receiver in 2012 for the first time in school history while eclipsing 500-
plus yards of offense in seven games.

Scottie Hazelton was named the Jaguars assistant linebackers coach on February 10, 
2014. Hazelton, entering his third season in the NFL, has 18 years of college coaching 
experience. 

Hazelton was tutored as a defensive coach by Jaguars Defensive Coordinator Todd 
Wash and Jaguars Head Coach Gus Bradley at North Dakota State. During his career, 
Hazelton has coached every defensive position (defensive line, linebackers, defensive 
backs and defensive coordinator).

In his two seasons with the Jaguars, Hazelton has worked closely with LBs Paul 
Posluszny and Telvin Smith.

Monte Kiffin was hired as the team’s defensive assistant on March 21, 2016. 

Kiffin, 76, is entering his 50th year of coaching, with 28 years of NFL experience and 
21 years in the collegiate ranks. A native of Lexington, Neb., Kiffin played offensive 
and defensive tackle at the University of Nebraska from 1959-1963 before a one-year 
professional stint with the Winnipeg Blue Bombers in 1965. Kiffin then returned to 
his alma mater as a defensive assistant for seven seasons before being promoted to 
defensive coordinator in 1973, a position he would hold for four seasons (1973-76). 

Kiffin, along with Denver’s Wade Phillips, was selected as part of the Class of 2016 
for the Paul “Dr. Z” Zimmerman Award by the Professional Football Writers of America 
(PFWA). The Dr. Z Award is given for lifetime achievement as an assistant coach in the 
NFL. The award is named for Zimmerman, who covered the NFL for 29 years as Sports 
Illustrated’s lead pro football writer.

Kiffin then joined Arkansas’ staff as the defensive coordinator for three seasons (1977-
79), including the final season as the team’s assistant head coach & defensive coordi-
nator. Following his stint at Arkansas, Kiffin became the head coach at North Carolina 
State for three seasons (1980-82), his only head coaching opportunity.

A 10-year NFL veteran as a player, Ron Middleton is in his fourth season with the Jag-
uars after being named tight ends/assistant special teams coach on February 7, 2013. 
Middleton spent the previous five years (2008-12) at Duke, serving as associate head 
coach and special teams coordinator, while also coaching the tight ends.

In 2015, Middleton tutored a veteran group that included the addition of Pro Bowl TE 
Julius Thomas. Thomas finished third on the team in receptions (46), receiving yards 
(455) and receiving touchdowns (five) in his first season with the Jaguars, despite 
missing the first four games due to a thumb injury. Thomas, who caught a TD in four 
of his last seven contests in 2015, has tied for the leagues’ fifth-most receiving TDs 
(29) since 2013, leading all NFL TEs in that span.

Middleton was responsible for a tight ends unit in 2014 that was plagued by injuries 
early in the season to veterans Marcedes Lewis and Clay Harbor.  Lewis missed eight 
games with an ankle injury and Harbor was inactive the first three weeks with a calf 
injury.  Undrafted rookie Nic Jacobs stepped into the lineup and played in 13 games 
with four starts.   Harbor finished with a career-best 26 receptions for 289 yards while 
Lewis added two scores.  

In Middleton’s first season with the Jaguars, three different players made starts at 
tight end with Lewis (11), Harbor (2) and Allen Reisner (2). Lewis led the club with 
four receiving touchdowns including a score in three straight games for the first time 
in his career. 
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Under Middleton’s guidance at Duke, kicker Ross Martin and punter Will Monday 
received first-team Freshman All-America honors in 2012. Martin set a school sin-
gle-season record with 106 points while Monday led the ACC with a 44.6-yard average. 
The tight end duo of Issac Blakeney and David Reeves, both playing for the first time 
in their careers, combined for 50 receptions for 412 yards and four touchdowns.

Duke tight end Cooper Helfet twice earned honorable mention All-ACC honors in 2010 
and 2011. In two seasons at Duke, Helfet caught 77 passes for 775 yards and six 
touchdowns. Kicker Will Snyderwine was a first team All-American selection in 2010 
after connecting on a single-season record 21 field goals. 

In the three-year span from 2010-12, the Blue Devils recovered an ACC-best eight 
onside kicks while ranking among the top four in kickoff coverage all three seasons. 
In addition, Duke was second in the ACC in punt return average in 2012 and scored 
two touchdowns.

Prior to joining the Blue Devils, Middleton spent one season (2007) on the staff 
at Alabama where he coached the tight ends and the special teams units. Under 
Middleton’s direction, Alabama kicker Leigh Tiffin totaled 111 points with a school 
single-season record 25 field goals. In addition, Javier Arenas ranked among the SEC’s 
top 10 leaders in both kickoff and punt return average while tight end Nick Walker 
caught 23 passes for 204 yards and two touchdowns.
The Atmore, Ala. native served three seasons (2004-06) as an assistant coach with 
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers under head coach Jon Gruden. Middleton coached the tight 
ends and assisted with special teams and helped Tampa Bay to the 2005 NFC South 
Division championship. He was a member of the Buccaneers’ training camp coaching 
staff in 2003 as a part of the NFL’s Minority Coaching Fellowship Program, and was se-
lected by Gruden in 2006 to attend the NFL’s Coaches Career Development Symposium. 

Middleton spent five seasons (1999-2003) on the coaching staff at Mississippi where 
he worked with the tight ends for three seasons and running backs for two campaigns 
along with serving as the special teams coordinator. The Rebels played in four bowl 
games during Middleton’s tenure. Kicker Jonathan Nichols, who set 15 school records, 
earned All-SEC honors and captured the Lou Groza Award as the nation’s top place-
kicker in 2003. In 2003, Nichols connected on 24 of 28 field goals and hit all 45 of his 
PATs en route a school single-season record 117 points. In Middleton’s final season, 
punter Cody Ridgeway garnered second-team All-SEC accolades while the Rebels led 
the SEC in net punting, kickoff returns and field goals.

Middleton began his coaching career at Troy from 1997-98 where he worked with the 
tight ends, offensive tackles and assisted with special teams. He also spent time in 
private business, serving as vice president of American Communications.

A four-year letterwinner at tight end for Auburn from 1982-85, Middleton helped 
the Tigers to a four-year ledger of 37-12 with four bowl games that produced three 
victories. In 1983, Auburn posted an 11-1 record, won the SEC title and defeated 
Michigan, 9-7, in the Sugar Bowl. Middleton earned a degree in pre-law/history from 
Auburn in 1988 and later received a master’s degree in sports and fitness management 
from Troy in 1998.

Middleton’s NFL playing career spanned 10 seasons with five different teams. After 
signing with Atlanta as a rookie free agent, he spent two seasons (1986-87) with the 
Falcons before joining the Washington Redskins for the 1988 campaign. Following one 
season (1989) with the Cleveland Browns, Middleton returned to the Redskins for four 
seasons that included a win over Buffalo in Super Bowl XXVI. He finished his career 
with the Los Angeles Rams (1994) and the San Diego Chargers (1995).

Chris O’Hara is in his third season as offensive coaches associate for the Jaguars 
after being named to the post on April 21, 2014. O’Hara is responsible for assisting 
in the day-to-day operations of the offensive coaching staff.  O’Hara previously spent 
three seasons coaching on the defensive side of the ball at the University of Miami 
(Fla.), one as a graduate assistant and two as a student assistant. Prior to working 
at the University of Miami, O’Hara spent two seasons at Temple University serving 
as a student assistant with the school’s football team. A native of Swoyersville, Pa., 
O’Hara graduated from the University of Miami (Fla.) in December 2012 with a degree 
in sports administration.

In his fourth season with the club, Mike Rutenberg was named defensive assistant for 
the Jaguars on January 22, 2016 after serving as the team’s assistant defensive backs 
coach since February 7, 2013. Rutenberg spent the four seasons prior (2009-12) at 
New Mexico State, where he coached the team’s defensive backs. Jaguars Defensive 
Backs Coach DeWayne Walker was the team’s head coach during Rutenberg’s tenure.

Prior to the 2015 season, the team signed fifth-year CB Davon House, who made an 
immediate impact in the defensive backfield. Rutenberg helped House set a Jaguars 
single-season record with a career-high 23 passes defensed, surpassing the longstand-
ing mark held by Rashean Mathis (21 in 2004 and 2006). House’s’ 23 passes defensed 
were tied for the fifth-most by an NFL player since 2011 and third-most in the NFL 
in 2015. 

Rutenberg has worked closely with a group of young defensive backs the last three 
seasons. The Jaguars have drafted seven defensive backs in that span with Johnathan 
Cyprien (2013, strong safety), Josh Evans (2013, free safety), Dwayne Gratz (2013, 
cornerback), Jeremy Harris (2013, cornerback) Demetrius McCray (2013, cornerback), 
Aaron Colvin (2014, cornerback) and James Sample (2015, safety). Cyprien led the 
team with 111 tackles (77 solo) in 2014, third-most among all NFL defensive backs, 
and ranked seventh among NFL DBs with 107 tackles (77 solo) in 2015.   

Rutenberg played a vital role in the development of the team’s young secondary in 
2013, which featured three rookie starters in Cyprien, Evans and Gratz.  Cyprien fin-
ished second on the team and first among NFL rookie defensive backs with 98 tackles 
and added two forced fumbles and one interception. 

In 2012, Rutenberg served as defensive backs coach at New Mexico State and added 
the responsibility of pass game coordinator. In 2011 he guided the group to nine 
interceptions and 32 passes defensed. Defensive back Jonte Green was a second-team 
All-WAC selection, while safety Donyae Coleman earned first-team honors. Coleman led 
the Aggies with 133 tackles and posted a team-high six interceptions which led the 
conference and tied for seventh in the nation. 

