Under the leadership of Chairman of the Board-President Dean Spanos,
the San Diego Chargers have become one of the NFL's most respected fran-
chises. Spanos has provided crifical direction and resources while building a
winning, family environment that has led fo consistency and success.

Over the past decade (2004-13), the Chargers won 104 games (playoffs
included), inclucing five AFC West championships (2004, 2006-03) and four
playoff games. Only three teams won more games during thaf span.

Mosr recently, Spanos oversaw one of the largest fransition periods in
franchise history. Last year he brought in new leadership for the football
feam, hiring Tom Telesco and Mike McCoy o serve as the feam's new gener-
almanager and head coach, respectively. The moves fransformed the Charg-
ers’ front office from one of the NFL's oldesr fo the youngest. Telesco (41),
McCoy (41) and Chief Executive Officer A.G. Spanos (36) remain the youngest
leadership frio inthe League.

The additions of Telesco and McCoy have brought new energy and opti-
mism 10 the organization and s fan base. Spanos' hires built the roster and
led the team back fo the playoffs as well as a dominating 2/-10 victory on the
10ad against the favored Cincinnati Bengals in the Wild Card playoffs.

Spanos' leadership is felf throughour the National Football League as well
3s all Spanos corporare entities. As a member of the Management Gouncil
Execurive Committee (CEC), he played an integral role in negoriating the NFLS
current labor agreement prior fo the 2011 season. He serves as chairman of
the NFL's Business Ventures Committee, which has oversight regarding vari-
0us league commercial activities, including consumer products, sponsor-
ship, events, markefing and new business initiatives. He also serves on the
League's Internarional and Legislarive Committees.

Spanos became President of the Chargers early in1934, the same year the
feam culminated ifs most memorable season in feam history with an appear-
ance in Super Bowl XXIX. In addition, he also serves as President of the AG.
Spanos Companies. Dean and his brother, Michael, oversee all consiruction
operations nafionwide.

Spanos' commitment fo San Diego and the eam is undeniable. He has
dedicared more than 12 vears of hard work and millions of dollars o develop
aplan o give San Diegans a modern Super Bowl-quality stadium and secure
along-term home for their football team. The reason for this bond: Dean, his
wife Susie, and heir two sons, AG. and John, proudly have called San Diego
home for 30 years.

Spanos' efforts fo build a special relationship between the feam and its
fans have helped the Chargers become one of San Diego's most popular and
talked-about institutions. These efforts were acknowledged in 2006 when
the Chargers were named the League's most fan-friendly team by Fans-
Voice.com. Nothing grabs the attention of San Diegans like the Chargers,
whose games have become the highlight of weekends during the season.
Television rafings of games are unsurpassed while day-fo-tiay news of the
team dominates local falk shows and newscasts.

Spanos Training Facility, the Chargers' former fraining camp
home, which will be renamed the Alex 6. Spanos Athletic Performance Gen-
ter. The addirional giff raises e value of the family's support of the insfiu-
tion to more than 1.6 million.

‘m proud o be able o support UC San Diego Athletics and the university
where our family, the Chargers and Chargers fans have so many grear mem-
ories;"said Spanos. The donation will continue my father's legacy of giving fo
the university while helping fo provide an athlefic experience on par with the
school's firsi-class academic experience”

The Chargers Community Foundation confinues fo be a leader in assisting
schools, honoring volunteers, supporting youth sports and aiding crifical caus-
es important fo the community. The Foundation and the Spanos family have
provided nearly $12 million to support a wide range of services and resources
for programs directly affecting youth and families in San Diego County.

The Foundation's largest ongoing program, Chargers Champions, was cre-
ated in 1999 specifically fo help San Diego County's schools and students.
The program has provided more than S5 million in direct assistance o local
schools, teachers and students. The focus of Chargers Champions is 1o
improve the fimess levels of students in the county. It provides granfs direct-
Iy 1o San Diego Gounty schools for fitness, nutrition and athletic programs on
aea campuses.

A prime example of the family's huge heart for San Diego was on display
when the entire Chargers community was shaken by the sudden passing of
former Chargers linebacker Junior Seau in 2012. Dean and his wife Susie
hosted a “Celebration of Life" for Seau in Qualcomm Stadium. The event was
seen and heard live by more than 150,000 San Diegans, making it possible for
a grieving community 1o come fogether, heal and pay fribute fo one of San
Diego's native sons.

Although such examples of Spanos' largesse are foo many 10 count, a
number stand out. In 2000, local student-athletes received a giant boost
when the Spanos family and Chargers Community Foundation supplied the
initial funding fo organize the first-ever freshman football and girls volleyball
programs inthe 16 San Diego Gity high schools. This major public-privare part-
nership created more than 1000 extracurricular opportunities for students.

Yourh football in San Diego has known no greater champion than the
Snanos family and the Chargers. Their support of the California Inferscholastic
Federation's (CIF) annual high school football championship games allows the
games 1o be played in Qualcomm Stadium. The Alex Spanos All-Star Classic,
the longest-running high school all-star football game in Galifornia, is another
example of their support. This devorion fo youth football led the national Pop
Warner organization fo name the Chargers its 2007 NFL Team of the Year.

In 2007 when wildfires ravaged San Diego Gounty for the second fime in
five years, Spanos jumped o the forefront with a ST million donation o aid
affected families and the recovery effort. He made an identical ST million con-
fributionimmediately following the wildfires that hit the community in 2003,

Snanos alsois a staunch supporter of San Diego's police, fire and sheriff's
depariments. Thanks fo his generosity, Critical Communicarions Genters
have been upgraded and mobile command unifs for the police department
have been purchased. Spanos' financial support enabled local agencies 1o
purchase wildfire fighting gear as well as other fire-fighting equipment. And
inTesponse foanincrease in child abduction cases, Spanos hosted and paid
for critical law enforcement training classes for the sheriff's department.

Spanos continues fo be a major force in San Diego’s business and civic
communities. He has been a fop contributor fo Rady Children's Hospiral, the
San Diego Blood Bank, the Hunrington's Disease Society of America, San
Diego State University's Campanile Foundation, University of San Diego,
STARIPAL, the San Diego Police Foundation, the San Diego Hall of Champions
and the San Diego High School Sports Association.

Dean and Alex Spanos secured Super Bowl XXXII (1898) for the Gty of San
Diego, ahuge economic benefit for the community. Super Bowl XXXVITin Jan-
Uary 2008 brought more than $300 million o the San Diego economy and
marked the second fime in five years that the San Diego region enjoyed the
financial windfall of hosting a Super Bowl.

COMMUNITY HONORS

Honors for their generosity come frequently 1o Dean and Susie.

In 2014, the Spanos family received the Outstanding Community Service
Award among all family-owned businesses by the San Diego Business Journal.

The Make-A-Wish Foundation presented the team with its Wish-Granting
Partner of the Year Award while the California State Athleric Director's Associ-
ation presented the Chargers with ifs President's Merit Award, both in 2012,
The Rofary Club of San Diego also presented Spanos and the Chargers organi-
zationwith its prestigious Heilbron Award, given fo companies that “exemplify
the pay it forward spirit - thar give of themselves and their professional exper-
fise fo advance the well-Deing and success of others in the communiry.

