Prospects in General

On the banquet circuit during the winter, I stated
that our new entry in the American Football League
would be competitive during the 1966 campaign, and
I still feel that way.

We are aware that the task facing our coaching
staff is an enormous one. We, too, know that just
about every new team which has entered profes-
sional sports in recent years has had to struggle for
a few seasons, and some of them are still struggling.
These are teams, like ours, that were built, by draft-
ing players from other teams in their respective
leagues.

It’'s always nicer to talk about possible strong
points first. In our case, one must allow for a cer-
tain amount of strength concerning receivers and
defensive backs. Bo Roberson’s pass receiving helped
Buffalo win the championship last year, and Frank
Jackson was a good flanker for Kansas City. Dave
Kocourek, tight end who came to us from San Diego,
can grab a pass too.

Among the rookies, speedy split end John Roder-
ick, from Southern Methodist is a name to remem-
ber.

Defensive backs who have come to us well-recom-
mended include Jim Warren and Dick Westmoreland
from the San Diego Chargers, Willie West from the
New York Jets, and John McGeever from the Denver
Broncos. Bob Neff from Stephen F. Austin College,
is one of our top rookies in the defensive back de-
partment.

Frank Emanuel, rookie from Tennessee, showed
exceptional ability last year as collegiate linebacker.
He was the Dolphins number two draft choice. Wa-
hoo McDaniel, from New York, and Tom Erlandson,
from Denver, are experienced linebackers.

Ed Cooke of Denver and LaVerne Torezon, N.Y.
Jets, are among our top veteran defensive ends, and
rookie Johnny Holmes from Florida A&M has
shown promise.

On offense we were fortunate to draft such quar-
terbacks as lanky Dick Wood from Oakland and
Eddie Wilson from Boston, both pretty good passers
and field directors. The same is true of rookie quar-

terbacks Rick Norton and George Wilson, Jr. Billy
Joe from Buffalo and Sam Price, a rookie from II-
linois, can give power to our running attack.

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And there’s a familiar name who is giving the
fullback job a real try, Rick Casares, the former
Chicago Bears ace. He’s a Florida native and would
really like to play at home.

In the offensive line, Norm Evans and Maxie Wil-
liams, both from Houston, at the tackles; Billy
Neighbors from Boston and Ernie Park from San
Diego, at the guards; and centers Mike Hudock from
New York and Tom Goode from Houston are the
men we expect to form a good nucleus.

The field goal is one of pro football’s most im-
portant weapons. Here we think we have a good
one in Gene Mingo, drafted from Oakland.

There’s a man who hasn’t been mentioned up to
now. Howard Twilley, rookie split end, who set ever
50 many national pass catching records at the Uni-
versity of Tulsa. He is recovering from a knee oper-
ation. To use an old expression, “we have our fingers
crossed.” It is doubtful if he will see much action
during the early part of the campaign, but we are
hopeful he'll be ready before too lIong.

As for our biggest problems . . . they’ll be coming
at us from eight different directions . . . from Buf-
falo . . . from Boston . . . from New York . . . from
Houston . . . from Kansas City . . . from Denver
... from Oakland ... and from San Diego.

Rick Casares, doused in sweat from the heat of
St. Petersburg Beach, observed in camp recently
that the defense is worked harder here than in any
camp I've ever seen.”

Casares, the former University of Florida stand-
out, is an authority on pro camps. The Dolphins’
fullback has seen 10 of the pre-season ordeals in a
distinguished fullback eareer with the Chicago Bears.

George Wilson, the Dolphins’ vigorous head coach,
is a believer in defensive toughness. As a player
with the Bears and coach of the Detroit Lions,
Wilson was connected with clubs who built reputa-
tions on defensive character.

Despite innovations like the safetyman blitz and
stunting in the line, defense remains largely a
matter of desire. And Wilson knows that desire is
contagious.

Under his direction, the Lions were developed as
a sturdy, aggressive team from which no quarter
could be expected. This toughness kept them always
in contention in a National Football League West-
ern Division that included such sturdy rivals as
Green Bay, Baltimore and Chiecago.

