On May 20, 2014, the NFL announced that Minnesota will host Super Bowl LII in February 2018. 

After being selected as one of three finalists in October 2013 and submitting the final bid on May 7, the Minnesota Super Bowl Bid After being selected as one of three finalists in October 2013 and submitting the final bid on May 7, the Minnesota Super Bowl Bid 
Committee delivered a successful presentation to all 32 NFL owners during the NFL’s Spring League Meetings in Atlanta. Centered Committee delivered a successful presentation to all 32 NFL owners during the NFL’s Spring League Meetings in Atlanta. Centered 
on the theme, “Built for the Bold,” the presentation highlighted the new, iconic and bold stadium as a centerpiece and included the 
many bold moves Minnesotans have made in creating a destination that is ready to host the world’s biggest game.

“We are thrilled to bring the Super Bowl back to Minnesota,” said Richard Davis, chief executive officer of U.S. Bank and bid com-
mittee co-chair. “We succeeded in making the best case to the NFL owners by pointing out the many strengths our region offers – a 
tremendous entertainment and hospitality industry, 19 Fortune 500 companies, great airport and strong connectivity with both 
our light rail and skyway systems, and perhaps most important, a new, iconic stadium that will be among the best in the country.” 

“We appreciate the collaborative effort from Minnesota’s busi-
ness and community leadership in putting together this winning 
bid,” said Vikings Owner/President Mark Wilf. “It was evident 
to me and my brother Zygi that the other NFL owners were 
extremely impressed with everything Minnesota has to offer, and 
we have no doubt they will be even more excited with what the 
community will deliver in February 2018.” 

“The Super Bowl is the most-watched annual event in the world,” 
said Doug Baker, chief executive officer of Ecolab and bid com-
mittee co-chair. “This unprecedented audience, along with the 
100,000 people who come to experience it in person, will see this 
vibrant, engaged community that celebrates all that winter can be 
when we showcase everything from outdoor activities on Nicollet 
Mall’s Super Bowl Boulevard to an ice palace at the St. Paul Winter 
Carnival. We plan to set the bar high for all northern destinations 
that host the Super Bowl.” 

“I’m most excited by the opportunity to show the world our com-
munity’s remarkable legacy project that will enhance the lives 
of Minnesota’s children and set a precedent for the future of 
the game with a $2 million commitment,” said Marilyn Carlson-
Nelson, former chair and chief executive officer of Carlson 
Companies and bid committee co-chair. “It’s also a joy to know 
that the 29,000 hospitality workers in Minneapolis and many 
more throughout the region will be able to welcome the world 
to our state once again in 2018. The innovation, hospitality and boldness that are Minnesota will leave a mark on the NFL and the 
Super Bowl for many years to come.” 

The game will be held in the new Minnesota Multi-Purpose Stadium, currently under construction and set to open in July 2016. 
The stadium, which will typically seat 65,400, will be expandable to 70,000+ seats for the 2018 Super Bowl. With a clear ETFE roof 
and five of the largest glass pivoting doors in the world, fans will experience an outdoor feel in a climate-controlled environment.

Lester Bagley, the Vikings Executive Vice President-Public Affairs & Stadium Development, led the Vikings efforts to secure Super 
Bowl LII. Bagley worked closely with Vikings ownership, Minnesota’s corporate leaders, hospitality industry and the Stadium 
Authority, and was instrumental in landing the world’s marquee sporting event. 

“Attending fans and the world will see the best of Minnesota – from the sunlit view of downtown Minneapolis through the stadium 
windows to the many activities happening throughout the region,” said Minnesota Sports Facilities Authority Chair Michele Kelm-
Helgen. “The new stadium and adjacent two-block park that is being developed are incredible assets that will offer amazing fan 
experiences.” 

By securing the bid, Minnesota beat contenders New Orleans and Indianapolis, both cities that have hosted successful Super Bowls.

Following the passage of stadium legislation in both the 
Minnesota House and Senate on May 10, 2012, the Vikings 
and the Minnesota Sports Facilities Authority (MSFA) imme-
diately began the design and construction process in order 
to achieve a 2016 stadium opening. Through a public RFP 
process, the two parties jointly selected HKS Sports & 
Entertainment as the stadium architect and Minnesota-
based Mortenson Construction as the construction manager. 
Both have extensive experience in their respective areas with 
professional sports facilities, with HKS having designed 
Cowboys Stadium and Lucas Oil Stadium, and Mortenson 
having built Target Field, TCF Bank Stadium, Xcel Energy 
Center and Target Center.

With the architect and builder on board, the Vikings and the 
MSFA unveiled the new stadium design on May 13, 2013, a 
fitting celebration almost exactly one year after Governor 
Mark Dayton signed the stadium bill into law on May 14, 
2012. The bold, iconic design received high marks from the 
general public and state leaders for its progressive look and 
its openness to the surrounding neighborhoods.

Vikings fans also raved about the new design and the sta-
dium’s unique features, including the largest transparent 
ethylene tetraflouroethylene (ETFE) roof in the nation and 
five of the largest glass pivoting doors in the world that 
will open to the downtown skyline. With the stadium’s 
openness, fans will experience an outdoor feel in a climate-
controlled environment. Vikings fans will also be as close to 
the action as any NFL stadium in the country, with the clos-
est fans sitting just 41.5 feet from the sideline. Seven levels, 
including two general admission concourses with 360-degree 
circulation and various views into the bowl, will be connected 
with escalators, elevators, stairs and a continuous ramp. 
Two of the largest and highest-quality HD video boards in 
the NFL will be located in both the east and west end zones, 
and approximately 2,000 HD flat screen televisions will be 
distributed throughout the concourses.

Groundbreaking for the new 65,000-seat stadium took place 
on December 3, 2013, followed by the demolition of Mall of 
America Field in the spring of 2014. The Vikings will play the 
2014-2015 seasons at the University of Minnesota.

ETFE Q&AETFE Q&A
What is ETFE?
ETFE is a co-polymer resin that is extruded into a thin film. 
Originally created by the space industry, the plastic-like 
material is transparent but can be treated to be translu-
cent, is extremely light-weight, very durable and resistant 
to corrosion. 

What is the life/longevity of ETFE?
ETFE does not degrade with exposure to UV light, atmo-
spheric pollution, harsh chemicals or extreme tempera-
tures. The material has withstood extensive testing within 
extreme environments and is expected to have a 30-50 
year life expectancy while requiring minimal maintenance. 

How does ETFE handle weight/pressure?
Despite its weight (1/100 the weight of glass), ETFE 
handles snow/wind loads very well. In sheet form, it can 
stretch three times its length without losing elasticity. 

How do you clean ETFE?
ETFE systems are extremely low maintenance. The surface 
of the foil is non-stick and non-porous, which allows the 
natural action of rain to clean the surface. Deposits of dirt, 
dust and debris remain unattached and are washed away 
with moisture, meaning ETFE effectively self-cleans with 
virtually no need to clean externally.

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VIKINGS RETURN TO THE ELEMENTS FOR 2014-2015
In May 2013, the University of Minnesota and the Vikings agreed to terms on a Facility Use Agreement that allows the Vikings toIn May 2013, the University of Minnesota and the Vikings agreed to terms on a Facility Use Agreement that allows the Vikings to use 
TCF Bank Stadium for the 2014 and 2015 NFL seasons. The agreement also allows for two additional seasons, if necessary.TCF Bank Stadium for the 2014 and 2015 NFL seasons. The agreement also allows for two additional seasons, if necessary.

The use agreement stipulates that the Vikings will reimburse the University for the $6.6 million in stadium capital improvementThe use agreement stipulates that the Vikings will reimburse the University for the $6.6 million in stadium capital improvements, as 
well as all game-day operational expenses. In addition, the Vikings will pay the University a per-game rent of $250,000 for the 2014 
and 2015 seasons, with minimal increases if additional seasons were to be required. The team will also share $50,000 per game in 
concessions, advertising and sponsorship revenue. In total, the Vikings will pay the University $300,000 per game, with a maximum 
of $3 million for each NFL season. 

The agreement also includes the creation of a Minnesota Vikings Good Neighbor Partnership Fund, which will be established and 
administered through the existing University Good Neighbor Fund. The Vikings will contribute $125,000 per NFL season, a combina-
tion of cash and in-kind contributions, to the Partnership Fund, which will be used to implement tangible and visible projects during 
the years the Vikings play at TCF Bank Stadium. The projects selected must be beneficial to the nearby neighborhoods and busi-
nesses, allow for participation by the Vikings and their partners and be approved by the Vikings. 

The Facility Use Agreement stipulates the following:
Lease Duration/Scheduling Restrictions
• The Vikings are expected to play at TCF Bank Stadium for the 2014 and 2015 seasons, but the agreement allows for use through

the 2017 season with proper notification. 
• A standard NFL season includes 10 football games (two preseason and eight regular season games), plus any home playoff games.
• TCF Bank Stadium will be available for Sunday games as well as for Saturday games when there is not a conflict with a scheduled 

Gopher football home game. The Vikings may play one weeknight game per season when University classes are not in session 
and on a date approved by the University.

• The Vikings will work with the NFL to minimize conflicts with the University’s academic calendar, intercollegiate athletic activities 
and other campus events.

Compensation
• Along with reimbursing the University for all Vikings game day expenses, the team will provide $3 million annually in compensation:
• $250,000 rent per game.
• $50,000 share of concessions, advertising and sponsorship revenue per game.
Capital Improvements
• Certain improvements to TCF Bank Stadium are necessary for winter stadium operation and to meet specific NFL mandates, including:
• Installation of new turf and an appropriate heating element for the playing surface to be determined by Vikings and University officials.
• Installation of heat trace pipe to ensure cold weather plumbing functionality.
• Potential installation of additional temporary seating in the western end zone plaza, subject to approval by the University’s

building code division (number of seats yet to be determined by Vikings and University officials).
• Any necessary modification of existing video platform to meet NFL broadcast requirements.
• Installation of additional insulation in various locations around TCF Bank Stadium.
• Build-out storage space within TCF Bank Stadium.
Alcohol Sales
• Alcohol sales and consumption will be allowed in TCF Bank Stadium on Vikings game days, subject to Board of Regents policies

and restrictions.
Tailgating
• Tailgating will be allowed in parking lots designated by the University under the same rules in effect for University football game days.

foot, state-of-the-art Preview Center is designed to give Vikings fans their first look at the future game experience within the new 
stadium set to open in July 2016. The interactive space, the largest ever built by an NFL team, overlooks the stadium construction 
site and includes a custom-filmed experiential player tunnel and Vikings locker room experience, two authentic Suite build-outs, a 
24-seat Club seating section, 37 high-definition televisions and seven interactive kiosks. The center also contains a 100:1 scale city-
scape model and a 25:1 scale detailed architectural stadium model. In picking out their seat locations, fans have the opportunity to 
see 360-degree panaromic views from 275 vantage points within the stadium.

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Rick Spielman enters his 3rd season as Vikings General 
Manager for 2014, his 9th season with the club and the 24th 
season he has worked in the NFL. The Vikings enter 2014 with 
progress and change as central themes. Spielman directed the 
search that hired veteran defensive mind Mike Zimmer as the 
9th head coach in franchise history. The squad will be playing for 
2 seasons at TCF Bank Stadium on the campus of the University 
of Minnesota as construction is in progress on a new stadium in 
downtown Minneapolis. 

Spielman assumed the Vikings’ Vice President of Player 
Personnel role on May 30, 2006 and directed scouting, free 
agency and draft preparations for the club before taking on his 
new role for 2012. Spielman has climbed the ranks of NFL per-
sonnel departments with Detroit, Chicago and Miami, ascend-
ing to General Manager of the Dolphins for the 2004 season. 
Spielman’s tenure with all 3 franchises has been highlighted 
by drafting impact players throughout the seven rounds and 
making key trades and free agency acquisitions. Spielman’s 
teams have won 5 divisional titles and advanced to the playoffs 
9 times.   

The Vikings have drafted players who have made immediate 
impacts on the club under Spielman’s direction. The team has 
used 11 picks in the 1st round since Spielman joined the club to 
select Adrian Peterson (2007), Percy Harvin (2008), Christian 
Ponder (2011), Matt Kalil (2012), Harrison Smith (2012), Sharrif 
Floyd (2013), Xavier Rhodes (2013),  Cordarrelle Patterson (2013), 
Anthony Barr (2014) and Teddy Bridgewater (2014). Of those 
drafted 2007-13, all 8 were starters in their rookie seasons, 6-of-
the-8 were All-Rookie selections, 4-of-the-8 were Pro Bowlers 
as rookies with Peterson and Harvin each named Offensive 
Rookie of the Year and Patterson was a 1st-Team Associated 
Press All-Pro, only the 2nd rookie position player in team history 
to achieve the honor, joining Randy Moss in 1998. 

Since Spielman began directing the Vikings drafts and per-
sonnel from 2007-14, the Vikings drafted 7 players (Peterson, 
Rice, Harvin, Rudolph, Walsh, Kalil, Patterson), signed 2 as 
free agents (Brett Favre, Jerome Felton) and acquired 1 in trade 
(Jared Allen) who have gone on to earn Pro Bowl honors.  Under 
Spielman’s drafting, a total of 9 Vikings have earned All-Rookie 
honors.

In 2013, the Vikings had 3 picks in the 1st round for only the 
2nd time in team history, joining the 1967 Vikings draft class, 
and became the 1st NFL team with 3 picks in the 1st round since 
2001. The Vikings have had multiple 1st-round picks in 2012, ‘13 
and ‘14, the 1st time in team history to achieve the feat and the 
Vikings 7 selections in the 1st round is the most in the NFL over 
that 3-year span, ahead of Cleveland and St. Louis with 5 each. 

In 2013, Patterson re-wrote the Vikings and NFL record books 
and showcased his unique play-making ability. He tied an NFL 
record for the longest play in league history and notched the 
longest KO return in NFL history with a 109-yard score vs. Green 
Bay (10/27/13), had another 105t KR on the opening kickoff at 
Chicago (9/15/13) in only his 2nd career game, set the Vikings 
record with a 32.4 avg. on KO returns for the season and tied the 
team record with 2 KOR TDs in a season.

The 2012 Vikings relied heavily on contributions from the 
rookie class and newly-acquired free agents. The Vikings rook-
ies set a team record when 5 (Kalil, Smith, Robinson, Ellison, 
Wright) started vs. Chicago (12/9/12). Rookie 6th-rounder Blair 
Walsh kicked his way into the club and NFL record books en 
route to All-Pro, Pro Bowl and All-Rookie honors, setting an 
NFL record by hitting 10 FGs of 50+ yards and broke the Vikings 
rookie scoring record with 141 points. Free agent FB Jerome 

Felton earned 2nd-Team All-Pro honors from the Associated 
Press and a Pro Bowl trip after clearing traffic for Peterson to 
post a season for the ages as he ran for 2,097 yards to finish 9 
yards short of the NFL single-season record.   

 In 2008 the Vikings engineered a pre-draft trade to land 
Allen from Kansas City, who has earned All-Pro and Pro Bowl 
honors in 2008 and 2009. The club signed Favre as a free agent 
entering 2009 and the veteran QB directed one of the most 
exciting seasons in team history and set career-bests in several 
offensive categories. The 2009 Vikings boasted an NFL-best 10 
players who earned Pro Bowl honors. 

The Vikings ability to identify talent throughout the draft 
was evidenced in 2009 when all 5 players selected went on to 
start a game during their rookie season, including All-Rookie 
honoree OT Phil Loadholt and Harvin.

 He began his NFL career as a scout with Detroit in 1990 and 
worked with the club in college scouting for 5 seasons before 
adding pro scouting duties in 1995 and ’96. He moved to Director 
of Pro Personnel for the Bears from 1997-99 before joining the 
Dolphins in 2000 as Vice President of Player Personnel. He was 
promoted in 2002 to Senior Vice President-Football Operations/
Player Personnel and eventually General Manager in 2004. 
Spielman left the Dolphins during the 2005 off-season and 
worked with ESPN as an NFL analyst before joining the Vikings.  
While with Miami for 5 seasons, the team had a winning record 
4 times, won the AFC East in 2000 and went to the playoffs 
in 2000 and 2001 but missed the playoffs in 2002 and 2003 
despite 9-7 and 10-6 records respectively. 

Spielman got his first taste of NFL personnel analysis as a 
college scout with Detroit from 1990-94 and added pro scouting 
responsibilities for his final 2 seasons (1995-96) in the Motor 
City. The Lions enjoyed one of the finest stretches in franchise 
history in the early 1990s, winning a pair of NFC Central titles in 
1991 and 1993 and the team advanced to the playoffs in 1991, 
’93, ’94 and ’95. The trio of consecutive post-season berths was 
a first for the team. The 1991 team set a franchise record with a 
12-4 regular season mark, hosted and won a playoff game for 
the first time since 1957 and advanced to the NFC Championship 
Game against Washington, losing out on the chance to play in 
Super Bowl XXVI at the Metrodome. 

Following Spielman’s playing career at Southern Illinois 
from 1983-86 he was invited to training camp with the San 
Diego Chargers (1987) and Lions (1988). As a collegiate player, 
Spielman was a 1st-Team All-Gateway Conference honoree 
as a junior and part of the 1983 NCAA Division I-AA national 
championship team as a redshirt freshman. His younger brother, 
Chris, was a Pro Bowl LB and a 2nd-round pick of the Lions 
in 1988. He played 11 NFL seasons with Detroit (1988-95) and 
Buffalo (1996-98).  

Spielman has a bachelor’s degree from Southern Illinois 
and a master’s from Ohio State. He and his wife, Michele, have 
been active with children’s charities. The couple has adopted six 
children, Juan, Luis, Ronnie, J.D., Omie and Whitney.

RICK SPIELMAN

EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT & GENERAL MANAGER
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Lester Bagley brings more than two decades of public affairs 
and communications experience to his role as the Vikings 
Executive Vice President - Public Affairs & Stadium Development. 
Currently in his 10th year, Bagley oversees the team’s public rela-
tions, public affairs, community relations and charitable giving 
initiatives. In 2014, Bagley led the Vikings efforts to secure Super 
Bowl LII for Minnesota in February 2018. 

In May of 2012, Bagley led the organization to its biggest 
victory off the field when he helped secure financing for a new 
publicly-owned and operated stadium for the State of Minnesota 
and the Vikings. In an extremely difficult political environment 
and economy, Bagley led the public discussion and advocacy 
effort on behalf of the Vikings. With Bagley’s guidance, a coali-
tion of elected officials, Vikings fans and business, labor and 
community leaders organized to advance the stadium issue at 
the Minnesota Capitol. On May 10, 2012, the House and Senate 
passed legislation to construct a $975 million multi-purpose 
stadium in Minneapolis. Just days later on May 14, Governor 
Mark Dayton signed the bill into law. For his significant role, 
Bagley was honored alongside Governor Dayton and stadium bill 
authors Senator Julie Rosen and Representative Morrie Lanning 
with the “Public Policy Achievement (Sports)” award as part of 
Minnesota’s Leaders in Public Policy 2012.

The passage of the stadium bill not only secured the team in 
Minnesota but also gave Vikings fans a premier venue to watch 
their team beginning in the 2016 NFL season. Along with Vikings 
football, the multi-purpose facility has been designed to host 
national and international events, including NCAA basketball, 
a Super Bowl and concerts, as well as high school and amateur 
sports and other community events. Even before the stadium’s 
doors open for the first time, Minnesota secured Super Bowl LII 
in February 2018 and has been named a finalist for a future NCAA 
Final Four in 2017-20.

On May 22, 2014, Minnesota scored a major upset by securing 
Super Bowl LII in 2018. Bagley and the Vikings led the state’s 
efforts to win the campaign to land the world’s marquee sporting 
event for Minnesota.

The stadium project has also served as a catalyst to redevelop 
the Downtown East neighborhood of Minneapolis. Adjacent to 
the site will be a nearly $600 million development that will 
include two 17-story office towers, a hotel, retail space, apart-

ments and a two-block city park that will serve as programmable 
space on Vikings game days. 

As part of the Vikings stadium team, Bagley continues to  
work closely with the five-member Minnesota Sports Facilities 
Authority to ensure that a world-class facility is constructed for 
the State, the team and Vikings fans. Ground breaking took place 
in December 2013, followed by the Metrodome’s destruction in 
spring 2014.  

Over the past several years, Bagley has been instrumental 
in the Wilf ownership group’s efforts to enhance the Vikings 
presence in the Minneapolis-St. Paul community and through-
out the State. In addition to overseeing all Vikings communi-
cations efforts, Bagley plays a leadership role in the Vikings 
Children’s Fund. He developed the Vikings “You Made the Team” 
Community Tour, that has connected the team with Vikings fans 
and charitable causes throughout Minnesota. Bagley also served 
as a co-chair of the Vikings London Task Force, as the organiza-
tion strengthened its global brand by taking on the Pittsburgh 
Steelers in London’s Wembley Stadium on September 29, 2013. 

Before joining the Vikings, Bagley operated Bagley Public 
Affairs from 1999-2005. The Minneapolis firm specialized in 
issues management, public relations and public affairs. From 
1993-99, Bagley served as associate director and helped lead the 
Minnesota Business Partnership, the public policy organization 
comprised of the chief executive officers of 100 of Minnesota’s 
largest companies. He also spent five years working in public 
affairs and public relations in Washington, D.C.

A native of Barron, WI, Bagley began college at the University 
of Minnesota before graduating from the University of California 
at Los Angeles (UCLA) with a bachelor’s degree in political science. 
He served as a White House intern and studied at the University 
of Oxford during his undergraduate days. 

Bagley currently sits on the boards of the Public Affairs 
Council, Athletes Committed to Educating Students (ACES), the 
Minneapolis Regional Chamber of Commerce, Meet Minneapolis 
and the Vikings Children’s Fund. 

Bagley’s wife, Wendy, who has a bachelor’s degree from the 
College of St. Catherine, has held several prominent positions in 
state government, including serving three successive Minnesota 
Governors.

Groundbreaking took place on the new publicly-owned and operated stadium for the State of Minnesota and the Vikings in 
December 2013. The venue will host Super Bowl LII in February 2018 and is a finalist for an NCAA Final Four.   
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In his 14th season with the Vikings, Steve LaCroix serves as 
the team’s Executive Vice President & Chief Marketing Officer. 
LaCroix oversees all aspects of Vikings-generated revenues.  
He also leads the team’s radio and television programming, 
websites, digital and social media initiatives, merchandise and 
e-commerce operations, community and special events, mar-
keting partnerships, advertising, branding, promotions, graphic 
design, fan relations and game day activities. LaCroix’s sales and 
marketing team will be responsible for the transition of fans, 
corporate partners and the Vikings game-day experience to TCF 
Bank Stadium located on the University of Minnesota campus 
over the next two years.

Following the passage of stadium legislation in 2012, LaCroix 
immediately began a significant role on the Vikings stadium 
team, assisting with the design and construction process. He is 
also directing all sales, marketing and revenue-generating initia-
tives for the new facility set to open in 2016, including pursuing 
Naming Rights, Founding Partnerships, technology solutions 
and brand integration opportunities for the facility as well as 

overseeing multiple new offerings related to season tickets, 
premium seating, club seats and suites located in the stadium. 
Together with Van Wagner Sports & Entertainment, the third 
party assisting the Vikings in the sales process, LaCroix devel-
oped and managed the opening of the New Stadium Preview 
Center and its adjacent downtown offices. The Preview Center is 
a 7,500 square-foot interactive space, designed to give Vikings 
fans their first detailed look at the new stadium and the future 
game experience, is the largest ever built by an NFL team and 
overlooks the stadium construction site. LaCroix and the Vikings 
continue to explore all avenues to ensure the new stadium pro-
vides the premier fan experience for Vikings fans.

LaCroix has led a variety of additional new initiatives, includ-
ing the team’s introduction of an enhanced Norseman logo 
and new uniforms in 2013, the second uniform change under 
LaCroix’s leadership. The club has also brought radio and televi-
sion broadcast rights in-house and started year-round weekly 
television and radio programming. The Vikings have had multiple 
full re-designs of vikings.com and opened Vikings Locker Room 

Rob Brzezinski enters his 22nd season in the NFL and 16th 
with the Minnesota Vikings in 2014. Brzezinski provides the 
Vikings broad-based management expertise and the value of 
being one of the most experienced NFL executives in the modern 
(post 1992) Collective Bargaining Agreement era. 

Brzezinski has been with teams that have finished .500 or 
better in 15 of his 21 NFL seasons and 10 playoff seasons.

