JOHN W. MECOM, JR. VICTOR E. SCHWENK
President General Manager

Guiding the New Orleans Saints are President and principal owner,
John W. Mecom, Jr. and Victor E. Schwenk who was Mecom’s first em-
ployee when the Saints were formed and his selection as the team’s
general manager in early 1968.

Mecom is pro football's youngest owner (he will reach 30 early this
fall) and certainly one of the most vital of the sport's executives. He's
taken an active role in all the club’s activities, and views each game with
every bit the intensity of a coach though he maintains the image of a
devoted fan.

John serves on the Board of Regents of Loyola University and is a
member of the board of directors for Louisiana and Southern Life Insur-
ance Company.

The Mecom family business interests include oil and sulphur, hotels,
plastics and ranches. Mecom, Jr. works with his father as his assistant
and co-owner.

John attended the University of Oklahoma and the University of
Texas and is a member of Sigma Alpha Epsilon. During his undergraduate
days at Oklahoma, John met his wife, the former Katsy Mullendore of
Pawhuska, Okla. They were married in 1962, and have three children,
John W. Mecom IIl, 5, Katsy Kathleen, 2%, and Mary Elizabeth, 1%. The
family maintains a residence in Houston, but spends a great deal of time
in New Orleans.

Outside of football, John's favorite sport is boat racing. He owns two
power boats, the Saint and the Sinner! For a time, he owned race cars
and owned the 1966 Indianapolis 500 winner driven by Graham Hill.

Mecom hired Vic Schwenk as the Saints’ Director of Player Personnel
in December, 1966. Schwenk is now in his second year as the club's
General Manager.

The Saints' chief executive began his association with the National
Football League in 1954, working with the Los Angeles Rams as a part-

time personnel scout. He subsequently served the Rams as Director of
Player Personnel (1963), and offensive coach (1964). In 1966, Schwenk
became general manager for the Edmonton Eskimos but because of illness
in his family, he returned to Los Angeles and served as a special game
scout under Coach George Allen of the Rams for the 1966 season. The
call from the Saints followed,

Schwenk began his football career at UCLA, and later transferred to
Occidental College. Following his college days, he spent 10 years as head
coach on the high school level in California. From 1960 through 1963, he
served as head coach of Occidental where he compiled a 23-12 record and
won two conference titles.

Schwenk and his wife Arlene have three daughters and make their
home in Metairie.
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TOM FEARS
Head Coach

Tom Fears is a realistic man. At the outset of the Saints second sea-
son in the National Football League, when many of his players not to
mention fans and newsmen on the scene were predicting a Century Divi-
sion title for the Saints, Fears stated that his team should win five of their
games. He was almost right. The '68 Saints finished with a four win-nine
loss-one tie record and a third place finish in their Eastern Conference
Division.

Entering their third year, Head Coach Tom Fears’ teams have posted
a best-yet record for an expansion team—seven victories, 20 losses and a
tie over a two-season span. .

Setting records is nothing new for Fears. He became the first and
only player ever to lead the NFL in receiving in his rookie season with the
Los Angeles Rams (1948), and he continued to lead all receivers for the
next two seasons. Fears caught 51 passes as a rookie, then broke Don
Hutson's then-standing record with 77 catches in 1949. The next year,
Fears broke his own record with-84 receptions. He continued playing with
the Rams through the 1956 season.

Before joining the Rams, Fears spent two years at Santa Clara (1941-
42), three years in the U. S. Air Force during World War II, and two years
at UCLA in 1946 and 1947. While participating in the Air Force’s pilot
training program, he captained the famed Second Air Force's Superbomber
eleven in 1944 and 1945. )

He began his coaching career in 1959 under Vince Lombardi at Green
Bay. Fears rejoined the Rams as an assistant coach for the 1960 and 1961
seasons, and then returned to Lombardi and the Packers in 1962 where
he remained through the 1965 season. .

