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Seeing the Saints grow from an idea to reality, John W. Mecom,
Jr., is continuing to point his franchise toward contender status.

The 34-year-old Texas native, although suffering through a
disappointing season, took heart in the fact that most of the young
players made progress during the 1972 season and sees the potential
that he hopes will be realized in 1973.

In 1972, John rearranged the Saints’ front office in an effort to
promote unity of purpose and to strengthen and improve the franchise.
He sincerely feels he was successful in this venture and gave head coach
J.D. Roberts full authority to add to the coaching staff in another
attempt to improve and strengthen the franchise in 1973. This has
resulted in the additiqﬁn of three new.coaches, which Mecom feels
should bring the desired results.

His efforts will continue until he brings a winning team to the fans
of New Orleans.

Involved in the oil business in Louisiana for many vyears, John
gives the Saints his full attention and he's become involved in a number
of New Orleans projects now that he has lived in the Crescent City
during six football seasons. Although connected with many endeavors,
including serving on the Board of Regents of Loyola University, a
variety of successful businesses and racing autos and boats, there’s no
doubt that his major interest is the Saints — and the eventual winning
of an NFL championship.

While attending the University of Oklahoma, John, who also
attended the University of Texas, met Katsy Mullendore of Pawhuska,
Okla., and married her in 1962. They now have four children, John 111,
9; Katsy Kathleen, 6%; Mary Elizabeth, 5% and Kathleen, 2%. All of
the Mecoms are very much a part of the Saints’ scene every Sunday the
club is at home in the fall.

Appointed to the Executive Vice President’s chair in January,
1972, Richard F. Gordon, Jr., has taken firm control of the club's
management,

Coming to the Saints after 20 years of military service, the last
eight of which were spent as an astronaut in the National Aeronautic
Space Administration (NASA), during which he logged a total of 315
hours and 53 minutes in space — 2 hours and 44 minutes of which
were spent in EVA (Extravehicular activity), Gordon stresses
maximum efficiency from all Saints employees.

His first space venture was the 3-day Gemini 11 mission on Sept.
12, 1966, in which he and command pilot Charles Conrad set a new
altitude record of 850 miles. It was during this flight that he performed
two periods of EVA.

After serving as a backup command module pilot for Apollo 1X,
Gordon occupied the command module pilot seat on Apollo X! in
1969. The other crewmen on man's second lunar landing mission were
Charles Conrad and Alan L. Bean. Throughout the 31-hour lunar
surface stay by Conrad and Bean, Gordon remained in lunar orbit
aboard the command module.

Born in Seattle, Washington, Gordon, 42, received a Bachelor of
Science degree in Chemistry from the University of Washington in
1951 and received his wings as a naval aviator in 1953,

During his military career, Gordon earned many awards and
citations for his courageous efforts, including the NASA Distinguished
Service Medal, two Navy Distinguished Flying Crosses, the Navy
Distinguished Service Medal and the Godfrey L. Cabot Award (1870).
He achieved the rank of Captain.

Married to the former Barbara J. Field of Seattle, Wash., Gordon
has six children: Carleen, 19; Richard, 17; Lawrence, 15; Thomas, 14;
James, 13 and Dianne, 12,

Hulmes came to the Saints in 1970 as Assistant to the General
Manager and Director of Public Relations and assumed his present
position in January of 1972.

His current position allows him to tackle a variety of assignments,
including player signings and public relations. Having joined the
Baltimore Colts as business manager in 1958, he's been an active

executive in the NFL longer than anyone else on the Saints’
administrative staff. During his 12 years in Baltimore, Harry also served
the Colts as publicity director, assistant general manager and general
manager.

A native of Philadelphia, Pa., he spent three years in the U.S. Navy
before graduating from the University of Pennsylvania. The 46-year-old
Hulmes made his pro sports debut as the assistant business manager of
baseball's Baltimore Orioles in 1954, and three seasons later accepted
the job as athletic publicity director at Bucknell University. Then it
was on to Baltimore and the NFL.

Harry and his wife, Barbara, have three children — Linda, 18;
Terry, 14 and Richie, 10 —and live in Metairie, La.

A rugged discipl?ﬁarian, J.D. Roberts heads into his third full
season as the Saints head coach after being recruited from the
Richmond Roadrunners, where he was the head coach, mid-way during
the 1970 season.

The tough ex-Marine is a one-time All-American guard at
Oklahoma, where he was a keen student of coaching master Bud
Wilkinson. After leaving the Sooners, J.D. played a year with Hamilton
in the Canadian League, then entered the Marine Corps and served as
playing coach for the Quantico (Va.) team in 19556-66. The following
year he made his college coaching debut at the University of Denver as
line mentor.

In 1958, he returned to his alma mater as an assistant. From 1960
until 1965 he served as either a defensive or offensive assistant at the
U.S. Naval Academy, Auburn and the University of Houston. In 1965,
Roberts joined the New York Jets scouting staff and then joined the
Saints in 1967 as a scout and linebacker coach.

In 1969, he went to Richmond as head coach of the Roadrunners
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and served in that position until returning to the Saints as head coach.

Roberts, 40, was born in Oklahoma City and was raised in Dallas,
Tex. He and his wife, June, live in Metairie, La., with their children —
Gregory David, 15; Rebecca Anne, 14; Melinda, 13; Mark Vincent, 11
and Neil Charles, 10.

