Winning in the world of business is a

familiar posture for owner/general partner
Tom Benson. Winning in the National
Football League is a goal that the native
New Orleanian vigorously pursues into his
second season as an NFL owner.
- Longtime Benson associates will attest
x that he has built a business empire from
3 ground-zero with a roll-up-the-sleeves
< work ethic and a personal tenacity that
2 makes things happen.

He demonstrated those qualities in the protracted negotiations in
Spring, 1985, that led to the purchase of the franchise. Before the pur-
chase was completed June 3, Benson had assembled a group of ten
partners and formed a coalition of political, business and community
figures. Through months of setbacks, he continued to orchestrate the
monumental task of guiding the sale to completion, a goal that many,
even some involved in the project, theught impossible.

With the team secured in New Orleans, he spent the 1985 season
observing and evaluating franchise operations, eventually beginning to
place his personal touch:on the football operation.

Following that initial campaign, conducted with incumbent front office
and coaching personnel, Benson again demonstrated his commitment
to bringing a winner to his hometown. In January he brought highly-
regarded Jim Finks on board as president/general manager. Soon after,
Jim Mora, much in demand after his striking success with the
Philadelphia/Baltimore Stars, was hired as head coach.

Understanding the support of Saints fans since the birth of the fran-
chise in 1967, Benson underlines the need for success.

"There is a difference between wanting to win and having to win,”" he
explained. “In our case, we have to win. We have to put in the extra ef-
fort that leads to achievement. When you have to win, you really look for
the extra things that can make you successful."

Benson was born in New Orleans in 1927 and grew up on the edge of
the city's sprawling 9th Ward. He was educated at St. Aloysius High
School (now Brother Martin) and Loyola University. As a youngster, he
played sandlot football at St. Roch Park and earned spending money
delivering the Times Picayune newspaper.
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After studying business and accounting at Loyola, the young Benson
went to work as a bookkeeper for the Cathey Chevrolet Co. in New
Orleansin 1948.

By 1956, at age 29, Benson was on his way to San Antonio, Texas to
manage a Chevrolet dealership as a junior partner. Six years later he
took full control of the dealership and established the Tom Benson
Chevrolet Co. That acquisition, combined with Benson's confidence and
determination, spawned what is today Benson Automotive World with 36
different franchises at 21 dealerships, 12 of which are in New Orleans,
eight in San Antonio and one in Kerrville, Texas. He currently serves on
several advisory boards of General Motors Corp.

He also has extensive real estate and banking interests, including the
Ponchartrain State Bank with three New Orleans-area branches.

Appreciative of the fact that New Orleans, its schools, business com-
munity and people gave him his start, Benson and his brothers, Jerome
and Larry, established the Free Enterprise Resource Center at Brother
Martin High School in honor of their parents, Tom Sr. and Carmen. He
has also sponsored chairs in free enterprise at two universities, and is
director of the chair of St. Mary's University.

He serves his college alma mater on the President’s Council of Loyola
University.

Benson has received many honors for his community involvement, a
few of which are: American Tradition award from the B'nai Brith Founda-
tion of the United States; Rev. Jagues E. Yenni Award for Community
Service from Loyola University; N.A.D.A. Northwood Institute Award for
Qutstanding Service to Education; Brotherhood Award of the National
Conference of Christians and Jews; Order of St. Louis Medallion for
dedication to church from the Archdiocese of New Orleans; 1986
Brother Martin High School Alumnus of the Year; and Honorary Doctor
of Science and Business from Cleary College (Ypsilanti, Mich.).

He is one of four children and the grandnephew of the late Herbert
Benson, a local architect who helped design Tulane Stadium and was
one of the founders of the annual Sugar Bow! football game.

In addition to his home in New Orleans, Benson also has a 2,000-acre
ranch near that of the late president Lyndon Johnson where he main-
tains a stable of race horses that carry his silver and blue colors to
several Louisiana tracks. Part of the ranch is a game preserve, a refuge
for exotic deer, antelope and other species. He has also developed a
prestigious herd of Angus cattle.

Benson and his wife, the former Grace Trudeau of New Orleans,
share a family of six children: Rene LeBlanc, Tootsie Benson, Donn
Walker, Susan Stucke, Rick Walker and Mirian Walker.



Jim Finks was named president and general
manager of the Saints franchise Jan. 14, bring-
ing with him a background of success as a
player, coach, scout and administrator that
spans 37 years in sports.

In addition to his duties as head of the fran-
chise, Finks is also part-owner of the team. His
' 9 charge is to make the Saints a winner. He has
3 proven, with two other NFL franchises, and at
various other stops, that he is capable of achieving that goal.

