TOM BENSON

Owner/General Partner

In 1991, the New Orleans Saints claimed
their first-ever NFC Western Division Champi-
onship. It is the most visible milestone in a
storied history of Saints football.

But it is only one of a growing number of
accomplishments of the team under the lead-
ership of Tom Benson.

Since his acquisition of the team in 1985,
the Saints have come from the back of the
pack to a perennial frantrunner in the NFL.

In 1987, the team secured its first-ever
winning record and first playoff berth. Since
then, the Saints have posted five consecutive
non-losing records. Only two other NFL teams can claim that accomplishment.

There is more to accomplish. And Tom Benson has his team ready to tackle
those challenges. -

Benson got involved with the Saints in a manner true to the spirit of the
New Orleans community — he cared. ‘ _

In 1984, the Saints went up for sale. Benson was not particularly interested
in football, but he watched the proceedings with the interest of any New
Orleans resident. . ‘

He became conterned. There was talk that those who were in the primary
negotiating posture were thinking of moving the team; if they purchased, the
Saints would soon be playing elsewhere. o

Benson then stepped forward, not only with his words, but \A_.f:th his resources.

He was already a very successful businessman. He had his hands full with
his automobile dealerships and banks. But the possibility of losing the team
was not a comforting thought.

Frantically, he formed a group to make an offer to buy the club. Then,
patiently, he waited his turn. _ -

The chance came. Negotiating from a subordinate paosition, the Benson
group came to the forefront quickly. In a crowded bank Doardroom on May
31, 1985, ownership of the Saints was transferred to Benson and his partners
in an exchange for $70.204 million. _ _

Without Benson's acquisition of the team, there is little doubt that the Saints
would no longer be in the Crescent City. .

It's hard to overestimate either the task which Benson and his group had
undertaken, or the events which saw the completion of the project. But the
purchase was not the final move for Benson. ) -

His next monumental task was to take the Saints to a level of competition
with the NFL's best, a chore that is now well underway. .

One of Benson's rules of thumb in the operation of a successful business
venture is to acquire quality people, assign them a task, and let them perform.

,
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In his business wisdom, he located Jim Finks, a proven performer, to manage
the team. A lifelong football man, Finks had directed the fortunes of two other
teams, the Minnesota Vikings and Chicago Bears, to the pinnacle of the NFL.

His peers in the NFL have quickly become aware of his ability as a business-
man. Despite his short tenure among the fraternity of NFL owners, Benson in
1989 was named chairman of the league’s most focal and influential group,
the NFL Finance Committee. He also serves on the Broadcast and Expansion
Committees.

Benson was born in New Orleans in 1927 and grew up on the edge of the
city’s sprawling 9th Ward. He was educated at St. Aloysius High Schoel [now
Brother Martin) and Loyola University. As a youngster, he played sandlot foot-
ball at S5t. Roch Park and earned spending money delivering the Times
Picayune newspaper.

After studying business and accounting at Layola, the young Benson went
to work as a bookkeeper for the Cathey Chevrolet Co. in New Orleans in 1948.

By 1956, at age 29, Benson was on his way to San Antonio, Texas to man-
age a Chevrolet dealership as a junior partner. Six years later he took full con-
trol of the dealership and established the Tom Benson Chevrolet Co.

That acquisition, combined with Benson's confidence and determination,
spawned what is today the Benson Automotive World, a multi-dealership orga-
nization based in New Orleans with outlets in San Antonio and Corpus Christi,
Texas. He also served on several advisory boards of General Motors Corp.

Appreciative of the fact that New Orleans, its schools, business community
and people gave him his start, Bensen and his brothers, Jerome and Larry,
established the Free Enterprise Resource Center at Brother Martin High School
in honor of their parents, Tom Sr. and Carmen. He has also endowed chairs in
free enterprise at St. Mary's University, and banking at Incarnate Word College.

He serves his college alma mater on the President’s Council of Loyola University.

