The New Orleans Saints would like to honor the memories of former
Saints Hokie Gajan and Will Smith who passed away in April.

HOKIE GAJAN

Gajan had a continuous 36-year affiliation with
the club. The Baker, La. native was selected by
the Saints in the 10th round of the 1981 NFL
Draft (249th overall) out of LSU. In 45 games
at fullback, he carried 252 times for 1,358
yards (5.4 avg.) with 11 touchdowns and added
63 receptions for 515 yards with two touch-
downs, also passing for a 34-yard TD in 1984.
Following his retirement in 1987 due to knee
injuries, Gajan transitioned into a 14-year ca-
reer as a scout for the club. From 2000-16, he
served as a color analyst for both Saints games
and programming for WWL Radio. He is sur-
vived by his wife Judy and their four daugh-
ters, Jennifer, Kristin, Megan and Alexis.

WILL SMITH

The 18th pick in the 2004 NFL Draft out of
Ohio State, DE Will Smith played in 139
games with 120 career starts for New Orleans
and posted career totals of 618 tackles (363
solo), 67.5 sacks, two interceptions, 24 passes
defensed, 19 forced fumbles and seven fumble
recoveries. His takedown total ranks fourth in
club record books. In 2006, when he posted
10.5 sacks and three forced fumbles, Smith
was selected to the Pro Bowl. The longtime
team captain, ranked second in the NFC with a
career-high 13 takedowns in 2009 as New
Orleans captured Super Bowl XLIV. Smith is
survived by his wife Racquel and their three
children William, Wynter and Lisa.

The team has been the recipient of unqualified support from the
community since its inception and welcomes the opportunity to give back—par-
ticularly in times of crisis. Following the devastation of Hurricanes Katrina and
Rita, the Saints raised over $1 million dollars through the Saints Hurricane Kat-
rina Relief Fund. In addition, following the Gulf Coast Oil Spill, the team raffled
a Super Bowl XLIV ring, raising over $1.5 million to aid charities and organiza-
tions assisting victims of the spill. The money raised was distributed to organiza-
tions making the greatest impact including the Audubon Institute, Second Harvest
Food Bank, United Way, Catholic Charities, Teach for America, and the Greater
New Orleans Sports Foundation.

The New Orleans Saints will continue to prioritize efforts to build awareness and
support for issues challenging the Gulf South by working with organizations in-
cluding America’s Wetland Foundation. The team is committed to working with
these and other organizations to safeguard and promote the critical role our wet-
lands, energy production and seafood industry play in our nation’s future eco-
nomic vitality.

SPECIAL ATTENTION TO YOUTH & EDUCATION

The Saints organization believes in the future of New Orleans and the Gulf South
and understands that our community’s children are our greatest resource and hope
for a stronger region. The Community Affairs and Youth Programs departments
conduct and assist over 350 events and initiatives every year focusing on the de-
velopment and education of our children. Throughout the year, Saints players and
staff visit schools to stress to students the importance of education, physical fit-
ness, nutrition, leadership development, character building and time management.
The club’s ownership, executives and staff serve on numerous community organi-
zation boards and partners with programs including Boys & Girls Clubs, Special
Olympics, Boy and Girl Scouts, the United Way, Early Childhood and Family
Learning Foundation, LHSAA Game of the Week, NFL YET Center, Make-A-
Wish, South Louisiana Lemonade Day and Up 2 Us.

YOUTH

The New Orleans Saints Youth Programs Department maintains an active pres-
ence in the community throughout the year, bringing NFL excitement to children
who may not have the opportunity to experience the thrill of a Saints football
game in person.

The Saints reach thousands of children through programs such as the Gatorade
Junior Training Camp program, the Saints Experience, and the United Way Com-
munity Patrol camp. The club is also highly involved with the NFL’s Player De-
velopment programs and supports all of the league’s youth initiatives such as
PLAY 60, NFL FLAG, Punt, Pass and Kick and USA Football’s Coaching Certifi-
cations and Heads Up Football initiatives including player information sessions
and Moms Safety clinics.

The club is the sponsor of the LHSAA Game of the Week on FOX Sports New
Orleans to highlight high school football in the state of Louisiana. The Saints also
honor area high school coaches through the Saints NFL High School Coach of the
Week program which provides $1,000 to each of the coaches’ respective football
programs. The team has also spearheaded efforts to build community football

fields across the city including at Harrell Stadium, Green Charter School and two
fields at City Park of New Orleans.

In addition to honoring high school coaches and constructing community fields,
the Saints partner with the National Guard to conduct life skills presentations to
high schools throughout the city where topics such as education, work ethic,
leadership, values as well as the opportunities that are available after graduation
are discussed.

The Saints Youth Task Force meets annually and addresses issues facing today’s
youth football programs. These efforts positively impact the growth and direction
of football for youngsters in the community.

The Youth Programs Department is also influential in helping to raise thousands
of dollars through the NFL Player Matching Grant Program. In conjunction with
the NFL Foundation, monies are contributed to youth football organizations
throughout the region.

TOM & GAYLE
BENSON

Tom and Gayle Benson give the New Orleans Saints their unwavering commit-
ment to operating a model franchise with championship aspirations on the field,
while being a community leader in the Gulf South off the field, through exten-
sive investment and involvement. The 2016 season will mark Tom Benson’s
32nd year of ownership of the franchise, while Gayle Benson serves as the club’s
Executive Officer.

Under the supervision and guidance of Mr. and Mrs. Benson, the Saints have
reached new heights since 2006. This period, featuring the Super Bowl XLIV title,
two NFC Championship appearances, three division championships and five play-
off berths, combined with a commitment to rebuild and enhance the Gulf South,
has embodied the testament and realization of the principles that Mr. Benson first
instilled in the Saints organization when he purchased the franchise in 1985.

When Mr. Benson, who owned numerous automotive and banking interests in both
the New Orleans area and South Texas, initially became interested in purchasing
the club in 1985, he was motivated by the threat of out-of-town investors planning
to move the club from New Orleans. He was certainly a fan of the game and the
Saints, but the sport had yet to become one of his passions. As one of the area’s top
businessmen, Mr. Benson recognized the importance of the team to the region and
immediately spearheaded the effort to keep the Saints. But unlike others at the
time, it wasn’t just an emotional plea. He pooled all of his resources, purchased the
club in 1985 and preserved the Saints for the team’s legion of fans across the area.
The once-rampant speculation that the club was moving immediately ceased.

Not surprisingly, success soon followed as the Saints entered the most compelling
and memorable period in franchise history under Mr. Benson’s leadership after
having previously not enjoyed a winning record or a playoff berth. In 1986, in one
of his first personnel moves as Owner, he hired Jim Finks as president/general
manager and Jim Mora as head coach. In 1987, the Saints broke through with a
12-3 record and hosted their first playoff contest. In its first 17 seasons of exis-
tence, the Saints won a total of 73 games. Under Benson’s guidance, the franchise
exceeded that win total in only eight years by 1992. The Saints reached even
greater heights in 2006, when ownership entrusted Executive Vice-President/Gen-
eral Manager Mickey Loomis to hire Sean Payton as head coach and sign free
agent quarterback Drew Brees. Since those moves, the franchise has reached its
highest point of success, posting a 100-70 overall record over the last 10 years,
capped by the Super Bowl XLIV Championship.

The Bensons’ commitment to winning and serving the community is an opportu-

nity to reward the team’s fans, whose support has reached new heights with the
Mercedes-Benz Superdome being sold-out on a season ticket basis for every cam-
paign since 2006, with a waiting list of over 73,000 people. By the end of the
2015 regular season, the consecutive sellout streak had extended to 101 games.

In addition to the on-field success and the commitment to the community by the
Saints, the efforts of ownership have also paid great economic dividends for the
city of New Orleans and the surrounding areas. Since Mr. Benson first purchased
the team in 1985, the city has hosted five Super Bowls, including Super Bowl
XLVII. Mr. Benson has been the driving force behind each campaign to secure the
contest. Each Super Bowl has been an economic windfall, the 2013 game in New
Orleans totaling $480 million, not to mention the exposure and charitable contribu-
tions the NFL makes during Super Bowl week that extends for generations. The
Bensons are committed to continuing to bring future Super Bowls to New Orleans.

Highly regarded throughout the NFL, Super Bowl bids are only one of many ways
which Mr. and Mrs. Benson influence the sport and the League. Mr. Benson has
played a key role among NFL owners in many capacities, including serving three
stints as Chairman of the Finance Committee, one of the League’s most difficult,
time-consuming and influential positions, with his most recent term ending in
2013. The assignment is evidence of the respect and esteem in which successive
NFL commissioners and his fellow owners hold him.

Possessing the desire to give back to the great game of football, in 2014 Mr. and
Mrs. Benson pledged two significant gifts totaling $11 million to the Pro Football
Hall of Fame. $10 million was earmarked for the renovation of the Hall’s onsite
stadium, which hosts the annual enshrinement Ceremony, the NFL Hall of Fame
Game, two high school football teams and two college football teams in Canton,
Ohio. In his honor, the facility has been renamed “Tom Benson Hall of Fame Sta-
dium.” The additional one million dollars is the first donation towards the estab-
lishment of the Hall of Fame’s Legends Landing program, a mixed-use residence
that will include room for Hall of Famers and former NFL Players.

Dedication to the Gulf South are among Mr. and Mrs. Benson’s most rewarding
endeavors. Since 2005, the Saints have positioned themselves as a leader in the
recovery of the region in the wake of Hurricane Katrina. Immediately after the
storm, they established the Saints Hurricane Katrina Fund, which raised over one
million dollars to benefit worthy causes that helped in the region’s recovery. The
club was among the first major businesses to return to New Orleans, and in 2006
had a thrilling season where they reached the NFC Championship Game for the
first time, becoming an inspiration for a region on the mend. In 2010, the club es-
tablished the Saints Gulf Coast Renewal Fund, which raised over $1.5 million
through the raffle of a Super Bowl ring and the 2012 raffle of Saints and Pelicans
game day experiences. Over one million dollars has been distributed to charities,
such as the local chapters of the Second Harvest Food Bank and Catholic Chari-
ties to help provide support of those affected by subsequent natural and manmade
disasters, including the 2010 Gulf of Mexico oil spill and Hurricane Isaac. The ef-
forts of the organization have continued to lift the community, with the team serv-
ing as an economic engine and a pacesetter in philanthropic contributions. In
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2008, Mr. Benson was selected by the Volunteers of America as the winner of its
annual Good Samaritan Award in Philanthropy in recognition of his work in the
wake of Hurricane Katrina. In 2015, he was honored by New Orleans City Busi-
ness as one of the region’s 35 “Driving Forces” for his contributions to the com-
munity since Hurricane Katrina.

Under the guidance of Mr. and Mrs. Benson, the Saints are a focal point for heal-
ing and restoration—annually putting millions in charitable contributions, goods
and services back into the entire Gulf South. Their commitment to the region is
firm and lasting, with the focus on building a stronger and more unified city. It’s a
direction that continues to evolve and expand.

The Bensons have helped stimulate the development of the city’s Central Busi-
ness District, directly adjoining the Mercedes-Benz Superdome, starting with the
2009 purchase of the formerly vacant and blighted Dominion Tower and the unoc-
cupied New Orleans Centre. The two important commercial spaces, which were
vacant since Katrina struck the Gulf Coast in 2005, have returned that region of
the CBD into a more vibrant and viable sector of New Orleans and revitalized an
area that was largely ignored for four years following Hurricane Katrina. The
newly renovated Benson Tower has served as a boon to this important business
corridor, while “Champions Square”, which made its debut in 2010 adjacent to
the former mall, is continually being developed and enhanced with the ultimate
objective of producing a world-class sports and entertainment destination. This
economic investment plan, which included 2009 agreements on both a private and
public level, has revitalized the Mercedes-Benz Superdome area, and the agree-
ment with the state included a dramatic modernization of the stadium which was
completed in 2011. Following the debut of the renovations, the Saints, under the
leadership of Mr. and Mrs. Benson and Mercedes-Benz USA reached a 10-year
agreement to rename the facility the “Mercedes-Benz Superdome.” The stadium
upgrades and rebranding include a legion of new enhancements that have signifi-
cantly improved the fan experience for all events at the Mercedes-Benz Super-
dome and kept the building competitive with new facilities across the country,
allowing it to continue to host elite events including Super Bowl XLVII, the 2013
NCAA Men’s Basketball Championship and the College Football Playoft semifi-
nals and championship game. Recognizing the need for the stadium to be consis-
tently upgraded, Mr. and Mrs. Benson have most recently collaborated with the
state on a multi-million dollar enhancement project for which they contributed
$25 million, resulting in significant technology-related enhancements to improve
the fan experience, headlined by the addition of two state-of-the-art LED video
boards that will debut in August.

Originally constructed in 1996, Mr. and Mrs. Benson are committed to keeping
the club’s world-class practice facility among the NFL’s elite. In 2003, an indoor
practice facility and cafeteria were constructed, along with significant upgrades
to the team’s locker room, training room and weight room. Significant expan-
sions and periodic remodelings assure that the facility remains at the top level of
the league.

Away from the playing field, Mr. and Mrs. Benson continue to work tirelessly to
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ensure that the Saints’ value reaches the entire Gulf South, whether it’s through
economic investments that enrich the charitable contributions or groundbreaking
community efforts. In addition to reaching out by supporting charities, they also
recognize that the future of the area’s economy depends on keeping major busi-
nesses and employers in the Gulf South locally-owned. Two other large invest-
ments in the city’s future by the Bensons are designed to encourage a number of
other businesses to follow their example and continue to build the local economy.

Through their ownership of WVUE FOX 8, the station is the only network-affili-
ated television station in the New Orleans market that is wholly locally owned.
This defies the trend of television stations that have increasingly become parts of
national media conglomerates, while focusing on keeping Louisiana businesses
owned by those with ties to the state. Since their purchase of the station, which
was followed by significant investment in facilities and on-air talent, FOX 8 has
received numerous honors for their programming and investigative reporting, in-
cluding 39 regional Edward R. Murrow awards over the last six years, the most in
Louisiana over that period. 2016 has marked new highs for FOX 8, with the sta-
tion capturing the late night news (9 p.m. and 10 p.m.) Nielsen ratings during the
crucial May sweeps period.

Their commitment to the Gulf South continued in 2012 with the purchase of the
NBA Hornets franchise, which was successfully rebranded as the Pelicans. The
objectives in Mr. and Mrs. Benson’s ownership of the basketball team are the
same as their stewardship of the Saints: to produce a team on-the-court that will
compete for championships every year, while making a significant positive impact
off-the-court in the community. Upon the ownership transfer, state-of-the-art bas-
ketball practice facilities were constructed adjacent to the Saints practice fields. In
addition through expansion of the administrative facilities for both teams, the en-
tire Pelicans organization was housed together for the first time in the franchise’s
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history. Through agreements with the state of Louisiana upon the purchase of the
Pelicans, the Smoothie King Center has undergone nearly a complete renovation
since the 2012 purchase. In addition, with the 2015 agreement with the state to en-
hance both the Mercedes-Benz Superdome and the Smoothie King Center, the
Pelicans’ home debuted a new center-hung HD video scoreboard last season,
highlighting several fan upgrades.

Mrs. Benson established GMB Racing Stables in 2014 with an initial purchase
of seven colts and hiring three veteran trainers, all with Louisiana ties. In 2016,
two of the thoroughbreds, Mo Tom and Tom’s Ready participated in the Ken-
tucky Derby.

Since purchasing the Saints, Mr. Benson’s significant contributions in the sports,
business and charitable arenas have been recognized by several honors. His ac-
complishments have been recognized through his induction into the Louisiana
Sports Hall of Fame (2014), the Junior Achievement Business Hall of Fame (New
Orleans Chapter-2013), the New Orleans Saints Hall of Fame (2012), the San An-
tonio Business Hall of Fame (2011) and the Texas Business Hall of Fame (2007).

Community involvement and giving back are hallmarks of Mr. and Mrs. Benson’s
ownership of the Saints. The couple has made a positive impact in the community
both personally and through both professional sports teams in the areas of the arts,
education, faith-based causes, healthcare and military, as well as other deserving
causes. Most recently in 2014, Mr. and Mrs. Benson were recognized for their
philanthropy by the Anti-Defamation League with the A.I. Botnick Torch of Lib-
erty Award. Mrs. Benson was also recognized by the Girl Scouts of Louisiana
East as a Woman of Distinction for her leadership and service to others.

An accomplished business professional who enjoyed a successful 30-year career
in the design industry and real estate development, Mrs. Benson has utilized her
passion for design to support the arts in New Orleans. Raised in Old Algiers, she
directed numerous major design efforts with her clients, including the Mercedes-
Benz Superdome, several of the city’s most prestigious hotels and local supermar-
ket chains and automobile dealerships. Mrs. Benson was involved in the NOMA
(New Orleans Museum of Art) project “Art for Art’s Sake” and is a member of the
museum’s advisory board. Most recently, she served as one of the chairs for
NOMA'’s Odyssey Ball in 2014, which raised over $700,000—the most in the
gala’s history. The funds help ensure the museum’s ability to present world-class
exhibitions, public programs and educational initiatives.

Both products of local schools, Mr. and Mrs. Benson are committed to supporting
the area’s educational institutions. In recognition of their longstanding support of
Catholic education, the couple received the St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Award from
the National Catholic Educational Association in 2010. In 2012, they established
the Brother Nicholas, S.C. Building Endowment to support Brother Martin High
School (formerly St. Aloysius, from where he graduated). In 1986, his alma mater
honored Mr. Benson as their Alumnus of the Year. With Mr. Benson having been
educated at Loyola University New Orleans, he and his wife made a pledge for
the construction of a new Jesuit Center in 2010, contributed to the creation of the
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Jesuit Social Research Institute in 2008 and he helped fund the first phase of con-
struction of a chemistry wing in 1999. In 2010, Mr. Benson was honored by Loy-
ola University with the school’s Integritas Vitae Award, the New Orleans school’s
highest honor. The award is annually presented to an individual who exemplifies
the qualities Loyola seeks to instill in its students. The Bensons have also sup-
ported numerous local schools with gifts, including St. Mary’s Dominican High
School, Jesuit High School and Tulane University. In supporting Tulane’s con-
struction of an on-campus stadium, the Green Wave started playing on “Benson
Field” in 2014. The Bensons are members of the Paul Tulane Society, recognizing
their significant generosity to the school. Mrs. Benson serves on the Board of Di-
rectors for Tulane, the University of Incarnate Word and Archbishop Hannan and
Dominican High Schools.

Mr. and Mrs. Benson have also made several significant gifts to higher education
in San Antonio, Texas. They funded the building of a football stadium located on
the University of Incarnate Word Campus, known as Gayle and Tom Benson Field
and Benson Fieldhouse, which also services the school’s teams. The football squad
took to the field for the first time in 2009 and continues to grow and build their
foundation with the Bensons’ unwavering support. Mr. Benson was inducted into
the school’s Athletic Hall of Fame in 2013. In addition, Mr. and Mrs. Benson also
established an endowment fund at Central Catholic High School in San Antonio
that is dedicated to the memory of the late Robert Carter Benson, who graduated
from the school in 1962, and donated the school’s “Benson Memorial Library.”

Longtime advocates of faith-based causes and spirituality, Mr. and Mrs. Benson
have been longtime trusted and valued members of the local Catholic community.
Mrs. Benson has served on Archbishop’s Community Appeal campaigns for four
different Archbishops over the course of the past 20 years and has also worked
tirelessly with the Archdiocese of New Orleans’ Catholic Charities organization
and its umbrella agencies. Mrs. Benson has worked closely with Rite of Christian
Initiation for Adults programs at both St. Louis Cathedral and Holy Name of Jesus
Parish. She serves as a proud member of the Board of Trustees for the Oblate
School of Theology, as well as on Equestrian Order of the Holy Sepulchre and is a
noted friend of the St. Louis Cathedral Board, also working closely with the Mis-
sionary Oblates Partnership and the Sisters of St. Cecilia Congregation Planned
Giving Advisory Committee. Mrs. Benson is currently an active member of the “I
Will Give You Shepherds” campaign, which plans to renovate the second floor of
the historic Notre Dame Seminary in New Orleans.

