A select number of games will be “cross-flexed,” moving between CBS and FOX to bring potentially under-distributed games to wider
audiences. Some of those contests were announced today, while the remainder of “cross-flexed” games will be decided during the season.

**Flexible scheduling” will be used in Weeks 10-15 and 17. Additionally, in Weeks 5-9, flexible scheduling may be used in no more than two
weeks. In Weeks 5-15, the schedule lists the games tentatively set for Sunday Night Football on NBC. Only Sunday afternoon games are
eligible to be moved to Sunday night, in which case the tentatively scheduled Sunday night game would be moved to an afternoon start
time. Flexible scheduling will not be applied to games airing on Thursday, Saturday or Monday nights. A flexible scheduling move would
be announced at least 12 days before the game. For Week 17, the Sunday night game will be announced no later than six days prior to
December 31. The schedule does not list a Sunday night game in Week 17, but an afternoon game with playoff implications will be moved
to that time slot. Flexible scheduling ensures quality matchups in all Sunday time slots in those weeks and gives “surprise” teams a chance
to play their way into prime time.

Denise and John York bring long and distinguished careers in
sports and business to their roles as Co-Chairmen of the San
Francisco 49ers, where they combine their passion for building
a championship team with their commitment to being the best
possible business partners and community citizens.

AFORTY-YEARLEGACY IN BUSINESS AND PRO SPORTS

Since Denise’s father, Edward J. DeBartolo Sr., purchased the
49ers in 1977, she has been an integral part of four decades
of 49ers football, including 44 playoff contests and five Super
Bowl victories. Earlier in her career, Denise served as President
of the Pittsburgh Penguins hockey team. Under her leadership,
the Penguins were revitalized and transformed into a cham-
pionship team, winning the Stanley Cup. She is one of only 12
women to have her name engraved on hockey’s famed cham-
pionship trophy.

A successful entrepreneur, John spent years as Senior Vice
President/Director of Racing Operations for the DeBartolo Cor-
poration, instituting programs designed to enhance the fan
experience and raise the profile of thoroughbred horse racing.
John, a noted pathologist, began his business career in 1982 as
founder of DeYor Laboratories in Youngstown, Ohio. From three
employees, he molded the company into a 500-person opera-
tion with facilities in three states before selling the company to
Corning, Inc., in 1993.

As co-chairs of the 49ers, Denise and John provide the resourc-
es and guidance to uphold the 49ers celebrated history and
oversee the team’s relationship with the Commissioner of the
National Football League and other team owners.
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TAKING A LEADERSHIP ROLE IN THE NFL

Denise and John’s dedication to the sport of football extends to
the top levels of the NFL.

Denise is an active member of the Pro Football Hall of Fame
Committee, where she helps to oversee the League’s ongoing
support of the museum that pays tribute to the triumphs of pro-
fessional football’s greatest stars, including 26 legendary mem-
bers of the San Francisco 49ers.

John is Chairman of the NFL’s Health & Safety Advisory Commit-
tee, which was established in 2011. He is also a member of both
the League’s Audit and International committees, the latter of
which he previously served as Chairman. Under his leadership,
the 49ers became the first team to play a regular season game
outside the borders of the United States, taking on the Arizona
Cardinals in front of 100,000 fans at Azteca Stadium in Mexico
City. Under his direction, the League expanded its presence
abroad with regular season games at Wembley Stadium in Lon-
don, England. San Francisco has played in London’s Wembley
Stadium twice, defeating the Denver Broncos in 2010 and the
Jacksonville Jaguars in 2013.

CELEBRATING THE TEAM’S LEGENDARY HISTORY

Denise and John have played a pivotal role in fostering tremen-
dous relationships with former players and coaches to help cel-
ebrate seven monumental decades of 49ers football. Over the
past decade, Denise and John have brought back every Hall of
Fame enshrinee from the 49ers to be honored for their tremen-
dous contributions to Bay Area sports.

Levi’s Stadium opened in 2014 with one of the premiere features
of the venue being the 49ers Museum presented by Sony, which
houses the Edward J. DeBartolo Sr. 49ers Hall of Fame. The two-
level, 20,000 square foot space is dedicated to showcasing the
past, present and future of the 49ers organization and its com-
mitment to education and innovation.

Under the guidance of Denise and John, the team hosts its an-
nual alumni weekend event to give all players who have donned
the red and gold throughout the team’s history a chance to
catch up with old friends. They have also worked with players
like Joe Montana, Steve Young and Dwight Clark, and the mem-
bers of the 1981 49ers defense to re-enact and commemorate
some of the team’s most famous plays such as “The Catch” and
the goal line stand that propelled the team to its first Super Bowl
victory. As the team said goodbye to Candlestick Park in 2013,
the 49ers commemorated many great memories by honoring
the Top 10 moments in the storied history of the venue by wel-
coming back the alumni who helped make them all possible.
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ENHANCING THE FAN EXPERIENCE

Denise and John are dedicated to embracing the passion of
49ers fans everywhere. They are committed to giving fans an
opportunity to experience the excitement of 49ers football
year-round, and they have made it their mission to embrace the
Faithful as family.

Levi’s Stadium is the culmination of their vision to create an
unparalleled game day experience for 49ers fans. The venue
not only provides fans the ultimate place to enjoy 49ers foot-
ball, but it also plays host to a nhumber of world-class sports
and entertainment events throughout the year. Through the
integration of innovative technology, sustainable practices and
groundbreaking design elements, Levi’s Stadium accurately re-
flects the best of the Bay Area while bringing fans closer to the
game.

Visitors to Levi’s Stadium immediately notice wider, open con-
courses that look back into the lower bowl so fans don’t miss
a minute of the action while waiting for food. A significant
increase in the number of points of sale for concessions and
merchandise and in the number of restrooms was done to limit
congestion. From their seats, visitors can marvel at more than
19,000 square-feet of video board space, while using the Levi’s
Stadium App to order food, beverages and merchandise or to
watch replays of the action on the field in real-time. Those who
visit the NRG Solar Terrace on the roof of the stadium’s suite
tower are treated to unbelievable views, while being shaded
by 49 solar panel arrays that helped make the venue the first
stadium home to an NFL team to open with LEED Gold certifica-
tion. Levi’s Stadium is also the first home of an NFL team to earn
dual LEED Gold certifications, achieving its second distinction
for operations and maintenance of an existing building in 2016.

Levi’s Stadium features three signature locations - The 49ers
Museum presented by Sony, Michael Mina’s Bourbon Steak and
Bourbon Pub restaurants, and the 49ers Team Store. Packaged
with the venue’s public tours and its special events program,
these elements make Levi’s Stadium a year-round destination.

Levi’s Stadium garnered international recognition by receiving
the prestigious honor of Sports Business Journal’s 2015 Sports
Facility of the Year and the 2015 Sports Venue of the Year at
TheStadiumBusiness Awards in Barcelona, Spain. The venue
has also received several recognitions from the sustainability
industry - including the 2017 TheStadiumBusiness Environmen-
tal Award of the Year - for its environmentally friendly design
and operations plan, both of which were mandated by the York
family.

MAKING A DIFFERENCE IN THE LIVES OF OTHERS

Under the leadership of Denise and John, the team’s commu-
nity outreach programs and 49ers Foundation have grown
tremendously and are recognized among the most impactful
in all of professional sports. In recognition of their tremendous
commitment to philanthropy and community, the 49ers were
named the 2017 ESPN Sports Humanitarian Team of the Year
after being two-time finalists for the award in 2015 & 2016. The
49ers were also named Pop Warner Little Scholars Team of the
Year in 2017 after previously being named Beyond Sport’s 2015
Sport Team of the Year for Outstanding Philanthropic Sports Or-
ganization and the 2013 winner of the prestigious Robert Wood
Johnson Foundation Steve Patterson Award for Sports Philan-
thropy.

The 49ers Foundation is the non-profit community funding
extension of the San Francisco 49ers. Now in its 26th year, the
49ers Foundation supports development programs for under-
served youth that keep them “Safe, On Track, and In School.”
Since 1992, the Foundation has donated $40 million to support
non-profits. Through the stewardship and active involvement
of 49ers team owners Denise and John York, in 2016 alone, the
49ers committed $4 million to Bay Area non-profits, including a
$1 million gift to support the 49ers STEM Leadership Institute in
cooperation with Chevron, the Santa Clara Unified School Dis-
trict and the Silicon Valley Education Foundation and the rib-
bon cutting on the $1 million Fab Lab Santa Clara in September
2016. It also included a $250,000 donation to Khan Academy
to support the expansion of their online STEM-aligned educa-
tion platforms. Each of the last six years, 100 percent of play-
ers participated in one-or-more community programs and were
joined by ownership, coaching staff, executives or their families
at most of these events.

The 49ers ongoing efforts to promote education took signifi-
cant steps forward in 2014 as Denise and John launched two
new educational initiatives designed to make a long-lasting im-
pact for youth throughout the Bay Area and especially in Santa
Clara. The 49ers STEAM Education Program - housed at the
Denise DeBartolo York Education Center at Levi’s Stadium -
provides learning platforms that connect, inspire and engage
60,000 K-8 Santa Clara and greater Bay Area students annually.
With more than 150,000 participants engaged in STEAM con-
versations to date, more than 50% come from Title | designated
schools. The 49ers innovative program taps into a passion point
for youth by using football as a platform for teaching content-
rich lessons in STEAM (Science, Technology, Engineering, Art,
and Mathematics), ingraining valuable life skills and encourag-
ing physical activity.

The first professional sports organization to embrace the
STEAM learning concepts for youth and provide on-site free
programming, the 49ers STEAM Education Program continu-
ously evolves to enhance the student experience. By integrat-
ing innovative concepts that support classroom learning in the
community and beyond, the 49ers are committed to remaining
an industry leader in STEAM education.

Deploying a multi-faceted approach, in 2014 the San Francis-
co 49ers launched the 49ers STEM Leadership Institute (SLI),
a collaborative education venture with 60 high-achieving 7th
graders at the Chevron STEMZONE at Cabrillo Middle School in
Santa Clara, Calif. The six-year program exposes students to a
rigorous curriculum of science, technology, engineering and
math, strengthening their skills to prepare them for eventual
entry to top-tier colleges in STEM fields and STEM careers. In
fall 2016, the program - now serving 240 students - expanded
to Santa Clara High School (SCHS) and, at full capacity in 2019,
will serve 360 students from 7th through 12th grade.

In recognition of their community involvement, the couple
has been honored with a number of accolades including the
Children Discovery Museum’s Legacy for Children Award, City
Year’s Service Leadership Award, Silicon Valley Exemplary Com-
munity Leadership Award by Silicon Valley FACES, Outstanding
Corporate Philanthropy Award at the Catholic Charities/Catho-
lic Youth Organization’s Loaves and Fishes Dinner, and annual
inclusion on the Top Corporate Philanthropists list for the San
Jose/Silicon Valley Business Journal.
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The couple’s passion for community involvement extends be-
yond the Bay Area as well. John has been honored with Loyola
University’s Stritch Medal - the highest honor awarded by the
school - for his ongoing contributions to his alma mater. De-
nise and John were honored with the Youngstown Hearing and
Speech Center’s Great Communicators Award in recognition of
their philanthropic leadership. The couple continues to support
the Boys and Girls Club of Youngstown, Making Kids Count and
the Mahoning Valley United Way, while also being intimately in-
volved with the Edward J. DeBartolo Sr. Memorial Scholarship
Foundation, which awards college scholarships to deserving
Youngstown area high school seniors.

Denise continues to provide mentoring and tuition assistance
for at-risk youth throughout all levels of education. She also
works with the local food bank and supports Rescue Mission,
Akron Children’s Hospital Mahoning Valley, Beatitude House,
Youngstown Neighborhood Development, YWCA Scholarship
Program, Women in Entrepreneurship Program at Youngstown
Business Incubator and made a substantial contribution to the
new Youngstown State University Veteran’s Resource Center.
Denise is also passionate about cancer-related causes, includ-
ing The Serenity Garden at the Joanie Abdu Comprehensive
Breast Care Center and the A Way With Words Foundation.

BUILDING A CHAMPIONSHIP TEAM

As chief executive officer of the San Francisco 49ers, Jed York
oversees all aspects of the organization. Now in his eighth year
as CEO, York has been a driving force behind the 49ers success
on and off the field during that time. York recognizes and shares
the ongoing passion of the team’s faithful fans.

During York’s tenure, the team has experienced great success
having won two NFC West Division titles, advanced to three con-
secutive NFC Championship Games and a Super Bowl. His strong
leadership was also instrumental in providing the team and its
fans a state-of-the-art new home one year ahead of schedule. On
April 19, 2012, the Santa Clara Stadium Authority broke ground
on Levi’s Stadium and enlisted the 49ers to manage the construc-
tion process which achieved a ribbon cutting just two years later.

