MASAI UJIRI
PRESIDENT & GENERAL MANAGER

On May 31, 2013, Masai Ujiri was named President and General Manager, Basketball Operations. He returned to the organization where 
he received his first front office position in 2007.  

Ujiri, 44, is considered one of the more proactive executives in the NBA. Whether through trades, shrewd draft picks, scouting or analytics 
he is aggressively trying to think of new ways to build his roster. In his four seasons overseeing basketball operations with Toronto and 
Denver, Ujiri’s teams have compiled a 242-152 (.614) mark. His squads have also posted an impressive 144-53 (.731) home court record. 

In his two campaigns at the helm of the Raptors the club has won back-to-back Atlantic Division titles with 48 and 49-win seasons. 

In the offseason, Ujiri continued to reshape the roster returning to a more defensive-minded focus with the signing of free agents Bismack 
Biyombo, DeMarre Carroll, Canadian Cory Joseph and veteran Luis Scola. 

Heading into last season, Ujiri managed to retain three key contributors re-signing free agents Patrick Patterson, Greivis Vasquez and 
starting point guard Kyle Lowry, as well as adding more depth off the bench with the acquisitions of veterans James Johnson and Lou Williams. The Raptors won a 
second consecutive Atlantic Division championship and recorded a club record 49 victories.

When Ujiri returned to the Raptors he inherited a team that had not been to the postseason since 2008. Under his leadership the club posted 48 wins, an Atlantic 
Division title and the third-seed in the Eastern Conference. Following a slow start to the 2013-14 campaign, Ujiri pulled the trigger on a seven-player trade with 
Sacramento on December 9 that brought valuable bench depth in Chuck Hayes, Patterson, John Salmons and Vasquez to Toronto. From that point forward the Raptors 
posted the best record in the Eastern Conference at 41-22. 

Ujiri spent three seasons as Executive Vice President of Basketball Operations for the Denver Nuggets prior to joining the Raptors. He was named 2012-13 NBA Executive 
of the Year after leading the Nuggets to a team-record 57 wins and a league-best 38-3 home court mark. Ujiri helped construct a young, athletic roster that captured 
the No. 3 seed in the Western Conference despite being the third-youngest team at the start of the season.

In Denver, Ujiri is best known for a 12-player deal February 22, 2011 that sent All-Star forward Carmelo Anthony to the New York Knicks. That trade is heralded as a 
textbook example on how to receive high value in exchange for a pending free agent.  

Ujiri got his NBA front office start in Toronto in 2007 joining the franchise as director of global scouting. He was elevated to assistant general manager, player personnel 
in 2008. His duties included overseeing the scouting and personnel departments, talent assessment and related data management.

On August 27, 2010, Ujiri became the first African-born GM in the NBA when he was hired to run the Nuggets’ basketball operations department. It was also his 
second stint with the club after working as a scout from 2003-06 and the team’s director of international scouting during the 2006-07 season. Prior to joining Denver, 
he worked as an international scout for the Orlando Magic.

A native of Nigeria, Ujiri brings tremendous knowledge and extensive global connections to the Raptors front office. He played professionally in Europe for six years, 
with stops in Belgium, Germany, England, Greece and Finland. He has scouted all over the world, including Europe, Africa, Asia and South America.

Ujiri has also managed and coached the Nigerian junior and senior national teams.

On a humanitarian level, Ujiri has been tireless in his efforts to promote and develop the game of basketball throughout Africa. He is the founder of the Giants of Africa 
Foundation, which launched the Top 50 and Big Man camps in his homeland. He has also served as the director of the NBA’s Basketball Without Borders program 
since 2002.

In August, Ujiri joined NBA executives, players and alumni for NBA Africa Game 2015 in Johannesburg. Ujiri served as General Manager for Team Africa as the NBA 
played its first game on the continent with a Team Africa vs. Team World format.

Ujiri was introduced to basketball at age 13 and quickly fell in love with the game. He went on to play at Bismarck State College and Montana State University-Billings 
(formerly Eastern Montana College).

WAYNE EMBRY
SENIOR BASKETBALL ADVISOR

Wayne Embry embodies and lives by “P” words: preparation, perception, perseverance, persistence, pride and passion. Others 
will use another “P” word – pioneer – to describe a man who has made his mark during a long and storied basketball career.

