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MICHAEL JORDAN
CHAIRMAN

An NBA legend, Michael Jordan was inducted into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame in September 2008. As
aplayer, Jordan virtually rewrote the record book. He played 13 seasons for the Chicago Bulls, leading the league in scoring a
record 10 times. His 30.1 points per game average is the highest in NBA history and, with 32,292 points, he ranks fifth on the
all-time scoring list. Jordan led the Chicago Bulls to six NBA Championship titles and was named NBA Finals MVP during
each of those series. A five-time regular season MVP, in 1991 and 1992, he became the only player to win back-to-back
regular season and Finals MVP awards.

In March 2010, Jordan became the majority owner of the Charlotte Bobcats, after four years as part of the team’s ownership
group and its Managing Member of Basketball Operations. Jordan is the first former player to become the majority owner of
an NBA franchise. Under his direction, the team changed its name to the Charlotte Hornets prior to the 2014-15 season,
bringing the historic moniker back to its fans and the city.

Jordan burst onto the national stage as a freshman at the University of North Carolina, leading his team to the NCAA
Championship with a dramatic game-winning shot. Following a stellar college career during which he was a two-time
College Player of the Year and first team All-America, Jordan was chosen with the third pick of the 1984 NBA Draft. Jordan
is a two-time Olympic Cold Medal winner, most famously as a member of the 1992's “Dream Team.”

After a brief stint as an owner and executive with the Washington Wizards in 2000-01, Jordan returned to the court as a
player for the team for the 2001-02 and 2002-03 seasons before retiring.

Off the court, Michael Jordan has also proven to be a successful businessman. Since its creation, his Jordan Brand (a division
of NIKE) has been an innovator of athletic shoes and apparel. The Jordan Brand has grown to become a market leader under
Jordan’s creative design input. As one of the world’s most popular and recognizable figures, Jordan’s endorsement portfolio
includes Gatorade, Upper Deck and Hanes, among others. His other business ventures include several thriving restaurants.

Along with his friend, three-time Daytona 500 winner Denny Hamlin, Jordan launched a NASCAR team, 23XI Racing, in the
fall of 2020. 23XI Racing will make its NASCAR Cup Series debut in 2021.

Jordan strongly believes in giving back to the community. He has long supported many charitable causes that provide
opportunities for at-risk youth, help kids with disabilities and illnesses, and teach and mentor children. In 2017, Jordan
donated $7 million to fund two Novant Health Michael Jordan Family Medical Clinics in Charlotte. The first clinic opened in
September 2019 and has provided critical health care services to more than 3,300 patients in its first year and has been an
important access point for COVID-19 testing, treatment and education. The second clinic opened its doors in September
2020.

Jordan has served as Make-A-Wish's Chief Wish Ambassador since 2008 and has been a wish granter for the organization
for more than 30 years. In addition, he supports the James R. Jordan Boys and Girls Club in Chicago, the James R. Jordan
Foundation and Friends of the Children, as well as other organizations. Jordan is also a founding donor of the Smithsonian’s
National Museum of African American History and Culture in Washington, DC. In 2020, he, along with Jordan Brand,
announced a 10-year, $100 million donation to organizations dedicated to ensuring racial equality, social justice and greater
access to education.

Jordan and his wife, Yvette, have two daughters, Victoria and Ysabel. He also has three children, Jeffrey, Marcus and
Jasmine, from a previous marriage.
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CURTIS POLK
MANAGING PARTNER & ALTERNATE GOVERNOR

Curtis Polkis the Managing Partner of Hornets Sports & Entertainment. In addition, he manages the financial and business
affairs of Michael Jordan, his family office and his related companies.

Polk is an Executive Producer of the 2020 Emmy Award winning documentary The Last Dance, a 10-episode Series that
chronicles the Chicago Bulls and Jordan’s rise during the 1980s and ‘90s. Previously, Polk served as Co-Producer of the
1996 Warner Bros. feature film Space Jam, starring Jordan and the Looney Tunes, and was an Executive Producer of Michael
Jordan to the Max, an IMAX format movie released in May 2000.

