Capitals Iceplex (the Washington Capitals’ training facility and front office
headquarters) and the George Mason University Patriot Center.

The company was formed in June 2010, serves a thriving regional sports com-
munity and is the only privately held company in a top 10 market to own and
operate three professional sports teams and its arena. Mr. Leonsis has owned
the Washington Capitals since the spring of 1399, and in that timeframe the team
has won six Southeast Division titles, a Presidents’ Trophy and has recorded
more than 100 consecutive sellouts at Verizon Center.

The
film was distributed theatrically, appeared on HBO and is one of the most viewed documentaries of all time because of its
wide distribution in theater and on television throughout China. Mr. Leonsis also produced the documentary film Kicking It,

which premiered at the 2008 Sundance Film Festival and aired on ESPN. He also produced A Fighting Chance, which aired
on ESPN in 2010.

Mr. Leonsis is the founder, chairman and largest shareholder in SnagFilms, the web’s leading online distribution channel
for documentary and independent films. SnagFilms also owns and operates indieWIRE.com, the leading site for news and
information about independent and documentary films. SnagFilms has more than 2,500 films in its digital library, and its iPad
app is a top 10 entrant in the entertainment category.

and most recently The Other City, a critically acclaimed documentary about the
HIV/AIDS crisis in Washington, D.C.

In May 2011, Ms. Johnson joined the AOL Huffington Post Media Group as
strategic advisor for multicultural and African-American initiatives. A fervent
supporter of the arts and education, Ms. Johnson was appointed by President
Obama to the President’s Committee on the Arts and the Humanities. She also
serves as chair of the Board of Governors of Parsons The New School for
Design in New York as well as on the boards of the Sundance Institute Board
of Trustees and the Tiger Woods Foundation.

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ERNIE GRUNFELD, PRESIDENT

Ernie Grunfeld
President

Ernie Grunfeld, in his 10th season as president of the Washington Wizards, relies
upon 35 years of NBA experience as a player, broadcaster, coach and executive, to
lead the team’s basketball operations. Now in his 23rd season as a top personnel
executive in the NBA, Grunfeld's long list of accomplishments includes two trips to
the NBA Finals, four Eastern Conference Finals appearances, 16 playoff berths with
three different teams (including 11 straight from 1991-2001 while with the New York
Knicks and Milwaukee Bucks) and 17 seasons of at least .500 basketball.

Grunfeld joined the Wizards organization on June 30, 2003. In just his second year
in Washington (2004-05), the Wizards won a playoff series for the first time in over
two decades with a roster that was largely assembled under his guidance. Four
years later, Grunfeld’s Wizards reached an organizational goal of becoming perennial playoff contenders with their fourth
consecutive playoff appearance and now aim to rebuild and reclaim their position as one of the NBA's yearly postseason
entrants.

Grunfeld first triggered the Wizards' ascent in the Eastern Conference with the acquisition of a trio of talented perform-
ers in Gilbert Arenas, Antawn Jamison and Caron Butler, all of whom blossomed into multi-time All-Stars in Washington.
Arenas was signed as a restricted free agent out of Golden State in 2003, and Jamison and Butler were acquired, respec-
tively, via trades with Dallas in 2004 and the Los Angeles Lakers in 2005. Midway through the 2009-10 season Grunfeld put
the Wizards' rebuilding efforts into motion by accumulating draft picks and young talent while gaining flexibility that has
yielded an up-and-coming team that is well-positioned for the future.

In 2010, Grunfeld ushered in the John Wall era in Washington on draft night in by tabbing the electric point guard with the
first overall selection in the draft. He later added Trevor Booker and Kevin Seraphin that night, who teamed with Wall and
Jordan Crawford — acquired along with an additional first round pick in a midseason deal with the Hawks — to give the
Wizards the league’s best rookie crop in 2010-11. Wall garnered First Team All-Rookie Team honors, and led all members
of the 2010 draft class in points, assists and steals. Crawford, meanwhile, joined Wall and Rookie of the Year Blake Griffin
as the only three rookies in the NBA to record a triple-double and was one of only four rookies to average double figures
in scoring in 2010-11. The Crawford trade continued to pay dividends during the 2011 NBA Draft as well, as after selecting
Jan Vesely sixth overall, Washington used Atlanta’s pick to make Chris Singleton a Wizard. With Wall, Seraphin, Booker,
Crawford, Vesely, Singleton and 2011 second-rounder Shelvin Mack, Grunfeld crafted a new core in the span of two drafts
with seven players selected among the top 34 picks. On draft night in 2012, Grunfeld added another building block to the
team’s young core in University of Florida standout guard Bradley Beal with the third overall pick.

In the process of building a contender in the Eastern Conference, Grunfeld's attention to detail resulted in the renovating
and upgrading of the team’s facilities at Verizon Center. The major overhaul included the interior and exterior of the team's
locker room and the basketball operations and coaching offices.

Prior to joining the Wizards, Grunfeld spent the previous four seasons as general manager of the Milwaukee Bucks, where
the team's 14 playoff wins during his tenure exceeded its cumulative total in the 12 seasons prior to his arrival. During
his tenure, the Bucks posted a record of 177-151 (.540) and qualified for the playoffs three times. Included in the Bucks'
run of playoff success was a trip to the 2001 Eastern Conference Finals, where they pushed Philadelphia to a deciding
Game Seven.

Grunfeld solidified his reputation as a top talent evaluator with a series of second round picks that helped build the Bucks’
roster. Grunfeld’s eye for finding talent in the second round began when he selected Michael Redd with the 43rd overall
pick in 2000, as Redd blossomed into an All-Star performer. Grunfeld also tabbed Blatche (2005) and Mack (2011} in the
second round of the NBA Draft to stake his claim as a premier draft day executive.

During Grunfeld’s reign as the Knicks' top personnel executive, New York advanced to the Conference Semifinals of the
NBA Playoffs for nine consecutive seasons (1991-99). His tenure included five 50-plus win seasons, three Atlantic Division
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(continued) Championships and two trips to the NBA Finals. In eight full seasons of
decision-making for New York, Grunfeld’s Knicks teams compiled a record of 397-
227 (.636) in the regular season and a 61-44 mark in the playoffs.

Grunfeld was named General Manager of the New York Knicks on April 23, 1991, and
was later promoted to President and General Manager on February 23, 1996. His
tenure in New York was punctuated by Eastern Conference Championships in 1394
and 99, the latter of which marked the first time in NBA history that an eighth seed
advanced to the Finals. Remarkably, after Patrick Ewing was felled by injury, the "99
Finals squad featured an entirely different starting five than the previous Eastern
Conference Champion Knickerbockers just five years earlier.

Under Grunfeld, the mid-"30's Knicks completely rebuilt and reloaded to an elite level without missing a beat. Highlighted by
trades for Latrell Sprewell and Marcus Camby, as well as the signing of free agent Kurt Thomas, Grunfeld’s moves helped
catapult the Knicks to the Finals in "99. Three years earlier, Grunfeld acquired both Larry Johnson and Allan Houston on the
same day in "96. Under Grunfeld's guidance, the Knicks played in front of a sold-out Madison Square Garden from 1993-99.

