 Shaquille O ‘Neal

Shaquille “Shaq” O’Neal played eight seasons with the Lakers between 1996-2004, winning three NBA 
Championships (2000-02) while being named Finals MVP on each occasion.  He was the NBA’s Most Valuable 
Player in 2000, and was selected to 15 All-Star games (seven with the Lakers). In all, Shaq was a 14-time All-NBA 
selection, and made three All-Defensive Second Teams. The 1993 Rookie of the Year led the league in scoring in 
1994-95 and with L.A. during the 1999-2000 season and won a gold medal at the 1996 Olympics in Atlanta. O’Neal 
was named one of the 50 Greatest Players in NBA history during the league’s 50th anniversary season in 1996-97 
and had his number 34 retired by the Lakers on April 2, 2013.

Remembering A Legend

In August of 2002, the Los Angeles Lakers lost a cherished family member with the passing of Chick Hearn.  More than 
an announcer, Chick embodied the spirit and determination that have made the Los Angeles Lakers champions 16 times 
over.  The Lakers lone play-by-play voice since the team moved to Los Angeles prior to the 1960-61 season, Chick was 
the Lakers for the better part of four decades.  With his words-eye-view of the game and colorful chickisms making his 
broadcasts truly one of a kind, it is a streak of unmatched proportions that will perhaps be Chick’s lasting legacy.  Beginning 
in Los Angeles on November 21, 1965 against the Philadelphia 76ers, Chick went on to broadcast 3,338 consecutive 
regular and postseason games, with the streak culminating in  a 101-85 victory over the same Warriors on December 16, 
2001.  Two days later Chick underwent surgery to replace 
the aortic valve in his heart.  The surgery was a success 
and Chick was expected to make a full recovery.
Anticipating a return to the broadcast booth on March 
1, Chick was again befallen by bad luck as he suffered 
a hip fracture in a fall on February 17.  This additional 
setback would force Chick to undergo a second surgery 
and more rehabilitation.  Again, however, he persevered 
and on April 9th, returned to the booth to broadcast the 
Lakers 112-82 victory over the Utah Jazz.  Shortly into 
the broadcast of a game that began with the sellout crowd 
of 18,997 giving Chick an extended standing ovation, the 
legendary announcer gratefully exclaimed, “This is the 
happiest I’ve been since I married Marge!”
Chick, along with his announcing partner of 15 years, 
Stu Lantz, broadcast the Lakers final five regular season 
games and each of the Lakers 19 playoff games.  With 
Chick returning to his familiar position behind the mic, the 
Lakers season culminated on June 12 in New Jersey with 
their third consecutive NBA championship.
The refrigerator door might have closed for the final time 
on that June evening as the Lakers defeated the New 
Jersey Nets, but Chick will forever be remembered for 
the fervor and passion that he brought to each and every 
Lakers broadcast.
  

A Tribute From Fred Roggin

As a tradition set forth in the 2004-05 edition of the Lakers media guide, the Los Angeles Lakers organization will select a 
prominent Southern California media member each year to pen a tribute to Chick and carry on his legacy with a favorite 
story or anecdote about the man who came to be known as the “Voice of the Lakers.”   
This year, the Los Angeles Lakers are pleased to have Fred Roggin share his memories of the broadcasting icon. Roggin 
is a leading sports anchor in Southern California, having earned 36 local Emmy Awards, 22 Golden Mike Awards, three 
prestigious Associated Press Awards and numerous Press Club Awards for his sports segments, specials and series. 
Roggin also was bestowed the Joseph M. Quinn Award for Lifetime Achievement from The Los Angeles Press Club in 
2013.
He has also worked numerous Olympic Games, serving as a network host and reporter for the Games in London, 
Vancouver, Beijing, Athens, Turin, Sydney, Salt Lake, and this summer in Rio de Janiero. On the local level, Roggin has 
covered every Olympics since 1984.
Roggin began his broadcasting career in 1976 as a sports anchor, reporter and play-by-play announcer for KIKO Radio in 
Globe, Arizona, and had stops in Yuma, Austin, and Phoenix before coming to Los Angeles.
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Chick

He was an icon. As recognizable as any of the players on the most famous team in the world. Chick Hearn 
connected Laker fans to their team in a way that no announcer will ever duplicate.
 
The Showtime Lakers might have been the greatest team in NBA history. Yet for those listening on radio, 
Chick was the Show in Showtime. If you were in the building, Chick was always there. His work ethic and 
love for the game were second to none.
 
Not long ago, Vin Scully told me that when he was asked to simulcast Dodger games, he was worried. He had 
long painted a picture for those listening on radio but that wouldn’t be necessary on television. But Vin talked 
to Chick who had been doing simulcasts for years. Chick assured him he’d be just fine.
 
And that was Chick. Honest, but reassuring. He had a gift, and he gave us that gift every single time he 
picked up the mic.
 
He kept fans on the edge of their seats and never sugar-coated the truth. When the Lakers were playing 
poorly, he said so (just ask the Sisters of Mercy). But he also narrated some of the most exciting moments of 
our lives. “The Lakers are the World Champions” still rings in my head to this very day.
 
Chick coined terms that all of us on television still use to this day: slam dunk , give-and-go, air ball. His impact 
on the game is still evident even on the court. When D’Angelo Russell says he has ice water in his veins, he 
has Chick Hearn to thank.
 
No matter how many times a play-by-play man tries to punctuate a game, no phrase will ever match Chick’s. 
When it comes to comparing other broadcasters to Chick, this game’s in the refrigerator.
 
2016 would have marked Chick’s 100th birthday. He left us with a legacy that will outlive him by several 
hundred more.

The Lakers family remembers Marge Hearn, 
Chick’s widow who passed away in January 2016.

The Hearns were married from 1938 until Chick’s passing in 2002.

Jeanie Buss

Entering her 18th season, fourth as President, Jeanie Buss is responsible for running all 
aspects of the Los Angeles Lakers organization. Buss leads Lakers business operations, which 
include managing team marketing and sponsorships as well as relationships with broadcast 
partners, and also oversees the team’s basketball operations, working closely with Executive 
Vice President of Basketball Operations Jim Buss and General Manager Mitch Kupchak.

In addition to her role as team President, Buss also serves as the Lakers’ Governor, 
representing the team on the NBA’s Board of Governors.  She is currently a member of the 
NBA Advisory and Finance Committee and has served on the NBA Labor Committee during 
collective bargaining with the NBA Players Association. 

Buss, who spent four years serving as President of the Great Western Forum before joining 
the Lakers, began her career at the age of 19 as General Manager of World Team Tennis’ Los 
Angeles Strings. While guiding the team to two league titles, she also created the Forum Tennis 
Challenge Series featuring players such as John McEnroe, Pete Sampras, Andre Agassi, 

Jimmy Connors, Steffi Graff, Chris Evert, and Martina Navratilova.

In 1993, Buss brought professional roller hockey to Los Angeles as the owner of the Los Angeles Blades. Her outstanding leadership and 
dedication earned her Executive of the Year honors by Roller Hockey International.  Buss is also using her considerable experience to lead 
a revival of WOW - Women of Wrestling, featuring female superheroes in the ring, with the goal of showcasing the talented performers and 
eventually touring the country

Named by the Sports Business Journal in October of 2011 as one of the Game Changers: Women in Sports Business, Buss serves as a 
Trustee of the University of Southern California, her alma mater. She also is a co-host of Lakers All-Access, a yearly event presented by 
the LA Sports and Entertainment Commission, a nonprofit organization which draws events and attractions to Los Angeles. In addition, she 
serves as a Director on the Southern California Committee for the Olympic Games, working to bring the 2024 Olympic and Paralympic 
Games to Los Angeles.

Actively involved in the community, Buss lists Canine Companions for Independence, The Amanda Foundation and the Best Buddies 
organization among her many charitable endeavors while also working internally with the Lakers Youth Foundation to raise money for 
Southern California Youth charities. In 2015, she personally pledged $1.5 million to Cedars-Sinai to establish the Dr. Jerry H. Buss Surgical 
Oncology Fellowship as a tribute to her father.  

Executive Vice President, Basketball Operations

Jim Buss

Jim Buss begins his 19th season in the Lakers front office and the 12th in his current capacity.   
An Assistant General Manager for his first seven seasons, Buss has continued to work 
alongside General Manager Mitch Kupchak over the years in handling basketball-related 
decisions that range from the scouting of players and the NBA Draft to trades and the signing 
of free agents.

In addition to his role in Basketball Operations, Buss also serves as the Lakers’ Alternate 
Governor.

Since moving from Assistant General Manager to his current role, the Lakers have won two 
NBA Championships, made three NBA Finals appearances and claimed five Pacific Division 
titles while completing transactions that include the drafting of Andrew Bynum, Julius Randle, 
Jordan Clarkson, D’Angelo Russell, and Brandon Ingram, the signing of Metta World Peace, 
and the acquisitions of Pau Gasol from Memphis and Dwight Howard from Orlando, among 
others.

Buss, who studied mathematics at the University of Southern California, worked in several management positions at the Great Western 
Forum before serving as the President and General Manager of the Los Angeles Lazers of the Major Indoor Soccer League from 1985 
to 1989.  In that capacity, Buss evaluated talent, had a direct hand in player personnel decisions, and was responsible for all day-to-day 
operations of the team.

