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BASKETBALL STAFF
MARK CUBAN, OWNER 

Since Mark Cuban purchased the Dallas Mavericks on Jan. 4, 2000,  
the face of the organization has changed dramatically. 

Under his leadership, the team’s home games have become more than just an 
ordinary NBA event – they have become a total entertainment experience. That 
party atmosphere he helped instill, with the return of the “Reunion Rowdies”, has 
carried over into the creation of the “Mavericks ManiAACs” at American Airlines 
Center. 
 
Cuban’s whatever-it-takes attitude and commitment to winning has grabbed 
everyone’s attention. From his first introduction to the team to the end of his first 
season as owner, the players responded with a 31-19 record, including a 9-1 
mark in April.  
 
The organization’s upward trend has continued since. Dallas has won at least 50 
games in 12 of the last 17 seasons and has advanced to the NBA Playoffs in 15 of 
the last 17 years. 
 

In 2006-07, the Mavericks won a franchise-high 67 games and posted the NBA’s seventh-best record in history. Dallas won 60 games 
in 2002-03 and 2005-06, advancing to the Western Conference Finals in both seasons. The Mavericks made the franchise’s first 
appearance in the NBA Finals in 2006 and again in 2011, winning the World Championship vs. the Miami Heat. 
 
Cuban has been successful in bringing a sense of pride and passion to Mavericks fans – presenting himself as the ultimate role 
model, cheering from the same seats he has had for many seasons. He is the first owner in team sports to encourage fan interaction 
through e-mail. It was through this personal touch that fans throughout the Metroplex, and around the world, began to notice Cuban’s 
energetic personality and take notice of the Mavericks. He has personally responded to hundreds of thousands of e-mails and several 
suggestions from fans have led to innovative changes. 
 
Prior to his purchase of the Mavericks in January 2000, Cuban co-founded Broadcast.com, the leading provider of multimedia 
and streaming on the Internet. Broadcast.com was sold to Yahoo! Inc. in July of 1999. MicroSolutions, a leading national systems 
integrator, was co-founded by Cuban and partner Martin Woodall in 1983 and later sold to CompuServe. 
 
In addition to his ownership of the Mavericks, Cuban is the owner and chairman of AXS.tv, the world’s only all high-definition national 
television network. He has also been an investor in start-ups including Mahalo, JungleCents.com, motionlift.com, Filesanywhere.com, 
Naked Pizza and 140fire.com. Along with partner Todd Wagner, he also co-owns The Landmark Theater chain, Magnolia Pictures and 
Magnolia Home Video.

A graduate of Indiana University, Cuban hails from Pittsburgh, Pa., and resides in Dallas. 
 

FLOYD JAHNER, COO   
Floyd Jahner was named Chief Operating Officer of the Dallas Mavericks 
in September, 2015. He previously served as Chief Financial Officer, 
overseeing all financial operations for the Mavs organization since April, 
2001.

Jahner, a longtime Mavericks season ticket-holder, was Chief Financial Officer at 
advertising agency MARC USA, from July 1998 to April, 2001. Prior to that, he 
was the assistant director of policies and procedures at Ernst & Young, where he 
was responsible for the development of firm-wide internal accounting policies and 
procedures and the development of firm-wide best practices.

His experience also includes 10 years of real estate development and management 
accounting with Temple-Inland Properties Inc., and five years in public accounting.

Jahner graduated with honors from the University of Mary in Bismarck, N.D., in 
1981 with a double major in accounting and business administration.

Jahner serves an alternate governor for the Mavericks on the NBA Board of 
Governors, and as President of the Dallas Mavericks Foundation. He also serves on 

the Dallas Sports Commission and the Pro Players Foundation Advisory Board.

He and his wife, Deb, have three sons, Jordan, Tyler and Michael.
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DONN NELSON, PRESIDENT OF BASKETBALL OPERATIONS & GENERAL MANAGER 

One of the most respected minds in the NBA, Donnie Nelson is 
involved in every aspect of the Mavericks basketball operations. 
Nelson, who owns 32 years of NBA experience, came to Dallas 
on Jan. 2, 1998, after three seasons as an assistant coach with 
the Phoenix Suns.

Nelson was instrumental in rebuilding a team that suffered a decade-
long playoff drought into a perennial playoff team and championship 
contender. Under Nelson, the Mavericks have won 60.4% (569-942) 
of their games with three 60+ win seasons, including a franchise-
record 67-win season in 2007, which tied for the sixth-best record in 
NBA history. 

The Mavericks are also one of only six NBA franchises to win 60 
games or more three times in a five-year span. During his tenure, the 
Mavericks have made the playoffs in 14 of the last 16 seasons, been to 
the Western Conference Finals three times, advanced to the NBA Finals 
twice, captured their first Division title in 20 years in 2007 and won 
their first World Championship in 2011. Nelson successfully coached 
the Mavericks while his father and former head coach, Don Nelson, 
was recovering from cancer surgery in 2000-01. Donnie led the team 
to a 15-8 record while serving as head coach. He was the top assistant 

to his father at Golden State, where he served the organization a total of eight seasons (1986-94). Nelson was also a regional scout 
for the Milwaukee Bucks for two seasons (1984-86). 

From 1990-2006, Nelson served as an assistant coach for the Lithuanian National Team. In that span, he helped them win three 
bronze medals in four Olympiads, a silver medal in the 1995 European Championships and a gold medal in the 2003 European 
Championships. In appreciation of his contributions, Nelson was awarded the Grand Cross of the Commander by the President of 
Lithuania in 2004. In 1994, Nelson proudly served as a scout for USA Basketball at the World Championships in Toronto. Dream 
Team II went undefeated on their way to capturing a gold medal that year.  

Nelson’s tireless efforts helped crack two walls that once seemed unbreakable. He was responsible for signing the first player from both 
the Soviet Union (Sarunas Marciulionis) and China (Wang Zhizhi) to NBA contracts. In addition, Nelson holds the honor of being the 
only American coach to participate in a Soviet National training camp. On June 24, 1998, Nelson engineered a deal that brought a 
relatively unknown German and an unheralded Canadian to Dallas. Both Dirk Nowitzki (2007) and Steve Nash (2005, 2006) would 
go on to be named the NBA’s Most Valuable Player, giving the Mavericks the distinction of being the only team in history to acquire 
two future MVPs in the same transaction. 

“Donnie has been my biggest supporter from day one,” said 13-time NBA All-Star, 2007 MVP and 2011 NBA Finals MVP Dirk 
Nowitzki. “He works harder than any coach or president in the NBA. He thinks about basketball 24 hours a day.” 

Nelson also serves as the Chief Advisor for the Chinese National Basketball Team. During his five years of service, they equaled their 
all-time best Olympic finish (8th) in Athens and won the Gold Medal at the 2005 and 2007 Asian Championships. In 2008, he 
helped coach the team to an eighth-place finish in the Beijing Olympics. Nelson’s first exposure to the continent of Africa took place 
in 1992. He has conducted clinics in North Africa, Senegal, Nigeria and South Africa. Nelson is especially proud to be associated 
with the NBA’s Basketball Without Borders program in Africa. This outreach program provides educational opportunities to challenged 
African athletes. 

In December 2002, Nelson’s heart for disadvantaged youth led to the creation of the Assist Youth Foundation, which has since 
combined with the charity organization known as Little Heroes. The foundation’s goal is to advance opportunities for underprivileged 
kids in the Dallas-Fort Worth Metroplex and across the globe. Additionally, he proudly serves on the board of the Make-a-Wish 
Foundation. In 2009, Nelson became the co-owner of a new NBA G-League team, the Texas Legends, that is located in Frisco, Texas.  
A 1986 graduate of Wheaton College (Ill.), Nelson was inducted into the school’s Hall of Honor on Oct. 3, 1997. He led Wheaton in 
scoring and was an NABC All-Midwest selection. 

Born Sept. 10, 1962, he and his wife, Lotta, have a daughter, Christie (8/10/92) and a son, D.J. (5/24/94). 
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RICK CARLISLE, HEAD COACH
Rick Carlisle is in his 10th season as the head coach of 
the Dallas Mavericks. He was hired by Dallas in May of 
2008, and is the third-longest tenured head coach in 
the league behind San Antonio’s Gregg Popovich (hired 
in December 1996) and Miami’s Erick Spoelstra (April 
2008). Carlisle became the winningest coach in 
Mavericks history with a 103-93 victory at the L.A. 
Lakers on Nov. 1, 2015, passing Don Nelson (339) with 
his 340th win with the franchise.

Carlisle has led his team to the playoffs 12 times in his 15 
seasons as a head coach. He guided the Mavericks to their 
first-ever world championship in 2011, while posting an 
impressive 16-5 mark during the 2011 postseason. Carlisle, 
who won a title as a player with Boston in 1986, is one of only 
14 individuals to win an NBA championship as both a player 
and a head coach. He moved into 19th place on the NBA’s 
all-time wins list in 2016-17, passing Mike Fratello (667) with 
career win No. 668 vs. Sacramento on Dec. 18, 2016. 

Carlisle, who was named the ninth Dallas coach in franchise 
history on May 9, 2008, led the Mavericks to the postseason 
in seven of his first nine seasons with the team. Carlisle joined 
the Mavericks after spending six seasons, with Detroit and 

Indiana, as a head coach. He served as an ESPN studio analyst during the 2007-08 NBA season before coming to Dallas.

