Media credentials are issued to working media only. All season and single-game credential holders
should enter through the northeast entrance o 3rd Street and Je erson. Media will call opens two
and one-half hours prior to the game. All credentials are non-transferable, and any unauthorized use
will subject bearer to ejection from Talking Stick Resort Arena and confiscation of the pass. A photo
identification will be required to pick up your credential.

Individual game credentials should be requested through the Suns’ Basketball Communications
department (phone: (602) 379-7960) a minimum of 36 hours prior to game time or by noon Friday for all
Saturday, Sunday and Monday contests. Passes will not be issued on game day. Only requests confirmed
via phone or e-mail by the Basketball Communications department will be honored.

Credentials are good for admittance to the arena, media room and both locker rooms. Both the Suns
and visiting locker rooms will be open 75 minutes before tip-o until 45 minutes before the game and
then again 15 minutes after the game. Coach Hornacek’s post-game press conference starts approximately
10 minutes after the game. Your cooperation is asked in maintaining a working atmosphere. Absolutely
NO autographs allowed during media access periods and NO cell phone use is allowed in the locker room.

Photo credentials should be requested a minimum of 72 hours in advance of the requested game and
are now subject to approval by the NBA league o ce. It is club and NBA policy NOT to allow freelance
photographers access. No ENG cameras except live television cameras, NBAE cameras, in-arena
cameras and the team videographer will be permitted on the baselines. ALL photographers that are
permitted floor access must have an orange vest to wear while on the floor. The vests can be obtained
in the media workroom.

Several communal telephones will be provided, but if you should need a designated phone for your
own use, it should be ordered through Kevin Pires at Talking Stick Resort Arena (602) 379-2094. The Suns
provide wireless service both courtside and in the working press room. A password to access the wireless
service should be obtained from our game night sta  in the working press room.

Parking is available at the Chase Field parking lot just south of 4th St. and Jackson.

Managing Partner

Robert Sarver is the managing partner of Arizona's original sports franchise. In addition, the Arizona
native and Valley resident is a successful businessman and a committed philanthropist, hushand and
father with a lifelong passion for basketball, the Suns, the state of Arizona, and—above all—winning. .

THE OWNER

As an 8-year-old boy, Robert Sarver attended his first Phoenix Suns basketball game after receiving
tickets as a birthday gift from Donald Diamond, one of the franchise’s original owners. Thirty-five years
later in 2004, Sarver became the majority owner of one of the NBA's model franchises, assembling a group
of investors that purchased the Suns, the WNBA's Phoenix Mercury, and the operating rights to US Airways
Center, since renamed Talking Stick Resort Arena.

In 11years under Sarver's leadership, the Suns have enjoyed virtually unparalleled success on the court.
Phoenix owns the fifth-best record in the NBA since the start of the 2004-05 season (517-369, .584). His
tenure includes three appearances in the Western Conference Finals and two of the three 60-win seasons
in the franchise’s 47-year history.

Sarver's passion for winning extends beyond the men’s game. His commitment to the WNBA in Phoenix
has resulted in the Mercury winning three league championships, in 2007, 2009 and 2014, with the team
winning a WNBA-record 29 games in the 2014 regular season. The Mercury have made seven Western
Conference Finals appearances in the last nine seasons. Over the last 11 seasons, the Mercury's record of
205-169 ranks it third in the league in wins.

Guided by his stated mission, the Suns and Mercury organizations are industry leaders in business
innovation and community outreach and involvement.

Sarver is a member of the NBA's Board of Governors, Advisory Finance Committee, and Audit and
Compensation Committee.

THE BUSINESSMAN

Sarver is the Chairman and CEO of Western Alliance Bancorporation, which has more than $13 billion in
assets. Western Alliance is the largest financial institution headquartered in Arizona. The bank continues
to be one of the most active business lenders in Arizona. Sarver is also the co-founder of Southwest Value
Partners, a 25-year-old real estate investment fund.
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THE PHILANTHROPIST

Sarver's philanthropice orts focus not simply on worthy causes but also giving back to Arizona and its
local communities, both through Phoenix Suns Charities and his and his wife's own personal contributions.

Under Sarver's leadership, The Suns and Phoenix Suns Charities have given almost $16 million in
donations to local non-profits. And, most notably, Sarver has spear-headed a successful program called

“SunsCentral,” through which the team’s ‘adoption’ of an inner-city high school has dramatically increased
the graduation rate of the neighborhood school.

Among his proudest accomplishments, Sarver helped to build the Sarver Heart Center at the University
of Arizona in memory of his late father, who was among the first to undergo heart bypass surgery. The
center is composed of more than 150 physicians and scientists and aims to prevent and cure cardiovascular
diseases through the three pillars of research, education and patient care. Pioneering doctors at the center
have spearheaded the development of the SynCardia temporary Total Artificial Heart, an award-winning
project that became the world's firstand only total artificial heart to win FDA approval as a bridge to human
heart transplant in patients near death from heart failure.

Doctors and researchers at the center also developed a hands-only CPR method called Continuous Chest
Compression CPR that more than doubles a person’s chance of surviving cardiac arrest. This method was
adopted by the American Heart Association and is now internationally recognized. In addition to a focus
on resuscitation science, the center focuses on stroke research, heart disease in women, sudden cardiac
death, minority-specific cardiovascular problems, and electrophysiology.

The Sarvers were also instrumental in helping to build the Children’s Museum of Phoenix, located in
downtown Phoenix. A $1 million donation from the Penny and Robert Sarver Charitable Foundation aided
in the completion of the 70,000-square-foot facility.

Sarver is on the board of directors for the Weil Foundation, established by Dr. Andrew Weil, an
internationally recognized leader in integrative medicine.
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THE PERSON

Sarver is a 1979 graduate of Sabino High School in Tucson and a 1982 graduate of the University of
Arizona. Sarver earned his bachelor's degree in business administration and became a certified public
accountant in 1983.

Sarver and wife, Penny, have three sons, Max, Jake and Zach. On their first date, Robert invited Penny
to watch the NCAA Men'’s Basketball Tournament at his house. Sarver is a “soccer dad,” who can regularly
be found at one of his three boys’ soccer games.

Garvin

Vice Chalman

Sam Garvin, who launched his own mail-in rebate and consumer promotions company at age 25, is in
his 12th season as vice chairman of the Suns after purchasing interest in the club in June 2004.

The self-made entrepreneur founded Scottsdale-based Continental Promotion Group in 1989 and its
business grew to over $1 billion in annual gross revenues and attracted over 500 blue-chip marketers
worldwide. As chairman and chief executive o cer from 1989-2005, he managed over 1,200 associates,
and organized and executed consumer and trade promotions for Dell, Nestle, Henkel, Costco, BT (British
Telecom), HP, Motorola, Disney and Eli Lilly on a global scale.

Garvin, who sold CPG in June 2005, took on additional responsibilities with the Suns shortly thereafter.
A Suns fan since 1989, Garvin purchased single-game tickets in the upper bowl when the team played
at Veterans Memorial Coliseum and has attended Suns games for the last 25 years. In July 2007, he was
appointed an alternate NBA Governor to represent the organization.

Prior to CPG, Garvin served in the Ronald Reagan administration asasta assistant on the Presidential
Commission for the German-American Tri-Centennial. He then went to work for Heinz U.S.A. as a sales
merchandiser where he learned the marketing of packaged goods from the ground up. In 1988, he
graduated from Thunderbird, one of the top business schools in the country, with a masters of international
management specializing in marketing. In 2003, he was awarded a doctor of international law degree,
honoris causa, from Thunderbird.

In 1998, Garvin was recognized by the Phoenix Business Journal as one of Arizona’s “Top 40 under 40"
most influential business leaders. In 1999, he was recognized by then Arizona Governor Jane Hull with
the “Governor’s Spirit of Success” award. He was twice nominated for Ernst and Young's “Entrepreneur of
the Year” award.

