No interviews will take place prior to practice without advance arrangements being 
made through the media relations department. All interviews will take place on the 
court at the Sun’s practice facility (No Locker Room Access).

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Entering his 15th season with Connecticut Sun, Mitchell Grossinger Etess continued to oversee 
team operations on behalf of the Mohegan Tribe, representing the ownership in all matters 
pertaining to the day-to-day functioning of the franchise on both the administrative and basketball 
sides of the organization. 

While he continues to provide active leadership with the team, Etess completed a gradual transition 
to retirement from his position as the President and Chief Executive Officer of the Mohegan Tribal 
Gaming Authority (MTGA). He now serves as President of the Sun and Senior Advisor to the Mohegan 
Tribal Council.

Born into a family of hoteliers, Etess brought literally a lifetime of experience in the hospitality 
industry to his various positions at Mohegan Sun, beginning in 1996, when he was a member 
of the pre-opening team as the Senior Vice President of Marketing. His responsibilities included 
marketing, food and beverage, sports and entertainment and hotel operations. 

In 2004, Etess was promoted to President and CEO of Mohegan Sun, overseeing the overall 
management and operation of the Northeast’s premier entertainment destination. In 2006, Etess 
was appointed CEO of the MTGA, assuming responsibility of the overall management and operation 
of Mohegan Sun and its sister entities, including Mohegan Sun at Pocono Downs – Pennsylvania’s 
first slots casino and harness race track in Wilkes-Barre – and four off-track wagering facilities 
in Pennsylvania. Etess also is responsible for overseeing the Mohegan Gaming Advisors, the 
management arm of MTGA, which currently operates Resorts Casino Hotel in Atlantic City in which 
the MTGA is a partner.

As Chief Executive Officer for the Mohegan Tribal Gaming Authority, Etess was responsible for the 
overall management and operation of MTGA’s two main properties, Mohegan Sun in Connecticut 
and Mohegan Sun at Pocono Downs in Plains Township, Pennsylvania. Additionally, he evaluates 
the short and long-term business planning and growth for Mohegan Tribal Gaming Authority and 
the Mohegan Tribe as well as business development efforts within the gaming and hospitality 
industries. 

Before 1985, Etess worked in virtually every capacity at his family-owned Grossinger’s Hotel 
in Grossinger, N.Y. It was here that Etess, raised at the hotel, received his early training in the 
hospitality industry. 

A graduate of Columbia University, Etess resides in Lyme with his wife Karen. They have two 
daughters, Piper and Maxie. 
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Amber Cox was named Vice President of the Connecticut Sun and New England Black Wolves on October 
13, 2016. She is responsible for overseeing the overall operation of both franchises, including ticket sales, 
marketing, and media and community relations 

Prior to her current position, she was the Chief Marketing Officer of Major League Soccer’s Houston Dynamo 
and the Houston Dash of the National Women’s Soccer League, a tenure that began in January of 2015.  

Before the Dynamo, Cox served for two years as the Associate Commissioner for Women’s Basketball at the 
Big East Conference. Cox joined the Big East after nine seasons with the Phoenix Mercury. She rose from 
Director of Marketing to President and Chief Operating Officer.

A Missouri native, she earned her bachelor’s degree in communications/journalism and master’s degree in 
business administration from William Woods University in Fulton, Mo.

Curt Miller guided the Connecticut Sun to a 14-20 record in his first season as a head coach in the WNBA. 

Introduced as the third head coach in the history of the Connecticut Sun during a press conference on December 
17, 2015 at Mohegan Sun’s Cabaret Theatre, Miller inherited a young team that would eventually have four 
rookies appearing in a combined 94 games. 

After a 3-13 start, the Sun were 11-7 from July 2nd until the end of the season, closing with three straight 
victories. Connecticut beat defending WNBA champion Minnesota twice, and lost three games to 2016 WNBA 
finalist Los Angeles by 7, 6 and 5 points. A total of 21 Sun games were decided by fewer than 10 points, and 
Connecticut was 8-3 in games decided by five points or less.

The former head women’s basketball coach at Indiana University and Bowling Green State University, the 
47-year-old Miller brought an extensive track record of success to Connecticut. 

In 13 seasons, he compiled an overall college coaching record of 290-124, leading his teams to the postseason 
in nine of his last 10 years as a college coach. Miller had 10 seasons with 21 or more wins and four seasons 
with 28 or more wins while averaging 22.3 victories per season. He led his teams to eight regular season 
conference championships and five conference tournament championships.

