Tiebreak Procedure
The following tiebreak procedure shall be used to break ties for playoff eligibility and home court advantage.
a. Two-Way Tie Between Teams. In order to break a tie, the following criteria will be utilized in the order set
forth:
(1) Better record in head-to-head games.
(2) Better winning percentage against all teams with .500 or better record at the end of the season.
(3) Better point differential in games net result of total points scored less total points allowed head-to-head.
(4) Better point differential net result of total points scored less total points allowed against all opponents.
b. More Than Two Teams Tied. As many teams as possible will be eliminated at each step. As soon as one or
more teams are eliminated at any step, the process must begin again from step (1).

The Dallas Wings currently 
play home games at the University of Texas at Arlington College Park Center.

Cameron is also part owner and serves on the board of the Oklahoma City Thunder. He is an advocate of women's 
basketball and a supporter of University of Oklahoma women's basketball and the team’s head coach Sherri Coale. 
Cameron also serves on the board of the San Antonio Talons arena football team. 

Cameron received his bachelor’s degree in history from Dartmouth College in Hanover, NH. He has three daughters.
AcƟ ve in several community and civic organizaƟ ons, Cameron serves as past chairman of the Oklahoma City Public 
Schools FoundaƟ on. He currently serves on the board and execuƟ ve commiƩ ee of the Amazon ConservaƟ on Team, 
in Arlington, VA, and gives his Ɵ me as a board member for Oklahoma State Chamber of Commerce, Oklahoma City 
Museum of Art, State Fair of Oklahoma, Oklahoma Medical Research FoundaƟ on and Westminster School. He is also 
a past regional chair and internaƟ onal board member of the Young Presidents’ OrganizaƟ on, and is acƟ ve in the U.S.

In addiƟ on to his work in the mainstream music industry, ChrisƟ an has wriƩ en jingles for Fortune 500 companies such as 
Coca-Cola, GMC, Frito-Lay, Chick Fil-A, and McDonald's.  He also has worked on special projects like the Dallas Cowboys 
1985 and 1986 Christmas albums, the 1989 tribute to Tom Landry Ɵ tled “The Man Behind The Man” and scored the 
major moƟ on picture “Dakota.”  He has also wriƩ en original songs and scoring for the naƟ onal children's television show 
“Gerbert,” which won an ACE Award. He has wriƩ en and produced music for several CBS Sports broadcasts including The

With an extensive background in sports, Bibb has been the guiding force 
for the Wings on-court iniƟ aƟ ves, solidifying a talented and versaƟ le roster 
as well as an experienced staff . His emphasis has been on forging roster 
fl exibility through the acquisiƟ on of mulƟ ple fi rst round draŌ  picks while 
developing a young and athleƟ c squad that plays an exciƟ ng brand of 
basketball. 

Through the 2017 draŌ , Bibb was instrumental in construcƟ ng a fi ve-player 
rookie class that included three top 10 selecƟ ons. The presence of all fi ve draŌ  picks on the Wings 2017 opening 
night roster marked the fi rst Ɵ me since 2000 that at least fi ve draŌ ed rookies secured spots on a team's start-of-
season roster.  

In his fi rst season as general manger, Bibb began to put his stamp on the team by engineering a mulƟ -faceted trade 
with the Los Angeles Sparks that delivered guard Erin Phillips and a 2017 fi rst round draŌ  pick. The deal also brought 
the fi Ō h pick in the 2016 WNBA DraŌ , which resulted in the selecƟ on of 2016 WNBA All-Rookie Aerial Powers. He 
then further enhanced the team’s 2017 draŌ  posiƟ on by adding another 2017 fi rst round pick in a deal with the New 
York Liberty.

Bibb’s work did not focus exclusively on the draŌ , as he has signed All-WNBA guard Skylar Diggins to a mulit-year 
contract extension while securing WNBA All-Star forward Glory Johnson through the 2018 season. Bibb also brought 
conƟ nuity within the coaching staff  by inking head coach Fred Williams to a mulƟ -year agreement prior to the 2016 
season. 

