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BANKERS LIFE FIELDHOUSE
With 750,000 square feet and 18,165 seats, this is 

a fairly new house that is, remarkably, in just its 15th 
year, an old home.

Bankers Life Fieldhouse, opened Nov. 6, 1999, 
when the Indiana Pacers hosted the Boston Celtics, 
is a step into the future while taking a walk back into 
history. It’s big, yet comfortable. It has all the mod-
ern appliances, yet there’s that favorite old picture 
on the wall. It is a building that is unique in today’s 
sports society because the extra effort was made to 
make it that way. In other words, if you have a reli-
gion, you must build the appropriate cathedral.

In Indiana, basketball is religion. Bankers Life 
Fieldhouse is a cathedral. That’s why the home of 
the Indiana Pacers and Indiana Fever is unique.

“We wanted this building to have a kind of spe-
cial feeling to it, that when people came into it they 
felt part of the tradition that the building is for,” said 
Donnie Walsh, then the Pacers Sports & Entertain-
ment CEO & President who was instrumental in the 
Fiedlhouse becoming a reality. “I think this is a pure 
basketball arena that reflects the game itself and the 
roots of the game.”

Ground was broken on July 22, 1997 on the $183 
million multi-purpose facility and while there were 
blueprints, a scale model and dreams, it was hard 
for anyone at the time to fathom what would evolve. 
But what has risen 14 stories into the Indianapolis 
skyline is a fit perfect for the city, the state, the game 
of basketball at any level and the various events a 
facility of this type would host.

“There are so many features that make it one-
of-a-kind,” said Tom Proebstle, Project Designer for 
Ellerbe Beckett, the Fieldhouse design firm. “The 
most obvious feature is the two huge glass curtain 
walls facing east and west that mark the beginning 
of an incredible architectural promenade as you are 
approaching downtown on the highway and see the 
lit-up glass set against the Indianapolis skyline. No 
other arena in the world can claim this. I’m sure it 
will be copied many times over.”

That’s the view from the outside. Inside, the 
unique look and feel of Bankers Life Fieldhouse takes 
over. The Entry Pavilion is a vast gathering place that 
funnels fans to the Grand Staircase. As patrons make 
their way up the staircase, their view takes them to 
their first look at the seating bowl (another unique 
feature) or to large memorabilia cases on each side 
of the entrance to the Fieldhouse seating bowl.

From there, no matter which direction one takes, 
it’s a nostalgic look. From the signage, to the con-
cession stands, to the sponsor pavilions, to the bath-
rooms, to the one-of-a-kind TCU Practice Court, to 
the light fixtures, to the scoreboard, Bankers Life 
Fieldhouse is unique, distinct and, as Pacers’ great 
Reggie Miller described, “Unbelievable. Absolutely 
unbelievable. Far beyond my expectations.”

Bankers Life Fieldhouse has suites (62), club seats 
(2,400) and state-of-the-art amenities. But it has a 
look and feel unlike any other indoor facility.

This unique feel has brought many comparisons 
and compliments to Bankers Life Fieldhouse. The 
USA Today calls the Fieldhouse “A Cathedral to Bas-
ketball” and Amusement Business Magazine refers 
to Bankers Life Fieldhouse as “The Camden Yards of 
Basketball.” NBC’s Bob Costas said Bankers Life Field-

house “is winning raves all around the league, many 
think it’s the best building in the NBA.” 

 A 2006 survey by the Sports Business Journal 
ranked Bankers Life Fieldhouse as the No. 1 venue in 
the NBA. An informal ranking in the Orange County 
Register, in 2008, echoed the same rating.

In addition to hosting the Indiana Pacers and Fe-
ver, the Fieldhouse has hosted major boxing events 
and visits from Pavarotti, Bill Cosby, Bon Jovi, Bruce 
Springsteen, Elton John and Billy Joel, Bob Seger, 
George Strait & Reba McIntire, The Boston Pops, 
John Mellencamp, Paul McCartney, Tim McGraw & 
Faith Hill, The Dixie Chicks, NSync, AC/DC, Britney 
Spears, Carrie Underwood, Crosby Stills, Nash & 
Young, Kid Rock, U2, Hannah Montana, Disney On Ice 
and Dancing With The Stars. It has also played host 

to the 2002 FIBA World Basketball Championships, 
the 2004 FINA World Short Course Swimming Cham-
pionships and the United States Gymnastics Champi-
onships. In April 2011 and 2016, it played host to the 
NCAA Women’s Final Four, and welcomed the NCAA 
men's regional basketball tournament in 2017. In 
2012 the Fieldhouse provided a border to the east 
side of the Super Bowl Village for Super Bowl XLVI. 
It has been a nearly annual host of the Big Ten Con-
ference men’s and women’s basketball tournaments, 
and a gathering point for the National FFA Conven-
tion – the nation’s largest annual youth gathering.

Additionally, Bankers Life Fieldhouse has been cit-
ed for its compliance and exceeding of ADA (Ameri-
cans with Disabilities Act) requirements.

Bankers Life Fieldhouse was the host site of the 2011 and 2016 NCAA Women’s Final Fours, crowning 
Texas A&M and Connecticut as national champions.

CREDENTIALS	
Seating at Bankers Life Fieldhouse’s press tables is 

restricted to accredited working media representatives. 
Non-working media will be seated in reserved seat ar-
eas when seats are available.

Single-game credentials must be requested no later 
than noon the day before the game (Friday noon for 
Sunday games).

You may request credentials via email to the Fever’s 
media relations director at kmessenger@pacers.com.

Credentials are good for admittance to Bankers Life 
Fieldhouse, the Bill York Media Room and home and vis-
iting locker rooms.

Pre-arranged credentials may be picked up before 
the game at the media entrance.

AUTOGRAPHS	
SEEKING AUTOGRAPHS OR SOUVENIR ITEMS FROM 

PLAYERS OR COACHES IS STRICTLY PROHIBITED AND 
SUBJECT TO FORFEITURE OF CREDENTIAL.

MEDIA ENTRANCE	
The media entrance is located at the southeast cor-

ner of Bankers Life Fieldhouse, on Delaware Street. Only 
media members who hold Indiana Fever or WNBA me-
dia credentials will be admitted through this entrance.

BILL YORK MEDIA ROOM	
Located on the Event Level of Bankers Life Fieldhouse 

in the southeast corner, it is accessible by elevator or 
stairs near the Media Entrance.

The media room is limited to members of the media 
when valid Fever or WNBA media credentials are pre-
sented. It is impossible to accommodate family mem-
bers, friends, guests or others.

The professional intent of the room is to provide a 
meeting and working place for the media and game 
personnel. Any abuse of the media room and/or media 
privileges will cause forfeiture of your credential.

 
SERVICES	
Complete statistics, along with pregame notes, line-

ups, information regarding injuries and other pertinent 
facts will be furnished by the Fever’s Media Relations 
Department.

Play-by-play and halftime boxscores will be delivered 
directly to the press table. Complete final boxscores, 
play-by-play, postgame quotes and notes will be avail-
able following the game in the media room.

Complimentary wireless Internet access is available 
in the media room and the seating bowl. 

PRESS ROW	
Your cooperation is asked in maintaining a working 

atmosphere at press row. Smoking is prohibited in Bank-
ers Life Fieldhouse.

LOCKER ROOMS	
Both the Fever and visitors’ locker rooms will be open 

to the media for 30 minutes, beginning 90 minutes be-
fore tipoff. For example, the locker rooms will be open 
from 5:30 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. for a 7:00 p.m. tip.

Both locker rooms will be open for 30 minutes fol-
lowing the game. Players will remain in uniform for the 
media availability period.

Cell phone use by media is prohibited inside team 
dressing rooms.

PHOTOGRAPHY GUIDELINES	
Only those photographers on assignment will be al-

lowed space on the floor and their photo credentials 
must be worn prominently at all times. Space permit-
ting, other photographers may be allowed on the floor.

Credentials are good for admittance to Bankers Life 
Fieldhouse, Bill York Media Room and the designated 
photographer areas on The Fieldhouse floor. Only tele-
vision photographers doing postgame interviews will 
have access to locker room areas.

Photographers are allowed only within the desig-
nated photographers’ area at each end of the court. All 
spaces will be assigned by the Fever’s Media Relations 
Department.

All photographers and camera operators must stay at 
least six feet behind the baseline at all times. Photogra-
phers must remain stationary and seated at all times, 
except during quarter breaks and halftime.

Photographers are not permitted on the court at any 
time during the game.

No food or drink is allowed on the playing floor.
Photographers cannot photograph from public walk-

ways or vomitories.

PHOTOGRAPHER’S EQUIPMENT	
Photographers located on the baseline or sideline 

will be permitted only one standard size “Domke” bag, 
which must be placed behind the photographer during 
the game. Equipment not needed during the game must 
be stored off the court. One additional camera can be 
stored either beside or directly behind the photogra-
pher.

Each photographer will be permitted one monopod 
- NO TRIPODS - at courtside. No stand-alone remotes 
or seats other than “lawn-type” photographer seats will 
be permitted.

RUBBER LENS SHADES	
In order to reduce the risk of injury to players, rub-

ber lens shades are required for all still photographers, 
broadcasters, news and entertainment video and film 
crews who are authorized to shoot WNBA game action.

Any additional light sources or sun guns must either 
be removed or covered with bubble wrap.

As a courtesy, rubber lens covers are available by con-
tacting the Fever Media Relations Department.

 The only exception to this policy will be for those 
photographers utilizing telephoto lenses (i.e. 300 and 
400 mm lenses) when such lenses are used to shoot 
game action at the opposite end of the court. These 
lenses must be stored behind the photographer when 
the action is in the near side of the court.

PHOTOGRAPHY IN LOCKER ROOMS	
No still photography is permitted in either team’s 

locker room.

CLOTHING	
All photographers must leave any outerwear (i.e. 

coats, hats, etc.) in the Bill York Media Room during 
game action.

TV NEWS CREWS	
Credential requests must be received by noon the 

day of the game.
News crews are restricted to crowd interviews in the 

Entry Pavilion, Balcony and Main Concourse. Interviews 
are not allowed in the vomitories on any level of Bank-
ers Life Fieldhouse. News crews are not allowed on the 
First Financial Bank Level or Krieg DeVault Club Level, 
unless accompanied by a member of the Fever’s Media 
Relations Department. In order to enter a Suite, each 
news crew must have permission from the individu-
al Suite Holder to enter their respective Suite. During 
game action, news crews must shoot crowd reaction 
from designated areas. No interviews will be allowed 
within the seating bowl once game action begins.

INTERNATIONAL MEDIA	
All international media (affiliations distributed out-

side of the U.S.) requests are handled by the NBA In-
ternational PR Department. Any international media 
member interested in covering an Indiana Fever regular 
season game must first submit a request in writing to 
the WNBA/NBA. Please do not contact the Fever indi-
vidually.

All credential requests must be received at least 
three business days prior to the first games requested.

Photo identification will be required when picking up 
confirmed credentials at the Media Entrance.

Mr. Simon helped lead the effort to build another key component for downtown, 
Bankers Life Fieldhouse, which is the Pacers’ home.  It is widely regarded as one of the best indoor arenas in the world. 

Mr. Simon, with his late brother Melvin, purchased the Pacers in 1983 to ensure the team would stay in Indianapolis 
and currently is Owner/CEO of Pacers Sports & Entertainment. 

A firm supporter of professional, environmental and community groups, Mr. Simon has served on the Boards of 
numerous organizations and served a term as Chairman of the NBA Board of Governors. 

Mr. Simon is married and has eight children.

JIM MORRIS
VICE CHAIRMAN

Jim Morris is in his 11th year with 
Pacers Sports & Entertainment, and 
his third year as the franchise’s Vice 
Chairman.

