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The new training center will have two basketball courts, with the Timberwolves and Lynx each having a primary court. It will include additional offices for coaches, scouts and staff, as 
well as expanded training and workout areas. The space will be accessible to the community with the practice courts being available for youth basketball programs and games.

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On March 23, 1995, Glen Taylor closed the deal that made him majority owner of the Minnesota 
Timberwolves. He added the title of NBA owner to a list that already included international businessman, 
state senator, entrepreneur, philanthropist and executive of the year. In October 2002, Taylor became 
the majority owner of the WNBA’s Minnesota Lynx after a change in the league’s ownership structure. 
Taylor had served as the operating owner of the Lynx for the previous four seasons of the team’s 
exsistence, beginning with the 1999 inagural campaign.

Before he even completed his first full season as Timberwolves owner, Taylor set in motion his plan 
for making a mark on the Minnesota sports scene. Prior to the completion of the sale of the team from 
Marv Wolfenson and Harvey Ratner, Taylor installed RobMoor, Roger Griffith and Chris Wright to run the 
business functions of the franchise. In 1999, Taylor brought women’s professional basketball back to 
the Twin Cities by operating the Lynx and added the duties of Lynx Chief Operating Officer to Griffith’s 
responsibilities. In the winter of 2008, Taylor shifted the balance of power within the Lynx by naming 
Griffith the company’s Executive Vice President and appointing longtime Timberwolves and Lynx Vice 
President of New Business Development Conrad Smith as the new Chief Operating Officer of the Lynx. 
During the 2009 off-season, Taylor appointed longtime successful WNBA assistant coach Cheryl Reeve 
as the franchise’s seventh head coach.

Glen Taylor is chairman of the multinational Taylor Corporation, based in Mankato, MN. He earned a 
Bachelor of Science degree from Minnesota State University, Mankato. During this period, he worked 
part time at Carlson Wedding Service, a print shop specializing in formal invitations. After graduation 
he continued to work at the company, developing strategies to cut delivery time, improve service and 
expand offerings. Taylor purchased the company in 1975, assembled a passionate leadership team 
and dramatically expanded the firmís capabilities, growing it into one of the largest privately held 
companies in the United States. Today Taylor Corporation, based in North Mankato, includes more 
than 80 subsidiaries providing business and personal communications products, technologies and 
marketing services. Other enterprises owned by Glen are in securities, agricultural, and medical fields.
He continued his education at the Harvard Graduate School of Business. In 1997, Mankato State 
University awarded Taylor their first honorary doctorate. Taylor received the degree of Honorary Doctor 
of Laws for his distinguished professional career and volunteer service. In October 2001, Taylor was 
inducted into the Minnesota State University, Mankato Hall of Distinction.

Taylor’s business savvy has been recognized by Corporate Report magazine, which honored him as 
its Executive of the Year (1987), and the Sales and Marketing Executives of Minneapolis/St. Paul, 
who awarded him with their Sales Executive of the Year Award (1999). He was also inducted into the 
Minnesota Hall of Fame (2002) by Twin Cities Monthly Magazine.

Taylor was elected to the Minnesota Senate in 1980, where he served until 1990. He became assistant 
Senate minority leader in 1982. From 1984 to 1986, he served as Senate minority leader. While in the 
Senate, Taylor was instrumental in providing leadership in the areas of higher education, child care and 
economic development policies.

Taylor and his family have provided financial assistance and participated in missions to Africa, Turkey, 
Egypt and Central America to support the Starkey Hearing Foundation and Common Hope.
Nationally, Taylor has provided expert testimony on business and child care issues to the U.S. Senate 
and House of Representatives and served as a committee chair on the 1991 Commission on Reform 
and Efficiency (CORE).

Taylor and his wife, Becky, live in Mankato. Their children and grandchildren enjoy attending many of 
the Timberwolves and Lynx games.

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Cheryl Reeve completed her fourth season as Lynx head coach in 2013, leading the Lynx to a WNBA-best 
26-8 record en route to winning its third consecutive Western Conference Championships. Since taking 
over as Lynx head coach, Reeve owns a career 93-43 record, the most coaching wins in franchise history. 
She was initially named head coach on Dec. 8, 2009, taking over for former head coach Jennifer Gillom. 
On Dec. 6, 2012, Reeve signed a multi-year contract extension with the club.

Under Reeve’s tutelage, the Lynx won a league-best 80 since the start of the 2011 season, becoming just 
the third team in history to string together three 25+ win seasons together. Reeve led the Lynx to three 
consecutive WNBA Finals appearances in 2011, 2012 and 2013, including winning the first championship 
in franchise history in 2011, followed by the franchises second championship in 2013. Minnesota’s 80 
regular season wins over the past three seasons match Houston (1998-2000) for the second highest 
three-year aggregate win total in WNBA history (81 - Los Angeles, 2000-02). Since taking over in 2010, 
Reeve’s .684 winning percentage ranks first in WNBA history, one of just three coaches to win at least 60% 
of their games in league history (Cooper, .663; Chancellor .655).
	
Reeve guided the Lynx to the first championship in franchise history in 2011, being named the WNBA 
Coach of the Year after leading Minnesota to a league-best 27-7 regular season record. The Lynx made 
a 14-game improvement from 2010, marking the second-largest single-season win increase in WNBA 
history. Reeve led the Lynx to their second franchise championship in 2013 after leading Minnesota to a 
league-best 26-8 regular season record. 

Reeve’s coaching resume includes 21 years as both an assistant and a head coach at the collegiate 
and WNBA levels. In 2009, Reeve served as an assistant coach with the WNBA’s Detroit Shock, and was 
promoted to the team’s general manager position just three games into the season. Hired by three-time 
WNBA champion head coach Bill Laimbeer, Reeve joined the Shock coaching staff in 2006 and helped the 
franchise reach the WNBA Finals in each of her first three years, winning WNBA titles in 2006 and 2008. 
During her four years with Detroit, the team held an 87-49 win/loss record and won at least 18 games 
each season, including 24 in 2007. Reeve also served as the Shock’s director of player personnel in 2008.

Reeve got her start in the WNBA with the Charlotte Sting in 2001 when she joined Anne Donovan’s staff 
as an assistant coach. After posting an 8-24 record in 2000, Charlotte turned things around in Reeve’s 
first year, going 18-14 en route to advancing to the WNBA Finals. Reeve spent the 2002 season again in 

Charlotte before joining Dan Hughes’ coaching staff in Cleveland for the 2003 season. Reeve returned to 
the Sting in 2004 and 2005 before joining Detroit in 2006. In Reeve’s nine years as an assistant in the 
WNBA, she compiled a .543 winning percentage (163-137 W/L), including seven postseason appearances 
and advancing to the WNBA Finals four times.

Before joining the WNBA coaching ranks, Reeve spent 12 years coaching collegiately, including a five-year 
stint as head coach at Indiana State from 1995-2000. Reeve guided the Sycamores to the program’s first 
postseason berth in 20 years following the 1998-99 campaign.

Reeve also spent five years as an assistant coach at George Washington. During that time, the Colonials 
posted five 20-win seasons, captured three Atlantic 10 Conference Championships and appeared in four 
NCAA Tournaments. Reeve got her start in coaching at her alma matter, La Salle, as an assistant coach 
for two seasons.

As a player at La Salle, Reeve led the nationally-ranked Explorers to a 25-5 record in 1987-1988. She was 
named All-Metro Atlantic Conference and was an All-Big 5 selection as a senior. Reeve holds the school 
record for most games started (110) and ranks fourth on La Salle’s career assist leader board (420).

Reeve excelled athletically and academically at La Salle, graduating with a degree in computer science/
management information systems. A Rhodes Scholar nominee, Reeve received both a MAAC Scholar-
Athlete Post Graduate Award and a NCAA Post-Graduate Scholarship in 1988. She went on to earn her 
master’s degree in business administration from her alma mater while also serving two years as an 
assistant coach for the Explorers.

Fax requests will also be 
accepted at (612) 673-8407. Credentials are good for admittance to Target Center, the arena floor, the locker rooms, the media work room and the media dining room. Those requesting single-game credentials will be seated on a 
first-come, first-served basis. Those holding Lynx or WNBA season credentials may enter the building through the Target Center Media Entrance located at the corner of Sixth St. and Second Ave. Single-game credentials may also be 
picked up at the Media Entrance. ALL MEDIA WILL BE REQUIRED TO PRESENT A PHOTO IDENTIFICATION PRIOR TO RECEIVING THEIR CREDENTIALS. ALL BAGS ARE SUBJECT TO INSPECTION PRIOR TO RECEIVING A CREDENTIAL. Media 
members holding season passes should notify the public relations department if planning to cover a game in order to reserve seating.

SERVICES
Complete statistics, along with pregame media notes, lineup information regarding injuries and other pertinent facts, will be furnished by the Lynx public relations department. Play-by-play sheets, halftime and final box scores and 
postgame coach/player quotes will be delivered to working media areas. There are sufficient electrical outlets available, and telephones are located at various points along press row and in the media work room. Preference for 
telephone use will be given to writers and broadcasters filing stories on deadline. The Lynx also provide one fax machine, which is available for complimentary use by working media.
   
PHOTOGRAPHERS
Only those photographers on assignment will be allowed space on the floor, and their media credentials must be worn prominently at all times. Credentials are good for admittance to Target Center, the arena floor, media work room 
and media dining room. Photographers are only allowed within the designated photographers area at each end of the court, unless permission is granted through the Lynx public relations department to shoot in other areas of the 
arena. Spaces will be reserved for local dailies and wire service photographers. Other spaces are available on a first-come, first-served basis. Positions may be switched or rotated upon agreement of all parties involved. Professional 
courtesy should apply in all cases.

