What Director of Amatuer Scouting Paul Toboni has to say about each draft selection:

Nick Yorke
“When the perception of the industry undervalued Nick, we'd be naive to not run through those
thought exercises of what we could be missing, whether this could actually be true and if our process
is robust enough that we should be fully buying into what we're seeing. Everything kept leading us
back to this thought that, hey, we think we're a team that we're able to create a really good process
on this kid while other teams might not have. Given a chance to scout him for a full spring, we thought
things would have changed on him and he could have been a consensus first-rounder or comp pick.
With Nick, what we saw him was that he has a really good understanding of what he’s doing in the
box. Just an advanced feel with a clean and refined swing, a repeatable swing. On top of that, while
it's not a premium position, his chance to stick in the middle of the infield was important for us.”

Blaze Jordan
“We understood there was significant risk because of how young Blaze is and while he carries some
really unique attributes, mostly his bat speed and his power, it comes with risk.

We think
he’s got good pitch recognition and feel for the zone. He just needs more exposure to that high level
of pitching for an extended period, and we’ll bet on the kid to continue to make adjustments as he
gets that exposure.”

“I think the thing to consider is that we're entering this time in baseball where roles are becoming less
defined. For us, we’'d rather take a chance on a kid that we think can throw a good amount of strikes
and has three pitches we think could be better than average and play to both sides of the plate. From
there, we can carve out a meaningful role for him.”

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DEFENSIVE POSITIONING: The defensive team must have a minimum of four players on the infield,
each of whom must have both feet completely in front of the outer boundary of the infield dirt. Depending
on the preliminary results of this experimental rule change, MLB may require two infielders to be posi-
tioned entirely on each side of second base in the second half of the Double-A season. These restrictions
on defensive positioning are intended to increase the batting average on balls in play.

DOUBLEHEADERS: Doubleheaders are usually the result of a rainout or postponement of a nine-inning
game. Doubleheaders are rescheduled by the general manager, and will consist of two 7-inning games.
There is a break of 30 minutes between games. Generally, a doubleheader slated for a day when the
nine-inning game was scheduled for 7:00 will be scheduled to begin one hour earlier. If the doubleheader
is scheduled on a day when the regularly scheduled game was to begin at 1:00 or earlier, there may not
be a change in the start of the doubleheader scheduled for that day.

EXTRA INNINGS: At all levels of Minor League Baseball, extra innings will begin with a runner on
second base. The runner at second base will be the player in the batting order position previous to the
leadoff batter of the inning (or a substitute for that player). By way of example, if the number five hitter in
the batting order is due to lead off the 10th inning, the number four player in the batting order (or a pinch-
runner for such player) shall begin the inning on second base. Any runner or batter removed from the
game for a substitute shall be ineligible to return to the game, as is the case in all circumstances under
the Official Baseball Rules.

For purposes of calculating earned runs under Rule 9.16, the runner who begins an inning on second
base pursuant to this rule shall be deemed to be a runner who has reached second base because of a
fielding error, but no error shall be charged to the opposing team or to any player.

PITCHER’S MOUND VISITS: Visits by coaches and position players will be limited based on the classifi-
cation level. Triple-A clubs will be allowed six (6) visits per team, Double-A clubs will be allowed eight (8)
visits per team, Single-A clubs will be allowed 10 visits per team and there will not be a limit on mound
visits for Short Season and Rookie-level clubs.

These mound visit limits will apply whether the game is scheduled for seven or nine innings.

For any extra-innings played, each club shall be entitled to one additional non-pitching change mound
visit per inning.

Official Baseball Rule 5.10(l), which governs mound visits by a manager or coach, remains in effect (i.e.,
a pitcher must be removed on the second visit by a manager/coach in an inning).

RESCHEDULING GAMES: Postponed or suspended games do not have to be made up the next day,
and make up dates do not have to be determined that day. However, if it is the last time the team is
visiting a city every effort shall be made to play the game. If it is the last scheduled meeting in that city,
the game is made up at the home site of the visiting city (if they still have games left at the visiting team’s
home park). When games are suspended in one park and finished in the other team’s park, the game is
completed with the original home team remaining the home team (even in the other team’s park).

