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Art Solomon is the President and CEO of DSF Sports, the parent company of the New Hampshire Fisher Cats.

 Under Art’s direcƟ on, the Fisher Cats have earned several disƟ ncƟ ons throughout the baseball industry. 
Most recently, the Fisher Cats earned the Eastern League nominaƟ on for the 2012, 2013, and 2014  John 
H. Johnson President’s Trophy, which recognizes the top organizaƟ on in Minor League Baseball based on 
franchise stability, contribuƟ ons to the community, and promoƟ on of the baseball industry.

 In 2010, the club was honored with the presƟ gious Larry MacPhail Award as the naƟ on’s best in promoƟ onal 
eff ort and community involvement. In 2009 the club won Baseball America’s Double-A Bob Freitas Award 
recognizing the Fisher Cats as the most outstanding franchise at the Double-A level for overall business 
operaƟ on and long-term success.

Art has reproduced his blueprint for successful minor league baseball teams into a new book called ‘Making It in the Minors’. It 
details the behind-the-scenes, oŌ en-untold stories about the business of baseball, from acquiring a franchise to developing market-
ing and branding strategies, and more. All proceeds from the book are being donated to Minor League Baseball ChariƟ es.

Only second to his love of family and baseball is Art’s commitment to strong and vibrant local communiƟ es. The Fisher Cats and the 
Fisher Cats FoundaƟ on have provided more than four million dollars in monetary and in-kind donaƟ ons for thousands of non-profi t 
groups since 2006.  The headline event is the annual Granite State Baseball Dinner, which donated nearly $140,000 for charity in 2015. 

Earlier in his career, he worked for the anƟ -poverty programs in New Haven, ConnecƟ cut and in Washington D.C. While he was 
as a professor of Economics and Urban Studies at M.I.T., he served as the ExecuƟ ve Director of the Harvard-M.I.T. Joint Center for 
Urban Studies -- a leading think tank on the development of our ciƟ es and regions.

Widely regarded as one of the most successful investors, developers, and operators in the United States real estate market, Art 
holds a B.A. from Brown University, an M.A. from Trinity College, and a Ph.D. from Harvard University.

He is married to Sally Lapides and has three children, two step children and eight grandchildren.

FROM NORTH: Take I-93 South to I-293 South. Follow I-293 South and take exit 5 (Granite St.) Take a leŌ  onto Granite 
St. and immediately move into the right lane. At light take a right on South Commercial St. Please follow the RIVER-
FRONT/BALLPARK signs. The ballpark is directly ahead.

FROM SOUTH via I-93: Take I-93 North to I-293 North, then follow direcƟ ons from the East below. Pick up the direc-
Ɵ ons from where I-293 North passes the Mall of New Hampshire and Brown Ave.

FROM EAST: Follow Route 101 heading west to I-93 South. Go about a half a mile and stay right, exiƟ ng onto I-293 
North (right hand exit off  I-93S - this exit is not numbered). Once on I-293 North, go past the Mall of New Hampshire 
and Brown Avenue exits. AŌ er crossing the river, stay to the right as I-293N bears right. Turn right onto Granite St. 
Then take a right onto South Commercial St. Please follow the RIVERFRONT/FISHER CATS BALLPARK signs. The ballpark 
is directly ahead.

FROM WEST: Take Route 101 West to Route 293 North. Follow I-293N and take exit 5 (Granite St.) Turn right at the 
boƩ om of the ramp onto Granite St. Take a right onto South Commercial St. Please follow the FISHER CATS BALLPARK 
signs.

Bob Lipman is back for a 16th season of calling Fisher Cats baseball.  A Vanderbilt University 
graduate, Bob is also the play-by-play voice of the University of New Hampshire football team 
and Dartmouth College basketball teams.  He also serves as a CommunicaƟ ons Assistant and 
broadcaster at Southern New Hampshire University.   

Erin Boss has coordinated the radio broadcasts since 2007, when WGIR took over as the fl ag-
ship staƟ on.  She is a graduate of Hopkinton High School and Ithaca College, with a degree in 
journalism from the Park School of CommunicaƟ ons and is the radio staƟ on’s Assistant Program 
Director.

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Player Interviews/Accessibility:
It is very important to the New Hampshire Fisher Cats and Toronto Blue Jays that all players are available to the media for reasonable 
periods of Ɵ me, following our policies, before and aŌ er games. It is the player’s responsibility to cooperate.

Special interview requests are to be submiƩ ed to Tyler Murray at (603) 606-4130 or tmurray@nhfi shercats.com. Tyler will need 24 hours 
advanced noƟ fi caƟ on to handle special requests.

Media members are not allowed access to the players on the fi eld or in the clubhouse 60 minutes prior to the regularly scheduled game 
Ɵ me.

Nearing the compleƟ on of the game, members of the media are to noƟ fy Tyler Murray of their desire to interview specifi c players or 
team personnel.

There is a 10 minute cool down period following the compleƟ on of each game. Media members are not allowed into the clubhouses 
during this Ɵ me. The Fisher Cats will have a staff  member noƟ fy the media when they are allowed to enter the clubhouses. Some games 
might require more of a cool down period due to team meeƟ ngs or team business. This will require the media to wait a few minutes 
longer. The Fisher Cats will do their best to keep these instances to a minimum.

Live interviews of the team from the clubhouse or fi eld are not permiƩ ed unless approved by Tyler Murray and Manager Mike Mordecai.

Any media request pertaining to the use of live microphones in the dugouts or fi eld personnel are to be approved by Fisher Cats President 
Mike Ramshaw and Manager Mike Mordecai.

Access to the VisiƟ ng clubhouse falls under the same operaƟ ng procedures except there is no need to noƟ fy Tyler Murray of your request 
to interview specifi c players. The Visitors clubhouse has no interview room and you will be instructed to simply enter the locker area.  
VisiƟ ng teams have a radio broadcaster who should also be available to lend some assistance.

Visitors in the clubhouses are to conduct themselves in a professional manner. There is to be no seeking of autographs, removal of 
property, or sampling of player food spreads.
