AN AWARD-WINNING 2006 SEASON!
Curve Earns John H. Johnson President’s Trophy as Top Minor League Franchise

Just nine years after unexpectedly landing an Eastern League expansion
franchise and bringing Double-A baseball to Central and Western Pennsylvania,
the Altoona Curve were honored as Minor League Baseball’s top franchise by
winning the prestigious John H. Johnson President’s Trophy following the
2006 season.

The John H. Johnson President’s Trophy is the top honor awarded by Minor
League Baseball to one of its 176 member clubs in 15 leagues across the United
States and Canada. The categories taken into consideration when selecting the
Curve as last year’s winner included contributions to the baseball industry,
contributions to the local community, long-term franchise stability, the financial
success of the operation and promotion of Minor League Baseball.

Curve President & Managing Partner Chuck Greenberg, General Manager
Todd Parnell and other members of the franchise’s front office staff were
presented with the President’s Trophy on Thursday, December 7th at Minor
League Baseball’s annual awards banquet as part of the Baseball Winter
Meetings in Orlando, FL. The trophy will be on display inside the Curve offices
at Blair County Ballpark throughout the 2007 baseball season.

The announcement of the Curve winning the 2006 John H. Johnson President’s
Trophy means that the franchise has won the three most significant awards
that an affiliated minor league baseball club can receive—the President’s
Trophy, the Larry MacPhail Promotional Trophy and Baseball America’s
Bob Freitas Award—within just two years.  Earlier in the off-season, Baseball
America awarded the Curve a Freitas Award as the top Double-A franchise for
the 2006 season.  In the Fall of 2004, Altoona was honored by Minor League
Baseball with its first major award, when the franchise received the Larry
MacPhail Trophy for top promotional effort, both on and off the field, among all
minor league clubs.

Altoona is only the 11th franchise to receive all three awards, and is believed to
be the first team to do so in less than three years.  By comparison, the Eastern
League’s Reading Phillies received all three honors in a four-year span from
1999-03, while the league’s other trifecta winner, the Trenton Thunder,
accomplished the feat in seven years (1998-05).

Established in 1999, the Curve have quickly become a success story, not only at
the ballpark turnstiles, but in the community and throughout the baseball industry.  In addition to drawing
nearly 3 million fans to Blair County Ballpark in just eight seasons, the Curve have established themselves
in Central and Western Pennsylvania as “Everybody’s Hometown Team”, a slogan which symbolizes the
club’s commitment to reaching out to residents from as far as two hours away from Altoona, not only in an
effort to bring them to the ballpark, but to promote the Curve and Minor League Baseball as a fun,
affordable family entertainment option and to make a difference in each individual community.

In 2006, the Curve franchise played host to the successful Eastern League All-Star Game, which drew a
record crowd of 9,308 to 7,200-seat Blair County Ballpark. Just two weeks earlier, each member of the
Altoona front office staff helped usher in the inaugural season of the Curve’s sister franchise, the New
York-Penn League’s State College Spikes. The club also renewed its long-time affiliation with the Pittsburgh
Pirates through at least the 2010 season, continuing one of the strongest partnerships between a minor
league club and major league affiliate in all of baseball.

The Curve also continued to build upon their reputation as one of the top franchises in Minor League
Baseball at bringing fans fresh and innovative nightly and season-long promotions and quality in-game
entertainment. The club’s “Retro Celebrity Series” was the highlight of the 2006 promotional calendar and
featured appearances from 11 well-known stars from some of the best shows in television history, such as
Erik Estrada, Sherman Hemsley, Jerry Mathers, Jamie Farr, Dawn Wells and Jimmie Walker.
The Curve’s brand-new 1,000 square foot video board, privately financed by the club’s ownership group
prior to the season, gave the franchise one of the largest video boards in Minor League Baseball and
further enhanced the already amazing fan experience at Blair County Ballpark.

The Altoona Curve’s ownership group, Curve Baseball LP, was formed by Chuck Greenberg and a group
of investors who agreed to purchase the Double-A Eastern League club from Robert F. Lozinak and Tate
DeWeese on October 17, 2001.  The final sale of the club was approved in March 2002 and Greenberg
became President and Managing Partner.

Curve Baseball LP’s limited partners include prominent local businessmen Steve Sheetz and Donald
Devorris as well as well-known Pittsburgh sports icons, Jerome Bettis and Mario Lemieux.  Bettis
and Lemieux have each embraced their involvement with the Curve, having each made trips to Blair
County Ballpark and having their likenesses used by the club on popular giveaway items, such as
bobblehead dolls.  Ironically, both Bettis and Lemieux announced their retirements from the Pittsburgh
Steelers and Pittsburgh Penguins, respectively, within a one-week span in February 2006.

Since taking over ownership of the Curve in 2002, the group has invested heavily in capital improvements
to Blair County Ballpark, which already was considered one of the finest minor league baseball facilities in
the country.  In 2003, Curve Baseball LP spent over $1 million on the addition of a new third-base Picnic
Pavilion, left-field Party Deck and an outfield bleacher section to increase the seating capacity of the
ballpark from 6,176 to 7,210.  For the 2006 season, the group spent another $1 million in private money to
add a brand-new 1,000 square foot video scoreboard, which is one of the largest among all minor league
baseball facilities in the United States.

