In 1996, Tom Dickson and Sherrie Myers launched their ==
first minor league baseball team, the Lansing Lugnuts, ) ’:jlﬂ‘”-"-
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spearheading the development and construction of the .ﬂ
team’s home stadium. During that inaugural season, the
Lugnuts set the attendance record for any Class-A team
in its first year, drawing over 535,000 fans. The total ranks
second in Midwest League history, trailing only the 1996
attendance of the West Michigan Whitecaps.

In large part due to the success of the Lugnuts, Dickson and
Myers were named “Entrepreneurs of the Year in the State
of Michigan” in 1997.

In 2004, Dickson and Myers purchased the Orlando Rays
franchise, moving it to Montgomery, Alabama. The renamed Montgomery Biscuits have served as one of the
crown jewels of Class-AA and were named MiLB.com’s Double-A Team of the Year in 2006 and 2007.

In addition to Lansing, Charleston and Montgomery, the couple has been responsible for the development of
over $150 million worth of new minor league ballparks in markets such as Dayton, Ohio; Joliet, lllinois; Gary,
Indiana; and Eastlake, Ohio. Tom Dickson and Sherrie Myers have received a multitude of awards for their
entrepreneurial efforts and have been covered in a long list of national media outlets including CNN, The Wall
Street Journal, ESPN, USA Today, Southern Living Magazine, Smart Money Magazine, and Baseball America.

Stan Coveleski

Of all of the stadiums in the Midwest League, South Bend's home park has the most widely used nickname:
Stanley Coveleski Regional Stadium is known familiarly as “The Cove.”

As for the namesake of the ballpark, the right-hander born Stanislaus Kowalewski (1889-1984) of Shamokin, PA,
used a nasty spitball to great effect during a career lasting from 1912-1928. He finished with a won-lost record
of 215-142 and an ERA of 2.89, having toiled for the Philadelphia Athletics, Cleveland Indians, Washington
Senators and New York Yankees, and then he retired to South Bend to become a local icon.

He was brought back into the national spotlight by Lawrence Ritter’s Glory of Their Times, chronicling inter-
views with ballplayers from the early 20th century. Three years after the book came out in 1966, Coveleski
was inducted into the Baseball Hall of Fame.

Baseball in West Michigan
by Keaton Gillogly

The history of baseball in West Michigan dates back to 1883 and the Northwestern League, with professional
baseball in Grand Rapids for the next 34 years. From 1917-1951, however, no team spent more than five
continuous years there. After the final season of the Grand Rapids Jets in ‘51, the area began a 43-year
professional baseball drought.

The drought ended because of two men, Lew Chamberlin and Denny Baxter. In November 1989, the duo were
a part of the Wisconsin Baseball Partnership which purchased the Wausau Timbers and turned them into the
Kane County Cougars. Four years later, Chamberlin and Baxter successfully purchased the Madison Muskies
and moved them across Lake Michigan to become the Whitecaps for the 1994 season. 475,212 patrons walked
through the turnstiles of Old Kent Park in the inaugural season, breaking a Class-A single-season attendance
record which had stood for nearly 50 years -- a record they rewrote each of the next two seasons.

It was a smashing initial decade for West Michigan; in 1999, Baseball America named the 1997 Whitecaps
the third best Minor League team of the 1990s. That '97 club had the best record in professional baseball
and fielded six future Detroit Tigers. The Whitecaps were also honored by Baseball America as the Class-A
Organization of the Decade.

1895 - The Lansing Senators feature 47-year-old Bud Fowler (born John W. Jackson in Cooperstown), the first pro-
fessional black baseball player. The team also features John “Jack” Morrissey, who bats .362, and Jack Daley, who
bats .397 with 124 runs scored, 143 hits, and 25 home runs.

1902 - The Senators shut down operations in August and the Michigan State League disbands soon after.

1907 - Playing in the Southern Michigan League, the Senators post a 46-57 record behind the leadership of Lansing
native Morrissey, his first of eight seasons as manager. In 1902-03, Morrissey had played with Cincinnati in the Na-
tional League, batting .258 in 41 games.

Southern Michigan League. The Celery Eaters defeat the Senators for the league championship.

