1. 	 Behind home plate: If a ball lodges between bottom of the screen and concrete facing, or in the padding around the entry door, 
it is dead.

2.	 Dugouts: A ball bouncing off the metal screens or concrete facings in front of the dugouts and photographer pits is in play. A ball 
lodging under the fence is dead. Players may stand on the top concrete step of the dugout to catch a ball. A ball thrown into the 
dugouts or pits is dead. Players may carry the ball into, but cannot throw from, the dugouts or pits.

3.	 Tarp: If a ball rolls into, under, or behind the tarp it is dead. Balls deflecting off the tarp are in play. Players may lean on the tarp 
to make a catch. They may not elevate themselves on the tarp to make a catch. The tarp is not considered a part of the bullpen. 
No players may sit on top of the tarp while the game is in progress.

4.	 Bullpens: Balls hit into the bullpens are in play. No benches or chairs are allowed in the bullpen areas.
5.	 Outfield: The ball must carry over the wall to be a home run. Balls hitting on top of the fence and bouncing over are home runs. 

Balls hitting on top of the fence and deflecting back into the field are in play. Batted balls lodging between or beneath pads are 
dead and automatic doubles. Thrown balls lodging between or beneath pads are dead.

The 2018 Cedar Rapids Kernels qualified for the playoffs 
as the Second-Half Western Division Champion. The 
team reached the postseason for a franchise-best sixth 
consecutive year, all years of the affiliation with the 
Minnesota Twins. The team won the first-round series 
and advanced to the Western Division Championship 
Series for the fifth straight season. This stretch has 
included 10 straight first-round playoff victories and 
four consecutive first-round sweeps. The Kernels were 
managed by Toby Gardenhire, his first season as Kernels 
manager. 

The Kernels swept Beloit (2-0) in the Quarterfinals. This 
included a 10-1 victory in Game 1 at Pohlman Field 
and a 4-0 win in Game 2 at Cedar Rapids. Game 1 was 
postponed a day due to rain, but the Kernels were firing 
on all cylinders a day later. The offense hit four home 
runs, including two by Ryan Jeffers and a pinch-hit 
grand slam by Trey Cabbage. Jhoan Duran struck out 
10 Snappers and allowed one run on three hits. Randy 
Dobnak led the way in Game 2 with a seven-inning, 
complete-game shutout for the victory.
Cedar Rapids faced Peoria in the Western Division 
Championship Series, a rematch of the 2015 series that 
the Kernels won to advance to the Midwest League 
Championship Series. Game 1 was held in Cedar Rapids, 
and the Kernels took a 2-0 lead into the eighth inning. 
However, the Chiefs scored five runs over their final 
two-bats to win 5-3. Peoria won the following afternoon 
at Dozer Park, beating the Kernels 5-0 with all runs 
coming in the third inning.
The 2018 roster was packed full of prospects and 
included three first-round draft picks. Royce Lewis (#1 
overall in 2017) and Alex Kirilloff (#15 overall in 2016) 
were both on the Opening Day roster. Trevor Larnach 
(#20 overall in 2018) later joined the Kernels to finish 
the year. 

2018 Kernels Season Recap

The Kernels offense finished among the best in the 
Midwest League in runs (665),  hits (1,242), home runs 
(113), doubles (264),  and batting average (.265). They 
led the league with eight grand slams, adding one more 
in the playoffs. 
Cedar Rapids set a new club-record (dating back to at 
least 1949) with 264 doubles during the season. The 
Kernels had six players with at least 20 doubles, led by 
Lewis with 23. The 113 home runs hit were the most 
since the 2004 team hit 117. Jose Miranda and Kirilloff 
both led the team with 13 home runs. 
L ew i s  wa s  n a m e d  t h e 
Midwest League’s Prospect 
of the Year, hitting .315 with 
nine home runs and 53 RBI. 
Kirilloff joined Lewis on the 
Post-Season All-Star team by 
hitting .333 with 56 RBI.
Lewis and Kirilloff were joined 
by Brusdar Graterol and Jared 
Finkel on the Mid-Season All-
Star Team. Graterol struck 
out 51 batters over eight 
starts, going 3-2 with a 2.18 ERA. The flamethrower 
hit 100 mph with his fastball multiple times during the 
season. Finkel went 5-3 with a 3.39 ERA and three saves 
in relief. Kirilloff was also named Midwest League Player 
of the Month of May.

Akil Baddoo was among the best in the league all year 
as he led all players with 11 triples. He also finished 
in the top-five with 74 walks and 83 runs scored. His 
74 walks were the most by a Kernel since Brad Coon 
drew 75 walks in 2006. Baddoo also led the team with 
24 stolen bases.
Miranda led the team with a .277 batting average, 111 
hits, and 72 RBI.

