2 Quad Cities River Bandits
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On December 13, 2007, a new era in Quad Cities baseball began. The Midwest League
franchise that had been known as the Swing of the Quad Cities for the previous four sea-
sons announced the overwhelming results of a Name the Team contest, once again giving
baseball in the Quad Cities the name the community has come to love: River Bandits.

The club was orignally known as the River Bandits from 1992-2003, a period that in
many ways was a golden age for baseball in the Quad Cities. The River Bandits set an
attendance record in their first season in 1992, and then broke that mark again in 1994,
The River Bandits picked up right where they left off after returning for the 2008 season,
overcoming two significant floods to draw more than 207,000 fans for a 56 percent
increase in per-game attendance. In 2012, the River Bandits welcomed 240,008 fans -
more than 3,500 fans per game - for their fifth-highest attendance in franchise history and
highest mark since 1995.

The reintroduction of the River Bandits brand in the Quad Cities came with a revised
set of marks and logos. The primary logo features a black and gray raccoon donning a
fedora and wearing a red bandana over his mouth while holding a baseball. Behind the
raccoon is an image of Centennial Bridge outlined in gold, sitting above the text, “Quad
Cities River Bandits.” On the opposite page you can see all of the marks and logos that
represent the new Quad Cities River Bandits.

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Modern Woodmen Park

Modern Woodmen Park, which opened in 1931 as Davenport Municipal Stadium and was previously known as John
O’Donnell Stadium, is the oldest stadium used continuously by a current Minor League Baseball team for more than 50
years. The current Midwest League franchise has played in it continuously since 1960.

Municipal Stadium, as it was originally called, opened along the Davenport riverfront on May 26, 1931 to an opening-day
crowd of 3,000. It has served as the home of baseball in the Quad Cities ever since.

The stadium had undergone precious little change until 1971 when it was renamed John O’Donnell Stadium, in honor of the
Davenport Times-Democrat sports editor whose role in area athletics spanned four decades. In 1989 it received a $4.5 million
dollar facelift, including the installation of box seats.

But in August of 2002, plans for a full-scale renovation were unveiled to usher Quad Cities baseball into the 21st century. Ex-
pansions included 20 climate-controlled luxury suites, home and road clubhouses, batting cages, two picnic areas, two team
stores, the Mediacom Sports Lounge, and a video scoreboard. Although many things changed, two things that remain from
the original stadium are the classic brick facade and, of course, one of the most stunning views in all of professional sports:
the Mighty Mississippi River flowing beneath the breathtaking Centennial Bridge.

In December of 2007, the ballpark received another new name. As Main Street lowa took over ownership of the club and
rebranded it as the Quad Cities River Bandits once again, the organization announced a 10-year naming rights partnership
with Modern Woodmen of America that redubbed the facility Modern Woodmen Park. This partnership was supplemented by
a series of new additions to the ballpark as the 2008 season progressed, including the Jumer’s Casino Rock Island Hot Tub
Deck, the Tiki Bar, Lounge, and Bed, and a corn field.

In 2011, the River Bandits and the City of Davenport last summer unveiled some of the most impressive enhancements to
Modern Woodmen Park yet. A brand new, state of the art, high definition 20” x 35" video board went live on June 7, and the
newly enclosed glass Sky Deck on the suite level of Modern Woodmen Park was completed last August.

During the 2012 season, a pair of misting stations were installed by the City of Davenport and the River Bandits, to help fans
cool off during the hot summer months.

Those improvements, in addition to new flood protection, a new front plaza, and a new parking lot directly across the street
from the ballpark, are quickly making Modern Woodmen Park one of the premier facilities in all of Minor League Baseball.

Quad Cities River Bandits
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Omar Lopez will begin his sixth season as a manager in the Astros organization when he
leads the River Bandits for the first time on Opening Day April 4. Lopez, 36, managed
the rookie-level Greeneville Astros in the Appalachian League the last two seasons, the
Gulf Coast League Astros in 2009 and 2010, and the Venezuelan Summer League Astros
in 2008. Prior to managing, Lopez served as a hitting and infield instructor in the Astros
Venezuelan program and as a scout for the organization from 1999 to 2007. He was the
Astros International Man of the Year in 2005 and Player Development Man of the Year
in 2010. A native of Valencia, Venezuela, Lopez was an infielder for three seasons in the
minor league systems of the Chicago White Sox (1996-97) and Arizona Diamondbacks
(1998). He played two seasons for the rookie-level Bristol White Sox and his final season
with the South Bend Silver Hawks of the Midwest League.