Under Rutenberg’s tutelage in 2010, defensive back Davon House earned first team 
all-WAC honors for the second straight season after leading the team with two inter-
ceptions. He was also named to the 2011 Senior Bowl and was drafted by the Green

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Robert Saleh is in his third season with the Jaguars after being named the linebackers 
coach on February 10, 2014. Saleh, who is entering his 12th year in the NFL, spent 
three seasons as the defensive quality control coach for the Seahawks from 2011-13. 

Saleh has worked closely with LBs Paul Posluszny and Telvin Smith. In 2015, Posluszny 
ranked second in the NFL in tackles per game (9.50), leading the Jaguars in tackles 
(133) for the fourth time in the last five seasons. Posluszny tied for the team lead with 
13 tackles for loss and ranked tied-second with three interceptions. 

A fifth-round draft pick in 2014, Smith ranked tied-sixth in the NFL with 128 tackles 
(99 solo) in 2015, leading all players age 25-or-younger in that category. He tied for 
the most tackles for loss by a Jaguars player and joined Lavonte David as the only 
NFL players with at least 125 tackles and multiple forced fumbles in the past season. 
Smith has produced 227 tackles in his NFL career, the most ever by a Jaguars player 
in his first two seasons. 

In 2014, six different players made starts at linebacker for the Jaguars.  Under Saleh’s 
guidance, Smith stepped in the starting lineup and ranked third among all rookies 
with 99 tackles.  Smith played in all 16 games and led the team with two fumble 
recoveries while ranking second with nine tackles for loss.   Fifth-year pro J.T. Thomas 
entered the season with only two career starts but moved into the starting lineup with 
a season-ending injury to Posluszny.  Thomas registered a career-high 80 tackles along 
with two interceptions, two tackles for loss and five passes defensed while manning 
the middle of the defense.

As a part of Seattle’s staff, Saleh worked under Head Coach Gus Bradley (Seahawks 
defensive coordinator, 2009-12) and Defensive Line Coach Todd Wash (Seahawks de-
fensive line coach, 2011-12).  During his three seasons with the Seahawks, Saleh was 
responsible for assisting the defensive staff with day-to-day duties, while focusing on 
the development of the linebackers.

Prior to joining the Seahawks, Saleh spent six seasons with the Texans, including the 
final two as the assistant linebackers coach.

A native of 
Dearborn, Mich., Saleh attended Northern Michigan University where he started at 
tight end for four years. Saleh and his wife, Sanaa, have three sons, Adam, Zane and 
Sam; and one daughter, Mila. 

Bay Packers in the fourth round of the 2011 NFL Draft. 

In 2009, Rutenberg shared secondary coaching duties but focused on the team’s safe-
ties. Safety Stephon Hatchett ranked third on the team in tackles with 98, including 
one interception and eight passes defensed. The Aggie defensive backfield ranked No. 
36 in the nation, giving up just 202.9 yards passing per game. 

Prior to joining the New Mexico State staff, Rutenberg spent three years (2006-08) at 
UCLA where he was the Bruins’ defensive intern and graduate assistant.

Rutenberg served as the assistant to Washington Redskins Head Coach Joe Gibbs from 
2004-05. He served as a player personnel intern and assistant in 2003 and assistant 
for the Redskins.

Rutenberg, born Oct. 29, 1981, received his bachelor’s degree from Cornell in 2003.

Kelly Skipper joined the Jaguars as running backs coach on January 27, 2015 after 
spending the previous eight seasons with the Oakland Raiders.  Skipper has 27 years 
of coaching experience, including 18 seasons on the collegiate level.  

In his first season with the Jaguars, Skipper tutored 2015 second-round draft pick 
T.J. Yeldon, who ranked among the top rookie running backs in the league. Yeldon 
accounted for 740 rushing yards and 279 receiving yards in 2015, becoming the first 
Jaguars rookie to surpass 1,000 scrimmage yards since Maurice Jones-Drew (1,377) in 
2006. Yeldon also placed third among AFC RBs this season with 84.9 scrimmage yards 
per game, trailing only LeSean McCoy and Chris Ivory. The 22-year-old led AFC rookies 
with 740 rushing yards last season, and produced the fourth-most scrimmage yards 
(1,019) by an NFL rookie, trailing only Todd Gurley (1,294), Amari Cooper (1,067) and 
David Johnson (1,038). 

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Skipper served as running backs coach for the Raiders for 
the last six seasons, after two years as tight ends coach.  During his time as a running 
backs coach from 2009-14, the Raiders ranked 16th in the NFL in rushing and 12th 
in average per rush.  He oversaw a running backs group that ranked 12th in rushing 
(125.0) in 2013 and third in the NFL with 18 rushes of 20-plus yards.  The Raiders 
became the first team since 1978 to have four different players rush for 100 yards in 
the same season.  Fullback Marcel Reese was named to the Pro Bowl for the second 
straight year in 2013 and was also named to the 2013 Associated Press All-Pro second 
team.   Running back Rashad Jennings finished the season with 733 rushing yards 
including an NFL-high 596 total yards in the month of November.  

In 2012, Reese ranked fourth among all NFL running backs with 52 receptions and sec-
ond with 496 receiving yards.  In 2010, Skipper oversaw a running game that ranked 
second (155.9) in the NFL and established a franchise record by averaging 4.9 yards 
per attempt.  Under Skipper’s tutelage, Darren McFadden became the first Raider since 
2007 to eclipse the 1,000-yard mark with 1,157 yards on the ground.  The tandem of 
McFadden and Michael Bush totaled 1,812 yards and 15 touchdowns. As tight ends 
coach in 2008, Skipper oversaw tight end Zach Miller who led the Raiders in receptions 
(56) and receiving yards (778).  

Prior to joining the Raiders, Skipper spent four seasons (2003-06) coaching running 
backs and special teams at Washington State.  He also spent two summers, one with

Seattle and one with Washington, as an NFL minority fellowship coaching intern.

From 1998-2002, Skipper was part of the UCLA coaching staff where he served as 
offensive coordinator from 2001-02.  He tutored several players who went on to the 
NFL, including Lorenzo Neal, Michael Pittman, DeShaun Foster, Jerome Harrison, Chris 
Ivory and Jed Collins.  

Skipper began his coaching career as an assistant at his alma mater, Fresno State, 
from 1989-97.  He started as a graduate assistant before he was elevated to full-time 
assistant in 1991.  He handled running backs and return specialists, and served as 
recruiting coordinator during his time with the Bulldogs.  

Born in Brawley, Calif., Skipper played running back at Fresno State and finished his 
career with 2,237 rushing yards and 28 touchdowns.  He was a first-team All-Big West 
selection as a senior and earned his degree in business.  He was inducted into the 
Churchill (Eugene, Oregon) High School Hall of Fame in 2008.  He and his wife, Mary, 
have two children, Kaelen and Darius.  Skipper’s father, Jim, is a longtime NFL assis-
tant and currently serves as running backs coach for the Carolina Panthers, and his 
brother, Tim, is the running backs coach at the University of Florida.

Entering his fourth year with the Jaguars, Matthew Smiley was named assistant special 
teams coach for the Jaguars on February 7, 2013. Smiley has 11 years of coaching 
experience, eight on the collegiate level. 

Smiley assisted a special teams unit that led the NFL in 2015 in yards per punt return 
(11.7), ranked second in opponent net punting average (36.4), tied-sixth in opponent 
gross punting average (43.9) and 10th in gross punting average (46.3). The club was 
also fifth in the AFC and 12th in the NFL with an 86.7 percent (26 of 30) made FG 
percentage. 

First-year kicker Jason Myers, whose 86.7 percent made FG percentage was the best 
career mark by a Jaguars kicker (min. 30 attempts). Myers capped the season making 
each of his final 13 FGs, as well as 19 of his last 20 (95 percent) overall dating back 
to Week 5. In Week 2 vs. Miami, Myers connected on a career-long 58-yard FG, the 
second-longest FG in franchise history. Myers’ 58-yarder tied with Kyle Bridgza for the 
third-longest distance made by an NFL kicker in 2015. In addition, Myers made two 
game-winning FGs: in Week 10 at Baltimore, he nailed a 53-yarder with no time on 
the clock to give the Jaguars a 22-20 road victory; and in Week 2 vs. Miami, he kicked 
a 28-yarder that gave Jacksonville a 23-20 advantage with 40 seconds remaining in 
the game. 

The special teams unit also had an impressive season returning punts. Rookie WR 
Rashad Greene, who was named AFC Special Teams Player of the Week after Week 14 
vs. Indianapolis, returned 18 punts for 301 yards (16.7 punt return average) in 2015. 
Greene’s 16.7 punt return average ranked first among NFL players with at least 15 punt 
returns this season. Greene had a 73-yard punt return TD in the Jaguars’ 51-16 victory 
in Week 14 vs. Indianapolis, the fourth-longest in Jaguars history and the first-ever 
punt return TD by a Jaguars rookie. 

In 2014, Smiley assisted a unit ranked 10th in opponents average starting field po-
sition after a kickoff (21.2 avg.) and 13th in average starting position after kickoff 
(21.9 avg.).  Punter Bryan Anger led the NFL in punts of 50-plus yards (39) and 60-
plus yards (12), while ranking second in gross punting average (47.4).  

In Smiley’s first season with the Jaguars, the special teams unit ranked among the 
best in the NFL. The Jaguars ranked second in opponents average starting field po-
sition (19.6), third in kickoff return average (25.9) and first in highest percentage 
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(85.4) of kickoff returns of 20-plus yards. Kicker Josh Scobee produced one of the best 
statistical seasons of his 10-year NFL career, leading the team with 91 points and 
connecting on 23 of 25 field goals (92.0). Anger led the NFL with 95 punts for 4,338 
yards, surpassing the previous franchise records he set as a rookie. Jordan Todman fin-
ished with a 27.4-yard kickoff return average, the second-highest in franchise history 
for a season. The Jaguars blocked two kicks and forced one fumble on special teams.