They received the 2012 Herb Klein Spirit of San Diego Award from the San
Diego Regional Chamber of Commerce at the organization's annual awards
dinner. In 2011 the Salvation Army recognized Spanos and the Chargers'dedi-
cation 1o helping San Diego's homeless citizens during their annual Golden
Bells ceremony.

In 2010, the Association of Fundraising Professionals recognized Spanos
and the Chargers as San Diego's Outstanding Philanthropic Gorporation, one
0f the most prestigious awards for community service.

My family is proud fo be a part of the San
Diego community” Spanos said upon receipt of the honor.

The American Diaberes Association honored Spanos af its annual Fathers
of the Year Dinner in 2010. In 2007 the local Salvation Army named Dean and
Susie as their Most Valuable Philanthropists.

In 2008 President George W. Bush appoinied Spanos as a Board of
Trustees member of the John £ Kennedy Center for the Performing Ars. That
same year he was the honored recipient of the Golden Achievement Award
from the Boys & Girls Clubs of San Diego and Junior Achievement of San
Diego inducted him into its Hall of Fame for his community leadership and
specifically for his support of youth education inifiafives.

The Warner Award, the fop honor of the national Pop Warner football orga-
nization, was bestowed on him for his commitment o youth football and ifs
Little Scholars education iniriative in 2005. The San Diego Chapter of the
National Football Foundation also presented Spanos with ifs highest honar,
the Distinguished American Award.In 2004, the Police Historical Sociery pre-
sented him with their first Gota Award for community philanthropy and sup-
port of law enforcement. Dean and Susie received the Harold Leventhal Com-
munity Service Award in 2003, the fop national award of the Hunfingfon's
Disease Sociery of America.

Spanos has the unique distinction of being a second-generation recipient
of the renowned Ellis Island Medal of Honor, so honored in 2002, 16 years affer
his father was similarly honored. He was also inducted info the DeMolay Infer-
national Alumni Hall of Fame in 2002. DeMolay International is an organization
dedicated o preparing young men o lead successful and productive lives.

In2001, the San Diego Hall of Champions Sports Museum presented Dean
and Susie with its Gommunity Champions Award, the Hall's most distin-
guished award.

Dean Alexander Spanos was born in Stockion, Galifornia. He eamed varsity
letters in football and golf ar Lincoln High School in Stockion. Dean later
received Lincoln High School's Hall of Fame Award, which honors alumniwhose
contriburions and accomplishments are representarive of the school. He was
recognized for his achievements i the areas of business and athletics. Spanos
conrinued his golfing career af the University of the Pacific in Stockion, graduat-
ing in 1972 with & degree in business administration. He maintaing close fies
with his alma mater, having served as aregent a the university.

Anavid golfer since his college years, Dean has been on the winning feam
infive Pro-Am tournaments, including back fo-back wing in 1990 at the Bob
Hope Chrysler Classic and the AT&T National Pro-Am ar Pebble Beach with
partner Hubert Green. He successfully defended his fitle at the Hope Classic
in1991. Spanos'first win came with Green ar the 1985 Bing Groshy Pro-Am af
Pehble Beach, where he was awarded the "Most Valuable Amateur” frophy for
supplying the most help fo his professional partner. Later that year, his sec-
ond win came n the 1985 Senior Players Reunion Pro-Am in Dallas, where he
teamed with San Diego native Billy Casper.

Susie received the prestigious Gelebration of Life Award in 2011 from the
American Gancer Sociery. She is a spokeswoman for the NFL's cancer cam-
paign and is a breast cancer survivor. She also was honored as a"Woman of
Dedicarion” by the Salvation Army in 2001 and has been named the Woman
of the Year by the San Diego Leukemia Society for her philanthropic work in
the community.

Susie works with and serves on the boards of many charitable organiza-
fions in San Diego, including the San Diego Women's Foundation. She is on
the board of the Village Garden Club of La Jolla and an advisory member of
Las Patronas, one of San Diego’s leading non-profit organizations. Susie has
beenadriving force in supporting the San Diego Blood Bank and its umbilical
cord blood program, helping the Chargersannual blood drive become one of
the most successful in the narion.

- Chief Executive Officer. Previously he spent three years as fhe feam's exec-
utive officer and five years as the team’s director of markefing programs and
business development.

Prior fo joining the Chargers full-time in 2001,
he interned in the NFL Europe office in London and at the NFL office in New
York. As a freshman, ALG. attended Tuffs University in Medford, Mass. where
he was a member of the football team. In high school, he earned five varsity
letters as a two-sport athlere (basketball and football) af La Jolla Country Day
School. AG. and his wife Kamri make their homein La Jolla.

Son John was recently elevated 1o Executive Vice President of Football
Operations for the Chargers. Previously he was the director of college scouting
for five seasons affer serving as assistant director as well as a proand college
scout. John graduated from Wake Forest University with a degree in business
in2002. He also interned one summer and upon graduating worked one year
at the NFL Management Councils office in New York. While ar The Bishop's
Schoolin La Jolla, John lettered in football, basketball and golf and played on
three CIF championship teams. John and his wife Jodie reside in La Jolla.

0f 6,500 seats going info the 2011 season proved successful as it provided
Chargers fans with more of the most affordable NFL tickets in the country,
while also easing the path to additional sellouts and live local telecasts.

Snanos works closely with the feam's customer service, stadium and secu-
rity parners, continually searching for new ways fo enhance Chargers fans'
game-day experience and improve the team's Fan Conduct Program. In the last
vear, he commissioned a series of fan forums and focus groups designed fo
seek new and better ways fo improve that fan experience. Fan behavior is a
strategic priority for the NFL and the Chargers. During the NFL'S unannounced
stadium security checks of all 32 venues in 2011, the Chargers had the most
ourstanding review and ranked first among all teams in the League's “Fan Gon-
duct Best Practices" audit and every year since, the Chargers have received the
highest compliance rafing with the League's ‘Fan Gonduct Best Pracrices.

Another prime example of Spanos” our-of-the-box thinking 1ook place in
June 2013, when the team designared Monday, June 10, “Thank You San Diego
Day" On that day, the entire organization venfured out in groups throughour
San Diego County, spending an afternoon thanking fans and San Diegans for
their support, while sharing the team’s excitement for the coming season. The
event drew rave reviews from the local cifizenry, as well as local and nafional
media outlers, further cementing the bond between the team and s fans.

Inaneffort fo quench Chargers fans unending thirst for information about
their team, Spanos created the organizarion's first digital media department
in2012. The department has been instrumental in providing an endless sup-
ply of unique content available only on the team’s official website, Charg-
ers.com, while expanding the Chargers' social media footprint. Recognizing
the benefirs of producing web and television content in-house, Spanos led
the effort 10 construct a new felevision and editing studio ar a recently-
expanded Chargers Park.