Daily witnesses to the two-a-day Dolphins prac-
tices in the early days at St. Pete were impressed
by the heavy hitting and the increasing aggressive-
ness being molded into the new American Foothall
League team.

While Wilson was tough, he was considerate.
Both the rookies and veterans soon discovered why
he is known as a player’s coach. Occasionally Wil-

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son would break the routine with time off when the
inevitable lull would occur or competitive practice
diversions such as relay races and drills where the
receivers threw to the quarterbacks.

“Sometimes, when you would feel all alone out
there,” said Howaxd Twilley, rookie flanker from the
University of Miami, “Coach Wilson would come up
with something to pick you up. Little things, like
cutting off practice a few minutes early when the
guys were all tired.

“When he does something like that for me,” said
the Rookie Twilley, “I want to do twice as much
for him.”

Wilson constantly applies himself to handling
men. “Some need a little chewing now and then,”
he says, “and others need encouragement.”

When John Roderick, the gifted receiver and No. 1
future draft-choice from Southern Methodist, came
down with flu the first week of practice he became
disconsolate. Under Wilson’s kindly, steady prod-
ding, Roderick could become the AFIL Rookie of
the Year.

“He reminds me of Lance Alworth so muech it
scares me,” said end Dave Kocourek, who at San
Diego last year was a teammate of Alworth, re-
garded as the finest receiver in the AFL,

“All Roderick needed was g little encouragement
to build his confidence,” said Wilson. “As 2 result,
he improved as much as anyone in camp. He stayed
out on the field after practice and worked at be-
coming the outstanding flanker we think he can be.”

Wilson may never be known as a coach with the
awesome dedication and constant application of a
Paul Brown or Sid Gilman, whose thoughts seldom
stray from the x’s and o’s.

But Wilson has a unique personal touch and
understanding of human strength and frailty that
sets him apart. Sooner or later his players come
to understand and appreciate this quality. The
result is boundless team effort, the kind that wing
football games.

And that is the way George Wilson wants it.

Wilson is married and he and his wife have five
children.

ERNIE HEFFERLE
Offensive Line Coach
Ernie Hefferle has a wealth of football experi-
ence, both as a player and coach. He is most qualified
to coach the promising crop of Dolphins offensive
linemen.
Hefferle played his college football at Duguesne
University, where he was an outstanding end. He
was graduated from Duquesne in 1987.

He began his coaching career in Pittsburgh area
high schools, and stayed with the preps until 1950
when he became an assistant at the University of
Pittsburgh. He remained at Pittsburgh through the
1958 season. He spent the 1959 season as an assistant
with the Washington Redskins. He was head foot-
ball coach at Boston College in 1960 and 1961. He
returned to the University of Pittsburgh as an
assistant coach for the next three years, and last
fall was an assistant with the NFL Pittsburgh
Steelers.

Ernie, 50, is no stranger to veteran Orange Bowl
fans. In the Orange Bowl Classic of 1937 he scored
the winning touchdown for Duquesne over Mississip-
pi State on a 72-yard pass play from quarterback
Boyd Brumbaugh in the waning moments of play.

He is married and he and his wife have three
daughters.

BOBBY WALSTON
Receivers and Place Kicking Coach

Bobby Walston is the newest member of the
Miami Dolphins coaching staff. On June 29, he re-
signed as director of player personnel with the
Philadelphia Eagles to aceept the Miami post.

The 389-year-old Walston is one of the all-time
greats of pro football. An outstanding end and
place-kicker who spent all of his 12-year ecareer
with the Eagles, he is the second leading seorer
of all time in the NFL. His 881 points are surpassed
only by the 1,195 compiled by Cleveland’s Lou
Groza.

Originally from Columbus, Ohio, Walston joined
the Eagles in 1951 after a standout career at the
University of Georgia where he led the Southeast-
ern Conference in receiving in 1948.

His 881 points are, of course, the Eagles club

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record. He also holds the Philadelphia record for
most points in one season, 114, and most points one
game, 25,

When he retired as a player at the end of the
1962 season, he had played 19 seasons through
high school, college, and the pros, missing just one
game,

Bobby is married and the Walstons are the par-
ents of one girl and two boys.