The Vikings benefit from Brzezinski’s extensive knowledge 
and strategic salary cap management and a philosophy that has 
aided in the retention of core players, the addition of key free 
agents and the overall talent and depth of the team. Brzezinski’s 
role as lead negotiator on high-profile contracts during his career 
has included 20 first-round draft picks and landmark deals 
for such players as Randy Moss, Daunte Culpepper, Antoine 
Winfield, Steve Hutchinson, Kevin Williams, Jared Allen, Brett 
Favre, and Adrian Peterson. Brzezinski has negotiated contracts 
during his career totaling more than $1 billion.

Brzezinski joined the Vikings in 1999 as Director of Football 
Administration and was promoted to Vice President of Football 
Administration in 2001. He was elevated to his current position 
as Executive Vice President of Football Operations in 2014.  

Prior to joining the Vikings, Brzezinski spent 6 seasons 
(1993-98) with Miami where he rose to Staff Counsel/Salary Cap. 

Brzezinski was actively involved in the Vikings 2014 Head 
Coaching search and works closely with General Manager Rick 
Spielman and Head Coach Mike Zimmer on all football-related 
matters and strategic planning. Brzezinski’s key responsibilities 
include salary cap management, negotiation of player con-
tracts, football operations/administration and CBA compliance. 
Brzezinski also oversees the Vikings’ Information Technology 

Department and has represented the Vikings at NFL meetings.   
Brzezinski has extensive NFL management experience, has 

worked as the top football executive, and has experience in 
managing the business operations of an NFL franchise and, 
while in Minnesota, transformed a substantial salary cap deficit 
into a long-term competitive advantage. Brzezinski has had the 
privilege of working for some of the most successful and deco-
rated head coaches in NFL history, including Don Shula, Jimmy 
Johnson and Dennis Green.   

Brzezinski is a member of the NFL Management Council’s 
Club Services Committee, which has developed new technology 
and systems for player contract reporting, salary cap manage-
ment and information management. In 2004 Brzezinski was 
invited to participate in the NFL-Stanford Program for Managers 
at the Stanford Graduate School of Business, an NFL program to 
promote development of leaders within the League.  

In Miami, Brzezinski assisted in managing business affairs,
salary cap administration, player contract negotiations, opera-
tions and legal affairs. In his tenure, the Dolphins compiled a 
55-41 regular-season record and made the playoffs four times.  

Brzezinski earned degrees from Nova Southeastern 
University in Fort Lauderdale, a Juris Doctorate in 1995 and a 
Bachelor of Science in education in 1992. In addition, Brzezinski 
is a member of the Florida Bar. Brzezinski and his wife, Leah, 
who has earned a doctoral degree in education, have 5 children: 

The Brzezinski family, who reside 
in Edina, founded a school in 2014 in Minnesota dedicated to 
educating students who are twice exceptional and are very active 
in the community raising money and awareness for adoption-
related causes.

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Currently in his 16th season with the Vikings, Steve Poppen 
serves as the team’s Executive Vice President & Chief Financial 
Officer. In his role, Poppen is responsible for all financial aspects 
of the team, including business planning, budgeting, day-to-day 
financial and administrative operations, human resources, facili-
ties, and new stadium project financing. 

For several years Poppen played a lead role in the Vikings 
attempts to pass new stadium legislation, an exhaustive effort 
that culminated with Governor Mark Dayton signing the sta-
dium bill into law on May 14, 2012. Since the passage of stadium 
legislation, Poppen continues to serve on the Vikings stadium 
team, assisting with the design and construction process and 
helping negotiate the team’s use agreement, as well as other 
documents governing the construction and operation of the new 
publicly-owned facility. Poppen also oversees the Vikings efforts 
to finance the $477 million team/private commitment to the 
project. In 2013, he helped secure NFL approval for $200 million in 
loans as part of the team contribution, a significant step forward 
for the stadium project. 

The passage of the stadium bill not only secured the team in 
Minnesota but also gave Vikings fans a premier venue to watch 
their team beginning in the 2016 NFL season. Along with Vikings 
football, the multi-purpose facility has been designed to host 
national and international events, including NCAA basketball, 
a Super Bowl and concerts, as well as high school and amateur 
sports and other community events. Even before the stadium’s 
doors open for the first time, Minnesota secured Super Bowl LII 
in February 2018 and has been named a finalist for a future NCAA 
Final Four in 2017-20.

A native of Watertown, SD, Poppen spent eight years as 
a Certified Public Accountant in the business assurance group 
of PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP in Kansas City before joining 

the Vikings. In 2006, Poppen participated in the NFL-Stanford 
Program for Managers at the Stanford Graduate School of 
Business, a program developed by the NFL to promote growth 
of leaders within the League. Poppen helped engineer dramatic 
renovations to Winter Park during the 2006 offseason that fea-
tured a total remake of the locker room and equipment facilities 
and an upgrade of the athletic training areas. In 2009, he joined 
the NFL’s Green Committee to enhance environmental aware-
ness among clubs and  has been key in the Vikings Planet Purple 
initiatives to operate the franchise in a more Earth-friendly way. 

Poppen received his bachelor’s degree in accounting from 
Evangel University in Springfield, MO, in 1991. An active member 
of his community, Poppen served on the board of Minnesota 
Adult and Teen Challenge, a faith-based drug and alcohol reha-
bilitation program for Minnesota adults and teens, from 2002-
2012. Poppen sits on the Executive Committee of the Minneapolis 
Downtown Council and Downtown Improvement District board, 
an organization promoting business development in downtown 
Minneapolis, and he holds a position with the Minnesota State 
Fair Foundation board of directors, including serving as the 
chair of the Audit Committee. The State Fair Foundation was 
created to preserve and improve the historic Minnesota State 
Fair buildings and grounds and support State Fair educational, 
scientific and agricultural programs. Poppen also served on the 
Entertainment Subcommittee of the Downtown 2025 working 
group of Minneapolis civic and business leaders focused on a 
progressive future for downtown. 

Poppen and his wife, Christy, who holds a bachelor’s degree 
in elementary education from Evangel, have four children – 
Natalie, Andrew, Nathan and Avery. The Poppen family resides 
in Chanhassen. 

Fans have been 
treated to the introduction of Viktor the Viking, the official team 
mascot, and the Skol Line drum line. Under LaCroix, the Vikings 
sellout streak reached 144 games at Mall of America Field.

Also included in LaCroix’s accomplishments is the launch 
of the Vikings Entertainment Network (VEN) in 2009. LaCroix 
helped take VEN to the next level with a first-class production 
studio at Winter Park, which was unveiled during the 2010 
season and plays host to weekly TV and radio shows throughout 
the year. The studio is the home for Vikings-exclusive content 
creation for vikings.com. 

LaCroix has served on the NFL Club Business Working Group 
comprised of eight club executives to help shape strategies for 
implementing league and club initiatives. LaCroix has served for 
several years on the Steering Committee of the National Sports 
Forum, the sports industry’s leading annual conference. 

LaCroix’s charitable involvement includes serving as 
Treasurer of the Vikings Children’s Fund, which has raised and 
distributed over $10 million since 1978. LaCroix also serves on 
the Local Advisory Board of Clear Channel, as well as the Board of 
Directors of Hunger Related Events/Taste of the NFL, a national 
hunger relief organization and the recently launched Minnesota 
chapter of Positive Coaching Alliance, a national non-profit 
working to transform the culture of youth sports with a mission 
to develop “Better Athletes, Better People” across the state.

Prior to joining the Vikings, LaCroix worked as the Director 

of Sponsorship Sales for Pacers Sports and Entertainment 
in Indianapolis, IN, from 1999-00. His main responsibili-
ties included overseeing the corporate sales efforts for the 
National Basketball Association’s Indiana Pacers, the WNBA’s 
Indiana Fever and other sports and entertainment events held 
at Conseco Fieldhouse, for which he negotiated the naming 
rights deal.  Conseco Fieldhouse (recently renamed Bankers Life 
Fieldhouse) is widely considered one of the premier venues in 
the NBA and elevated the Pacers into the top third of the league 
in local revenue, despite being the NBA’s fifth-smallest market.  
LaCroix’s tenure with Pacers Sports & Entertainment began in 
1991 as an intern in ticket sales.

LaCroix earned his bachelor’s degree at the University of 
Iowa and his master’s at Western Illinois University.

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Kevin Warren has an extensive background in athletics and 
unique perspective in professional sports, law, and business, 
which have been instrumental to the Wilf family ownership 
group for the entire 10 seasons of their stewardship of the 
Minnesota Vikings.

In  2014, Warren enters his 16th season in the NFL and his 
10th season with the Vikings. Warren is the Vikings’ Executive 
Vice President - Legal Affairs & Chief Administrative Officer, 
with responsibility for various day-to-day business, operational 
and administrative issues, legal affairs, strategic planning, 
human resources, and special projects, while also serving as 
a member of the Vikings’ internal stadium development deal 
team and representing the Vikings at NFL meetings. Warren 
is the highest-ranking African-American executive working on 
the business side for a team in the NFL. In September of 2013, 
Warren’s reputation and NFL experience were recognized when 
he was named a member of the NFL Committee on Workplace 
Diversity, which is committed to enhancing and promoting 
diversity at every level of the NFL.

Prior to joining the Vikings, during 2003-05, Warren worked 
with the international law firm of Greenberg Traurig, which 
included working with the Wilf ownership group during their 
acquisition of the Vikings. Warren spent 2001-03 with the 
Detroit Lions as Senior Vice President of Business Operations 
& General Counsel. While working with the Lions, he was 
recognized by Crain’s Detroit Business on their  “40  Under 
40”  list, recognizing the top 40 Detroit business leaders 
under the age of 40. Prior to joining the Vikings’ NFC North 
rivals in Detroit, Warren worked from 1997-2001 with the St. 
Louis Rams, including the Rams’ Super Bowl XXXIV World 
Championship victory over the Tennessee Titans. During his 
tenure with St. Louis, Warren served as Vice President of 
Football Administration in 2001 after working as Vice President 
of Player Programs & Football Legal Counsel from 1997-2000.

Following his graduation from Notre Dame Law School, 
Warren’s first exposure to sports law came when he worked 
with current Southeastern Conference Commissioner Mike 
Slive and sports attorney Mike Glazier at a law firm special-
izing in representing universities charged with NCAA viola-
tions. Warren also later worked as a sports and entertainment 
attorney/agent, representing various professional athletes, 
entertainers and broadcasters as the founder of Kevin Warren 
and Associates.

Warren’s involvement in athletics helped pave the way 
for his successful career. As a freshman on the University of 
Pennsylvania basketball team, Warren was a member of the 
Quakers’ Ivy League championship team in 1982. A native of 
Tempe, AZ, Warren subsequently enrolled at Grand Canyon 
University in Phoenix, where he earned his undergraduate 
degree. While at Grand Canyon, he excelled both in the class-
room and on the basketball court. Warren scored 1,118 points 
during his career at Grand Canyon and earned GTE/CoSida 
Academic All-America as a senior along with NAIA Academic 
All-America honors and NAIA District 7 Basketball Team honors 
as both a junior and senior. Warren holds three 4th place GCU 
basketball records, including, career points per game average 
(20.0), single season points per game average (23.3), and single 
scoring game (42).  In March 2012, Warren was inducted into 
the Grand Canyon University Athletics Hall of Fame, the 16th 
individual inducted and only the 5th basketball player to earn 
the prestigious honor in the University’s 63-year history.

Warren earned his bachelor’s degree in business admin-
istration from  Grand Canyon University in 1986, his mas-

ter’s degree in business administration from Arizona State 
University in 1988, and his Juris Doctorate degree from the 
University of Notre Dame School of Law in 1990.  Warren is 
licensed with the State Bar of Kansas, Michigan, Minnesota 
(House Counsel-Rule 10), and the District of Columbia.

Several members of Warren’s family have helped fuel his 
life-long passion for sports, including his father, the late Dr. 
Morrison Warren, Sr., who played professional football for the 
Brooklyn Dodgers in 1948 during the era of the All-American 
Football Conference, before the league was merged with the 
NFL. The senior Warren would go on to be the first African-
American President of a major college bowl game when he 
was named President of the 1982 Fiesta Bowl. Warren’s oldest 
brother, Morrison, Jr., was one of the first African-American 
scholarship athletes at Stanford, playing football for the 
Cardinal in the early 1960’s, before a severe knee injury cut 
short his promising athletic career.

An active member of the Twin Cities community, Warren 
served on the United Way Board of Directors from 2007-
10, has served on the Page Education Foundation Board 
of Directors since 2006, and the University of Minnesota’s 
Medical Foundation Board of Directors since 2010. Since 2012, 
Warren has been a member of the Notre Dame Law School 
Advisory Council, the Benilde-St. Margaret High School Board 
of Directors and the Grand Canyon Education, Inc. (NASDAQ: 
LOPE) Board of Directors. He has also served on the University 
of Minnesota’s Medicine and Health Board of Overseers since 
2013.  Warren was recognized by Twin Cities Business Journal in 
2006 as a Minority Business Leader, and he is a life member of 
the Fiesta Bowl Board of Directors. Additionally, following the 
2008, 2009, and 2012 NFL seasons, Warren was a recipient of 
the Fritz Pollard Alliance “Salute to Excellence” Award. Warren 
is also Of Counsel at Norton Rose Fulbright, a 3,800 lawyer 
international law firm with 54 offices across six continents.

Warren and his wife, Greta, who holds a bachelor’s degree 
from Kansas State University, have a daughter, Peri, and a son, 
Powers. The Warren family resides in Chanhassen, MN.

The following excerpt explains the early stages early stages early  of the of the of  Vikings franchise as chronicled in the
Minnesota Vikings 1961 Press, Radio, TV Guide: TV Guide: TV

Twin Cities football enthusiasts began their quest for professional football some 12 years
ago, and it was on January 28, 1960, that their efforts were culminated with the announce-
ment – from Miami, Florida, where the National Football League owners were in session- that
Minnesota was being granted a franchise for 1961. At the same meeting, Dallas was accepted
to start play in 1960.

The franchise was granted just ten days after E. William Boyer, president of the
Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, had made an official presentation to the league on
behalf of statewide Minnesota interests.

Besides Boyer in the founding group were: Max Winter, promoter and restauranteur,
H.P. Skoglund, president of North American Life and Casualty Company; Ole Haugsrud,
Duluth businessman, and the Northwest Publications, Inc., publishers of the St. Paul
Dispatch and Pioneer Press, through its president, Bernard H. Ridder. Jr.

They decided to start with an original outlay of one million dollars, of which the
Minneapolis sources would put up $600,000; St. Paul $300,000 and Duluth, representing
the rest of the state, $100,000.

Upon acquiring a franchise, the group hired Joe Thomas, former scout with the Los Angeles Rams, to scout the country in
preparation for the 1961 draft meeting, and went on a nationwide search to find a general manager. This ended with the selection
of Bert E. Rose, who was at the time the public relations director for the Rams. From September, 1960, when Rose reported,
until July, 1961, such details as hiring a coaching and front-office staff, contracting for radio and television, establishing a ticket
operation, drafting, selecting and signing players, and many more, have - or will be- accomplished in order to put the Vikings
on the field in 1961.

PART OF THE FABRIC OF MINNESOTA SINCE 1961

The Vikings arrival in Minnesota in 1961 was greeted with excitement from the sports and business community. The Minneapolis 
Chamber of Commerce welcomed members of the club as they prepared to take the field for the first time.

Mike Zimmer was hired as the 9th Head Coach in Vikings 
history on January 15, 2014. A veteran defensive coordinator, 
Zimmer enters his 21st season on an NFL sideline, the past 14 
working as defensive coordinator for Cincinnati (2008-13), At-
lanta (2007) and Dallas (2000-06). 

Zimmer has been a part of 11 playoff teams in his NFL ten-
ure and teams that have won 7 Division titles. He coached the 
Cowboys DBs when the team won Super Bowl XXX over Pitts-
burgh after the 1995 season. Since 2009, Zimmer’s Bengals 
defenses ranked in the NFL’s top 10 in total defense 4 times, 
climbing to #3 in 2013. Since 2011, the Bengals ranked #2 in 
the NFL with 139 sacks (46.3 per season) and have allowed 18.8 
points per game, ranking #4 in the NFL in points allowed. The 
2013 Bengals posted 20 INTs, the 5th-best mark in the NFL. 

Zimmer’s arrival in Cincinnati for the 2008 season signaled 
a franchise turnaround on the defensive side of the ball. The 
Bengals notched top-10 defensive rankings in 2009, ’11, ’12 and 
’13 after only cracking the NFL’s top 10 once in 18 seasons prior 
to Zimmer joining the team. During his tenure, Zimmer coached 
Geno Atkins as he became one of the top DTs in the NFL, earn-
ing consensus All-Pro honors in 2012 and Pro Bowl berths in 
2011 and 2012. In 2013, LB Vontaze Burfict continued his rise 
from an undrafted rookie free agent in 2012 to a Pro Bowler in 
2013. Atkins became the 1st Bengals defensive lineman since 
Tim Krumrie in 1988 to earn a Pro Bowl trip and Burfict was the 
1st Bengals LB to be honored since Jim LeClair in 1976. Over the 
2012 and 2013 seasons, the Bengals had 4 different players earn 
AFC Defensive Player of the Week honors- Michael Johnson, 
Carlos Dunlap, Atkins and Burfict. 

Zimmer led top-10 defenses for Dallas in both a 4-3 and 3-4 
scheme. The 2003 Cowboys defense ranked #1 in the NFL with 
only 253.3 yards per game allowed. During Zimmer’s tenure in 
Dallas as DBs coach (1994-99) and Defensive Coordinator (2000-
06) the team ranked in the top 5 of NFL scoring defense a total 
of 6 times. The 1995 Cowboys hoisted the Lombardi Trophy in 
Super Bowl XXX with a win over Pittsburgh and one of Zim-

mer’s pupils, CB Larry Brown, won the Super Bowl MVP award 
with a pair of INTs in the game.  Brown is 1 of only 3 DBs to earn 
Super Bowl MVP honors in the history of the game. 

Before moving to the NFL ranks, Zimmer spent 15 seasons 
coaching at the collegiate level. He spent his final 5 seasons 
in the college ranks as defensive coordinator at Washington 
State from 1989-93. Zimmer was at Weber State from 1981-88, 
serving as defensive coordinator from 1983-88. He entered the 
coaching profession at Missouri where he served as an assistant 
from 1979-80. 

Zimmer played QB and later LB at Illinois State, earning a 
degree in physical education. He has 3 children, son Adam and 
daughters Corri and Marki. Adam is coaching the Vikings LBs 
after having spent time with Kansas City, New Orleans and Cin-
cinnati as an assistant LBs and DBs coach. The father-son duo 
has both earned Super Bowl titles with Adam’s coming follow-
ing the 2009 season when the Saints won Super Bowl XLIV over 
Indianapolis. Coaching is a family tradition with the Zimmers as 
Mike’s father, Bill, earned Illinois Hall of Fame honors as a prep 
football and wrestling coach. Zimmer played football, baseball 
and wrestled at Lockport Township High School in suburban 
Chicago. Both Bill and Mike Zimmer have been inducted into the 
Lockport Hall of Fame and Bill is also in the Bradley University 
(Peoria, IL) Hall of Fame. 

Vikki Zimmer, Mike’s wife of 27 years, passed away in Cin-
cinnati on October 8, 2009. The Pro Football Writers of America 
recognized Zimmer overcoming the tragedy and the Bengals #4 
ranked defense playing a key role in winning then AFC North 
title by voting him the winner of the Halas Award for the sea-
son, an annual award presented to the individual in the NFL 
that overcame the most adversity to succeed.

In his tenure as an NFL Defensive Coordinator, Mike Zimmer’s 
units have ranked in the NFL’s top 10 in yards allowed 7 times 
and have ranked in the top 10 of points allowed in the NFL 5 
times. Zimmer’s Dallas unit in 2003 had the NFL’s #1-ranked 
defense in yards. In the past 3 seasons (2011-13) Zimmer’s 
Bengals have ranked in the top of yards and points allowed 
each season as the team has advanced to the playoffs 3 
straight times. Prior to Zimmer’s arrival in Cincinnati in 2008, 
the Bengals defense had only cracked the NFL’s top 10 dur-
ing 1 season in the previous 18. The 2013 Bengals ranked #3 
and #4 respectively in yards and points in the NFL, but led 
the AFC in both. Dallas had the #1-ranked defense in yards 
allowed in Zimmer’s debut season of 1994 when he coached 
the Cowboys DBs and he had the NFL’s #1-ranked passing 
defense in 1994 and 1997 with the Cowboys.

In his one season with Atlanta, Zimmer coordinated the
Faclons defense and oversaw top individual performances
from CB DeAngelo Hall with 5 INTs and DE John Abraham
with 10.0 sacks.

1989-93     Washington State University
Zimmer spent 5 seasons directing the defense at Washington
State, following Mike Price as he moved to take over the
Cougars program. In 1992 the Cougars notched a 9-3 record and
won the Copper Bowl over Utah. The bowl game was the 3rd for
Washington State since the 1930 season and started a run of 5
bowl berths in 10 years for the school.

1979-80    University of Missouri
Zimmer got his first taste of coaching at Missouri, helping the
Tigers to 7-5 and 8-4 marks respectively and earning berths in
the Hall of Fame Bowl and Liberty Bowl.

2014-     Minnesota Vikings
Mike Zimmer was named the 9th head coach in Vikings his-
tory on January 15, 2014. Entering his 21st season on an NFL
sideline and 36th in the coaching profession, Zimmer’s track
record is as a motivator and mentor who gets the most out of
each of his players to reach their potential.

1994-06     Dallas Cowboys
Serving as secondary coach from 1994-99 and defensive coor-
dinator from 2000-06, Zimmer tutored some of the top
defensive players in the NFL and earned a ring in Super Bowl
XXX over Pittsburgh. Zimmer coached under Barry Switzer,
Dave Campo, Chan Gailey and Bill Parcells, working as coor-
dinator under Gailey and Parcells. In 2003, Zimmer led the
Dallas defense to the #1 ranking in the NFL and the Cowboys
advanced to the playoffs 7 times in his 13 seasons.

1981-88    Weber State University
Zimmer joined the Weber State staff under head coach Mike
Price as a position coach and was promoted to defensive coor-
dinator after 2 seasons. While at Weber he coached Robb Akey,
who would later join him on the Vikings coaching staff, and
coached with current Vikings DL coach Andre Patterson. The
1987 squad tied for the Big Sky Conference title and advanced
to the 2nd round of the Division I-AA playoffs.

2008-13     Cincinnati Bengals
Helped Bengals resurgence that helped team make the play-
offs in 4 of his 6 seasons, including three consecutive from
2011-13. The Bengals won the AFC North in 2009 and 2013.

George Edwards makes his Vikings debut in 2014 as the De-
fensive Coordinator. This will be Edwards’ 3rd stint as an NFL 
Defensive Coordinator after working in Washington (2003) and 
Buffalo (2010-2011) in the same capacity. The 2014 season will 
be Edwards’ 17th season in the NFL and 24th season as a coach, 
all spent on the defensive side of the ball.   

Edwards returned to Miami for his second stint as LBs coach 
for the 2012 and 2013 seasons. In both seasons, Edwards saw 
2 starting LBs with at least 100+ tackles. In 2013, newcomers 
Philip Wheeler (118) and Dannell Ellerbe (101) finished 1st and 
3rd on the team in tackles, respectively. Karlos Dansby (133) led 
the team in 2012 with Kevin Burnett (110) finishing 2nd in team 
tackles. The Dolphins rush defense ranked 13th in the NFL in 
2012. 

Edwards served as Defensive Coordinator with the Buffalo 
Bills in 2010 and 2011. While with the Bills, Edwards led a base 
3-4 defense, however the unit was flexible and played out of 
multiple fronts throughout his tenure. During his time with the 
Bills, defensive tackle Kyle Williams emerged as a defensive 
presence and was named to his first Pro Bowl and produced 
career numbers in sacks (5.5) and fumble recoveries (2) in 2010. 
Also under Edwards’ watch in 2010, the Bills’ pass defense al-
lowed an average of 192.0 passing yards per game to rank 3rd 
in the AFC, while producing 9 fumble recoveries to tie for 4th in 
the AFC and forcing 12 fumbles to tie for 5th in the AFC.

From 2005-2009, Edwards was the LBs coach for the Miami 
Dolphins. His first 3 years with Miami were spent tutoring the 
linebackers before focusing on the inside linebackers in 2008. 
Under Edwards, Zach Thomas was selected to the Pro Bowl fol-
lowing both the 2005 and ’06 seasons and was named as the 
NFL Alumni Linebacker of the Year for the 2006 season.