Eager for a head coaching position, Fears concluded that serving on
the staff of the NFL's expansion team, the Atlanta Falcons, would be
valuable training. He became the Falcons’ chief offensive coach for their
initial season of competition in 1966, and his opportunity to guide a team
of his own came in early 1967 when he secured the head post with the
New Orleans Saints.

Fears is a native of Los Angeles where he was born December 3,
1923. He and his wife LuElla have six children—Kathleen 16, Patrick 15,
Katie 14, Denny 13, Jono 11 and JoJo 8.
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THE COACHING STAFF

ED BILES, Administrative Coordinator
_ The former head coach of Xavier of Ohio assumes a newly created
position with Tom Fears’ 1969 coaching staff.

While at Xavier, the 37-year old Biles coached his teams to a 39.28-2
record over seven seasons. He coached flanker Dan Abramowicz, as well
as two of the Saints' draft choices, No. 1 pick John Shinners and Billy
Waller, a late round selection.

Biles is a 1953 graduate of Miami of QOhio. After two years of high
school coaching in Cincinnati, he became freshman coach at Xavier. He
was named Catholic College Coach of the Year after his 1965 team posted
an 8-2 record.

Biles and his wife Jackie have three sons, Mike 16, Jim 15 and Jay
7, and daughter Sherrie, 11.

BRAD ECKLUND, Offensive Line Coach

Eckiund joined the Saints’ staff prior to the '68 season as interior
offensive line coach, and this season has been charged with the coaching
of the entire offensive line.

Prior to joining the Saints, Ecklund served on the staff of the Atlanta
Falcons for two seasons. He was an assistant coach with the Dallas Cow-
boys in 1960, and also spent two years as an NFL scout for one of the
scouting combines.

Ecklund played his college football at the University of Oregon. In
1949 he played with the New York Yankees of the All-America Conference.,
The team became the Dallas Texans, and he spent one year there. In 1953,
his final year in pro ball, he played in Baltimore. He was an outstanding
Eenter and played in the original Pro Bowl game against the Cleveland

rowns.

Following his playing days, he coached at the high school level in
8reg0n for four years, then served as an assistant at the University of

regon.

The 47-year-old Ecklund and his wife Ruth have three children.

DON HEINRICH, Offensive Backfield Coach

Fears selected a man with vast experience, both as a player and
coach, to guide the Saints offensive backs. Don Heinrich, 37, was most
recently with the Pittsburgh Steelers coaching staff.

Don was an All-American at the University of Washington where he
was the nation’s leading passer in 1950 and 1952. He quarterbacked for
the New York Giants (1954-59), the Dallas Cowboys (1960) and the Oak-
land Raiders (1962) before turning to coaching.

Prior to his year with the Steelers, Heinrich worked for a year under
Dallas’ coach Tom Landry, then returned to New York where he had charge
of the Giants' offensive backfield. He has also served as an assistant with
the Los Angeles Rams, and was one of the men responsible for the estab-
lishment of the Atlanta Falcons scouting system.

He and his wife, Barbara, have four children.

BILLY RAY BARNES, Receiver Coach

Receiver Coach Billy Ray Barnes came to the Saints from the
Charleston, (W. Va.) team of the Continental Football League, where he
was head coach during the '68 season. Charleston had an 8-3 record.

Barnes, 33, is a native of Landis, N. C. He graduated from Wake
Forest in 1956 and was a running back for the Philadelphia Eagles from
1957 through 1961. He played on the Eagles’ 1960 world championship
team and appeared in three Pro Bowl games. Barnes joined the Washing-
ton Redskins’ forces where he played from 1962 through 1963 and was
their leading rusher for the '62 season. He played for the Minnesota
Vikings from 1964 through 1965.

Barnes and his wife Janice are the parents of infant twin girls.

JACK FAULKNER, Chief Defensive Coach

The man who has directed the Saints’ effective defense since the
team’s formation continues in that role for the coming year.
Jack Faulkner is a native of Youngstown, Ohio, and a graduate of
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Smith Ariail Shepherd

Miami of Ohio where he lettered in football, baseball and track. At Miami,
he began a long association with Sid Gillman, now the head coach and
general manager of the San Diego Chargers.