A graduate of Mississippi State University, Champion began his
coaching career at Greenwood, Miss., High School in 1953 where his
teams compiled a 24-2-2 record in four seasons.

A former defensive tackle with the New York Yanks (1950-51)
and the Dallas Texans (1952), the 46-year-old Champion served as an
assistant coach at his alma mater from 1957 until 1961 before turning
to professional coaching as an assistant coach with the Vancouver
(B.C.) Lions of the Canadian League. Given credit for building one of
the strongest defensive teams in Canadian League history, Jim was with
the Lions when the team won the League’s Western Conference
championship in 1963-64 and the coveted Grey Cup the latter season.

A defensive line coach for the St. Louis Cardinals in 1965,
Champion returned to Canada in 1967 as head coach at Vancouver, a
job he held until joining the Saints in the spring of 1971.

The most valuable lineman for the Grey team in the 1940
Blue-Grey game, Jim lives with his wife, Sara, and their three sons —
Greg, 20; Keith, 18 and Joseph, 8 — in Metairie, La.

Matuszak began his coaching career in 1965 as an assistant coach
for the Denver Broncos and was placed in charge of the club’s averall
defense in 1966. In 1967, he became head coach and general manager
of the Alabama (Huntsville) Hawks, winning the Professional Football
League Western Division championship with a 9-3 mark.

He served as an assistant coach with the British Columbia Lions of
the Canadian Football League from 1968 until joining the Saints’ staff
in 1971.

Marv, a two-time All-American linebacker at Tulsa University,
spent 10 seasons as a pro linebacker prior to entering the coaching
profession, Drafted third by Pittsburgh in 1953, he played two seasons

for the Steelers, split by two years of military duty during which he
sarned All-Army acclaim both seasons at Fort Sill, Okla.

Traded to the San Francisco 49'ers in 1957, he made the All-NFL
team before being swapped to the Baltimore Colts in 1959 where he
spent three seasons before finishing his playing career at Buffalo —
where he was selected for the AI-AFL team — and the Denver
Broncos, serving as a player-coach in 1964 before retiring to full-time
coaching.

Marv and his wife, Noreen, have two children, Linda, a recent
bride, and Robert, 6, and they live in Metairie, La.

Joining the Saints in 1971, Whitehead is a 1981 graduate of
Florida State University where he led the nation's colleges in pass
interceptions in 1960

Bud spent the next eight years in the defensive backfield of the
San Diego Chargers, playing all four defensive backfield positions,
intercepting a total of 15 passes and playing in four AFL championship
games, including a 51-10 title victory over the Boston Patriots in 1963.

He returned to his alma mater to coach the offensive backfield in
1969-70 before coming to New Orleans.

From Marianna, Fla., Bud and his wife, Diana, have three children
— Brian, 9; Todd, b and Lisa, 3.

A former assistant coach at Louisiana State University, North
comes to the Saints from Detroit where he was the Lions’ receiver
coach for eight seasons.

A native of Gilliam, La., the 51-year-old North graduated from
Vanderbilt University, where he played end in 1942 and 1946-47. He
entered the coaching profession in 1954 at Tennessee Tech after

playing with the Baltimore Colts for three seasons.

In 1956, he joined the coaching staff at Kentucky and stayed with
the Wildcats through the 1961 season. North then went to Tigertown
in 1962 before joining the Lions for the 1965 season,

A graduate of the U.S. Naval Academy, Royer toiled in the
trenches for the Middies while a Midshipman and then served in the
Marine Corps for four years.

He began his coaching career as an assistant coach in 1959 at his
alma mater and then moved on to the University of Buffalo as
offensive line coach in 1961. The next season found him at Tulane for
a two-year hitch on the Green Wave staff. In 1964, he returned to the
Naval Academy as a varsity scout, followed in 1966 by a three-year
tour of duty as an assistant at the University of Pittsburgh.

Royer joined head coach J.D. Roberts as an assistant with the
Richmond ACFL team in 1969 and came to the New Orleans Saints
with Roberts midway in the 1970 season.

A former outstanding quarterback at Louisiana State University,
Amedee joined the Saints’ staff earlier this year after serving two
seasons in the same position at Tulane University.

Ernie has served on the coaching staffs at Washington (1959 as
offensive line coach) and Pittsburgh (1965 as offensive line coach) in
the NFL and Miami (1966-69 as offensive line coach) in the AFL. In
addition to his professional coaching record, he has been on the
coaching staffs of the University of Pittsburgh on three different
occasions — as freshman coach in 1951, end coach in 1952-58 and
offensive line coach 1962-64 and 1970-72.

A graduate of Duguesne University, Hefferle began his coaching
career at South Huntington Township (Pa.)

Recognized as a keen observer of football talent, the very affable
Parker joined the coaching staff at Mississippi State in 1956 as an
assistant coach and was in charge of the Bulldogs' recruiting program
immed iately prior to coming to the Saints in 1967.

A 1950 Tulane graduate, Whitman was an 18-year coaching
veteran prior to joining the Saints’ scouting department in July of
1968 as a player personnel scout.

Following stops at the
University of ldaho in 1953 and Stephen F. Austin State College in
Nacogdoches, Texas, in 1954, he served as an assistant coach at
Arkansas from 1955-61 and to L.S.U. from 1962 to 1963.