During a ten-year association with the Minnesota Vikings, Fifiks
brought that NFC Central club to the top of the professional game. He
joined the Vikings in 1964 as general manager. He became vice presi-
dent in 1969 and executive vice president, 1973. Upon arrival in Min-
nesota, Finks hired then-unknown Bud Grant to coach the Vikings. That
was just one of many calculated moves that would take the team to two
Super Bowls (Jan. 1970 and 1974) during Finks' tenure, and establish the
foundation for two more Viking appearances in the title game. During his
final four seasons with the Vikings (1970-73), the team achieved 47 vic-
tories. Following Mlnnesotas second Super Bowl appearance, Finks
resigned.

In 1968, Finks had served on the first NFL negotiating committee that
met with the players association. After leaving the Vikings, he served
full-time with the NFL Management Council through the turbulent sum-
mer of 1974 and helped end a players' strike prior to the start of the
season. Since that time, he has remained a consultant to the manage-
ment council.

Finks was named executive vice president, general manager and
chief operating officer of the Chicago Bears just two days before the
1974 season opener.

The Bears situation was similar to that which he found on his arrival in
Minnesota, a franchise with few accomplishments over several
seasons. He spent that first season observing, evaluating and planning.
By 1977, the Bears were in the playoffs for the first time since 1963.

Following the 1982 season, Finks moved from the Bears to the
Chicago Cubs where he served as team president through the successful
1984 campaign for the National League East title.

In 1985 he served as a senior consultant with the Chicago-based

public relations firm of Hill and Knowlton. 7

Finks, 58, entered the NFL as a rookie quarterback in 1949 from Tulsa
University. The Steelers were the only team in the NFL to still employ the
single wing, and Finks played defensive back until 1952 when Pittsburgh
converted to the T-formation. Finks became the starting quarterback
that year and went on to represent the Eastern Conference in the Pro
Bowl along with Otto Graham. He also played professional baseball,

1949-50. o
He retired as an NFL player following the 1955 season and joined

Notre Dame as backfield coach on Terry Brennan’s staff.

He served as assistant coach and scout for Calgary in the CFL the
following season and took over as general manager of the Stampeders
in late 1957. He remained with the Stampeders until joining the Vikings

in 1964,
A native of Salem, lll., Finks was born Aug. 31, 1927. Finks, an avid

tennis player, and his wife Maxine reside in Metairie. They have four
sons: Jim, David, Dan and Tom.

Jim Mora brings impeccable creden-
tials to New Orleans as he embarks on his
first year as an NFL head coach. After
years of college and professional football
apprenticeship, Mora spent the past three
seasons accumulating a record of suc-
cess that would be difficult to match in
any league.

As head coach of the Philadelphia/
Baltimore Stars 1983-85, Mora posted an
astonishing 48-13-1 record, guided his
team into the championship game all
three years, won the league championship in 1984 and 1985 and was
named coach of the year in 1984.

Those accomplishments, as well as his reputation as a hard-working,
businesslike competitor, made Mora much in demand when NFL
coaching openings were announced after the 1985 season. He had
several offers to turn the fortunes of NFL clubs as head coach. But of
four NFL openings for a head coach, Mora was attracted to New
Orleans. He was one of eight candidates personally interviewed by
president/general manager Jim Finks.

“I was impressed with the Saints ownership and organization, the
plan for the franchise arid the people,” Mora said of his choice. ‘Mr.
(Tom) Benson wants to win, and he knows what it takes to be a winner.
Jim Finks has a great track record in the NFL. There is a tremendous op-
portunity here in New Orleans."”

f And a challenge to bring the franchise a winning season that will be its
irst.

Mora, 51, spent 23 years coaching in the college and professional
ranks before embarking on his first experience as a pro head coach. In
addition to his tenure as head coach of the Stars, where he became the
winningest coach in the league, he worked in seven different college and
NFL organizations before joining the Saints January 28.

A native of Los Angeles and the son of a television film editor, Mora
played tight end and defensive end four years at Occidental College. His
teammate and roommate, now-congressman Jack Kemp, became a
standout guarterback with the Buffalo Bills on his way to a career in
public service. After completing his B.A. in physical education in 1957,
Mora was assistant coach four years and head coach three years at his
alma mater. He later earned a master's degree in education at USC.

In 1967, Mora joined John Ralston's staff at Stanford as linebackers
coach. There he became friends with Dick Vermiel, quarterbacks and
receivers coach on the same staff, who would later lead the Philadelphia
Eagles to the Super Bowl.

Ralston would later describe Mora as having ''the executive ability to
run General Motors."

After a single season at Stanford, Mora moved to the University of
Colorado in 1968 where he coached all phases of defense in six years on
Eddie Crowder's staff.

In 1974, Mora joined Vermiel, then head coach at UCLA, as
linebackers coach.