Benson has received many honors for his community involvement, a few of
which are: American Tradition Award from the B'nai Brith Foundation of the
United States; Rev. Jacques E. Yenni Award for Community Service from Loyola
University; N.A.D.A. Northwood Institute Award for Outstanding Service to
Education; Brotherhood Award of the National Conference of Christians and
Jews; Order of St. Louis Medallion for dedication to church from the Archdio-
cese of New Orleans; 1986 Brother Martin High School Alumnus of the Year:
Honorary Doctor of Science and Business from Cleary College, Ypsilanti (Mich.),
1986; Honorary Doctor of Humane Letters from Loyola University, 1987; and
Haonorary Doctor of Laws from Northwood Institute in Daillas, 1989.

He is one of four children and the grandnephew of the late Herbert Ben-
son, a local architect who helped design Tulane Stadium and was one of the
founders of the annual Sugar Bow! football game.

In addition to his home in New Orleans, Benson also has a 2,200-acre
ranch near that of the late president Lyndon Johnson where he maintains a
game preserve, a refuge for exotic deer, antelope, and other species. The
ranch produces a special breed of Angus cattle, developed by Benson.

Benson and his wife, the former Grace Trudeau of New Orleans, share a
family of five children; Reneé LeBlanc, Donn Walker, Susan Walker, Rick Walker,
and Mimi Walker,




JIM FINKS

President/General Manager

There are a number of reasons the Saints
have had a measurable amount of success in
the past six years. Among them is the pres-
ence of Jim Finks.

He's been in the sports world for over four
decades now, and his legacy to those he has
served is success.

Finks was named president/general man-
ager of the Saints on January 14, 1986,
bringing with him a portfolio of success as a
player, coach, scout and administrator that
had spanned 37 years in sports.

New Orleans was the sixth challenge
which Finks had undertaken since his involvement in the business end of
sports. His presence was a positive one in the previous five.

The results are the same in the Crescent City. , )

For years, the Saints had struggled on the field. They hadn't yet had a win-
ning season in their previous 19 years. Butin 1987, that changed.

New Orleans logged a 12-3 mark, second-best in the NFL, and went to
their first-ever playeff game. Finks’ presence was apparent.

Ups and downs followed, but the team continued to improve. In 1991, the
NFC West championship flag flew in New Orleans for the first time.

Finks found New QOrleans similar to those programs in Minnesota (1964)
and Chicago (1974). They had potential, but they needed work.

Since Finks’ arrival, the Saints have won 60 percent of their regular season
games and currently have a streak of five consecutive non-osing years. Only
two other NFL teams have the same accomplishment.

While under his command, the Minnesota Vikings made two Super Bc_;wl
appearances, and two more just after his departure. Following his construction
project in Chicago, the Bears captured a world championship following the
1985 season. _ _

Finks' formula for success is proven in another sport as well. While as presi-
dent of baseball's Chicago Cubs in 1984, he led the organization to their first
NL East pennant in modern times. )

During a ten-year association with Minnesota, Finks brought the NFC Cen-
tral team to the top of the professional game. He joined the Vikings in 1964 as
general manager, and added the title of vice president in 1969, and executive
vice president in 1973. In 1967, Finks hired then-unknown Bud Grant as head
coach. What followed was a string of five NFC Central crowns and two Super
Bowl appearances {Jan. 1970 and 1974), and six_more division titles in the
years following his departure (1974-78, 1980). In his ﬂn@l four seasons (1970-

73), the Vikings tallied 47 victories. Following the team’s second Super Bowl
appearance, Finks resigned.

_ 7
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Just days before the 1974 season opener, Finks was named executive vice
president, general manager and chief operating officer of the Chicago Bears.

The city of Chicago better remembered Bears teams of the past, the storied
history of a franchise that was an NFL original. But the last glimmer of the suc-
cess enjoyed by those early teams was the league champions of 1963, eleven
years earlier.

Finks put his expertise to work. By 1977, Chicago was again in the playoffs.

Through the late 1970s and early '80s, Finks set about the construction of
one of the NFL's most dominating teams. Before his departure in 1983, Finks
would acquire 19 of the 22 starters for a Bears team that compiled a 15-]
record in 1985 and crushed New England 46-10 in Super Bowl XX.