The support of the Catholic Church by the Bensons has been recognized on nu-
merous occasions. For his humanitarian and philanthropic endeavors that have
positively affected the lives of so many individuals and groups, Mr. Benson was
honored in 2012 by the Catholic Church with an Oblate Doctor of Humane Let-
ters (to a person who has achieved the human purpose for which Divine Provi-
dence Placed Him on Earth) certificate that honors his “realities of the most noble
of human endeavors, weighted by criteria arising from the deepest human values.”
The certificate also honors “excellence in the area of life where excellence makes
the most difference,” and further cites his “attributes and accomplishments that
come closest to what God would be interested in honoring.” In 2012, Mr. and
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Mrs. Benson received from Pope Benedict X VI the Pro Ecclesia et Pontifice
award—for outstanding service to the Church and the Pontiff, the highest Papal
award granted to a lay person. Mrs. Benson has received the Medal of the Order
of St. Louis Award for her dedication to the Church.

Mr. and Mrs. Benson have consistently shown their commitment to the health and
wellness of the local community with the Gayle and Tom Benson Cancer Center
on the main campus of Ochsner Medical Center. The center was built and has
since been upgraded following multiple gifts to the area’s leading health service
network of hospitals and clinics. In addition to serving on the Ochsner board, Mrs.
Benson has led 100-plus volunteer committee members in hosting the Moonlight
and Miracles event three consecutive times—the organization’s annual gala to
benefit the Ochsner Cancer Institute. The 2014 event raised over $1.25 million to
support cancer patients in the region.

Supporting the efforts of former Saints safety Steve Gleason and his Team Gleason
organization which helps provide people with ALS and other debilitating condi-
tions and environment where they can live vital and productive lives with mean-
ingful freedom and independence, Mr. and Mrs. Benson donated five million
dollars in 2014 to the Team Gleason House for Innovative Living at the New Or-
leans St. Margaret’s facility.

In 1945, Mr. Benson served in the Navy aboard the U.S.S. South Dakota and has
remained particularly close to this branch of the armed forces. He is the only en-
listed man to serve on the Board of Trustees of the Pensacola Naval Museum and
has been honored with an award from the crew of the submarine U.S.S.
Louisiana. In 2007, Mr. Benson was honored by the U.S. Navy Memorial with the
Lone Sailor Award, presented to those who exemplify the core values of honor,
courage and commitment. In 2009, Benson was presented with the U.S. Army’s
“Army Strong” Award in recognition for his position in the community while
demonstrating leadership and Army Values on a daily basis. A leading advocate
for the National World War II Memorial in Washington D.C., Mr. Benson was
also a major contributor and past director of The National WWII Museum in New
Orleans, with his pledges helping fund the Pacific Exhibit Grand Opening and the
Midway Theater. In 2011, he was among five NFL owners honored with an Amer-
ican Spirit Award by the museum for service in the war.
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Since Tom Benson’s purchase of the
New Orleans Saints in 1985 and the
New Orleans Pelicans in 2012, the
clubs’ greatest impact has been in the
Gulf South community. The charitable
involvement of the clubs rank as he
and his wife Gayle’s largest priority
personally. It is Mr. and Mrs. Benson’s
vision that the Saints and the Pelicans
are much more than professional
sports teams and, through their leader-
ship, they are committed to giving
back and serving a region that has
shown incredible support. The Ben-
sons and the clubs’ players, coaches
and staff are leaders when it comes to
volunteerism, involvement, donations
and charitable outreach.

As dedicated corporate citizens, the
Saints and the Pelicans annually put
millions of dollars back into the com-
munity in financial support, in-kind do-
nations, charitable appearances and the
donations of goods and services-not to
mention the club’s critical role in eco-
nomic development and impact.

The Bensons have been honored re-
peatedly for the support and care of
charitable and civic causes, including
the Volunteers of America selecting
Mr. Benson as the winner of the annual
Good Samaritan Award in Philanthropy
in 2008. In 2010, he was awarded Loy-
ola University of New Orleans’ highest
honor as the recipient of the Integritas
Vitae Award, given to an individual
who exemplifies a commitment to
community service. In 2014, Mrs. Ben-
son was recognized by the Girl Scouts
of Louisiana East as a Woman of Dis-
tinction for her leadership and service

to others. In 2010, both Mr. and Mrs.
Benson received the Elizabeth Seton
Award, which is dedicated to those
who have served the National Catholic
Education Association through per-
sonal or professional philanthropy that
has positively impacted Catholic edu-
cation in the nation. In 2012, they re-
ceived from Pope Benedict X VI the
Pro Ecclesia et Pontifice Award for
outstanding service to the Catholic
Church and the Pontiff, the highest
Papal award granted to a lay person.

Through the leadership of the Bensons,
the Saints raised over $2.5 million for
community causes through the Saints
Hurricane Katrina and Gulf Coast Re-
newal funds. Annually, both clubs have
also partnered with local youth-ori-
ented charities such as the, the Boys &
Girls Clubs, Special Olympics, Boy
and Girl Scouts of America and the
United Way to reach as many children
as possible. Both teams encourage the
health and wellness of children in the
Gulf South through Junior Training
Camp programs that create fun and
memorable football and basketball ex-
periences while promoting physical fit-
ness and the importance of daily
exercise routines.

Over 45 foundations and agencies re-
ceive monetary donations from the
Saints and Pelicans each year — organi-
zations as diverse as Make-A-Wish
Foundation, the American Heart Asso-
ciation, the United Negro College
Fund, Habitat For Humanity, the New
Orleans Police and Justice Foundation,
the Second Harvest Food Bank,
Catholic Charities and Team Gleason.
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The Bensons have made the Pelicans
community leaders in the specific areas
of battling coastal erosion and the loss
of the Gulf South’s wetlands. The Peli-
cans and Audubon Nature Institute are
focused on education, as they have ex-
ecuted an outreach program that visits
schools and festivals with Audubon’s
Wetlands Express and AquaVan to give
students the opportunity to learn about
coastal restoration in a fun and engag-
ing manner. Each year the Pelicans
host a charity gala — Toast for the
Coast — to raise funds to protect the
Gulf Coast.

In addition to consistently supporting
local charities, the Bensons have also

been a leading advocate for New Or-
leans and the Gulf South by lending
their support in attracting new events
to the city, and the club have worked in
conjunction with the Greater New Or-
leans Sports Foundation and other
local entities to bid and receive events
such as the 2012 NCAA Men’s Final
Four Basketball Championship, the
2013 Women’s Final Four and the
2014 NBA All-Star Game. New Or-
leans’ leading advocate of the success-
ful bid to host Super Bowl XLVII, the
Bensons remain committed to work on
behalf of the city to land future Super
Bowls, because of the financial impact
and positive global exposure they are
able to shed on the city and the state.

Among the numerous organizations and causes they support, Mr. and Mrs. Benson have shown their
commitment to the health and wellness of the local community with gifts to build and further enhance
the Gayle and Tom Benson Cancer Center on the Ochsner Medical Center campus.

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The city hosts its fourth Super Bowl during Mr. Benson’s tenure
as owner. He promotes Mickey Loomis to general manager of
football operations.

Mr. Benson again appointed Chairman of the Finance Commit-

tee; Construction of new indoor practice facility and other im-
provements are finished before training camp, as the club holds camp in Metairie
for the first time in franchise history.

After Hurricane Katrina ravaged the Gulf South on the verge of

the NFL’s opening weekend, Mr. Benson was forced to move
the club’s entire operation. Under his leadership, the Saints were able to continue
the season, including holding four games in Baton Rouge. The club established
the Hurricane Katrina Relief Fund, raising over $1 million.

The team returns to Louisiana, with Mr. Benson positioning the

club as an emblem of the state’s resolve and determination in re-
building. The Saints—selling out on a season-ticket basis for the first time—win
the NFC South title under the guidance of new Head Coach Sean Payton and the
spark of free agent acquisition Drew Brees, finishing at 10-6. The victory total in-
cluded a memorable, 23-3 win over Atlanta in the reopening of the Superdome.
The team advanced to the NFC Championship for the first time in franchise his-
tory. Payton and Loomis were consensus choices for the NFL Coach of the Year
and NFL Executive of the Year awards respectively.

Mr. Benson purchases WVUE, making FOX-8 the only network-

affiliated television station in the New Orleans market that’s
wholly locally owned. New Orleans defeats San Diego at London’s Wembley Sta-
dium, playing in their first regular season game outside the United States.

In what Mr. Benson con-

siders part of his legacy
in Louisiana, the New Orleans native
reaches an agreement with the state
through 2025 that will create a new Sports
Development District downtown, including
a completely renovated Mercedes-Benz
Superdome. He purchased and redeveloped
two properties—each adjacent to the Su-
perdome—an economic windfall for the re-
gion without any new taxes.

New Orleans is selected by the NFL to host Super
Bowl XLVII, to be played on February 3, 2013, with ~ x$516)5020:4 BOWL A
Mr. Benson serving as the city’s leading advocate in
the campaign.

CHAMPIONS

On the field, the Saints enjoy their most successful season in franchise history.
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New Orleans sets a club record for victories with a 13-3 regular season, capturing
the NFC South title. The Saints then hosted the NFC Championship game for the
first time and advance to their first Super Bowl with a 31-28 overtime victory
over the Minnesota Vikings on January 24, 2010. New Orleans then defeated the
Indianapolis Colts, 31-17, on February 7, 2010, in Super Bowl XLIV at Sun Life
Stadium in South Florida to give the Saints their first-ever NFL title.

Sparked by a six game winning streak, the Saints finish 11-5 and

qualify for the playoffs, making back-to-back postseason appear-
ances for the first time since 1992. Linebacker Rickey Jackson is inducted into the
Pro Football Hall of Fame.

The club’s completely renovated stadium makes its debut as the

Mercedes-Benz Superdome, following a 10-year naming rights
and sponsorship agreement with the automaker spearheaded by Tom and Gayle
Benson. The Saints enjoy an eight-game winning streak to end the regular season
and finish 13-3, capturing their second NFC South title in three seasons. The team
sets the NFL single-season record for total net yardage.

Continuing his longstanding commitment to the region, Mr. Ben-

son agrees to purchase the city’s NBA franchise, which he would
rebrand and rename as the Pelicans. The Saints practice facility undergoes a mul-
timillion dollar renovation and expansion, which will house both the NFL and
NBA clubs under one roof. Saints tackle William Roaf, one of the best offensive
lineman in NFL history, was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame. Brees
sets an NFL record that had stood since 1960, as he threw a touchdown pass in 54
consecutive games.

The city of New Orleans hosts Super Bowl XLVII on February 3,

the 10th time the Crescent City has hosted the league’s champi-
onship game (tied for first with South Florida) and the fifth time since Mr. Benson
purchased the team in 1985.

In a 26-24 NFC Wild Card Playoff

victory at the Philadelphia Eagles
on January 4, the Saints win their first road postsea-
son contest in franchise history.

The Bensons agree to a five-year

contract extension with Head
Coach Sean Payton. Following a significant invest-
ment by the Bensons, state-of-the-art LED video
boards and other new fan amenities will debut in the
Mercedes-Benz Superdome in August.

President

Dennis Lauscha, who was named presi-

dent of the Saints in 2012, oversees the

club’s financial operations, government affairs, its

marketing, ticket and suite sales, legal, stadium, com-

munity affairs, human resources, information technol-

ogy and facilities departments. He has also served as
president of the New Orleans Pelicans since 2012. He is a representative for both
clubs at NFL and NBA Owner’s Meetings.

With his 2012 promotion with both clubs capping a steady rise through the execu-
tive ranks of the Saints, Lauscha first joined the club as treasurer in 1998 and later
earned the additional titles of vice president, senior vice president and executive
vice president. In addition to his duties with the Saints and Pelicans, the New Or-
leans native maintains multiple roles within other holdings of Tom and Gayle
Benson, maintaining a role in the management of New Orleans FOX affiliate
WVUE-TYV, Zelia, LLC and GMB Racing.

Lauscha’s collaborative style, financial acumen and long-term view has played a
key role as a member of a contingent that has negotiated agreements for both the
Saints and Pelicans with the state of Louisiana that has resulted in long-term lease
agreements, continuous improvements to their playing and practice facilities, revi-
talization of the areas around them and generated revenue for the state without
any new taxes for citizens.

In 2009, Lauscha helped negotiate the partnership with the Louisiana Governor
that continues the Saints’ commitment to the state through 2025. The deal included
Mr. Benson purchasing and redeveloping the former New Orleans Centre, which
has been transformed into Champions Square and the Benson Tower property adja-
cent to the Mercedes-Benz Superdome, with the stadium itself undergoing exten-
sive renovations and improvements. Since playing a key role in Mr. Benson’s
purchase of the Pelicans in 2012, Lauscha has helped broker agreements with the
state to upgrade the team’s playing and practice facilities. Following successful ne-
gotiations, the Pelicans are committed to the state through 2024 and the Smoothie
King Center has undergone $50 million in renovations and improvements.

In 2015, Lauscha helped negotiate an agreement with the state that will result in
$40 million in enhancements for fans of both clubs. The Mercedes-Benz Super-
dome will debut new state-of-the-art video boards in August in addition to reno-
vated suites and other fan amenities, while a new center-hung HD video
scoreboard was installed in the Smoothie King Center for the 2015-16 Pelicans
season. Lauscha has also played a key role in finalizing 2011 and 2014 ground-
breaking naming rights and sponsorship agreements for both teams’ playing facili-
ties with Mercedes-Benz USA and Smoothie King.
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Lauscha was instrumental in the 2003 expansion of the Saints training facility. He
later oversaw a renovation and expansion of the facilities and administrative of-
fices for the Saints and Pelicans from 2012-13, while directing the construction of
a basketball practice facility. The clubs are now housed on the same site, featuring
some of the top facilities in professional sports.

Lauscha is committed to help attract major sporting events to New Orleans. He’s a
key member of the team that actively pursues future Super Bowls and NCAA
Basketball Final Four Championships for New Orleans — and was instrumental in
landing Super Bowl XLVII. Following Mr. Benson’s 2012 purchase of the Peli-
cans, the city was awarded an NBA All-Star Game, which was played on Feb. 16,
2014 at the Smoothie King Center.

In 2008, Lauscha was also a primary member of the negotiating team during the
purchase of WVUE FOX 8 and its subsequent relationship with Raycom Media.
He has helped steward the station’s growth in the New Orleans market.

Active throughout the community, Lauscha currently serves on the Visiting Com-
mittee of the Loyola University School of Business, as a member of the NBA’s
Team Advisory Council of Presidents and Team CBA Advisory Committee, the
NFL’s Ticketing Strategy Working Group, the Stuart Hall School Board of
Trustees and on the New Orleans Museum of Art Board. Lauscha has completed
terms as board president of the Preservation Resource Center, president of the re-
gional chapter of the Boy Scouts of America and as a member of New Orleans
Mayor Mitch Landrieu’s Blight Transition New Orleans Task Force, the Super
Bowl XLVII Host Committee, the NBA All-Star Game Host Committee and the
NCAA Final Four Host Committee.

His dealings with the teams, state officials and local organizations have provided
an opportunity for community involvement. His professional and charitable work
was recognized by New Orleans CityBusiness, when Lauscha was selected as one
of the 40 Most Influential Members of the Community. The honor is bestowed on
those who are laying the groundwork for a better city. In 2010, he was named the
Alumnus of the Year by Loyola University of New Orleans’ College of Business
and was named to the 2010 Class of Role Models by the Young Leadership Coun-
cil. He was honored by the Allstate Sugar Bowl Chapter of the National Football
Foundation/College Football Hall of Fame with its 2014 Distinguished American
Award. In 2015, Lauscha gave the commencement address to the graduates of the
University of New Orleans.

After graduating from Jesuit High School, Lauscha graduated from the University
of Alabama with a bachelor’s degree in business. He has also received a master’s
of business administration from Loyola University in New Orleans and is a li-
censed Certified Public Accountant. He has also completed the NFL Managers
Program at Stanford University's Executive Education Graduate School of Busi-
ness. Prior to joining the Saints, Lauscha worked as the club's auditor for four
years while working for a national accounting firm.
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MICKEY LOOMIS

Executive Viice President/
General Manager

Responsible for the club’s entire football

operations, Executive Vice President/

General Manager Mickey Loomis enters his 15th sea-

son in his current position and 17th with the Saints. He

is a veteran of 32 years in the NFL and during his time
in New Orleans has been honored with the most prestigious awards presented to a
league executive. Yet the most satisfying achievement of Loomis’ career has come
in helping mold a roster that has produced many of the franchise’s finest moments
over the last 10 seasons, including the Super Bowl XLIV championship.

Loomis was promoted to general manager in 2002 and earned the additional title
of executive vice president later that year. The departments under his direction in-
clude coaching, player personnel and scouting, salary cap management, contract
negotiations, athletic training, equipment, video and communications. Loomis
also oversees the basketball operations of the New Orleans Pelicans.

In 2006—after being the key figure in the hiring of Sean Payton, the signing of
Drew Brees and essentially rebuilding a team that would advance to the NFC
Championship—Loomis was voted the NFL Executive of the Year by Pro Foot-
ball Weekly/Pro Football Writers of America. He was also honored by the Sport-
ing News as the George Young Executive of the Year, an award voted on annually
by NFL front-office executives and owners.

Loomis has continued to build on the success of 2006, highlighted by five post-
season appearances, three division titles and the Super Bowl victory. Over the
past 10 years, he has brought aboard a collection of players who have played a
key role in New Orleans posting a 100-70 overall record through a combina-
tion of the draft, free agency and trades. He’s also presided over the club’s abil-
ity to retain their core players, re-signing several significant contributors to
long-term contracts.

While his responsibilities have grown during his tenure with the Saints, Loomis
has been a key figure in the highest management circle of the organization since
arriving in 2000. Loomis joined the club as director of football administration, a
post he held until 2002, handling contract negotiations, managing the salary cap
and coordinating different areas of the football operations.

In 2005, Loomis helped steer the club through unprecedented challenges for an
NFL team. He calmly guided the staff and players through a sudden evacuation
from New Orleans in the wake of Hurricane Katrina, in addition to several moves
of the club’s base of operations.
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Since 2003, Loomis has overseen two extensive renovations of Saints headquar-
ters that have added an indoor practice facility, new weight room and cafeteria
and completely renovated coaches and player personnel offices, meeting rooms
and locker rooms, giving the club one of the NFL’s top training complexes.

Prior to arriving in New Orleans, Loomis spent 15 years with the Seattle Sea-
hawks, including as executive vice president from 1992-98. He joined the Sea-
hawks in October, 1983, was promoted to vice president/finance in 1990 and to
Executive Vice President in 1992.

A native of Eugene, Ore., Loomis has a degree in accounting from the Univer-
sity of Oregon and a Master’s Degree in Sports Administration from Wichita
State University.

Since he was hired as head coach of the

New Orleans Saints in 2006, Sean Pay-

ton has established himself as one of the most suc-

cessful coaches in the NFL. Since coming to New

Orleans, Payton has led the Saints to five playoff

berths, three NFC South division titles and the fran-
chise’s first World Championship with a 31-17 win over the Indianapolis Colts in
Super Bowl XLIV.