Designed to set a new standard for the stadium experience, Levi’'s
Stadium has become known as one of the iconic sports and enter-
tainment venues in the world. The building has already garnered
international acclaim having been named 2015 Sports Venue of
the Year by the Sports Business Journal and Venue of the Year
at the 2015 Stadium Business Awards in Barcelona, Spain. In just
its first three years of operation, Levi’s Stadium has already suc-
cessfully hosted Super Bowl 50, Wrestlemania 31, Copa America
Centenario and U2, among a host of other world-class sports and
entertainment events.

RECOGNIZING THE 49ERS FAITHFUL

A 49ers fan since birth, York recognizes that the success of the
49ers hinges on the team’s faithful fans, and he is committed to
honoring them for their passion and enthusiasm. Most recently,
York recognized the unique opportunities Levi’s Stadium pre-
sented the team and its fans, and he directed the organization
to capitalize.

From the time Levi’s Stadium was just a concept, creating the ul-
timate game day experience for 49ers fans was at the core of the
York family’s vision. The unique approach taken to designing the
venue and bringing that vision to life incorporated one of the Bay
Area’s most notable natural resources - innovative technology.
As York has repeatedly stated, Levi’s Stadium may not be the big-
gest stadium, but it will be the smartest.

With technology woven into its backbone, the building not only
allows visitors to customize their own individual experience
through the use of the Levi’s Stadium App, but it is also able to
seamlessly evolve throughout the decades to come. In addition
to groundbreaking design elements that bring fans closer to the
game, the venue is a showcase for the region’s sustainable efforts
and world-class wine and cuisine. Fans have also come to recog-
nize Levi’s Stadium as a year-round destination that features a
restaurant headlined by an award-winning chef and a museum
dedicated to honoring the team’s storied history, while also using
football as a means to educate Bay Area youth.

Under York’s leadership, the team established the Edward J. De-
Bartolo, Sr. 49ers Hall of Fame in 2009, to commemorate the
significant accomplishments of some of the team’s biggest stars
and key contributors. Named for his grandfather and the beloved
patriarch of the 49ers, the Hall of Fame automatically inducted
those 49ers greats that have either had their jersey numbers re-
tired by the team or have been inducted into the Pro Football Hall
of Fame. York, shortly thereafter, announced the Hall of Fame’s
inaugural inductee, his uncle, Edward J. DeBartolo, Jr., who was
enshrined during the 2009 season. The 49ers Hall of Fame now
has a home inside the new 49ers Museum presented by Sony at
Levi’s Stadium.
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Also located inside the 49ers Museum is the Denise DeBartolo
York Education Center, which provides learning platforms that
connect, inspire and engage 60,000 K-8 Santa Clara and greater
Bay Area students annually. Featuring content-rich lessons in sci-
ence, technology, engineering, art and mathematics, the highly
interactive center promotes physical activity and valuable life
skills.

CARRYING ON THE FAMILY’S LEGACY

York’s roots with the 49ers run deep. He is the oldest child of
Denise and John York, the co-chairmen of the team. York’s uncle
and godfather, Eddie DeBartolo, also known to fans as “Mr. D”, has
long served as a mentor.

York began his career as a financial analyst at Guggenheim Part-
ners, a diversified financial services firm. He worked in the firm’s
New York office in several areas, including private wealth man-
agement, hedge funds risk analysis, and collateralized debt ob-
ligations. York currently serves on two key committees, Stadium
and Digital Media, assigned to address facets of National Football
League business.

Born and raised in Youngstown, OH, York was a student athlete at
Cardinal Mooney High School where he was captain of the base-
ball team as well as student body president. After high school,
York decided to carry on a family tradition by attending the Uni-
versity of Notre Dame, where he earned a degree in both finance
and history. York was a member of Phi Alpha Theta, the National
History Honors Society.

York credits his parents, his uncle Eddie, and his grandfather Ed-
ward DeBartolo, Sr. as being positive role models and for teaching
him character values such as integrity, a strong work ethic, and
respect for others. He is pleased to carry on his family’s commit-
ment to community by serving as a board member at Tipping
Point Community, the Common Wealth Club, the Chegg Founda-
tion, Dignity Health Foundation, Bay Area Council, Silicon Valley
Leadership Group, and the Council on Foreign Relations.

Besides his tremendous passion for the 49ers, York enjoys travel-
ing, fishing, and playing cards, which he learned from his grand-
father.

Jed lives in the Bay Area with his wife, Danielle, and two sons,
Jaxon and Brixton.
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One of the most respected players to ever play the game of foot-
ball, and a four-time finalist for the Pro Football Hall of Fame, John
Lynch enters his first season as the team’s General Manager fol-
lowing a 15-year playing career and more than eight seasons as
an NFL analyst.

Lynch joined the 49ers in February of 2017 after serving as a color
analyst for FOX Sports from 2009-16. In his final season of 2016
with FOX, he manned the number two broadcast crew alongside
play-by-play announcer Kevin Burkhardt.

Prior to his time at FOX, Lynch constructed one of the all-time
great NFL careers while with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers (1993-
2003) and the Denver Broncos (2004-07). A four-time All-Pro and
nine-time Pro Bowl selection, he played in 224 games (191 starts)
and registered 1,277 tackles, 13.0 sacks, 26 interceptions, 16 forced
fumbles, eight fumble recoveries and 100 passes defensed. Lynch
also started all 12 playoff games in which he appeared and tallied
71 tackles, two interceptions and 12 passes defensed. He was a
Buccaneers team captain as the squad achieved the crown jewel
of team sports, a victory in Super Bowl XXXVII, and has been in-
ducted into the Ring of Honor in both Tampa Bay and Denver.

Lynch attended Stanford University where he excelled in both
football and baseball. On the football field, he earned Second-
Team All-American and First-Team All-Pac-10 Conference honors
as a senior, while playing for Hall of Fame head coach Bill Walsh.
Lynch was later selected in the third round (82nd overall) of the
1993 NFL Draft by Tampa Bay. Following his career on the dia-
mond for the Cardinal, he was selected in the second round (66th
overall) of the 1992 Major League Baseball Draft by the Florida
Marlins.

In addition to his stellar play on the field, Lynch is also a pillar of
the community. He and his wife, Linda, formed the John Lynch
Foundation, which is committed to inspiring young people to be-
come leaders through scholarship, sport participation and com-
munity involvement. The Foundation is committed to developing
leaders by encouraging dreams, providing programs that assist
and motivate, and recognizing achievement and excellence.

Lynch was the recipient of the 2006 Bart Starr Award, which is
voted upon by players throughout the NFL and recognizes a play-
er who shows outstanding character and leadership in the home,
on thefield and in the community. He was also presented with The
Byron “Whizzer” White Award, which is given annually to the NFL
player who serves his team, community and country in the spirit
of Bryon Raymond White.

John and his wife, Linda, have four children - Jake, Lindsay, Lilly
and Leah.

LYNCH’S GOLDEN NUGGETS

Lynch is a member of the Tampa Bay Buccaneers Ring of Hon-
or (2016) and the Denver Broncos Ring of Fame (2016).

One of seven players in NFL history to make at least four Pro
Bowls with multiple teams (Tampa Bay - 5; Denver - 4).

His nine Pro Bowl selections rank 2nd in NFL history among
safeties, behind Pro Football Hall of Fame S Ken Houston (10).

A four-time AP All-Pro selection (1999-2002), Lynch also won
Super Bowl XXXVII as a member of the Buccaneers.

Attended Stanford University (1989-92) where he played both
football and baseball. He earned Second-Team All-American
and First-Team All-Pac-10 Conference honors as a senior while
playing for Hall of Famer and former 49ers head coach Bill
Walsh.

Selected in the second round (66th overall) of the 1992 Major
League Baseball Draft by the Florida Marlins.

In August of 2000, he and his wife, Linda, formed the “John

Paraag Marathe is in his 17th year with the 49ers, and second as
chief strategy officer and executive vice president of football op-
erations. Marathe is also a managing partner in the investment
entity created by the York Family.

On the team side, Marathe reports directly to 49ers CEO Jed York
and has a key role in major strategic decisions for the club as Chief
Strategy Officer. He also continues in his long-respected role as
the team’s chief contract negotiator and salary cap architect,
while overseeing the team’s football analytics department.

As part of the 49ers York family’s investment entity, Marathe has
already led a number of transactions as the team looks for in-
vestment opportunities in and out of sports to expand the 49ers
brand. In 2015, Marathe was selected as a member of the Sports
Business Journal’s Forty Under 40 class.

While serving as team President for two years (2014-15) and chief
operating officer for four years (2010-13), Marathe helped bring to
life the vision of an unparalleled fan experience at Levi’s Stadium.
The vision was to be a physical representation of all that is special
about the Bay Area, in particular its innovative technology, sus-
tainability, and culture. Levi’s Stadium features several elements
that accomplish those goals, including the 49ers Museum pre-
sented by Sony, Michael Mina’s world-class restaurants - Bourbon
Steak and Bourbon Pub, television and radio production studios,
the flagship 49ers Team Store, a 27,000 square foot green roof
and the Levi’s Stadium mobile app that allows fans to personalize
their visit to the venue. Marathe played a critical role on the small
team that founded and incubated VenueNext, a company whose
vision is to use technology to set a new standard for the live event
experience.

In addition to 49ers games, the venue has hosted a myriad of non-
NFL events such as Super Bowl 50, WrestleMania 31, the 2015 NHL
Stadium Series, multiple PAC 12 Championship Games, the Foster
Farms Bowl, concerts, and international soccer. Under Marathe’s
leadership, the stadium garnered industry acclaim, most notably
the prestigious honor of Sports Business Journal 2015 Sports Fa-
cility of the Year and Venue of the Year at the 2015 Stadium Busi-
ness Awards in Barcelona, Spain.

Prior to being named team President, Marathe spent several
seasons as the team’s COO. Under his direction, the 49ers experi-
enced tremendous progress off the field, with the construction of
Levi’s Stadium being the focal point of the club’s efforts. His lead-
ership has proven integral to the club’s short-term and long-term
business strategy, as he set the vision and hired many of the cur-
rent executive team members, while the club transitioned from
Candlestick Park to Levi’s Stadium.
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Marathe also holds a leadership position on the football side. He
is responsible for the 49ers compliance with the NFLs collective
bargaining agreement and works alongside general manager
John Lynch and head coach Kyle Shanahan on all aspects of the
club’s football operations.

Marathe has played an integral role in helping the 49ers maintain
a solid veteran nucleus, negotiating contract extensions in recent
years with a number of key players, including All-Pros LB NaVorro
Bowman and T Joe Staley, as well as TE Vance McDonald. Addi-
tionally, Marathe’s work during free agency has helped to land ac-
complished veteran players, such as WR Pierre Garcon and Pro
Bowlers K Robbie Gould and FB Kyle Juszczyk. Over the years,
Marathe has consistently kept the club in a competitive salary cap
position.

Prior to joining the 49ers, Marathe spent several years at man-
agement consulting firm Bain & Company, as a Senior Associate
Consultant, where he advised clients in a variety of industries
including private equity, venture capital, software, retail, sports
footwear, consumer products, and health clubs. Before that,
Marathe worked in the sports consulting group at the Internation-
al Management Group (IMG), where he concentrated primarily on
stadium naming rights deals, corporate sponsorships, and athlete
endorsements.

A native of Saratoga, CA, Marathe’s passion for the 49ers was
instilled at a very young age. As an avid Bay Area sports fan, he
has rarely missed any 49ers games since he was six years old.
Marathe’s Bay Area roots run deep, having received his bachelor’s
degree with high honors from the Haas School of Business at the
University of California-Berkeley and his MBA from Stanford Uni-
versity’s Graduate School of Business.

Outside of the 49ers, Marathe is actively involved in the Bay Area
community with organizations and causes that are personally im-
portant to him. He currently sits on the Board of Directors for An-
drea’s Voice and Project HEAL, two nonprofits that are focused on
bringing awareness and funding, respectively, for fighting eating
disorders. He serves on the Board of the Sequoia Hospital Foun-
dation, where his daughter was born. Marathe is also a Lecturer at
Stanford’s Graduate School of Business, co-teaching two courses:
Sports Business Investment and Negotiations.

Marathe, his wife, Jennifer, and daughter, Juniper, live in Los Altos,

Al Guido was named President of the San Francisco 49ers on Feb-
ruary 15, 2016. Guido oversees all key business initiatives for the
team.

Prior to being named President, Guido served as the team’s chief
operating officer from 2014-16. Under his direction, the construc-
tion and year-one operations of Levi’s Stadium exceeded all pro-
jections - finishing under budget on construction, with lower pub-
lic debt than expected, delivering $2.8 million to the City of Santa
Clara general fund from non-event revenue in just the first eight
months of operations, and fully funding reserve cash balances for
the Santa Clara Stadium Authority.

Levi’s Stadium has proven itself as a 360 degree entertainment
venue in its first three years under Guido’s leadership. The venue
has hosted Super Bowl 50, Wrestlemania 31, Major League Soccer,
multiple Pac-12 Championship Football games, International Soc-
cer giants Manchester United and Barcelona, Taylor Swift, Kenny
Chesney, Grateful Dead, and NHL Outdoor Classic. This summer
the stadium will play host to the largest soccer tournament on U.S.
soil since the World Cup with the Copa America Centenario and
will host the prestigious College Football National Championship
Game, in 2019.