Embry joined the Raptors on June 7, 2004 as senior basketball advisor. He took charge of the basketball operations area as Interim 
GM from January 26, 2006 – February 28, 2006. Over the course of that time, Embry engineered two trades (Aaron Williams to New 
Orleans/Oklahoma City and Jalen Rose to New York) to create significant salary cap space for his successor, Bryan Colangelo, to 
rebuild the roster in the offseason. 

Embry has been affiliated with the NBA for more than 50 years as a player and front office executive. While Embry enjoyed a 
successful 11-year career as a player, he will be forever remembered in professional sports circles for being the first African 
American to be general manager and a president of an NBA club. 

Embry became the first African American general manager in professional sports when he was named to the post by the Milwaukee 
Bucks in 1972. He served in that capacity for eight years leading the Bucks to two seasons of 59 or more wins and four postseason appearances, including 
the 1974 Finals.  

Prior to joining Milwaukee’s front office Embry was called upon by Bucks’ ownership to encourage his former teammate/roommate Oscar Robertson to accept 
a trade to Milwaukee. The move paired Robertson with Lew Alcindor, the first overall pick from the 1969 NBA Draft. The duo led Milwaukee to the 1971 NBA 
title, making the Bucks the fastest expansion team in sports history to win a championship.   

From 1985-92, Embry served as vice-president and general manager of the Cleveland Cavaliers. He moved to an executive vice-president position with the 
club from 1992-94, and in 1994 once again made history by becoming the first African American NBA team president and chief operating officer. Under his 
direction the Cavaliers won 40 or more games 10 times, 50 or more on three occasions and advanced to the Eastern Conference Final in 1992. Embry earned 
The Sporting News Executive of the Year honours in 1992 and 1998, as well as being named Sports Illustrated’s Executive of the Year in 1998. 

The 6-foot-8, 240-pound Embry was known as “The Wall” during his playing days for his ability to set solid picks. He appeared in 831 regular season NBA 
games, averaging 12.5 points and 9.1 rebounds. He averaged double figures in points in eight of his 11 seasons. He participated in 56 postseason contests 
where he contributed an average of 10.1 points and 8.0 rebounds, including tallies of 16.3 points and 13.5 rebounds in the 1963 playoffs. 

Embry began his NBA career in 1958 with the Cincinnati Royals, where he played eight seasons, including the final four as team captain. He earned first-
team All-NBA honours for five consecutive seasons (1961-65). He joined the Boston Celtics for two campaigns (1966-68) and helped the Celtics capture 
the 1968 NBA championship with a 4-2 series triumph over the Los Angeles Lakers. He finished his playing career the following year as the first captain in 
Milwaukee Bucks history. 

A native of Springfield, Ohio, Embry was a two-time honourable mention All-America selection at Miami (Ohio) University. He was the team’s leading scorer, 
team captain and MVP in 1957 and 1958, and is the fourth player in school history to have his jersey (No. 23) retired. He earned a Bachelor of Science degree 
in education and a minor in business administration from Miami. 

Embry has sat on several non-profit and corporate boards, including the Federal Reserve Bank of Cleveland where he played a large role in shaping monetary 
and economic policies. He received numerous leadership awards including the Sports Business Journal’s Champions Award, the Global Sports Management 
Summit’s Lifetime Achievement Award and the Giant Steps Award from the National Consortium for Academics and Sports.   

Embry was enshrined at the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame in 1999 and the Ohio Basketball Hall of Fame in 2006. He had his high school and collegiate 
uniform numbers retired and has a road named in his honour in Clark County, Ohio.

Embry is married to Terri, and is the father of three children: Debbie, Jill and Wayne Jr.

JEFF WELTMAN
EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT, BASKETBALL OPERATIONS

Jeff Weltman was named Executive Vice President, 
Basketball Operations in 2013 after five seasons as 
assistant general manager with the Milwaukee Bucks. 

Weltman came to Milwaukee following one year as 
the Director of Basketball Administration in Detroit 
and five as the Assistant General Manager with the 
Denver Nuggets (2001-06).

With the Bucks, Weltman assisted John Hammond in 
all basketball, salary cap and administrative matters. 
With Detroit, Weltman helped coordinate many of the 

team’s day-to-day operations.