Polk, with Jordan, is in the ownership group of the NBA's Charlotte Hornets and is an Alternate Governor on the NBA's Board
of Governors. Jordan and Polk are also part of the ownership group of the championship E-Sports team, Team Liquid. During
2019, Polk helped launch, and is a principal in, Cincoro Spirits Group along with Jordan and several other founding partners.
Polk helped advise Jordan during the launch of Nike’s Jordan Brand in 1997 and today is a member of the Jordan Brand
Advisory Board.

Prior to working exclusively for Jordan in 2001, he was an Executive Vice President of SFX Sports. He founded Falk
Associates Management Enterprises (FAME) with David Falkin 1992. In May 1998, FAME merged with SFX Entertainment
(currently Live Nation), the country’s leading producer, promoter and presenter of live entertainment events.

During the summer of 1996, Polk negotiated what was then four of the five highest contracts in NBA history. Polk has been
named multiple times to the Sporting News’ “100 Most Powerful People in Sports” list.

A1981 graduate of the University of Maryland, Polk earned his law degree at the National Law Center at George Washington
University in 1988 and served on the Center’s Law Review.

The 60-year-old Polk and his wife, Amanda, live in Palm Beach Florida and the Washington DC area. They are involved in
many charitable and philanthropic activities.

A talented sports executive with experience as a player, coach, agent, sports marketer and basketball operations
administrator, Fred Whitfield was promoted to President & Vice Chairman of Hornets Sports & Entertainment in March
2018, after having served as President & Chief Operating Officer since joining what was then Bobcats Sports &
Entertainment in July 2006. In this role, Whitfield oversees all business operations for the Charlotte Hornets and Spectrum
Center, including the team'’s name change from Charlotte Bobcats in the summer of 2014 and the arena’s rebranding in the
summer of 2016 following naming rights partner Time Warner Cable’s merger with Charter Communications.

Since coming to Charlotte, Whitfield has overseen the dramatic growth of both the franchise and arena. In recent years, he
has led Spectrum Center’s efforts to secure the 2019 NBA All-Star Came, 2019 ACC Men'’s Basketball Tournament and
2020 Republican National Convention. Additional accomplishments during his tenure with the organization include
securing $40 million in renovations for Spectrum Center, reaching long-term agreements with Ticketmaster to serve as the
arena’s ticketing provider and Live Nation to book entertainment, hosting the 2012 Democratic National Convention,
simultaneously signing an arena naming rights deal with Time Warner Cable and a television broadcast rights deal with FOX
Sports, and making the largest donation ever given to Charlotte-Mecklenburg Schools by a professional sports franchise.

A native of Greensboro, North Carolina, Whitfield's experience includes the Jordan Brand, a division of Nike, Inc.; the
Washington Wizards; Nike Basketball; Falk Associates Management Enterprises (F.A.M.E.); and a private law practice.

Before joining the organization, Whitfield most recently served as Director of Business and Legal Affairs for Jordan Brand,
where he managed endorsements and sports marketing strategy. From 2000-03, Whitfield served as Director of Player
Personnel and Assistant Legal Counsel for the Washington Wizards, where he was responsible for salary cap administration,
contract negotiations and overseeing player scouting. He is widely credited with facilitating the methods to dramatically
improve the team's troubled salary cap situation, enabling the franchise to rebuild through trades and free agency.

Whitfield served as Director of Player Development for Nike Basketball prior to joining the Wizards. At Nike Basketball, he
was responsible for scouting potential endorsers, negotiating endorsement contracts and overseeing business and
marketing strategies for more than 150 NBA players. His career in sports began as a player agent representing professional
athletes with F.AIM.E. as Director of the Carolinas Region, based in Greenshoro. Before joining F.AM.E., Whitfield
established and managed a successful law practice in Greensboro.