Originally drafted by Milwaukee with the 11th overall selection in 1977, Grunfeld played in the NBA for nine seasons. After
two seasons in Milwaukee, he played for the Kansas City Kings from 1979-82 before signing with the Knicks as a free agent
in 1982. Grunfeld retired following the 1985-86 season with a career average of 7.4 points per game in 693 career games
played.

Following his playing career, Grunfeld served as the Knicks radio analyst for the MSG Network from 1986-89. Prior to the
19839-30 season, he served as an assistant coach for the Knicks under Stu Jackson before his promotion to the front office.

Born in Romania, Grunfeld came to New York City in 1964 with his father, Alex and mother, Livia. He enjoyed a stellar
collegiate career at the University of Tennessee, where he left as the school's all-time leading scorer with 2,249 points.
He teamed with Bernard King at Tennessee to form the “Ernie and Bernie Show" and later played with King in New York.
Grunfeld was a member of the 1976 Olympic Team that won gold in Montreal.

Upon his arrival in Washington DC, Grunfeld was quick to establish himself as an active member of the community in the
nation’s capital. His participation in the organization’s community outreach programs, including Thanksgiving luncheons,
holiday gift deliveries, and charitable bowling tournaments helped set an example of excellence for the Wizards and the
community.

In May of 2005, Grunfeld was named by USA Basketball to a panel of nine basketball executives that will advise the United
States’ men’s senior national program on matters including coaches and players selection.

Grunfeld and his wife, Nancy, have two children, Rebecca Grunfeld, a 2007 graduate of Georgetown Law School who is
associate general counsel and director of business development for Snagfilms in Washington, DC, and Danny, a former
two-time First-Team Academic All-American from Stanford University, who now plays professional basketball in Israel.
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Tommy Sheppard

Vice President of Basketball Administration

In his 10th season with the Wizards organization, Tommy Sheppard is in his 19th year
of service to the NBA. As Washington's vice president of basketball administration,
Sheppard assists with the day-to-day operations of a basketball department that added
Bradley Beal, Jan Vesely, Chris Singleton and Shelvin Mack through the last two NBA
drafts to a core that already featured John Wall, Trevor Booker and Kevin Seraphin.
With significant future salary cap room and financial flexibility, Sheppard’s impact on
Washington's rebuilding efforts is considerable.

Sheppard’s role in Washington includes responsibilities with salary cap manage-
ment, negotiations, draft preparation and talent evaluation of collegiate athletes and
professionals, both domestically and abroad. Additional responsibilities of Sheppard’s
include an assisting role in the recruitment and evaluation of free agents, statistical evaluation of NBA players, the hiring
of coaches and personnel, and monitoring the Wizards’ efforts in the NBA's Player Programs. Sheppard is also specifically
tasked with organizing the Wizards' training camp and preseason schedules, overseeing the athletic training, strength
training, video, technology and equipment areas for the team, and directing in-arena renovations to areas including the
Wizards locker room, players lounge, family lounge and front offices.

Previously a member of the Denver Nuggets organization since 1994, Sheppard served as the Nuggets’ senior director of
team services and player relations before his arrival in Washington. With Denver, he oversaw all internal and external
communications functions and served as the club’s primary spokesperson. He also scouted internationally and evaluated
high school, collegiate and minor league talent. For his efforts in Denver and overall contributions to the communications
efforts of the NBA, Sheppard was honored with the prestigious Splaver/McHugh “Tribute to Excellence” Award in 2010,
which is given annually by the NBA Public Relations Directors’ Association to a current or former member of the NBA pub-
lic relations family who has demonstrated an outstanding level of performance and service during his or her NBA career.

An active figure within the United States Olympic Movement for over a decade, Sheppard worked as a press attaché for
the three Summer Olympic Games (1996, 2000, 2004), as well as three Olympic Festivals and the 2003 Pan American Games.
He assisted with the formation of the Northern European Basketball League (which realigned as part of FIBA Europe) and
continues to serve as a consultant for Lithuanian legend and former NBA star Sarunas Marciulionis in various basketball
projects.

An adjunct professor at Georgetown University for the Sports Industry Management, Sheppard graduated from New
Mexico State University in 1991, where he was a three-year member of the Aggie football team. After getting his start
in media relations as a student assistant at New Mexico State, Sheppard headed the sports information office at UNLV
before taking ranks in the National Basketball Association in 1994. He also serves on the Industry Advisory Council for the
American Public University and the American Military University Systems.

Sheppard and his wife, Rosie, are the parents of five daughters: Bailey, Rebekah, Abby, Emma and Tessa, and two sons,
Tommy Jr., and Luke.
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Milt Newton

Vice President of Player Personnel

Milton M. Newton is in his 10th season with the Washington Wizards organization. As
the Wizard's vice president of player personnel, he is actively involved in the procure-
ment of players through the draft and free agency, heads the scouting department
for the franchise, and assists with the management of the salary cap. Newton has
been instrumental in the team's rebuilding effort that has added Bradley Beal, Jan
Vesely, Chris Singleton and Shelvin Mack through the last two NBA drafts to a core
that already featured John Wall, Trevor Booker and Kevin Seraphin, Newton cre-
ated Washington’s comprehensive scouting database that includes players from the
collegiate level and professional ranks encompassing the world. He coordinates the
Wizards’ pre-draft scouting efforts, as well as facilitates the team’s workouts of pro-
spective draftees and player interviews. Milt also serves on the NBA's Undergraduate
Advisory Committee.

Prior to joining the Wizards organization, Newton was instrumental in spearheading the creation of the National Basketball
Development League. He assisted in the development of league policies and procedures and served as the director of
player personnel for three years. In that role, Newton was responsible for the evaluation, recruitment and signing of all
players, and assisting the Executive Director in the league’s day-to-day basketball operations. In the league’s first two
years of operation, Newton assisted in the development of 22 players that were promoted from the NBDL to the NBA.

Previously, Newton spent two years as a scout with the Philadelphia 76ers. He was responsible for assessing the talent of
college players, advance scouting of other teams and assisted with evaluating and selecting draft choices. In addition, he
also served as the Assistant Director for the USA Men'’s Basketball program from 1995-99. With USA Basketball, Newton
coordinated the National Team trials, training camps, exhibition games and team competitions, and served as a liaison for
the USA Men's Basketball teams at international competitions. During his five-year tenure with USA Basketball, Newton
contributed to the success of Dream Team Ill at the XXIII Summer Olympic Games in Atlanta, Ga.