Before joining the Lakers front office, Buss spent the previous nine years pursuing one of his life’s passions, training thoroughbred racehorses.

Born November 9th, 1959, Buss is the second of his late Hall-of-Fame father Dr. Jerry Buss’ six children. 
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Mitch Kupchak

After capturing two championships as a player and seven as a front office executive, Mitch 
Kupchak’s name has become synonymous with winning.

Entering his 30th season as a club executive and the 17th in his current capacity (the longest 
tenure as lead basketball executive with one team in the NBA), Kupchak has picked up right 
where close friend and mentor Jerry West left off.  Since taking the reins prior to the Lakers 
first title defense in 2000-2001, Mitch’s teams have compiled a 728-568 (.562) record, captured 
six Western Conference Championships, and four NBA Titles while winning 63 percent of their 
postseason contests (111-66).  Along the way, he has made moves such as trading for Pau 
Gasol and Dwight Howard, bringing back Derek Fisher, drafting Andrew Bynum, Julius Randle, 
Jordan Clarkson, D’Angelo Russell, and Brandon Ingram, signing Metta World Peace and 
free-agent future Hall-of-Famers Karl Malone, Gary Payton and Steve Nash, and acquiring 
role players the likes of Trevor Ariza, Shannon Brown and Horace Grant (a trade involving four 
teams and 12 players that was, at the time, the largest such transaction in league history) to 
help keep Los Angeles competitive within the confines of the salary cap.  

Kupchak’s duties include a variety of responsibilities which keep him thoroughly active 12 months a year.  Number one on the list is the day-
to-day management of the team.  Included in his management duties are personnel decisions, contract negotiations, salary cap concerns and 
strategy, overseeing the Lakers’ entry in the annual Summer League, and the scouting of collegiate and international players.  In addition to 
those tasks, he also deals with various marketing, public relations, and other management functions.

Kupchak, who joined the Lakers front office in 1986 following a 10-year NBA career, has played prominent roles in the past success of the 
Lakers as well as in the club’s return to the upper echelon of the NBA.

Originally a first round draft choice of the Washington Bullets in 1976 (13th overall), Mitch spent the first five years of his career with the 
Bullets, earning NBA All-Rookie Team honors following the 1976-77 campaign.  He posted a career-best field goal percentage during his 
rookie season (.572), a figure which at the time represented the 10th highest in league history.  During the 1977-78 campaign, Mitch played 
an important role in Washington’s drive to the NBA championship, averaging a career-high 15.9 points on 51.2% shooting in to go along with 
6.9 rebounds per game. The following season, Kupchak ranked second among all NBA reserves with a scoring average of 14.6 points per 
game while posting a career-high-tying 32 points against the Lakers on November 24, 1978.

The opening chapter to Kupchak’s Los Angeles career was written August 5, 1981 when the Lakers acquired him from Washington in 
exchange for Jim Chones, Brad Holland and a pair of draft choices.  A reserve during his five-year tenure with the Bullets, Mitch was quickly 
inserted into the Lakers starting lineup.  During the first 26 games of the 1981-82 campaign, Kupchak averaged 14.3 points and 8.1 rebounds 
per contest.  Unfortunately, Mitch suffered multiple injuries to his left knee during a game at the San Diego Sports Arena on December 19, 
1981, an injury which required two major operations.  It was feared - even expected - that he would never play again.  After missing the entire 
1982-83 campaign, Kupchak proved doctors wrong by rejoining his teammates on the floor during the early portion of the 1983-84 season 
after undergoing intensive daily therapy for 16 months.

His persistence paid big dividends the following year as the reserve forward/center played a vital role in the Lakers march to the 1985 NBA 
Championship.  With the victory, Kupchak joined a select group of players to win an NBA championship with two different clubs.  Additionally, 
he remains one of only five players in club history to convert at least 10 field goals in a game without a miss (11-11 vs. San Antonio 11/20/81, 
along with Wilt Chamberlain, Kareem Abdul-Jabbar, Byron Scott, and Pau Gasol).

Prior to the start of the 1986-87 campaign and after yet another lengthy rehabilitation following an additional knee injury, Kupchak retired as a 
player and joined the front office.  He concluded his NBA career averaging 10.2 points and 5.4 rebounds in 510 regular season games.  His 
career field goal percentage of .523 still ranks 46th among the all-time NBA leaders (minimum 2,000 field goals made).

Due to his unfortunate injury and aware that his playing career would end prematurely, Kupchak studied for an MBA degree at UCLA during 
his spare time and rehabilitation stints, earning a degree in February of 1987.  This foresight helped prepare Mitch for his present job as a 
professional sports executive.

A long-time Yankees fan who admired Mickey Mantle as a child, Mitch was born in Hicksville, New York on May 24, 1954 and starred at 
Brentwood High School on Long Island.  An All-American standout at the University of North Carolina, Kupchak became the first freshman 
to play at the university after the freshman eligibility rules changed prior to the 1972-73 season.  He averaged a career-high 18.5 points per 
game during his junior campaign and ranked eighth overall in the NCAA in field goal percentage that season (.602).  As a senior, Mitch was 
named ACC Player of the Year and is one of 49 UNC standouts to have his jersey (#21) honored and raised to the rafters of the Dean Smith 
Center in Chapel Hill (November of 1994).

Prior to his initial NBA campaign, Mitch was the starting center on the gold-medal winning United States team in the 1976 Olympic Games.

An avid golfer, Mitch and his wife Claire live in Brentwood. His son Maxwell is a sophomore on the University of California, Santa Barbara 
men’s basketball team.

General Manager
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Assistant General Manager

Glenn Carraro
A club executive with the Lakers since 2000, Glenn Carraro enters his fifth season as the 
team’s Assistant General Manager. Responsible for assisting General Manager Mitch Kupchak 
in all basketball operations, Carraro also serves a dual role as Vice President of Basketball 
Operations for the NBA Development League’s Los Angeles D-Fenders, and took on expanded 
duties prior to the 2015-16 season, overseeing the operation of the basketball analytics 
department.  

Elevated to the VP position with the D-Fenders prior to the 2013-14 campaign after two highly 
successful seasons as the team’s General Manager (2011-13), Carraro now serves in an 
advisory role on personnel decisions, contract negotiations, salary cap concerns, and scouting.  
During his time as GM, the team finished with the best regular season record in NBA D-League 
history (38-12, since surpassed) in 2011-12, had a total of 11 GATORADE Call-Ups to the NBA 
and received the 2011-12 NBA D-League Development Champion Award. 

Bringing 20 years of professional basketball experience to the Assistant GM position, during his 
time in the Lakers front office alone, Carraro has been part of five NBA Championship teams 

and seven NBA Finals appearances. Originally serving as Assistant to the General Manager/Director of Camps for his first six years with the 
team, in 2006, Carraro was named Director of Basketball Administration for the Lakers as well as Assistant General Manager for the newly 
formed D-Fenders.  

Prior to joining the Lakers, Carraro served in various positions with the New York Knicks from 1995-99, starting off as a Sports Management 
Trainee, then Player Personnel Coordinator/Manager of Knicks Camps, and eventually as Manager of Basketball Operations. With primary 
responsibilities including the creation and management of player personnel databases as well as separate salary cap reports, in his time with 
New York’s front office, the Knicks posted a 174-122 (.588) record and made at least the Eastern Conference Semifinals in all four seasons 
while appearing in the 1999 NBA Finals. 

A graduate of SUNY-Stony Brook after transferring from NYU-Polytechnic following two seasons on the men’s basketball team, Carraro 
completed his graduate coursework in Athletic Administration at St. John’s University (1991-94), while also serving as the USBL’s Director of 
Sales and Marketing/Operations from 1992-95.  Having also worked in the CBA for the Hartford Hellcats and Connecticut Pride, Carraro, in 
all, is a veteran of four professional basketball leagues.

A diehard Yankees and Steelers fan dating back to his childhood, Carraro currently resides in Highland Park.

Bill Bertka
Bill Bertka returns for his 36th consecutive season with the Lakers and 15th in his current 
capacity, having been with the organization through 10 NBA Championships and 20 NBA Finals 
appearances.  Serving as an assistant coach under eight Lakers head coaches dating back to 
1981, Bertka brings a wealth of experience to the position, including coaching Laker big men Wilt 
Chamberlain, Kareem Abdul-Jabbar, Vlade Divac, Shaquille O’Neal, and Andrew Bynum.  His 
talent as a scout and experience in player personnel matters make him an excellent resource for 
Mitch Kupchak, Jim Buss, and the rest of the team’s basketball operations staff.

First employed by the Lakers in 1968, Bertka served as a scout, assistant coach and director 
of player personnel until 1974 when he left the club to become general manager of the NBA 
expansion New Orleans Jazz. Bertka also had an initial ownership stake in the franchise through 
his company, Invest West Sports.