Carlisle began his head coaching career with Detroit. During his two-season tenure, the Pistons won 61 percent (100-64) of their games 
to go along with two Central Division championships and one trip to the Eastern Conference Finals. Following his first season as head 
coach in 2002, Carlisle earned the NBA’s Coach of the Year award.

Carlisle joined Indiana as the head coach on Sept. 2, 2003. In his first year, Carlisle led the Pacers to the NBA’s best record (61-21), the 
most victories in franchise history, the best winning percentage in team history (.744) and a Central Division championship. He also led 
the Pacers to the 2004 Eastern Conference Finals where they eventually lost to the Pistons.

Carlisle, including his previous two seasons with Detroit, became the first coach since Pat Riley to win 50 games and division championships 
in each of his first three seasons as a head coach. Overall, Carlisle earned a 181-147 (.552) regular season record in Indiana and led 
the team to three consecutive postseason appearances before stepping down following the 2006-07 campaign.

Carlisle began his coaching career in 1989 as an assistant with the New Jersey Nets. In five seasons with the Nets, he had the opportunity 
to work under Hall of Fame coaching legends Bill Fitch and Chuck Daly. Carlisle then moved on to Portland, where he spent three 
seasons as an assistant under P.J. Carlesimo before joining former teammate Larry Bird’s staff in Indiana during the summer of 1997.

In 1984, Carlisle began his NBA career as the only rookie to make the Boston Celtics roster. He spent three seasons in Boston and 
enjoyed his best year as a pro when he averaged 9.9 minutes in 77 games for the 1986 world champions. He then played one year 
with the New York Knicks under head coach Rick Pitino before moving on to New Jersey, where he played briefly for Fitch before being 
offered an assistant coaching position with the franchise.

Collegiately, Carlisle played two years at the University of Maine before transferring to the University of Virginia, where he was co-captain 
of the Cavaliers’ 1984 Final Four team. A native of Ogdensburg, N.Y., he graduated in 1984 with a B.A. in psychology from Virginia.  
Carlisle and his wife, Donna, have a daughter, Abby. He enjoys golf, piano, table tennis and spending time with his family, which includes 
two dogs, Zoe and Daisy.

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KALEB CANALES, ASSISTANT COACH 

Kaleb Canales enters his fourth season as an assistant coach with the Mavericks, where 
he will be responsible for coordinating the team’s offense. Canales joined the 
Mavericks after spending nine years working in various capacities for the Portland Trail 
Blazers. 

Canales served as an assistant coach with Portland from 2008-09 to 2012-13. He 
spent the final 23 games of 2011-12 as interim head coach of the Trail Blazers. 
Named to that position on March 15, 2012, Canales, 33 at the time, was the youngest 
active head coach in the league and the 13th head coach of the Trail Blazers. His 8-15 
mark at the helm was better than each of Portland’s previous three interim coaches 
through 23 games (Stu Inman – 5-18 in 1971-72, Rick Adelman – 7-16 in 1988-89, 
Kevin Pritchard – 3-20 in 2004-05). The first Mexican-American head coach in NBA 
history, Canales was elected into the National Hispanic Sports Hall of Fame in 2011. 

Canales joined the Trail Blazers as a video intern in 2004 and spent the next three 
seasons as the team’s video coordinator. Prior to the 2008-09 season, Canales 

continued his rise within the organization when he was promoted to assistant coach/video coordinator and was then promoted to 
assistant coach in September 2009. 

Canales guided the Trail Blazers to a 4-1 mark as head coach of their summer league teams in 2011 and 2012. Before joining the 
Portland staff, Canales spent the 2003-04 season at the University of Texas-Arlington as an assistant coach for the men’s basketball 
program. In 2002-03, Canales was an assistant coach for the boy’s basketball team at United High School and Martin High School in 
Laredo, Texas. 

Born in Laredo, Canales earned his master’s degree in sports leadership from Virginia Commonwealth University and his bachelor’s 
degree in kinesiology with a minor in Spanish from the University of Texas-Arlington. A coach at the NBA’s 2011 Basketball Without 
Borders program in Brazil, Canales is the co-founder of Assist 13, a program committed to serving, contributing, and developing 
youth in Laredo, Texas through basketball camps. 

Born July 7, 1978, Canales is the son of Victor and Alicia Canales, and has three sisters, Chantall, Victoria and Regina.  He and his 
wife, Cristi, have a son, Bauer, and a dog, Chloe.

MELVIN HUNT, ASSISTANT COACH 
Melvin Hunt is entering his third season on the Mavericks coaching staff after spending 
the last five seasons with the Denver Nuggets. During the 2014-15 season, Hunt served 
as the Nuggets interim head coach for 23 games starting on March 3, 2015. He had a 
10-13 record at the helm of the team.  

Before coming to Denver, Hunt helped lead the Cleveland Cavaliers to one of the most 
successful stretches in franchise history. In 2008-09, the Cavs won a franchise and NBA-
best 66 games, while Hunt and the coaching staff earned the honor of coaching the 
Eastern Conference in the 2009 NBA All-Star Game in Phoenix. Cleveland also enjoyed 
great postseason success during Hunt’s tenure with the team, reaching the 2007 NBA 
Finals, the 2009 Eastern Conference Finals and four consecutive appearances in the 
Eastern Conference Semifinals from 2007-10.

Before joining the Cavaliers staff, Hunt spent one season (2004-05) as an assistant coach 
with the Los Angeles Lakers and five seasons with the Houston Rockets (1999- 2004). 
While with the Rockets, he spent two years as a video coordinator/scout and two years as 
an assistant coach before spending a year as the team’s college and international scout.

Prior to working in the NBA, Hunt coached on both the collegiate and high school levels. 
He began his coaching career as an assistant coach at Temple High School (TX) before moving to the college ranks where he was the 
lead assistant coach at Incarnate Word University in San Antonio.

Hunt earned his Bachelor’s degree in business administration and a Master’s degree in education from Baylor University where he 
spent four years on the basketball team. He was a four-year letterman and a three-year starter for the Bears from 1987-91 and helped 
lead his team to both the NCAA and NIT tournaments. Following his graduation, Hunt played professional basketball in the Caribbean 
and Mexico.

A native of Tallulah, La., Hunt has spent time in Australia, Asia, Italy, Russia, Lithuania and South Africa during recent offseasons as 
a part of the NBA’s Basketball Without Borders – the global basketball development and community outreach program that uses the 
sport of basketball to influence positive social change.

He has two children with his wife, Carmen. His daughter, Braya, is a volleyball player at Baylor. His son, Miles, is a high school 
basketball player.
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DARRELL ARMSTRONG, ASSISTANT COACH
Former Maverick Darrell Armstrong enters his ninth full season as an assistant coach after 
joining Dallas midway through the 2008-09 campaign. For eight summers, Armstrong was the 
top assistant coach of the Mavericks Summer League team that played in Orlando and Las 
Vegas. 

Armstrong brings 14 years of NBA experience as a player to the bench as he assists with the 
development of young players as well as veterans.

After going undrafted out of Fayetteville State, Armstrong played in the Global Basketball 
Association and the United States Basketball League as well as in Cyprus and Spain. 
Armstrong was eventually signed as a free agent by the Orlando Magic, thus beginning a 
career that saw him play 14 seasons in the NBA with Orlando, New Orleans, Dallas, Indiana 
and New Jersey. He played in 840 NBA games and holds career averages of 9.2 points, 4.0 
assists and 1.34 steals in 23.7 minutes per game. During his career, Armstrong earned both 

the NBA’s Sixth Man Award and Most Improved Player Award in 1999. He participated in the Slam Dunk Competition at the 1996 
NBA All-Star Weekend and was a career 87.1 percent shooter from the foul line.

Armstrong was traded from New Orleans to Dallas on Dec. 3, 2004, in exchange for Dan Dickau. He played 114 games for the 
Mavericks until he was traded to Indiana on June 24, 2006. A native of Gastonia, N.C., Armstrong has two daughters, Arkia and 
Mayliah, and one son, Darrell, Jr.

JAMAHL MOSLEY, ASSISTANT COACH
Jamahl Mosley enters his fourth season as an assistant coach with Dallas. For the past two 
summers, he was also the head coach on the Mavericks Summer League team that competed 
in Las Vegas. Prior to joining the Mavericks, Mosley spent four seasons as an assistant coach 
for the Cleveland Cavaliers from 2010-14.

Before joining the Cavaliers in July 2010, Mosley spent five seasons with the Denver Nuggets 
He spent the first two seasons working in player developement/advance scouting, and moved 
up to assistant coach during his last three seasons. The Nuggets reached the playoffs each of 
those three years, winning 50 games or more, including winning the Northwest division twice 
and a trip to the Western Conference Finals in 2009.

Mosley was a four-year letterman at the University of Colorado from 1997-2001, where he is 
one of 33 players in school history to score over 1,000 points. Following his collegiate career, 
he played four seasons of professional basketball overseas: two years in Australia for the 

Victoria Titans, one year in Spain with Baloncesto Leon and one year in Korea.