An acknowledged philanthropic leader, Garvin is currently on the board of trustees at Thunderbird
(which is now known as Thunderbird, the School of Global Management), PCDS (Phoenix Country Day
School), Whispering Hope Ranch and Phoenix Suns Charities. In addition to his duties with the Suns, Garvin
also serves on several corporate boards including WSP Properties, Expert Negotiator, LLC, and Inteladerm,
LLC. He is the founder of Garvin Promotion Group, an international strategic promotion marketing firm
headquartered in Scottsdale whose clients include Henkel/Dial, O'Reilly Auto, PetSmart and J&J. He is
also active in real estate and private equity investing through Garvin Holdings, LLC.

Born and raised in Pittsburgh, Pa., Garvin completed his Bachelor of Arts degree with a dual major in
political science and German studies at the University of Pittsburgh in three years. He resides in Paradise
Valley with his wife Rita and three children.

President

Jason Rowley is in his fourth season as the Suns’ President and his ninth season overall with the team.

As President, Rowley is responsible for managing all business operations of the Suns and oversees the
club’s interests in the management of Talking Stick Resort Arena, WNBA Phoenix Mercury, the Legends
Entertainment District, and a liated entities. Rowley previously served as the team’s Chief Operating
O cer, aswell as its Senior Vice President and General Counsel.

Rowley began his career in 2001 with the law firm of Snell & Wilmer in Phoenix, and while there
he represented the Suns' current ownership group in their acquisition of the club in 2004. At Snell, his
practice included private and public mergers and acquisitions, complex real estate transactions, securities
regulation, entity formation, commercial contracts and general business law.

After leaving Snell, Rowley served two years as corporate counsel for The Van Tuyl Group, the nation’s
largest privately held automotive retailer. While at Van Tuyl, his practice focused on real estate and
dealership acquisitions and development, as well as general corporate and contract law.

Rowley earned his bachelor's degree in 1994 from the University of Arizona. After graduation, Rowley
joined the United States Navy, an experience he considers one of the proudest and most formative of
his life. He worked as an intelligence analyst with the Commander 3rd Fleet Intelligence Division until
his honorable discharge in 1998.

Al McCoy

Arizona Sports 98.7 FM Radio Play-by-Play

Al McCoy has been called the dean of NBA play-by-play announcers and has been “The Voice

of the Suns” for 43 memorable years, nearly the length of the franchise’s existence.

McCoy first hit the air during a preseason game on September 27, 1972, and has been

synonymous with Suns basketball ever since. From “Shazam” to “Zing Go the Strings” to
“Heartbreak Hotel,” McCoy has cultivated an unparalleled style.

McCoy will forever be remembered for his call in the 1976 Suns-Celtics NBA Finals at Boston
Garden when he had to fling an inebriated fan o his lap as he was describing “The Shot Heard ‘Round The World” by
Garfield Heard that sent the game into the third of three overtimes.

The 2015-16 season marks his 44th as he calls play-by-play action on Arizona Sports Radio and the Suns radio
network. McCoy's tenure with the Suns is the longest consecutive run with one team among current NBA broadcasters.
His many contributions to the sport were recognized when he received the 18th Annual Curt Gowdy Media Award from
the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame during Enshrinement Weekend in September 2007 in Springfield, Mass.
The Suns honored him with the Al McCoy Media Center, dedicated in October 2007.

In 2015, the readers of Phoenix Magazine named McCoy the best play-by-play announcer in their annual “Best of the
Valley” issue for the 17th consecutive year. He's the only broadcaster to win the award since it debuted in 1999. McCoy
was honored with a Silver Circle Award from the Arizona chapter of the National Academy of Television Arts & Sciences
and a Lifetime Achievement Award from the House of Broadcasting (a radio and television museum). He also became
the first play-by-play announcer to be inducted into the Arizona Broadcasters Association Hall of Fame on Oct. 19, 2004.

McCoy's broadcasting career began in 1951 at KJFJ Radio in Webster City, lowa when he was a freshman at Drake
University. In 1958, he arrived in Arizona to do play-by-play for the Triple-A Phoenix Giants baseball club. He has also
covered Phoenix Roadrunners hockey, Arizona State football and basketball and filled in as a backup for the Arizona
Diamondbacks. McCoy added a call of the Phoenix Mercury to his distinguished resume, providing play-by-play on NBA
TVforaplayo game on the Mercury's run to the 2014 WNBA title.

A native of Williams, lowa, a tiny farming community, McCoy was a member of his high school basketball team and
was influenced by legendary broadcasters Harry Caray, Bert Wilson and Jack Brickhouse. He received his degree in
drama-speech from Drake University and performed graduate work at the University of lowa. In 1994, McCoy received
Drake’s Alumni Achievement Award and in 2015, he was included in an interactive exhibit at the lowa Hall of Pride.

He and his beloved wife Georgia, a Valley artist who passed away in 2012, have three sons: Mike, and twins Jay and Jerry.
Aculinary critic, he is the club’s expert on gourmet restaurants around the league. McCoy is an accomplished jazz pianist.

Tim Kempton

Arizona Sports 98.7 FM Radio Color Analyst

Tim Kempton, a former role player on the 1992-93 Suns team that won a franchise-record
62 games and advanced to the 1993 NBA Finals, will provide color analysis for Arizona Sports
Radio for the 13th year in a row alongside play-by-play announcer Al McCoy.

The University of Notre Dame graduate was selected in the sixth round of the 1986 NBA Draft
by the Los Angeles Clippers and averaged 4.5 points and 2.8 rebounds in 280 career games in

¢ eight seasons with the Clippers, Charlotte Hornets, Denver Nuggets, Suns, Cleveland Cavaliers,

Atlanta Hawks, San Antonio Spurs and Toronto Raptors.

Kempton, who played his last season in the NBA in 1997-98, previously served as color analyst covering the Phoenix
Mercury and Arizona State University's men's basketball. Kempton also remains active in youth sports.

He and wife, Suzanne, have three sons and one daughter: Timothy (20), Michael (18), Matthew (17) and Catherine (14).
His son, Tim, is a junior basketball player at Lehigh University where he earned Patriot League Player of the Year and
AP All-America Honorable Mention honors in 2014-15.
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Steve Albert

FOX Sports Arizona Play-by-Play

Now in his fourth season as the Phoenix Suns’ television play-by-play voice, Steve Albert
joined the Suns broadcast family in 2012 when the organization welcomed a veteran with 19
years of experience behind an NBA microphone, 24 years beside a championship boxing ring,
and a member of sportscasting’s first family. In 2014, the accomplished sportscaster was
awarded his first Emmy as a member of the Suns’ broadcast team.

= Renowned for his play-by-play excellence, the award-winning broadcaster’s extensive
television and radio experience includes 13 years as the voice of the New Jersey Nets, five years as the television
play-by-play announcer for the Golden State Warriors and a season with the New Orleans Hornets as he now is in his
fourth season with the Suns. Albert called the Nets' improbable playo upset over the Julius Erving-led Philadelphia
76ers and described the famous “Run TMC” era of the Warriors. Before entering the NBA, he was the television
play-by-play announcer for the New York Nets when Dr. J led the team to the historic final ABA Championship in 1975-76.

In addition to basketball, Albert has called over 300 world championship boxing matches, including some of the
most high-profile in the sport's history during his time on the national stage with Showtime Championship Boxing from
1987-2011. Albert was the voice of the 1996 Ring Magazine Fight of the Year between Mike Tyson and Evander Holyfield,
and the rematch, the infamous bite fight, which was seen by one of the largest audiences in pay-per-view history. Albert
also called the 2005 Ring Magazine Fight of the Year between Diego Corrales and Jose Luis Castillo, widely considered
one of the most exciting bouts in boxing history. In 2007, Albert was inducted into the World Boxing Hall of Fame and
also won the coveted Sam Taub Award for Excellence in Broadcast Journalism from the Boxing Writers Association of
America. He is a two-time Announcer of the Year, presented by the International Boxing Federation.