At Bowling Green, Miller set the record for most coaching victories in a career (258) and a season (31 in 2006-
07) while earning a Mid-American Conference (MAC) record six Coach of the Year awards. BGSU won eight 
regular season MAC titles and five MAC tournament championships under Miller, who guided the Falcons to five 
NCAA tournament appearances and three berths in the WNIT. His 2007 Bowling Green team was the first in MAC 
history to reach the Sweet 16.

In 2012, Miller moved on to Indiana, where he engineered a remarkable turnaround. Inheriting a 6-24 team, 
he led the Hoosiers to 11 wins in his first season. In 2014, the Hoosiers set a program record with 14 straight 
victories on the way to 21 wins and a spot in the WNIT quarterfinals. The 21 wins tied a program record, and the 
team also tied a record for most post-season wins. Miller left Indiana following the 2014 season, joining the Los 
Angeles Sparks as an assistant coach under Brian Agler in 2015.

Prior to Bowling Green, Miller was the associate head women’s basketball coach at Colorado State. He also 
served as an assistant coach at Colorado State, Syracuse, Cleveland State and Kent State. 

A five-time WBCA Regional Coach of the Year, Miller was also a five-time finalist for National Coach of the Year. 
Since 2005, only Miller, UConn coach Geno Auriemma and Stanford coach Tara Vanderveer have been National 
Coach of the Year finalist five or more times. 

Off the court, Miller had a 100 percent graduation rate for players who exhausted their eligibility, and his teams 
had a combined GPA of 3.0 or higher in every season he coached. His teams also finished in the Top 25 four 
times in the WBCA Academic Team Honor Roll. Every player who completed four seasons in Miller’s programs 
graduated, won a conference title and played in the NCAA Tournament.

Nationally, Miller served on the WBCA Board of Directors from 2008-10, the WBCA/Russell Athletic National 
Coach of the Year Committee Chair from 2009-14, and was on the NCAA National Rules Committee from 2009-
10. Additionally, Miller worked on the CBS Sports Network broadcast of the Preseason WNIT Championship in 
2014 and 2015.

A native of Riverside, California, Smith began his coaching career as an assistant at Bucks County Community 
College in Pennsylvania. 

He currently lives in Los Angeles with his wife Rebecca and daughters Ashley, Mycayla and Tyler. He also has an 
older daughter, Jessica, who lives in Washington, D.C.
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NICKI COLLEN
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H Nicki Collen completed her first season as an assistant coach with the Connecticut Sun after a 

distinguished career as an assistant coach and player at the collegiate level.

Prior to joining the Sun, Collen spent two seasons as an assistant at Florida Gulf Coast University, 
where she helped the Eagles reel off consecutive 30-win seasons under head coach Karl Smesko.

The 2015-16 FGCU team completed a 33-6 campaign with a trip to the WNIT Championship game, 
where it was edged by South Dakota. The 2014-15 Eagles were 31-3 with a 26-game winning streak 
and an undefeated record in the Atlantic Sun Conference. That team also made history with its first 
Division I national ranking and its first NCAA Tournament victory, a 75-67 win over 10th-seeded 
Oklahoma State.

Prior to Florida Gulf Coast, Collen enjoyed great success as an assistant coach at Arkansas, Louis-
ville, Ball State and Colorado State. During her nine seasons as an assistant coach at the collegiate 
level, Collen has helped teams reached three NCAA tournaments and five WNITs.

In three seasons at Arkansas, where Collen handled opponent scouting and game preparation while 
also developing guard play and coordinating the defense, the Razorbacks were a combined 63-33 
with two postseason tournament appearances. An Arkansas defense ranked 86th in the nation 
climbed to No. 3 in 2013-14, when it allowed just 54.1 points per game. Arkansas guards led the 
SEC in assist-to-turnover ratio, turnover margin and turnovers-per-game. 

At Louisville, Collen was an assistant on a team that was a combined 42-19 with two postseason 
appearances. She also played a key role in helping Colorado State and Ball State earn postseason 
tournament bids.

As a player at Purdue, Collen was a member of Big 10 championship teams that advanced to the 
Final Four in 1994 and the Elite Eight in 1995. Collen transferred to Marquette as a junior, where she 
graduated with a Bachelor of Science degree in Mechanical Engineering. 

Collen was in training camp with the Detroit Shock in 1998, and played one year of professional 
basketball in Greece, leading BCM Alexandros in assists and steals while also finishing second in 
scoring average.