Outside of the Wings organizaƟ on, Bibb serves as the Chief ExecuƟ ve Offi  cer of Capital Sports Ventures (CSV) and is 
on the company’s Board of Managers. Prior to launching CSV, Bibb served three years as the ExecuƟ ve Vice President 
of Business OperaƟ ons for the Washington Wizards and fi ve seasons as the Washington MysƟ cs Chief OperaƟ ng 
Offi  cer. His responsibiliƟ es with both teams included overseeing numerous business funcƟ ons for the organizaƟ on, 
including markeƟ ng, communicaƟ ons, community relaƟ ons, game operaƟ ons, new media, video producƟ on, 
analyƟ cs and the camps and clinics program.

COACHING STAFF

Fred Williams is entering his fourth season as head coach of the Dallas Wings. In January 
of 2014, Williams was named the seventh head coach in franchise history. Williams is the 
third-longest tenured coach for the organization and is entering his 14th season coaching in 
the WNBA. . 

Last season, Williams recorded his 100th victory as a WNBA head coach on September 
9, 2016 in San Antonio, when the Wings defeated the Stars 92-84. Williams has a 101-
118 career record, including four seasons at or above a .500 winning percentage. During 
the Olympic break, Williams was asked to serve as one of the court coaches for the USA 
National Team in preparation for the 2016 Rio Olympic 
Games. 

In his first season as head coach, Williams led 
the Shock to its best season in franchise history 
since moving to Tulsa in 2010. That year, Tulsa 
made it's first playoff appearance after record-

ing an 18-16 record, finishing third in the Western Conference. 

A veteran WNBA coach, Williams previously served as head coach and general 
manager of the Atlanta Dream for two seasons (2012-2013). In his first 
season, he led the Dream to the playoffs, followed by a WNBA Finals 
apperance in 2013. Prior to being head coach with the Dream, he served an assistant 
coach from 2009-2012. During his time with Atlanta, the team appeared in eleven 
WNBA playoff games in six years. 

A member of the Eastern Conference coaching staff for the 2011 WNBA All-Star game, 
Williams has been instrumental in the development of several Hall of Famers, includ-
ing Cynthia Cooper, Pamela McGee, Cheryl Miller, Lisa Leslie and Tina Thompson. 

Williams began his coaching career at the University of Southern California, where he 
served as an assistant coach for the women’s basketball program during their back-to-
back National Championships in 1983 and 1984. He would then return to USC as head 
coach from 1995-1997. In his final season, he took the Women of Troy to their 13th 
NCAA tournament appearance with a 20-9 overall record, where the team went 1-1 in 
the tournment.  

In 1998, Williams started his WNBA stint as an assistant coach with the Utah Starzz (now 
San Antonio Stars). Following the '98 season, he was named head coach of the Starzz, where 
he served from 1999-2000 and part of the 2001 season. Overall, he earned a 36-37 (.493) 
regular season record. 

Williams graduated from Boise State University in 1979, where he played two seasons as a 
guard under head coach Bus Conner, and was named to the All-Big Sky team as a player. 

Williams is a native of Inglewood, CA. Off the court, he is an avid musician who produces 
jazz music under the name “Freddy Bass Williams.” He has released two jazz albums titled 
“Game Time” and “My Gift to You.” He and his wife Bo, an Atlanta native and a Who’s Who 
of Atlanta honoree for the past four years, reside in Irving, Texas. They have five children 
between them.

Bridget Pettis starts her third season as assistant coach for the Dallas Wings and   her 21st in 
the league. Known as one of the most dominant guards in her day, Pettis began her career in 
the WNBA as an inaugural member of the Phoenix Mercury after being selected in the seventh 
round of the Elite WNBA draft. 