Morris joined PS&E in 2007 as a 
Special Advisor to then CEO/President 
Donnie Walsh and was named 
President, April 16, 2008. A graduate 
of Indiana University with a master’s 
degree from Butler University, Morris 
has spent much of his life in Indianapolis 
in a variety of key positions. He started 
with American Fletcher National Bank 
in 1965 and from 1967-73 served 
former Mayor Richard G. Lugar as chief 
of staff.

He serves on the Boards of Old National Bank, Hulman & Company 
and the Indianapolis Motor Speedway, Elanco, Indianapolis Children’s Choir, 
Eiteljorg Museum Board and the Indianapolis Power and Light Advisory 
Board.

Morris is happily married to Jackie and they have three children, eight 
grandchildren, and two wonderful King Charles Cavalier puppies, Buster and 
Lucy.

Since joining the Pacers’ organization 
in 1984, Rick Fuson has been influential 
in shaping events within Market 
Square Arena, Bankers Life Fieldhouse 
and many other events elsewhere in 
Indianapolis. 

A graduate of Indiana University and 
a life-long resident of Indianapolis, he 
joined the staff of Market Square Arena 
in 1984 as director of special events 
and was promoted the following 
year to vice president. Fuson helped 
oversee the Pacers’ move to Bankers 
Life Fieldhouse in September 2000. 
He was promoted to Executive Senior 
Vice President of Pacers Sports & 

Entertainment in November 2001. Rick was named Chief Operating Officer 
in April 2008.  In September 2014 he became President/COO.  In his current 
role, Fuson is responsible for operation of all aspects of the business and 
facilities elements of Pacers Sports & Entertainment. 

Through the years, Fuson has been active in pursuing major events for 
Bankers Life Fieldhouse and the City of Indianapolis. He served as Co-Chair 
of the 2012 Super Bowl Village Committee. In the past, he was a member 
of the Executive Committee for the 1991 World Gymnastics Championships 
and served as chairman for the opening ceremonies. He was co-chairman of 
special events for the 1991, 1997 and 2000 NCAA Final Four, served on the 
Local Organizing Committee for the 2006 and 2010 NCAA Final Four. Fuson 
was instrumental in bringing the NCAA Men’s Basketball Division I First and 
Second Round Tournament Games to Bankers Life Fieldhouse for the first 
time in 2017. He produced the opening ceremonies of the 2001 World Police 
& Fire Games and the closing ceremonies of the Pan American Games in 
1987. Fuson served on the Local Organizing Committee for the 2002, 2004, 
2006, 2008-2012 and 2014-2016 Big Ten Basketball Championships, 2002 
FIBA World Basketball Championships, and 2004 FINA World Swimming 
Championship. Fuson recently served on the Local Organizing Committee 
for the 2015 P&G Gymnastics Championships. He is Co-Chair for the 2017-
2022 Big Ten Basketball Championships Local Organizing Committee.  Fuson 
is leading the effort to bring the 2021 NBA All-Star Game to Indianapolis.

Throughout his career, he has received such honors as Recipient of the 
Indianapolis Ambassadors 1988 Community Service Award, Indianapolis 
Business Journal’s “Who’s Who in Hospitality”, ”Who’s Who in Sports” 
and “Forty Under Forty.” He has also been active with the Indianapolis 
Fellowship of Christian Athletes, the 1985 NBA All-Star weekend, the grand 
opening of the Indianapolis Zoo in 1988, the White River Park State Games 
and Indianapolis Downtown Space 2010. 

Fuson is a professional member of the International Association of 
Assembly Managers. He currently serves on the Board of Directors for 
Indianapolis Downtown, Inc., Indianapolis Urban League, Indy Chamber 
and Visit Indy. He is an Advisor to the Indiana Sports Corporation Board of 
Directors and currently serves as Chair of the Pacers Foundation.

Fuson’s family includes three 
children: Amy Fuson-Massillamany, Emily (Jimmy) Fuson Weber and 
Matthew Fuson; two grandchildren: Jackson and Sullivan Massillamany;

KELLY KRAUSKOPF
PRESIDENT AND GENERAL MANAGER, INDIANA FEVER

Kelly Krauskopf is in her 18th season 
as the Indiana Fever’s top executive, 
engineering the franchise from its birth 
in 1999 and directing the club’s business 
and basketball interests all the way to 
three WNBA Finals appearances since 
2009 and its first league championship 
in 2012. The club’s chief operating 
officer through 16 seasons and the 
past 12 as general manager, she was 
promoted to President and General 
Manager in October 2012. 

She is the longest-tenured senior 
team executive in the WNBA, dating 
beyond the Fever to her time as the 
league's first Director of Baskeball 

Operations in 1996.

The only chief executive in Fever history, Krauskopf has been the guiding 
force of the Fever from building the team roster to building a fan base for 
Indiana’s WNBA franchise. In her role with the Fever, Krauskopf oversees all 
aspects of the team’s operation.

Since moving to Indianapolis and beginning the task of building a WNBA 
franchise, Krauskopf has engineered numerous player moves enabling the 
Fever to sustain arguably the highest level of consistency the 20-year WNBA 
has ever seen.

Krauskopf has guided the franchise to 13 playoff berths in its first 17 
seasons – including a run of 12 consecutive from 2005 to 2016. Indiana 
has become one of the WNBA’s most successful franchises, joining the 
Los Angeles Sparks as the only clubs in league history to post eight 20-win 
seasons. In fact, the Fever is the league’s only franchise ever to post seven 
20-win seasons in an eight-year span (2005-12).

Under Krauskopf’s guidance, the Fever secured identical 21-13 records 
in 2005, 2006, 2007, 2010 and 2011; and set its club standard with 22-12 
records in each of its first two seasons reaching the WNBA Finals - 2009 and 
2012.

Though Indiana reached the WNBA Finals in 2009 and though the 
franchise had achieved such consistent, annual success, the Fever had never 
won the title -- until the 2012 season culminated in a magical playoff run 
resulting in the city’s first professional basketball crown since the 1973 ABA 
Indiana Pacers.

The Krauskopf-built Fever is the most stable the franchise has ever been, 
transitioning from the 16-year presence of perennial All-Star and four-
time Olympic gold medalist Tamika Catchings, to a new mix of youth and 
experience that includes Candice Dupree, Briann January, Marissa Coleman, 
Erlana Larkins, Shenise Johnson and Tiffany Mitchell.

The hiring of Lin Dunn as head coach in 2008 helped the club establish 
stability in both the WNBA and its local market. Inducted into the Women’s 
Basketball Hall of Fame in 2014, Dunn joined the franchise as a scout in 
2003, an assistant coach in 2004, and led the franchise to unprecedented 
playoff success in seven seasons as head coach.

Following Dunn’s retirement, Krauskopf tabbed Stephanie White as the 
club’s fifth head coach. White, an Indiana prep and collegiate icon before 
her own career in the WNBA and later broadcasting and coaching, was 
Krauskopf’s very first trade acquisiton in 1999, joining the Fever for the 
club’s inaugural season.

After Dunn’s successful tenure, White’s hiring proved no less fruitful, 
guiding Indiana to the WNBA Finals in her first season and another playoff 
berth in her second.

White's return to the college level coincided with the club's transition 
without Catchings, and Krauskopf tabbed former Chicago coach Pokey 
Chatman as the Fever's sixth head coach in November 2016.

Annually one of the league’s most active GMs, Krauskopf’s key trades and 
free agent signings have re-tooled the Fever roster over the years - including 
the 2017 offseason trade that brought Dupree, a five-time All-Star, to the 
Circle City. 

Besides Dupree and a February 2008 deal to land hometown star Katie 
Douglas, other moves have resulted in the acquisitions of past stars Erin 
Phillips, Tangela Smith, Natalie Williams, Yolanda Griffith, and Kelly Miller. 
A midseason move during the 2002 campaign brought veteran guard 
Coquese Washington to the Fever to ignite a late run to the franchise’s first 
appearance in the WNBA Playoffs. 

The cornerstone of the franchise was solidified by the draft selection of 
Catchings in the 2001 WNBA Draft. The third overall selection in the 2001 
Draft, Catchings was named Rookie of the Year in 2002 and Defensive Player 
of the Year in 2005, 2006, 2009, 2010 and 2012. The 10-time WNBA All-Star 
and 12-time All-WNBA selection finally earned a long-deserved MVP honor 
in 2011, finishing in the top five in MVP balloting 10 times. She won her first 
WNBA crown while earning Finals MVP honors in 2012. 

Through 2012, Krauskopf served consistently on USA Basketball’s 
Women’s Senior National Team Committee, helping select WNBA players 
to develop U.S. National Team rosters. Krauskopf joined the committee in 
2000, helping select the gold-medal winning roster for the 2004 Summer 
Olympics in Athens, and again for Beijing in 2008 and London in 2012.

Krauskopf has been in the forefront of the development of the WNBA. 
In September 1996, she was named the WNBA’s first Director of Basketball 
Operations. In that role, she was involved in all phases of the league’s start-
up operation and initiatives. She also developed the league’s first set of 
playing rules, officiating policies, scheduling and other league standards, 
while working daily with WNBA team general managers and operations 
personnel. 

Before joining the WNBA, Krauskopf was the Managing Director of 
League Development for Media Sports Partnership, Limited in Dallas, Tex. 
From 1990 to 1994, she was Assistant Commissioner for the Southwest 
Conference. In addition to overseeing league marketing, she was the chief 
administrator for all eight women’s sports programs in the conference. She 
served from 1986 to 1990 as Texas A&M’s Assistant Athletic Director for 
Women’s Sports/Marketing.

Krauskopf has served on committees for the Women’s Sports Foundation, 
the Women’s Basketball Coaches Association, Citizenship for Sports Alliance, 
and Texas A&M’s Lettermen’s Association Board of Directors. She currently 
serves on the Indiana Sports Corporation Presidents Council.

Recently, she was part of the Local Organizing Committee that hosted 
the 2011 NCAA Women’s Final Four at Bankers Life Fieldhouse where she 
proudly watched her alma mater win its first national championship in 
women’s basketball. She was a part of the LOC that brought the Women’s 
Final Four back to The Fieldhouse in 2016.

A 1983 graduate of Texas A&M University with a bachelor of arts degree 
in journalism, she was a three-year letterwinner in basketball for the Lady 
Aggies after transferring from Stephen F. Austin University where she played 
her freshman year under legendary coach Sue Gunter.

A four-time Olympic gold medalist and 16-year 
WNBA superstar with the Indiana Fever, Tamika 
Catchings was named Director of Player Programs 
and Franchise Development with Pacers Sports & 
Entertainment in April 2017. Catchings’ position 
includes work with all three PS&E basketball 
franchises – the Indiana Pacers, the Indiana Fever and 
the Fort Wayne Mad Ants.

Catchings’ presence adds enhanced value to 
career and community programming which already 
exists with the Pacers. Her addition helps install new 
programs with the Fever and Mad Ants. 

She will serve as a bridge while helping maintain program continuity for all 
three franchises. Catchings will aid with structure and implementation of player 
development programs, player relations and community outreach. Programs for the 
Fever and Mad Ants will be designed to build chemistry and continuity among players, 
assist each franchise in recruiting free agents, and help with leadership development 
and professional skills for all players. As an additional resource for all teams, the 
newly created position expands Pacers Sports & Entertainment’s ability to educate 
and prepare players for their post-playing careers.

Catchings will work one-on-one with individual players on speaking and 
presentation skills, and the development of athlete foundations or other business 
interests. A longtime president of the WNBA player’s association, Catchings also will 
assist in the planning and execution of league, NBAPA and WNBAPA meetings, and 
other team and player programming.

Widely regarded for her own community work and professional leadership as a 
player, Catchings is uniquely qualified for her new position. She joined the Indiana 
franchise in 2001 when she was the club’s first-round draft selection – just one year 
after the Fever was established. As a face of the Fever franchise through 16 seasons, 
she has been a constant ambassador and respected representative of the NBA, WNBA 
and Pacers Sports & Entertainment throughout her career.