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2013 Season Summary

JUNE (7-2)
The Lynx kicked of the season on June 1 with a 16-point victory (90-74) over Connecticut, improving Minnesota’s 
home opener record to 7-2 at Target Center. Maya Moore scored a game-high 26 points on 37-of-74 shooting 
and Minnesota shot 50.0% (37-of-74) and  held the Sun to a mere 35.9% from the floor. The Lynx improved to 
2-0 with 99-79 win over the Mercury. Lindsay Whalen dealt 10 of the Lynx’ club-record-tying 30 assists on the 
night. The team went on the road where Washington handed the Lynx their first loss of the season, 85-80, at 
the Verzion Center on June 8. Lynx forward Rebekkah Brunson was named Western Conference Player of the 
Week for games played June 3-9. Minnesota came back to Target Center to beat the San Antonio Silver Stars, 
87-72 and extended its franchise-record Target Center winning streak to 11 games. The Lynx started a three-
game roadtrip with an 83-74 win over Tulsa and shot a season-high 53.3%. Brunson posted 19 points and 13 
rebounds for her second double-double of the season. Maya Moore collected 26 points and a career-high 16 
rebounds, the first 25+ point/ 15+ rebound effort in franchise history in the Lynx’ fourth-quarter comeback 
win against Phoenix, 80-69. The Lynx conlcued their three-game roads stretch with an 87-59 setback in Los 
Angeles Sparks. Minnesota returned to Target Center for an 88-79 victory over Tulsa, beating the Shock for the 
13th consecutive time. The Lynx finished the month of June with an 88-64 victory over Los Angeles for the sixth 
consecutive time at Target Center. The final 24-point margin represented the Lynx’ largest victory of the season 
and their biggest vs. Los Angeles since an 83-58 home triumph on June, 16, 2007. The Lynx piled up a 31-11 
advantage in bench scoring, led by a season-high 14 points from Devereaux Peters and 13 from Monica Wright.  

JULY (7-1)
Opening the month with their second consectuive game against the Los Angeles, the Sparks handed the Lynx 
their biggest loss since 2013 with a 96-66 loss at Staples Center. The game capped a 12-day stretch that saw 
Minnesota and Los Angeles square off three times. The Lynx returned to Target Center and defeated Phoenix for 
the third time of the season. Minnesota’s 32-point spread (91-59) matched the second-largest winning margin 
in club history. The Lynx extended their club-record home winning streak to 15 games with a 94-72 win over 
Atlanta, snapping the Dream’s six-game winning streak. Monica Wright made her first start of 2013 and scored 
a season-high 22 points. The Lynx finished the night at 51.5% from the floor for their 50%+ effort of the season. 
Minnesota headed to Indiana for the beginning for a four-game road stretch. Indiana’s Tamika Catchings drained 
two free throws to bring the Fever within two points (57-55). Lindsay Whalen responded with two baskets and 
Wright hit a jumper to gain and eight-point lead. The Lynx went on to notch their sixth straight regular-season 
win in Indianapolis.  Whalen posted season highs with 25 points and 11 assists, and Maya Moore added 22 
points as the Lynx held off Tulsa 86-75 on July 13 at the BOK Center. Whalen became just the seventh player 
in WNBA history to post two 25+ point/10+ assist performance in a career. Minnesota headed to San Antonio 
where it excited its winning streak to five games with an 87-71 victory over the Silver Stars. The Lynx headed 
into the All-Star break with back-to-back victories over the Phoenix Mercury. Moore tallied seven points in 
the final minute to lift the Lynx past Phoenix, 82-77on July 21 at US Airways Center. Minnesota hosted their 
annual Camp Day on July 24 and drew a franchise-record crowd of 16,404 for the 81-69 win over the Mercury.  
Seimone Augustus finished with 16 points and Wright had 14 for Minnesota, which completed a sweep of its 
five-game season series with the Mercury.

AUGUST (8-4)
Coming off of the All-Star break, Minnesota got off to a hot start in August, posting a 22-point win over the 
San Antonio Silver Stars, improving to a WNBA-best 15-3 for the season, including 9-0 at Target Center.  Two 
days later, the Lynx continured their hot play, defeating Seattle 90-72 for the sixth consecutive time at Target 
Center and six of seven overall. The Lynx posted their first road victory of the month with a 93-80 decision 
over San Antonio, defeating the Silver Stars for the third time in 19 days to complete a sweep of the four-game 
season series. Minnesota shot a season-high 57% from the floor and Maya Moore contributed 26 points. The 
Washington Mystics came to town and ended Minnesota’s 10-game winning streak and also the Lynx’ first 
defeat at Target Center since July 7, 2011, halting a franchise-record 18-game regular-season home streak. 
The Lynx went on to drop their second consecutive loss on Aug. 11 at Chicago.  Sky rookie Elena Delle Donne 
scored a season-high 32 points, including the game-tying 3-pointer with 4.5 second sending the game into 
overtime. The Sky scored six unanswered points to being overtime and hand Minnesota it second straight 
defeat. Minnesota returned home and lost it’s third in a row, falling 82-77 to the Tulsa Shock. The three-game 
losing streak equaled the longest losing streak since dropping five consecutive games from July 17-29, 2010. 
Maya Moore scored a season-high 28 points, including knocking down six 3-pointers and the Lynx snapped 
their three-game losing streak by rolling past New York, 88-57, on Aug. 18 at Target Center. Two days later the 
Lynx hit the road for a two game road trip. The Lynx dropped their first game 88-75 in Atlanta but bounced back 
with a 91-77 win at Connecticut. Rebekkah Brunson scored a season-high 24 points and 11 rebounds and the 
Lynx shot a blistering 68% in the first half. Brunson also scored her 3,000 career point midway through the 
fourth quarter and finished with a career-high five assists. Minnesota retunred to Target Center Aug. 24 to face 
the 2012 WNBA Champions the Indiana Fever. Moore poured in a career-high 35 points and the Lynx shot a 
season-best 58% from the field to hold of Indiana 84-77. The Lynx ran its winning streak to three with a 73-47 
win over New York, sweeping the two-game season series. Minnesota held New York to 25% from the floor, the 
best defensive effort in franchise history. The Lynx closed out the month with their fourth straight win, defeating 
Seattle 97-74 Target Center and racking up the second-highest point total of the season. Maya Moore led all 
scorers with 30 points for her second consectuive 30+ effort of the season.

SEPTEMBER (4-1)
Minnesota headed into the month with a one-game lead over the Los Angeles Sparks for the top spot in the West 
and hosted the Sparks in Minneapolis on Sept. 4. The Lynx extended their winning streak to five games and 
increasted its lead to 2.5 games over Los Angeles atop the Western Conference with their 83-74 victory.  Lindsay 
Whalen dealt a career-high and clube-record-tying 14 assists. Minnesota traveled to Seattle for a two-game stay 
and went 2-0 on the trip. The Lynx defeated Storm 75-60 on Sept. 7 and Minnesota went on to clinch the first 
overall seed in the Western Conference and homecourt advantage throughout the Western Conference playoffs 
for the third consecutive season with its 73-60 win over Seattle on Sept. 10. The Lynx ended their three-game 
West Coast road trip with an 85-84 loss at Los Angeles. Minnesota rallied with a in the fourth quarter with a 
15-2 run but the Lynx fell short, ending a seven-game winning streak.  The Lynx returned home and finished out 
the regular season by beating Chicago 79-66 on Sept. 14 to secure homecourt advantage throughout the 2013 
WNBA Playoffs. Minnesota finished the season with a 26-8 record, which is the third straight season the Lynx 
have had the league’s best regular season.

GAME ONE at Target Center - Sunday, Oct. 6 
Minnesota 84, Atlanta 59
Maya  Moore scored 23 points and Monica Wright added 20 off the bench as the Lynx opened the WNBA Finals with an 84-59 victory over Atlanta on Sunday night at Target Center. Minnesota never trailed, with  Moore sinking 
a pair of 3-pointers to help build a 24-16 lead after one quarter. The Dream closed to within 29-23 on Aneika Henry’s layup with 6:06 left in the second period, but the Lynx responded by scoring the game’s next 15 points. Alex 
Bentley finally ended Atlanta’s five-minute drought with a jumper in the closing moments, narrowing the halftime deficit to 44-25. Nine third-quarter points from Angel McCoughtry kept the Dream within reach before Minnesota 
finished the period with eight unanswered points -- highlighted by Wright’s three-point play and a last-second trey from Seimone Augustus -- to stretch the margin to 68-43. The Lynx took their biggest lead of the night when 
Wright made it 78-47 with 5:14 remaining, and went on to register the third-largest winning margin in WNBA Finals history. Augustus contributed 19 points for Minnesota, while McCoughtry led the Dream with 17 points and 
Henry finished with 14 points and 14 rebounds.

GAME TWO at Target Center - Tuesday, Oct. 8
Minnesota 88, Atlanta 63
Seimone  Augustus’ 20 points led five double-figure scorers and the Lynx set a WNBA Finals record by shooting 57 percent from the floor en route to an 88-63 victory over Atlanta on Tuesday night at Target Center. The Dream 
scored the game’s first four points before Augustus sparked an 8-0 burst that put Minnesota in front to stay. The lead grew to 27-16 by quarter’s end behind nine points from Lindsay Whalen, and Augustus made it 35-20 
midway through the second period. Angel McCoughtry and Aneika Henry tallied seven in a row to get Atlanta within eight, but Janel McCarville beat the buzzer to rebuild the Lynx’ advantage to 51-36 at halftime. Tiffany Hayes 
narrowed the gap to 10 with 4:13 left in the third before Minnesota countered with eight answered points and took a 68-52 lead into the fourth quarter. After baskets by Érika de Souza and McCoughtry pulled Atlanta to within 12 
at the 7:10 mark, the Lynx put the game away with a 13-1 barrage. Whalen and Maya Moore had 14 points each for Minnesota while Rebekkah Brunson contributed 12 points and 10 rebounds. McCoughtry led the Dream with 
15 points and Jasmine Thomas chipped in 11.