SUSPENDED GAMES: If a game is suspended before it is an official game, and rescheduled as part of
a doubleheader, it will be completed as scheduled (usually as a nine-inning game) and be followed by a
seven-inning game. If a game is suspended after it becomes an official game (usually the score is tied)
and then rescheduled as part of a doubleheader, it will also be completed as scheduled but the second

game will be played as a full nine-inning game.

TIEBREAKERS: In the event the same team finishes in first place in their division in both halves of the
season, the second playoff spot for that division would be awarded to the team from that

division that had the best full season record. The standings for posiseason berths will be determined
using the won-loss record (games behind column), with winning percentage having no impact on the
standings.

The Sea Dogs completed the 2019 season with a 62-77 overall record as the Eastern League split into two halves
for the first time in league history. Portland finished the second half 35-37, just three games behind Trenton for the
second playoff position.

Infielder led the Eastern League with a .297 average, marking the first Sea Dog to win a league batting title since

Kevin Millar in 1997. Daniel McGrath led the league in ERA (1.68), batting average against (.184) and winning
percentage (.875).

The Sea Dogs welcomed 357,647 fans through the gates at Hadlock Field, finishing fourth in the Eastern League in
average attendance (5,677).

INF Bobby Dalbec, RHP Tanner Houck, LHP Dedgar Jimenez, and C Jhon Nunez were elected Eastern League All-

Star game, and participated in the mid-summer classic in Richmond, Virginia.

Dalbec led the Sea Dogs with 20 homers and led the Red Sox system with 27 between Portland and Triple-A

Pawtucket. The Colorado native ranked in the following categories in the Eastern League: HR (T-2nd), OBP (2nd),
SLG (T-3rd), OPS (3rd), and BB (3rd).

Houck went 8-6, 4.25 ERA (39 ER/82.2 IP) in 17 games/15 starts with the Sea Dogs and earned a promotion to
Triple-A Pawtucket on July 13th. Jimenez began the season a starter with Portland, but transitioned to the bullpen
late in the season and fnished 10-for-10 in save chances.

Nunez appeared in 64 games with the Sea Dogs, hitting .280 (59-for-211) with 5 homers and 21 RBI. On January
17, 2020, Nunez was traded the the Detroit Tigers for LHP Matt Hall.

June: Dan Burke, President and CEO for Capital Cities/ABC, files an application with the Eastern League to establish a
franchise in Portland. Burke is one of 13 applicants for the two new Double-A teams as a result of the National League’s
expansion.

July 7: The Portland City Council votes 8-1 to support Burke's effort to bring professional baseball to Portland.

September 2: The Double-A expansion committee announces that Portland is one of four finalists to land one of the two
franchises.

October 1: Members of the expansion committee visit Portland. After a day of music, bus tours, balloons,and a tour of Had-
lock Field, they depart visibly impressed with the city and its support for a team. Late into the night, the time-and-temperature
sign above Congress Street flashes “PLAY BALL!"

The name was selected from over 600 entries in a “Name the
Team” contest. The logo quickly becomes one of the most popular in Minor League Baseball.

May 3: The Florida Marlins are announced as the Major League affiliate for the Sea Dogs.
May 21: Ground-breaking ceremonies are held at Hadlock Field to upgrade the facility to Double-A standards.

September 16: Carlos Tosca is named the first manager of the Portland Sea Dogs.

February 26: Fans camp out overnight in 12 degree temperatures to purchase Sea Dogs tickets. The home opener sells out
within hours.

April 5: The Slugger Statue is unveiled at Hadlock Field.

April 7: The Sea Dogs play their first game. Charles Johnson's 14th inning home run gives Portland a dramatic 2-1 victory
over the Reading Phillies in Reading, PA.

April 18: The Sea Dogs play their first game in Portland. Kathie Lee Gifford sings the National Anthem. Frank Gifford throws
out the ceremonial first pitch. The Sea Dogs are defeated by the Albany-Colonie Yankees 7-6.