In 2005, Curve Baseball LP announced plans to purchase a second affiliated minor league club in State
College, PA and that the team would play in a brand-new facility on the campus of Penn State University,

which it would share with the Nittany Lions’ varsity baseball
team.  Groundbreaking ceremonies at the future site of Medlar
Field at Lubrano Park (pictured left) took place on May 18, 2005
with Pennsylvania Governor Edward G. Rendell on hand to
present a $12 million check to help fund the project.

On October 4, 2005, Greenberg announced that his group had
reached an agreement to purchase the New York-Penn League’s
New Jersey Cardinals with the intention of moving the short-
season Class-A team to State College for the 2006 season.
Final approval of the purchase and relocation came on February
27, 2006, meaning that Curve Baseball LP now officially owned

two affiliated minor league clubs within 50 miles of each other in Central Pennsylvania.

After nearly 5,000 submissions during the initial round of the club’s “Name the Team Contest” and after
months of suspense, it was announced on November 22, 2005 that the new team would be known as the
State College Spikes.  The name “Spikes” refers to the unbranched antler
of a young male deer and signifies the popularity of deer-hunting in Centre
County and throughout Pennsylvania.  The name also serves as a metaphor
for a young minor leaguer who may or may not develop into a major leaguer,
just as a young deer may or may not develop a full set of antlers.

The Spikes took the field for their inaugural season in June 2006 and drew
an impressive 138,619 fans over 36 home dates, an average of over 3,800
fans per game.  That total immediately placed the brand-new franchise
among the top third of New York-Penn League teams and solidified Curve
Baseball LP’s decision to bring professional baseball to the Centre region.
After playing the 2006 season as a St. Louis Cardinals’ affiliate due to an
inherited Player Development Contract from the New Jersey Cardinals, the
ownership group announced in September 2006 that, beginning with the 2007 season, the Spikes would
take the field as the short-season Class-A affiliate of the Pittsburgh Pirates, thus further fortifying the
strong bond between the Altoona and State College franchises.

CHUCK GREENBERG
President & Managing Partner

2007 marks Chuck Greenberg’s sixth season as the President and
Managing Partner of Curve Baseball LP, the ownership group which
operates two franchises in Central Pennsylvania -- the Altoona Curve and
the State College Spikes of the New York-Penn League.  He also holds the
same title for the Myrtle Beach Pelicans, the Class-A Carolina League
affiliate of the Atlanta Braves.

Since taking over as President and Managing Partner of the Curve, the
club has set numerous single-game and season attendance marks, hosted
the highly successful 2006 Eastern League All-Star Game and become an
award-winner and one of the most respected in Minor League Baseball.

Thanks to Chuck’s leadership of the Curve, the club was honored as Minor League Baseball’s top franchise
following the 2006 season by being named winners of the John H. Johnson President’s Trophy for overall
excellence.  Also following the 2006 campaign, Baseball America awarded the Curve the prestigious Bob
Freitas Award as the top team at the Class AA level.  Chuck also led a Curve franchise which won the 2004
Larry MacPhail Trophy for promotional excellence in Minor League Baseball, making Altoona one of a select
group to have earned all three significant awards available to affiliated minor league teams.

Chuck has also proven to be very committed to continuing to add to the fan experience at Blair County
Ballpark, overseeing two large capital improvement projects which increased the ballpark’s seating capacity
from 6,100 to over 7,200 with the addition of the Third-Base Picnic Pavilion, Left-Field Party Deck and
Outfield Reserved Bleacher Seats prior to the 2003 season.  Chuck was also the driving force behind the
addition of a state-of-the-art, 1,000 square foot videoboard, which was added in time for the start of the
2006 season and is one of the largest in all of minor league baseball.

Chuck has also been very instrumental in growing the very strong relationship between the Curve and its
major league affiliate, the Pittsburgh Pirates, and in working with Penn State University on the financing,
construction and Operating Agreement for Medlar Field at Lubrano Park in State College, which is now the
home to both the State College Spikes and Penn State’s NCAA baseball program.

The 45-year old Pittsburgh native is a practicing corporate and sports attorney and a Partner in the
Pennsylvania-based law firm Pepper Hamilton, LLP, where he’s worked since 1998.  He also heads the firm’s
sports practice and is a member of its Executive Committee.  Chuck is also the President and CEO of
PlayMaker Sports Advisors LLC, a wholly owned subsidiary of Pepper Hamilton that offers a range of
services to the sports industry.

Among his work in the sports industry, Chuck was instrumental in helping put together the deal that landed
National Hockey League Hall of Famer Mario Lemieux ownership of the bankrupt Pittsburgh Penguins in
1999 and saved the franchise for Pittsburgh and Western Pennsylvania.  More recently, earlier this year
he represented Lemieux and the Penguins in successful negotations with the Commonwealth of Pennsylva-
nia, the City of Pittsburgh and Allegheny County which resulted in a deal to build a brand-new, state-of-
the-art arena in downtown Pittsburgh and secure the future of the Penguins in Pittsburgh for at least
another 30 years.  Additionally, in 2001 Chuck represented the purchasers of the Florida Panthers in their
acquisition of the NHL franchise.

Chuck graduated from Upper St. Clair High School in 1978 and four years later received his B.A. from Tufts
University in Massachusetts.  In 1985, he graduated from the University of Michigan Law School.  Chuck
and his wife Jennifer have been married for 23 years and have three boys; Jeff (21), Jack (19) and Benny
(17).  Jeff attends the University of Pennsylvania, where he is the captain of the Quakers’ hockey team.
Jack is a freshman at the University of Rhode Island and is a member of the Rams’ NCAA Division I baseball
program.  Benny currently attends Upper St. Clair High School where he is a member of the Panthers’
hockey program.