1911 - Slab Warner sets a league record with 26 wins alongside 231 strikeouts. The Senators finish in second place.
1912 - Al “Bull” Durham, splitting the season between Lansing and Bay City, sets a league record with 25 homers.
1913 - T.H. Nellis collects 146 hits in the Senators’ first season in the Southern Michigan Association.

1914 - On July 10, the middling 33-35 Senators move to Mount Clemens and become the Bathers, finishing 63-80.
The Southern Michigan Assaciation disbands at season's end.

1921 - The third-place Senators finish 65-63 in the Central League thanks to 18 wins from Lawrence Reno.

1922 - Lansing slips to 60-67, but Les Bell shines with a .329 average. The league shuts down at year's end.

1940 - Affiliated with the St. Louis Cardinals as part of Branch Rickey's groundbreaking farm system, the Lancers
are the doormat of the six-team Michigan State League despite a dynamic offense. Gerald Burmeister leads the way
with a .360 average, 15 home runs and 86 RBI. Teammate Dick Sisler, son of Hall of Famer George Sisler, bats .322;
he would later play eight seasons in the Majors.

1941 - Renamed the Senators and no longer affiliated, Lansing loses 78 of 113 games, Everett Robinson’s .345
average and 95 RBI going for naught. The team and league both disband at season's close.

1996 - Professional baseball returns to Lansing with the Lugnuts, a Class-A Midwest League affilliate of the
Kansas City Royals. The first game played at brand new Oldsmobile Park is between the University of Michigan and
Michigan State University on April 3, 1996, won by the Wolverines, 5-4, in 10 innings. The Colorado Silver Bullets, an
all-female pro baseball team managed by Hall of Famer Phil Niekro, play at Oldsmobile Park on July 6th, losing to the
Madison Stars, 8-1. Over the course of the season, the Lugnuts set a record for Minor League Baseball attendance,
drawing 538,326 fans.

1997 - The Lugnuts host the Midwest League All-Star Game (won by the Eastern Division, 6-5) and win the Mid-
west League Championship after squeaking into the playoffs with a 69-68 record. The season also sees Jose
Santiago make his debut with Kansas City, the first Lugnut to reach the Majors.

1999 - After missing the playoffs in 1998, the Lugnuts enter 1999 with a new affiliation, switching from the Royals
to the Chicago Cubs. It's an exciting season: Lansing both hosts the All-Star Game and returns to the postseason
behind MWL Prospect of the Year Corey Patterson, who hits for the franchise’s first cycle at South Bend on July 5th.
In the first round, Lansing sweeps away Michigan in two games before having the tables turned on them in a two-game
sweep by Wisconsin.

2000 - Ryan Gripp leads the league with a .333 batting average and 166 hits, adding 20 home runs and 92 RBI while
Oscar Montero posts a 0.37 ERA, allowing only one ER in 24.1 innings, but the Lugnuts finish 70-68 and miss the
playoffs. On June 13th, Clinton’s Scott Dunn twirls a 7-0 perfect game against Lansing.

2002 - Another All-Star Game and Championship in the same season? Almost. Lansing hosts its third All-Star
Game (the East defeating the West, 6-3), but falls in the Championship Series to Peoria, 3-games-to-1. In the series
finale on September 13th, the Chiefs overcame a 10-2 seventh-inning deficit, scoring eight runs in the ninth to claim a
stunning 11-10 victory for the league title.

2003 - A memorable April 21st: Donnie Hood hits for the cycle and Justin Jones, Westin O'Brien, Mark Carter
combine to throw the first no-hitter in franchise history, blanking Dayton, 15-0. The season gets better from there:
Lansing's Keith Butler collects three hits in three at-bats and drives in the game-winning run in the All-Star Game to
be named the Star of Stars. The Lugnuts win their second Midwest League Championship in dominating fashion,
sweeping South Bend in two games, Battle Creek in two games, and Beloit in three games. Starters Anderson Tava-
res, Carlos Vasquez, and Andy Sisco lead the way, with closer Jason Wylie saving a franchise record 29 games to go
along with 1.38 ERA

2004 - Eight different Lugnuts are named to the Midwest League All-Star Team, with Brian Dopirak honored as both
the MVP and the Prospect of the Year thanks to a .307 average, 39 home runs, and 120 RBI. Chris Walker adds a
franchise record 60 stolen bases. On the mound, catcher-turned-ace Carlos Marmol posts 14 wins and strikes out
154, though he is overshadowed by 21-year-old Sean Marshall, who records a startling 1.11 ERA in seven starts. The
season also sees Mark Prior make a pair of rehab starts.