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grand slams on June 5 in Game 2 of a doubleheader 
v. Beloit, a 14-3 triumph. Lewis – celebrating his 19th 
birthday -hit his grand slam in the fourth inning while 
Kirilloff went deep one inning later. 
Gabriel Maciel homered from each side of the plate 
in a 9-6 win at Quad Cities on August 11. He homered 
while batting left-handed in the second inning and went 
deep from the right side of the plate in the fifth. Maciel 
became the first Kernels to accomplish the feat since 
Chuck Abbott in 1997.
The team’s home opener came on April 7 with a bitterly 
cold temperature of 37 degrees at the 5:05 pm game 
time. The teams tested out the new extra inning rule, 
and the Kernels sent the frozen fans home with a 4-3 
walk-off win. 
The weather was a huge factor early in the season 
as the Kernels incredibly had five consecutive games 
postponed from April 14-19 due to winter weather 
and cold. Overall, the team missed seven of the first 
14 scheduled games.

The Kernels fell on 13-5 v. Burlington on April 23, the 
most runs allowed in 2018. 
Cedar Rapids played at Quad Cities on April 27 and 
lost 6-5 in 13 innings. The game lasted four hours and 
26 minutes and ended with a bases-loaded walk. The 
Kernels offense struck out a season-worst 20 times 
while the pitching staff struck out a season-best 16. It 
was the longest game in 2018, in terms of innings and 
game length. 
Cedar Rapids traveled to Dayton and Bowling Green 
in May. Dayton’s Hunter Greene, the second overall 
pick in the 2017 draft, did not start on the mound 
against the Kernels. However, Cedar Rapids did face 
the fourth overall pick from 2017, Brendan McKay, to 
begin a series against the Hot Rods on May 10. McKay 

Dobnak finished third in 
the league with a 3.14 ERA 
while leading the team with 
10 wins, 20 starts, and 129 
innings. 
Edwar Colina led the team 
with 95 strikeouts while Jose 
Martinez was tops on the 
team with seven saves and 
34 appearances.
Colina was part of history 
on May 1 v. South Bend as he and Jovani Moran 
combined to no-hit the Cubs in a 10-0 win. Colina 
went six innings while Moran pitched the final three 
as the duo combined to walk six. It was the team’s first 
no-hitter since 2013 and the eighth no-hitter in the 
history of the stadium.  The no-hitter came three years 
to the day of the stadium’s last no-hitter when three 
Clinton pitchers no-hit the Kernels on May 1, 2015. In 
2015, current Kernels pitching coach Cibney Bello was 
Clinton’s pitching coach. 
Cedar Rapids nearly pulled off their second no-hitter 
of the season in an 8-0 win on July 30 at Quad Cities, 
seeing the no-hit bid get broken up with two outs in 
the ninth inning. Duran pitched seven no-hit innings 
with one walk in his Kernels debut after being traded 
from the Diamondbacks organization. Finkel allowed 
a single to David Hensley through the left side of the 
infield with two outs in the ninth. 
The Kernels began 6-0 in both the first and second 
half. The 6-0 start in April left the Kernels as the last 
remaining undefeated team in Minor League Baseball. 
Five of the six wins came on the road. The 6-0 start in 
the second half was the beginning of a stretch that saw 
the team win 10 of their first 11 games. 
The Kernels hit three straight home runs on May 30 
v. Wisconsin within a nine-run eighth inning of a 15-4 

victory. Miranda smashed 
a grand slam to left field. 
Next batter, Jacob Pearson 
connected for a solo blast. 
Robby Rinn completed the 
trifecta with a solo home run 
as the Kernels went back-to-
back-to-back. The 15 runs 
and 11 extra base hits that 
day were the most for the 
Kernels in a single game.