Lopez becomes the 34th manager for the Quad Cities franchise since it joined the Mid-
west League in 1960. He is the fifth to manage an Astros affiliate in the Quad Cities,
following Steve Dillard (1993-94), Jim Pankovits (1995-1996), Manny Acta (1997) and
Mike Rojas (1998). Acta was a major league manager the past six seasons for the Wash-
ington Nationals and Cleveland Indians, while Rojas is the bullpen coach of the defend-
ing American League Champion Detroit Tigers.

Joel Chimelis will serve his eighth consecutive season as a hitting coach in the Astros organization and 10th
overall as a minor league coach following a 14-season professional career. Chimelis, 45, previously coached in
the Astros organization with short-season Class-A Tri-City (2006-10), Class-A Lexington (2011) and Double-A
Corpus Christi (2012). He spent 2004 and 2005 with the Savannah Sand Gnats of the Washington Nationals
(Montreal Expos in 2004) organization.

Chimelis was drafted by the Oakland Athletics in the 11th round of the 1988 Major League draft. He was as

a minor league infielder in the Athletics (1988-1991), San Francisco Giants (1991-1995) and New York Mets
(1996) organizations. He was called up to the Giants major league roster in 1995 but did not appear in a game.
Chimelis also played in Canada, Mexico, Puerto Rico, Taiwan and Korea.

Review

Born in Brooklyn, N.Y., Chimelis played baseball at Howard Junior College in Big Spring, Texas, and was a
member of the 1988 University of Texas squad. He was named to the 1988 NCAA Central Region team with the
Longhorns.

Record Book

Former major league pitcher Dave Borkowski will serve as the River Bandits pitching coach this season, which
will be his fourth as a coach in the Astros organization following 15 seasons (1995-2009) as a professional
pitcher.

Midwest League

Borkowski, 35, compiled a 13-20 record with a 5.87 ERA in 181 major league games over seven seasons with
Detroit (1999-2001), Baltimore (2004) and Houston (2006-08). Borkowski appeared in 181 Major League
games (21 starts) and was 13-20 with one save and a 5.87 ERA in seven combined seasons with Detroit (1999-
2001), Baltimore (2004), and Houston (2006-08). His first professional season was in 1995 after being selected
in the 11th round of the June 1995 draft by Detroit. Borkowski recorded a career-high five wins with Houston in
2007, finishing 5-3 with a 5.15 ERA. He pitched in 264 career minor league games and was 79-70 with a 3.85
ERA and six saves. He pitched in the Midwest League for the 1997 West Michigan Whitecaps.

Houston Astros

Borkowski coached the pitching staff of Class-A Lexington in the South Atlantic League in 2011 and 2012, and
he was the pitching coach of rookie-level Greeneville in 2010.

Former major leaguer Vince Coleman will be a development specialist focused on outfield and baserunning. He
will be with the club for homestands and also be a scout and roving instructor within the Astros organization.

A native of Jacksonville, Fla., Coleman played 13 seasons for the St. Louis Cardinals (1985-90), New York Mets
(1991-93), Kansas City Royals (1994-95), Seattle Mariners (1995), Cincinnati Reds (1996) and Detroit Tigers (1997).
Coleman was the National League Rookie of the Year in 1985 and led the league in stolen bases in each of his
first six seasons. His 752 career stolen bases are sixth-most all-time and the most by any player of 13 or fewer
seasons. He is the only player to steal 100 bases in three consecutive seasons (1985-87).

Coleman was a minior league instructor with the Chicago Cubs in 2004.

Steve Miller enters his second season as a trainer in the Astros organization after spending 2012 with the Gulf
Coast League Astros. Previously, Miller served as the Triple-A New Orleans head athletic trainer in the Marlins
system for six seasons. This season marks Miller’s 14th in baseball, as he also spent time with Carolina (2004),
Class-A Greensboro (2003) and Kane County (2002) in the Midwest League.