Smiley spent the 2012 season as special teams coordinator at Charleston Southern. 
He previously served three seasons (2009-11) as special teams coordinator at Eastern 
Illinois. Under Smiley’s tutelage, kicker Austin Signor earned first-team All-OVC honors 
in 2009 after leading the nation in touchbacks on kickoffs and ranked 30th nationally 
field goals. Punter Kevin Cook ranked ninth in the nation in punting average in the 
2010 season.

Prior to joining Eastern Illinois, Smiley coached at Eureka College, where he served 
one season as offensive coordinator and one season as defensive coordinator. In Oc-
tober of 2008, he was named interim head coach. Smiley entered the coaching ranks 
as an undergraduate assistant at Illinois after being a walk-on wide receiver with the 
Fighting Illini. He worked two seasons (2006-07) at Dartmouth College as special 
teams coordinator.

Smiley graduated from Illinois in 2001 and served in the United States Air Force as 
a maintenance officer in Grand Forks, ND. While on active duty, Smiley was deployed 
four times in support of Operation Enduring Freedom and received the USAF Com-
mendation Medal for his efforts. While stationed in Grand Forks he also worked with 
the specialists at the University of North Dakota where he coached two All-American 
kickers in 2001 and 2003.

Smiley also holds a master’s degree from North Dakota. He and his wife Marrisa have 
three daughters: Madelyn, Ella and Ava; and one son, Caleb.

Tony Sorrentino was promoted to assistant wide receivers coach on January 22, 2016 
after serving as the team’s offensive quality control coach for three seasons. Now in 
his 12th year in coaching, this is Sorrentino’s fourth season in the NFL.

For the past three seasons, Sorrentino has worked closely with Wide Receivers Coach 
Jerry Sullivan and the receiving corps, which had a breakout season in 2015. Sec-
ond-year WR Allen Robinson earned his first career Pro Bowl after posting 80 recep-
tions for 1,400 receiving yards and a franchise-record 14 receiving touchdowns. Robin-
son tied Doug Baldwin and Brandon Marshall for the NFL lead in receiving touchdowns, 
while also setting the Jaguars single-season records in receiving average (17.5, min. 
60 receptions) and 20-plus-yard receptions (31). He became one of just four NFL 
players since the 1970 merger to record 1,400-plus receiving yards, 14-plus receiving 
touchdowns and 17.5-plus yards per reception in a single season, joining Calvin John-
son in 2011, Randy Moss in 2000 and Jerry Rice in 1986. 
Sorrentino also oversaw the development of second-year WR Allen Hurns. Hurns posted 
career highs with 64 receptions, 1,031 receiving yards and 10 receiving touchdowns 
en route to becoming the youngest undrafted player since the 1970 NFL merger to 
post 1,000-plus receiving yards and 10-plus receiving TDs in a single season. From 
Week 3-10, Hurns caught a pass in seven consecutive games, the longest streak in 
Jaguars history and the longest such streak since Wes Welker (eight games) with New 
England/Denver.

Together, Hurns and Robinson became the first due to each record at least 1,000 
receiving yards since Jimmy Smith and Kennan McCardell achieved the feat in 2001.

Sorrentino spent the 2012 season at his alma mater, The College of New Jersey, as 
quarterbacks coach and passing game coordinator. He also spent one season on the 
coaching staff, coaching linebackers in 2007 and winning the NJAC Championship.

A veteran of 44 years of coaching, Jerry Sullivan has served the past four seasons 
as the wide receivers coach for the Jaguars.  Sullivan has 23 years of NFL coaching 
experience and 21 at the collegiate level.

Sullivan has coached several Pro Bowl receivers in his career, including the San Di-
ego Chargers’ Anthony Miller (1992-93) and Tony Martin (1996), Detroit Lions’ Her-
man Moore (1997-98) and Germaine Crowell (1999), Arizona Cardinals’ David Boston 
(2001) and Anquan Boldin (2003); and the Jaguars’ Allen Robinson (2015)

Sullivan oversaw a receiving corps that had a breakout season in 2015. Second-year 
WR Allen Robinson earned his first career Pro Bowl after posting 80 receptions for 
1,400 receiving yards and a franchise-record 14 receiving touchdowns. Robinson tied 
Doug Gladbwin and Brandon Marshall for the NFL lead in receiving touchdowns, while 
also setting the Jaguars single-season records in receiving average (17.5, min. 60 
receptions) and 20-plus-yard receptions (31). He became one of just four NFL players 
since the 1970 merger to record 1,400-plus receiving yards, 14-plus receiving touch-
downs and 17.5-plus yards per reception in a single season, joining Calvin Johnson in 
2011, Randy Moss in 2000 and Jerry Rice in 1986. 

Sullivan also aided the development of second-year WR Allen Hurns. Hurns posted 
career highs with 64 receptions, 1,031 receiving yards and 10 receiving touchdowns 
en route to becoming the youngest undrafted player since the 1970 NFL merger to 
post 1,000plus receiving yards and 10plus receiving TDs in a single season. From 
Week 3-10, Hurns caught a pass in seven consecutive games, the longest streak in 
Jaguars history and the longest such streak since Wes Welker (eight games) with New 
England/Denver.

Together, Hurns and Robinson became the first due to each record at least 1,000 
receiving yards since Jimmy Smith and Kennan McCardell achieved the feat in 2001.

In 2014, Sullivan oversaw a group of young wideouts that included three rookies in 
Marqise Lee (37-422, 1 TD), Allen Robinson (48-548, 2 TDs) and Allen Hurns (51-677, 
6 TDs).  Hurns and Robinson became the first rookie duo in NFL history to register 48 
or more receptions in a season, and Hurns’ six receiving touchdowns were the most by 
a rookie in franchise history.  

In his second season with the Jaguars, Sullivan oversaw a receiving corps that saw 
six different players earn starts. The unit was led by third-year pro Cecil Shorts who 
caught a career-high 66 passes for 777 yards and three touchdowns. 2013 fourth-
round pick Ace Sanders finished the season with 51 catches, the second-most by a 
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rookie in team history (Justin Blackmon had 64 receptions in 2012) and the third-
most by an NFL rookie in 2013. Four different receivers (Sanders, Jeremy Ebert, Mike 
Brown, Lamaar Thomas) made their first career reception in 2013.

Sullivan tutored a Jaguars wideout unit in 2012 that improved throughout the season. 
Shorts (55-979, 7 TDs) and Blackmon (64-865, 5 TDs) became the first Jaguars receiv-
er duo since 2001 to have 800-plus receiving yards. Blackmon led all NFL rookies in 
receiving yards and tied for the most receptions while setting franchise single-season 
rookie records for catches, yards, average per reception and touchdowns. Shorts reg-
istered four 100-yard receiving games and a franchise-record four catches of 50-plus 
yards. 

Sullivan, 67, did not coach in 2011 and spent the offseason working with NFL players 
in Minnesota including Arizona Cardinals Pro Bowl receiver Larry Fitzgerald and Green 
Bay Packers tight end Jermichael Finley. He previously served as wide receivers coach/
senior assistant for the San Francisco 49ers from 2005-10. The 49ers selected wide re-
ceiver Michael Crabtree with the 10th overall pick in 2009 and he had 103 receptions 
for 1,366 yards and eight touchdowns under Sullivan’s tutelage. Under the guidance 
of Sullivan, 2008 sixth-round pick Josh Morgan posted a career-high 52 receptions for 
527 yards in 2009 and had a career-best 698 receiving yards on 44 receptions in 2010. 
In 2008, Sullivan’s unit was highlighted by the play of 15-year veteran wideout Isaac 
Bruce, who earned the team’s Len Eshmont Award for his courageous and inspiring 
play. Bruce had seven touchdown receptions, his most since 2002, and led all receiv-
ers with 835 receiving yards on 61 catches.

Prior to his time with the 49ers, Sullivan spent one season as wide receivers coach for 
the Miami Dolphins in 2004. He was a member of the Arizona Cardinals coaching staff 
for three seasons (2001-03). In his first two seasons with the club, Sullivan mentored 
the team’s wide receivers, where he worked with a group that included David Boston. 
Boston led the NFL with 1,598 receiving yards on 98 receptions in 2001 and was 
selected to the first Pro Bowl of his career. Sullivan was promoted to offensive coor-
dinator in 2003 where he worked with wide receiver Anquan Boldin. Boldin finished 
third in the NFL in receptions (101) and receiving yards (1,377) on his way to being 
named the NFL’s Rookie of the Year as well as a starter on the NFC’s Pro Bowl squad. 

Sullivan’s NFL coaching career began in 1992 with the San Diego Chargers where he 
spent five seasons (1992-96). He coached wide receivers in Detroit from 1997-2000. 
Prior to entering the NFL coaching ranks, he spent 21 years as an assistant on the 
collegiate level. Sullivan was an assistant at Kansas State (1971-72), Texas Tech 
(1973-75), South Carolina (1976-82), Indiana (1983), Louisiana State (1984-90) and 
Ohio State (1991). 

A native of Miami, Sullivan played quarterback at Miami Jackson High School. He 
earned a scholarship to Florida State and later transferred to Delta State. 

Sullivan and his wife, Connie, have two sons, Jon-Eric, who has spent the past 10 
seasons with the Green Bay Packers as an area scout, and Matthew along with daugh-
ter, Allison.

SULLIVAN’S COACHING CAREER

DeWayne Walker is in his fourth season with the club after being named defensive 
backs coach for the Jaguars on January 24, 2013. Walker has 28 years of coaching 
experience, including 10 in the NFL, and spent four seasons as head coach at New 

Mexico State before joining the Jaguars.

Prior to the 2015 season, the team signed fifth-year CB Davon House, who made an 
immediate impact in the defensive backfield. Walker helped House set a Jaguars sin-
gle-season record with a career-high 23 passes defensed, surpassing the longstanding 
mark held by Rashean Mathis (21 in 2004 and 2006). House’s 23 passes defensed were 
tied for the fifth-most by an NFL player since 2011 and third-most in the NFL in 2015. 