Farly in his Chargers career, Spanos had a hand in a couple of big-picture
endeavors that helped fo establish his footprint. Carapulting off the team's
successful foray info the dor-com world, Spanos founded Chargers Auction
in 2002. 1t was an undertaking in which fans could bid on official Chargers
merchandise and team-worn memorabilia online. The program, which sfill
conrinues foday, has been a huge success with more than $530,000 being
raised for local charities. And in 2007, Spanos led the charge fo develop and
inroduce anewlogo and marks for the Chargers, including new uniforms. Six
years later in 2013, he helped implement some minor tweaks fo the uniforms,
tesigned fo enhance the color scheme.

Taking a cue from his father and grandfather before him, Spanos has con-
finued the Chargers” long-standing fradition of community support and
involvement. He serves on the Executive Committee and the Board of Direc-
fors for the San Diego Hall of Champions Sports Museum and heis a Trustee
for the San Diego Sports Commission. He also serves on the Board of Direc-
fors for the San Diego Regional Chamber of Commerce and the YPO Coastal
San Diego Chapter. Previously, Spanos served on the board of the San Diego
Police Foundarion and he continues fo work with the organization. He has
also co-hosted a pair of fundraisers - The Courage & Hope Gala for the
Alzheimer's Association in September 2013 and the Teaming Up Against Can-
cer Gala and Golf Tournament for the American Gancer Society in June 2014,

Now a fop executive with the Chargers, Spanos has been asked fo accept
anumber of community honors on behalf of the Spanos family and the feam.

John Spanos enjoved quite a first season as the Chargers Executive Vice
President of Football Operations. The Bolts refurned fo the playoffs for the

first time since 2009 and won an AFC Wild Card Playoff game in Cincinnafi
1o advance 1o the Divisional Round where they faced eventual AFG Champi-
on Denverin the firsi-ever playoff meefing berween the fwo feams.

Spanos was elevated fo his current post in 2013 and he immediarely put
his fingerprints on the organization as he was a key member of the selec-
fion committee that was responsible for the hiring of both General Manager
Tom Telesco and Head Coach Mike McCoy,.

Spanos has risen through the ranks of football operations for the Charg-
ers and the 2014 season will mark his 19th vear in the NFL and his 16th with
the feam. Prior 10 ascending info his current role as execurive vice presi-
dent of football operations, Spanos worked his way up as a pro and college
scout (2003-05), assistant director of college scouting (2006-07) and
director of college scouting (2008-12), and he currently serves on the board
of directors for National Football Scouting. Buring Spanos ' tenure as director
of college scouting, the Chargers added a number of players through the
draff who have played key roles in the Bolts' refurn o prominence. They
include running back Ryan Mathews, linebacker Donald Butler, safety and
special teams ace Darrell Stuckey, defensive ends Corey Liuget and Kendall
Reves, outside linebacker Melvin Ingram and tight end Ladarius Green.

Inhis current role as execurive vice president of football operations,
Spanos is still one of the key decision makers when it comes fo the draff
and he's one of a select few in the feam's “war room” on drafr day. With
Spanos’ input, the 2013 NFL Draft brought another outstanding group of
players 1o San Diego that incluced D.J. Fluker, Manti Te'o and two-fime NFL
Rookie of the Year recipient Keenan Allen.

Spanos first started working for the Chargers in 1995. While in high
school, he worked summers as an assistant in the feam's football opera-
fions office.

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Tom Telesco's first season in San Diego was a rousing success as he
retooled the Chargers' roster through the draft and free agency and enjoyed
theresults of his and his staff's work as the Bolts went -7 inthe regular sea-
son; eamed the team's first playoff berth since 2009, and won the franchise's
first postseason game since 2008,

His first big move was suggesting fo Chargers President Dean Spanos that
they hire former Broncos offensive coordinator Mike McCoy as head coach.

Witha promising young and falented head coach on board, Telesco furned
his eye fo the roster where his keen eye for falent resulied in the Chargers
going fo the plavoffs with a roster that featured 25 players who joined the
feam prior fo or during the 2013 season. Telesco started his tenure with sev-
eralnorable free agent acquisitions, including jack-of-all-trades running back
Danny Woodhead, left guard Chad Rinehart and leff rackle King Dunlap. An
adept pass-catcher out of the backfield, Woodhead went on fo set career
highs in receptions, yards and fouchdowns, while leading the entire NFL in
fouchdown carches by arunning back. Rinehart and Dunlap provided stabili-
1y along an offensive ling that gave up only 30 sacks in 2013, tied for fourth-
fewest in the entire NFL. Telesco also was insfrumental in bringing Dwight
Freeney, Indianapolis' all-fime leader in career sacks, fo San Diego.

Telesco elivered even more falent fo San Diego with an outstanding 2013
draft class. His first pick, right tackle D.J. Fluker, eamed all-rookie honors affer
starfing 16 games, including three af leff tackle when the team was left short-
handed due foinjuries. Inthe second round, Telesco drafted former Notre Dame
All-America and Heisman Trophy finalist Manti Te'o, who overcame an early-
season foot injury fo start the final 13 games of the regular season and finish
the year third on the team with 93 fackles. And in the third round, Telesco made
perhaps the biggest steal of the enire draff when he chose wide receiver
Keenan Allen, who eamed ahost of postseason honors, including a pair of rook-
e of the year selections. Allen's accolades came at the conclusion of a season
inwhich he led all NFL rookies in receprions (71), yards (1046) and touchdown
carches (eight). His yardage fofal also led the feam and was the most by arook-
e in franchise history, while his 71 catches were second-most on the feam and
set another franchise rookie mark. Allen's outstanding rookie year wasn't imit-
ed fo the regular season, as he led the team with eight carches for 163 yards
and wo fouchdowns in the playoffs, including a six-catch, 142-yard, two-fouch-
down effortinthe Jan. 12 Divisional Playoffs at Denver.

Telesco joined the Chargers in Jan. 2013 after spending 15 seasons with
the Indianapolis Colts, including 2012 as their vice president of football oper-
afions. He oversees all aspects of football operations and player personnel
decisions for the Chargers. Hired af the age of 40, Telesco became the
youngest general manager in Chargers hisory.

Anative of Buffalo, New York, Telesco started his football journey as a prep
standour at St. Francis High Schoolin Athol Springs, NY. One of his teammates
at St Francis was David Galdwell, general manager of the Jacksonville Jaguars.
Inthe week leading up to Super Bow! XLVIIl which was co-hosted by New York
and New Jersey, Telesco and Galdwell were recognized for their accomplish-

ments on the floor of the New York Stare Senate by Senator Timothy Kennedy.