JOHN IDZIK
Offensive Backfield Coach

John Idzik has the distinction of coaching the
last football team at the University of Detroit,
where he served as head coach for four years.

When Detroit discontinued football after the 1964
season, Idzik moved to Tulane where he was the
chief assistant on the staff of head coach Tommy
O’Boyle.

The 87-year-old Philadelphian is a graduate- of
the University of Maryland. He played both football
and baseball for the Terrapins. In football, he
earned four letters at halfback and at the con-
clusion of his senior campaign was selected to play
for the South in the 1950 North-South Shrine game.

He was graduated in 1951, receiving his B.S.
degree in physical education. At graduation, he re-
ceived the TEKE trophy for having made the big-
gest contribution to Maryland athletics among his
classmates.

In 1951, Idzik was an assistant coach at his alma
mater and then put in two years of service in the
U. S. Marines. He played football in 1952 in the
service and was an All-Marine selection.

In 1954, Idzik resumed his coaching career, becom-
ing backfield coach at the University of Tennessee.
After two years there he had one campaign as
backfield instructor of the Ottawa Rough Riders in
the Canadian Football League. Then came three
seasons back at his alma mater, Maryland, again
as backfield coach. In 1960, John was named offen-
sive coach at the University of Detroit, and the
following year became head coach.

Idzik is married and the father of two girls and
a boy.
LES BINGAMAN
Defensive Line Coach

Les Bingaman and Dolphins Head Coach George
Wilson had five successful years working together

with the Detroit Lions (1960-64) when Bingaman
served as Wilson’s defensive line coach.

During the past year, the 40-year-old Bingaman
served as a talent scout for the NFL where he had
the opportunity to look over some of the current
Dolphin talent.

When Wilson was signed by the Dolphins, he lost
little time in corraling Bingaman as defensive line
coach.

For seven years, Bingaman led a devastating
Detroit defense that blasted the Lions to three
Western Division and two National League cham-
pionships. As giant middle guard (he was 6-3 and
275 when he broke into the pros) he made three all-
pro squads and helped revolutionize pro football
defenses.

A 1947 graduate of the University of Illinois, he
was a member of the Illinois team that defeated
UCLA. in the 1947 Rose Bowl game.

Born in MacKenzie, Tennessee, he went to high
school in Gary, Indiana.

BOB PELLEGRINI
Linebacker Coach

Bob Pellegrini, 81, is a young man leaving the
ranks of players to join the coaches. He has been
a linebacker for the past nine years in the NFL,
five with the Philadelphia Eagles and the last four
with the Washington Redskins.

He was a first draft choice of the Bagles in 1956
after an All-American center-linebacker career with
the University of Maryland. With Maryland, he
played in the Orange Bowl games of 1954 and
1956, and was co-captain of the Maryland squad
in 1955. He was also chosen as the outstanding
player in the Chicago College All-Star game in
1956 ,and participated in the Senior Bowl that year.

He is thoroughly qualified for the role of line-

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backer coach, having played both middle and out-
side linebacker with the pros.

Originally from Yatesboro, Pennsylvania, he is
married and has two sons and a daughter.

TOM KEANE
Defensive Backfield Coach

Tom Keane was an All-Pro defensive halfback
during his playing days in the NFL. After gradu-
ating from West Virginia University, he played
for the Los Angeles Rams, Baltimore Colts and
Chicago Cardinals.

Keane, 37, began his coaching career with the
Chicago Cardinals as a defensive backfield coach in
1957. In 1960 he was defensive coach for Calgary
in the Canadian League.

From 1961-1964 he served as head coach and
general manager of the Wheeling Ironmen of the
United Football League where his teams won
championships in 1962 and 1963.

Last season was spent as defensive backfield
coach of the Pittsburgh Steelers.

Keane was an outstanding quarterback at West
Virginia where he graduated in 1949. After a two-
year stint in the Navy, he joined the Los Angeles
Rams as offensive end and defensive halfback,
playing on two conference and one league champion-
ship team.

In 1952 he was traded to Dallas in the NFL,
but moved to Baltimore when the franchise changed.
In 1953, he was selected as an All-Pro defensive
halfback.

A native of Bellaire, Ohio, he is married and has
two boys and a girl.