 Edwards spent the 2004 season as the Cleveland Browns 
Linebackers coach. Before that, Edwards was with the Wash-
ington Redskins for the 2002 and 2003 seasons. In 2003, Ed-
wards was named the Defensive Coordinator for the 1st time in 
his career. Following the ’03 season, linebacker LaVar Arrington 
and cornerback Champ Bailey were selected to the NFC Pro Bowl 
squad. In 2002, Edwards served as the Redskins’ assistant de-
fensive coordinator/LBs coach, as Arrington accounted for the 
most productive season of his NFL career with 107 tackles and 
11 sacks and earned his 2nd consecutive Pro Bowl berth. In ad-
dition, each of the team’s starting LBs, which also included 

Jesse Armstead and Jeremiah Trotter, surpassed the 100-tackle 
plateau.

Edwards entered the NFL with the Dallas Cowboys and 
remained there from 1998-2001. Serving as the LBs coach, Ed-
wards worked under Defensive Coordinator Mike Zimmer who 
led the Cowboys’ defensive attack. Under Edwards’ guidance, 
Dexter Coakley, a 3rd-round draft choice in 1997, was selected to 
the Pro Bowl twice over the 4-year span (1999, 2001), as he was 
Dallas’ 2nd-leading tackler all 4 years.

Before making the leap to the NFL ranks, Edwards held 
collegiate assistant posts at Florida (1991), Appalachian State 
(1992-95), Duke (1996) and Georgia (1997). During his 1-year ten-
ure at Georgia, Edwards tutored a defensive line which included 
a pair of freshmen in Richard Seymour and Marcus Stroud, both 
of whom would be selected in the 1st round of the 2001 NFL 
Draft. 

A 4-year letterman at Duke University, Edwards was twice 
named the special teams captain and an honorable mention 
All-ACC selection at linebacker in 1989.

A native of Siler City, N.C., Edwards and his wife, Jami, have 
a son, B.J.

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Mike Priefer enters his 4th year with the Vikings organiza-
tion as the Special Teams Coordinator. The 13-year NFL coach-
ing veteran has held the same title with the Denver Broncos and 
Kansas City Chiefs in years past.

Priefer’s special teams units are known for creating big-
play opportunities. Since entering the League, Priefer has seen 
his units account for 18 scores (9 KOR, 6 PR, 1 blocked punt, 1 
botched FG and 1 safety). He has also seen his squads block 19 
kicks (7 punts, 8 FGs, 4 PATs) since 2002.

Since joining the NFL, Priefer has helped David Tyree (ST), 
Chris Hanson (P), Blair Walsh (K) and Cordarrelle Patterson (RS) 
earn Pro Bowl nods. Both Walsh and Patterson were named 1st-
Team Associated Press All-Pro as rookies, 2 of only 3 Vikings 
rookies to earn 1st-Team honors in team history. Priefer went 
to the playoffs with the Giants in 2005 (NFC East Champions), 
2006 with Kansas City (Wild Card) and 2012 with the Vikings 
(Wild Card). In 2012, Priefer was named Special Teams Coach 
of the Year as voted on by his NFL counterparts and his units 
ranked #1 in the NFL by the acclaimed Dallas Morning News’ 
special teams rankings.

In 2013, the Vikings showcased the #1 KR man in the NFL, 
Cordarrelle Patterson, and the #2 PR man in Marcus Sherels. 
Patterson was named 1st-Team All-Pro and selected to the 
Pro Bowl after his record-breaking season. Patterson was also 
named NFC Special Teams Player of the Month for September 
and NFC Special Teams Player of the Week for his Week 8 per-
formance vs. Green Bay. The rookie broke the Vikings’ single-
season kick return record with 1,393 kick return yards, on 43 
returns, and a 32.4 return average with 2 KR TDs, leading the 
NFL in all categories. The 32.4 KR average is 4th-highest in the 
NFL since the 1970 merger and highest since 1985. Patterson 
tied the single-season team-record with 2 KR TDs (105t, 109t), 
also leading the NFL. Patterson’s 109-yard KR TD (10/27/13 vs. 
GB) was the longest kick return in NFL history. With two returns 
of 105+ yards, Patterson is tied for the most plays over 105 yards 
in NFL history with Ed Reed and Jacoby Jones. The Vikings av-
erage starting position was the 27.2 yard line in 2013, the best 
starting position in the NFL since the NFL moved kickoffs to 
the 35-yard line in 2010. Not to be outdone, PR Marcus Sher-
els set the team-record with a 15.2 PR average, good for 2nd in 
the NFL in 2013. Sherels returned 22 punts for 335 yards with 
a long return of 86 yards for a TD against the New York Giants 
(10/21/13), the 2nd PR TD of his career, tying a franchise record.  
Sherels recorded 119 punt return yards against the Giants, a Vi-
kings record for a single game. Sherels posted 2 returns (86t, 50) 
over 50 yards in 2013, most in a single-season by a Vikings punt 
returner.  With 4 50+ yard punt returns in his career, Sherels is 
tied for the franchise high. 

Rookie punter Jeff Locke closed out the season well and 
set the team rookie-record with a gross average of 44.2 yards 
per punt. His 39.2 net average ranked 3rd in team history. Blair 
Walsh set the franchise record with his 12th career 50+ yard FG 
(9/29/13 vs. Pit), passing Ryan Longwell in only his 2nd NFL 
season. His 12 consecutive 50+ yard FGs was also an NFL re-
cord. By connecting on 4 50+ yard FGs in 4 consecutive games 
(12/16/12-9/8/13), Walsh set an NFL record for most consecu-
tive games with a FG over 50 yards. Walsh was named NFC 

Special Teams Player of the Week for his efforts during Week 12 
at Green Bay after going 4-4 on FGs and recording 5 touchbacks.    

The 2012 season saw the Vikings’ special teams units reach 
new heights. The Vikings punt and kick return coverage units al-
lowed 0 TDs on the season while ranking 3rd in the NFC with an 
opponent start average at the 20.8 yard line. Priefer’s KOR unit 
ranked 2nd in the NFL with a 24.6 average start following kick-
offs. Rookie kicker Blair Walsh made NFL history going 10-10 on 
FGs of 50+ yards while being selected to his first Pro Bowl along 
with being named 1st-Team All-Pro by the AP. Walsh tacked on 
another NFL record with 3 50+ (50,51,53) FGs in a game (at St. 
Louis, 12/16/12). Walsh set a Vikings record with 53 touchbacks 
in 2012 and tied the longest FG in franchise history with a 56 
yarder (at Houston, 12/23/12). Walsh’s 53 touchbacks and 92.1 
FG % (35-38) were NFL rookie records. To bookend the season, 
Walsh connected on game-tying (55) and game-winning (38) 
FGs in Week 1 vs. Jacksonville, the 1st rookie kicker in NFL his-
tory to hit game-tying and game-winning FGs in his 1st NFL 
game. In Week 17, Walsh sent the Vikings to the playoffs with 
a 29-yard FG against Green Bay (12/30) as time expired. Walsh 
was named ST Player of the Week 3 times in 2012 while being 
the NFC ST Player of the Month in December.

The return game shined in Week 4 at Detroit (9/30) where 
KR Percy Harvin took back the opening kickoff 105 yards for 
a TD. Not to be left out, PR Marcus Sherels returned a punt 
77-yards for his 1st NFL TD in the victory over the Lions. As a 
unit, the Vikings committed the fewest turnovers (0), made 
the most FGs (35) and allowed the fewest points (0) in the NFL

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on special teams. The Dallas Morning News ranked the Vikings 
special teams as tops in the NFL.  

Priefer could not have asked for a better start to the 2011 
season, his 1st in Minnesota. Harvin took the opening kickoff, 
Week 1 at San Diego, 103 yards for a TD. Harvin later made 
NFL history in Week 12 at Atlanta when he returned a kickoff 
104 yards before being stopped at the 3-yard line. It was the 
longest non-scoring play in League history. The Vikings set a 
team record in 2011 with a 26.9 average on KORs, good for 2nd 
in the NFL.

During the 2010 season Priefer had 3 players rank in the Top 
10 in each of their respective categories. Eddie Royal was 6th 
in the NFL with an 11.9 punt return average. Rookie Eric Decker 
was 10th in KOR average at 25.3 per return. Kicker Matt Prater 
was tied for 6th in TBs with 20.  

In his 1st year as the Broncos’ special teams coordinator in 
2009, Priefer led a unit that placed 3rd in the league in average 
opponent drive start after kickoffs (22.9-yard line) and featured 
2 AFC Special Teams Player of the Month winners (K Matt Prater 
and KR/PR Eddie Royal).

Royal in 2009 became only the 11th player in NFL history to 
have both a kickoff and punt return for a TD in the same game 
(at San Diego, 10/19/09) while placing 7th in the league in punt 
return average (11.2 yds.). Prater finished the year making 19 of 
his final 20 FG attempts and tied for the 3rd-most FGs for a 
season in club history (30). 

Before joining the Broncos, Priefer coordinated Kansas 
City’s special teams from 2006-08 following stints as an as-
sistant special teams coach with the NY Giants (2003-05) and 
Jacksonville (2002). His coaching career began at his alma ma-
ter, the U.S. Naval Academy, as a GA in 1994, and he owns 20 
years of experience at the professional and collegiate levels.

During his 3 seasons as the Chiefs’ special teams coach from 
2006-08, Priefer helped Dustin Colquitt register, at the time, 
the 3rd-best net punting average (39.2 yds.) and the 6th-best 
gross average (44.8 yds.) in the NFL for that period. Colquitt’s 
net averages for each of his 3 seasons under Priefer ranked as 
the top-3 single-season performances in Chiefs history, at that 
time. 

Kansas City also placed 5th in the AFC in opponent PR av-
erage (8.2 yds.) in Priefer’s 3 seasons and blocked a total of 4 
kicks (3 punts, 1 FG) during that period.

In 2008, Colquitt ranked 7th in the NFL in net average (39.2 
yds.) under Priefer’s guidance with the Chiefs, who also scored 
a TD that year on a botched opponent fake FG attempt. Priefer’s 
kickoff coverage unit was one of the league’s best a year earlier 
with Kansas City finishing the 2007 season 5th in the NFL in op-
ponent average drive start after kickoffs (26.1-yd. line).

During Priefer’s 1st year with the Chiefs in 2006, Colquitt set 
a franchise season record with a 39.3-yard net average that led 
the NFL. Priefer’s special teams also tied for the NFL lead with 
2 blocked punts, including 1 returned for a TD, and accounted for 
1 PR TD (Dante Hall, 60 yds.).

As assistant special teams coach for the Giants from 2003-
05, Priefer coached a unit that tied for 3rd in the league with 
3 KOR TDs and adding 1 PR TD during that period. The Giants 
blocked 7 kicks (3 punts, 3 FGs and 1 PAT) with Priefer on staff, 
and the coach worked with David Tyree during the 2005 season 
when the WR earned Pro Bowl honors as a cover man.

The Giants’ special teams in 2005 placed 2nd in the NFL

in the comprehensive rankings compiled by The Dallas Morn-
ing News. Priefer worked with a unit that year that included a 
Pro Bowler (Tyree) and the league’s top-scoring kicker (Jay Feely 
- 148 pts.) while ranking 4th in the league in average starting 
position after kickoffs (30.7-yard line).

In 2003, Priefer helped the Giants tie for 2nd in the NFL with 
4 blocked kicks (2 punts, 1 FG, 1 PAT) during that campaign.

Priefer entered the NFL coaching ranks with the Jaguars in 
2002 as their assistant special teams coach. That season, punt-
er Chris Hanson earned the 1st Pro Bowl selection of his career 
after leading the AFC in both gross (44.2 yds.) and net (37.6 yds.) 
average. Jacksonville also posted 1 PR TD (Bobby Shaw, 69 yds.) 
and 2 blocked kicks (1 punt, 1 FG).

From 1994-2001, Priefer coached special teams at the col-
legiate level, working for Navy (1994-96), Youngstown State 
(1997-98), VMI (1999) and Northern Illinois (2000-01).

Priefer’s instruction at Northern Illinois helped WR Justin 
McCareins earn MAC Special Teams Player of the Year honors in 
2000. His 19.1 punt return average was tops in the nation. Along 
with coaching the Huskies’ special teams, Priefer coached DTs 
during his 2 seasons at NIU.

He spent a season at VMI in 1999, coaching its special teams 
and inside LBs, after a 2-year stint at Youngstown State under 
Head Coach Jim Tressel. He worked with the special teams, tack-
les and tight ends at Youngstown State and was part of its Divi-
sion I-AA National Championship squad in 1997.

Priefer began his coaching career as a graduate assistant 
at Navy in 1994, instructing its special teams that season be-
fore coaching its LBs and defensive line from 1995-96. He also 
coached special teams and served as defensive coordinator for 
Navy’s junior varsity team from 1995-96.

A QB and WR on Navy’s junior varsity and lightweight 
teams from 1985-88, Priefer flew helicopters as a Naval offi-
cer for 6 years (1989-94) after his graduation. His work included 
tours of duty on the USS America in the Persian Gulf and the 
Mediterranean Sea.

Priefer owns a bachelor’s degree from Navy and received a 
master’s degree from the University of Maryland in 1997. His 
father, Chuck, was a long-time coach who worked in the NFL 
(Detroit, Green Bay and San Diego) for 17 seasons and coached 
at the collegiate level for 12 years.

Priefer was born in Cleveland and moved frequently as a 
coach’s son, graduating from high school in Green Bay. He is 
married to Debbie, and the couple has four children: Samantha, 
Michael Jr., Wilson and Katie
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Norv Turner enters his 30th season of NFL coaching in 2014 
and his 1st as Offensive Coordinator of the Vikings. A veteran 
head coach and coordinator, Turner has 15 seasons as an NFL 
head coach under his belt and as an offensive coordinator for 
Dallas he helped the Cowboys win Super Bowl XXVII (vs. Buf-
falo, 1992) and XXVIII (vs. Buffalo, 1993). 

Turner most recently served as Offensive Coordinator in 
Cleveland for the 2013 season and has 8 total seasons as a 
coordinator- Dallas (1991-93), San Diego (2001), Miami (2002-
03), San Francisco (2006) and Cleveland (2013). His 3 stints 
as a head coach came with Washington (1994-2000), Oakland 
(2004-05) and San Diego (2007-12). Turner has amassed a 114-
122-1 record in the regular season as a head coach and has a 4-4 
mark in post-season play, earning playoff berths in 4 seasons 
as head coach. During his head coaching career Turner has won 
4 division titles, adding 3 more division crowns as an assistant 
and 7 more playoff seasons as an assistant. Turner won his 
100th career game as a head coach in the 2011 opener. 

Since 2007, Turner’s teams have ranked in the NFL’s top 5 
in offensive points 3 times and the 2010 Chargers notched the 
#1 offense in the league with a 395.6 yard per game output. 
Turner’s system has produced the NFL’s leading rusher on 5 
different occasions- Emmitt Smith (1991-93), Ricky Williams 
(2002) and LaDainian Tomlinson (2007). With Cleveland in 
2013, Browns WR Josh Gordon led the NFL with 1,646 yards 
and 9 TDs on 87 catches in only 14 games, doubling his yard-
age output from the season before. Gordon joined Michael Irvin 
as WRs under Turner who led the NFL in receiving. Since 1991 
when Turner joined Dallas (23 seasons), he has had backs rush 
for 1,000+ yards 15 times and boasted a 1,000+ yard receiver 
15 times. Turner’s offenses have produced a 1,000+ rusher and 
receiver in the same season 11 times and he has had a pair of 
1,000+ receivers on a team 2 times.  

Turner honed his coaching skills at USC from 1976-84 under 
John Robinson, who had been on the Oregon staff when Turner 
was a QB from 1971-74. His first taste of coaching came as a 
graduate assistant in 1975 at Oregon before joining Robinson 
at USC. Turner coached WRs, DBs, QBs and was offensive co-
ordinator for the Trojans during his tenure as the team won the 
1978 national championship and won 4 Rose Bowls. In 1980, 
Turner coached the DBs at USC, a group that included Ronnie 
Lott, Dennis Smith and Joey Browner, who later starred for the 
Vikings, along with future NFL head coach Jeff Fisher. 

Turner joined Robinson’s LA Rams staff (1985-90) and was 
part of a successful program, winning the NFC West in 1985, 
earning 4 trips to the playoffs in 6 seasons with the club and 
working closely with pioneering Rams offensive coordinator 
Ernie Zampese. In 1991, Turner began a 3-season stint as of-
fensive coordinator for Dallas, helping future Hall of Famer Troy 
Aikman develop into one of the NFL’s greats. In Turner’s 1st 
season, Smith led the NFL in rushing and Irvin led the NFL in re-
ceiving, the 1st time since the 1970 merger that teammates led 
the league in each category, a feat only achieved one time since 
(Indianapolis, 1999). Smith led the NFL in rushing each season 
and in 1993 earned NFL MVP honors, the only Dallas player to 
win the award. The Cowboys won consecutive Super Bowls fol-
lowing the 1992 and 1993 seasons. 

The foundation Turner laid in Dallas helped him earn the 
head coaching job in Washington from 1994-2000, posting 4 
winning seasons, claiming the NFC East in 1999 and advancing 
to the NFC Divisional Playoffs. Turner went on to serve as head 
coach in Oakland (2004-05) and most recently San Diego (2007-
12) where he won 3 straight AFC West titles (2007-09) and fin-

ished 2nd in the Division the other 3 seasons, advancing to face 
New England in the 2007 AFC Championship game and posting 
a 56-40 record in regular season action. Turner was honored as 
USA Today NFL Coach of the Year in 2009.  

Turner was raised in the Bay Area suburb of Martinez, CA 
and attended Alhambra High. The Turners were mentored by 
their mother, Vicky, a single parent who battled multiple scle-
rosis. As a standout QB and DB, Turner earned a scholarship to 
Oregon where he was a 3-year letterman for the Ducks (1972-74). 
Turner’s brother, Ron, was an NFL coach with Chicago, India-
napolis and Tampa Bay and currently is head coach at Florida 
International University, returning to the college ranks where he 
had been a head coach twice. Turner and wife, Nancy, have 3 
children. The eldest, Scott, serves on the Vikings coaching staff 
working with the QBs after working as an assistant coach with 
Carolina (2011-12) and Cleveland (2013).

Robb Akey, who joins the Vikings as the club’s Assistant 
Defensive Line Coach, enters his 1st season in the NFL in 2014 
after serving at the collegiate level for 24 years. 

Most recently, Akey was the Head Coach at the University of 
Idaho from 2007-12 where he led the Vandals to their 2nd bowl 
game in school history in 2009. During the 2009 season, Akey 
led the 2nd biggest turnaround in college football that year im-
proving to 8-5 from 2-10 the season before. Akey’s 6-year stay 
at Idaho is tied for the 3rd-longest tenure in Idaho history. 

Prior to his stint at Idaho, Akey spent the previous 8 sea-
sons at Washington State where he mentored the defensive 
line from 1999-2002 and was the Defensive Coordinator from 
2003-06. While coaching the Cougars, Akey led DL Rien Long 
to 1st-Team All-America honors as well as the Outland Trophy, 
given annually to the nation’s top interior lineman, in 2002. 
Akey helped the Washington State defense set a school record 
for sacks with 55 in 2002.

As the Cougars Defensive Coordinator, Akey led one of the 
best defenses in school history. In 2003, Washington State 
led the nation in takeaways with 48 in addition to finishing 
5th in pass efficiency defense and 6th in rush defense. While 
at Washington State, Akey helped the Cougars finish with 3 
consecutive 10-win seasons and top-10 finishes from 2001-03, 
including winning the 2002 PAC-10 Championship resulting in a 
trip to the 2003 Rose Bowl.

Akey spent 4 seasons (1995-98) at Northern Arizona, start-
ing as Special Teams Coordinator and Linebacker Coach and 
then promoted to Defensive Coordinator in 1996. 

In 1988, Akey received his 1st coaching job, under Vikings 
Head Coach Mike Zimmer, who was the Defensive Coordinator 
at his alma mater, Weber State. He started as the Assistant DL 
Coach for 1 season before being promoted to DL Coach. Akey 
coached at Weber State from 1988-94 spending time as the DL 

Coach, Special Teams Coordinator and Recruiting Coordinator.
As a player, Akey was coached by Zimmer, who served as 

Weber State’s Defensive Coordinator throughout his entire 
playing career. He played TE, OLB and DE during his 4-year ca-
reer. Akey finished his career as the Wildcat leader in sacks and 
was named All-Big Sky 1st-team as a senior in 1987 as well as 
receiving honorable mention All-American honors.

A native of Colorado Springs and 1984 graduate of Wasson 
High, Akey and wife, Molly, have two sons, Jack and Daniel. In 
July 2009, Akey traveled overseas to show support for military 
installations in the Middle East with 4 other NCAA head foot-
ball coaches. The Akey family resides in Prior Lake. 

Jeff Davidson’s reputation for technical expertise and fitting 
schemes to personnel has proved effective as he has guided of-
fensive lines that have paved the way for an NFL top-8 rushing 
attack each of the past 6 seasons. Since joining the Vikings in 
2012, Davidson’s linemen have paved the way for an NFL-best 
5.2 yards per carry rushing average and rank 2nd in the NFL with 
39 rushing TDs. The Vikings offensive line returns all 5 starters 
in 2013 for the 3rd consecutive season as a unit. 

The 2013 Vikings saw Adrian Peterson earn his 6th Pro Bowl 
berth in his 7 NFL seasons, break the 1,000-yard mark for the 
6th time and score 10+ rushing TDs for the 7th time despite 
missing 2 of the final 3 games of the season. In Peterson’s 
absence, the club turned to former 3rd-stringer Matt Asiata 
to make his 1st career start in win over playoff-bound Phila-
delphia and started again against Detroit. Asiata tied a team 
record with 3 rushing TDs, his 1st career scores, against Phila-

delphia and notch his 1st career 100-yard day with a 115-yard 
effort against Detroit’s #6-ranked rushing defense. The Vikings 
offense hit its stride against Philadelphia with a 48-point of-
fensive output, the most offensive points by the Vikings since 
1969. The line stayed largely intact from the record-setting 
group from 2012 and only 3 games were missed by starters due 
to injury in 2013. The unit paved the way for the Vikings to lead 
the NFL in 2013 with 23 rushing TDs.  

The Vikings offensive line became a model of consistency 
and production in 2012, the 2nd season under the tutelage of 
Davidson. The unit started all 5 players as a group for all 16 
regular season games and the Wild Card playoff contest, set-
ting team and NFL records along the way with the 2nd-ranked 
rushing unit in the NFL. The Vikings ground game ranked #2 
in the NFL and tied the Vikings record with 2,634 yards (164.6 
per game).

RUSHING TO JUDGEMENT

The line paved the way for a remarkable season by RB Adri-
an Peterson, who earned the 2012 NFL MVP and Offensive Play-
er of the Year honors. Peterson posted the 2nd-highest single-
season rushing total in NFL history with 2,097 yards and broke 
the 100-yard mark 10 times. Making the productivity more 
amazing was the fact that only Sullivan and Loadholt returned 
to the positions they manned the season before. Rookie Kalil 
and 2nd-year player Fusco were making their debuts as starters 
and Johnson had been reassigned after starting at LT in 2011. 

The unit didn’t skip a beat though, earning the Madden 
Most Valuable Protector’s award 3 times during the season, an 
award presented by the Hall of Fame coach to the top offensive 
line each week of the season. Sullivan earned All-Pro honors 
from Pro Football Weekly/Pro Football Writers Association and 
Kalil was a late addition to the Pro Bowl and an All-Rookie hon-
oree. Kalil joined Todd Steussie (1994) as the only rookie OTs 
to start every game during the 16-game era. The line protected 
2nd-year QB Christian Ponder as he made strides forward in his 
1st full season as the starter, improving his passer rating by 11 
points (81.2) and his completion percentage by nearly 8 points 
(64.2) and threw only 12 INTs in 483 attempts, an INT percent-
age of 2.5, both ranking in the Vikings top 10 for a season in 
team history.  

Davidson’s 1st season with the Vikings in 2011 was a chal-
lenge when he dealt with a shuffled line due to injury through-
out the season but still led the unit to block for the #4 rushing 
offense in the NFL, a 6-spot jump from the 2010 Vikings. In 
his first season on the Vikings staff, Davidson inherited an of-
fensive line that had limited time to work together due to the 
unusual circumstances of the 2011 offseason lockout. 