Faulkner joined Gillman's staff at the University of Cincinnati in 1949,
and remained with him when Gillman became head coach of the Los
Angeles Rams in 1956. In 1960, Gillman took over the then Los Angeles
Chargers and Faulkner went along. In 1962, Faulkner was named head
coach and general manager of the Denver Broncos and guided the Broncos
to their best season ever (7-7) that year and was named AFL Coach of
the Year,

. After leaving the Broncos, Faulkner served a year as defensive back-
field coach of the Minnesota Vikings (1965), and then saw duty in the
personnel and scouting department of the Los Angeles Rams in 1966.

The Faulkners (wife, Betty) have two children, Cathy, 17, and Jon, 6.

ED KHAYAT, Defensive Line Coach

Another “original” of the Saints' coaching staff is defensive line
coach Ed Khayat, 33.

_ Edis from Moss Point, Miss., and attended Millsaps College (Jackson,
Miss.) and Perkinston (Miss.) Junior College. He then transferred to Tulane
to complete his last two years of college football.

He was signed by the Washington Redskins as a free agent in 1957,
and thus began a nine-year playing career in the National Football League.
Ed played with the Redskins in 1947, 1962 and 1963 and with the Phila-
delphia Eagles from 1958 through 1961 and again in 1964 and '65. He
completed his playing career with the Boston Patriots. As a professional,
Khayat played both defensive end and defensive tackle.

Ed and his wife Deborah have one son, Ed Jr., born during the '68
season.

JERRY SMITH, Linebacker Coach

Another new man to the Saints' 1969 coaching staff is Jerry Smith,
former offensive line coach with the Buffalo Bills. Smith replaces J. D.
Roberts (reassigned to the Saints' farm club, the Richmond Roadrunners
as head coach) as the linebacker specialist.
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The 38-year-old Smith was born in Dayton, Ohio. He was an All-Big
Ten tackle at Wisconsin in 1951, played in the East-West Shrine Game.
Smith was drafted and signed by the San Francisco 49ers and played two
seasons before entering military service. In 1956, he joined the Green Bay
Packers as a defensive end. For the next two years he worked for a
brokerage firm, and then returned to football in 1959 as a line coach
at Dayton.

Smith broke into professional football coaching in 1960 with the
Boston Patriots as defensive line and linebacker coach. He moved to the
Buffalo Bills as offensive line coach in 1962, and the Bills won the AFL
championship in 1964 and '65, and finished first in the Eastern Division
in 1966.

Smith and his wife Shirley have four children.

WARREN ARIAIL, Trainer

Ariail is a second year man with the Saints charged with keeping the
team in the best possible condition. Before joining New Orleans in the
spring of 1968, Ariail had been head trainer at Indiana since 1961.

The native of Eutawville, S. C. is a graduate of Wofford College and a
veteran of four years’ service with the Marine Corps in World War Il. He
has served as head athletic trainer at Wofford, Wake Forest College and
lowa State University in addition to the University of Indiana. He also
worked with the U.S. Olympic wrestling team in 1960 during that team’s
training period in this country.

Assisting him in the Saints’ training room is Dean Kleinschmidt who
rejoined his former boss this spring. Kleinschmidt is a graduate of Indiana,
and was Ariail's assistant during student days. )

Ariail and his wife Sue are the parents of three, and make their home
in suburban Metairie.

CHARLIE SHEPHERD, Equipment Manager

One of the original Saints' employees, Charlie Shepherd continues as
equipment chief. Charlie is a native of Atlanta, Ga., and worked as the
Atlanta Falcons’ assistant equipment man during their initial season
in 1966.

Before his stint with the Falcons, he was in the sporting goods
business.

Charlie and his wife, Mary Ann have one daughter.

Serving the Saints as assistant equipment manager is Joe Allen.