The following season, Mora moved to Don James' staff at the Univer-
sity of Washington as defensive coordinator and served in that capacity
three seasons before making the jump to the National Football League.

In 1978, Mora joined the Seattle Seahawks as defensive line coach
and remained with the AFC club until 1982 when he was named defen-
sive coordinator of the New England Patriots. Mora's defensive unit
played a major role in the Patriots’ march to the playoffs that year.

In his first season with the Stars, 1983, Mora guided the team to a
16-4 record and a narrow miss in the league championship game, a loss
to the Michigan Panthers, 24-22. The following year, Mora's team went
19-2 and defeated the Arizona Wranglers 23-3 for the title. Last season
the team achieved a 13-7-1 mark and beat Oakland, quarterbacked by
Bobby Hebert, now a Saint, for the championship,28-24.

“I'm right where | want to be, right where | want to coach,” said Mora.
“And | like this challenge. Taking over a team that is looking for its first
winning season appeals to me. We're not geniuses. | believe in working
a football team as hard as we can. My job is to get the most out of our
players, to get them to play up to their potential."”

Mora, born May 24, 1935 at Glendale, California, and his wife, Connie,
have three sons: Jim (24), an assistant coach with the San Diego
Chargers; Michael (22) and Stephen (18).

Smith started his coaching career as
graduate assistant at his alma mater, Cal Poly-

University of Colorado as graduate assistant in
1972, and earned his first fulltime post as linebacker coach for the Buf-
faloes in 1973 where he worked with Saints head coach Jim Mora.

Jim Erkenbeck joined the Saints staff in 1986
after serving three years on the staff of the Stars
of the USFL.

He opened his coaching dossier
at El Capatian High School in San Diego as head

At the NFL Annual Meeting in March
1986, the clubs adopted (by a 23-4-1
vote) a one-year system of limited In-
stant Replay of officiating calls for 1986.

The NFL has discussed Instant Re-
play in some degree or other since the
early 1970s. The League experiment-
ed in 1976 and 1978 using two basic
frameworks—an independent system
using cameras, replay machines, and
technicians separate from the network
covering the game, and a "no frills” ap-
proach using existing television cover-
age.

In 1985, the NFL used the network
feed of nine nationally televised presea-
son games to experiment with the ba-
sic system that later was adopted for
1986. A total of 28 plays were exam-
ined closely (17 confirmed call, 4 were
inconclusive, 1 was reversed, and 6
had no replay shown).

What is the objective of this system?

The clubs feel that on certain plays
the telecast viewed by the general pub-
lic should be used to correct an indis-
putable error. The system will be used
to reverse an on-field decision only
when the Replay Official has indisputa-
ble visual evidence available to him
that warrants the change.

Is the television network carrying
the game part of the review process?

No. Although the Replay Official will
be viewing the live network feed, there
is no communication to television per-
sonnel as to what plays to show or not
to show.

What is the step-by-step procedure
of a play review?

The Replay Official will view game
action and a play will be replayed im-
mediately on one of the two monitors,
while the other monitor continues to re-
cord the live feed.

The Replay Official makes a deter-
mination if further study of the play is

needed. If not, there is no contact with
the field and play continues.

If the Replay Official believes an er-
ror may have been made, the Umpire
will be contacted (via a paging device
worn at the beltline), and he then will
use a walkie-talkie for further communi-
cation with the Replay Official.

The Replay Official will watch re-
play(s) onone or both monitors and com-
plete his review within a reasonable
period (probably 15-20 seconds) after
the play is over. (If there is a time out,
the Replay Official would not be re-
stricted to the 15-20-second period.)

The Replay Official will inform the Um-
pire of his decision, and the Referee
will make the appropriate announce-
ment on the wireless microphone.

The limited Instant Replay system
concentrates on plays of possession
or touching (e.g., fumbles, receptions,
interceptions, muffs) and most plays
governed by the sidelines, goal lines,
end lines, and line of scrimmage (e.g.,
receiver or runner in or out of bounds,
forward or backward passes, breaking
the plane of the goal line).

However, the Instant Replay system
will pot include the following fouls: clip-
ping; encroachment and offsides;
grasp of facemask; false start; defen-
sive pass interference; offensive pass
interference; offensive holding and ille-
gal use of hands; illegal batting or
punching ball; illegal block on free kick
or scrimmage kick; illegal crackback;
illegal motion; illegal use of forearm or
elbow; illegal use of hands by de-
fense; illegally kicking the ball; illegally
snapping the ball; intentional ground-
ing; member of the punting team down-
field early; illegal formation; palpably un-
fair act; piling on; roughing the passer;
running into or roughing the kicker; strik-
ing, kicking, or kneeing; unnecessary
roughness; unsportsmanlike conduct;
and use of the helmet as a weapon.