But perhaps most amazing is the fact that the teams Finks ultimately left
remained strong for years following his departure, a solid tribute to his man-
agement ability.

There is no “quick-fix” to his philosophy, for that would lead to temporary
results. He builds for the long haul.

His history of excellence is such that just his presence in the Saints’ top posi-
tion is enough to instill a confidence that was missing prior to his arrival.

Finks" expertise has been consistently tapped by the National Football
League. In 1968, he served on the first NFL negotiating committee that met
with the players’ association. After leaving the Vikings, he served fulltime with
the NFL Management Council until his appointment with the Bears.

In 1989, Finks was a leading candidate for appointment to the league’s
highest office — that of NFL commissioner.

Currently, he serves the NFL as the chairman of the competition committee,
the advisary board for all competitive matters, including playing rules, officiat-
ing, and player personnel.

A quarterback at Tulsa University, Finks was a 12th-round selection of the
Pittsburgh Steelers in 1949. The Steelers were the only team in the NFL to still
employ the single-wing offense, and Finks played defensive back until 1952
when Pittsburgh converted to a T-formation. He became the starting quarter-
back in 1952, and went on to the Pro Bowl that year.

In addition to his football career, Finks was a two-sport professional, playing
minor league baseball in 1949 in Columbia, South Carolina and 1950 in
Austin, Texas in the Cincinnati Reds’ farm system.

He retired as an NFL player following the 1955 season, and joined the
coaching staff at Notre Dame on Terry Brennan's staff.

After the 1956 football season, Finks served as assistant coach and scout for
Calgary of the Canadian Football League. Later that season, he took over as
Calgary's general manager. He remained with the Stampeders until Jjoining the
Vikings in 1964.

In 1987, Finks presided over the Saints’ firstever winning season. The team
posted a 12-3 mark and played in the franchise's first playoff game. For those
and other numerous accomplishments, Finks was recognized as the NFL Exec-
utive of the Year by The Sporting News, Football News, and the Touchdown
Club of Washington, D.C.

A native of Salem, lllinois, Finks was born August 31, 1927. He and his wife
Maxine reside in Metairie. They have four sons; Jim, David, Dan and Tom.




JIM MORA
Head Coach

Since Jim Mora's arrival, football in New
Orleans has taken on a different look.

[heSigie ‘87, New Orleans has been at or above the .500 mark each season,
one of only three NFL clubs with that achievement. In 1991, New Orleans
brought home its first-ever NFC Western Division pennant with an 11-5 mark.

Mora holds the team record for seasons (6) and wins (57), with more on the
horizon. )

There's no real secret for Mora's success at different levels. He has a number
of things in his favor. He has the expertise. He has the desire to work for the
results. )

There's a plaque in his office that summarizes pls theory of success — “The
secret of a good organization is good organization.” ) ) )

Mora's approach is best described as "businesslike.” He is a businesslike
coach, a businesslike person. He assumes little. _ _ .

Throughout his career as a head coach, three in the USFL and six with the
Saints, Mora has demonstrated those qualities.

Previous to his appointment as Saints head coach January 28, 1986, Mora
had served three seasons in the USFL as head coach of the Philadelphia/Balt-
more Stars. Under Mora, the Stars dominated the USFL unlike any team in any
other sports league previously. _ _

Appearing in all three league championship games, the Stars were crowned
champions in 1984 and 1985. Mora's record in those three seasons was 48-13-1,
by far the finest slate of any football team, USFL or NFL. ]

Those accomplishments, as well as his uncompromising reputation as a hard-
waorking, businesslike competitor, made Mora much in demand by teams search-
ing for new head coaches following the 1985 season. He had several offers to
turn the fortunes of other NFL clubs. But of four NFL vacancies that offseason,
New Orleans was most attractive to Mora. He was one of eight candidates per-
sonally interviewed by president/general manager Jim Finks.