Payton has a 93-61 overall record (.604), including a 6-4 postseason mark (.600),
after the franchise had won only one playoff game prior to his arrival. Throughout
his tenure, Payton holds the franchise’s top winning percentage (.604) for a head
coach and ranks seventh among current NFL head coaches (min. 50 games). He’s
one win short of surpassing Jim Mora (93 victories from 1986-96) for the most
victories by a head coach in team history, despite having coached 17 fewer games
than Mora.

As Payton enters the 2016 campaign, he continues to represent the Saints as a
model of stability not only within the NFC South, as he is the longest tenured
head coach within the division, but also within the NFL as only New England’s
Bill Belichick (2000), Cincinnati’s Marvin Lewis (2003) and Green Bay’s Mike
McCarthy (hired one week prior to Payton in 2006) have been with their teams
longer. Payton is also one of just seven active coaches to lead a team to a Super
Bowl victory. The others are Belichick, Seattle’s Pete Carroll, Baltimore’s John
Harbaugh, Denver’s Gary Kubiak, McCarthy and Pittsburgh’s Mike Tomlin.

Payton has presided over the NFL’s most prolific offense since his arrival, leading
the league in net yards per game in 2006, 2008, 2009, 2011 and 2014, and finishing
first in scoring in 2008 and 2009. These are the only five times the Saints have led
the NFL in offense. Ranking in the top 10 offensively every season since Payton
arrived, the Saints have the third-longest streak (10 seasons) in the NFL since the
1970 AFL-NFL merger. In team history, the Saints have scored at least 45 points
on 17 separate occasions with 13 of these outputs occurring under Payton’s watch.
Defensively, New Orleans has finished in the top five twice (2010 and 2013). Dur-
ing his tenure, the Saints have set 26 team single-season records, four of them NFL
marks. He’s also sent 16 players with a total of 36 selections to the Pro Bowl and
earned the honor of coaching the NFC squad following the 2006 season.

After a slow start to the 2015 campaign, a Saints team that featured 17 players
who had not appeared in a regular season contest prior to the season opener, won
three of their last four games and finished 7-9, making strides on offense, defense
and special teams.
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Once again in 2015 under Payton’s direction, a high-powered, quick-striking of-
fense held its place among the elite in the NFL, as the Saints finished second in
the NFL in total net yards per game (403.8) and first in net passing yards per
game (310.6), third down conversion rate (47.7%) and first downs (381). While
maintaining their explosive profile, the offense reduced their turnovers from 30 in
2014 to only 19 in 2015. QB Drew Brees completed 428-0f-627 passes (68.3%)
for an NFL-best 4,870 yards, 32 touchdowns, 11 interceptions and a 101.0 passer
rating. WR Brandin Cooks enjoyed a breakout campaign, leading the team with
84 receptions for 1,138 yards with nine touchdowns.

Defensively, the Saints had six players with no prior NFL experience start games
for the club in 2015 and the development showed towards the end of the season
when they surrendered under 20 points in two of their final four contests. Of the
club’s 21 defensive takeaways, nine were by players in their first year. DE
Cameron Jordan reached double digit sacks for the second time in his career and
represented the Saints at the Pro Bowl.

An opportunistic special teams unit scored two touchdowns, their highest total
since 2008. They also scored the first defensive two-point conversion since the
NFL rules change was instituted in 2015, blocked two kicks, blocked a punt that
was returned for a touchdown and booted two game-winning field goals.

The 2014 Saints finished 7-9, but rebounded from a 2-4 start to win three games
against playoff teams down the stretch and captured their last four contests away
from home to finish at least .500 on the road for the first time since 2011, ending
the campaign half a game out of first place in the NFC South. New Orleans fin-
ished first in the NFL in net yards per game (411.4), third down efficiency
(48.3%), first downs (395) and opponent punt return average (4.1). Four Saints
(Brees, G Jahri Evans, TE Jimmy Graham and RB Mark Ingram) were selected to
the Pro Bowl. Brees tied for first in the NFL in passing yardage (4,952).

In 2013, Payton guided the Saints back to the postseason with an 11-5 mark, fin-
ishing 8-0 in the Mercedes-Benz Superdome for the second time in three seasons.
Ranking fourth in the NFL both on offense (399.4 ypg.) and defense (305.7 ypg.),
New Orleans was one of the league’s most balanced clubs as they were the only
team to rank in the top five in both categories. The defensive improvement of
134.4 net yards per game from 2012 was the biggest by a club since the 1970
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AFL-NFL merger. In opponent points per game, after surrendering 28.4 in 2012,
the Saints gave up only 19.0 in 2013 as they improved in the league rankings from
31st to fourth. After reaching the playoffs for the fourth time in five seasons, Pay-
ton led New Orleans to the franchise’s first road postseason victory with a 26-24
win at Philadelphia in the Wild Card round. Five players (Brees, Evans, Graham,
G Ben Grubbs and Jordan) were selected to the Pro Bowl.

In 2011, the Saints went to the playoffs for the third consecutive season and cap-
tured their third NFC South title with a 13-3 record, tying a club record for regular
season victories first set in 2009. It was the first time that the club has had at least
11 wins in three straight campaigns. Taking advantage of the Mercedes-Benz Su-
perdome’s environment, the Saints posted an undefeated 8-0 record at their home
stadium for the first time. With five road victories, the Saints also enjoyed another
first in posting winning records at visiting stadiums in three consecutive seasons.
In fact, three of the top six road campaigns in team history (7-1 in 2009, 6-2 in
both 2006 and 2010) have come under Payton. His regular season road winning
percentage (.556) is tops in club history.

Payton oversaw a record-setting year on offense for the Saints in 2011, as New
Orleans set an NFL single-season mark with 7,474 net yards, while also posting a
team-record 547 points, then the fourth-highest total all-time. Brees set NFL sin-
gle-season records for completions (468) and completion percentage (71.2%) and
what was then a mark for yardage (5,476). The team set NFL records for total net
yards (7,474), completions (472), completion percentage (71.3%), third down
conversion rate (56.7%) and fewest fumbles (6), while also setting what were then
league marks for net passing yards (5,347) and first downs (416). A reconfigured
offensive line with three new starters surrendered only 24 sacks, tied for the sec-
ond-lowest total in the league. Five players represented the team at the Pro Bowl.

In 2010, Payton led the Saints to their second straight postseason appearance with
an 11-5 record. New Orleans converted an NFL-best 48.8% of their third down at-
tempts and ranked sixth in the NFL in total yards (372.5 ypg.). In addition, the
team finished third in passing (277.6 ypg.). The Saints finished fifth in the NFL
with 351 first downs, the third-highest total in club history. New Orleans’ offen-
sive line gave up only 26 sacks, which was the NFL’s fifth-lowest total. Five
Saints were Pro Bowl selections.

Defensively, the team took a big step forward, making the jump from the 25th
ranked total defense in 2009 to fourth overall (306.3 ypg.) in 2010. It marked the
first time since 1997 that they ranked among the league’s top five. Most signifi-
cant was a jump in pass defense, moving from 26th (235.6 ypg.) in 2009 to fourth
(193.9 ypg.) in 2010. The club moved up from 20th to seventh (19.2 ppg) in op-
ponent points per game. The defense also significantly improved their opponent
third down conversion ranking from 14th (38.0%) to fifth (34.5%).

In 2009, en route to the Super Bowl XLIV title, Payton guided the Saints to the
team’s second NFC South title in four seasons with a 13-3 record. Along the way,
the Saints set a franchise-record for most regular season wins in a season (13).
Their 16 overall victories were the most in the club’s history. The Saints also

Head Coach Sean Payton launched the Play It Forward Founda-
tion in 2008 to raise funds and awareness to help families in
need in the areas of health, education and social welfare.

Overall more than two million dollars have
been raised through these events to deserving local causes. In 2009, the founda-
tion hosted a golf tournament, the Celebrity Kid’s Classic, which raised thousands
of dollars to benefit children’s charities throughout Greater New Orleans.

posted the franchise’s longest winning streak and best start when they won their
first 13 contests. Payton once again was named as the top head coach in the NFL
by numerous media outlets and recognized football chapters.

The Saints finished as the NFL'’s top-ranked offense (sixth in rushing and fourth in
passing) for the second straight year. An opportunistic defense recorded 26 inter-
ceptions with an NFL-leading five returned for touchdowns. New Orleans also
ranked second in the league in opponent red zone touchdown percentage (39.3%).
The Saints set what were then team records in scoring (510) and touchdowns (64)
and battled through the postseason with victories over Arizona (NFC Divisional
Playoff) and Minnesota (NFC Championship) en route to Super Bowl XLIV. A
club-record seven players were named to the Pro Bowl.

In 2008, the Saints ranked first overall in the NFL in offense and set what were
then team records for total yards (6,571), net passing yards (4,977) and first
downs (354), also tying what was then a team record for single-game scoring in a
51-29 win over Green Bay.

In 2007, the Saints endured injuries and a slow start, but put together a four-game

winning streak to get back into playoff contention. New Orleans finished fourth in
the NFL in total offense while also holding nine opponents to 17 points or less.
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During Sean Payton’s tenure as head coach of the Saints, he has coached against 63 different
coaches. Payton has at least one victory against 49 of those coaches. In addition, Payton either
leads or is tied in the lifetime series with 46 of these 63 coaches.

Payton scrapped the traditional timetable for rebuilding an NFL club in 2006. In
his opening season as a head coach, the Saints jumped out to a 3-0 record—a first
in team history, equaling the team's win total from the previous year—and
clinched the NFC South title before the regular season finale. New Orleans led the
NFL in total offense, went to the postseason for the first time since 2000 and ad-
vanced to the NFC Championship for the first time. When the 2006 season came
to a close, Payton was voted the Coach of the Year by the Associated Press, Pro
Football Weekly/Pro Football Writers of America, The Sporting News and the
Maxwell Club. He and his staff coached the NFC squad in the Pro Bowl.

Payton was hired as the 14th head coach in Saints history on Jan. 18, 2006 after
serving as a member of the Dallas Cowboys coaching staff from 2003-05 under
2013 Pro Football Hall of Fame inductee Bill Parcells. Prior to his final season
with the Cowboys, Payton was promoted to assistant head coach/passing game
coordinator and was responsible for the team's play-calling after serving as assis-
tant head coach/quarterbacks from 2003-04. In 2005, the Cowboys tied for second
in the NFC with 318 first downs. When he arrived, Dallas had ranked 31st in
passing the previous year but immediately improved to 17th.

Payton went to Dallas following four years with the New York Giants (1999-
2002), the last three as offensive coordinator after spending his first season as
quarterbacks coach. He solidified his reputation as one of the game's brightest
offensive minds in his first season as offensive coordinator, when the Giants
captured the NFC title and went to Super Bowl XXXV. New York scored 328
points—the club's highest total since 1990—and finished 13th in the NFL in
total offense.

Sean Payton’s been among the league’s elite in victories since becoming an NFL head coach in
2006. His 93 regular season and postseason wins since then is ranked fourth among active NFL
coaches, while his winning percentage is ranked eighth.

Payton was first assigned play-calling duties prior to a game against the New York
Jets on Dec. 5, 1999. The Giants responded with 41 points and 490 yards—both
season highs—and he retained that assignment over the final five games. Ap-
pointed the offensive coordinator the following season, over the next three years
the Giants passing attack continually improved, ranking 13th in the NFL in 2000,
tied for eighth in 2001 and sixth in 2002.

In 2002, the Giants also finished sixth overall in total offense, the team's highest
ranking since 1985. In the previous decade, New York hadn't ranked above 20th.
Prior to joining the Giants, he spent 1997 and 1998 as Philadelphia's quarter-
backs coach. In 1997, the Eagles ranked second in passing and third in total of-
fense in the NFC.
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During his career, Payton has had particular success tutoring quarterbacks. Brees
has thrived since arriving in New Orleans, as he holds or has tied a total of 26
club career, single-season and single-game records, 10 of them NFL marks.
Since signing with the Saints, Brees has completed 4,240-0f-6,276 attempts
(67.6%) for 48,555 yards with 348 touchdowns and a 99.0 passer rating. He has
led the NFL in passing yardage an NFL-record six times and has been selected to
eight Pro Bowls.

Since his first year as a play-caller in 2000, every passer under Payton's guidance
has thrown for over 3,000 yards. In addition to Brees since 2006, the three starting
quarterbacks he worked with in Dallas—Drew Bledsoe in 2005, Vinny Testaverde
in 2004 and Quincy Carter in 2003—all surpassed the milestone. While in New
York, Giants QB Kerry Collins had 4,073 yards in 2002.

Payton wrapped two coaching stints at San Diego State University (1988-89 and
1992-93) around a stop at Indiana State (1990-91). During his second stretch with
the Aztecs, Payton was running backs coach, working with Heisman Trophy run-
ner-up Marshall Faulk before becoming quarterbacks coach.

Following the 1993 season, Payton moved to Miami (Ohio) (1994-95) where he
was quarterbacks coach. He spent 1996 as quarterbacks coach at Illinois before
entering the NFL with Philadelphia.

Payton earned a bachelor’s degree in communications at Eastern Illinois, where as
a quarterback he had 10,665 passing yards, then the third-highest total in NCAA
Division I-AA history. The three-time AP All-American selection had professional
stints with Chicago of the Arena Football League, Ottawa of the Canadian Foot-
ball League and the Chicago Bears in 1987. Payton was inducted into the Eastern
[llinois Hall of Fame in September of 2000 and had his jersey retired in a cere-
mony in September of 2010. He received an honorary doctorate from his alma
mater in 2013.

Payton was born Dec. 29, 1963 in San Mateo, Calif., and raised in Naperville, Il1.,
Payton has a daughter, Meghan and a son, Connor.

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DENNIS ALLEN

Now in his second stint in New Orleans,

Dennis Allen will enter his first full sea-

son as the team’s defensive coordinator in his seventh
campaign with the club.

Allen’s resume includes 20 years of coaching experi-
ence, including the last 14 in the NFL. In those 14 seasons, he has been a part of
teams that have qualified for the playoffs six times, won four division crowns and
captured Super Bowl XLIV.

After starting the 2015 season as the club’s senior defensive assistant, Allen as-
sumed defensive coordinator duties in Week 11. As New Orleans rallied to win
three of their final four contests, Allen’s unit contributed to finishing strong as the
defense surrendered 34.3 total net yards per game below the overall season aver-
age, including 24.3 fewer yards per game in stopping the run. New Orleans also
held opponents to a season-low 17 points in two of the final four contests. Work-
ing primarily with the secondary prior to being elevated to coordinator, a pair of
Allen’s pupils enjoyed impressive campaigns. CB Delvin Breaux developed
throughout the season in his first NFL campaign, leading the team with three in-
terceptions and 23 passes defensed, while often covering the opponent’s top wide-
out. S Kenny Vaccaro set career-highs with 136 tackles and three sacks.

Allen served as the head coach of the Oakland Raiders from 2012-14. In his sec-
ond season, he guided a team that made significant improvement in several areas.
Offensively, the Raiders ranked 12th in the NFL in rushing, moving up 16 spots in
league rankings from 2012 and ranked sixth in yards per rush (4.6), improving 21
places in league rankings despite starting an NFL-high eight different offensive
line combinations due to injury. The defense replaced nine starters, yet still im-
proved in several categories. The defense recorded 38 sacks, 13 more than 2012,
and tied for second in the NFL with 15 different players getting to the quarter-
back. The rush defense improved five spots from 18th in the NFL in 2012 to 13th
in 2013, as they limited opposing offenses to just five runs of 20-or-more yards,
tied for the fewest in the league, and kept opponents to less than two yards per
carry three times. On special teams, the Raiders moved from the NFL’s bottom-
third to first overall in opponent gross punting (41.7), ranked third in opponent net
punting (37.0) and fourth in opponent kickoff returns (20.4).

Allen coached the first four games of the 2014 regular season for the Raiders, dur-
ing which he helped usher in a pair of rookies that went on to enjoy impressive
campaigns in QB Derek Carr and LB Khalil Mack. The club’s pass defense
ranked fourth in the NFL.
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In 2011, Allen served as defensive coordinator of the Denver Broncos. He led a
defense that helped the Broncos win the AFC West division crown and advance to
the AFC Divisional round with an AFC Wild Card game victory. The Broncos im-
proved 12 spots over the previous year in overall defensive ranking and bettered
their points allowed eight spots. The defense produced four Pro Bowl selections
as rookie LB Von Miller joined CB Champ Bailey, S Brian Dawkins and DE Elvis
Dumervil on the AFC squad. Miller tied the team’s rookie record with 11.5 sacks
en route to NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year honors and Dumervil also thrived
under Allen, rebounding from injury to register 9.5 takedowns. The Broncos’ 41
sacks as a team marked the unit’s most since 2000.

During Allen’s previous five-year tenure in New Orleans, he first served as assis-
tant defensive line coach (2006-07) before being promoted to secondary coach
(2008-10).

He was a part of a defensive coaching staff that engineered significant improvement
from 2009-10 when the club went 24-8 in the regular season, qualified for the play-
offs both times and captured Super Bowl XLIV. Under Allen’s direction in 2010, the
Saints secondary allowed an NFL-low 13 touchdown passes, while New Orleans
ranked fourth in both opponent net yards per game (306.3) and pass defense (193.9
ypg.). They also registered top five rankings in opponent third down efficiency
(34.5%) and opponent passer rating (75.3). S Roman Harper was selected to his sec-
ond consecutive Pro Bowl, posting 100 tackles and three sacks, and CB Jabari Greer
recorded two interceptions with one brought back for a touchdown.

In 2009, Allen tutored a secondary that played a key role in helping the Saints to
the club’s first Super Bowl victory. A revamped unit accounted for an NFL-high
six interception returns for touchdowns and totaled 22 picks on the season with
two of the four starters being selected to the Pro Bowl. Greer returned one pick
for a touchdown. Harper led the unit with a career-high 127 tackles and added 1.5
sacks and two forced fumbles while being selected to his first Pro Bowl. CB
Tracy Porter picked off Brett Favre and Peyton Manning in the fourth quarter in
consecutive contests in the postseason, with his famous Super Bowl XLIV inter-
ception being brought back for a touchdown.

While serving as assistant defensive line coach from 2006-07, Allen helped de-
velop a unit that ranked as one of the strengths of the Saints’ defense. During that
stretch, the defensive front combined for 48.5 sacks, 10 forced fumbles and 10
fumble recoveries and DE Will Smith was voted to the 2006 Pro Bowl.

Allen joined the Saints after a four-year stint with the Atlanta Falcons, where he
spent his final two years as defensive assistant/quality control with an emphasis
on working with the defensive line. Over the previous two seasons, he was in
charge of defensive quality control while helping tutor the secondary.

Over his last two years in Atlanta, the Falcons’ defense was paced by the play of
the front four. In 2004, Atlanta led the NFL for the first time in club history with
48 sacks and the unit sent DE Patrick Kerney to the Pro Bowl. In 2005 DT Rod

Coleman represented the club in the Pro Bowl and the Falcons notched 37 sacks.
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In 2002, Allen’s first year with the Falcons, he assisted in coaching the defensive
backfield. Atlanta improved to 16th against the pass after ranking 30th the year
before, and tied for third in the NFL with 24 interceptions.

Allen worked as the secondary coach for the University of Tulsa (2000-01) before
heading to the NFL. Prior to his stint at Tulsa, Allen was on the coaching staff for
four years (1996-99) at his alma mater, Texas A&M, as a graduate assistant work-
ing primarily with the school’s secondary.

A native of Hurst, Texas, Allen earned four letters for Texas A&M as a safety
from 1992-95 and started the final 21 games of his career. A highlight was his
fourth-quarter interception that clinched an 18-9 victory over Texas in 1993, send-
ing the Aggies to their third-straight Cotton Bowl. He collected Southwest Con-
ference Defensive Player of the Week honors after intercepting two passes in a
36-14 win over Oklahoma in 1994.