Guido led the sales team that made the stadium a reality, high-
lighted by the record-setting Stadium Builders License sales cam-
paign for the stadium’s seats and suites that generated nearly half
of the $1.2 billion construction cost of the stadium. The team has
signed more than a dozen partners investing seven-figures annu-
ally for 10 years, including Levi’s Stadium naming rights at $220
million, with more than $650 million in corporate partnership in-
vestment.

Creating a technologically enhanced game day experience that is
influencing sports venues across North America and around the
world, the strategy for Levi’s Stadium developed by Guido and the
49ers executive management team has already garnered inter-
national recognition, most notably the Sports Business Journal
2015 Sports Facility of the Year and Venue of the Year at the 2015
Stadium Business Awards in Barcelona, Spain.
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Prior to being elevated to his former role as chief operating officer
in 2014, Guido worked on behalf of the 49ers and the Santa Clara
Stadium Authority as the senior vice president of global sales for
Legends beginning in 2010. In that capacity, he led a suite and SBL
sales initiative for Levi’s Stadium that achieved record-setting re-
sults by totaling more than $530 million.

Before joining Legends, Guido served as sales manager for the
Dallas Cowboys. In that role, he managed the premium seat de-
partment for Cowboys Stadium (now AT&T Stadium) that broke
industry records for PSL sales totaling over $600 million.

Guido joined the Cowboys after having served as the senior direc-
tor of ticket sales for the Phoenix Coyotes of the National Hockey
League. During his term, the Coyotes achieved the first revenue
increases in the 10-year history of the franchise and finished in the
top five in the NHL for new business sales.

A native of Washington Township, NJ, Guido began his career in
the sports and entertainment industry with Comcast-Spectacor,
owner and operator of the NBA’s Philadelphia 76ers, NHL’s Phila-
delphia Flyers, AHL's Philadelphia Phantoms, Comcast SportsNet
and the Wachovia Complex. Guido later served as director of busi-
ness development for the Lakewood Blueclaws (a minor-league
affiliate of the Philadelphia Phillies).

A Board Member of City Year San Jose/Silicon Valley, a contribu-
tor to the Navy Seal Foundation, Board Member of the Coach K/
Fuqua School of Business, and serving on the Advisory Board at
the San Jose State Institute for Study of Sport, Society & Social
Change, and the Advisory Council at the Positive Coaching Alli-
ance, Guido received his bachelor of business administration
from the College of New Jersey, where he played wide receiver
for the school’s football program. In 2016, Guido was named to
the Forty Under 40 list by both the Sports Business Journal and
the San Francisco Business Times, for demonstrating industry ex-
cellence and innovation early in his career. He and his wife, Thea,
have three daughters, Estella, Sloane and Tatum.

Hannah Gordon is entering her seventh season with the 49ers
and second as general counsel.

In her role, Gordon oversees Legal, External Affairs, Risk Man-
agement, Community Relations, Youth Football, and the 49ers
Museum presented by Sony that operates the award-winning
49ers STEAM Education Program. Gordon advises on all legal is-
sues involving both the football team and Levi’s® Stadium. Gor-
don worked with the NFL and Host Committee on Super Bowl 50,
as well as on a number of other events at the stadium such as
Wrestlemania 31, Beyoncé’s Formation World Tour, and the Copa
America Centenario. Gordon also managed the re-structuring
of the Foster Farms Bowl and its broadcasting agreement along
with the upcoming 2019 College Football Playoff National Cham-
pionship. In addition to counseling the team, Gordon serves as
the Secretary of the 49ers Foundation and helped form the legal
structure for The Golden Heart Fund, an independent non-profit
established by 49ers alumni Ronnie Lott, Ron Ferrari, Harris Bar-
ton, and Brent Jones that aides alumni in need. She was also nom-
inated by the NFL to hear appeals as a member of the panel that
administers the NFL Player Tuition Assistance Plan and the NFL
Severance Pay Plan.
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Gordon joined the 49ers in 2011 as director of legal affairs, a role
she held for four seasons, before becoming the vice president of
legal and government affairs in 2015. Gordon came to the 49ers
from the NFL Management Council where she worked on NFL
player contracts, salary cap compliance, the 2011 NFL collective
bargaining agreement, and labor issues, including the 2011 lock-
out. Prior to the NFL, Gordon practiced at Latham & Watkins LLP.

In 2015, Gordon was named to the Legal 500’s GC Powerlist - U.S.
Rising Stars, and in 2017 received the Silicon Valley Business Jour-
nal and San Francisco Business Times’ Corporate Counsel Diver-
sity Champion of the Year award for the work she did along with
49ers ownership on restructuring the 49ers Denise DeBartolo
York Fellowship and implementing a diverse-slate interviewing
policy, making the 49ers the first team in the NFL to commit to in-
terviewing at least one woman and at least one person of color for
every business opening. Gordon also serves as a board member
for the Rivermark Home Owners Association in Santa Clara and is
on the Advisory Board of San Jose State’s Institute for the Study of
Sport, Society, and Social Change.

Gordon holds a B.A. from UCLA and a J.D. from Stanford, where
she has served as a Lecturer In Law.

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Brano Perkovich is in his second season as the San Francisco
49ers chief investment officer. Perkovich previously served as an
executive vice president with the 49ers and a managing partner
at Aurum Partners LLC, the family office fund affiliated with the
owners of the San Francisco 49ers.

Perkovich focuses on new strategic business initiatives and early
stage and growth equity investment opportunities in sports, tech-
nology and strategically adjacent consumer markets where the
portfolio companies can leverage the 49ers access and network
to help drive product adoption and accelerate growth.

Before joining the 49ers, Perkovich was a technology investment
banker in Menlo Park and London where he advised technology
clients on a variety of corporate financing and strategic advisory
transactions. He completed numerous M&A, private and public
equity and debt transactions with $15-plus billion in aggregate
value.

Prior to the Pac-10, he spent 11 years with the
East Coast Hockey League (ECHL), a developmental league for the
NHL based in Princeton, NJ, where he served as the league’s EVP/
COO. In 2015, Sabatino was inducted into the ECHL Hall of Fame.
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Sabatino began his career with Coopers & Lybrand’s audit prac-
tice in Boston where he became a CPA. He earned a B.S. in ac-
counting from Northeastern University and a M.S. in sport man-
agement from the University of Massachusetts.

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Jamie Brandt joined the San Francisco 49ers in 2008 and serves
as the team’s vice president of sales & service. Brandt oversees
all aspects of sales, service, and special events for the club. In his
career, he has been part of four stadiums or arena openings, in-
cluding three in the NFL.

Brandt was instrumental in initially establishing the sales and ser-
vice culture within the organization upon his arrival in 2008. One
of his most important tasks was to methodically construct a team
of dedicated sales and service professionals focused on growing
and maintaining the 49ers ticket-buying fan base.

In 2012, in his role as the 49ers vice president of ticketing & fan ex-
perience, Brandt oversaw game day entertainment and is respon-
sible for incorporating numerous enhancements to the show,
such as the foghorn played during pregame and during the game
after 49ers scores. Most recently and as part of the transition
from Candlestick Park to Levi’s Stadium, Brandt has engineered a
complete makeover of the ticket operations unit from personnel
to policies and procedures.

Prior to joining the 49ers, Brandt was the senior director of ticket
sales for the Arizona Cardinals from 2001-08. He was responsible
for developing annual sales campaigns and overseeing day-to-
day sales department activity, as well as overseeing service pro-
vided to the team’s season ticket holders. In 2006, Brandt led the
Cardinals’ ticket relocation and new sales campaign for the Uni-
versity of Phoenix Stadium, which opened in the fall of that year.
During Brandt’s time with the Cardinals, the season ticket base
more than doubled and at the time of his departure the Cardinals
had established a consecutive home sellout streak and season
ticket waiting list for the first time in team history.

Brandt was part of a staff the sold
the new Ice Palace Arena (now the Tampa Bay Times Forum) that
opened in the fall of 1996.

In her role,
she serves as the 49ers primary liaison with management at the
CFP and the numerous event organizers the 49ers work with to
bring events to Levi’s Stadium.

Before Ernstrom joined the 49ers, she worked at the San Jose
Sports Authority for nearly 20 years, and served as the organi-
zation’s executive director since 2007. As executive director, Ern-
strom oversaw all aspects of the Sports Authority’s operations,
including organizational goals, strategic planning, and partner-
ship development as well as the year-round and annual programs
operated by the Sports Authority, including the San Jose Sports
Hall of Fame and the REACH Youth Scholarship Program.

As part of her efforts at the Sports Authority, Ernstrom served as
the organization’s point of contact for Levi’s Stadium and Forty
Niners Stadium Management Company representatives through-
out the history of the building. She played a pivotal role in Su-
per Bowl 50, WrestleMania 31, the NHL Stadium Series, the Copa
America Centenario, as well as bringing the Gold Cup Final and
2019 College Football Playoff National Championship Game to
Levi’s Stadium.
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Prior to joining the Sports Authority, Ernstrom spent seven years
in Bay Area television first in promotions and marketing and later
as the producer for local programming at the CBS affiliate in San
Francisco.

Ernstrom has been honored as a “Women of Influence” Award

In his role,
Ferguson oversees the team’s entire medical and nutritional needs,
including rehabilitation procedures, injury records, nutritional pro-
gram, training room and daily athletic training duties.

Ferguson previously spent four seasons (2013-16) as the vice presi-
dent of football operations and two seasons (2011-12) the director
of football operations and sports medicine.

From 2006-10, Ferguson served as the team’s head athletic trainer,
overseeing the team’s rehabilitation procedures, injury records,
training room and daily athletic training duties. He joined the 49ers
after serving as the manager of athletic team development with
BREG, an orthopedic company based out of Vista, CA. From June of
2005 until March of 2006 Ferguson specialized in sports medicine
bracing for BREG.

Prior to his move to the West Coast, Ferguson spent eight years in
several capacities at Kansas State University, though he continued
to serve as the athletic trainer for the Kansas State football team
throughout his time in Manhattan. He began his career in Wildcat
athletics in 1997 as an assistant athletic trainer for intercollegiate
sports.

In 2002, Ferguson was promoted to assistant athletic director for
sports medicine, a position he held until 2005. In his role, Ferguson
was responsible for the prevention, evaluation, treatment and re-
habilitation of all athletic injuries, in addition to supervising medi-
cal coverage for 14 collegiate athletic teams. His staff was voted
best in the Big 12 for their medical efforts from 2003-04.

Levi’s Stadium boasts a seating capacity of 68,500 with the ability to expand to more than 75,000 for special events, and is best known as the
home of the five-time Super Bowl champion San Francisco 49ers. Drawing more fans closer to the experience than ever before, Levi’s Stadium
features nearly 45,000 seats, or roughly two-thirds of stadium capacity, in the lower bowl — the most in the NFL. Overall, the stadium includes
1.85-million-square-feet of space and offers 9,000 club seats and 174 suites that provide a distinctively California experience.

For 49ers games, Levi’s Stadium features unique tailgating options designed to enhance the game day experience, highlighted by Michael
Mina’s Tailgate, the Faithful Mile and the Red Zone Rally at the Great America Pavilion. Michael Mina’s Tailgate is an exclusive, members-only
experience housed within the Bourbon Steak and Bourbon Pub restaurants located inside the venue. The Tailgate is tailor-made for 49ers
season ticket holders and features an upscale, five-course menu themed for each different opponent. The Faithful Mile, a 60,000-square-foot
tailgating area accessible to all 49ers ticket holders free of charge, features bars presented by Bud Light, regular rotation of food trucks and
entertainment. Red Zone Rally is an all-inclusive pregame party for all 49ers home games, providing pass-holders top-of-the-line food and
beverage offerings inside a private, air-conditioned space with free access to ride the Flight Deck roller coaster.

The most technologically advanced stadium in the world, Levi’s Stadium is a showcase for innovation in Silicon Valley. Accompanied by its own
mobile app, the Levi’s Stadium App, the venue brings the comforts of watching a game at home right to your seat. In addition to mobile ticketing
and parking, in-seat delivery for food and beverages, and the ability to watch video replays in real-time on a handheld device, the stadium
features a best-in-class cellular and Wi-Fi infrastructure that allows guests to stay connected throughout their visit.

Levi’s Stadium is home to over 200 original pieces of art and more than 500 original historic photographs. The museum-quality artwork
featured through the club and suite levels of the venue is comprised of mixed mediums such as acrylic, charcoal, enamel, oil, pastel, pen and
ink, stencil, metals, and sculptures. Of the 23 original artists showcased in the Levi’s Stadium collection, 20 hail locally from California. The
photographs in the collection are from the archives of the 49ers and their esteemed group of team photographers, as well as from the San
Francisco Chronicle and many local libraries and historic centers.