During his tenure in Denver, he helped engineer personnel moves that shifted the 
Nuggets from a struggling team with no salary cap flexibility to one of the up-and-
coming teams in the NBA. The Nuggets won 49 games in 2004-05, the fourth-most 
since the franchise joined the NBA in 1976. In 2003-04, the Nuggets posted the 
sixth-biggest turnaround in NBA history, improving their win total by 26 games and 
reaching the playoffs for the first time since 1995.

Weltman joined the Nuggets after working 13 seasons with the Los Angeles Clippers, 
where he had served as director of player personnel since 1994. In that role, he 
oversaw the team’s scouting department and contributed to many other aspects of 
the club’s day-to-day basketball operations. 

The New York native originally joined the Clippers as video coordinator in 1988 
and was immediately elevated to a scouting position. During his last season in 
Los Angeles (2000-01), the Clippers improved their win total by 16 - the biggest 
turnaround in the league.

Weltman graduated in 1987 from Oberlin College in Oberlin, Ohio, where he earned 
two Varsity letters in basketball. He and his wife, Alexis, have 10-year-old twin 
daughters, Lucy and JJ.

BOBBY WEBSTER
VICE PRESIDENT, BASKETBALL MANAGEMENT & STRATEGY

Bobby Webster joined the Raptors’ front office in 
2013 as the first hire by Raptors President and 
General Manager Masai Ujiri. In his role as Vice 
President, Basketball Management & Strategy, 
Webster provides his CBA expertise on strategic 
team and roster planning, along with involvement 
in player acquisitions.  

Webster came to the Raptors after working for the 
NBA league office in New York for seven seasons, 
most recently in the role of Associate Director, 

Salary Cap Management. He brings with him a vast working knowledge of the 
NBA’s Collective Bargaining Agreement (CBA). He was part of the NBA league 
office team that worked with the NBA Labor Relations Committee to negotiate 
the most recent CBA with the National Basketball Players Association. While 
at the NBA, Webster advised front office personnel from all 30 teams on 
CBA matters related to salary cap and luxury tax planning, player contract 
negotiations and trade proposals. He also played a lead role in the NBA league 
office’s player contract analytics efforts.

TERESA RESCH
VICE PRESIDENT, BASKETBALL OPERATIONS / PLAYER DEVELOPMENT

Teresa Resch was promoted to Vice President, 
Basketball Operations & Player Development on 
August 4, 2015. In this role she will be responsible 
for off-court player development programs and 
be a liaison between the basketball and team 
business operations.

Resch played an instrumental role in overseeing 
plans for the Raptors’ new practice facility, 
slated to open in February, 2016. She was also a 
key member of the team that launched Raptors 

905 - Toronto’s NBA Development League affiliate.    

Prior to joining the Raptors in 2013, Resch served as Ultimate Hoops 
National Basketball Operations Manager for Life Time Fitness where she 
was responsible for basketball programming at 104 Club locations in the 
US and Canada.  

Resch returns to the NBA, having spent four years at the NBA League Office 
from 2006 through 2011.  While at the NBA, Resch assisted the International 
Basketball Operations department in operating Basketball without Borders 
Camps in four different continents and was instrumental in the establishment 
of the first camp to feature women campers. Additionally, she assisted in 
maintaining and expanding the NBA’s relationship with the US Department 
of State’s SportsUnited program.   In her initial role in the NBA domestic 
basketball operations department, Resch oversaw league roster management 
and operations of league sponsored events NBA All-Star Weekend, NBA Draft 
and NBA Draft Combine.  

Resch began her career in the sports industry as an event intern at Disney’s 
Wide of World of Sports Complex. 

Resch earned her MBA in Sports Administration from St. Thomas University 
(FL) and a BA in Business Communications from Augustana College (SD) where 
she was an all-conference player for the Vikings Volleyball team.

DAN TOLZMAN
DIRECTOR OF PLAYER PERSONNEL

Dan Tolzman joined the Raptors’ front office in 
2013 and was promoted to Director of Player 
Personnel on August 4, 2015. He oversees all 
aspects of the team’s scouting department, 
including college and professional scouting, 
talent assessment and related data management. 
Tolzman also serves as the general manager for 
the team’s NBA Development League affiliate, 
Raptors 905.