A graduate of Campbell University, Whitfield was an All-South, team MVP and team captain player and was inducted into
the school’s Sports Hall of Fame in 1995. He earned a BBA degree in economics and then completed his MBA at Campbell
while serving as Assistant Basketball Coach for the Camels. From there, he earned a Juris Doctorate Degree from North
Carolina Central University School of Law where he served as Student Bar Association President.

Whitfield is the founder of HoopTee Charities, Inc, a North Carolina based non-profit corporation whose mission is to provide
scholarships for disadvantaged youngsters to attend camps and educational based programs across the country, and the
Achievements Unlimited Basketball School, which has served more than 10,000 kids in Greensboro and Charlotte over the
last 35 years.

In 2018, Whitfield received the prestigious Citizen of the Carolinas Award from the Charlotte Regional Business Alliance, as
well as the UNC Charlotte Distinguished Service Award. In recent years, he was inducted into the North Carolina Sports Hall
of Fame (2018), named one of Charlotte Business Journal’s Most Admired CEOs (2018, 2019 and 2020), selected to
Business North Carolina’s Power 100 (2018, 2019 and 2020) and received the Charlotte Chamber Economic Growth
Champion Award (2017). He currently serves on the Executive Committees of the Charlotte Executive Leadership Council,
the Charlotte Regional Business Alliance and the Charlotte Sports Foundation, and is also a member of the Governor’s NC
Business Council of Management and Development and the Campbell University Board of Trustees.

MITCH KUPCHAK
PRESIDENT OF BASKETBALL OPERATIONS & GENERAL MANAGER

A 10-time NBA Champion as a player and executive, Mitch Kupchak was named President of Basketball Operations &
Ceneral Manager of the Charlotte Hornets on April 8, 2018. In this role, Kupchak oversees all aspects of the team's
basketball operations, including personnel decisions, salary cap management, contract negotiations, draft preparations and
scouting of professional, collegiate and international players.

Kupchak has more than 30 years of experience as an NBA executive with the Los Angeles Lakers, including 17 seasons as the
team’s lead basketball executive. He joined the front office as assistant general manager immediately after retiring as a
player in 1986 and worked under a pair of Hall-of-Famers: legendary NBA executive Jerry West and Bill Sharman, the first
person to win a championship as a player, coach and executive. Kupchak was promoted to general manager in 1994 and
served as the team’s lead basketball executive from 2000-2017, during which the Lakers won four NBA Championships and
six Western Conference Championships, posting a 747-607 (.552) regular-season record and a 111-66 record (.627) in the
postseason.

The 13th overall pick in the 1976 NBA Draft, Kupchak spent 10 seasons in the NBA with the Washington Bullets and the
Lakers, averaging 10.2 points and 5.4 rebounds in 510 regular-season games. He earned First Team All-Rookie honors in
1976-77 after averaging 104 points and 6.0 rebounds and ranking second in the NBA in field goal percentage at .572 behind
only league MVP Kareem Abdul-Jabbar. The following season he averaged career highs of 15.9 points and 6.9 rebounds as
the Bullets won the 1977-78 NBA Championship.

After five seasons in Washington, Kupchak was traded to the Lakers prior to the 1981-82 NBA Championship season. He
averaged 14.3 points and 8.1 rebounds in his first 26 games in Los Angeles before suffering multiple severe injuries to his left
knee on December 19, 1981, that caused him to miss the remainder of the season and the entire 1982-83 campaign. Despite
two major operations and the expectation that he would likely never play again, Kupchak returned to action on November 25,
1983, more than 23 months after the injury. He went on to play another two seasons after that, helping the Lakers to the
1984-85 NBA Championship, before retiring in 1986.