Newton has been equally active in making worldwide charitable contributions. He has been a proud ambassador of the
league as a representative of the NBA's Basketball Without Borders delegation that has held clinics and camps to teach
the game of basketball in Johannesburg, South Africa and Dakar Senegal. As a participant of Basketball Without Borders,
Newton has helped build houses for under privileged locals through Habitat for Humanity and recently distributed protec-
tive mosquito nets to help decrease the spread of malaria. In the summer of 2009, Newton hosted four “Show The Love”
basketball clinics in his native Virgin Islands to teach fundamental skills to kids ages 8-18 in conjunction with the Virgin
Islands Basketball Federation, in which he is a consultant. At home in Washington, DC, Newton volunteers his time speak-
ing and conducting various clinics and has previously served as a mentor for the Greentree Adolescent Program at the
National Center for Children and Families. He is also a member of the Frank R. Williams scholarship committee that seeks
funding to provide college scholarships for students at his alma mater, Calvin Coolidge Sr. High School.

Newton was a forward/guard for the 1388 University of Kansas National Championship team and played for Larry Brown.
He was named to the NCAA Midwest Regional and Final Four All-Tournament teams. After serving as team captain and
being selected as the MVP in 1389, Newton played professional in the Continental Basketball Association for the Rockford
Lightning and Grand Rapids Hoops. Raised in the Nation's Capital, Newton is an inductee of the Calvin Coolidge Sr. High
School Alumni Association.

Newton received his Master of Science in Sports Administration from Kansas in 1992 and his Bachelor of Science in
Education from Kansas in 1989. Born in St. Thomas, Virgin Islands, Newton resides in Bowie, MD with his wife, Shalaun,
their eight-year-old daughter, Shaniya Adell, and four-year-old son, Miles Kenneth.




Randy Wittman
Head Coach

With a weaith of NBA coaching experience and basketball knowledge, Randy Wittman
is in his fourth season in the Washington Wizards organization and first full season as
head coach. Wittman was named head coach of the Wizards on January 24, 2012, and
was signed to an extension as head coach on June 4, 2012. Following the team’s 2-15
start, Wittman led the Wizards to an 18-31 record, which included a strong finish to
the 2011-12 season where the team won eight of their final 10 games (including their
last six in a row). Under Wittman's leadership, the team's defensive efforts improved
considerably. Washington held opponents to 92.0 points per game on .439 shooting
from the field in their last 25 contests to close out the 2011-12 season.

Prior to coming to Washington, Wittman served as head coach of the Minnesota
Timberwolves from January 23, 200/ to December 8, 2008. That marked his third stint
with the Timberwolves, as he also served as an assistant coach with Minnesota from 1334-1333 and from 2001-2005.

Wittman earned his first NBA head coaching job in Cleveland, where he led the Cavaliers for two seasons from 1999-2001.
He began his coaching career as an assistant coach with the Indiana Pacers in 1992, and later worked as an assistant for
the Dallas Mavericks and Orlando Magic.

A 1983 graduate of Indiana University, Wittman played collegiately under Bobby Knight, helping the Hoosiers to a NCAA
championship in 1981. He was originally drafted by the Washington Bullets with the 22nd pick of the 1983 NBA Draft, but
was traded to the Atlanta Hawks prior to the start of the 1983-84 season. Wittman played nine seasons in the NBA for
Atlanta, Sacramento and Indiana before retiring in 1992 with a career average of 7.4 points per game (.501 FG%) in 543

games.

As a two-time academic All-American at Indiana, he was also named the Co-Big Ten Player of the Year as a senior in 1983.
Wittman was inducted into the Indiana University Hall of Fame in 1995, and in 2007 he was inducted into the Indiana Hall of
Fame. A native of Indianapolis, Wittman and his wife, Kathy, have two children, Ryan, and Lauren, a senior at Indiana University.

Assistant Coach

Newman brings more than 20 years of experience to the Wizards' staff, including the
past seven seasons as an assistant coach for the San Antonio Spurs. During his
successful tenure with the Spurs, Newman worked under Gregg Popovich and helped
lead San Antonio to a pair of NBA Championships (2005 and 2007), a pair of Western
Conference championships (2005 and 2007) and five Division titles {2005, 2006, 2009,
2011 and 2012). Ineach of Newman’s seven seasons on the bench, the Spurs won 50 of
more games, including a 50-16 mark last season en route to a Southwest Division title.

Newman originally joined the NBA as an assistant coach with

the Milwaukee Bucks in 1999. In his four seasons with the Bucks, Milwaukee made three playoff appearances
and won the Central Division title in the 2000-01 season. Newman served as an assistant with the New Jersey
during the 2003-04 season, in which the Nets captured the Atlantic Division title and advanced to the Eastern
Conference Finals. He also served as an assistant for USA Basketball during the 2002 World Championships.

Prior to his time in the NBA, Newman spent 10 years in college basketball. He served as a head coach with Sacramento
State (1992-97) and was named the interim head coach at Arizona State in 1997, leading the Sun Devils to an 18-14 record
and a trip to the NIT Tournament. Newman also had stints as an assistant coach with Oregon and Washington State.

Newman played three seasons of basketball at the University of ldaho (after spending his freshman year at LSU)
and was originally drafted by two NBA teams. After being selected by Indiana in the fourth round of the 1979 Draft
(as a junior eligible selection), he was selected by Boston in the third round of the 1980 Draft. He played three
seasons in the CBA (for the Montana Golden Nuggets where George Karl was his head coach) and also played
seven seasons in the CFL. He was invited to training camp with both the Seattle Seahawks and the New York Jets.
Newman and his wife, Michelle, have two daughters, Chandi and Devan.

Don Zierden
Assistant Coach

Don Zierden is in his fourth season as an assistant coach with the Washington Wizards.
Zierden came to Washington after spending the previous two seasons as head coach
of the WNBA's Minnesota Lynx. Prior to working in the WNBA, Zierden served as an
assistant coach for two seasons with the Detroit Pistons from 2005-07.

The Minnesota native began his NBA career in Minnesota with the Timberwolves,
where he served as the team's video coordinator for the 1999-2000 season. Following
his first season with Minnesota, he was promoted to assistant coach/director of player
development on July 11, 2000. Zierden was a part of the coaching staff that led the
Timberwolves to the Western Conference finals in 2004, and he remained with the club
through the 2004-05 season.

Zierden's coaching career has also included time at the University of Tulsa (1986-88), and in the Continental Basketball
Association with the La Crosse Catbirds (1930-94, including winning the 1392 CBA Championship). Additionally, Zierden has
been the head coach of the CBA's Pittsburgh Piranhas {who he took to the CBA Finals in 1995), and the La Crosse Bobcats.

Zierden and his wife, Anne, and two children, Rachel and Isaiah (who is a freshman on Creighton University’s basketball
team).
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Sam Cassell

Assistant Coach

Sam Cassell is in his fourth season in the NBA coaching ranks after his hire by the
Wizards on May 21, 2009. Cassell moved to the bench after an outstanding 15-sea-
son NBA career, in which he won three NBA championships; two with the Houston
Rockets in 1994 and 1995 and one with the Boston Celtics in 2008.