Bertka rejoined the Lakers in 1981 as an assistant coach and for the next 20 years was a key 
member on the staffs of Pat Riley, Mike Dunleavy, Randy Pfund, Earvin “Magic” Johnson, Del 
Harris, Kurt Rambis, and Phil Jackson.  Earning a victory over the L.A. Clippers as head coach  

on February 25th, 1999 after Del Harris was relieved of his head coaching duties, Bertka became the oldest person to ever coach an NBA 
game at the age of 71.  It was the second time in his career with the Lakers that Bertka was the interim head coach, previously having led the 
team to a 1-1 record prior to Earvin Johnson’s 16-game tenure in 1994.  Additionally, Bertka and Phil Jackson are the only people to serve 
as the team’s head coach on two different occasions. 

The Santa Barbara native is also well known for founding Bertka Views, one of the most successful college scouting services in the country, 
which he and his wife, Solveig, operated from 1961-1995.  Throughout that time period, many of the nation’s premier college basketball 
programs utilized Bertka Views as their sole scouting service.  Adding another feather to his cap during the summer of 1992, Bertka served 
as a scout for the United States’ Olympic basketball team at the European Qualifying Tournament in Zaragoza, Spain.  Additionally, Bertka 
hosted Sports With Bertka, his own radio show in Santa Barbara that won three Golden Mike Awards in the 1970’s.  In 1989, Bertka enjoyed 
the dual distinction of being inducted into each of his hometowns’ respective Hall of Fames; In May of that year he was inducted into the 
Santa Barbara Sports Hall of Fame and just five months later in October, he was inducted into the Summit County (Ohio) Sports Hall of Fame, 
where he grew up as a child.  In January of 2004, Bertka was inducted into the Kent State University Sports Hall of Fame and most recently, 
was an inaugural inductee into the Santa Barbara Basketball Court of Champions in June, 2014.

Bill and Solveig have two married daughters, Britt, who is married to veteran NBA assistant coach Jim Eyen, and Kris, married to Yankees 
scout Bill Pintard, and make their home on a 50-acre avocado ranch in Santa Barbara.

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Assistant General Manager / Director of Scouting

Jesse Buss
Jesse Buss begins his second season in the role of assistant general manager/director of 
scouting. In his role, Buss oversees all scouting-related matters for both the Lakers and 
D-Fenders, and has an essential role in the drafting of players for both franchises.

At the helm of the teams’ scouting efforts, Buss orchestrates the schedules for the scouting 
staff, and maintains a rigorous scouting schedule himself, ensuring well-informed and thorough 
decisions can be made on all draft eligible prospects each year.

Prior to his promotion, Buss served as the Lakers’ director of scouting from 2012-15. Originally 
joining the organization in 2006, Jesse spent two seasons as a basketball operations assistant, 
where he wrote scouting reports in addition to his local scouting duties. He went on to serve 
as a scout from 2008-11, working domestically and internationally, and then as scouting 
coordinator for the 2011-12 season, overseeing all scouting operations.

The youngest son of the late Dr. Jerry Buss, Jesse grew up in San Diego and is a Chargers, 
Dodgers, and Kings fan. He and his fiancé Jordanna had their first child, son Jaden, in 
February 2016.

Director of Player Development

Rondre Jackson
Rondre Jackson begins his 10th year with the Lakers franchise and second as director of 
player development. He is primarily responsible for assisting General Manager Mitch Kupchak 
in the day-to-day operations of the team with a focus on the personal growth of the players 
on the roster, providing resources and assisting in the development of life skills off-the-court 
and outside of basketball. Jackson serves on the NBA’s Steering Committee for player 
development, and won the Dana Davis Award for best player development work in the NBA 
for the 2015-16 season.

Prior to his time with the Lakers, Jackson worked in the WNBA with the Los Angeles Sparks 
beginning in 2000 as a coordinator for the coaching staff and went on to become Assistant 
General Manager, where he was key in assisting the front office assemble back-to-back 
championship teams in 2001 and 2002. His role included aiding with local team try-outs, 
regional and local scouting, and player development, and later expanded to include community 
relations appearances, team operations assistance, and player development.

A native of Oakland California, Jackson was an Assistant Coach for the women’s team at 
California State University, Fullerton in 1996-1997 and went on to join the coaching staff at 

Loyola Marymount University in a similar capacity until 2000.  

Jackson earned his Masters of Education Administration in 1997 from California State University, Fullerton, after receiving his Bachelor of 
Arts in History and Political Science from UCLA in 1996.  Married to his wife Cyndee for 15 years, Jackson has two sons, Aaron (10) and 
Devin (seven), and resides in Palos Verdes.

Director of Player Personnel

Ryan West
Ryan West begins his second season as Director of Player Personnel after serving as 
Assistant Director of Scouting for three seasons prior. His position entails increased 
responsibilities in regards to the construction of the Lakers roster and all player acquisitions in 
relation to the draft, trades, and free agency.

West continues to be an integral part of the player evaluation process and is a key voice in 
all drafting and scouting decisions. The Los Angeles native maintains an extensive in-person 
scouting schedule in addition to his other responsibilities, and is largely responsible for 
organizing summer draft and free agent workouts. West originally joined the Lakers as a scout 
in the summer of 2009, and prior to joining the Lakers, spent eight seasons as a scout with the 
Memphis Grizzlies as the franchise transformed into a playoff contender.

The son of Lakers Hall of Fame guard Jerry West, Ryan graduated from Loyola Marymount 
University in 2002 with a degree in sociology. He resides in Playa Vista.

Luke Walton

Luke Walton was hired as the 26th head coach in Lakers franchise history, and the 22nd in 
the Los Angeles era, on April 29, 2016. The 36-year-old joins George Mikan, Jim Pollard, Jerry 
West, Pat Riley, Magic Johnson, Kurt Rambis, and Byron Scott as the eighth individual to both 
play and coach for the organization.

Walton rejoins the Lakers family after spending two seasons as an assistant coach on Steve 
Kerr’s staff with the Golden State Warriors. In his two years in Golden State, the team appeared 
in consecutive NBA Finals and won the 2015 NBA Championship. Stepping into the interim head 
coaching position for Kerr, who was forced to take a medical leave of absence from the team, to 
begin the 2015-16 campaign, Walton oversaw a 39-4 start to the season that included winning 
the first 24 consecutive games of the year, an NBA record. The team’s 73-9 regular season 
record stands as the best mark in NBA history, and Walton finished ninth in Coach of the Year 
voting, even though he was not eligible for the award.

Prior to his time with the Warriors, Walton served as a player development coach for the Los 
Angeles D-Fenders during the 2013-14 season. He began his formal experience in the coaching realm during the 2011 NBA lockout, when 
he served as an assistant coach at the University of Memphis.

The San Diego native enjoyed a 10-year NBA playing career (2003-13) with the Lakers and the Cleveland Cavaliers, and was an integral 
part of Los Angeles’ NBA championship teams in 2009 and 2010. Originally selected with the 32nd overall pick in the 2003 NBA Draft, Walton 
averaged 4.7 points, 2.8 rebounds, and 2.3 assists in 564 regular season games (138 starts). He made the postseason seven times (all with 
the Lakers), logging 88 postseason appearances (12 starts), and represented Los Angeles in the Shooting Stars Competition at the 2005 
All-Star Weekend. 

Walton played collegiately at the University of Arizona for Hall-of-Fame coach Lute Olson, leaving the Pac-10 as one of only three players in 
conference history to tally 1,000 career points, 500 rebounds, and 500 assists. He was named an All Pac-10 performer twice in his four year 
career (1999-2003), and was a Wooden Award Finalist as a senior. His best statistical season came as a junior, where he posted averages 
of 15.7 points, 7.3 rebounds, and 6.3 assists, earning his selection to four All-America teams, including being one of 10 players to receive 
John R. Wooden Award All-American honors. 

Walton’s father, Bill, is a member of the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame and was named one of the NBA’s 50 Greatest Players. 
The father/son duo are the only pair in NBA history to both win multiple NBA titles. Walton’s three brothers (Nate, Adam, and Chris) all played 
basketball in college, and he cites his mother Susie as the person he most admires for raising four boys.

Luke and his wife Bre, who he originally met at Arizona where she was a standout volleyball player, have two children: son Lawson and 
daughter Landen.

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Associate Head Coach

Brian Shaw

Brian Shaw returns to the Lakers organization after winning five championships with the 
franchise; three as a player (2000-02) and two as an assistant coach (2009 and 2010). 

Shaw brings a wealth of coaching experience to the bench after serving as head coach of the 
Denver Nuggets for two seasons (2013-15), associate head coach of the Indiana Pacers for 
two years (2011-13, helping the Pacers to the postseason both years including a run to the 
2013 Eastern Conference Finals), and seven seasons as an assistant coach with the Lakers 
(2004-11). Before joining the Lakers bench, he served as a scout for the team for the 2003-04 
campaign after concluding his playing career as a Laker following the 2002-03 season.

Credited with the development of young players at each of his coaching stops, Shaw had a 
long and successful playing career with the Lakers, Boston Celtics, Miami Heat, Orlando Magic, 
Golden State Warriors, Philadelphia 76ers, and Portland Trail Blazers, and spent the 1989-90 
season playing professionally in Italy. The 24th pick of the 1988 NBA Draft (Boston) averaged 
6.9 points, 4.2 assists, and 3.4 rebounds in 23.0 minutes per game over his 943-game career, 

while making 361 starts and appearing in 127 playoff games over 11 postseasons. He also played for the gold medal-winning Team USA in 
the 1986 FIBA World Championship.