A native of Milwaukee, Mosley has participated in Basketball Without Borders in Africa on three occasions. He and his wife, Kristina, 
have three children, Jemma, C.J. and Chance.

LARRY SHYATT, ASSISTANT COACH
Larry Shyatt enters his second season as an assistant coach with the Mavericks after spending 
over 40 years in the collegiate ranks, including the final five as the head coach at the 
University of Wyoming. He left UW as one of the most successful coaches in program history, 
leading the Cowboys to five postseason berths. 

In 2014-15, the Cowboys won the Mountain West tournament title to secure the first 
appearance in the NCAA tournament since 2002 and he was the fastest coach ever to reach 
100 wins at UW. Overall, Shyatt finished with a 117-78 record in six total seasons at Wyoming 
(1997-98, 2011-16). Prior to his stint at Wyoming, he was an assistant coach under Billy 
Donovan at the University of Florida from 2004-11. During that time, Florida won back-to-
back national championships (2006, 2007). Between his time at Wyoming and Florida, Shyatt 
was the head coach at Clemson University for five seasons from 1998-2003. 

Shyatt was an assistant coach at Utah (1975-76) and associate head coach at New Mexico 
(1982-1988). Between his time at Utah and New Mexico, he returned to his hometown of 

Cleveland, serving as an assistant coach at Cleveland State from1976-1982. 

Shyatt graduated from the College of Wooster in 1973 with a bachelor’s degree in physical education and was on the basketball team 
from 1970-1972. 

Shyatt and his wife, Pam, have three sons – Jeremy, Geoffrey and Philip. Jeremy serves as an assistant coach at Wyoming. 
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MIKE WEINAR, ASSISTANT COACH  
Mike Weinar enters his 10th season with the Mavericks and first with the title of assistant coach. 
Weinar was member of the 2011 Championship coaching staff. He is responsible for opponent 
preparation and contributes prominently to the offensive side of the ball.  

Weinar led Dallas to the Orlando Summer Pro League Championship as the head coach this past 
summer. In previous summers, he has served as an assistant coach on the Mavericks Summer 
League while primarily coordinating the offense. Prior to joining the Mavericks, Weinar worked as 
a graduate assistant at the University of Florida under head coach Billy Donovan.

Weinar served as a graduate assistant with the University of Florida Men’s Basketball Program 
from 2006 to 2008. From 2003 to 2006, Weinar served as a student manager with the University 
of Florida Men’s Basketball Program. During his tenure at the University of Florida, he was a part 
of back to back National Championship teams in 2005-06 and 2006-07. Prior to this, Weinar 
served as an assistant basketball coach at his alma mater, Bronson High School.

Born in Urbana, Ill., Weinar earned his master’s degree in sport management and his bachelor’s degree in exercise and sport science 
with a minor in business administration from the University of Florida. Weinar has extensive experience coaching and speaking at 
camps and clinics both domestically and internationally. Weinar and his wife, Noelle, have a son, Gavin. 

KEITH GRANT, ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGER 
Keith Grant has spent 38 seasons with the Mavericks and serves as assistant general manager.  

In July 1996, Grant, whose career with the Mavericks began prior to the 1980-81 charter 
season, was promoted to vice president of basketball operations after serving as director of player 
personnel from 1994 to 1996. From 1990 to 1994, he served as the club’s director of scouting. In 
1984, Grant served as administrative assistant/scout. His responsibilities were expanded to include 
advance pro scouting prior to the 1986-87 season when Dallas went 55-27 and won the Midwest 
Division. 

Born on Jan. 3, 1958, Grant began his pro sports career at the age of 12, serving as a bat boy 
for the Oklahoma City 89ers AAA baseball team. He held several positions during his 12-year stint 
with the club. Prior to graduating from Oklahoma City University in 1980 with a bachelor’s degree 

in business management, he played four years of varsity baseball, spending three years on the OCU basketball staff in varying roles.  

Grant, who served as the Arlington Stadium organist from 1982 to 1984, is an avid baseball fan and golfer. He and his wife, Nancy, 
live in Lewisville and have three children, Jennifer, Melissa and Brian. 

MICHAEL FINLEY, ASSISTANT VP OF BASKETBALL OPERATIONS
Michael Finley begins his fourth season as the assistant vice president of basketball operations.  
He assists Mark Cuban and Donnie Nelson with all aspects of player basketball operations.

Finley was drafted in the first round (21st overall) in the 1995 NBA Draft by the Phoenix Suns and 
was named to the First Team All-Rookie team following his rookie campaign. On Dec. 26, 1996, 
he was traded to the Mavericks along with Sam Cassell, A.C. Green and a second round pick 
in exchange for Jason Kidd, Tony Dumas and Loren Meyer. He played with the Mavericks from 
1996-2005 and was named to the All-Star team twice (2000, 2001).  

In 15 total seasons, he played with four teams (Phoenix, Dallas, San Antonio and Boston) and 
averaged 15.7 points, 4.4 rebounds and 2.9 assists in 1,103 games. In Mavericks history, he 
ranks fifth in points (12,389), fifth in rebounds (3,245), eighth in assists (2,393), fifth in field 

goals (4,834), third in 3-point field goals (870), fifth in free throws (1,851), fourth in steals (748), fifth in games (626), fourth in starts 
(606) and fourth in minutes (24,878). After nine seasons with Dallas, Finley signed with the San Antonio Spurs in 2005 and was a 
member of their 2007 NBA Championship team. He retired in 2010 after a season with the Boston Celtics.  

Born and raised in Maywood, Ill., Finley attended the University of Wisconsin and graduated with a Bachelor of Science in Business 
Management. He averaged over 20 points per game and finished his career as the all-time leading scorer in Wisconsin history. In 
2009, Finley began his film production company, Follow Through Productions, LLC. He is a financier and executive producer to several 
films including Sanctum (2011), Luv (2012), The Day (2012), The Butler (2013), Sneakerheadz (2014), The First To Do It (2015) and 
Franny (2015).   

Finley’s passion for community service became a reality when he created the Michael Finley Foundation in 2003. Its purpose is to help 
support children and their families reach their fullest potential through education, entrepreneurial mentorship and other programs that 
emphasize improving the quality of life.

An active real estate investor and venture capitalist, he also enjoys playing golf in his spare time. He resides in Plano with his wife and 
three children.

TONY RONZONE, DIRECTOR OF PLAYER PERSONNEL 
Tony Ronzone returned to the Mavericks as Director of Player Personnel. He reunited with the 
team after serving as scout for from 1997-2000. Ronzone is responsible for all preparation 
and organization surrounding the college draft and assists with the day to day operations of 
the personnel department, which includes acquisitions, free agency, salary cap and pro 
personnel. Also, he is responsible for the coordination all of the scouting for Mavericks, 
including the NBA, NBDL, college and international play.  

On May 17, 2010, Ronzone was named the Assistant General Manager/Player Personnel 
of the Minnesota Timberwolves. He assisted the President with day to day operations and 
coordinated all personnel, including the draft and free agency. 

Prior to his time in Minnesota, Ronzone was with the Detroit Pistons for nine seasons, most 
recently as the team’s Director of Basketball Operations. He started with the Pistons in 2001, 
serving as the team’s Director of International Scouting until 2005 when he was promoted 
to Director of Basketball Operations. He was a member of the Pistons during their NBA 
Championship run in 2004. As a member of the Olympic committee of F.I.B.A., Ronzone 
has been very active with USA Basketball, where he serves as Director of International Player 

Personnel. In this position, he assisted with the gold-medal winning men’s basketball team at the 2008 Olympics (China), the 2010 
FIBA World Championships (Turkey) and the 2012 Olympics (London). 

Renowned for his international basketball acumen, Ronzone began his coaching career as the youngest head coach in New Zealand 
history (age 22). He has also held head coaching positions with the Saudi Arabian National Team (1992) and United Arab Emirates 
Team (1992-1997). In 2001, Ronzone became the first American to coach the Chinese National Team, winning gold at the East Asian 
Games with a team featuring Yao Ming. Rozone has coached or conducted clinics in over 55 countries around the world. He is very 
active with NBA Basketball without Borders and has coached at Euro camp in Treviso, Italy for the past 14 years.

Ronzone played college basketball at the University of Nevada, participating in two NCAA tournaments, before finishing his collegiate 
career at Long Beach State. He also played professionally overseas in New Zealand, the Philippines, along with other countries. Tony 
and his wife, Tricia, have twin boys, Cade and Austin, and a daughter, Elan.

BRAD DAVIS, PLAYER DEVELOPMENT COACH 
Brad Davis is in his 16th season with the Mavericks in the player development area. This 
marks his second term as a coach with the team.

Davis, who over the past 33 years has served the Mavericks as a player, coach and 
community services/camps representative, is also the team’s color analyst on all ESPN 103.3 
FM broadcasts this season. Prior to his TV stint in 2007-08, he had worked in the same 
capacity on radio for nine years. 

In 1993-94, Davis did analysis on Mavericks road television games and served as radio 
analyst on home games. He also contributed radio analysis on home broadcasts for the 
first part of the 1992-93 season before spending the final 48 games of that season as an 
assistant coach to Mavericks interim head coach Gar Heard.