Albert's extraordinarily diverse resume also includes play-by-play duties for the New York Mets (MLB), Jets (NFL),
Islanders (NHL) and New Jersey Devils (NHL); anchor jobs with three di erent New York area networks; appearances as
himself in television series and feature films; and made-for-television sports competitions including MTV's Rock’n’Jock
basketball and softball.

Albert's start in broadcasting came while at Kent State University, where he received a Bachelor of Science degree in
Telecommunications. He began as a part-time play-by-play announcer for the Springfield Kings of the American Hockey
League and his college hockey team, which he founded.

The youngest of three sportscaster brothers, Albert's oldest brother, Marv, does basketball play-by-play for Turner
Sports. His older brother, Al, is a longtime broadcast veteran for two NBA franchises. Steve not only followed Marv's
footsteps into broadcasting but like his oldest brother, was also a ballboy for the New York Knicks and was on the bench
when the Knicks won the 1970 NBA Championship.

Eddie Johnson

FOX Sports Arizona Color Analyst

A familiar face and voice to Phoenix Suns fans, Eddie Johnson is in his 16th season as a
color analyst for the team'’s television broadcasts. He will share color analyst duties with Ann
Meyers Drysdale.

In addition to working Suns games for FOX Sports Arizona, Johnson co-hosts “NBA Today”
on SiriusXM NBA Radio along with Justin Termine. The national radio show breaks down the
latest stories in the NBA on weekday afternoons.

Previously, Johnson served as the color analyst on the Phoenix Mercury television broadcasts for the first two
seasons of the team in 1997 and 1998. He also provided analysis for ESPN Radio during the WNBA playo s, including
the Mercury’s run to the WNBA Finals in 1998. Johnson was a guest analyst for NBA Showtime on NBC during the 2000
NBA Playo s after serving as color analyst for Arizona State men’s basketball broadcasts on Fox Sports Net during the
1999-2000 season.

Johnson has the distinction of being the NBA's all-time leading scorer among players with no All-Star appearances
with 19,202 points, an average of 16.0 points per game. One of the NBA's best pure jump shooters, “E.J.” shot 47.2 percent
from the field and 84.0 percent from the foul line while playing for Kansas City/Sacramento, Phoenix, Seattle, Charlotte,
Indiana, Denver and Houston.

Originally a second-round pick (No. 29) by the Kansas City Kings in 1981, Johnson spent six years in the Kings
organization before he was traded to Phoenix on June 21, 1987, for Ed Pinckney and a second-round pick. The University
of llinois graduate played three-plus seasons for the Suns from 1987-90. In the 1988-89 campaign he helped Phoenix
improve to a 55-27 record from 28-54 the previous season and was named the NBA's Sixth Man of the Year.

The Chicago native has maintained a Phoenix residence since his Suns playing days. Johnson penned his first book,
an athlete’s guide to a successful career entitled “You Big Dummy,” that was released in 2013. He and his wife, Joy, have
ason, Justin (26), and daughter, Jade (23).

FOX Sports Arizona Color Analyst

One of the true pioneers in women's basketball, Hall of Famer and award-winning
broadcaster Ann Meyers Drysdale is in her fourth season with the Suns television broadcast
y team in 2015-16 as an analyst. In 2014, Phoenix Magazine named Meyers Drysdale the “Most
9| Entertaining Commentator” in their annual “Best of the Valley” edition.

Meyers Drysdale, a Vice President of both the Phoenix Mercury and the Phoenix Suns,
served five successful seasons as General Manager of the Mercury where she constructed
the franchise’s first two WNBA championship teams in 2007 and 2009, in addition to her role as Vice President for the
team’s 2014 title.

Enshrined in the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame in Springfield, Mass. as a player in 1993, Meyers Drysdale’s
basketball career enters its fifth decade after becoming the first-high school player to make a United States National
Team in 1974. Meyers Drysdale would become the first woman to receive a full athletic scholarship from UCLA, the first
four-time Kodak All-American, male or female, and the first female to be named in the school’s athletics Hall of Fame.
She led the Bruins to a basketball national championship in 1978 and a track national championship in 1975.

A 1976 silver medalist at the Olympics Games in Montreal, Meyers Drysdale remains the only female ever to sign a
free-agent contract with an NBA team after signing with the Indiana Pacers in 1979. After being released by the Pacers,
she served as a color commentator for Pacers broadcasts and was the first woman to broadcast an NBA game.

Meyers Drysdale has established herself as an expert analyst on ESPN, NBC, ABC, FOX Sports, and CBS and has
done commentary for men’s and women'’s basketball, softball, tennis, volleyball, and baseball since 1979. Her illustrious
broadcasting resume includes the 1984, 2000, 2004, 2008 and 2012 Summer Olympics. In 2006, she was honored with
the United States Sports Academy’s (USSA) Ronald Reagan Media Award. In 2012, the U.S. Basketball Writers Association
renamed its Women'’s National Player of the Year Award, the Ann Meyers Drysdale National Player of the Year Award,
in honor of her impact in the sport.

In 1986, Ann married former Los Angeles Dodgers Hall of Famer pitcher Don Drysdale. It was the first time that a
married couple was members of their respective sports' Hall of Fame. The Southern California native and Drysdale, who
passed away in 1993, have three children: sons Don, Jr. (D.J.) and Darren, and daughter Drew.

FOX Sports Arizona Studio Host

Once a ballboy for the Phoenix Suns (1976-78), Tom Leander has been a fixture on the local
sports broadcasting scene for over two decades. After filling a slew of di erent positions in the
club's broadcast department, Leander resumes his role as host of the Suns' pregame, halftime
and postgame shows on FOX Sports Arizona.

Beginning in 1993, Leander served as studio host/producer of the Suns Gametime and Suns
Halftime Shows for KUTP 45; he held those same pregame and halftime responsibilities on
Cox 9 broadcasts from 2000-03, and also hosted the franchise’s weekly magazine show, Suns Jam Session, on KUTP 45
for one season (2002-03). After moving from the studio to the broadcast booth in 2003, Leander served nine seasons as
a Suns' play-by-play television broadcaster.

In addition to his studio work, Leander has television play-by-play experience that includes 10 seasons with the
WNBA's Phoenix Mercury, nine seasons with the Arena Football League’s Arizona Rattlers, two seasons with the
Continental Indoor Soccer League’s Arizona Sandsharks and six seasons of backup duties for Suns games on Cox 9. In
2009, he added play-by-play duties on FOX Sports Arizona for Arizona State University football to his resume, a role
he held for three seasons.

Leander began his broadcasting career at his alma mater, Loyola Marymount University in Los Angeles, where he
did three seasons of radio play-by-play for the school's men’s basketball team. Leander’s broadcast experience also
includes stints as a sportscaster for KMST-TV in Monterey, Calif. (1986-88) and KOLD-TV in Tucson (1988-91) as well as
KTSP-TV and KNXV-TV of Phoenix.

A graduate of Brophy College Preparatory in Phoenix, Leander and his wife, Sandy, have three children: Lauren,
Keaton and Bryson.
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FOX Sports Arizona Studio Host

A member of the Suns Ring of Honor, and one of the best players in the history of the
franchise, Tom Chambers is in his 14th season as host of the Suns' pregame, halftime and
postgame shows on FOX Sports Arizona. Since retiring from the NBA in 1997, Chambers has also
spent time with the Suns’ fronto ce as a community relations representative.