In her first two seasons at Phoenix, Pettis set key milestones for the organization with a club 
record of 154 consecutive games and starting in fifty-six of sixty games. Pettis was part of 
the Mercury team for five seasons before playing for the Indiana Fever 2002-2003. In 2006 
Pettis hung up her basketball shoes and retired as a Phoenix Mercury player. That summer, 
the team hung a banner on Pettis' behalf to honor her for all the contributions she made for 
the organization. 

In her eight seasons as a WNBA player, Pettis played in 228 games and scored 1,408 points. 

Following her stellar career as a player, Pettis began her coaching career where she began her 
playing career, in Phoenix. As assistant coach, Pettis won two WNBA Championships (2007 and 2009). She later served as director of basketball 
operations for the team for two seasons (2010-2011). 

In 2013, Pettis served as an assistant coach for the Los Angeles Sparks for one season, before joining the team under head coach Fred Williams' 
staff in 2014. 

A graduate of the University of Florida, Pettis played for Coach Carol Ross, where she was named to the 1993 All-Southeastern Conference 
Team, and helped the Gators to a 19-10 record and earn their first ever NCAA Tournament berth. During her two-year, 53-game career at Florida 
(1991-93), Pettis recorded 804 points, 247 rebounds, 135 assists and 107 steals. She also held all three-point school records, finished sixth on 
the all-time career point average leaders (15.2 ppg) and was a member of the Gator's first NCAA Tournament Team.

Pettis a motivational speaker and yoga teacher, and currently resides in Phoenix, AZ.

Taj McWilliams-Franklin was named assistant coach for the Dallas Wings in February. 
McWilliams-Franklin is a former WNBA standout who is known as one of the all-time great post 
players in league history. 

A six-time WNBA All-Star and two-time WNBA champion, McWilliams-Franklin began her WNBA 
career in 1999 as the third selection for the Orlando Miracle, now known as the Connecticut 
Sun. She played eight seasons for the organization before enjoying WNBA stints with the Los 
Angeles Sparks, Washington Mystics, Detroit Shock, New York Liberty and the Minnesota Lynx. 

In her 13 seasons in the WNBA, McWilliams-Franklin set the mark. Named WNBA all-time 
offensive rebounding leader, she was a key contributor in helping her teams excel on the 
opposition side of the court, averaging 4.4 defensive boards per game, and 6.8 total. 

With two championships under her belt, one with the Detroit Shock and the other with the Minnesota Lynx, McWilliams-Franklin took what 
she learned as a top WNBA player to the coaching side. She served as an assistant coach for Boston University, the New York Liberty and Rice 
University, before becoming head coach for Post University for two seasons. 

Collegiately, McWilliams-Franklin is a graduate of St. Edward's University, where she was named NAIA Player of the Year, and selected to the 
Kodak NAIA All-American team her senior season. A standout with the Hilltoppers, she was also a member of the NAIA All-America second 
team her junior season and set school records in career scoring (1,837 points), most points scored for a single season (760), highest scoring 
average (24.5 ppg), and highest field goal percentage (.640). 

McWilliams is anAugusta, GA native, and is currently seeking her MBA in Marketing at Kaplan University. She and her husband Reginald have 
three daughters.

DALLAS WINGS 2017 NOTEBOOK
PUNCH THAT TICKET
With win against the Sky this on 8/30,  
the Wings have punched their Ɵ cket 
into the 2017 WNBA playoff s, locking 
in the seventh seed behind Western 
Conference opponent, the Phoenix 
Mercury. It is the fi rst playoff  berth for 
the Wings franchise, since moving to 
Dallas. 

PLAYOFFS HISTORY
The Wings enter the playoff s for the 
10th Ɵ me in franchise history. The fi rst 
Ɵ me the franchise earned a playoff  
berth was in 1999, in its second season 
as the Detroit Shock. Three years later 
the franchise would go on and win their 
fi rst WNBA championship in team his-
tory, with two more to follow in 2006 
and 2008. The most recent playoff  run 
occurred in 2015, when the team was 
in Tulsa. This season is the fi rst Ɵ me the 
Wings enter the playoff s under the new 
name and new residency. They are also 
the fi rst and only WNBA team to make 
the playoff  in the Dallas-Fort Worth area. 