More than a basketball player, Catchings has routinely earned distinction as 
one of the nation’s finest citizen-athletes with committed community engagement 
throughout the country and even internationally. In 2015, she was inaugural winner 
of the ESPN Sports Humanitarian of the Year. Last summer, she became the first two-
time recipient of the WNBA’s Dawn Staley Community Leadership Award and the first 
three-time winner of the WNBA’s Kim Perrot Sportsmanship Award. Last November, 
she was honored in consecutive weeks with the Pathfinder Award by the Indiana 
Sports Corporation, honoring those who improve the lives of America’s youth; and the 
Musial Award by the St. Louis Sports Commission, for extraordinary sportsmanship.

The 37-year old Catchings matched an Olympic basketball record for men or 
women while earning her fourth Olympic gold medal last summer. The 12-time All-
WNBA recipient and 10-time WNBA All-Star helped lead the Fever to a league-record 
12 consecutive playoff appearances, 13 overall. The 2011 league MVP and 2012 Finals 
MVP, she is the leading rebounder in WNBA history, and its No. 2 all-time scorer. She 
was named the WNBA Defensive Player of the Year an unprecedented five times. 

Catchings continues to serve as a national and international ambassador for the 
NBA and WNBA, and was recently named to USA Basketball's Women’s Developmental 
National Team Committee.

She also began a broadcasting career as a college basketball analyst last season 
with ESPN. She will cover Fever games broadcast on MyIndyTV-23 this summer, 
alongside Pat Boylan.

Married in February 2016 to former Pike High School and University of Buffalo 
basketball player Parnell Smith, she added local business owner to her resume when 
she purchased a tea shop, TeasMeIndy, last March. She is the daughter of former NBA 
star Harvey Catchings, and her sister, Tauja, was drafted by the Phoenix Mercury in 
2000. Tamika and Tauja established the Catch The Stars Foundation in 2004.

MEET THE FEVER
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POKEY CHATMAN
HEAD COACH 

The sixth head coach in Indiana 
Fever history, Pokey Chatman boasts 
an accomplished record with success 
at every level of women’s basketball. 
After six seasons as head coach and 
general manager of the Chicago Sky, 
Chatman was named to her post with 
the Fever on Nov. 18, 2016.

Chatman engineered Chicago’s 
ascent in the WNBA’s Eastern 
Conference, guiding the Sky to their 
first playoff appearance in 2013 and 
leading the franchise to the WNBA 
Finals a year later. She finished her 
assignment in the Windy City with a 
106-98 regular season record, four 
straight playoff appearances and an 
8-12 mark in the postseason.

Prior to her time in the WNBA, she enjoyed a 20-year career at Louisiana 
State that included four seasons as a starting point guard, followed by 
assignments as assistant coach, associate coach and, for three seasons 
from 2004-07, head coach. During her lengthy tenure at LSU, she attended 
three Final Fours and was a part of 15 NCAA Tournament teams. As acting 
head coach and head coach, she led the Tigers to three consecutive Final 
Fours including a 2005 loss in the national semifinals at the RCA Dome in 
Indianapolis. She earned national coach of the year accolades in her first full 
season in 2005.

Her diverse resume also includes a pair of EuroLeague titles with Spartak 
Moscow, first as an assistant in 2008, and another while serving as head 
coach of the Russian powerhouse for four seasons from 2009-13. 

Internationally, Chatman was a part of two gold-medal teams with USA 
Basketball. As a player, she won gold with the USA’s U18 squad that won the 
FIBA Americas championship in Brazil in 1988. She was an assistant coach 
with the U.S. team at the World University Games in 2005 in Turkey. She also 
coached the national team of Slovakia for two seasons.

LSU

A 1987 graduate of Hahnville High School and a native of Ama, La., 
Chatman dazzled LSU fans for four years as LSU's starting point guard in the 
late 1980s and early 1990s, Her fiery demeanor and floor leadership helped 
her transition to coaching and a 16-year tenure on the LSU coaching staff. 
She served as a student assistant coach for one season (1991-92) before 
accepting a full-time post as assistant coach in 1992-93. Chatman was 
elevated to associate coach in 1999. She was the Lady Tigers’ acting head 
coach in 2003-04 after hall of fame coach Sue Gunter took a midseason 
medical leave. Chatman became the school’s fourth head coach in April 
2004.

There are few coaches in basketball history that can match the success 
that Chatman enjoyed in her three-plus years as head coach of the LSU 
women’s basketball program. Counting her time as acting head coach, LSU 
won 105 games (105-19), advanced to three NCAA Final Fours, won two 
Southeastern Conference regular season titles and earned a No. 1 seed in 
two NCAA Tournaments.

In fact, in Chatman's first 50 games as a head coach, she won an 
astonishing 47 times. That 47-3 record was noted as the second-best record 
after 50 games in women's basketball history. Soon after she assumed head 
coaching reigns late in 2003-04, she introduced LSU to its first NCAA Final 
Four, with subsequent appearances each year thereafter.

Once regarded as one of the nation's best recruiters, she quickly became 
known as one of the top up-and-coming coaches in the collegiate ranks. 

COACHING STAFF
Since her promotion to associate coach in 1999, the Lady Tigers participated 
in nine consecutive NCAA Tournaments.

Chatman assumed LSU’s recruiting efforts in the mid-1990s and the 
program climbed instantly. The Lady Tigers had eight straight classes rank 
among the top 20 in the nation, including a 2004 freshman class with three 
Parade All-Americans and future WNBA draft picks: Sylvia Fowles, Quianna 
Chaney and Erica White. Chatman later helped land Seimone Augustus, 
now a perennial WNBA All-Star who finished her LSU career as a two-time 
national player of the year and the WNBA's No. 1 draft pick (2006). 

Chatman helped sign Aiysha Smith, a 2003 first-round pick of the 
Washington Mystics; DeTrina White, the 1998-99 national freshman of the 
year and a second-round pick of the Fever in 2003; current WNBA player 
Doneeka Hodges and Temeka Johnson, a first-round pick of the Washington 
Mystics and the 2005 WNBA Rookie of the Year who broke Chatman’s career 
assists record.

Besides Johnson and White whom she recruited, Chatman helped tutor 
some of the finest guards in the country. Marie Ferdinand was a 2001 Kodak 
All-America selection who became a first-round WNBA draft pick and a 
WNBA All-Star. Elaine Powell enjoyed a lengthy career with three WNBA 
titles as part of the Detroit Shock. Pietra Gay was a member of the 1997 
WNBA champion Houston Comets.

Inducted into the LSU Athletics Hall of Fame in 1999 prior to her head 
coaching role with the Lady Tigers, Chatman quickly rose to the top of 
her profession. Capping her first season as head coach in 2005, she won 
multiple national coach of the year accolades. She was named the Black 
Coaches Association Coach of the Year in 2004 and 2005, and the Louisiana 
Coach of the Year in 2005 and 2006.

EUROPE, CHICAGO SKY & WORLD'S GREATEST PLAYERS

Chatman made her entrance into the WNBA, with the Sky in 2011, in 
the midst of a six-year coaching run in Europe. Success on both continents 
helped cement her status as one of the world's most versatile, top young 
coaches.

Hired to coach the Slovakian national team in 2008, she served 
simultaneously as an assistant coach with Spartak Moscow, a star-studded 
Russian club that annually employed one of Europe’s top teams. Chatman 
was elevated to head coaching status with Spartak prior to the 2009-10 
campaign which netted a 16-0 EuroLeague record and the club’s fourth 
consecutive EuroLeague championship. 

The following summer, her Slovakian team narrowly missed an upset bid 
to the 2010 FIBA World Championships. Months later, Chatman accepted 
her position as the Sky’s general manager and head coach, Oct. 29, 2010, 
just as she embarked on her second of four seasons as head coach with 
Spartak.

During four seasons with Spartak, Chatman's rosters were filled with a 
myriad of Olympians and All-Stars, comprising many of the world's greatest 
women's players: U.S. Olympians Augustus and Fowles from her LSU teams, 
U.S. Olympic co-captains Sue Bird and Diana Taurasi; foreign Olympic stars 
Lauren Jackson and Sonja Petrovic; and American veteran stars Candice 
Dupree, Becky Hammon, Epiphanny Prince and Taj McWilliams-Franklin.

Chatman and Spartak returned to the EuroLeague Finals again in 2011, 
and posted Final Eight finishes in 2012 and 2013, just as she began reversing 
WNBA fortunes in Chicago.

The Sky recorded a pair of 14-20 campaigns in 2011 and 2012 before 
Chatman nabbed Elena Delle Donne with the second selection of the 2013 
WNBA Draft. Chatman surrounded Delle Donne, the 2013 WNBA Rookie of 
the Year and a future MVP, with additional young talent through the draft. 
She executed trades for star veterans Cappie Pondexter and Erika de Souza.

Chatman and the Sky reached the playoffs for the first time in club 
history in 2013 to begin a four-year playoff run. In 2014 she led the WNBA’s 
youngest team to the team’s second postseason appearance and, following 
series wins over Atlanta and Indiana, guided the Sky into the 2014 WNBA 
Finals.

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Still the school’s record-holder in career 
steals (346), she owned the LSU assists 
standard for 14 seasons before she watched 
it fall while patrolling the sidelines. The 
Louisiana native ushered in the 3-point era 
at LSU by pacing the Lady Tigers in 3-point 
percentage in each of four seasons. She led 
the SEC in 3-point field goals made as a junior 
and senior.

Born June 18, 1969, Chatman earned a 
bachelor’s degree in general studies from 
LSU in December of 1991. 

POINT GUARD

Long before turning the Sky into a playoff contender in Chicago, Chatman 
began breaking barriers as a college point guard. She helped LSU to its first 
Southeastern Conference Tournament title as a senior point guard, and later 
helped the program climb the national rankings as both an assistant and 
head coach.

Playing for the legendary Gunter from 1987-91, Chatman led the Lady 
Tigers to the 1991 conference tourney championship while earning honors 
as the tournament MVP. It capped a career that featured three All-SEC 
awards and her naming as a Kodak All-American as a senior. She played 
in four NCAA Tournaments at LSU and left the playing floor with an 82-38 
record.

STEVEN KEY
ASSISTANT COACH 

Steven Key begins his second season 
as an assistant coach with the Indiana 
Fever, and his ninth season in the 
WNBA.

Key was retained by new Fever 
head coach Pokey Chatman, following 
the departure of Stephanie White. 
Ironically, it was Chatman who 
succeeded Key as the Chicago Sky’s 
head coach and general manager in 
2011.

Key spent five seasons with the Sky, 
serving as head coach and GM for 
three years (2008-10) after two as an 
assistant. He compiled a 42-60 mark 
with the Sky from 2008-10, leading 

Chicago to what was then a franchise-record 16 wins in 2009.

As an assistant, Key helped launch the Chicago franchise in 2006, joining 
the staff of head coach Dave Cowens after three years as the head coach of 
the Dusseldorf Magics, a Bundesliga men’s basketball team in Germany. In 
his final season, he led the Magics to a 19-11 record in the Second Division.

After his departure from Chicago, he returned to the German Bundesliga 
(BBL) as head coach of the Giessen 46ers in 2011, and spent two years as an 
assistant and head coach with MHP Riesen in Ludwigsburg (2012 and 2013).

He returned to the WNBA again in 2014, serving two seasons as an 
assistant with the Connecticut Sun under Anne Donovan, prior to landing 
in Indiana in 2016.

The 6-foot-4 Key was a point guard at Boston University from 1986-90. 
Playing for Mike Jarvis, Key was the 1990 America East Conference Player of 
the Year, averaging.14.5 points and 7.5 assists as a senior.

Key was the last player cut by the Los Angeles Clippers in 1990, and 
then played professionally for the San Jose Jammers of the Continental 
Basketball Association before embarking on a 12-year career playing in 
Austria, Germany and France. Key was a three-time All-Star in Germany, 
where he played against German native and future Dallas Mavericks’ star 
Dirk Nowitzki.