GAME THREE at Gwinnett Center - Thursday, Oct. 10
Minnesota 86, Atlanta 77
Maya  Moore scored 23 points and Rebekkah Brunson added 15 points and 12 rebounds as the Lynx completed a sweep of Atlanta, 86-77, on Oct. 10 at Gwinnett Arena to claim their second WNBA championship in three years. 
Minnesota never trailed, tallying the game’s first six points and leading 25-17 after one quarter. However, the Dream narrowed the deficit to 34-32 on Angel McCoughtry’s trey and remained within 40-37 at halftime following a 
three-point play by Alex Bentley in the closing seconds. Monica Wright capped a 9-0 blitz midway through the third period that gave the Lynx their biggest lead of the night at 60-44, but Atlanta whittled that to 10 by quarter’s 
end and pulled to within 70-63 on a Bentley jumper with 7:07 remaining. Minnesota countered with a pair of Seimone Augustus jumpers and two layups from Wright to reestablish a 12-point cushion, and Moore’s jumper at 
the 1:38 mark put the game out of reach at 84-73. Lindsay Whalen finished with 15 points and five assists for Minnesota. Tiffany Hayes led the Dream with 20 points, while Bentley netted 18 points and six assists, and Érika de 
Souza registered 12 points and 10 rebounds.

Lindsay Whalen and Maya Moore scored 20 points apiece and Seimone Augustus added 18 as the Lynx opened the Western Conference Finals with an 85-62 victory over Phoenix on Thursday night at Target Center. Minnesota 
misfired  on five of its first six shots before Whalen sparked a 9-for-11 spree that put them in front 24-16 after one quarter.

GAME ONE at Target Center - Sunday, Oct. 14 
Indiana 76, Minnesota 70
Tamika Catchings scored 20 points and Erlana Larkins added 16 points and 15 rebounds as Indiana opened the 2012 WNBA Finals with a 76-70 victory over the Lynx on Sunday night at Target Center. Catchings’ 3-pointer 
capped a 14-7 start for the Fever, who went on to lead 25-20 after one quarter and took their biggest lead when Larkins made it 32-22 early in the second. Seimone Augustus helped rally Minnesota to within three by halftime 
and tallied seven points during an 11-2 burst that put the Lynx in front 54-50 with 4:25 to play in the third period. Trailing by two following a Lindsay Whalen basket early in the fourth, Jessica Davenport’s three-point play 
ignited the game-deciding 14-2 surge that left the Fever on top by 10 with just over three minutes left. Minnesota misfired on 12 consecutive shots during the drought, finally ending when Maya Moore’s 3-pointer narrowed the 
deficit to 72-67 with 1:20 to play. However, Catchings sealed the victory with four free throws as the Lynx suffered their first postseason home loss since 2004. Augustus finished with 23 points for Minnesota while Moore and 
Rebekkah Brunson both chipped in double-doubles.

GAME TWO at Target Center - Wednesday, Oct. 17
Minnesota 83, Indiana 71
Seimone Augustus and Maya Moore combined to score 41 of their 50 points in the second half and the Lynx overcame an early 12-point deficit to turn back Indiana, 83-71, on Wednesday night at Target Center. The Fever held 
Minnesota scoreless for five minutes to build a seven-point lead after one quarter, and the margin swelled to 23-11 on Jeanette Pohlen’s 3-pointer early in the second. Monica Wright sparked an 8-0 rally that helped the Lynx 
pull within two by halftime, but Indiana hiked its lead to 44-38 with a Briann January trey at the 6:37 mark of the third. Augustus scored Minnesota’s next eight points and Moore’s three-point play with 1:04 left put the Lynx on 
top to stay, and Augustus punctuated a 15-point quarter with a long-range strike in the closing seconds to make it 60-55. Lindsay Whalen and Augustus fueled an 11-0 fourth-quarter burst that pushed Minnesota’s lead to 14, 
and Moore’s 3-pointer with 1:33 remaining gave the Lynx their largest advantage of the night at 81-66. Augustus tallied 27 points and Moore added 23 for Minnesota, while Tamika Catchings topped the Fever with 27 points and 
eight rebounds, and Shavonte Zellous chipped in 16 points.

GAME THREE at Bankers Life Fieldhouse - Friday, Oct. 19
Indiana 76, Minnesota 59
Shavonte Zellous poured in 30 points and Erlana Larkins grabbed 15 rebounds as Indiana moved within one win of its first WNBA championship by steamrolling the Lynx, 76-59, on Friday night at Bankers Life Fieldhouse. 
Lindsay Whalen’s 3-pointer put Minnesota on top 12-8, but the Fever scored the game’s next 11 points and went on to lead 21-16 after one quarter. Indiana ripped off another string of 12 unanswered points midway through 
the second and went ahead 43-22 on a Zellous trey at the 1:46 mark. Maya Moore beat the halftime buzzer to get the Lynx within 18, but after Taj McWilliams-Franklin’s layup opened the third-quarter scoring, the Fever held 
Minnesota without a basket for the next nine minutes. A long-range strike by Erin Phillips with 4:39 remaining capped a 16-0 blitz that doubled Indiana’s lead to 61-29, and the margin crested at 37 when Karima Christmas 
made it 70-33 with 1:58 to play.

GAME ONE at Target Center - Friday, Sept. 28
Minnesota 78, Seattle 70

Seimone Augustus scored 21 points and Rebekkah Brunson added 10 of her 16 points in the fourth quarter as the Lynx held on for a series-clinching 73-72 win over Seattle on Tuesday night at Target Center. After spotting the 
Storm an 8-2 lead, Minnesota erupted for a 20-4 burst fueled by 10 points from Maya Moore.

GAME ONE at Target Center - Sunday, Oct. 2

Seimone Augustus scored 15 of her 36 points in the fourth quarter to help the Lynx overcome a 10-point deficit and slip past Atlanta, 101-95, on Wednesday night at Target Center. Lindsey Harding capped a 13-2 uprising to 
give the Dream a 32-22 lead early in the second, but Minnesota pulled even when Augustus’ three-point play made it 36-36 at the 6:12 mark. Angel McCoughtry’s 3-pointer as time expired topped off a 24-point half and rebuilt 
Atlanta’s lead to 58-50.

Seimone Augustus tallied 16 points, Maya Moore added 15 and the Lynx held Atlanta to 35 percent shooting to complete the sweep and claim their first WNBA championship with a 73-67 victory on Oct. 7 at Philips Arena. Érika 
de Souza collected eight points and seven rebounds to stake the Dream to a 20-17 lead after one period, but Moore and Candice Wiggins hit back-to-back 3-pointers to spark a 10-0 Minnesota rally early in the second. However, 
Atlanta forced nine Lynx turnovers in the quarter and reclaimed a 37-33 lead by halftime.

GAME ONE at Target Center - Thursday, Sept. 22
Minnesota 95, Phoenix 67
Seimone Augustus collected 21 points and seven assists as the Lynx opened the Western Conference Finals with a 95-67 victory over Phoenix on Thursday night at Target Center. Augustus’ jumper capped a 15-3 start for 
Minnesota, and the lead grew to 28-11 after one quarter behind 13 points from Maya Moore.

GAME ONE at Target Center - Friday, Sept. 16
Minnesota 66, San Antonio 65
Lindsay Whalen tallied 20 points, five rebounds and five assists, and came up with the game-saving steal as the Lynx held off San Antonio for a 66-65 series-opening victory on Friday night at Target Center. The Silver Stars 
broke on top 14-6 following Danielle Robinson’s jumper with 3:32 left in the first quarter. Minnesota took its first lead of the contest when a Seimone Augustus 3-pointer made it 26-25 midway through the second, but Jia 
Perkins keyed a 7-0 burst that pushed San Antonio in front 35-32 at halftime.

Minnesota spotted the Silver Stars a 12-4 start be-
fore Taj McWilliams-Franklin and Rebekkah Brunson fueled a 10-0 response. Tully Bevilaqua’s 3-pointer opened the second quarter to put San Antonio on top 22-18, but a long-range strike from Maya Moore reclaimed the lead 
as Minnesota held the Silver Stars scoreless for over four minutes and Augustus’ steal and layup capped the barrage to make it 35-22.

GAME ONE at Target Center - Saturday, Sept. 25
Seattle 70, Minnesota 58
Lauren Jackson and Sheri Sam combined to score 23 of their 25 points in the second half as Seattle handed the Lynx a 70-58 defeat in Game 1 of their WNBA Playoff series on Sept. 25 at Target Center. The Storm held Minneso-
ta without a basket for the opening five minutes to grab an eight-point lead. Trailing 15-7 midway through the first half, the Lynx rattled off 13 unanswered points over a four-minute stretch. Amanda Lassiter fueled the outburst 
with three 3-pointers, but after Tamika Williams’ layup made it 22-16, Seattle responded with a 12-0 run of its own.

A Janell Burse 
layup capped the uprising, which left Seattle ahead 59-49 with 2:51 to play. Abrosimova finally ended the scoring lull, but the Lynx did not threaten down the stretch in suffering their second straight first-round playoff ouster.

GAME ONE at Target Center - Thursday, Aug. 28 
Minnesota 74, Los Angeles 72
Tamika Williams’ steal and layup with 7.4 seconds remaining capped a monumental comeback as the Lynx handed Los Angeles a 74-72 setback in Game 1 of the best-of-three WNBA Playoff series on Aug. 28 at Target Center. 
The Sparks stormed out to a 17-6 lead less than five minutes into the contest, hitting eight of their first nine shots. Lisa Leslie poured in 17 points in the first half, which ended with Los Angeles on top 49-32 after Tamecka 
Dixon’s three-pointer in the closing seconds. A jumper by Dixon gave the Sparks a 21-point advantage early in the second half, but Katie Smith ignited a 9-0 burst that sliced Minnesota’s deficit to 53-41. Trailing by 10 with 
under nine minutes remaining, the Lynx outscored Los Angeles 13-2 to take their first lead of the night at 62-61 on a Williams layup. Leslie answered with a three-point play to reclaim the lead for L.A., but Teresa Edwards put 
Minnesota back in front 69-68 with a three-pointer at the 2:42 mark. Baskets by Mwadi Mabika and Leslie gave the Sparks a three-point edge in the final minute, setting the stage for a game-tying Smith trey that made it 72-72 
with 24.4 seconds left. Williams then stole Mabika’s inbound pass and drove for the go-ahead score. Edwards and Janell Burse combined to knock the ball loose from Mabika as time expired. Leslie finished with 24 points and 
Dixon added 18 for Los Angeles, which lost Nikki Teasley to injury midway through the first half. Smith’s 23 points topped the Lynx in their first-ever playoff game, while Williams chipped in 16 points and Edwards handed out 
nine assists. Minnesota set a WNBA playoff record for largest comeback after trailing by as many as 21 points.