May 6: Hadlock Field is formally dedicated.

May 7: Slugger the Sea Dog makes his first appearance and quickly becomes one of the most popular mascots in the state.
September 5: ESPN is prepared to televise the Sea Dogs with Peter Gammons and Jon Miller due to the Major League
strike, but the game is cancelled due to rain. Sea Dogs establish a new all-time Eastemn League attendance record as

375,197 fans come out to Hadlock Field.

December: Sea Dogs President and General Manager Charlie Eshbach is named Eastern League Executive of the Year.

1995
July 6: The Florida Marlins extend their affiliation with the Sea Dogs for an additional two years, extending their Player
Development Contract through the 1998 season.

September: The Sea Dogs win the Eastern League Northern Division and advance to the playoffs for the first time. Fans
camp out overnight to get playoff tickets. Portland is defeated by New Haven in the first round of the playoffs. The Sea Dogs
establish a new attendance record as 429,763 fans watch Sea Dogs baseball in 1995.

1996

June 6: Livan Hernandez makes his first appearance for the Sea Dogs. A year later, he is named World Series MVP for the
Florida Marlins.

June 29: The Sea Dogs welcome the one millionth fan in franchise history.
September 11: The Sea Dogs lose the deciding game of the Eastern League Championship Series at Hadlock Field to the

Harrisburg Senators as thousands of fans stand for the entire last half of the ninth inning, applauding the team'’s season and
effort.

August 15: Wearing 1926 Portland Eskimo replica flannel uniforms, the Sea Dogs emerge from a cornfield in centerfield,
making their first ever “Field of Dreams” entrance. The event would become an annual fan favorite.

November 15: Baseball America selects the Portland Sea Dogs as the winner of the 1999 Double-A Bob Freitas Award. The
award is given to recognize sustained excellence in all aspects of the operation, including success at the gate, on the field,
and the high caliber of front office personnel.

2000
June 29: The Sea Dogs host their major league affiliate, the Florida Marlins, in an exhibition game at Hadlock Field in front of
6,910 fans, the largest crowd in franchise history at the time. The Sea Dogs defeat the Marlins 9-2.

2001

April 9: The Skybox closest to City Hall is renamed the Ganley Box in honor of the Portland City Manager Bob Ganley, who
passed away during the off-season. Ganley was instrumental in bringing the Sea Dogs to Portland. His son throws out the
ceremonial first-pitch.

June 16: Josh Beckett makes his Double-A debut striking out eight out of the first nine batters he faces in front of a capacity
crowd that includes Marlins owner John Henry.

July 25: The Sea Dogs’ three millionth fan in franchise history is welcomed to Hadlock Field.

August 13: Josh Beckett and relievers Brandon Bowe and Aaron Scheffer combine to toss a no-hitter against the Bingham-
ton Mets in Binghamton. It is the second no-hitter in team history.

September 17: Josh Beckett is named Baseball America’s Minor League Player of the Year.

2002

September 18: The Sea Dogs end their nine year affiliation with the Florida Marlins. Portland begins a new affiliation with
the Boston Red Sox. Team colors are changed from teal to Red Sox blue and red. All of the skyboxes at Hadlock Field are
renamed in honor of Red Sox greats.

October 28: Construction begins on a likeness of Fenway's Green Monster in left field. Later nicknamed the Maine Monster,
the wall, like it's counterpart in Boston, is 37 feet high and is complete with Coke Bottle and Citgo Sign.

2003

April 10: After the entire first week of the season is postponed due to snow, the Sea Dogs finally play their first game as a
Boston Red Sox affiliate. Portland lost the game 4-1 to the Trenton Thunder, the new affiliate of the New York Yankees.
September: The Sea Dogs average a franchise record 6,231 fans per game in 2003.

December 4: The Sea Dogs announce that they will be installing a video board at Hadlock Field for the 2004 season. The
video board is named the Ford Board.