General Manager

Todd Parnell enters his sixth season as the General Manager of the
Altoona Curve in 2007.  “Parney” not only manages the day-to-day
operations of the Curve, but also serves as the G.E.R.T. (“Guy Everyone
Reports To”) for both the Curve’s sister franchise State College Spikes and
the Class-A Myrtle Beach Pelicans.

Over his first five seasons as Curve General Manager, “Parney” has
helped the Curve set numerous single-game and season attendance marks
at Blair County Ballpark, shatter sponsorship and corporate sales records,
host the highly successful 2006 Eastern League All-Star Game, and turn
the club into an award-winner and one of the most respected in Minor
League Baseball

Under Parnell’s outstanding leadership, the Curve were honored as Minor League Baseball’s top franchise
following the 2006 season by being named winners of the John H. Johnson President’s Trophy for overall
excellence. Also following the 2006 campaign, Baseball America awarded the Curve the prestigious Bob
Freitas Award as the top team at the Double-A level. Parnell’s leadership and promotional creativity also
led the Curve to win the 2004 Larry MacPhail Trophy for promotional excellence in Minor League Baseball.
He also earned the 2004 Eastern League Executive of the Year Award.

Parney is also a very popular figure in the community and serves on the Board of Directors for the Blair
County Chamber of Commerce, the Altoona Blair County Development Corporation and the Allegheny
Mountains Convention and Visitor’s Bureau.

Prior to joining the Curve, the North Carolina native was the Vice President and General Manager of the
Single-A Kannapolis (NC) Intimidators (formerly the Piedmont Boll Weevils) in the South Atlantic League
from 1997 to 2001.  During his tenure in Kannapolis, the club set attendance records (either overall or
average) in each of his first four seasons and made the playoffs in 1998 and 2000.  For his efforts, Parnell
was named the 1999 South Atlantic League General Manager of the Year.

In November 2000, owners Larry Hedrick, Bruton Smith and Dale Earnhardt changed the team name from
the Piedmont Boll Weevils to the Kannapolis Intimidators and switched their major league affiliation from
the Philadelphia Phillies to the Chicago White Sox.  In the club’s first season with its new image, the
Intimidators again set franchise records in both single-season and per-game attendance, while becoming
one of Minor League Baseball’s top merchandise sellers.

Parney began his minor league baseball career during the 1990 season when he joined the Eastern
League’s Reading Phillies as the club’s Director of Sales and Marketing.  He was later promoted to Assistant
General Manager, a position he held through the 1996 season.

The 40-year-old graduated from Messiah College in 1988 with a degree in physical education and a minor in
business. He and wife Kelly are the parents of daughters Lindsay (12) and Samantha (9).

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40-year old Tim Leiper returns for his second season as the manager of the Altoona Curve in 2007.  Leiper
led the Curve to a 75-64 record during the 2006 regular season, finishing second in the Eastern League’s
Southern Division and earning a wild-card berth in the E.L. playoffs.  2006 marked the Curve’s fifth
consecutive winning season and sixth in eight years.

Leiper is entering his seventh season as a minor league
skipper, including his third in the Pirates’ organization.
Prior to being named manager of the Curve, he led the
2005 Lynchburg Hillcats (A) to a 78-62 record and a
spot in the Carolina League playoffs.  From 2000-02,
Leiper managed in the Montreal Expos’ system,
including one season with the Triple-A Ottawa Lynx.  In
2003, he joined the Boston Red Sox’ chain as the
manager at Class-A Sarasota before returning to
Ottawa in 2004 after the club became a Baltimore
affiliate.  Overall, Leiper has posted a winning record
of 479-431 (.526) as a minor league bench boss.

Originally signed by the Detroit Tigers in 1984, Leiper
has either played, coached or managed for each of
the last 24 seasons.  During his 12-year playing
career, he appeared in more than 1,000 minor league
games as an outfielder, posting a .273 career batting
average.  He spent two seasons at the Triple-A level in
the Pirates’ system, playing for Buffalo in 1993 and
Calgary in 1994.

At the completion of his playing career, Leiper began
coaching in 1996 with the Binghamton Mets of the
Eastern League.  After two seasons in the Mets’ minor
league system, he joined Montreal in 1998 and
returned to the E.L. as a coach for league champion
Harrisburg.  He then was a coach with Ottawa in 1999
before beginning his managerial career the following
season.  During the 2004 Olympics in Athens, he
served as a coach for the Canadian National Team,
which finished fourth in the competition.  He was also a part of the Team Canada coaching staff at the
inaugural World Baseball Classic in March 2006.

A native of Whittier, California, Tim currently makes his home in Ottawa, Ontario, Canada with his wife
Randa, daughter Eleni-Anna (6) and son Jackson (5).  His older brother Dave spent parts of eight major
league seasons (1984-96) as a pitcher with Oakland, San Diego, Montreal and Philadelphia.

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Searage will mark his 30th year in professional baseball in 2007 and his fifth as a pitching coach with the
Pirates’ organization.  The 51-year old, who spent seven seasons as a major league pitcher with the Mets
(1981), Brewers (1984-86), White Sox (1986-87) and Dodgers (1989-90), led the Curve pitching staff to
the second-best ERA in the Eastern League in 2006 (3.56) and three of his pitchers—Brian Rogers, Josh
Sharpless and Shane Youman—made the jump from Double-A to the major leagues during the season.