2005 - In the offseason, the Lugnuts change affiliations from the Cubs to the Blue Jays. Seven players earn All-Star
Game nods including Casey Janssen, who goes a 4-0 in seven starts with a 1.37 ERA and a 38/4 strikeout/walk ratio.
On June 2nd, Chip Cannon hits for the cycle in a 14-13, 13-inning victory against Clinton.

2007 - The inaugural Crosstown Showdown is held between Michigan State and Lansing on April 3, won 4-3 by the
Lugnuts in nail-biting fashion. The season’s star is Blue Jays prospect Travis Snider, who hits for the cycle in reverse
order (amidst a 5-for-5 night) in a 9-3 victory at Fort Wayne on July 7. He finishes the season with a team-leading
.313 batting average, 143 base hits, 16 home runs, and 93 runs batted in. On August 25, there is a different reason
to celebrate as the Lugnuts welcome in Oldsmobile Park's 5,000,000th fan.

2008 - Behind 28-year-old first-year manager Clayton McCullough and seven MWL All-Stars, the Lugnuts win their
first division title since 1999, wrapping up the first-half Eastern Division itle.

2009 - On April 16th, a record crowd of 12,992 watches the third installment of the Crosstown Showdown on April 16.
The Spartans squash the Lugnuts, 12-2, for their first win in the series.

2010 - Oldsmobile Park is renamed Cooley Law School Stadium in the off-season. Former Major League catcher
Sal Fasano makes his managerial debut in the Lugnuts dugout. On May 1st, Chris Hopkins’ game-winning RBI single
in the bottom of the ninth lifts the Lugnuts to their 1,000th all-time victory, 3-2 over Fort Wayne. On July 26th, Brad
Glenn hits for the cycle at home against Clinton.

2011 - Steered by MWL Manager of the Year Mike Redmond and spearheaded by MWL Midseason/Postseason All-
Star outfielders Michael Crouse and Jake Marisnick, the Lugnuts qualify for the playoffs via tiebreaker on the last day
of the first half, then make an unexpected postseason run. On September 9th, one out away from elimination against
powerful Dayton in Game 2 of their 1st round series, the Lugs received a dramatic two-run game-winning home run
from second baseman Matt Nuzzo on September 9th, starting a string of four consecutive playoff victories vs. Dayton
and Fort Wayne to clinch the Eastern Division title. However, the Lugnuts are swept in three games by Quad Cities in
the Midwest League Championship Series. The season also included a stretch of 27 consecutive scoreless innings
from standout hurler Drew Hutchison before his midseason promaotion to the Florida State League.

The Lansing Lugnuts and Michigan State University Spartans began playing
the Crosstown Showdown, presented by Auto-Owners Insurance, in order to
raise interest in the national pastime within the greater Lansing/East Lansing
community. The game has been a resounding success, bringing in over 38,000
fans and producing the two largest crowds in stadium history.

Highlights from the first five meetings:

= In the inaugural showdown in 2007, Michigan State mounted a ninth-
inning rally that put the potential game-tying run on base, only to see Julio
Pinto snuff out the bid by striking out Kyle Hurtt to preserve a 4-3 win.

= In 2008, the game was shortened from nine to seven innings. A

run-scoring error and a wild pitch from Michigan State in the sixth
inning opened the door for the Lugnuts to escape with a 4-2 triumph.

» In 2009, the men of Sparta picked up their first victory, battering Lugnuts starting pitcher Scott Gracey
for seven runs on eight hits and cruising to a 12-2 rout in front of a stadium record crowd of 12,992.

* In 2010, the Showdown was scheduled to be played on April 7th, but was postponed due to rain. 19 days later,
the Lugnuts exploded for five runs in the fifth inning against Andrew Webb on their way to a slim 5-4 victory.

« In 2011, a tense pitcher’s duel saw the Spartans tally in the first and fourth innings and hold off the Lugnuts

late in a slim 2-1 victory.