2018 Kernels Season Recap
went six scoreless innings in 
the 4-0 victory, holding the 
Kernels to just two hits and 
stretching a losing streak to 
five games. The Kernels went 
a disappointing 1-5 on the 
road trip and fell to 15-15 
overall, three games back of 
first-place Clinton.
The Kernels returned home 
for five games in four days 
against Quad Cities.  The 
River Bandits won the series by taking the final 
three games, including both games of a day-night 
doubleheader on May 16. In the first game, Kirilloff 
saw his team-best 14-game hitting streak come to an 
end. This included a stretch of 13 consecutive games 
with an extra-base hit, a streak that was one game shy 
of matching the Major League record that was last 
reached by Atlanta’s Chipper Jones. 
The Kernels hosted Clinton for six games over four days, 
including back to back doubleheaders on May 26 and 
27. Lewis has a terrific day on May 27 while playing in 
both games. He homered twice in the opener before 
sending the Kernels to their second walk-off win of 
the year with a sacrifice fly to plate Andrew Bechtold 
in Game 2.
The Kernels ended the month of May with a 15-18 
record, putting their overall record at 25-26 on the 
season.
All in all, the postponements in early April forced the 
Kernels to play six doubleheaders from April 28 – June 
6. This included a stretch of 24 games in a row without 
an off day and 28 games in just 24 days.
Jordan Balazovic led the Kernels to a 3-1 victory on 
June 11 in the finale at Wisconsin to avoid the sweep. 
Balazovic struck out 11 batters over 7 innings, allowing 
1 run on 3 hits.
On June 12 at Kane County, 
Dobnak tossed eight scoreless 
innings while Robby Rinn 
collected four hits in a 7-0 
shutout.
The first half ended with a 12-3 
loss to Peoria at home as the 
Chiefs clinched the Wild Card 
spot. It was the team’s biggest 
defeat and the team left 16 
runners on base, a season-high. 

Cedar Rapids closed the first half with a 32-37 record, 
tied for fifth place. They finished 7.5 games out of first 
place and 6.5 games out of a playoff berth.
The Kernels opened up the second half with a thrilling 
5-4 victory over the Wisconsin Timber Rattlers. Ben 
Rodriguez hit an inside-the-park home run, the first 
since 2015. 
Cedar Rapids swept Wisconsin in a four-game series to 
begin the half, winning 14-1 on June 24. They scored 
10 runs in the fourth inning, the most in any inning all 
year. The 13-run win was their largest margin of victory.
The Kernels finished June with a 16-12 record. The 
month ended with Balazovic striking out 10 and 
allowing just one hit over six scoreless innings on June 
30 at Burlington. Balazovic was named Midwest League 
Pitcher of the Week. 
Jordan Gore played his best baseball in June and early 
July, reaching base in a team-best 23 straight games.

The July 4 crowd was the largest home attendance as 
5,195 watched Wisconsin beat the Kernels 8-6. The 
Kernels issued a season-worst 13 walks.
Cedar Rapids started a stretch of 12 straight games 
against the Eastern Division in July. They won nine of 
the 12 games, including six in a row from July 16-22. 
The month of July included a stretch of 12 wins over 
14 total games.
Bailey Ober struck out 10 batters on his 23rd birthday 
for a victory on July 12 vs. Fort Wayne.
Lewis was promoted on July 14, and the Kernels 
collected a season-best 19 hits in an 11-3 win over 
Lake County. Miranda hit a grand slam in the game, his 
third of the season. Two days later, Miranda was named 
Midwest League Player of the Week.

July 4th action vs. Wisconsin
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The Kernels got hot and won four games in a row from 
August 18-23. On August 20 at Wisconsin, Cedar Rapids 
scored nine runs over the final two innings to win 12-
4. Dobnak allowed one run over seven innings for a 
win on August 21 at Beloit. Blayne Enlow struck out a 
career-high eight batters in five innings on August 22 
at Beloit. That victory pushed the team to 69-59 overall 
and a league-best 37-22 in the second half. This gave 
them a 3.5 game lead on the division championship 
with 11 games remaining. 
Cedar Rapids returned home for a key four-game 
series against Kane County. In 
the opener, Duran struck out 
10 and allowed just one hit over 
6.2 scoreless innings to beat his 
former team in a 3-1 victory. 
Duran pitched with Kane County 
before being traded to the 
Twins.  
The Kernels won 6-2 on August 
24, jumping to 11 games above 
.500 to match a season-high. 
This put their ‘magic number’ 
at four games to clinch a playoff 
spot. 
Cedar Rapids won the next two games – 6-2 on August 
25 and 10-4 on August 26 – to put the team’s ‘magic 
number’ at one.
On August 27, the Kernels won 5-1 v. Kane County to 
secure a playoff berth.  Dobnak led the way and earned 
his 10th win of the season, allowing just one run on 
three hits. 
The Kernels won their sixth in a row on August 31, 
scoring eight runs in the sixth inning to win 11-3. 
The seventh win in a row come in thrilling fashion as 
Michael Davis hit a go-ahead grand slam in the eighth 
inning to send the Kernels to a 5-2 win. It was the 
third comeback win of the series as they completed 
the sweep.
The streak reached a season-high eight wins a row on 
the first day of September at Beloit. That pushed their 
record to a season-best 17 games over .500 at 77-60.  
The Kernels lost the final two games of the regular 
season, including a 3-2 loss on September 3 on the final 
day. Beloit’s victory, coupled with Kane County’s earlier 
loss, allowed the Snappers to reach the postseason. 
The game was delayed over six hours before the start 
due to rain. 