Miller began his career with the Marlins’ Class A Jupiter in 2000 and spent the following year with the Gulf Coast
League Expos. He was named head athletic trainer for the 2010 Pacific Coast League All-Star Game.

Miller received a bachelor’s degree in athletic training from Southern lIllinois University in 1997 and a master’s
degree in kinesiology from the University of Nevada-Las Vegas in 2000.

Julio Diaz Berrios begins his first season with the Astros as the strength and conditioning coach of the River Ban-
dits. Diaz Berrios’ athletic training resume includes Baseball COLICEBA (PR), the Handball Federation of Puerto
Rico and the men’s baseball and volleyball teams at the University of Puerto Rico. He received his bachelor of
science degree in athletic therapy from the University of Puerto Rico, and is also bilingual.

The Tri-City ValleyCats had a record year in 2012. Their
51 wins set a franchise record, breaking the 2004 mark
of 50. Tri-City won the Stedler Division for the fourth
time in the team’s 11-year history but lost in the best-
of-three championship series to Hudson Valley, the only
team with more regular-season victories (52).

For the ninth consecutive season, the club broke its
single-season attendance record with a total of 159,966
fans, including a franchise-record 17 sellouts.

Holmes also held oppo-
nents to a league-low .165 batting average. Left-hander
Kenny Long tied for the league lead with eight holds.

Ed Romero heads the ‘Cats field staff after managing
the GCL Astros the last two seasons. Pitching coach
Doug White remains affiliated with the River Bandits,
after holding the same title with rookie-level Johnson
City in 2012 in the St. Louis Cardinals’ system.

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TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF CREDENTIALS
FOR MINOR LEAGUE BASEBALL EVENTS

The term “Event” as used herein includes, but is not limited to, any exhibition, regular
season or post season game. Each individual or entity signing for or using a credential, and
his/her/its employers (each signer, user and employer, a “Bearer”), agrees to the following:

1. Each Bearer represents that he or she is acting on specific assignment for a
newspaper, press, news or photographic service and that Bearer is authorized to bind
himself or herself and any entity or entities with which he or she is affiliated to these terms
and conditions.

2. The use of any account, description, picture, photograph, video, audio,
reproduction, or other information concerning an Event (the “Event Information”) other
than for news coverage of, or magazines, books or stories about the Events, or for First
Amendment-protected purposes, is prohibited, except (a) by prior written consent of the
President of the NAPBL or (b) as specifically licensed by Paragraph 6 below. Nothing in
these terms and conditions authorizes Bearer to violate the Baseball Entities trademark,
copyright and other proprietary rights. The Baseball Entities are the exclusive owners of,
and expressly reserve all rights in, their trademarks, copyrights and other proprietary rights
in their names, logos, mascots and uniform designs.

3. While an Event is in progress, Bearer shall not transmit or aid in transmitting any
Event Information on a play-by-play or pitch-by-pitch basis more frequently than once
every half-inning of play except to report on a significantly historic and newsworthy event.
This limitation shall not apply to internal transmissions between the Bearer and Bearer’s
employer.

4. While an Event is in progress Bearer shall not transmit, display, or aid in displaying
any video, audio, pictures, photographs or other non-text based accounts or descriptions
of the Event that Bearer obtains at that Event in any media, except this limitation shall
not apply to internal transmissions between the Bearer attending the Events and such
Bearer’s employer. The foregoing limitation shall not preclude the on-line transmission
or display of up to seven still pictures or photographs of any Event during its progress;
provided, however, that under no circumstances may Bearer display any more than seven
still pictures or photographs of any Event during its progress.

5. Bearer assumes all risks incidental to the performance by the Bearer of Bearer’s
services in connection with an Event and assumes all risks incidental to an Event, whether
occurring prior to, during or subsequent to the actual playing of the Event, including,
but not limited to, the risk of being injured by bats or fragments thereof, and thrown or
batted balls, and agrees that the National Association of Professional Baseball Leagues,
Inc., Professional Baseball Promotion Corp., all member Leagues and Clubs of the
NAPBL, Major League Baseball, the Baseball Office of the Commissioner, and all of
their constituent clubs, and all of their respective owners, shareholders, affiliated entities,
stadium owners and managers, partners, agents, officers, directors, players and other
employees (collectively, the “Baseball Entities”) shall not be liable for damages including,
without limitation, damages for injuries or loss of or damage to personal property or
equipment.