Walker has worked closely with a group of young defensive backs the last three sea-
sons. The Jaguars have drafted seven defensive backs in that span with Johnathan 
Cyprien (2013, strong safety), Josh Evans (2013, free safety), Dwayne Gratz (2013, 
cornerback), Jeremy Harris (2013, cornerback) Demetrius McCray (2013, cornerback), 
Aaron Colvin (2014, cornerback) and James Sample (2015, safety). Cyprien led the 
team with 111 tackles (77 solo) in 2014, third-most among all NFL defensive backs, 
and ranked seventh among NFL DBs with 107 tackles (77 solo) in 2015.   

Walker played a vital role in the development of the team’s young secondary in 2013, 
which featured three rookie starters in Cyprien, Evans and Gratz.  Cyprien finished 
second on the team and first among NFL rookie defensive backs with 98 tackles and 
added two forced fumbles and one interception. 

Walker compiled a 10-40 record during his tenure at New Mexico State. In 2011, the 
Aggies finished with a 4-9 mark with wins over Big Ten opponent Minnesota, the first 
in school history, a third straight win against in-state rival New Mexico, a home win 
over Idaho and a program first victory against Fresno State. 

The Aggies had five players earn All-Western Athletic Conference honors in 2011, the 
most since joining the WAC and since the 2002 season. Kick returner/wide receiver Ta-
veon Rogers was named to five All-America teams as he led the team with 1,318 kick-
off return yards and three touchdowns. He ranked second in the nation in all-purpose 
yards per game with 196.3 and had a team-high 59 catches for 1,048 yards and nine 
touchdowns. Running back Kenny Turner, who rushed for 1,074 yards and 10 touch-
downs, was named a second team All-WAC selection. Turner became just the second 
1,000-yard rusher for the Aggies since the 2000 season. Donyae Coleman also thrived 
under Walker’s system, leading the Aggies in tackles with 133 and interceptions with 
six. He led the WAC interceptions and ranked seventh in the country. The 2010 season 
was a turning point for the Aggie football team regardless of the 2-10 overall record. 
Walker helped the Aggies to their second win over in-state rival New Mexico in as 
many years, making it the first time since the 1998 and 1999 seasons that New Mexico 
State put together two straight wins against the Lobos. Walker tutored defensive back 
Davon House to first team all-WAC honors as he finished his career with 11 intercep-
tions, while leading the team with three INTs in 2010. House was a fourth-round draft 
pick of the Green Bay Packers in the 2011 NFL Draft.

Despite a 3-10 overall record and a 1-7 mark in WAC play in 2009, the Aggies finished 
the year in the top six in the conference in pass defense, total defense and scoring 
defense. New Mexico State was ranked 36th in the nation in pass defense and 54th in 
pass defense efficiency. The Aggies also beat in-state rival New Mexico in Albuquerque 
for the first time since the 1999 season. House was named a first team All-WAC selec-
tion, after leading the league in passes defended and interceptions. House also broke 
the school record for most interception return yards for a career. 

Prior to joining New Mexico State, Walker spent three seasons (2006-08) as UCLA’s 
defensive coordinator. He served as UCLA’s interim head coach for the 2007 Pioneer 
Las Vegas Bowl game. In 2008, Walker’s unit finished 48th in the nation in total 
defense, allowing 337 yards a game. UCLA’s passing defense was atop the nation’s 
leaders ranking 11th overall and second in the Pac-10, holding its opponents to just 
167.6 yards per game through the air. In 2007, the Bruin defense once again found 
itself listed among the national leaders in several categories. UCLA ranked 14th in 
rushing defense (109.2 yards per game), 29th in total defense (343.23 yards), 29th 
in scoring defense (22.3 points) and 32nd in pass efficiency defense (115.26). The 
Bruins also ranked second nationally in tackles for loss per game (8.77), third in third-
down conversion defense (29.1%), tied for 15th in sacks per game average (3.0) and 
tied for 17th in fumbles caused (14). Defensive backs Trey Brown (tied for first, 1.77/
pg) and Alterraun Verner (tied for 11th, 1.46/pg) ranked among the nation’s best in 
the passes defended category, while defensive end Bruce Davis ranked tied for ninth 
in the nation in sacks per game (.92). 

In 2006, the Bruins were among the national leaders in rushing defense (tied for 
ninth in the NCAA and tied for first in the Pac-10 with 91.08 yards per game) and 
total defense (33rd nationally at 304.83) and allowed almost half as many touchdowns 
(27) as the previous year (48). UCLA allowed 91.1 yards per game, 2.83 yards per rush 
and just nine touchdowns on the ground, the first time since 1985 that the Bruins 
had allowed fewer yards per game on the ground. The Bruin defense also ranked fifth 
nationally in third-down conversion defense (28.4%, 50 of 176). 

Walker spent two seasons (2004-05) with the Washington Redskins as secondary 
coach under head coach Joe Gibbs. In 2005, the Redskins finished 10-6 and won a 
postseason game. The Redskins led the NFL in lowest opponent completion percentage 
(54.4) and ranked tied for second in fewest touchdown passes allowed (15), 10th in 
pass defense (192.6 yards) and 14th (tied) in interceptions (16). Walker played a key 
role in the development of rookie cornerback Carlos Rogers and the continued fine 
play of Shawn Springs. In 2004, Walker’s first season in Washington, Springs became

Tyler Wolf is in his fourth season with the Jaguars after being named assistant to the 
head coach on February 13, 2013.

Wolf works directly with Head Coach Gus Bradley in organizing the day-to-day operations 
of the team. His responsibilities include overseeing player and staff communications 
with the head coach and managing the football calendar, which include the offseason 
program, mini-camp, training camp and in-season schedules.

Addtionally, Wolf serves as the coaching staff’s liaison on all matters relating to the ath-
letic training, equipment, video and public relations departments, serving as the point 
of communication in administering every Jaguars practice and team function.

Wolf spent two seasons (2011-12) on the Tennessee Tech coaching staff, where he 
served as an administrative assistant for Head Coach Watson Brown and the Golden 
Eagles in 2011. In that role, he served as the point contact for team logistics, meals and 
youth camps. In 2012, Wolf was promoted to special teams coordinator.

A native of Cookeville, Tenn., Wolf had a five-year career at the University of Tennessee 
where he began his career as a walk-on in 2006. He played three seasons under Phil 
Fulmer, one year under Lane Kiffin and his final season under Derek Dooley. Wolf earned 
a scholarship in 2010 and started on all four special teams units. He was on the roster 
for bowl games in four of his five seasons – the 2006 and 2007 Outback Bowls, the 2009 
Chick Fil-A-Bowl, and the 2010 Music City Bowl. Wolf earned his bachelor’s in 2010 and 
master’s degree in sports management in 2011 from Tennessee and was a four-time 
Academic All-SEC selection.

the first cornerback in NFL history to lead his team in sacks (five) and interceptions 
(six) in the same season.

Walker served as secondary coach of the New York Giants from 2002-03 and was asso-
ciate head coach/secondary coach at Southern California under Pete Carroll in 2001. 
The Trojans ranked seventh in the nation with 19 interceptions and were 16th in pass 
defense (179.2) and fewest touchdown passes allowed (11). He was secondary coach 
with the New England Patriots for three seasons (1998-2000), the first two under Car-
roll and his final season under Bill Belichick. During Walker’s tenure with the Patriots, 
defensive backs Ty Law and Lawyer Milloy each earned trips to the Pro Bowl. 

Walker began his coaching career at Mt. San Antonio College (1988-1992) and also 
had stints at Utah State (1993), Brigham Young (1994), Oklahoma State (1995) and 
California (1996-97). He participated in the NFL’s minority coaching internship pro-
gram, working with the San Francisco 49ers in 1996 and the Patriots in 1997. 

A former cornerback, Walker played three seasons professionally, one in the CFL with 
the Edmonton Eskimos in 1982 and two in the USFL with the Arizona Outlaws in 1983 
and Oakland Invaders in 1984. He was a two-year starter at Minnesota from 1980-81 
after spending his first two years at Pasadena City College. Walker earned his bache-
lor’s degree in liberal arts from Regents College in 1992. 

He and his wife, Zan, have two daughters, Kesha and Kendra, and a son, Kevan.
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Andy Dengler is in his 18th season with the Jaguars and his third as assistant director 
of player personnel after being promoted to the post on May 2, 2013.  Dengler spent 
two seasons as director of college personnel prior to his elevation. He had been pro-
moted to National Scout on Jan. 12, 2009 and has been a Jaguars college scout since 
1998. Dengler is responsible for scouting the top collegiate players throughout the 
nation. He joined the Jaguars from the National Football Scouting combine, where he 
was an area scout in the northeast and mid-Atlantic regions the previous four years.
 
Previously Dengler served as an assistant head coach, offensive line coach and de-
fensive backfield coach at St. Joseph’s College (Ind.) from 1992-95. He was offensive 
coordinator, interim head coach and offensive line coach at Tiffin University 1990-92, 
as well as a graduate assistant at Bowling Green (1988-90) and an assistant high 
school coach in Circleville, Ohio.
 
Dengler graduated with a degree in history from Heidelberg College, and he received 
his master’s in secondary education from Bowling Green. He was born Sept. 9, 1963 
in Berea, Ohio.

Chris Driggers is in his 22nd year with the Jaguars and his 19th year in scouting.  He 
is one of six current staff members who joined the Jaguars in 1994.  

Driggers, who was promoted to Director of Pro Personnel on May 22, 2015, spent 
six seasons as a pro scout after nine seasons scouting the southwest region of the 
country. He began his career with the Jaguars in football operations before moving up 
to salary cap administrator, assisting in player contract proposals, salary cap admin-
istration and negotiating player contracts. He became a scouting assistant in 1998.  