*As the nation’s eyes fun fowards New York and the lead-up o this year's
Super Bowl at MetLife Stacium, | rise 1o honor two western New Yorkers who
have worked their way fo the fop of their respective NFL franchises; said
Kennedy. “Tom Telesco, a 1991 graduate of St. Francis High School was infro-
tuced last season as the general manager of the San Diego Chargers, while
Dave Caldwell from St. Francis class 01992 was hired as the general manag-
erof the Jacksonville Jaguars. The future s bright for these men and the fran-
chises they lead”

Telesco landed his first NFL job working for Bill Polian, one of the most-suc-
cessful football execurives in NFLhistory. Telesco was teammaes ar John
Garroll University with Polian's two sons, Ghris and Brian. All the while, Telesco
spent four summers (1991-94) as a training camp intern with the Buffalo Bills,
while the elder Polian was the feam's general manager. And when Polian left
Buffalo for the general manager's job in Carolina in 1994, he hired Telesco in
1995 to work in the Panthers' scouting department. He later followed Polian fo
Indianapolis in 1998 and thar's where Telesco spent the next 15 NFL seasons,
serving as a college scout, pro scout, director of pro scouting, director of play-
er personnel and vice president of football operations. He worked in Indi-
anapolis during Peyton Manning's entire career with the Cols and he was part
0f the decision-making process that brought quarterback Andrew Luck fo the
Colrs withthe first overall pick of the 2012 NFL Draft. Telesco also was involved
indrafts with the Colts that featured the selections of four-fime Pro Bowl run-
ning back Edgerrin James, five-fime Pro Bowl wide receiver Reggie Wayne,
and Freeney, a seven-fime Pro Bowl outside linebacker.

Telesco's fenure in Indianapolis was one of the most successful eras of
the franchise's history. The Colis won 115 regular-season games from 2000-
09, an NFL record for winsina decade. From 1998-12, the Colis went 154-86 in
the regular season and appeared in the playoffs 12 times, including nine-
straight appearances from 2002-10, eight division fitles and four second-
place finishes. Their 154 wins during those 15 seasons were second-most in
the NFL during thar span behind New England's 168. The Colrs sef an NFL
record with 12-or-more wing in seven consecufive seasons, they became the
first team in NFL history fo win at least seven games in a row in five sfraight
seasons, and they won an NFL-record 23 straight regular-season games over
the 2008-09 seasons. And their 12 postseason appearances included a vic-
fory over Chicago in Super Bowl XL following the 2006 season and aloss fo
New Orleans in Super Bowl XLIV after the 03 season. In Telesco's final sea-
son with the Colts, the franchise went through one of the most successful
furnarounds in NFL history as Luck led the Colts fo an 11-5 record and a berth
inthe wild card playoffs just a year removed from a 2-14 mark in 2011, Ar the
end of the 2012 season, Indianapolis roster featured 36 new players from the
end of the previous year.

Telesco plaved wide receiver at John Carroll University and he was a
starter on the Blue Streaks' Ohio Athleric Conference championship feam in
1994. He graduated in 1935 with a degree in business management. He and
wife, Larah, have a daughter, Elena, and sons, Thomas and Nicholas.

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If the 2013 NFL season proved one thing, ir's that the San Diego Chargers
areingood hands with Mike McCoy af the helm as head coach.

Hired Jan. 15, 2013 as the 16th head coach in team history, McGoy led the
Chargers fo the playoffs in his first season. At the fime of his hiring, McCoy,
then 41, was the second-youngest head coach in the NFL and the second-
youngest in team hisfory. The Bolts went 9-7 under McCoy and won four
straight and five of their last six 1o close our the regular season, including a
thrilling season-ending overtime win against Kansas City that vaulted the
Chargers info the postseason. During that sirerch, the Chargers defeated
Kansas City twice, and Denver and Dakland once each 1o finish 4-2 in the AFG
West. McCoy then led the Chargers o a Wild Card Playoff winin Gincinnati for
the franchise’s first playoff victory since the 2008 season. The Chargers
playoff appearance in 2013 marked the organization's first since 2009 and
McCoy joined Sid Gillman (1980), Don Corvell (1973 - Coryell's first full sea-
son), Bobby Ross (1992) and Norv Turner (2007) as the only coaches in feam
history fo lead the Bolis fo the playoffs in their first season. Then with his
feam's win over the Bengals, McCoy became only the third head coach (Ross
and Turner) fo win his first playoff game.

Even in defear, McCoy had the Chargers in position fo win. Of the feam's
eightlosses in 2013, including playoffs, seven were decided by eight points
0rless and the team's largest margin of diefeat was a 10-pointoss in Week 5.

McCoy came 1o the Chargers from Denver, where he spent the 200912
seasons as the Broncos' offensive coordinator. In 2012, he helped the Bron-
cos 1o their second-highest win fofal in franchise history (13) and the No. 1
overall seed in the AFC playoffs. The Broncos won 11 consecurive games 1o
end the regular season, the second-iongest sireak in feam hisfory, and
became only the seventh Super Bowl-era team o win their final 1 confes?s.

With McCoy at the helm of the Broncos” offense, Peyion Manning threw a
then-ream-record 37 fouchdown passes, while posting the then-second-
best season of his career in yards (4659) and complerion percentage
(686%). The Broncos ranked fourth in the NFLin foral offense and heir pass-
ing game featured a pair of standour wide receivers, Demaryius Thomas and
Eric Decker, who combined fo become the youngest receiving du in NFL his-
fory fo each fop 1000 yards and 10 touchdowns. Thomas led the way with
1434 vards and 10 scores on 94 carches, while Decker scored 13 fimes while
haulingin 85 passes for 1,064 yards.

Avear earlier in 2011, McCoy had a hand in a storybook season in Denver
as he helped the Broncos reach the divisional playoffs affer winning their
first AFC West itle since 2005. The Broncos upser Pittsburgh in the Wild Gard
Playoffs at Sports Authority Field, with Tim Tebow throwing an 80-yard game-
winning fouchdown pass fo Thomas on the first play of overtime. The suc-
cess of the season was particularly safisfying for McCoy, who compleely
revamped Denver's offense info a read-option arack that meshed with
Tebow’s playing style. The Broncos went on 1o lead the NFL with a franchise-
record 2,632 yards on the ground.

Acouple of other Broncos' players who starred while playing under McCoy
included wide receiver Brandon Lloyd and running back Willis McGanhee.
Lloyd led the NFL in receiving yards (1448) in 2010 and earned his first Pro
Bowl selection, while also becoming just the fourth wide receiver in feam
history 1o receive Associated Press All-Pro honors. McGahee, meanwhile,
rushed for 1199 yards in 2011 o eam his second-career Pro Bowl selection.

McCoy came fo Denver after the 2008 season, becoming Denver's offen-
sive coordinator and quarterbacks coach. In 2009, Kyle Orton sef career
highs in every major passing category, while wide receiver Brandon Mar-
shall and left tackle Ryan Clady earned Pro Bowl honors. Marshall caught
101 passes in 2009, tied for third in the NFL, and he ser an NFL record with 21
carches in a game against Indianapolis, while Clady added firsr-feam Asso-
clated Press All-Pro honors 1o his Pro Bow! selection. Meanwhile, running
back Knowshon Moreno also shined under McCoy, earning all-rookie hon-
ors after leading the NFL's rookies in rushing yards, fofal yards from scrim-
mage and fofal fouchdowns.