Only LT Charlie Johnson and RT Phil Loadholt opened all 
16 games during the 2011 season up front for the Vikings and 
Johnson joined the club during training camp, stepping in as the 
starter. The interior of the line was hampered by injuries that 
saw 4 different starting combinations between the center and 
guards. Center John Sullivan enjoyed a career year under David-
son’s tutelage and was recognized with a vote in Associated 
Press All-Pro balloting. In 2011, Davidson’s linemen paved the 
way to tie a Vikings record with 3 players breaking the 100-yard 
rushing mark during the season- Adrian Peterson, Toby Gerhart 
and Joe Webb. RB Peterson was stopped just short of his 5th 
straight 1,000-yard season when sidelined by a season-ending 
injury. Peterson ended the season with 970 yards in his 12 
games played and notched 12 rushing TDs. Gerhart made the 
most of his opportunities, rushing for 531 yards on the season 
and had a career-best 109 yards on the ground at Washington, 
including 105 in the 2nd half of the game. 

Davidson has a background as a versatile lineman who was 
a full-time starter at LT and LG for Denver in 1991 and 1992 re-
spectively, winning the AFC West title in 1991 and advancing to 
the AFC Championship game. Davidson’s been a part of winning 
programs throughout his career, claiming 5 Division titles as a 
coach with New England and Carolina, and helping New England 
take home the Lombardi Trophy in Super Bowls XXXVI, XXXVIII 
and XXXIX. 

During his 4 seasons in Carolina the team claimed the 2008 
NFC South title with a 12-4 mark and established the Panthers 
ground game as one of the NFL’s best. The Panthers were led on 
the ground by DeAngelo Williams and Jonathan Stewart, who 
powered their way into the record books in 2009 by both break-
ing the 1,000-yard mark, Stewart going for 1,133 and Williams 

posting 1,117. In 2008, Williams ran for a franchise-record 1,515 
yards and 18 rushing TDs. Stewart set a franchise record with 
206 yards rushing against the NY Giants in 2009 and Williams 
posted 186 yards against Tampa Bay in 2008 for the 2nd-best 
mark in team history. The Panthers struggled for consistency 
at QB in 2009 and 2010, starting 4 different QBs over the 2-year 
span. 

Davidson had a pair of offensive linemen earn Pro Bowl hon-
ors- Ryan Kalil at C in 2009 and Jordan Gross at T in 2008. Wil-
liams earned Pro Bowl trips in 2008 and 2009 and was joined by 
WR Steve Smith in 2008. 

Prior to taking on the role of offensive coordinator, David-
son honed his skills as a position coach with Cleveland and New 
England. He coached the Browns offensive line in 2005-06 and 
oversaw a unit that paved the way for Reuben Droughns to rush 
for 1,232 yards, breaking a 20-year streak without a Browns 
1,000-yard rusher. The shuffled offensive line also protected 
rookie QB Charlie Frye as he took over under center for veteran 
Trent Dilfer. During the 2006 season, Davidson was named the 
Browns offensive coordinator early in the season and his game 
plans helped TE Kellen Winslow and WR Braylon Edwards reel 
in 89 and 61 receptions respectively. 

Davidson gained the most experience of his coaching career 
during 8 seasons with New England from 1997-2004, working 
under head coach Pete Carroll for the opening 3 seasons before 
Bill Belichick took over the team in 2000. Tutoring the Patriots 
TEs in 1997 he saw Ben Coates lead the team with 66 catches 
and earn a Pro Bowl berth. In 2001, in Belichick’s 2nd year at the 
helm, the club won Super Bowl XXXVI over St. Louis, starting a 
remarkable streak of 3 Super Bowl wins in 4 seasons, claiming 
Super Bowl XXXVIII against Carolina after the 2003 season and 
Super Bowl XXXIX over Philadelphia after the 2004 campaign. 

Following a 4-season NFL playing career that was cut short 
by injury, Davidson broke into coaching with New Orleans as a 
volunteer assistant and offensive assistant with the Saints in 
1995-96. Davidson played his final NFL season for New Orleans 
in 1994 after beginning his career as a 5th-round draft pick by 
Denver in 1990. In 1991 and 1992 he was a 16-game starter for 
the Broncos at LT and LG respectively, helping the team advance 
to the AFC title game in 1991 while protecting Hall of Famer John 
Elway’s blind side. 

Davidson was an All-Big Ten honoree as a senior at Ohio 
State when he served as a team captain. Davidson was a team-
mate with Chris Spielman, brother of Vikings General Manager 
Rick Spielman. A member of a strong football family, David-
son’s father was an All-American and team captain at OSU and 
his brother was a LB for the Buckeyes. Jeff and wife, Judi, have 
sons, Nick and A.J. Nick was a Minnesota All-State honoree as 
a senior in 2011 at Eden Prairie High School and is an offensive 
lineman at Stanford currently while A.J. is a senior at EPHS.

Ryan Ficken enters his 8th season with the Vikings in 2014 
and will return to his role as the club’s special teams assistant, 
working with Special Teams Coordinator Mike Priefer for the 2nd 
consecutive season. Previously, Ficken worked with the Vikings 
WRs, assisting WR coach George Stewart from 2009-12. 

Ficken’s 1st season working with the Vikings special teams 
was a record-setting performance. The Vikings showcased the 
#1 KO return man in the NFL, Cordarrelle Patterson, and the 
#2 punt return man in Marcus Sherels. Patterson was named 
1st-Team All-Pro and selected to the Pro Bowl after his record-
breaking season. Patterson was also named NFC Special Teams 
Player of the Month for September and NFC Special Teams 
Player of the Week for Week 8 vs. Green Bay. The rookie broke 
the Vikings single-season kick return record with 1,393 kick re-
turn yards, on 43 returns, and a 32.4 return average with 2 KR 
TDs, leading the NFL in all categories. The 32.4 KR average is 
4th highest in the NFL since the 1970 merger and highest since 
1985. Patterson tied the team record with 2 KR TDs (105t, 109t), 
also leading the NFL. Patterson’s 109-yard KR TD (10/27/13 vs. 
GB) was the longest kick return in NFL history. With two returns 
of 105+ yards, Patterson is tied for the most plays over 105 yards 
in NFL history with Ed Reed and Jacoby Jones. 

The Vikings average starting position was the 27.2 yard line 
in 2013. That is the best starting position in the NFL since the 
NFL moved kickoffs to the 35-yard line in 2010. Sherels set the 
team-record with a 15.2 PR average, good for 2nd in the NFL. 
Sherels returned 22 punts for 335 yards with a long return of 86 
yards for a TD at the NY Giants (10/21/13), the 2nd PR TD of his 
career, tying a franchise record.  Sherels recorded 119 punt re-
turn yards against the Giants, a Vikings record for a single game. 
Sherels posted 2 returns (86t, 50) over 50 yards in 2013, most 
in a single season by a Vikings punt returner. With 4 50+ yard 
punt returns in his career Sherels is tied for the franchise high. 

Rookie punter Jeff Locke turned it on late and set the team 
rookie record with a gross average of 44.2 yards per punt. His 
39.2 net average ranked 3rd in team history. Blair Walsh set the 
franchise record with his 12th career 50+ yard FG (9/29/13 vs. 
Pitt.), passing Ryan Longwell in only his 2nd NFL season. His 12 
consecutive 50+ yard FGs was also an NFL record. By connect-
ing on 4 50+ yard FGs in 4 consecutive games (12/16/12-9/8/13), 
Walsh set an NFL record for most consecutive games with a FG 
over 50 yards. Walsh was named NFC Special Teams Player of 
the Week for Week 12 at Green Bay after going 4-4 on FGs and 
recording 5 touchbacks.    

The 2012 Vikings battled injuries to the receiving corps 
throughout the season but helped 2nd-year QB Christian Pon-
der’s development as a passer as the team went 10-6 to earn a 
Wild Card playoff berth. Leading receiver Percy Harvin missed 
the final 7 games of the season with injury but hauled in 62 re-
ceptions in the opening 9 games for a 6.9 reception per game 
average. Veteran Michael Jenkins ranked 3rd on the club with 40 
catches and rookie Jarius Wright emerged as a threat after Har-
vin was sidelined. Wright snared the Vikings season-long catch 
with a 65-yarder vs. Green Bay (12/30) in the regular season fi-
nale and reeled in a 54-yarder on his 1st NFL catch vs. Detroit 
(11/11). His 54-yarder ranks behind only Adrian Peterson (60t) 
in Vikings history for the longest 1st catch of a players’ career. 

In 2011, Percy Harvin set career highs in receptions with 87, 
receiving yards with 967, and tied a career high with 6 receiving 
touchdowns. His 87 receptions  ranked 6th in the NFL. 

Second-year receiver Percy Harvin improved on his rookie 
season in 2010. At just 21 years old, he became the youngest 
player in franchise history to lead the team in receiving with 871 

yards on 71 catches and 5 TDs.
In 2009, WRs Sidney Rice and Harvin had breakout seasons 

for the Vikings. Both players were honored as Pro Bowlers and 
Harvin became the 2nd Viking in 3 seasons to be named NFL 
Offensive Rookie of the Year.  Rice developed as a playmaker 
and became only the 3rd Vikings’ WR to post a 1,300-yard re-
ceiving season. Harvin tied for the NFL lead among rookies in 
receptions and yards and ranked 2nd in team history with 60 
catches as a rookie. 

In 2007 and 2008, Ficken assisted coaching the Vikings 
RBs and the unit was able to showcase their skills and com-
bine the talents of Adrian Peterson and Chester Taylor. In 2008, 
Peterson led the NFL with 1,760 yards rushing and Taylor led all 
NFL RBs with 25 catches on 3rd down. Peterson became the 1st 
Vikings RB to lead the NFL in rushing and Taylor’s 45 catches 
were a career high.

The 2007 Vikings offense ranked #1 in the NFL in rushing 
offense. Peterson had a legendary rookie year, including break-
ing the NFL’s single-game rushing record after going for 296 
yards against San Diego on 11/4/07 and earning NFL Offensive 
Rookie of the Year. Peterson finished with 1,341 yards, 12 TDs 
and was named the Pro Bowl MVP. 

Ficken served as an offensive graduate assistant with UCLA 
in 2006. He worked extensively with Jim Colletto and the offen-
sive line. Ficken broke down opponents’ game film, gave oppo-
nent reports to the offensive staff and coached the defensive 
scout team.

Prior to his work with the offense, Ficken was a graduate 
assistant in the football operations department where he acted 
as the NFL scout liaison and tracked opponents’ personnel dur-
ing games. He was as an assistant to the recruiting coordina-
tor, playing a big part in the 2006 recruiting class that ranked in 
the top-10 nationally. From 2004-2005, Ficken was a volunteer 
coach at UCLA, focusing primarily on the defense and the sec-
ondary. 

Ficken earned his bachelor’s in business administration 
from ASU. He was a member of the Sun Devils football team 
for 2 seasons and received the Scholar-Athlete Award and was 
a member of Gamma Beta Phi, the National Scholastic Honor 
Society. 

Ficken and wife, Andrea, reside in Eden Prairie with their 
son, Wyatt.

 Following an 11-year playing career in the NFL, Hank Fraley 
entered coaching and begins his 1st season coaching in the NFL 
with the Vikings in 2014. A collegiate coach in 2012 and 2013, 
Fraley will assist Jeff Davidson with the Vikings offensive line.

Fraley helped the University of San Diego notch an 8-3 mark 
to tie for 1st in the Pioneer League and in 2013 the San Jose 
State squad went 5-3 in the final 8 games to notch a 6-6 season 
mark, capping the season with an upset win over #16 Fresno 
State. He coached 2nd-Team All-Mountain West Conference C 
Nicholas Casper and honorable mention honoree G Ryan Jones 
with San Jose in 2012 and had 3 USD linemen honored with All-
Pioneer honors in 2012. 

Fraley played from 2000-05 with Philadelphia, 2006-09 
with Cleveland and in 2010 with St. Louis. A stalwart on the 
Eagles line as the team went to 4 consecutive NFC title games 
and advanced to Super Bowl XXXIX against New England, 
Fraley started 123 of his 142 career regular season games. Fraley 
played and started in 10 career playoff games. A durable player, 
Fraley started 119 of the 120 regular season games he played 
from 2001-08. Fraley was primarily a center, but started games 
at C, G and T during his NFL career after joining Philadelphia as 
a rookie free agent out of Robert Morris in 2000.

In Fraley’s first 4 seasons as a full-time starter with Phila-
delphia the team won 4 straight NFC East titles and advanced 
to the NFC title game 4 times, winning in 2004 over Atlanta 
to advance to Super Bowl XXXIX. The Eagles went 48-16 in 
regular season play from 2001-04 and posted some of the top 
individual performances in club history. In 2004, QB Donovan 
McNabb set a team record with a 104.7 passer rating, a comple-
tion percentage of 64.0 and threw for 3,875 yards, a team record 
at the time. McNabb’s 31 TDs in 2004 ranks 2nd in team history. 
Fraley and the Eagles O-line protected McNabb as he went to 

the Pro Bowl each season from 2001-03 and also played a key 
role for Philadelphia TE Chad Lewis (2001-02), WR Terrell Ow-
ens (2004), RB Michael Westbrook (2004) and TE Mike Bartrum 
(2005) to earn Pro Bowl berths.  During his career, Fraley paved 
the way for a 1,000-yard rusher in 4 seasons, including back-to-
back performances by Cleveland’s Jamaal Lewis in 2007 and ’08, 
Duce Staley with Philadelphia in 2002 and Steven Jackson with 
St. Louis in 2010. Acquired by trade in 2006 by Cleveland, Fraley 
played under Vikings line coach Jeff Davidson and started all 16 
games in ’06 despite joining the team only 8 days before the 
season opener. In 2007, Fraley was named a Browns offensive 
captain and helped the unit rank 3rd in franchise history with 
402 points and 5,621 net yards. 

A standout at Robert Morris in Pittsburgh, Fraley had his 
#75 retired by the school in 2001 and is the 1st RMU alum to 
play in the Super Bowl. He was enshrined in the school’s Hall 
of Fame in 2006 and honored by the Northeast Conference in 
2010. Fraley was an All-Northeastern Conference choice from 
1997-99 and the squad won conference titles each season. 

Fraley and wife, Danielle, have 4 sons, Trent, Mason, Travis 
and Beau, and reside in suburban Minneapolis.

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Vikings defensive backs coach Jerry Gray brings a wealth of experience as both a coach and a player to the Vikings secondary 
as he takes over coaching the unit in 2014.

He had 6+ INTs in 3 different seasons, snaring a career-best 8 in 1986 and grabbing 6 INTs each season in 1989 and 1992, his 
lone season with the Houston Oilers. From 1985-91, Gray returned 3 INTs for TDs, tied for the 2nd-most in the NFL in that span.

Jerry Gray enters his 1st season as the Vikings DBs Coach in 
2014 with a track record of success as a player and coach with 
26 years in the League. An 19-year NFL coaching veteran, Gray 
has served as a Defensive Coordinator twice, with the Buffalo 
Bills (2001-05) and Tennessee Titans (2011-13) and played for 9 
seasons as a standout DB. Gray has also tutored the DBs for the 
Seattle Seahawks (2010), Washington Redskins (2006-09) and 
Titans (1999-2000). During his tenure as the Titans Defensive 
Coordinator, Gray led a top-10 scoring defense when his 2011 
unit ranked 8th in the NFL allowing 19.8 points per game. 

With a deep background of playing and coaching DBs, Gray 
brings experience to a young Vikings secondary. While coach-
ing the DBs in Tennessee, Gray helped 2nd-year CB Samari Rolle 
and veteran S Blaine Bishop earn Pro Bowl and All-Pro honors 
in 2000 while the unit ranked 1st in the NFL in fewest passing 
yards and total yards allowed.

Following his 1st stint with Tennessee, Gray was named the 
Bills Defensive Coordinator. His defenses in 2003 and 2004 both 
ranked 2nd in the NFL for yards allowed and each were rated in 
the top-10 in points allowed. In 2004 his defense led the NFL in 
takeaways (39) and ranked 3rd in sacks (45).

Under Gray’s tutelage as the secondary coach for the Red-
skins, S Sean Taylor grew into one the NFL’s best young defend-
ers and earned Pro Bowl honors in 2006. Taylor tragically passed 
during the 2007 season and was selected to the Pro Bowl and 
selected All-Pro in 2007 posthumously. During his lone season 
in Seattle, Gray helped rookie S Earl Thomas to an impressive 
debut starting all 16 games and grabbing 5 interceptions. 

A year after retiring as a player, Gray received his 1st coach-
ing job with Southern Methodist as the secondary coach. After 
a 2-year stint with SMU, Gray was hired by the Tennessee Oilers 
as the Defensive Quality Control Coach while the team played in 
Memphis in their 1st season relocated from Houston.

As a player, Gray was a 4-time Pro Bowler (1986-89) and 
twice earned 2nd-Team All-Pro honors from the Associated 
Press (1986, ‘89) during his 9-year NFL career as a CB. Gray, who 

finished with 28 career interceptions, was named the NFL’s De-
fensive Back of the Year by the NFLPA in 1989 and won Pro Bowl 
MVP honors in 1990. Gray was a 1st round selection (21st overall) 
by the LA Rams out of the University of Texas in 1985. Gray was 
the 3rd DB selected in the 1985 Draft and part of a 1st round 
that year that included future Hall of Famers Bruce Smith, Chris 
Doleman and Jerry Rice.

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Klint Kubiak, who joined the NFL and Vikings in 2013, re-
turns for his 2nd season in Minnesota. Kubiak spent 2013 work-
ing with the Vikings offense and will continue by assisting Norv 
Turner and the offensive staff in 2014 as the Offensive Quality 
Control Coach along with helping veteran coach George Stewart 
with the wide receivers. 

In 2013, the Vikings offense finished the season 13th in the 
NFL, the highest the Vikings have ranked since reaching the 
NFC Championship in 2009. Kubiak, who spent a majority of his 
time working with the WRs, saw a balanced group of WRs make 
strides over the season. Greg Jennings led the team with 68 re-
ceptions for 804 yards and 4 TDs while adding a career-high 11 
receptions vs. Philadelphia (12/15/14) with a season-high 163 
receiving yards. Jerome Simpson turned in a career-high 726 
receiving yards with 1 TD on 48 receptions. Rookie WR Cordar-
relle Patterson blossomed late in the season and became one 
of the most dangerous players in the NFL with the ball in his 
hands. Patterson caught 45 passes for 469 yards with 4 TDs 
while becoming a starter late in the season. Patterson ended 
the season with at least 1 TD in each of the final 5 games and 
broke a team-record with 3 rushing TDs by a WR and notched 
the most rushing TDs by a WR since the 1970 merger. Patterson 
earned 1st Team All-Pro and Pro Bowl honors as a KR. 2nd-year 
WR Jarius Wright continued to impress when given opportuni-
ties and finished the season with 3 TDs and 434 receiving yards 
on 26 receptions.      

Kubiak, the son of Baltimore Ravens Offensive Coordinator 
and former Houston Texans Head Coach Gary Kubiak, spent 3 

seasons on staff at Texas A&M. Kubiak served in multiple ca-
pacities in his time at College Station. In 2010 and ’11, Kubiak 
was an Offensive Assistant for an Aggie offense that ranked No. 
7 and No. 20 in total offense, respectively. In 2012 he served as 
the Inside Receivers Coach and assisted with Special Teams be-
fore being elevated to full-time WR coach for the Cotton Bowl 
preparation and game which the Aggies beat Oklahoma. Texas 
A&M ranked No. 3 in total offense in 2012 and finished 11-2 
while being ranked No. 5 in both the final AP and Coaches polls.

Patterson has coached at 
each level, working as a high school head coach, years as a col-
lege head coach and assistant and 10 seasons as an NFL coach. 

Patterson served as the Assistant Head Coach/Defensive 
Line Coach in 2013 with Florida International University, his only 
season with FIU, working under Head Coach Ron Turner, the 
brother of Vikings offensive coordinator Norv Turner.

From 2010-2012, Patterson served as the Defensive Line 
coach at UTEP. Patterson’s most successful season at UTEP 
came in 2011 when the Miners recorded 10 more sacks than the 
previous year in 1 fewer game. Their TFL’s also jumped up by 
double digits during the 2011 season. In 2010, the UTEP defense 
yielded fewer than 300 yards in 4 games for only the 3rd time 
since 1977. For the first time in 20 years the Miners held 8 op-
ponents under 24 points. 

Patterson was the Assistant Head Coach/Defensive Line 
Coach from 2008-2009 at UNLV. Patterson’s highlight win with 
the Rebels came in 2008 topping the 15th-ranked Arizona State 
Sun Devils 23-20.  

From 1997-2006, Patterson worked in the NFL mainly as 
a Defensive Line Coach. He joined Mike Shanahan’s Broncos 
staff for the 2005 and 2006 seasons. Patterson was a part of 
the 13-3 Broncos team in 2005 that reached the AFC Champion-
ship game. The defense created 36 turnovers, 5th-most in the 
League and their +20 turnover differential was 2nd best in the 
NFL. In 2005, the Broncos run defense allowed 85.2 yards per 
game, 2nd-best in the NFL. The 16.1 points allowed per game 
was tied for 3rd.  In 2006, the Broncos allowed 19.1 points per 
game which qualified for 8th overall.

In 2003 and 2004, Patterson was the Cleveland Browns De-
fensive Line Coach under Head Coach Butch Davis. The Browns 
defense finished 12th overall in points allowed in 2003.    

From 2000-2002, Patterson was the Cowboys DTs coach. 
From the 2000-01, Dallas’ run defense improved from 32nd in 
the NFL to 13th. The defense would allow 57.9 fewer rushing 
yards per game in 2001. The Mike Zimmer-led defense finished 
the 2001 season ranked 4th in yards allowed with 287.4. In 2002, 
Patterson’s unit added La’Roi Glover and he would help send 
him to his 3rd consecutive Pro Bowl.

Patterson’s first stint in Minnesota was for the 1998-99 sea-
sons. Patterson coached the DL during the Vikings 15-1 season 
in 1998 when they lost to Atlanta in the NFC Championship. The 
offense garnered all of the headlines, but the defense finished 
the season ranked 6th overall in points allowed and 11th against 
the run. DT John Randle earned Pro Bowl honors in 1998 under 
Patterson. The Vikings made the playoffs again in 1999 but fell 
to the St. Louis Rams, the eventual Super Bowl Champions, in 
the NFC Divisional Round.  

Starting his NFL career in 1997, Patterson joined Pete Car-
roll and the New England Patriots as a Defensive Assistant. The 
Patriots won the AFC East in his only season with the club. The 
defense allowed 289 points during the season, tied for 8th best 
in the NFL. The Patriots allowed the 5th-fewest rushing yards 
per game with 101.0 as their average. 

His first and only collegiate stint as a head coach came at 
Cal Poly-San Luis Obispo from 1994-96. Patterson led his team 

to a League title in 1994 and was named American West Confer-
ence Coach of the Year. 1994 was Cal Poly’s 1st season jumping 
to Division 1-AA. Patterson was 17-16 in his 3-year tenure at Cal 
Poly. 

From 1992-93, Patterson was the defensive line coach for 
Washington State under Head Coach Mike Price. The Cougars 
went 9-3 during the 1992 season and won the Copper Bowl 31-28 
versus Utah. They finished ranked #15 in the country. 

Patterson made a 2-year stop in the Ivy League when serv-
ing as the Defensive Line Coach at Cornell from 1990-91. The 
1990 Cornell team won the Ivy League Championship. 

Patterson served as the Defensive Coordinator at Western 
Washington in 1989. The year before, he coached the defensive 
line at Weber State for the 1988 season serving under then-
Defensive Coordinator Mike Zimmer. Patterson was the Head 
Coach as St. Monica High School in California in 1987. From 
1983-86 he was the Defensive Coordinator at Renton High 
School in Washington. Patterson began his coaching career as a 
graduate assistant at his alma mater, Montana, in 1982. 

   A native of Camden, AR, Patterson and his wife, Donna, re-
side in suburban Minneapolis with their daughter, Ashmera and 
son, Andre Jr.  Patterson earned his bachelor’s degree in Sec-
ondary Education from Montana in 1983. He played collegiately 
as an offensive lineman at Contra Costa College and Montana 
before suffering a career-ending knee injury.

Kevin Stefanski enters a new role with the Vikings in 2014 as 
TEs coach after spending the previous 5 seasons as the Assis-
tant QBs coach. Stefanski will undertake the responsibilities of 
coaching 2012 Pro Bowl MVP Kyle Rudolph along with veterans 
Rhett Ellison, Allen Reisner and Chase Ford.  

Injuries led to Stefanski working with three different QBs 
who started at least one game during the 2013 season with both 
Matt Cassel and Christian Ponder seeing action in 9 games. Cas-
sel, in his first season with the Vikings, led the team with 1,807 
yards, 11 TDs and an 81.6 passer rating. Behind a season-best 
123.4 passer rating, Cassel led the Vikings to their first victory of 
the season in his first start with the club vs. Pittsburgh (9/29/13) 
in London, England. 