) That 1986 season was an unusual one for

e

‘I was impressed with the Saints ownership and organization, the plan for
the franchise, and the people,” Mora said of his decision. “No head coach can
become successful without the commitment from an organization, top to bot-
tom. Tom Benson knows what it takes to be a winner. Jim Finks has succeeded
everywhere he has been. | sensed that good things would happen in New
Orleans under these men. | wanted to be a part of it.”

Mora spent 23 years coaching in the college and professional ranks before
embarking on his first experience as head coach of a professional team. In addi-
tion to his tenure at the Stars, he worked in seven different college and NFL
organizations before joining the Saints.

A native of Los Angeles and the son of a television film editor, Mora played
tight end and defensive end four years at Occidental College. His teammate and
roommate, Jack Kemp, became a standout quarterback with the Buffalo Bills on
his way to a career in public service. After completing his B.A. in physical educa-
tion in 1957, Mora was named assistant coach at Occidental. After four years as
an assistant, he was named head coach, and served three years.

He later completed his education with a master's degree from USC.

In 1967, Mora joinad John Ralston’s staff at Stanford as linebackers coach.
There he worked with Dick Vermeil, who would later lead the Philadelphia
Eagles to the Super Bowl.

After a year at Stanford, Mora moved to the University of Colorado in 1968,
and coached all phases of defense in six seasons on Eddie Crowder's staff,

In 1974, Mora joined Vermeil, then head coach at UCLA, as linebackers
coach.

The following season, Mara moved to Don James’ staff at the University of
Washington as defensive coordinator. He served in that capacity for three sea-
sons before making the jump to the National Football League.

Mora joined the Seattle Seahawks in 1978 as defensive line coach under Jack
Patera. He remained with the Seahawks until 1982 when he was named defen-
sive coordinator of the New England Patriots. Mora's defensive unit played a
major role in the Patriots” march to the playoffs that year.

Mora got his first professional head coaching chance when in 1983 he went
to the Philadelphia Stars of the USFL. Upon arrival, he had only two weeks to
assemble a staff and prepare for the Stars’ first training camp.

His team posted a 16-4 record that season, and appeared in the league’s first
championship game. The Stars lost, 24-22 to the Michigan Panthers.

The Stars” phenomenal 19-2 mark in 1984 was foliowed by a 23-3 thrashing
of the Arizona Wranglers in the title game. And in the final USFL season, the Bal-
timore Stars went 13-7-1 and defeated the Oakland Invaders 2824 in the cham-
pionship game.

Each year, Mora's records as Saints head coach mount, Already the win-
ningest head coach in team history, he has compiled a six-year record of 57-43
[.570), including three playoff games. The 1990 season made him the most
tenured in team history.

In the last five years (1987-91), Mora's Saints compiled 50 wins, fifth-best in
the NFL during that period.

Born May 24, 1935 at Los Angeles, California, Mora and his wife Connie have
three sons; Stephen, Michael, and Jim, the Saints’ defensive backs coach.




1992 STAFF BIOGRAPHIES

JIM MILLER, Vice President of Administration

Since joining the Saints in 1986, Jim Miller's prin-
cipal duties have included assisting Jim Finks in the
negotiation of player contracts and overseeing all
club administrative offices.

Negotiations are Miller's most visible duty, but the

bulk of his day-to-day responsibility is to assure that
the front office operates in an efficient and economic
i manner.
The planning process begins in late autumn
when, under Miller's direction, department heads review their past year's per-
formance and develop individual action plans. Miller assembles the plans into a
Club Departmental Plan and Budget book, which serves an organizational
blueprint for the coming year. Weekly staff meetings during the year assure
that the Saints’ front office operates according to the plan.

Miller came to the Saints after five years at the National Football League
Management Council in New York. In 1982, he was spokesman for the NFL
owners during the 57-day players strike. A year later, he was named director of
administration, advising clubs on contract matters and special projects.

Miller started his professional career as a writer for the Louisville Courier-
Journal in 1970-71, after which he joined the Baltimore Evening Sun as a copy
editor. He returned to writing in 1978 and covered the Baltimore Colts until
Jjoining the NFL Management Council as director of information in 1981.