Allen was signed as an undrafted free agent by the Buffalo Bills and competed in
their training camp in 1996. Allen’s father, Grady, played at Texas A&M and was
a linebacker for the Falcons from 1968-72.

Charles Byrd enters his ninth year as a

member of the Saints strength and condi-

tioning staff. He assists Head Strength and Condition-
ing Coach Dan Dalrymple in implementing the team’s
year-round program.

Byrd is in his 11th season as a coach and ninth in the NFL after stints on the off-
season and training camp rosters of the Cleveland Browns, Green Bay Packers,
Washington Redskins and New York Giants from 2005-06 as a defensive back,
while also playing for the Arena Football League’s Las Vegas Gladiators in 2006.
He started as a strength and conditioning intern at Miami University (Ohio) in
2006, becoming a graduate assistant in his final year with the Redhawks before
coming to New Orleans.

Byrd graduated from Morehead State University with a bachelor's degree in uni-
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versity studies, where he played in the secondary and as a kickoff returner from
2001-04. The Oxford, Ohio native earned Division I-AA Mid-Major All-Amer-
ica honors for two straight seasons. A team captain and three-year starter, he
helped the Eagles to three consecutive Pioneer Football League Southern Divi-
sion championships.

DAN CAMPBELL

Assistant Head Coach/Tight Ends

Dan Campbell was named the Saints’ as-

sistant head coach/tight ends on Feb. 2,

2016. He brings 17 years of NFL experience, 11 as a

player with four teams and six on the Miami Dolphins

coaching staff. He joined the Saints after starting the

2015 season as the Dolphins’ tight ends coach, then
serving as the club’s interim head coach for the final 12 contests.

In 2015, Campbell took over a 1-3 Dolphins club that had lost three consecutive
contests and immediately helped the team win their first two games under his su-
pervision and finished 5-7, including a 20-10 win over the New England Patriots
in the season finale. After Campbell took the head coaching reigns, Miami im-
proved eight spots in the NFL rushing yards per game rankings with RB Lamar
Miller gaining 741 of his 872 yards on the ground and all eight rushing touch-
downs, finishing the season with 1,269 total yards from scrimmage and 10 touch-
downs. Five Dolphins were selected to the Pro Bowl. QB Ryan Tannehill became
the first Dolphins signal-caller to pass for at least 4,000 yards in consecutive sea-
sons since Dan Marino (1984-86).

Prior to taking over Miami’s interim duties, Campbell had tutored the Dolphins
tight ends since 2011, initially joining the team in 2010 as a coaching intern fol-
lowing the conclusion of his 11-year NFL playing career. In 2014, Campbell’s
tight end unit was led by Charles Clay who posted 58 receptions for 605 yards
and three touchdowns, while blocking for Miller’s first 1,000 yard season as he
and Tannehill combined to become the first duo in franchise history to produce a
1,000-yard rusher and 4,000-yard passer in a season. Fellow tight end Dion Sims
recorded career highs in receptions (24), receiving yards (284) and touchdowns
(two). In 2013, under Campbell’s watch, Clay finished with 69 receptions for 759
yards and six touchdowns. In 2012, Campbell’s unit was paced by Anthony
Fasano, who posted a team-leading five touchdown receptions.
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Campbell joined the Dolphins after 11 years of playing experience with the New
York Giants (1999-2002), Dallas Cowboys (2003-05), Detroit Lions (2006-08)
and Saints (2009). A third round selection of the Giants in the 1999 NFL draft, the
former tight end appeared in a total of 114 games with 75 starts and caught 91
passes for 934 yards and 11 touchdowns.

The Clifton, Texas native attended Texas A&M where he was a four-year letter-
winner and agricultural development major.

PETE CARMICHAEL

Offensive Coordinator

Pete Carmichael is in his eighth season \

as the Saints’ offensive coordinator after

tutoring the club’s quarterbacks his first three years

with the club. Throughout this time, he has been a key

figure in the planning and preparations of an offensive

attack that has been ranked first in the NFL in yardage
in five of the last 10 seasons and in the top six each campaign. During this period
of Carmichael’s tenure on the New Orleans coaching staff, the club’s 10-year
streak of finishing in the top 10 in offense is the third-longest since the 1970
AFL-NFL merger.

In 2015, Carmichael coordinated an offense that finished second in the National
Football League (403.8 ypg.), with the club finishing first in net passing yards per
game (310.6), third down efficiency (47.7%) and first downs (381). QB Drew
Brees threw for an NFL-high 4,870 yards and 32 touchdowns with a 101.0 rating
despite missing one game with a shoulder injury, becoming the first quarterback
in league record books to lead or tie for first in passing yardage six times. Despite
missing the last four games, RB Mark Ingram led the team with a career-high
1,074 total yards from scrimmage, with Tim Hightower picking up the slack after
he was sidelined, gaining 454 yards and four touchdowns in the final four con-
tests. Among wideouts, both Brandin Cooks and Willie Snead enjoyed breakout
seasons. Cooks led the team in all three major receiving categories with 84 grabs
for 1,138 yards and nine touchdowns. Snead secured a roster spot and made 69
catches for 984 yards and three touchdowns. In his first season as the club’s fea-
tured tight end, Benjamin Watson set career-highs with 74 grabs for 825 yards,
while tying a career-best with six touchdown receptions.

In 2014, Carmichael led an offense that finished first in the NFL in net yards
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per game (411.4), third down efficiency (48.3%) and first downs (395). Brees
was invited to his club-record eighth Pro Bowl as a Saint as he finished tied for
the NFL lead in passing yardage (4,952). He also finished first in the NFL in
completions (456) and second in completion percentage (69.2%) and tied for
fifth in touchdown passes (33). TE Jimmy Graham led the team in both receiv-
ing and touchdowns with 85 catches for 889 yards and 10 touchdowns and In-
gram led the team in rushing yards (964), total yards from scrimmage (1,109)
and rushing touchdowns (nine), which was tied for third in the NFL. New Or-
leans saw four offensive players make the Pro Bowl in 2014: Brees, G Jahri
Evans, Graham and Ingram.

In 2013, the offense finished fourth in net yards per game (399.4) and finished
second in passing offense (307.4 ypg.), third in third down conversion percentage
(43.9%), fourth in first downs (359) and second in yards after the catch (2,576).
Four players on offense (Brees, Evans, Graham and G Ben Grubbs) were selected
to the Pro Bowl. Brees finished near the top of the NFL in virtually every passing
category, completing 446-0f-650 (68.6%) passes for 5,162 yards with 39 touch-
downs and a 104.5 rating, as he became the first player to throw for 5,000 yards
four times. Graham enjoyed one of the most prolific seasons for a tight end in
NFL history, recording 86 receptions for 1,215 yards with a franchise-record 16
touchdowns. The 2013 Saints were also only the fifth NFL team to have four
players with 65 or more catches (Graham-86, RB Pierre Thomas-77, WR Marques
Colston-75 and RB Darren Sproles-71), as New Orleans did so for the second
consecutive season.

In 2012, Carmichael called plays for a unit that finished first in the NFC and sec-
ond in the NFL (410.9 ypg.) and ranked second in the conference and third in the
league in scoring (28.8 ppg.). The Saints also compiled top-five NFL rankings in
red zone touchdown percentage (68.4%), third down efficiency (44.0%) and first
downs (352), supported by an offensive line with two Pro Bowl selections (T Jer-
mon Bushrod and Evans) that surrendered only 26 sacks, tied for the league’s
third-lowest total. Brees threw for 5,177 yards and 43 touchdowns, both league
bests. The wideout duo of Colston and Lance Moore each reached 1,000 yards.

In 2011, the Saints produced some of the best offensive numbers in league history
as the team shattered several NFL and team records. After Head Coach Sean Pay-
ton suffered a leg injury in Week Six, Carmichael took over play-calling duties.
New Orleans set NFL records in net passing yardage (5,347) and first downs
(416) that have since been broken, while the marks for net yardage (7,474), com-
pletion percentage (71.3%), third down conversion rate (56.7%) and fewest fum-
bles (6) still stand. They also set a team mark and led the league in third down
conversions (118). New Orleans finished with 547 points, the fourth-highest total
in NFL history, and scored at least 45 points in four regular season games and one
postseason contest, including three straight outputs of at least 45. Brees enjoyed
one of the most prolific seasons by an NFL signal-caller as he completed 468-of-
657 passes (71.2%) for 5,476 yards, 46 touchdowns and a 110.6 rating, breaking
NFL records for yardage (since broken), completions, 300-yard passing games
(13) and completion percentage. As the passing attack reached new heights, Gra-
ham had a club-record 99 receptions for 1,310 yards with 11 touchdowns. A run-
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ning game that was ranked sixth in the NFL flourished behind an offensive line
that featured three Pro Bowl selections (Bushrod, Evans and G Carl Nicks), in ad-
dition to Brees and Graham.

In 2010, the Saints finished third in the NFC and sixth in the NFL after averaging
372.5 yards of total offense, finishing third in the league in passing. The unit con-
verted 48.8% of their third down conversions and ranked fifth in the NFL with
351 first downs.

In 2009, his first season with his new title, the Saints continued to compile im-
pressive numbers on offense. The Saints finished in the top five in seven offen-
sive categories, while also racking up an NFL-best 510 points. At least 45 points
were scored four times, a fifth time in the postseason, with four straight outputs
of at least 30 points. The Saints ranked first in the league with 6,461 net yards,
then the third-best total in club history. The Saints’ 348 first downs was the sec-
ond-best total in 2009 league rankings. The Saints also finished ranked sixth in
the NFL in rushing with 131.6 yards per game on 4.5 yards per carry. The of-
fense continued to flourish in the postseason, averaging 35.6 points per game and
scoring eight-of-nine times inside the red zone. Brees keyed the run, completing
70.6 percent of his passes and throwing eight touchdowns with a 117.0 rating. He
was selected the Super Bowl XLIV MVP, as he led the Saints back from a ten-
point deficit, completing 18 of his last 19 passes and engineering the fourth quar-
ter game-winning drive.

In 2008, Carmichael’s title was quarterbacks/passing game — with duties that in-
cluded assisting in the pass routes, protection schemes and quarterback responsi-
bilities. He tutored the signal-callers his first three seasons with the club. In 2008,
the offense went on to rank No. 1 in the NFL in passing, and Brees threw for
5,069 yards.

Carmichael has worked closely with Brees since both arrived in New Orleans in
2006, while virtually all of the franchise’s career, single-game and single-season
passing records have fallen. Brees has led the NFL or tied for the lead in passing
yardage an NFL-record six times, set the league record for completion percentage
twice and has thrown for a club-record 348 touchdowns over the last ten seasons.

Carmichael brings the perspective of having a wide range of coaching experiences,
including working with nearly every position group on offense during his career.
With the Chargers, he assisted wide receivers coach James Lofton for an offense
that ranked 10th in the NFL in 2004 and 2005. Carmichael joined the Chargers in
2002 and served as offensive assistant/quality control coach until being promoted.

In 2001, Carmichael was quality control coach for the Washington Redskins, and
in 2000, he was the tight ends coach and offensive assistant for the Cleveland
Browns. From 1995-99, Carmichael was the quarterbacks coach at Louisiana
Tech, and during his tenure the Bulldogs’ signal-callers broke almost every school
passing record. He began his coaching career as the assistant offensive line coach
at the University of New Hampshire in 1994, with the Wildcats winning the Yan-
kee Conference championship.
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Born Oct. 6, 1971 in Framingham, Mass., Carmichael attended Medway (Mass.)
High School where he played football and baseball. He went on to a collegiate
playing career in baseball and was a four-year letterman at Boston College. As a
senior, Carmichael was a team captain and Most Valuable Player. He graduated
with a degree in mathematics in 1994.

RONALD CURRY

Offensive Assistant

Ronald Curry enters his first season \

with the New Orleans Saints as an of-

fensive assistant. Entering his 11th season in the

NFL overall, Curry spent the last three campaigns

as a member of the San Francisco 49ers coaching

staff and also enjoyed a seven-year NFL career as a
wideout for the Oakland Raiders.

In his three years with the 49ers, Curry served as wide receivers coach in 2015 and
as an offensive assistant working with the wideouts from 2013-14. In 2015, An-
quan Boldin recorded at least 65 receptions for the fourth consecutive season and
Torrey Smith led the National Football League in yards per catch (20.1). From
2013-14, Boldin became the first player in 49ers history to reach 1,000 receiving
yards in each of his first two seasons with the team and the first 49ers receiver to
eclipse the mark in back-to-back seasons since Terrell Owens from 2002-03.

Prior to joining the 49ers staff, Curry spent three years at Mooresville Christian
Academy in Mooresville, NC, as the athletic director and head football coach.

Curry, a veteran of a seven-year NFL playing career, was originally selected in the
seventh round (235th overall) by the Oakland Raiders in the 2002 NFL Draft. He
played in 76 career games with 32 starts and registered 193 receptions for 2,347
yards and 13 touchdowns.

While with Oakland, Curry learned the intricacies of the wide receiver position
from Hall of Famers Fred Biletnikoff (2003-06) and James Lofton (2008).

A four-year starter at the University of North Carolina (1998-2001), where he
played quarterback, Curry left Chapel Hill with school records of 4,987 passing
yards and 6,236 yards of total offense in his career. In the 2001 Peach Bowl
against Auburn, Curry earned offensive Most Valuable Player honors. The year
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prior, Curry was voted Tar Heels Offensive MVP as a junior, where he registered
2,325 passing yards and 11 passing touchdowns. Curry was a two-sport athlete at
UNC, as he was also the starting point guard on the school’s 1998-99 and 2000-01
basketball teams. He played with Packers LB Julius Peppers on both the football
and basketball teams.

A native of Hampton, Va., Curry was an All-American in football and basketball
in high school.

DAN DALRYMPLE

Head Strength and Conditioning %(5\

By designing extensive and innovative

workout programs — crafted to the needs

of every player as well as the demands of each posi-

tion group — Strength & Conditioning Coach Dan Dal-

rymple has been a key member of the Saints

organization since arriving in 2006. His responsibili-
ties and influence both in the weight room and on the field remain constant
throughout the entire year.

The efforts of Dalrymple and his staff have played a key role in the club’s success
over the past 10 seasons. His routines, focused on building and maintaining
strength and stamina while minimizing injuries, have paid dividends for the
Saints. Since 2006, New Orleans has put together 12 winning streaks of three
games or more, including a franchise-record 13-game win streak in 2009. 17 play-
ers have been selected to the Pro Bowl during his tenure, 12 for the first time in
their careers.

Throughout his tenure, Dalrymple’s teams have traditionally finished strong. In
2009’s Super Bowl XLIV Championship season, evidence of the conditioning of
the club was their stamina throughout games, as they outscored opponents 139-48
in the fourth quarter, finishing first in the NFL in both points scored and allowed
in the final period. He was named as the recipient of the Cybex Professional
Strength and Conditioning Coach of the Year award by the Professional Football
Strength and Conditioning Coaches Society and the Samson Strength and Condi-
tioning NFL Coach of the Year award from American Football Monthly.

Prior to joining the Saints, Dalrymple spent the previous 17 seasons in a similar
capacity at Miami University (Ohio), including the last 16 as director of athletic
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conditioning, a program he built from its foundation. While the football team was
a focus of his efforts, Dalrymple and his staff created workout regimens for every
athletic program. He was promoted with the additional title of assistant athletic di-
rector in 2003. At Miami, he was a coaching colleague of Saints Head Coach Sean
Payton from 1994-95.

Dalrymple has been certified by the National Strength & Conditioning Associa-
tion since 1991 and has been honored as a finalist for the organization’s coach of
the year in 1995, 1997, 1999, 2003 and 2006. He’s one of only three NFL coaches
in his field to be certified by the Collegiate Strength & Conditioning Coaches As-
sociation as a Master Strength & Conditioning Coach.

Dalrymple has earned two certifications for USA Weightlifting that designate him
as qualified to work with athletes in Olympic weightlifting and as a sports per-
formance specialist.

After taking over the supervision of Miami’s strength and conditioning program
in 1989, the football program posted a 116-72-9 record, had a streak of 12-straight
winning seasons and went to bowl games in 2003 and 2004.

For the Saints, Dalrymple couples his intense work ethic and a constant evolution
of his approach with a lengthy background in football.

A 1988 graduate of Miami, Dalrymple was a four-year starter (1983-86) as an of-
fensive lineman and was a first-team All-MAC selection his final two seasons,
also earning honorable mention All-America accolades. He was one of three cap-
tains of the 1986 conference champion team. Dalrymple was later honored as one
of five linemen on the Cincinnati Enquirer’s All-20th Century Miami football
team and was elected to the school’s Hall of Fame in 2002.

After his college career and attending training camp with the Seattle Seahawks,
Dalrymple returned to his alma mater as a student assistant coach in 1987. He
served as a graduate assistant the following year before being promoted to offen-
sive line and strength coach in 1989. He was named strength & conditioning coor-
dinator in December of that year.

In 2011, Dalrymple co-authored his first book, “The Athletic Body Puzzle-The
Guide For Parents And Coaches.”

Senior Defensive Assistant %(5\

Peter Giunta (pronounced GEN-ta) was

named as a Saints senior defensive assis-

tant on February 1, 2016. He’s a 35-year coaching vet-
eran, including 25 years of experience in the NFL with
three Super Bowl Championships.

Giunta served as the secondary/cornerbacks coach of the New York Giants from
2006-14, a period when New York captured two Super Bowl titles. With the Gi-
ants, he was at the forefront in the development of several young cornerbacks,
while also experiencing success with veterans.

During his tenure in New York, the Salem, Mass. native was pivotal in the devel-
opment of several cornerbacks who contributed to the Giants winning two Super
Bowls. Former LSU standout Corey Webster developed into an eight-year starter
under Giunta’s watch in New York and recorded 22 interceptions and four fumble
recoveries in the regular season and postseason, including recording three take-
aways in the 2007 playoffs all the way to a Super Bowl title. Webster’s pick of a
Brett Favre pass set up the Giants’ game-winning field goal in overtime of the
NFC Championship Game in Green Bay. In 2011, Webster opened all 20 regular
season and postseason contests. Aaron Ross, the club’s first round draft pick in
2007, was inserted into the starting lineup midway through his rookie campaign
and he delivered with three interceptions including one brought back for a score.
Ross returned to the starting lineup in 2011 and finished tied for second on the
team to Webster (six) with a career-high four picks. Most recently, Giunta was in-
strumental in the development of Prince Amukamara, the team’s first round draft
pick in 2011, who despite missing the last eight games with a biceps injury in
2014, had set a career-high with three interceptions through the first eight con-
tests. In 2009, Terrell Thomas led the team with five interceptions, one returned
for a touchdown, as New York ranked ninth in opponent net passing yards per
game. Thomas was selected to the US4 Today All-Joe Team.

Prior to joining the Giants, Giunta was Kansas City’s defensive backs coach from
2001-05. In 2003, S Jerome Woods earned his first career Pro Bowl berth under
his guidance, an impressive feat considering the fact that he missed the 2002 cam-
paign with a broken leg. The Chiefs registered 25 interceptions to rank third in the
NFL that season, as S Greg Wesley and CB Dexter McLeon paced the team with
six picks apiece.

Giunta joined the Chiefs after spending four seasons (1997-2000) with the St.
Louis Rams, including the last three as that club’s defensive coordinator. Giunta
served as the Rams’ assistant head coach under Dick Vermeil in 1998-99, after
originally joining the staff as defensive backs coach in 1997.
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As defensive coordinator, Giunta was responsible for the resurgence in the St.
Louis defense which helped spark the club’s unexpected run to a world champi-
onship in 1999. Those efforts culminated with a 13-3 regular season record and a
23-16 victory over the Tennessee Titans in Super Bowl XXXIV. Giunta’s unit led
the league in rush defense in 1999, allowing just 74.3 yards per game, while rank-
ing fourth in scoring defense (15.1 points per game) and sixth in total defense
(293.6 yards per game).