In July 2016, Levi’s Stadium was awarded LEED Gold Certification for Operations and Maintenance of an Existing Building after opening the
stadium in 2014 with LEED Certification as New Construction, making the venue the only one of its kind to twice be recognized for achieving
the industry standard for sustainable design and construction. Equipped with a green roof, state-of-the-art solar elements made up of 1,162
photovoltaic panels throughout the venue, low-flow plumbing fixtures, and the first rooftop farm at an NFL stadium, the stadium has been
widely recognized as a leader in sustainable design. Additionally, Levi’s Stadium has established a new standard for sports and entertainment
venues by using 85 percent recycled water for all of its non-potable water needs.

Levi’s Stadium is a showcase for innovation in the Silicon Valley through partnerships with local, national and international technology providers
that help deliver world-class Wi-Fi capability, mobile connectivity, IPTV, digital displays, HD scoreboard and video displays, and paperless
ticketing.

« The most technologically advanced stadium is accompanied by its own app. The Levi’s Stadium App brings the comforts of watching a game
at homeright to your seat — but only at Levi’s Stadium. This includes a game center with mobile ticketing and parking passes, in-seat food and
beverage delivery, as well as multi-angle replays (within 5-10 seconds) and game statistics. The app also provides detailed maps for each level
of the stadium, bluetooth enabled wayfinding, and integrated access to Faithful 49 presented by Esurance, the team’s fan rewards program.

« XFINITY by Comcast provides free Wi-Fi to guests throughout the stadium. When a fan is in their seat, they are never more than 10 feet away
from a Wi-Fi signal thanks to the venue’s ground-breaking infrastructure of Internet access points strategically positioned beneath seats
throughout the seating bowl — one access point for every 100 seats.

» Nearly 2,000 Sony screens are connected to the stadium’s IPTV system, which allows for incredible flexibility and customization throughout
the venue. Content includes menu boards, game broadcasts, statistics and other important information as deemed necessary. Content
includes menu boards, game broadcasts, statistics and other important information as deemed necessary.

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SUSTAINABILITY

In August 2014, Levi’s Stadium became the first professional football stadium to open with LEED Gold Certification for New Construction, the
recognized standard for measuring sustainability for design and construction. Less than two years later in July 2016, Levi’s Stadium continued
to set benchmarks as the leading sports venue in sustainability by achieving LEED Gold Certification for Operations and Maintenance of an
Existing building - making it the first-ever NFL stadium to be LEED Gold certified under the two respective rating systems.

The stadium is designed to reduce energy demand and generate more electricity annually, via on-site photovoltaic (PV) systems, than is
consumed during the 10 scheduled 49ers games each season.

SUSTAINABLE DESIGN ELEMENTS

* NRG, the exclusive sustainable energy provider of the 49ers and the stadium, installed a number of state-of-the-art solar elements that
account for 1,162 SunPower photovoltaic panels throughout the venue:

« The NRG Solar Terrace, the venue’s 27,000-square-foot “green roof,” is located atop the stadium’s SAP Tower which houses a majority of
the venue’s 173 suites. This living roof features 16 species of vegetation native to the Bay Area to lower the building’s cooling and heating
needs by regulating ambient temperatures in SAP Tower.

« In 2016 Levi’s Stadium partnered with Farmscape — California’s largest urban farming company — to bring the first-ever rooftop farm to
an NFL stadium: The Faithful Farm. The 7,000 sq. ft. rooftop farm located on the NRG Solar Terrace supports nearly 40 rotational crops —
including tomatoes, summer squash, peppers, eggplants herbs and more — generating an annual yield of more than 7,500 pounds, all of
which are harvested and used for dishes served at Levi’s Stadium. Excess produce from the Faithful Farm also contributes to the stadium’s
efforts with Hunger at Home and the Salvation Army, helping to provide healthy, vegetable-based dishes to individuals in need.

» Three solar array-covered bridges, the NRG Energy Bridges, are the first of their kind in the NFL.

« Electrical vehicle charging stations (NRG EV Charging Stations) are located on the west side of the stadium to power maintenance and
operations electrical vehicles year-round. NRG is currently building the nation’s first comprehensive, privately funded electric vehicle
charging network and the charging stations are available to Levi’s Stadium guests on event days.

« Low-flow plumbing fixtures such as toilets, urinals and sinks use 40 percent less water than conventional fixtures. On top of low-flow water
fixtures, the stadium uses 85 percent reclaimed water for flush fixtures in addition to irrigating landscape and the playing field — a standard
within the sports and entertainment venue industry.

« The playing field is surrounded by a 23,000-square-foot artificial turf track that reduces watering needs by approximately 20 percent and
reduces the amount of natural grass needed for each field resurfacing.

« The stadium’s sustainable initiatives also include public transit access (Caltrain, ACE & Capitol Corridor - VTA, Amtrak), convenient bicycle
parking and a walking path from the San Tomas Creek Trail.

» Construction materials utilized contained more than 40 percent recycled content overall, based on cost. More than 75 percent of construction
waste was recycled and diverted from landfills.
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SUSTAINABLE STADIUM OPERATIONS PROGRAMS

The Solid Waste Management Reduction Program
presented by Bud Light is a comprehensive waste diversion
program that is striving for net-zero landfill. All garbage,
recycling and compostable materials from inside the venue and
the surrounding parking areas are sorted on-site and placed
into compactors to be processed.

The Building Management System allows the venue to
conserve energy usage through HVAC monitoring, lighting
distribution and the use of automatic sensors.

The Preventative Maintenance Program tracks all
equipment and systems to enact their manufacturer’s
recommendations and scheduled preventative plans.

The Ongoing Commissioning Program ensures that the
venue operates under the LEED existing building guidelines for
new projects and build outs.

The Green Cleaning Program ensures that the janitorial
contractor, ABM, uses sustainable green certified products for
all cleaning essentials and equipment.

The Sustainable Purchasing Program for ongoing
consumables, foodstuffs, durable goods ensures that local,
organic, recycled and compostable items will be purchased
from vendors.

SAN FRANCISCO 49ERS
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The Integrated Pest Management Program uses Planet
Orange green pest eradication products.

The Indoor Air Quality Management Program consists of
perpetual monitoring of indoor air quality based on the LEED-
approved HVAC system.

The Landscape Management Program includes using
native, drought-resistant plants that are hydrated with 100
percent recycled water.

The Exterior Hardscape Management Program utilizes
cleaning equipment when washing the exterior skin of the
building and sidewalks. All organic materials collected are
composted.

The Energy Metering & Benchmarking Program utilizes
a comprehensive, live-time electrical metering building
management system, that allows the stadium to load-shed as
needed through the use of motion sensors and pre-programmed
computer BMS control.

The Recycled Water Program is setting a new standard for
stadiums. Recycled water accounts for about 85 percent of
all water used in Levi’s Stadium and is used for playing field
irrigation, the “green roof,” flushing toilets, and cooling tower
make-up water.
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Fans enjoy the Faithful Mile, a 50,000-square-foot dedicated tailgating area equipped with two expansive bars presented by Bud Light, food
areas, beer carts, mobile merchandise locations, 49ers partner activations and entertainment. The spacious pre-game fan zone is accessible
to all 49ers ticket holders free of charge.

FAN EXPERIENCE OVERVIEW

Levi’s Stadium delivers an unparalleled game day experience to fans and does so in a multitude of ways.

« Featuring over 45,000 seats, Levi’s Stadium’s lower bowl is one of the largest in the NFL (roughly two-thirds of stadium capacity). The seating
is designed this way to bring the majority of fans closer to the field.

» The design also eliminates the traditional club mezzanine level, which brings fans sitting in the upper deck lower to the field.

» The location of Levi’s Stadium offers convenience to patrons in both access and parking. There are 13 freeway interchanges located near the
stadium’s site, which means fans have ample access points to get on the freeway.

» There are more than 20,000 parking spaces located within a short walking distance from the stadium. Tailgating is an integral part of the
game day experience in Santa Clara and Levi’s Stadium provides the most diverse tailgating lineup in the NFL with free access to the multi-
faceted Faithful Mile, the all-inclusive Red Zone Rally at Great America Pavilion and the upscale, members-only Michael Mina Tailgate located
within the Bourbon Steak and Bourbon Pub restaurants.

» The first level of the stadium features open pedestrian plazas, retail and community space, a team store, the 49ers Museum presented by
Sony and Edward J. DeBartolo, Sr. 49ers Hall of Fame, the Visa Box Office, Michael Mina’s Bourbon Steak and Bourbon Pub restaurants (home
of Michael Mina’s Tailgate) and more.

« The main entry, Intel Plaza at the northwest corner of the Stadium, is open to the public year-round and provides direct access to the Levi’s
Stadium Fanwalk and the 49ers Team Store. In the northeast corner, Toyota Plaza is the main entry for guests of Michael Mina’s Bourbon
Steak & Bourbon Pub restaurants and the 49ers Museum presented by Sony. Dignity Health Plaza at the southwest corner of the Stadium is
another primary entry gate for fans and media on event days.

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Kyle Shanahan was named the 20th head coach of the San Fran-
cisco 49ers on February 6, 2017, after spending the previous two
seasons as the offensive coordinator of the Atlanta Falcons.

Shanahan has 13 seasons of coaching experience at the NFL level,
including the past nine as an offensive coordinator for the Atlanta
Falcons (2015-16), Cleveland Browns (2014), Washington Redskins
(2010-13) and Houston Texans (2008-09). In six of his nine seasons
as an offensive coordinator (2008-09, 2012-13 and 2015-16), Shana-
han has directed an offense that ranked in the top 10 in the NFL in
yards gained.

Following the 2016 season, Shanahan was nhamed Associated Press
Assistant Coach of the Year, Coordinator of the Year by The Sport-
ing News and Assistant Coach of the Year by the Pro Football Writ-
ers of America after a record-setting performance by the Falcons
offense en route to capturing the NFC South division title and an
appearance in Super Bowl LI. Under Shanahan, the 2016 Falcons
set franchise records in yards per game (415.8), points scored (540),
net passing yards per game (295.3) and average yards per play
6.7).

Atlanta QB Matt Ryan, who was named Associated Press Most
Valuable Player, Associated Press Offensive Player of the Year, Most
Valuable Player/Offensive Player of the Year by the Pro Football
Writers of America and FedEx Air Player of the Year, threw for a sin-
gle-season franchise record and career-high 4,944 passing yards
and 38 touchdowns, ranking second in the NFL in both categories,
in 2016. He led the NFL with a passer rating of 1171 on the season
and threw a career-low seven interceptions. WR Julio Jones record-
ed 83 receptions for 1,409 yards (17.0 average) and six touchdowns
in14 games played. His 1,409 receiving yards were the second-most
in the NFL this past season. Both Jones and Ryan earned Associat-
ed Press First-Team All-Pro and 2017 Pro Bowl honors.

On the ground, Atlanta averaged 120.5 rushing yards per game and
tallied 20 rushing touchdowns in 2016. RB Devonta Freeman regis-
tered 227 carries for a career-high 1,079 yards and 11 touchdowns,
on his way to earning his second-consecutive Pro Bowl appear-
ance.

In Shanahan’s first year in Atlanta, the Falcons offense ranked
seventh in the NFL, averaging 3741 yards per game, ranked sixth
with a 273.7 passing yards per game average and led the league
in time of possession (32:19) in 2015. Julio Jones led the NFL with a
career-high 1,871 receiving yards, while notching a career-high 136
receptions to share the League high with the Steelers WR Antonio
Brown. Jones’ receiving yards marked the second-highest total in
a single season in NFL history, behind WR Calvin Johnson’s 1,964-
yard performance in 2012.

Shanahan joined the Falcons after spending 2014 as offensive co-
ordinator of the Cleveland Browns. That year, his offense averaged
324.6 total yards and 108.0 rushing yards per game. Under Shana-
han’s direction, RBs Isaiah Crowell and Terrance West combined to
rush for 1,280 yards on 319 carries (4.0 average), while WR Andrew
Hawkins posted career highs in receptions (63) and receiving yards
(824).

Shanahan was named Assistant Coach of the Year by the As-
sociated Press, Coordinator of Year by The Sporting News
and Assistant Coach of the Year by the Pro Football Writers
of America in 2016.

In six of his nine seasons as an offensive coordinator (2008-
09, 2012-13 and 2015-16), Shanahan’s offense has ranked in the
top 10 in the NFL in yards gained.

Shanahan was 26 years old when was he named the wide re-
ceivers coach of the Houston Texans, becoming the youngest
position coach in the NFL at that time. At 28 years old, he was
named the offensive coordinator of the Texans and was the
youngest coordinator in the NFL.

Shanahan served as a ball boy for the 49ers when his father,
Mike, was the offensive coordinator for the team from 1992-
94. Mike helped guide the 49ers to a 49-26 victory in Super
Bowl XXIX.

Prior to his stint in Cleveland, Shanahan spent four seasons (2010-
13) as offensive coordinator of the Washington Redskins. In 2013,
the Redskins finished ninth in the NFL in total offense (369.7) and
fifth in rushing yards per game (135.3). Second-year QB Robert
Griffin Ill threw for 16 touchdowns and a career-high 3,203 pass-
ing yards, while WR Pierre Garcon set a franchise record and led
the NFL with 113 receptions for a career-high 1,346 yards. RB Alfred
Morris also rushed for 1,200-or-more yards for the second-consec-
utive season (1,275).