 In Denver, Tolzman had served as the team’s 
scouting coordinator since 2011. He was a member of the basketball 
operations staff led by current Raptors President and General Manager, 
Basketball Operations Masai Ujiri. He originally joined the Nuggets 
organization as a media relations intern in 2004 and was promoted to media 
relations manager in 2009.  

Tolzman is a native of Tucson, Arizona and played basketball at Sabino High 
School. He graduated from the University of Minnesota-Morris in 2004 before 
relocating to Denver.  
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COACHES

DWANE CASEY
HEAD COACH 

Dwane Casey was named the eighth head coach in franchise history June 21, 2011 joining the organization just nine days after 
helping lead the Dallas Mavericks to the 2011 NBA Championship. Casey, 58, has served as a head coach, associate head coach 
and assistant coach in the NBA 20 of the past 21 years. He has coached in two NBA Finals (1996 and 2011) and two NBA All-Star 
Games (1996 and 1998).  

Under Casey’s leadership the Raptors have won back-to-back Atlantic Division championships and improved their regular season 
win total in each of his four seasons – a first in team history. He enters the 2015-16 campaign four wins shy of the top spot in 
franchise history and 34 games from being the longest tenured coach of the Raptors. 

Last season, Casey directed the Raptors to a second consecutive Atlantic Division championship and set a team record with 49 
victories. His club had sole possession of first place in the Eastern Conference for the first time in team history and remained 
there from November 4 – January 1. The defensive-minded Casey showcased an up-tempo offence that set a franchise best with 

726 made three-pointers and was the second-highest scoring unit in team history. They also finished in the Top-10 in the League for fewest turnovers for a 
third straight season.

In 2013-14, the Raptors recorded 48 wins, an Atlantic Division championship and the third overall seed in the Eastern Conference. Casey’s squad also set 
a franchise record with 22 road wins and matched an all-time high with 16 victories against Western Conference opponents. Casey continued his emphasis 
on the defensive end of the court as Toronto ranked in the Top 10 in points allowed (98.0, 6th) and opponent field goal percentage (.450, 10th).

The season turned for Casey and the Raptors following a seven-player trade with Sacramento on December 9. From that point forward the club posted the 
best mark in the Eastern Conference at 41-22. 

In the 2012-13 campaign, Casey and his coaching staff oversaw the marked development of a youthful core of players including DeMar DeRozan, Amir 
Johnson, Jonas Valanciunas and Terrence Ross. DeRozan established career highs in points, rebounds, assists and minutes. Johnson posted career bests in 
points, rebounds, assists, steals, blocks and minutes. Valanciunas earned NBA Eastern Conference Rookie of the Month honours. 

In his first season with the Raptors, Casey took a unit that ranked near the bottom of the NBA in every defensive category and transformed the culture and 
results. The Raptors finished the 2011-12 campaign as the league’s season leader for greatest improvement in opponent field goal percentage and opponent 
scoring. Toronto ranked in the Top 10 in fewest points allowed (9th), opponent field goal percentage (8th) and three-point field goal percentage (5th). The 
team had finished in the bottom third of the league in all three categories in the 2010-11 season.  

Casey spent three seasons (2008-11) as an assistant with the Mavericks. Dallas posted a 162-84 (.659) mark during that span, winning 50 or more games 
in each of Casey’s three seasons with the team. Casey was in charge of a defensive unit that held its opponents to 96.0 points per game (6th in the NBA) 
and .450 per cent shooting from the field (8th in the NBA) in the 2010-11 regular season. In the 2011 postseason, Casey’s defense posted series victories 
over offensive powers the likes of Kobe Bryant, Kevin Durant, Russell Westbrook, LeBron James and Dwyane Wade. Dallas held its playoff opponents to 92.5 
points per game and .447 per cent shooting from the floor.    

Toronto is Casey’s second stop as an NBA head coach. His first endeavor as a bench boss was with the Minnesota Timberwolves from 2005-07. He had the 
club in playoff contention with a 20-20 record when he was replaced January 25, 2007. His 2005-06 squad finished in the NBA’s top 10 in fewest average 
points per game and lowest opponent field goal percentage.  