Kupchak played collegiately at the University of North Carolina, where he was the first freshman to play varsity basketball
after the freshman eligibility rules changed prior to the 1972-73 season. In 119 career games, he averaged 13.5 points and 8.5
rebounds, while shooting .586 from the field. Kupchak earned First Team All-ACC honors and All-ACC Tournament Team
honors in both 1974-75 and 1975-76. As a junior, he averaged a career-high 18.5 points and 10.8 rebounds, and ranked
eighth in the NCAA with a field goal percentage of .602. As a senior in 1975-76, he was named ACC Player of the Year and
was a Consensus Second Team All-American after averaging 17.6 points on .576 shooting from the field and 11.3 rebounds.
Kupchak, who currently ranks fifth in school history with 44 career double-doubles and eighth in both career field goal
percentage (.589) and career rebounds (1,006), had his No. 21 jersey honored and placed in the rafters of the Dean E. Smith
Center in November 1994.

During the summer between his senior season at UNC and his rookie season in the NBA, Kupchak was the starting center for
the gold medal-winning United States Men's National Team at the 1976 Olympics in Montreal. He also won a gold medal for
the United States in the World University Games in Moscow in 1973.

Kupchak received his MBA from UCLA in February 1987. He and his wife, Claire, have one son, Maxwell, who graduated from
the University of California-Santa Barbara in 2019.
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BUZZ PETERSON
ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER

Buzz Peterson enters his fourth season as Assistant General Manager with the Charlotte Hornets. In his role as Assistant
Ceneral Manger he collaborates with General Manager Mitch Kupchak on aspects of the team’s basketball operations
including professional and collegiate scouting, draft preparations, player acquisitions and salary cap management. Peterson
enters his seventh season with the organization overall, previously serving as the Senior Advisor of Basketball Operations,
Scout and Director of Player Personnel.

Prior to his tenure at University of North Carolina Wilmington, Peterson held college head coaching positions at Coastal
Carolina University, University of Tennessee, University of Tulsa and Appalachian State University (Twice), compiling an
overall coaching record of 267-227. Peterson, who led Tulsa to the 2001 NIT Championship, began his coaching career as an
assistant at Appalachian State before joining Les Robinson’s staff at East Tennessee State for one year and later moving
with Robinson to North Carolina State. He also served as associate head coach at Vanderbilt for three seasons.

As a player, Peterson was a Parade and McDonald's All-American at Asheville High School and was named North Carolina’s
Player of the Year and Athlete of the Year in 1981. During his four years as a collegian at the University of North Carolina,
Peterson helped the Tar Heels to a 115-22 mark, four Atlantic Coast Conference championships, one ACC Tournament title
and four appearances in the NCAA Tournament. He was part of UNC's 1982 national championship team and was voted the
outstanding senior by his teammates following the 1984-85 season.

Peterson and his wife, Jan, have three children, Nicole, Olivia, and Rob.

JAMES BORREGO
HEAD COACH

James Borrego was named the eleventh head coach in Hornets franchise history after joining the franchise on May 10, 2018.
Borrego joined the Hornets after most recently serving as an assistant coach with the San Antonio Spurs. In his first two
seasons the Hornets are 62-85 under Borrego's leadership.

The Albuguerque, New Mexico native began his NBA career as an Assistant Video Coordinator with San Antonio prior to the
2003-04 season, spending seven seasons with the Spurs under Head Coach Gregg Popovich and ascending to the role of
Assistant Coach prior to his departure. He served two seasons as an Assistant Coach with New Orleans from 2010-2012
under Monty Williams. Borrego joined Jacque Vaughn's staff with the Orlando Magic and served three seasons under
Vaughn from 2013-2015. Borrego gained his initial head coaching experience in the NBA serving the final 30 games of the
2014-15 season as the interim head coach after Vaughn's dismissal. Borrego came to the Hornets after serving most recently
as an assistant coach in a second stint with the San Antonio Spurs for the past three seasons (2015-2018).

In his 18 seasons in the NBA, Borrego has been a part of staffs that have lead teams to the playoffs 11 different times in his
time in San Antonio and New Orleans. Borrego has been a part of two NBA championship teams and been to four
Conference Finals total.