In 993 career regular season games, the former All-Star averaged 15.7 points and 6.0
assists per game. Cassell made his mark as a clutch player in his rookie season in
1994 when he averaged 9.4 points and 4.2 rebounds off of the bench in the playoffs to
help the Rockets to their first NBA Championship, and was a key contributor on the
Rockets squad that won the title again in 1995,

The Baltimore native also appeared in the Eastern Conference Finals with Wizards President Ernie Grunfeld's Milwaukee
Bucks in 2001 and the Western Conference Finals with Flip Saunders’ Minnesota Timberwolves in 2004.

The 2003-04 season marked one of Cassell's finest seasons as a professional, as he averaged 19.8 points and 7.3 assists per
game. Cassell was named to the NBA All-Star game for the first time in his career and was also named All-NBA Second
Team during that campaign.

Cassell played two seasons at San Jacinto College in Texas before starring at Florida State University from 1991-1993. In
2004, Cassell was inducted into the Florida State Athletic Hall of Fame.

Jerry Sichting

Assistant Coach

Jerry Sichting begins his first season with the Wizards as an assistant coach. Sichting
brings 24 years of experience as an NBA player, coach and talent evaluator to the
Wizards® bench, including 11 seasons serving as an assistant both alongside and
under Wittman with the Minnesota Timberwolves.

Sichting originally began his career with Minnesota in 1935-96 as the team’s director
of scouting and player development before moving to the bench and adding assistant
coach to his title for the next nine seasons (seven of which were spent alongside
Wittman). After a stint as an assistant with Marquette University in 2006-07, Sichting
returned to the Timberwolves for two seasons as an assistant under Wittman, who
had been promoted to head coach. He returned to the front office as director of pro
personnel in 2003-10 before joining the Golden State Warriors as an assistant coach
for the 2010-11 campaign. Sichting most recently stepped in to coach Martinsville
{Ind.) High School, his alma mater, following the abrupt retirement of the team’s head coach during the 2011-12 season.

As a player, Sichting averaged 6.9 points and 3.3 assists over 538 games and 10 seasons with Indiana, Boston, Portland,
Charlotte and Milwaukee. He began his playing career in 1980 with the Pacers, and averaged a career-high 11.5 points
per game during the 1983-84 season. Sichting went on to help the Celtics capture the 1986 NBA Championship, averaging
6.5 points per game off the bench. He returned to Boston after his playing career ended, spending four seasons (1991-35)
as an analyst on the Celtics’ radio broadcasts.

Sichting was originally a fourth-round selection (82nd) overall by the Golden State Warriors in the 1979 NBA Draft out of
Purdue University, where he was the captain of the 1978-79 Boilermakers squad that captured the Big 10 Championship.
He was inducted into the Indiana Basketball Hall of Fame in 2002. Jerry and his wife, Joni, have four children, Jared,
Jason, Jordan and Jenna.
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Ryan Saunders
Assistant Coach

Ryan Saunders enters his fourth season as an assistant coach with the Washington
Wizards.

Saunders came to the Wizards after spending a year coaching under Tubby Smith
at the University of Minnesota, where he helped the Golden Gophers to an NCAA
Tournament appearance. In addition to his on-court work, he helped players with
their academic and social development off the court.

Before moving to the sidelines, Saunders played four seasons at Minnesota, where
he was a two-time team captain, four-time scholar athlete award winner and 2006
Big Ten All-Academic selection. He earned his bachelor’s degree in sport manage-
ment and is currently pursuing his master’s degree in applied kinesiology.

Saunders is involved with various youth basketball camps and charitable organizations in Minnesota.
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Ed Tapscott

Director of Player Programs/Scout

With over a quarter-century of experience in a variety of basketball related roles, Ed
Tapscottis in his sixth season with the Wizards. In his current role, Tapscott is tasked
with implementing player programs that focus on life skills training and development,
counseling, assistance, education and career transition. He also provides scouting
for the team.

A native Washingtonian, Tapscott returned to DC after serving as president and chief
executive operating officer of the Charlotte Bobcats from 2003-2006. In that role,
Tapscott directed the organization’s basketball and business operations. Tapscott's
career in basketball began in Medford, MA in 1975 as a graduate assistant coach at
Tufts University, and he later moved to American University where he began as an assistant coach under Gary Williams
during the 1977-78 season. He was elevated to head coach in 1982 and he guided the Eagles to more victories than any
other coach in the program’s history.

Tapscott’s career also includes a tenure as vice president of player personnel and Basketball Operations for the New York
Knicks, including a stint as Interim President and General Manager of the Knicks during the 1990’s. He also served as
interim head coach of the Wizards for the final 71 games of the 2008-03 season.

Tapscott completed his undergraduate and graduate studies at Tufts University, where he also played basketball for Head
Coach Tom Penders. He completed his legal education at the Washington College of Law at American University. Ed and
his wife, Janis Thomas, have a daughter, Logan.

Pat Connelly

Director of Player Personnel

Pat Connelly is in his seventh season with the Washington Wizards. Well-traveled
in basketball circles, Connelly is primarily tasked as being one of the Wizards top
scouting sources of collegiate and international talent.

Prior to joining the Wizards staff, Connelly served as a graduate assistant for the
men’s basketball team at Baylor University from 2004-06, where he also earned a
Master’s degree in speech communication. More recently, Connelly visited England
with his brother Tim (the assistant general manager of the New Orleans Hornets), in
his personal efforts to aid the globalization of basketball.

Connelly served as an assistant coach for the Brighton Bears in England during the
2003-04 season and helped guide the Bears to the British Basketball League title. Connelly earned an undergraduate
degree from Mount St. Mary’s in 2002 in business. A native of Baltimore, Connelly currently resides in Washington, DC.
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Mike Wilson

Director of College Scouting

The 2012-13 NBA season marks Mike Wilson’s 11th in the NBA, and his ninth season
with the Washington Wizards. In his current role with the Wizards, Wilson is relied on
as one of the team’s top evaluators of collegiate talent. Prior to joining the NBA as a
scout with the Denver Nuggets in 2002, Wilson coached collegiately for 13 years, most
recently as an assistant at Auburn University. With stints at the University of Rhode
Island, Baylor, UNC-Wilmington, Spartanburg Methodist, McNeese State and Penn
State, Wilson started his basketball career in 1989 as an assistant coach at Slippery
Rock University.

A native of Pittsburgh, PA, Wilson graduated from Bethel Park High School and earned
his college degree from Southeastern. Mike and his wife, Renee, have two children, a daughter, Leah (19), and son,
Braden (10). The family currently resides in Round Rock, TX.

Pat Sullivan
Advance Scout

Pat Sullivan begins his first season with the Wizards as an advance scout. Prior to
coming to Washington, Sullivan served as an assistant coach with the Pistons for
three years from 2008-2011. He has also served as an assistant coach for the New
Jersey Nets from 2005-08. Sullivan was promoted to the bench with the Pistons under
Larry Brown in 2004-05, after serving as assistant coach/video coordinator during
the club’s 2003-04 NBA Championship season. Sullivan has served as head coach
for the Pistons summer league team that competed at the Vegas Summer League in
2010 and 2011.