Shaw played collegiately at Saint Mary’s College of California for two seasons before transferring to UC Santa Barbara, where he was the 
Big West Conference Player of the Year in 1988.  His No. 22 jersey is retired by the Gauchos. 

In 2000, his hometown of Oakland declared Aug. 10 as “Brian Shaw Day.”

He is married to his wife Nikki and they have three children: Brianna, B.J., and Bianca.

Assistant Coach

Jesse Mermuys

Jesse Mermuys begins his first season as an assistant coach with the Lakers after most 
recently serving as head coach of the Toronto Raptors’ NBA D-League affiliate, Raptors 
905. Under Mermuys’ watch as the first coach in the history of the franchise, Norman Powell 
developed and played a crucial role in Toronto’s 2016 postseason run, Greg Smith earned a 
call-up and was signed for the remainder of the season by the Minnesota Timberwolves, and 
Axel Toupane was named the D-League’s Most Improved Player in addition to earning a multi-
year contract with the Denver Nuggets. 

With an extensive background in player development, Mermuys was a Raptors assistant 
coach on Dwane Casey’s staff for the 2013-14 and 2014-15 seasons, and coached Toronto’s 
entry in the NBA Summer League in Las Vegas in 2014 and 2015. His prior NBA experience 
includes spending the 2012-13 season with the Houston Rockets as assistant coach/director 
of player development and working for the Denver Nuggets for four seasons, serving as video 
coordinator, advance scout, and ultimately assistant coach/advanced scout.

A graduate of the University of Arizona with a degree in business management, Mermuys was 
director of basketball operations for the Wildcats from 2006-08. He has also worked at the collegiate level as video coordinator at New Mexico 
State and assistant coach at Southern Utah.  

Mermuys got his start in coaching as the head freshman and varsity assistant coach at Tucson’s Salpointe Catholic High School from 2001-
03. During the 2003-04 campaign, Mermuys was an assistant coach at Pima Community College and also served as the camp director for the 
Luke Walton/Richard Jefferson basketball camp. He played collegiately at Glendale Community College in Glendale, Arizona.

Jesse and his wife Michelle are parents to their two-year-old daughter, Myla, and one-year-old son, Grey.
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Assistant Coach

Mark Madsen

A two-time NBA Champion as a player with the Lakers (2001 and 2002), fan favorite Mark 
Madsen returns for his fourth season in a coaching capacity with Los Angeles, and third as 
an assistant coach, after serving the 2013-14 campaign as player development coach. In his 
role with the coaching staff, Madsen’s duties include data analytics, player development, and 
opponent scouting.

Selected by the Lakers in the first round (29th overall) of the 2000 NBA Draft, Madsen played 
three seasons in Los Angeles (2000-03) and was a member of back-to-back NBA championship 
teams his first two seasons in the league.  He then signed with the Minnesota Timberwolves as 
a free agent prior to the 2003-04 campaign and played six seasons (2004-09) with the Wolves.  
In 453 games (70 starts) over nine NBA seasons, Madsen averaged 2.2 points and 2.6 rebounds 
in 11.8 minutes per game.

Following his playing career, Madsen served as an assistant coach during the 2009-10 season 
with the Utah Flash of the NBA D-League before returning to his alma mater, Stanford University, 

where he earned his MBA from the Stanford Graduate School of Business in 2012.  That same year, he was named an assistant coach on 
Stanford Head Coach Johnny Dawkins’ staff and spent the 2012-13 season working in recruiting, opponent game planning, and player skill 
development.

Known by fans as “Mad Dog” for his signature physical and aggressive style of play, Madsen has enjoyed success at every level of basketball.  
Helping lead Stanford to four NCAA Tournament appearances, including the 1998 Final Four, Madsen averaged 10.9 points and 7.9 rebounds 
for his Cardinal career while ranking among the school’s top-10 all-time performers in field goal percentage (4th/.587) and total rebounds 
(6th/ 857).  A two-time All-Pac-10 selection, Madsen was tabbed a two-time All-American by the NABC (1999 Third Team, 2000 Second 
Team) and a Third Team All-American by the Associated Press in 2000.  He was also named a member of the John R. Wooden Award 
team as a senior.  During Madsen’s playing career, Stanford compiled a 105-24 record, producing an 81.4 winning percentage that ranks 
second in school history for a consecutive four-year period.  The Cardinal also notched its first 30-win season (1997-98), claimed two Pac-10 
titles (1999, 2000), earned a No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament for the first time (2000) and advanced to the NCAA Final Four (1998).  

Madsen also played in international competition, leading the United States to a gold medal at the 1999 World University Games before being 
named to the roster for the 2001 Goodwill Games.

A native of Danville, CA, Madsen, 40, earned his undergraduate degree in economics in 2000.  He attended San Ramon Valley High School 
and served a two-year Mormon mission in Spain following his graduation from high school. 

He and his wife Hannah Madsen were married in September, 2016.

Assistant Coach

Brian Keefe

Currently in his 12th NBA season, and eighth as an assistant coach, Brian Keefe begins his first 
year with the Lakers organization as part of Luke Walton’s staff. 

Keefe comes to L.A. after spending the previous two seasons (2013-15) as an assistant coach 
with the New York Knicks, preceded by seven seasons spent working with the Oklahoma City 
Thunder (including the organization’s final season in Seattle), originally joining the franchise in 
the summer of 2007. He served as a player development coach for two years with the Thunder 
before spending his final five seasons as an assistant coach, and during his run, the team 
reached the post-season five times including a trip to the 2012 NBA Finals. 

Prior to joining the Thunder, Keefe spent two seasons (2005-07) as assistant video coordinator 
for the San Antonio Spurs, earning an NBA Championship ring as part of Gregg Popovich’s staff 
following the Spurs’ title run in 2007. 

Keefe’s coaching career began in 2000-01 as a graduate assistant at the University of South 
Florida and continued as an assistant coach at Bryant University in Rhode Island (2001-05) 

before joining the Spurs.

A graduate of the University of Nevada-Las Vegas with a degree in sociology, Keefe played his final two collegiate seasons for the Rebels 
after transferring from UC Irvine. He served as team captain at both schools, and was named to the All-Big West Second Team in 1996 
while at UC Irvine.

A native of Winchester, MA, Brian and his wife Cindy are proud parents of daughters Brooke (four) and Noelle (three).
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Assistant Coach

Jud Buechler

Jud Buechler begins his first season as an assistant coach on Luke Walton’s staff.

He enjoyed a 12-year playing career highlighted by winning three consecutive championships 
with the Chicago Bulls from 1996-98, and was a member of the 1995-96 Bulls team that went 
72-10 in the regular season. Buechler also suited up for the New Jersey Nets, San Antonio 
Spurs, Golden State Warriors, Detroit Pistons, Phoenix Suns, and Orlando Magic between 
the 1990-91 and 2001-02 seasons, appearing in 720 regular season (29 starts). In 1998-99, 
he finished 10th in the league in three-point field goal percentage, playing all 50 games of the 
lockout-shortened season. In total, he made the postseason seven times with three different 
teams, appearing in 71 playoff games.

The University of Arizona alum played four seasons under Hall of Fame coach Lute Olson 
from 1986-90, averaging 14.0 points, 8.3 rebounds, and 4.0 assists as a senior, and was a 
First-Team All-Pac 10 selection before being drafted 38th overall in the 1990 NBA Draft by 
the Seattle Supersonics. In addition to his basketball accolades, the 48-year-old was also an 
All-America volleyball player in college.

The Poway, CA native led Poway High School to three consecutive California Interscholastic Federation championships and was named CIF 
Player of the Year once, and in 2012 became the first athlete inducted into the Poway High School Hall of Fame. 

He is the proud father of Reily, 20, a junior volleyball player at UCLA, and Brynn, 18, a freshman at Arizona.

Assistant Coach

Theo Robertson

Robertson joins the Lakers as an assistant coach after spending the previous two seasons with 
the Golden State Warriors, where he was part of the 2015 NBA championship as the team’s 
video intern, working with Steve Kerr’s coaching staff assisting with game preparation. He 
was promoted to video coordinator/player development prior to the 2015-16 season, working 
on-court with players in addition to his game-planning responsibilities. 

After playing collegiately at the University of California from 2005-10 and graduating with a 
degree in social welfare, Robertson undertook an administrative fellowship with the Pac-12 
Conference, and went on to serve as Director of Operations for two seasons on former Cal 
men’s basketball Head Coach Mike Montgomery’s staff. 

A native of Pittsburg, CA, Robertson was named team MVP on the Golden Bears’ 2010 Pac-10 
Championship team, the school’s first conference title in men’s basketball in 50 years. A second-
team All-Pac-10 selection in 2010, Robertson’s .453 three-point percentage was the best in the 
conference that season and, at the time, ranked tied for sixth on the school’s single-season list. 
He is the program’s best career three-point shooter at 44.0 percent.  
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Assistant Coach / Advance Professional Scout

Casey Owens

Owens transitions to his role as assistant coach/advance professional scout with the Lakers 
after spending last season serving as head coach for their D-league affiliate, the Los Angeles 
D-Fenders. 