From 1993 to 1995, Davis was a Mavericks assistant coach on Dick Motta’s coaching staff. 
In 1992, Davis retired as one of only 15 players in NBA history to play 15 seasons. On Nov. 
14, 1992, Davis became the first Maverick to have his jersey retired when his No. 15 was 
raised to the rafters. Davis was the final member of the Mavericks 1980-81 charter season 

team to retire. He lasted eight years longer with Dallas than any other member of that squad.

For his NBA career, Davis averaged 8.2 points on 51.0 percent shooting in 961 games. As a Maverick, Davis averaged 8.6 points on 
51.0 percent shooting with 5.1 assists in 883 games. He began his career in 1977 as a Lakers first-round draft pick (15th overall) out 
of Maryland. During the offseason, Davis continues his love of coaching by working with promising college and high school athletes to 
prepare them for the NBA. He lives in Arlington with his wife, Kelli, and they have three children, Erin, Mike and Cara.  
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REGINALD JOHNSON, ADVANCE SCOUT 

Reginald Johnson is in his 22nd season with the Mavericks and his 12th as the team’s advance 
scout. The four seasons prior, he served a dual role as a scout and video coordinator.

Johnson began his career with the Mavericks as a merchandising coordinator, coming to the 
club from a similar role with Spalding in his native Little Rock, Ark. He later shifted to the role of 
assistant video coordinator and then to video coordinator before adding scouting responsibilities 
during the 2002-03 season.

Born Oct. 30, 1969, in Hope, Ark., he earned his bachelor of science degree in 
telecommunications at Southwest Baptist University in 1993. While at SBU, Johnson was a four-
year football starter for the Bearcats and a two-time All-MIAA Conference team member. As a 
senior at Parkview Arts Magnet H.S., Johnson was named the Arkansas State Defensive Player of 
the Year in basketball and helped guide his team to a state championship. He was also an All-
Star and All-State selection at quarterback.

Johnson and his wife, Terra, reside in Mansfield, Texas. 

GREG DREILING, ADVANCE SCOUT  

Greg Dreiling begins his 18th season as a member of the Mavericks basketball operations staff, 
the 11th in his current role. 

A former center for the Kansas Jayhawks, Dreiling was a second-round choice of Indiana in the 
1986 NBA Draft. He averaged 2.1 points, 2.1 rebounds and 8.9 minutes in 474 career games 
with Indiana, Cleveland and Dallas. 

Dreiling averaged 2.3 points and 2.6 rebounds in 94 games over two seasons with Dallas 
(1993-94, 1996-97). 

Dreiling and his wife, Kelley, have been married 34 years. They have two children, Scott and Jill.  

MIKE SHEDD, HEAD VIDEO COORDINATOR & SCOUT/PLAYER DEVELOPMENT COACH 
Mike Shedd enters his 12th overall season with the Mavericks and eighth as the Mavericks Head 
Video Coordinator and Scout/Player Development coach. Prior to that, he served four seasons as 
the assistant video coordinator. For the past six summers, Shedd has served as an assistant coach 
on the Mavericks Summer League team and has directed the team’s draft workouts.

Prior to joining the Mavericks, Shedd spent four years as an assistant coach with men’s basketball 
at Furman from 2002-06. Prior to his time at Furman, he spent two seasons at Ohio State, where 
he served as video coordinator and director of summer camps for the Lady Buckeye basketball 
program. In 2001, the Lady Buckeyes won the Women’s National Invitation Tournament. Prior 
to his stint at Ohio State, he spent three years at Eastern Michigan as the video coordinator and 
director of summer camps under head coach Milton Barnes. He was promoted to assistant coach 
for the 1999-2000 campaign. While at EMU, the Eagles captured the 1997-98 Mid-America 
Conference championship.

A native of Albion, Mich., Shedd earned a bachelor’s degree in physical education from Purdue University in 1997. He resides in 
Lewisville with his wife, Andrea, and son, Greyson Michael, born in May 2013. 
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ROLANDO BLACKMAN, DIRECTOR OF BASKETBALL DEVELOPMENT 
One of only two players in Dallas Mavericks history to have his number retired, Rolando Blackman 
is in his 10th season as the director of basketball development. He has a range of duties, 
including global scouting, sponsor relations, community representation and player development. 
During the 2005-06 season, he was an assistant coach after serving five seasons as a player 
development coach and two seasons as the program’s director. Blackman had his No. 22 retired 
on March 11, 2000.

Blackman has also been part of the broadcast team in years’ past serving as a studio TV analyst 
for games on Fox Sports Southwest. Blackman played 13 years in the NBA, 11 with the Mavericks 
and two with the New York Knicks. He was originally drafted by the Mavericks in the first round 
(ninth pick overall) of the 1981 NBA Draft. He played on six Dallas playoff teams.

The four-time NBA All-Star played with the Mavericks from 1981 to 1992 and is the team’s second-leading scorer with 16,643 
points. Overall, he appears in the top 10 in 18 different statistical categories in Mavericks history. Among Maverick leaders, he is 
second behind Dirk Nowitzki in field goals (6,487), field goal attempts (13,061) and starts (781). He owns many franchise regular 
season, playoff and rookie records, including consecutive games without fouling out (865). In 2010, Blackman served as an assistant 
coach for Turkey’s national team, winning a silver medal at the FIBA World Basketball Championship in Istanbul. In 2002, he was an 
assistant coach for the German national team, leading the Germans to a bronze medal at the World Championship in Indianapolis. 

He resides in Dallas. 

CASEY SMITH, HEAD ATHLETIC TRAINER 
Casey Smith begins his 14th season as the Mavericks head athletic trainer, where his primary 
duties involve coordinating daily medical care, injury rehabilitation, athletic performance 
department, and physician liaison. Smith joined the Mavericks in the summer of 2004 from the 
sports medicine staff of the Phoenix Suns, where he was head strength and conditioning coach 
and assistant athletic trainer. He is a 1994 graduate of West Virginia University with a master’s of 
science in athletic training, and he received his bachelor’s of science in exercise science from 
Arizona State University in 1992. Smith is currently pursuing his doctorate in kinesiology from the 
University of North Carolina, Greensboro.

Smith has served as athletic trainer for the USA Men’s Senior National Basketball Team including 
the gold-medal-winning teams at the 2008 Beijing Olympics, 2010 FIBA Championships and 
2012 London Olympics. He has also served as athletic trainer for the U.S. Olympic boxing team 
at the 2004 Olympics in Athens, Greece. 

Smith is a native of Wellston, Ohio, and resides in Dallas with his family, Jennifer and their son, Justin.

DIONNE CALHOUN, ASSOCIATE HEAD ATHLETIC TRAINER 
Dionne Calhoun, joined the Mavericks as assistant athletic trainer in 2004. In 2014, he was 
named associate head athletic trainer. Calhoun has also spent four summers as the athletic trainer 
for the NBA’s Basketball Without Borders program in Africa and four times has worked the Pete 
Newell Big Man Camp (Las Vegas and Hawaii). During the summer of 2007, he served as an 
athletic trainer for the Senegalese Men’s National Basketball Team. Before joining the Mavericks, 
Calhoun served on the San Francisco 49ers training staff for two seasons. Prior to the 49ers, he 
worked at South Bay Spine and Sport as an athletic trainer, designing and implementing post-
operative rehab programs and assessing patients. Calhoun received a bachelor’s degree in 
kinesiology, with an emphasis in athletic training, from San Diego State University in 2000. After 
graduation, he was the head football trainer at Marion Catholic High School (Imperial Beach, 
Calif.).

The City of Dallas, the Dallas Mavericks and the Dallas Stars formed a private/public partnership to construct American Airlines Center 
in downtown Dallas. As a result, the Mavericks and Stars committed to remain in Dallas for 30 years. American Airlines Center, the 
anchor of the Victory Park development, transformed an industrial site into what is considered the new gateway to downtown Dallas. The 
partnership between the city and the teams was announced on Oct. 3, 1997, with the Dallas City Council approving a Master Agreement 
on Dec. 10, 1997. A referendum by Dallas voters passed Jan. 17, 1998. Hillwood, chaired by Ross Perot, Jr., was the project’s 
developer. American Airlines Center, Hillwood and the City of Dallas reached a fair-share agreement to include minority participation in 
the construction of the facility, and Hicks, Muse, Tate & Furst, Inc., served as financial advisor for the arena.

SEASON NOTEBOOK: The Dallas Mavericks went 42-40 (.512) in 2015-16, marking their 16th straight season with at 
least a .500 record. Dirk Nowitzki passed Shaquille O’Neal (28,596) for sixth place on the NBA’s all-time scoring list 
at Brooklyn (12/23/15). The 18-year forward also became the sixth player in NBA history to eclipse the 29,000-point 
plateau against Philadelphia (2/21/16). At age 37, Nowitzki averaged a team-high 18.3 points per game, leading 
Dallas in scoring average for the 15th time in the last 16 years. What’s more, Nowitzki became the fifth player in 
NBA history to average at least 18 points per game at age 37 or older. Rick Carlisle became the winningest coach 
in Mavericks history with a 103-93 victory at the L.A. Lakers on 11/1/15, passing Don Nelson (339) with his 340th 
win with the franchise. Carlisle also passed the late Flip Saunders (654) for 20th place on the NBA’s all-time wins list 
with a 97-88 victory at Denver on 3/28/16 (career win No. 655). Dallas won seven of its final nine games to clinch a 
playoff spot for the 15th time in the last 16 years. The Mavericks’ 42 wins earned them the sixth seed in the Western 
Conference and a matchup with the No. 3 seed Oklahoma City Thunder in the first round. Dallas fought hard in the 
series despite enduring injuries to several key players. The Thunder went on to defeat the Mavericks in five games.