Chambers played five seasons (1988-93) with the Suns, averaging 20.6 points. After signing
with the club as the first unrestricted free agent in league history on July 8, 1988, he made
three-straight AII Star appearances from 1989 to 1991. Chambers was a two-time second-team All-NBA selection (1989,
1990) and he poured in an all-time franchise-record 2,201 points (27.2 average) during the 1989-90 campaign. On March
24,1990, Chambers erupted for a franchise-record 60 points in a win against Seattle.

In his 15-year career, Chambers made four All-Star appearances, and was named the MVP of the mid-season classic
in 1987. Among the many memorable highlights of his standout career, Chambers’ two-handed dunk over the Knicks'
Mark Jackson in a 1989 game has been replayed countless times and is considered to be one of the best dunks in NBA
history. He entered the Suns Ring of Honor on April 18, 1999.

Chambers was originally a first-round pick (eighth overall) of the San Diego Clippers in 1981. He played two years

in San Diego, and was then acquired by Seattle in 1983 where he played five seasons. After his stint with the Suns,

Chambers played two seasons with the Utah Jazz, and then played one full year in Israel. His last full season in the NBA
was 1996-97 with Charlotte.

Anative of Ogden, Utah, Chambers graduated from the University of Utah in 1981. He has seven children: Erika, Skyler,

Megan, twins, Dakota and Colton, Tommy and Brock. Chambers is also a proud grandfather of seven grandchildren.

FOX Sports Arizona Sideline Reporter

Kevin Ray has been a part of the Valley broadcasting industry for over 20 years, working in
both radio and television. He is in his 14th season as part of the Phoenix Suns TV package where
he has served as the Suns Pregame & Postgame host and now as the team's sideline reporter on
Fox Sports Arizona. His coverage of the NBA also extends to the NBA Playo s for Turner Sports
(TNT & NBATV) as well as the NBA Summer League where he has served as a sideline reporter
for NBA TV as well.

In addition, Ray is currently the radio play-by-play voice of the Dallas Cowboys and Big Ten college basketball on
Compass Media Networks and is the television play-by-play voice of the Phoenix Mercury and the Arizona Rattlers. Through
his company, Pure Energy Sports Productions, he also does speaking engagements and numerous voice-over projects. Ray
and his wife Marci, have three children, Devon, Zachary and Alexandra.

A native of Cuauhtemoc, Chihuahua, Mexico, Moreno made the transition to sports in 2012,
joining the Punto Deportivo Sports Show on KSUN. He also began filling in on a part-time basis
broadcasting Suns games on KSUN in 2012.
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General Manager

Considered one of the game’s brightest young minds, Ryan McDonough is now in his third season as the Phoenix
Suns’ general manager. McDonough possesses a tireless work ethic and an expertise in player evaluation honed over
his career at several levels of basketball operations for the Suns and Boston Celtics, two of the NBA's elite franchises.

Named general manager of the Suns on May 7, 2013, a year to that date later, McDonough was named runner-up
for NBA Executive of the Year, an award voted on by his peers. Starting with the hiring of former Suns player Je
Hornacek as head coach and following a series of trades and acquisitions that included the addition of Eric Bledsoe,
Phoenix made the NBA's biggest turnaround in 2013-14, improving from 25 wins to 48.

In his second season as general manager, the Suns won 39 games as McDonough continued to add to team's
nucleus with a mid-season trade to acquire Brandon Knight, one of the game’s rising stars at point guard. In addition
to re-signing Knight during the 20150 season, the Suns signed Tyson Chandler, a highly-respected NBA veteran who
is one of baskethall's best defensive centers. The Suns added depth and balance to their roster with the acquisitions
of Jon Leuer, Mirza Teletovic, Sonny Weems and Ronnie Price in the 0 season.

Under the 35-year-old McDonough's direction, the Suns are also well-positioned for the future through the draft,
owning all of their own picks and three first-round picks from other teams in upcoming drafts. Additionally, the Suns’
first-round picks from 2013 and 2014 have shown their immense potential as Alex Len (fifth overall in 2013) emerged
asone of the league’s best shot-blockers in 2014-15, while T.J. Warren (14th overall in 2014) and Archie Goodwin (29th
overall in 2013) each showed dynamic scoring ability. The Suns selected Devin Booker (13th overall in 2015), widely
considered to be one of the best shooters in recent draft classes, and also possess the rights to Bogdan Bogdanovic
(27th overall in 2014), who in 2014-15 became just the second two-time winner of the Euroleague Rising Star Trophy.

McDonough joined the Suns after serving for three seasons as the assistant general manager of the Boston Celtics,
where he assisted Celtics President of Basketball Operations Danny Ainge on all basketball-related matters, while
being principally responsible for the draft evaluation of college and international players. He combines the experience
of nearly a decade of in-person scouting of prospects across the globe with an understanding of advanced metrics
and statistical analysis. During his tenure with the Celtics, Boston made two appearances in the NBA Finals and
orchestrated the biggest season-to-season turnaround in NBA history after the acquisitions of future Hall of Famers
Ray Allen and Kevin Garnett, improving from 24 wins in 2006-07 to 66 wins and an NBA championship in 2007-08.

McDonough joined the Celticsfronto  cein 2003 as a 23-year-old special assistant to basketball operations, rapidly
moving up the team’s ranks with increased responsibility at each stop, always with an emphasis in talent evaluation.
He spent four seasons as a special assistant, a role that included a great deal of video scouting work (2003-06), one
season as director of amateur scouting (2006-07), one season as director of international scouting (2007-08), and two
seasons as director of player personnel (2008-10) before his promotion to assistant general manager in Sept. 2010.

McDonough played a prominent roleinthe fronto ceofaclub thatkeptaveteran-led roster inthe playo sineach of
his final six seasons with the Celtics thanks to an infusion of young talent acquired through quality late first-round draft
picksand trades. Included in that list are the draft-day acquisition of four-time All-Star Rajon Rondo in 2006, and the 2004
selection of eventual All-NBA center Al Je erson, who was the centerpiece of the Celtics' 2007 deal to acquire Garnett.

Additionally, McDonough is a member of the Jr. NBA Leadership Council, a group of influencers from across the
basketball landscape who help provide direction on the program'’s development and evolution as part of the league’s
expanded youth basketball e orts.

Agraduate of the University of North Carolina with a degree in Journalism and Mass Communication, McDonough
spent one summer while at UNC calling games for the Class-AA Carolina Mudcats. He grew up in Hingham, Mass.,
the son of the late renowned Boston Globe columnist Will McDonough, and the brother of ABC/ESPN broadcaster
Sean and Arizona Cardinals player personnel executive Terry. In the summer of 2015, McDonough and the former
Valerie Doseck married in Boston; the couple resides in Phoenix.

Following five years as the Suns’ president of basketball operations, Lon Babby transitions to senior
advisor, a position in which he will continue to draw on his acumen and experience to provide strategic
counsel on a wide range of issues.

Identified as one of “Washington’s Top Lawyers” for media and sports law by Washingtonian magazine,
one of the “20 Most Influential Agents” in the nation by Sports Business Journal and one of the 100 most
powerful in sports by The Sporting News, Babby earned a reputation as an industry leader in sports and
contract negotiations in his nearly 35 years as a practicing attorney with Washington, DC-based Williams
& Connolly, LLP, before joining the Suns as the fourth basketball president in team history in 2010.

Tasked with guiding the team through a time of transition and building for the future, Babby oversaw
the hirings of general manager Ryan McDonough and head coach Je  Hornacek which contributed to the
Suns making the NBA's largest turnaround in 2013-14. In addition, Babby has prioritized upgrades to the
medical and training sta , which is considered a leader in all of professional sports, as well as increased
emphasis on the innovative use of analytics.