LAST PLAYOFF APPEARANCE
The last Ɵ me the Wings franchise placed 
themselves in the playoff s was in 2015, 
as the Tulsa Shock. The team fi nished 
with an 18-16 record, fi nishing third in 
the western conference. Tulsa went on 
to meet up against the Phoenix Mercury, 
with the Mercury taking the fi rst round 
series 2-0 in a best of three conference 
series. 

BRAND NEW PLAYOFF TEAM
This year’s Wings squad is quite new to 
the playoff s. Only three of the 12 have 
seen post season play. The players who 
have had sights in the post season are 
veterans Karima Christmas-Kelly, who 
won a championship in 2012. Courtney 
Paris has also been in playoff s with 
Atlanta and with this franchise when 
the team was named the Tulsa Shock. 
Theresa Plaisance has also had sights in 
post season acƟ on with this franchise in 
2015. This year marks as Skylar Diggins-
Smith’s and Glory Johnson’s fi rst playoff  
berth in theri careers. The two were

under the Tulsa Shock roster in 2015, 
but didn’t see any minutes, with Diggins-
Smith on the sidelines with an injury and 
Johnson preparing to give birth to now 
18-month old twins Ava Simone and Solei 
Diem. 

PLAYOFF GAMES & WINS
The Wings are 30-21 in all games played 
in post season play for the franchise, that 
date back to 1999, when the team was 
named the Detroit Shock. On the road 
the team is 11-12 and 12-5 in series wins. 
Under head coach Fred Williams, the 
franchise is seeing it’s third playoff  game 
and second Ɵ me under Williams’ helm. 
The last Ɵ me the team marked a playoff  
berth was in 2015, while the team was 
in Tulsa. The team fi nished 3rd in the 
Western Conference and faced western 
conference opponent Phoenix, falling in 
the conference semis 0-2. 

TRUTH IN SEEDING
This season marks as the 10th Ɵ me the 
Wings franchise has locked themselves 
into a playoff  spot. This is the fi rst Ɵ me 
the Wings will be part of the new playoff  
structure the WNBA formed last season. 
The Wings franchise always entered with 
a conference standing. In the 10 seasons 
the Wings have placed themselves in the 
playoff s in high ranks, that go as top as 
conference leaders. 

ELIMINATION GAME
In eliminaƟ on games, the Wings franchise 
has an outstanding record at 14-5. The 
largest margin of victory the franchise has 
recorded when facing eliminisƟ on was 24 
points, when the Detroit Shock defeated 
the ConnecƟ cut Sun 79-55, to advance 
on to the 2006 WNBA Finals against Sac-
ramento, and win their second champi-
onship in franchise history. In 2007 and 
2008, the franchise found themselves in 
similiar situaƟ ons in the conference cham-
pionships taking the series to advance to 
the fi nals in both seasons, winning their 
third championship in 2008 over the San 
Antonio Stars and falling in 2007 to the 
Phoenix Mercury. 

CHAMPIONSHIP EXPERIENCE
The Wings franchise has formed great 
championship experience, building up 
rosters in the early years to create a lega-
cy. In it’s 19 years of existence, the team 
has won three WNBA championships, 
and advanced to the fi nals fi ve Ɵ mes as 
a franchise. Four coaches have taken the 
franchise to the playoff s, starƟ ng with 
Nancy Lieberman, who led the then De-
troit Shock to the playoff s in its second 
season of existence. Currenty New York 
Liberty head coach Bill Laimbeer, came 
in fi ve seasons later as a second year 
head coach for the team to take them to 
their fi rst WNBA fi nals, where they de-
feated Los Angeles to win their fi rst ever 
WNBA championship. Laimbeer would 
lead them again in 2006 and 2008. Under 
Rick Mahorn, the franchise played two 
series in the playoff s. This season marks 
as the second Ɵ me current head coach 
Fred Williams has directed this franchise 
to a playoff  berth. The fi rst Ɵ me was in 
2015, Williams’ second season and now 
this season. 