A native of Columbia, Maryland, Key was the Howard County Player of 
the Year as a senior at Atholton High School in 1986. One of five children 
in a tight-knit and athletic family, Key learned basketball from his sister 
Kimberlee, who went on to play at Saginaw Valley State with college and 
WNBA coaching veteran Gail Goestenkors. Key’s sister Darlynda received 
a scholarship to run for the University of Michigan’s track team while his 
brother Josh played basketball at Northwood University. His father Sam 
played professionally overseas.

Key and his wife Janka have one daughter, Sidney Kiana, and one son, 
Noah Gabriel.

JESSIE MILLER
ASSISTANT COACH 

A former college player who played 
five seasons professionally in Germany, 
Jessica (Jessie) Miller begins her 
first year as assistant coach with the 
Indiana Fever. 

In fact, it is Miller’s first WNBA 
coaching position, after serving the 
past ten seasons in an operations and 
video capacity with the Sky.

First-year Fever coach Pokey 
Chatman brings Miller from her staff in 
Chicago where she spent the past two 
years as the club’s video coordinator 
and aided in player development. 

Miller managed opponent scouting 
operations and video coaching with 

the Sky, participating in daily practices at home, and on the road.

Miller coached with DJK Brose Bamberg in Bamberg, Germany, during 
the 2016-17 season, her first year as an assistant coach, following five years 
playing with the team.

A captain and four-year starter at Illinois-Chicago, Miller helped the 
Flames to the WNIT before playing overseas with DJK Brose Bamberg, from

TULLY BEVILAQUA
PLAYER DEVELOPMENT COACH 

After six record-setting seasons as an Indiana Fever 
point guard and recent coverage of the club as a local 
TV analyst, Tully Bevilaqua begins her first season as 
player development coach for the Fever.

A native of Merredin, Australia, and recently 
named to the Western Australia Hall of Champions, 
Bevilaqua earned a silver medal in the 2008 Olympics 
with the Australian National Team, and a gold medal 
at the 2006 World Championships. She completed 14 
WNBA seasons between Cleveland (1998), Portland 
(2000-02), Seattle (2003-04), Indiana (2005-10) and 
San Antonio (2011-12). She also won a pair of WNBL 
championships in Australia as part of a 20-year pro 

career that began in 1991 with the Perth Breakers in her home country.

After winning the 2004 WNBA title as a reserve guard with Seattle, Bevilaqua 
signed a free agent deal with Indiana and made an instant impact. Spurred by an 
engaging personality and Australian accent, she became a fan favorite at Bankers Life 
Fieldhouse and, since her first season with the Fever, Indiana has never failed to reach 
the playoffs. 

Named as a member of the Fever’s All-Decade Team in 2009, Bevilaqua joined 
Tamika Catchings to spark a resurgence reflected by Indiana’s current WNBA-record 
12 straight postseason appearances, three trips to the WNBA Finals and a 2012 
championship. Bevilaqua was the club’s starting point guard for six straight years, 
leading Indiana to its first Finals appearance in 2009 and aiding in the development of 
future star Briann January who has been the Fever’s point guard ever since.

The 2007 recipient of the WNBA’s Kim Perrot Sportsmanship Award, Bevilaqua 
was a six-time member of the WNBA All-Defense Team – all with Indiana and all 
beside Catchings. Her 573 steals still rank 10th among WNBA career leaders. Her 
356 steals with the Fever are second in club history. She started an Indiana-record 
116 consecutive games spanning the 2006-08 seasons, and started 188 of 197 Fever 
games overall, the fourth-highest figure in franchise history. Elsewhere in the Indiana 
record book, she ranks fourth in 3-point field goals and fourth in assists.

“Signing Tully back in 2005 was a turning point in our franchise,” said Krauskopf, 
“so I am thrilled to have her back on the floor as a player development coach as we 
start a new era of Fever basketball. She brings tremendous knowledge, experience 
and work ethic. I am proud to add a former player to our staff who has been such an 
integral part of our success.”

Since her retirement as a player, Bevilaqua has maintained residence in Indianapolis 
and become certified as a personal trainer. She is co-owner of Gym41, a local gym she 
established in 2011 that specializes in boot camp training, small group training, cardio 
boxing and yoga classes. She has spent the past two years as a volunteer assistant 
coach with the Zionsville High School girls basketball team, helping the Eagles to back-
to-back sectional championships.

Bevilaqua and wife Lindsay have two children: Parker (6) and Mackenzie (4).

An eight-year WNBA veteran and the second overall pick in 
the 2009 WNBA Draft, Marissa Coleman begins her fourth sea-
son with the Indiana Fever…she spent her first five WNBA sea-
sons with Washington and Los Angeles…Coleman is a versatile 
combo guard who can score, defend, push tempo and shoot the 
3-pointer…she led Maryland to a national championship in 2006 
and has bolstered the Indiana backcourt with size, strength and 
versatility…Coleman was a postseason hero in 2015, twice help-
ing the Fever advance to the WNBA Finals with five 3-pointers 
in decisive Game 3 efforts at Chicago and New York...she has 
played at least 32 regular season games during each of the past

An accomplished pro in the WNBA, overseas and in interna-
tional competition, Candice Dupree joins Indiana in 2017 as the 
centerpiece of a three-team February trade involving Phoenix 
and Connecticut...Indiana acquired Dupree and a second-round 
draft pick from the Mercury...the Fever dealt Lynetta Kizer and a 
first-round draft pick to Connecticut...the Sun sent Camille Little 
and Jillian Alleyne to Phoenix...following Tamika Catchings, Ka-
tie Douglas and Tangela Smith, Dupree will become the fourth 
player ever to represent the Fever with more than 5,000 points 
during their WNBA career.

Dupree shot 54 percent from the floor while averaging 11.3 
points and 5.3 rebounds during 32 games in 2016...she ranks 
11th among all-time rebounders (2,378) in the WNBA and is  
15th on the WNBA’s career scoring chart (5,107)…she needs 70 
rebounds to pass Yolanda Griffith as the 10th-leading rebounder 
in league history...she ranks first among active WNBA players 
in 2-point FG’s (2040) and is second in WNBA history (170 shy 
of Lisa Leslie)...her 50.3 career field goal percentage is 17th in 
WNBA history...Dupree is a five-time WNBA All-Star (2006, 2007, 
2009, 2014, 2015), including a starting role in 2015…she was a 
member of the All-Rookie Team in 2006, and she has received 
Western Conference Player of the Week honors four times.

She is regarded as an active, athletic rebounder and defend-
er, boasting 60 career double-doubles including a franchise-re-
cord 32 career double-doubles with Phoenix…she owns 26 
career games with at least 20 points and 10 rebounds…she set 
a Mercury record with 10 double-doubles during 2011, and an-
other record with four consecutive from June 10-21, 2011...her 
34 double-digit rebounding games with Phoenix are the most in 
franchise history…she holds three of the top four single-game 
rebounding efforts in Mercury history, including a record 19 
rebounds on Sept. 3, 2011...she has averaged double-figure 
scoring through each of 11 seasons, and boasts career averages 
of 14.7 points and 6.9 rebounds per game, spending the past 
seven seasons with the Mercury.

Drafted by Chicago in 2006, she started all but one contest 
with the Sky through four seasons before being dealt to Phoe-
nix in a three-team trade on March 30, 2010...her 66.4 percent 
shooting in 2010 was a Phoenix franchise record for a season…
her career shooting percentage in the postseason, 56.9 percent, 
is seventh in league history…she shot 9-of-9 on June 12, 2010 
to set the Mercury record for most shots made without a miss, 
and her 14 consecutive field goals made from June 10-12, 2010, 
tied the second-best mark in WNBA history...she averages 50.3 
percent shooting in her career, including five seasons among the 
WNBA’s top ten in percentage.

Defensively, she averages just shy of one steal (0.9) and one 
blocked shot (0.7) per game in her WNBA career…durability has 
long been a Dupree characteristic, including 34 starts in five of 
the past seven seasons…she has played 32 or more games in 
10 of her 11 WNBA seasons…in all, Dupree has started 343 of 
347 games since her arrival in the league in 2006…she started 
151 consecutive games from 8/5/07 to 6/17/12, the ninth-lon-
gest streak in league history…the final 77 games of that streak 
stand as the fifth-longest streak in Phoenix history...she started 
every game of the Mercury’s championship season of 2014, and 
helped lead Phoenix to at least the conference finals or WNBA 
semifinals in each of six playoff appearances. In six playoff sea-
sons with the Mercury, she was a 56.9 percent shooter while 

averaging 14.8 points and 5.7 rebounds per game.
Noting international and overseas experience, Dupree was 

a finalist for the 2016 U.S. Olympic Women’s Basketball Team…
she is a two-time gold medalist with USA world championship 
teams in 2010 and 2014…playing overseas in Poland, Slovakia, 
Russia and China, she was named the top power forward in Eu-
rope in 2011 by EuroBasket.com, and the EuroLeague Defensive 
Player of the Year in 2010. 

Dupree starred at Temple under coach Dawn Staley, and 
joined Staley in 2006 as the only coach-player duo ever to com-
pete against each other in the WNBA, prior to Staley’s retire-
ment from playing after the 2006 season.

Indiana’s ninth-year point guard is the Fever's longest ten-
ured star and firmly entrenched as the most prolific point guard 
in franchise history…after leading the WNBA with a 43.1 percent 
3-point clip in 2015, she enters 2017 with career averages of 8.9 
points and 3.6 assists per game…since a sterling rookie perfor-
mance in the 2009 WNBA Finals and a starring role in the Fever’s 
2012 WNBA championship, January’s leadership helped guide 
Indiana back to the Finals again in 2015...she has asserted her-
self as a fixture in the Indiana lineup…January’s defense, in par-
ticular, has become a trademark, evidenced by five consecutive 
WNBA All-Defensive Team honors from 2012-16…her “D” was 
identified as a significant factor in the Fever’s four-game win 
over the Lynx in the 2012 championship series…she was her-
alded during her 2009 rookie campaign as one of the best steals 
of the WNBA Draft…she was chosen by Indiana with the sixth 
overall selection and immediately exhibited court savvy, matu-
rity, strong defensive skills and a good shooting touch…during 
the Fever’s 2009 run to the Finals, she posted playoff averages 
of 10.6 points and 3.0 assists per game…in the 2012 playoffs, 
she posted averages of 11.5 points and 3.8 assists per game...
in last year’s playoffs, she averaged 11.3 points with 5.0 assists 
per game...January and the Fever have never failed to make the 
WNBA Playoffs...she is the third-leading scorer in Fever history

The hard-working, blue-collar muscle in Indiana’s post ro-
tation the past five seasons, Erlana Larkins has evolved from 
a player waived and without a team into one of the league’s 
elite rebounders…she finished 7th in the WNBA in rebounds per 
game in 2016, 4th in 2014 and 8th in 2013...Larkins provided the 
Fever and WNBA with one of the most remarkable storylines in 
2012, signing a training camp contract after two years out of 
the league, and responding with record-breaking rebounding 
numbers in the WNBA Playoffs and WNBA Finals while Indiana 
won its first championship…with the 2012 story as a backdrop, 
Larkins returned for her second season in Indiana in 2013 and 
wound up among league leaders with 7.8 boards per game…she 
set a single-season franchise record with 9.2 rebounds per game 
in 2014, making a bid for a first All-Star appearance that eluded 
her...following the 2015 season, she had offseason surgery on 
her right knee to treat a torn meniscus, and reported to train-
ing camp leaner than in years past...she returned to rebounding 
prominence again in 2016 with 7.4 rebounds per game...the for-
mer North Carolina star and first-round pick by New York was 
waived by the Liberty in 2010 and again by the Phoenix Mercury 
in 2011.