GAME TWO at STAPLES Center - Saturday, Aug. 30
Los Angeles 80, Minnesota 69
Lisa Leslie had 20 points and nine rebounds as Los Angeles squared its first-round series by downing the Lynx, 80-69, on Aug. 30 at STAPLES Center. Janell Burse’s three-point play gave Minnesota its only lead of the night 
at 5-3, before Mwadi Mabika sank a three-pointer to put the Sparks on top. Leslie’s jumper capped a 10-0 surge that stretched L.A.’s lead to 13 midway through the first half. Trailing 30-15, the Lynx used a 9-2 spurt to close 
within eight on a Svetlana Abrosimova trey. The half ended with Los Angeles in front 36-26, taking advantage of 15 Minnesota turnovers for 16 points. The Sparks reeled off 10 unanswered points — four each by Leslie and 
Mabika — to open up the biggest lead of the night at 54-32 with 13:17 remaining. Minnesota battled back to within 73-65 when Teresa Edwards connected from long distance at the 3:05 mark, but the Lynx misfired on a pair 
of three-point attempts that would have sliced the deficit to five. Leslie answered on L.A.’s next possession, and the Sparks sank five consecutive free throws to seal the win. All five Los Angeles starters reached double figures, 
with DeLisha Milton and Tamecka Dixon tallying 17 points apiece and Milton grabbing 10 rebounds.

GAME THREE at STAPLES Center - Monday, Sept. 1
Los Angeles 74, Minnesota 64
Lisa Leslie tallied 22 points and five blocks, and all five Los Angeles starters reached double figures in the series-clinching 74-64 win over the Lynx at STAPLES Center. Leslie scored the final two baskets of a 12-2 surge that 
gave the Sparks a 28-15 lead with 6:06 left in the first half. Minnesota chipped away with a pair of Katie Smith baskets sandwiched around Teresa Edwards’ three-pointer to close within seven, but L.A. outscored the Lynx 6-1 
down the stretch to take a 38-26 lead at intermission. DeLisha Milton had 12 first-half points to top the Sparks, who shot 50 percent from the floor while holding Minnesota to 32 percent. A three-point play by Leslie in the 
second half’s opening minute gave Los Angeles its biggest lead of the night at 43-28. The Lynx rallied to within eight on a three-point play by Smith with 8:01 remaining, and Kristi Harrower’s trey with 6:10 to play narrowed the 
deficit to 62-55.

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League  History & Information
History:	
On April 24, 1996, women’s basketball announced “We Got Next” as the NBA Board of Governors approved the 
concept of a Women’s National Basketball Association (WNBA) to begin play in June 1997.

Since that day in 1996, there have been many firsts for the WNBA:  
Val Ackerman -- the first president of the WNBA 
Sheryl Swoopes -- the first player signed to the WNBA 
Cynthia Cooper -- the league’s first Most Valuable Player
Houston Comets -- the first WNBA champions
Lisa Leslie -- the first WNBA player to dunk (July 30 2002 vs. Miami)
Lauren Jackson -- the first international player to win MVP (2007)
Candace Parker -- the first rookie to earn the league’s MVP honor (2008)
Sylvia Fowles -- the first goaltending call (June 3, 2008 vs. L.A.)

The inaugural WNBA season tipped off on June 21, 1997, with the New York Liberty taking on the Los Angeles 
Sparks at the Great Western Forum in Inglewood, Calif. A crowd of 14,284 watched as Sparks guard Penny 
Toler scored the first basket in WNBA history. The Liberty defeated the Sparks, 67-57. 

Fifteen years later, in a rematch of those same two teams at Staples Center in Los Angeles, the increased 
skill, talent, and athleticism of WNBA players was evident as the Sparks, led by center/forward Candace 
Parker, defeated the Liberty 96-91. In 2011, the league also selected its “Top 15 Players of All Time.” Voting 
was conducted among fans, media, and current players and coaches. Those named to the list were Sue 
Bird, Tamika Catchings, Cynthia Cooper, Yolanda Griffith, Becky Hammon, Lauren Jackson, Lisa Leslie, Ticha 
Penicheiro, Cappie Pondexter, Katie Smith, Dawn Staley, Sheryl Swoopes, Diana Taurasi, Tina Thompson, and 
Teresa Weatherspoon.

A Growing Game:  	
The influence of the WNBA can be seen in the explosive growth of organized women’s basketball over the past 
14 seasons. An estimated 100 million women play basketball worldwide, and the league reflects this trend, 
featuring 15 international players from six countries and territories at the start of the 2011 season. Female 
AAU youth basketball participation has increased 277 percent since 1991 (from 28,840 to 108,758 players). 
Female high school basketball participation has increased 17 percent since 1991 (from 387,802 to 456,967 
players). And female NCAA basketball participation has increased 43 percent since 1991 (from 10,551 to 
15,096 players).

All-Star Game:	
The first WNBA All-Star Game was held in New York at Madison Square Garden in 1999. The Garden also 
hosted the event in 2003 and in 2006. Washington’s Verizon Center (2002, 2007) is the other venue to host the 
game multiple times. Other All-Star Games were played in Phoenix (2000), Orlando (2001), and at Mohegan 
Sun Arena in Uncasville, Conn. (2009). Due to the Olympics, no All-Star Game was held in 2004 and 2008, 
although Radio City Music Hall in New York City was the site of an exhibition game on August 5, 2004, as the 
U.S. National Team, comprised mainly of WNBA greats, faced a squad of WNBA All-Stars in “WNBA vs. USA 
Basketball: The Game at Radio City.” In 2010, the WNBA held a special event called “WNBA vs. USA Basketball: 
The Stars at the Sun” at Mohegan Sun Arena in order to accommodate the FIBA World Championship schedule.

Inspiring Women:
The Inspiring Woman Award is an annual honor that celebrates an individual who, on a daily basis, demonstrates 
her ability to inspire others through her commitment, passion and dedication to work, family, and community. 
Past honorees include Emmy-award winning news anchor Katie Couric (2011), U.S. Ambassador to the United 
Nations Susan Rice (2010), Emmy-award winning journalist Cokie Roberts (2009), Good Morning America’s 
Robin Roberts (2008), Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice (2007), and the WNBA All-Decade Team (2006). 

Dawn Staley Award: 
The Dawn Staley Community Leadership Award was announced in 2006 and is now presented annually 
to the player who best exemplifies the characteristics of a leader in the community and reflects Staley’s 
contagious leadership, spirit, charitable efforts, and love for the game. Winners include Charde Houston (2010), 
Chamique Holdsclaw (2009), Tamika Raymond (2008), and Tamika Catchings (2007). A member of the WNBA’s 
All-Decade Team, Staley, who retired following the 2006 season, established herself as one of the greatest 
ambassadors in women’s basketball history, while also demonstrating outstanding leadership qualities as a 
coach on the collegiate level and as a philanthropist and humanitarian.

The WNBA maintains marketing, promotional, and media partnerships with a variety of top companies, each 
with varying levels of activation and integration in league operations.

The WNBA’s  marketing partners utilize the league to support women’s sports and reach its strong fanbase 
of women, families, and young girls through advertising in WNBA nationally televised games, national 
promotions, player endorsements, and special events.

On A ug. 22, 2011 the WNBA and Boost Mobile, an industry leader in no-contract wireless service, announced 
a landmark multiyear marketing partnership that makes Boost Mobile the first leaguewide marquee partner 
of the WNBA. As the league’s most prominent partner, Boost Mobile is tied closely to the WNBA brand on 
a national level. As part of this partnership, the Boost Mobile brand is prominently featured on the front of 
the game jerseys of 10 teams. Additionally, special programming highlighting the “WNBA’s Top 15 Moments 
presented by Boost Mobile” is included as part of the league’s 15th season celebration.

The  WNBA has an extensive, highly integrated relationship with adidas. The sporting goods and apparel giant 
has served as the official outfitter of the WNBA, having unveiled new uniforms across the league in 2007 and 
again in 2011. In 2008, adidas became the first-ever presenting partner of the WNBA’s entire postseason, 
including both the playoffs and Finals, and was the presenting partner for the 2011 WNBA All-Star Game. 

Five  WNBA teams have entered the league’s Marquee Partnership program, which includes multiyear deals 
featuring branded sponsorship of game jerseys – the Phoenix Mercury partnering with Casino Arizona and 
Talking Stick Resort, the Los Angeles Sparks with Farmers Insurance Group, the Seattle Storm with Microsoft 
search engine Bing, the New York Liberty with Foxwoods Resort Casino, San Antonio Stars with H-E-B and the 
Washington Mystics with Inova Health System.

Additional Rights

In 2011, WNBA attendance increased for the fifth consecutive year and regular-season TV viewership on 
ESPN2 reached its highest level since 2005, as fans responded to one of the most compelling seasons in the 
league’s 15-year history. 

Viewership  for the league’s showcase events also increased. Viewership for the WNBA All-Star Game on ABC 
was up 46 percent vs. the last All-Star on ABC in 2009 (there was no All-Star Game in 2010). Viewership for 
the 2011 WNBA Finals was up four percent over the 2010 championship series. U.S. ratings for the first round 
of the 2011 WNBA Draft on ESPN increased 47 percent vs. the first round of 2010 Draft on ESPN2.     