2004
April 30: The Sea Dogs welcome the four millionth fan in franchise history.

May 14: The Boston Red Sox announce that they are extending their affiliation with the Sea Dogs for another four years.
August 2: Red Sox top ranked prospect Hanley Ramirez is promoted to the Sea Dogs.

August 26: The Eastern League announces that the Portland Sea Dogs have been selected to host the 2005 Easten
League All-Star Game.

September 17: The Sea Dogs capture their first Eastern League Championship defeating the Akron Aeros three games to two.
It is the state of Maine’s first professional baseball championship in 91 years.

2007
April 5: A foot of snow falls on Hadlock Field forcing the postponement of the Sea Dogs opener against the Connecticut Defend-
ers.

April 9: The Sea Dogs present the American Baseball Family Group, a bronze monument to the City of Portland.
May 23: The Sea Dogs face Roger Clemens at Trenton, New Jersey as he prepares to make his return to the Yankees.

June 18: The City of Portland grants the Sea Dogs a 20-year lease extension, paving the way to
the construction of a new clubhouse.

July 2: The Boston Red Sox extend their affiliation with the Sea Dogs for an additional four years, through the end of the 2012
season.

August 11: The Sea Dogs play at Fenway Park in front of a combined crowd of 34,746. Portland wins
12-11 on a walk-off double by Jay Johnson.

September 1: Clay Buchholz who spent most of the season with the Sea Dogs throws a no-hitter for the Boston Red Sox
against the Baltimore Orioles at Fenway Park. Buchholz becomes the first Red Sox rookie to throw a no-hitter.

September 4: The Sea Dogs clinch their third straight playoff appearance by defeating the New Hampshire Fisher Cats in a
one-game playoff at Hadlock Field.

September 10: For the fifth consecutive year, the Portland Sea Dogs establish a franchise record in attendance at Hadlock
Field, averaging 6,483 fans per game.

October 28: Seven former Sea Dogs play key roles in helping the Red Sox win their second World Series in four years; Beckett,
Delcarmen, Ellsbury, Lester, Papelbon, Pedroia, and Youkilis.

2008

April 16: The Portland Sea Dogs defeat the Connecticut Defenders 8-7 in a game that took 17 innings and 5 hours and 41
minutes, making it the longest game in franchise history. Also adding to the historical significance to the game, Sea Dogs
outfielder Jay Johnson not only delivered the game winning hit in the bottom of the 17th inning. but also

pitched two scoreless innings to earn the win. It is believed that Johnson is the first position player in Minor League Baseball
history to deliver the game winning hit and be the winning pitcher.

July 21-23: Boston Red Sox Slugger David Ortiz is assigned to the Portland Sea Dogs to rehab an injured wrist.

2014

April 3: Mookie Betts leads off the season with a home run and Henry Owens tossed a rain shortened (six innings)
complete game no-hitter. It was the first no-hitter in Sea Dogs history as a Red Sox affiliate and third overall. Sea Dogs
manager Billy McMillon earns his 300th career managerial win as the Sea Dogs defeated the Reading Fightin Phils 5-0 on

Opening Day in Reading, PA.

April 21: The Sea Dogs turned the first triple-play in franchise history. The Binghamton Mets loaded the bases in the first
inning off Henry Owens when Brian Burgamy grounded into a 5-4-3 (Coyle, Betts, Shaw) triple play.

May 28: Jane Charron from Falmouth enters the ballpark as the eight millionth fan in franchise history.

May 29: The Sea Dogs turned a 7-6-2-5-4 game ending double play that was featured on ESPN'’s SportsCenter’'s Top
Plays of the Day at #6.

July 29: The Eastern League announced that the 2015 Eastern League All-Star Game will be played at Hadlock Field in
Portland, Maine on July 15, 2015.

August 30: The Sea Dogs earned their 87th win of the season, setting a new record for wins in a season, surpassing 86
wins during the 1995 season. The Sea Dogs would complete the 2014 season with an 88-54 record.

October 7: In a study conducted by SmartAsset, the City of Portland was named the Best Minor League Baseball Town in
America.