Prior to joining the Curve in 2006, Searage spent the 2005 season as the pitching coach at Hickory (A) and
the previous two seasons with the Pirates’ affiliate in Williamsport (2003-04).  He has served as either a
pitching coach or minor league pitching coordinator for the past 13 years, including stints with the St. Louis
(1994-97), Tampa Bay (1998-00) and Florida (2000-01) organizations.

As a player, Searage was drafted by St. Louis in the 22nd round of the 1976 draft out of West Liberty
State College in West Virginia and made his major league debut with the New York Mets during the 1981
season.  In a total of seven big league seasons and 254 career relief appearances with New York (1981),
Milwaukee (1984-86), the Chicago White Sox (1986-87) and Los Angeles (1989-90), he compiled an 11-13
record with 11 saves and a 3.50 ERA.  The native of Long Island, NY currently resides in St. Petersburg,
FL with his wife Vickie.  The couple has three sons—Raymond II (26), Ryan (24) and Robbie (19).

Moore enters his second season with the Curve, third as a hitting instructor in the Pirates’ system, and
seventh overall as a minor league coach.  In 2005, he served as manager Tim Leiper’s hitting coach with
Class-A Lynchburg and under his guidance Hillcats’ hitters posted a Carolina League-high .282 average.
Last season, Moore helped Curve hitters to the second-best average in the Eastern League at .262.

Prior to joining the Pirates, the veteran minor league infielder served as a coach in the Chicago White Sox’
system from 2001-04.

Pribyl returns for his second season as the Curve’s head athletic trainer in 2007.  Previously, he spent
three seasons in the same capacity with Class-A Lynchburg (2003-05) and was named the Carolina League
Trainer of the Year following both the 2004 and ‘05 seasons.  Overall, the Victoria, TX native has worked in
minor league baseball every season since 1999, when he joined the Florida Marlins organization.  After
three seasons with Florida, he moved to the Pirates in 2002 and served as the trainer with Bradenton.

Pribyl has a diverse athletic training background, having worked as a trainer for two minor league hockey
teams in San Antonio, the San Antonio Texans of the Canadian Football League in 1995 and with Thomas
C. Clark High School in San Antonio from 1994-97.  He received a bachelor’s degree from the University of
Texas-San Antonio and a master’s degree in Education and Kinesiology from the University of Texas in 1999.

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ALTOONA CURVE: A BRIEF HISTORY
Success of Franchise Began Early and Continues Strong

Like many other decisions in baseball, the latest round of major league expansion had a domino effect on
the minor leagues.  In 1995, Arizona and Tampa Bay were awarded major league franchises to play their
inaugural season in 1998.  To keep pace, baseball’s rookie level added two teams in 1996.  The following
year, Class ‘A’ and Class ‘AAA’ each increased by two teams.

That left only Class ‘AA’ in need of expansion to match the number of teams in the big leagues.  In 1997,
the National Association of Professional Baseball Leagues, as it was then called, decided the Eastern
League would receive the two new franchises to start play in 1999.  Erie was an easy first choice of the
NAPBL’s expansion committee.  After all, the SeaWolves had established short-season attendance records
in the new Uht Park as part of the New York-Penn League from 1995-98.

The awarding of the second franchise wasn’t easy.  For months, it seemed Springfield, Massachusetts
would land the team.  However, an inability to finalize land and stadium finance deals left the NAPBL looking
for another option.  Enter Altoona.  City native Bob Lozinak, Bedford developer Tate DeWeese, and a
group of PA lawmakers put together an 11th hour stadium financing package and site plan.  The proposal
was presented to the expansion committee at an October 5, 1997 meeting in Las Vegas.  It received
unanimous approval and Double-A baseball was on its way to Altoona.

Ballpark groundbreaking ceremonies took place in
March 1998 and the franchise was officially awarded
the following month.  In June of that year, the
Altoona entry selected “Curve” as its nickname. The
combination railroad/baseball moniker beat out
several choices like “Lake Monsters”, “Ridge
Runners” and, believe it or not, “Fish”!

The next step for the Curve was affiliating with a
major league team. Erie seemed to have an inside
track on becoming the Pirates’ new Double-A club,
as the SeaWolves had served as Pittsburgh’s short-
season club from 1995-98. However, after a series
of meetings with potential major league parent
clubs, the Curve landed the coveted affiliation with
the Pirates. The September 1998 announcement took
the franchise to another level as the U.S. 22 pairing
seemed an ideal fit. Central Pennsylvania fans, with their strong Pirates’ roots, could now cheer for the
Bucs’ top prospects on their way to Pittsburgh.

The long-awaited first game in Curve history took place on April 9, 1999 in Reading, PA. The game against
the Phillies’ affiliate was suspended by rain and completed the next day as part of a doubleheader. For the
record, the Curve lost its first contest, 6-2, but recorded its first win hours later with a 6-4 decision in
game two of the twinbill.

Finally, the Curve christened BCB on April 15 with a
triumph over the Bowie Baysox. A huge crowd of 6,171
attended the history-making contest despite cold, rainy
weather and nearly a one-hour delay.