Outfielder Eli Boike notably played in Crosstown Showdowns from 2007 through 2009 as a member of the
Spartans, signed with the Toronto Blue Jays as an undrafted free agent, and made his Lugnuts debut in 2011.

Life in the Dominican Summer League

The Jays first coordinated a team in the Boca Chica South Division of the Dominican Summer League during the 2006 season,
finishing with a sterling 44-29 record thanks to such future Lugnuts as outfielders Moises Sierra and Welinton Ramirez, infielder
Oliver Dominguez and pitchers Joel Carrefio and Luis Perez.

In 2007, Toronto fielded two different teams: Blue Jays1 featured future Lugnuts ace Henderson Alvarez but posted a disap-
pointing 23-47 record, while Blue Jays2 went 34-36 with future Lugnuts reliever Nestor Molina playing third base and outfield.

In 2008, Blue Jays1 went 36-34 with catcher Carlos Perez batting .306 to earn himself a spot in the Dominican League All-Star
Game. He was joined there by infielder Oliver Dominguez, who hit .305 with a .404 OBP for the 34-35 Blue Jays2 squad.

Toronto contracted back to one DSL team in 2009, playing in the Boca Chica North Division. The club recorded a 43-26 record
thanks in large part to the offensive performances of third base platoon Manuel Falcon (.314 AVG, .415 OBP in 54 games) and
Fausto Natera (.300 AVG, .386 OBP, 22 SB; led team in runs, hits, triples, and stolen bases).

The Blue Jays moved to the San Pedro Division in 2010, remaining at one team.

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All-Star Selection - The Midwest League All-Stars are selected by the league’s managers. They may not vote for their own players.

Consecutive Hitting Streak - A consecutive hitting streak shall not be terminated if a batter's plate appearance results in a base
on balls, hit-by=-pitch, defensive interference, or a sacrifice bunt. A sacrifice fly shall terminate the streak.

Front Office

Consecutive Playing Streak - A consecutive playing streak shall be extended if the player plays one-half inning on defense, or
if he completes a time at bat by reaching base or being put out. A pinch-running appearance only shall not extend the streak. If
a player is ejected from a game by an umpire before complying with these requirements, his streak shall continue.

Designated Hitter Rule - A hitter may be designated to bat for the pitcher in any spot in the batting order in any game without
affecting the status of the pitcher. The designated hitter must be selected and be included in the lineup card presented to the
umpire-in-chief prior to the game. Failure to do so precludes the use of the designated hitter for that game. The designated hitter
may be removed for a pinch-hitter or pinch-runner who in turn becomes the designated hitter. The replacement player may stay
in the game defensively, but the pitcher must take the place in the batting order of the replaced defensive player.

2012 Lugnuts

Disabled List Length - Aplayer placed on the DL must sit out seven days. Day one is the first day after the player's last game played.

Doctored Bat - If a filled or “doctored” batis used, the player is to be called out, ejected and subject to additional penalties. Aball
hit by an illegal bat does not count. If an umpire sees an illegal bat before it is used, he issues a warning, but there is no penalty.

Earned Runs Rule - A run for which the pitcher is held accountable. In determining earned runs, the inning should be recon-
structed without errors and passed balls. The benefit of the doubt is always given to the pitcher in determining bases reached.

League Leader - To qualify for the league batting championships, a player must have a minimum of 378 plate appearances. To
qualify for the ERA title, a pitcher must have a least 112 innings pitched.

2011 Season

Magic Number - Add one to the number of games remaining, then subtract the games ahead in the loss column of closest opponent.

Night Game - Any scheduled to start at 5:01 p.m. or later will be considered a night game. If a game is scheduled to start before
5:00 p.m. and is delayed for any reason, it shall still be considered a day game.

Pinch Hitter Rule - A player shall be considered a pinch hitter only if he enters the game as a substitute batter, and then only on
his first time at bat, which must be before he becomes a fielder. If the team bats around and a pinch-hitter comes up a second
time in the inning in which he first appeared, he will not be considered a pinch hitter during that second time up. A substitute
hitter for a designated hitter is bath a pinch hitter and a designated hitter in his first time at bat. On subsequent trips, he is a
designated hitter only.