On July 16, the Kernels hit eight doubles in a 10-4 win 
v. Lake County. The eight doubles were the most by any 
team in 2018 and most for a Kernels team since 2008.
The Kernels won 2-1 at Great Lakes on July 18, their first 
win when trailing after eight innings. Jacob Pearson’s 
pinch-hit, two-run single gave the Kernels the victory.

Ober struck out 12 over eight 
scoreless innings to cap off a 
three-game sweep of Great 
Lakes on July 20. It was his third 
straight start with at least 10 
strikeouts. The 12 strikeouts 
were the most by a Kernel in 
2018. Ober would go on to 
throw 21.2 straight scoreless 
innings. 
Ryan Jeffers drew a bases-
loaded walk for a walk-off, 3-2 
win over Clinton on July 27. This 

completed a three-game sweep and put the Kernels at 
11 games over .500 for the first time all year.
Cedar Rapids finished July with an 18-10 record, the 
most wins in a single month of 2018. August began 
with a five-game losing streak, matching the longest 
of the year.
On August 6, the Kernels swept the Midwest League 
weekly awards. Duran was named Pitcher of the Week 
while Jeffers won Player of the Week. August 6 also 
featured a 3-2 win v. Beloit. It was the quickest nine-
inning game of the season, lasting two hours and 14 
minutes. 

In mid-August, the Kernels 
did not score a run in 
three consecutive games 
as Quad Cities blanked the 
Kernels in three straight. The 
scoreless streak reached 30 
total innings. Overall, Cedar 
Rapids was shut out in four 
of five games.
Cedar Rapids snapped the 
scoreless streak on August 
16 against the Peoria Chiefs 

in the completion of a suspended game from August 
15. However, the losing streak reached four games 
after the team allowed four runs in the eighth inning 
to eventually fall 4-2. That was the final home loss of 
the regular season as the Kernels finished the regular 
season with nine straight home wins.

The Cedar Rapids Kernels would like to thank all media outlets for their past and future coverage of the 
team. With that in mind, please review our 2019 media policies:

Credential Applications: All members of the media interested 
in Kernels press credentials are asked to submit a written 
request on official company letterhead. Please email 
credential application to Andrew Pantini, Communications 
Manager, at andy@kernels.com.

Use of Credentials: Credentials are issued for the sole 
purpose of providing members of the media access to games 
in order to cover the team. Using credentials for any non-
working capacity such as to attend a game with family or 
friends is grounds for immediate and permanent revocation.

Press Will Call: Credentials may be picked up at the desk at 
the Administration entrance of the stadium. Will Call is open 
two hours before game time. Identification will be required 
to pick up your credentials.

Parking: A limited number of media parking spaces are 
available near the press box entrance. These spaces are 
reserved for organizations that cover the Kernels on a full-
time basis and are first come, first serve in availability. Your 
season credential will serve as your pass.

Food & Beverage: The Kernels will provide a meal voucher 
to members of the press covering Kernels MWL regular 
season and playoff games. Andrew Pantini will distribute the 
vouchers as soon as time permits.     

Field: Credentials must be visible at all times when you are 
on the field. Photographers are not allowed to shoot from 
the field of play. They may only shoot from the photographer 
pits located at the far end of each dugout. Photographers 
are not allowed in the team side of the dugout.

Press Box: The press box is located on the Suite Level (Floor 
3) of the stadium. No food or drink is to leave the press box 
unless it is for a member of a camera crew. No spouses, 
guests or children of media members will be allowed in the 
press box. 

Photographers: Photographers are not permitted on the 
field of play at any time. Photographers are restricted to the 
photo pits located adjacent to both team dugouts. Shooting 
from the stands is permissable, but not from the tops of the 
dugout.

Stats and Information: Game notes and statistics are 
available in the press box approximately one hour before 
game time. Starting lineups and statistical information will 
also be available roughly one hour prior to first pitch, time 
permitting. Box scores will be provided to the media following 
the conclusion of each game.

Interviews: Please contact Andrew Pantini, Morgan Hawk, 
or Scott Wilson for specific interview requests. Interviews 
may take place after the Kernels have taken batting practice 
until 45 minutes before game time and following the game. 

The clubhouse is open until 45 minutes before game time 
and after the game. The clubhouse can be closed to media 
members at any time by Manager Brian Dinkelman, for the 
purpose of a closed-door meeting.