6. PICTURES AND PHOTOGRAPHS: The credential confers on Bearer a limited,
non-exclusive and non-transferable license to take pictures and photographs of an Event,
and to allow the entity that engaged the Bearer to use them only for news coverage of, or
magazines, books or stories about the Event, other editorial purposes, and reprints of news
pages from such entity’s publications, provided that such use is not likely to create, or does

not actually create, confusion in the minds of the trade or public that reprints or elements
therein, or the items on which they are reprinted, are sponsored or endorsed by, or affiliated
with, any of the Baseball Entities, or that any of the Baseball Entities licensed Bearer to
use their trademark or copyrights. In exchange for the access granted by the credential,
the Baseball Entities shall have the right to purchase prints of any published pictures or
photographs taken by the Bearer in connection with the credential at the best financial
terms offered to third parties, and such Baseball Entities shall be licensed at no additional
charge to use the pictures or photographs for news coverage and promotional purposes.
Except as specifically licensed herein, the Baseball Entities maintain that separate consent
is required to transmit, offer to sell, or sell, any pictures or photographs featuring their
respective trademarks, names, logos, uniform designs, copyrights or other proprietary
rights for commercial purposes, including in third party advertisements or promotions, or
on posters, T-shirts or other consumer products.

7. AUTOGRAPHS: The use of the credential for the purpose of obtaining autographs
is strictly prohibited. Seeking or obtaining autographs from any player, personnel, public
figure, or other individual within or adjacent to the ballpark shall subject Bearer to the
immediate and permanent revocation of Bearer’s credential.

8. THE CREDENTIAL IS NOT TRANSFERABLE AND MAY BE REVOKED AT
ANY TIME WITHOUT CAUSE.

9. While within the ballpark, Bearer shall at all times be subject to the direction and/
or supervision of the Club and its designated agents or employees.

10. Bearer shall obtain all necessary licenses, consents or releases permitting the use
of any party’s proprietary material, including, but not limited to any party’s copyrights,
trademarks, rights of publicity, rights of privacy or other proprietary or personal rights,
however denominated, included in any photograph taken or other material obtained in
connection with the credential. The Bearer is solely responsible for determining which
licenses, consents and releases shall be obtained. Bearer shall indemnify, defend (if
requested) and hold harmless the Baseball Entities against and from any and all claims,
liability, loss, damage or expense (including reasonable attorneys’ fees and expenses) against
third party claims arising out of or relating to: (a) Bearer’s use of any Event Information
taken or obtained in connection with the credential, including, without limitation, any
claim that use of such Information infringes any third party’s copyrights, trademarks,
rights of publicity, rights of privacy, or other proprietary rights, however denominated; (b)
Bearer’s acts or omissions; (c) the presence on the premises of any cameras, wires, cable
or other equipment brought thereon by Bearer; and (d) Bearer’s breach of any term of the
credential.

11. In the event that the name or the likeness of any individual using this credential
is included in any broadcast, telecast, photograph, film, video or other media taken in
connection with an Event, such individual grants the Baseball Entities the non-exclusive,
transferable, perpetual right and license to use (and to sub-license the use of) such name
and likeness in any media worldwide whether now known or hereafter devised.

NOTE: Each individual from your organization who will use a credential must sign and
print their name on the back of the credential.

Television photographers are encouraged to shoot from the handicapped
sections throughout the main concourse.

PRESS BOX: The press box is located on the suite level behind home
plate and is available to working media only. Due to limited space, only
credentialed members of the media or others with a working function
may enter the press box.

FOOD: Media food will be provided approximately 60 minutes before
game time in the press box.

STATS & INFORMATION: Game notes and statistics are available in
the press box approximately two hours before game time. Lineups are
generally available approximately one hour before scheduled first pitch.

CLUBHOUSE: The River Bandits clubhouse is open to the media dur-
ing the first 30 minutes of visitors batting practice with permission from
a member of the River Bandits Media Relations Department, as well as
shortly after the game.