A native of Jacksonville, Driggers graduated from the University of Alabama with a 
degree in finance. He and his wife have three sons.

John Idzik is entering his second season with the Jaguars and 24th in the NFL after 
joining the organization in March of 2015. In his role, he works closely with general 
manager David Caldwell and his staff in pro and college player evaluations, pro ad-
vances, salary cap management, contract negotiations and football administration.  

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Idzik was general manager of the New York Jets in 2013 
and 2014 where he directed all aspects of football operations, including coaching, 
player personnel and football administration. Idzik came to the Jets after six seasons 
with Seattle Seahawks (2007-2012) as the vice president of football administration. 
With the Seahawks, he evaluated pro and college prospects while also overseeing 
player contract negotiations, the team’s salary cap and most of the other aspects of 
day-to-day football operations. In addition, he acted as the club’s primary liaison to 
the NFL Office representing the club at league meetings. He served in similar capaci-
ties as director of football administration for the Arizona Cardinals from 2004-06, as 
well as assistant general manager for the Tampa Bay Buccaneers.  In his 11 seasons 
with the Buccaneers, Idzik began as a pro personnel assistant in 1993 and was ele-
vated to director of football administration in 1996 before assuming assistant general 
manager duties from 2001-03. The Buccaneers won Super Bowl XXXVII following the 
2002 season.

During his career, Idzik has been a member of eight NFL playoff teams, four divisional 
champions, two conference championship participants and a Super Bowl champion.  
He has been involved in the resurgence of three franchises to a championship caliber 
in Tampa (Super Bowl XXXVII Champions), Arizona (eventual NFC Champions) and 
Seattle (eventual Super Bowl XLVIII Champions).

His football career began in 1982 coaching at SUNY Buffalo as a wide receivers as-
sistant. He then spent the 1990 season in Scotland with the Aberdeen Oilers of the 
British American Football League where he was offensive coordinator under his father 
and longtime NFL assistant coach, the late John J. Idzik. He went on to serve as a 
graduate assistant at Duke University from 1991-92 where he assisted the offensive 
line and running backs. 

Idzik graduated magna cum laude and earned Phi Beta Kappa honors from Dartmouth 
College in 1982, completing a bachelor’s degree in mathematics while also lettering 
at wide receiver for the Ivy League Champion Big Green.  He later earned a master’s 
degree in liberal studies from Duke in 1992.  He and his wife, Carol, have two sons, 
Bryant (an engineer at SpaceX) and Bradley (a graduate assistant football coach at 
Stanford), and one daughter, Holly (a senior at UCF).

Chris Polian, a veteran with 21 years of NFL scouting experience, was promoted to 
Director of Player Personnel on May 28, 2015. Polian, who joined the Jaguars in 2013 
as director of pro personnel, previously spent three seasons (2009-11) as vice pres-
ident and general manager of the Indianapolis Colts. Polian spent the 2012 season 
with the Atlanta Falcons as executive scout. He first joined the Colts in 1998, where 
he served as director of pro scouting for three seasons (1998-2000). He held the title 
of assistant director of football operations from 2001-03, was promoted to assistant 
general manager/football operations in 2004 and spent five seasons (2005-09) as vice 
president of football operations.

From 1999-2009, the Colts earned a 128-48 regular season record, the best mark 
in the NFL by a margin of eight games, and earned playoff appearances in 10 of 11 
seasons, including seven division titles and a Super Bowl championship in 2006. The 
club became the only team to win 12-plus games in seven consecutive seasons. Prior 
to joining the Colts, Polian worked with the Carolina Panthers for four years (1994-
97). He was an assistant in the player personnel department for the Sacramento Gold 
Miners in 1993.

The New York City native earned a bachelor’s degree in management from John Carroll 
University in 1993. His father, Bill, a 2016 Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee, is a 
former general manager of the Bills (1986-1993), the Panthers (1994-97) and the 
Colts (1997-2009) and is currently an NFL analyst for ESPN. His brother, Brian, is 
in his fourth year as the head coach at Nevada. His brother, Dennis, is an assistant 
director of football administration/Pro Scout for the Titans. He and his wife, Debbie, 
have three children, Jack (14), Caroline (12) and Kate (9).
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A veteran NFL scout of 26 years, Paul Roell enters his fourth season as the Jaguars 
assistant director of college scouting after previously serving as regional scout for the 
Minnesota Vikings for seven seasons (2006-12). Roell has been a part of five division 
title teams in five of the last 11 seasons, including three AFC South titles with the 
Indianapolis Colts from 2003-05.  He spent 15 seasons (1991-2005) as a member of 
the Colts staff as an area scout. During his career with the Colts, he helped build a 
team that became one of the NFL’s elite.  The Colts went on to advance to the playoffs 
under three head coaches – Ted Marchibroda, Jim Mora and Tony Dungy. The Colts 
had a span of six playoff appearances in seven seasons and amassed a 48-16 regular 
season mark from 2002-05.

Jason DesJarlais was promoted to area scout on June 1, 2009, and he scouts the 
Midwest region of the country for the Jaguars. He joined the Jaguars as the BLESTO 
scout for the southeast area on May 18, 2007. Prior to joining the Jaguars, he was the 
special teams coordinator/defensive assistant at Yale University.

DesJarlais’ college football experience includes stints at Jacksonville University (2005-
06) as special teams/recruiting coordinator and secondary coach; the University of 
San Diego (2002-05) as defensive coordinator/recruiting coordinator.  Also served as 
interim head coach in 2003; Bates College (2000-02) as defensive line and strength 
coach; the University of San Diego (1999-2000) defensive line coach; Humboldt State 
University (1997-99) as defensive line coach; and the University of Montana (West-
ern) (1996-97) as defensive line coach.

DesJarlais attended the University of Montana at Western, playing DE there from 
1992-95 and twice earning All-America honors (1994-95).  He was also named De-
fensive MVP of the 1996 National All-Star Game.

Kirksey 
provides reports on the top players from that area for use by the Jaguars Player Per-
sonnel Department.

Prior to joining the Jaguars, Kirksey spent three seasons (2010-2012) with the Bucca-
neers and two years before that with the Houston Texans (2008-09), where he served 
as the College and Pro Scouting Intern. During his time with the Texans, Kirksey was 
in charge of evaluating specialists (punters, kickers, long snappers) from all 32 teams 
around the league, among other numerous duties.

In Week 6, Houston captured its second win of the season with a 31-20 victory over 
Jacksonville at EverBank Field.

The Saints and Jaguars exchanged TDs once again in the third quarter when 
Brees found RB Travaris Cadet on a 44-yard TD pass and Bortles connected with WR 
Allen Robinson for a 90-yard TD, the longest TD and longest play from scrimmage in 
Jaguars history. With the Saints leading, 31-19, after Robinson’s TD, Hightower regis-
tered his second rushing TD of the game (five yards) after a lengthy 13-play, 88-yard 
drive (6:50), 38-19. Jacksonville managed eight points on a 20-yard TD pass to Hurns, 
his second of the game, and two-point convention with 1:13 remaining, but lost the 
contest by a nine-point margin.

The Jaguars suffered a 30-6 defeat at the Houston Texans to close the 2015 campaign 
with a 5-11 record. Jacksonville’s offense struggled in the team’s regular season fi-
nale, amassing season lows in yards (215) and points (6). After both teams went 
three-and-out on their opening possessions, the Jaguars drove into Texans’ territory 
before turning it over on downs after Blake Bortles’ pass to Julius Thomas fell in-
complete. The Texans scored on the ensuing possession when the Jaguars red zone 
defense forced a 29-yard field goal from Nick Novak. Houston tallied the game’s first 
touchdown early in the second quarter when  Brian Hoyer tossed a 12-yard scoring 
strike to Jonathan Grimes. The Jaguars got on the board at the 10:17 mark in the 
second quarter after Bortles’ 36-yard completion to Allen Robinson pushed the team 
into opponent territory and Jason Myers’ 43-yard field goal split the uprights. The 
Jaguars forced another three-and-out on the Texans’ next possession, but fumbled on 
their next offensive drive, setting up Grimes’ second touchdown of the game to take a 
17-3 lead. Houston tallied another field goal with eight seconds remaining in the half 
to take a 20-3 lead into the locker room. The Jaguars defense held Brian Hoyer and 
the Texans scoreless in the third quarter, highlighted by Davon House’s interception 
at the 2:45 mark. The Jaguars capitalized on the turnover when Jason Myers hit a 
34-yard field goal to trim the deficit to 14. Novak missed a 50-yard field goal on the 
next drive, and after Bortles found Marcedes Lewis for a 45-yard strike into Houston 
territory, Bortles fumbled at the Houston 14 yard line and Whitney Mercilus recov-
ered. Novak converted on another field goal and Bortles was intercepted by Kareem 
Jackson, who took it 27 yards for the defensive touchdown to generate the final tally. 
Bortles set the franchise single-season record for yards (4,428), attempts (606) and 
completions (255) at Reliant Stadium.

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Tony Boselli, the Jacksonville Jaguars’ first-ever college draft choice, was the 
first member of the Jaguars franchise to be honored in The Pride of the Jaguars 
on October 8, 2006.

“Tony Boselli was the original Jaguar, and we are excited to recognize him,” said 
Jaguars former owner Wayne Weaver. “We are proud of Tony’s contributions on 
the field for this organization, and we’re proud of his contributions off the field 
for this community. We welcome the opportunity to have Jaguars fans thank Tony 
for what he has meant to Jacksonville and the Jaguars.”

“The seven years I spent in Jacksonville as a member of the Jaguars team were 
truly memorable. I also would like to thank all the Jaguars fans who made us feel 
so welcome when we first arrived in Jacksonville, and now that we have 
returned,” Boselli said.