A native of Novato, Galif, McGoy played quarterback at Long Beach State
and the University of Urah before signing with the Broncos as an undrafted
free agent in 1936. Cur by Denver, McCoy spent his rookie season on Green
Bay's practice squad, followed by stops with NFL Europe’s Amsterdam Admi-
rals, the San Francisco 49ers, Philadelphia Eagles and Seattle Seahawks. He
concluded his playing career with the Canadian Football League's Calgary
Stampeders, a Grey Cup finalist, in 1999 and he fransitioned info coaching a
year later,joining the Carolina Panthers in 2000 as an offensive assistant.

Just four weeks info his first season with the Panthers. McCoy was was
elevated fo quarterbacks coach when the feam's position coach stepped
down. Undererred, McCoy stepped in and helped Steve Beuerlein pass for
3,730 vards, seventh-most in the NFL that season. McCoy would go on fo
spend nine seasons in Carolina, serving as wide receivers coach (2001),
quarterbacks coach (2002-08) and passing game coordinator (2007-08).
The Panthers fofaled three playoff appearances, two division fitles, two NFG
Championship Game appearances and a berth in Super Bowl XXXVIIl (2008)
during McCoy's tenure on the sfaf.

After working with Beuerlein, McCoy's main student in Carolina became Jake
Delhomme, who passed for more than 3,000 yards four fimes under McCoy's
waich. Delhomme enjoyed his best season with the Panthers in 2004, register-
ing personal bests in passing yards (3,886) and fouchdown passes (29), fofals
that both ranked second in Panthers history. A vear later in 2005, Delhomme
had aProBowl season as heled the Panthers fo an 1l-5 record and a berthin the
NFC Championship Game. McCoy saved some of his best coaching for the
2007 season in Carolina when the Panthers won a franchise-best 12 games in
the regular season and earned a firsi-round bye in the playoffs. Injuries forced
the Panthers 1o sfart four different quarterbacks (none for more than three
gamesina row) during the season and Carolina became the first NFL ream in 10
Vears 10 win af least ong game with four different starters af quarterback (Del-
homme, David Carr, Mart Moore and Vinny Tesfaverde).

McCoy and his wife, Kellie, have two children, a daughter, Liv,and a son, Luke.

The longest-renured assistant on the Chargers' coaching staff, 2014 will
mark Pagano's 13th season with the Chargers and his third as defensive
coordinaror.

Pagano's defense fumed in a number of stellar performances in 2013,
highlighted by a team-record sireak of 12 consecurive quarters withour
allowing an offensive touchdown early in the season.

The defense helped the Chargers reach the playoffs as the Bolts went 4-
1in the month of December. The unir again plaved a key role as the feam
wonis first playoff game since the 2008 season. The area that showed the
greatest improvement was in fakeaways. In the playoffs alone, the Chargers
had a season-high four takeaways against Cincinnatiin the wild card play-
offs and two more against Denver in the divisional round, adding fo a ledger
thar saw the Bolrs record 16 fofal takeaways in the last eight games of the
vear (playoffs included), more than double the feam's fofal in the first 11
games of the season.

There were several other key areas of improvement for the defense in the
second half of the regular season. The Chargers didn't allow a single feam 1o
record more than 400 vards of tofal offense. The defense got particularly
stingy in December, surrendering only 315.8 yards per game, sixth-lowest in
the NFL The Bolrs also gor stingy on the scoreboard, giving up just 176 points
per game in December, third-fewest in the NFL. And lastly, the Bolts gor down
10 business by buckling down on third downs, giving up just 375 percent of
opponent third-down conversions in December. If included a 3-0f-8 perfor-
mance against the New York Giants, a 2-0-3 performance at Denver, a 4-0f-13
effort against Oakland and a 6-0f-14 showing in the season finale against

Kansas City. That rend confinued info the playoffs foo as the Bolts held the
Bengals o just 10 points and 3-0f-12 on third downs in their wild card game.

Third downs have been a big emphasis for Pagano since becoming defen-
sive coordinator. In 2011, the season prior o his taking over, the Chargers
allowed a49.2 percent conversion rare, last in the NFL for the season and the
highest percentage in the league since 1995. Under Pagano, the Chargers
defenseimproved fo 42. pet. in 2012 and 38,3 pet. last season.

Pagano made an immediate impression in his first season as defensive
coordinaror in 2012 when the Chargers ranked ninth in fofal defense and sixh
inrun defense. The Chargers recorded 38 fofal sacks in Pagano's first season
coordinating the defense, including a team-record-tying 1l-sack performance
inaDec. 23 win against the New York Jets. The Bolts scored seven defensive
fouchdowns in 2012, second in the NFL fo Chicago's 12, and two shy of the
team record of nine set by the 1961 squad. The 2012 Chargers refurned five
interceptions and two fumbles for scores.

Pagano originally joined the Chargers in 2002 as the feam's quality con-
frol coach for the defense and he moved his way up the ranks. He began as
an assistant linebackers coach before moving o outside linebackers and
then uliimately linebackers coach by himself before moving info the coordi-
nator's role in 2012. In 2010, the Chargers had the NFL's No. T ranked defense
and the squad was second in the league in sacks. And from 2005-11 when
Pagano worked with the team’s linebackers, a player from that group led the
feam in rackles and sacks every season. One of Pagano's star pupils was
three-fime Pro Bowl ourside linebacker Shawne Merriman, the NFL's Defen-
sive Rookie of the Year in 2005 and the NFL's leader in sacks in 2006.

A native of Boulder, Colo, Pagano was an all-state linebacker ar Fairview
High School. He played at Mesa State from 1985-88, earning a degree in busi-
ness markefing.

John's older brother, Chuck, is the head coach of e Indianapolis Colrs.
Both Johnand Chuck played for their father, Sam, at Fairview High. Sam spent
26 years as the head coach at Fairview, winning three sfafe fitles, and he also
coached internationally in Taiwan, Germany, France and Ifaly.

Pagano and wife, Kimberly, have two sons, Jagger and Brody.

Just one vear after joining the Chargers as the feam's quarterbacks
coach, Reich was elevared o offensive coordinaror in 2014,

Reich's rapid ascent was well-deserved, considering the work he did
with quarterback Philip Rivers, a Pro Bowl selection in 2013, Working under
Reich, Rivers completed a feam-record and NFL-leading 63.5 pct. of his
nasses last season (378 of 544) for 4478 yards (third-highest of his career)
with 32 fouchdowns (second-most of his career) and just 11 inferceptions
fora career and team-recorc-tying passer rafing of 105.5. Rivers also sef a
feam mark for single-season complefions (378) and he ended the regular
season having thrown a fouchdown in 20 straight games, fied for the sec-
ond-longest streak in team history. The same quarterback who threw 83
fouchdowns and 48 inferceprions over the last three regular seasons posr-
ed nearly a 3-o-1 fouchdown-fo-inferception rafio in 2013 with 32 scoring
strikes and just 11 interceptions. Rivers” passer rafing in 2013 was nearly 10
points higher than his career rafing of 96.0 and his complefion percentage
was more than five percentage points higher than his 844 career ledger.
Rivers also had one of his best postseasons as he continued fo complere
nasses ar a blistering rare (69.8 pet.), going 30 of 43 for 345 yards with
three fouchdowns and no interceptions for a 116.9 passer rafing,