The Vikings 2012 season exceeded outside expectations by 
going 10-6 and earning a berth in the playoffs as a Wild Card. 
The team continued to develop throughout the season and QB 
Christian Ponder grew as a signal caller as the season went on. 
Ponder’s improved play in the final month of the season was a 
key element of the Vikings going 4-0 down the stretch to earn 
a playoff spot. Ponder’s career-best game came vs. Green Bay 
(12/30) in the regular season finale in a must-win situation to 
make the postseason. He set a career-best with a 120.2 passer 
rating and tied his career-high with 3 TD tosses. Ponder did not 
throw an INT in the final 3 games and had 8 games during the 
season without throwing a pick. He notched a completion per-
centage of 70.0%+ in 5 games and had 4 games with a passer 
rating of 100+.  Ponder became the 7th Vikings QB to win 10 
games as the starter.

The 2010 campaign was challenging to the Vikings as injuries 
derailed any consistency the team could build. The team started 
3 different QBs, including rookie Joe Webb for the final 2 games 

of the regular season on the road. The team started Brett Favre 
for the opening 12 games of his 20th NFL season before injuries 
severely limited him to 1 more start in the final 4 games. Veteran 
backup Tarvaris Jackson started 1 game against the NY Giants 
but suffered a season-ending injury in that contest. Webb re-
lieved Favre in the 1st half of the Monday Night Football game 
vs. Chicago (12/20) and started the final 2 outings, engineering 
an upset win at NFC East champion Philadelphia. Webb became 
only the 2nd Vikings QB to win his 1st start as a rookie and ran for 
TDs in consecutive weeks.

In 2009, Stefanski had a hands-on role in one of the most 
successful offensive seasons in Vikings history. The team im-
proved dramatically in the passing game and developed new 
playmakers in prominent roles. Stefanski and the offensive staff 
helped veteran free agent Favre mesh with the offense despite 
reporting to the team in mid-August. 

Stefanski spent 2006-08 working directly with then Head 
Coach Brad Childress on administrative duties and special proj-
ects. Stefanski became acquainted with Childress during Phila-
delphia Eagles training camp in 2005 while working with the 
team’s operations department. 

Stefanski spent the 2005 season at his alma mater, the 
University of Pennsylvania, as Assistant Director of Football Op-
erations. He coordinated all aspects of the Quakers’ day-to-day 
operations of the football team. 

Before stepping off the field and into the administration of 
the team, Stefanski was a standout DB at Penn. A team captain 
as a senior in 2004, Stefanski was part of one of the most suc-
cessful stretches in the history of the Quaker football program. 
The team won Ivy League titles in 2000, 2002 and 2003 and the 
squad went undefeated in league play during 2002 and 2003.

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Stefanski and wife, Michelle, reside in Edina with their sons, 
Will and Gabe.

George Stewart enters his 8th season on the Vikings staff 
in 2014 and his 26th season of NFL coaching. The Vikings’ WR 
corps benefits from Stewart’s decades of experience and ability 
to put players in the best situations to succeed.

In 2013, Stewart once again helped a rookie WR burst into 
the NFL. Cordarrelle Patterson earned 1st-Team All-Pro and 
Pro Bowl honors as the NFL’s best KR but his offensive skills 
shined late in the season. Patterson finished with 3 receiving 
TDs in the final 4 games and was tied for 1st on the team with 
4 receiving TDs on the season. The 3 rushing TDs by Patterson 
broke a team-record for most rushing TDs in a season by a WR 
and marked the most by an NFL WR since the 1970 merger. The 
50-yard TD run versus Detroit (12/29/13) was the longest scor-
ing rush by a WR in franchise history. Patterson’s 45 receptions 
and 469 receiving yards were 3rd best behind veterans’ Greg 
Jennings and Jerome Simpson. Jennings led the team with 68 
receptions for 804 yards and 4 TDs while adding a career-high 
11 receptions vs. Philadelphia (12/15/13) with a season-high 
163 receiving yards. Jerome Simpson turned in a career-high 
726 receiving yards with 1 TD on 48 receptions. 2nd-year WR 
Jarius Wright continued to impress when given opportunities 
and finished the season with 3 TDs and 434 receiving yards on 
26 receptions (16.6 avg). The Vikings offense finished the sea-
son 13th in the NFL, the highest the Vikings have ranked since 
reaching the NFC Championship in 2009. 

The 2012 squad was forced to groom new talent to contrib-
ute to the passing game after leading receiver Percy Harvin was 
sidelined for the final 7 games. Stewart prepared rookie Jarius 
Wright to step into action in Harvin’s absence and catch 22 
passes in the final 7 games with a pair of TDs and reel in the 
longest Vikings pass plays of the season- a 65-yarder vs. Green 
Bay (12/30) and a 54-yard grab vs. Detroit (11/11) on his 1st ca-
reer reception. Savvy veteran Michael Jenkins ranked 3rd on the 
team with 40 catches and had a pair of TDs. 

Over the years, Stewart has been a part of successful pro-
grams, highlighted by 8 playoff appearances and 3 NFC Cham-
pionship games with San Francisco in 1997, Atlanta in 2004 and 
Minnesota in 2009. Recently, Stewart helped win 4 Division 
titles in the past 12 seasons – consecutive NFC North titles with 
Minnesota in 2008 and 2009, winning the NFC South with At-
lanta in 2004 and an NFC West title in 2002 with San Francisco.

During his Vikings tenure, Stewart has coached Harvin to 
2009 Rookie of the Year honors and Sidney Rice to a Pro Bowl 
berth in 2009.  The 2011 season saw Harvin’s production in-
crease even more, as he set career-highs in receptions with 87 
and receiving yards with 967. He also tied his career-high for re-
ceiving TDs with 6. His 87 receptions ranked 6th in the NFL. Har-
vin also set team-records for most rushing yards in a season by 
a WR with 345 and most career rushing yards by a WR with 587. 

The 2009 Vikings became only the 2nd team in NFL history 
to have 6 players catch 40+ passes in a season. Rice enjoyed a 
breakout season and Harvin established himself as multi-tal-
ented offensive threat. Rice’s 1,312 yards ranked 2nd in the NFC 
in 2009 and he became only the 4th Vikings WR in team history 
to eclipse the 1,300-yard mark. Rice’s 201 yards vs. Detroit ranks 
as the 4th-best single-game mark in Vikings history.

Stewart was able to get Harvin acclimated to the pro game 
and spurred him to NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year and Diet 
Pepsi Rookie of the Year. Harvin tied for the NFL rookie lead in 
receptions and yards. Harvin excelled on offense and special 
teams, earning a Pro Bowl berth as a return man and setting 
a new Vikings record with 2,081 total net yards. His 60 catches 
ranked 2nd only to Randy Moss’ 1998 debut season when he 
had 69 receptions in Vikings history for rookie catches. 

In 2008, the Vikings WRs contributed to much of the suc-
cess of an improved passing attack. The Vikings led the NFL 
with 13 TDs through the air of 20+ yards. Berrian had a career 
year, setting highs in yards with 964 and TDs with 7. 

Throughout Stewart’s coaching career, he has been fortu-
nate to learn from some of the game’s all-time greats, begin-
ning both his playing and early coaching careers under college 
legend Lou Holtz. Stewart went on to work in the NFL side-
by-side with Chuck Noll, Sam Wyche, George Seifert and Dan 
Reeves, all men who led teams to the Super Bowl.  

During Stewart’s tenure in Atlanta, the team won the NFC 
South title in 2004 and advanced to the NFC Championship 
game against Philadelphia.   

Prior to joining Atlanta, Stewart was an integral part of the 
San Francisco 49ers’ success from 1996-2002, as the team ad-
vanced to the playoffs 5 times in those 7 seasons. In 1997, the 
49ers won the NFC West with a 13-3 mark and eventually lost 
to Green Bay in the NFC Championship game. Stewart tutored 
Terrell Owens, J.J. Stokes and Tai Streets, with Owens making 
Pro Bowls and All-Pro in 3 straight seasons from 2000-02. Ow-
ens had 17 games over the 100-yard receiving mark and 5 games 
with 150+ yards. He broke a 50-year-old NFL record when he 
caught 20 passes for 283 yards against the Bears in 2000 en 
route to his career-best day. 

Stewart’s 1st taste of NFL coaching came in Pittsburgh from 
1989-91, where he coached special teams on Noll’s staff. In his 
debut season in 1989, he helped Rod Woodson to a Pro Bowl as 
a return man. Following Pittsburgh, Stewart went on to spend 
4 years coaching Tampa Bay special teams, where he helped K 
Mike Husted earn All-Rookie honors in 1993. 

Before making the move to the NFL, Stewart spent several 
years in the college ranks, making his final stop as the Notre 
Dame LBs coach from 1986-88. Under Holtz’s tutelage, the Irish 
steadily improved from the coach’s opening season in ‘86 to

Twice honored as an Honorable Mention All-Ivy choice in 
2002 and 2004, Stefanski ranked 3rd on the team in tackles as 
a senior. He was named Penn’s Defensive Rookie of the Year as 
a freshman in 2000 when he had a career-high 4 interceptions. 
During Stefanski’s tenure, the squad posted a 42-7 overall re-
cord and a 32-3 mark in Ivy play. As a senior, the team went 10-0 
to become the 1st undefeated Penn team in a decade.

Scott Turner enters his 1st season with the Minnesota Vi-
kings and his 4th in the NFL in 2014. Turner will tutor the Vi-
kings QBs and help install a new offensive system. Along with 
veterans Matt Cassel and Christian Ponder, who have both led 
teams to playoff berths as starting QBs, the Vikings QB corps 
includes Teddy Bridgewater, the #32 overall pick in the 2014 
Draft. Bridgewater is only the 4th QB drafted in the 1st round 
in Vikings history. 

In his lone season as the Cleveland Browns WR coach in 
2013, Turner guided 2nd-year WR Josh Gordon to the best re-
ceiving season in Browns history and one of the best in NFL 
history. Despite appearing in just 14 games, he became the 
1st player in Browns history to lead the NFL in receiving yards 
with 1,646, which ranks 10th in NFL history. He finished 6th in 
NFL history and 1st in the league in 2013 with 117.6 receiving 
yards per game, the 3rd-best mark since the 1970 NFL merger. 
In a  game against Pittsburgh (11/24/13), Gordon set a Browns 
single-game record with 237 receiving yards and broke his own 
record the following week with 261 yards against Jacksonville 
(12/1/13), becoming the 1st player in NFL history with back-to-
back 200-yard receiving games. His 261 receiving yards against 
the Jaguars tied for 12th-most in NFL history. 

Turner entered the NFL coaching ranks in 2011 as the Caro-
lina Panthers Offensive Quality Control coach, a position he 
held for 2 seasons. With 6,237 offensive yards in 2011, the Pan-
thers had 2,102 more yards than when they accumulated 4,135 

yards in 2010, making the jump to 7th in the NFL after being 
32nd the previous season. The Panthers also scored 31 more 
offensive TDs in 2011 than they did in 2010. In 2011, QB Cam 
Newton earned Offensive Rookie of the Year and his 14 rushing 
TDs broke an NFL record for most rushing TDs by a QB. Turner 
worked closely with Panthers Offensive Coordinator Rob Chudz-
inski preparing for upcoming opponents. 

Prior to joining the Carolina Panthers, Turner spent 3 sea-
sons at the University of Pittsburgh, 2 as an offensive assistant 
and his last as WRs coach. In his final season, Turner coached 
1st-Team All-Big East WR Jonathan Baldwin who was a 1st-
round draft pick in 2011 (#26 overall).  Turner was a member of 
the coaching staff during Baldwin’s 3 seasons at the school as 
he finished with the 8th-most receiving yards (2,337) and tied 
for the 8th-most receptions (128) in school history. Pittsburgh 
finished with a combined 27-12 record, including a 2-1 record in 
bowl games, during Turner’s 3 seasons with the program.

Turner spent the 2006-07 seasons at the prep level, coach-
ing at South County Secondary School in Lorton, VA, after 1 sea-
son as a graduate assistant at Oregon State in 2005. 

He earned a degree in psychology from the UNLV in 2006 
where he was a 3-year letterman as a quarterback (2002-04). 
Turner comes from a family with strong coaching ties as his fa-
ther, Norv, is the Vikings Offensive Coordinator and uncle, Ron, 
is the Head Coach at Florida International University. Scott’s 
cousin, Cam, serves as the Quarterbacks/Wide Receivers coach 
at Florida International and spent 2 seasons as the Minnesota 
Vikings Assistant to the Head Coach.

become national champions in 1988, a year in which the team 
finished 12-0 and defeated West Virginia in the Fiesta Bowl. 

Stewart and Holtz began working together in 1983, when 
Stewart got his start in coaching as an Arkansas graduate as-
sistant, working with the Razorbacks’ TEs. When Holtz moved 
from Arkansas to Minnesota as the Golden Gophers head coach 
in 1984, Stewart accompanied him as the offensive line coach, 
his 1st exposure to the state where he would return in 2007. In 
2 short seasons, Holtz and his staff quickly turned the Gophers 
program around, finishing 7-5 in 1985 and winning the Indepen-
dence Bowl over Clemson, the 1st bowl victory for the Gophers 
since the 1962 Rose Bowl. 

Stewart was a standout guard for the Razorbacks from 
1977-80 and helped the squad share the 1979 Southwest Con-
ference title. The team played in 4 straight bowl games dur-
ing Stewart’s playing tenure as Arkansas returned to national 
prominence under Holtz. Stewart was an All-SWC honoree as 
a junior in 1979, served as a team captain in 1980 and earned 
a spot on the Arkansas Team of the Decade for the 1970s. He

Jones) and his newest pupil, Adrian Peterson, enters the 2014 
season ranked #27 in NFL history in career rushing yards.

In his time as an NFL assistant coach, Wilson has been a 
part of 3 teams that have participated in the Super Bowl, in-
cluding 2 Super Bowl Champions (Tampa Bay, 2002; Pittsburgh, 
2008) along with leading Pittsburgh to the AFC title in 2010. 
Teams that Wilson has coached have combined to win 5 Divi-
sion titles and have appeared in the playoffs 7 times. He has 
coached 6 players that have rushed for over 1,000 yards in a sea-
son and 3 players that have earned Pro Bowl honors. 

Wilson comes to Minnesota from Pittsburgh where he 
served as the RBs coach for the past 7 seasons (2007-13). In 
2013, he was in charge of leading rookie RB Le’Veon Bell, who 
missed the first 3 games of the season and still broke the Steel-
ers rookie record for most yards from scrimmage (1,259). Bell 
finished with 860 rushing yards and 8 rushing TDs, 3rd-most 
among NFL rookie RBs in 2013.

During the 2009-2010 seasons, Wilson coached Rashard 
Mendenhall to back-to-back seasons eclipsing the 1,000-yard 
mark. In 2010, Mendenhall finished 7th in the NFL with 1,273 
yards.  

In his 1st season with the Steelers, Wilson helped Willie 
Parker earn his 2nd-consecutive Pro Bowl selection. Parker led 
the NFL in rushing yards (1,316) through Week 16 before missing 
the final game of the season due to a leg injury. The Steelers 
finished 2007 ranked 3rd in the NFL in rushing at 135.5 yards 
per game.

Prior to joining the Steelers, Wilson coached the RBs for the 
Arizona Cardinals (2004-06) and Tampa Bay Buccaneers (2002-
03). In 2004, Cardinals RB Edgerrin James finished 4th in the 
NFL in rushing yards with 1,548 and earned Pro Bowl honors fol-
lowing the 2004 and 2005 seasons. In his 1st season with the 
Buccaneers, Wilson led a trio of backs to collectively gain more 
than 1,400 yards en route to helping the Buccaneers to a Super 

Bowl XXXVII victory over the Oakland Raiders. Buccaneers FB 
Mike Alstott earned Pro Bowl honors following the 2002 season 
after rushing for 548 and 5 TDs.  

Wilson spent the 2001 season in the collegiate ranks serving 
as the WRs coach under Pete Carroll at Southern California. The 
Trojans finished the regular season 6-5 and lost to Utah in the 
Las Vegas Bowl.

In his first 2 stints in the NFL spanning 4 seasons, Wilson 
coached a trio of 1,000+ yard rushers (Stephen Davis, 2000; 
Robert Edwards, 1998; Curtis Martin, 1997). In 2000, Redskins 
FB Larry Centers led the team in receptions (80). 

Wilson’s first 9 years of coaching came at the collegiate 
level where he had stops at Iowa State (1995-96), Wyoming 
(1993-94), Southern Illinois (1991-92), Los Angeles Southwest 
Community College (1989-90) and Pasadena Community Col-
lege (1985). Under Wilson’s guidance at Iowa State, RB Troy Da-
vis earned All-American honors after becoming the only player 
in NCAA history to have back-to-back seasons reaching the 
2,000-yard rushing mark. 

Wilson played collegiately as a RB and WR at Pasadena 
Community College (1979-80) and the University of Illinois 
(1981-82). He played 2 seasons in the Canadian Football League 
as a defensive back and kick returner for the Winnipeg Blue 
Bombers (1983) and Toronto Argonauts (1984).

In 1989, he earned his degree from Eastern Illinois before 
returning to the sidelines as a coach.

Born in Los Angeles, Wilson attended Dorsey High School 
where he was on the football and track teams. Wilson has 5 
children: Kris, Michael, Tyler, Malia and Savanna.

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In his 1st season with the Minnesota Vikings, Adam Zimmer
will coach the Vikings LBs, a position he has assisted with in
4 NFL seasons. In addition to spending the 2013 season with
the Bengals, Zimmer has previously worked with New Orleans
(2006-09) and Kansas City (2010-12).

In his lone season with the Bengals, Zimmer helped lead
one of the top secondaries in the NFL. Despite facing the 5th-
most passing attempts in the NFL, the Bengals allowed the 4th
fewest passing yards. The 5.9 yards per passing attempt the
Bengals defense allowed was the 2nd-best in the NFL, trailing
only Seattle. There were 7 different Bengals DBs who recorded
an INT and the group finished with 14 total, which was more
than 11 teams amassed as a team total. The Bengals tied for
5th in the NFL as a team with 20 INTs during the 2013 season.

A coach for 4 playoff teams in his 8 seasons in the NFL,
including the Bengals in 2013, Zimmer was also a member
of the New Orleans Saints coaching staff in 2009 when they
defeated Indianapolis 31-17 in Super Bowl XLIV. All 3 teams he
has been with have won a Division title, combining for 4 total.

Prior to joining the Bengals, Zimmer served as Defensive
Assistant/Assistant LBs coach for the Chiefs for 3 seasons. In
2012, his final season in Kansas City, Zimmer coached Tamba
Hali, Justin Houston and Derrick Johnson to spots in the Pro
Bowl. It marked the 1st time in Chiefs history that 3 LBs were
named to the Pro Bowl in the same season. Houston finished
the season 5th amongst NFL LBs with 10.0 sacks. Hali and
Johnson both earned Pro Bowl honors in 2011, the 1st time the
Chiefs had sent multiple LBs to the Pro Bowl since 1972.

In Zimmer’s 1st season with Kansas City, the Chiefs won
the AFC West title with a 10-6 record. Hali had one of the best
seasons by a LB in Chiefs history, finishing with the 2nd-most
sacks by a LB in franchise history (14.5). The Chiefs run defense
improved in 2010, allowing 46.2 fewer rushing yards per game
than they did in 2009, moving up from 31st in the NFL in 2009

to 14th in 2010.
Zimmer spent 4 seasons with the New Orleans Saints and

added duties as the Assistant LBs Coach in 2009. During their
championship season in 2009, the Saints defense had the 2nd-
most takeaways in the NFL (39) and LB Jonathan Vilma earned
Pro Bowl honors.

The Saints won the NFC South and advanced to the NFC
Championship Game against Chicago in 2006, Zimmer’s 1st
season in the NFL. The 2006 campaign saw the Saints improve
in both offensive yards allowed and offensive points allowed.
The Saints gave up 51 less points and improved from 27th
to 13th in the NFL in scoring defense. The Saints defense
gave up 5 less yards per game and finished 11th in the NFL in
yards allowed. The Saints made one of the great one-season
improvements in NFL history, going from a 3-13 season in 2005
to 10-6 and advancing to the NFC Championship Game in 2006.

Zimmer was a Safety for Trinity University in San Antonio,
Texas, from 2002-05 and graduated school in 2006. Zimmer is
the son of Vikings Head Coach Mike Zimmer and 2014 marks
the 2nd season the father and son have worked together. Adam
(1/13/84) was born in Ogden, Utah while his father served as an
assistant coach at Weber State University.

From the 1961 Minnesota Vikings Radio, TV and TV and TV  Press Guide:

When Bert Rose was selected as General Manager, one of the first steps
he took was to recommend to the Board of Directors that the club be
nicknamed the “Vikings.”

A nickname should serve a dual purpose, he said. First, it should represent
an aggressive person or animal imbued with the will to win. Secondly, if
possible, it is desirable to have it connote the region that the particular
team represents.

The “Vikings” scores well on both points. Certainly, the Nordic Vikings
were a fearless race. Following many years of victories in the British Isles
and France, under Erik the Red, they sailed in open boats across the North
Atlantic seeking new peoples to conquer. Their entire history is punctu-
ated with the aggressive desire and will to win.

While Minnesota is populated by the descendants of settlers from many
nations, the area has a rich Nordic lore, perhaps due to the mythology of
Paul Bunyan and his Blue Ox, perhaps due to the preponderance of the
“sons” and “sens” in the phone book. The Vikings, too, were Nordics;
hence the name represents in a large part the solid stock of people who
call Minnesota their home.

HOW THE VIKINGS GOT THEIR NAME
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Joining the Vikings in 2014 as Head Strength and 
Conditioning coach, Evan Marcus has collegiate and NFL expe-
rience leading a program. Marcus enters his 8th NFL season 
this fall and has been in the field for 24 seasons. 

During his NFL career, Marcus has been a part of 2 Division 
Champions- New Orleans in 2000 and Miami in 2008. The 2000 
Saints won their NFC Wild Card playoff game over St. Louis at 
the Superdome to give the franchise their 1st playoff win in 
the 34-year history of the club before advancing to the NFC 
Divisional Round against Minnesota. The NFC West title for 
the Saints was their 1st since the 1991 season and marked the 
1st winning season for the club in 8 years. The 2008 Dolphins 
went 11-5 to win the AFC East, completing one of the great 
turnarounds in NFL history after going 1-15 the previous season. 
The 10-win improvement tied the biggest single-season jump 
in NFL history. The AFC East championship was the Dolphins’ 
1st Division title since 2000. 

Marcus oversaw strength and conditioning efforts at 
Virginia from 2011-13 as Director of Football Training and Player 
Development for the Cavaliers, marking his second stint in 
Charlottesville, the first coming as Head Strength Coach from 
2003-06. Combined with his leadership at UVA, Marcus was 
head strength coach for the Miami Dolphins from 2008-10 and 
held the same position in 2007 with the Atlanta Falcons, where 
he worked with then DC Mike Zimmer. 

Marcus began his NFL coaching tenure from 2000-02 as 
an assistant with the New Orleans Saints. His start in the 

field came at the college level with positions at Arizona State 
(1991-92), Rutgers (1993), Maryland (1994), Texas (1995-97) and 
Louisville (1998-99).

A 1990 graduate of Ithaca College, Marcus earned his 
bachelor’s degree in exercise science. As a student-athlete he 
lettered 3 times as an OL with the Bombers and was a starter 
on the NCAA Division III national championship team in 1988. 

A native of Union, NJ, Marcus attended Caldwell High 
School. He earned his master’s degree at Arizona State in 1992. 
Marcus and wife, Lori, have a son, Jake, and daughter, Anna.

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Eric Sugarman enters his 18th NFL season in 2014 and his
9th with the Vikings, taking on a larger role this season as he
will serve as the Director of Sports Medicine/Head Athletic
Trainer.

Peterson returned to
action for the 2012 season opener and went on to exceed all
outside expectations by rushing for 2,097 yards, the 2nd-best
season in NFL history, and earning NFL Most Valuable Player
and Offensive Player of the Year honors in the NFL along with
1st-Team All-Pro and Pro Bowl recognition.

Sugarman’s staff has also overseen the rehabs of LBs
Chad Greenway, Heath Farwell and E.J. Henderson, who each
suffered season-ending injuries in their careers but returned to
earn Pro Bowl berths.

With the Vikings, Sugarman supervises the evaluation and
care of all injuries sustained. He and his staff implement and
maintain proactive treatment and rehabilitation programs.
Sugarman also oversees the Vikings nutrition program where
he works closely with the team chef and nutritionist.