Away from the office, Miller is an avid road-runner. He has participated in
five marathons, which include a 2:58 personal best. He has won various age-
group awards and finished in the elite “Top 500" of New Orleans’ Crescent City
Classic 10-kilometer race in 1987 and 1989. He has also written several pub-
lished articles on historical aspects of professional sports and has been a mem-
ber of the Society of American Baseball Research since 1981.

The native of Clark Station, Kentucky was born January 24, 1948. He holds
a bachelor’s degree in journalism from the University of Kentucky and a mas:
ters degree in communication from the University of Maryland. Jim has a
daughter, Lindsay.

SAINTS RETIRED NUMBERS

Only two numbers on the Saints roster have been retired, Defensive end Doug Atkins, the former
University of Tennessee All-America, joined the Saints in 1967 and retired in 1969. All-Pro running back
Jim Taylor played in a Saints uniform during the 1967 season. Both Atking' no. 81 and Taylor's no. 31
are retired. Atkins and Tayler are both members of the NFL's Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio.

Bill Kuharich is in his seventh season with the
Saints. He joined the club as director of pro person-
nelin 1986, and was elevated to his present position
Just prior to the 1986 season.

A graduate of Middlebury College in Vermont,
Kuharich started his football career as a graduate
assistant coach at Brown University in 1976. His first
fulltime post came as offensive backfield coach at
| Hawaii in 1977. Stops at Georgetown (1978), St.
Lawrence (1979) and Columbia (1 980) followed.

_ When the USFL started, Kuharich went to Philadelphia as administrative
dide to the general manager. He was named assistant general manager/direc-
ter of player personnel in 1983. The Stars, with Jim Mora as head coach
leyed in all three of the league’s championship games and won the USFL titlé

ice.

Botlj college and pro scouting, professional league player movement and
evaluation, and self-scouting are duties of Kuharich's position with the Saints.

In 1987, Kuharich and his scouting staff were presented with a difficult
thallenge.

CARL SMITH, Offensive Coordinator/Quarterbacis

Smith joined the Saints staff in 1986 from the
staff of the Philadelphia/Baltimore Stars. Smith direct-

Smith started his coaching career as graduate assistant at his alma mater
Gl Poly-San Luis Obispo in 1971. He moved to the University of Colorado a;
graduate assistant in 1972, and earned his first fulltime post as linebacker

Kﬂcath for the Buffaloes in 1973 where he worked with Saints head coach Jim
ora.




In 1974, Smith joined the staff at the University of Southwestern Louisiana
as defensive line coach. He coached defensive backs for the Ragin' Cajuns
1975-76, then switched to the offensive side of the ball as offensive coordina-
tor 1977-78. He served at Lamar University 1979-81, and was named offensive
coordinator at North Carolina State in 1982.

Smith was born April 26, 1948 at Wasco, California. He and his wife,
Dianne, live in Kenner with their three sons, Tracy, Tyler and Nicholas.

STEVE SIDWELL, Defensive Coordinator/Inside Linebackers

In 1991, the Saints defense under Steve Sidwell
led the NFL with 211 points allowed. The mark was
also a team record.

Sidwell is in his seventh season with the Saints.
He came to New QOrleans from the Indianapolis
Colts, where he coached the defensive line in 1985.

An all-conference linebacker at the University of
‘L Colorado, Sidwell started his coaching tenure as

) linebacker coach at his alma mater, 1966-73. While
there, he worked with Saints head coach Jim Mora. He moved to the University
of Nevada-Las Vegas, assuming the additional duties of defensive coordinator,
1974-75. In 1976, Sidwell was named defensive coordinator at Southern
Methodist and held that post until 1981.

Sidwell’s first pro coaching job came in 1982, when he was named
linebackers coach for the New England Patriots under defensive coardinator
Jim Mora. He served the Patriots until 1984.

Born August 30, 1944 at Winfield, Kansas, Steve and his wife Katy have two
sons, Scott and Brad, this year a graduate assistant football coach at Tulane.
The Sidwells live in New Orleans.