The Rams’ 1999 defense led the conference and was second in the league with
29 interceptions. CB Todd Lyght led the way, tying for the league lead with six
picks, earning his initial Pro Bowl berth in the process. St. Louis was also op-
portunistic, returning nine takeaways (seven interceptions and two fumbles) for
touchdowns in 1999. Those turnovers were due in large part to a Rams pass rush
which racked up 57.0 sacks, a figure which tied for the league lead. The sack
brigade was headlined by Pro Bowl DE Kevin Carter, who led the NFL with
17.0 takedowns.

Giunta’s long had a reputation for getting the most out of defensive backs. In
2000, McLeon intercepted eight passes, a total which was surpassed only by one
player. In Giunta’s first season as defensive coordinator in 1998, St. Louis ranked
third in the NFL in passing defense, allowing 176.9 yards per game. With Giunta
serving as defensive backs coach in 1997, the Rams were second in the league
with 25 interceptions, including an NFL-high nine by CB Ryan McNeil.

Prior to his stint with the Rams, Giunta spent two seasons as defensive backs
coach for the New York Jets. In 1995, the Jets led the league in pass defense
(171.3 yards per game). Giunta was instrumental in the development of current
Saints Secondary Coach Aaron Glenn, who would go on to be a three-time All-
Pro and Pro Bowl selection.

Giunta entered the NFL as the defensive backs coach in Philadelphia from 1991-
94.1In 1991, the Eagles defense ranked first in the league in passing defense
(150.8 yards per game), rushing defense (71.0 yards per game) and total defense
(221.8 yards per game). That marked just the fifth time in NFL history and the
first time since 1975 that a single team led the league in all three of those defen-
sive categories. No team has equaled that feat since the 1991 Eagles.

Giunta’s 10 seasons in the college ranks began at Penn State (1981-83). He was a
defensive assistant his first year before coaching the tight ends in his final two
seasons. While he was at Penn State, the Nittany Lions won the 1982 National
Championship with a 27-23 victory over Georgia in the Sugar Bowl. Penn State
won three bowl games during Giunta’s tenure.

Following Penn State, Giunta moved to Brown (1984-87), where he coached both
the tight ends and wide receivers before becoming the offensive coordinator
(1986-87). He then joined the staft at Lehigh (1988-90), where he was responsible
for the tight ends and wide receivers.

After a four-year playing career as a defensive back and running back at North-
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eastern (1974-77), Giunta began his coaching career in Massachusetts, where he
was an assistant coach at Swampscott High School from 1978-80.

Aaron Glenn brings 19 years of playing, \
front office and coaching experience to

the Saints staff in his first season as an assistant in
New Orleans.

From 2014-15, Glenn served as the assistant secondary
coach with the Cleveland Browns. In a 2015 campaign where Pro Bowl CB Joe
Haden played in only five games due to injuries, Cleveland’s secondary was led
by veterans in S Donte Whitner and CB Tramon Williams, who led the defensive
backfield with 81 and 69 tackles respectively.

In 2014, Glenn worked with a Cleveland secondary that garnered Pro Bowl hon-
ors from S Tashaun Gipson, Haden and Whitner, marking the first time in team
history that three defensive backs were selected to the Pro Bowl. The Browns led
the NFL in opponent passer rating (74.1), completion percentage (57.1) and
passes defensed (99). Cleveland finished second in the league with 21 intercep-
tions, the team’s highest total since 2008. They also finished ranked fifth in the
league in opponent yards per pass attempt (6.44), fifth in red zone defense (46.3)
and ninth in points per game (21.1). Cleveland was also the only team to have two
players with at least 18 passes defensed, as Haden led the team and finished sec-
ond in the league with 20, while CB Buster Skrine tied for fourth with 18. Despite
missing the final five games, Gipson finished second in the NFL with six inter-
ceptions, the most by a Brown since 2010.

Before joining the Browns, Glenn spent two seasons (2012-13) in the New York
Jets front office. He served as a college area scout in 2013 after a season as a pro
personnel scout.

A first-round pick (12th overall) by the Jets in 1994 out of Texas A&M, Glenn

started 176 of his 205 career games during his tenure with New York (1994-
2001), Houston (2002-04), Dallas (2005-06), Jacksonville (2007) and New Or-
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leans (2008). A three-time Pro Bowler (1997-98, 2002), he recorded 661 career
tackles, 41 interceptions and 167 passes defensed. Glenn scored eight career
touchdowns, including six interception returns, a 96-yard kickoff return and a
104-yard return on a missed field goal.

Glenn earned a degree in business management from Texas A&M, where he was a
two-time All-American, departing as the school’s all-time leader in passes de-
fensed in a season (20), season punt-return average (19.9) and punt return yards in
a game (131). In 2003, he established the Aaron Glenn Foundation, which sup-
ports education and health initiatives for families and children.

BILL JOHNSON

Defensive Line

A key member of the Saints defensive \

coaching staff, Bill Johnson possesses a

long history of developing the skills of top-notch de-

fensive linemen throughout his coaching career. Now

in his 36th year in the profession and his 16th NFL

season, the Louisiana native arrived in New Orleans in
2009 after a two-year stint in Denver.

In 2015, Johnson brought along a young defensive line with only one starter over
26 years of age led by defensive team captain Cameron Jordan. He helped Jordan,
a first round pick in 2011, become only the ninth player in team history with mul-
tiple seasons with double-digit sacks (10), as he also led the club with two fumble
recoveries on the way to his second Pro Bowl selection. The club’s starting defen-
sive tackle duo of John Jenkins and Kevin Williams combined for 109 tackles.
Johnson also tutored a pair of rookies that turned in impressive starts to their ca-
reers. Tackle Tyeler Davison, one of the club’s fifth round draft picks, appeared in
all 16 games with five starts and posted 26 tackles and 1.5 sacks. End Bobby
Richardson, one of three undrafted free agents to make the club’s 53-man roster
out of the preseason, played in 15 games with 11 starts and tied with Jenkins for
the defensive line lead in tackles (66).

In 2014, Jordan led the line and finished second on the team with 7.5 sacks and
added an interception and one fumble recovery. In 2013, Johnson helped oversee
an alignment change up front, as Jordan and Akiem Hicks enjoyed career-best
seasons, powering a defense that improved in league rankings to fourth in the
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NFL in both opponent yards per game and scoring defense. Jordan was selected to
his first career Pro Bowl as he led the New Orleans pass rush, notching a career-
high 12.5 sacks, ranked fifth in the NFL, while recovering two fumbles to tie for
sixth in the league. In his first full season as a starter after moving from defensive
tackle to defensive end, Hicks finished with 4.5 takedowns.

In 2012, Johnson tutored a line anchored by the duo of ends in Jordan and Will
Smith. He helped Jordan post a team-best eight sacks, while also leading the de-
fensive line with 76 tackles (54 solo), three forced fumbles and two fumble recov-
eries. Smith ranked second on the club by chipping in six takedowns and adding
one fumble recovery.

In 2011, the defensive front helped the Saints improve from 16th to 12th in the
NFL in run defense. Smith led the line with 6.5 sacks (second on the team) and
two forced fumbles. In 2010, the front four played an important role in a defense
that improved from 25th in the NFL to fourth in yardage and from 20th to seventh
in opponent points per game.

The line thrived under Johnson’s approach in 2009. Smith finished fifth in the
NFL with a career-high 13 sacks. The front four was the first line of defense for a
unit that finished second in the NFL in red zone touchdown percentage (39.3).

Johnson tutored the Broncos line from 2007-08. He coached a unit that in 2007
tied for second in the NFL with nine takeaways. Defensive end Elvis Dumervil
tied for sixth in the league with 12.5 sacks.

During his six-year tenure as line coach with Atlanta from 2001-06, Johnson over-
saw a unit that helped the club post 242 sacks. Atlanta twice ranked in the top 10
in fewest yards allowed and fewest yards per carry (2004, 2006). The Falcons also
had a pair of Pro Bowlers up front under Johnson’s direction, including end
Patrick Kerney and tackle Rod Coleman.

Coleman was selected to the Pro Bowl in 2005, and his 28 sacks from 2004-06
were the most by a defensive tackle in the NFL over that span. Kerney was voted
to the Pro Bowl in 2004, and the defensive end had 53 sacks under Johnson’s tute-
lage from 2001-06, notching at least 10 takedowns in three seasons.

Atlanta reached the NFC Championship Game in 2004, with Johnson’s line lead-
ing the NFL in sacks (48) for the first time in franchise history. The Falcons also
ranked eighth in the NFL in run defense. Kerney had a career-high 13 sacks and
Coleman led all defensive tackles with 11.5.

Johnson jumped to the NFL and joined the Falcons in 2001 after a one-year stint
at Arkansas working with the line, his second time coaching at the school. That
season with the Razorbacks closed a 21-season stretch as a college assistant.

The longest coaching tenure of his career was at Texas A&M, where Johnson

served as defensive line coach for eight seasons (1992-99) under Head Coach
R.C. Slocum. The Aggies earned three conference championships during those
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years, went to six bowl games and finished in the top 10 three times. Nine defen-
sive linemen under his instruction were selected in the NFL Draft, including Sam
Adams, a consensus All-American in 1993 and the eighth overall pick by the
Seattle Seahawks in 1994.

Johnson came to Texas A&M after coaching the defensive lines at Arkansas
(1990-91) and Louisiana Tech (1988-89). In 1987, he served as a graduate assis-
tant at the University of Miami under head coach Jimmy Johnson, working prima-
rily with the linebackers on a team that went 12-0 and was voted National
Champions. Prior to joining the Hurricanes, Johnson spent two years as an assis-
tant at McNeese State University coaching the school’s outside linebackers in
1986 and its defensive line the year before.

He entered the coaching profession as a graduate assistant at his alma mater,
Northwestern State University, in 1980 and served in that capacity for two sea-
sons before coaching defensive ends/linebackers at the school from 1982-84.

Johnson was a four-year letterman and two-year starter at Northwestern State after
a standout prep career at Neville High School in Monroe, La.

Assistant Special Teams

Stan Kwan enters his fourth season with \

the New Orleans Saints as assistant spe-

cial teams coach. It is Kwan’s 26th year as an NFL
coach and he will again assist coordinator Greg
McMahon in all aspects of coaching the Saints’ special
teams units.

In 2015, the Saints special teams unit provided a spark in several games. The punt
return game was effective as Kwan helped McMahon tutor rookie RB/RS Marcus
Murphy, who returned the first punt for a touchdown by a Saint since 2011. The
units also blocked a punt and recovered it for a touchdown, blocked two kicks, re-
turning one for the first defensive two-point conversion since the NFL’s 2015
rules change and also picked off a two-point conversion attempt. In Week Seven,
a 24-yard completion from holder Luke McCown to TE Benjamin Watson to the
Colts one-yard line on a fake field goal attempt set up a touchdown. After joining
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the Saints in Week Eight, K Kai Forbath made two game-winning field goals in
his 10 games with New Orleans last season.

Kwan joined the Saints after spending three seasons (2010-12) in the same capac-
ity with the Buffalo Bills. In 2012, the Bills ranked first in the NFL in punt return
average (17.1 avg.) with two touchdowns and were fourth-best in kickoff return
average (27.0 avg.). In 2011, the Bills kickoff coverage units held opponents to
20.4 yards per return, the best in the NFL. The punt return unit finished tied for
tops in the AFC and third in the NFL (12.7 avg.).

Kwan joined the Bills after six seasons with the Detroit Lions. In his second stint
with Detroit from 2004-09, the unit blocked 16 kicks, second-most in the NFL
over the six-year time span. Kwan served as Detroit’s special teams coordinator
from 2008-09. In 2009, the Lions ranked fifth in the NFC in average drive start
(27.0) and tied for fourth in the NFL with three special teams turnovers. In 2008,
the Lions had an NFL-high five special teams turnover recoveries, with their plus
four turnover margin also leading the league. The kickoff coverage unit allowed
the league’s fourth-lowest average drive start following kickoffs (25.5) and ranked
second in the NFL in percentage of drives forced inside the 20-yard line following
kickoffs (23.8).

Prior to joining Detroit for his second stint with the club in 2004, Kwan served as
a special teams assistant/defensive quality control coach for the Arizona Cardinals
from 2001-03. He spent 1997-2000 with the Lions as an offensive and special
teams assistant. He entered the NFL in 1991 as a coaching assistant with the San
Diego Chargers. He served as an offensive and special teams assistant with the
Chargers from 1991-1996.

Kwan played baseball at San Diego State University for three years and earned
his bachelor’s degree in criminal justice. Prior to attending San Diego State, he
spent one year at South Mountain Community College in Phoenix where he was
the first freshman to be named captain of the baseball team. Kwan attended
Phoenix Camelback High School where he set school career records for batting
average, runs scored, stolen bases, on-base percentage and walks. In his junior
year, Camelback was the top-ranked team in the state and was ranked 16th in the
nation. He earned all-state honors twice as a shortstop and doubled as the school’s
quarterback, where he set the school single-game passing record (327 yards).

Joe Lombardi rejoins the New Orleans

Saints coaching staff in 2016 as the

team’s quarterbacks coach. Lombardi, who spent the

last two seasons as the offensive coordinator of the

Detroit Lions, returns to New Orleans after serving

on the club’s coaching staff from 2007-13, the last
five tutoring the quarterbacks.

In 2014 under his supervision, Detroit’s offense gained 5,452 total net yards,
which was then the eighth-highest total in franchise history. WRs Calvin Johnson
(1,077) and Golden Tate (1,331) became only the sixth Lions receiving duo to
reach 1,000 receiving yards in the same season. QB Matthew Stafford led the
Lions to five victories when trialing or tied in the fourth quarter or overtime as
Detroit finished 11-5 and qualified for the playoffs for the first time since 2011.

Drew Brees thrived under Lombardi’s guidance from 2009-13, completing 2,147-
of-3,149 passes (68.2%) for 24,823 yards with 195 touchdowns, only 78 intercep-
tions and a 102.1 rating. He was named to the Pro Bowl each of those seasons.
During Lombardi’s tenure as his position coach, Brees also carried an NFL-record
54 game streak with at least one touchdown pass from 2009-12 and also set the
league’s single-season completions (468) and completion percentage record
(71.2%) in 2011, both of which still stand. Brees enjoyed his most prolific season
in 2011 under Lombardi’s supervision, when he completed 468-0f-657 passes for
what was then an NFL-record 5,476 yards with 46 touchdowns and a 110.6 passer
rating. As an offensive assistant from 2007-08, he was heavily involved in the
preparation of the quarterbacks and passing attack as well, having worked closely
with offensive coordinator Pete Carmichael. Lombardi also stepped in for a brief
stint as the running backs coach near the end of 2008.

He arrived in New Orleans with extensive coaching experience on both sides of
the ball, most recently serving as defensive assistant for the Atlanta Falcons in
2006. While in that role, Lombardi worked with a defensive line that combined
for 25.5 sacks.

He was the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach from 2002-05 at Mercy-
hurst College, while also serving as recruiting coordinator.

In 2001, Lombardi coached tight ends and running backs for the XFL’s New
York/New Jersey Hitmen. In 2000, he tutored the defensive line and served as

strength & conditioning coordinator at Bucknell University.

He coached both the tight ends and tackles at the Virginia Military Institute in
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1999 after opening his coaching career at the University of Dayton, where he was
responsible for the defensive line from 1996-98. The Flyers won 20-straight
games during his tenure.

Lombardi — the grandson of legendary coach Vince Lombardi — is a 1994 graduate
of the United States Air Force Academy, where he earned three letters as a tight
end and one in lacrosse.

GREG McMAHON

Special Teams Coordinator

Now entering his ninth season as the \

Saints special teams coordinator and

11th campaign with the club overall, Greg McMahon’s
tenure in New Orleans has been defined by solid per-
formances by the kicking game, the coverage units and
the returners.

With McMahon stressing opportunistic play over the last eight seasons, the Saints
have recovered 15 fumbles on special teams, scored 12 touchdowns — including
seven on punt returns — and blocked three punts, five field goals and three extra
points. Since 2008, New Orleans has been ranked in the top 10 in kickoff return
average three times.

Under McMahon’s tutelage, 2015 proved to be a productive one for the Saints spe-
cial teams units. On Sept. 27, rookie RB/RS Marcus Murphy took a punt back 74
yards for a touchdown, the club’s first brought back for a score since 2011. Mur-
phy’s punt return average (9.3) ranked 12th in the NFL. The units also blocked a
punt and recovered it for a touchdown, blocked two kicks, returned a blocked kick
for the first defensive two-point conversion since the NFL’s 2015 rules change and
also picked off a two-point conversion attempt. LB Michael Mauti produced the
blocked punt he recovered for a touchdown and also led the team with 12 stops.
The kicking game proved to be the difference in two games, with K Kai Forbath
kicking the Saints into the win column on Nov. 1 vs. the New York Giants on his
50-yard game-winner, and in the season finale against Atlanta thanks to a 30-yard
game-winner. Forbath also set a career and team record on Nov. 29 at Houston,
drilling a 57-yarder near the end of the first half that was a career-long, the third-
longest in club history and the longest on the road in team record books.
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In 2014, New Orleans’ punt coverage units ranked first in the NFL in opponent
punt return average (4.1), setting a club record. Since the club drafted P Thomas
Morstead in 2009, he’s evolved into one of the league’s top punters, with his 46.8
gross punting and 41.0 net punting averages both ranked first in club history over
that period. 2014 was no exception, as Morstead finished second in the NFL in net
punting average (42.9). K Shayne Graham drilled 19-0f-22 field goal attempts.

In 2013, McMahon directed his coverage units to rank seventh in the NFL in op-
ponent punt return average (7.5). Morstead finished third in the NFL in net punt-
ing average (42.3) and tied for fourth in touchbacks on kickoffs. The Saints won
two regular season games and one postseason contest on game-winning field
goals at the end of regulation.

In 2012, Morstead was selected to his first Pro Bowl and named a second-team
Associated Press All-Pro, as he set club records in both gross (50.1) punting aver-
age and net (43.2) punting average. Morstead’s net figure, ranked second in the
NFL, is now ranked fourth all-time in NFL history. Rafael Bush led the team with
15 tackles, while also recovering a fumble.

In 2011, McMahon guided the special teams units to one of their best seasons
since taking over as coordinator as the club finished eighth in the Dallas Morning
News special teams rankings. Morstead finished second in the NFC and fourth in
the NFL with a 48.3 gross punting average and second in the league with a 43.1
net average. Morstead also ranked first in the league with an NFL-record 68
touchbacks. K John Kasay ranked second in the NFL in scoring among kickers
and set a team record with 147 points. Darren Sproles made an immediate impact
on the return units, handling both punt and kickoff return duties as part of a sea-
son where he set an NFL record with 2,696 all-purpose yards. He averaged 10.2
yards on punt returns with one touchdown and ranked third in the NFC and sixth
in the league on kickoff returns. McMahon’s coverage units ranked fifth in the
NFL in opponent punt return average, allowing only 6.2 yards per return.

McMahon fostered improvement out of both K Garrett Hartley and Morstead in
2010. In his first full NFL season, Hartley made his final 10 field goal attempts
and 15-of-his-last-16. The punter enjoyed a solid campaign, finishing sixth in the
NFL with a 45.9 gross average. The Saints were only one of four NFL teams to
not allow a blocked kick or give up a special teams score.