The 2012 Redskins won the NFC East division championship as
Washington became the first team in NFL history to register
3,400-or-more passing yards (3,422) and 2,700-or-more rushing
yards (2,709) in the same season. Washington led the NFL, averag-
ing 169.3 rushing yards per game and finished second in rushing
touchdowns (22). Griffin won the 2012 Associated Press Offensive
Rookie of the Year Award after setting NFL rookie records in pass-
er rating (102.4), interception percentage (1.27), and rushing yards
by a rookie quarterback (815). He completed 258 of his 393 passes
(65.6 completion percentage) for 3,200 yards and 20 touchdowns.
Fellow rookie Alfred Morris ranked second in the NFL with a sin-
gle-season, franchise-record 1,613 yards and 13 touchdowns.

In 2011, Shanahan worked with QB Rex Grossman, who finished
with the second-best statistical season of his career, having thrown
for 3,151 yards, 16 touchdowns and a career-high 57.9 completion
percentage. WR Santana Moss also had his best professional sea-
son in 2010 under Shanahan, notching a career-high 93 receptions
for 1,115 yards and six touchdowns.




Before joining Washington, Shanahan spent four seasons (2006-
09) with the Houston Texans, including the final two as the team’s
offensive coordinator. In 2009, he worked with QB Matt Schaub,
who registered career highs in completions (396), completion per-
centage (67.9), passing yards (4,770), touchdowns (29) and passer
rating (98.6). His completions and passing yard totals led the NFL
that season. Additionally, WR Andre Johnson led the NFL in receiv-
ing yards in both 2008 (1,575) and 2009 (1,569) and led the NFL
with 115 receptions in 2008. TE Owen Daniels registered career
highs in both receptions (70) and receiving yards (862) with Hous-
ton in 2008. Shanahan spent his first season with Houston (2006)
as the team’s wide receivers coach and moved to coach the quar-
terbacks in 2007 prior to his promotion to offensive coordinator
in 2008. He broke into the NFL with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in
2004 where he served as an offensive quality control coach for two
seasons (2004-05). His first coaching experience came as a gradu-
ate assistant at UCLA in 2003.

Born December 14,1979, in Minneapolis, MN, Shanahan played wide
receiver at Duke University before transferring to the University of
Texas in 2000, where he spent two seasons. He and his wife, Man-
dy, have three children - Stella, Carter and Lexi. Shanahan’s father,
Mike, who served as the 49ers offensive coordinator from 1992-94,
was the head coach of the Denver Broncos (1995-2008) and the
Washington Redskins (2010-13), where he accumulated an overall
win total of 178 victories (eight postseason), including victories in
Super Bowls XXXII and XXXIII.

Robert Saleh (SAH-lah) enters his 13th NFL season and first season
as the 49ers defensive coordinator. He spent the previous three
seasons (2014-16) as the linebackers coach for the Jacksonville
Jaguars.

In 2016, Saleh’s linebackers helped the Jacksonville defense rank
fifth in passing yards allowed (215.3) and sixth in opponent rushing
average (3.82). Team captain LB Paul Posluzny started all 16 games
at MLB and led the team in tackles for the second consecutive sea-
son. According to Jaguars team statistics, LB Telvin Smith regis-
tered 118 tackles while starting all 16 games at outside linebacker
for the first time in his career. Smith’s 350 career tackles are the
most ever by a Jaguars player in his first three NFL seasons.

In 2015, the Jaguars defense allowed 3.68 yards per attempt, the
fifth lowest rushing average allowed in the NFL. Posluszny led the
Jaguars and ranked fifth in the league with 133 tackles, according
to game book statistics, while tying with Smith for the team lead
with 13 tackles for loss. According to Jaguars team statistics, Smith
registered a career high 128 tackles in 2015.

Under Saleh’s guidance, Smith stepped in the starting lineup and
ranked third among all rookies with 99 tackles, according to game
book statistics, in 2014. Smith led the team with two fumble recov-
eries while ranking second with nine tackles for loss. After a sea-
son-ending injury to Posluszny midway through the year, LB JT.
Thomas stepped in and set a career high in tackles along with two
interceptions, two tackles for loss and five passes defensed.

Prior to Jacksonville, Saleh spent three seasons (2011-13) as a de-
fensive quality control coach for the Seattle Seahawks. During his
three seasons with the Seahawks, he was responsible for assisting
the defensive staff with day-to-day duties with a focus on the line-
backers. Working under linebackers coach Ken Norton, Jr., Saleh
aided in the development of LB K.J. Wright, LB Bobby Wagner and
Super Bowl XLVIII MVP Malcolm Smith.

Before joining the Seahawks, Saleh spent six seasons with the
Houston Texans, serving as a coaching intern (2005), defensive
assistant (2006-08) and assistant linebackers coach (2009-10).
In Houston, Saleh oversaw the growth of the Texans linebackers,
including AP Defensive Rookie of the Year performances by DeMe-
co Ryans (2006) and Brian Cushing (2009). In 2009, the Pro Bowl
duo of Ryans and Cushing were the only teammates to both rank
among the league’s top 10 tacklers, according to game book sta-
tistics.

Saleh joined the Texans after three seasons working in the col-
legiate ranks. He began his career as an offensive assistant/tight
ends (2002) and defensive assistant/defensive line (2003) at Mich-
igan State before spending one season (2004) as a defensive assis-
tant/defensive line at Central Michigan and a brief stint (2005) at
Georgia as a defensive assistant/linebackers coach.

A native of Dearborn, MI, Saleh attended Northern Michigan Uni-
versity where he started at tight end for four years. Saleh and his
wife, Sanaa, have five children: four sons, Adam, Zane, Michael and
Sam, and one daughter, Mila.

SPECIAL TEAMS COORDINATOR

Richard Hightower rejoins the 49ers as the team’s special teams
coordinator, having previously served as assistant special teams
coach with the team in 2015. Last season, he worked with the Chi-
cago Bears as their assistant special teams coach.

Hightower has 11 years of coaching experience including ten in the
NFL. In 2016, during his stint with the Bears, the kickoff coverage
team finished 7th in the NFL in opponent drive start average. Deon-
te Thompson led the NFL in kickoff returns with 35 and ranked sec-
ond with 810 yards. Punter returner Eddie Royal scored on a nifty
65-yard touchdown on Monday Night Football vs. the Eagles. Sher-
rick McManis led the Bears in special-teams tackles and finished
top 10 in the NFL, recording 13 stops.

In 2015, Hightower first joined San Francisco as an assistant special
teams coach. That season, Hightower helped the 49ers punt cover-
age unit rank eighth in the NFL allowing just 6.4 yards per return,
while working with rookie punter Bradley Pinion. Kicker Phil Daw-
son was 10th in the NFL with an 88.9 field goal percentage (tied for
the fourth highest percentage of his 17-year career).

Hightower spent the 2014 season working on offense in Cleveland
assisting with the receivers after working as an assistant special
teams coach for four seasons in Washington (2010-13). With Wash-
ington, he worked under longtime special teams coordinator Danny
Smith. Hightower also spent two seasons (2012-13) as the assistant
defensive backs coach with the Redskins. Over his four seasons in
Washington, the Redskins were third in the NFL in kickoff coverage,
allowing just 21.2 yards per return, including leading the league
in 2010 and 2011. Hightower’s coaching on special teams helped
Lorenzo Alexander lead the NFL with 21 special-teams tackles en
route to being named the NFC’s special teams player in the Pro
Bowl, in 2012. Hightower was also instrumental in the development
of first-year kicker Kai Forbath, who broke an NFL record by hitting
his first 17 field goal attempts, leading the NFL with a 94.4 field goal
percentage.

As assistant defensive back coach, Hightower helped the unit rank
sixth in the NFL in interceptions (37) and tie for second in the NFL
in interception-return touchdowns (7) over the two-year span.
DeAngelo Hall led the NFL in defensive touchdowns (3). In 2012,
the Redskins were first in the NFC in passes defensed and had four
returned touchdowns.
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From 2006-08, Hightower was on Houston’s coaching staff as a
coaching assistant (2006-07) before being elevated to special
teams assistant (2008). In Houston, he served under widely re-
spected then-special teams coordinator Joe Marciano, who has
more than 30 years of experience coaching special teams. In 2008,
Houston was 11th in the NFL in kickoff coverage (22.3 ypr). Punt re-
turner Jacoby Jones finished fifth in the NFL and second in Texans
single-season annals with a 12.1 average, including a franchise sin-
gle-season record two punt return touchdowns. Kicker Kris Brown
set franchise records for points (124), field goals made (29) and field
goal percentage (.879). In 2007, the kickoff return unit featuring Je-
rome Mathis and Andre Davis became only the 4th team in NFL his-
tory to score four touchdowns on kickoff return in a single season.

In between his time in Houston and Washington, Hightower spent
the 2009 season as wide receivers coach at the University of Min-
nesota. Under his tutelage, Eric Decker was named a First-Team All-
Big Ten selection that season before being selected by the Denver
Broncos in the third round (87th overall) of the 2010 NFL Draft.

A native of Houston, TX, Hightower earned his BA in Marketing
from the University of Texas where he was a three-year letterman
and special teams standout for the Longhorns. He went to Austin
as an academic scholar and later earned an athletic scholarship af-
ter walking on. Following his senior season, then head coach Mack
Brown and his staff voted Hightower the D. Harold Byrd Leadership
Award.

Jon Embree enters his first season as the 49ers assistant head
coach/tight ends coach after spending the previous three seasons
(2014-16) as the tight ends coach of the Tampa Bay Buccaneers.

In 2016, Embree helped TE Cameron Brate establish career highs in
three major categories including with 57 receptions for 660 yards
and eight touchdowns, tied for the most in the NFL. Combined with
four touchdown receptions from TE Austin Seferian-Jenkins and
one each from TE Brandon Myers and TE Alan Cross, Buccaneers
tight ends caught 11 touchdowns, the most for the team since 1985,
when Tampa Bay tight ends combined for 13 touchdown recep-
tions.

In 2015, Seferian-Jenkins was limited to seven games, but still im-
proved his receiving numbers from his rookie season, recording 21
receptions for 338 yards and four touchdowns. Seferian-Jenkins’
16.1 receiving average was the second-highest of any tight end in
the NFL (New England TE Rob Gronkowski - 16.3 yards per recep-
tion) with at least 20 receptions. Embree also oversaw the develop-
ment of Brate in his first year, who started the season on the team’s
practice squad but finished the year with 23 receptions for 288
yards and three touchdowns.

In 2014, Embree worked with Seferian-Jenkins who recorded 21
receptions for 221 yards and two touchdowns in nine games. His
reception total and receiving yards were the fourth-most ever by a
Buccaneers rookie tight end, while his two touchdown receptions
tied for the third-most.

Prior to Tampa Bay, Embree spent the 2013 season as the tight ends
coach with Cleveland Browns. With Embree’s guidance, TE Jordan
Cameron earned a Pro Bowl berth and ranked second in the NFL in
receiving yards (917) by a tight end behind New Orleans TE Jimmy
Graham (1,215) and third in receptions (80) by a tight end behind
Graham (86) and Atlanta Falcons TE Tony Gonzalez (80).

Embree joined the Buccaneers after spending two years (2011-12)
as head coach at the University of Colorado and one season (2010)
as the tight ends coach for the Washington Redskins. That season,
TE Chris Cooley ranked second in the NFL in receptions (77) by a
tight end behind Dallas Cowboys TE Jason Witten (94) and third in
receiving yards (849) by a tight end behind Witten (1,002) and San
Francisco 49ers TE Vernon Davis (914).

Embree first entered the NFL coaching ranks in 2006, where he
spent three seasons (2006-08) as the tight ends coach for the Kan-
sas City Chiefs. In 2008, TE Tony Gonzalez paced all NFL tight ends
with 96 receptions for 1,058 yards and 10 touchdowns. In 2007,
Gonzalez led all tight ends with 99 receptions for 1,172 yards while
adding 5 touchdowns. In 2006, Gonzalez ranked second among all
tight ends in both receptions (73) and receiving yards (900) . Gon-
zalez was named to the Pro Bowl and All-Pro in each of his three
seasons working with Embree.
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Prior to joining the NFL, Embree spent 13 years at the collegiate lev-
el, including three seasons at UCLA, where he served as assistant
head coach/wide receivers (2003) and assistant head coach/tight
ends (2004-05).

From 1993 to 2002, Embree was at the University of Colorado
where he spent 10 years serving in a variety of roles. He was the
tight ends coach for two seasons (1993-94) before moving to de-
fensive ends coach for four years (1995-98). Embree returned to his
role as tight ends coach for two years in 1999 before spending two
seasons as the wide receivers/kickers coach (2001-02).