Casey began his NBA coaching career in 1994 as an assistant with the Seattle Supersonics. He spent 11 seasons with the Sonics where he served under 
longtime NBA head coaches George Karl, Paul Westphal and Nate McMillan. He was promoted to associate head coach in November 2000. Nine of his teams 
in Seattle finished above .500 with five winning 50 or more games. The 1996 squad won the Western Conference Championship after finishing the regular 
season with a franchise record 64 victories. 

In 14 seasons as an NBA assistant, Casey’s teams have registered a 689-427 mark (.617) with eight campaigns of 50 or more wins. His teams have qualified 
for the playoffs in 11 of those 14 seasons. 

Prior to joining the Sonics, Casey spent five years as a head coach in Japan. He also coached Japan’s National Team with basketball legend Pete Newell. In 
the summer of 1998, Casey coached the team to its first World Championship appearance in 31 years.

From 1985-89, Casey was an assistant under legendary collegiate coach Eddie Sutton at the University of Kentucky. The Wildcats posted a 90-40 mark during 
that span. He also served as an assistant under Clem Haskins at Western Kentucky University from 1980-85.

Casey began his coaching career at Kentucky in 1979 as a graduate assistant under Joe B. Hall. While at UK, he recruited and coached eventual NBA players 
Winston Bennett, Sam Bowie, Rex Chapman, LeRon Ellis, Shawn Kemp, Chris Mills, Dirk Minnifield, Irving Thomas and Melvin Turpin.

Casey played collegiately at Kentucky and helped the Wildcats register a 30-2 record in his junior season and capture the 1978 NCAA Championship. A four-
year letterman, Casey was named team captain his senior year and won Kentucky’s all-academic award. 

A native of Morganfield, Kentucky, Casey earned a degree in business administration from Kentucky in 1979. He and his wife, Brenda, have a daughter, 
Justine, and son, Zachary.
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COACHES

REX KALAMIAN
ASSISTANT COACH

Rex Kalamian enters his first season as a member 
of the Raptors coaching staff. Kalamian spent the 
past six seasons with Oklahoma City, including 
the last two as lead assistant for Scott Brooks. 
The Thunder posted a 316-160 (.664) mark during 
the regular season and was 39-34 (.534) in the 
postseason during Kalamian’s tenure with the 
club, reaching the Western Conference finals three 
times with one NBA Finals appearance. Oklahoma 
City won eight-of-13 playoff series.  

Kalamian participated in two All-Star games (2012, 2014) as an assistant 
coach and served as a head coach for the 2014 BBVA Compass Rising Stars 
Challenge during All-Star Weekend in New Orleans. 

In addition to Oklahoma City, Kalamian had previous assistant coaching 
stints with Sacramento (2007-09), Minnesota (2005-07, where he was on 
Casey’s staff), Denver (2004-05) and the Los Angeles Clippers (1995-2003). 
He was a West Coast scout for Philadelphia during the 2003-04 season and 
was in the scouting department for the Clippers from 1992-95 before being 
elevated to assistant coach.

Prior to the NBA, Kalamian worked for two seasons as an assistant at his 
former school, East Los Angeles College. As a player, Kalamian was named 
team captain at East Los Angeles where he led the South Coast Conference 
in three-point shooting percentage during the 1988-89 season.

A graduate of Cal Poly Pomona, Kalamian earned a bachelor’s degree in 
business management.

ANDY GREER
ASSISTANT COACH

Andy Greer enters his first season on the Raptors’ 
bench as an assistant coach. Greer spent the past 
five seasons as an assistant with the Chicago 
Bulls on Tom Thibodeau’s staff. During his time 
in Chicago, the club posted a .647 (255-139) 
regular-season winning percentage and ranked 
in the Top 10 each season for opponent scoring 
average and opponent field goal percentage. 

Greer’s NBA coaching resume also includes 
assistant positions with the Memphis Grizzlies 

(2007-09), Houston Rockets (2003-07) and New York Knicks (2001-03). 

Before joining the NBA coaching fraternity, Greer coached at the collegiate 
level for nearly two decades. He spent four years at Northern Illinois University, 
where he logged three-and-a-half seasons as an assistant coach and a 
half-season as the team’s interim head coach, and four years as the head 
coach at the United States Merchant Marine Academy. Greer also coached 
collegiately at Mansfield University, Brandeis University, Boston University 
and the University of Southern California. He received his first coaching job 
as an assistant coach at Genesee Community College in 1983.