Prior to the NBA, Borrego served two seasons (2001-03) as an Assistant Coach at University of San Diego, his alma mater.
Additionally, Borrego played four seasons collegiately for the Toreros from 1998-2001.

Borrego has dedicated much of his time in the offseason to expanding the game of basketball’s international influence. He
participated in the NBA's Basketball Without Borders Asia in 2012, Basketball Without Borders Argentina in 2013, NBA
Camp Cuba in 2015 as well as Basketball Without Borders Americas in 2017

Borrego earned a bachelor’s degree in English and a master’s degree in leadership studies from USD. He and his wife, Megan,
have a daughter, Grace, and two sons, Zachary and Nicholas.

JAY TRIANO
ASSISTANT COACH

Jay Triano is in his third season as assistant coach with the Hornets, coming to Charlotte after spending two seasons as the
associate head coach of the Phoenix Suns. Triano brings 15 years of NBA coaching experience to Charlotte, including 308
¥ games as a head coach with the Toronto Raptors and Phoenix Suns.

\ ; Triano, a native of Niagara Falls, Ontario, entered the NBA in 2002 as an assistant coach with the Raptors and served in that
capacity until December 3, 2008, when he was named interim head coach. The first Canadian-born head coach in NBA

‘ ' history, he went on to serve as head coach of the team for the remainder of that season and two more seasons after that.
From 2012-16, Triano was an assistant coach with the Portland Trail Blazers, before moving to the Suns as associate head
coach in 2016-17. He was Phoenix's interim head coach for 79 games last season. Triano is also in his second stint as head
coach of the Canadian National Team, a post he has held since 2012 and previously had from 1998-2004, when he led
Canada to a 5-2 record during the 2000 Olympics.

In between his time with the Canadian National Team, Triano served as assistant coach with USA Basketball. He was the
assistant in 2010 for team USA that won gold in the FIBA World Championship over host country Turkey. Triano also served
as an assistant coach for USA Select teams that trained against the national teams in 2007 and 2008, and as head coach of
the Select Team in 2012.

Triano spent six years with the Vancouver Grizzlies (1995-2001) as the Director of Community Relations, as well as a color
analyst for both the TV and radio broadcast.

Prior to the NBA, Triano spent six seasons (1989-95) as a head coach at Simon Frasier University, his alma mater.
Additionally, Triano played four seasons collegiately for Simon Fraser from 1977-81.

Triano was a member of the Canadian national team for 11 years from 1978-88 and was team captain from 1981-88.
Additionally, in 2016, he was awarded an Honorary Doctorate of Laws Degree from the University of Calgary. Triano
represented Canada as a player in two Olympic Games (1984 and 1988), serving as captain in each. Following his playing
career at Simon Fraser, Triano was selected in the eighth round of the 1981 NBA Draft by the Los Angeles Lakers. Triano was
also selected by the Calgary Stampeders of the Canadian Football League in the 1981 CFL draft.

In 2018 Triano authored Open Look: Canadian Basketball and Me, a memoir chronicling his love of basketball and the rise of
the sport in Canada.

CHAD ISKE
ASSISTANT COACH

Chad Iske is in his third season as assistant coach with the Hornets. Prior to arriving in Charlotte, Iske spent two seasons
(2016-18) with the Washington Wizards, serving as one of their assistant coaches.

He has over 20 years of NBA experience, including 12 as an assistant coach. Iske started his career in 1999 as an intern with
the Denver Nuggets and worked his way through the ranks as scouting coordinator, video coordinator and advance scout
before becoming an assistant coach in 2008. He stayed in Denver until 2013, after which he spent two seasons as an

b assistant coach for the Philadelphia 76ers (2013-15) and one season as associate head coach of the Sacramento Kings
(2015-16) before joining the Wizards in 2016.