The Bogota, New Jersey, native brings over 18 years of basketball experience with
him as either a player or a coach. As a player at North Carolina, Sullivan played in
three NCAA Final Fours (1991, 1993 and 1995) and coached in three as an assistant at UNC (1997, 1998 and 2000). Following
his stint at UNC, Sullivan moved to North Carolina-Wilmington, where he was an assistant coach from 2001-03.

Gene Banks
Scout

Gene Banks is in his fourth season with the Wizards. He brings with over 30 years of top-
level basketball experience to the staff, including stints playing and coaching in the NBA,
CBA, NCAA and overseas.

Banks came to basketball prominence as a legend at West Philadelphia High, where he
earmned All-America honors three seasons and became one of the top recruits in the coun-
try as the MVP of the 1977 McDonald’s High School All-American game and the prestigious
Dapper Dan Classic for High School All-Americans. Banks then attended Duke University,
and finished his collegiate career with averages of 16.8 points and 7.9 rebounds per game,
while eaming First Team All-ACC honors as a senior and Second Team honors his first
three seasons (including recognition as the ACC Rookie of the Year after helping the Blue Devils reach the NCAA championship
game). Banks was a two-time NCAA All-American, led the ACC in scoring as a senior, and graduated from Duke with a degree in
History. After serving as commencement speaker at graduation, he was later inducted into the Duke Sports Hall of Fame in 1994.

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Following his career at Duke, Banks was selected by the San Antonio Spurs in the second round (28th overall) of the 1981 NBA
Draft. He went on to play four seasons (1981-85) for the Spurs before being traded to Chicago, where he (continued on 29)
{continued) would play the final two seasons of his career (1985-87). Banks compiled career averages of 11.3 points and 5.8
rebounds in 468 NBA games, with his best year coming in 1962-83 when he averaged 14.9 points and 7.6 rebounds while shooting
550 from the floor in 81 games for the Spurs.

Banks also played and served as player/coach overseas in France, Israel, Italy and Argentina and played in the CBA. He has
coached the women’s program at Bluefield State and spent two seasons as the head coach and athletic director at Bennett
College.

Banks has been active in the community throughout his playing and coaching career, serving as a motivational speaker and
mentoring underprivileged youth through his work with the Gene Banks Foundation. He has two sons and three daughters, all
raised by Banks as a widower after his wife, Isabelle, tragically passed away after battling Multiple Sclerosis.

Eric Waters
Head Athletic Trainer

Eric Waters is in his ninth season as the head athletic trainer for the Wizards after
spending the previous four years as the assistant athletic trainer of the Chicago Bulls.

Certified as an athletic trainer (ATC), strength and conditioning coach (CSCS), correc-
tive exercise specialist (CES) and performance enhancement specialist (PES), Waters
is a former Secretary of the National Basketball Athletic Trainers Association and
currently serves as the Eastern Conference representative for the NBATA. Honored by
the NBATA as the NBA's Athletic Trainer of the Year in 2009-10, Waters was a featured
speaker at the 2010 National Athletic Trainers Association Conference in Philadelphia.
He now serves on the Political Action Committee for the NATA. His career has also
included assistantships with Northwestern University and the University of lowa, and
he spent two seasons with NFL Europe working as the head athletic trainer for the London Monarchs and the assistant
athletic trainer for the Rhein Fire, after an internship with the NFL's Carolina Panthers in 1997 that introduced him to football
athletic training.

In 2005, Waters was part of a delegation that visited Beijing, China, as part of the NBA's Basketball Without Borders pro-
gram, and in 2006, Waters traveled to Puerto Rico with the BWB delegation.

Waters received a Bachelor's degree in exercise science and Bachelor's degree in psychology from the University of lowa
in 1995 and a Master’s in exercise science from Boise State University in 1998. He is also active in the Big Brothers/Big
Sisters program.

Corey Bennett is in his fifth season as assistant athletic trainer for the Washington
Wizards. Prior to joining the Wizards, Bennett served as assistant athletic trainer for the

Athletic Training Program. He also spent five seasons as assistant athletic trainer for the
NFLUs Buffalo Bills from 1999-2004.

In his fifth season with the Wizards organization, Koichi Sato came to Washington after
working as athletic trainer/performance specialist for Levi Jones of the NFLs Cincinnati
Bengals in 2007-08 and at Athletes’ Performance in Los Angeles in 2006-07. Previously,
Sato provided medical care to Sun Devil athletes at Arizona State University for nine
years as a graduate assistant, then as assistant athletic trainer, spending the last four
seasons with the Sun Devil men’s basketball program. Sato worked for the Chicago White
Sox organization as head athletic trainer for the Bristol White Sox in the summer of 1999
and for the Chicago Bears as an intern athletic trainer in the summer of 2002. Sato also
worked as medical support staff for Olympic medalists Dwight Phillips {long jump) and
Tim Harden (sprints).

Brett Greenberg is in his fourth season with the Wizards and second as video coordina-
tor. Greenberg plays a vital role in the coaching staff's preparation by providing video
breakdowns of opposing teams and individual players as well as video analysis of the
individual strengths and weaknesses of Wizards players. Greenberg also prepares
video edits and breakdowns for the front office in preparation for the NBA Draft each
year.

Greenberg came to Washington after spending the 2008-09 season in the Basketball

Washington duo selected since Moses Malone and Jeff Malone in 1987,

Antawn Jamison's league-high streak of 386 consecutive games played came to an end
when tendinitis in his right knee forced him out of a game in New York against the Knicks.

Eddie Jordan notched his 100th career victory as a head coach with a 113-112 win over the
Milwaukee Bucks at the MCI Center.

The Wizards clinched their first playoff spot since 1996-97 with a 93-82 victory over the
Chicago Bulls at the MCI Center.

The Wizards 106-104 win over the Charlotte Bobcats at the MC| Center marked their 45th
victory of the season, their highest win total in 26 years (1978-79).

In addition to hosting their inaugural playoff game at the MCI Center, the Wizards
returned to the postseason fray for the first time in eight seasons (1996-97).
Washington defeated the Chicago Bulls, 117-99, at the MCI Center in Game 3 in their first
round playoff series, marking their first playoff win since May 4, 1988 against the Detroit
Pistons.

Gilbert Arenas connected on the game-winning shot as time expired lifting Washington to
a 112-110 win over the Chicago Bulls. Arenas’ game-winning basket gave the Wizards a
3-2 lead in the series.

The Wizards defeated the Chicago Bulls, 94-91, at the MCI Center, clinching their first
playoff series victory since 1982.

Larry Hughes was named to the NBA All-Defensive First Team. Hughes became the
fourth player in franchise history to be named to the First Team, and the first since Bobby
Dandridge in 1978-79.