A 17-year veteran of professional basketball, Owens has worked in coaching, player 
development and scouting at the NBA, NBA D-League, Continental Basketball Association, and 
international levels, and worked with the Lakers coaching staff throughout their 2015 training 
camp and preseason and 2016 NBA Summer League. In his first season as head coach of 
the D-Fenders, Owens led the team to its second Western Conference Championship and a 
trip to the D-League Finals. In addition, Owens helped produce two NBA Call-Ups in Justin 
Harper (Detroit Pistons) and Jeff Ayres (L.A. Clippers). He got his start with the D-Fenders as an 
assistant coach for the team during the 2013-14 season. 

Prior to joining the D-Fenders staff, Owens served as head coach of Guaiqueries in the 
Venezuelan Professional League for the 2012-13 season. Owens spent the 2011-12 season as 
an assistant coach for the Xinjiang Flying Tigers of the Chinese Basketball Association, where 

the team reached the semi-finals of the CBA playoffs. Responsible for all opponent scouting and player development, Owens also assisted 
in foreign player acquisitions, resulting in the signings of Kenyon Martin and Patty Mills from the NBA. Owens got his start in China as an 
assistant coach for the Shanghai Sharks in 2009-10. The Sharks, owned by Hall of Famer Yao Ming, improved from 6-44 to a 27-5 record, 
reaching the semi-finals of the CBA playoffs with Owens on staff. Owens left Shanghai after one season to take the reigns as head coach of 
Fujian SBS for the 2010-11 season. With Owens in charge, Fujian won the Kunming Summer Invitational and the Haiygun CBA Tournament 
in the same season.

Prior to his work in China, Owens was an assistant coach for the Colorado 14ers of the NBA D-League from 2007-09, while also serving as 
an NBA D-League scouting consultant for the Denver Nuggets and Milwaukee Bucks. The 14ers reached the playoffs in both seasons with 
Owens on the bench, compiling a 37-16 record in 2008-09 and winning the 2009 NBA D-League Championship. Nine players earned NBA 
Call-Ups in Owens’ two seasons with Colorado, while seven players were named NBA D-League All-Stars.

Additionally, Owens spent three seasons as an assistant coach for the Dakota Wizards of the Continental Basketball Association from 2001-
04, winning the CBA championship in 2002 and 2004. He was also a scout for the Portland Trail Blazers from 2001-04, evaluating all CBA 
personnel for the team. Prior to the 2004-05 season, Owens was promoted to head coach of the Wizards, and amassed a 31-16 record en 
route to a Western Conference Championship.

A 1994 graduate of New Mexico State University, Owens received his B.A. in English before attending Naropa University in Boulder, Colorado, 
earning his Masters of Fine Arts in Writing & Poetics in 1996. 

Video Coordinator

Will Scott

Will Scott begins his first season working in a full-time capacity with the Lakers coaching staff 
after assisting the team in the video room since the 2011-12 season, while simultaneously 
working for the Los Angeles D-Fenders. 

The Los Angeles native was promoted to assistant coach/video coordinator with the D-Fenders 
in 2015-16, where his responsibilities grew to include scouting upcoming opponents and 
assisting in on-court player development, as the team reached the D-League Finals. During 
the summers of 2014 and 2015, Scott served as video coordinator of the WNBA’s Los Angeles 
Sparks, where he developed video scouting reports on opponents and was intimately involved 
in game-planning and daily coaching operations.

A graduate of Indiana University with a B.S. in sports marketing and management, Scott was a 
student manager for the Indiana men’s basketball team from 2009-11 under Head Coach Tom 
Crean, supporting practice drills, helping with player development, and assisting the coaching 
staff with statistical data, personnel reports, and video edits.
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Head Athletic Trainer

Marco Nunez
After originally joining the Lakers as assistant athletic trainer during the 2008-09 season, Marco 
Nuñez was elevated to head athletic trainer prior to the 2016-17 campaign. Charged with year-
round oversight of the care, prevention, and treatment of injuries to the players on the roster, 
Nuñez works hand-in-hand with the training staff, coaching staff, and front office to ensure the 
highest level of performance on the court. The Los Angeles native is also chiefly responsible for 
player rehabilitation programs and emergency on-court procedures.

Prior to joining the Lakers, Nuñez spent two seasons as athletic trainer for the Lakers’ NBA 
D-League affiliate, the Los Angeles D-Fenders, beginning with their inaugural season in 2006-
07. While working in the D-League, Nuñez served simultaneously as athletic trainer for the 
WNBA’s Los Angeles Sparks, and was solely affiliated with the Sparks for the 2005-06 season. 
An assistant trainer for the Los Angeles Avengers of the Arena Football League from 1999-2003, 
he also spent one season as athletic trainer for the Carolina Cobras of the AFL in 2004 prior to 
joining the Sparks.

In the summer and fall of that same year, Nuñez worked as a trainer for the movie “The Longest 
Yard,” attending to the actors, stuntmen, and athletes on set. In addition to winning NBA championships in his first two seasons with the 
purple-and-gold (2009 and 2010), Nunez also served as the Assistant Athletic Trainer for the 2011 NBA All-Star Game in Los Angeles. While 
he always had an interest in medicine growing up, it wasn’t until his freshman year at Cal Poly Pomona where he heard Head Athletic Trainer 
Ky Kugler deliver a keynote speech that he decided to pursue a career in athletic training.

A graduate of Cal Poly Pomona with a B.S. in Kinesiology and emphasis in Sports Medicine who went on to receive his M.S. in Biomechanics 
from A.T. Still University in 2013, Nuñez was born in San Diego, but graduated from Bishop Mora Salesian High School in Los Angeles where 
he lettered in baseball. When not at practice, a game or traveling with the team, the self-proclaimed “weekend warrior” enjoys baseball and 
basketball in his free-time along with spending time with family and friends.

Nuñez and his wife Krista reside in Anaheim Hills with their nine-year old daughter Caitlyn, six-year-old son Liam, and two-year-old son Eli.

Stu Lantz

Entering his 30th season broadcasting Lakers games, this will be Stu Lantz’s 14th season 
working television exclusively as color commentator.  With the end of the Lakers simulcast 
era prior to the 2003-04 season, Stu now teams with play-by-play man Bill Macdonald and 
broadcasts every Lakers game televised on Spectrum SportsNet.  Providing each broadcast 
with his expert analysis and unique insight garnered through his 40-plus years associated with 
the NBA as both a player and color commentator, he has received numerous awards over the 
years.  Chosen Southern California’s best radio color commentator six times by the Southern 
California Sports Broadcaster’s Association and best television color commentator on seven 
occasions, Stu has also won seven local EMMY Awards for his work in the Best Live Sports 
Telecast category.  

A graduate of the University of Nebraska (1968), the Cornhuskers officially retired his uniform 
number (22) on October 17, 1989 during halftime ceremonies of a Lakers’ preseason game in 
Lincoln.  Born in Uniontown, PA, Stu was originally a third round draft pick of the San Diego 
Rockets in 1968.  Spending his first three seasons in San Diego, he enjoyed his finest pro 

campaign in 1970-71, averaging career-high figures in both scoring (20.6) and rebounding (5.0).  The following season, Stu ranked sixth 
overall in the NBA in free throw percentage (.838).  He also played for the Detroit Pistons (1972-1974) and New Orleans Jazz (1974) prior to 
being traded to the Lakers in December of 1974.  He played less than two seasons in Los Angeles before announcing his retirement following 
the 1976-77 campaign due to a back injury.

Immediately following his playing career, Stu embarked on a broadcasting career, serving as a commentator for the San Diego Clippers, San 
Diego State University, CBS and the NBA Radio Network. In addition to his broadcast work, for 20-plus years, he also served as an instructor 
at Pete Newell’s renowned Big Man’s Camp during the offseason, helping improve the skill-set of some of the game’s premier big men.   

Stu and his wife, Linda, live in San Diego and are the parents of Todd, Kristin and Shane.

Television Play-By-Play Announcer

Bill Macdonald

Long-time Southern California area broadcaster and four-time local Emmy Award-winning 
announcer and host Bill Macdonald enters his sixth season behind the mic as Lakers television 
play-by-play announcer on Spectrum SportsNet.

The versatile Macdonald, a fixture on Fox Sports West/Prime Ticket since its inception in 1985 
through the Lakers final season on the network (2012), has broadcast in a variety of capacities 
over the years as host, field reporter and play-by-play announcer for professional basketball, 
baseball and hockey, among other sports.

The host of pre- and post-game shows “Lakers Live,” “Angels Live” and “Ducks Live” before 
joining the Lakers announcing team, Macdonald has also served as the play-by-play voice for 
UCLA men’s basketball and football and Los Angeles Avengers football.

Having filled in as the Angels, Ducks and Los Angeles Kings play-by-play announcer over the 
years as well as the Lakers play-by-play announcer on both television and radio, Macdonald 
most notably called Kobe Bryant’s historic 81-point game on January 22, 2006.

In his career, Macdonald’s hosting duties have included the “UCLA Sports Magazine,” the Emmy Award winning Kings pre-game show “Break 
the Ice,” “Carl’s Jr. Sports Roundtable,” the Pac-10 basketball tournament from STAPLES Center, the multiple Emmy award winning nightly 
sports news program “Press Box” and live, phone-in talk show “It’s Your Call.”   