Won 67, lost 15 (first, Southwest)…the 2006-07 Mavericks secured their place in history with the franchise’s best 
record ever, earning the first seed in the NBA Playoffs...Dallas faced eighth-seeded Golden State in the first-round of 
the playoffs and were upset 4-2 in the series...but their regular season accomplishments make them one of the best 
teams in NBA history...their .817 winning percentage ranked sixth all-time among NBA teams...they were also the sixth-
fastest team in league history to reach the 50-win mark (59 games)...Dirk Nowitzki led his team with averages of 24.6 
points, 8.9 rebounds and a career-high 3.4 assists, while setting career-bests in FG%, 3FG% and FT%...Nowitzki was 
rewarded for his efforts as he became the first player in Mavericks history to earn the MVP award...additionally, he was 
named First Team All-NBA and was the second Maverick (Jason Kidd) to start an All-Star game...Nowitzki was joined 
by Josh Howard as a Western Conference All-Star...Howard received the nod from NBA commissioner David Stern as 
a replacement for the Western Conference team...the two were the first pair of Mavericks to be named to the same All-
Star team since 2003 (Nowitzki, Steve Nash).

Won 60, lost 22 (second, Southwest)…the Mavericks entered the playoffs as the fourth seed and after victories over 
Memphis and San Antonio, respectively, the Mavs faced Phoenix in the Western Conference Finals...Dallas earned 
the right to play Miami in the NBA Finals with a six-game series win over the Suns...the first-time Western Conference 
Champs won the first two games of the Finals at home, then lost four straight to Miami to surrender the title…since the 
NBA adopted the 2-3-2 Finals format in 1985, the Mavs were the 10th team to win the first two games at home…the 
previous nine teams won the championship, while Dallas became just the third team in Finals history to drop the series 
after leading 2-0...for his efforts in his first full season as head coach of the Mavs, Avery Johnson was named the NBA’s 
Coach of the Year...meanwhile, Dirk Nowitzki was named All-NBA First Team for the second consecutive season…the 
Mavs’ 60-22 record tied for the best in franchise history...at home, Dallas went 34-7 overall and won 27 of their final 
31 home games...along with the Spurs, the Mavs became the only other team to have won 50+ games in each of the 
previous six seasons.

SEASON NOTEBOOK 
Won 53, lost 29 (second, Midwest)…Dirk Nowitzki became only the second player in league history to have more than 
100 3-pointers (151) made and 100 blocks (101) in a season (Robert Horry, 1995-1996)…the Mavericks ended the 
longest playoff drought in the NBA by making their first postseason appearance in 11 years…after becoming just the 
sixth team in playoff history to erase a 0-2 deficit and win a five-game series over the Jazz, Dallas fell in the conference 
semifinals 4-1 to San Antonio…the Mavericks posted the second-best improvement in the win column in the NBA (+13), 
behind only the Clippers (+16)…the Mavericks finished the regular season as the only team in the league to finish in the 
top five in all of the following categories: points per game (100.5, 4th), field goal percentage (45.9%, 5th), free throw 
percentage (79.4%, 2nd) and 3-point field goal percentage (38.1%, 4th)…it was the first 50-win season in 13 years…the 
team recorded 25 road wins and its first-ever winning road record.

SINGLE GAME CREDENTIAL REQUESTS
Requests for single-game credentials must be made at least 24 hours prior to game time. Day-of-game requests will not 
be honored. Radio stations, magazines and weekly newspapers will be accommodated on a game-by-game, space-
available basis. All requests must be made on company letterhead.

VISITING MEDIA BOX SCORE REQUESTS
Visiting media needing a box score or other information faxed back to their office should contact any member of the 
Mavericks PR staff during the game.

LOCKER ROOMS
Both the Mavericks and the visitors locker rooms are located on the event level in American Airlines Center. The 
Mavericks locker room is located on the south side of the building (to the left if you are standing behind the scorers’ 
table). The visitors locker room is located on the east side of the building (behind you looking at the court from behind 
the scorers’ table). As per NBA regulations, the Mavericks locker room will be open for a 30-minute period, ending 45 
minutes prior to game time (for example, the locker room will be open from 6:15 to 6:45 p.m. for all 7:30 p.m. starts). 
The locker room will reopen 10 minutes after the game. During postgame media sessions, priority must be given to those 
media outlets on deadline. Your cooperation is asked in maintaining a working atmosphere in the locker room at all 
times. Any media members using their credentials to gain locker room access for the purpose of obtaining autographs 
will have their credentials revoked immediately.

Game notes are available in the media workroom two hours prior to game time. They are also available online at mavs.

103) only. There are no photo positions along the sidelines. Freelance photographers will not be credentialed unless they 
are on specific assignment from a magazine or daily newspaper.

Please note the following photo regulations: 
• Floor spots are extremely limited. If you are not assisgned a floor position you must shoot from an auxilliary platform.

MARK FOLLOWILL, PLAY-BY-PLAY 

Mark Followill enters his 13th season as the television play-by-play voice and his 17th overall with 
the team. Prior to his move to television, Followill served as the radio play-by-play voice of the 
Mavericks on ESPN 103.3 FM for four seasons.

Followill also just completed his sixth season as television voice for the Metroplex’s Major League 
Soccer franchise FC Dallas. In addition, Followill is a  play-by-play announcer for MLS and 
international soccer matches and college football telecasts on Fox Sports. Followill was also a 
soccer play by play announcer for NBC’s coverage of the 2016 Summer Olympics. 

Followill came to the Mavericks after having worked for seven years at KTCK in Dallas, where he co-hosted talk shows, 
served as a drivetime sports anchor and was the studio host and fill-in radio play-by-play announcer of  Mavericks 
broadcasts for two seasons on sister station KLIF.

SEASON NOTEBOOK: The The Dallas Mavericks finished 33-49 (.402) in 2016-17, snapping a streak of 16 straight 
seasons with at least a .500 record. Health played a big part, with injuries costing the team 163 “man games lost” on 
the year. Eleven undrafted players appeared in at least one game for Dallas in 2016-17 – the most in any one season 
in franchise history. The team even started four undrafted players (Dorian Finney-Smith, Wesley Matthews, Seth Curry 
and Salah Mejri) in a game for the first time ever against San Antonio on 11/21/16. Dirk Nowitzki achieved yet another 
huge milestone in 2016-17, becoming the sixth player in NBA history and the first international player to reach the 
30,000-point plateau with a 15-foot baseline jumper over Larry Nance Jr. at the 10:58 mark of the second quarter 
against the L.A. Lakers on 3/7/17. Rick Carlisle also became the first coach in Mavericks history to reach 400 wins with 
the franchise with a 108-104 victory at Portland on 2/3/17. Harrison Barnes enjoyed a breakout season in his first year 
with the Mavericks, averaging a career-high (team-high) 19.2 points per game.

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DIRK REACHES 30,000 POINTS: Mavericks forward Dirk Nowitzki became the sixth player in NBA history and the first 
international player to reach the 30,000-point plateau with a 15-foot baseline jumper over Larry Nance Jr. at the 10:58 
mark of the second quarter against the L.A. Lakers on 3/7/17 (the basket gave him 20 points for the game and exactly 
30,000 for his career). Nowitzki, who was assisted by Devin Harris on the play, fittingly achieved the milestone on a 
fadeaway. He joined Kareem Abdul-Jabbar (38,387), Karl Malone (36,928), Kobe Bryant (33,643), Michael Jordan 
(32,292) and Wilt Chamberlain (31,419) in the NBA’s exclusive 30,000-point club. Julius Erving totaled 30,026 points 
with his ABA career included. Nowitzki became just the third player in league history to score 30,000 points with one 
franchise, joining Malone (Jazz) and Bryant (Lakers). Through 3/7/17, there had been 4,142 players who had appeared 
in an NBA game and Nowitzki was one of only six with 30,000-plus points. A sellout crowd of 20,484 was on hand at 
American Airlines Center to witness Nowitzki hit the 30,000-point mark. Prior to Nowitzki, Jordan was the only player to 
achieve the milestone at home. The 13-time All-Star entered the Mavericks’ game against the Lakers needing 20 points 
for 30,000. He poured in 20 points in the game’s first 13 minutes and 2 seconds – the second-fastest he has ever 
reached the 20-point mark (Nowitzki tallied 20 points 10:49 into a game vs. Chicago on 12/27/01, back when he was 
only 23 years old). Coincidently, Nowitzki also eclipsed 20,000 career points against the Lakers back in 2009-10 (also 
at home on 1/13/10). Nowitzki posted 18 points in the opening quarter against Los Angeles on 3/7/17, matching the 
highest-scoring first quarter of his career (18 vs. Memphis 2/7/07). He finished with a game-high 25 points (9-13 FGs, 
3-4 3FGs, 4-4 FTs), all in the first half, to go along with 11 rebounds in just 24 minutes of action. Nowitzki posted 25-
plus points in the first half of a game for the first time since 11/16/08 at New York (26 points).