Prior to joining the Suns, Babby was one of the industry’s most successful and well-regarded player
agents. He entered player representation in 1994 when he was retained by then Duke forward Grant Hill.
Together the pair devised a new model of player representation based upon charging players on an hourly
basis, rather than the traditional contract percentage. His principled approach became an alternative that
appealed to the elite “good guy” athletes and his stable of clients grew to include some of the NBA's most
respected sportsmen, including Ray Allen, Shane Battier, Tim Duncan and Hill. Babby also represented
marquee Major League Baseball players and WNBA players.

Babby began his career in sports representing first the NFL's Washington Redskins (1977-84) and then
MLB's Baltimore Orioles (1979-94). For the Orioles, he was intimately involved in the senior management of
the club. He first served as club counsel and then general counsel, overseeing player contract negotiations,
advertising and marketing contracts, labor issues and general business matters, including the construction
of Oriole Park at Camden Yards. During his tenure, the Redskins appeared in two Super Bowls, winning in
1983, and the Orioles appeared in two World Series, also winning in 1983.

A graduate of Lehigh University and Yale Law School and former editor of Yale Law Journal, Babby has
served as an adjunct professor of law at George Washington University Law School. He began his career
as a litigator and handled several high-profile cases including the defense of John Hinckley, Jr., who shot
President Reagan. He is a member of the Board of Trustees of the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of
Fame and in 2007 was elected to the Greater Washington, DC Jewish Sports Hall of Fame. He is also a
member of the Board of Trustees of the Phoenix chapter of the Positive Coaching Alliance, and the Board
of Directors of the Phoenix Symphony.

The 64-year-old Babby was born in Brooklyn, NYY,, and grew up in Valley Stream, NY. He and wife, Ellen,
met at summer camp at age 16 and have been married for 42 years. The couple has a son, Ken (35), and a
daughter, Heather (31). Ken has a 7-year-old son, Josh. Heather is married to Eric Rimsky and they have
ayear-old son, Dylan.
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Trevor Bukstein

Assistant General Manager

Trevor Bukstein is in his third season as assistant general manager, a role in which he combines
his impeccable knowledge in the interpretation and application of the league’s Collective Bargaining
Agreement, salary cap management and trade and contract negotiations with his continued growth
as a talent evaluator.

Prior to becoming assistant general manager, Bukstein spent the previous three seasons as the
Suns' director of basketball administration. Bukstein joined the Suns after six years as an athlete
representation specialist at Williams and Connolly, LLP, where he assisted the sports law practice
with its NBA, WNBA and MLB clients.

A Madison, Wis. native, Bukstein earned his law degree from the Georgetown University Law Center following his
undergraduate work at the University of Michigan. Bukstein has three brothers, including a twin who is a professor at the
University of Central Florida.

Pat Connelly

Assistant General Manager

Pat Connelly is in his third season with the Suns as assistant general manager where he utilizes
his exceptional eye as a talent evaluator, honed over a career working in basketball at several di erent
levels and a lifetime in a basketball-captivated family.

Connelly joined the Suns in June 2013, following seven seasons with the Washington Wizards. After
starting with the Wizards as a part-time advance scout, Connelly worked his way to director of player
personnel, being tasked as one of the squad's top scouting sources of collegiate and international talent.

Prior to joining the Wizards' sta , Connelly served as a graduate assistant for the men'’s basketball
teamat Baylor University from 2004-06, where he also earned a master's degree in speech communication. After graduating with
a degree in business from Mount St. Mary’s University in 2002, Connelly spent one season as an assistant coach for the Brighton
Bears of England for the 2003-04 season, helping guide the Bears to the British Basketball League title.

Connelly, along with his brother Tim (general manager of the Denver Nuggets), has made multiple visits to England in an
e ort to globalize the sport of basketball.

Natives of Baltimore, Connelly and his four brothers work in basketball; in addition to Pat (35) and Tim (38), Joe (43) is a
full-time professional basketball trainer and Dan (31) is a basketball trainer and consultant who has previously worked as an
advance scout in the NBA. The youngest Connelly brother, Kevin (28), also is involved in basketball scouting as he has been
granted NCAA approval for his own service to evaluate high school players.

Mark West

Vice President, Player Relations

One of the most popular Suns on the court and in the community, West has been a mainstay in
the organization for 23 years, including eight seasons as a player, 12 in the fronto  ce, and two as an
assistant coach as he returns to the fronto ce in his first season as vice president of player relations.
In this position, West is responsible for life skills development of players, as well as continuing to work
as directed by head coach Je Hornacek on basketball skills development.

West, who original ly joined the Suns’ executive sta  as assistant general manager in 2001, served
as the team’s vice president of player programs from 2006 to 2013, responsible for player relations
and development business of basketball training, and community representation.

West's 17-year NBA career saw him play 543 games over eight seasons (1988-94, 1999-00) in a Phoenix uniform, including
five seasons as a teammate of Hornacek. In his introductory press conference, Hornacek estimated that he scored 5,000 career
points 0 unselfish screens from West.

Originally acquired along with Kevin Johnson from the Cleveland Cavaliers on Feb. 25, 1988, in one of the biggest trades in
franchise history, West averaged 6.9 points and 6.0 rebounds in a Phoenix uniform and started all 106 games (82 regular season,
24 playo ) in the Suns’ 1992-93 Western Conference Championship season. In addition to his tenure in Phoenix, he played for
Dallas, Milwaukee, Cleveland, Detroit and Indiana.

West remains the Suns' all-time leader in field goal percentage (.613) and ranks fourth in the category in NBA history (.580)
behind only Artis Gilmore (.599), Suns center Tyson Chandler (.591) and former Sun Shaquille O'Neal (.582). West led the NBA in
shooting in 1989-90 when he shot 62.5 percent from the field.

Anative of Petersburg, Va., he is a1983 graduate of Old Dominion with a degree in business administration and owns a master's
degree in business administration from the University of Phoenix. In 1988, he was inducted into the ODU Sports Hall of Fame.

Mark and his wife, Elaina, have two sons: Markus and Markyle.

Bubba Burrage

Director, Player Personnel

Bubba Burrage is in his first season as director of player personnel with the Phoenix Suns and
second season as general manager of the Suns’ NBA Development League a liate, the Bakersfield
Jam. Burrage possesses 22 years of experience in the NBA, including four seasons as the Suns’ head
pro personnel scout before his promotion to his current position.

In hisfirst season as general manager of the Jam in 2014-15, Burrage helped build a team that went
34-16 and advanced to the NBA D-League Western Conference Semifinals. In addition, the Jam had
three players receive call-ups to the NBA and four players earn end-of-season NBA D-League honors.

Prior to joining the Suns, Burrage spent 17 seasons with the Sacramento Kings in several positions, including five as an
assistant coach. He also spent time as video coordinator and primary advance scout while with the Kings.

The Oxnard, Calif,, native is a graduate of Cal Poly San Luis Obispo where he received a degree in journalism and public relations,
and was a starting forward for the Mustangs basketball team. Burrage and his wife, Keilani, have three children.

Courtney Witte

Director, Scouting

Courtney Witte (pronounced Witty) is in his first season with the Phoenix Suns as director of
scouting, bringing with him 28 years of NBA experience and a keen eye for basketball talent calibrated
over that time.

Witte joins the Suns after most recently spending the 2014-15 season as a pro personnel scout
with the Los Angeles Clippers. Prior to working with the Clippers, Witte worked 16 seasons within the
Philadelphia 76ers fronto  ce, serving as director of player personnel for his final 11 seasons with the
team. Witte began working in the NBA as a basketball operations assistant with the Indiana Pacers in
1987 and spent 11 seasons with the Pacers, lastly as advance scout.

Anative of Vincennes, Ind., Witte played collegiately at Indiana University for Hall of Fame Head Coach Bob Knight from 1983-86,
having the distinction of being his first junior college recruit. The Hoosiers made the NCAA tournament in both of the two seasons
in which Witte played as he helped the Hoosiers record their notable victory over top-ranked North Carolina in the 1984 Sweet 16.