WINGS MILESTONERS
Glory Johnson recorded a personal 
milestone recording her 1000th total 
rebound vs. Indiana on May 30. Coming 
into the season, she was 44 boards shy 
of the mark, and just eight walking into 
this past Tuesday’s game. She is the 
second Wings player on the team that 
has recorded such a mark, along with 
Courtney Paris who has 1350, and is 
fi Ō h in franchise history among rebound 
leaders. 
Karima Christmas-Kelly and Skylar Dig-
gins-Smith scored their 1500th WNBA 
point against San Antonio on May 25. It 
was the second Ɵ me in league history 
a veteran duo reached the same mulƟ -
ple-of-500 career points milestone with 
more than 1000 career points in the 
same game. The last Ɵ me this occurred 
was in August 9, 2011 (MIN at PHO) 
when MIN teammates Seimone Augus-
tus and Lindsay Whalen both reached 
3000 career point. It is also the fi rst Ɵ me 
in W history that two teammates with 
hyphenated last names reached the 
milestone in the same game.
Courtney Paris recorded her 4000th 



minute played against SeaƩ le on 
7/28. She has averaged 500 minutes per 
season since starƟ ng her WNBA career. 
Overall, Paris has a total of 4031 
minutes played. In those minutes she 
has averaged 5.7 points per game and 
6.8 rebounds per game.  

SKYLAR’S SOARS TO 2,000
On 8/19/17, Skylar Diggins-Smith 
knocked in her 2000th career points, 
hiƫ  ng a second milestone in scoring 
this season. Diggins Smith entered the 
game with just four points to go to hit 
the mark. She ended the night with 
17 points to put her over 2000 and re-
cord another milestone night. This is 
Diggins-Smith’s third milestone in one 
season. 

GLORY DOUBLES DOWN
Glory Johnson recorded 13 double-
doubles this season, just four shy from 
her career high of 17. On 8/19 with 
23 points and 13 rebounds, Johnson 
recorded her fi Ō h straight double-
double of the season, tying a career 
high for most consecuƟ ve doubles-
doubles recorded in a season. The last 
season she smashed this mark was in 
2014, when she recorded fi ve straight 
double-doubles from 7/10/2014-
7/22/2014.  Her best double-double 
performance came on 8/10, when she 
recorded 25 points and 15 rebounds 
against the Phoenix Mercury to give 
her number 11.  Johnson has recorded 
four straight double-doubles, the most 
she has recorded in a row this season. 
She is just one double-double shy from 
tying the most consecuƟ ve double-
double games in her career.  

ROOKIE’S A RAVE
Allisha Gray has given the Wings one 
of the best performances in franchise 
history since 2014. This season, Gray 
averaged 13.0 points per game and 
remained in the top three for all 
rookie leaders all season. She smashed 
a career high of 21 points against 
ConnecƟ cut on 8/12.  She also sits in 
the top fi ve Ɵ ed for fi rst in total boards 
averaging 4.0 per game. She recorded a 
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season high vs. Indiana on May 30 with 
a total of nine. With 20 blocks overall 
this season, Gray leads all rookies in 
blocks. In stops she is averaging 0.63 
per game. She also leads all rookies, in 
steals, averaging 1.6 steals per game. 
For the team, she ranks in the top fi ve 
in scoring, behind veterans Skylar 
Diggins-Smith and Glory Johnson. Was 
named WNBA rookie of the month for 
May and June. It marks as the second 
Ɵ me in franchise history for a rookie 
to get back-to-back month accolades. 
Also named AP Rookie of the Year and 
AP All-Rookie Team. The fi rst Ɵ me was 
when Odyssey Sims was named Rookie 
of the Month in July and August of 
2014. 