A career 50 percent shooter, she is fifth in WNBA history with 
a career clip of 55.4 percent...she eclipsed milestones for 1,000 
career points and rebounds during the 2016 season.

bounds per game, and also ranked second in the league with a 
career-high and Fever-record 63.9 percent shooting clip (106-of-

Selected No. 9 in the 2016 WNBA Draft, Tiffany Mitchell had 
immediate impact with the Fever, literally, including a game-
high 18 points in her rookie debut against Dallas on May 14...

throws to close her rookie campaign, prior to her naming to the 
WNBA's All-Rookie Team...she complements a backcourt led by 
veterans Briann January, Marissa Coleman and Shenise John-

“The sky’s the limit,” said former Fever coach Lin Dunn about 
2011 top draft pick Jeanette Pohlen (now Pohlen-Mavunga)…all 
Pohlen did as a rookie was lead the WNBA in 3-point shooting 
percentage while appearing in all 34 games…since that time, un-
fortunately, Pohlen has navigated a troublesome path of injury.

As a second-year star in 2012, she shot 42 percent from 
3-point range, hit 5-of-5 3-point attempts in the playoffs and 
helped Indiana to the WNBA title, despite a torn left ACL sus-
tained in Game 2 of the Finals vs. Minnesota…the former AP 
first-team All-American and the Pac-10 Player of the Year saw 
limited time in her third pro season with Indiana, as her rehab 
continued...prior to a 2014 season when she anticipated a clean 
bill of health, she succumbed to a torn left Achilles tendon.

She has signed free-agent contracts with the Fever prior to 
each of the 2015, 2016 and 2017 seasons.

She guided Stanford to the 2011 NCAA Final Four where it 
lost in the national semifinal game to eventual champion Tex-
as A&M on what would become her home floor at Bankers Life 
Fieldhouse…Pohlen and Stanford reached the Final Four in four 
consecutive seasons...a pair of her fans while at Stanford were 
student-athlete buddies Andrew Luck and Coby Fleenor, each of 
whom was drafted by the Indianapolis Colts.

The owner of 96 career double-dou-
bles, Tamika Catchings scored in 455 
out of 457 games played. She scored 
in every game for 7+ seasons before 
going scoreless for the first time in 
2009. During that stretch, she went 
more than a full season, 37 games, 
with 10 or more points in every 
game.

Former USA National Team team-
mates Tamika Catchings and Na-
talie Williams were double-double 
threats almost every game. Three 
times during their tenure together 
from 2003 to 2005, the duo posted 
double-doubles in the same game. 
They helped Indiana reach the 
WNBA Playoffs in 2005.

The 2016 Fever were known for uncanny scoring balance. Through the first 16 years of Indiana Fever basketball, 
the club produced six double-figure scorers in the same game just four times - once in 2000, 2007, 2011 and 2012. 

Then, in 2016, the Fever produced consecutive games (May 18 & May 20) with SEVEN different players scoring 
10+ points in the same game. Two months later on July 10, Indiana was one point shy of producing a third game 
with seven double-digit scorers.

During those three games, nine different players scored 10 or more points (in sequence above, left to right):

Tamika Whitmore’s 41 points for Indiana in a 98-83 playoff loss 
at Detroit, 8/19/06, was a WNBA Playoff record until 2010. 
Whitmore made 15-of-22 shots and added 10 rebounds in 
what was one of the greatest playoff performances in league 
history. Pacing the Fever while Tamika Catchings was lost 
for the second half due to a concussion, Whitmore scored 25 
points in the second half, including 15 in the third quarter.

Shavonte Zellous’ 30 points in Game 3 of the 2012 WNBA Finals 
matched the third-highest scoring output in Indiana playoff 
history. Zellous hit 10-of-17 shots in the game while staking 
the Fever to a stunning 37-point third-quarter advantage (70-
33), which is the largest lead in Finals history. Zellous shot 18-
of-18 from the FT line during the series and closed the 2012 
campaign with 19 straight free throws made.

Erlana Larkins established a new Fever record with 109 re-
bounds during the 2012 playoffs. She matched a league stan-
dard with nine offensive rebounds and grabbed 20 boards 
overall in Game 3 of the East Semis to match Tamika Catch-
ings’ mark which is second in league playoffs history. She twice 
registered 15 rebounds in the Finals, which fell one shy of the 
single-game mark in a championship series.

JUNE 25, 1999	
Sold 1,000th season ticket to Dorothy 
Mengering, the mother of late-night talk 
show host David Letterman.

JULY 22, 1999	
Kelly Krauskopf was hired as the team’s 
first Chief Operating Officer. Krauskopf 
became the highest-ranking female front 
office executive at any of the city’s pro-
fessional sports franchises.

JULY 30, 1999	
Sold 2,000th season ticket to Indianap-
olis 500 race car driver Lyn St. James. 
“When the WNBA was initially launched, 
I was surprised that Indianapolis, with its 
tremendous basketball tradition, was not 
one of the first cities,” St. James said. “I 
am pleased to see that Indianapolis has 
been awarded a franchise, and I am con-
fident that the team will be embraced by 
the loyal basketball fans in Indiana.”

AUGUST 13, 1999	
Sold 3,000th season ticket to Hall of 
Fame baseball star Tony Gwynn, just 
days after he became the 22nd player in 
Major League Baseball history to reach 
the 3,000-hit plateau. “I was glad to hear 
that Indiana was awarded a franchise,” 
said Gwynn, who owned an Indianapolis 
home. “I have seen first-hand how kids 
look up to professional athletes. My wife 
and I look forward to watching these 
players who are not only great athletes, 
but great role models.”

In a preview to the East Finals, Indiana 
won its fourth straight game and secured 
the No. 2 seed in the WNBA Playoffs 
while defeating Connecticut on the road, 
69-63. The win put Indiana eight games 
above .500 for the first time in its history.

AUGUST 30, 2005	
Indiana beat New York, 63-51, in Mad-
ison Square Garden in the first game of 
the 2005 WNBA Playoffs. It represented 
the first road playoff victory in franchise 
history.

SEPTEMBER 1, 2005	
Indiana beat New York 58-50 at Bankers 
Life Fieldhouse to sweep the first-round 
playoff series, 2-0, and advance to the 
Eastern Conference Finals for the first 
time in franchise history. Tamika Catch-
ings and Natalie Williams both had dou-
ble-doubles. Catchings was honored as 
the WNBA’s Defensive Player of the Year 
and named to the WNBA’s All-Defense 
First Team, along with Tully Bevilaqua.

SEPTEMBER 10, 2005	
Indiana lost Game 2 of the East Finals 
at Connecticut, 77-67. Natalie Williams 
capped her pro career with  11 rebounds 
with a season-high 17 points.
 
JULY 12, 2006	
Tamika Catchings was the WNBA’s leading 
vote-getter for the WNBA All-Star Game, 
but was held from participation because 
of injury. Teammate Tamika Whitmore 
attended her first All-Star Game, scoring 
nine points in an East victory.

JULY 29, 2006	
Despite a home loss to Washington, the 
Fever clinched their third playoff berth 
with eight games and two weeks remain-
ing in the regular season.

AUGUST 11, 2006	
Anna DeForge scored 20 points to pace 
the Fever in an 87-68 win at Connecticut, 
matching the club record with its 21st 
victory of the season. At 21-12, it marked 
the first time in franchise history that the 
club moved nine games over .500.

AUGUST 17, 2006	
Tamika Catchings was named WNBA De-
fensive Player of the Year for a second 
straight season. She joined Tully Bev-
ilaqua on the WNBA All-Defense First 
Team.

Three Fever stars were selected to the 2007 WNBA All-Star Game. Tammy Sutton-Brown posed 
with Anna DeForge and Tamika Catchings at an Inspiring Women banquet the night before 
the game. Catchings and DeForge both were starters in the game. Catchings’ 15 points and 11 
rebounds represent the first of two double-doubles in her All-Star history.

After announcing her retirement as a player, Stephanie White was honored on Stephanie White 
Night, June 10, 2005. Presenting the Hoosier legend with a framed jersey were her high school 
coach, Tom Polf; a former college coach and then-Fever coach Lin Dunn; and Fever GM Kelly 
Krauskopf. 

AUGUST 19, 2006	
Tamika Whitmore posted one of the 
most memorable games in WNBA Playoff 
history by scoring a record 41 points in 
a Game 2 loss at Detroit. Whitmore had 
16 points by halftime, added 15 points in 
the third and 10 in the fourth quarter as 
the Fever fell short in a 98-83 decision to 
close the first round of the playoffs. With 
Tamika Catchings injured much of the 
second half, Whitmore was virtually un-
stoppable. She finished 15-of-25 shoot-
ing and was 10-of-10 at the foul line. She 
also added a team-high 10 rebounds.

JULY 15, 2007	
Paced by starters Anna DeForge and 
Tamika Catchings and joined by Tammy 
Sutton-Brown, the Fever were represent-
ed by three players in the WNBA All-Star 
Game – the most in its history. DeForge’s 
jumper with 39 seconds remaining iced 
the East’s win. Catchings finished with 15 
points and 11 rebounds.

JULY 18, 2007	
A 75-74 home defeat of the Chicago Sky 
moved the Fever to 16-4, capping a six-
game win streak and giving Indiana the 
best record in the WNBA. The Fever’s 
crowd of 10,542 was then their best day-
time crowd in history.

AUGUST 23, 2007	
At Connecticut, the Sun beat Indiana 93-
88 in what was the first triple overtime 
game in WNBA Playoffs history. Indiana 
was led by Anna DeForge’s 31 points and 
Tamika Catchings’ 20 rebounds. It was 
Catchings’ first game since July 20.

AUGUST 27, 2007	
In a decisive Game 3 of a first-round 
playoff series with Connecticut, Indiana 
staged the largest comeback in WNBA 
Playoffs history to advance to the East 
Finals. Trailing by 22 in the second quar-
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ter, the Fever rallied and sent the game 
to overtime. Tamika Catchings had 30 
points, 13 rebounds and six assists.

AUGUST 31, 2007	
A home crowd of 9,623 witnessed a 75-
65 playoff win over the Detroit Shock 
that gave the Fever their first-ever lead 
in a conference finals series.

DECEMBER 12, 2007	
Lin Dunn named the fourth head coach 
in Fever history.

FEBRUARY 19, 2008	
Fever GM Kelly Krauskopf announced a 
blockbuster trade with the Connecticut 
Sun that brought Indianapolis native, 
Purdue All-American and 2006 All-Star 
Game MVP Katie Douglas back to her 
hometown.

MAY 27, 2008	
With Katie Douglas scoring 23 points in a 
nationally televised game on ESPN2, the 
Fever handed conference rival Connecti-
cut its largest home defeat in history, 75-
46, at Mohegan Sun Arena. It was Doug-
las’ first game against her former team.

MAY 29, 2008	
Katie Douglas scored 20 points in a 
fourth straight game to begin her Fever 
career, while leading Indiana to an 82-78 
double-overtime win over Los Angeles. 
The teams combined for a league-record 
27 blocked shots.

JUNE 15, 2008	
After nine months of rehabilitation fol-
lowing a torn Achilles’ tendon, Tamika 
Catchings made her 2008 debut during a 
home loss to San Antonio.

JUNE 24, 2008	
Tamika Catchings became the first re-
cipient of the Dawn Staley Leadership 
Award, recognizing the player who best 
exemplifies leadership in the community 
and reflects Staley’s spirit, charitable ef-
forts and love for the game.

JUNE 26, 2008	
In what was the longest game in Fever 
history, Indiana fell 102-96 to the New 
York Liberty in three overtimes at Mad-
ison Square Garden. Ebony Hoffman 
scored a career-high 26 points.

JULY 10, 2008	
In anticipation of an outdoor game at 
New York, the Fever conducted an out-
door practice with sunshine and 90-de-
gree temperatures beating down upon 
the Fever’s hardwood court, re-located 
to a parking lot one block south of Bank-
ers Life Fieldhouse.