The WNBA’s broadcast coverage in 2011 included more than two dozen high-definition regular-season playoffs 
and  Finals games on ESPN2 and ABC, as well as 70 regular-season games and up to six playoff games on NBA 
TV. In addition, all WNBA games were available online via WNBA LiveAccess unless: (a) They were televised on 
ABC or ESPN2 – in which case they streamed live on ESPN3.com and were later archived to WNBA.com, or (b) 
Their game window fell within a national broadcast window on ABC or ESPN2. 

In July 2007, the WNBA signed a new, eight-year TV deal with ESPN that tipped off in 2009 and runs through 
2016, the WNBA’s 20th season. The agreement, which calls for ABC, ESPN, and ESPN2 to telecast WNBA 
games, includes rights fees, a first for any women’s professional team sports league in the U.S.

Digital/Social Media:	
WNBA Digital assets continued to increase in popularity as WNBA.com saw continued growth during the 2011 
season, with daily unique visits up 13 percent and overall visits up 11 percent. WNBA games streamed online 
at WNBA.com via LiveAccess saw a 55 percent increase in unique users. In terms of social media, the WNBA 
YouTube channel experienced a 35 percent increase in video views this season. The WNBA Facebook page 
(www.Facebook.com/wnba) saw an 11 percent increase in fans. 

Global Reach:	
The WNBA has a wide impact on overseas markets. In 2011, WNBA games and programming reached a record 
203 countries in 25 languages. In addition, for the sixth consecutive year, fans around the globe are able to 
view WNBA action via live Webcasts on WNBA.com.

End-of-season 2011 WNBA rosters featured 15 international players from seven countries and territories. 
Among the league’s international contingent are the three-time MVP, Seattle Storm forward/center Lauren 
Jackson (Australia), the Indiana Fever’s Tammy Sutton-Brown (Canada), the San Antonio Silver Stars’ Sophia 
Young (St. Vincent), the Los Angeles Sparks’ Ticha Penicheiro (Portugal), and Tulsa’s Liz Cambage (Australia), 
whom the Shock selected with the No. 2 overall pick in the 2011 Draft.  

WNBA Draft:
The  2014 WNBA Draft presented by Boost Mobile took place on April 14 at Mohegan Sun in Uncasville, Comm. 
The Connecticut Sun selected Stanford University forward Chiney Ogwumike as the No. 1 overall pick. The 
Tulsa Shock selected Odyseey Sims second, the San Antonio Stars tabbed Kayla McBride third, the New York 
Liberty chose Alyssa Thomas fourth, and the Indiana Fever took Natasha Howard  fifth to round out the first 
five selections. 

Six  WNBA teams now fall under the independent ownership model:  the Atlanta Dream, Chicago Sky, 
Connecticut Sun, Los Angeles Sparks, Seattle Storm, and Tulsa Shock. 

The Tulsa Shock (formerly Detroit), which began play in Tulsa in 2010, is owned by Tulsa Pro Hoops L.L.C. The 
Connecticut Sun, which began operation in 2003 after relocating from Orlando, is owned by the Mohegan 
Tribe. The Chicago Sky is owned by Michael Alter. 

Entering  the 2013 season, seven women also serve as majority or minority owners of WNBA teams: Dr. Sheila 
Johnson (Washington Mystics); ; Mary Brock and Kelly Loeffler (Atlanta); and Dawn Trudeau, Ginny Gilder, and 
Lisa Brummel of Force 10 Hoops L.L.C. (Seattle Storm). A 10th, musical artist Michelle Williams, formerly of 
“Destiny’s Child,” is a minority owner of the Chicago Sky.

Key Highlights:	
On, Aug. 26, 2011, retired three-time league MVP Lisa Leslie became the first former WNBA player to become 
part owner of a team when she joined the existing ownership group of the Los Angeles Sparks led by Paula 
Madison and investors Kathy Goodman and Carla Christofferson.

In 2010, Tina Thompson of the Los Angeles Sparks became the all-time scoring leader with 6,413 points, 
surpassing her former teammate, Lisa Leslie (6,263) who retired following the 2009 season.   

Tina Charles won the 2010 WNBA Rookie of the Year award after averaging 15.5 ppg, 11.7 rpg, and 1.7 bpg, 
while also setting league records for most rebounds (398) and doubles-doubles (22) in a season.

Lauren Jackson won the 2010 WNBA MVP presented by Kia Motors award and also took home 2010 WNBA 
Finals MVP honors. 

Jackson also became the third player to earn WNBA MVP honors three times  (2003, 2007, 2010), joining 
the Sparks’ Lisa Leslie (2001, 2004, 2006) and the Houston Comets’ Sheryl Swoopes (2000, 2002, 2005). 
Houston’s Cynthia Cooper earned the award twice (1997, 1998). The others to capture MVP honors are the 
Sacramento Monarchs’ Yolanda Griffith (1999), the Sparks’ Candace Parker (2008, when she became the first 
rookie in league history to earn the award), and the Phoenix Mercury’s Diana Taurasi (2009).

Lisa Leslie of the Los Angeles Sparks became the first – and only – WNBA player to capture the regular-
season, All-Star, and Finals MVP awards in the same season (2001). 

Candace Parker became the first WNBA player to win Rookie of the Year and Most Valuable Player in the same 
season (2008). The first selection in the 2008 WNBA Draft, she earned both honors after leading the league in 
double-doubles and rebounds per game, while also ranking second in blocks per game and fourth in points 
per game. 

Lauren Jackson became the WNBA’s youngest (26 years, 77 days) and fastest (209 games) to score her 
4,000th career point on July 27, 2007. Diana Taurasi subsequently surpassed Jackson as the fastest to 4,000 
points in terms of fewest games played when she reached the milestone on July 27, 2009 in just 197 games.

Taurasi rewrote the WNBA scoring records in 2006 when she led the league with 25.3 points per contest, 
became the first WNBA player to top 800 points in a single season (860), and the single-season mark for 
three-point field-goals (121), and the single-game mark for points (47, a number later equaled by the Storm’s 
Lauren Jackson in 2007).

Sheryl Swoopes, who earned MVP and Defensive Player of the Year honors in 2000 and 2002, recorded the 
league’s first triple-double (14 points, 15 rebounds, 10 assists) vs. the Detroit Shock on July 27, 1999.

Lisa Leslie became the first player to dunk in a WNBA game when she did so on July 30, 2002 versus the 
Miami Sol. Candace Parker, also of the Sparks, was the second, dunking versus the Indiana Fever on June 
22, 2008.

WNBA Cares:	
Through  the WNBA Cares initiative, the league is deeply committed to creating programs that improve the 
quality of life for all people, with a special emphasis on promoting health and wellness, youth and family 
development, and education. WNBA teams and players donate countless dollars and hours each year through 
league programs including WNBA FIT, Breast Health Awareness, and WNBA Green.

29 	 In Game 2 of the WNBA Finals, Houston, 
who trailed Phoenix 1-0 in the best-of-three series, 
erased a 12-point deficit in the final 7:24, forced 
overtime and won the game. Houston went on to win 
the series and claimed its second of four titles.

JULY 27 	 Houston forward Sheryl Swoopes recorded 
the WNBA’s first triple-double with 15 points, 14 
rebounds and 10 assists in an 85-46 win over Detroit 
at the Compaq Center.

SEPT. 4 	 New York guard Teresa Weatherspoon 
nailed a shot from beyond the midcourt line with 2.4 
seconds remaining to give the Liberty a 68-67 victory 
over the Houston Comets in Game 2 of the WNBA 
Championship. The shot sent the series to a decisive 
Game 3. The Comets won Game 3 and captured their 
third straight 	WNBA title.

JUNE 7 	 Cleveland forward Eva Nemcova ended her 
record streak of 66 consecutive free throws made 
with a miss against Orlando. Nemcova did not miss 
from the foul line from June 14, 1999 to 
June 5, 2000. 

JULY 17 	 The West defeated the East 73-61 at the 
2000 WNBA All-Star Game at America West Arena in 
Phoenix. Houston forward Tina Thompson captured 
MVP honors.

AUG. 25 	 Cleveland guard Suzie McConnell Serio was 
the recipient of the first Kim Perrot Sportsmanship 
Award. The award was named in honor of former 
Houston guard Kim Perrot, who passed away from 
cancer in 1999.  

AUG. 26 	 Houston guard Cynthia Cooper turned in a 
clutch performance to earn her fourth WNBA Finals 
MVP as the Comets claimed their fourth straight title 
by defeating the New York Liberty. In Game 1 of the 
series at Madison Square Garden, Cooper converted 
a crucial three-point play with 25.4 seconds left to 
push the Comets’ lead to five. In Game 2, she scored 
six of her 25 points in overtime and nine of Houston’s 
final 18 points.

The new team 
will be owned and operated by Atlanta businessman

OCT. 23	 The Los Angeles Sparks won the seventh 
annual Draft Lottery and 	 earned the top pick in the 
2008 WNBA Draft The Sparks won the lottery for the 
first time in their history, after tying the Minnesota 
Lynx for fewest wins in 2007.

2008
JAN. 28	 The WNBA and the WNBAPA sign the 
league’s third collective bargaining agreement 
covering six seasons, commencing with the 2008 
season and continuing through 2013. 

JAN. 29	 Rule changes are announced for the 2008 
season and include the following: the inbounding 
rule will permit a player to pass the ball anywhere 
(frontcourt or backcourt) on the court during the final 	
minute of the fourth period and any overtime period; 
players not occupying lane spaces shall remain 
behind the three-point line during free-throws.

FEB. 6	 The WNBA held an Expansion Draft to build 
the inaugural roster of the Atlanta Dream. The Dream 
chose one player from each team, including Kristen 
Mann, Betty Lennox, Katie Feenstra, and Kristin 
Haynie. Atlanta also orchestrated trades for Iziane 
Castro Marques and Ivory Latta.