December 3: Baseball America selects the Portland Sea Dogs as their 2014 Minor League Team of the Year.

2015
May 13: The Sea Dogs played their 3,000th game in franchise history, a 6-3 loss to the Trenton Thunder at Hadlock Field.

May 15: Tim Roberson became the third Sea Dog in franchise history to hit for the cycle in a 13-11, extra-inning win at New

Britain. Roberson hit a grand slam in the 7th inning, the completed the cycle with a 2-run triple in the top of the 10th inning
to drive in the game-winning runs for Portland. Roberson finished the game 4-for-6 with 6 RBI and 2 runs scored.
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July 15: The Sea Dogs host the Sullivan Tire All-Star Classic at Hadlock Field. With the score tied 4-4 after nine innings of
play, the game was decided by the first ever Home Run Derby Shootout, per Eastern League rules. Reading's Brian Pointer
delivered the game-winning home run in the 9th round of the shootout to seal the victory for the Eastern Division. Portland’s
Marco Hernandez was named the MiLB.com Top Star after finishing 2-for-2 with a home run, two RBI, and two runs scored.
A sellout crowd of 7,368 witnessed the historic finish. Six Sea Dogs and team'’s coaching staff are represented on the East-
ern Division team. Former Sea Dog Blake Swihart threw out the ceremonial first pitch.

September 6: Manuel Margot became the fourth Sea Dog to hit for the cycle, and the first ever at Hadlock Field. Needing
just a single in his final at-bat in the 8th inning, Margot lined a ball over the right fielder’s head to complete the cycle. He
finished the game 4-for-5 with 5 RBI and a run scored.

2016

August 2: Teddy Stankiewicz became the first Sea Dog to throw a complete-game, nine-inning one-hitter in franchise history
as the Sea Dogs beat the Erie SeaWolves 3-0 at Hadlock Field. Stankiewicz was perfect other than a single allowed to Gray-
son Greiner in the sixth inning and retired 27 of 28 batters faced with seven strikeouts and no walks.

August 25: Mike Davis from Falmouth enters the ballpark as the nine millionth fan in franchise history.

2017
January 13: The Sea Dogs and Boston Red Sox announced their extension of their Player Development Contract (PDC)

for an additional two years. With the extension, the Red Sox will continue to have a Double-A Eastern League affiliate in
Portland through 2020.

2018
April 18: The Sea Dogs celebrate their 25th season with Brandon Moss and Carlos Tosca throwing out a ceremonial first
pitch.

September 10: Team President Charlie Eshbach announced that he is stepping down from leadership of the team following
a 45-year career in baseball including the last 25 seasons with the Sea Dogs. Eshbach will serve as a senior advisor.

2019

January 16: The Sea Dogs and Boston Red Sox announced their extension of their Player Development Contract (PDC)

for an additional two years. With the extension, the Red Sox will continue to have a Double-A Eastern League affiliate in
Portland through 2022.

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CREDENTIAL APPLICATIONS - All news media will be asked to submit a written request for Sea
Dogs’ press credentials on their official letterhead. Credentials may be picked up at the Hadlock
Field “Will Call” window.

SEASON CREDENTIALS - Season credentials will be issued only to those legitimate news gathering
organizations who plan to cover the Sea Dogs on a daily basis. No spouses, guests or children

of members of the press will be issued credentials. Press passes are not transferable. Credentialed mem-
bers of the media are prohibited from requesting or accumulating autographs or equipment on the playing
field or in the dugout or clubhouse. Any violation of these guidelines could result in immediate revocation of
the credential and future access. Only credentials issued by the Sea Dogs, the Eastern League, the BBWAA
or the Boston Red Sox will be honored. All credentials must be visible at all times.

DAILY CREDENTIALS - Daily credentials will be issued to those legitimate news gathering organizations
that do not qualify for season credentials. Any organization that anticipates the need for daily credentials
must have a letter on file with the Sea Dogs. Requests may be sent via fax, but those requests must be
made at least 48 hours in advance. Daily credentials are subject to the same restrictions as season creden-
tials and any violation could result in immediate revocation of the credential and any future access.