After three remarkable seasons, the Lozinak family sold
the franchise to a group headed by Pittsburgh attorney
Chuck Greenberg on April 2, 2002. Among the limited
partners in Greenberg’s collective: Pittsburgh Penguins’
owner, star center and NHL Hall of Famer Mario
Lemieux; Pittsburgh Steelers’ all-pro running back
Jerome Bettis; Altoona-based businessmen Steve
Sheetz and Don Devorris and DeWeese.

Despite the ownership change, the Curve franchise
enjoyed its most successful season to that point, drawing

a record 363,871 fans to Blair County Ballpark. On August 5, 2002 the Curve announced a new four-year
affiliation agreement with Pittsburgh, securing one of baseball’s strongest affiliations thru 2006.

Between the 2002 and ‘03 seasons, Blair County Ballpark underwent its first major capital expansion
project, as a new third-base Picnic Area, left-field Party Deck and outfield reserved seating section were
constructed.  The additions of the new areas brought the seating capacity of the ballpark to just over
7,200 and created enough room to hold nearly 10,000 fans on any night.

Oct. 4, 1997 With just hours to spare, the state
of Pennsylvania allocates nearly $11 million
in state funds towards the building of a new
ballpark that would play host to the proposed
new minor league baseball team.

Oct. 5, 1997 The expansion committee of the
National Association of Professional Baseball
Leagues unanimously grants Altoona’s bid
for a new minor league franchise over the bid
submitted by the city of Springfield, MA.

Mar. 7, 1998 Groundbreaking ceremonies take
place at the future site of Blair County Ballpark.

Apr. 27, 1998 Altoona is officially granted an
expansion franchise by the Eastern League.

July 2, 1998 “Curve” is selected as the new
franchise’s nickname.

Sept. 15, 1998 The Curve announces a four-year
player development contract with the Pirates.

Apr. 10, 1999 After a rainout the day before, the
first game in Curve franchise history is played
as part of a doubleheader in Reading--the
Curve loses 6-2 in game one, but bounces
back for a 6-4 win in game two of the twinbill.

Apr. 15, 1999 The Curve’s home opener is played
before 6,171 fans at Blair County Ballpark
with Altoona defeating Bowie 6-1.

Oct. 17, 2001 Curve majority owner Bob Lozinak
announces that the franchise will be sold to a
new group headed by Pittsburgh sports
attorney Chuck Greenberg, pending approval.
Later, Greenberg would welcome Pittsburgh
sports stars Jerome Bettis and Mario Lemieux
into the new ownership group.

Apr. 3, 2002 Less than 48 hours before the start
of the 2002 season, the ownership transfer
officially takes place.  Todd Parnell is officially
named the club’s new General Manager.

Aug. 8, 2002 The Curve franchise is featured in a
full-page feature story in the sports section of
USA Today.  The article entitled “Curve Shape a
Region’s Heart” documents the game-day
happenings at Blair County Ballpark.

Jan. 2003 Construction begins on a nearly $1
million dollar privately financed addition to
BCB.  The project yielded a left-field Picnic
Pavilion, Party Deck and outfield bleacher
seating section in time for the ‘03 season.

July 4, 2004 The Curve welcomes U.S. Vice
President Dick Cheney for the Fourth of
July game against Harrisburg.  Cheney tossed
out the first pitch and watched the first half of the
game with his wife and granddaughter from the
skybox of PA State Senator Robert Jubelirer.

Dec. 2004 After setting a fifth straight attendance
record and continuing to create more fun in-
game and nightly promotions, the Curve is
awarded the Larry MacPhail Trophy for
promotional excellence in Minor League Baseball.

July 12, 2006 The Curve hosts the 2006 E.L. All-Star
Game in front of a record 9,308 fans.

Dec. 2006 The Curve are awarded Minor League
Baseball’s highest honor, the John H. Johnson
President’s Trophy signifying the top franchise
among all clubs across the U.S. and Canada.

During the 2003 season, the Curve, led by third-year
manager Dale Sveum took the franchise to new
heights on the field, posting a 78-63 regular season
record and securing the club’s first-ever Eastern League
postseason berth, losing to the eventual E.L. champion
Akron Aeros three-games-to-one in the first round of
the playoffs. The playoff run helped fuel yet another
franchise attendance record as 365,376 fans came
through the gates at Blair County Ballpark.

In 2004, the Curve, now managed by Tony Beasley,
finished with a league-best 85-56 record and not only
returned to the playoffs, but took the next step and
advanced to the Eastern League Championship Series
for the first time in club history before losing to the New
Hampshire Fisher Cats.  2004 also turned out to be a
banner year at the gates as the Curve added a fifth
consecutive franchise attendance record after drawing
394,062 fans to Blair County Ballpark.  Among those
fans who attended Curve home games in 2004 included
Vice President Dick Cheney, who attended the club’s
Fourth of July game against Harrisburg.  Following the
season, Curve General Manager Todd Parnell was
honored as the Eastern League Executive of the Year,
while the franchise was presented the prestigious Larry
MacPhail Trophy symbolizing the top promotional effort,
both on and off the field, in all baseball.

The 2005 edition of the Curve reached post-season play
in dramatic fashion, sweeping a four-game road series
from Bowie during the final weekend of the season to
reach the playoffs for a third consecutive season.
Despite losing in the first round of the playoffs, the
Curve won big earlier in the season when the franchise
was named the host of the 2006 E.L. All-Star Game.