Midwest League

Player Eligibility - There are no age restrictions on player eligibility in the Midwest League, however, no more than two players
on a team's active list may have five or more years of prior service. A player shall be credited with one year of minor league
service for each season he was active or on the Disabled List of a minor league club for at least 30 days.

Playoff Tie-Breakers - Ties involving two teams: 1) best record in head-to-head meetings; 2) best run differential in head-to-
head meetings; 3) winner of final meeting of the season between the clubs. Ties invalving more than two teams: 1) best winning
percentage in games involving tied teams for the full season; 2) best run differential in games involving tied teams for the full
season; 3) best winning percentage in second half games only in games involving tied teams; 4) best run differential in second
half games only in games involving tied teams.

History

Saves Rule - One save per game may be credited. Credit a pitcher with a save when he meets all three of the following criteria:
1. He is the finishing pitcher in a game won by his club; and
2. He is not the winning pitcher; and
3. He qualifies under one of the following conditions:
a. He enters the game with a lead of no more than three runs and pitches for at least one inning; or
b. He enters the game with the potential tying run either on base, at bat, or on deck; or
¢. He pitches effectively for at least three innings.

Blue Jays

A"blown save” occurs when a pitcher who has entered a game in a save situation departs with the save situation no longer
in effect because he has given up the lead. If the save situation still exists when he leaves the game, he is not charged with
a save opportunity. If he has not given up the lead when he departs, even though the save situation may no longer exist,
he is not charged with a save opportunity.

Suspended Game Rule 4.11d (Official Baseball Rules) - A called game ends at the moment the umpire terminates play.
EXCEPTION: If the game is called while an inning is in progress and before it is completed, the game becomes a SUSPENDED
game in each of the following situations:
1. The visiting club has scored one or more runs to tie the score and the home team has not scored;
2. The visiting team has scored one or more runs to take the lead and the home team has not tied the score or retaken the lead;
3. The game is not yet a regulation game (4.5 innings with the hosts ahead, or five innings with the visiting club ahead or tied);
4. Any regulation game tied at the point play is stopped because of weather, curfew, or any other reason;
5. If a game is suspended before it becomes a regulation game. and is continued prior to another regularly scheduled game,
the regularly scheduled game will be a seven-inning game.
6. If a game is suspended after it is a regulation game, and is continued prior to another regularly scheduled game, the
regularly scheduled game will be a nine-inning game.
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EXCEPTION: The Suspended Rule will not apply to the last scheduled game between the two teams during the League Playoffs.

Jackson Field Ground Rules

1. Dugout Railings (Green Padded and Gray Metal): If a thrown ball bounces off a dugout
railing and lands in the playing surface, it remains in play. If a ball hits a dugout railing and
goes into a dugout, it is considered dead.

2. Railings along first and third base lines: If a batted or thrown ball bounces off a railing
and stays in the playing surface, it remains in play. If a ball bounces over a railing and into the
stands, it is considered dead.

3. Tarp: If a thrown or batted ball bounces off the tarp, it remains in play. If the ball lodges in
the tarp, it is considered dead.

4. Bullpens: A batted or thrown ball that goes into either bullpen remains in play.

5. Right Field: A batted ball must clear all gray metal railings to be considered a home run.
A batted ball hit off the right field corner wall or the top of an outfield sign remains in play. A
batted ball must be hit completely over the wall and all outfield signs in order to be a home run.

6. Center Field: A batted ball landing above the gray metal railing is a home run. A batted
ball that strikes the center field scoreboard is considered a home run. A batted ball that strikes
the wall just below the scoreboard is a home run. A batted ball must completely clear the all
signs and railings in left center field to be a home run. If it bounces off of a sign or railing, it
remains in play. All batted balls hit above the gray metal railing above outfield signs are home
runs.

7. Left Field: A batted ball must clear the gray metal railings to be considered a home run. A
batted ball striking the left field corner wall (LAFCU sign) remains in play; the ball must land
over the LAFCU wall to be considered a home run. A batted ball landing to the right of the
LAFCU sign and above the railing is considered a home run.

8. Outfield Railings: A batted ball must completely clear the gray metal railings to be

considered a home run. Any ball going through the gray metal railing shall be considered a
ground rule double.