Boselli was the second player drafted overall in the 1995 college draft following 
an All-America career at Southern California. He started a then-team-record 90 of 
the 91 Jaguars games in which he played from 1995-2001 and was named to the 
Pro Bowl five times. 

Widely considered the best offensive tackle in the game, Boselli allowed only 
15.5 sacks in seven seasons and was named second team on the NFL All-Decade 
Team for the 1990s.

Fred Taylor became the fourth inductee into the Pride of the Jaguars on September 
30, 2012. Taylor was the second player, joining teammate Tony Boselli, whom he 
played with for his first four seasons with the Jaguars. Taylor, who started 136 of 
140 games, is one of three players along with Brad Meester   and Jimmy Smith to 
play for 11 or more seasons with the Jaguars. 

Taylor ranks fourth in franchise history in scoring with 424 points (70 TDs, two 
2-point conversions) and broke the rookie scoring record with 102 points (17 
TDs) during the 1998 season. He is the only Jaguars rookie to rush for 1,000 
yards (1,223). His 17 TDs (14 rushing and three receiving) as a rookie still sit 
atop the Jaguars single-season TD mark. Taylor, the Jaguars career-rushing leader 
with 11,271 yards, leads second-ranked Maurice Jones-Drew (8,071 career rushing 
yards) by 3,200 yards. Taylor holds five of the top eight single-season rushing 
totals in team history, with a team-record 1,572 yards on 345 carries (4.56 yards 
per rush avg.) in the 2003 season. Taylor’s 234 rushing yards against Pittsburgh on 
November 19, 2000 are a Jaguars single-game high. Taylor rushed for 100+ yards 
on 48 occasions for the Jaguars, yet another team record. 

While Taylor ranks among the best in nearly every Jaguars rushing statistic, he also 
sits at fifth in career receptions (286) and sixth in receiving yards (2,361). Taylor 
played for 11 seasons as a Jaguar, after being drafted ninth overall in the 1998 NFL 
Draft. After two season with New England, Taylor returned to Jacksonville to retire 
in a ceremony at EverBank Field on September 2, 2011. 

Jaguars Owner Shad Khan acknowledged Taylor’s place amongst elite company, 
stating, “Fred has earned his place in the Pride of the Jaguars, both with his 
record-setting performances on the field as well as with his involvement in the 
Jacksonville community throughout his career.”

Wayne and Delores Weaver were inducted into the Pride of the Jaguars at half-
time of their final game as owners of the team on January 1, 2012, becoming 
only the second and third inductees. 

Three days later their ownership of the Jaguars was transferred to Shahid Khan, 
ending an ownership run that began when the franchise was awarded on 
November 30, 1993.

During the 17 seasons of the Weavers’ ownership the Jaguars were 138-134 in 
the regular season and 142-140 including postseason, with six playoff berths and 
two division titles. The Weavers were on hand for every game during that span 
– 352 total including 69 preseason, 272 regular season and 11 postseason games 
– and twenty Jaguars players were named to the Pro Bowl.

From 1995-2011 the Weavers, through the Weaver Family Foundation, contribut-
ed more than $22.6 million to Jacksonville agencies and organizations. The 
Jaguars Foundation also awarded more than $14.8 million in grants to area 
non-profit agencies during that time.

Wayne Weaver served on four NFL committees: Business Ventures, Investment, 
Finance and Compensation. Delores Weaver also served on two committees: NFL 
Charities and NFL Giving.

Former quarterback Mark Brunell became the fifth member inducted into the Pride 
of the Jaguars on Dec. 15, 2013. Owner of nearly every Jaguars passing record, 
Brunell is one of 13 players in Jaguars history to play nine seasons or more. He 
started 117 of his 120 games played and completed 2,184 of 3,616 passes for 
25,698 yards with 144 touchdowns and 86 interceptions – all still ranking as Jag-
uars career records. Brunell’s 4,367 passing yards in 1996 led the NFL, he was voted 
to the AFC Pro Bowl squad three times and was named the game’s MVP in 1997.

“I am truly honored and grateful for this recognition,” Brunell said. “I cherish my 
memories of playing here in Jacksonville because in many ways those were the 
best years of my career. My family and I have returned to make Jacksonville our 
home, and we will continue to be part of this community and part of the Jaguars 
organization. I’m thrilled to join my teammates, Tony and Fred, and the Weavers 
in the Pride of the Jaguars.”

“Mark Brunell epitomized the Jaguars in their early years, and he was one of the 
main reasons for their success during that time,” Jaguars owner Shahid Khan said. 
“I personally recall how the Jaguars captured the imagination of NFL fans through-
out the nation in those days and Mark Brunell was always in the highlights. Now 
that I have been here, I have gotten to see that this great quarterback is also a 
great person. Mark is a big part of the Jaguars family and the Jacksonville commu-
nity, and it gives me great pride to join our fans in recognizing Mark and honoring 
him for his contributions to Jaguars history.”

Brunell was the first player acquired by the Jaguars in a trade, joining the team on 
April 22, 1995 from the Green Bay Packers. He was the Jaguars’ starting quarter-
back from 1995 through 2003, posting a winning record as a starter and leading 
the team to four playoff berths, eight postseason games and two AFC Championship 
games.

The Pride of the Jaguars was created in 2006 as a visible way to recognize those who have had the greatest impact in the team’s history. The members are:

JAGUARS IN PRIMETIME
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September 22, 1996 — at New England 28, Jacksonville 25
 After spotting New England a 22-0 lead, the Jaguars rallied in the second half, 
scoring three touchdowns on 51-, 41- and 61-yard completions from Mark Brunell 
and a Mike Hollis field goal, to tie the score at 25-25. The Patriots had the only 
possession in overtime and won on a 40-yard field goal by Adam Vinatieri.

November 24, 1996 — Jacksonville 28, at Baltimore 25
 The Ravens led 25-10 going into the fourth quarter. After a touchdown pass from 
Mark Brunell to Pete Mitchell, the defense recovered a fumble at the Ravens' 19-yard 
line. Brunell found Willie Jackson six plays later, and Brunell ran in for the two-point 
conversion to tie the game at 25-25 with 1:24 remaining. The Jaguars won the toss, 
but were forced to punt. The Ravens fumbled, and Jacksonville drove down the field, 
with Mike Hollis winning the game with a 34-yard field goal.

October 26, 1997 — at Pittsburgh 23, Jacksonville 17
 The Jaguars took a 10-0 lead into the second half, but Pittsburgh came back to 
take a 14-10 fourth-quarter lead. After a Mark Brunell TD pass to Pete Mitchell, the 
Jaguars took a 17-14 lead. The Steelers scored on a 19-yard field goal at the end of 
the fourth quarter to tie the game 17-17. The Steelers won the toss and scored on a 
17-yard shovel pass from Kordell Stewart to Jerome Bettis.

October 29, 2000 — Jacksonville 23, at Dallas 17
 The Jaguars ended a five-game losing streak with a 23-17 overtime road victory 
over the Cowboys, with Alvis Whitted scoring on a 37-yard pass from Mark Brunell 
on the first series of overtime for his second touchdown of the game. Brunell threw 
for three TDs and tied a team record for passing accuracy, as he completed 20 of 
24 passes. Kyle Brady caught 10 of those passes for 134 yards, as he eclipsed the 
100-yard mark for the second straight week.

November 14, 2004 — at Jacksonville 23, Detroit 17
 The Jaguars continued their dramatic play with a 23-17 overtime win over the 
Detroit Lions at ALLTEL Stadium. David Garrard started his first game since 2002 in 
place of injured Byron Leftwich and led the team with 198 yards passing and two 
touchdowns. Jimmy Smith caught the game-winning 36-yard touchdown pass from 
Garrard in overtime. The Lions erased a 17-3 fourth-quarter lead with two Eddie 
Drummond touchdown returns.

September 25, 2005 — Jacksonville 26, at New York Jets 20
 The Jaguars defeated the New York Jets 26-20 on a game-winning 36-yard touch-
down pass from Byron Leftwich to Jimmy Smith at the Meadowlands. Both teams 
began the overtime with interceptions and after forcing the Jets to punt on their 
third drive, Leftwich threw 36 yards for the game-winner.

October 16, 2005 — Jacksonville 23, at Pittsburgh 17
 The Jaguars defeated the Steelers 23-17 in Pittsburgh on a dramatic 41-yard 
interception return for a touchdown by Rashean Mathis in overtime. The Steelers won 
the toss and Quincy Morgan returned the kickoff 74 yards. On third down Maddox 
fumbled the snap and Reggie Hayward recovered the ball. The Jaguars stalled on 
offense and Chris Hanson recorded his team record-tying ninth punt of the game. 
Two plays later Mathis ended the game with his interception.

October 1, 2006 — at Washington 36, Jacksonville 30
 Jacksonville erased a 10-point deficit in the fourth quarter to force overtime, 
but Washington scored on the opening possession of the extra period on a 68-yard 
touchdown reception by Santana Moss from Mark Brunell to claim a 36-30 win at 
FedExField.

September 28, 2008 — at Jacksonville 30, Houston 27
 The Jaguars and Texans both scored 10 points in the fourth quarter to force over-
time, but the Jaguars won the toss and David Garrard drove the Jaguars 51 yards in 
six plays and Josh Scobee connected on a 37-yard field goal for the game winner.

October 18, 2009 — at Jacksonville 23, St. Louis 20
 The Jaguars won the toss in overtime and never gave the football up in a 23-20 
victory over the Rams. Starting from the 20-yard line, David Garrard engineered a 
13 play, 62-yard drive, which included a mixture of passes and runs to set up the 
36-yard game-winning field goal by Josh Scobee.

December 26, 2010 — Washington 20, at Jacksonville 17
 The Jaguars got the ball first, but they began at their own 11 following a miscue 
on the kickoff return. On third down David Garrard's pass was intercepted by Kevin 
Barnes at Jacksonville's 22, and three plays later Graham Gano hit the game-winner 
from 31 yards.