A native of Freeport, NY, Reich grew up in Lebanon, Pa, where his father
was a high school coach. Reich played collegiately at the University of Mary-
land where he engineered the greatest comeback win in college football his-
fory. During his senior season in 1984, Reich led the Terraping 10 a 42-40 win
over the University of Miami in a game that Maryland af one point trailed 31-0.
Arthetime, it was the largest deficir ever overcome in a college game. A year
[ater, the Buffalo Bills selected Reich in the third round of the 1985 NFL Draft.
He spent10 seasons in Buffalo andin 1992 he added fo his repertoire by lead-
ing the grearest comeback in NFL history. A backup fo Jim Kelly with the Bills,
Reich was called on 1o start the Bills' 1992 AFC Wild Card Playoff game
against Houston for aninjured Kelly and he rallied the Bills from a 35-3 deficit
in the third quarter o a 41-38 win over the Oilers that fo this day is still the
grearest comeback in NFL history.

Reich left Buffalo affer the 1994 season, spending one season in Garolina
(1995), one with the New York Jers (1996), and two with Defroir (1997-98)
before refiringin 1998,

In2006, Reich accepted a coaching internship with the Indianapolis Colrs.
He spent two seasons as an intern (2006-07) before the Colts promoted him
10 offensive assistant in 2008, working with the feam's wide receivers and
quarterbacks. He had atalented castin Indianapolis thatincluded Super Bowl
MVP and perennial Pro Bowl quarterback Peyton Manning and Pro Bowl wide
receiver Reggie Wayne. Reich remained in that role in Indianapolis unfil 2012
when he moved fo Arizona and became the wide receivers coach for the Ari-
7ona Cardinals where he worked with Pro Bowl pass-catcher Larry Filzgerald.
He joined the Chargers in 2013.

Inhis first season with the Chargers in 2013, Spencer had two of the NFLs
fop specialists in his stable. Punter Mike Scifres went the first nine games of
the season withour a fouchback and 30 of his 56 punis (536 pct) landed
inside the 20, the highest percentage in the NFL. Kicker Nick Novak also had a
memorable season, making a team-record-ying 34 field goals while finish-
ing the year 34-f-37 for a new team record 919 percent conversion rate. It
incluced a perfect -of-11 from beyond 40 yards.

In addition, two of Spencer's fop cover-men, Seyi Ajirotutu and Darrell
Stuckey, had Pro Bowl-caliber seasons. And in early November in Washing-
fon,Lawrence Guy and Corey Liuger both blocked field goals, marking the first
fime since 1975 that the Chargers blocked two field goals in a game.

The NFL's Special Teams Coach of the Year in 2003 as chosen by the
league's special feams coaches, Spencer has spent e last 16 seasons
coaching NFL special teams in Indianapolis, Pitrsburgh, Arizona and San
Diego. He won a Super Bow! championship with the Steelers after the 2005
season (Super Bow! XL) and an NFG Championship with Cardinals in 2008, In
Indianapolis, rookie Terrence Wilking refurned two punts and a kickoff for
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fouchdowns en route fo a selection fo a number of all-rookie teams, In Pitts-
burgh, Spencer worked with Antwaan Randle-El, who set a team record with
four punt returns for fouchdowns during their five seasons fogether. And in
Arizona, Spencer worked with two more falents in LaRod Stephens-Howling
and Patrick Peterson. Stephens-Howling led the NFL with 1542 kickoff refurn
yards in 2010, including scoring refurns of 102 and 96 vards, while Peferson
fied an NFL record with four punt return touchdowns during his rookie sea-
son, becoming only the fourth player in league history with four punt refurn
scores in a season.

Barry turned in one of his most masterful coaching performances in 2013,
working with & unir thar was besieged by injuries throughour the season.
Starting inside linebackers Donald Butler and rookie second-round draft pick
Manti Te' both missed fime due fo injury, but finished the year second and
third on the team in fackles with 99 and 93, respectively. Projected starfing
ourside linebacker Melvin Ingram spent most of the vear on the “Physically
Unable to Perform’ list due fo an offseason knee injury and fellow starting
ourside linebacker Jarrer Johnson missed five games with a hosr of ailmens.
As a resulr of all the injuries, only twice in 2013 did the Chargers start the
same four linebackers in consecutive weeks. Still linebackers were respon-
sible for 16 of the feam's 35 sacks, including 4.5 by Thomas Keiser, a practice
squad player af the start of the season who went on fo lead the linebackers in
sacks and quarterback hits (10). Another valuable performer was Reggie
Walker, a special teams player for most of his career who starfed six games

at both inside and outside linebacker and registered the first three sacks of
his NFL career and ranked third among the linebackers with 49 fackles.

Anative of Boulder, Colo, Barry is a long-time NFL linebackers coach and
former defensive coordinator. As a prep, he attended Fairview High School,
the same high school as defensive coordinator John Pagano. He played at
Fairview for Pagano's father, Sam, who was the head coach. Barry then spent
the 1989-30 seasons ar the University of Michigan before fransferring 1o the
University of Southern California, where he earned varsity lefters in 1992 and
'93.He graduated from USC in 1994 with a degree in communications.

Barry transitioned fo coaching the following vear, landing & graduate
assistant's job ar USC in 1995. He spent five seasons coaching collegiately
before landing his first NFL position as a quality control coach with the San
Francisco 49ers in 2000. A vear later, he was named linebackers coach for
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers and in 2002, he won a Super Bowl ring with the
Bucs as they defeared the Oakland Raiders, 48-21,in Super Bow! XXXVIlin San
Diego. The fitle capped off a season in which the Buccaneers led the NFLIn
fotal and scoring defense, and in which linebacker Derrick Brooks was
named NFL Defensive Player of the Year.

If the NFL had handed out an Offensive Line Goach of the Year Award in
2013, DAlessandris would have been a leading candidate. Few feams
endured as much furnover as the Chargers, as injuries forced him fo sfart
seven different combinations of linemen, while playing a fotal of 17 different
combinations on the line af various points of the season. Only seven fimes
did the Bolts'five starting offensive linemen play an entire game fogeter,
Despite the revolving door up front, the Chargers made the playoffs by allow-
ing just 30 sacks during the regular season, tied with Chicago for fourth-
fewest in the league, and they only allowed 150 vards in losses, which was
the second-lowest fofal in the NFL

The offensive line also helped the feam fo the postseason by blocking for
more than 100 yards rushing in 12 of 16 regular-season games, including four
straight and seven of the last eight fo close out the campaign. That strefch

incluced a regular-season-best 186 vards in the 2013 season finale against
Kansas City that vaulted the Bolts info the playoffs.