The Vikings athletic training staff has broad-based experi-
ence in athletic training and have trained under some of the
most respected professionals in their field. The staff prides
themselves on being proactive while using the most current
concepts, modalities and principles. The entire athletic training
staff are Performance Enhancement and Corrective Exercise
Specialists credentialed through the National Academy of
Sports Medicine. The Vikings staff has been trained in the
Advanced Graston technique, a patented form of instrument
assisted soft tissue mobilization that works to effectively
break down scar tissue and fascial restrictions. This offseason,
the staff attended a course in myofascial release techniques.
Sugarman has worked closely in the past with the Nike SSP
team. He added a sensory station in the athletic training room
bringing many of Nike SSP’s vision concepts to the Vikings
team daily. Sugarman also has a strong working relationship
with Starkey Hearing of Eden Prairie, allowing him to bring

state-of-the-art hearing enhancement and ear protection to
the team and staff.

Sugarman spent the 1997-99 seasons with the Chicago
Bears and the 2000-05 campaigns with Philadelphia. Sugarman
got his first taste of the NFL as a summer intern for the Bears’
athletic training staff from 1993-95.

Sugarman earned his bachelor’s degree in health and physi-
cal education with an emphasis in athletic training from West
Chester University and went on to earn his master’s degree
in sports management at the University of Richmond. During
his tenure at Richmond, Sugarman served as the graduate
assistant athletic trainer for the Spiders football team and
head athletic trainer for the Spiders’ baseball squad. In 1994-95
Sugarman served as assistant athletic trainer at West Chester
and worked as an instructor at the school. In 1996 Sugarman
served as an athletic trainer in the Chicago Cubs organization.

Sugarman joined the Bears as an assistant trainer from
1997-99 before moving to the Eagles in a similar role in 2000.
The Eagles were noted for progressive rehab programs. That
athletic training staff played an integral part in helping Terrell
Owens’ return from ankle surgery during the regular season in
time for Super Bowl XXXIX.

Sugarman is an active member of the Professional Football
Athletic Trainers Society, where he has served on several
committees. He is a current member of the NFL Committee
on Supplements, sits on the Advisory Board of the Rehberg
Konin Group and is a member of the Twin Cities Dunkers Club.
Sugarman is also an American Heart Association Basic Life
Support, AED and First Aid certified instructor. In 2003 he
received the PFATS’ “Big Heart” award for saving the life of a
fellow Eagles employee by performing CPR. In 2010, Sugarman
and former Vikings Head Coach Brad Childress were co-winners
of the American Optometric Association’s Eagle Award and
in 2009 ESPN Magazine recognized him as the NFL’s Most
Irreplaceable Athletic Trainer.

Mark Mullaney.

After suffering a poke to the eye in a 1984 game, Mullaney and Ryan
came up with a solution to allow him back on the field and to play with
confidence. Ryan formed a piece of plexiglass to fit into Mullaney’s face
mask and thus started a trend that would carry on to this day- the visor.
Future Vikings would make the look standard, most famously future Hall
of Famer Randall McDaniel.

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Tom Hunkele enters his 9th season as an assistant on the 
Vikings’ athletic training staff in 2014 and will enter this season 
in a new role as Coordinator of Rehabilitation/Assistant Athletic 
Trainer. Hunkele and Vikings Director of Sports Medicine/Head 
Athletic Trainer Eric Sugarman previously worked together for 
6 seasons with the Philadelphia Eagles. Hunkele assists in the 
evaluation and care of all injuries sustained and helps imple-
ment proactive treatment and rehabilitation programs for the 
athletes. 

During Hunkele’s tenure with the Eagles from 2000-05 
he worked with NovaCare Rehabilitation as a Staff Physical 
Therapist during the off-season and as an assistant with the 
team starting in the pre-season through the remainder of the 
schedule. While working with the Eagles, Hunkele was part of 
Rick Burkholder’s highly-regarded staff and was exposed to 
some of the most progressive rehab programs and techniques 
at work in the NFL today.

Hunkele started in the athletic training field as a student at 
Duquesne where he assisted with the athletic training staff for 
football during his undergraduate days.

2014 MEDICAL STAFF
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George Paton enters his 8th season with the Vikings in 
2014, serving as the club’s Assistant General Manager and 
working with General Manager Rick Spielman. 

The duo have a long professional history together, having 
worked on the personnel staffs in Chicago and Miami before 
joining forces again in Minnesota. 

The 2012 Vikings benefitted from an influx of young talent 
and spurred the squad to a Vikings-record 7-win improvement 
over the previous season, finishing 10-6 and earning a Wild 
Card playoff berth. The Vikings landed 3 draft picks on the All-
Rookie team and a pair of rookies garnered Pro Bowl honors. 
Vikings FB Jerome Felton joined the team as a free agent in 
2012 and went on to a career year, paving the way for Adrian 
Peterson to post the 2nd-best rushing mark in NFL history 
with 2,097 yards and earned his 1st career All-Pro and Pro Bowl 
recognition. 

The Vikings roster development through free agency, trades 
and the draft built the foundation for the back-to-back NFC 
North Champions in 2008 and 2009. The Vikings tied a team 
record with 10 players earning Pro Bowl berths in 2009, 5 were 
acquired by the draft, 4 by free agency and 1 via trade. 

The 2009 team tied the 2nd-most wins in franchise history 
with a 12-4 mark in the regular season and advanced to the NFC 
Championship game for the first time since 2000. The Vikings 
22 wins over the 2008 and 2009 seasons led the NFC over that 

span and ranked 2nd in the NFL.  
Paton’s primary focus is coordinate scouting and personnel 

functions within the Vikings Pro Scouting Department and 
lend his expertise to the College Scouting Department as they 
prepare for the annual NFL Draft.

Since 2007, the Vikings have sent 5 rookie players 
to the Pro Bowl in their debut seasons- Cordarrelle Patterson 
(2013), Matt Kalil (2012) Blair Walsh (2012), Percy Harvin (2009) 
and Adrian Peterson (2007)

In 2009, Stephenson was promoted to Assistant Director 
of College Scouting after originally joining the club in 2002 as a 
college scout. Stephenson has worked closely with former col-
lege director Scott Studwell since joining the Vikings and takes 
over the department for the 2014 season.

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A key part of the Vikings for 38 seasons in different capaci-
ties, Scott Studwell enters the 2014 season working with the 
Vikings college scouting efforts as a regional scout after serving 
from 2002-13 as Director of College Scouting. 

Studwell is in his 5th decade with the team and is one of 
the most enduring figures in Vikings history. He enters his 
23rd year in the team’s Player Personnel department in 2014. 
Studwell retired from his 14-year playing career after the 1990 
season (1977-1990) and spent a year as the Vikings Assistant 
to the President/Player Relations in 1991 before being named 
the Player Personnel Coordinator from 1992-2001 and named 
Director of College Scouting in 2002. 

Studwell’s place in team history was immortalized in 2009 
when he was inducted into the Vikings Ring of Honor. A mem-
ber of the Vikings’ 25th, 40th and 50th Anniversary All-Time 
Teams, Studwell holds team records for tackles in a career 
(1,981), season (230 in ‘81) and game (24 vs. Detroit in ‘85), as 
well as solo tackles in a career (1,308). No other player in Vikings 
history has over 1,500 career tackles. According to team media 
guides Studwell has more tackles with one organization than 
any other player in NFL history. In addition, Studwell is one of 
only five Minnesota players to participate in over 200 games 
during his career. He also played in 12 playoffs contests, includ-
ing NFC Championship Games following the ‘77 and ‘87 sea-
sons. In ‘87 and ‘88 Studwell was voted to the Pro Bowl. In ‘89 
he was named 2nd-team All-NFC by United Press International. 
He also was Minnesota’s recipient of the Ed Block Memorial 
Courage Award in ‘87. After earning the starting MLB job in 

‘80, Studwell led the Vikings in tackles the next 6 seasons. He 
also was the team’s leading tackler in ‘88 and ‘89. Studwell, 
who tied for the team lead in fumbles recovered three times 
(‘82, ‘86, ‘88), finished his NFL career with 15 FRs and 11 INTs.

Drafted by Minnesota in the 9th round from Illinois in ‘77, 
Studwell finished his collegiate career as the school’s second 
all-time tackler (342) behind Dick Butkus (374). In ‘76 Studwell 
recorded 177 tackles to surpass Illinois’ season record, for-
merly held by Butkus. As a senior Studwell recorded 23 tackles 
against Purdue to tie the school’s single-game record.

In ‘90 Studwell was named to Illinois’ All-Century Team, 
joining Butkus and Ray Nitschke as the linebackers on that 
squad. Studwell earned 2nd-team All-America and 1st-team 
All-Big Ten honors in ‘76, and 2nd-team All-Conference men-
tion in ‘75. Studwell also was the team’s co-captain and co-
MVP in ‘76, when he played in the Hula Bowl, East-West Shrine 
Game and Japan Bowl.

A native of Evansville, IN (8/27/54), John Scott Studwell 
starred at Evansville High School. In 2001 Studwell was elected 
into the Indiana Football Hall of Fame. He majored in com-
merce at Illinois. During his playing career, he sat on the Board 
of Directors of the Boys and Girls Clubs of Minneapolis. Scott 
and wife Jenny have two daughters, Jessie and Samantha, and 
a son Jack.

Louis Rams as an area scout for 7 years (1995-2001) and 
volunteering with the Rams personnel department in 1994. 
During his tenure with the Rams, the team became known as 
one of the most potent offensive attacks in the NFL. In 1999 
the Rams went 13-3 in the regular season and won Super Bowl 
XXXIV over Tennessee following a 4-12 campaign in 1998. In 
2001, St. Louis posted a 14-2 regular season mark and lost 
Super Bowl XXXVI to New England in one of the most exciting 
Super Bowls in League history. In his final three seasons with 
St. Louis, the Rams amassed a 37-11 regular-season record, 
won the NFC West title twice (1999, 2001) and finished as the 

Division runner-up in 2000. 
McCabe began his career in 1985 as an assistant coach 

at his alma mater, John Muir High School in Pasadena, CA. 
McCabe coached on the prep level in the Los Angeles area until 
becoming strength and conditioning coordinator and assistant 
football coach at Pomona-Pitzer College. He stayed at the 
school from 1991-94. In 1993 McCabe coached overseas for the 
East City Giants in Helsinki, Finland. 

McCabe is a native of Pasadena and earned a bachelor’s 
degree in political science in 1985 from Princeton University, 
where he was a three-year letterman for the Tiger football 
team. Kevin and his wife, Anne, have sons, Torin and Keenan, 
and a daughter, Katherine. The family resides in Woodland, CA.

In his 2nd season with the Vikings in 2014, Pat Roberts 
brings a wealth of experience in the scouting field to the team 
and will serve as a College Scout/Regional for the club, cover-
ing the Southeast Region. Roberts spent 8 seasons with the 
Cleveland Browns from 2005-12 and originally entered the NFL 
in 1998 with Chicago and served in a variety of roles with the 
team. Roberts began with Cleveland as a national scout from 
2005-08 before advancing to Director of College Scouting in 
2009 and on to Senior National Scout from 2010-12. 

Roberts was an in-house scout for the team in 1998 and 

spent 1999-2003 as the Bears’ Northeast Area Scout before 
moving to the Southeast Area in 2004. Prior to joining the 
Bears, Roberts served briefly as the head strength coach and 
offensive line coach for Division III Millsaps College in Jackson, 
MS. His coaching career began at his alma mater, DePauw 
University in Indiana, where he coached RBs in 1995 and offen-
sive line in 1996-97. Roberts was an offensive guard from 1991-
94 while earning a degree in exercise science in 1995. 

Roberts and wife, Allison, have a daughter, Sophia, and 
son, Ryder. 

The Vikings selected 2 players in the 1st round of the 2014 Draft, marking the 1st time in team history with multiple 1st-round 
draft picks in 3 straight seasons- 2 in 2012, 3 in 2013 and 2 in 2014. The Vikings have selected 5 players from USC in the 1st round 
of the Draft, the most from any school.

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In 2014, Jeff Robinson enters his 25th season with the
Minnesota Vikings and serves as a Pro Scout. Robinson assists
the personnel department with league-wide player evaluation
and preparing scouting reports on upcoming opponents.

After joining the Vikings as a public relations intern in 1990,
Robinson worked two seasons (1991-92) as a public relations
assistant and three years (1993-95) as operations assistant. He
moved into the scouting department in June 1996.

In 1989-90 Robinson was an assistant coach at North High
School in Minneapolis.

A three-year starter at cornerback at Northwestern,
Robinson served as a team captain and was selected honor-
able-mention All-Big Ten as a senior in 1988. In the Wildcats’
28-10 win over Illinois in 1987, he returned an interception 73
yards for a touchdown, which at the time was the 7th longest
interception return in school history and the longest intercep-
tion return by a Northwestern player since ’63. As a starter
in all 11 games at RCB as a sophomore, Robinson helped the
Wildcats post their best record (4-7) since 1973. Northwestern
also tied a school record for takeaways with 31 in ’86. He was
recruited by and played as a freshman for former Vikings Head
Coach Dennis Green.

A native of Minneapolis, Robinson (4/16/67) was an hon-
orable-mention All-America and a two-time All-Minneapolis
Conference selection at North High School. He was a 2-time
All-State pick in track and an All-City choice in basketball. A
member of the National Honor Society in high school, Robinson
was recognized by the Minneapolis Public School Athletic
Department in ’88.

Named one of the Outstanding College Students of America,
Robinson earned a degree in organizational studies/business
management at Northwestern. Since ’91 he has served on the
board of directors of the North Community YMCA. In 1995 and
1996 he hosted a college prep basketball camp for the top 30
varsity players in the Twin Cities. For the last 8 years Robinson
has hosted the “Jeff Robinson Football Camp”. He and his
wife Cassandra have two daughters, Jassandra, Jaila and a son,
Jeffrey II “Deuce” and live in Shakopee.

Conrad Cardano is in his 3rd decade with the Vikings in 2014,
joining the team in 1987 after a successful stint in collegiate
coaching and working in scouting for Blesto.

The team has
played in 4 NFC Championship Games during his tenure.

Prior to joining the Vikings, Cardano worked for 3 years
(1984-86) for the Blesto Scouting Combine. From 1981-83
he coached at Eastern Kentucky, which won the Ohio Valley
Conference title each of his 3 seasons. The Colonels captured
the NCAA Division I-AA championship in ‘82, when they went
13-0. Cardano joined Eastern Kentucky after 2 seasons (1979-

80) overseeing WRs at Marshall. His first collegiate coach-
ing job came as offensive coordinator at Catholic University
from 1975-78. Cardano coached 2 years at Tuscola High in
Waynesville,NC and Dover-Sherborn High in Dover, MA.

Cardano played quarterback for the Hagarstown Bears of
the Seaboard Pro League from 1972-73. Cardano played QB at
Western Carolina from 1967-70.

Born in Washington, DC, Cardano attended Bladensburg
(MD) High School. He earned his bachelor’s degree in health
and physical education at Western Carolina. In 1982 Cardano
received his master’s in education administration and supervi-
sion from Bowie State College in Maryland.

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Jerry Reichow has seen the growth and development of the 
Minnesota Vikings with a front row seat since the team first 
took the field as a raw expansion outfit.  

A standout player on the debut Vikings team in 1961, 
Reichow has worked over four decades with the team in a 
variety of personnel roles. 

Reichow’s eye for talent has played a key role in the success 
of the franchise and he has worked with all nine head coaches 
in Vikings history. 

Reichow began in the Vikings front office in 1966 as Director 
of Player Personnel. He moved on to be Director of Football 
Operations in 1975 and Assistant General Manager, National 
Scouting in 1992. Reichow was a key contributor to the Vikings 
draft process throughout his career and the team developed a 

reputation for finding talent hidden in late rounds of the draft.
Originally joining the team in 1961 in a trade from 

Washington, Reichow played 1961-64 for the Vikings. He led 
the team in receiving in 1961 and ‘62, joined Hugh McElhenny in 
‘61 as the first 2 Pro Bowlers in team history and his 11 TD catch-
es ‘61 stood as the team record until Cris Carter broke it in 1995.

Reichow entered the NFL as a 4th-round pick in 1956 by 
Detroit, helping the Lions to the 1957 NFL title. Reichow was 
the 1955 Iowa Hawkeyes MVP. He left school as the school 
record holder in total offense and played in the Shrine Bowl and 
Senior Bowl as a senior. On the hardwood, Reichow helped the 
team to the Final Four in 1955. 

A native of Decorah, IA, Reichow and his wife, Carolyn, have 
three children. 

In almost five decades as a player, coach and administrator 
in the National Football League, Paul Wiggin has been closely 
linked with the success of several teams. 

 In his role as a Vikings Personnel Consultant, Wiggin works 
with the department that is responsible for the evaluation all 
NFL players and advance scouting of the Vikings’ upcoming 
opponents. 

Wiggin first joined the Vikings in 1985 as defensive line coach 
in Bud Grant’s final season as head coach. Wiggin oversaw a 
line that featured DE Chris Doleman and DT Keith Millard, who 
posted 21.0 and 18.0 sacks respectively in 1989, earning Millard 
NFL Defensive Player of the Year.

Wiggin’s career included head coaching jobs at his alma 
mater, Stanford, from 1980-83 on a team that included John 

Elway and Darrin Nelson. From 1975-77 Wiggin was head coach of 
the Kansas City Chiefs. His coaching career started in 1968 with 
the San Francisco 49ers defensive line.

As a standout DE for the Cleveland Browns from 1957-67, 
Wiggin never missed a game, playing in 146 straight. He earned 
Pro Bowl starts in 1965 and ‘67 and was named to the Browns 
all-time team. In 2008 he was inducted as a Cleveland Browns 
Legend, honoring the top players in franchise history. A 2-time 
All-American at Stanford, Wiggin was inducted to the College 
Football Hall of Fame in 2005. He has bachelor’s and master’s 
degrees from Stanford. 

A native of Modesto (CA), Wiggin attened Manteca Union 
High. He and his wife, Carolynn, have three children and eight 
grandchildren.

Jerry Reichow began working for the Vikings in 1966 after playing from 1961-64 and is in his 5th decade with the club in 2014.
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Bud Grant holds a notable place in the history of the Vikings 
franchise but also in the state of Minnesota. An icon of the 
sport and the team, Grant and the Vikings were synonymous 
for his 18 seasons as head coach of the club. 

 Grant retired as the winningest head coach in team history 
following the 1985 season, capping a career that would be hon-
ored with induction into the Pro Football Hall of Fame less than 
a decade later. Grant’s place among the giants of the game is 
marked by a career regular season record of 158-96-5, winning 
11 division titles in his 18 seasons and leading the Vikings to the 
Super Bowl 4 times. 

Grant’s coaching career began in the Canadian Football 
League in 1957 with the Winnipeg Blue Bombers. Grant moved 
to the sideline for 10 seasons (1957-66) immediately after retir-
ing as a player for the Blue Bombers from 1953-56 where he 
played both ways as a WR/DB and was a Western Conference 
All-Star 3 times. During a playoff game against Saskatchewan, 
Grant snared 5 INTs to set a pro football record for a game. He 
entered pro football as a player with the Philadelphia Eagles for 
2 seasons in 1951-52, ranking 2nd in the NFL in receiving in 1952. 
Grant had a 203-yard receiving day against the Dallas Texans 
in 1952 that still ranks as the 4th-best day in Eagles history. 

As a coach in Canada, Grant led Winnipeg to the Grey Cup 6 
times, winning the title 4 times- 1958, ‘59, ‘61, ‘62. Grant is the 

1st person to be elected to the Pro Football Hall of Fame and 
the Canadian Football Hall of Fame. 

Despite his many connections to Minnesota, Grant is a 
native of Superior, WI and graduate of Superior High. Upon 
graduation in 1945 he enlisted in the Navy and spent his basic 
training at Great Lakes Naval Station in Chicago where he 
played on a base football team coached by fellow Hall of Famer 
Paul Brown. Grant enrolled at the University of Minnesota 
where he would be a 3-sport standout in football, basketball 
and baseball. He twice earned All Big Ten honors in football. 
He was sought after as a pro athlete, being drafted by the 
Philadelphia Eagles and the NBA’s Minneapolis Lakers. He won 
a pair of NBA titles with the Lakers in 1950 and ‘51 before turn-
ing to football where he played in 1951 and ‘52 for the Eagles. 
He was the 2nd-leading receiver in the NFL in 1952 before a con-
tract dispute led him to Winnipeg to finish his playing career. 

The Grant family is prominent in Minnesota in many areas. 
The matriarch of the Grant family, Bud’s wife of 59 years, Pat, 
passed in the spring of 2009. Grant has 6 children, 19 grandchil-
dren and 2 great-grandchildren. 

Fred Zamberletti has a long and storied history with the 
franchise and has had a hands-on role in building of the Vikings 
franchise from an expansion club in 1961 to a team that has 
become ingrained in the fabric of life of the Upper Midwest. 
Zamberletti had a streak being on hand for 1,049 consecutive 
Vikings games, dating to the start of the franchise in 1961, 
snapped in 2011 at Washington.. 

Zamberletti has earned the respect and trust of countless 
players and staff during his tenure with the Vikings. In his 
time with the team Zamberletti has been a friend, brother, 
father figure and mentor to countless players, coaches and 
co-workers. When the team held Fred Zamberletti Day on 
December 20, 1998 before kickoff of the Vikings-Jacksonville 
Jaguars game, over 100 Vikings alumni turned out to celebrate 
with him. To the media he’s known as “Trainer for Life.” Former 
head coach Bud Grant acknowledged him as the “Cornerstone 
of the Vikings” and former General Manager Mike Lynn referred 
to Fred as “Mr. Viking.” The players with respect and admira-
tion refer to him as “The Man.” To his friends and compatriots 
he is known as “The Voice of Reason.” Zamberletti was the 
Head Trainer from 1961-98, Coordinator of Medical Services 
from 1999-2001 and currently Senior Consultant. 

A successful entrepreneur and a man of deep religious 
beliefs, Zamberletti was a 1st Lieutenant in the U.S. Infantry. 
Following his graduation from the University of Iowa he 

served as chief physical therapist at Hibbing General Hospital 
in 1959 and head athletic trainer at the University of Toledo 
in 1960 before joining the Vikings at the team’s inception in 
1961.  

Zamberletti is a native of Melcher, IA, and in addition 
to numerous professional awards he was inducted into the 
Minnesota Athletic Trainers Hall of Fame and was chosen 
Professional Athletic Trainer of the Year in 1986 by the Drackett 
Company of Cincinnati. He and the Vikings staff earned the 
1996 NFL Athletic Training Staff of the Year. In 1999 he earned 
the Cain Fain Award at the NFL Physicians Sports Sciences 
Symposium and is an Honorary Fellow of the Minneapolis 
Sports Medicine Center.  

Recognized by the governor as an Honorary Ambassador 
of the State of Minnesota, Zamberletti has also received
Minneapolis’ Honorary Citizen Award. In 2011, Zamberletti was 
recognized by his alma mater, the University of Iowa, with the 
Distinguished Alumni Award.

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Jeff Anderson is currently in his 12th season with the 
Vikings and his 2nd as the team’s Executive Director of 
Communications.

Anderson worked closely on the organization’s internal 
stadium team and with Vikings ownership in the quest to build 
a new home for Vikings football, an effort that culminated with 
the passage of stadium legislation on May 10, 2012. Throughout 
that endeavor, Anderson led media relations, external and 

He 
continues to play a key role with the Vikings stadium team, 
helping oversee new stadium communication efforts during 
the 4-year design and construction period leading to the new 
facility’s opening in 2016. 

A native of Adair, IA, Anderson graduated from Buena 
Vista University before joining the Vikings as a public relations 
intern in 2003. Anderson has assisted the NFL public relations 
staff during three NFC Championships. He currently serves on 
the boards of the East Downtown Council and Buena Vista’s 
National Alumni Association and previously served on the 
board of the Minneapolis Regional Chamber of Commerce. 
Anderson resides in Bloomington.

Entering his 24th season with the Vikings in 2014 and his 
17th leading the PR department, Executive Director of Public 
Relations Bob Hagan is responsible for coordinating print and 
electronic media coverage of the Vikings as well as overseeing 
the club’s records and photo archives. 

A 1990 graduate of Iowa State University with a bachelor’s 
degree in mass communications, Hagan was an intern in 
1989-90 for KARE 11-TV. In 1991 Hagan served as an intern in 
the Vikings public relations office under Merrill Swanson. In 
1992 he was hired full time and served as an assistant under 
Swanson and then Dave Pelletier until his promotion to Director 
of Public Relations prior to the 1998 season. Following the 1998 
and 2000 seasons, Hagan accompanied the Vikings staff and 

helped the NFL with PR efforts at the Pro Bowl. Recently, he 
has worked with the NFL PR staff at the past 12 Super Bowls.