The kicking game played a crucial role in the 2009 championship campaign. The
club finished fourth in the league in kickoff return average (24.4) as Courtney
Roby had the first touchdown return by a Saint since 2004. In the postseason,
Reggie Bush had an 83-yard punt return for a touchdown to break open the NFC
Divisional Playoff vs. Arizona.

While the coverage units recovered three fumbles, the most improved group were
the specialists. Hartley, who made the first 16 field goal attempts of his career,
setting what was an NFL record for most consecutive makes to start, came
through in the clutch twice in the postseason. His 40-yard field goal in overtime
of the NFC Championship game sent the Saints to the Super Bowl. Hartley then

became the first kicker in Super Bowl history to boot three field goals of 40-or-
more yards. Morstead, the club’s fifth round draft choice, was the first Saints
punter to capture NFC Special Teams Player of the Week twice in the same sea-
son. In Super Bowl XLIV, he successfully executed an onside kick at the start of
the second half that brought possession back to New Orleans.

In McMabhon'’s first season as coordinator in 2008, New Orleans finished as one of
only four teams to rank in the top 10 in both punt return average (fourth) and
kickoff return average (eighth). Bush scored on two punt returns vs. Minnesota to
tie an NFL record. Hartley, an undrafted rookie at the time, started his field goal
streak by making all 13 attempts.

McMahon served as assistant special teams coach for his first two years in New
Orleans, following a one-year stint as tight ends/special teams coach at East Car-
olina. In 2005, the Pirates finished in the top 20 in the nation in field goal accu-
racy and had a pair of solid return men. McMahon also tutored tight ends as part
of a staft that directed ECU to the fourth-highest passing total in school history.

He spent 13 years at the University of Illinois (1992-2004), working with the spe-
cial teams units and tight ends and receivers. In 1997, McMahon took on supervi-
sion of the kicking game for the Illini. His efforts were integral in Illinois making
four bowl appearances and twice appearing in the final national rankings, and in
2001 the school finished 10-2 and captured the Big Ten title.

Based on the records his units established, the play of the special teams during
McMahon’s years at Illinois are unmatched in school history. Illinois blocked 16
kicks from 2001-04 and accounted for nine touchdowns. Players under his direc-
tion included the school leaders in career punting average, single-season scoring
and all-time punt return yardage.

McMahon came to Illinois in 1992 from Nevada-Las Vegas where he spent two
years as special teams coordinator as well as coaching offensive tackles and tight
ends. He has also had stints with Valdosta (Ga.) State, Southern Illinois, North Al-
abama, Minnesota and his alma mater Eastern Illinois.

As a defensive back at Eastern Illinois, he was a member of two teams that played
for the NCAA Division II National Championship. The Panthers won the title in
1978 and again went to the championship game two years later. McMahon earned
a degree in psychology from EIU in 1982.

Jason Mitchell enters his third season as

Director of Coaching Administration with the Saints in

2016. He is responsible for assisting Head Coach Sean

Payton in organizing football operations for the club.

Mitchell manages several elements of Payton’s off-field
agenda, involving the day-to-day schedule, player and staff communications and the
football calendar, including offseason programs, mini-camps and training camp.

A member of the club’s player personnel department for his first seven seasons,
Mitchell evaluated players from colleges throughout the Midwest as an Area
Scout in 2013. Serving as the club’s College Scouting Coordinator from 2007-12,
Mitchell was responsible for maintaining the day-to-day operations of the college
scouting department. He was also involved in the scouting and evaluation of col-
lege players nationally.

The Cresskill, N.J. native came to New Orleans after serving as the Director of
External Operations at Rutgers University from 2005-07, after serving as an un-
dergraduate Recruiting Assistant for the Scarlet Knights from 2001 until his grad-
uation. He graduated from Rutgers University with a bachelor’s degree in sports
management in 2005.

JOHN MORTON

Wide Receivers

John Morton, a 13-year NFL veteran \

who also coached at the collegiate level

for five years, brings his expertise to tutor the Saints
wideouts for a second season.

Morton rejoined the Saints in 2015, after serving as the
club’s offensive assistant/passing game coach in 2006, when they advanced to the
NFC Championship Game. His efforts with a youthful group that included
Brandin Cooks, Willie Snead and Brandon Coleman resulted in significant devel-
opment for the trio. Cooks led the team in most major receiving categories, mak-
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ing 84 grabs for 1,138 yards and nine touchdowns, as he reached the 1,000 yard
mark for the first time. Through Morton’s help, the undrafted Snead made his
NFL playing debut and recorded 69 receptions for 984 yards (14.3 avg.) with
three touchdowns. The 6-6, 225-pound Coleman made significant strides in his
first full NFL season, finishing with 30 catches for 454 yards (15.1 avg.) with two
scoring grabs.

Morton was a part of a staff as wide receivers coach in San Francisco from 2011-
14 that helped lead the 49ers to three appearances in the NFC Championship and
a berth in Super Bowl XLVII. During his 49ers tenure, Morton’s top pupils were
Anquan Boldin and Michael Crabtree.

The wide receiver corps continued to make strides under Morton’s supervision in
2014. Boldin led the 49ers in receptions (83) and receiving yards (1,062) and be-
came just the fourth player in club history to have multiple 1,000-yard seasons
with the 49ers and the first player to do so in his first two campaigns with the
team. Crabtree finished second on the team with 68 receptions.

In 2013, Boldin set the franchise record for most receiving yards in a season-
opener in his first game with the team after recording 208 yards vs. Green Bay.
Boldin went on to register his sixth-career 1,000 yard season, his first since 2009.
It marked the first time since 2002-03 that the 49ers had a 1,000 yard receiver in
consecutive seasons.

In 2012, Crabtree became the first 49ers wide receiver to surpass the 1,000-yard
mark since 2003, notching career highs in receptions (85), receiving yards (1,105)
and touchdowns (nine). Under Morton’s direction in 2011, Crabtree led the team
with then career-highs in both receptions (72) and receiving yards (874), while
adding four touchdowns.

Morton spent the previous four years at the University of Southern California as
the school’s wide receivers coach. He also held the position of the Trojans passing
game coordinator from 2007-08 and 2010, while serving as the school’s offensive
coordinator in 2009. Under Morton’s tutelage, WR Damien Williams earned All-
Pac-10 first-team honors and along with WR Patrick Turner, was a third-round
pick in the 2009 NFL Draft.

Morton first worked under Jim Harbaugh at the University of San Diego as the
passing game/wide receivers coach in 2005. That year, QB Josh Johnson set

school records in completions (260), completion percentage (70.1) and passing
yards (3,256), while WR Adam Hannula set a school record with 73 receptions.

From 1997-2004, Morton worked for the Oakland Raiders in several capacities.
He began in the Raiders personnel department and then worked as an offensive
assistant, coaching the wide receivers for two years (1998-99). Morton then be-
came the offensive quality control coach in 2000 and again worked with the wide
receivers until 2001. He was then elevated to senior offensive assistant/wide re-
ceivers coach in 2002, where he tutored a pair of Pro Football Hall of Fame wide-
outs - Jerry Rice, who earned Pro Bowl honors, and Tim Brown, on a team that
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earned a trip to the Super Bowl. Morton was later named the team’s tight ends
coach in 2004.

Morton originally signed with the Raiders as an undrafted rookie wideout in
1993, and spent part of the next two seasons on their practice squad. He also
spent time with the Green Bay Packers in 1993 and was in training camp with
the Jacksonville Jaguars in 1995. Morton returned to training camp with the
Raiders again in 1996. He played for the Canadian Football League’s Toronto
Argonauts in 1995 and 1996, and later with the World League’s Frankfurt Galaxy
in the spring of 1997.

Morton played at Western Michigan for two seasons (1991-92), where he left in
10th place on the school’s all-time receiving list (78 receptions) and eighth in re-
ceiving yards (1,278), earning All-Mid-American Conference honors as a senior
in 1992. He later received a bachelor’s degree in general studies from Western
Michigan in 1997. Morton came to Western Michigan after two years (1989-90) at
Grand Rapids (Mich.) Community College, where he received his associate’s de-
gree in 1990.

Brendan Nugent is in his second season \

as a member of the coaching staff for the

New Orleans Saints in 2015 and his first as an offen-
sive assistant.

Prior to coming to New Orleans, Nugent served as an
offensive quality control coach with the Chicago Bears from 2013-14, following
then-Bears Head Coach Marc Trestman south of the border after serving under
him in the Canadian Football League in 2012 in Montreal as the Alouettes special
teams assistant and offensive quality control coach.

Nugent spent the previous five seasons (2007-11) at William & Mary coaching
running backs (2010-2011), tight ends (2007, 2009) and wide receivers (2008).
Nugent started in the collegiate coaching ranks in 2005 at the University of lowa
as the Hawkeyes offensive assistant, a position he held for two years. The
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Hawkeyes participated in the 2005 Outback Bowl and the 2006 Alamo Bowl dur-
ing that span.

Nugent received his first coaching job at his alma mater Archbishop Stepinac
High School in his hometown of White Plains, New York, overseeing the line-
backers in 2004. Collegiately he played linebacker for three seasons at The
Catholic University of America in Washington, D.C. He went on to earn his un-
dergraduate degree in political science from lowa in December of 2006.

DAN ROUSHAR

Offensive Line

A 31-year coaching veteran, including \

two stints as an offensive coordinator,

Dan Roushar takes over as offensive line coach in his

fourth season with the Saints after tutoring running

backs and tight ends the past three seasons. It will be a

natural transition for Roushar, who has extensive expe-
rience tutoring offensive linemen.

After tutoring running backs from 2013-14, Roushar became the team’s tight
ends coach in 2015 and his position group played an integral role in the NFL’s
second-ranked offense. As a unit, they combined for 101 receptions for 1,021
yards with 11 touchdowns. In his third season in New Orleans and first as the
club’s featured tight end, Benjamin Watson set career-highs in receptions and re-
ceiving yardage and tied a career-best in scoring grabs, when he made 74 grabs
for 825 yards (11.1 avg.) and six touchdowns. Josh Hill and Michael
Hoomanawanui, acquired early in the season in a trade with New England, com-
bined for an additional five touchdowns.

In 2014, Roushar helped guide a running attack that gained 1,818 yards and im-
proved in league rankings from 25th to 13th. Under Roushar’s tutelage, Mark In-
gram enjoyed a breakout season as he was selected to the first Pro Bowl of his
four-year career, leading New Orleans with 964 rushing yards and nine touch-
downs. Roushar also continued to lead Khiry Robinson in his development as he
carried 76 times for 362 yards (4.8 avg.) and three touchdowns.

Under Roushar’s guidance in 2013, the Saints running backs helped the team
finish ranked fourth in the NFL in offense. Pierre Thomas (77) and Darren Spro-
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les (71) became the first running back duo in franchise history to each record at
least 70 receptions, as Thomas led the league among running backs and Sproles
ranked fourth. Thomas led the team in rushing with 549 yards and finished with
1,062 total yards from scrimmage. Roushar also helped foster impressive devel-
opment and late season production out of Ingram and Robinson, who were the
club’s leading rushers in the postseason.

Roushar came to New Orleans following a six-year stint at Michigan State, the
final two as offensive coordinator/tight ends coach. In 2012, the Spartans enjoyed
a productive campaign running the ball as running back Le’Veon Bell won the
Big Ten rushing title with 1,793 yards, the second-highest single-season total in
MSU history, as he was selected first-team All-Big Ten and a first-team All-Amer-
ican by CollegeFootballNews.com. The passing offense ranked fourth in the con-
ference. In Roushar’s first season as coordinator in 2011, the Spartans averaged
31.0 points per game, ranked third in the conference, setting school records for
most points (434) and passing yards (3,535), while finishing second in net
yardage (5,466). Prior to his promotion, Roushar served four seasons as the Spar-
tans’ offensive line coach.

In four seasons coaching the offensive front, Roushar’s linemen earned All-Big
Ten recognition on eight occasions. In 2010, the Spartans established their run-
ning identity early, rushing for more than 200 yards in five of the first six games.
In 2009, his unit surrendered only 14 sacks, the fewest amount of any team in the
conference. The previous year, the offensive line blocked for the nation’s fourth-
leading rusher in running back Javon Ringer, while allowing only 24 takedowns.
Upon his arrival in East Lansing in 2007, Roushar had to juggle the starting
lineup with eight different offensive line combinations, but he led his unit to be
one of the most productive in the Big Ten as the Spartans ranked fourth in the
conference and 25th in the NCAA in rushing with 198.2 yards per game.

Prior to arriving in East Lansing, Roushar served two seasons as offensive line
coach at Cincinnati from 2005-06. A two-year letterman as a quarterback at
Northern Illinois, he began his coaching career as a student assistant at his alma
mater in 1984 and also spent time as an assistant at Butler (1986-92), Rhode Is-
land (1993), Ball State (1994) and Illinois (1995-96). Roushar then spent six years
as offensive line coach/offensive coordinator at Northern Illinois before returning
to Champaign for a two-year stint in 2003.

Joel Thomas enters his second season as
the Saints running backs coach after 15
years of coaching in the college ranks.

In 2015, Thomas tutored Mark Ingram who set a new

career-high with a team-best 1,174 total yards from
scrimmage, despite missing the last four games with a season-ending shoulder in-
jury. Overall, Ingram carried 166 times for a team-best 769 yards (4.6 avg.) with
six touchdowns and set a receiving career-high with 50 receptions for 405 yards.
After Ingram was sidelined, Thomas prepared Tim Hightower, who had missed
the previous three seasons, into duty and he gained 454 total yards from scrim-
mage and four touchdowns in the final four contests.

Thomas came to New Orleans following a two-year stint in the same position at
the University of Arkansas from 2013-14. In two seasons under his tutelage, Ra-
zorbacks running backs Jonathan Williams and Alex Collins both blossomed. In
2014, they were the only pair of FBS teammates to rush for 1,000-plus yards. The
duo became just the second pair of Razorbacks to accomplish the feat. Collins be-
came just the second player in school history to surpass 1,000 yards in each of his
first two seasons and was named SEC Freshman of the Year in 2013.

Thomas spent the four previous seasons (2009-12) as running backs coach at
Washington, coaching a 1,000 yard rusher in each, and added the title of associate
head coach for offense prior to the 2012 campaign. In his last season in Seattle,
Thomas tutored All-Pac-12 running back Bishop Sankey, a second-round draft
pick of the Tennessee Titans in 2014, who ranked third in the Pac-12 and tied for
13th in the NCAA with 16 rushing touchdowns, the second-highest single-season
total in school history. Sankey rushed for 1,439 yards, the third-highest single-sea-
son total in school history.

Thomas also has experience as running backs coach at Purdue (2006-08), Idaho
(2004-05) and Louisville (2002-03).

In 2007, the Boilermakers led the Big Ten in total offense and scoring offense. In
2008, they set a school record for fewest fumbles in a season with 12 and running
back Kory Sheets rushed for 1,131 yards to become Purdue’s first 1,000 yard
rusher in six seasons while posting the fourth-highest single-season rushing total
in school history, ending his career second on the school’s career rushing list with
3,341 yards. Sheets tied the school’s single-season rushing touchdowns record
with 16 in 2008 and broke the career record with 48. He was also at Purdue in
2000 and 2001, working as an offensive graduate assistant. In 2000, Saints quar-
terback Drew Brees led the NCAA in total offense and won the Maxwell Award as
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the Boilermakers won the Big Ten and advanced to the Rose Bowl for the first
time in 33 years.

In between stays at Purdue, Thomas served as co-offensive coordinator at Idaho in
2004-05 and as running backs coach at Louisville in 2002-03. In 2003, Louisville
averaged 228.2 rushing yards per game to rank 10th in the NCAA with a school-
record 5.7 yards per carry average. The 2004 Idaho squad set a school record for
completion percentage, and the 2005 team ranked 28th in the country in passing
yards per game.

Thomas also gained NFL experience from two training camp internships, serving
one with the Saints in 2012 and the Pittsburgh Steelers in 2008.

Thomas lettered at running back at Idaho from 1993-98, was a two-time, first-team
All-Big West selection and conference Player of the Year as a senior and still holds
Vandals career records with 3,929 rushing yards, 51 rushing touchdowns and 765
rush attempts. He was inducted into the University of Idaho Athletic Hall of Fame
in 2008 and earned his bachelor’s degree in public communications in 1998.

ally ranked among the Saints’ most pro-

ductive position groups, assistant head
coach/linebackers Joe Vitt enters his 11th season in
New Orleans.

Vitt has consistently obtained solid results from veterans, while also helping de-
velop younger players. 2015 was no different, as he garnered production from a
pair of draft picks in Stephone Anthony and Hau’oli Kikaha. The club’s second
first-round draft pick, Anthony immediately assumed the reigns of the middle
linebacker position and led the club with a club-best 144 tackles and filled up the
stat sheet with one sack, one interception, five passes defensed, two forced fum-
bles, one fumble recovery and a defensive two-point conversion. Hau’oli Kikaha,
the club’s second-round draft pick, led NFL rookies with four forced fumbles and
ranked second among defensive rookies with nine total impact plays (sacks,
forced fumbles, interceptions and fumble recoveries). Veterans Dannell Ellerbe,
David Hawthorne and Ramon Humber combined for 125 stops.

Several former Saints also enjoyed very productive stints under Vitt. Jonathan
Vilma led the Saints in tackles three times and was selected to the Pro Bowl twice.
Scott Shanle posted 673 stops over seven seasons. Scott Fujita provided four solid
seasons from the strongside position with a nose for the ball, posting 417 tackles,
including three consecutive seasons of over 100 stops, 7.5 sacks, eight forced
fumbles and six takeaways. Curtis Lofton led New Orleans in tackles from 2012-
14, including a club-record 185 stops in 2014.

One of the most tenured and respected assistants on the Saints staff, as an assis-
tant head coach, Vitt also helps Head Coach Sean Payton in a variety of areas re-
lated to the team. In 2012, he assumed Payton’s duties, guiding the club through a
challenging period.

Vitt came to the Saints after serving as interim head coach for the final 11 games
in St. Louis in 2005. He held the Rams together during a difficult period after pre-
viously holding the title of assistant head coach/linebackers. It was part of a two-
year stint with the Rams where he also turned a handful of young defenders into a
unit that paced the team in tackles each season.

He joined St. Louis after working as linebackers coach in Kansas City from 2000-
03. It was with the Chiefs where he first worked with Fujita, a fifth-round pick who

developed into one of Kansas City’s top defenders and led them in tackles twice.

Vitt took over the linebacker corps in Kansas City after tutoring the Green Bay de-
fensive backs in 1999, molding a legion of rookies and young players into a formi-
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dable unit that doubled the Packers’ previous-year total by picking off 26 passes.

From 1995-98, Vitt was linebackers coach for Philadelphia, where he first worked
with Payton. In 1998, his group helped the Eagles lead the NFL in pass defense,
allowing 170 yards per game. Vitt was assistant head coach and defensive backs
coach with the Rams under Chuck Knox from 1992-94.

Vitt spent 10 seasons with the Seattle Seahawks (1982-91), holding several titles
during that stretch. In 1982, he was defensive quality control coach/assistant
strength & conditioning coach. From 1983-87, Vitt was quality control/assistant
linebackers coach, and from 1988-91 he tutored the safeties.

Born in Syracuse, N.Y., Vitt grew up in Blackwood, N.J. and played four years at
linebacker for Towson State, where he was part of a squad that went undefeated in
1974. He and his teammates on the 1976 squad that were the NCAA Division IIT
runner-ups in only the program’s eighth season of existence were honored as a Team
of Distinction by the school’s Hall of Fame in 2009. He entered the NFL coaching
ranks with the Baltimore Colts as strength/quality control coach from 1979-81.

An avid supporter of members of the United States military, Vitt was the club’s
2012 and 2013 nominee for the NFL Salute to Service Award.