Embree began his coaching career at Colorado as a volunteer as-
sistant coach in 1991 before spending one year as the receivers/
tight ends coach at Douglas County (CO) High School.

Originally a 6th round pick (166th overall) of the Los Angeles Rams
in 1987, Embree appeared in 13 games over two seasons with LA
before suffering a career-ending elbow injury in 1989 while with the
Seattle Seahawks.

A native of Englewood, CA, Embree lettered four seasons (1983-86)
as a tight end at the University of Colorado and ended his career in
the top five in both career receptions (80) and yards (1,116) along
with five touchdowns. He graduated with a degree in communica-
tions in 1987. Embree and his wife, Natalyn, have three children: two
sons, Taylor and Connor, and one daughter, Hannah.

John Benton, a veteran of 30 years of coaching experience, includ-
ing 13 seasons in the NFL, enters his first season as the 49ers offen-
sive line coach.

In 2016, Benton served as an assistant offensive line coach for the
Jacksonville Jaguars. Under the guidance of Benton and assis-
tant head coach/offensive line coach Doug Marrone, the Jaguars
offensive line allowed 34 sacks, the fewest sacks allowed in a sin-
gle season since 2007 (31) and 17 fewer than the team allowed in
2015. Seeing improvement as the season progressed, the Jaguars
offense ranked fifth in rushing yards per game (124.5) during the
second half of the 2016 season (Weeks 9-16).

Prior to Jacksonville, Benton spent two seasons (2014-15) as the
offensive line coach for the Miami Dolphins. In 2015, the Dolphins
averaged 4.35 yards per carry, good for ninth in the NFL while RB
Lamar Miller tied a career high with eight rushing touchdowns.

In 2014, Benton’s offensive line helped the Dolphins offense pro-
duce 361 first downs, tied for the second-most in franchise history
and the most since 1985, when the team had the same amount. The
line paved the way for Miller, who surpassed the 1,000-yard rushing
mark (1,099) for the first time in his career, and helped protect QB
Ryan Tannehill, whose 4,045 passing yards were the most by a Mi-
ami quarterback since Dan Marino (4,453 yards) in 1994. Miller and
Tannehill combined to become the first duo in franchise history to
produce a 1,000-yard rusher and 4,000-yard passer in a season.

Prior to Miami, Benton served as the offensive line coach for the
Houston Texans for eight seasons (2006-13). With the Texans, Ben-
ton’s offensive line was instrumental in establishing one of the
NFL's top-ranked offensive attacks, setting franchise marks for
rushing yards (2,448) in 2011, and passing yards (4,654) and total
offense (6,129 yards) in 2009. Behind All-Pro T Duane Brown and
All-Pro C Chris Myers, Houston’s offensive line helped All-Pro RB
Arian Foster become the 13th fastest player in NFL history to reach
5,000 career rushing yards. Additionally, Foster registered three
consecutive 1,000-yard seasons (2010-12) and a franchise-record
25 career 100-yard rushing games.

In 2012, Benton’s offensive line anchored Houston’s third consec-
utive 2,000-yard rushing season as Foster led the NFL with 15
rushing touchdowns. Foster surpassed the 1,000-yard mark for
the third consecutive season behind the play of Myers and Brown.
Houston’s offense ranked seventh in yards per game (372.1) and
eighth in points per game (26.0) while allowing 28 sacks, the fourth
fewest in the AFC.
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The Texans offensive line helped pave the way for a franchise re-
cord 2,448 rushing yards in 2011. Excelling in the playoffs, Houston
averaged 159.5 rushing yards per game in helping the Texans reach
the Divisional round. For the first time in franchise history, the Tex-
ans had two players eclipse 900 rushing yards in the same season
as Foster recorded 1,224 yards and RB Ben Tate notched 942 yards
on the ground. Both Foster and Tate rushed for 100-or-more yards
in the same game twice during the 2010 season, making Houston
just the sixth team since 1985 to accomplish that feat. In Benton’s
system, Myers was selected to his first Pro Bowl while Brown was
selected as a Second-Team All-Pro by the Associated Press.

Benton’s unit paved the way for another record-setting season for
Houston’s offense in 2010. The Texans ranked third in the NFL with
a franchise-record 6,186 yards of offense (386.6 yards per game)
and helped Foster lead the NFL in rushing yards (1,616) and total
touchdowns (18; 16 rushing, two receiving), each setting a new sin-
gle-season franchise record.

In 20009, the line provided protection for the NFL's passing leader,
QB Matt Schaub, who threw for 4,770 yards and 29 touchdowns.
The offense ranked fourth in the NFL with an average 3831 yards
per game. The passing attack led the NFL with 290.9 yards per
game while Benton’s offensive line group gave up the fifth-fewest
sacks in the league (25).

Benton’s line featured the same starting lineup for all 16 games, a
first in Texans history in 2008. The offensive line paved the way
for rookie running back Steve Slaton to set a then-franchise record
with 1,282 rushing yards, while the offense ranked third in the NFL
with 6,113 total yards.

In 2007, Benton’s offensive line group allowed 22 sacks, the low-
est total allowed in franchise history. In his first season in Houston,
Benton oversaw an offensive line that surrendered 25 fewer sacks
(43) than in 2005 (68).

Prior to joining the Texans in 2006, Benton spent two seasons
(2004-05) with the St. Louis Rams, coaching an offensive line that
was anchored by All-Pro T Orlando Pace. In 2005, the Rams offen-
sive line helped All-Pro RB Stephen Jackson rush for 1,046, the first
1,000-yard season of his career.

Prior to the NFL, Benton spent 17 years coaching at the collegiate
level. He began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at Colo-
rado State (1987-90) before moving on to California University (PA),
where he coached the offensive line and served as the recruiting
coordinator (1990-94).
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Benton returned to Colorado State in 1995, where he spent nine
years as offensive line coach (1995-99) and co-offensive coordina-
tor (2000-03).

A native of Durango, CO, Benton was a four-year starter as an of-
fensive lineman at Colorado State (1983-86) and earned honorable
mention All-WAC honors during his junior and senior seasons. He
was named to the WAC’s All-Academic team as a senior in 1986.
Benton and his wife, Nicole, have two children: Gabrielle and Paige.

Daniel Bullocks enters his first season as the 49ers assistant defen-
sive backs coach after spending the 2016 season in the same role
with the Jacksonville Jaguars.

In 2016, Bullocks worked with defensive backs coach DeWayne
Walker and helped the Jaguars pass defense rank third in fewest
yards allowed per pass attempt (6.58), fifth in fewest passing yards
per game allowed (215.3), sixth in fewest total yards allowed (321.7
yards allowed per game and eighth in third down conversion de-
fense (371%). CB Jalen Ramsey, selected fifth overall in the 2016
NFL Draft, started all 16 games for Jacksonville while leading the
team and all rookies with 14 passes defensed en route to being
named to the PFWA All-Rookie team. In Week 15 against Tennessee,
Ramsey intercepted Titans QB Matt Cassel in the fourth quarter
and returned it 30 yards for a touchdown, becoming the first rook-
ie in franchise history to record an interception return for a touch-
down. According to game book statistics, S Johnathan Cyprien led
all defensive backs with 126 tackles.

Prior to Jacksonville, Bullocks spent one season (2015) as assistant
coach/cornerbacks at Eastern Michigan University. Bullocks helped
EMU improve from 11th in pass defense in 2014 (274.8 pass yards
allowed per game) to second in pass defense (202.8 pass yards al-
lowed per game) in 2015 among Mid-American Conference teams.

Prior to Eastern Michigan, Bullocks spent three seasons (2012-14)
at the University of Northern lowa where he served as assistant
coach/secondary. In three seasons at UNI, Bullocks helped the Pan-
thers reach new heights, spending a combined 23 weeks ranked in
the Football Championship Subdivision (FCS) polls.

During the 2014 campaign, Bullocks’ secondary totaled 17 inter-
ceptions and three players from his defensive backfield were rec-
ognized by the Missouri Valley Football Conference (MVFC) for
all-conference accolades. UNI ranked second in scoring defense
(19.9 points per game allowed), second in total defense (313.6 yards
per game allowed) and fifth in passing defense (206.6 pass yards
allowed per game) among all MVFC teams. Nationally among all
FCS teams, UNI ranked first in sacks (46) and eight in fewest rush-
ing yards allowed (107.0).

In 2013, Northern lowa ranked second in scoring defense (18.8
points per game allowed), third in total defense (334.5 yards per
game allowed) and fifth in passing defense (202.9 pass yards al-
lowed per game) among all MVFC teams. Under Bullock’s guid-
ance, CB Ray Mitchell ranked second in the conference with four
interceptions.
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Originally a second-round pick (40th overall) by the Detroit Lions
in the 2006 draft, Bullocks appeared in 31 games (22 starts) and
totaled 115 tackles, four passes defensed, three fumble recoveries,
one forced fumble and 1.0 sack during his four-year (2006-09) NFL
career with Detroit. In 2008, he was the team’s Ed Block Courage
Award winner and was recipient of the Chuck Hughes Most Im-
proved Player Award.

Bullocks played collegiately at the University of Nebraska (2001-
05), where he appeared in 48 games at safety and recorded 226
tackles, the third most in school history among defensive backs. In
2005, he earned Second-Team All-Big 12 honors and was named to
the Big 12 Fall Commissioner’s Academic Roll in 2005. That season,
he set the school record with 22 passes defensed as a safety while
the Blackshirts led the nation with 50 sacks.

In 2003, the Blackshirts led the nation in pass efficiency defense
(88.66) and turnover margin (+1.77 per game) while ranking second
in scording defense (14.5 points per game allowed) and 11th in total
defense (297.2 yards allowed per game). That season, the Black-
shirts set the Big 12 and school record with 32 interceptions.

A native of Chattanooga, TN, Bullocks earned his degree in sociol-
ogy in 2005. He is the founder of the Bullocks Foundation, which
mentors and establishes scholarships for student-athletes to fur-
ther education in his hometown. Bullocks and his wife, Vanessa
have four children: Bella, Thalia, Starlet and Liv.

With Kansas City, Embree worked with a Chiefs defense that led the
NFL with 104 passes defensed and tied for the most interceptions
(18). Prior to his year in Kansas City, Embree was a graduate assis-
tant/offensive assistant for the UCLA football program in 2014 as
well as a graduate assistant/defensive assistant for the school the
year prior. He joined UCLA after one year (2012) as a graduate as-
sistant/offensive assistant at UCLA.

Embree played collegiately at UCLA for four seasons (2008-11)
where he ranked third on the team in receptions (20) as a senior af-
ter either leading or ranking second in catches and receiving yards
in each of his first three seasons. He appeared in all 50 games (32
starts) at UCLA and finished with 137 receptions for 1,776 yards (13.0
average) and four touchdowns.

Embree left UCLA ranked eighth on the school’s all-time list for re-
ceptions and 13th in receiving yards.

Jeff Hafley enters his second season as the 49ers defensive backs
coach after spending the previous two seasons (2014-15) as the
secondary coach with the Cleveland Browns.

Last season, Hafley worked with a 49ers secondary that saw CB
Tramaine Brock and DB Jimmie Ward each register career highs in
passes defensed. Rookie CB Rashard Robinson played in 14 games
(six starts) as he finished third on the team with eight passes de-
fensed and one interception. San Francisco’s defense saw its pass
defense go from 27th in the NFL the year prior to 14th in 2016
(240.5).

In 2015, S Donte Whitner finished second on the team with 81 tack-
les while adding four passes defensed and a career-high 1.5 sacks,
while CB Tramon Williams led the team with 10 passes defensed.

During his first season as the secondary coach with the Browns in
2014, Cleveland led the NFL in opponent passer rating (74.1), oppo-
nent completion percentage (57.1) and passes defensed (99) while
finishing second in the league with 21 interceptions, the team’s
highest total since 2008. CB Joe Haden, Whitner and S Tashaun
Gipson were each selected to the Pro Bowl, marking the first time
in franchise history that three defensive backs were selected to the
Pro Bowl in the same year. Despite missing the final five games of
the season, Gipson finished second in the NFL with six intercep-
tions. Cleveland allowed 69 fewer points than they did in 2013 and
ranked ninth in scoring defense (211 PPG). His secondary was part
of a defensive unit that led the NFL in opponent quarterback rat-
ing (74.1), ranked second in interceptions (21), and tied for fourth in
takeaways (29) in 2014.

Prior to joining the Browns, Hafley spent two years (2012-13) with
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. In 2013, as the team’s secondary/safe-
ties coach, Hafley oversaw a unit that finished tied for third in the
league in interceptions (21) and takeaways (31). CB Darrell Revis
earned Pro Bowl honors as he registered 50 tackles and 11 passes
defended.

In 2012, his first year in the NFL, Hafley served as an assistant de-
fensive backs coach for the Buccaneers. He helped rookie S Mark
Barron finish second among rookie defensive backs in tackles (88)
and passes defensed (10) while CB Ronde Barber registered a team-
high four interceptions in his transition from cornerback to safety.