Greer holds a bachelor’s degree in physical education from SUNY Brockport 
and a master’s degree in education from Mansfield University. 
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COACHES

JERRY STACKHOUSE
ASSISTANT COACH

Jerry Stackhouse enters his first season as an 
assistant coach for the Raptors. Stackhouse 
played 18 seasons in the NBA, averaging 16.9 
points, 3.3 assists, 3.2 rebounds and 31.2 
minutes in 970 regular season games (564 
starts). He also appeared in 75 playoff contests 
and reached the NBA Finals in 2006 with Dallas. 
Stackhouse worked together with Dwane Casey 
during 2008-09 in Dallas when Casey was an 
assistant coach on Rick Carlisle’s staff. 

A two-time All-Star with Detroit (2000, 2001), Stackhouse posted career highs 
of 29.8 points (second in the NBA) and 5.1 assists in 80 games during the 
2000-01 campaign. Leading the league in total points, free throws made, 
and 5th in 3-point FG’s made.

He averaged at least 20 points per season five times, including four 
consecutive years from 1999-2003.

After playing for legendary coach Dean Smith and earning First-Team All-
American and Sports Illustrated Player of the Year honors, Stackhouse was 
selected third overall by Philadelphia in the 1995 NBA Draft and was a 
first-team All-Rookie selection with the 76ers, leading all rookies in scoring 
at 19.8 ppg.

During his playing career, Stackhouse saw action with Philadelphia (1995-97), 
Detroit (1997-2002), Washington (2002-04), Dallas (2004-09), Milwaukee 
(2009-10), Miami (2010-11), Atlanta (2011-12) and Brooklyn (2012-13).

In 2011, Stackhouse launched Stackhouse Elite, an AAU program based in 
Atlanta, GA. As Head Coach, captured numerous titles in the 15U, 16U, and 
17U divisions. The program has produced 10 NCAA Division I players since 
its inception. Stackhouse also coached the Adidas Uprising US Select Team 
at the Adidas EuroCamp in Treviso, Italy, the past two summers.

Although an early entrant for the NBA Draft, Stackhouse continued working 
on his degree and earned a Bachelor’s of Arts Degree from the University of 
North Carolina at Chapel Hill in 1999. Recently, he completed the Executive 
B.E.M.S program at Harvard Business School (2015). .

NICK NURSE
ASSISTANT COACH

Nurse enters his third season in Toronto as assistant 
coach. Nurse developed a reputation for his work on the 
offensive end of the court following a successful tenure 
as a head coach in the NBA Development League.   

Nurse coached the Rio Grande Valley Vipers to a 59-
41 mark over two seasons and won the 2012-13 NBA 
D-League championship. Prior to taking the reins in 
Rio Grande, Nurse coached the Iowa Energy to an 
overall regular season mark of 124-76 (.620) and 
the 2010-11 NBA D-League championship. For his 

accomplishments, Nurse was named the 2010-11 recipient of the Dennis Johnson 
Coach of the Year award.

A three-time NBA Development League All-Star head coach, Nurse led the Energy 
to back-to-back 37-13 finishes in 2009-10 and 2010-11, setting and then tying 
the league record for wins in a single season. Nurse led the Energy to two Eastern 
Conference championships and one Central Division championship.

A graduate of the University of Northern Iowa, Nurse began his coaching career 
at the age of 23 when he became the head coach of Grand View College, making 
him the youngest college basketball coach in the United States. He moved on to an 
assistant coach position at the University of South Dakota where his teams recorded 
a 46-14 mark.

Nurse coached in Europe for 11 years starting in 1996, winning nine championships 
and two Coach of the Year awards while earning six All-Star head coach selections in 
the British Basketball League. During that time, he also gained coaching experience 
in Italy, Belgium and the USBL. Additionally, Nurse served as an assistant coach in 
the 2012 Olympics for the host British National Team.