On December 29, the Hornets
revealed the name and identity of its new affiliate as the Greenshoro Swarm. In addition to being closely tied to the Hornets
brand, the name also represents the city of Greenshoro, where fans gather in great numbers to support the game of basketball.

Located just 90 miles northeast of Charlotte, the Swarm play its 24 home games at the newly renovated Fieldhouse at the
Greenshoro Coliseun Complex. The close proximity allows the Hornets to use the G-League in a more efficient manner,
providing a seamless transition for both players and coaches. Placing the team in Greensboro also expands the Hornets’ brand
to another city in North Carolina with a great basketball tradition.

Steve Swetoha is entering his fifth season as the President of the Greenshoro Swarm. Prior to his arrival in Greenshoro,
Swetoha was the President, General Manager and Chief Revenue Officer of the WNBA's Tulsa Shock for six years. He
oversaw both basketball and business operations and lead the team to their first ever playoff appearance in 2015.

MEDIA PARKING

Media parking is the LAZ Lot Located off N. Caldwell Street between E Trade

MEDIA ENTRANCE

The media entrance will open 2 1/2 hours prior to game time. Working media
should enter Spectrum Center from Fifth Street, east of the Novant Health
Training Center. Upon entry, media should out to the Media Work Room
located on the concourse outside Section 109/110 or Media Seats at the top
of the lower bowl.

SINGLE-GAME CREDENTIALS

Media members wishing to cover a single game must submit their requests
at least 48 hours prior to the intended game. Requests for games on
Sunday, Monday or Tuesday must be submitted by noon on the preceding
Friday. Single-game credentials will be issued on a space-available basis.
First-time requests must be in written form on company letterhead and
submitted to Brian Travis by e-mail (btravis@hornets.com). Requests from
foreign and international media should be submitted to Michael Perrelli of
the NBA public relations department at mperrelli@nba.com and must be
received at least three business days prior to the intended game. Credentials
can be picked up at the media entrance of the arena 2 1/2 hours prior to tip-
off.

PREGAME & POSTGAME
AVAILABILITY

Hornets Head Coach James Borrego will hold his pregame media session

and interviews should be limited to game comments.

SEATING

SWARM THE POLLS

Hornets Sports & Entertainment (HSE) today launched a new voting initiative for the upcoming 2020 elections entitled “Swarm the
Polls.” HSE's voting platform aims to educate the public about the importance of voting, inform people on how to vote, drive voter
registration and encourage voter turnout.

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The home of the Charlotte Hornets, Spectrum Center hosts approximately 150 events annually, including professional and collegiate sports, major concerts,

family shows and conventions. On April 8, 2008, a naming rights agreement was unveiled with Time Warner Cable, in which the venue located in the heart
of uptown Charlotte, North Carolina, was renamed Time Warner Cable Arena. On October 27, 2016, following Time Warner Cable’s merger with Charter
Communications, the arena was renamed Spectrum Center, reflecting the brand name of Charter's all-digital TV, internet and voice offerings.

Spectrum Center is celebrating its 15th anniversary in 2020, having opened its doors on October 21, 2005, with a sold-out performance by the Rolling
Stones. Since then, the arena has hosted more than 19 million guests at more than 1,900 events, including global events such as the 2012 Democratic
National Convention and the 2019 NBA All-Star Weekend. Spectrum Center has also hosted a variety of regular-season and postseason college basketball
action, including the 2008 and 2019 ACC Men's Basketball Tournaments; the 2008 NCAA Men's Basketball Tournament regional semifinals and final; the
NCAA Men's Basketball Tournament first and second rounds in 2011, 2015 and 2018; and the CIAA Men’s and Women's Basketball Tournaments for 15
consecutive years from 2006-2020.