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WIZARDS RETIRED NUMBERS
41 WES UNSELD

As a player, Wes Unseld seemed to have been chiseled from a block of granite, with & stoic demeanor and an iron resolve to win
A 6-7 bull of a center, he forged his reputation on relentless rebounding, bone-jarring picks, and laser-beam outlet passes. He did all the
unspectacular things that led to glamorous victories. He was the league’s MVP and Rookie of the Year in 1968-69 and a five-time NBA
All-5tar who captained the Baltimore and Washington Bullets to four NBA Finals appearances in the 1970s and to a championship in
1977-78. Unseld was intelligent on and off the court, and over the course of his career he came to personify the virtues of hard worlk,
dedication, and courage. After retiring in 1980 he moved into a front office position with the Bullets, then coached the team for seven
seasons in the |ate 19805 and early 19903 before becoming the team’s General Manaper before taking a leave of absence in May 2003
During his 13-year NBA career, all with the Bullets, Unseld piled up many accomplishments. He ranked seventh on the league’s all-time
rebounding list and was one of a8 handful of players to have tallied at least 10,000 points and 10,000 rebounds for a career. He played
984 games for the Bullets, the most of any player In franchise history. His TOT.al of 13,769 boards (14.0 rpg) currently tops the franchise
career list, and his 3,822 assists also is 8 Bullets record. After a standout career at Louisville, Unseld was the second overall selection
in the 1968 NBA Draft by the Bullets followling the selection of future teammate Elvin Hayes by the Rockets. The Bullets had never had a
winning season up to that point of Unselds arrival. With Unseid the team ran off 10 winning campaigns and made 12 consecutive playoff
appearances. Unseld played each of his 13 seasons with the Bullets and was elected to the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame
in 1968. In 1996, he was named to the NBA 50th Anniversary All-Time Team.

11 ELVIN HAYES

One of the most talented povwer forwards ever to play the game, Elvin Hayes used his trademark
turnaround jumper and aggressive defense to win a secure place in the NBA record books. Fifth on
the all-time list in games (1,303) and third in minutes played (50,000}, he missed only nine contests in
his 16 years in the league, a tribute to his durability and conditioning. An All-Star for each of his first
12 seasons, he scored more points {27,313) than any other player in NBA history except for Kareem
Abdul Jabbar, Karl Malone, Michael Jordan, Wilt Chamberiain and Moses Malone, He also ranks
fourth on the league’s all-time rebounding list with 16,273 boards. Hayes Is the franchise leader in
points scored with 15551 and averaged 21.3 points and 12.7 rebounds in his nine ssasons with the
Bullets that included & workd championship in 1978. Hayes attended the University of Houston where
he had 2 standout career highlighted by outscoring Lew Alcindor 39-15 in leading Houston to snap
LUCLA's 47-game winning streak. Hayes was the first overail pick by the San Diego Rockets in the
1968 NBA Draft Following four seasons with the Rockets, Hayes was acguired by the Baltimore
Bullets in exchange for Jack Marin and future considerations on April 12, 1972 With the Bullets,
Hayes moved to the power forward position and teamed with Wes Unseld to form one of the most
formidable frontcourts in NBA history. Hayes led Washington to a franchise record 60 wins during
the 1974-75 season while being named First Team All-NBA. During Washington's championship run
in 1978, Hayes averaged a team-high 21.2 points per game, After a standout career in Washington,
Hayes finished his 16-year career with the Houston Rockets. Hayes was inducted into the Naismith
Memaorial Basketball Hall of Fame in 1990 and his #11 jersey is one of only three numbers retired by
the Washington Wizards.

25 GUS JOHNSON

Gus Johnson, one of only three players in franchise history to have his jersey retired, was one of 21 finalists named by the North
American Screening Committee for election into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame’s Class of 2003. Johnson, a native of
Akron, Ohio was a devastating force at the power forward position. Johnson's ability to score, pass, and rebound made the Galtimore
Bullets a perennial title contender from the mid 1960s to the early 1970's. Johnson, who entered the league following one year at the
University of Idaho in 1963, spent nine of his 11 pro seasons with the Bullets. Nicknamed "Honeycomb” for his sweet play. Johnson
was a four-time All-NBA Second Team selection (1965, “66, 70, ‘71), & two-time All-Defensive First Team selection (1970, '71), and was a
member of the 1964 NBA All-Rookie team. With Johnson on the roster, the Bullets reached the playaffs six times and advanced to the
NBA finals in 1970-71 (4-0 loss to Milwaukee), Statistically, Johnzon averaged a double-double (17.1 ppg and 12.7 rpg) in 581 career NBA
games. The Washington Bullets retired his jersey number 25 in 1986. On April 29, 1987, Johnson passed away after being diagnosed with
an inoperable brain tumor,

10 EARL MONROE

Before the amival of "Magic” Johnson, there was another “Magic”™ - "Black Magic® - also
known as “Earl the Pearl.” He was Earl Monroe, a dazzling playmaker and one-on-one virtuoso who
dazzied both spectators and opponents alike with his flashy moves and drives to the hoop. Monroe
revolutionized the game with his flamboyant moves, and is widely credited with popularizing the spin
move. Some said that watching him play was like listening to jazz; much like the music, Monroe's
moves were like improvisations. many of which took off in mid-flight and changed course without
notice. He was chosen with the second pick in the 197 NBA draft by the Baltimore Bullets, and
immediately made his presence known. He scored & then-franchise record 56 points In a game
against the Los Angeles Lakers and was awarded the NBA Rookie of the Year Award after averaging
24.3 points for the season. During his Bullets career, Monroe solidified himself as not only 8 marquee
player but the leader of a perennial championship contender. In 1968-69 he was named to the All-
NBA First Team and coupled with Rookie of the Year Wes Unseld to create a devastating fast break
not seen before in the NBA. The following season he led the Baltimore Bullets to their first ever NBA
World Championship Series. “The Pearl™ ended his Bullets career in 1971 as one of the franchise’s
maost storied players, and he appears frequently in the franchise record books. Monroe scored 7,775
points in 328 games as a Bullet, and stands third in franchise history in scoring average (23.7). The
prolific scorer notched over 40 points on nine different occasions for the Bullets and led Baltimore in
scoring and assists four consecutive years (1957-71). He scored over 700 playoff points in a Bullets
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uniform, and ranks second in playoff scoring average with 24.3 points per game. Monroe retired from the game of basketball in 1980 a5 one
of the greatest and most innovative players in its history. During his 13-year career he had amassed 17,454 points in 926 games. A four time
All-Star, Monroe was inducted into the NBA Hall of Fame in 1990, In 1996, the NBA announced Monroe as a member of its 50th Anniversary
All-Time Team honoring the top 50 players in league history. "The Pearl” helped herald a new era of basketball, a more exciting game that
showcased dazzling individual skills within a team context and on December 10, 2007 Earl Monroe's #10 jersey became only the fourth number
retired by the Washington Wizards. (Courtesy of NBA.com|