Actively involved with charities such as the Special Olympics, the Ronald McDonald House, and the NBA’s Read to Achieve, Macdonald’s 
work on “Training for Life: The California Special Olympics” was awarded with yet another Emmy.

Born in Bronxville (NY) but moving to Corona del Mar (CA) at an early age, Macdonald attended the University of Southern California where 
he graduated in 1981 with a degree in communications.

Currently residing in Newport Coast, Macdonald is the proud father of three sons: twin boys, Kirk and Cory, and Billy Jr.  
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Spanish Television Play-By-Play Announcer

Adrian Garcia-Marquez

One of the most diverse sports broadcasters in the country, Adrian Garcia-Marquez enters his 
fifth season as the team’s Spanish-language television play-by-play announcer. Teaming with 
color commentator Francisco Pinto on the award-winning broadcast, the duo earned the ‘Best 
Live Call’ honor at the 2012 and 2015 NBA Broadcasting Awards, and most recently were part 
of the broadcast (versus Toronto on December 8th) that garnered a 2013 LA Area Emmy Award 
for Live Sports Coverage.   

A venerable jack of all trades, Garcia-Marquez has more than a decade of experience in 
the industry, having broadcast games in English and/or Spanish for the Lakers, Los Angeles 
Galaxy, San Diego Chargers, Los Angeles Dodgers, Los Angeles Angels of Anaheim, Los 
Angeles Clippers and USC Trojans.  A Southern California native, Garcia-Marquez’s focus on 
the area’s teams has made him one of the preeminent sports voices in the Southland.

Before joining the Lakers broadcast team, Garcia-Marquez was a network anchor and reporter 
for KMEX –TV in Los Angeles and at Univision Sports.  Prior to that, he was FOX Deportes’ 
lead Major League Baseball play-by-play announcer, calling four World Series for the network, 

and was also featured as the top boxing announcer for Top Rank Boxing’s ‘Top Rank Live.’

Garcia-Marquez spent five years working for Telemundo Los Angeles at KVEA-TV and sister station KWHY-TV.  There he served as a sports 
anchor and was named to the first ever U.S.-based Spanish-language broadcast Olympic team, where he called baseball and basketball for 
the 2004 games in Athens. 

In 2001, Garcia-Marquez was hired by ESPN International and ESPN Deportes and served as an announcer, reporter and analyst on 
programs such as NFL Primetime, Sunday Night Football, Monday Night Football, Wednesday Night Baseball and Sunday Night Baseball. 
That same year, he was named the voice of the Boston Red Sox en Español before moving on to Univision and Telefutura, for whom he 
covered the 2002 FIFA World Cup in South Korea and Japan. 

The Spanish radio play-by-play man for the Oakland A’s in 2000 after hosting the San Diego Padres pregame show on K-1040 AM in 1999, 
Garcia-Marquez got his first break in 1998 with the San Diego Flash, calling soccer games on TV in Spanish.  Over the years, he has also 
crossed over into English-language broadcasting, working for FSN Prime Ticket as a Dodgers reporter in 2007 and ESPN Radio 710 AM as 
a reporter and fill in co-host in 2008.

Garcia-Marquez currently resides in Corona with his wife Erica and children Andrea and Adrian Jr. 

Spanish Television Color Commentator

Francisco Pinto

Francisco Pinto, a veteran television sports host, anchor and analyst for over 20 years, returns 
for his fifth season as the team’s Spanish-language television color commentator.  Pinto formed 
the Lakers inaugural Spectrum Deportes broadcast tandem alongside play-by-play announcer 
Adrian Garcia Marquez in 2012-13, and the pair have gone on to win the 2012 and 2015 
NBA Broadcasting Award for Best Live Call and a 2013 LA Area Emmy Award for Live Sports 
Coverage for the contest between the Lakers and Raptors on December 8th of that year.

Prior to joining the Lakers broadcast team, Pinto spent 12 years with KMEX-TV, Univision’s LA 
affiliate, where he was a sports anchor for seven years before switching to news and becoming 
a host on the station’s morning newscast, Primera Edicion.  Having covered many of the biggest 
sporting events in the world, including two World Cups (2002 and 2006) and several NBA 
Finals, Super Bowls, World Series and world title boxing matches, in 2002, Pinto was the only 
television reporter from Los Angeles in New England when the Galaxy won its first MLS Cup.

Pinto, who began his broadcasting career in 1996 with a three-year stint as a sports and news 
anchor at KUVS-TV, Univision’s affiliate for the Modesto, Stockton and Sacramento areas,  has 

also hosted The Rose Parade in Pasadena on three occasions, interviewed dignitaries that include presidents and Nobel Prize winners and 
earned four Emmy nominations over the course of his career.

A native of Concepcion, Chile and former soccer player, Pinto studied Physical Education at the Universidad de Concepcion, where he played 
for the university’s soccer  team as well as the Deportes Concepcion Reserve Team.  Pinto, who also played and coached squash in Chile, 
later came to the United States to study Sports Medicine at the Master’s College in Santa Clarita, California. 

He and his wife of 20 years, Rachel, reside in the South Bay with their two children, Sofia and Sebastian. 
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Radio Color Commentator

John Ireland

Serving as the team’s sideline reporter on KCAL-9 from 2002-11, John Ireland returns for his sixth 
season behind the mic as radio play-by-play announcer for the Lakers.  

A four-time local Emmy Award winner for best sports reporting, Ireland currently co-hosts the 
Mason and Ireland Show on the Lakers flagship station 710 AM ESPNLA Radio.

A local talent who grew up in Corona del Mar and graduated from UCLA in 1985 with a degree in 
history, Ireland’s career path took him to stations in Monroe (LA), Beaumont (TX) and San Diego 
(CA) before bringing him home to the Los Angeles area in 1995. 

In addition to his studio and “roving reporter” work over the years, Ireland added the Los Angeles 
Clippers radio play-by-play announcer responsibilities to his resume in 1997, working five seasons 
in all for the team on a fill-in basis before joining the Lakers beat in 2002.  A four-time recipient of 
the Southern California Sports Broadcasters (SCSB) Irv Kaze Radio Talk Show Host Award, Ireland 
also previously filled in on radio play-by-play duties for both UCLA and Lakers basketball games.

Ireland, who enjoys pick-up basketball and golf when away from work, is involved in numerous charity organizations that include Autism 
Speaks among others.

He and his wife, Leasa, reside in Manhattan Beach with their son, Jack. 

Mychal Thompson

A member of the Lakers championship teams in 1987 and 1988, Mychal Thompson enters his 14th 
season as the team’s radio color commentator.  Formerly the Minnesota Timberwolves television 
color analyst for two seasons, Thompson teams with play-by-play announcer John Ireland for all 
Lakers radio broadcasts.  

Thompson, a standout at the University of Minnesota, averaged 20.8 points per game throughout 
his four-year collegiate career and was named All-America following both the 1976-77 and 1977-
78 campaigns.  The leading scorer in Golden Gopher history with 1,992 points, Thompson was the 
first overall selection in the 1978 NBA Draft by the Portland Trailblazers.  In 12 seasons and 935 
regular season games with the Trailblazers, Lakers and San Antonio Spurs, Thompson averaged 
13.7 points, 7.4 rebounds and 2.3 assists.  

Prior to joining the Lakers broadcast team, Thompson co-hosted a radio show in Portland, Ore. and 
also worked with the NBA’s Vancouver Grizzlies, Seattle Supersonics and Trailblazers as a television 
broadcast color analyst.  Thompson also serves as Sports Ambassador for his native Bahamas.  

Thompson and his wife, Julie, reside in Ladera Ranch and have three sons: Mychel, a professional basketball player with past NBA and 
NBA Development League experience, Klay, who won the 2015 NBA Championship as a member of the Golden State Warriors and has 
gold medals from the 2016 Olympic Games in Rio de Janeiro and the 2014 World Championship in Spain, and Trayce, who is currently an 
outfielder for the Los Angeles Dodgers.

Jose “Pepe” Mantilla

Since 1993, Jose “Pepe” Mantilla has served as color commentator for Lakers Spanish 
broadcasts, now serving his 24th season in that capacity with nearly 30 years of broadcasting 
experience overall.  The original Spanish voice of the Lakers, Mantilla broadcasts every game 
to the team’s large and growing Hispanic audience, and has not missed a single game in his 
over two-decades with the team.  The Mexico native has seen the team claim five NBA titles 
during his tenure, which has included hosting “El Show de Los Lakers” and “Fiesta Lakers.”

One of the most active sports journalists in Los Angeles, he is also a popular panelist for radio 
and TV sports shows, and as a result, was honored with the National Hispanic Media Coalition 
Impact Award in 2014.  In addition to those duties, Pepe has managed to find time to broadcast 
the Olympics, MLB, the NFL, WNBA, the Pan American Games, college football and basketball, 
and a variety of soccer leagues and events, including several FIFA World Cups, MLS, the EPL, 
SERIE A, and Mexico’s national soccer league.  He was also the Spanish voice of USC Trojans 
football for multiple seasons since the turn of the century (most recently between 2012-14), and 
provided English commentary during the 2006 and 2010 FIFA World Cups for AM 570 radio, 
and 2014 World Cup for 710 AM.