BARNES’ BREAKOUT: First-year Maverick Harrison Barnes had a breakout season in 2016-17. The former seventh 
overall pick from the 2012 NBA Draft averaged a career-high (team-high) 19.2 points per game in a career-high 35.5 
minutes per game this season. He shot 46.8 percent (599-of-1,280) from the field and a career-high 86.1 percent 
(242-of-281) from the foul line this year. Barnes shot 76.1 percent (102-of-134) from the charity stripe in 2015-16, which 
was the highest free throw percentage he recorded since coming into the league in 2012-13. The highest field goal 
percentage Barnes has posted for a season was 48.2 percent (316-of-656) in 2014-15. Barnes led the Mavericks (or 
tied for the lead) in scoring 37 times in 2016-17, after he led Golden State in scoring only six times in his 307 games 
with the Warriors (3 times in 2012-13 and 3 times in 2014-15). The 6-8 forward increased his scoring average by 7.5 
points from the previous year (he averaged 11.7 ppg with Golden State in 2015-16). In fact, he’s now increased his 
scoring average in each of his first five NBA seasons (9.2 ppg in 2012-13, 9.5 ppg in 2013-14, 10.1 ppg in 2014-15, 
11.7 ppg in 2015-16, 19.2 ppg in 2016-17). Barnes dropped 30-plus points seven times in 2016-17, after he reached 
30 just once in his first four seasons with Golden State. He also posted 37 20-point games this year, after he had 19 
20-point efforts in his four seasons with the Warriors (his previous most 20-point games in any one season was 6 in 
2015-16). He scored 17-plus points in 55 of his 79 games in 2016-17. Barnes scored in double figures in each of his first 
43 games with Dallas (10/26/16-1/20/17), marking the longest double-figure scoring streak by any player to begin his 
tenure with the Mavericks (Geoff Huston, who scored 10-plus points in each of first 26 games with Dallas from 10/11-
12/2/80, owned the previous franchise record). Prior to his run to begin the 2016-17 season, Barnes’ longest streak of 
consecutive double-figure scoring games was 10 in 2015-16 (3/23-4/9/16). Barnes, who played in each of Dallas’ first 
79 games in 2016-17 (before resting for the final three), put up big numbers from the get-go. After scoring 30 points 
just once in 307 games with Golden State, Barnes tallied 30-plus points in three of his first seven games with Dallas. In 
just his second game with the Mavericks (first home game with Dallas), Barnes dropped a then career-high 31 points 
(13-23 FGs, 2-4 3FGs, 3-3 FTs) in 39 minutes versus Houston on 10/28/16. It topped his previous high scoring game 
of 30, which he recorded at Denver on 4/16/14 (as a member of the Warriors). Just four games later, the fifth-year 
forward poured in a career-high 34 points (13-26 FGs, 2-5 3FGs, 6-7 FTs) in the Mavericks’ 86-75 overtime win over 
the Bucks on 11/6/16. The very next game, Barnes netted 31 points (11-18 FGs, 1-3 3FGs, 8-9 FTs) in the Mavericks’ 
109-97 victory over the Lakers on 11/8/16. He recorded back-to-back 30-point games against the Bucks and the 
Lakers (34 vs. Milwaukee 11/6/16, 31 at the L.A. Lakers 11/8/16), becoming just the third Maverick to post consecutive 
30-point games since the start of the 2008-09 season (Dirk Nowitzki, O.J. Mayo). The former Warrior tallied 25-plus 
points in three straight games from 11/6-11/9/16 (34 vs. Milwaukee 11/6/16, 31 at the L.A. Lakers 11/8/16, 25 at 
Golden State 11/9/16). Prior to the 2016-17 season, Barnes had never recorded back-to-back 25-point efforts. In fact, 
he scored 25-plus points just three times in his career prior to 2016-17. Barnes posted 20-plus points in five straight 
games from 11/6-11/16/16. Prior to 2016-17, Barnes had never had a streak of more than two consecutive 20-point 
efforts (he posted back-to-back 20-point games on three previous occasions). In addition to leading the team in scoring 
this year, Barnes also knocked down several clutch shots for Dallas. In each of the Mavericks’ first two overtime games 
in 2016-17, Barnes made a game-tying basket at the end of regulation to extend the game. In the Mavericks’ 90-88 
win over the L.A. Clippers on 12/23/16, Barnes hit the game-winning shot with 3.7 seconds left. It was his third career 
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game-winning field goal in the final 5 seconds of the fourth quarter or overtime (previously: 4/2/15 vs. Phoenix and 
1/30/16 at Philadelphia – both with Golden State). On 2/9/17, Barnes scored eight of his team-high 31 points (12-20 
FGs, 2-3 3FGs, 5-7 FTs) in overtime in Dallas’ 112-105 win over the Jazz (he single-handedly outscored Utah 8-5 in 
OT). On 4/2/17, Barnes tallied 25 of his game-high-tying 31 points (9-13 FGs, 3-5 3FGs, 10-10 FTs) in the second 
half, including 15 in the fourth quarter, in the Mavericks’ 109-105 victory at Milwaukee.

20,000 MANIAACS: The Mavericks have sold out 637 consecutive regular-season home games, which is an NBA-best 
sellout streak. The streak began on 12/15/01 and Dallas has sold out an additional 67 playoff games during that same 
stretch (it’s 704 straight sellouts including playoffs). The Portland Trail Blazers (814 straight sellouts, 4/9/77-11/16/95) 
are the only team in NBA history with a longer consecutive home sellout streak (regular season and playoffs) than the 
Mavericks. The listed capacity for American Airlines Center is 19,200 but that can be surpassed because of attendance 
in the suites. Since moving into American Airlines Center (2001-02 season), the Mavericks have posted a home mark 
of 465-183 (.718) during the regular season. Dallas has sold out all 41 home games in each of the past 15 seasons 
(2002-17).

RAINING THREES: The Mavericks went 878-of-2,473 (.355) from beyond the arc in 2016-17, setting new franchise 
records for the most 3-pointers made and attempted in a season. It broke the team records set in 2015-16, when the 
Mavericks went 806-of-2,342 (.344) from deep. Before going 806-of-2,342 (.344) from long distance in 2015-16, the 
previous franchise records (for most threes made and attempted in any one season) were 735 3-pointers made in 1995-
96 (735-of-2,039, .360) and 2,082 3-pointers attempted in 2014-15 (732-of-2,082, .352). Dallas posted 10 games 
with 15-plus trifectas in 2016-17 (Dallas went 7-3 in those games) – tied for the most in any one season in franchise 
history. The Mavericks also had 10 games with 15-plus triples in 2015-16 (Dallas went 6-4 in those contests). Dallas 
had only five games with 15-plus threes in 2014-15, the previous team record for most such games in any one year.

CURRY HAS CAREER YEAR WITH MAVERICKS: First-year Maverick Seth Curry, who went undrafted in the 2013 NBA 
Draft and played for four different teams (Memphis, Cleveland, Phoenix and Sacramento) in his first three NBA seasons 
from 2013-16, has found a home with Dallas. Curry averaged 12.8 points per game in 70 games (42 starts) with 
the Mavericks in 2016-17, after he averaged 6.3 points per game in his first 48 career games (nine starts) with the 
Grizzlies, Cavaliers, Suns and Kings. The 6-2 combo guard posted 11 20-point efforts in 2016-17 (Dallas went 8-3 in 
those games), after he had four 20-point outings prior to this year. Curry ranked sixth in the NBA in 3-point field goal 
percentage (.425) in 2016-17. He poured in a career-high 31 points (13-17 FGs, 3-6 3FGs, 2-2 FTs) at Minnesota on 
2/24/17.