Head Coach

Je Hornacek (pronounced HOR-na-seck) always seemed destined to be a coach. He grew up the son of a basketball coach and
went from a walk-on to a player his college coach called a coach on the floor at the age of just 22. His 14-year professional career
saw him play for some of the most successful and best-known coaches in NBA history and, now in his third season as head coach
of the Phoenix Suns, Hornacek continues to rise to the challenge as he has throughout his basketball career.

Named the 16th head coach in Suns history on May 28, 2013, he took the reins of one of the NBA's winningest franchises and
guided the team to 48 victories in his first season, a 23-win increase over the team'’s total in the previous season. The reversal
marked the NBA's largest turnaround in 2013-14, as well as the third-largest turnaround in franchise history. Following a 39-43
campaign in 2014-15, Hornacek's .530 winning percentage through his first two seasons as Suns head coach ranks sixth-best in
the history of the franchise.

Earning recognition for his accomplishments as a first-time head coach, Hornacek finished as runner-up to Gregg Popovich in
voting for 2013-14 NBA Coach of the Year. Hornacek made history after being named Western Conference Coach of the Month for
leading the Suns to a 10-3 record in December 2013, becoming just the third person in NBA history to win both Player of the Month
and Coach of the Month honors. After also being named NBA Player of the Month while a guard with the Suns in December 1991,
Hornacek became the first person to win both awards with the same franchise. The Suns tied for the second-highest win total in
NBA history without qualifying for the playo s in 2013-14, missing the postseason despite recording 48 victories.

Hornacek’s NBA life came full circle as he returned to the team that originally drafted him 46th overall (second round) in the
1986 NBA Draft, beginning his tenure as head coach in the team’s 46th NBA campaign. The third of three Suns’ second-round
picks that season, Hornacek was initially valued for his playmaking but subsequently made himself into one of the game’s premier
shooters. As the story goes, a young and skinny Hornacek developed a two-handed shooting motion but at the urging of then-Suns
General Manager Jerry Colangelo, the rookie re-worked his shot by taping his left thumb to his hand to use it only as a guide. The
values exemplified in that experience—a commitment to the game, combined with a willingness to work diligently—are what
Hornacek passed along to young players as a player development and shooting coach with the Utah Jazz.

Now a coach at the highest level, nearly the entirety of his 14-year playing career was spent under the tutelage of some of the
league’s top coaches—four of the 21 winningest in NBA history, to be exact—who together totaled an astounding 3,388 career
wins. That list includes John MacLeod (1986-87), the winningest coach in Suns franchise history, two-time NBA Coach of the Year
Cotton Fitzsimmons (1988-92), NBA Coach of the Year Doug Moe (1992-93), and Hall of Famer Jerry Sloan (1994-00), who owns
the third-most wins in NBA history. Johnny Orr, the one who considered Hornacek a coach on the floor at age 22, mentored him
at lowa State and remains the Cyclones' all-time winningest coach.

With that experience, his post-playing career began with part-time player development work with Jazz All-Star Andrei Kirilenko,
a gig that turned into a job as the team'’s shooting coach for three seasons (2007-10). When Tyrone Corbin was named Utah's head
coach after the departure of the legendary Sloan in Feb. 2011, Hornacek was named an assistant coach and served in that role
(2011-13) until being hired by Phoenix.

A fan favorite throughout his time in Phoenix, Hornacek played 468 games in a Suns uniform from 1986-1992, averaging 13.7
points, including a career-high 20.1 points in his final season as a Sun, before being traded to the Philadelphia 76ers in the summer
of 1992 in the blockbuster deal that landed the Suns Charles Barkley. In the locker room before a 1992 Suns playo game, after
watching an interview in which Barkley expressed a desire to be traded out of Philadelphia, Hornacek recalls remarking to then-
Suns Vice President of Basketball Operations Dick Van Arsdale, “that’s who we should get.” Paired with Tim Perry and Andrew Lang,
ironically it was Hornacek’s inclusion that made possible the deal that was consummated June 17, 1992.

Overall, the 1992 NBA All-Star averaged 14.5 points in 1,077 career games with the Suns, Sixers (1993-94) and Utah Jazz (1994-00),
making 11 career playo appearances in 14 seasons, and earning two trips to the NBA Finals (1997, 1998). In that time, the skinny
kid with the taped thumb established himself as one of the NBA's best shooters, finishing his career as a 49.6-percent marksman
overall, 40.3 percent from three-point range, and 87.7 percent from the free-throw line, which still ranks 14th-best in NBA history
13 years after his retirement. He twice won the league’s Three-Point Shootout at All-Star Weekend (1998, 2000).

Hornacek's connections to the history and legacy of the Suns’ franchise are deep. Of the 14 individuals given the team’s
highest honor with inclusion in the Ring of Honor, he has a direct connection to 11 of them: he was drafted by Colangelo, played
for MacLeod (head coach), Fitzsimmons (head coach) and Westphal (assistant coach), alongside Walter Davis, Alvan Adams, Kevin
Johnson, Tom Chambers and Dan Majerle, was a key piece in the Suns' acquisition of Barkley, and was treated for six seasons by
the Suns’ original trainer, Joe Proski.

A native of EImhurst, I1l., Hornacek attended lowa State and evolved from a walk-on to a Big Eight All-First Team selection
as a senior, leading the Cyclones to the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament, and setting a school record for career assists. In 1991,
he became just the fourth athlete in program history to have his number retired. The Jazz also retired Hornacek's jersey in 2002.

Hornacek and his wife, Stacy, reside in Phoenix, and have three children: Ryan, Tyler and Abby. Ryan is a graduate of Notre
Dame, Tyler is a graduate of the University of Southern California, and Abby is a student at USC. He is the brother-in-law of Suns
Vice President of Athlete Care and Head Athletic Trainer Aaron Nelson. Nelson, an industry-leader in sports medicine who is widely
regarded as one of the league’s top trainers, was hired by Proski at the recommendation of Hornacek.
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Coaching Staff

Jerry Sichting

Assistant Coach

Jerry Sichting (CEASE-sting) brings over 30 years of experience as an NBA player, coach and
evaluator in his third season with the Suns as assistant coach. Sichting had previously worked as
an assistant coach with three di erent NBA franchises after spending the 2012-13 season with the
Washington Wizards. Sichting's bench experience also includes 11 seasons with the Minnesota
Timberwolves (1996-2006, 2007-09), Golden State Warriors (2010-11) and Marquette University
(2006-07).

Sichting initially started with Minnesota in 1995-96 as the team's director of scouting and player
development before transitioning to the bench for the next nine seasons. As an assistant under head coach Flip Saunders, he
helped the Timberwolves’ young franchise to its first winning season (1997-98), first 50-win season (1999-2000), first playo
appearance (1996-97) and first Western Conference Finals appearance in team history (2003-04). After a season as an assistant
onTomCrean'ssta with Marquette University in 2006-07, Sichting returned to the Timberwolves for two seasons as an assistant
under head coach Randy Wittman. He returned to the Timberwolves’ front o  ce as director of pro personnel in 2009-10 before
joining Golden State as an assistant coach for the 2010-11 campaign. Sichting finished the 2011-12 season coaching his alma
mater, Martinsville (Ind.) High School, following the abrupt retirement of the team’s head coach. He returned to the NBA to once
again work on Wittman's sta as an assistant coach with the Wizards in 2012-13.

A10-year NBA veteran as a player, Sichting averaged 6.9 points and 3.3 assists over 598 games with Indiana, Boston, Portland,
Charlotte and Milwaukee. He began his playing career in 1980 with the Pacers, and averaged a career-high 11.5 points per game
during the 1983-84 season. Sichting made consecutive appearances in the NBA Finals as a member of the Celtics in 1986 and
1987, helping Boston capture the 1986 NBA title with 6.5 points per game o  the bench. He returned to Boston after his playing
career ended, spending four seasons (1991-95) as an analyst for the Celtics' radio broadcasts.