THE FABULOUS FIVE
This season the Wings will begin their 
2017 campaign with all fi ve draŌ  
selecƟ ons from this year’s WNBA 
draŌ . The fi ve picks are the fi rst Ɵ me 
in 17 years that a WNBA team will 
enter their season with fi ve or more 
draŌ ees. The last Ɵ me this occurred 
was in 2000, when the Minnesota Lynx 
opened their campaign with six draŌ  
selecƟ ons. 
Rookies Allisha Gray and Kaela Davis 
are coming off  an NCAA NaƟ onal 
Championship this year and have now 
assisted the Wings to a playoff  berth, 
to conƟ nue their post season play in 
the pros, aŌ er accomplishing the naƩ y 
in a collegiate seƫ  ng. The two top 
picks are the best rookie duo in the 
league this season, ranking in the top 
fi ve in as much as six categories in all 
rookie leaders. Recently the two were 
named to the Associated Press WNBA 
All-Rookie Team. 

20ͳ20 VISION
This season six of the 12 Wings players 
have recorded 20-point plus games in 
one game or more. Leading the way 
is veteran Skylar Diggins-Smith, who 
has recorded 20+ in 14 of 34 games. 
Glory Johnson comes in behind Dig-

gins-Smith scoring 20+ in nine total 
games. Diggins-Smith highest 20-point 
game came on 8/30 against Chicago 
when she scored 28 total points. Her 
biggest game of the season came on 
6/23 in San Antonio, where she re-
corded her fi rst 30-point game since 
the 2015 season, breaking a career and 
franchise record for an individual play-
er with seven 3-pointers made. 

T IS FOR TERRͳIFIC
Theresa Plaisance’s 2017 soared high. 
The 6-5 forward has started in 23 games 
this season, recording her fi rst double-
double of the season on 8/19 with 12 
points and 10 rebounds. She broke a 
season high in points twice, with the 
most recent occurring in San Antonio 
on 6/23 socring 19 points. This season, 
Plaisance has doubled her averages 
in nine categories this season, out 
averaging her previous career highs. 
In points she is averaging 7.6 points 
per game, compared to last year’s 4.0 
points per game. She is also seeing 
more Ɵ me on the court, averaging 
20.3 minutes per game, compared 
the 11.8 minutes she was averaging 
in 2016 and 8.2 minutes per game in 
2015. Her highest rank is in free throw 
percentage, with a .862 percentage, 
going 25-for-29 from the line. It ranks 
as the highest in her overall career 
behind her 100% fi eld goal shooƟ ng 
in her rookie season (2014). Overall 
this season, Plaisance played in all 34 
games, with 25 starts, and is averaging 
4.3 rebounds, 0.9 assists, 0.8 steals 
and 0.7 blocks per game on top of her 
points and minutes. She hit a career 
high in blocks with three twice this 
season (6/25 & 8/23). 

BENCH WARMERS
The Wings bench has been hot this sea-
son. Off  the bench, the Wings reserves 
are coming off  strong and assisƟ ng the 
team in total points scored, total re-
bounds and take aways. On 7/16 the 
bench scored a season high of 42 points 
overall. Rookie Kaela Davis led the way 



that day scoring a career high of 23 
points, shooƟ ng 69.2 % from the fi eld. 
Aerial Powers who came off  injuries, 
is performing stronger and helping liŌ  
the Wings. On 7/25, Powers made her 
grand debut back aŌ er being out since 
last season. She led the bench scoring 
nine points, going 2-for-3 behind the 
3-point arc. On 8/4, she recorded 10 
points off  the bench, recording a sea-
son high in total rebounds with nine, 
just one shy from a double-double. In 
the past three games, Powers has led 
the bench averaging in eight of the 
nine games she has played, averaging 
10.8 points per game and 4.2 rebounds 
per game. Kayla Thornton and Kaela 
Davis have become a big threat when 
it comes to Wings reserves. In the 34 
games played, they are averaging 12.7 
points per game combined, while av-
eraging 3.3 (Thornton) and 1.4 (Davis) 
total boards per game. 