JULY 19, 2008	
Indiana beat New York 71-55 in the Liber-
ty Outdoor Classic, in what was the first 
regular season pro basketball game ever 
played outdoors. Under the lights and 
beneath a clear July sky at Arthur Ashe 
Stadium, Katie Douglas scored 20 points 
before 19,393 fans – the largest crowd 
ever to attend a Fever game.

AUGUST 23, 2008	
Two Fever players captured medals in the 
2008 Olympics in Beijing, China. Tamika 
Catchings captured a second Olympic 
gold medal as the United States beat 
Australia, 92-65. Tully Bevilaqua earned 
her first Olympic medal, a silver.

AUGUST 30, 2008	
For the first time in Fever history, three 
players scored 20 points in the same 
game. Tamika Catchings had 23 points. 
Katie Douglas and Tammy Sutton-Brown 
each scored 21. Indiana downed Atlanta, 
87-72.

SEPTEMBER 2, 2008	
Indiana all but secured its fourth straight 
playoff berth by overcoming a halftime 
deficit and downing the Washington 
Mystics, 79-68, at the Verizon Center. 
Tamika Catchings finished with a sea-
son-high 26 points.

SEPTEMBER 14, 2008	
Indiana set a team scoring record during 
a 103-89 win over Phoenix to end the reg-
ular season. Three players finished with 
at least 20 points: Tammy Sutton-Brown 
had 26, followed by 24 from Katie Doug-
las and 20 from Ebony Hoffman.

SEPTEMBER 19, 2008	
Capping a season with averages of 10.4 
points and 7.8 rebounds, Ebony Hoffman 
was named the WNBA’s Most Improved 
Player. She finished fourth in the WNBA 
in rebounding and second in 3-point field 
goal percentage.

SEPTEMBER 21, 2008	
Behind 27 points and 10 rebounds from 
Tamika Catchings, Indiana beat Detroit 
89-82 to gain a 1-1 tie in its Eastern Con-
ference Semifinal series.

JUNE 26, 2009	
Katie Douglas scored a franchise-re-
cord 26 points in one half to almost sin-
gle-handedly bring the Fever back from

was played beneath a clear sky and represents the largest crowd ever to witness a Fever basketball game.

a 17-point deficit at New York. Indiana 
forced overtime on a last-second jumper 
by Tamika Catchings, and won 82-81 for 
its fifth straight win.

JULY 15, 2009	
In front of 10,050 Kids Day fans for what 
was its largest regular season crowd of 
the year, Indiana defeated Chicago for its 
10th consecutive victory, 84-74.

JULY 17, 2009	
Behind 25 points from Katie Douglas, 
Indiana beat Atlanta 84-79 to record its 
11th consecutive win. The longest streak 
in Fever history, it was then the sev-
enth-longest in league history.

JULY 25, 2009	
With Fever coach Lin Dunn and her staff 
patrolling the East sidelines, Tamika 
Catchings and Katie Douglas represented 
Indiana in the 2009 WNBA All-Star Game. 
The West defeated the East, 130-118.

JULY 28, 2009	
Katie Douglas scored a franchise-record 
34 points in an 85-81 win over the Wash-
ington Mystics. Douglas made 15 of 16 
free throws, shot 9 of 19 from the floor 
and added nine rebounds in the perfor-
mance.
 
JULY 30, 2009	
Matching the Fever’s previous scoring 
record with 32 points in a 94-85 win over 
Connecticut, Katie Douglas became the 
first Indiana player ever to record con-
secutive games of 30+ points. She broke 
the franchise scoring mark two nights 
earlier.
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AUGUST 15, 2009	
A 10th anniversary celebration produced 
an all-decade team selected by fans. 
Named to the team were Tully Bevilaqua, 
Tamika Catchings, Anna DeForge, Katie 
Douglas, Ebony Hoffman, Tammy Sut-
ton-Brown, Stephanie White, Tan White, 
Tamika Whitmore and Natalie Williams.

AUGUST 27, 2009	
The Fever got 20 points and eight re-
bounds from Tamika Catchings as the 
Fever downed San Antonio 77-66 to set 
a single-season franchise record with a 
12th consecutive home win.

SEPTEMBER 16, 2009	
On the day the WNBA playoffs began, 
the Fever was saddened by the passing 
of co-owner Melvin Simon. To honor his 
memory, the Fever wore a black memory 
band across the shoulder of its jerseys 
through the remainder of the WNBA 
Playoffs.

SEPTEMBER 19, 2009	
Tamika Catchings had 24 points and 16 
rebounds as the Fever used overtime to 
beat the Washington Mystics, 91-74, and 
advance to the East Finals.

SEPTEMBER 26, 2009	
In front of a capacity crowd courtesy of 
balcony seats purchased by Pacers pres-
ident Larry Bird, the Fever beat Detroit 
72-67 in Game 3 of the conference fi-
nals to claim its first Eastern Conference 
crown.

SEPTEMBER 29, 2009	
In an historic Game 1 of WNBA Finals, 
Indiana fell 120-116 in overtime at Phoe-
nix, in the highest-scoring game in WNBA 
history. Katie Douglas had four 3-point-
ers and 30 points to lead the Fever. Eb-
ony Hoffman had 27 points and eight 
rebounds.

OCTOBER 1, 2009	
Tamika Catchings’ 19 points led five Fever 
players in double-figures as Indiana beat 
Phoenix, 93-84, in Game 2 of the WNBA 
Finals. It was the first Finals victory in Fe-
ver history.

OCTOBER 4, 2009	
The Fever hosted their first WNBA Finals 
game in Indianapolis as Indiana took a 
2-1 series lead in front of another sellout 
crowd at Bankers Life Fieldhouse. Indiana 
won Game 3 of the Finals, 86-85.

OCTOBER 7, 2009	
In front of a third straight sellout crowd 
at Bankers Life Fieldhouse, Indiana lost 
Game 4 of the WNBA Finals, falling 90-77 
to the Mercury.

OCTOBER 9, 2009	
In a deciding fifth game of the WNBA Fi-
nals, Tamika Catchings brought the Fever 
within a basket, 88-86, with 1:00 to play. 
But Phoenix scored eight free throws 
down the stretch to seal the outcome, 
94-86. Tammy Sutton-Brown led Indiana 
with 22 points.

JUNE 6, 2010	
Indiana coasted to the largest victory 
margin in club history, blistering Minne-
sota by 38 points, 89-51 at Target Center. 

JULY 10, 2010	
Scoring 47 out of a possible 60 points, Ka-
tie Douglas captured the 3-point shoot-
ing contest at the WNBA “Stars at the 
Sun” all-star showcase.

JULY 14, 2010	
On Kids Day, Indiana welcomed its largest 
crowd of the season, 10,076, and one of 
three crowds eclipsing the 10,000 mark 
as the Fever showed an attendance in-
crease for the fourth straight year.

JULY 18, 2010	
Tamika Catchings scored nine of her 22 
points in overtime to lift the Fever to an 
84-81 victory at New York. Katie Douglas 
had 21 points and Ebony Hoffman add-
ed 15 to help the Fever move into first 
place in the East. Indiana overcame a ca-
reer-high 40 points by Cappie Pondexter. 

AUGUST 6, 2010	
Tamika Catchings scored 30 points during 
a 95-93 win over Atlanta, pulling Indiana 
ahead of the Dream for first place in the 
East. Catchings hit game-winning free 
throws with 3.5 seconds remaining. She 
became the first player in WNBA histo-
ry to score 4,500 points, grab 2,000 re-
bounds and hand out 1,000 assists. In the 
same game, Katie Douglas hit the 500th 
3-point field goal of her career to become 
the WNBA’s first player with 500 3FGs 
and 500 assists.

AUGUST 8, 2010	
Tamika Catchings scored 24 points and 
grabbed 10 rebounds to lead the Fever 
past Phoenix 104-82, putting Indiana 
atop the Eastern Conference with two 
weeks left in the regular season.

AUGUST 11, 2010	
Indiana won 82-76 at Los Angeles to 
sweep two games with the Sparks for just 
the second time in franchise history.

AUGUST 13, 2010	
Indiana scored a franchise-record 110 
points while beating Phoenix 110-90 and 
clinching a playoff spot for the sixth con-
secutive season.

AUGUST 29, 2010	
After dropping Game 1 of the East Semifi-
nals in New York, Indiana responded with 
a 75-67 win at Bankers Life Fieldhouse.

Tamika Catchings helped the United 
States to a gold medal victory at the FIBA 
World Championships conducted in the 
Czech Republic. Tully Bevilaqua earned a 
bronze medal with Australia.
 
JUNE 13, 2011	
Katie Douglas was named the WNBA’s 
Eastern Conference Player of the Week 
after opening the season with 21.0 
points per game through the Fever’s first 
three games. Her week was highlighted 
by a 27-point effort in a win at New York 
with a team-record six 3-pointers.

Antonio, celebrating the WNBA’s 15th 
season, Tamika Catchings was named 
as one of the league’s Top 15 Players of 
All-Time.
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AUGUST 13, 2011	
Matching her own career scoring high, 
Tamika Catchings scored 32 points in a 
win over the New York Liberty. She made 
a Fever-record 17 free throws and be-
came the sixth player in WNBA history to 
reach the 5,000-point plateau.

Katie Douglas scored 21 points to lead 
four double-figure scorers in an 87-69 
win over the Washington Mystics, as In-
diana clinched the top seed in the WNBA

Erin Phillips’ 14-foot jumper with 1.5 sec-
onds remaining lifted Indiana to a 74-72 
playoff victory over New York at Bankers 
Life Fieldhouse. Katie Douglas finished 
with a game-high 25 points as the Fever 
took a 1-0 lead in the Eastern Conference 
Semifinals.

SEPTEMBER 19, 2011	
Katie Douglas scored 21 points and Ta-
mika Catchings added 17 to help Indiana 
past New York, 72-62, to advance past 
the Liberty, 2-1, into the Eastern Confer-
ence Finals.

SEPTEMBER 22, 2011	
A four-time Defensive Player of the Year 
and a top-five vote-getter in MVP ballot-
ing in 8 of 9 previous seasons, Tamika 
Catchings was named the WNBA’s Most 
Valuable Player for the first time in her 
career. Catchings accepted the award 
from WNBA President Laurel Richie in a 
news conference at Bankers Life Field-
house.

SEPTEMBER 22, 2011	
Tangela Smith knocked down a Fever 
playoff record five 3-pointers while scor-
ing a career high 25 points as Indiana 
beat Atlanta 82-74 in Game 1 of the East-
ern Conference Finals. The win drew the 
Fever within one victory of a second trip 
to the WNBA Finals.

JUNE 21, 2012	
Indiana celebrated the 40th anniversa-
ry of Title IX by welcoming the “Father 
of Title IX,” former U.S. Senator Birch 
Bayh, and celebrity honoree Ann Meyers 
Drysdale, by unleashing a franchise-re-
cord 15 3-pointers in a 95-61 win over 
Connecticut. A WNBA-record eight dif-
ferent players made 3-pointers for the 
Fever.

JULY 7, 2012	
Already the WNBA’s all-time leader in 
free throws, Tamika Catchings used six 
FTs in an 88-86 overtime win over Chica-
go to become the first WNBA player to 
reach 1,500 in a career.

AUGUST 11, 2012	
A tri-captain on the U.S. Olympic Wom-
en’s Basketball Team, Tamika Catchings 
won her third Olympic gold medal as the 
USA defeated France, 86-50. Catchings 
started all eight games in the Olympic 
Tournament, averaging 6.1 points and 
4.9 rebounds per game, and finishing 
second on the team with 13 steals.

AUGUST 23, 2012	
Indiana trimmed a 13-point deficit to one 
before Briann January found Shavonte 
Zellous for a wide-open 3-pointer at the 
buzzer as the Fever won at Seattle, 68-
66, for just the second time in history.