FEB. 28	 Force 10 Hoops, LLC, the entity owned 
by Seattle business-women and civic leaders Anne 
Levinson, Ginny Gilder, Lisa Brummel and Dawn 
Trudeau, purchased the Seattle Storm.  Seven WNBA 
teams now fall under the independent ownership 
model: Atlanta, Chicago, Connecticut, Houston, Los 
Angeles, Seattle, and Washington.

APR. 9	 The 2008 WNBA Draft presented by adidas 
takes place in Tampa, marking the third straight year 
that the Draft was held immediately following the 
NCAA Women’s Division I Championship Game and 
conducted in the same city as the Final Four. The Los 
Angeles Sparks make Candace Parker the top overall 
pick. Sylvia Fowles was selected No. 2 by Chicago, 	
followed by the selection of Candice Wiggins by the 
Minnesota Lynx.

May 17	 Candace Parker of the Los Angeles Sparks 
nearly posted a triple-double in her pro debut on 
vs. Phoenix.  She had 34 points, 12 rebounds and 8 
assists.  Her 34 points broke the record for a rookie in 
a debut game.
	
May 29	 On May 29 in a double-overtime loss at 
Indiana, Candace Parker became the first player in 
WNBA history to record a 5x5, which is total of five 
or more in five different categories. Parker had 16 
points, 16 rebounds, six blocks, five assists and five 
steals.

JUNE 6	 Tina Thompson of the Houston Comets 
becomes just the second player in WNBA history to 
reach the 5,000 point milestone, joining Lisa Leslie.  

JUNE 22 & 24	
	 Candace Parker dunks in back-to-back 
games, joining Lisa Leslie as the only players to have 
dunked in a WNBA game.  

JUNE 28	 Lisa Leslie of the Los Angeles Sparks 
becomes the first WNBA player to record 3,000 
career rebounds.

JULY 30	 Robin Roberts, co-anchor of ABC News’ 
Good Morning America, is honored as the recipient 
of the 2008 WNBA Inspiration Award.  Roberts is 
the keynote speaker at the WNBA Inspiring Women 
Luncheon in San Francisco, an event that also 
honored the U.S. Olympic Women’s Basketball Team 	
and served as a final send-off to the Beijing for the 
Olympic Games. 

JULY  28-AUG. 27   	
	 The WNBA stops play to give players 
the opportunity to compete in the 2008 Olympic 
Games in Beijing, China.  The U.S. Olympic Women’s 
Basketball Team defeated Australia in the gold medal 
game, while Russia defeated China for the bronze. 
The United States has now won four consecutive 
Olympic gold medals. 

AUG. 31	 Katie Smith of the Detroit Shock reaches 
the 5,000 career point milestone, joining Lisa Leslie 
and Tina Thompson.

SEPT. 5	 Ticha Penicheiro of the Sacramento 
Monarchs becomes the first player in WNBA history 
to record 2,000 career assists.

OCT. 3	 Los Angeles Sparks forward Candace 
Parker is named the Hanns-G ‘Go Beyond’ Rookie of 
the Year as well as the WNBA Most Valuable Player 
presented by T-Mobile.  It marks the first 	time 
a rookie won both awards in the same year.  The top 
overall pick in the 2008 WNBA Draft, Parker capped a 
season 	 in which she also earned All-WNBA First 
Team honors, two Hanns-G ‘Go Beyond’ Rookie of the 
Month Awards (May and July), one Player of the Week 
Award (Aug. 31) and the Peak Performer Rebounding 
Award.  

OCT. 5	 The 2008 WNBA Finals saw the Detroit 
Shock sweep the San Antonio Silver Stars in three 
games.  The Shock earned their third championship 
in six years.  Detroit’s Katie Smith was named Finals 
MVP.

DEC. 2	 The League announced that the Houston 
Comets, an original member of the WNBA, would 
suspend operations.

DEC. 9	 The WNBA holds a Dispersal Draft of the 
Houston Comets players.  Teams drafted in inverse 
order of their regular-season finish in 2008.  The 
Atlanta Dream selected Sancho Lyttle with the first 
pick, the Washington Mystics chose Matee Ajavon 
with the second selection and the Chicago Sky took 
Mistie Williams with the third pick. 

DEC 9	 The Atlanta Dream won the eighth annual 
WNBA Draft Lottery and earned the top pick in the 
2009 WNBA Draft.  The winning team had 420 
chances out of 1,000 to receive the first overall 
selection.  The lottery went exactly according to odds 
for the first time in WNBA history.

clock malfunctions during a play concluding with no 
time remaining on the clock (0:00) at the end of any 
quarter or overtime period.

Angel McCoughtry, Kristi Toliver and 
Marissa Coleman were selected as the top three 
overall picks. 

MAY 13	 WNBA Live Access, a new feature on 
WNBA.com that provides fans with free access to 
more than 200 live game Webcasts, is launched and 
allows fans around the world to access live game 
Webcasts on individual team Web sites.  

JUNE 1	 The Phoenix Mercury announces a ground 
breaking marquee partnership with LifeLock to 
launch the first-ever branded jersey in WNBA or NBA 
history.  The LifeLock name will appear on the front 
of Phoenix Mercury player jerseys and on warm-up 
suits through the 2011 season.  

JUNE 5	 The Los Angeles Sparks reach an 
agreement with the Farmer’s Insurance Group of 
Companies to become the second team to secure a 
marquee partnership and wear branded jerseys.  The 
Farmer’s Insurance Group of Companies name and 
logo will appear on player jerseys.  

JUNE 14	 Raymond is named the recipient of the 
2009 Dawn Staley Community Leadership Award.

JULY 17	 Sue Bird of the Seattle Storm reaches the 
3,000-point plateau, becoming just the third player 
in league history to score 3,000 points and hand out 
1,000 career assists (Shannon Johnson and Vickie 
Johnson).

JULY 29	 Cokie Roberts, political commentator for 
ABC News, senior news analyst for NPR News, and 
bestselling author, is honored as the recipient of the 
2009 WNBA Inspiration Award. Roberts served as 
the keynote speaker at the WNBA Inspiring Women 
Luncheon in Chicago.

AUG. 10	 Lisa Leslie of the Los Angeles Sparks 
becomes the first player in WNBA history to record 
6,000 career points.

AUG. 15	 Lauren Jackson of the Seattle Storm 
scores her 5,000th point against the Atlanta Dream, 
becoming the youngest and fastest player in league 
history to reach the milestone. Jackson joins Lisa 
Leslie, Tina Thompson and Katie Smith as the WNBAís 
5,000 point scorers.

9	 The Phoenix Mercury defeats the Indiana 
Fever to clinch the WNBA Championship for the 
second time in three years.  Finals MVP Diana 
Taurasi, Cappie Pondexter and Penny Taylor led the 
Mercury and held off a late rally by the tenacious 	
Indiana Fever for a 94-86 victory in the deciding 
Game 5.  The 	2009 WNBA Finals also featured three 
sellouts plus the highest total attendance figure 
(82,018) in WNBA Finals history. Overall, average 
attendance for the 2009 WNBA Playoffs increased 
18.5% over 2008 (9,979 vs. 8,420).

OCT. 20	 The Detroit Shock relocates to Tulsa, 
Oklahoma under the ownership of Bill Cameron, David 
Box and Tulsa Pro Hoops, LLC. Nolan Richardson is 
named the team’s general manager and head coach. 

OCT. 29	 Kathy Betty becomes managing partner of 
the Atlanta Dream after the investment group Dream 
Too, LLC purchases the team from Terwilliger.  

NOV. 5	 The Minnesota Lynx win the ninth annual 
WNBA Draft Lottery and earned the top pick in the 
2010 WNBA Draft. Minnesota had 428 chances out of 
1,000 to receive the first overall selection by virtue of 
owning New York’s combinations (261) in addition to 
its own (167). 

NOV. 20	 The Maloof Family announces that they will 
no longer operate the Sacramento Monarchs.

DEC. 4	 The WNBA Competition Committee and 
Board of Governors approves the expanded use of 
instant replay by game offi-cials in the following 
situations:  1.) To determine at any point during the 
game whether a 24-second shot clock violation 
occurred prior to the release of a successful field 
goal attempt or prior to a foul being committed and 
2.)  To determine during the last minute of regulation 
play and the last minute of any overtime period 
which player last touched the ball prior to it going 
out-of-bounds or whether the ball was last touched 
simultaneously by two opponents. 
 

DEC. 14	 The WNBA holds a Dispersal Draft of the 
Sacramento Monarchs players. The New York Liberty 
selected Nicole Powell with the first pick while the 
Minnesota Lynx chose Rebekkah Brunson second 
and the Connecticut Sun took DeMya Walker with the 
third selection.   The Chicago Sky selected Courtney 
Paris and the San Antonio Silver Stars took Laura 
Harper to round out the top five picks.  Teams drafted 
in inverse order of their regular-season finish in 2009.

23	 The Tulsa franchise unveils their team 
name, logo and colors.  The Tulsa Shock’s color 
scheme will consist of black, red and gold.

APRIL 8	 The 2010 WNBA Draft presented by adidas 
takes place at the NBA Entertainment studios in 
Secaucus, NJ.  Tina Charles, Monica Wright, Kelsey 
Griffin, Epiphanny Prince and Jayne Appel were 
selected as the top five overall picks.  

MAY 15	 The newly relocated Shock – complete 
with new ownership, a new head coach in Nolan 
Richardson, new colors and a new logo – tip-off their 
first game in Tulsa, Oklahoma.

AUG. 8 	 Tina Thompson surpasses Lisa Leslie’s 
WNBA career scoring mark 	of 6,263, making her the 
highest scoring player in league history.  

AUG. 13	 Phoenix’s Tangela Smith plays in her 411th 
career game, breaking Vickie Johnsonís previous 
record for most career games played.