PHOTO CREDENTIALS - Credentials will be issued to those photographers on assignment for
legitimate news gathering organizations and those representatives of companies licensed by Major
League Baseball. Priority in all areas will be granted to news organizations on nightly deadlines.

All photographs taken are to be used for news gathering purposes or officially licensed products.

Any other use of photographs taken will be considered a violation of existing trademark and copyright
restrictions.

CLUBHOUSE ACCESS - Access to the Sea Dogs clubhouse both before and after games will be
limited to those organizations that are filing stories on a nightly deadline. All media outlets will be
asked to do any interviews on the field prior to each game. Clubhouse access will be granted to all
media when special situations arise, as determined by the Sea Dogs. Pre-game access to the
clubhouse will be determined by the Sea Dogs field staff. The clubhouse will be open to the media
no later then 15 minutes after the conclusion of games. Policies regarding access between games
of doubleheaders and during rain delays will be determined by the Sea Dogs field manager.
Access to the visiting clubhouse is subject to the visiting club’s guidelines.

FIELD ACCESS - All credentialed members of the media will be given access to the playing field
prior to each game. No media will be allowed in fair territory or beyond first and third base. All
non-uniformed personnel must clear the field at the conclusion of visitor’s batting practice unless
that individual has credentials expressly for in-game privileges (photo passes, pre-game ceremonies,
etc.).

LIVE TRANSMISSIONS - Television and radio stations not holding broadcast rights for Sea Dogs’
games will be allowed to transmit live reports prior to and after Sea Dogs games. All live television
shots will be arranged by the Sea Dogs and the requesting media member. No live shots will be
permitted from the clubhouses. No live transmissions inside the stadium by non-rights holders will

be permitted while the rights holders are on the air or while the game is in progress. Radio stations
will be permitted to provide “scene setters” and score updates between innings but these reports

may not continue once an inning is underway. Any violation of these policies could result in revocation
of credentials.

ROVING CAMERAS - Roving cameras are permitted at Hadlock Field for Sea Dogs games upon

approval of the Sea Dogs. After permission is granted, cameras are permitted to roam public areas. While
roving, all photographers must not block any aisles or the view of any fans. Failure to adhere to these guide-
lines could result in the revocation of roving privileges for both the individual and for the news organization
that individual represents.
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MEDIA INFORMATION

PRESS BOX - Admission to the Hadlock Field Press Box will be limited to those individuals with
appropriate credentials, working media only will be permitted. These include Sea Dogs season and
single-game credentials, BBWAA cards, appropriately identified members of the Sea Dogs, the
Eastern League and the Boston Red Sox. No guests are permitted in the Press Box. Seating in the
Press Box is limited, priority is given to all media working with nightly deadlines. The Portland
Press Herald and the Associated Press have reserved spots throughout the season.

PRESS NOTES - Press notes, releases, player statistics, league standings, and other statistics will
be available to the media in the press box no later than 45 minutes prior to each scheduled start.
Following the game, box scores are available to the media. Any other specific statistics from the
game may be obtained by making a request to the Media Relations Department. Please contact the
Sea Dogs Media Relations Office if you would like to have any of this material e-mailed to you on a
daily basis. Press notes are also available online at www.seadogs.com.

INTERVIEW REQUESTS - All interview requests should be scheduled through the Sea Dogs Media
Relations Department in advance. Interviews are available before and after Sea Dogs batting practice.
Interviews during batting practice may only take place with the manager’s permission and permitting
that the interview does not interfere with the subject’s pre-game routine (stretching, hitting,

running, fielding, etc.). Pre and post game interviews are available whenever possible.

PHOTO & INFORMATION REQUESTS - Any legitimate news gathering agency may submit a
request to the Sea Dogs Media Relations department for any photos or various statistics for both
past and present players.

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How Dip You GET THAT?

Qualifying Marks: To qualify for a minor league batting title, a player must have a minimum of 383
plate appearances. To qualify for earned run average championship, a pitcher must have at least
114 innings pitched.