2006 proved to be a banner year for the Curve and
the club’s ownership group, Curve Baseball LP.  The
highlight of the season, and arguably the top moment
in the first eight seasons of Curve baseball, came on
July 12th, when Altoona played host to the 2006
Eastern League All-Star Game.  A Blair County Ballpark-
record crowd of 9,308 was on hand to witness Curve
All-Star Brett Roneberg take home MVP honors in a
5-3 win for the Southern Division All-Stars.

Just a few weeks earlier, the Curve helped launch a
new affiliated minor league club in Central PA as the
short-season Class-A State College Spikes began play in
the historic New York-Penn League.  The Spikes opened
brand-new Medlar Field at Lubrano Park on June 20,
2006 before over 5,500 fans and finished their first
season as one of the top draws in the league. Medlar
Field, which is uniquely shared by both the Spikes and
Penn State’s baseball program, instantly joined
Altoona’s Blair County Ballpark as one of the premier
professional baseball facilities in the country. The Spikes
capped an amazing inaugural season by announcing in
September 2006 that the club, like their sister franchise
in Altoona, would become a Pittsburgh Pirates’ affiliate
through at least the 2010 season.

In the Fall of 2006, the franchise won two prestigious
awards, most notably, the John H. Johnson President’s
Trophy, which is given annually to Minor League
Baseball’s top club on the basis of long-time franchise
stability, contributions to and promotion of the baseball
industry and the financial success of the team. Also,
the Curve was honored by Baseball America as the
2006 winner of the Double-A Bob Freitas Award.

ADAM HYZDU

It didn’t take long for the city of Altoona to show the critics who said the area was too small to support
a professional baseball team that it has as knowledgeable and caring fans as anywhere minor league
baseball is played.  It didn’t take Adam Hyzdu long to discover that fact either.

When the minor league veteran signed as a minor league free agent with the Pirates shortly after
being released by the Boston Red Sox organization early in the 1999 season, Curve fans were just
getting used to their new team and its beautiful new ballpark.  Few probably even knew the names of
the players they were cheering for.  But soon, everyone knew about Hyzdu.

He was the club’s Most Valuable Player during the inaugural 1999 season, batting .316 with 24 home
runs and 78 RBI in just 91 games, before earning a late-season promotion to Triple-A.  Most people
thought they had seen the last of Hyzdu in a Curve uniform.

However, after a less than intent look from the Pirates in major league spring training, and much to
the surprise of the fans of Altoona, Hyzdu returned to the Curve for the 2000 season.  Although
perhaps initially upset about returning to the Double-A level for the fifth time in his career, Hyzdu tore
up Eastern League pitching and in return won the hearts of Curve fans.  In 142 games for the 2000
Curve, he batted .290 with team records for home runs (31) and RBI (106) and earned the Eastern
League’s Most Valuable Player Award.  By the middle of the season, the entire city of Altoona was
campaigning for Hyzdu’s promotion to the major leagues.

And just when it appeared as though Adam Hyzdu’s 11th season as a professional baseball player
would end without a major league at-bat, he had the week of his life.  On September 4th, following a
season-ending loss to Akron, his number 16 jersey was retired by the Curve--an honor not normally
bestowed upon a minor league baseball player.  Then, just four days later, Hyzdu received the call he
had been waiting for--he was heading to the major leagues with the Pittsburgh Pirates!  He singled in
his first major league at-bat on September 8th and 12 days later hit his first major league home run
against the Philadelphia Phillies at Veteran’s Stadium.

After returning to the minor leagues to open 2001, he was recalled by the Pirates in May and spent
the majority of the season with the major league club.  On July 4th that season, in his hometown of
Cincinnati, Hyzdu hit two homers against the Reds, bringing his baseball playing career full circle from
the days when he was belting home runs at Moeller High School.

After spending parts of the 2002 and 2003 seasons with Pittsburgh, Hyzdu left the Pirates’ organiza-
tion to join the Boston Red Sox system in 2004.  After hitting .301 with 29 homers and 79 RBI for
Triple-A Pawtucket, Adam was rewarded with a September call-up to the playoff-bound Boston Red
Sox and had a chance to remain with the club as the Sox did the unthinkable and won the franchise’s
first World Series title since 1918.

In 2005, despite spending most of the season in the minor leagues with both the Padres and Red Sox’
organizations, Hyzdu appeared in 29 big league games between San Diego and Boston, marking the
sixth season in which he has seen action in the major leagues.  2005 also brought a milestone in
Adam’s career as he appeared in a major league post-season game for the first time.

The 2006 season saw Hyzdu appear for his fourth major league team as he played in two games for
the Texas Rangers after signing with the club as a minor league free agent in November 2005.

2006 Indianapolis Indians Recap

2006 Lynchburg Hillcats Recap
The Lynchburg Hillcats posted a combined record of 63-75 and
failed to reach the postseason for just the second time
in five years.  Despite not qualifying for postseason play, the
Hillcats finished the season on a strong note by winning 11 of
their final 15 games.  In addition, Lynchburg drew a single-
season record of 157,744 fans to City Stadium in 2006.

Pittsburgh’s 2004 first round pick Neil Walker began the
season at Lynchburg.  Walker missed spring training and the
first month of the season recovering from off-season surgery to
repair torn ligaments in his right wrist.  The switch-hitting
catcher was named to the All-Star Futures Game in Pittsburgh
while also hitting safely in 23 of his final 30 games with the
Hillcats before being promoted to Double-A Altoona.