September 9, 2012 — at Minnesota 26, Jacksonville 23
 After the Jaguars took a 23-20 lead with 20 seconds left, Minnesota took advan-
tage of a short kickoff to start at its 31-yard line with 14 seconds remaining. Christian 
Ponder completed passes for 26 and 6 yards to reach the Jacksonville 37, from where 
Blair Walsh booted a 55-yard field goal to tie it at 23-23 as time expired in regu-
lation. In overtime the Vikings used eight plays to go 55 yards, setting up Walsh’s 
fourth field goal from 38 yards. The Vikings defense then held as the Jaguars failed 
to convert a first down. 

October 21, 2012 — at Oakland 26, Jacksonville 23
 For the second time in six games the Jaguars suffered a heart-breaking overtime 
loss on the road. In overtime, the Jaguars had the first possession, and on third down 
Chad Henne completed a pass to Cecil Shorts who fumbled and the Raiders recovered 
at the Jacksonville 21. From there Sebastian Janikowski kicked a 40-yard field goal 
to win the game.

November 18, 2012 — at Houston 43, Jacksonville 37
 In overtime, Houston won the coin toss and took 14 plays to set up Shayne 
Graham’s third field goal, from 25 yards. The Jaguars responded with an 11-play, 
53-yard drive capped by Josh Scobee’s third field goal that followed a 4th-and-10 
conversion and a 28-yard run by Jalen Parmele to the Houston six. With the score 
tied at 37-37 Derek Cox intercepted Matt Schaub on the next series to set the Jaguars 
up at the Houston 47, but this time the Jaguars’ 4th-and-10 conversion failed. Two 
plays later Schaub hit Andre Johnson with a short pass that he took 48 yards for the 
game-winner 12:59 into the overtime period.

October 4, 2015 — at Indianapolis 16, Jacksonville 13
  The Jaguars took a 13-10 lead into the second half, but Indianapolis scored a 
32-yard field goal during the third quarter to tie the game 13-13. After a punt by both 
teams in overtime, the Jaguars drove to the Colts’ 30-yard line, but Myers missed a 
48-yard FG try on fourth-and-eight with 8:18 remaining in the first overtime period. 
Six plays later, Vinatieri kicked the game-winning 27-yard FG to seal the 16-13 vic-
tory.

Since its inaugural season in 1995, the Jacksonville Jaguars have played their home games at EverBank Field in downtown Jacksonville, 
Fla.  In its 21-year life span, the stadium has been in an almost-perpetual state of evolution through innovation, brought by the vision and 
leadership of the team’s owner Shahid Khan.  From January 2012 until the spring of 2017, Khan and the City of Jacksonville will together 
have spent more than $170 million improving EverBank Field and constructing a new, one-of-a-kind amphitheater and covered flex field.  The 
stadium now boasts some of the most unique stadium assets in the country with more coming online in 2016 and 2017. 

In spring and summer of 2016, the US Assure Clubs at EverBank Field 
underwent a complete transformation as part of the $90 million shared 
investment by the Jaguars and the City of Jacksonville.  The exclu-
sive seating environments between the 25-yard lines now feature two 
uniquely designed spaces, East and West.  Architecturally different 
and fundamentally consistent, both spaces offer guests premium ex-
periences at Jaguars games and entertainment events at EverBank 
Field.  Both sides showcase an NFL first – all new walkout patios at 
the 50-yard-line connected to the interior by a wall of windows.  Fans 
can soak up the sunshine and connect with friends, family or clients 
while enjoying the best view of the game.  New features also include 
all new cushioned seating, upgraded food and beverage options and 
more than 220 state of the art video screens throughout the entire 
climate-controlled environment.  

US ASSURE CLUB IMPROVEMENTS BRING THE OUTSIDE IN

A NEW ENTERTAINMENT COMPLEX COMES TO EVERBANK FIELD

In January 2016, the Jaguars and the City of Jacksonville an-
nounced a shared investment of $90 million in improvements to 
EverBank Field and the construction of two new facilities around 
the sports complex.  A portion of these dollars has gone toward the 
construction of a brand new amphitheater and flex field to the south 
of EverBank Field, with a goal of bringing more events, festivals and 
concerts to the River District.  

The amphitheater is designed with 5,500 fixed seats and additional 
room for temporary seating. It will be located under a continuous 
roof that will cover both the amphitheater and the flex field. The 
amphitheater will feed right into the new south end zone tunnel, 
connecting the general bowl with the new property.  The new, one-
of-a-kind covered flex field will be a fully climate-controlled facility 
containing a full-size football field, a translucent roof and walls to 
allow natural light to permeate the facility, a full sports-lighting 
package, a state-of-the-art sound system, and giant mega-doors.  

The amphitheater and covered flex field are close enough to the 
stadium to allow for fans and athletes to easily walk from facility 
to facility under the roof cover.  The flex field will provide a venue 
for the football team to practice during inclement weather, and will 
also allow for additional fan entertainment activities on Jaguars 
game days as well as year-round events for other special purposes.
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“We want EverBank Field to be a world-class destination, and we want to bring energy and attention to Downtown Jackson-
ville. Our goal is to offer best-in-class amenities and the best in-stadium experience for our fans and for everyone who visits 
Jacksonville and EverBank Field.” - Jaguars Owner Shahid Khan

EverBank Field is the proud home of the world’s largest in-stadium video boards, which made their debut in 2014.  At 362 feet wide and 60 feet high, 
the two massive end zone displays are wider than the length of a football field and have set the standard for in-venue visual experience.  The video 
boards feature 13mm HD pixel spacing and are capable of showing any combination of live action, instant replays, vivid graphics, colorful animations, 
up-to-the-minute statistics, scoring information and sponsor advertisements.  The wide angle viewing capability provides fans with a clear view of the 
displays from any seat in the stadium.  In total, all of the 2014 video enhancements to EverBank Field gave the stadium approximately 55,000 feet of 
video boards, a 660% increase from the previous display.

As the final piece of the 2016 investment, EverBank Field is also get-
ting a new south end zone tunnel this fall.  This gives the Jaguars a 
brand new team entrance on game day and gives fans the chance to 
get up close and personal during The PROWL, the team’s traditional 
walk from the locker room.  This new tunnel is also step one in the 
evolution of the south end zone.  With the new amphitheater and flex 
field taking shape during the season, this unique field access will open 
up the new venues to a commanding view of EverBank Field and in-
crease the flexibility of the stadium as a better venue for other events. 

SOUTH END ZONE RENOVATIONS REINVENT THE PROWL

In addition to the video boards, 2014 brought innovative changes to 
the north end zone ensuring fans could enjoy all the comforts of the 
home viewing experience at EverBank Field on game day.  Christened 
FanDuelVille in 2015, the two-story, north end zone fan plaza is the 
ultimate home of fantasy football, allowing more than 3,000 fans to 
not only enjoy the live action on the field, but also access to unique 
free daily fantasy football games and experiences, live fantasy football 
statistics and scoring updates. The biggest party scene in professional 
sports also is home to the Smart Pharmacy Spas, an asset about which 
no other NFL stadium can boast.  In the Florida sunshine, there’s no 
better place for fans to cool off and cheer on the Jags!

BRINGING THE HOME VIEWING EXPERIENCE TO NORTH END ZONE

Under the leadership of Jaguars Owner Shahid Khan and his family, the Jaguars Foundation continues to be a national 
leader in professional sports philanthropy. The Jaguars are committed to giving back and serving a community that has 
shown incredible support for the team during its first 22 years.  Alongside Florida Blue, the official Jaguars Community 
Partner, the Foundation works closely with our partners and donors who help support local issues and programs that are 
important to our community’s progress and well-being. We work diligently to help ensure that each home, child, veteran 
and organization has the necessary tools and resources to aid in their advancement. At the core of the Jaguars’ mission, 
it is our responsibility to strive for excellence on the football field and in the “field of life.”

In 2015, the Foundation awarded over $2 million to local nonprofit agencies.  Since its first grants were awarded in 1995, 
the Foundation has awarded grants totaling more than $21 million to worthy programs in Baker, Clay, Duval, Nassau, and 
St. Johns counties.  This level of giving is among the top few in professional sports.

JAGUARS FOUNDATION

Northeast Florida boasts a strong military presence, employing more than 
50,000 active duty, reserve and civilian men and women across the region.  The 
NFL and the Jaguars have had a long history of strong support for our troops 
and their families.  In 2015, the Khan family and the Jaguars Foundation made 
a $1 million commitment over five years to the City of Jacksonville to support 
veterans and active-duty service members transitioning to civilian life. Along 
with the opening of the Jacksonville Veterans Resource and Reintegration Cen-
ter at City Hall, the Foundation launched the Jacksonville Military Veterans 
Community Partnership Grants program, which distributes grants to organiza-
tions that support service members, veterans, and their families. 

In partnership with UPS and the Greater Jacksonville USO, the Jaguars Foun-
dation provides more than 100 tickets each home game to local families with 
children who have a parent on deployment. In addition, the team provides 
1,600 discounted tickets to military veterans and their families. For the annual 
Salute to Service game, more than 7,000 complimentary tickets are distributed.  
During every home game, the Jaguars present a Hometown Hero video tribute 
and honor the Kangaroo Express Veteran of the Game. An active member of 
the military who has been recently recognized for an act of valor or who has 
recently returned from deployment rings the Jaguars bell four times to usher in 
the 4th quarter, which starts the military tribute to thank all members of our 
military, active and retired for their service.