Anative of Aliquippa, Pa, D'Alessandris spent his summers during college
workinginthe city's steel mills before moving on fo Western Garolina Univer-
sity where he eamed four lerters and started three years as a guard. Team
MVP and a team captain as a senior, he graduated in 1977 and eamed a mas-
ter's degree from WCU two vears later. While working foward his master's, he
Degan coaching as a graduate assistant. That led fo his first full-fime job as
the offensive line coach ar Livingston University in 1979, Since then, D'A-
lessandris has spent the last 37 vears as a coach and the 2014 season will
mark his 36th year coaching the offensive line.

Two games into his first season with the Chargers, Fred Graves found
himself without the services of the feam's two refuming sfarfers as
Danario Alexander went down with a season-ending knee injury during
fraining camp and Malcom Floyd suffered a season-ending neck injury in
Week 2 in Philadelphia.

Almost seamlessly, however, rookie thirc-round draff pick Keenan Allen
stepped in and began the path toward an NFL Rookie of the Year season. Allen
became Graves' star pupil and went on fo sef feam rookie records for recep-
fions (71) and vards (1,048, while also leacing all NFL rookies in carches,
yards and fouchdown catches (eight). When if was all said and done, Allen
earmed a host of postseason honors, including two as NFL Rookie of the Year.
And the success of the Chargers' wide receiver corps wasn'tlimied o Allen
3s fellow wideour Eddie Roval also enjoved a career season. Royal sef a

career-high and fied Allen for the team lead with eight touchdown caiches
and he did so on just 47 carches, a fouchdown for every 5.9 catches, fied for
the sixh-highest ratio in the NFLin 2013.

A native of Los Angeles, Graves played halfback and spiit end ar the Uni-
versity of Urah before embarking on & coaching career that spanned 26
vears on the collegiare level, including 19 seasons ar Urah. He played from
1969-71, leading the Ures with 45 caiches as a senior and graduating with a
tegree in business.. His wife, Michele, was an All-America pitcher for the
Utes, who won 64 games during & career that included a perfect game
against rival BYU and a rip fo the College World Series in 1985,

Graves landed his first NFL job with Buffalo in 2001, There, Eric Moulds and
Peerless Price both posted 1,000-yard seasons and Moulds recorded the first
100-carch seasonin franchise history.In 2002, Moulds, Price and rookie Josh
Reed combined fo carch 231 passes for 3,063 yards and 21 scores.

One of the longest-renured assisfant coaches in franchise history, Ollie
Wilson again demonstrated in 2013 why he's one of the most highly-regard-
ed running backs coaches in the National Football League.

Wilson's stable of backs rushed for 1,965 yards last season, including a
career-high 1255 by workhorse RyanMathews. It was the eighth-highest
fotal in franchise history and the seventh-highest in the NFL in 2013. Math-
ews fally incluced an NFL-leading 534 yards in the month of December as the
Chargers went 4-1 and pushed their way info the NFL Playoffs. Wilson worked
diligently with Mathews on his ball security and the effort paid off hand-
somely as Mathews los just one fumble in 311 fouches. Mathews also redis-
covered his nose for the end zone. After scoring just one fouchdown in 2012,
hie hit paydirt seven times in 2013, tying his career high.

Complementing Mathews in the backfield was newcomer Danny Wood-
hiead, who finished the regular season with the most fouchdown carches
among NFL running backs and the second-most receptions and receiving
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vards. He also sef career highs in all three calegories.

A native of Worcester, Mass, Wilson competed in football, basketball,
baseball and track ar Doherty High School. Ar Springfield College, he was an
honorable mention All-America wide receiver who earned bachelor's and
master's degrees in physical educarion. Wilson made inroads 1o the NFL by
participating in the league's Minority Coaching Internship Program with both
the Houston Oilers and Atlanta Falcons.

Wilson began his NFL coaching career with the Falcons and in six sea-
sons, he mentored three 1,000-vard rushers, including the late Craig “Iron-
head" Heyward, a Pro Bowl pick in 1995,

Wilson is nowin the midst of his second stint with the Chargers. The final
vear of his first stint was 2001, LaDainian Tomlinson's rookie season. Wilson
helped Tomlinson rush for a feam rookie-record 1236 yards and 10 fouch-
towns in ‘01, enroure fo all-rookie and Pro Bow! alternate honors.

Wilson refurned fo Atlanta in 2002 and over the next six seasons, the Fal-

Aneighr-time Pro Bow! pick, a five-fime Assaciated Press All-Pro, a member
of the NFL's Al-Decade Team (2000-09) and one of the Chargers' 50 Greatest
Players of Al-Time, Gares is the fourth fight end in NFL hisiory 1o eclipse 700
career calches and 9000 career yards.

1an out of aptions, Tricia settled on the backseat of a 1969 Oldsmobile Cur-
lass Supreme.

At the fime, the Mathews
fausehold had grown by one as Ryan's best friend Dante. had moved in with
ihem fo escape a home rife with drug use. With Trigia away working, Ryan
and Dante often had the apariment fo themselves and as a resulf, Ryan’s
academics began a steady Slie.

McDonald was borm info an Army family in Salinas, Galifornia in 1987, His
family maved frequently and before he'd fumed 10, MeDonald had fived in
California, Arizona, Maryland, Washington 0.G. and Germany.

To date. his
career percentage of 86,6 is second, just two-fenths of a point behind Kaed-
ing's 87.0percent career mark. Kaeding hit 180 0f 207 for the Chargers during
his career, while Novak is 79 0f 91 for his career.

When Novak originally linked up with the Chargers in 2010t was a chance
for a fresh start. It came on the heels of a 2009 season that was & low point
for Novak:In 09, the country was mired in a financial crisis and no feams
invited him fo attend camp, So Novak spent the year at his alma marer, the
University of Maryland cold-calling alumni for donations o the sehool's aif-
lefic ciepariment. It was a frying fime, but opporfunity knocked once again in
200 when the Chargers invited him fo Iraining camp for a chance fo con-
pefe with Kaeding. Novak ended up losing a close competifion, but his fime
with the Bolis put him back on football s raciar Screen. The Chargers were ihe
Sixih team Novak had spent fime with after brief stinis in Chicago, Dallas,
Washington, Arizona and Kansas Gity. After the Ghargers let him go, Novak
caught on with the Florida Tuskers of the fledgling UFL Under less than per-



fecr conditions, he hir 15 of 18 field goals for the Tuskers and was named the
league's Special Teams MIP. Later that same Season, ihe Chargers attempl-
ed'fore-sign him after Kaeding suffered a groin injury, but the UFLS rules and
Stipulations prevented the Bolrs from doing So.

In 2011 a seventh team—the New York Jeis—signed Novak, but again he
lost a close compelition, this fime o veteran Nick Folk Disappointed Novak
retumed o San Diego fo five and frain. He happened fo be having lunch with
former NFL kicker Michael Husted the day of the Chargers 2011 season aper-
er against Minnesota when Kaeding injured his knee on the game's apening
kickoff Just days later, Novak gor ihe call he long waited for.

Heading into
fis 12th season in San Diego, he's also fied with Antonio Gates as ihe
longest-enured players on the Chargers' roster.