Hagan was the Head Coach for the Twin Cities Dunkers in 
2012. The Dunkers is a prestigious organization founded in 
1948 and pays tribute to sports individuals and teams.

Since October 1998, Huebner has overseen and revamped 
the successful Vikings Ticket Sales and Operations 
Departments, which are responsible for customer service and 
the sale of season, group and individual tickets along with 
hospitality packages. In 1999 season ticket sales were capped 
at 60,000, an increase of 17,000 from the 1998 season. The 
three largest home crowds in team history have been during 
Huebner’s tenure, including the team-record 64,482 fans who 
watched the Vikings battle Green Bay on 11/2/03.

From the 1961 Vikings Press, Radio and TV Guide, the following explanation described the Vikings 1961 expansion draft
additions that would lay the personnel groundwork of the team:

 In an effort to assist the Vikings in stocking the nucleus of a playing roster, the National Football League established a pro-
gram whereby Minnesota could select three veteran ball players from each team in the NFL, with the lone exception of Dallas.

 Each club was allowed to “freeze” 30 of the 38 men on its roster. There were not available for selection by the Vikings. From
the remaining eight, the Vikings chose three from each of the 12 clubs.

 Minnesota purchased these players at a total cost of $600,000. Of this amount, $50,000 went to the league and the balance
was divided 12 equal ways. The Vikings’ philosophy as pre-determined by General Manager Bert Rose and Head Coach Norm Van
Brocklin, was to accent youth in making the selections from the available lists. With very few (and those were notable) excep-
tions, the Viking choices were in line with that philosophy.

Every year, kids
from across the Upper Midwest compete in local events with
the hope of competing nationally for a PP&K title.

 Punt, Pass and Kick was established in 1961, just like the
Vikings. The competition is the oldest youth football activity
sponsored by the NFL. The PPK program is a national skills
competition for boys and girls between the ages of 6 and 15
to compete separately against their peers. Girls and boys in
five separate age divisions (6-7, 8-9, 10-11, 12-13, and 14-15)
compete against each other in punting, passing and place
kicking in a fun and engaging forum.  The PPK program is
free – both to organizers who host a local competition and
to every youngster who wants to participate. With more
than three million boys and girls from around the country
taking part in PPK competitions every year from July through
January, it is one of the world’s largest youth sports participa-
tion programs.

In 2013, Alex Folz of Spring Grove, MN (pictured above
right) captured the 12-13 age division title representing the
Vikings at the National PPK competition. Folz and other win-
ners were recognized during an on-field presentation during
the Chargers-Broncos Divisional playoff game.

Tarkenton went on to throw TDs 
to Jerry Reichow from 29 yards, Hugh McElhenny from a yard out and ran for a 3-yard TD himself on a QB keeper. He rounded out 
the day with a 2-yard TD pass to Dave Middleton and the upstart Vikings notched a 37-13 win.

FRANCHISE FOUNDED — Minnesota was granted
an NFL franchise at the league owners’ meetings
in Miami on Jan. 28, 1960. The team began play
in 1961. The founding group consisted of Max
Winter, E. William Boyer, H.P Skoglund, Ole
Haugsrud and Bernard H. Ridder, Jr.
ROSE NAMED GENERAL MANAGER — In August
1960, former Los Angeles Rams Public Relations
Director Bert Rose was named the team’s first
General Manager.
TEAM NICKNAMED — In one of his first moves
with the team, Bert Rose recommended the
nickname “Vikings” to the Board of Directors.
The name was selected because it represented
both an aggressive person with the will to
win and the Nordic tradition in the northern
Midwest.
FIRST COLLEGE DRAFT — On Dec. 27, 1960, RB
Tommy Mason of Tulane was taken with the
1st overall choice and the first-ever draft pick
utilized by the Vikings. Also selected that year
were QB Fran Tarkenton (3rd round) and DB Ed
Sharockman (5th round).
FIRST HEAD COACH — Norm Van Brocklin was
selected as the first head coach in franchise
history on Jan. 18, 1961. He retired as a player
in 1960 after 12 seasons in the NFL as a Hall of
Fame QB who led Philadelphia to the NFL title
in his final season on the field in 1960. Known
as “The Dutchman” his tenacious style was
infamous as a player and coach.
EXPANSION DRAFT — Following the 1960 sea-
son, the Vikings were allowed to select 3 players
from the roster of each team after each team
was allowed to protect 30 of their 38 players.
Dallas, a 1960 expansion team, was exempt from
this process. Among the future Vikings stalwarts
selected in the Jan. 26, 1961 Expansion Draft
were OL Grady Alderman (Detroit) and RB Hugh
McElhenny (San Francisco).
ASSIGNED CONFERENCE — On April 12, 1961,
the NFL assigned the Vikings to the Western
Conference. Minnesota joined Baltimore,
Chicago, Detroit, Green Bay, Los Angeles and San
Francisco in the conference.
TRAINING CAMP OPENS IN BEMIDJI — The
fledgling Vikings opened their debut training
camp on the campus of Bemidji State University
on July 7, 1961.
FIRST GAME — In the first game in franchise
history, the Vikings played the Dallas Cowboys in
a preseason game in Sioux Falls, SD, on Aug. 5,
1961. The Cowboys defeated the Vikings, 38-13.
FIRST HOME GAME — The Minnesota Vikings
played the Los Angeles Rams in preseason
action at Metropolitan Stadium in Bloomington,
MN, on Sept. 10, 1961, the team’s first game
in the Twin Cities. The Rams defeated the
Vikings, 21-17.
FIRST REGULAR-SEASON GAME — In a stunning
upset, the Vikings defeated the Chicago Bears,
37-13, at Metropolitan Stadium in the Vikings’
first NFL regular-season game on Sept. 17,
1961. Kicker Mike Mercer scored the first points
in team history with a 12-yard field goal. Bob
Schnelker scored the team’s first touchdown on
a 14-yard pass from Fran Tarkenton. In his NFL
debut Tarkenton came off the bench to complete
17-of-23 passes for 250 yards and 4 touchdowns.
FIRST PRO BOWLERS — On Jan. 14, 1962, RB
Hugh McElhenny and WR Jerry Reichow became
the first Vikings to compete in the Pro Bowl.
They were part of the Western Conference All-
Stars who beat the Eastern Conference squad,
31-30, at the Los Angeles Coliseum.
FIRST ALL-PRO — In 1963 RB Tommy Mason,
who was the team’s first ever draft choice,
was the first Vikings player to earn  All-Pro
recognition. He was a consensus pick after
rushing for 763 yards and 7 touchdowns on 166
carries (4.6 avg.).
FINKS HIRED — On Sept. 11, 1964, Jim Finks was
named the team’s second general manager,
succeeding Bert Rose, who resigned in June,
1964. Finks previously had served as general
manager for Calgary of the Canadian Football
League for 7 years.
FIRST WINNING SEASON — Minnesota won its
final 3 regular-season games in 1964 to achieve
the first winning season in team history with an
8-5-1 record. The Vikings tied for 2nd in the NFL
Western Conference behind Baltimore.

MET EXPANDED — A new grandstand was
constructed on the east side of Metropolitan
Stadium that increased capacity from 41,200 to
47,200. The new seats were formally dedicated
on Aug. 20, 1965, when Minnesota played
Philadelphia in a preseason game.
NFL RE-ALIGNED — On Dec. 2, 1966, Minnesota,
Chicago, Detroit and Green Bay were chosen to
make up the newly-formed Central Division of
the Western Conference of the NFL.
VAN BROCKLIN RESIGNS — After compiling a
29-51-4 record while leading the Vikings in their
first six years of existence, Head Coach Norm
Van Brocklin resigned in Feb. 11, 1967. His best
season was 1964, when he led the team to a tie
for 2nd place in the NFL Western Conference
with an 8-5-1 record.
TARKENTON TRADED — On March 7, 1967, QB
Fran Tarkenton is traded to the NY Giants for
a 1st and 2nd-round choice in 1967, a 1st-round
choice in ‘68 and a 2nd-round choice in ‘69.
With the picks Minnesota selected Clinton
Jones and Bob Grim in ‘67, Ron Yary in ‘68 and
Ed White in ‘69.
GRANT NAMED HEAD COACH — Bud Grant was
named the 2nd head coach in Vikings history
on March 10, 1967. He came to Minnesota after
leading the Winnipeg Blue Bombers to 4 Grey
Cup titles in 10 years as head coach.
FIRST DIVISION TITLE — On Dec. 15, 1968 the
Vikings defeated the Philadelphia Eagles, 24-17,
at Franklin Field then retired to the dressing
room to listen to the Chicago-Green Bay game
on the radio. Minnesota needed the Bears to lose
to clinch the Vikings’ 1st Division title. Chicago
tried to rally from a 28-10 4th quarter deficit but
eventually fell 28-17.
FIRST PLAYOFF GAME — On Dec. 22, 1968, in
the first playoff game in franchise history, the
Colts defeated the Vikings, 24-14, in the Western
Conference Championship Game at Baltimore’s
Memorial Stadium. Minnesota trailed 21-0 in the
4th quarter but a late rally fell short.
SECOND DIVISION TITLE — On Nov. 27, 1969, the
Vikings shut out Detroit, 27-0, at Tiger Stadium
to clinch the franchise’s 2nd division title. The
victory over the Lions was the 10th of a 12-game
win streak, the longest in the NFL in 35 years.
Minnesota finished the season with the NFL’s
best record (12-2) of ’69.
FIRST PLAYOFF WIN — On Dec. 27, 1969, in the
first NFL playoff game in Minnesota, the Vikings
came from behind to defeat the LA Rams, 23-20,
in the Western Conference Championship Game.
Minnesota overcame deficits of 17-7 at halftime
and 20-14 in the 4th quarter for the franchise’s
1st postseason win.
FIRST NFL CHAMPIONSHIP GAME — The Vikings
defeated the Browns, 27-7, in the NFL Champion-
ship Game on Jan. 4, 1970, at Metropolitan
Stadium. Minnesota became the 1st modern NFL
expansion team to win an NFL Championship
Game. The Vikings dominated the game, leading
27-0 at one point.

FIRST SUPER BOWL — On Jan. 11, 1970, the
Vikings lost to Kansas City, 23-7, in Super Bowl IV
at Tulane Stadium in New Orleans. Not only was
the game the 1st Super Bowl in franchise history,
but it was the 1st Super Bowl played by a modern
expansion team.
AFL-NFL MERGER LEADS TO RE-ALIGNMENT —
In January 1970 the modern NFL was divided into
the American Conference (AFC) and National
Conference (NFC) with an Eastern, Central and
Western Division in each Conference. Minnesota
is assisgned to the NFC Central with foes Chi-
cago, Detroit and Green Bay.
THIRD DIVISION TITLE — On Dec. 5, 1970,
the Vikings defeated the Bears, 16-13, at
Metropolitan Stadium to clinch their 3rd straight
division title. Minnesota hosted San Francisco
in a divisional playoff game but lost, 17-14. For
the 2nd consecutive season, the Vikings had the
league’s best record with a 12-2 mark.
FOURTH DIVISION TITLE — On Dec. 11, 1971, the
Vikings defeated the Lions, 29-10, at Metropoli-
tan Stadium to clinch their 4th-straight division
title. Minnesota finished the year with an 11-3
mark, which tied Dallas for the league’s best re-
cord in ‘71. The Vikings lost to the eventual Super
Bowl champion Cowboys, 20-12, in a divisional
playoff game at Metropolitan Stadium.
PAGE NAMED NFL’S MVP — In 1971 Alan Page be-
came the first defensive player to be named the
Most Valuable Player of the National Football
League by the Associated Press. Page headed a
Vikings defense that held opponents to fewer
than 10 points a game to lead the league in scor-
ing defense for the 3rd consecutive year.
VIKINGS RE-ACQUIRE TARKENTON — On Janu-
ary 27, 1972 the Vikings traded Norm Snead, Bob
Grim, Vince Clements and a 1st-round choice in
‘72 and ‘73 to the NY Giants for Fran Tarkenton.
BOYER DIES — On February 19, 1972 E. William
Boyer passed away. He was one of the prime
forces in the drive to bring an NFL franchise to
Minnesota. Boyer was president of the Vikings
from 1960-64 and sat on the Board of Directors
for the first 12 years of the team’s existence. He
was replaced on the team’s Board of Directors by
his son-in-law Jack Steele.
FIFTH DIVISION TITLE — The Vikings began the
’73 season with 9 straight victories and clinched
the NFC Central championship before they even
lost a game. Minnesota clinched the division
crown by defeating Detroit, 28-7, at Metropolitan
Stadium on Nov. 11, 1973. The Vikings finished
with a 12-2 mark, which tied for the best record
in the league that year.
SECOND SUPER BOWL — On Jan. 13, 1974,
the Vikings played in the 2nd Super Bowl in
franchise history against the Miami Dolphins
at Rice Stadium in Houston, TX. The Dolphins
prevailed, 24-7. Minnesota earned the trip to
Super Bowl VIII by defeating Dallas, 27-10, in the
NFC Championship game.

Bud Grant and Chuck Foreman, who were both named to the 50 Greatest Vikings list, spent 
seven years together from 1973-1979. In that time the Vikings won six division champion-
ships and appeared in three Super Bowls.

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FINKS RESIGNS — After the 1973 season,
Executive Vice President and General Manager
Jim Finks resigned. Under Finks, who was hired
in 1964, the Vikings won 5 division titles and ap-
peared in 2 Super Bowls. He also hired Bud Grant
as head coach in ‘67.7.7
SIXTH DIVISION TITLE — On Dec. 1, 1974, the Vi-
kings clinched the NFC Central crown by defeat-
ing the Saints, 29-9, at Metropolitan Stadium,
while the Packers lost, 36-14, at Philadelphia.
Minnesota tied for the best record in the NFC
with a 10-4 mark.
THIRD SUPER BOWL — The Vikings played in
their 2nd straight Super Bowl, losing to the
Pittsburgh Steelers, 16-6, at Tulane Stadium in
New Orleans on Jan. 12, 1975. Minnesota earned
a trip to Super Bowl IX by defeating the Los
Angeles Rams, 14-10, at Metropolitan Stadium
on Dec. 29, 1974.
FRONT OFFICE CHANGES — In the spring of 1975,
Max Winter, one of the team’s founders and its
president since 1965, took over active manage-
ment of the franchise. In addition, Mike Lynn,
who was hired as an assistant to the president
on Aug. 15, 1974, was named the team’s general
manager.
SEVENTH DIVISION TITLE — The Vikings
clinched their 3rd straight NFC Central title and
their 7th division championship in 8 years on
Thanksgiving Day Nov. 27,7,7 1975, when the Lions
lost to the Rams, 20-0. Minnesota won 10 con-
secutive games to start the season and finished
the year with the best record (12-2) in the NFL.
The Vikings were upset, 17-14, in the divisional
playoffs at Metropolitan Stadium on Dec. 28,
1975, when the Dallas Cowboys scored on a last
minute 50-yard touchdown pass.
TATAT RKENTON NAMED LEAGUE MVP — Quarter-
back Fran Tarkenton was named the NFL’L’Ls Most
Valuable Player for 1975 after leading the Vikings
to the league’s best record (12-2). He led the NFC
and finished 2nd in the NFL in passing with a
91.7 rating. He completed 273-of-425 passes for
2,994 yards and 25 TDs with 13 INTs.
HAUGSRUD DIES — Ole Haugsrud passed away
in March, 1976. He was one of the prime forces in
the drive to bring an NFL franchise to Minnesota.
Haugsrud sat on the Board of Directors for 16
years of the team’s existence. He was replaced
on the team’s Board of Directors by his widow
Margaret Haugsrud.
EIGHTH DIVISION TITLE — The Vikings clinched
their 4th consecutive NFC Central championship
and their 8th division title in 9 years by defeating
the Packers, 17-10, at Milwaukee County Stadium
on Nov. 21, 1976. Minnesota finished the season
with the best record in the NFC at 11-2-1.
FOURTH SUPER BOWL — The Vikings played in
their 3rd Super Bowl in 4 years against the Oak-
land Raiders at the Rose Bowl in Pasadena, CA,
on Jan. 9, 1977.7.7 Minnesota lost, 32-14. The Vikings
earned a trip to Super Bowl XI by defeating the
Rams, 24-13, at Metropolitan Stadium on Dec.
26, 1976, in what ended up being the last Vikings
playoff game at the Met.
KAPLAN NAMED TO BOARD — In 1977 team at-
torney Sheldon Kaplan was named to the Vikings
Board of Directors. He replaced Bernard H. Rid-
der, Jr., who was one of the team’s 5 founders.
NINTH DIVISION TITLE — The Vikings clinched
the NFC Central crown on the season’s final
weekend by defeating the Lions, 30-21, in Detroit
on Dec. 17,7,7 1977.7.7 Minnesota wrapped up its 5th
straight NFC Central title and its 9th division
crown in 10 seasons.
FOURTH NFC CHAMPIONSHIP GAME — On Jan.
1, 1978 the Vikings played Dallas in their 4th
NFC Championship Game in 5 years at Texas
Stadium. Minnesota lost 23-6 to the Super
Bowl champs.
CHANGES ON BOARD — John Skoglund and
Vikings General Manager Mike Lynn were named
to the team’s Board of Directors replacing
Margaret Haugsrud and H.P.P.P Skoglund, who was
one of the team’s founders. Haugsrud joined the
board in 1976, replacing her husband Ole, who
passed away.
10TH DIVISION TITLE — Despite losing in the
regular-season finale to the Raiders, 27-20,
on Dec. 17,7,7 1978, at Oakland-Alameda County
Coliseum, the Vikings captured the NFC Central
title when the Packers, who played at the same

time as Minnesota, lost to the Rams, 31-14, at
the LA Coliseum. It was the Vikings’ 6th straight
NFC Central crown and their 10th division
championship in 11 years.
METRODOME GROUND BREAKING — In Decem-
ber, 1979, ground was broken for construction
of the Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome in
downtown Minneapolis. The stadium, which
will house both the Vikings and TwTwT ins, was
scheduled to open in April, 1982.
11TH DIVISION TITLE — Minnesota clinched its
7th NFC Central title in 8 years by defeating the
Browns, 28-23, at Met Stadium on Dec. 14, 1980.
It also was the Vikings’ 11th division title in 13
seasons. Minnesota lost to the NFC Champion
Eagles, 31-16, at Veterans Stadium on Jan. 3, 1981
in the divisional playoffs.
WINTER PAPAP RK OPENS — On May 15, 1981, the
Vikings moved into a new facility in Eden Prairie
that houses the team’s offices, locker room and
practice fields. The complex was named “Winter
Park” after Max Winter, one of the Vikings
founders who served as the team’s president
from 1965-87.7.7
FAREWELL MET — On Dec. 20, 1981, the Vikings
hosted the Chiefs in Minnesota’s final game at
Metropolitan Stadium. The Vikings lost, 10-6.
The final points at the stadium were scored on
a 33-yard field goal by Minnesota kicker Rick
Danmeier. The last Vikings touchdown at Met
Stadium was scored on a 6-yard run by Ted
Brown against Green Bay on
Nov. 29, 1981.
METRODOME OPENS — The Vikings played
their 1st game at the Metrodome in a preseason
matchup against Seattle on Aug. 21, 1982.
Minnesota prevailed, 7-3. The 1st touchdown
in the new facility was scored by Joe Senser on
an 11-yard pass from Tommy Kramer. The 1st
regular-season game in the Metrodome was the
1982 opener on September 12, when the Vikings
defeated Tampa Bay, 17-10. Rickey YoYoY ung scored
the 1st regular-season touchdown in the facility
on a 3-yard run in the 2nd quarter.
12TH PLAYAYA OFF APPEARANCE — In a strike-
shortened 9-game 1982 season, the Vikings won
3-of-their-last-4 regular-season games to earn a
post-season berth.
FIRST DOME PLAYAYA OFF GAME — On Jan. 9, 1983,
the Vikings defeated Atlanta, 30-24, in a 1st-
round game that was the 1st playoff matchup in
the Metrodome. Minnesota lost to the eventual
Super Bowl Champion Redskins, 21-7,7,7 in the NFC
semi-finals at RFK Stadium on Jan. 15, 1983.
GRANT RETIRES — On Jan. 27,7,7 1984, Bud Grant
retired as Head Coach of the Vikings. In 17
seasons Grant led Minnesota to 12 playoff
appearances, 11 division titles and 4 Super
Bowls. His career regular-season record was
151-87-5 (.632).
STECKEL HIRED — Les Steckel, who was an of-
fensive assistant with the Vikings for 5 seasons,
was named the 3rd head coach in franchise
history on Jan. 29, 1984. Steckel, who came to
the Vikings in 1979 after working as an assistant
with the 49ers, was the youngest head coach in
the NFL in ‘84 at age 38.
GRANT RETURNS — On Dec. 18, 1984, Bud Grant
was re-hired as head coach. He replaced Les
Steckel who guided the team in 1984 after Grant
retired following the 1983 season.
GRANT RE-RETIRES — On Jan. 6, 1986 following
the 1985 season, Bud Grant retired as head coach
of the Vikings. He originally retired after the
1983 season but returned in ‘85. At the time of
his retirement he was the 6th winningest coach
in NFL history with 168 career wins, including
playoffs. In 18 seasons he led the team to a 158-
96-5 regular-season record.
BURNS HIRED — Longtime Vikings assistant
coach Jerry Burns was named the 4th head coach
in team history on Jan. 7,7,7 1986. He served as the
Vikings offensive coordinator from 1968-85,
when the team won 11 division titles and played
in 4 Super Bowls.
TATAT RKENTON ENSHRINED — On Aug. 2, 1986,
Fran Tarkenton became the 1st player who spent
the majority of his career with the Vikings to
be inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame.
He retired following the 1978 season with then
NFL career records for passing yards (47,7,7 003),
completions (3,686) and touchdown passes

(342). He led the team to 6 NFC Central titles, 4
NFC Championship Games and 3 Super Bowls.
13TH PLAYAYA OFF APPEARANCE — Despite a strike
replacement unit that saddled the Vikings with
3 losses, the team made the playoffs as a wild-
card entrant with an 8-7 record in 1987.7.7 It was the
team’s 1st postseason appearance under Jerry
Burns, who was in his 2nd season as the Vikings
head coach.
FIFTH NFC CHAMPIONSHIP GAME — The Vikings
played the Redskins in the NFC Championship
Game on Jan. 17,7,7 1988, at RFK Stadium. Trailing
17-10, the Vikings drove to the Redskins’ 6-yard
line with a little over a minute left in the game
but failed to get the ball into the end zone.
Minnesota upset New Orleans, 44-10, at the
Superdome and San Francisco, 36-24, at Candle-
stick Park in the first 2 rounds of the playoffs to
earn a trip to the conference title game.
BOARD ADDS MEMBERS — Four people were
added to the Vikings Board of Directors in 1988.
Joining Max Winter, John Skoglund, Jack Steele,
Sheldon Kaplan and Mike Lynn were Wheelock
Whitney, Jaye Dyer, Irwin Jacobs and Carl Pohlad.
PAPAP GE ENSHRINED — On July 30, 1988, Alan Page
became the 2nd player who spent the majority
of his career with the Vikings to be inducted
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame. Drafted by
Minnesota in the 1st round in 1967,7,7 Page made
the Pro Bowl 9 times. In 1971 he became the 1st
defensive player to be named the NFL’L’Ls Most
Valuable Player by Associated Press. Page played
on teams that won 10 NFC Central titles and
played in 4 Super Bowls.
14TH PLAYAYA OFF APPEARANCE — The Vikings
won 6-of-their-last-7 games in 1988 to earn a
wild-card berth into the playoffs. Minnesota
finished with an 11-5 record then defeated the
Rams, 28-17,7,7 on December 26 in a first-round
playoff game at the Metrodome. The Vikings
fell the following week to eventual Super Bowl
winner San Francisco at Candlestick Park.
REMAINING FOUNDER LEAVAVA ES BOARD — In
1989, Max Winter, the last of the original 5
Vikings’ founders on the team’s Board of Direc-
tors, left the board. He also served as the team’s
president from 1965-87.7.7 He was replaced on the
board by Gerald Schwalbach.
WAWAW LKER ACQUIRED — On Oct. 12, 1989, the
Vikings acquired Herschel Walker from Dallas 
for Issiac Holt, David Howard, Darrin Nelson, 
Jesse Solomon, Alex Stewart, a 1st-round choice 
in 1992, conditional 1st-round choices in 1990 
and ‘91, conditional 2nd-round choices in 1990, 
‘91 and ‘92, and a conditional 3rd-round choice 
in 1992. The final result of the trade gave the 
Vikings Walker, a 3rd (Mike Jones), 5th (Reggie 
Thornton) and 10th-round choice (Pat Newman) 
in 1990 and a 3rd-round choice in 1991 (Jake 
Reed), while Dallas received all 5 players, a 1st, 
2nd and 6th-round choice in 1990, a 1st and 2nd-
round choice in 1991 and a 1st, 2nd and 3rd-round 
choice in 1992. 
12TH DIVISION TITLE — The Vikings captured 
their 12th division title since 1968 by defeating 
the Cincinnati Bengals, 29-21, at the Metrodome 
in a Monday night game on Christmas Day in 
1989. It also was Minnesota’s 15th postseason 
appearance in the past 22 years. The Vikings 
finished the season with a 10-6 record but lost 
to eventual Super Bowl Champion San Francisco, 
41-13, at Candlestick Park in the divisional 
playoffs on Jan. 6, 1990.
HEADRICK NAMED TEAM PRESIDENT — On Jan. 
1, 1991, Roger Headrick became president and 
CEO of the Vikings. He replaced Mike Lynn as 
the person in charge of day-to-day operations of 
the club. In addition Headrick and Philip Maas 
replaced Jack Steele and Sheldon Kaplan on the 
board of directors.
BURNS RETIRES — On Dec. 3, 1991, Jerry Burns 
announced his retirement. In 6 seasons as Head 
Coach of the Vikings, Burns compiled a career 
record of 52-43 (.547). He also led Minnesota to 
3 playoff appearances, including a division title 
and an NFC Championship Game.