NFL CAREER —Few players in the era of NFL free agency can rival the impact
that Drew Brees has made on the Saints since arriving in 2006 from the San Diego
Chargers — leading the team to victory in Super Bowl XLIV and being named the

Offense, defense and special teams all
made significant contributions in a prime
time Thursday night victory over the Fal-
cons, who were dropped from the ranks of
the undefeated by New Orleans in a rau-
cous Mercedes-Benz Superdome.

Ingram carried 14 times for
a season-high and game-high 143 yards
(10.2 avg.) with one touchdown and a 44-
yard rush.

It was also an opportunistic day for the
defense and special teams, which recorded
two interceptions, made four sacks and
forced and recovered a fumble, with the
offense scoring 14 points off of the
turnovers.

While the Saints jumped out to a 27-0
lead, they were forced to punt on their first
two offensive possessions before they got
going on a first quarter drive where RB Khiry
Robinson rushed for a one-yard touchdown
on a score that was set up by a successful
fake field goal attempt where QB Luke Me-
Cown completed a pass to TE Benjamin Wat-
son for a 25-yard gain. On the next play
from scrimmage, rookie LB Stephone An-
thony picked off Colts QB Andrew Luck and
on the first play of the second quarter,

DE Cameron Jordan had two sacks
to give him five quarterback take-
downs in his last two contests.

The victory against the Colts was
New Orleans’ third straight against
Indianapolis, including their Super
Bowl XLIV victory, with each win
taking place in a different stadium.

RB Mark Ingram carried 14 times
for 143 yards (10.2 avg.) with one
touchdown and WR Brandin Cooks
had six catches for a team-high 81
yards, including a 47-yard grab.

Robinson scored on a six-yard touchdown.

On the ensuing kickoff after Robin-
son’s touchdown, LB David Hawthorne
stripped the ball from Colts WR Griff
Whalen’s hands and the ball was recovered
by CB Kyle Wilson at the Indianapolis 27-
yard line. Three plays later, QB Drew Brees
threw a 16-yard touchdown pass to TE
Michael Hoomanawanui.

On New Orleans’ first drive of the third
quarter, Ingram had a burst for 35 yards,
Brees completed a throw to Watson for a
25-yard gain and then the 2009 Heisman
winner ran in from one yard out for the
touchdown and the 27-0 lead.

In the second half, Luck tossed three
touchdown passes to put the Colts within
six points, including two to WR T.Y. Hilton.
But on New Orleans’ final possession, the
Saints would be able to kneel on the ball
three straight times to end the game after
Brees connected on a throw to WR Mar-
ques Colston for a gain of 20 yards on
third-and-four.

When the Saints
returned to the field, Brees engineered a 14-
play, 80-yard drive that ended with a nine-
yard scoring pass to RB C.J. Spiller with 36
seconds left. The Saints got the Giants off
the field in three downs and forced them to
punt and on the return, P Brad Wing was as-
sessed a facemask penalty that moved the
ball to the Giants 32 to set up the game-
winning field goal.

QB Kirk Cousins threw four TD
passes and Washington scored 33 consec-
utive points to break a 14-14 tie in the
second quarter.

New Orleans hung with Washington
for the first 25 minutes of the contest on
the strength of a pair of touchdown con-
nections between QB Drew Brees and WR
Brandin Cooks, the second a dynamic 60-
yard pass play, that was the longest scor-
ing grab of the second-year wideout’s
career to date.

Less than a minute after the second
Brees-Cooks connection, Cousins con-
nected with RB Matt Jones on a pass that
resulted in a 78-yard touchdown and gave
the Redskins the lead back. K Dustin Hop-
kins then drilled a pair of field goals to
give Washington a 27-14 lead going into
halftime.

With two touchdown throws to WR
Brandin Cooks, QB Drew Brees had
thrown a touchdown in 45 consecu-
tive games, the fifth longest in Na-
tional Football League history and a
streak that would end in the follow-
ing game.

Cooks’ two touchdown grabs—
of four and 60 yards—tied a
career-high.

Playing in their third nationally-tele-
vised prime time game of the year on Mon-
day Night Football, the Saints never gave
up after falling behind 28-3 in the third
quarter. But a second half 24-point flurry in
the final 20:03 of the contest wasn’t enough
to avoid the team’s fifth loss in six contests
as they dropped to 5-9.

The Lions took a 7-0 lead in the first
quarter when QB Matthew Stafford con-
nected with WR Golden Tate on a one-yard
touchdown.

LB Haw’oli Kikaha had a fourth
quarter forced fumble and fumble
recovery that would lead to New Or-
leans’ second touchdown.

The loss dropped the Saints’ all-
time record on Monday Night Foot-
ball to 18-20.

WR Brandin Cooks was called that he
didn’t break the plane following officials
replay and New Orleans was unable to
punch the ball in for any points.

After a 15-yard touchdown run by
Lions RB Ameer Abdullah, Cooks scored
the first touchdown of the contest for the
Saints on a 27-yard reception from QB
Drew Brees. At the start of the fourth quar-
ter, Forbath drilled a 22-yard field goal to
put New Orleans within 15, followed by an
11-yard scoring connection from Brees to
WR Marques Colston.

The Lions answered to stretch the lead
back to 35-20 with 5:24 remaining on a
one-yard TD run by RB Joique Bell. With
1:55 remaining, Brees connected on a one-
yard touchdown pass to TE Benjamin Wat-
son, but time would run out for New
Orleans to complete a comeback.

Powered by a strong running game and
an equally-potent passing attack, the Saints
outgained the Jaguars 537-412 and severely
damaged their playoff hopes with a domi-
nant 38-27 win. Reaching the end zone on
their first three possessions, New Orleans
only punted twice in the game.

New Orleans hit the ground running -
scoring three straight touchdowns to open
the contest and jumping out to a 24-0 lead
overall. TE Michael Hoomanawanui opened
the scoring less than five minutes into the
contest by scoring on a 17-yard reception
from QB Drew Brees. WR Brandin Cooks
doubled the lead on a 71-yard touchdown re-
ception from Brees. RB Tim Hightower ex-
tended the lead to 21-0 on a one-yard
touchdown run on a drive that was started
when rookie DE Bobby Richardson ended a
Jacksonville possession with a 13-yard inter-
ception return.

yard touchdown.

Brees’ three touchdown passes,
gave him 31 for the season, extend-
ing his National Football League
record of consecutive 30 TD sea-
sons to eight.

The Jaguars narrowed the margin to
24-6 at halftime and then scored a second
touchdown to open the third quarter, but
New Orleans answered when Brees con-
nected with RB Travaris Cadet, who made
his 2015 Saints debut with a 44-yard
touchdown pass play. Jacksonville got
within 12 points on a 90-yard scoring play
from QB Blake Bortles to WR Allen Robin-
son, but S Kenny Vaccaro intercepted the
subsequent two-point conversion attempt.

Director of Pro Scouting @ 3

Terry Fontenot begins his 14th season \

with the Saints organization and fourth

as the Director of Pro Scouting. His responsibilities in

managing the pro personnel department on a daily

basis include recommending player acquisitions by

evaluating players from all professional leagues, in-
cluding the Saints roster, monitoring the waiver wire and supervising the advance
scouting of upcoming opponents.

Fontenot spent seven seasons as a pro scout before his promotion, where his responsi-
bilities included evaluating and rating current professional players and preparing the
club for acquisitions through free agency or the waiver wire. He would also assist in the
team’s draft preparations and the weekly advance scouting of upcoming opponents.

Fontenot has held multiple positions in the scouting department, including as a
pro scouting assistant — where he helped evaluate free agents, track player move-
ment, studied film and aided in the planning for the NFL Draft — and as an assis-
tant in player personnel.

In 2012, he was selected by the club to attend the Stanford Business School’s Execu-
tive Education NFL-Stanford Program for Managers, an education program and honor
known across the league as an important training ground for promising executives.

A native of Lake Charles, La., he had a standout prep career and was an all-state
defensive back at Lagrange High School. A four-year letterman at safety for Tu-
lane from 1999-2002, Fontenot served as a team captain in 2001 and was a mem-
ber of the 2002 Hawaii Bowl Championship team. He graduated with a bachelor’s
degree in business and organizational information technology.

JEFF IRELAND

Assistant General Manager/
College Scouting Director

Jeff Ireland is in his second season working \
in the Saints personnel department as the
club’s assistant general manager/college scouting director.

Hired in January, 2015, Ireland immediately turned his
focus to preparations for his first draft with the Saints that would take place three
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months later. Armed with two first round draft picks, New Orleans selected Stan-
ford tackle Andrus Peat with the 13th overall pick. Peat appeared in 12 games
with eight starts, possessing the versatility to open contests at left tackle, left
guard and right tackle. With the 31st overall pick, The Saints selected Clemson
linebacker Stephone Anthony, who opened all 16 games and led the team with
144 tackles. The defense was addressed once again in the second round with the
selection of Washington linebacker Hau’oli Kikaha, who made four sacks and was
tied for second in the NFL and ranked first among rookies with four forced fum-
bles. Later in the draft the club also added quarterback Garrett Grayson, corner-
back P.J. Williams, linebacker Davis Tull, defensive tackle Tyeler Davison,
cornerback Damian Swann and running back/return specialist Marcus Murphy.
All nine members of the draft class remain with the Saints. Three rookies signed
following the draft also spent the entire season on the 53-man roster, including de-
fensive end Bobby Richardson who took over starting left defensive end duties
and tied for the team lead on the line with 66 tackles.

Prior to joining the Saints, Ireland served as general manager of the Miami Dol-
phins for six seasons. Inheriting a 1-15 team upon his arrival in 2008, Ireland’s
first season in Miami, he worked with the club’s personnel staff to overhaul the
team’s roster, efforts that resulted in an 11-5 mark, the AFC East title and a play-
off berth, a turnaround unprecedented in NFL annals.

Ireland replaced almost half the roster in 2008, bringing on board 27 new faces,
including nine new starters. One of those newcomers, quarterback Chad Penning-
ton, went on to win the NFL Comeback Player of the Year award and finished tied
for second in voting for the league’s Most Valuable Player award. Among the new
faces Ireland brought on board in 2008 were 11 rookies who made the team, in-
cluding eight draft choices, three of whom were in the opening day starting
lineup. Tackle Jake Long, the team’s first pick of the draft went on to earn Pro
Bowl honors at the conclusion of the season. Rookie free agent kicker Dan Car-
penter led the Dolphins in scoring.

During Ireland’s tenure, eight players (Long, Carpenter, defensive lineman Randy
Starks, defensive end Cameron Wake, wide receiver Brandon Marshall, guard
Richie Incognito, cornerback Brent Grimes and center Mike Pouncey) he acquired
through the draft, free agency and trades accounted for a total of 14 Pro Bowl se-
lections, with Long and Wake earning AP first-team All-Pro honors.

Ireland joined Miami after a seven-year stint (2001-07) with the Dallas Cowboys,
including his last three seasons there as the team’s vice president of college and
pro scouting. He was originally hired by the Cowboys as the team’s national
scout. In 2007, Ireland’s last season in Dallas, the Cowboys went 13-3 and won
the NFC East title. Of the 53 players on the active roster, 38 had been acquired
over the three years (2005-07) Ireland served as the team’s vice president of
scouting. Seven of those players made the Pro Bowl during that time, including
outside linebacker DeMarcus Ware (Ireland’s first pick as the team’s lead scout),
2005 fourth round selections defensive end Chris Canty and running back Marion
Barber, 2007 draft choice kicker Nick Folk and two free agent acquisitions that
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season, guard Leonard Davis and safety Ken Hamlin. 2005 seventh round selec-
tion defensive tackle Jay Ratliff would go on to be selected to four Pro Bowls
from 2008-11.

Ireland began his tenure with the Cowboys as the team’s national scout in 2001,
evaluating all of the top collegiate prospects in the country. In his four years in
that role, his skill as a talent evaluator helped lead to the drafting of four Pro Bowl
performers, safety Roy Williams (who was selected five straight years), corner-
back Terence Newman, center Andre Gurode and tight end Jason Witten.

Prior to joining the Cowboys, Ireland spent four years in Kansas City as an area
scout. He started his NFL career evaluating talent as an area scout for the National
Football Scouting Combine from 1994-1996.

Before becoming a full-time talent evaluator, Ireland helped coach special teams
at the University of North Texas from 1992-1993. He was a four-year starter as a
placekicker at Baylor University from 1988-1991, finishing his collegiate career
third on the school’s all-time scoring list with 213 points. His 45 career field
goals, which included a 58-yard effort against Rice in 1991, established a school
record for field goals made. Following his senior season, he was selected as the
South team’s kicker in the 1992 Senior Bowl.

Ireland, an Abilene, Texas native, is the stepson of Kansas City Chiefs Hall of
Fame linebacker/center E.J. Holub and the grandson of former Philadelphia Ea-
gles player and longtime Chicago Bears personnel executive Jim Parmer.

KHAIHARLEY

Vice President of Foothall Administration

Entering his ninth season with the Saints

and 16th in the NFL, Vice President of

Football Administration Khai Harley’s primary focus

is contract negotiation and strategic planning/manage-

ment of the Saints salary cap. In his third season in his

new position after serving as director of football ad-
ministration from 2008-13, he works in conjunction with the player personnel de-
partment, making the club’s player acquisitions fit within the structure of the cap.
His duties also include contract negotiations, coordinating different areas of foot-
ball operations, roster analysis and being involved in the administrative functions
of running the club. He is a key liaison with the NFL Management Council and
Players Association.

Harley has a deep background in NFL salary cap administration, Collective Bar-
gaining Agreement (CBA) regulations, and the research of player contracts. He ar-
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rived in New Orleans in 2008 after serving for five years as the Manager of Labor
Operations with the NFL Management Council. He was responsible for ensuring
personnel transactions and player contracts submitted by each team complied with
the CBA and the NFL’s Constitution & Bylaws while also providing advice to
club officials during contract negotiations.

On a daily basis, Harley researches contracts and cap statistics from not only the
club but from around the league. It is similar to the daily and yearly reconciliation
he did for all 32 clubs in his former position, where he calculated cap figures for
each team, made adjustments for the following year and analyzed statistical trends
related to player signings.

Harley has also been a member of the NFL’s Diversity Council, which is designed
to promote diversity throughout the NFL’s administrative offices, recommend di-
versity initiatives and implement/oversee approved programs. He started in the
League Office in 2002 as a Player Personnel Analyst, working to ensure each
team’s compliance with the salary cap, analyzing player contracts and researching
the eligibility of college players.

Harley served as an administrative intern with the Philadelphia Eagles from 2001-
02 — gathering data used to determine whether players earned performance-based
incentives while also handling other administrative duties — and earlier in 2001
served as football operations intern for the Indianapolis Colts.

Prior to entering the NFL, Harley was a financial analyst with Bloomberg, L.P.
from 1995-2000, analyzing domestic and international bond markets, studying
trends in European markets for clients, training employees and international staff
and ensuring debt issuance within Emerging, Latin American, and U.S. Private
Placement Markets were in compliance with corporate and SEC guidelines.

Harley graduated with a degree in Accounting from Rutgers University in 1998,
twice receiving the National Association of Black Accountants Scholarship
Award. He earned a master’s degree in Sports Management from Springfield Col-
lege in 2001. Harley was recognized by the Rutgers African-American Alumni Al-
liance in 2012 as a Hall of Fame inductee for his continuing contributions in
supporting the educational programming, cultural awareness and development in
continuing education in the undergraduate, graduate and post graduate levels.

Entering his 17th season with the Saints \

and 39th overall in the NFL, Director of

Operations James Nagaoka oversees all aspects of the
logistics and day-to-day needs of the football team. He
was promoted to his current position in 2003.

Nagaoka arrived in New Orleans in 2000 and served as director of team logis-
tics/box office manager for three seasons. Included in his many responsibilities is
managing the Saints’ training camp operations, and in 2002 Nagaoka coordinated
the construction of the indoor practice field, locker room, weight room and cafete-
ria at the Saints facility. In 2014, he was the coordinating advisor in the design
and construction of the Sports Performance Center at The Greenbrier in West Vir-
ginia, the site of Saints training camp.

He joined the Saints after working for the Seattle Seahawks for 22 years, holding
a wide spectrum of responsibilities during his tenure. His duties included enter-

tainment, travel coordination, special projects and ticket sales. As ticket director,
Nagaoka managed both sales and operations for 15-consecutive sold-out seasons.

A graduate of the University of Washington, Nagaoka has degrees in communica-
tions and Japanese literature.

RYAN POWELL

Pro Scout

Entering his 10th season as a pro scout \

and 12th with the Saints, Ryan Powell

has a wealth of responsibilities that include evaluating

free agents from the NFL and other professional

leagues, monitoring the waiver wire and advance scout-

ing of opponents. Powell, who also assists in the club’s
yearly draft preparations, spent his first two years in New Orleans as the team’s
Combine Scout. In that position, Powell evaluated college players for both the
Saints as well as contributing reports to the National Football Scouting Combine.

Director of Player Development

With a wide-range of responsibilities \

centered around helping players and their

families improve their quality of life as well as invest

in their futures, Fred McAfee enters his 10th season as

director of player development. He also organizes con-

tinuing college education opportunities, internships,
life skills training seminars, financial education classes and family assistance.

In addition, McAfee serves as a conduit between players and their dealings with
coaches and management. He also helps rookies adjust to the NFL and assists for-
mer players in making the transition into life following their careers. He was a
longtime standout as a Saints player, and retired following the 2006 season after a
15-year career.
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The transition to the front office has been smooth for McAfee, who was known as
a positive influence in the locker room during his time in the league. He played in
194 games in his career, including 122 contests in two stints with New Orleans.
Picked by the Saints in the sixth round of the 1991 NFL Draft, he played for three
of the club’s five division champion teams and has been affiliated with the team
for all five, including the 2009 Super Bowl XLIV Championship campaign.

McAfee first played for the Saints from 1991-1993, leading New Orleans in rush-
ing as a rookie with a career-high 494 yards. That season the Saints won their first
NFC West title. After a seven-game stint with the Arizona Cardinals in 1994, he
was signed by Pittsburgh later that season. He stayed with the Steelers until 1997,
and served as their special teams captain for two years.

McAfee rejoined the Saints in 2000 and was voted to the Pro Bowl in 2002 for his
stellar special teams play. His final game in New Orleans was the 2006 regular
season finale vs. the Carolina Panthers, and one of the final carries of McAfee’s
career was a six-yard burst for a touchdown in the third quarter.

He attended Mississippi College, where McAfee graduated with a bachelor’s de-
gree in mass communications and was inducted into the Division II College Foot-
ball Hall of Fame in 2011. In 2007, he completed the NFL Managers Program at
Stanford University’s Executive Education Graduate School of Business. He has
also completed his Athlete Development Professional Certification at the Wharton
School of Business.

Scottie Patton, a 25-year veteran of the

NFL and entering his 17th season with

the Saints, coordinates all medical care and injury re-
habilitation as the club’s head athletic trainer. He has

supervised the team’s athletic training staff and set all
policies since arriving in New Orleans in 2000.

The Saints’ athletic training department has earned a number of awards under
Patton's direction. He and his staff were honored as the 2007 Athletic Training
Staff of the Year by the Southeastern Athletic Trainers Association. In 20006,
they were honored as the Athletic Training Staff of the Year by both the Profes-
sional Football Athletic Trainers Society and the National Football League
Physician's Society.

Only the third head athletic trainer in club history, Patton served as an assistant
athletic trainer with the Philadelphia Eagles from 1996-99 and as an assistant ath-
letic trainer for San Francisco for the previous five years. With the 49ers, Patton
was on the staff of the Super Bowl XXIX Champions. He has also served three
times as an athletic trainer for the NFC squad at the Pro Bowl, including in 2007
with the Saints. With the club’s Super Bowl XLIV triumph, Patton has been a
member of two World Championship athletic training staffs.