Before entering the NFL, Hafley spent 11 seasons in the collegiate
ranks, including coaching stints at Rutgers University (2011), the
University of Pittsburgh (2006-10), the University of Albany (2002-
05) and Worcester Polytechnic University (2001).

During Hafley’s only season at Rutgers, the Scarlet Knights were
the ninth-ranked passing defense in the country (172.3 yards per
game) while S Duron Harmon earned First-Team All-Big East hon-
ors and CB Logan Ryan received a second-team selection. Both
Harmon and Ryan were drafted in the third round of the 2013 NFL
draft by the New England Patriots.
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Prior to joining Rutgers, Hafley spent five seasons at the University
of Pittsburgh, coaching the secondary (2008-10) and as a defen-
sive assistant/cornerbacks coach (2006-07).

In 2010, Pittsburgh ranked 15th in the country in points allowed
per game (19.0) and 19th in passing yards allowed per game (185.1.
Hafley coached a secondary that recorded 15 interceptions and 52
passes defensed in helping Pittsburgh to a 10-3 record in 2009. In
Hafley’s first season as the secondary coach for Pittsburgh in 2008,
the unit registered 16 interceptions and 53 passes defensed while
allowing 193.0 passing yards per game.

During his first season at Pittsburgh (2006), he helped mentor CB
Darrell Revis, who was named a finalist for the Jim Thorpe Award
as the nation’s top cornerback and was selected in the first round of
the 2007 NFL Draft (14th overall) by the New York Jets.

Hafley began his coaching career as the running backs coach at
Worcester Polytechnic University (2001) prior to spending four
seasons at the University of Albany, where he was a defensive tack-
les coach (2002-03) and defensive backs coach (2004-05). During
his time at Albany, Hafley oversaw the development of CB Kurt
Campbell, who went on to become the first player in school history
to be selected in the NFL Draft.

A native of Montvale, NJ, Hafley was a four-year wide receiver at Si-
ena College from 1997-2000. He graduated cum laude in 2001 with
a bachelor’s degree in history from Siena and earned his master’s
from Albany in 2003. Hafley is married to the former Gina Pompo-
nio.

Johnny Holland enters his first season as the 49ers linebackers
coach after spending the 2016 season as the inside linebackers
coach with the Cleveland Browns.

With Cleveland, Holland worked with a linebacking corps that was
lead by LBs Christian Kirksey and Demario Davis. In his first season
as a full-time starter, Kirksey registered a career-high 143 tackles,
the fifth-most in the NFL according to game book statistics. After
signing with the Browns as a free agent, Davis finished second on
the team with 99 tackles.

Holland went to Cleveland following three seasons (2013-15) in
the Canadian Football League (CFL). He served as the lineback-
ers coach with the B.C. Lions from 2014-15 and the Saskatchewan
in 2013 and helped guide the Roughriders win the Grey Cup in his
lone season with the team.

Before his time in the CFL, Holland was linebackers coach with the
Oakland Raiders (2012) after one season (2011) with the Virginia De-
stroyers of the United Football League (UFL), helping the team win
the league championship.

Holland served as linebackers coach for five seasons (2006-10)
with the Houston Texans. Under Holland’s tutelage, LB DeMeco
Ryan (2006) and LB Brian Cushing (2009) each earn Associated
Press Defensive Rookie of the Year honors. In 2009, Cushing reg-
istered 133 tackles, according to game book statistics, four sacks
and four interceptions as the Texans reached nine wins, the highest
total in franchise history at the time.

Holland began coaching in the NFL as a defensive quality con-
trol coach with the Green Bay Packers from 1995-97. In 1998, he
coached the Packers special teams and later spent one season
(1999) as the team’s linebackers coach. He was part of Green Bay’s
staff that won back-to-back NFC Championships, including a victo-
ry in Super Bowl XXXI.

Originally a second-round (41st overall) draft pick by the Packers
in the 1987 NFL Draft, Holland played seven seasons (1987-93) with
the Packers where he registered 100-or-more tackles in each of
his final six seasons. In 1992, he led Green Bay with 145 tackles and
helped the team to its first playoff victory in 11 years. Holland was
inducted in the Packers Hall of Fame in 2001.

A native of Hempstead, TX, Holland was a four-year letterman
(1983-86) at Texas A&M University where he led the Aggies in tack-
les in each of his final three seasons. He was enshrined in the Texas
A&M Hall of Fame in 1993 as well as the Cotton Bowl Hall of Fame
in 2000.

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Stan Kwan enters his 27th season in the NFL and first as the 49ers
assistant special teams coach. He joins San Francisco after four sea-
sons (2013-16) as the assistant special teams coach with the New
Orleans Saints.

In 2016, Saints P Thomas Morstead ranked fourth in the NFL with
a 48.3 punting average. Rookie K Wil Lutz made 28 of his 34 field
goal attempts (82.4 percent) and 49 of 50 extra points last season.

New Orleans’ punt return unit was led by rookie RB/RS Marcus
Murphy in 2015, who returned the first punt for a touchdown by a
member of the Saints since 2011, scoring on a 74-yard punt return
at Carolina. The units also registered a blocked punt recovered for
a touchdown, blocked two kicks, returning one blocked extra point
attempt for the first defensive two-point conversion since the NFL
implemented 2015 rules changes.

Kwan joined New Orleans after three seasons (2010-12) in the same
role with the Buffalo Bills. In 2012, the Bills led the NFL in punt re-
turn average (171 average), registered two return touchdowns and
ranked fourth in kickoff return average (27.0).

Rich Scangarello (scain-guh-REL-oh) enters his first season as the
49ers quarterbacks coach. He joins San Francisco after spending
the 2016 season as the offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach
at Wagner College.

Scangarello joined Wagner following one season (2015) as an of-
fensive assistant with the Atlanta Falcons. In Atlanta, he assisted
the offensive line with run-game preparation and coordinated the
defensive scout team for the offense.

Before joining the Falcons, Scangarello spent three seasons (2012-
14) as offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at Northern
Arizona University. In 2012, Scangarello worked with QB Cary Gros-
sart at NAU, who finished his career with the top completion per-
centage in school history (66.3). He also registered the second-best
completion percentage in a single season with 66.7.

With Washington, Slowik worked closely with OLBs Rob Jackson
and Ryan Kerrigan. Jackson started 14 games in 2012 after replac-
ing OLB Brian Orakpo who suffered a season-ending injury.

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Adam Stenavich enters his first season as the 49ers assistant of-
fensive line coach. He joins San Francisco after serving as the of-
fensive line coach at San Jose State University for the previous two
seasons (2015-16).

In 2016, San Jose State averaged 155.1 rushing yards per game and
finished with 16 touchdowns on the ground. During his first season
of 2015 with the Spartans, San Jose State rushed for 2,378 yards
and 24 touchdowns and added 2,882 passing yards and 21 touch-
downs, becoming the second team in Spartans history to register
2,000-or-more yards rushing with more than 20 touchdowns and
throw for 2,000-or-more yards and at least 20 touchdowns (1976).
T Wes Schweitzer earned Second-Team All-Mountain West honors
and was later selected by the Atlanta Falcons in the sixth round
(195th overall) of the 2016 NFL Draft. T Nate Velichko was named
All-Mountain West Honorable Mention after starting every game at
right tackle after spending the 2014 season at right guard.

Jason Tarver enters his 16th season in the NFL and his first as the
team’s senior defensive assistant, having served the 2016 season
as outside linebackers coach and 2015 as the team’s senior de-
fensive assistant/linebackers coach. A 49ers assistant coach from
2001-10, he is a former defensive coordinator at the professional
and collegiate levels, and is a veteran of 21 coaching seasons.

In 2016, Tarver worked with LB Ahmad Brooks as he tallied six
sacks for the eighth-consecutive season, and is one of five active
players to accomplish that feat. After returning to the 49ers in 2015,
second-year LB Aaron Lynch set a career high with 6.5 sacks under
Tarver’s guidance, which tied for the team lead with Brooks.

Tarver served as the defensive coordinator for the Oakland Raiders
from 2012-14. He helped oversee a unit that ranked 10th in the NFL
in yards per carry allowed (4.05) over his three seasons. In his first
season as the Raiders defensive coordinator, Oakland’s defense im-
proved from 29th overall in 2011 to 18th in 2012.

Prior to his time in Oakland, Tarver served as the co-defensive co-
ordinator/inside linebackers coach at Stanford University in 2011.
Under his guidance, the Cardinal defense ranked third in the nation
in rushing yards allowed per game (84.4) and 11th in points allowed
per game (16.41). Stanford finished the season with an 11-2 record,
ranked seventh in the final Associated Press poll and competed in
the Fiesta Bowl.

From 2001-10, Tarver was a member of the 49ers coaching staff.
Over his decade-long tenure with the team, he spent time as an of-
fensive quality control coach (2001-03), assistant running backs/of-
fensive assistant (2004) and outside linebackers coach (2005-10).

In 20009, Tarver’s outside linebackers registered 15 takeaways, 17.5
sacks and nine forced fumbles, while leading a defense that ranked
sixth in the NFL in rushing yards allowed per game (97.0). The
49ers defense also ranked tied for third in the NFL in sacks (44),
tied for first in forced fumbles (21) and fourth in points allowed per
game (17.6). San Francisco’s run defense experienced similar suc-
cess in 2010, ranking sixth in rushing yards allowed per game for
the second consecutive season (96.7).

Before joining the 49ers staff, Tarver spent three years as a grad-
uate assistant with UCLA from 1998-00. He worked primarily with
defensive backs, while also assisting with special teams. During his
tenure with the Bruins, he helped produce several future NFL play-
ers, including CBs Ricky Manning and Jason Bell, and S Marques
Anderson.

Tarver played football at West Valley Junior College in Saratoga
from 1994-95. He then spent the following two seasons as an assis-
tant coach on the West Valley staff, supporting linebackers, defen-
sive backs and special teams.

A Northern California native, Tarver and his wife, Katie, have two
sons: Merrick and Keegan. He earned his bachelor’s degree in
chemistry in 1997 from Santa Clara University and later earned
his master’s degree in biochemistry and molecular biology from
UCLA, where he received the departmental prize for distinguished
teaching in 1998 and 2000.

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Robert Turner Jr. enters his first season as the 49ers running backs
coach after spending the previous two seasons in the same capac-
ity with the Atlanta Falcons. A veteran of 21 NFL seasons, Turner
is responsible for overseeing three of the top nine rookie rushing
seasons in NFL history [Alfred Morris - 1,613 rushing yards in 2012
(3rd); Clinton Portis - 1,508 rushing yards in 2002 (7th); Mike Ander-
son - 1,487 rushing yards in 2000 (t-8th)].

In 2016, the Falcons ranked fifth in the league in rushing yards per
game (120.5) and tied for third in the NFL with 20 rushing touch-
downs. RB Devonta Freeman registered 1,079 rushing yards and
13 total touchdowns, the fifth most among running backs, to earn
his second consecutive Pro Bowl selection. Freeman also ranked
fifth among running backs with 54 receptions for 462 yards. Part
of a two-pronged attack, RB Tevin Coleman registered 520 rushing
yards, 421 receiving yards and 11 total touchdowns on the year.

In 2015, Freeman earned his first All-Pro and Pro Bowl selections
as he was one of seven players to eclipse the 1,000 rushing yard
mark (1,056) and tied for the NFL lead with 11 rushing touchdowns.
Freeman’s 1,634 total yards from scrimmage ranked fifth among all
players during the 2015 season.

Prior to Atlanta, Turner spent four seasons (2010-13) as assistant
head coach and running backs coach for the Washington Redskins.

In 2013, Washington ranked fifth in the NFL with 135.3 rushing yards
per game and finished with 61 rushes of 10-or-more yards, the
fourth most in the league. Morris finished the year ranked fourth
in the NFL with 1,275 rushing yards to earn his first career Pro Bowl
berth.

In 2012, the Redskins set a franchise record with 2,709 rushing
yards, led the NFL 169.3 rushing yards per game, and ranked sec-
ond in yards per carry (5.22) and rushing touchdowns (22). Turner
helped Morris set a franchise record with 1,613 rushing yards, as a
rookie. Morris’ 1,613 rushing yards were the fourth most by rookie in
NFL history (Eric Dickerson - 1,808 yards in 1983; George Roberts -
1,674 yards in 1981; Ezekiel Elliot - 1,631 yards in 2016).

In 2011, Turner oversaw the development of rookie RBs Roy Helu
and Evan Royster. Helu finished the year as the team’s leading rush-
er with 640 yards, the second-highest yardage total among rookies
that season. In Weeks 12-14, Helu became the first rookie running
back in Washington history to post three consecutive 100-yard
games. In Weeks 16 and 17, Royster rushed for more than 100 yards
in each game, making Helu and Royster the first rookie running
back tandem in NFL history to each post consecutive 100-yard
rushing games in a season.