Nurse holds a career professional coaching record of 459-220 (.676) during the 
regular season and 76-54 (.585) in the postseason.
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COACHES

JAMA MAHLALELA
ASSISTANT COACH / PLAYER DEVELOPMENT

Jama Mahlalela enters his third season as 
assistant coach/player development. Mahlalela 
moved to the bench following two seasons working 
in the Raptors’ front-office as director of player 
development. 

He started with the Raptors on the community 
development staff in 2006, leading the Raptors 
Basketball Academy and various clinics 
throughout Canada. Mahlalela was named 
director of basketball operations for NBA Asia 

in 2009 and oversaw the League’s clinics, youth programs and elite-level 
development from his base in Hong Kong. 

Mahlalela played collegiately at the University of British Columbia and served 
as assistant coach at the University of Toronto for four seasons.

 

JAMAAL MAGLOIRE
BASKETBALL DEVLEOPMENT CONSULTANT & COMMUNITY AMBASSADOR

Jamaal Magloire enters his fourth season as 
Basketball Development Consultant & Community 
Ambassador. In this role he will assist the 
coaching staff at practices and make corporate/
community appearances throughout the season. 

Magloire is the most decorated basketball player 
from the Greater Toronto Area and one of the most 
accomplished players in Canadian basketball 
history. He completed 12 seasons in the NBA with 
Charlotte/New Orleans, Milwaukee, Portland, New 

Jersey, Dallas, Miami and Toronto. During the 2003-04 season he appeared in 
82 games for the New Orleans Hornets and averaged 13.6 points, a career-
best 10.3 rebounds and 33.9 minutes. Magloire was named a reserve for the 
Eastern Conference at the 2004 All-Star Game in Los Angeles and led his team 
with 19 points. On December 26, 2011 Magloire became the first Canadian 
player to appear in a regular-season game with the Raptors. 

Magloire was drafted 19th overall by the Charlotte Hornets in the 2000 
NBA Draft following a four seasons at Kentucky. He finished his collegiate 
career as Kentucky’s all-time leader in blocked shots and ranked fifth in 
Southeastern Conference history. During his sophomore year Magloire helped 
the Wildcats win the 1998 NCAA Championship, shooting .714 from the floor 
in six tournament games.

Magloire attended Eastern School of Commerce in Toronto where he helped 
the school post a 67-game winning streak en route to a pair of provincial 
championships. On May 17, 2006 he was given a star on the Scarborough Walk 
of Fame, which honors prominent members of the Scarborough community.
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ALEX McKECHNIE
ASSISTANT COACH / DIRECTOR OF SPORTS SCIENCE

SCOTT McCULLOUGH
HEAD ATHLETIC TRAINER

Alex McKechnie joined the Raptors in July 2011 to 
oversee all athletic training, rehabilitation and 
strength and conditioning for the franchise. He 
is regarded as an industry leader in core training 
and movement integration. Prior to coming to 
Toronto, McKechnie worked for eight seasons 
as the athletic performance coordinator of the 
Los Angeles Lakers and was part of five NBA 
championship winning teams. 

A native of Glasgow, Scotland, McKechnie 
graduated from the Leeds School of Physiotherapy and came to Canada 
in 1974 to be the head physiotherapist to the Varsity Athletic Program at 
Simon Fraser University in Burnaby, British Columbia. During his time at 
Simon Fraser, McKechnie also served as the team physiotherapist for the 
Vancouver Whitecaps of the North American Soccer League (1974-82) and 
team physiotherapist for the 1976 Canadian Olympic Soccer Team.  

McKechnie left Simon Fraser in 1977 to open his own private practice 
specializing in Orthopedics and Sports Medicine. Three years later, he began 
working on a consultant basis with the Vancouver Canucks (1980-2000) 
and the Canadian Senior Men’s National Soccer Team in 2000 that won the 
CONCACAF Gold Cup.  

In 2001, after two years of work and research, McKechnie was issued a United 
States patent on the Torsion Board which he subsequently licensed with 
Reebok to produce the Reebok Core Board, a device widely used in the NBA, 
NFL, NHL and gyms in North America. He also developed the Core X system 
which has been widely adopted in the NBA, NFL, NHL, Premier League and 
European soccer. 

McKechnie is a member of the Chartered Society of Physiotherapists and 
Canadian Physiotherapy Association.