Spectrum Center also hosts a wide range of concerts and family shows, bringing the best in entertainment to the Carolinas. Top performers visiting the arena
include Beyoncé, Billy Joel, Bon Jovi, Bruce Springsteen, Bruno Mars, Elton John, Jay-Z, Justin Timberlake, Kevin Hart, Lady Gaga, Oprah Winfrey, Paul
McCartney, Prince, Taylor Swift and U2. The venue takes pride in offering a wide variety of events, having in recent years recorded sellout crowds for its first
opera event with Andrea Bocelli in February 2018 and its first Latin concert with Marc Anthony in February 2020. Touring family shows visiting Spectrum
Center routinely include Cirque du Soleil, Disney on Ice, Monster Jam, Trans-Siberian Orchestra, and WWE.

“Our goal is to make Spectrum Center the epicenter for sports and entertainment in the Carolinas,” said Hornets Sports & Entertainment President & Vice
Chairman Fred Whitfield. “We do that by bringing world class performances to this world class facility and showcasing uptown Charlotte as one of the

region’s most vibrant and energetic destinations.”

Hornets Sports & Entertainment, which operates the city-owned building, set out to “wow” the community by providing a unique experience for guests while
treating them to a superior level of amenities.
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In the summer of 2016, Spectrum Center added one of the largest and most unique center-hung scoreboards in the NBA. The two sideline boards are among
the tallest in the NBA at 25.2" high x 42.8" wide, while the two baseline boards are 18" high x 31.3" wide. In terms of square footage, the sideline boards

are 180% larger and the baseline boards are 50% larger than the screens on the previous scoreboard, which measured 16" high x 24" wide on all four sides.
Additionally, the scoreboard has two underbelly screens measuring 9.8" high x 16.5" wide, among the largest in the NBA, to provide a better view for those
fans sitting in courtside and lower-level club seats.

The scoreboard’s Hornets-branded elements make it one of the NBA's most unique designs. The open-faced structure allows fans to see through to the
scoreboard’s “hive,” the cell pattern cladding and branding within the board that connects the screens and serves as an artistic expression that represents the
home of the Hornets.

Along with the new scoreboard, four new auxiliary boards were added to the corners of the upper level. Each board features a 16" high x 26" wide video screen
inthe center flanked by static signage on each side, with the goal of continuing to improve the fan experience.

Ticket holder comfort is the hallmark of the Spectrum Center experience. The arena features 60 percent of its seating from baseline to baseline, providing
guests with a unique feeling of closeness to the court or stage. Generous seating and legroom is standard in every seat, and seating configurations for
Spectrum Center were developed by incorporating the best elements from other NBA and NHL facilities.

With food offerings from Levy Restaurants, Spectrum Center guests enjoy incredibly diverse menus with something for everyone, from fan favorites at
general concessions to the Flight Deck, the arena’s fine-dining restaurant. All concession stands feature digital menu boards, allowing Levy to showcase
special food items and update menus throughout the season. Pre-planned catering for business events or entertaining is also available, demonstrating again
that Spectrum Center is committed to providing its guests with the best, regardless of where they are in the building.

Located adjacent to the building’s main lobby, the Hornets Fan Shop offers the widest variety of team apparel and gifts found anywhere. The Hornets Fan
Shop also carries a wide selection of Jordan Brand apparel, in-line shoes and special Retro releases.

Designed to represent Charlotte’s diverse urban culture, as well as the city’s strength and stability, Spectrum Center incorporates contemporary design
elements that focus on creating an exciting future for the Queen City’s residents. Fans and visitors alike find familiar reflections of their community in the form
of public art and unique displays which pay tribute to the region’s rich sports and commercial history.

As guests enter the arena’s four-story atrium located off the plaza, they are greeted by one of the arena’s major public art projects: a large colored-tile mural
by artist Mike Mandel depicting the history of basketball in the Piedmont. Additional pieces of public art are located both inside and outside the building,
and include the four lighted entry columns on Trade Street by artist Andrew Leicester, the main lobby’s colorful terrazzo floor created by Thomas Sayre,
photographic murals by local artist Tommie Robinson and three outdoor carved granite benches by Paul J. Sires.