1977-78 CHAMPIONSHIP SEASON

Led by Wes Unseld and Elvin Hayes, the Washington Bullets captured the franchise’s only world championship during
the 1977-78 season under new head coach Dick Motta. The Bullets had established themselves as one of the most formidable
teams in the 1970°s and made two NBA Finals appearances only to lose to Milwaukee in 1971 and to Golden State in 1975, after
a season in which the team posted a franchise record 60 victories. Washington finished the 1977-78 season with a 44-38 record
and defeated Atlanta and San Antonio in the Eastern Conference Playoffs before upsetting Philadelphia 4-2 for a spot in the
NBA Finals versus the Seattle SuperSonics. Seattle erased a 19-point lead at home in Game 1 and took a 1-0 series lead with
a 106-102 victory. The series then shifted to the Capital Centre for Game 2 where Bobby Dandridge scored 34 points and Hayes
added 25 points as Washington even the series with a 106-98 win. Seattle held off a late Washington rally for a 93-92 win at the
Capital Centre in Game 3 as the series shifted to the Kingdome for Game 4. In need of a win, Washington trailed by 15 points late
in third quarter but rallied behind Dandridge and Unseld to force overtime where Charles Johnson nailed three field goals as
Washington evened the series with a 120-116 overtime win, The series then shifted to the Seattle Coliseum for Game 5, and in
their home arena, the Sonics posted a 98-94 win to take a 3-2 sernies lead. Facing elimination, Washington exploded for 70 points
in the second half of Game 6 and increased a 12-point first half lead into a 117-82 victory. The series then returned to Seattle for
the seventh and deciding game where Washington played strong defense in forcing the Sonics backcourt of Gus Williams and
Dennis Johnson into 4-26 shooting in building an 11-point fourth quarter lead. Seattle fought back in the closing minutes and cut
the lead to four with 8 minute and a half to play. Mitch Kupchak then converted a big three point play but Seattle rallied to cut the
lead to 101-99 on a Paul Silas tip-in. Seattle then fouled Unseld, who hit both of his free throws as Washington held on for a 105-99
victory and the franchise’s first world championship. The title was the first for the City of Washington, D.C. since the Redskins won
the NFL title in 1942, During the playoff run and finals, Motta reminded the media and fans that each series wasn't over until "the
fat lady sings,” a phrase that is widely associated with 1978 NBA Champion Washington Bullets.

Any abuse of the press room and/or press privileges will result in the forfeiture
of your press pass. The working area of the press room is equipped with a fax machine, tele-
phones, statistics, post-game quotes and other NBA scores.

Steve Buckhantz
Play-By-Play Announcer

With 39 years of broadcasting experience, including a quarter-century in the
Nation's Capital, Steve Buckhantz is one of the longest tenured sportscasters in
the Metropolitan area. A four-time Emmy award winner, including the honor for
Wizards Play-by-play in 2008, Buckhantz is in his 16th season as the television
voice of the Wizards on Comcast SportsNet.

Buckhantz' dramatic game calls have crept into DC’s sports lexicon. “Dagger”,
“Backbreaker”, “Not Possible”, all are heard regularly on sports highlight shows
around the country.

Buckhantz is a native of Washington, DC, born in the District and raised in nearby

Arlington, VA. He attended Washington-Lee High School and his education continued at James Madison University in
Harrisonburg, VA, where he graduated with a Bachelor of Science degree in Communication Arts. In 1335, Buckhantz
was honored with JMU's Distinguished Alumni Award.

Following four years broadcasting JMU basketball games on radio, Buckhantz made the transition into television at
ABC affiliate WHSV-TV in Harrisonburg, where he anchored the 11pm sports and weather. His TV career then took him
to WRCB in Chattanooga, TN, WTVF in Nashville, TN and WSB in Atlanta, GA, before returning in 1984 to his hometown
and Fox owned WTTG-TV, where he was the Sports Director and lead sports anchor for nearly 14 years. Buckhantz’
play-by-play work also includes the “NFL on Fox” and in 1994 was part of that networks’ inaugural season televising
professional football. From 1991-'97 Buckhantz was the radio play-by-play voice of the US Naval Academy Football
Team. Buckhantz was recently inducted into The National Academy of Television Arts and Sciences National Capital
Chapter Silver Circle, honoring those who have made significant contributions to the broadcast industry over the span
of 25 years or more in the National Capital region. In 2011, Buckhantz was inducted into The National Academy of
Television Arts and Sciences National Chapter Silver Circle, honoring those who have made significant contributions to
the broadcast industry over the span of 25 years or more in the National Capital region.

Buckhantz is involved in numerous charitable events in the Washington area, and for the past 16 years has been the
spokesman for the Steve Buckhantz/St. Jude Celebrity Golf Tournament, which to date has raised over three million
dollars to benefit research at the children’s hospital in Memphis, TN.

Phil Chenier
Analyst

The 2012-13 NBA campaign marks Phil Chenier’s 28th consecutive season provid-
ing television color commentary for the Washington Wizards organization. Seated
alongside play-by-play man Steve Buckhantz, Chenier has been further ingrained in
the consciousness of Washington area sports fans after he starred for the Bullets
for nine seasons during his playing days in the NBA.

An All-Star performer for the Bullets in 1974, 1975 and 1977, Chenier still holds the
franchise record for most points in a non-overtime game (53), and he ranks among
the all-time franchise leaders in field goals made (4th), points (6th), minutes played
(6th) and games played (8th). He averaged at least 20 points per game for five con-
secutive seasons (1972-77) and was named to the All-NBA second team in 1974-75,
when he finished eighth in MVP voting. After 10 professional seasons, Chenier
retired in 1981 with 9,931 career points and a 17.2 ppg scoring average.

In the NBA off-season, Chenier shares his basketball expertise at his youth basketball camp, which is co-directed
by award-winning basketball writer David DuPree. Chenier lives in Columbia, MD, and has three
children, April, Philip Lawrence and Adelle, and four grandchildren, Ana Fletcher,

Nolan Chenier Fletcher, Parker Chenier and Phllip Cole Chenier.

Dave Johnson
Play-By-Play Announcer

The 2012-13 season marks Dave Johnson's 16th consecutive campaign as the
voice of the Wizards on the Wizards Radio Network. Wizards fans also know
Johnson for his contributions to the television show Wizards Magazinei, and to
WashingtonWizards.com where he hosts a live blog (blogcast) during games.
Johnson's ties to the Washington DC sports community are strengthened by his
efforts as the sports director and morning sports anchor for WTOP radio (103.5
FM), where he won an Edward R. Murrow award for best writing, and for his work
in studio on Comcast SportsNet as a frequent anchor of CSN’s nightly sports show.

Johnson's ubiquitous presence in the sports community is also due in part to his

role as the television play-by-play voice of Major League Soccer’s DC United on Comcast SportsNet, and to an extensive
history with televised soccer that includes appearances on ESPN and FOX Soccer Channel. Johnson also served as the

play-by-play voice for the 2006 FIFA World Cup on XM radio, for whom he called over 20 matches, including the World
Cup final in Berlin.