A graduate of UNAM in Mexico, Pepe has one daughter, Mercedes, and one son, Andres from his late wife Ivonne, and makes his home 
in Irvine. 

Fernando Gonzalez

Beginning his 21st season as a play-by-play announcer for the Lakers, Fernando Gonzalez 
serves as the Spanish Voice of the team, broadcasting every game on 1330 ESPN Deportes, 
the Lakers Spanish language flagship.
Gonzalez is quite familiar to the Lakers Spanish-speaking audience as he also served as the 
news director for KWHY-TV and anchored the popular sports news program “Mundo Deportivo.”  
Gonzalez has received several accolades for his work including the 1995 Golden Mike Award 
for best sports segment.
Not limited to basketball, Gonzalez has also broadcast a variety of sporting events including 
World Cup soccer, the Olympic Games, professional boxing, NHL hockey and Pacific-10 
football.  
Born in Toluca, Mexico, Fernando graduated from La Universidad Autonoma del Estado de 
Mexico with a law degree.  
He and his wife, Maria Teresa, have two children, Luis Fernando and Tatiana and have been

Spanish Radio Color Commentator
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Lawrence Tanter

Entering his 34th season as the Public Address Announcer for the Lakers, Lawrence Tanter 
is the longest-tenured PA announcer in franchise history and second-longest tenured in 
NBA history.  Beginning in 1982 at the Great Western Forum and continuing to the present 
STAPLES Center, he has called over 1,500 games from his familiar seat at center court 
including three NBA All-Star games and 14 NBA Finals series.  His mild demeanor coupled with 
his smooth delivery are unique to the NBA, ranging from the dissonant tone sensed in his voice 
with lines such as “Too Many Steps” to the cool declaration of “The Laker Girls.”  
Born in Chicago, Illinois, Tanter was a member of an Illinois state championship team while at 
Thornton High School.  He later played at the University of Dubuque in Iowa.
A jazz historian and enthusiast, Tanter is a veteran of four decades of work at numerous radio 
stations throughout the Los Angeles area.  He has interviewed over 500 recording artists, 
written liner notes for 20 albums, narrated several video games and done voice-overs for over 
6,000 commercials.

2015-16 Los Angeles Lakers Key Dates

October 30 at Sacramento: Kobe Bryant passed former teammate Shaquille O’Neal for 5th place on the NBA’s all-time list for 
made field goals (11,331) with his second made basket of the game. 
November 1 vs. Dallas: Julius Randle had 22 points, 15 rebounds, four assists, and four steals to lead the Lakers in all categories 
in just his fourth career game.
November 29 vs. Indiana: Hours before the game, Kobe Bryant announced in a self-penned letter/poem that after 20 seasons 
with the Lakers, he planned to retire at the conclusion of the season.
December 1 at Philadelphia: In Kobe Bryant’s final game in his hometown after announcing his intentions to retire after the 
season two days earlier, Bryant received a standing ovation and opened the game with 13 first quarter points, including hitting 
three three-pointers. 
December 25 vs. L.A. Clippers: In their 42nd Christmas Day game in franchise history, the Lakers fell for the 21st time on the 
holiday, evening their all-time record at 21-21. Kobe Bryant played in his record 16th Christmas game. 
December 28 at Charlotte: The largest crowd in Time Warner Cable Arena History (19,632 fans in attendance) watched Kobe 
Bryant play his final game against the Hornets in Charlotte, the organization that drafted him in 1996. 
December 30 at Boston: What normally would entail predominately ‘boos’ and ‘jeers’ turned into a mixture of ‘boos’ and ‘cheers’ 
with Kobe Bryant playing in Boston for the final time of his career. Bryant rose to the occasion, posting a 15-point, 11-rebound 
double-double that included a clutch three-pointer with 1:40 remaining, ultimately helping seize a victory.  He was even praised 
with ‘Ko-be Bryant’ chants in the TD Garden late as he posted his first double-double of the season and 175th of his career. 
Lakers youngsters Jordan Clarkson (24 points), Julius Randle (15 points, 12 rebounds) and D’Angelo Russell (16 points, six 
rebounds) all helped guide L.A. as well.  
January 3 vs. Phoenix: L.A. used their best defensive effort of the season to win their third straight game, the first three-game 
winning streak since February 22-27 of the previous season. The Lakers held the Suns to the fewest first quarter (10), second 
quarter (12), first half (22), points through three quarters (51), and total points (77) of the season. Additionally, the 22 first half 
points allowed to Phoenix were just three shy of the NBA record-low for points in a first half in the shot clock era. The Lakers led 
by as many as 38 points, the largest lead of the season.
January 8 vs. Oklahoma City: Lou Williams erupted for a career-high 44 points, going 12-25 from the field (tying a career-high 
for FGM) as well as a perfect 15-15 from the free throw line, and scoring 23 of his 30 second half points in the fourth quarter. 
He became the first Laker to score 40+ points in a game since Kobe Bryant scored 44 points 11/16/14 at GSW and one of two 
Lakers since November 2014 to have multiple games of making 15+ free throws without missing at attempt. The Lakers as a 
team also set a season-high for free throw percentage, making 96% (24-25 FT) of their attempts.  
January 17 vs. Houston: Kobe Bryant claimed a little more history in the final stretch of his playing career, passing Jerry West 
for 2nd place on the Lakers career assist list and 28th on the all-time NBA list on a pass to Lou Williams in the first quarter. 
February 21 at Chicago: Introduced to the United Center crowd for a final time by former teammate Pau Gasol, Kobe Bryant 
began and ended the game to a standing ovation from the 23,143 in attendance. 
March 1 vs. Brooklyn: D’Angelo Russell had a historic rookie performance, setting career-highs with 39 points, 14 made field 
goals, and eight three-pointers, becoming just the third Laker in franchise history and first since Elgin Baylor on 3/11/59 to score 
at least 39 points in a game.
March 6 vs. Golden State: The Lakers staged one of the biggest regular season upsets in NBA history, overcoming the largest 
winning percentage disparity between the winning and losing teams 55 or more games into a season, as the Lakers dropped the 
Warriors to 55-6 on the season with the loss. 
March 25 vs. Denver: Julius Randle notched the first triple-double of his NBA career with 13 points, 18 rebounds and a career-
high 10 assists.
March 30 vs. Miami: The Lakers prevailed in their second overtime game of the year, beating the Heat on a Julius Randle 8’ 
jumper with :01.9 seconds remaining. 
April 3 vs. Boston: In his final game against the Boston Celtics, Kobe Bryant turned in a vintage performance, leading all 
scorers with 34 points, his fourth 30+ point effort of the season. Another Laker great, head athletic trainer Gary Vitti, who 
announced his retirement following the season after 32 years and over 3,000 preseason, regular season, and postseason games 
with the franchise, was honored at midcourt after the first quarter and received a standing ovation from the sellout crowd of 
18,977 in attendance. 
April 13 vs. Utah: After 20 seasons and 1,566 combined regular season and playoff games, Kobe Bryant concluded his Hall-of-
Fame career in fitting fashion: scoring 60 points on 50 shots and willing the Lakers to victory. His final moments as a professional 
basketball player saw Bryant score 15 of the team’s final 17 points in the closing 3:05, and set the mark for most points scored 
by a player in the NBA this season (and most overall since LeBron James hit for 61 on 3/3/14 vs. CHA). The 60 points marked 
the fifth-most in his career, and set the record for most points scored by a player 37-years-old or older, surpassing Michael 
Jordan’s 51 points in 2001 and Kareem Abdul-Jabbar’s 46 in 1986. The scoring total was the most by a player in their final game, 
far outpacing Jordan Crawford’s 41 points on the final day of the 2014 season, and Bryant likely became the first Hall-of-Famer 
to score more than 30 points in their finale. The night began with Magic Johnson addressing Kobe and Athletic Trainer Gary 
Vitti (also retiring after 32 years with the team – the longest tenure in Lakers history) to the sellout crowd, and ended with Bryant 
speaking to the 18,977 in attendance alone on the midcourt logo as current and former teammates and coaches gathered around 
him. As a team, the Lakers closed the game on a 15-0 run, their longest run of the season, and scored a season-high 60 points 
in the paint on 30-49 shooting.

Now entering its 16th season, the NBA Development League - the NBA’s minor 
league established to develop talent across all disciplines for the NBA - is designed 
to help grow the sport of basketball both domestically and internationally by offering 
NBA-quality basketball and fun, family entertainment at affordable prices.    

In July 2006, the Los Angeles Lakers became the first NBA franchise to own its own 
NBA Development League team.  Starting in the 2006-07 season, the Los Angeles 
D-Fenders franchise began playing its home games either prior to or following 
Lakers home games at STAPLES Center.  Beginning in 2011-12, the D-Fenders 
started to play all their home games exclusively at the Toyota Sports Center, the 
Lakers practice facility in El Segundo, CA.  