YOGI FEASTS ON 3-POINT BASKETS IN WIN AT PORTLAND: Yogi Ferrell, an undrafted rookie who signed a 10-day 
contract with the Mavericks on 1/28/17, appeared in his fourth game with Dallas (14th career) at Portland on 2/3/17 
and poured in a career-high (game-high) 32 points (11-17 FGs, 9-11 3FGs, 1-2 FTs) to go along with two rebounds and 
a team-high five assists in 39 minutes in the Mavericks’ 108-104 win over the Trail Blazers. The 6-foot point guard out 
of Indiana became the first undrafted rookie in NBA history to score 30-plus points in a game in which he also led his 
team in assists. He also became just the third undrafted player in league history to score 30-plus points within his first 
15 career NBA games, joining Connie Hawkins and Anthony Morrow (Hawkins posted 39 and 35-point efforts in his 
8th and 10th career NBA games with the Phoenix Suns in 1969, while Morrow scored 37 points in his 4th career game 
with the Golden State Warriors in 2008). If you limit it to “undrafted rookies,” then the list would only include Morrow 
and Ferrell (Hawkins played in the ABA before joining the NBA in 1969). Ferrell went 9-of-11 (.818) from beyond the arc 
against the Trail Blazers, tying the NBA rookie record for 3-pointers made in a game. Prior to Ferrell, the only rookie 
in NBA history (drafted or not) to hit nine treys in a game was Roddy “Boo Boo” Beaubois, who also went 9-of-11 from 
deep in a game with the Mavericks (at Golden State on 3/27/10). Ferrell was also one of only five NBA players to hit 
nine trifectas in a game in 2016-17 (Stephen Curry, James Harden, Isaiah Thomas and Damian Lillard). Ferrell’s 32 
points were the most by an NBA player within his first 15 games since Blake Griffin scored 44 (in his 14th career game) 
in 2010. The 23-year-old Ferrell became the youngest Maverick with a 20-point game since Beaubois in 2010 (40 at 
Golden State 3/27/10). His 32 points were also the second-most by a Mavericks rookie undrafted free agent (Marquis 
Daniels had 33 vs. Seattle on 4/10/04). Since 1994-95, the only Maverick rookies to score at least 30 points in a game 
are Ferrell, Beaubois, Daniels and Jason Kidd. Ferrell scored 22 points in the first half alone against the Trail Blazers. 
He also hit a huge 3-pointer with 19.3 seconds left to help the Mavericks bring home the win.
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YOGI FERRELL NAMED WESTERN CONFERENCE ROOKIE OF THE MONTH: Mavericks point guard Yogi Ferrell was 
named Western Conference Rookie of the Month for games played in February 2017. It marked the just the seventh time 
a Maverick achieved the honor and the first since Devin Harris in November 2004. Ferrell led all Western Conference 
rookies in scoring (12.0 ppg), assists (4.7 apg) and minutes (31.5 mpg) in February. He also led all first-year players in 
3-pointers made (21) during the month. The undrafted guard out of Indiana originally signed a 10-day contract with the 
Mavericks on 1/28/17, and then a multi-year deal with the team on 2/7/17. Ferrell tied an NBA rookie record with nine 
made 3-pointers en route to a career-high 32 points in Dallas’ 108-104 victory over Portland on 2/3/17. He scored 20-
plus points twice in February and handed out five-plus assists in eight of the Mavericks’ 11 games during the month.

YOGI FERRELL NAMED TO NBA ALL-ROOKIE SECOND TEAM: Mavericks point guard Yogi Ferrell was named to the 
2017 NBA All-Rookie Second Team, becoming just the eighth Maverick to earn All-Rookie honors and the first since 
Marquis Daniels and Josh Howard were both named to the All-Rookie Second Team in 2003-04. Ferrell averaged 
10.0 points, 2.4 rebounds, 5.5 assists, 0.9 steals and 26.0 minutes in 46 games (29 starts) with Brooklyn and Dallas in 
2016-17. He shot 40.6 percent (160-394 FGs) from the field, 38.6 percent (68-176 3FGs) from 3-point range and 83.1 
percent (74-89 FTs) from the foul line. Among rookie leaders, Ferrell ranked fifth in scoring, second in assists, fifth in 
3-point field goal percentage, fifth in free throw percentage, third in steals and fourth in minutes.

MAVERICKS COME BACK FROM 21 DOWN IN SECOND HALF TO BEAT JAZZ: The Mavericks overcame a 21-point 
third-quarter deficit to beat the Jazz 112-105 in overtime on 2/9/17. It was Dallas’ biggest comeback of the 2016-
17 season (the Mavericks previously overcame a 15-point second-quarter deficit to win 105-101 at San Antonio on 
1/29/17). It marked the first time the Mavericks came back to win after trailing by more than 20 points in the second 
half since 12/30/08 versus Minnesota. In that game, the Mavericks overcame a 29-point third-quarter deficit to beat 
the Timberwolves 107-100 (which is Dallas’ biggest comeback in franchise history – first-half or second-half). It was also 
tied for the fourth-largest second-half comeback in Mavericks history (Dallas previously overcame second-half deficits 
of 29 in 2008, 24 in 2006, 22 in 2001 and 21 in 1995). As of 2/9/17, the only team that had a bigger second-half 
comeback in the NBA in 2016-17 was Memphis (Memphis came back from 24 down in the third quarter to beat Golden 
State 128-119 in OT on 1/6/17). 

MATTHEWS COMPETES IN 2017 JBL THREE-POINT CONTEST: Mavericks guard Wesley Matthews competed in the 
2017 JBL Three-Point Contest during All-Star Weekend, which took place at the Smoothie King Center in New Orleans 
on Saturday, Feb. 18. It was Matthews’ second time taking part in the competition (he finished fourth in the 2015 
Three-Point Contest held in Brooklyn as a member of the Portland Trail Blazers). Matthews became the ninth player 
in Mavericks history to take part in the competition, joining Dale Ellis (1986), Detlef Schrempf (1987, 1988), Derek 
Harper (1989), George McCloud (1996), Hubert Davis (1998, 2000), teammate Dirk Nowitzki (2000, 2001, 2006, 
2007, 2008), Steve Nash (2001, 2002) and Jason Terry (2006, 2007). He was also the first Maverick to take part in 
the contest since Nowitzki in 2008. Nowitzki is the only Maverick ever to win the competition, bringing home the title in 
2006 in Houston.

MAVERICKS CONTINUE STREAK OF DOMINANCE OVER LAKERS, SWEEP SEASON SERIES WITH L.A.: Dallas swept 
the 2016-17 season series with the Lakers, 4-0, winning all four games by double digits and an average margin of 21 
points. The Mavericks extended their winning streak against the Lakers to 14 games (11/15/13-3/7/17). It’s their longest 
active win streak against any team and their longest ever win streak against the Lakers. The Lakers have not defeated 
the Mavericks since 4/2/13 (101-81 at the STAPLES Center). The Mavericks handed the Lakers their most lopsided loss 
in franchise history on 1/22/17, defeating Los Angeles by 49 points (122-73) at home. The Lakers’ previous two worst 
losses both came by 48 points, most recently, 123-75, at Utah on 3/28/16 (the Lakers also lost to the Clippers by 48, 
142-94, on 3/6/14). The 49-point defeat occurred on the 11-year anniversary of Kobe Bryant’s 81-point game (81 
vs. Toronto 1/22/06). The Mavericks’ 49-point margin of victory was their third-largest in team history (the Mavericks 
defeated the 76ers by 53, 123-70, at American Airlines Center on 11/13/14, and the Knicks by 50, 128-78, at Madison 
Square Garden on 1/24/10). It was the biggest blowout in the NBA this season (as of 1/22/17). Dallas scored its most 
points of the season (122) while allowing its fewest points of the year (73). The Mavericks’ previous most points in a 
game this year was 121 in their (130-121) season-opening overtime loss at Indiana on 10/26/16, while their previous 
fewest points allowed in a game this season was 75 in their (86-75) overtime win over Milwaukee on 11/6/16. Dallas 
outscored Los Angeles 38-11 in the second quarter en route to a 34-point half-time advantage (67-33). The Mavericks 
were up by as many as 53 in the second half and cruised to a 49-point victory. Prior to their game against the Lakers 
on 1/22/17, the largest lead the Mavericks enjoyed in a game this season was 28 versus Denver on 12/12/16. In their 
fourth and final meeting with the Lakers in 2016-17 (at Dallas on 3/7/17), the Mavericks matched their season-high 
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point total with a 122-111 victory over Los Angeles. Dirk Nowitzki also became the sixth member of the 30,000-point 
club against L.A. on 3/7/17, reaching the milestone with a 15-foot baseline jumper over Lance Nance Jr. at the 10:58 
mark of the second quarter.

MAVERICKS COLLECT BIG COME-FROM-BEHIND WIN AT SAN ANTONIO: The Mavericks erased a 15-point 
second-quarter deficit (56-41) to win 105-101 at San Antonio on 1/29/17. The Mavericks trailed by 10 (54-49) at the 
half in that game, but came back to defeat the Spurs by four. It snapped the Spurs’ streak of 117 straight wins in home 
games that they led by at least 10 points at the half. That streak, which started on 3/28/08, was the longest of its kind 
in recorded NBA history (halftime scores of some games from the NBA’s early years are not known). It also snapped 
a 12-game losing streak for the Mavericks in San Antonio (it was Dallas’ first regular-season win in San Antonio since 
11/26/10, 103-94).  

MATTHEWS’ 3-BALL: Mavericks guard Wesley Matthews made a team-high 174 3-pointers in 2016-17 (174-of-479, 
.363), the 17th-most in the NBA this year. Matthews is the only NBA player with at least 125 trifectas in each of the past 
seven seasons (2010-17). The most triples Matthews has made in any one season was 201 in 2013-14 with Portland 
(201-of-511, .393). Matthews knocked down his 1,200th career 3-pointer at the 5:26 mark of the first quarter against 
the L.A. Lakers on 1/22/17, becoming the 53rd player in NBA history to reach the mark. Matthews achieved the 
milestone in his 562nd career game, becoming the fourth-fastest player to 1,200 3-pointers in NBA history (in terms 
of games played). At the time, Stephen Curry (418), Ray Allen (548) and James Harden (561) were the only players in 
league history to reach 1,200 3-pointers in fewer games than Matthews. Klay Thompson reached the milestone in his 
432nd career game on 1/28/17 (six days after Matthews achieved it), making Matthews the fifth-fastest player to 1,200 
treys in NBA history (and Thompson the second-fastest). Matthews ranked 10th in the league in triples made in 2015-16 
with 189 (189-of-525, .360). His 189 treys in 2015-16 marked the third-highest single-season total in Mavericks history 
(George McCloud made a franchise-record 257 3s in 1995-96 and Jose Calderon hit 191 in 2013-14).