Originally a fourth-round selection (82nd) overall by the Golden State Warriors in the 1979 NBA Draft out of Purdue University,
Sichting was the captain of the 1978-79 Boilermakers squad that captured the Big Ten Championship. He was inducted into the
Indiana Basketball Hall of Fame in 2002.

Jerry and his wife, Joni, have four children, Jared, Jason, Jordan and Jenna.

Mike Longa

Assistant Coach

Mike Longabardi (lon-guh-BAR-dee) is in his third season with the Suns after joining Jeff
Hornacek's sta following six seasons as an assistant coach with the Boston Celtics under Doc Rivers.
Renowned for his expertise on the defensive side of the ball, Longabardi played an integral role in the
Suns being one of the NBA's most improved defensive teams in his first two seasons with the franchise.

After the Suns finished 24th in the NBA in Defensive Rating (points allowed per 100 possessions)
in 2012-13, Longabardi joined the team and helped orchestrate a Phoenix defense in 2013-14 that
recorded the franchise’s best Defensive Rating (103.8) since the team’s 61-win season of 2006-07 and
ranked 13th in the league. In 2014-15, the Suns again lowered their Defensive Rating for the season, allowing 103.4 points per
100 possessions, matching the number recorded by the 2006-07 Suns.

Before joining the Suns, Longabardi's tenure in Boston, which began in 2007-08, included three appearances in the Eastern
Conference Finals, two trips to the NBA Finals, and the 2008 NBA title. In his final two seasons he coordinated one of the league’s
premier defenses as the Celtics ranked among the league’s best in most major defensive categories.

Longabardi made the jump to Boston after previously spending four seasons as an assistant with the Houston Rockets working
for current ABC/ESPN analyst Je Van Gundy, and alongside defensive specialist Tom Thibodeau, a former assistant in both
Houston and Boston, and 2010-11 NBA Coach of the Year with the Chicago Bulls. While in Houston, Longabardi was an assistant
coach/video coordinator (2005-07), video coordinator (2004-05) and assistant video coordinator (2003-04).

Anative of Brooklyn, NY,, Longabardi played at Newberry College (S.C.) then transferred and graduated from Frosthurg State
University (Md.). He was an assistant coach on the collegiate level for seven seasons with stints at Pfei er University, Adelphi
University, Lafayette College and Towson University. He was a member of the coaching sta that led the Lafayette Leopards to a
Patriot League title and an NCAA tournament appearance in 2000.

He and his wife, Andreana, have two daughters, Olivia Josephine and Francesca Grace.
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Assistant Coach

Corey Gaines is in his first season as assistant coach with the Suns after being promoted following
five seasons as a player development coach with the team. Gaines also had an eight-year tenure
(2006-13) with the Phoenix Mercury, the first two as an assistant to Paul Westhead before taking the
reins as head coach in 2008. His time with the Mercury featured two WNBA titles in 2007 and 2009, as
well as the distinction of being the all-time winningest head coach in Mercury history.

A 28-year veteran of the up-tempo, fast-break style of play which has become a Phoenix staple,
Gaines learned the system at Loyola Marymount as the point guard for Westhead. As a collegiate
athlete, the Los Angeles native spent his first three seasons at UCLA before transferring to LMU in 1986, and starting at point
guard in 1987-88 when he engineered a 26-game win streak as a teammate of Bo Kimble and Hank Gathers.

Gaines was originally selected by the Seattle Supersonics in the third round (65th overall) of the 1988 NBA Draft and spent
five seasons with New Jersey, Philadelphia, Denver (where he first reunited with Westhead) and New York. While playing with the
Knicks, Gaines earned a trip to the NBA Finals in 1994.

Earl Watson

Assistant Coach

Earl Watson, aformer point guard for 13 years in the NBA, is in his first season as an assistant coach
with the Phoenix Suns. Watson joins the Suns’ bench following one season as an assistant coach for
the NBA Development League’s Austin Spurs.

Last playing for the Portland Trail Blazers in 2013-14, Watson saw action in 878 career games with
the Seattle SuperSonics/Oklahoma City Thunder, Memphis Grizzlies, Denver Nuggets, Indiana Pacers
and Utah Jazz, before concluding his playing career as a Trail Blazer. Watson averaged 6.4 points, 4.4
assists and 1.0 steals for his career, posting highs of 10.7 points and 6.8 assists in 78 games (73 starts)
with the SuperSonics in 2007-08.

During Watson’s three seasons with the Jazz from 2010-13, current Suns Head Coach Je Hornacek served first as shooting
coach then as an assistant coach for the team. At points throughout his 13-year playing career, Watson played for three NBA
Coach of the Year winners in Hubie Brown, George Karl and Scott Brooks, in addition to his time spent playing for Hall of Famer
Jerry Sloan.

Prior to his NBA career, the Kansas City, Kan. native was a four-year starter at UCLA, helping guide the Bruins to three Sweet
16 appearances and earning All-Pac-10 First Team honors in 2000-01.

Nate Bjorkgren

Assistant Coach/Player Development Coordinator

In his first season with the Phoenix Suns as assistant coach/player development coordinator, Nate
Bjorkgren (pronounced BEE-ork-Gren) joined the Suns after one season as head coach with the team'’s
NBA Development League a  liate, the Bakersfield Jam. Bjorkgren led the Jam to a 34-16 record and
Western Conference Semifinals appearance, also winning the inaugural Showcase Cup Championship.

Bjorkgren also served as head coach for the Suns’ entry at NBA Summer League 2015 in Las Vegas,
directing a team that went 5-2 and claimed a runner-up finish after advancing to the NBA Summer
League 2015 Championship game. During his time in Bakersfield he coached several Suns players, in
addition to serving as a member of the Suns’ coaching sta at NBA Summer League 2014 in Las Vegas and training camp prior
to the start of the 2014-15 season.

An experienced head coach in the D-League, Bjorkgren amassed a 92-58 record at the helm of the Dakota Wizards, Santa Cruz
Warriors and lowa Energy prior to joining the Jam. Totaling a 126-74 (.630) record overall as a D-League head coach, he led the
Energy to the Central Division title in 2013-14 and the Warriors to the 2012-13 NBA D-League Finals. Before becoming the head
coach of the Wizards in 2011-12, Bjorkgren spent four seasons as an assistant coach with the Energy from 2007-11.

Bjorkgren returns to Arizona where early in his coaching career he served as the head coach of Cactus Shadows High School
in Cave Creek for three seasons from 2004-07. The recipient of Arizona state high school coach of the year honors in 2005-06
and regional coach of the year honors in 2004-05 and 2005-06, Bjorkgren led the Falcons to the Class 4A state tournament in
each of his three seasons with the school.

A native of Storm Lake, lowa, Bjorkgren played collegiately at Buena Vista University and the University of South Dakota.
As a point guard at Buena Vista, he led the Beavers to their first conference title in 21 years in 1997.

Bjorkgren and his wife Heidi have two children, Kaylee and Jarrett.
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Jason Fraser

Player Development Assistant

Jason Fraser is in his first season as player development assistant with the Phoenix Suns, joining
the club after most recently spending one season as an assistant coach for the Austin Spurs of the
NBA Development League. Prior to helping Austin to a Southwest Division title in his one season with
the club, Fraser spent the 2013-14 season as director of student-athlete development at his alma
mater, Villanova.

Initially arriving at Villanova after being named a 2002 McDonald's All-American, Fraser was a
standout center for four seasons from 2002-06. Despite enduring seven di erent surgical procedures
during his collegiate career, Fraser left Villanova ranked fifth on the school's all-time blocked shots list (172) and 22nd on the

all-time rebounding list (637). As a junior in 2004-05, Fraser helped the Wildcats to their first Sweet 16 appearance since 1988,

then as a senior in 2005-06 contributed to Villanova's Big East regular season championship and Elite Eight run in the NCAA
tournament. After his collegiate career, Fraser played professionally overseas and for the Harlem Globetrotters before returning
to Villanova.