PROTECTING THE HOUSE
In their second season at College Park 
Center, the Wings recorded the best 
record in their home court since mov-
ing to the Dallas-Fort Worth area. At 
College Park Center, the Wings are 10-
6. The record ranks as the best home 
record the Wings have recorded in 
their new digs. The Wings have already 
surpassed their winning record with 
the ninr wins. Last season the team 
ended with six total wins while play-
ing at College Park Center.  Their most 
recent win came over the Los Angeles. 
Currently the Wings have won their 
last four games consecuƟ vely. They 
have taken two overall series over op-
ponents, when playing at College Park 
Center. Other key wins inside CPC  were 
a 27 margin victory over the Indiana 
Fever on 5/30, a 96-90 win on 6/9 over 
reigning 2016 WNBA Champions, the 
Los Angeles Sparks, and a double over-
Ɵ me win over the Chicago Sky, snap-
ping their four game winning streak on 
7/16. At home the Wings are averaging 

88.8 points per game, with Skylar Dig-
gins-Smith leading the team at home 
averaging 18.9 points per game.
 
STANDͳUP
Off ensively, the Wings remained in 
the top fi ve in the league as the sec-
ond best in points per game. In the 34 
games the team has played this year, 
they have accumulated 2929 points 
overall, with an average of 86.1 points 
per game. 
In overall points the Wings broke a 
season high on 7/16 against the Chica-
go Sky, scoring 112 points in a double 
overƟ me game. It is the fi rst Ɵ me this 
season, that the team reached the 100 
point mark. It was fi ve points shy for 
most points scored in a game in fran-
chise history. 
The Wings scored 55 points in the sec-
ond half and 96 points overall to de-
feat the Sparks on 6/9. It was the most 
points scored in a half and game by the 
team this season. Glory Johnson re-
corded 10 of those points alone in the 
fourth quarter, to lead the team to a 
comeback victory. 
Against the Storm on 8/4, the Wings 
scored 55 points in the fi rst half to 
match most points scored in a frame 
this season. The most points the team 
had recorded in the fi rst half of the 
game was 52 points against Indiana on 
May 30.  On 8/10, the Wings were  one 
point shy in fi rst half acƟ on going into 
the locker room with 54 total points at 
the half. `
The Wings also Ɵ ed a season high for 
most points scored in the second quar-
ter with 32 against the Storm. The last 
Ɵ me the team scored that mark was 
against the Liberty in New York on 
6/2. 
On 7/5 against Atlanta, the Wings re-
corded 31 points in the fi rst quarter for 
the fi rst Ɵ me this season. It is also the 
fourth game this year, that the team 
has scored 30+ plus points in a quarter, 
with 35 being the most against Los An-

geles on 6/9 in the fourth quarter. 
This season the team has shot 50% 
overall in three games, with the most 
current against ConnecƟ cut on 6/25, 
where they shot a season high of 
51.6%. Karima Christmas-Kelly shot 
70% from the fi eld going 7-for-10, 
leading the team in fi eld goal per-
centage for that game. On May 20 vs 
Minnesota the team shot 50.0% from 
going 31-for-62. Skylar Diggins-Smith 
went 8-for-16 that game, shooƟ ng the 
same percentage as the team.
Against the Fever on 7/25, the Wings 
recorded 31 points in the fourth quar-
ter. It marked as the fi rst Ɵ me in 11 
games that the Wings recorded 30 
points or more in the fi nal quarter of 
play.

DALLAS WINGS CLAIMS BACK-TO-BACK VICTORIES WITH WIN OVER LA SPARKS

Arlington, TX – The Dallas Wings recorded back-to-back wins, defeating the Los Angeles Sparks for 
the second time this season, 85-79. 

The six-point win matches the exact margin of victory the Wings recorded against the Sparks on 
June 9, 96-90.