SEPTEMBER 1, 2012	
Indiana won for the seventh time in eight 
games, beating Chicago 81-64 to clinch 
an eighth consecutive playoff berth. 
Briann January paced the Fever with 19 
points and four assists as Indiana com-
pleted a 5-game sweep of the Sky in 
2012.

SEPTEMBER 9, 2012	
Katie Douglas scored a season-high 30 
points during an 89-83 home win over 
Phoenix to become just the 10th WNBA 
player to reach 5,000 career points. 

SEPTEMBER 17, 2012	
Indiana fell for the second time in three 
nights to defending champ Minnesota. 
The 86-79 loss to the Lynx in Minneapolis 
overshadowed a 19-point, 10-rebound 
effort for Tamika Catchings which includ-
ed three 3-pointers. Catchings joined 
teammate Katie Douglas as the only 
players in WNBA history to reach career 
milestones of 500 steals and 500 3-point 
field goals.

SEPTEMBER 19, 2012	
In a 73-67 loss at Connecticut, Katie 
Douglas notched four 3-pointers to move 
past Tamika Catchings’ club mark of 76 in 
a season, established in 2002. Douglas 
finished with 80, matching Becky Ham-
mons for the league lead and joining Ka-
tie Smith and Diana Taurasi as the only 
players to reach 80 in a single year.

SEPTEMBER 28, 2012	
Tamika Catchings received an unprec-
edented fifth WNBA Defensive Player 
of the Year award. Joining her on the 
league’s All-Defense Team was Briann 
January.

SEPTEMBER 30, 2012	
Facing elimination and watching its top 
scorers shoot just 2-of-14 before half-
time, Indiana got 24 points and seven 
assists from Briann January to surprise 
Atlanta on the road, 103-88, in Game 2 
of the East Semifinals. Tamika Catchings 
caught fire for 18 points in the fourth 
quarter to finish with 25 and Erlana Lar-
kins, new to the starting lineup, finished 
with 16 points and seven rebounds.

OCTOBER 2, 2012	
Katie Douglas scored a game-high 24 
points and Erlana Larkins pulled down 20 
rebounds to help Indiana to a 75-64 win 
over Atlanta to reach the Eastern Con-
ference Finals. Larkins' nine offensive re-
bounds tied a WNBA record and her total 
was the second-best in WNBA Playoffs 
history, matching Tamika Catchings with 
an Indiana record.

OCTOBER 8, 2012	
A frantic outlet pass from Tamika Catch-
ings to Briann January resulted in a 
missed layup and buzzer-beating jump 
shot by Shavonte Zellous as Indiana once 
again staved off elimination, beating 
Connecticut 78-76 to force a decisive 
Game 3 in the East Finals. Katie Douglas 
finished with 24 points before a Bankers 
Life Fieldhouse playoff crowd of 9,225.
 
OCTOBER 11, 2012	
The headline in the decisive game of the 
East Finals appeared to be the loss of In-
diana star Katie Douglas, who sustained a 
left ankle injury in the early moments of 
the first quarter. But the eventual story 
was the resilient Fever’s sharpshooting 
in her absence. The Fever made 10-of-16 
3-point field goal attempts and ran past 

Spontaneous eruption by Fever fans and players followed an 
unlikely Catchings-to-January-to-Zellous game-winning scram-
ble sent the 2012 East Finals to a decisive Game 3. Zellous’ 
buzzer-beating jumper broke a 76-76 tie.
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Connecticut on the road, 87-71, to ad-
vance to the WNBA Finals for the second 
time in four seasons.

OCTOBER 14, 2012	
Facing the defending champs on the 
road, Indiana was a resounding under-
dog entering the WNBA Finals opener 
at Minnesota. Forty minutes later and 
on the strength of 20 points from Tami-
ka Catchings and 15 rebounds by Erlana 
Larkins, the Fever beat the Lynx 76-70 to 
take a 1-0 lead in the WNBA Finals.

OCTOBER 19, 2012	
As the WNBA Finals returned to Indiana, 
Pacers Sports & Entertainment and the 
Fever announced a marquee partnership 
with athletic retailer Finish Line. The Fin-
ish Line logo will appear on team jerseys 
beginning in the 2013 season.

OCTOBER 19, 2012	
Before a sellout crowd of 18,165 at Bank-
ers Life Fieldhouse, the Fever produced a 
76-59 rout to take a 2-1 series lead over 
the Lynx. Shavonte Zellous led the Fever 
assault with a career-high 30 points as In-
diana thoroughly blasted Minnesota – at 
one point leading 70-33, the largest lead 
(37) by any team in Finals history.

OCTOBER 21, 2012	
The elusive championship that eluded 
the Fever through its first 12 seasons 
finally arrived in Indianapolis! Behind 
25 points from Tamika Catchings and 13 
rebounds from Erlana Larkins, Indiana 
turned back Minnesota, 87-78, to clinch 
the WNBA Finals series 3-1 and claim the 
first pro basketball title in Indianapolis 
since an ABA title by the Indiana Pacers 
in 1973. It was the first WNBA crown for 
every member of the Fever team and 
coaching staff. Catchings was named the 
Finals MVP.

OCTOBER 23, 2012	
Indianapolis Mayor Greg Ballard declared 
the day as “Fever World Champions Day” 
as fans and Central Indiana residents 
were encouraged to join the Fever’s 
championship celebration. After flocking 
through the streets of downtown India-
napolis, nearly 3,000 fans gathered in the 
Bankers Life Fieldhouse Entry Pavilion to 
honor the WNBA Champions.

OCTOBER 30, 2012	
The Fever’s chief executive since the 
club’s founding in 1999, Kelly Krauskopf 
was promoted to President and General 
Manager.

MAY 25, 2013	
The defending WNBA champion was 
honored as Grand Marshal of the 2013 
IPL 500 Festival Parade, just hours after 
a season-opening victory at San Anto-
nio. Held on the eve of the Indianapo-
lis 500 to celebrate the world’s largest 
single-day sporting event, visitors from 
around the country lined the streets of 
Indianapolis for one of the nation’s pre-
mier parades. The event was televised 
locally on WISH-TV, nationally on NBC 
Sports Network.

MAY 31, 2013	
The defending champions welcomed 
a capacity crowd at to open the 2013 
home schedule and celebrate the 2012 
crown. A WNBA championship banner 
was hung in the rafters while members of 
the team received championship rings. 
To commemorate the evening, every fan 
in attendance received a replica champi-
onship ring courtesy of Kroger.

JUNE 14, 2013	
Hail to the Chief and the Champs! The 
Indiana Fever visited the White House to 
be honored by President Barack Obama 
for its 2012 WNBA championship.

JULY 9, 2013	
Lin Dunn received a one-year contract 
extension through the 2014 season and 
assistant coach Stephanie White was el-
evated to associate head coach in 2014.

JULY 21, 2013	
On her 34th birthday at Washington, 
Tamika Catchings overcame a bloodied 
nose to record her 84th career dou-
ble-double. She scored 23 points with 
10 rebounds, adding six assists and three 
steals. A day later she was named the 
Eastern Conference Player of the Week.

JULY 23, 2013	
With Fever coach Lin Dunn directing 
the East All-Stars at Mohegan Sun Are-
na, Fever guard Shavonte Zellous made 
her first All-Star appearance. The West 
beat the East, 102-98, in the first All-Star 
Game ever led by two female coaches.

SEPTEMBER 2, 2013	
With double-doubles in three of four 
games between Aug. 24 to Sept. 6, Tami-
ka Catchings was named the East’s player 
of the week. 

SEPTEMBER 4, 2013	
Erlana Larkins matched a franchise re-
cord by pulling down 17 rebounds in an 
overtime loss at Atlanta.

SEPTEMBER 7, 2013	
Indiana locked up its ninth consecutive 
playoff berth with a 69-60 win over the 
Connecticut Sun at Bankers Life Field-
house.

SEPTEMBER 20, 2013	
Indiana placed five scorers in double fig-
ures, including 20 points from Shavonte 
Zellous as the Fever dismantled playoff 
favorite Chicago in Game 1 of the East 
Semifinals, 85-72, at Chicago.

The WNBA Champion Indiana Fever posed with fans during a Championship Celebration on 
Oct. 23, 2012. Lin Dunn paid a tribute to the team's fans, many of whom she proclaimed as the 
team’s “founding fans,” referring to longtime season ticket holders. Mayor Greg Ballard pro-
claimed the day as “Fever World Champions Day” in the City of Indianapolis.

The Fever's title in 2012 was celebrated on the court and in postgame embraces with the WNBA 
championship trophy. A nearly unanimous underdog entering the Finals, Indiana stole home-
court advantage in Minneapolis and swept Games 3 and 4 at Bankers Life Fieldhouse with 
Catchings, January, Larkins, Phillips and Zellous sprinting past the highly-favored Lynx.

SEPTEMBER 22, 2013	
With Shavonte Zellous receiving the 
league’s Most Improved Player Award in 
a pregame announcement, Indiana com-
pleted an opening round sweep of the 
Chicago Sky, 79-57 in Game 2 of the East 
Semis. Zellous finished with 10 points 
and Tamika Catchings and Erlana Larkins 
each contributed double-doubles as the 
Fever upset the East’s top seed.

APRIL 21, 2014	
In conjunction with local TV partner 
WISH-TV, the Fever announced a local 
package featuring six televised games on 
MyIndy-TV 23. Combining an existing re-
gional deal with FOX Sports Indiana, na-
tional games on ESPN2 and games aired 
on NBATV, the Fever had an unprece-
dented 20 of 34 regular season games 
scheduled for live television in 2014.

MAY 9-11, 2014	
The Fever took part in the first WNBA 
Preseason Tournament, conducted at 
ESPN Wide World of Sports Complex at 
Walt Disney World near Orlando, Fla.  
The field included Indiana, Chicago, Min-
nesota and Phoenix.

MAY 16, 2014	
Natasha Howard’s rookie debut featured 
16 points, 10 rebounds and six blocked 
shots in a 74-71 loss at Chicago. How-
ard joined Tamika Catchings as the only 
Fever rookies ever to debut with a dou-
ble-double. Her blocked shots tied the 
franchise record and set a new rookie 
standard.

MAY 25, 2014	
Erlana Larkins had a franchise-record 22 
rebounds in an 82-77 OT win at Atlanta. 
Larkins matched a career-high with six 
steals, and had five points and five re-
bounds during the overtime session.

JUNE 3, 2014	
Briann January was named Eastern Con-
ference Player of the Week after pacing 
the Fever to a pair of wins with 20 points 
in each game. 

JUNE 14, 2014	
Fever head coach Lin Dunn was induct-
ed into the Women’s Basketball Hall of 
Fame in Nashville, Tenn.

JUNE 25, 2014	
A 107-102 OT loss to Tulsa marked the 
first time in Indiana regular-season histo-
ry that both teams eclipsed 100 points. 
It was the fourth-highest scoring total in 
team history and featured a career-high 
33 points for Shavonte Zellous. 

JULY 19, 2014	
Fever stars Tamika Catchings and Briann 
January helped the East to a 125-124 
overtime win in the WNBA All-Star Game 
in Phoenix, Ariz. Catchings had 14 points, 
13 rebounds, five steals and a game-win-
ning layin with 6 seconds left in OT. Jan-
uary added nine points and four assists 
as part of her first All-Star appearance 
just miles from her college alma mater 
in Tempe.

JULY 21, 2014	
Tamika Catchings added a 21st Player of 
the Week award after a pair of 25-point 
outings against L.A. and Chicago.

JULY 31, 2014	
At Seattle, Tamika Catchings scored 16 
points to move past Katie Smith as the 
third-leading scorer in WNBA history.

AUGUST 14, 2014	
Behind 16 points from Briann January, 
Indiana clinched a record tying 10th con-
secutive playoff appearance with a 76-63 
win over New York.

AUGUST 16, 2014	
A pregame tribute to longtime head 
coach Lin Dunn highlighted Fan Appre-
ciation Night as Indiana beat Chicago in 
a regular season finale, 71-67. A hall of 
fame banner in Dunn’s name was raised 
to the ceiling at Bankers Life Fieldhouse.