AUG. 15	 In a game against Indiana, rookie Tina 
Charles of the Connecticut Sun sets WNBA single-
season records for most double-doubles and total 
rebounds in a single season.

SEPT. 7	 Atlanta’s Angel McCoughtry scores a WNBA 
Playoffs record 42 points in Game Two of the Eastern 
Conference Finals, a 105-93 victory over the New 
York Liberty.  In that same game, New York’s Cappie 
Pondexter tallies 36 points. Their combined total of 78 
points set a WNBA record for most total points by two 
players in the same post-season game.

SEPT. 16	 The Seattle Storm won the 2010 WNBA 
championship by defeating 	the Atlanta Dream 87-
84 in Game 3 of the WNBA Finals in Atlanta’s Philips 
Arena. The Storm swept the Dream 3-0 in the best-
of-five series and Seattle center Lauren Jackson, the 
league’s regular season MVP, was named MVP of The 
Finals.  It is the Storm’s second championship and 
first since 2004.

DEC. 3 	 Donna Orender steps down as WNBA 
President to launch her own marketing, media and 
strategy company. 

2011
FEB. 28	 As part of WNBA Live - Manchester 
2011 - a new, multiyear partnership between the 
Manchester (Eng.) City Council and the NBA, WNBA 
and USA Basketball - it is announced that the Atlanta 
Dream will participate in the first WNBA game to 
be played in Europe. The game is set for May 29, 
2011 vs. Standard Life Team GB (Great Britain’s 
national team) at Manchester Evening News Arena.  
The partnership will promote women in sport and 
encourage participation in team sports. 

MAR. 3	 At a press conference at the AT&T Center 
in San Antonio, the WNBA announces that the Silver 
Stars will host the 2011 All-Star Game for the 
first time in franchise history.  The contest, set for 
Saturday, July 23, is to be the second WNBA All-Star 
Game played in a Western Conference venue and the 
first since the 2000 game was held in Phoenix.

MAR. 8	 In honor of Women’s History Month 
and International 	 Women’s Day, the WNBA 
officially announced plans to celebrate its 15th 
season.  Among those would be the  selection of the 
Top 15 Players and the Top 15 Moments 	 in league 
history.  Key among other planned celebrations would 
be a nationally televised game (ESPN2) in which the 
New York Liberty would visit the Los Angeles Sparks 	
on June 21, fifteen years to the date of the league’s 
inaugural game in 1997 featuring those same two 
teams.  

MAR. 28	 Sheryl Swoopes, 40, returns to the WNBA, 
signing to play with the Tulsa Shock after a two-year 
hiatus. An inaugural member of the WNBA and a 
member of the league’s All-Decade Team selected 
in 2006, Swoopes resume includes four WNBA 
championships as a member of the Houston Comets 
(1997-2000), three league MVP awards (2000, 2002, 
2005) and three Defensive Player of the Year honors 
(2000, 2002, 2003).  

APR. 7	 The Washington Mystics sign a marquee 
partnership with Inova Health System, becoming the 
fifth WNBA team to have such a partnership. Players 
will wear Inova Hospital Systemís name and logo on 
the front of their home and away jerseys during the 
2011 WNBA season.  

APR. 7	 The WNBA and partner adidas unveiled 
new uniforms for all 12 teams featuring Revolution 
30 technology and women’s basketball specific 
TECHFIT base layers. 

APR. 11	 The WNBA becomes the first professional 
sports league to conduct its annual Draft at ESPN 
headquarters in Bristol, Conn.  The Minnesota Lynx 
made Maya Moore the top overall selection of the 
2011 WNBA Draft presented by adidas. Australian 
native Elizabeth Cambage, 	selected second by the 
Tulsa Shock, and Courtney Vandersloot, tapped third 
by the Chicago Sky, rounded out the top three picks. 

APR. 21	 Laurel J. Richie, a veteran of more 
than three decades in consumer marketing, 
corporate branding, public relations and corporate 
management, is appointed President of the WNBA, 
NBA Commissioner David Stern announced. Laurel 
leaves her post as Senior Vice President and Chief 
Marketing Officer for Girl Scouts of the USA to join the 
WNBA.

JULY 23	 In honor of the WNBA’s 15th season, the 
league unveiled its “Top 15 Players of All Time” 
during a halftime ceremony live on ABC at the 2011 
WNBA All-Star Game presented by adidas. With 
consideration given to on-court performance and 
ability, leadership, sportsmanship, and community 
service, as well as to contributions to team success 
and women’s basketball, voting was conducted by 
fans, select national and WNBA-market media, and 
by current players and coaches. The players named 
were: Sue Bird, Tamika Catchings, Cynthia Cooper, 
Yolanda Griffith, Becky Hammon, Lauren Jackson, 
Lisa Leslie, Ticha Penicheiro, Cappie Pondexter, Katie 
Smith, Dawn Staley, Sheryl Swoopes, Diana Taurasi, 
Tina Thompson, and Teresa Weatherspoon.

AUG. 9	 In a road game at the Phoenix Mercury, 
Minnesota Lynx all-stars Lindsay Whalen and 
Seimone Augustus become the 35th and 36th 
players to to surpass the 3,000-point mark for their 
respective careers, but the first pair of teammates to 
eclipse the mark in the same game. In the process, 
Augustus also tied the Mercury’s Diana Taurasi as the 
fastest player in WNBA history to reach 3,000 (151 
games). 

AUG. 22	 The WNBA and Boost Mobile, an industry 
leader in no-contract wireless service, announced a 
landmark multiyear marketing partnership that made 
Boost Mobile the first league-wide marquee partner 
of the WNBA.  As part of the deal, the Boost Mobile 
brand logo was subsequently featured on the front 
of the game jerseys of 10 of the WNBA’s 12 teams. It 
marked the first time the WNBA had a league partner 
with jersey branding for multiple teams throughout 
the season other than adidas, the league’s official 
outfitter.

League  Milestones
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OCT. 2	 Despite falling to the host Minnesota Lynx 
in Game 1 of the WNBA Finals, Atlanta Dream forward 
Angel McCoughtry set Finals records for points in a 
quarter (19 in the third), points in a half (27 in the 
second), and consecutive points (14 from late in the 
first half into the third quarter).

OCT. 5	 The Atlanta Dream’s Angel McCoughtry 
surpasses the WNBA Finals record (set by her in 
2010) for most points in a single game with 38 in a 
loss to the host Minnesota Lynx.

OCT. 7	 In a celebration of its 15th season, the 
WNBA and partner Boost Mobile unveiled the Top 
15 Moments in league history as voted by fans. The 
top moment was Teresa Weatherspoon’s half-court 
shot at the buzzer to win Game 2 of the 1999 WNBA 
Finals for the New York Liberty and send that series 
to a decisive third game.  Ranking second was the 
WNBA’s first ever game (NY Liberty at LA Sparks, 
June 21, 1997); third was Sparks’ center Lisa Leslie 
throwing down the first dunk in WNBA history in the 
first half of a game vs. the Miami Sol.

OCT. 7	 The Minnesota Lynx captured their first 
WNBA title with a 73-67 win over the Atlanta Dream. 
Lynx guard/forward Seimone Augustus was named 
Finals MVP after leading the Lynx to a sweep in the 
best-of-five series. Augustus posted 22 points and 
seven assists in Game 1 and had a franchise-playoff 
record 36 points in Game 2, including 15 in the fourth 
quarter. 

2012
APR. 16	 The 2012 WNBA Draft presented by Boost 
Mobile takes place at ESPN headquarters in Bristol, 
CT, marking the second straight year that the draft 
was held on the campus of the league’s broadcast 
partner. Stanford’s Nnemkadi Ogwumike (Sparks), 
Tennessee’s Shekinna Stricklen (Storm), Notre 
Dame’s Devereaux Peters (Lynx), Tennessee’s Glory 
Johnson (Shock), and Miami’s Shenise Johnson 
(Silver Stars) are the top five picks.

JUNE 3	 Angel McCoughtry of the Atlanta Dream 
sets the WNBA’s single-game mark for most 
successful free throws without a miss, going 17-for-
17 vs. Chicago.

JUNE 15	 With a win over Phoenix on June 15, the 
defending champion Minnesota Lynx set a WNBA 
record for the best start to a season, going 10-0 out 
of the gate before being upended by Seattle. 

JUNE 16	 Already the WNBA’s career steals leader, 
Tamika Catchings also took over the top spot in 
league history for career free throws made when she 
hit six of eight from the charity stripe against Chicago.
JUNE 17	 Connecticut’s Tina Charles, with 23 points 
and 22 rebounds at Atlanta, became the first player in 
WNBA history to log three 20-20 games in a career.  
JULY 14 - AUG. 15 The WNBA temporarily stops play 
to give players the opportunity to compete in the 
2012 Olympic Games in London.  The U.S. Olympic 
Women’s Basketball Team – comprised of 12 WNBA 
players – defeated France in the gold medal game. 
The win gave the United States women their fifth 
consecutive Olympic gold medal and, dating back to 
the bronze medal game in 1992, stretched the team’s 
winning streak to 41 games. 

AUG. 28	 A put-back basket against San Antonio 
by Minnesota Lynx center McWilliams-Franklin, 
moved the 14-year veteran and six-time All-Star into 
first place on the WNBA’s career list for offensive 
rebounds, surpassing the 1,049 of Yolanda Griffith. 

SEPT. 18	 Already the WNBA’s all-time leading scorer, 
Tina Thompson (Seattle) became the first player in 
the history of the league to surpass 7,000 career 
points with her jump shot at the 9:03 mark of the 
second quarter of the Storm’s victory over visiting 
Chicago at KeyArena. The milestone capped a season 
in which Thompson also became the first WNBA 
player to top 15,000 minutes played and 2,450 field 
goals made.