Determining Batting Average: Divide the number of hits by the number of at-bats (at-bats do not
include walks, sacrifices, hit by pitches, or times awarded first base on interference or obstruction).
Determining Earned Run Average: Divide the number of earned runs by the number of innings
pitched and muiltiply by nine.

Determining ERA (Earned Run Average): Earned run average represents the number of earned
runs a pitcher allows per nine innings -- with earned runs being any runs that scored without the aid of
an error or a passed ball. ERA is the most commonly accepted statistical tool for evaluating pitchers.
The formula for finding ERAis: 9 x earned runs / innings pitched. If a pitcher exits a game with run-
ners on base, any earned runs scored by those runners will count against him.

Determining WHIP: WHIP is one of the most commonly used statistics for evaluating a pitcher’s
performance. The statistic shows how well a pitcher has kept runners off the basepaths, one of his
main goals. The formula is simple enough - it's the sum of a pitcher’s walks and hits, divided by his
total innings pitched.

Determining a Save: A pitcher is credited with a save when he meets the following conditions:
1. He is the last pitcher in a game won by his club.
2. He is not the winning pitcher.
3. He meets one of the following:
A. He enters the game with a lead of no more than three runs and pitches at
least one inning, or
B. He enters the game with the potential tying run either on base, at-bat, on-deck,
or
C. He pitches effectively for at least three innings in relief.

Determining Slugging Percentage: Divide the total bases of all hits by the total times at-bat.

Determining Fielding Percentage: Divide the total number of putouts and assists by the total
number of putouts, assists, and errors.

Determining On-Base Percentage: Divide the number of times reached base by the number of
plate appearances (which include at-bats, walks, hit by pitch, and times interfered by catcher).

Determining Magic Number: Take the total number of games yet to be played, add one, then sub-
tract the number of games ahead in the loss column of the standing from the closest opponent.

Major League Rookie Status: Not more than 130 at-bats or 50 innings pitched in the Major
Leagues during a previous season or seasons, nor more than 45 days on a Major League roster
during the 25-player limit.

Consecutive Game Playing Streak: A player streak shall be extended if the player plays during a
half inning on defense, or if he completes a time at-bat by reaching base or being put out. A pinch-
running appearance shall not extend a streak. If a player is ejected from a game before he can
comply with the requirements of this rule, his streak shall continue.

HOME RUNS
From the left-field foul line to the vertical yellow line left of the video board, the ball must clear the

fence to be a home run. A ball hit to the right of the vertical yellow line that is located to the left of the
video board and above the billboards is a home run.

The Billboards and any netting or supports above the left-field fence are over the wall, and thus it's a
home run if it hits any of those structures.

Any ball hitting the left-field wall in fair territory and bouncing out of play is a ground-rule double.

From the yellow line to the left of the video board to the right-field foul line is - it is a home run if it
clears the yellow line.

SCOREBOARD

If a ball becomes lodged between the net and the scoreboard - it is a ground rule double.

DUGOUTS
There is a white line around the area where the batboys and photographers sit. If it crosses those

lines, it is a dead ball.

If the ball bounces off the lip of the dugout back onto the field, the ball is live. If it goes into the dugout,
it's a dead ball.

If the ball hits the straight vertical portion of the padding on the dugout, it is in play. If it remains on
the field and doesn’t cross the white lines mentioned about in C-1, It is a dead ball if it goes into the
dugout.

If the ball hits the inclined portion of the padding, it is a dead ball.

PROTECTIVE NETTING

A batted ball that hits the net located between the first base dugout, behind homeplate, and down the
third base line in the air is a dead ball. A batted ball that hits that net after hitting the ground is in play,
either fair or foul, as determined by the umpire.

A thrown ball that hits the net located between the first base dugout, behind homeplate, and down the
third base line remains in play.

TARP
Draw an imaginary line from the far end of the tarp to the fencing that juts out (Section P1).

A player may not elevate himself on the tarp to catch the ball, but he may lean over it.

BACKSTOP

Once the ball touches the netting on a foul pop, it is a dead ball.