2006 Hickory Crawdads Recap
The Hickory Crawdads posted a combined record of 67-70
during the 2006 campaign and failed to reach the South Atlantic
League playoffs.  The Crawdads finished three games below
.500 (33-36) in the first half and went 34-34 in the second half of
the season.

Offensively, Pittsburgh’s 2005 first round draft pick Andrew
McCutchen was the talk of the South Atlantic League in his first
full season of professional baseball.  McCutchen hit .291 with 14
home runs, 62 RBI and 22 stolen bases in 114 games.  The mid-
and post-season All-Star reached base safely in 28 straight
games from July 13 thru August 13 while also posting a .352
average in his final 31 games with Hickory before being
promoted to Altoona in mid-August.  Following the season,
McCutchen was named the South Atlantic League’s most
outstanding prospect by the league’s managers.  He was also
tabbed by Baseball America as the top prospect in the South
Atlantic League by the league’s managers and scouts.  The
Crawdads had several other players produce big numbers
during the course of the season.  Outfielder Brad Corley,
who garnered both mid-season and post-season All-Star
accolades, led the league in RBI, finished second in hits and
third in total bases.  Infielder Steven Pearce belted 12 home
runs in 44 games before being promoted to Lynchburg in May.
Shortstop Brent Lillibridge swiped a team-high 29 bases, was
named to the mid-season All-Star team and continued to excel
after being promoted to Lynchburg on June 29.

On the mound, right-hander Todd Redmond’s 13 victories
was tied for fourth among all South Atlantic League pitchers.
Redmond also finished third in the league in ERA, fifth in
strikeouts and tied for fourth in innings pitched.  Righty Luis
Munoz was one of five pitchers in the league to record a pair
of complete games.  Closer Justin Vaclavik finished with a
total of 18 saves while southpaw reliever David Davidson
went 2-1 with a 1.93 ERA before moving up to Lynchburg on
July 22.  Right-hander Brad Lincoln also saw action at
Hickory.  Pittsburgh’s 2006 first round draft pick made four
starts for the Crawdads before being sidelined with a
strained left oblique for the final four weeks of the season.

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Abscess: an infection, which produces pus; can be
the result of a blister, callus, penetrating wound or
laceration.
Anterior Cruciate Ligament (ACL): a primary
stabilizing ligament within the center of the knee
joint that prevents hyperextension and excessive
rotation of the joint.  A complete tear of the ACL
necessitating reconstruction could require up to 12
months of rehabilitation.
Anti-Inflammatory: any agent, which prevents
inflammation, such as aspirin or ibuprofen.
Anteriogram: a film demonstrating arteries after
injection of dye
Arthrogram: x-ray technique for joints using air
and/or dye injected into the affected area; useful
in diagnosing meniscus tears of the knee and rotator
cuff
Arthroscope: an instrument used to visualize the
interior of a joint cavity.
Arthroscopy: a surgical examination of the
internal structures of a joint by means of viewing
through an Arthroscope.  An arthroscopic proce-
dure can be used to remove or repair damaged
tissue or as a diagnostic procedure in order to
inspect the extent of any damage or confirm a
diagnosis.
Atrophy: to shrivel or shrink from disuse, as in
muscular atrophy.
Baker’s Cyst: localized swelling of a bursa sac in
the posterior knee as a result of fluid that has
escaped from the knee capsule.  A Baker’s cyst
indicates that there is trauma inside the knee joint
that leads to excessive fluid production.
Bone Scan: an imaging procedure in which a
radioactive-labeled substance is injected into the
body to determine the status of a bone injury.  If
the bone at the injury sight takes up the radioac-
tive substance, the injury will show a “hot spot” on
the scan image.  The bone scan is particularly
useful in the diagnosis of stress fractures.
Bursa: a fluid-filled sac that is located in areas
where friction is likely to occur, then minimizes the
friction; for example between a tendon and bone.
Capsule: an enclosing structure, which surrounds
the joint and contains ligaments, which stabilize
that joint.
CAT Scan: use of a computer to produce a cross
sectional view of the anatomical part being
investigated from x-ray data.
Cellulitis: inflammation of cellular or connective
tissue.
Cervical Vertebrae: group of seven vertebrae
located in the neck.
Collateral Ligament: on either side of and acting
as a radius of movement, a hinge joint, as of the
elbow, knee and wrist.