MILITARY SUPPORT

The Jaguars Foundation is committed to supporting programs designed to pro-
mote a stronger community, which begins with healthy kids.  NFL Play 60 is a 
national youth health and fitness initiative focused on increasing the wellness 
of young fans by encouraging them to be active for at least 60 minutes a day. 
The Jaguars Foundation, THE PLAYERS Center for Child Health at Wolfson Chil-
dren’s Hospital, and the American Heart Association partner with local area 
non-profit organizations by providing Play 60 grants.. The annual Play 60 Chal-
lenge engages more than 3,000 sixth-grade students annually through Jackson-
ville and the surrounding counties. 

The Jaguars also partner with the National Dairy Council, the NFL, and the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture to help encourage today’s youth to lead healthier 
lives through the Fuel Up to Play 60 in school nutrition and physical activity 
program. In Florida, 2.5 million students in 3,100 schools participate in Fuel 
Up to Play 60.  

Each fall, the Jaguars collaborate with the United Way of Northeast Florida for 
a hands-on community service project called Hometown Huddle. Children from 
United Way programs in the Jacksonville area have a chance to spend time 
with their favorite Jaguars players as they participate in fitness activities and 
community service projects to show the importance of healthy living and giving 
back to the community.

Jaguars Owner Shahid Khan places a high priority on education as a 
key foundation for success in life. In response, the Jaguars Foundation 
supports this key initiative in a variety of ways including scholarships to 
all local institutions of higher education.  The Foundation has adopted 
Andrew Jackson High School as a corporate partner, making a signifi-
cant investment in the students and staff at the school through events, 
scholarships and facility expansion like the Jaguars Reading Den.  To 
ensure students are ready for high school, the Foundation also sponsors 
City Year’s supportive services at Matthew Gilbert Middle School, a feeder 
school to Andrew Jackson. 

Most visible on game day is the Jaguars Foundation’s Honor Rows pro-
gram.  Presented by “Alert Today, Alive Tomorrow,” Honor Rows is a na-
tionally recognized program that uses seats at Jaguars home games as 
incentives for youth to set and achieve goals in the areas of academic 
improvement, personal behavior, physical fitness, and community ser-
vice. The Jaguars Foundation partners with 40 Jacksonville-area non-
profits to provide more than 5,000 children with a game day experience 
each season. Approximately 55,000 kids have participated in Honor Rows 
since 1995. “Alert Today, Alive Tomorrow” is a campaign in conjunction 
with the Florida Department of Transportation that is a pedestrian and 
bicycle safety initiative.

EDUCATION

The NFL and Jacksonville Jaguars are committed to saving lives from 
breast cancer and addressing the unequal burden of cancer in underserved 
communities.  In recognition of Breast Cancer Awareness Month in Oc-
tober, Jaguars coaches, players, and fans all sport their pink gear. Local 
sororities distribute more than 40,000 pink ribbons to fans as they enter 
the gates during the Breast Cancer Awareness game. During the pregame 
ceremony and national anthem, breast cancer survivors hold the American 
flag and large pink ribbon across the football field in honor of thousands 
of survivors in the Jacksonville community.

The Jaguars, along with the Jaguars Women’s Association (JWA) led by Jo-
elle Caldwell, wife of General Manager Dave Caldwell, and Michaela Brad-
ley, wife of Head Coach Gus Bradley, hold an annual workshop for women 
at the stadium each October. Jaguars NFL 101 allows women to interact 
with Jaguars coaches and players to learn the fundamentals of football. 
Each year the proceeds from the event benefit a local organization that 
provides services for women to be checked and treated for breast cancer, 
including Baptist Health’s Hill Breast Center and In the Pink.

WOMEN’S HEALTH

The Jaguars Foundation and its corporate partners understand that per-
sonal success often begins with a healthy home environment, which is why 
they regular support projects that strengthen the family unit.  The Jaguars 
Foundation and EverBank annually partner to sponsor a HabiJax home and 
will soon sponsor their 20th home together.  In partnership with Ashley 
Furniture HomeStore and A Hope to Dream, hundreds of beds are donated 
to deserving children at the annual Stadium Sleepover.   

The Foundation’s annual Taste of the Jaguars raises funds for Feeding 
Northeast Florida to combat hunger in our community. A portion of the 
proceeds raised at this event are used to provide food for 1,400 families, 
seniors and veterans during the holiday season as part of a partnership 
of the Jaguars Foundation, Feeding Northeast Florida, Publix, and Pepsi-
Co.  Finally, the Jaguars Foundation supports after school programs from 
Nassau County down to St Augustine to provide safe environments for 
children of working parents. We partner with such organizations as The 
Boys and Girls Club, the Tony Boselli Foundation and many more who open 
their doors to thousands of children who need homework help, after school 
activities and an environment where they can grow into respectful and 
responsible individuals.

FAMILY AND HOME

Growth of the game and player safety are key initiatives for both the NFL 
and the Jaguars Foundation.  The Khan family and the Jaguars have made 
a significant commitment to support local youth football through their 
commitment to renovate or build 10 new or refurbished community foot-
ball fields in Northeast Florida in the next three years.  The Jaguars have 
also partnered with the Jacksonville Sports Medicine Program and Duval 
County Public Schools to embark on Project 17, an ambitious initiative to 
provide all 17 public high schools in Jacksonville with full-time athletic 
trainers within four years. This project will create a comprehensive ath-
letic training program in the local public school system to support youth 
sports injury prevention and care.  

In addition to these ongoing initiatives, the Jaguars Foundation reg-
ularly hosts several events focused on youth football. Held annually, 
the Mom’s Football Safety Clinic is an interactive and educational forum 
designed to educate moms and their children about how the game is 
being played safer and better than ever before. The annual Jaguars 7-on-
7 Passing Challenge brings 16 high school football teams to a one-day 
tournament designed to sharpen the skills of young athletes while giving 
them an early dose of competition as they prepare for the high school fall 
football season.  The Coaching Clinic led by Head Coach Gus Bradley em-
phasizes the core fundamentals to the game, with sessions led by Jaguars 
position coaches. All high school coaches from Duval and surrounding 
counties are invited to participate.

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The Jaguars JAX MVP program, sponsored in partnership with US As-
sure, is in its inaugural year.   Jaguars senior staff, coaches and players 
are connecting with 24 of our best and brightest up-and-coming lead-
ers, representing a cross-section of industries in Northeast Florida, who 
are strengthening leadership skills and community stewardship skills 
through exclusive networking and leadership development opportuni-
ties.  The 2016 inaugural class has already had an executive coaching 
session from Jaguars President Mark Lamping and Head Coach Gus 
Bradley and are receiving behind-the-scenes tours and VIP treatment 
at events like the annual Draft Party.  To practice their stewardship 
skills, participants are raising funds for the Jaguars Foundation. All 
funds raised are reinvested directly into the Jacksonville community 
through the Jaguars Foundation, which is focused on education, wom-
en’s health, military and veterans, and kids and families.  For more 
information visit www.jaguars.com/jaxmvp.

Shadrick also 
hosts “Jaguars Monday” and “Jaguars Thursday” on 1010 XL.

Jaguars TV programming, which includes preseason game broadcasts and ancillary 
programs, returns in 2016 to WJXT-TV Channel 4 for the third straight year. WJXT 
was previously the Jaguars’ local television partner in 2001-02.

Veteran sports personality Sam Kouvaris of Channel 4 calls the play-by-play for the 
preseason games alongside former Jaguars quarterback Mark Brunell.

Credentials are not 
issued to freelance writers or photographers unless requested by a recognized news organization or sports publication. Independent web sites cannot be credentialed. All 
credential requests must be submitted in writing on company letterhead to Andy Esworthy, Jacksonville Jaguars, One EverBank Field Drive, Jacksonville, FL 32202, or by e-mail 
to esworthya@jaguars.nfl.com or by fax at (904) 633-6055. Requests must be received at least one week prior to a home game. 

PARKING: Parking in lots surrounding the stadium is limited. Every effort will be made to accommodate requests for media parking passes, but parking cannot be provided for 
all credentialed media. The appropriate parking pass will be required for access to all stadium parking lots on game days. Television trucks which provide satellite, uplink or 
microwave functions will be parked in the TV truck compound near Gate 1, and a parking pass is required. 

MEDIA ENTRANCE, CREDENTIAL WILL CALL: The media entrance at the stadium is Gate 1, at the southwest corner of the stadium. The appropriate game credential must be 
presented at the media entrance for admission to the stadium. Game credentials not picked up in advance will be available on game day at the Media Will-Call window at Gate 
1. The Media Will-Call window will open three hours prior to kickoff. Parking passes will not be left at the Will-Call window. 

PHOTOGRAPHERS: Sideline access for NFL games is strictly limited to photographers on assignment for a recognized news organization or sports publication. No one except 
network television personnel and authorized game personnel will be admitted to the field without a camera. All field photographers will be issued an NFL identification vest 
and must remain outside the bench areas and outside the yellow border surrounding the playing field. The photographers’ check-in location is near the media entrance in the 
service hallway. 

POSTGAME INTERVIEWS AND LOCKERROOM ACCESS: Members of the media needing to conduct postgame interviews will be given access to the Jaguars’ interview room after 
each game, as well as the home and visiting locker rooms. Jaguars Head Coach Gus Bradley conducts his postgame news conference in the team meeting room. The visiting 
head coach is available in the Jaguars TV studio, which is down the hall past the visitors’ locker room. 

DURING THE WEEK 
MEDIA WORKROOM: The media workroom is available to working media during business hours throughout the week. High speed internet access, phones, Jaguars updates, 
transcripts, NFL news releases and other information is provided. 
GUS BRADLEY INTERVIEWS: Head Coach Gus Bradley conducts his weekly news conferences on Mondays in the media workroom and in the TV studio after practices. Specific 
interview requests for Coach Bradley and the assistant coaches must be made through the Jaguars communications department. 
PLAYER INTERVIEWS: The Jaguars locker room is open to accredited media for specific interview periods during the week. Players are normally available on Mondays, Wednes-
days, Thursdays and Fridays. All interviews should be arranged through the Jaguars communications department.