Scifres, who doubles as the team's holder on placements, was on-point
last season, landing 30 of his 56 punts inside the 20. He allowed bur one
gunt o cross the goal line for a fouehback and his perceniage of punis land-
et inside the 20 (53.6) was he league’s best. Only Washington's Sav Rocca
wenta full season without a fouchback.

for his career, Scifres owns the NFL's highest percentage (40 pet) of
punis landed inside the 20 (257 of 625).

A two-time Ghargers Special Teams Player of the Year, Scifres won his
most recent award in 2012 after averaging a feam-record 463 yards per
ount; It shattered the previous mark of 46.7 that he set in 2010, And with a nod
1o Ihe feam’s oursianding coverage units, Scifres posted a 40.6-yard net
averagein 2012, second-highest in the franchise's 63-vear history.

Scifres was drafted by the Chargers in 2003 ai the recommendation of Kyle
Smith, son of then-Chargers General Manager AJ. Smith. As a freshman at
Voungstown Siare, Smith had refurned punis against Sciffes, wha played for
Missouri Valley Conference foe. Westem linois, Scifres Spent his first season
learning behind Chargers Hall of Fame punier Darren Bennelt and then fook
over full-ime punting duties in 2004, Since then, he has become a member of
the Chargers' 50ih Anniversary All-Time Team and a sever-fime Pro Bowl
allemate (200409, 13).

Lewin became the radio play-by-play voice of the Chargers in July 2005.He
Nas an extensive broadcast history that includes 20 seasons as a Major
League Baseball play-by-play announcer. Since 2012, he's handled play-by-
play for the New York Mers' radio broadcasts on WFAN. Lewin has broadcast
regular and postseason baseball, NFL football and NHL games for FOX Sports
from 1996-2010 and from 2002-10, he was the play-by-play announcer for the
Texas Rangers. Lewin also called Baltimore Orioles on radio from 1995-96,
Chicago Cubs games on WGN-TV in 1997 and Detroit Tigers games on Fox
Sports Net Derroit from 1998-01. His NFL experience also includes play-by-play
on SportsUSA Radio. Lewin's other broadcast experience includes Conference
USA Football, GCHA Hockey, Souther Methodist and Michigan Stafe basker-
ball, and the Big 12 Basketball Tournament. Lewin began his broadcasting
career af the age of 16 with the Rochester Red Wings, the Balfimore Orioles'
AAA affiliare in the Infernational League. In 1994, he was the sports director at
WBAL the Orioles' flagship starion. Lewin graduated from Northwesternin 1930
and has written three books, ‘Ballgame,” “Getting in the Game" and "You Never
Forger Your First” Lewin has two children, daughter, Kelsey, and son, Goby.
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HANK BAUER

Bauer, a former Chargers running back, special teams caprain and coach,
handles color commentary on the feam's radio broadcasts. Throughout his
liferime, he has participated in more than 500 career games with the Charg-
ers as a player, coach and broadcaster. Bauer played for the Chargers for
seven seasons. He was chosen as one of the 50 Grearest Chargers of All-
Time in 2009, and is also a member of the Chargers 40th Anniversary All-
Time Team. Bauer was a feam caprain, who was vored Most Inspirational
Playerin1978 and Special Teams Player of the Year in 1980 and ‘81, He scored
21 touchdowns during his career and ser an NFL single-season record with
52 special teams fackles in 1981, A broken neck ended his career in 1983, Fol-
lowing his rerirement, Bauer spent four seasons (1983-86) as the Chargers’
running backs and special teams coach. In 1987, he accepred a job as a
sports anchor af News 81in San Diego and remained there unfil 2003. Bauer
graduated cum laude from California Lutheran University in 1976 with a
degree in physical education. In Seprember 2003, he was inducted info Cal
Lutheran's first Hall of Fame class.

JORGE VILLANUEVA

Villanuevais in his 21st season as the Spanish voice of the Chargers. He
hosts and produces “En Confacto con los Chargers; the official Spanish TV
show of the team, which s seen in San Diego, Los Angeles and Baja Califor-
nia. Villanueva previously worked as a sports director and anchor for KBNT-TV
(Channel 17) Univision in San Diego, as well as for Televisa Baja California
from 1983-94. He has 28 vears of experience in sports journalism, and his
play-by-play experience includes soccer, baseball and boxing. Villanueva
handles the Spanish play-by-play for the Holiday Bowl and the NCAA's Bowl
Championship Series. He spent the 2001-03 seasons as the football play-by-
play voice for the USC Trojans and the 1994-36 seasons with the San Diego
State Aztecs. In 2004, Villanueva received an inviration o join the American
Sportscasters Association.

DANTE LAZGAND

Lazcano is in his fifth season as the Spanish color commentator for the
Chargers. He has covered the team as a journalist since 1995, currently writ-
ing for El Informador de Baja California and Ring Mundial Magazine. Lazcano
has 18 years of experience in sports journalism and has covered 14 of the last
17 Super Bowls, four NBA Finals, two World Baseball Classics and the San
Diego Padres for the last 16 seasons. Lazcano is one of two Mexican journal-
ists who witnessed the second comeback of Michael Jordan. From 2002-05,
he owned, hosted and produced a live sports radio show for Radio Zefa Trece
1270 (XEAZ). Lazcano studied Hispanoamerican lierature af the Universidad
Autenoma de Baja Galifornia (UABC) and recently received his major from the
Secrefaria de Educacion.

QUALGOMM STADIUM

(ualcomm Stacium, the Chargers' home since 1967, underwent an expan-
sion in 1997 that included the addition of 11,500 seats, a club level, 37 new
suites and anew west-end Jumbotron screen.

The centerpiece of the renovated stadium was the Club level. Chargers
season ficker holders who purchase seats on the Club level enjoy ameniies
exclusive fo Club members. The 7800 Club seats are wider and padded, and
come equipped with an afrached drink holder. Club members enjoy wait ser-
vice at their seats, feafuring a menu complere with a variety of food special-
fies, as well as the comfort of four fan-friendly lounges where they can relax
in an air-conditioned setting before, during and affer games. Restrooms on
the Club level also are upgraded.

The former Jack Murphy Sradium was renamed Qualcomm Stadium after
the Qualcomm Corporation contributed $18 million for naming rights. Addi-
fionally, the foral number of parking spaces at the stadium was increased 1o

13,000, including 461 handicapped spaces, making the parking lof at Qual-
comm Stadium the seconc-argest in the Naional Football League. There
Wwas asignificant increase in restroom capacity af the stadium, with the num-
ber of women's facilities almost doubled and the men's restroom capacity
increased by 33 percent.

San Diego Stadium was originally built in 1967 as a home for the Chargers
atacostof $27 million. It was dedicated at a Chargers-Lions game on August
20,1967, before a crowd of 45988, The 1997 renovarion marks the second
major facelift fo ocour ar the staium. Originally built fo a capacity of 52,000,
the stadium was expanded in 1984 fo increase seafing capacity 1o 60,100,
The most recent renovation increased the searing capacity at the sadium fo
approximately 70,000,

The team played before s first-gver sellout crowd on December 3, 1967,
when 52,661 tumed out fo see the Chargers batile the Oakland Raiders.
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