CHANGES ON BOARD — On Dec. 16, 1991,
the team’s ownership structure was reorganized.
Irwin Jacobs and Carl Pohlad sold their shares
to a group consisting of Vikings President/CEO
Roger Headrick, John Skoglund, Jaye Dyer, Philip
Maas, Mike Lynn, Wheelock Whitney, James
Binger, Bud Grossman, Elizabeth MacMillan and
Carol Sperry.
GREEN NAMED HEAD COACH — On Jan. 10,
1992, Dennis Green was named the 5th Head
Coach in team history. He came to Minnesota
after turning around a struggling Stanford
University football program as head coach there
from 1989-91.
13TH DIVISION TITLE — On Dec. 20, 1992 the
Vikings defeated the Steelers, 6-3, at Three
Rivers Stadium to earn the franchise’s 13th divi-
sion title. It also was Minnesota’s 16th playoff
season since 1968. Dennis Green also posted the
most victories (11) and the 1st division title by a
1st-year head coach in team history. The Vikings
lost to the defending Super Bowl champion
Redskins, 24-7,7,7 in a 1st-round playoff game at
the Metrodome on Jan. 2, 1993.
17TH PLAYAYA OFF APPEARANCE — In 1993, for the
first time since 1974, the Vikings won their final
3 regular-season games to earn a Wild-Card
playoff berth. It was the team’s 17th postseason
appearance since 1968. Minnesota lost to the
Giants, 17-10, in Giants Stadium in a first-round
playoff game on Jan. 9, 1994.
MOON ACQUIRED — On April 14, 1994 the Vikings
traded a 4th-round draft choice in 1994 and a
3rd-round draft choice in 1995 to the Houston
Oilers for quarterback Warren Moon, who has
thrown for more yardage and touchdowns as a
professional than any other player. He set team
season records for passing yards (4,264) in ‘94
and for completions (377) and touchdown passes
(33) in ‘95.
GRANT ENSHRINED — On July 30, 1994, Bud
Grant was inducted into the Pro Football Hall
of Fame. He coached the Vikings from 1967-83
then again in ’85. During his tenure Minnesota
made the playoffs 12 times, won 11 division
titles and played in 4 Super Bowls. Grant was
the first person to be elected to the Pro Football
Hall of Fame and the Canadian Football League
Hall of Fame.
14TH DIVISION TITLE — On the final day of the
1994 regular season, the Vikings defeated the
49ers, 21-14, in a Monday night game to earn
their 2nd NFC Central title in 3 seasons and
their 3rd straight playoff berth. It also was Min-
nesota’s 14th division title and 18th postseason
appearance since 1968. Dennis Green became
only the 7th NFL coach to lead his team to the
playoffs in his first 3 seasons.
FINKS ENSHRINED — Former Vikings General
Manager Jim Finks was inducted into the Pro
Football Hall of Fame on July 25, 1995. During his
decade with Minnesota, the team won 5 division
titles and appeared in 2 Super Bowls. Finks
passed away on May 8, 1994, and was inducted
posthumously, represented by his family.
WINTER PAPAP SSES AWAWA AWAW YAYA — Max Winter, who
served as the owner and President of the Vikings
from 1965-87,7,7 passed away on July 26, 1996. He
was one of the prime forces bringing an NFL
franchise to Minnesota and was a big factor in
the building of the Metrodome and attracting
Super Bowl XXVI to the TwTwT in Cities.

19TH PLAYAYA OFF APPEARANCE — On Dec. 15,
1996, the Vikings defeated the Buccaneers, 21-
10, in the Metrodome. After a Washington loss
to Arizona later that day, Minnesota was guaran-
teed a playoff berth for the 19th time since 1968
and the 4th in 5 seasons under Dennis Green.
The Vikings lost, 40-15, at Dallas in a first-round
game on Dec. 28, 1996.
20TH PLAYAYA OFF APPEARANCE — On Dec. 21,
1997,7,7 the Vikings beat the Colts in the regular
season finale to reach the playoffs for the 20th
time in team history and the 5th time in 6 sea-
sons under Dennis Green. The Vikings went on
the road and came back from 16 points down to
defeat the NY Giants 23-22 at the Meadowlands
on Dec. 27,7,7 1997.7.7 It was the biggest comeback
win in team playoff history and the 5th biggest
postseason comeback in NFL history. The fol-
lowing week the Vikings lost, 38-22, to the San
Francisco 49ers at 3Com Park in the Divisional
Playoffs on Jan. 3, 1998.
KRAUSE ENSHRINED — On August 1, 1998, Paul
Krause was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of
Fame. Krause played free safety with the Vikings
from 1968-79 and the Redskins from 1964-67.7.7
He holds the NFL record for career interceptions
with 81. Krause was selected to 8 Pro Bowls in
his 15-year career.
BOARD AGREES TO SELL — On July 3, 1998, The
Minnesota Vikings 10 owners voted unanimously
to accept the bid of Texas businessman B.J.
“Red” McCombs to purchase the Vikings.
NFL APPROVES McCOMBS — On July 28, 1998,
the NFL owners unanimously approved Red
McCombs’ purchase of the Vikings, finalizing
the change of ownership from the 10 previous
owners to sole ownership by McCombs.
GREEN CONTRACT EXTENDED — Head Coach
Dennis Green received a 3-year contract exten-
sion on September 5, the day before the 1998
opener vs. Tampa Bay.
VIKINGS 15 WINS BEST IN TEAM HISTORYRYR —
The VIkings won their 15th NFC Central Division
title in 1998 and became only the 3rd team in
NFL history to go 15-1 through the regular season
with their 26-16 win at Tennessee in the regular
season finale. The Vikings also established a
new NFL scoring record with 556 points, breaking
the mark of 541 set by the 1983 Redskins.
SIXTH NFC CHAMPIONSHIP GAME — The Vikings
hosted Atlanta in the 6th NFC Championship
game in franchise history with a berth in Super
Bowl XXXIII on the line. The teams played to a
27-27 deadlock during regulation, forcing the
game into overtime where the Falcons claimed
a 30-27 win. It was the first NFC Championship
game played in the Metrodome.
22ND PLAYAYA OFF APPEARANCE — The Vikings
turned their 1999 season around, winning eight
of the final 10 games to finish 10-6 and host a
1st-round playoff game vs. Dallas. Robert Smith
set a team post-season record with 140 rushing
yards in the 27-10 win over the Cowboys. The
Vikings fell 49-37 to eventual Super Bowl XXXIV
champion St. Louis in the Divisional Round at
the TWA Dome.
CARTER NAMED MAN OF THE YEAR — Cris
Carter was honored as the first recipient of the
Walter Payton NFL Man of the YeYeY ar Award for
civic involvement, charity work and display-
ing high character on January 29, 2000, in a
ceremony during Super Bowl week in Atlanta.
The award was re-named after Payton, a Hall of
Fame running back who died in 1999.
SMITH BREAKS TEAM RUSHING RECORD—
Robert Smith surpassed Chuck Foreman’s
20-year-old career rushing record in the team’s
28-16 win at Chicago (10/15/00). Smith ended
his career with 6,818 yards. He also established a
new team record with 1,521 rushing yards on the
season and held the team record with 29 career
100-yard games at the time of his retirement.
40th ANNIVERSARYRYR TEAM ANNOUNCED — The
Vikings celebrated their 40th season of NFL
football in 2000, highlighted by a luncheon on
November 30 to introduce the Vikings 40th
Anniversary Team. That night the Vikings topped
Detroit 24-17 and Cris Carter caught his 1,000th
pass on a 4-yard TD from Daunte Culpepper.
Carter was only the 2nd player in NFL history to
record 1,000 career receptions.
16TH DIVISION TITLE — The Vikings overcame

every critic’s expectations in 2000 to post an 11-5
regular-season record, win the franchise’s 16th
NFC Central title and made the 23rd playoff ap-
pearance in team history, ending in the 7th NFC
Championship game at Giants Stadium.
YAYAY RYRYR ENSHRINED — On August 4, 2001, Ron
Yary was enshrined in the Pro Football Hall of
Fame. Yary played 14 seasons with Minnesota
and played in 4 Super Bowls and 7 Pro Bowls
during his career.
TICE REPLACES GREEN — On January 4, 2002,
Mike Tice replaced Dennis Green on the sideline
for the Vikings. Tice coached the 2001 regular
season finale at Baltimore. Green assembled
a 97-62 regular season record at the helm
of the Vikings. Green led the team to 4 NFC
Central Division titles and twice played in the
NFC Championship game. Green’s teams made
the playoffs in 8 of his 10 seasons.
TICE NAMED HEAD COACH — On January 10,
2002 Mike Tice was named the 6th Head Coach
in Vikings history. Tice is the 3rd of the 6 Vikings
Head Coaches to be promoted from within the
team’s coaching ranks but is the 1st Head Coach
to have played for the Vikings.
NFL RE-ALIGNS — The 2002 season marked the
re-alignment of the NFL as the League expanded
to 32 teams when the Houston Texans joined as
an expansion franchise. The NFL re-aligned into
8 divisions of 4 teams each. The Vikings moved
into the newly-formed NFC North after years in
the NFC Central.
VIKINGS LEAD NFL IN RUSHING — The 2002 Vi-
kings led the NFL in rushing for the first time in
team history with 2,507 yards for the season, an
average of 156.7 yards per game. The team also
established an NFL mark by becoming the 1st
team to make a successful 2-point conversion
to win a game when Daunte Culpepper scored
on a 2-point run with :05 remaining in the game
to give the Vikings a 32-31 win at New Orleans
on December 15, 2002. Culpepper proved to be
a dangerous runner himself in 2002, setting
team records for attempts (106), yards (609) and
rushing TDs (10) by a QB.
VIKINGS OFFENSE RANKS #1 — The 2003 Vi-
kings became the 1st squad in franchise history
to finish the season with the #1 ranked offense
in the NFL, averaging 393.4 yards per game and
scoring an average of 26.0 points per game.
ELLER ENSHRINED — On August 8, 2004, Carl
Eller was enshrined in the Pro Football Hall of
Fame. Eller, the Vikings career sacks leader,
was a member of the vaunted Purple People
Eaters defense.
WILF FAMILYLYL TATAT KES OWNERSHIP — An
investment group led by brothers Zygmunt and
Mark Wilf were unanimously approved as the
new owners of the Vikings by their fellow NFL
owners on May 25, 2005. The Wilfs, owners of a
real estate development company in New Jersey,
took ownership in mid-June from former owner
Red McCombs, who had owned the club since
1998. Joining the Wilfs ownership group is cousin
Leonard Wilf,f,f Reggie Fowler, David Mandelbaum
and Alan Landis.
CHILDRESS TATAT KES THE HELM — The Vikings
named Brad Childress the 7th head coach in
the history of the franchise on January 6, 2006. 
Childress comes to the Vikings after seven sea-
sons with the Philadelphia Eagles, spending the 
2002-05 seasons as offensive coordinator. 
VIKINGS UNVEIL NEW UNIFORMS  — The 
franchise made the most dramatic change to 
its uniforms in the history of the team during 
the 2006 offseason. The team unveiled the new 
uniforms before an enthusiastic crowd at Mall of 
America on April 27, 2006.  
VIKINGS SEND 4 LINEMEN TO PRO BOWL  
— The 2006 Vikings strong play along the 
defensive and offensive lines was recognized 
league-wide as C Matt Birk, G Steve Hutchinson, 
DT Kevin Williams and DT Pat Williams all 
earned Pro Bowl honors.  
ROOKIE RUNS TO RECORDS  — In only his 5th 
NFL game, rookie RB Adrian Peterson broke the 
team record for rushing yards in a game with 
224 at Chicago (10/14/07). Three weeks later 
he topped that by setting the NFL single-game 
rushing record with 296 yards vs. San Diego 
(11/4/07). He went on to lead the NFC in rushing

Vikings struck a deal with Kansas City to trade
2007 NFL sack leader DE Jared Allen to the club
for the Vikings 1st-round (#17) pick in the 2008
Draft, a pair of 3rd-round picks in 2008 and a
swap of 6th-round choices.

VIKINGS CLAIM FIRST NFC NORTH TITLE — The
Vikings rattle off 9 wins in their last 12 games
to capture their 1st division title since 2000 and
the team’s 1st NFC North Championship since
the NFC Central was realigned in 2002. The
Vikings hosted a playoff game for the 1st time
since 2000.
PETERSON LEADS NFL IN RUSHING — Second-
year RB Adrian Peterson set a team record with
1,760 yards rushing to become the 1st-ever
Viking to lead the NFL in rushing. Peterson broke
the 100-yard barrier 10 times during the season
and became just the 5th player in NFL history
to rush for more than 3,000 yards in his 1st 2
seasons (3,101).
RUSHING DEFENSE DYNASTY — The Vikings
become the first defense since the 1970 merger
to rank No. 1 in the NFL against the run for 3
straight years. Minnesota gave up just 76.9 yards
per game to lead the league.
VIKINGS LOSE FOUNDING FATATA HER — One of the
Vikings original stockholders and most-adamant
supporters, Don McNeely passed away in March
of 2009. In addition to his role in helping build
the Vikings tradition, McNeely was revered
as one of Minnesota’s great philanthropists.
McNeely was an ardent supporter of the arts and
also donated large gifts to the Minnesota State
Fair, St. John’s University, the Warner Nature
Center and the Como Conservatory.
McDANIEL ENSHRINED — G Randall McDaniel
was inducted in the Pro Football Hall of Fame on
August 8, 2009. McDaniel started 12 consecutive
Pro Bowls (1989-2000), started 202 consecutive
games and missed only 2 games his entire
career after being a 1st-round pick by the Vikings
in 1988.
FAVAVA RE SIGNS WITH VIKINGS — A long-time
nemesis, Brett Favre signed with the Vikings
on August 18, 2009. Favre went on to have the
best statistical season of his career, throwing
for 4,202 yards, 33 TDs and 7 INTs with a 107.7.7 2
passer rating, while also setting the NFL record
for consecutive games started, a mark formerly
held by Vikings legend Jim Marshall.
BACK-K-K T-T- O-BACK DIVISION TITLES — The Vikings
finished the regular season with a 12-4 mark to
capture its 2nd consecutive NFC North title. It
marked the first time Minnesota achieved the
feat since 1977-78.
HARVRVR IN NAMED ROOKIE OF THE YEAR —
Rookie WR/KR Percy Harvin burst on the scene
and earned Associated Press Offensive Rookie
of the YeYeY ar and was also named Pro Football
Weekly/PFWA Offensive Rookie of the YeYeY ar and
Pepsi NFL Rookie of the YeYeY ar. Harvin set team
records with 2,081 all-purpose yards and 2 TDs
on kick returns, while sharing the NFL rookie
lead with 60 receptions for 790 yards. He earned
a Pro Bowl berth as a return man.
NFL-L-L BEST 10 VIKINGS EARN PRO BOWL
BERTHS — The Vikings led the NFL and tied a
team record with 10 players earning Pro Bowl
honors. The unit featured 4 players who made
their 1st Pro Bowl- Heath Farwell, Bryant
McKinnie, Sidney Rice and Percy Harvin. They
were joined by Brett Favre, Steve Hutchinson,
Adrian Peterson, Jared Allen, Kevin Wiliams and
Antoine Winfield.
EIGHTH NFC CHAMPIONSHIP GAME — The
Vikings traveled to New Orleans in the 8th NFC
Championship game in franchise history for
a chance to play in Super Bowl XLIV in South
Florida. The teams played to a 28-28 tie in

regulation, forcing the game into OT where the
Saints hit a 40-yard FG in the extra period to
claim a 31-28 victory.
RANDLE ENSHRINED — DT John Randle was
inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame on
August 7,7,7 2010 following a 14-year career, includ-
ing 11 years as a Vikings (1990-2000). He was
named to NFL Team of the Decade for the 1990s
and led or tied for the team lead in sacks 9 times
in his 11 Vikings seasons.
FRAZIER REPLACES CHILDRESS AFTER 10
GAMES — Defensive Coordinator/Asst. Head
Coach Leslie Frazier took over coaching the
team after 10 games in 2010 when Head Coach
Brad Childress was replaced. Frazier won his
1st game as Interim Head Coach on 11/28/10 at
Washington.
ROOF COLLAPSE CAUSES CHAOTIC END TO
2010 — Heavy snows and inclement weather
caused the Metrodome roof to collapse in the
early morning hours of December 12, 2010, forc-
ing the final 2 home games of the 2010 season
to be moved from the facility. The Vikings played
host to the NY Giants in Detroit at Ford Field
on 12/13 and the club’s final home game was
played at the University of Minnesota’s TCF
Bank Stadium, a Monday Night Football contest
against Chicago on 12/20. The team also had a
road game against Philadelphia postponed due
to weather from Sunday night, 12/26, to Tuesday
night, 12/28.
50 GREATATA EST VIKINGS CAPS 50TH SEASON
CELEBRATATA ION — Vikings legends reunited for a
celebration of the storied history of the Vikings’
franchise during a weekend of activities leading
up to the Monday Night Football game versus
Chicago on December 20, 2010. The team un-
veiled the 50 greatest Vikings and they were in-
troduced to fans at halftime of the snowy game
at TCF Bank Stadium. The snowy atmosphere
was fitting and marked the first outdoor home
game for the Vikings since the 1981 Met Stadium
finale on 12/20/81, 30 years to the day.
FRAZIER NAMED HEAD COACH — After serving
as Interim Head Coach for the final 6 games of
the 2010 season, Leslie Frazier was named the
Head Coach on Monday, January 3, 2011, the
day after the 2010 regular season finale. Frazier
posted a 3-3 mark in the interim role and during
trying times as the team lost its home field due
to a weather-related collapse of the Metrodome.
ALLEN BREAKS TEAM SACK RECORD — DE Jared
Allen had one of the best seasons for a pass
rusher in NFL history in 2011. Recording 22.0
sacks, Allen broke Chris Doleman’s team record
of 21.0 sacks in a season and fell just .5 sack
short of the NFL’L’Ls single-season sack record.
SPIELMAN NAMED GENERAL MANAGER — On
January 3, 2012, Rick Spielman was named the
team’s General Manager. He had previously been
the Vikings Vice President of Player Personnel
from 2006-2011.
DOLEMAN ENSHRINED — DE Chris Doleman was
inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame on
August 4, 2012 following a 15-year career, includ-
ing 10 with the Vikings. His 150.5 sacks was
ranked fourth all-time in the NFL at the time of
his retirerment.
NEW STATAT DIUM DEAL APPROVED — In May 2012,
a bill for a new Minnesota Vikings stadium was
passed through the Minnesota legislature and
signed by Governor Mark Dayton. Funded by the
Vikings, the State of Minnesota, and the City of
Minneapolis, the new stadium will be located
on the current Metrodome site. Groundbreaking
on the stadium site is expected in Spring 2013
with project completion in time for the 2016
NFL season.
PETERSON POSTS EPIC SEASON — Adrian
Peterson had a season for the ages, coming back
from severe knee injury at the end of 2012 to set
a franchise record and post the 2nd-best rushing
season in NFL history with 2,097 yards.

Carter was a
4-time All-Pro and 8-time Pro Bowler during his
16 NFL seasons.
VIKINGS HOST REGULAR SEASON HOME GAME
IN LONDON — The Vikings played the 1st regular
season game in franchise history outside of the
United States in a 34-27 win over Pittsburgh at
London’s Wembley Stadium in the International
Series on September 29, 2013. The Vikings had
previously played a preseason game at Wembley
in 1982 against the St. Louis Cardinals.

GROUNDBREAKING ON NEW STATAT DIUM — Vi-
kings ownership and management, state leaders
and elected officials joined together to officially
break ground on the new stadium building
project on December 3, 2013.
ALL MALL OF AMERICA FIELD TEAM TEAM —
Fan voting on Vikings.com selected a 27-member
team and head coach of Vikings alums that
played most of their careers with the club at Mall
of America Field at HHH Metrodome.
LAST GAME IN THE DOME — After calling Mall of
America Field at HHH Metrodome home for 32
seasons, the Vikings played the final game in the
stadium in the 2013 season finale. Minnesota
topped Detroit 14-13 to send the stadium out on
a winning note.
MIKE ZIMMER HIRED AS NINTH COACH IN

ALL-TIME SUPER BOWL RESULTS
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The Vikings have called two stadiums “home” in their 53-year history: Metropolitan Stadium in Bloomington, and Mall of 
America Field at the Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome in Minneapolis. On September 10, 1961, the Vikings played their first-ever home 
game, a 21-17 preseason loss to the LA Rams at Metropolitan Stadium. Over 21 seasons the Vikings compiled a 97-59-4 record, including  
playoffs, at Met Stadium and possessed one of the most dominant home field advantages in professional football. On December
20, 1981, the Vikings played the last game at the Met, a 10-6 loss to the Kansas City Chiefs. Capacity of the Met was 48,446 in 
the stadium’s final year. The VIkings palyed their last season in the Metrodome in 2013 after the passage of a new stadium bill. 
The new Vikings stadium will be built on the current Metrodome site with an expected completion date in time for the 2016 NFL 
season. During construction the Vikings will play their home games on the University of Minnesota’s campus. 

The Vikings moved indoors in 1982 to the Metrodome in downtown Minneapolis. Seating capacity for the Metrodome was
64,134. It also featured two Sony Jumbotron replay screens and 115 private suites owned and operated by the Vikings. In 32 seasons 
at the Metrodome the Vikings owned a 169-92 record, which includes a 6-4 mark in NFL playoff action. The 2013 season marked 
the Vikings 32nd campaign playing their home games in the Metrodome, 11 seasons longer than the Vikings played at Metropolitan 
Stadium. Construction of the Metrodome was financed through a successful partnership of public and private interests. Funded 
initially through the sale of 30-year bonds, the facility’s debt was retired 14 years ahead of schedule. The Minnesota Vikings were
largely responsible for the tenant-generated portion of the funding that retired that debt. The Metrodome had been host to many 
marquee sporting events, including Super Bowl XXVI, the 1987 and 1991 World Series, the 1985 Major League Baseball All-Star 
Game, the 1992 and 2001 NCAA Final Four basketball tournaments and the 1998 NFC Championship Game. The Metrodome also 
hosted an NCAA Men’s Basketball Regional in 2000, 2003, and 2005. 

The Vikings played their home games for 21 seasons (1961-81) at Metropolitan Stadium. The team has played its games for the
last 32 seasons (1982-2013) at Mall of America Field at the Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome. Funded initially through the sale of 
30-year bonds, the Metrodome’s debt was retired 14 years ahead of schedule. The Vikings will move outdoors to the campus of 
the University of Minnesota for two seasons (2014-15) while the new Minnesota Stadium is being constructed. Ground breaking 
for the new facility took place in December 2012. The team will begin play in the new stadium, located on the previous location 
of the Metrodome, for the 2016 season. The new facility will play host to Super Bowl LII in February 2018, the 2nd Super Bowl
that has been hosted by Minnesota.

The Vikings have been a dominant presence on NFL fields since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger. The Vikings have a 379-298-3 mark 
since 1970, a win total that trails only Dallas and San Francisco in the NFC and is the 6th-most wins in the NFL over that span. 
The Vikings home field advantage, a 227-113-1 record, is the best in the NFC since the merger and ranks tied for 4th in the NFL.