Patton earned a bachelor's degree in Sports Medicine/Exercise Science from Ap-
palachian State University in 1990. After enrolling in graduate school at the Uni-
versity of South Carolina, Patton completed his master's in Sports Medicine at
San Jose State in 1996. A certified athletic trainer, he is a member of the National
Athletic Trainers Association (NATA) and the Professional Football Athletic

Ben Hales was named Senior Vice Presi-

dent of Marketing and Business Devel-

opment for the New Orleans Saints and New Orleans

Pelicans in June of 2012 and oversees marketing ini-

tiatives for both teams. Hales, who enters his 17th sea-
son with the Saints and fifth with the Pelicans, spent seven seasons as the team’s
Vice President of Marketing and Business Development.

On a daily basis, Hales directs the Saints’ marketing and creative efforts, as well
as community initiatives and game and event presentation. He’s also intricately
involved in both clubs’ critical planning of short-term and long-range marketing
efforts. Hales’ duties also entail stadium operations at the Mercedes-Benz Super-
dome, broadcasting partnerships, promotions, advertising, special events and
youth programs.

During the 2012-13 NBA season, the Hornets franchise announced that they
would rebrand following the season and become the New Orleans Pelicans. Hales
was instrumental in the rebranding efforts from start to finish, helping to first con-
ceptualize the look to represent the Pelicans namesake and leading the planning
for the official announcement in January 2013.

In 2011, Hales finalized a ground-breaking 10-year naming rights deal for the sta-
dium with Mercedes-Benz. Throughout his tenure, he has helped create and im-
plement a variety of innovative opportunities for local and national partners to
build relationships with the club, including the development of Patron Saints Part-
ners, a premium sponsorship program. Under his direction the club has added a
sponsorship and fulfillment department, to ensure corporate partners receive the
highest level of service.

The Saints have continued to increase the number and variety of television and
radio programs after Hales assumed the role of the club's primary programming
negotiator. In addition to three weekly in-season television programs, the Saints
now produce numerous specials that have aired on three different local television
stations throughout each season.

In 2006, the Saints achieved the first season ticket sellout in team history, a feat
the team has equaled each season since then. The club was named the 2006 Mar-
keter of the Year by the American Marketing Association’s New Orleans regional
chapter and also received the 2007 MAX Award for its 2006 “Winning Is An Atti-
tude” advertising campaign.
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Hales joined the Saints in 2000 as a corporate sales account executive. In 2001, he
was promoted to corporate sales and broadcasting manager before becoming a di-
rector the following year and assuming the responsibilities of business and mar-
keting operations.

Prior to joining the Saints, Hales worked in television advertising in the New Or-
leans market. In addition to his community efforts on behalf of the team, Hales is
a member of the New Orleans City Park Board of Commissioners and the Peo-
ple’s Health Champions Selection Committee while also serving on the Super
Bowl Bid Executive Committee and the NCAA Final Four Committee.

Entering his fifth year with the Saints and sixth with the
Pelicans, Lang maintains the financial operations for both clubs, is the principal liai-
son with all vendors that service them and also oversees several administrative and
operations departments. He supervises the business analytics, human resources, in-
formation technology and facilities and grounds departments for both clubs. Lang
also has served as the primary contact for the NBA in related matters to his respon-
sibilities since first being named CFO of the Pelicans franchise in 2011.

The Cincinnati, Ohio native came to New Orleans following 13 years with the
NHL’s Nashville Predators in several different leadership capacities. For his final
three years with the club he served as the organization’s President of Business
Operations after the successful sale of the team to a new ownership group. Lang,
who was with the franchise at its inception, began as the organization’s Vice Pres-
ident/CFO and was named Executive Vice President of Finance and Administra-
tion/CFO in 2005.
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Instrumental in assisting the club’s founder Craig Leipold in securing the expan-
sion franchise that became the Predators in 1997, Lang was one of the club’s first
employees, playing an important role in creating the organization’s structure and
establishing its business operations. He was in charge of all aspects of the Preda-
tors operations outside of hockey, including Bridgestone Arena operations and de-
velopment of the club’s long-term plans and goals.

Michael Stanfield was named Senior

Vice President of Sales for the New Or-

leans Saints and New Orleans Pelicans in June, 2012.
He oversees all consumer and corporate sales efforts
for both clubs.

Entering his 17th season with the Saints and fifth with the Pelicans, Stanfield is
responsible for all of the club’s sales efforts — directing the sale of season and
group tickets and corporate partnerships, developing sales executives to the next
level in their field, supervising the lease of Mercedes-Benz Superdome and
Smoothie King Center luxury suites, managing food and beverage for both facili-
ties, overseeing the sale of all team merchandise as well as maintaining the clubs’
high standards of customer service and retention.

Since taking over leadership of the Pelicans’ ticket sales and merchandising ef-
forts, the organization has seen an increase in season-ticket sales and merchandise
sales that were the second-biggest growth in the NBA in 2013, followed by addi-
tional significant increases.

Under his direction, the Saints have surpassed the majority of the club’s ticket
sales milestones, including selling out on a season-ticket basis for the first time in
franchise history in 2006 — a feat that has reached 10-straight seasons. In addition
the club has leased every Superdome suite since the beginning of the 2008 cam-
paign. Saints official merchandise has grown annually into one of the NFL’s top
sellers. Stanfield also supervises the ticket, suite sales and box office personnel on
a daily basis, in addition to serving as the food and beverage service liaison with
the Mercedes-Benz Superdome.

Since Stanfield’s arrival in 2000, the Saints have sold out every contest in the Su-
perdome but one. Prior to the 2006 season, an innovative season-ticket marketing
program fueled the rise of filling the stadium on a season-ticket basis. Fans on all
economic levels were reached in an effort to retain existing accounts while culti-
vating new ones, and those efforts built a waiting list that has continued to grow
for season tickets for the first time in franchise history. In 2014, the team estab-
lished a single-season regular season attendance record for games played at the
Mercedes-Benz Superdome with 584,900 fans attending Saints games.

Stanfield has also helped oversee the institution of a direct mail and email data-
base to generate ticket sales and excitement surrounding the club and initiated
other creative promotional campaigns by using the club’s ever-expanding social
and new media platforms. The Saints have also been recognized as one of the top
organizations in professional sports for their customer service initiatives and out-
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reach programs, including being named the top professional sports organization
by ESPN The Magazine in June, 2010.

Alabama FB Leslie Kelley top choice in NFL Draft; July 1 - Rookies report for first training camp
at San Diego’s Cal Western; July 6 - FB Jim Taylor signs with Saints; July 10 - Veterans join
rookies at training camp; July 16 - DE Doug Atkins joined Saints in trade with the Chicago Bears;
July 20 - Bert Rose named general manager; Aug. 2 - Saints lost to Los Angeles Rams, 16-7 in first
preseason game at Anaheim, Calif; Aug. 12 - Saints score first preseason victory by beating the St.
Louis Cardinals, 23-14, at Shreveport, La.; Sept. 9 - Saints record first preseason win in New
Orleans, downing the Atlanta Falcons, 27-14...the victory gave New Orleans a 5-1 preseason
record, best ever for an expansion team; Sept. 17 - Saints open first regular season schedule in
style as rookie RB John Gilliam returned the opening kickoff 94 yards for a touchdown, but lost to
the Rams, 27-13 in front of 80,879 at Tulane Stadium; Nov. 5 - Saints record first regular season
win, beating the Philadelphia Eagles at Franklin Field, 31-24, as WR Walt Roberts scores three
touchdowns, including a kickoff return for a score on the game’s opening play; Dec. 17 - Saints
defeat the Washington Redskins, 30-14, to wind up with a 3-11 record which tied the record for
most wins by a first-year expansion franchise, with an average of 75,463 filling Tulane Stadium.

Jan. 21 - CB Dave Whitsell represented the Saints as the club’s first Pro Bowl

selection; March 29 - Victor E. Schwenk named general manager; Dec. 15 -
Saints beat the Pittsburgh Steelers in season’s final game to emerge with 4-9-1 record and third
place finish in Century Division.

Jan. 19 - DT Dave Rowe was club’s Pro Bowl selection; Feb. 9 - NFL 16-year

veteran DE Doug Atkins receives Vince Lombardi Award as NFL’s most
dedicated player; Oct. 5 - At the Los Angeles Rams, K Tom Dempsey kicks a 55-yard field goal,
the Saints’ longest to date...the kick was the NFL’s longest of season and one yard shy of tying the
NFL mark; Nov. 2 - Saints snap six-game losing streak at St. Louis, 51-42...game set NFL record
of most total passing touchdowns in a game as the Saints’ Billy Kilmer and the Cardinals’ Charlie
Johnson connected on six each; Nov. 16 - Dempsey boots four field goals against the N.Y. Giants,
hitting his fourth with 11 seconds left to pull out a 25-24 victory; Dec. 21 - Saints close season
with 27-24 win over Pittsburgh to bring record to 5-9, their best victory total to date...Danny
Abramowicz wins NFL receiving honors with 73 catches for 1,015 yards and seven touchdowns...
Atkins retired after 17 NFL seasons.

Jan. 16 - In realignment of NFC, Saints form Western Division with the Los

Angeles Rams, San Francisco 49ers and the Atlanta Falcons; Jan. 18 - RB Tony
Baker, K Tom Dempsey, G Jake Kupp and RB Andy Livingston represented the Saints at the Pro
Bowl, with Head Coach Tom Fears coaching the East squad; Aug. 8 - Fears, a nine-year star wide
receiver with the Rams, inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame...on the same day, the Saints
beat Minnesota in the Hall of Fame Game, the team’s first appearance in the contest; Nov. 3 - J.D.
Roberts replaces Fears to become the second head coach in Saints” history; Nov. 8 - Dempsey
kicked what was then an NFL-record 63-yard field goal on the game's final play to defeat Detroit,
19-17, in Roberts’ first game as head coach...the holder was Joe Scarpati and Jackie Burkett was
the snapper...Dempsey, born without toes on his right foot, wore a heavy square-toed kicking shoe;
Dec. 21 - Saints complete their fourth season with a 2-11-1 record.

Jan. 28 - Saints drafted Mississippi QB Archie Manning with the second overall

selection in the NFL Draft; Aug. 11 - Construction began on the Louisiana
Superdome; Sept. 19 - Saints defeat L.A. Rams in season opener in New Orleans, 24-20...
Manning made first regular-season start and ran for one-yard touchdown on the final play after he
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completed 16-0f-29 passes for 218 yards and a touchdown; Oct. 17 - Manning rushed for two
touchdowns as Saints defeated the Dallas Cowboys, 24-20 before 83,088 at Tulane Stadium;

Dec. 10 - General manager Victor E. Schwenk relieved of his duties; Dec. 19 - Saints finish season
with 4-8-2 record.

Sept. 25 - Saints made first appearance on ABC’s Monday Night Football, losing
to Kansas City, 20-17. Dec. 19 - Saints finish season with 2-11-1 record.

Jan. 29 - Saints selected Oklahoma DE Derland Moore as the club’s first

selection of the NFL Draft (second round-29th overall); Aug. 26 - John North
replaced J.D. Roberts and became the third head coach in team history; Sept. 25 - Saints traded
WR Danny Abramowicz to the San Francisco 49ers for their fourth and fifth round selections in the
1974 draft; Nov. 4 - Saints scored first-ever shutout as they blanked Buffalo 13-0 in Tulane
Stadium; Dec. 16 - Saints finished season with a 5-9 mark, which tied the best record to date for
the franchise.

Dec. 8 - Saints shut out the St. Louis Cardinals 14-0 in the franchise’s final
game in Tulane Stadium...Saints ended their eight-season stay in their first home
with a 23-32-1 home record; Dec. 15 - Saints finished the season with a 5-9 record.

(on six straight possessions) in 42-14 win at Tampa Bay; Dec. 3 - RB Chuck Muncie rushed for
128 yards vs. Oakland in a Monday Night Football matchup at the Superdome to become first
Saint to surpass 1,000-yard milestone on the way to a 1,198-yard season; Dec. 16 - Saints ended
the season with an 8-8 record after beating eventual NFC champion Rams, 29-14, setting a new
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club mark for wins; Dec. 20 - Steve Rosenbloom was sclected as executive VP & general manager
of the Saints.

Jan. 27 - RB Chuck Muncie is selected as Pro Bowl MVP...Saints had a then

club-record five Pro Bowl players as QB Archie Manning, S Tommy Myers, WR
Wes Chandler and TE Henry Childs joined Muncie; April 29 - Saints selected Colorado T Stan
Brock with their first selection in the NFL Draft...CB David Waymer was the club’s second round
selection; Oct. 7 - Saints traded Muncie to the San Diego Chargers for the Chargers’ second-round
selection in 1981 which the Saints later used to select Pittsburgh LB Rickey Jackson; Nov. 24 -
After a 27-7 loss to the Los Angeles Rams on Monday Night Football, Head Coach Dick Nolan
was relieved of his duties; Nov. 25 - Dick Stanfel replaced Nolan in the interim and became the
Saints’ seventh head coach.

Phillips is announced as the Saints’ eighth head coach; April 28 - Saints select

that concluded the nine-game season with a 4-5 record...Saints narrowly missed
the playoffs in a complicated labyrinth of tie-breakers; Sept. 4 - RB George Rogers sct team
single-game rushing record with 206 yards on 24 carries in 38-17 opening day win over the St.
Louis Cardinals; Sept. 18 - Saints defeated Chicago, 34-31 at the Superdome in overtime for the
first sudden death victory in franchise history; Dec. 18 - Saints narrowly miss the playoffs when
the Rams’ Mike Lansford kicked a 42-yard field goal with :06 left for a 26-24 Los Angeles victory
at the Superdome...the Saints finished the season 8-8 with the NFC's second-ranked overall
defense and the NFL's top defense against the pass.

Jan. 29 - LB Rickey Jackson plays in his first Pro Bowl; Oct. 9 - Saints

acquired RB Earl Campbell from Houston for Saints’ first-round draft choice in
1985; Oct. 22 - QB Ken Stabler announced his retirement; Nov. 19 - Saints record first-ever win
on prime time with a 27-24 Monday Night Football victory over the Pittsburgh Steelers in the
Superdome; Nov. 26 - Saints owner John W. Mecom Jr. announced that the Saints were for sale for
the non-negotiable price of $75 million; Dec. 15 - Saints finished the season 7-9.

Jan. 27 - LB Rickey Jackson, DE Bruce Clark and P Brian Hansen represent the

Martin with their first selection in the NFL Draft; July 6 - NFL owners meet in Chicago for a first
vote for a successor to retiring commissioner Pete Rozelle...Saints President/General Manager Jim
Finks, the only candidate, falls just short of the votes needed for election; Sept. 10 - Saints score
only opening-day shutout in team history with 28-0 win over Dallas in the Superdome; Oct. 26 -
NFL owners select Paul Tagliabue to succeed Pete Rozelle as league commissioner; Nov. 20 -
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Tagliabue appoints Finks as chairman of the NFL Competition Committee; Dec. 24 - A 41-6 win
over Indianapolis gave the Saints a 9-7 record, the Saints’ third straight winning season...RB
Dalton Hilliard, along with LBs Vaughan Johnson and Pat Swilling were selected to represent the
Saints in the Pro Bowl.

Aug. 5 - Saints beat the Raiders, 17-10 in American Bowl in London's

Wembley Stadium; Dec. 31 - On New Year’s Eve, a national TV audience saw
K Morten Andersen kick a 24-yard field goal with :02 left to beat the Los Angeles Rams 20-17
which evened the Saints’ final record at 8-8 and gave the club a berth in the playoffs.

Jan. 6 - Chicago defeats the Saints, 16-6, in the NFC Wild Card game at Soldier

Field; Feb. 3 - K Morten Andersen and LBs Vaughan Johnson and Pat Swilling
represented the Saints in the Pro Bowl; July 27 - RB Earl Campbell, who played his final two
seasons with the Saints from 1984-85, was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame; Sept. 8 -
The Saints defeated Kansas City, 17-0 for the first 2-0 start in team history...the Saints win seven
straight games to open the season; Dec. 16 - A 27-0 win over the L.A. Raiders broke a four-game
losing streak, clinched a playoff spot and kept the Saints in the hunt for the NFC West title; Dec.
22 - In Phoenix, the Saints beat the Cardinals, 27-3 and won their first NFC West title with an 11-
5 record, posting the second most wins in club history to date...the defense allowed the fewest
points (211) in the league and were second in yards allowed; Dec. 29 - The Falcons came from
behind to defeat New Orleans 27-20 at the Superdome in an NFC Wild Card playoff.

Finks entered the hospital on April 26, after the NFL Draft; May 19 - A
sports bill calling in part for renovations to the Superdome and a new practice facility for the Saints
passes state lawmakers in a vote in Baton Rouge; July 14 - Finks resigned; July 31 - The Saints beat
Philadelphia, 28-16, in Tokyo, Japan in the third international exhibition game the Saints played;

1976-80 and head coach for the last four games of 1980, announced his
retirement; April 17 - The Saints acquired the fifth overall selection from the Washington
Redskins in exchange for the Saints’ first- and third- through seventh-round draft choices in 1999
and New Orleans’ first- and third-round picks in 2000...with the fifth overall pick, the Saints
selected Texas RB Ricky Williams, the 1998 Heisman Trophy winner...it marks the first time in

Mueller was hired as general manager of football operations; Feb. 3 - Former Saints Defensive
Coordinator Jim Haslett was named as the 13th head coach in club history; March 9 - Saints
named Nicholls State University in Thibodaux, La., as their new summer training camp home;
Oct. 8 - After a 1-3 start, the Saints reeled off a six-game win streak, starting with a 31-10 win at
Chicago; Nov. 26 - Saints defeat the defending Super Bowl Champion St. Louis Rams on the
road, 31-24, for franchise’s 200th all-time victory; Dec. 10 - Saints set club record for road
victories with a 7-1 mark after a 31-27 comeback win at the San Francisco 49ers...QB Aaron
Brooks scts a team record for quarterbacks with 108 yards rushing on 11 carries...Saints also set
NFL mark for best road record turnaround after an 0-8 record in 1999; Dec. 18 - Saints clinched
second NFC West title after St. Louis lost, 38-35 at Tampa Bay...the Saints were the seventh team
since 1990 to go from last place to a division title the next season; Dec. 24 - Saints wrapped up

DT La'Roi Glover, DE Joe Johnson and T William Roaf, who had a then club-record seventh
appearance started, while WR Joe Horn, LB Mark Fields and LB Keith Mitchell were selected as
reserves; April 21 - Saints picked Mississippi RB Deuce McAllister with their first selection in the
NFL Draft; Sept. 30 - Saints played the first NFL game in the New York area after the attacks of
Sept. 11 in a 21-13 loss at the N.Y. Giants.

Feb. 9 - S Sammy Knight and DT La’Roi Glover started in the Pro Bowl;

March 8 - Saints traded RB Ricky Williams to the Miami Dolphins for a first-
round selection in the 2002 draft and a conditional third-round selection in 2003 (upgraded to a
first-round pick in 2003 based on Williams’ performance); May 9 - Saints released General
Manager of Football Operations Randy Mueller from his contract; May 13 - Saints promoted
Mickey Loomis to general manager of football operations from director of football
administration; Sept. 22 - Saints charge back from 20-point deficit vs. Bears at Memorial
Stadium in Champaign, I11...QB Aaron Brooks tossed three TDs in the final three quarters,
including a 29-yard scoring toss to WR Donte’ Stallworth with 1:11 remaining that proved to be
the game-winner; Sept. 29 - Stallworth became the first rookie in 20 years to catch a TD in his