During his first season in Washington, Turner helped develop RB
Ryan Torain into a feature back as he posted career highs in at-
tempts (164), rushing yards (742) and touchdowns (four). Under
Turner, Torain ran for 172 yards against Tampa Bay in Week 14, the
10th-highest total in Redskins history.
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Turner went to Washington after spending the previous 15 seasons
(1995-2009) as the running backs coach of the Denver Broncos,
where he was part of teams that earned two Super Bowl champi-
onships (Super Bowl XXXII and Super Bowl XXXIII), three AFC West
titles (1996, 1998, 2005) and seven playoff berths (1996-98, 2000,
2003-05).

Turner worked with 2017 Pro Football Hall of Fame inductee RB
Terrell Davis, who was named AP Most Valuable Player (1998) and
AP Offensive Player of the Year (1996, 1998) while helping lead the
Broncos to back-to-back Super Bowl titles. During his seven-year
(1995-2001) NFL career, all under Turner’s tutelage, Davis rushed
for 7,607 yards and 60 touchdowns, while delivering 1,140 rushing
yards and 12 touchdowns in eight playoff games.

Davis’ 97.5 rushing yards per game in the regular season is the
third-highest total in league history among running backs who
recorded rushing attempts in at least 75 games, while his 142.5
rushing yards per game in the postseason is the highest average
in league history for running backs who had registered rushing at-
tempts in at least five playoff games.

During his 15 seasons in Denver, the Broncos produced the most
rushing yards (32,829) and the most total yards (86,523) in the NFL.
Over that span, six different running backs rushed for 1,000-or-
more yards in a single season, including Davis (four times), Clin-
ton Portis and Mike Anderson (twice), and Tatum Bell, Reuben
Droughns and Olandis Gary (once).

Turner helped the Broncos record 11 individual 1,000-yard rushing
seasons during his tenure, a total that includes a four-year streak
of having a different 1,000-yard rusher each season (2003-06). Un-
der Turner, the Broncos ranked among the NFL’s top five in rushing
during 10 of his 15 seasons, with 16 different running backs posting
at least one 100-yard rushing game in the regular season or play-
offs.

Before his arrival in Denver, Turner was assistant head coach, offen-
sive coordinator and running backs coach for four seasons (1991-




94) at Purdue. During his tenure, the Boilermakers running game
and entire offense improved each season, going from 106th in the
nation in 1990 to 12th in 1994, a season in which the team rushed
for a school record 36 rushing touchdowns. That year, Turner guid-
ed All-Big Ten second-team selection Mike Alstott (1,188 yards and
14 TDs), the school’s first 1,000-yard rusher since 1976. In 1991, Turn-
er coached the Big Ten Freshman of the Year RB Corey Rogers.

Prior to Purdue, Turner served as the running backs coach for two
seasons (1989-90) at Ohio State University, during which time the
Buckeyes went to two bowl games and had one of the most prolific
running games in the Big Ten.

Turner’s 1990 backfield was highlighted by Big Ten and National
Freshman of the Year Robert Smith, who finished the season with
1,126 yards and eight touchdowns. In 1989, the Buckeyes led the Big
Ten in rushing yards per game (241.0), total offense (4181 yards per
game) and scoring (29.5).

Before his stint at Ohio State, Turner coached the running backs at
Fresno State (1983-88) and at his alma mater, Indiana State (1975-
82). At Fresno State, he coached future pros RB Lavale Thomas
(Packers), RB Anthony Mosley (Bears) and RB Aaron Craver (Dol-
phins, Broncos, Chargers, Saints).

Turner began his collegiate coaching career at Indiana State, where
he spent eight years (1975-82) on staff. He began as running backs
and quarterbacks coach while also working as the team’s strength
and conditioning coordinator in 1975. In 1976, Turner became de-
fensive backs coach in addition to strength and conditioning co-
ordinator for two seasons before working as the team’s running
backs coach and special teams coordinator for four years (1978-81.
During his final year at Indiana State in 1982, he coached defensive
backs and served as special teams coordinator.

During his tenure on Indiana State’s coaching staff, Turner recruit-
ed and coached two All-American defensive backs in Wayne Davis
(1984) and Vencie Glenn (1985), both of whom went on to be sec-
ond round draft picks. He also helped ISU running back Vincent Al-
len post a 1,000-yard rushing season (1,022) in 1975.

Turner began his coaching career at Haworth (Kokomo, IN) High
School as an assistant with the football and basketball teams from
1972-74.

A native of East Chicago, IN, Turner was an all-conference defensive
back at Indiana State, where he played both football and basket-
ball. Turner ranks tied for second in school history with 16 career
interceptions, a total which includes nine in 1969, which is tied for
second most in a single season in team history. He earned his bach-
elor’s degree from Indiana State in health and physical education in
1972 before receiving his master’s degree from the school in educa-
tion/administration in 1976.

Turner attended East Chicago Washington High School, where he
played four sports (football, basketball, baseball and track). In 1993
he was inducted into the Indiana High School Basketball Hall of
Fame Silver Anniversary Team and was selected to the East Chica-
go Sports Hall of Fame in 1999.

Turner and his wife, Kimberly, have three daughters: Nacole, Krish-
ana and Kiaana.

Jeff Zgonina (ska-KNEE-nuh) enters his third season in the NFL and
first as the 49ers defensive line coach. He joins San Francisco after
spending the 2016 season as the New York Giants assistant defen-
sive line coach.

With the Giants, Zgonina worked with a defensive unit that ranked
second in the NFL, allowing 17.8 points per game. That unit also
finished tied for third in opponent rushing yards per game (88.6).
After signing with the Giants as a free agent, DE Olivier Vernon led
the team with 8.5 sacks while NT Damon Harrison registered career
highs in sacks (2.5) and tackles (86) while working with Zgonina
and defensive line coach Patrick Graham.

Zgonina previously served as assistant defensive line coach with
the Houston Texans for one season (2013). In Houston, he worked
with DE J.J. Watt, who led the team with 10.5 sacks and was named
All-Pro for the second time in his career.

Kray joins San Francisco after serving as the assistant director of
football operations at North Carolina State University for two sea-
sons (2015-16). Prior to his time at NC State, Kray was director of
football operations and player development at Ball State University

Kray has also spent time as director of football operations at Yale

Adam Peters enters his 15th season in the NFL and first as vice
president of player personnel for the 49ers. He joins the 49ers af-
ter spending the previous eight seasons (2009-16) with the Denver
Broncos.

In 2016, Peters was named the Broncos director of college scouting
after spending two seasons as the team’s assistant director of col-
lege scouting (2014-15). Peters spent three years as a national scout
(2011-13) after originally joining the Broncos as a regional scout in
20009.

As a member of Denver’s personnel department, Peters helped the
team acquire 27 players through the draft and college free agency
that were vital members of the Super Bowl 50 championship roster.

Peters joined the Broncos after spending six years (2003-08) with
the New England Patriots. In his first two seasons with the Patriots
as a scouting assistant, he was a part of two Super Bowl champion-
ship teams (XXXVIII in 2003 and XXXIX in 2004). In 2005, Peters
handled pro scouting duties for the team before serving as an area
scout in his final three seasons (2006-08) with the Patriots.
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Prior to the NFL, Peters spent one season (2002) as a football op-
erations graduate assistant at UCLA after playing defensive end for
the Bruins from 1999-2001. He transferred to UCLA from West Val-
ley Junior College (Saratoga, CA), where he played tight end for two
seasons (1997-98) and earned all-conference honors.

A native of Cupertino, CA, Peters attended Monta Visa High School
where he was a two-sport standout in football and baseball during
his prep career.
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SENIOR PERSONNEL EXECUTIVE

13TH NFL SEASON » 15T WITH 43ERS

Martin Mayhew is in his first season as the 49ers senior personnel
executive. He joins the 49ers after spending the 2016 season as the
director of football operations/special projects with the New York
Giants. In his role with the Giants, he worked all aspects of the sala-
ry cap, CBA compliance and player contract negotiations.

Prior to his time in New York, Mayhew spent 15 years (2001-15)
in the Detroit Lions organization, including the final seven as the
team’s general manager. Taking over as general manager following
the team’s winless season in 2008, he aided Detroit’s ascent to a
10-win season in 2011. Mayhew was responsible for the draft selec-
tions of Pro Bowlers QB Matthew Stafford and DE Ezekiel Ansah, as
well as 2010 AP Defensive Rookie of the Year DT Ndamukong Suh,
who was selected to four Pro Bowls as a member of the Lions. He
was also responsible for signing WR Golden Tate and S Glover Quin
in free agency, both of whom went on to earn Pro Bowl! honors in
Detroit.

In 2015, Detroit had five players selected to the Pro Bowl for the first
time since 2000 (WR Calvin Johnson, Tate, Stafford, Suh & Quin).
The previous year, Mayhew constructed a Lions team that won 11
games for the fourth time in franchise history. That year, Detroit
finished second in total defense and third in points allowed, led
by their top-ranked rush defense that allowed just 69.3 yards per
game, which stands as the ninth fewest rushing yards allowed per
game in NFL history.

Mayhew first joined the Lions organization in 2001 as the senior
director of football administration/staff counsel. In 2003, he was
promoted to senior vice president of football administration/staff
counsel and was appointed senior vice president and assistant
general manager in 2004. In 2008, Mayhew was promoted to gen-
eral manager.
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Originally a 10th round selection (262nd overall) by the Buffalo Bills
in the 1988 NFL Draft, Mayhew played nine seasons in the NFL.
During his career with Buffalo (1988), Washington (1989-92) and
Tampa Bay (1993-96), he appeared in 118 games (107 starts) and
registered 473 tackles, 21 interceptions, four forced fumbles and 1.0
sack. In 1991, Mayhew started and was a member of the Super Bowl
XXVI champion Washington Redskins.

A native of Tallahassee, FL, Mayhew graduated from Florida State
University with a degree in business management and earned his
law degree from Georgetown University’s Law Center in 2000.
While at FSU, he was a National Merit and Achievement Scholar
and earned GTE CoSIDA Academic All-America honors. He was also
a two-sport athlete, lettering on both the Seminoles football and
track teams. During the 1999 season while attending law school,
Mayhew spent nine months as an intern in the Redskins person-
nel department. He also had two separate internship stints with
the NFL league office in both the labor operations and legal de-
partments before joining the Lions in 2001. He is a member of The
Florida Bar.
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Ran Carthon enters his 10th season in the NFL and first as direc-
tor of pro personnel with San Francisco. He spent the previous five
seasons (2012-16) as director of pro personnel with the St. Louis/
Los Angeles Rams.

In his role with the 49ers, Carthon manages the coordination and
day-to-day operations of the Pro Personnel department, including
assistance with the coordination of free agency, the evaluation of
the unrestricted free agent market and oversight of the evalua-
tions of NFL players. He also provides input into personnel deci-
sions concerning the team’s acquisition of veteran talent through
free agency, trades and the waiver system. Carthon also oversees
creation of advanced scouting reports for all upcoming 49ers op-
ponents in order to assist the coaching staff in their preparations.

During his tenure with the Rams, Carthon played a vital role in a
personnel department that drafted consecutive Associated Press
Rookie of the Year Award winners in DT Aaron Donald (Defense -
2014) and RB Todd Gurley (Offense - 2015). From 2012-16, the Rams
organization also had nine players selected to the Pro Football
Writers Association of America’s All-Rookie team. During free agen-
cy this offseason, the Rams signed sought after free agents such as
three-time Pro Bowl T Andrew Whitworth and WR Robert Woods.
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Carthon joined the Rams following four seasons (2008-11) as a pro
scout with the Atlanta Falcons. In Atlanta, he worked closely with
current Rams general manager Les Snead, who was the Falcons di-
rector of player personnel during that time.

On August 18th, 2017, as part of 49ers partnership with the Make-
A-Wish Foundation, Goodwin spent the day with Austin DeMello,
a 12-year-old 49ers fan from San Diego. The two toured the 49ers
facility, had lunch together and even played a game of Madden 17,
which Austin won. Austin was diagnosed with a brain tumor, but
he and his family don’t let that stop him from fighting and enjoy-
ing each day. “The fact that Austin’s family comes out here, they’re
supporting him, loving him and not giving up on him, | love that,”
Goodwin said, “because my mom didn’t give up on my sister.”
Goodwin’s older sister, Deja, suffers from cerebral palsy and is un-
able to walk. Before Austin and his family went back to San Diego,
Marquise left him with a message to remember when times get
tough. “Just know that you’ve got a lot of people that love you and
care about you,” Goodwin told Austin, “including the 49ers.”
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« As part of the 49ers annual Thanksgiving celebrations, Goodwin
and his teammates visited Cityteam San Jose to serve a holiday
feast to over 300 people in need. Guests enjoyed turkey along
with all of the usual holiday sides, while getting to know the 49ers.

In 2012, Goodwin won the long jump
title at the 2012 U.S. Olympic Trials
(27-4.25) and finished 10th in the
London Olympics. By qualifying for
the Olympics, he became the first
collegian to win both the Olympic
Trials and the NCAA Outdoor long-
jump competition in the same year
since 1960. Goodwin was a two-time
NCAA long jump champion, seven-
time All-American and five-time Big
12 champion in the long jump during
his career at the University of Texas.

Goodwin began his track & field ca-