Scott McCullough enters his 10th season with 
the Raptors as the team’s head athletic trainer. 
He was named athletic trainer for the Eastern 
Conference squad at the 2011 NBA All-Star Game 
in Los Angeles. 

McCullough returned to his native Ontario in 2006 
after six seasons as the head athletic trainer with 
the Memphis/Vancouver Grizzlies. Prior to that, he 
served as the Grizzlies’ assistant trainer since the 
team’s inaugural season in 1995. 

McCullough is a 1995 graduate of the Sports Injuries Management program 
at Sheridan College in Oakville, Ontario. He worked with the varsity football 
and hockey programs at the University of Toronto, the Edmonton Sports 
Institute, Mount Sinai Hospital in Toronto and the sports injury clinic at the 
University of Ottawa. 

A native of Renfrew, Ontario, he earned his Bachelor’s Degree in Physical 
Education from the University of Toronto in 1992 and a Master’s in Human 
Movement from A. T. Still University in 2010.

REGULAR SEASON SUMMARY...
The Toronto Raptors completed the 2014-15 regular season with a franchise-record 49 wins and 
qualified for the NBA playoffs for the seventh time. The Raptors earned their third Atlantic Division 
title with a win Mar. 27 versus the Los Angeles Lakers, marking the earliest the Raptors have won 
the division. Toronto got off to the best start in team history, winning 13 of the first 17 games. The 
team moved into sole possession of first place atop the Eastern Conference standings for the first 
time in the team’s 20-year history and stayed there for 59 consecutive days (Nov. 4 - Jan. 1). Toronto 
was 6-1 during a team-record seven-game homstand (Nov. 7-21), which included wins against 
Memphis, Milwaukee and Washington. Dwane Casey was named Eastern Conference Coach of 
the Month for November after guiding the Raptors to a 13-4 record. Casey moved ahead of Lenny 
Wilkens for the second-most wins by a coach in team history. Toronto matched a team-record by 
winning 22 road games and also matched a franchise-best five consecutive road victories (Jan. 
23 - Feb. 20). DeMar DeRozan led the Raptors in scoring averaging 20.1 points, despite missing a 
career-high 21 games with a torn left adductor longus tendon (Nov. 30 - Jan. 10). DeRozan ranked 
14th in NBA scoring and reached 20 points in 17 of the last 22 games (Mar. 1 - Apr. 15). DeRozan 
moved into third on the team’s all-time scoring list Nov. 13 vs. Chicago and was named Eastern 
Conference Player of the Month for games played in April. The Raptors finished fourth in the NBA 
averaging 104.0 points and set a team-record with 726 three-pointers made. Toronto was the only 
team with five players that successfully made 100+ three-pointers – Lou Williams (152), Terrence 
Ross (145), Greivis Vasquez (133), Kyle Lowry (132) and Patrick Patterson (105). Toronto led 
the Eastern Conference for a second straight season in free throw shooting percentage (.737). 
The Raptors also ranked fifth in bench scoring (38.6 points) and registered 38 games with 40+ 
points.  Lowry became the third player in team history to be voted into the starting lineup of an NBA 
All-Star Game, joining Chris Bosh (2007) and Vince Carter (2000-04). Lowry was named Eastern 
Conference Player of the Month for games in December after averaging 22.3 points, 8.9 assists and 
4.2 rebounds in 15 games, while helping the Raptors to an 11-4 record. Lou Williams became the 
first player in team history to be named NBA Sixth Man of the Year. He set several team records for 
a reserve including total points (1,242), three-pointers made (152), free throws made (340) and 
steals (88) - career highs in all four categories. Williams scored a career-best 36 points Nov. 26 at 
Cleveland and was named Eastern Conference Player of the Week for games Nov. 17-24. It was one 
of 11 games Williams recorded with 25+ points. Williams was acquired from Atlanta on June 30 
along with Lucas Nogueira in exchange for John Salmons. Jonas Valanciunas set a career high for 
blocks (95) and finished second in the NBA shooting .572 from the field. Valanciunas had a .500 
or better shooting percentage in 55 games while leading the team with 22 double-doubles. Toronto 
was one of three teams (Chicago and Orlando) that did not make a roster move all year. Air Canada 
Centre was sold out for 39-of-41 home games (second-most in team history). The Raptors unveiled 
a new primary logo Dec. 14.