Among Johnson's other career highlights is an Emmy Award for his work as the host of the NHL's Washington Capitals
Face Offi television show, countless anchored telecasts not just on Comcast SportsNet but also on FOX 5, an extensive

play-by-play resume of college football, college basketball and lacrosse, and in the summer of 2006, Johnson served as
a fill-in on Washington Nationals radio broadcasts.

A graduate of Towson University, Dave and his wife, Diane, live in Annapolis, MD with their son, Pierce.

Glenn Consor
Color Analyst

The 2012-13 season marks Glenn Consor's fifth season as the color analyst
and post-game call-in show host on the Washington Wizards Radio Network.
Alongside 16-year play-by-play veteran Dave Johnson, Consor brings almost two
decades of experience covering the Wizards to the booth.

After 18 years covering the Wizards for various media outlets, most recently for
Comcast SportsNet as an analyst on the network’s live postgame show, Consor
added a new perspective of watching the Wizards to his resume during the 2007-
08 season. Previously, from 1990-95 Consor was a scout for the Wizards franchise
and Indiana Pacers.

In addition to his work with the Wizards, Consor has served as a basketball analyst for NBA-TV, Home Team Sports,
ESPN's regional college basketball broadcasts, Sports Talk 980, Westwood One's coverage of the NCAA Tournament,
and Comcast SportsNet's collegiate broadcasts. Consor still provides periodic Wizards analysis for CSN as well, and
served as Washington’s Camp Director in the summer of 2003 for two youth basketball camps.

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Verizon Center

Verizon Center is a 20,000-seat multi-purpose sports and entertainment venue, owned and oper-
ated by Monumental Sports & Entertainment, in the Penn Quarter neighborhood of Chinatown
in downtown Washington, D.C. The arena is home to the NBA's Washington Wizards, the NHLs
Washington Capitals, the WNBA's Washington Mystics and the NCAA's Georgetown Hoyas men's
basketball team.

Boasting an average of 220 events per year, Verizon Center is the heart of a $6.84 billion rede-
velopment that began almost 15 years ago when the arena was envisioned and built by late
owner Abe Pollin and his wife, Irene Pollin, after previously building the Capital Centre arena
in Landover, Md. Since the Pollin's realized their vision on Dec. 2, 1997, with the opening of the
privately financed new arena in downtown Washington, 36 million people have attended more
than 3,034 events.

The surrounding neighborhood throughout the years has been rejuvenated by a plethora of res-
taurants, condominiums and businesses, making the Seventh Street corridor an entertainment
destination.

Accrediting the revitalization of the downtown neighborhood to late owner Abe Pollin, and
his wife Irene Pollin, for building Verizon Center{formerly known as MCI Center), the District of
Columbia renamed the street in front of Verizon Center “Abe Pollin Way” in 2007

In June 2010, Ted Leonsis became the majority owner of Verizon Center and formed Monumental
Sports & Entertainment. The newly formed entity includes ownership of the NBA's Washington
Wizards, the NHLs Washington Capitals, the WNBA's Washington Mystics and Verizon Center.
Monumental Sports & entertainment also manages Kettler Capitals Iceplex and the Patriot Center
at George Mason University.

As an arena in the heart of downtown Washington, D.C., Verizon Center has hosted a multitude
of high-profile events in its history, ranging from the 1998 Stanley Cup Final to the NBA (2001)
and WNBA (2002, 2007) All-Star games to the 2003 World Figure Skating Championship, the 2005
ACCTournament, the first and second rounds of the NCAA Division | men’s basketball tournament
(1998, 2002, 2008) as well as the second and third rounds (2011), the 2006 Washington Regional
Round and the 2009 NCAA Frozen Four men's hockey championship. In 2013 the arena will again
host the Washington Regional Round of the NCAA Division | men’s basketball tournament for the
second time.

Entertainment at the arena would not be complete without concerts and family shows ranging
from all-time greats to current-day chart-topping artists. In the almost 15-year history of the arena
some of the artists who have roamed the halls and mastered the stage at Verizon Center include:
U2, Justin Timberlake, The Three Tenors, Barbra Streisand, Bon Jovi, Prince, Tim McGraw & Faith

Hill, Beyonce, the Dalai Lama, Keith Urban, Jeff Dunham, Christina Aguilera, Disney on Ice and
WWE.

In terms of history, only two events have taken place each of the past 14 2 years at Verizon Center,
as well as each of the past 38 plus years dating back to the old Capital Centre arena making them
the longest tenured events between both buildings: the Harlem Globetrotters (1973) and the
Washington International Horse Show (1975).

Located within the arena are 106 luxury suites, eight loge boxes, a high-definition center-hung
scoreboard, an indoor basketball practice facility and 10 dressing rooms. The arena offers a vari-
ety of concession stands and restaurants with menu choices ranging from pizza at Papa John's to
donuts at Dunkin Donuts. Additional arena fare includes hot dogs, crab cakes, chicken fingers and
deli sandwiches. Kosher, vegetarian, vegan and gluten-free options are also available.

The Captain Morgan Party Pavilion, overlooking the main floor of the arena, is another
exciting option for entertaining up to 99 guests. The party pavilion features a glass-enclosed
suite that can be customized for meetings and hospitality purposes and can be rented on an
event-by-event basis.

Entertaining can be broken down into a group of 34, 65 or 99 guests in the party pavilion.
Premium catering and food service options are also offered by Levy Restaurants.

HIGH-DEFINITION SCOREBOARD AND LINEAR LED BOARDS

Debuting during the 2007-2008 season, the high-definition LED scoreboard was the first true
indoor high-definition scoreboard of its kind for arenas. The center-hung scoreboard exclu-
sively features the Diamond Vision LED Fascia, corner stat displays and video boards driven
by ANC Sports’ patent pending VisionSOFT operating system. Sitting at 14 feet 5 inches high
by 25 feet 2 inches wide, the new scoreboard provides the highest clarity of all the action,
including video playback, and exhibits more than 68 billion colors. The scoreboard features
four 6 millimeter video screens, four 10 millimeter LED video matrixes measuring 5 feet by 25
feet, and two 20 millimeter LED rings. More than 1,000 feet of linear LED boards encompass
the upper bowl of the arena, as well as 400 feet of LED boards surrounding the lower bowl
of the arena with full motion signage. Four additional LED displays highlight the top corners
of the arena offering animation, 3D graphics and advertisements.

BASKETBALL PRACTICE FACILITY

The Washington Wizards and the Washington Mystics have an NBA/WNBA regulation size
practice court inside the arena where all team practices are held. Located on the event level,
players have easy access to and from the court. The practice court is also used for special
events such as large news conferences and receptions.

LOCKER ROOMS/DRESSING RODMS

Backstage at Verizon Center are 10 dressing rooms, including the Wizards, Capitals, Mystics
and Hoyas team locker rooms and NBA and NHL visitor's and officials locker rooms. The
Wizards and Capitals locker rooms include a training room, steam room, hydrotherapy pool,
team lounge and weight room.