On three separate occasions during the D-Fenders inaugural season, the Lakers 
utilized their minor league affiliate by assigning rookie guard Jordan Farmar to 
the team and recalling him following each game.  Furthermore, the Lakers made history on April 1, 2007 when Farmar became the first player 
in league history to play in an NBA and NBA D-League game in the same day.  Joining Farmar, current head coach Coby Karl became the 2nd 
player in league history to accomplish the feat in 2007-08.  In 2008-09, rookie guard Sun Yue became the third Lakers player to play for the 
D-Fenders on assignment.  With no D-League assignments in 2009-10 and a one year hiatus from the D-League in 2010-11, the D-Fenders 
returned to competition in 2011-12, posting the best regular season record in league history (38-12, sunce surpassed) and receiving the first ever 
NBA Development League Champion Award (an annual award given to the team that best embodies the D-League’s goals of developing NBA 
talent via call-ups & assignments).  

Beginning in 2011-12, the Lakers have utilized their D-League team extensively, assigning 14 different Lakers players to the D-Fenders (Andrew 
Goudelock, Malcolm Thomas, Christian Eyenga, Derrick Caracter, Devin Ebanks, Darius Morris, Robert Sacre, Darius Johnson-Odom, Xavier 
Henry, Ryan Kelly, Elias Harris, Jordan Clarkson, Tarik Black, and Anthony Brown).  The 2013-14 season saw the D-Fenders capture their second 
Western Division title while making history by developing the first ever players to be called-up from the D-Fenders to the Lakers (Manny Harris 
and Shawne Williams).  The trend continued in 2014-15, with Jabari Brown and Vander Blue earning a call-ups to the Lakers. Since the 2006-07 
season, the D-Fenders have produced 23 NBA call-ups (18 different players) and seven NBA coaching call-ups.  Included in the list of coaching 
call-ups are current Lakers Head Coach Luke Walton, Assistant Coach Mark Madsen, Assistant Coach/Director of Basketball Strategy Clay Moser, 
and Assistant Coach/Advanced Professional Scout Casey Owens.  

Fourteen NBA teams own and operate their NBA D-League affiliates for the 2016-17 season: the Brooklyn Nets (Long Island), Charlotte Hornets 
(Greensboro), Chicago Bulls (Windy City), Cleveland Cavaliers (Canton), Golden State Warriors (Santa Cruz), Indiana Pacers (Fort Wayne), Los 
Angeles Lakers (L.A.), New York Knicks (Westchester), Oklahoma City Thunder (Oklahoma City), Philadelphia 76ers (Delaware), Phoenix Suns 
(Northern Arizona), San Antonio Spurs (Austin), Utah Jazz (Salt Lake City) and Toronto Raptors (Raptors 905). An additional seven NBA teams 
have hybrid affiliation agreements: the Boston Celtics (Maine), Detroit Pistons (Grand Rapids), Houston Rockets (Rio Grande Valley), Memphis 

Grizzlies (Iowa), Miami Heat (Sioux Falls), Orlando Magic (Erie) and Sacramento Kings (Reno).  Texas has a 
one-to-one relationship with the Dallas Mavericks.  The hybrid partnership gives an NBA team control of the 
NBA D-League team’s basketball operations while local ownership retains control of the business.

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Entering their 38th season and long considered the premier dance squad of the NBA, the Los 
Angeles Laker Girls have undoubtedly earned a place in team history right alongside the greats 
who have worn a Lakers uniform.

Impressed with the collegiate look and spirit that existed at USC and UCLA in the late 1970s and 
seeking to bring that same atmosphere to Lakers home games, then-new owner Dr. Jerry Buss 
brought together former songleaders from both universities to form the original Laker Girls in 1979.   

After becoming known almost immediately for their unique and innovative dance routines, routines 
which actually helped spawn trends in music videos, it wasn’t long before the Laker Girls were the 
glamour dance group of the NBA and a household name nationwide.  What had first begun as 

an experiment ultimately resulted in a trend-setting 
tradition.

Over the years, the Laker Girls have evolved into 
an even more professional dance squad while 
maintaining that same collegiate spirit that brought 
about their positive reputation. 

The 2016-17 squad consists of 22 talented, 
intelligent and energetic young ladies chosen from 
over 200 candidates.  With each position considered 
a part-time job, each member of the Laker Girls is 
also involved in academic pursuits, theatrical/dance 
careers, or non-entertainment careers.   

Beyond dancing at Lakers home games, the Laker Girls have become ambassadors for the 
organization and NBA worldwide.  While active in the local community with various personal 
appearances throughout the season at many non-profit and charitable functions, Laker Girls 
have also been chosen to represent the NBA globally on the continents of Asia, Europe and 
Australia.  In addition, Laker Girls have also been afforded the opportunity to support and visit 
our military troops in places abroad such as Italy, Bosnia, Korea, Japan, Israel and Sarajevo. 

Whether it is a community appearance, a clinic on foreign soil, a television show cameo or a 
game-night dance routine, the Laker Girls’ positive image is an integral part of the Los Angeles 
Lakers.  While other NBA teams have followed suit and created dance or performance squads 
of their own, the Laker Girls still remain the standard by which all other teams are measured.

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STAPLES Center is entering its seventeenth year and has undoubtedly developed an unrivaled reputation for excellence while establishing itself as the 
Sports and Entertainment Center of the World. Beginning with Bruce Springsteen and the E Street Band’s opening night concert on October 17, 1999, 
more than 50 million guests have come to the AEG-owned and operated STAPLES Center to attend a schedule of prestigious concerts, sporting events, 
award shows, family shows and other major attractions unmatched by any arena.
As the home of four professional sports franchises, the NBA’s Los Angeles Lakers and Los Angeles Clippers, the NHL’s Los Angeles Kings, and the 
WNBA’s Los Angeles Sparks, STAPLES Center has proven to be a home court advantage for the local teams with the Lakers capturing five NBA 
Championships and the Kings winning two Stanley Cups since 1999 while, the Sparks captured back-to-back WNBA Championships in their first two

In addition, the arena has hosted multiple sold-out WWE dates, UFC 39 and UFC on FOX, Ringling Bros. & Barnum and Bailey Circus, Disney on Ice, 
Walking with Dinosaurs and the Harlem Globetrotters.
Through the charitable endeavors of STAPLES Center Foundation, dynamic and life changing programs and services that focus on education, mentorship, 
healthy living, and healthcare, have been provided to children and families throughout Los Angeles with a special emphasis on supporting low income 
neighborhoods surrounding the arena. 
More than $10 million in grants and in-kind support has been pledged to support several local charities and community-based organizations with a goal 
of changing lives and saving lives. STAPLES Center Foundation works diligently to assist charities in raising funds, developing resources, increasing 
awareness, and highlighting their community impact.

Guests who attend events are treated to the finest entertainment experience 
imaginable.  The arena has free public Wi-Fi powered by Verizon, over 840 Toshiba flat panel televisions and (as part of a specially designed $1.5 million 
facility sound system) 675 separate speakers outside of the seating area, so fans never miss any of the sights or sounds of a STAPLES Center event.  
Also featured is a $2 million specialty lighting package and other state-of-the-art amenities.  In 2010, STAPLES Center unveiled their brand new $10 million 
center-hung video LIVE 4HD Scoreboard specially designed for the arena. 
Along STAPLES Center’s five concourses are 23 refreshment stands offering a variety of dining choices including the Smokehouse BBQ on City View 
Terrace, a one-of-a-kind outdoor dining experience with a spectacular view of L.A. LIVE and of the downtown Los Angeles skyline. The TEAM LA store 
located on the main concourse is a retail store featuring official merchandise from the teams and events that call STAPLES Center home with satellite 
locations throughout the facility and L.A. LIVE.  Finally, the arena provides 55 public restrooms including three “family” restrooms. 
Perhaps the greatest emphasis throughout STAPLES Center’s development has been the recruitment and training of its guest services staff.  The 
STAPLES Center experience is second-to-none from the entertainment environment to the staff’s commitment to making every guest’s visit a memorable 
one. Never before has an arena had the amenities, features and commitment to quality service that STAPLES Center offers to the fans and the City of 
Los Angeles.  STAPLES Center continues to set new standards for the arena industry. Located directly across the street from STAPLES Center is L.A. 
LIVE, a one-of-a-kind sports, and entertainment district in downtown Los Angeles.  The four million square foot destination features Microsoft Theater, The 
GRAMMY Museum, Conga Room and The Novo, giving L.A. LIVE ‘more music per square foot’ than anywhere else in the world.  The district offers a rich 
mix of local, regional and national restaurants including Wolfgang Puck Bar and Grill, Rosa Mexicano, Yard House, Katsuya, Fleming’s Prime Steakhouse 
& Wine Bar, Rock ‘N Fish, Lawry’s Carvery, Live Basil Pizza, Tom’s Urban, Smashburger, Red Mango, Triple 7 China Bar & Grill, Starbucks and BOCA 
at the Conga Room, WP24 and others.  L.A. LIVE also features 100,000 sf special events deck and the famous Lucky Strike Lanes and Lounge. The 
development also includes a 54-story, 1001-room convention “headquarters” hotel (combining JW Marriott and ¬The Ritz-Carlton brands and 224 luxury 
condominiums – The Ritz Carlton Residences at L.A. LIVE.), the 14-screen Regal Cinemas L.A. LIVE Stadium 14 theatre featuring the Premier House, 
along with ESPN’s West Coast broadcast headquarters.