CARLISLE MOVES INTO 19TH PLACE ON THE NBA’S ALL-TIME WINS LIST: Rick Carlisle, who holds an all-time record 
of 694-520 (.572) as a head coach, moved into 19th place on the NBA’s all-time wins list in 2016-17. He passed Mike 
Fratello (667) for 19th place on the league’s all-time wins list with a 99-79 victory over Sacramento on 12/18/16 (career 
win No. 668). Carlisle advanced from 23rd to 20th place on the NBA’s all-time wins list in 2015-16. He passed the late 
Flip Saunders (654) for 20th place on the all-time wins list with a 97-88 victory at Denver on 3/28/16 (career win No. 
655). 

CARLISLE REACHES 400 WINS WITH DALLAS: Rick Carlisle, who holds an all-time record of 413-309 (.572) with 
Dallas, captured his 400th win with the Mavericks with the team’s 108-104 victory at Portland on 2/3/17. He became 
the first coach in franchise history to reach the milestone, doing so in his 690th game with the club (Carlisle went 400-
290, .580, in his first 690 games with Dallas). He coached in his 700th game with the Mavericks at Atlanta on 3/1/17.

MAVS LOCK DOWN ON DEFENSE TO BEAT BUCKS IN OVERTIME: The Mavericks clamped down on defense to 
grind out an 86-75 overtime win over the Bucks on 11/6/16. The 75 points allowed by the Mavericks were the fewest 
they have surrendered in an overtime game in franchise history (previous: 77 vs. Cleveland 1/27/98). What’s more, it 
marked the fourth-lowest point total allowed by any team in an overtime game in NBA history (71, Charlotte vs. Indiana 
1/17/15; 74, Toronto vs. San Antonio 2/7/02; 74, Toronto at New Orleans 1/15/04). Dallas locked down on defense in 
overtime, outscoring Milwaukee 12-1 in the extra 5-minute period. The one point allowed by the Mavericks in overtime 
also marked a new franchise record for the fewest points allowed in an overtime period (previous: 2 on two occasions 
– vs. Cleveland 1/27/98 (1st OT) and at New York 11/16/08 (1st OT)). The Bucks, who entered the meeting with Dallas 
riding a three-game win streak, had scored at least 117 points in three straight games (their longest such streak since 
2009) prior to being held to 75 in 53 minutes against the Mavericks.

NOWITZKI MOVES INTO NINTH PLACE ON THE NBA’S ALL-TIME FIELD GOALS MADE LIST: Mavericks forward Dirk 
Nowitzki advanced from 12th to ninth place on the NBA’s all-time field goals made list in 2016-17. He passed Kevin 
Garnett (10,505) for 11th place on the league’s all-time field goals made list with a huge go-ahead 3-pointer at the 
4:02 mark of the fourth quarter at Portland on 2/3/17 (the 3-pointer was Nowitzki’s third field goal of the game and the 
10,506th of his career). The 3-ball put Dallas back up 95-92 after Portland had rallied to tie the game at 92 (Dallas 
never relinquished the lead after that). Just four days later (on 2/7/17), Nowitzki passed John Havlicek (10,513) for 
10th place on the NBA’s all-time field goals made list with an 11-foot fadeaway jumper over C.J. McCollum at the 5:59 
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mark of the third quarter against Portland (the basket was his fourth of the game and the 10,514th of his career). Most 
recently, the big German passed Alex English (10,659) for ninth place on the league’s all-time field goals made list with 
a trail 3-pointer at the 2:02 mark of the fourth quarter at Memphis on 3/31/17 (the basket was his third of the game 
and the 10,660th of his career).

DIRK MOVES INTO SIXTH PLACE ON THE NBA’S ALL-TIME VICTORIES LIST: Mavericks forward Dirk Nowitzki passed 
Derek Fisher (853) for sixth place on the NBA’s all-time victories list with a 113-105 win over Washington on 1/3/17. He 
finished the 2016-17 season with 875 career wins, 77 victories behind Karl Malone (952), who ranks fifth. 

48,000-PLUS MINUTES FOR DIRK: Mavericks forward Dirk Nowitzki advanced from 11th to sixth place on the NBA’s 
all-time minutes played list in 2016-17. On 11/25/16 at Cleveland, he passed Tim Duncan (47,368) for 10th place 
on the NBA’s all-time minutes played list. On 1/15/17 versus Minnesota, Nowitzki passed Reggie Miller (47,619) for 
ninth place on the league’s all-time minutes played list. On 1/29/17 at San Antonio, the big German passed John 
Stockton (47,764) for eighth place on the NBA’s all-time minutes played list. On 2/3/17 at Portland, Nowitzki passed 
Wilt Chamberlain (47,859) for seventh place on the league’s all-time minutes played list. Most recently, Nowitzki passed 
Kobe Bryant (48,637) for sixth place on the NBA’s all-time minutes played list at Phoenix on 4/9/17. Nowitzki became 
the seventh player in league history to surpass 48,000 career regular-season minutes at Detroit on 2/15/17.

NOWITZKI ON THE NBA’S ALL-TIME GAMES PLAYED LIST: Mavericks forward Dirk Nowitzki advanced from 12th to 
seventh place on the NBA’s all-time games played list in 2016-17. He passed Kobe Bryant (1,346) for 11th place on the 
NBA’s all-time games played list at New Orleans on 12/26/16. Nowitzki then passed Clifford Robinson (1,380) for 10th 
place on the league’s all-time games played list at Washington on 3/15/17. He next passed Reggie Miller (1,389) for 
ninth place on the NBA’s all-time games played list at Milwaukee on 4/2/17. The big German passed former Maverick 
Jason Kidd (1,391) and tied former Spur Tim Duncan (1,392) on the NBA’s all-time games played list versus San Antonio 
on 4/7/17. He then passed Duncan for sole possession of seventh place at Phoenix on 4/9/17 (in career game No. 
1,393).

UNDRAFTED: This past season, the Mavericks got solid production from players who didn’t hear their names called 
on draft night. Eleven undrafted players appeared in at least one game for Dallas in 2016-17 (J.J. Barea, Salah Mejri, 
Wesley Matthews, Jonathan Gibson, Seth Curry, Nicolas Brussino, Dorian Finney-Smith, Yogi Ferrell, Quinn Cook, 
Manny Harris and Jarrod Uthoff) – the most in any one season in franchise history. The previous team record was eight 
in 1992-93. The Mavericks started four undrafted players (Finney-Smith, Matthews, Curry and Mejri) alongside Harrison 
Barnes in their game at San Antonio on 11/21/16. It marked the first time in franchise history that Dallas started four 
undrafted players in a game. It was also just the third time since 1999-00 that an NBA team started four undrafted 
players. In 2014-15, the Knicks started Langston Galloway, Alexey Shved, Lance Thomas and Lou Amundson at Toronto 
on 3/22/15. Before that, the last time it happened was in 1999-00 when the Magic started Darrell Armstrong, John 
Amaechi, Bo Outlaw and Ben Wallace vs. Milwaukee on 4/17/00. Finney-Smith appeared in a team-high 81 games for 
Dallas in 2016-17 – the most by a Mavericks undrafted rookie in any one season in franchise history (previous: 74 by 
Walter Bond in 1992-93). Ferrell posted a game-high 32 points to go along with a team-high five assists in 39 minutes 
in the Mavericks’ 108-104 win over the Trail Blazers on 2/3/17, becoming the first undrafted rookie in NBA history to 
score 30-plus points in a game in which he also led his team in assists. Gibson appeared in his second career NBA 
game at Orlando on 11/19/16 and tallied a game-high 26 points in 32 minutes off the bench. Gibson became the first 
undrafted player to score at least 26 points in either his first or second career NBA game since Lloyd Daniels scored 
26 for the Spurs in his second career game at Denver on 11/7/92. What’s more, Gibson became just the fifth player 
(drafted or not) since 1995-96 to score 26-or-more points in his second career NBA game, joining former lottery picks 
Karl-Anthony Towns (28 in 2015), John Wall (28 in 2010), Kevin Durant (27 in 2007) and Damon Stoudamire (26 in 
1995). Of all the undrafted players that appeared in at least one NBA game in 2016-17, the Mavericks had four that 
ranked inside the top-10 for scoring average: Matthews (13.5 ppg, 3rd), Curry (12.8 ppg, 6th), Barea (10.9 ppg, 8th) 
and Ferrell (10.0 ppg, 10th).

MAVS DEFEAT SUNS 113-108 IN MEXICO CITY: The Mavericks defeated the Suns 113-108 in Mexico City on 1/12/17. 
The game marked the second time Dallas played a regular-season contest outside of the U.S. or Canada in franchise 
history. The Mavericks faced the Rockets in Mexico City on 12/6/97, in what was the first NBA regular-season game 
held in Latin America (Houston won 108-106). The Mavericks and the Suns drew a crowd of 19,874 for their matchup in 
Mexico City Arena on 1/12/17. The game was part of NBA Global Games Mexico City 2017.