A native of Amityville, N, Fraser and his wife Tashay have two children, Blessing and Elery Jason Fraser II.

Irving Roland

Player Development Assistant

Irving Roland is in his third season with the Suns as player development assistant, after joining the
team from his individual workout start-up, Blueprint Basketball. Founded in 2011 with two colleagues,
Blueprint Basketball focused on basketball skill-trainingand o season strength and conditioning for
a roster of athletes that has included such names as Kevin Durant, James Harden, Kyrie Irving, Joe
Johnson, Serge Ibaka, Jarrett Jack and Shaun Livingston.

Roland began working in the NBA as a basketball operations intern with the Boston Celtics in 2004.
He next worked as assistant video coordinator (2005-06) for the New Orleans Hornets before being
named the team’s video coordinator in 2006, a position he held for four seasons under head coach Byron Scott.

A native of Oklahoma City, Roland began his collegiate career at Carl Albert State College before playing at Southwestern
Oklahoma State University for two seasons.

Aaron Nelson

Vice President, Athlete Care/Head Athletic Trainer

Among the most well-regarded head athletic trainers in all of professional sports, Aaron Nelson
serves as the Suns’ Vice President of Athlete Care in his 16th season as the Suns’ head athletic trainer,
only the second in team history. Nelson, who was the second-youngest head athletic trainer in the
NBA when he was promoted, was originally hired as the Suns’ assistant athletic trainer in 1993. He
and his sta have built the Suns into an industry-leader with a reputation for prolonging the careers
of some of the game’s best.

Included in his role are the prevention, treatment and rehabilitation of injuries, athlete performance
enhancement and recovery, and assisting in the travel operation of the team.

Nelson, who was named the Joe O'Toole NBA Athletic Trainer of the Year by the National Basketball Athletic Trainers
Association for 2009, is certified and licensed as an athletic trainer, performance enhancement specialist (PES) and corrective
exercise specialist (CES). He is a member of the National Athletic Trainers Association (NATA), Arizona Athletic Trainers Association
(AZATA) and National Basketball Athletic Trainers Association (NBATA). In the Spring of 2010, Nelson was appointed by Arizona's
Governor Jan Brewer to serve on the Arizona Board of Athletic Training, where he served as chairman before completing his
five-year term on the board in 2015. Nelson served as the athletic trainer for the USA Baskethall Men’s Select Team that helped
prepare the 2007 USA Senior National Team for the FIBA Americas Championship in Las Vegas.

Following graduation from lowa State University in December 1992, Nelson spent the spring 1993 semester as a graduate
assistant at Arizona State University. While an undergraduate, he was a student athletic trainer for four years under NATA Hall
of Famer Frank Randall. He earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Physical Education with an emphasis on Athletic Training
and a minor in Health. Nelson, who is a member of the Advisory Board for Fusionetics, received his Master of Science degree in
Exercise Science from California University at Pennsylvania.

In the summer of 2004, Nelson completed a two-week volunteer internship with the United States Olympic Committee (USOC)
in the sports medicine department at the Olympic training facility in Chula Vista, Calif., working primarily with track and field
and Paralympic athletes.

The Manning, lowa native is the brother-in-law of Suns Head Coach Je Hornacek. He and wife Jessica have two sons, Andrew
and Logan, and a daughter, Emma.
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Mike Elliott

Director, Performance/Head Strength & Conditioning Coach/Athletic Trainer
Mike Elliott, the 2013-14 NBA Strength and Conditioning Coach of the Year, is in his first season as
director of performance and his 13th overall as a member of the Suns’ renowned athletic training sta .
As director of performance, Elliott continues to serve as the club’s head strength and conditioning
coach/assistant athletic trainer, his seventh season holding the position, in which he is responsible for
all aspects of player strength and conditioning and assists Aaron Nelson with daily recognition, care
and treatment of team-related medical issues.

Elliott has also engineered an overhaul of the Suns’ nutrition program which centers on educating
players to optlmlze performance and recovery with a commitment to well-sourced, whole, organic foods.

Originally joining the Suns full-time in 2003-04 as assistant athletic trainer, Elliott was named NBA Strength and Conditioning
Coach of the Year by the National Basketball Strength and Conditioning Association (NBSCA) following the 2013-14 season. Elliott
sits on the executive board for the NBSCA and has also served as the lead strength and conditioning coach for the British Men's
National Team, joining the program in 2010 as the team trained for the 2012 Olympic Games in London.

Elliott is a certified athletic trainer, performance enhancement specialist (PES) and corrective exercise specialist (CES) from
the National Academy of Sports Medicine (NASM). He received his Master of Science in performance enhancement and injury
prevention from California University at Pennsylvania in 2005 and did his undergraduate work in exercise science at Arizona
State University where he was in the athletic training program under Perry Edinger and former Suns strength coach/assistant
athletic trainer and current Dallas Mavericks Head Athletic Trainer Casey Smith.

Beginning with the 1974-75 season, the league was divided into the four divisions and two conferences we know today. Five teams from each
conference advanced to the playo s. The winningest three teams received a bye in the first-round, the remaining two teams played in a best-of-five
first-round series. The best-of-seven semifinals pitted the first-place team against the winner of the first-round series and the second and third-place
teams against each other, with the winners advancing to the conference finals and the NBA Finals.

This procedure changed slightly prior to the start of the 1976-77 season when additional teams were added to the league. At that time, six teams
advanced to the playo s and each of the division winners received a bye to the semifinals. Again, the first-round of the playo s was a best-of-five
series and each of the three following series were best-of-seven.

Suns Central

From its planning inception in 1988 and eventual opening in June of 1992, Talking Stick Resort Arena (formerly
US Airways Center, as of October 2015) was the benchmark for other cities and other sports facilities.

Its design boasted innovations that had not been seen in arenas of its day including multi-story suite levels, attached
premium parking facilities, and integrated team practice facility. Both public and private critics saw Talking Stick Resort
Arena as a catalytic project capable of stimulating urban growth.

In its first full year of operation, the originally named America West Arena received every award a new venue of its
kind was a orded, including Best New Concert Venue by Performance Magazine and Best NBA Facility by acclaim of
those who know best, the players themselves.

Through the course of the '90s, new facilities around the country followed the example of Talking Stick Resort Arena
and new projects sprung up in nearly all the major western state metropolitan areas: Denver, Portland, Seattle, Salt Lake
City and in 1999, Los Angeles and Dallas with dramatic new STAPLES Center and American Airlines Center. Technology
changed, entertainment options proliferated and the city's emerging new downtown continued to evolve in positive ways.

The Talking Stick Resort Arena completed a major $70 million expansion and improvement project in 2004. Gone
is the block exterior, replaced with soaring glass walls. The outdoor ticket office is now enclosed inside the new 14,000
square foot Casino Arizona Pavilion, serving as a grand entrance highlighted by a 12 x 20 foot video wall. On the east side,
the Coors Light Cold Zone is a flexible outdoor entertainment venue covered by a football field-length canopy featuring
state-of-the-art sound and video projection systems, as well as the stylish Coors Light Cold Zone bar area and facilities
that double as television studio facilities for Suns telecasts and a performance stage for music events.

Other improvements include new technology installed in the bowl including a 900-foot LED ribbon, a center-hung
scoreboard with HDTV screens, a new sound system, a new Courtside Club and the Suns Gorilla Greenhouse, a 7,000
square foot family friendly active home to the Phoenix Suns Gorilla. At street level the Talking Stick Resort Arena now
features a Carl's Jr., an expanded Team Shop and the Blue Moon Club.