AUGUST 20, 2014	
Tamika Catchings garnered East Player of 
the Month honors for the third time in 
her career.

AUGUST 23, 2014	
Tamika Catchings scored 26 points to 
pace the Fever to an 81-76 overtime win 
over the Washington Mystics, advancing 
to the East Finals for the seventh time.

SEPTEMBER 3, 2014	
Briann January was awarded the league’s 
WNBA Cares Community Assist Award 
for August for her advocacy work sur-
rounding breast health awareness and 
children’s literacy.

SEPTEMBER 23, 2014	
Former Fever player and assistant coach 
Stephanie White was introduced as the 
fifth head coach in club history.

APRIL 25, 2015	
Tamika Catchings was honored with the 
Silver Medal Award while accepting in-
duction into the Indiana Basketball Hall 
of Fame.

JUNE 6, 2015	
Indiana fans established a Guinness 
World Record for the most people to 
light a glowstick simultaneously in a sin-
gle venue. Over 9,000 fans attended the 
Fever’s season opener against Minneso-
ta, with an official count of 3,712 glow-
sticks lit simultaneously prior to tipoff.

JUNE 14, 2015	
As part of a tribute game to Greendale, 
Ind., native Lauren Hill, the Pacers Foun-
dation’s Be YOUnique Fund donated 
$9,600 to The Cure Starts Now Cancer 
Research Foundation. The Chicago Sky 
beat the Fever in a game televised na-
tionally on ESPN2.

JUNE 20, 2015	
The Fever and Pacers Sports & Entertain-
ment renewed a marquee partnership 
with athletic retailer Finish Line. By the 
end of its next term, beginning in 2016, 
the Fever-Finish Line relationship will 
become the longest-tenured jersey part-
nership in WNBA history.

JULY 8, 2015	
Kids Day welcomed a crowd of 12,189 to 
see the Fever beat the Seattle Storm. It 
was the club’s largest crowd since 2003.

JULY 15, 2015	
Tamika Catchings was honored as the 
winner of the inaugural Sports Human-
itarian of the Year Award, presented by 
ESPN and PlayStation. Catchings was 
awarded $75,000 to advance the impact 
of her Catch The Stars Foundation.

JULY 25, 2015	
Tamika Catchings became the first WNBA 
player to appear in 10 WNBA All-Star 
Games and also became the leading 
scorer in WNBA All-Star Game history 
Fever teammate Marissa Coleman made 
her first All-Star appearance with a pair 
of 3-pointers.

AUGUST 7, 2015	
Wearing pink uniforms on Breast Health 
Awareness Night, Indiana set a franchise 
record for free throws, 40, while beating 
Atlanta 106-77. The scoring total was the 
second-highest in franchise history.

After seven years as head coach and 12 years with the organization overall, women’s hoops 
pioneer Lin Dunn was honored Aug. 16, 2014 with a banner in the rafters. Following a career 
spanning parts of five decades, Dunn was inducted into numerous halls of fame, including the 
Women’s Basketball Hall of Fame on June 14, 2014.

Hail to the Chief and the Champs! President Barack Obama welcomed the 2012 WNBA champi-
ons to the White House on Friday, June 14, 2013.

AUGUST 21, 2015	
The Fever used a dominant third quarter 
to race past Seattle, 75-63, and sweep a 
three-game West Coast road trip for the 
first time in its history. Indiana trailed at 
halftime, but outscored the Storm 30-9 
in the third. Shenise Johnson finished 
with a game-high 16 points as the Fever 
set a new franchise mark with its fourth 
straight road win.

AUGUST 23, 2015	
The hottest team in the WNBA, the Fe-
ver won for the 14th time in 17 games, 
downing New York 80-79 at Bankers Life 
Fieldhouse to draw within one game of 
the Liberty in the Eastern Conference. 
One of five scorers in double figures, 
Shenise Johnson hit the game-winning 
bucket with 1:30 left to play.

SEPTEMBER 1, 2015	
An 81-51 triumph over Connecticut 
wrapped up an 11th consecutive play-
off berth to extend the Fever’s WNBA 
record.

SEPTEMBER 21, 2015	
Indiana reached the conference finals 
for a WNBA-record fifth straight season 
by beating Chicago, 100-89, despite 40 
points from league MVP Elena Delle Don-
ne. In a remarkable game in which both 
teams shot 57 percent from the floor, the 
Fever got 27 points and nine rebounds 
from Tamika Catchings, 22 points from 
Shenise Johnson and five 3-pointers from 
Marissa Coleman. In the process, Catch-
ings became the first player in WNBA 
history to eclipse 1,000 career points in 
the playoffs.

SEPTEMBER 29, 2015	
The Fever won Games 2 and 3 of the East 
Finals against New York. Marissa Cole-
man matched her own franchise record 
with five 3-pointers and 15 points, and

On Sept. 18, 2016, the second-largest regular season crowd in Fever history, 17,704, helped the 
Indiana Fever franchise thank, congratulate and pay tribute to Tamika Catchings during the 
final regular season game of her 16-year career.

First-year head coach Stephanie White became the first rookie coach in WNBA history to lead a 
team to the WNBA Finals. Indiana celebrated its third Eastern Conference championship after a 
66-51 win over top-seeded New York, in the 2015 East Finals at Madison Square Garden.

Tamika Catchings added 14 as Indiana 
upset New York, the East’s top seed, 66-
51 at Madison Square Garden. It marked 
the first time in league history that a 
rookie head coach led a team into the 
WNBA Finals.

OCTOBER 4, 2015	
Briann January had 19 points and six as-
sists as the Fever stole home-court ad-
vantage with a 75-69 victory over Minne-
sota in Game 1 of the WNBA Finals.

OCTOBER 11, 2015	
Indiana staved off elimination from the 
playoffs again, turning back Minnesota, 
75-69, in Game 4 of the WNBA Finals. 
After falling in Games 2 and 3, the Fever 
won their fifth straight elimination game 
behind 15 points from Shenise Johnson 
and 14 from Marissa Coleman.

MAY 14, 2016	
In an opening night loss to Dallas, Tiffany 
Mitchell led Indiana with 18 points, the 
most in an Indiana rookie debut since 
Tamika Catchings scored 23 in her 2002 
debut.

JUNE 29, 2016	
"This one's for you, Pat Summtt!" Tamika 
Catchings scored a game-high 26 points 
to pace the Fever past Chicago on the 
road, pointing her finger skyward after 
each bucket in a tribute to her legendary 
college coach who succumbed to cancer 
one day earlier.

JULY 13, 2016	
Kids Day produced an afternoon crowd of 
12,272, the Fever's largest regular season 
audience since 2003.

AUGUST 20, 2016	
Tamika Catchings and her USA team-
mates downed Spain in the gold medal 
game in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. Catchings 
and co-captains Sue Bird and Diana Taur-
asi tied the Olympic basketball record 
with their fourth gold medal.

AUGUST 27, 2016	
Tamika Catchings conducted a postgame 
auction and autograph session before 
a capacity crowd on the TCU Practice 
Court, as part of her season-long Legacy 
Tour. She conducted similar events that 
included her own $2,000 donation to a 
local charity, in each of 12 WNBA cities.

SEPTEMBER 1, 2016	
Shenise Johnson and Marissa Coleman 
combined for 21 of their 40 points in a 
record-tying 40-point first quarter as the 
Fever rolled to a 98-77 home win over 
New York. Indiana tied the WNBA record 
for points in a single quarter, and tied 
franchise marks for 3-pointers in a quar-
ter and a half.

SEPTEMBER 11, 2016	
A win at Washington clinched Indiana's 
12th consecutive playoff appearance. 
The 12-year streak marked the third-lon-
gest active streak in American pro sports.

SEPTEMBER 16, 2016	
With her third rebound in a home loss to 
Minnesota, Tamika Catchings passed Lisa 
Leslie as the WNBA's career rebounding 
leader. In the same game, Briann January 
scored eight points to become the third 
player in club history to surpass 2,000 
career points.

SEPTEMBER 18, 2016	
Rookie Tiffany Mitchell set a franchise 
record for consecutive free throws made, 
hitting 42 in-a-row since June 17 before 
missing her final attempt of the season. 

Similarly, Shenise Johnson made her final 
40 attempts to finish 2016 with the sec-
ond-longest streak in club history.

SEPTEMBER 18, 2016	
Tamika Catchings finished an illustrious 
regular-season career ranked No. 1 in 
WNBA career rebounds, steals and free 
throws. She finished as the league's No. 
2 career scorer and was No. 6 in assists.

SEPTEMBER 18, 2016	
The second-largest regular-season crowd 
in team history - 17,704 - paid tribute 
to Tamika Catchings in her final regular 
season game, an 83-60 win over Dallas. 
Catchings finished the game with 16 
points and was showered with praise, 
gifts and applause in an emotional post-
game ceremony at Bankers Life Field-
house.

SEPTEMBER 21, 2016	
Indiana fell to Phoenix, 89-78, to absorb 
an early playoff exit in what was Tamika 
Catchings' final game. Fittingly, she fin-
ished with a playoff double-double of 13 
points and 10 rebounds.

The top eight teams with the highest winning percentage (regardless of conference) will qualify for the 2016 WNBA Playoffs. 
	 • The first and second place teams will be seeded in the semi-finals and the third and fourth place teams will be seeded in the 
second round. 
	 • In the first round, the fifth seed will host the eighth seed, and the sixth seed will host the seventh seed in a one-game elimina-
tion. The winners from round one will be re-seeded to guarantee the third seed will host the lowest seed, and the fourth seed will 
host the higher seed, each in a one-game elimination second round. 
	 • The winners from the second round will be re-seeded to guarantee the first seed will host the lowest seed, and the second 
seed will host the higher seed, each in a best-of-five game series (2-2-1) with the top seeds hosting games 1, 2 and 5; and the lower 
seeds hosting games 3 and 4. 
	 • The winners from the semifinals will meet in a best-of-five game finals series with the top seed hosting games 1, 2 and 5; and 
the lower seed hosting games 3 and 4.

Tiebreaker Procedure	
The following tiebreak procedure shall be used to break ties for playoff eligibility, home court advantage and draft order. In deter-
mining draft order, non-playoff teams will always select before playoff teams.

a. Two-Way Tie Between Teams. In order to break a tie, the following criteria will be utilized in the order set forth:
	 (1) Better record in head-to-head games.
	 (2) Better winning percentage against all teams with .500 or better record at the end of the season.
	 (3) Better point differential in games - net result of total points scored less total points allowed, head-to-head.
	 (4) Better point differential - net result of total points scored less total points allowed, against all opponents.
	 (5) Coin toss.

b. More Than Two Teams Tied. As many teams as possible will be eliminated at each step. As soon as one or more teams are elim-
inated at any step, the process must begin again from step (1).

SCHEDULING

WNBA First Round
The No. 5 seed hosts the No. 8 seed, and the No. 6 seed hosts the No. 7 seed, in single-elimination first round games. Winners 
advance to the second round and are re-seeded.

WNBA Second Round
No. 3 and 4 seeds receive a bye to the second round. The No. 3 seed hosts the lowest remaining seed, and the No. 4 seed hosts 
the highest remaining seed, in single-elimination second round games. Winners advance to the WNBA Semifinals are re-seeded.

WNBA Semifinals
No. 1 and 2 seeds receive byes to the WNBA Semifinals. The top two seeds have home-court advantage in a five-game series to 
reach the WNBA Finals. The No. 1 seed hosts the lowest remaining seed, and the No. 2 seed hosts the highest remaining seed. Series 
are played in a 2-2-1 format with the higher seeds hosting the first two games and the final game, if necessary.

WNBA Finals
The highest seeded team will have home court advantage in the WNBA Finals. The championship series will be played in a 2-2-1 
format with the higher seed hosting the first two games and the final game, if necessary.