SEPT. 22	 Temeka Johnson of the Tulsa Shock 
finished the regular season with the league’s best 
single-season mark in history for three-point FG 
percentage (.531, 34 of 64). On the same day, Ticha 
Penicheiro of the Chicago Sky plays the final game of 
her career and, with two assists, increases her WNBA 
career record to 2,599. 

SEPT. 26	 The WNBA Draft Lottery (to determine the 
order of selection of the 2013 WNBA Draft) was held 
for the first time at ESPN’s studios in Bristol, Conn., 
live during the 6 p.m. ET edition of SportsCenter. 
The Phoenix Mercury ultimately won the top pick, 
followed in succession by the Chicago Sky, Tulsa 
Shock, and Washington Mystics.

OCT. 21	 Indiana defeated the defending 
champion Minnesota Lynx 3-games-to-1, giving 
the Fever its first WNBA championship in franchise 
history. Following Game 4, an 87-78 home win 
at Indianapolis’ Bankers Life Fieldhouse, Indiana 
forward Tamika Catchings was named MVP of the 
WNBA Finals presented by Boost Mobile. Catchings, 
a three-time Olympic gold medalist and the league’s 
2011 MVP, averaged 22.3 points, 6 rebounds, and 2 
steals during the Finals.

DEC. 13	 Following the league’s Board of Governor’s 
Meeting, the WNBA announces it will implement 
new rules regarding flopping and defensive three-
seconds, while also extending the three-point line 
from 20 feet, 6 1/4 inches to 22 feet, 1 3/4 inches, 
consistent with the distance inherent in all FIBA 
competitions. The rules will go into effect beginning 
with the 2013 season. 

2013
MAR. 28	 The WNBA and ESPN announce an 
extension of their partnership for another six years, 
paving the way for WNBA games to be televised 
on ABC, ESPN, and ESPN2 through 2022. The 
announcement, made by John Skipper, President of 
ESPN, Inc. and Co-Chairman of the Disney Media 
Networks, and Laurel J. Richie, WNBA President, 
extends the WNBA’s television relationship with ESPN 
to 26 years. With the deal, up to 30 live games will 
be televised on ABC, ESPN or ESPN2 each season, 
including exclusive telecasts of the WNBA Finals 
presented by Boost Mobile.

MAR. 28	 On the same day as the WNBA and ESPN 
announce an extension of their partnership, the 
league also introduced a new brand identity.  The 
refreshed identity reflects how far the level of 
play has come in 16 years as stronger, more agile 
players have made the game more competitive.  The 
cornerstone of the new WNBA visual identity is a more 
modern “Logowoman” -- the player silhouette within 
the logo -- that better embodies the athleticism and 
diversity of current WNBA players while leveraging 
the distinctive orange-and-oatmeal color scheme of 
the league’s iconic game ball.

APR. 15 	 For the first time in the WNBA’s 17 seasons, 
the league’s Draft is televised live in primetime. The 
2013 WNBA Draft presented by State Farm takes 
place for the third straight year at ESPN headquarters 
in Bristol, Conn., this time airing live at 8 p.m. ET on 
ESPN2.  One of the most anticipated draft classes 
in league history is led by the “3 to See” -- Brittney 
Griner of Baylor, Elena Delle Donne of Delaware, and 
Notre Dame’s Skylar Diggins. The Phoenix Mercury 
select Griner with the No. 1 overall pick; the Chicago 
Sky then take Delle Donne with the No. 2 selection, 
and the Tulsa Shock claim Diggins third. 

MAY 27	While the WNBA’s 17th season officially 
tipped off on May 24, it was a May 27 Memorial Day 
TV doubleheader on ESPN2 that introduced the “3 to 
See” – Phoenix center Brittney Griner, Chicago guard/
forward Elena Delle Donne, and Tulsa guard Skylar 
Diggins – to WNBA fans.  Griner, Delle Donne, and 
Diggins, the first, second, and third overall draft picks 
in the 2013 Draft, were the featured players as Tulsa 
first hosted the Washington Mystics and Phoenix then 
hosted Chicago.

MAY  Brittney Griner, the No. 1 overall pick in the 
2013 Draft, registered two dunks in her very first 
game, becoming the first WNBA player ever to dunk 
multiple times in the same game.

JUNE 8 The WNBA becomes the first U.S. 
professional basketball league to implement “Ref 
Cam” as part of a game telecast. A wireless, HD, 
mini point of view camera positioned at eye-level on 
game official Lamont Simpson, “Ref Cam” allowed 
viewers to virtually be on the court during the live ABC 
broadcast when Indiana hosted Phoenix.

JULY 6 Mike Thibault moved ahead of Van Chancellor 
to become the head coach with the most regular-
season victories in WNBA history.  Thibault reached 
the milestone with the Washington Mystics’ 62-59 
win over the Seattle Storm.  The win was Thibault’s 
212th regular-season victory as a WNBA head coach.

JULY 27 The Los Angeles Sparks’ Candace Parker 
was crowned MVP of the 2013 Boost Mobile WNBA 
All-Star Game after setting an All-Star Game record 
with 23 points, topping the mark of 22 set by Swin 
Cash in 2009.  Parker shot 10-for-13 from the field 
and chipped in 11 rebounds.  Leading into the All-Star 
Game, the Chicago Sky’s Elena Delle Donne became 
the first rookie ever to lead all vote-getters for the 
event.

AUG. 18 Chicago’s Sylvia Fowles became the first 
player in league history to post two 20-20 games 
in the same season.  Fowles, who scored 20 points 
and added 21 rebounds vs. Connecticut on this date, 
had previously posted 24 points and 22 rebounds vs. 
Connecticut on May 31. 

SEPT. 8 Second-year guard Riquna Williams sets a 
WNBA single-game scoring record with 51 points in 
the Tulsa Shock’s win at San Antonio.  The 51-point 
effort surpassed the previous mark of 47 set by 
Phoenix’s Diana Taurasi in 2006 and Seattle’s Lauren 
Jackson in 2007. 

SEPT. 15 	 Guard Katie Smith, a veteran of 15 
WNBA seasons and a seven-time WNBA All-Star, 
finishes her illustrious career ranked No. 1 in league 
history in three-point shots made (906); second in 
total points (6,452, trailing only Tina Thompson) and 
minutes played (15,725); fourth in free throws made 
(1,440); and fifth in field goals made (2,053). 
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League  Milestones
SEPT. 22 	Forward Tina Thompson, the only player to 
play in each of the WNBA’s first 17 seasons, plays her 
final game as Seattle is eliminated from the playoffs 
by Minnesota in the Western Conference Semifinals.  
The nine-time WNBA All-Star selection ended her 
career ranked as the league’s all-time leader in 
points (7,488), field goals made (2,630), and minutes 
played (16,088); second in free throws made (1,480) 
and total rebounds (3,070); and fourth in three-point 
field goals made (748).

OCT 10	 After advancing to the WNBA Finals for the 
third consecutive season, the Western Conference 
champion Minnesota Lynx toppled the Atlanta Dream 
3-games-to-0, giving Minnesota its second WNBA 
title in franchise history and its second crown in a 
three-year span. Following an 86-77 Game 3 victory 
at Gwinnett Arena in suburban Atlanta, Lynx forward 
Maya Moore, the runner-up for the regular-season 
MVP award, was named the MVP of the Finals.  The 
Georgia native averaged 20 points, 6 rebounds, and 
over 2 assists during the Finals series.

DEC. 10	 The 13th annual WNBA Draft Lottery (to 
determine the order of selection of the 2014 WNBA 
Draft presented by State Farm) was conducted in a 
televised event live on ESPN during SportsCenter for 
the second straight year. The Connecticut Sun, which 
had 442 chances out of 1,000 to receive the first 
overall selection, the most of any of the four teams in 
the lottery mix, ultimately won the top pick, followed 
in succession by the Tulsa Shock, San Antonio Silver 
Stars, and New York Liberty. 

JAN. 14	 The WNBA’s San Antonio franchise officially 
changes its nickname from Silver Stars to Stars. 

FEB 5	 The WNBA and NBA Board of Governors 
unanimously approved the purchase of the Los 
Angeles Sparks by an investment group led by Earvin 
“Magic” Johnson and controlling owner of the Los 
Angeles Dodgers, Mark R. Walter.  The investment 
group includes Dodger co-owners Todd L. Boehly, 
Robert L. Patton and Stan Kasten.

MAR. 7	 The Women’s National Basketball 
Association (WNBA) and the Women’s National 
Basketball Players Association (WNBPA) entered into 
a new eight-year collective bargaining agreement, 
commencing with the 2014 season and continuing 
through 2021.  The new collective bargaining 
agreement includes an additional 12th roster spot, 
salary cap increases and reduced revenue sharing 
thresholds, making it more likely that the players will 
share in league revenue growth.    In addition, a new 
“Time Off Bonus” ” (up to $50,000 per team) can be 
earned by a player who limits the amount of time she 
will play professional basketball (and/or play for a 
national team) during the off-season.

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 Playoff Format

The top four teams from each conference will qualify for the 2014 WNBA Playoffs, presented by Boost Mobile. Teams in each conference will be seeded one through four based on record. The first two 
rounds of the 2014 WNBA Playoffs are a best-of-three series, while the 2014 WNBA Finals is a best-of-five series. The team with the better regular-season record will have home court advantage in 
each round of the playoffs. The WNBA uses a 1-2 format in the first two rounds, in which the team with the better record plays on the road for Game 1 and returns home for Games 2 and 3. In the first 
round of the WNBA Playoffs, each conference’s regular-season champion (#1 seed) will meet the conference’s fourth-place team (#4 seed). The conference’s second-place team (#2 seed) will meet 
the conference’s third-place team (#3 seed). The winners of the first-round series advance to the Eastern Conference and Western Conference Finals, with the two conference champions squaring off 
in the WNBA Finals. In the WNBA Finals, the higher seed plays at home in games 1, 2 and 5. The first round of the playoffs begin Thursday, Sept. 19, 2013.