Concussion: jarring injury of the brain resulting in
dysfunction. It can be graded as mild, moderate or
severe depending on loss of consciousness,
amnesia and loss of equilibrium.
Contusion: an injury to a muscle and tissues
caused by a blow from a blunt object.
Degenerative Joint Disease: changes in the
joint surfaces as a result of repetitive trauma.
Deltoid Ligament: ligament that connects the
tibia to bones of the medial aspect of the foot and
is primarily responsible for stability of the ankle on
the medial side.  Is sprained less frequently than
other ankle ligaments.
Deltoid Muscle: muscles at the top of the arm,
just below the shoulder, responsible for shoulder
motions to the front, side and back.
Disc, Intervertebral: a flat, rounded plate
between each vertebrae of the spine.  The disc
consists of a thick fiber ring, which surrounds a soft
gel-like interior.  It functions as a cushion and shock
absorber for the spinal column.
D i s l o c a t i o n : complete displacement of joint
surfaces.
Eccymosis: bleeding into the surface tissue below
the skin, resulting in a “black and blue” effect.
Effusion: accumulation of fluid in various spaces in
the body. Commonly, the knee has an effusion
after an injury.
Electromyogram (EMG): test to determine
nerve function.
Epicondylitis: inflammation in the elbow due to
overuse.
Fracture: breach in continuity of a bone.  Types of
fractures include simple, compound, comminuted,
greenstick, incomplete, impacted, longitudinal,
oblique, stress or transverse.
Grade One Injury: a mild injury in which ligament,
tendon, or other musculoskeletal tissue may have
been stretched or confused, but not torn or
otherwise disrupted.
Grade Two Injury: a moderate injury in which
musculoskeletal tissue has been partially, but not
totally torn which causes appreciable limitation in
function of the injured tissue.
Grade Three Injury: a severe injury in which
tissue has been significantly, and in some cases
totally, torn or otherwise disrupted causing a virtual
total loss of function.
Hematoma: tumor-like mass produced by an
accumulation of coagulated blood in a cavity.
Inflammation: the body’s natural response to
injury in which the injury site might display various
degrees of pain, swelling, heat, redness and/or loss
of function.
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Labrum: an edge, rim or lip-shaped structure
found in the shoulder joint.
Ligament: band of fibrous tissue that connects
bone to bone or bone to cartilage and supports and
strengthens joints.
Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI): imaging
procedure in which a radio frequency pulse causes
certain electrical elements of the injured tissue to
react to this pulse and through this process a
computer display and permanent film establish a
visual image.  MRI does not require radiation and is
very useful in the diagnosis of soft tissue, disc and
meniscus injuries.
Meniscus: crescent shaped cartilage, usually
pertaining to the knee joint; also known as
“cartilage.”  There are two menisci in the knee,
medial and lateral.  These work to absorb weight
within the knee and provide stability.
Metacarpals: five long bones of the hand running
from the wrist to the fingers.
Metatarsals: five long bones of the foot, running
from the ankle to the toes.
Patella Tendinitis: inflammation of the patellar
ligament; also known as “jumpers knee.”
Patellofemoral Joint: articulation of the kneecap
and femur.  Inflammation of this joint can occur
through: 1) acute injury to the patella, 2) overuse
from excessive running particularly if there is an
associated knee weakness, 3) chronic wear and
tear of the knee, 4) as a result of poor foot
mechanics. Patellofemoral irritation can lead to
hondromalancia, which in its most chronic condition,
could require surgery.
Plica: fold of tissue in the joint capsule and a
common result of knee injury.
Posterior Cruciate Ligament (PCL): a primary
stabilizing ligament of the knee that provides
significant stability and prevents displacement of
the tibia backward within the knee joint.  A
complete tear of this ligament necessitating
reconstruction could require up to 12 months of
rehabilitation.
Reconstruction: surgical rebuilding of a joint
using natural, artificial or transplanted materials.
Rotator Cuff: comprised of four muscles in the
shoulder area that can be irritated by overuse. The
muscles are the supraspinatus (most commonly
injured), infraspinatus, teres minor and subscapularis.
Rotator Cuff Impingement Syndrome: a
microtrauma or overuse injury caused by stress,
and the four stages are: 1) tendentious with
temporary thickening of the bursa and rotator cuff;
2) fiber dissociation in the tendon with permanent
thickening of the bursa and scar formation; 3) a
partial rotator cuff tear of less than one cm and 4)
a complete tear of one cm or more.

Scapula: shoulder blade.
Sciatica: irritation of the sciatic nerve resulting in
pain or tingling running down the inside of the leg.
Sciatic Nerve: major nerve that carries impulses
for muscular action and sensations between the low
back and thigh and lower leg; it is the longest nerve
in the body.
Shin Splint: a catch-all syndrome describing pain in
the shin that is not a fracture or tumor and cannot
be defined otherwise.
Spondylolisthesis: forward displacement of one
vertebra over another below it due to a develop-
mental defect in the vertebrae.
Sprain: injury resulting from a stretch or twist of
the joint and causes various degrees of stretch or
tear to the muscle or tendon tissue.
Strain: injury resulting from a pull or torsion to the
muscle or tendon that causes various degrees of
stretch or tear to the muscle or tendon tissue.
Stress Fracture: a hair-line type break in a bone
caused by overuse.
Stress x-ray: a continual x-ray taken when a
portion of the body is stressed to its maximum in
order to determine joint stability.  This is a test
utilized in some ankle injuries.
Sublaxation: partial dislocation of a joint.  The
term usually implies that the joint can return to its
normal position without formal reduction.
Tarsals: a group of seven bones of the foot
consisting of the calcaneus, talus, cuboid and three
cuneiform bones.
Tendinitis: inflammation of the tendon and/or
tendon sheath, caused by chronic overuse or
sudden injury.
Tendon: tissue that connects muscle to bone.
Tomograph: a special type of x-ray apparatus
that demonstrates an organ or tissue at a particular
depth.
Transverse Process: small lateral projection off
the right and left side of each vertebra that
functions as an attachment site for muscles and
ligaments of the spine.
Triangular Cartilage: a connective tissue
characterized by its nonvascularity and firm
consistency; located on the little finger side of the
wrist.
Ulnar Nerve: nerve in the elbow commonly
irritated by excessive throwing.
Wrist: the junction between the two forearm
bones (radius and ulna) and the eight wrist bones
(trapezium, capitate, hamate, pisiform, trequetral,
lunate and scaphoid).
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
